Eing arts school Platinum
Performing Arts (PPA)
is launching a project to help
prevent violent youth crime,
funded by the National Lottery
Community Funding Project.
The arts school is currently
working with a number of
organisations including Enfield
Council, schools, the voluntary
sector and the Metropolitan
Police and is keen to speak to
more groups who would like to
be involved in the project.
Power to Make a Change is
a five-year project which aims
to engage with young people

at risk of entering gangs by
presenting positive alternatives.
Young people’s thoughts,
feelings and life experiences will
be given a voice through a
dance and theatre production.

Using the award of £300,978,
young people will work along-
side a variety of professionals
to write a script, produce music,
and direct and star in the produc-
tion.

The European MEDFEST
programme focuses on the
communities of Kato Drys, Kato
Lefkara, Layia, Melini, Odou,
Ora, Vavla, Vavatsinia and Agioi
Vavatsinia, which share a rich
tradition of beekeeping and
honey production.

The programme will help to
revitalise the rural communities
through the organisation of
bee-themed festivals and nature
trails, and will be instrumental
in preserving biodiversity. The
beneficial properties of honey
and its versatility will also be
actively promoted, including its
incorporation in recipes and on
local menus.

Two bee friendly festivals
are also planned for 2019,
the ‘Honey and Beekeeping
Festival’ on 23 June, and the
‘Children’s Bee Festival’ on 15
September.

Now his new museum and
exhibition space will open next
door to his workshop in July.
Having bought and renovated
the larger, neighbouring 1850s
stone house, the avid weaver
has transformed it into a Cyprus
time capsule, displaying the
many baskets he has made
from cane and reeds, along with
traditional furniture, implements
and interesting Cyprus artefacts.

Petros says of the new venture:
“My love for basket weaving has
led me to create a much larger
space where | can welcome
organised groups and share this
wonderful traditional craft, along
with the addition of a locally
produced Cyprus brunch in a
charming village setting.”

Millions of holidaymakers
at risk by not taking out

Travel Insurance

andlords haven’'t had
Lthings easy recently and

2019 has a few more
changes in store for those who
rent out property to be aware
of. In this week’s post, we’'ll
take a look at some of the most
important and what they mean
for landlords and their tenants.

Tenant fees

Now it has gained royal
assent, the ban on tenant fee
charges is set from June 1st.
Here’s what this new piece of
legislation means for landlords
(and letting agents):

Landlords and letting agents
will no longer be able to charge
for anything other than:

- Rent

- Deposits (including holding
deposits)

- Changes to the existing
contract, or the termination of it,
that have been requested by
the tenant

- Council tax, utilities, and
communications services

- Key replacement costs
(charge for new keys and
petrol, but not time lost)

- Arrears

- Damages

- Any other default of contract

Compulsory CMP
(Client Money Protection)

As of April this year (2019),
all letting agents will need to
have this form of insurance in
place. This is good news for
landlords, as your rental income
will be protected, and it is
something that we welcome
here at David Astburys.

In fact, we’ve covered our
clients with this protection long
before it became mandatory,
but many other agents have
glossed over its necessity. If
you are currently dealing with a
letting agent who doesn’t have
Client Money Protection (CMP)
in place, be warned - they
may struggle to get clearance
before the April deadline, which
could see them go out of

business.

This puts your rent and
deposits at risk, so it's well
worth checking out as soon as
possible.

Mortgage interest tax relief

This may seem like old news,
but it's an ongoing saga that
continues to affect landlords
across the country. Like the
CMP above, the next phase of
the withdrawal of mortgage
interest as an allowable expense
will occur in April - on the 6th
to be precise, the start of the
new tax year.

As this year sees the third
stage of the withdrawal, land-
lords will only be able to claim
25% of finance costs, with the
remaining 75% restricted to the
basic rate of taxation.

Landlord’s Minimum Energy
Efficiency Standards broaden
Another change that has
already been well-documented,
but continues to affect landlords
with its staggered introduction,
is the tightening of the Minimum
Energy Efficiency Standards
(MEES) those who own rental
properties have to meet.

Where this differs to the
withdrawal of mortgage interest
as an allowable expense is that
there are no actual changes
happening in 2019. Naturally
this begs the question, why are
we discussing it in a post titled
‘7 Changes Landlords Need To
Know About In 2019’ then?

