European Parliament approves
new l}llllvrl!llll rules for the internet

Creatives and news publishers will be empowered to negotiate with
internet giants thanks to new copyright rules which also contain safe-
guards on freedom of expression,

MEPs adopled the directive in plenary by 348 votes in favour, 274
against and 36 abstentions. This marks the end of the legislative pro-
cess for the European Padiament that began in 2016. It will now be
down to member states fo approve Parliament’s decision in the coming
weeks. If the member states accept the text adopted by the European
Parliament, it will take effect after publication in the official joumal and
then member states will have 2 years 1o implement it.

The directive aims to ensure that the longstanding rights and obli-
gations of copyright law also apply to the intemet. YouTube, Facebook
and Google News are some of the intfemet household names that will
be mast directly affected by this legislation,

The directive also strives to ensure that the intemet remains a space
for freedom of expression.

Tech giants to share revenue with artists and journalists
The directive aims to enhance rights holders' chances, notably mu-
sicians, performers and script authors, (creatives) as well as news
publishers, to negoliate better remuneration deals for the use of their
works when these feature on internet platforms. It does this by making

.
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internet platforms directly liable for content uploaded to their site and
by automatically giving the right to news publishers (o negoliate deals
on behalf of its journalists for news stories used by news aggregators.

Locking in freedom of expression

MNumernous provisions are specifically designed to ensure the intermet
remains a space for freedom of expression. As shanng snippets of
news aricles is specifically excluded from the scope of the directive, it
can continue exactly as before, However, the directive also contains
provisions to avoid news aggregators abusing this. The 'snippet’ can
therefore continue to appear in a Google News newsfeeds, for example,
or when an article is shared on Facebook, provided it is “very shor”
Uploading protected works for quotation, criticism, review, caricature,
parady or pastiche has been protected even more than it was before,
ensuring that memes and Gifs will continue to be available and share-
able on onfine platfiorms.

Stronger negotiating rights for authors and performers

Authors and performers will be able to claim additional remuneration
from the disiributor exploiting their rights when the remuneration orig-
inally agreed is disproportionately low when compared to the benefits
derved by the distributer.

MEPs approve EU's spending
in2011

MEPs gave their thumbs up to the management
of the EU's 2017 budget, in a senes of more than
50 voles on Tuesday.

They welcomed the fact that the eror rate for
paymenis - as estimated by the Evuropean Court of
Auditors - had reached an all-time low of 2.4%. Ho-
wever, they raised some concems about how test-
ing samples were selected.

Mounting payments backlog

MEPs are worried about the mounting payments
backiog, which reached a new record of EUR 267.3
billian in 2017 and is expected to rise even more
by the end of the current long-term budget in 2020,
MEPs stress that the EU budget is not allowed to
run on deficit and that the growing payments back-
log represents a financial debt. The situation is a
consequence of years of high commitments and
low payments. With member states submitting
fewer claims than anticipated, the Pariament calls
on the Commission to provide them with suppor to 1
improve the absorption rates.

Calls to fix public procurement issues,
fight conflicts of interest

Bidding procedures in some member states “may
have turmed into semi-legal procedures, preventing
fair competition and possibly allowing fraud”, MEPs
say, noting with concem shorcomings in Hungary
and Slovakia. The Budgetary Control Committee's
mission o Slovakia in December revealed a risk
that organised crime could infiltrate how EU funds
are checked and managed. They therefore call on
the Commission to “take the necessary measures”.

MEPs also call on the Commission to ensure a
zero {olerance policy against conflicts of interest,
pointing in particutar to the Czech Prime Minister
Andrej Babis and the need (o investigate the matter.

The new rules were approved by Pardiament on 26 March 2019, Once the
directive is formally adopled by the Council, EU countries will have to transpose
it into national legistation by 31

couniries, energy consumers can use onling price comparnson tools. EL law-
makers have ensured that consumers in every EU country have free-of-charge
access o at least one such tool that should also meet minimum quality stan-
dards.

Under existing rules people already have the right to withdraw from a new

contract within 14 days, if con-
cluded via intermmet or phone.

