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Andros Kyprianou urges T/Cs to view
solution as the way to gain gas wealth

ain opposition AKEL
M on Monday told

foreign diplomats
in Cyprus the simplest
and surest way for Turkish
Cypriots to ensure their
share in the island’s hydro-
carbons wealth was to help
reach a solution.

Addressing 35 ambassa-
dors and other diplomats at a
lunch in Nicosia, AKEL leader
Andros Kyprianou spoke
about the failure of the talks in
Crans-Montana last year
and signalled AKEL’s full
agreement with the position of
the UN secretary-general in
September on ‘a package’ of
six main pending issues.

“AKEL fully agrees with
the above approach, not
only because the secretary-
general suggests it, but
because we are firmly con-
vinced that, at the point we
have reached, this is the right
course to reach a successful
end, even in a short time,”
Kyprianou said.

At the same time, he noted
that “it is not acceptable to
expect the Greek Cypriot side
to accept the upgrading of the
pseudo-state in the event of a
(new) failure.”

On the issue of hydro-
carbons, which the Turkish
side is trying to have put
on the negotiating table,
Kyprianou referred to the
convergence that was reached
by the government of
Demetris Christofias on the
issue during his talks with then
Turkish Cypriot leader Mehmet

Ali Talat.

“We are well aware that
Turkey is playing a role in the
region’s energy map and that
Turkish Cypriots want their
share of the exploitation of
natural gas,” Kyprianou said.

“The simplest and surest
way to achieve this is the
solution of the Cyprus prob-
lem.”

As for Turkey, he said,
AKEL was not opposed to
discussing its role, “but of
course this must not be
detrimental to the interests of

Cyprus.”

“As AKEL we are ready, in
the event of a solution, to
support the opening of talks
with Turkey on the construc-
tion of a pipeline, both for its
own use and for transporting
natural gas to Europe,”
Kyprianou added.

He also said AKEL support-
ed Turkey’s EU accession
but that Ankara had much
to do to fulfil its EU obliga-
tions.

Speaking to “Astra” radio
station, the General Secretary

of AKEL said that no one
can expect up to the Turkish
elections in June that there
will be some substantive move
surrounding the Cyprus
problem.

“If we really want a solution,”
he said, “preparations must
be made for the resumption
of the talks after the Turkish
elections will be held.”

The framework of the
preparation, he noted, is very
clear and the UN Secretary-
General is awaiting the
statement of the two leaders
that they are ready to begin
talks on the basis of the
framework and the informal
document that Antonio
Guterres himself tabled.

Kyprianou reiterated his
support for United Nations
Secretary-General Antonio
Guterres, who, among other
things, refers to the abolition
of the guarantees and to the
territorial issue including the
return of Morphou, which is
precisely why a package
approach of the negotiations
must be made, he pointed
out.

With regard to Turkish
Foreign Minister Cavusoglu’s
statements for a two-state
solution or confederation,
AKEL wondered whether
some political parties in
Cyprus who are insisting on a
change in strategy on the
Cyprus problem are in fact
helping Turkey to put forth its
own terms for a solution
outside the parameters of the
UN.

Political parties call on Cyprus leaders

to resume negotiations for settlement

he leaders and repre-
Tsentatives of Greek

Cypriot and Turkish
Cypriot political parties call
upon the leaders of the two
communities to resume the
negotiations for a Cyprus
settlement and consider
the ideas by UN Secretary
General Antonio Gutteres to
be helpful in this direction.

The participants in the
party meetings expressed
opinions on the issue
proposed by the hosting
party, the United Cyprus
Party/BKP, “Can the frame-
work suggested by the
UN Secretary-General
Gutteres during the talks in
Crans-Montana, provides the
basis of a solution to Cyprus

problem?”

In a joint communique
issued after their regular
meeting at the Ledra Palace,
in the UN-controlled buffer
zone, organised by the
Embassy of the Slovak
Republic in Nicosia, the
participants “call upon the
two leaders to resume the
negotiations, according to

UN resolutions, under the
auspices of the UN Secretary
General,” noting that “they
consider Gutteres’ framework
of set of ideas can help
towards this direction.”