Well, last year saw the
introduction of MEES for new
lets and tenancy renewals, but
April next year (2020) sees the
regulation extended to existing
tenancies, too. This means that
if your property is currently
rated at ‘F’ or ‘G’, it will no
longer be rentable from the 1st
of April, 2020.

With that in mind, landlords
should act now to ensure their
properties are up to scratch and
compliant for 2020. Papering
over the cracks isn’t advised

either, as current word is that
MEES will rise again in 2022,
making a ‘D’ rating the new
minimum.

Obligatory electrical safety
checks

I's  looking increasingly
likely that an obligatory 5-year
electrical safety check will be
put in place sometime soon, so
this is another area landlords
will need to be aware of as we
move further into 2019.

While nothing concrete is in
place yet, those who have not
had a full electrical check carried
out on their property in the
last five years should definitely
consider hiring a decent electri-
cian to do so sooner rather than
later.

Homes (Fitness for Human
Habitation) Act

The Homes Act 2018, as itis
now called, will come into force
on March 20th. This will likely
only affect a very small number
of landlords, as councils and
local authorities can already
take action on substandard
properties, but it's still worth
pointing out.

The new Bill means tenants
will be able to take legal action
against their landlord them-
selves, should they fail to main-
tain their property to what is
broadly described as a ‘good
condition’, without having to
rely on their local authority
getting involved.

Rogue landlord database
goes public

Although London tenants
have been able to access the
capital’s Rogue Landlord and
Agent Checker since December
2017, the rest of the country
has been stuck with a system
that has been widely regarded
as useless as the general
public were unable to access it.
This looks set to change at
some point this year, with public
access soon to become avail-
able.

That’s it. Seven changes for
landlords to be mindful of in
2019.

have not yet arranged travel insurance.

This could equate to 8.6 million people
potentially putting themselves at risk, if the find-
ings from the survey of more than 2,000 people
in May were projected across Britain by Abta.

They could face paying substantial medical or
repatriation costs if they fall ill or hurt themselves
abroad, or even having their treatment delayed.

Abta is reminding people to make sure they
take out a travel insurance policy as soon as
they book their holiday, as this will help protect
them if they need to cancel due to an unexpected
event or illness.

Just over a fifth of holidaymakers said they
travelled without insurance in the last year. Of
these people, over a third said they did not think
they needed travel insurance and more than a
quarter said it was a risk they were willing to
take. But among those who have had to pay an
additional cost on holiday due to being uninsured
or not having the right cover, more than a third
have had to spend between £500 and £4,000.

Mark Tanzer, chief executive at Abta, said:
“Millions of holidaymakers are heading off
abroad each year either without the right travel
insurance in place — or without any insurance at
all. This leaves people at risk of having to pay
significant medical costs or even facing delays
in their treatment. Our message is clear — don’t
take the risk, take out travel insurance and make
sure it covers you for your circumstances and
holiday plans.

That way they’ll be able to contact their insurer
quickly and without hassle, should they need to.”

Julia Longbottom, director of consular services
at the Foreign and Commonwealth Office (FCO),
said: “Most people enjoy trouble-free holidays
overseas. However, | am concerned by these
new figures showing that many British holiday-
makers continue to travel without insurance.

“The risks are very clear. You could find your-
self paying out thousands of pounds in medical
bills if you don’t have insurance. It's important to
know the FCO cannot help fund medical bills if
you or a family member are taken ill or hospita-
lised when abroad.”

The Association of British Insurers (ABI) said
claims where British travellers have been covered
by insurance include:

* A £187,000 bill after a holidaymaker had a
heart attack in Las Vegas, covering a hospital
stay, outpatient appointments and a flight back

S ome 38% of people planning to go overseas

to the UK.

* £95,000 to treat serious injuries caused by
a road accident in Central America. The patient
had to be flown to Florida for treatment before
being returned to the UK by air ambulance.

* £28,000 to cover the bill for a woman who
suffered a stroke during a trip to Moscow,
including a six-day hospital stay.

ABI spokesperson Sarah Cordey said: “Having
a medical emergency abroad is a nightmare
scenario and it's alarming how many people still
take the risk of travelling uninsured. Bills for
medical treatment can quickly run to hundreds
of thousands of pounds, particularly if someone
needs an air ambulance to get home, and these
aren’t costs many people can face alone.”

Here are some factors to consider when
taking out travel insurance, according to Abta:

Always tell your travel insurer about any
pre-existing medical conditions — if you have an
annual policy you must inform your insurer
about any changes, even if they seem minor. Do
not be tempted to leave anything out — by not
telling your insurer, your insurance may be void.