4. Clearer energy bills

Many customers still do not un-
derstand the details of their elec-
tricity bill, as demonstrated by a
market study by the European
Commission. New rules should im-
prove this by requiring suppliers to
present information about energy
consumption and costs on every
bill in an easy to understand way.

5. Monitoring your electricity
consumption

Customers will be able to request
a smart meter that shows energy
consumption and the cost in real
fime and that can be read remotely.
They should be installed under fair
conditions within four months of ha-
ving been requested. EU countries
have to ensure the roll out of smart
meters, but they are not obliged to

ﬁnanoe their installation if costs outweigh the benefits.

Consumers should be able to adapt their energy usage also according to
real time price signals from the market if they opt for a dynamic electricity price
contract, an opion foreseen in the new rules.

6. Protecting vulnerable customers

Parliament backs proposal to end switch hetween
summer and winter time in 2021

MEPs voted to end the practce of
adjusting clocks by an hour in spring
and autumn from 2021.

EU countries that decide to keep their
summer time should make their final
clock change on the last Sunday in
March 2021, Those that prefer to keep
their standard (winter) time, can adjust
their clocks for the final time on the last
Sunday in October 2021, says the draft
law approved by MEPs with 410 in fa-
wour, 192 against, 31 abstantions.

MEPs backed the Commission pro-
posal to end seasonal ime changes,
but voted to postpone the date from
2019 1o 2021,

Protecting the single market

MEPs also want EU countries and
the Commission to coordinate the deci-
sions to ensure that the application of
summer time in some countries and
winter time in others does not dismupt
the internal market, If the Commission
finds that the foreseen time arange-
ments could significantly, and per-
manently, hamper the proper function-
ing of the single market, it may submit
a proposal to postpone the date of ap-
| plication of the directive by a maximum
of 12 months, says the adopted text.
The text adopted is the Pariament's
position for negotiations with EL minis-
ters on the final wording of the rules

End racist discrimination against Afro-Europeans

MEPs call on the EU and its member states to take measures to tackle the
structural racism people of African descent face in Europe. In a resolution adoptad
on Tuesday with 535 in favour to 80 votes against, and 44 abstentions, Parliament
urges EU and national authorities to develop anti-racism policies and stop discrim-
ination; in the fields of education, housing, health, criminal justice, political participation
and migration.

In light of increasing afrophobic attacks, MEPs call on the European Commission
and EU member states lo acknowledge the racist, discriminatory and xenophobic
suffering of Afro-Europeans, and offer proper protection against these inequalities to
ensure that hate crimes are suitably investigated, prosecuted and sanctioned. Ad-
diticnally, people of African descent should be taken into account more in current
funding programmes and in the next multiannual financial framework (2021-2027),

MEPs condemn the mistreatment of people of African descent in police custody,
cifing the numerous violent incidents and deaths that have occumed while in custody,
Thay also note the frequent use of racial and ethnic profiling in criminal law enforce-
ment, counter-terrarism measures and immigration control, and urge member states
o end this practice. The resolution encourages EL institutions and member siates
o address and rectify past injustices and crimes against humanity, perpetrated in
the name of European colonialism. These historic crimes still have present day neg-
ative consequences for people of African descent, MEPs claim.

Why bad maths could
cost you a fortune

ou probably wouldn't fall for the classic
Ypolitical trick of being challenged to put a

price on a pint of milk. But have you ever
given much thought to the value of your kitchen
appliancas?

Have you serously thought about how much
it would cost to rebuild your home from scratch
or even just the contents of your wardroba?

These may be numbers we are obliged to
provide to insurers when applying for products
like car and home insurance, but getting them
wrong can have serious consequences.

Research from price comparison website
uSwitch shows that more than a quarter of
drivers — 27 per cent - simply guess their annual
mileage, even though overestimating it can
leave them overpaying for their cover. Under-
estimating that mileage could even potentially
invalidate their policy entirely.

Checking annual mileage is as simply as
reading the last MOT certificate, which shows
precisely how many miles were covered in the
previous year. Yet just a fifth of drivers do so,
potentially because 48% don't realise that
providing inaccurate information could invalidate
their policy.