The next regular meeting
of the leaders and the
representatives of the political
parties will be held on 30 May
2018 at the Ledra Palace.

President Anastasiades
concludes visit to London
by briefing UK Cypriots

n Friday 20 April,
OH.E. the President
of the Republic of

Cyprus, Nicos Anastasia-
des, addressed a full house
of representatives from the
member organisations of
the National Federation
of Cypriots in the UK, at
the conclusion of his visit
to London for the Common-
wealth Heads of Govern-
ment meeting.

Speaking to a full house,
the President praised
the work of the UK Cypriot
diaspora saying, “I'm moved
and pleased to once again
be among the people who,
for years, have been keeping
the Cyprus issue alive,
despite the challenges and
without personal ambition.
And this is very important for
Cyprus because it is through
these actions and interven-
tions, that there is often a
decisive difference in British
foreign policy.”

The President warmly
praised the strong presence
of younger Cypriots, from
NEPOMAK UK, and said
he was pleased to see so
many new faces from the
Federation’s Member Asso-
ciations.

He said that he felt proud
to be amongst “distinguished
guests” from the Cypriot
diaspora from the fields of
business, science, education
and many other fields.

He went on to make
special reference to the
presence of Archbishop
Gregorios, who this week
celebrates 30 years since
his enthronement and also
Andria Zafirakou who recent-
ly beat 30,000 teachers to be
awarded the Varkey Founda-
tion,Global Teacher Prize.

He also praised the
success of the Cypriot team
in the recent Commonwealth
Games, which was ranked
10th out of 73 countries.

He said, “This is something
that shows that despite our
small size, we have the tools,
the people and the values to
promote Cyprus.”

The President went on
to say that the excellent
relations that Cyprus main-
tains with Europe, USA, UK,
the Middle East, Arabic
states, Russia and elsewhere,
are part of a successful
multidimensional foreign
policy, as shown by the
international condemnation
of Turkey’s unlawful actions
against Cyprus, for example
in the Joint Communiqué
from the leaders Common-
wealth states.

The world’s media - along
with a host of Royal watchers
and well-wishers - gathered
outside the Lindo Wing at
St Mary’s Hospital in London,
eager to be the first to hear of
the baby’s arrival.

Kensington Palace said:
“Her Royal Highness the
Duchess of Cambridge was
safely delivered of a son at
1101hrs.

“The baby weighs 8lb 70z.
The Duke of Cambridge was
present for the birth.

“The Queen, the Duke of
Edinburgh, the Prince of
Wales, the Duchess of
Cornwall, Prince Harry and
members of both families
have been informed and are
delighted with the news.

“Her Royal Highness and
her child are both doing well.”

The Duchess was driven to
hospital before 6am in the
early stages of labour.

Sir Patrick Michael Leigh
Fermor, DSO, OBE (11
February 1915 — 10 June
2011), also known as Paddy
Fermor, was a British author,
scholar, soldier and polyglot
who played a prominent role
behind the lines in the Cretan
resistance during the Second
World War. He was widely
regarded as Britain's greatest
living travel writer during his
lifetime, based on books such
as A Time of Gifts (1977).

A BBC journalist once
described him as "a cross
between Indiana Jones, James
Bond and Graham Greene."

Society was formed in 2014.

for over two years in the
mountains.

Wilhelm Midller, who had been
made the German commander
in the Dodecanese and who

As an officer cadet, Leigh
Fermor trained alongside
Derek Bond and lain
Moncreiffe, and later joined
the Irish Guards. Due to his
knowledge of modern Greek,
he was commissioned in the
General List in August 1940
and became a liaison officer
in Albania. He fought in Crete
and mainland Greece. During
the German occupation, he
returned to Crete three times,
once by parachute. He was one
of a small number of Special
Operations Executive (SOE)
officers posted to organise
the island’s resistance to the
occupation. Disguised as a

towards the Cretan people.
The SOE team of Major Patrick
Leigh Fermor and Captain
William Stanley Moss had
planned to abduct Mdiller,
but when he was replaced,
proceeded with their plans
and targeted Kreipe instead.
Helped by Cretan resistance
fighters, the SOE team
successfully abducted Kreipe
and managed to evade the
German troops searching for
them. When the team reached
the coast, they were picked up
by the Royal Navy and taken to
Egypt.