Activities as seemingly safe as cycling may
require a higher level of cover. Before you travel,
always check with your insurer if you are covered
for any activities you may participate in while on
holiday.

Travel insurance offered through bank accounts
or cover via credit cards often provides limited
protection. Always check restrictions.

European cover is generally cheaper than
worldwide cover. Remember that popular
holiday destinations such as Dubai and Egypt
will not be covered by a European policy.

Take out your insurance policy as soon as you
book your holiday, this should protect you from
costs if you have to cancel the holiday due to
unforeseen circumstances, such as illness.

How-
ever, being a jack of all trades
when performing Shakespeare
can also be your downfall and
so we have a play of ups and
downs. The plot and subplots
are typical of the Bard and what
this one lacks in nuance and wit
it makes up for with silliness and
farce. Sir John Falstaff (Pearce
Quigley) is a lech, though look-
ing at his inflated paunch, which
is completely out of kilter with his
thin legs, one wonders whether
this knight's lasciviousness would
measure up once he has snared
his prey.

The women he desires,
primarily for their wealth, Mistress
Ford (Bryony Hannah) and
Mistress Page (Sarah Finigan),
are a couple of wily so and so’s
and on receiving the same letter
from the horny knight they
decide to plot a scenario that
will expose the old fool for the
flaccid frolicker that he is. Falstaff
ends up in a smelly washing
basket and tossed into the
Thames. He will not be denied
and returns for another attempt
to fasten onto Ford. Hubby
Frank returns, all hell breaks
loose, with much hilarity and
camp, the knight is forced to
dress as a woman to escape.
But all's well that ends well, kind
of, when he is caught out by the
co-conspirators and he repents
for his misdemeanours.

Meanwhile Mistress Page’s
daughter Anne (Boadicea Rick-
etts) is also a wanted woman.
Her mother wants her to wed
‘Allo  Allo French physician
Caius (Richard Katz), her father
wants another and she herself
wants Fenton (Zach Wyatt). The
bonkers Shakespearean shena-
nigans, set here in the 1930’s
with a live band, includes excellent
choreography by Sasha Milavic
Davies, is at its best when
Quigley, the stand out performer,
utters his sardonic put-downs
and witticisms with the noncha-
lance of a seasoned pro. His
phlegmatic portrayal works a
treat and establishes a win-win
rapport with the audience milk-
ing the laughs and generating
dollops of sympathy when he is
beaten and humiliated.

The remainder of the cast bode
less well though Hannah and
Katz relish playing the characters
they portray if a little prone to
over exaggerating their particu-
lar traits of cockney clown and
Fringlish fop.

That
said the Saturday matinee

audience lapped it up. The
Carry On crew would have fitted
in perfectly.

Having attended and been part
of our Cypriot Wine Festival

They
take it a step further by elimina-
ting all animal products from their
diet, including milk and eggs, as
well as honey.

| know | am fussy and very
selective in what | eat, as well as
how it is cooked, what ingredients
are used etc but | definitely do not
feel deprived of any food type
because | always choose to eat

what | crave including cakes and
ice cream. If | cannot find the
product made with the ingredients
| like, then | make it myself. |
avoid sugar because it slows me
down. So if | want that sweet
cake or dessert, | will make it but
| will use fructose, a sugar found
in fruit. This ensures my energy
levels remain constant and will
not cause me to feel tired or
fatigued throughout the day.
From an early age | was health
conscious as | was brought up
that way. | would opt for skimmed
milk because it was advised to be
better for you. However, constantly
tired and in agony at seventeen,
| ended up in hospital and was
diagnosed with ‘A Lactosia’, a
form of lactose intolerance with
severe, unfavourable, damaging
effects. | do have to be careful
with milk products as the milk
needs to be lactose free; | was
told 1 may also possibly be ok
with goat’s milk. This can get

try to go vegetarian but it wasn't
for me. | craved chicken like
crazy after a month or so.

| am a fairly active person and
try to be sensible in approach, so
when the big scare came of red
meats linked to particular health
disorders, it was clear that red
meat was not flavour of the
month and many of us either cut
it out or cut down as much as
possible. Why was it meant to be
so bad for us? Well it could be
down to the saturated fat content,
the chemicals used during the
processing with the effect of
haem iron (the type of iron found
in animal products) increased
free radical activity.