Rod Jones, insurance spokesperson at
uSwitch.com, says: “While many of us are guilty
of relying on gut feeling when providing our
mileage information when applying for a car
insurance policy, misjudging the number of miles
you drive in a year can have a real impact on
your wallet,

Not-so-simple sums

If you dont check your home contents
insurance relatively regularly, then you risk
finding that you are underinsured when you
come fo make a claim. And, with home
insurance, this can mean the entire value of
your claim is slashed, even if you're claiming
for less than the total amount you have
insured.

Gocompare.com has warned that only half of
home contents policies automatically index-link
premiums, meaning that if you have had the
same cover in place for a number of years then
it almost certainly no longer reflects the true
value of your belongings, leaving you under-
insured,

In addition, that's before the factor in the
recent growth in electrical goods and gadgets.

-

Many homes are now littered with tablet
computers and personal technology, yet the last
time the householder priced up their posses-
sions was back when being able to play ‘snake’
on a phone felt futuristic. This can leave you
saveraly out of pocket,

Ben Wilson from Gocompare.com Home
Insurance says: “What many people perhaps
don'l realise is that if their insurer thinks that
they are underinsured - it will pay only the
corresponding percentage of a claim. This
could result in a shortfall of thousands of
pounds.”

So, if your possessions are worth £40.000
and you tell an insurer they are worth £20,000,
then it is likely they will only pay half of any
claim. For example, if you claimed for £10,000
of damage, they might refuse to pay more than
£5,000, making underinsurance a particular
problem when buying contents cover.

It's better and safer to check the contents of
your home regularly, on a room-by-room basis,
and make sure your estimate is as accurate as
possible.

Reassessing a rebuild

At least most people are able to have an
informed stab at working out how much their
possessions are worth for contents cover,
howaver, for buildings insurance estimates can
again be very dodgy.

Research has shown that 67 per cent of
people do not know the rebuilt cost of their home
and 35 per cent believe that the rebuild cost and
the house value are the same. Overpaying
means potentially paying too much each month,
however, even more worrying are the 10 million
homes that the insurer suggests could be under-
insured.

Simon Stanney, director of insurance at
SunLife, says: “In the unfortunate event that
your home requires a complete rebuild and your
buildings insurance is not sufficient, you will be
left to cover any difference in price. Worse still,
if your property is mortgaged you could be left
with no home and thousands to pay back to your
lender.”

The best way to gel an accurate rebuild
cost is to get a surveyor to carry out detailed
measurements of your house and then
prepare a professional Rebuilding Cost Assess-
ment.

Redeeming the
unforgiveable

ny society unable or urwill-
ing 1o forgive perpetratons
terrible, yes almost
unforgivable crimes, will inevita-
bly demand the ultimate penalty,
that they pay with their lives.
One pardicular criminal act that
sometimes results in vigilante
groups wanting to take justice
into their own hands is paedo-
philia. Bruce Morris's no holds
bamed, yet balanced and com-
passionate Downstate (National
Theatre) attempts o shake us
out of our often-entrenched
positions.

In downstate llincis, four men,
Dee (K Todd Freeman), Felix
(Eddie Torres), Fred (Francis
Guinan) and, Gio (Glenn Davis),
convicted of sex crimes against
minors share a government-
owned group home whera thay
five out their Ives in the shadow
of the crimes they committed.
Banned from going anywhere
near places that children gather
they are permanently watched
and monitored by cameras and
Ivy (Cecilia Moble), a serioushy
satumine police officer.

As the complex drama unfolds,
we leam why each of them is
there. It makes for uncomfort-
able viewing and director Pam
MacKinnon opts for an approach
that is neither damning or exon-
erating. Their actual crimes vary
in their seriousness or is that
really the point Nomis is making
that we make those distinctions
and who are we to judge?
When Andy (Tim Hopper) tums
up unexpectedly, a man Fred
abused as a boy, the scene is
set for conflict and melodrama.
Normis's writing cuts across that
narrative and instead there is
awkwardness that is never con-
demnatory. Bul no closure for
Andy and no forgiveness for Fred.