There is a memorial
commemorating Kreipe's
abduction near Archanes in

Crete.

Moss featured the events of
the Cretan capture in his book
Il Met by Moonlight. (The 2014
edition contains an Afterword
written by Leigh Fermor in
2001, setting the context of the
operation.) It was later adapted
in a film by the same name.
It was directed/produced by
Michael Powell and Emeric
Pressburger and released
in 1957. In the film, Leigh
Fermor was portrayed by Dirk
Bogarde. Leigh Fermor's own
account Abducting A General
— The Kreipe Operation and
SOE in Crete was published in
October 2014.

Early life and education

Leigh Fermor was born in
London, the son of Sir Lewis
Leigh Fermor, a distinguished
geologist, and Muriel Aeyleen,
daughter of Charles Taafe
Ambler. Shortly after his birth,
his mother and sister left to join
his father in India, leaving the
infant Patrick in England with
a family in Northamptonshire.
He did not meet his family in
person until he was four years
old.

Early travels

At the age of 18, Leigh
Fermor decided to walk the
length of Europe, from the Hook
of Holland to Constantinople
(Istanbul). He set off on 8
December 1933, less than
a year after Hitler had come
to power in Germany, with a
few clothes, several letters of
introduction, the Oxford and
a Loeb volume of Horace's
Odes. He slept in barns and
shepherds' huts, but also was
invited by landed gentry and
aristocracy into the country
houses of Central Europe.
He experienced hospitality in
many monasteries along the
way. Two of his later travel
books, A Time of Gifts (1977)
and Between the Woods
and the Water (1986), were
about this journey. A book on
the final part of his journey
was unfinished at the time of
Leigh Fermor's death, but was
published as The Broken Road:
Travels from Bulgaria to Mount
Athos in September 2013 by
John Murray. The book draws
on Leigh Fermor's diary at the
time and on an early draft he
wrote in the 1960s.

Leigh Fermor arrived in
Istanbul on 1 January 1935,
and then continued to travel
around Greece. In March, he
was involved in the campaign

of royalist forces in Macedonia
against an attempted
Republican revolt.

On learning that Britain had
declared war on Germany on 3
September 1939, Leigh Fermor
returned home and enlisted in
the British army.

In 1950, Leigh Fermor

published his first book, The
Traveller's Tree, about his post-
war travels in the Caribbean.
The book won the Heinemann
Foundation Prize for Literature
and established his career.

It was quoted extensively
in Live and Let Die, by lan
Fleming. He went on to write
several further books of his
journeys, including Mani and
Roumeli, of his travels on mule
and foot around remote parts
of Greece.

Leigh Fermor translated
the manuscript The Cretan
Runner written by George
Psychoundakis, a dispatch
runner on Crete during the war,
and helped Psychoundakis get
his work published. Fermor
also wrote a novel, The Violins
of  Saint-Jacques,  which
was adapted as an opera by
Malcolm Williamson. His friend
Lawrence Durrell, in Bitter
Lemons (1957), recounts how,
during the Cypriot insurgency
against continued British rule
in 1955, Leigh Fermor visited

Durrell's villa in Bellapais,
Cyprus:
“After a splendid dinner

by the fire he starts singing,
songs of Crete, Athens,
Macedonia. When | go out to
refill the ouzo bottle...| find the
street completely filled with
people listening in utter silence

Later years

After many years together,
Leigh Fermor was married in
1968 to the Honourable Joan
Elizabeth Rayner, daughter
of  Bolton  Eyres-Monsell,
1st Viscount Monsell. She
accompanied him on many of
his travels until her death in
Kardamyli in June 2003, aged
91.