The digestion of meat is
another factor that has been
raised. Meat can make a contri-
bution to our diet because it is a
low calorie protein delivering
nutrients that are lacking in many
peoples’ diet, like the B vitamins
required for energy release,
vitamin D and Zinc. So if you
fancy that steak, your body may

be telling you it needs those
vitamins and nutrients. Listen to
your body. Other foods can
provide this but you may need
more to get your fill. Remember
that it has been said the average
man requires 55g of protein a
day, while a woman requires 45g.

The fact is, whatever your
choices are, you need to still
be sensible as a meat eater,
vegetarian or vegan, and make
sure you have a healthy balanced
intake to absorb the nutritional
requirements.

How to be a
healthy meat eater:

1. Avoid eating too much red
meat; it is suggested 500gm in
total a week as a guideline.

2. Choose the leanest cuts and
remove any excess fat.

3. Shallow fry in a tablespoon
or two of olive oil in a non-stick
pan, otherwise grill or bake.

4. Avoid overcooking, charring
or burning.

5. Limit intake of processed

meats if you are not avoiding
them altogether.

How to be a
healthy vegetarian:

1. Get required protein from
a variety source in that of dairy,
eggs, pulses and nuts, soya Tofu,
temple grains like quinoa,
tempeh.

2. Ensure plenty of essential
fatty acids EFA found in seeds
and nuts are included in the diet.

3. Include probiotic supple-
ments which help with release of
calcium, magnesium and iron
from food.

4. If dairy is avoided, ensure
another source of vitamin D and
B12 are supplemented.

Whatever your choice, be
sensible!

For me it's an elusive
place, a memory locked in the
past, unattainable, an ideal
that probably never existed in
the first place. Exposing this
nostalgia and longing for some-
thing lost or unreachable, my
process is an exploration of the
idea of home and my search
to find meaning. | tap into my
subconscious through my
dreams and nightmares. | keep
dream diaries of notes and
images which provide a starting
point for my work. These
preliminary ideas evolve into
layered narratives, often with
recurring motifs.

Printmaking is a brilliant way
to play with repetition and
change. | find the drypoint
technique has the immediacy
of drawing but with its velvety
blurry line has a further trans-
formational quality which, when
combined with hand-wiped
areas and chine collé, evokes
the other worldly atmosphere of
a dreamscape. | push this
further by building up layers,
letting images recede back into
the paper or combining them in
rich dark tones to create a
haunting presence.

Chris Christodoulou is an

artist, architect, tutor and family
man.

He has previously exhibited
in Cyprus, France and in
London and has carried out
various art installations.

The themes have been more
or less the same on this elusive
notion of ‘home’ which is a
feature of Greek Cypriot culture.

Chelsea winEuropa League

Eden Hazard scored twice and
created a third to steer Chelsea
to a 4-1 victory over London rivals
Arsenal in the Europa League
final in what looks likely to be the
Belgium winger’s final game for
the Blues.

Chelsea destroyed Arsenal with
four second-half goals that
handed coach Maurizio Sarri his
first major trophy at the age of 60,
although that might not be enough
to silence the speculation that he
could also be leaving Stamford
Bridge imminently.

The Belgium winger has sig-
nalled he wants to move to Real
Madrid in the close season. “My

dream was to play in the Premier
League and | did it for seven
years,” Hazard told a television
reporter shortly after the final
whistle. “Maybe | think it is time
to say goodbye.

After a tepid first half, Giroud
put Chelsea ahead in the 49th mi-
nute with an angled header. The
Blues doubled their lead 10 mi-
nutes later when Pedro diverted
a cross from Hazard beyond
former Chelsea keeper Petr
Cech, who was making his last
appearance before retiring as a
player. With Arsenal on the ropes,
defender Ainsley Maitland-Niles
collided with Giroud to concede a

penalty that Hazard stroked home
after 65 minutes. Alex Ilwobi
clawed a goal back for Arsenal
but Chelsea restored their three-
goal cushion in the 72nd minute
when Hazard swapped passes
with Giroud to score his second.
Chelsea won their third European
title in seven years, with the
Champions League triumph in
2012 followed by their first Europa
League victory in 2013.

Arsenal have lost five of their
seven major European finals, with
their only victory coming in the
1994 Cup Winners’ Cup against
Parma and the fairs Cup in 1970
when they beat Anderlect.