Garrulous Gio COMmEs across
as a bitof an arse, Dee expresses
everything through anger and
Felix, the one whom we would
probably find hardest to forgive,
is an emotional wasteland,
yeaming solitude and anony-
mity. The essential humour is
borderdine without being offen-
sive and is a clever provocative
device. For many of us the default
reaction to uncomfortable truths
is initially laughter. In the end,
whatever your view, this superbly
performed co-production with

the Steppenwoll Theatre Com-
pany, will shake up your thinking
and lobs a debating I|ED
(Integrity, Education, Daring) into
a topic that is already incendiary.

To quote Bob Marley -
‘Emancipale yourseles from
mental  slavery, None but
ourselves can free our minds. ..
“That means them, and us.

Meanwhile Marcos Chrisfou
cries murder most foul..

At the urging of his sister,
Electra, Orestes (Silk Street
Theatre) kills his mum, Clytem-
nestra, revenge for her murder
of his father Agamemnon. The
Furies then get their revenge by
driving Orestes mad. Eventually,
Apaollo intervenes and seis up
a trial in Athens. Orestes is
acquitted and the Furies are
given a place of honour. All's
well that ends well you may
think, unfortunately the Guildhall
School of Music and Drama
gave us a radical reworking that
was prosaically dystopian but
ended up being almost panto-
mimic in a final scene where
a collapsing wall had the
audience in raptures. Brave but
foolhardy, the actors, some of
whom demonsiraled real talent,
were let down by a production
that almost ended up murdering
the brilliance of Eunpides.

Finally Rose Goodenough is
feeling seasick...

Set on a transatlantic liner
in the 1830s, Tom Stoppard’s
Rough Crossing (Yvonne
Arnaud) is a preposterous and
unfunny story of two playwrights
preparing their new work for
Broadway. The play is unsurpri-
singly ranely revived and although
parts of the script have the
Stoppard stamp of wit and luwy
jokes, and an excellent cast well
directed by Rachel Kavanaugh,
it is mainly dull and well past its
sell by date. Colin Richmond's
stylish Art Deco set certainly
looks the part and the elegantly
aftired characters, an unlikeable
bunch, get lost in the waves,
The moral of this story is, don't
rely on a playwright's name and
fame, check that the content
can still cut it atherwise you may
end up on a sinking ship.

Celebrating CyWineFest’s
37th Anniversary

It is very easy to simply say 37-year anniversary but for many of us, CyWineFest is older than we
are! Once you start digging into the past and looking through all the newspaper archives of how the
Cypriot Wine Festival was reported on, you get a real sense of how deep the roots of this event go
within our community and why it is so important that it confinues into the future,

The event was completely different then, and we acknowledge that in par, it was reflective of
where our Cypriot community was in the 1980s. Many in the community were only first or second
generation Cypriots in the LK, where Greek was probably the primary language spoken at home,
and many will even have been fairly new arrivals to the UK as refugees.

Whatever the case, you definitely get the impression that there was a real sense of a passionate,
united community, and that is definitely something 37 years on, that we still want at the heart of our
evenl.

The fact that CyWineFast is now in its 37th year is testament to the hard work and perseverance of
many hard-working volunteers and organisations that have steadfast held the belief in organising
an event for the community.

CyWinaFest is a very versalile event with countless things to do for visitors of all ages, as a
meeting place for friends, a great family day out and in general a great reason for all to mingle and
be part of Cypriot culture.

CyWineFest originally helped address a massive need. Qutside of the obvious social benefits of a
community event, it created a market place where the community could purchase Cypriot products
al a time where they were not a readily and easily available in supermarkets or even before
‘bakalika” really started setting up

Food culture and traditions have always been so important to Cypriots, and to not have access o
buying things such as halloumi or olives, or olive oil must have made people feel so far from home
and isolated in this “foreign’, cold country! Being able to import Cypriot produce and products gave
people a connection 1o their roots and motherland, and that wouldn't have happened without an
event like CyWineFest