Leigh Fermor was knighted
inthe 2004 New Years Honours.
In 2007, the Greek government
made him Commander of the
Order of the Phoenix.

Death and funeral

Leigh Fermor died in
England, aged 96, on 10 June
2011, the day after his return
to England. His funeral took
place at St Peter's Church,
Dumbleton, Gloucestershire,
on 16 June 2011. A Guard
of Honour was provided by
serving and former members
of the Intelligence Corps, and
a bugler from the Irish Guards
sounded the Last Post. Leigh
Fermor is buried next to his

wife in the churchyard at
Dumbleton.

Pearce tells the story of
Moll (Jessie Buckley), a
fragile 27-year-old woman still
living with her parents on the
island of Jersey. Her life is
dull to say the least until she
meets Pascal (Jeremy Flynn),
a mysterious stranger with
whom she immediately forms
a bond.

Meanwhile, the island is
haunted by a series of brutal

Interview with
Jason Raftopoulos -
the Greek Australian

director of
“West of Sunshine”

Last week Jason Raftopou-
los was in town for the British
premiere of his terrific film

EAST END FILM FESTIVAL.
Jason was brought up in
Melbourne by a Greek moth-
er and a Cypriot father from
Larnaca but has never been
to Cyprus and hopes to visit
soon - it’s on his list for next
year. He spent a few years in
New York studying as well as
travelling before he returned
to Melbourne to fulfil his dream
as a film director.

His beautifully crafted first
feature tells the story of Jim
(Damian Hill), a Melbourne
father estranged from his
family who is given a chance
to spend the day with his
young son Alex (Ty Perham)
during his school holidays. It is
a tough day for Jim who is
otherwise preoccupied in
raising money for his debts...
It is a touching, beautiful
portrait of a father, son
relationship that flowers in the
most unexpected circumstan-
ces.

| had the pleasure of
spending some time with
Jason talking about his film as
well as Melbourne - one of the
main characters of this road
movie - which | was fortunate
enough to visit earlier this year:

“The story has some
elements that are autobiogra-
phical - | was always fascina-
ted by grandfathers’ stories
and how they become part of
the family’s mythology and
how that does have an impact
on your life at present. It was
when | was about to become
a father and | started thinking
am | ready? So | started look-
ing at my own father, my dad’s
father and | think the birth of
the film came from there.”

Hell why would you want to turn back. The answer may lie in Jim

Steinman’s utterly bonkers yet thoroughly enjoyable Bat Out of Hell
(Dominion Theatre) which premiered last year at The London Coliseum
and has made a spectacular return with the avowed intent of taking the
capital by storm once more by unleashing its bat madness. The truth is once
you've seen this you will either want to get the hell out of Hell as quickly
as possible, or stay forever and wallow in the eternal damnation that is
rock ‘n roll plus all the sex, drugs and leather. Yes, there is animal hide in
abundance.

It was seriously warm on press night and getting into the theatre was
a little like entering Satan’s home. Once there we were greeted by an
array of on-fire, egocentric celebrities (thankfully my companion pointed
them out) dressed for the occasion, including a couple of Meat Loafs,
though my personal favourite was the woman dressed as a Suzi Quatro
wannabe looking more like Angie from EastEnders. It was kind of night. The
human displays certainly got me in the mood and | soon got consumed
by those ear-drum bursting songs that erupt throughout. The second part
was pretty much a gig of the hits with Dead Ringer for Love the standout.

In between we see a posse of screwed up characters messing up their
lives, making real their dystopian view of a post-apocalyptic world.
Falco, the overlord of the city of Obsidian is played with Dick Dastardly
wickedness by Rob Fowler and his wife Sloane is permanently sloshed
which doesn’t prevent Sharon Sexton from singing with amazing energy
and spunk. Their duet, What Part of My Body Hurts the Most is a gem. | have
to confess to being blown away by Andrew Polec as Strat. A rollicking
rock'n roll performer made for productions such as these, he struts his
stuff with bristling bravado.