Today the event has grown beyond the market place concept and although it is still very much a
Cypriot evant, now encompasses not just the Cypriot community, but a much broader cross section
of multicultural Britain and has become a more open and ethnically diverse event exporting Cypriot
culture

CyWineFest's reach has also developed over the years. From visitors to the event predominately
being from the heavily Cypriot populated areas of Wood Green and Palmers Green, the Cypriot
community today has spread its wings much more widely, and we are pleased to say that we have
visitors from as far and wide as Wales, Birmingham, Manchester and Mansfield, and attendance at
CyWineFest is the highlight of a weekend trip to London. The spread of diaspora across the UK has
meant that CyWineFest has an even more important place in keeping traditions and culture alive in
the younger generations.

From its humble beginings based out of the Cypriot Commuity Centre in Wood Green, the event
grew into its home for many years, Alexandra Palace. It is such an iconic London venue, that
hosting the evenlt there was a real statement of intent for the community, that we had become so
well established, we could pull it offt

The changing population and spread of the community ultimately was a major influence in our
decision {o move the event from Ally Pally to its new home of Lee Valley Athletics Centre. Although
we've kept to Morth London, a significant proportion of families of Cypriot descent live and work in
Enfield, and many families are also moving to neighbouring areas like Chesinut, Polters Bar,
Waltham Cross and Chingford, still only a few miles from the Festival's new home.

The flexibility offered by the venue in having indoor and outdcor facilities has meant that many
ideas we have had over the years can now be pul into practise and really help take the Festival to
the next level

We as organisers, our volunteers, exhibitors and visitors to the event have been reinvigorated. We
can now truly provide entertainment and things to do for all generations. Whilst parents can enjoy
the free and unlimited wine (as long as there's a designated driver taking them home of coursell),
grandparents can meeat with old friends and acquaintances over a nice Cypriot coffee and a pastry,
the teenagers can enjoy performances from local community acts, traditional dancing and a
headline act from either Cyprus or Greece, while the children can enjoy the bouncy castle, donkey
rides and 5 a-side football tournaments.

All this wrapped up in all the traditional Cypriot food you can think of! In a culture where we all have
big, loud, bonkers extended families, where households may have multiple generations living under
one roof, a Festival that caters for all is essential

The Cypriot Wine Festival is a real testament to the success of the Cypriot community in London
and the rest of the UK, in being able to openly celebrate our culture and integrate this into day to
day life and society.

We feel that CyWineFest adds to the rich multiculturalism of Enfield, and promotes tolerance,
acceptance and the importance of understanding your family roots and heritage. We are actively
doing more to raise awareness of the Festival outside of the Cypriot community and hope to see
many new faces at this year's event which will be held on 15t & 2nd June.
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Our aim has always been to provide the community with something that you cannot get elsewhere;
with an entrance fee of only £10 and £6, you can enjoy a top show with a well know artist from
Greece,

In the past we have had the likes of Konstantinos Argiros (2018), Yiannis Ploutarchas (2017),
George Dalaras (2016), Anna Vissi (2015), Despina Vandi (2014), Elena Paparizou (2013),

Keti Garbi (2012), Sarbel & Glykeria (2011), Stavros Konstantinou & Evi Kapatai (2010), Stelios
Dionisiou (2009), Sarbel (2008), Evi Kapatai & Masia Trahonitou (2007), Glykeria (2006), Zig Zag &

dures, applying a growth serum
like Rapid Lash or Revitalise
will keep those lashes growing
beautifully long and silky.

If you don't like the idea of
those treatments, there are many
other opfions like temporary
evelash applications. The stick
on sirip lashes with adhesive
are well known and last for your
evening out or great for a photo
shool.

temporary magnetic lashes
where the top and underside
stick to your natural lash strip
ling.

If you want something that
lasts a little longer, why not
apply individual lashes, Some
are as a stem of a few, and
others are single lashes, These
can again be bought at stores
and applied at home or done
professionally using the correct
application technique.

Archbishop Evangelou MBE has
for over 30 years has dedicaled his
lifer 1o the selfless service of others.
As a minister, community leader
and humanitarian he works
tirelessly and gives sacrificially for
the benefit of others.