Heaven Can Wait, loving the irony of the title, is a gorgeous song,
beautifully arranged by Michael Reed and that along with a couple of
other ballads provide much-needed contrast. The performers give it their
all, gusto, guts and gyrations, though the choreography was certainly a case
of halia mavra. A zembekiko and hassapiko would have been an
improvement. That aside you really must experience Steinman’s
ridiculously crazy and brash world once, just be prepared to revel in its
insanity or want to escape the misbehaving chiroptera. Sad to report no
sign of the real Meat Loaf.

Shostakovich’s Lady Macbeth of Mtsensk (Royal Opera House)
on the other hand is a horrible story, featuring an abused heroine who
murders her tormentor. It is also a gripping and coruscating experience.
Revival director Elaine Kidd superbly updates Richard Jones’s original
2004 staging, crafting a production that is darkly intense on John
Macfarlane’s Soviet brutalist set, and her injection of wrong-footing
humour (Stalin banned it as a result) is a delightfully silly antidote to the
heaviness. It also features singing of the highest calibre with Brandon
Jovanoich as the nefarious and treacherous Sergey, giving a most
impressive debut. His swagger and assuredness promise great things.

The role of Katerina is very demanding, the fated housewife who goes
through a panoply of emotions. It begins with an apogee of joy which
quickly turns into a nightmare in an oppressive society that will not
tolerate her feminine resistance. Eva-Maria Westbroek takes us on that
journey with a totally committed performance, every sinew in her body
stretched to its limit, a portrayal that is both vocally and dramatically
impassioned. The only criticism would be the voice needed a little more
subtlety and nuancing during the softer moments.

The score is typically Russian with long passages that suggest
existential hardship or a future without hope interspersed with counter
intuitive lightness and is by no means easy to convey. This orchestra
however continue to astound me every time | hear them play. Another
memorable evening in Covent Garden.

Finally, Lucia Giardinelli runs out of superlatives...

Twenty years ago, | was given a book, Amazon Beaming, by Petru
Popescu, a story about Loren Mclntyre (died in 2003), a National Geo-
graphic photographer who went in search of the source of the Amazon
river. By chance he encountered the Mayoruna tribe and having got lost
decided to adapt to their way of life, establishing a relationship with the trib-
al headman, who he named ‘Barnacle’, due to the warts on his hands and
legs. Their communication techniques went far beyond words. Last week
| went to see Encounter (Barbican) by Theatre Complicité and Simon
McBurney, not knowing that the production would be that book onstage.

Let me tell you, this was 21st century theatre at its best, an incredible,
mesmerising and unforgettable encounter. Complicité’s productions often
involve the use of technology, as well as the contemplation of serious
themes. We were asked to wear headphones through which we listened
to the voices of the play, sometimes recorded, sometimes McBurney as
the narrator, sometimes as Loren Macintyre, sometimes McBurney’s
daughter, sometimes academics. It was as if these characters were
moving around us, whispering in our ears, drawing us in. He shared Loren’s
story with us, by himself, for 2 ? hours on stage, without an interval,
weaving in themes such as the effects of visits to indigenous communities
“it's often our gain, and their loss”, the challenges of mining and the effects
on these communities, “why am | here”, time no longer as a single, linear
event.

McBurney’s total command of his art kept us enthralled to the end.
And, not least, we heard the message that another indigenous tribe gave
to McBurney to share with the world: “We, the Mayoruna exist”. And isn’t
that our ultimate wish? To know that we, as individuals, have somehow left
enough of a mark on this world to know that “we woz ‘ere”? This play is
a total tour de force.

AEK crowned Champions in Greece

The appeals committee of the
Hellenic Football Federation
(EPO) announced on Monday
that PAOK’s appeal against the
decision that saw it lose the
league game against AEK and
get points knocked off its league
tally is rejected, meaning that
AEK is now formally and math-
ematically the new champion of
the Super League, enjoying an
eight-point lead with two games
left.

The original decision, by the
disciplinary committee of the
Super League, had provided for
AEK to win the match 3-0, for
PAOK to get three points de-
ducted from this season and two
from next, and for Savvidis to
get a three-year stadium ban.

Such was PAOK’s dismay at
the announcement of Monday’s
decision that Savvidis’s son,
Giorgos Savvidis, stated that
PAOK will reconsider whether it
will contest the Greek Cup final
against AEK on May 12.
However, failure to play the final
would have serious ramifications
for the Thessaloniki giant.

In front of some 60,000 fans at
the Olympic Stadium of Athens,
AEK had an easy task against
Levadiakos and won 2-0 through
two goals by Tasos Bakasetas,
the first from the penalty spot.

The match was followed by a
lap of honor by the AEK players
who enjoyed what amounted to
a title fiesta even though the de-
cision on the game against
PAOK is still pending.

The Yellows were the most
consistent of the title rivals
throughout the season, as
Olympiakos may have had the
best roster and PAOK was sol-
id at home and appeared to

want it more than everyone else,
but AEK made the most of the
erratic performance of the Reds
since February and of PAOK
away from home, to build a lead
that gave it a deserved league
triumph, the first in a generation.

AEK is still in the running for a
double, as on May 12 it will face
PAOK in the Greek Cup final that
will take place at the Olympic
Stadium.

PAOK came from 1-0 down to
beat Xanthi 2-1 behind closed
doors at Toumba, as the Diego
Biseswar and Efthymis Koulouris
goals overturned Xanthi’s lead
through Erik Jendrisek.

Olympiakos dropped four
points behind PAOK and is like-
ly to miss out on a Champions
League qualifiers spot, as it sur-
prisingly lost 1-0 at Apollon
Smyrnis. Christos Albanis
scored 30 seconds into the
game to ensure Apollon stayed
up thanks to an impressive 13
points in the last five games —
although on Sunday
Olympiakos should have been
given two clear penalties.

Fourth-placed Atromitos had
Frenchman Nicolas Diguiny

score a hat-trick in its 4-1 home
win over relegated Platanias
Hanion to confirm it will enter
the Europa League qualifiers this
summer.

Asteras Tripolis beat Kerkyra
3-1 on Corfu and has caught up
with Xanthi on fifth, the last place
that leads to Europe. Kerkyra is
deep in relegation trouble stay-
ing five points behind Lamia that
went down 1-0 at Panetolikos.
Larissa drew 0-0 at PAS
Giannina and is mathematically
staying up.

Finally Panathinaikos scored
its second away win this sea-
son, beating Panionios 3-0 at
Nea Smyrni and avenging its
sole home loss so far. Luciano
Neves has now fully recovered
from this serious injury, scoring
the first goal and setting up
Robin Lod’s second. Guillermo
Molins added the third.

Panathinaikos is now four
points behind the fifth positions
in joint seventh, but if the three
points deducted for debts to for-
mer player Jens Wemmer are
returned, the Greens will be with-
in one point from Asteras and
Xanthi.

Salah wins English PFA Player
of the Year award

Liverpool’s Egyptian winger
Mohamed Salah has been
crowned the men’s PFA Players’
Player of the Year at the 45th
PFA Awards in London.

The mesmeric Egyptian for-
ward has taken the Premier
League by storm this season,
leaving a trail of despairing de-
fenders in his wake. He has
played the starring role in
Liverpool’s dynamic front three
and his eye-popping goal-scor-
ing form makes him the clear
favourite for the Golden Boot.

Salah sometimes looks to be
playing the game on fast for-
ward. From his time at Chelsea,
fans of the Premier League were
in no doubt about Salah’s elec-
tric pace and dribbling ability,
but even his most enthusiastic
admirers could not have predict-
ed quite how goal-laden his sea-
son would become.

It is rare that players with

Salah’s skill-set have the end

product to match, but the
Egyptian has it in buckets and
has been simply irrepressible for
an exciting Liverpool team this
term. At the time of writing he is
four clear in the Premier League
goal-scoring charts and has al-
so provided an impressive nine
assists for his team-mates, with
his Champions League form
equally spectacular.
