The closeness and
depth of the relations
between the Cypriot

and Jewish communities is
at an unprecedented level,
the Minister of Foreign
Affairs Nicos Christodouli-
des has said.

Christodoulides, who is
in London for the Common-
wealth Summit, delivered a
speech on Tuesday evening
at an event organised by the
National Federation of
Cypriots in the UK and the
Board of Deputies of British
Jews. He spoke of a unique
historical bond of friendship
between the two communities
“that has shined bright even
in the darkest of times.”

The Minister pointed out
that our bilateral relationship
“has significantly grown, not
by chance but by choice”,
adding that “we are proud
of how we have taken the
historical and cultural affinity
between our people to the
level of strategic cooperation
between Cyprus and Israel.”

“Our closeness now ex-
tends to more than geography
and includes cooperation in
an array of fields: contacts,
diaspora, energy, economic
exchanges, security, defence.
Our cooperation is indeed
strategic. Israel, Cyprus, and
Greece have been implement-
ing their vision for the region of
the Eastern Mediterranean
and have established a trilater-
al cooperation mechanism,
with frequent exchange of

high-level meetings and
contacts among our leader-
ship on a wide array of issues
that are indicative of the depth
and multitude of our shared
agenda. People to people
contacts, combating the evil
of anti-Semitism is at the heart
of this agenda,” he added.

He said that the event was a
celebration and a reaffirmation
of “our common vision and
desire to firmly attach our
ties in the future, to enable
them to blossom by working
together, learning from each
other and creating synergies
within the Commonwealth and
beyond.”

The Foreign Minister added
that the Commonwealth
provided a most fertile context
in which to grow further
together as it is one of the
world’s oldest political asso-
ciations. “Born from the ashes

of the Second World War, its
purpose has been to be a
compelling force of good,
an effective network for coop-
eration, promotion of interna-
tional understanding, peace,
embracing diversity, but also
shared history and tradition,”
he said.

Christodoulides pointed out
that “a momentous point of
the common history of the two
countries comes following the
Second World War, when
Cypriots were deeply touched
by the drama of survivors
escaping the horror of the
Holocaust and were inspired
by their determination to
create a better life.”

“For around 53,000 Jews,
Cyprus was the final frontier
on a journey to the Promised
Land, a port of call but also
confinement during their
Exodus from the concen-

tration camps to a free and
better life. The human stories
of how they were embraced
by Cypriots, offered shelter in
every sense of the word, are
truly touching. More than 2200
children were born in camps in
Cyprus and till this day many
of them return – and are
welcomed - to their place of
birth. The solidarity exhibited
by the Cypriots towards
Jewish refugees, played its
small part in contributing to
many refugees’ restoration
of their shattered belief in
fundamental human dignity
and good,” he said. 

“In modern history both
our peoples have suffered
displacement, loss, and
persecution. So we take the
lessons of the Jewish people
to heart and stand in deep
solidarity with the Jewish
people,” the Minister said.

Christodoulides added that
in Cyprus the memory of the
survivors of the horrors of the
Shoah, but also the persever-
ance of Jewish survivors to
build new lives and to create
the state that would welcome
them from across the world,
“is boldly engraved in our
collective memory because it
is this kind of perseverance
that Cypriots displayed follow-
ing the Turkish invasion of
Cyprus in 1974, when we were
forcibly displaced from our
homes, towns and villages,
and had to rebuild our
lives and our country from
nothing.”

The UN has said that they are not
currently in a position to talk
about an announcement concern-

ing the appointment of a UNSG’s
personal envoy on Cyprus.

Invited to comment on press reports
that Rosemary DiCarlo has the most
likely chance of becoming the next
personal envoy of UN Secretary-Gene-
ral Antonio Guterres, the UNSG’s
spokesperson Stéphane Dujarric said
that “we announce new appointments
when we’re ready to announce them.”

“Wherever we are in the world, there’s
a wonderful game of speculating what
the Secretary-General will do until there’s
an announcement,” he noted, adding
that “obviously, we’re not in a position to
talk about an announcement.”

Asked if it is possible that one could

be Under-Secretary-General of Political
Affairs and also be an envoy on a
specific topic, Dujarric said that “in
theory, anything is possible.”

With regard to UN-hosted dinner
for the President of Cyprus Nicos
Anastasiades and Turkish Cypriot leader
Mustafa Akinci, Dujarric said that

“the two leaders had a frank and open
exchange of views during their two-hour
tête-à-tête discussion, which was
facilitated by the UN.”

“This was the first t ime the two
leaders met since the conclusion of
the Conference on Cyprus in Crans-
Montana in July of last year. Both sides
have made it clear that the meeting did
not mark the resumption of the negotia-
tions. But, obviously, as we’ve always
said, the Secretary-General’s good
offices remain at the disposal of both
parties,” he added.

“The Secretary-General’s good offices
are always available, and it is… as in
any issue that is a political issue that is
unresolved, we need to find will within
both parties to move forward,” Dujarric
noted.

No announcement yet on appointment of a 
UNSG’s personal envoy on Cyprus, UN say

President of the Repub-
lic of Cyprus Nicos
Anastasiades was

received by the British Prime
Minister Theresa May at 10
Downing Street on Tuesday
afternoon, as part of his
official engagements in
London on the occasion of
the Commonwealth Heads
of Government Meeting.

Following the meeting
Mr Anastasiades described
the discussion he had with
Mrs May as “very useful.”

He said: “The meeting with
the British Prime Minister
was very useful because it
provided an opportunity to
explain and project the
problems we face with regard
to the efforts for the resolution
of the Cyprus problem. I
briefed her about last night`s
dinner (with the leader of
the Turkish Cypriot communi-
ty).

“However, beyond the

Cyprus problem and the
assistance that I have asked,
due also to the good relations
(of the UK) with Turkey, so that
she can intervene in order for
the illegal activities of Turkey
to be terminated, we of course
had the opportunity to talk
also about Brexit. I think that
we are on a good course with
regard to the agreement
between the United Kingdom
and the European Union, and
at the same time with regard to
the further strengthening of
the bilateral relations which, I
must say, have been conti-
nuously improving and grow-
ing during the last years.”

“We of course talked also
about the situation in the
Middle East and in particular
the activities against Syria. We
have explained some issues
which I believe it is self-evident
would not be right to be
mentioned publicly as well,”
he said.

Anastasiades holds “useful”

meeting with Theresa May

The All-Party Parliamen-
tary Group (APPG) for
Cyprus on Tuesday

held a private briefing with
the new Minister of Foreign
Affairs of the Republic of
Cyprus, Nikos Christodouli-
des. 

The meeting was held in the
Houses of Parliament and was
the first chance for Mr Christo-
doulides to meet the APPG for
Cyprus in his new role of
Foreign Minister since taking
office on 1 March 2018.

During the meeting, the
Cyprus FM briefed the APPG
for Cyprus on the latest devel-
opments in the talks to
reunify Cyprus. It was also an
opportunity to share views on
Brexit, the Commonwealth
Heads of Government Meet-
ing 2018, relations between
the Republic of Cyprus and
the United Kingdom, and the
situation in Syria.

The meeting was attended
by Sir Roger Gale MP (North
Thanet), Chair of the APPG for
Cyprus; Bambos Charalam-

bous MP (Enfield Southgate),
Vice-Chair of the APPG for
Cyprus; Kate Osamor MP
(Edmonton), Shadow Secre-
tary of State for International
Development; Fabian Hamil-
ton MP (Leeds North East),
Shadow Minister for Peace
and Disarmament; Lord
Coll ins, Shadow Foreign
Affairs Spokesperson; Lord
Adonis; Alberto Costa MP
(South Leicestershire); Lord
Anderson; and Bob Davidson,
representing Sheryll Murray
MP (South East Cornwall).

Representing the Republic
of Cyprus in addition to the
Minister of Foreign Affairs were
the Deputy High Commission-
er for the Republic of Cyprus
to the UK, Solon Savva; and
Political Counsellor, Andreas
Eliades. Also in attendance
were representatives of
the National Federation of
Cypriots in the UK, Christos
Karaolis,President; Andreas
Karaolis, Executive Secretary;
and Christos Tuton, Assistant
Executive Secretary.

APPG for Cyprus holds private

briefing with new Cyprus FM



UK media reports about
‘terrified Britons’ ready
to ‘flee Cyprus’ in the

run-up and immediate after-
math of air strikes on Syrian
government targets from the
RAF base at Akrotiri early
Saturday were described as
scaremongering by officials
on Monday.

The Cyprus Tourism
Organisation and Cyprus
Hotels Association have
assured there have been no
cancellations of bookings
made by foreign tourists who
will visit Cyprus.

CTO Acting Director
General Marinos Menelaou
told the Cypriot press that the
organisation is following the
situation and responds to a
limited number of questions
posed to it on this issue
from abroad, underlining
that Cyprus remains a secure
European destination and
that no flying schedule to
and from Cyprus has been
affected due to the recent
activity concerning Syria.

“There has been no
cancellation and tourism
programmes continue normal-
ly. Moreover no travel advice
has been issued by the UK
or any other country which is
a tourist market for us, that
would alter Cyprus’ status as

a tourist destination. In fact,
one popular UK tabloid
referred to Cyprus as being
the 36th safest country in
the world, according to the
World Economic Forum
(WEF),” Menelaou said.           

He assured that the CTO
is ready to receive large
numbers of visitors.

On his part, Cyprus Hotels
Association Director General
Zacharias Ioannides said that
the situation is normal and that
flights operate normally and
tour operators programmes
remain as initially planned,
expressing reserved optimism
that Cyprus would achieve this
year better results than last
year, which was a record year
as regards tourist arrivals.

“There is no reason for
concern. The flow of visitors
continues normally,” Ioannides
stressed, adding that there
had been a slowdown in
bookings in the run up to the
air strikes but that was a
global phenomenon “not just
Cyprus” and was related to
concerns over a wider third
world war. 

“It was a normal reaction
for people to ‘wait and see’,”
he said.

Cyprus has been seeing
record tourism arrivals over
the past three years and is
looking forward to another
bumper year in 2018. 

The UK is Cyprus’ biggest
source of the three million
tourist arrivals last year,

followed by Russia.
Authorit ies and Brit ish

residents themselves in
Cyprus were at pains to stress
on Monday that there would
be no impact from the
limited strikes and that it was
a one-off message to the
Syrian government on its
alleged use of chemical
weapons.

Neither the UK nor the
US has changed their travel
advisories for Cyprus this
month. The UK advisory was
last updated in March and
remains current as of Monday.
The US advisory is a year
old.

A British High Commission
spokesperson said: “The fact
of the matter is we have not
changed our travel advice for
Cyprus and have no plans to
do so. The tone of the articles
in the British press is not right.
It’s scaremongering.”

British bases spokesman
Sean Tully said they had
seen no evidence of British
residents or tourists wanting
to flee Cyprus. 

“It’s very safe to come to
Cyprus. The PM (Theresa
May) stated her case clearly
at the weekend. We stand by
the PM’s comments. Cyprus
is a very safe place,” he
added.

Cyprus is very safe says Cyprus Tourism

Organisation and Hotels Association
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EDON, the youth wing
of left-wing party AKEL,
staged a demonstration

outside the heavily fortressed
US embassy in Nicosia on
Monday night to protest
against air strikes on Syria at
the weekend, some of which
were launched from the British
base at Akrotiri.

Main opposition AKEL has
accused the government
of being complicit in the air
strikes and asked it to state
its official position, to which it
said it received no response
other than a public statement
that the British bases were
“entitled to do whatever they
wanted.”

Former president, Demetris
Christofias, who attended the
rally, chastised the govern-
ment for Cyprus’ involvement
in “the adventurism of imperi-
alists” and asked whether the
bases were not part of Cyprus’
territory.

In a written statement, he
said that the government
“holds nothing sacred” as it
failed to respect that Syria had
been consistently by the side
of Cyprus “defending the

sovereignty and territorial
integrity of the Republic of
Cyprus.”

Christofias said that after
the coup of the Greek junta in
Cyprus, Syria’s president at
the time, Hafez al-Assad,
offered US$100,000 to the
then president, Makarios, who
was in London, “to address
immediate economic needs.”

He also referred to the
“consistent attitude” of Syria
in the Non-Aligned Movement,
which defended the Republic
of Cyprus and condemned the
Turkish invasion and occupa-
tion.

“Of course, today’s rulers
couldn’t care less about such
things,” Christofias said.

On Sunday a branch of the
Greek communist party (KKE)
held a peaceful demonstration
outside the Akrotiri base. The
protesters carried placards
with slogans such as ‘Nato
killers go home’ among a sea
of party flags. A message read
out by a KKE representative
in Cyprus said it was a lie
by the government that it
had nothing to do with the
US-UK-France air strikes.

AKEL protests against

Anew radio station has
been introduced in
Glasgow which has big

plans to shake up Scotland’s
airwaves.

London Greek Radio (LGR),
has been added to the DAB+
multiplex in Glasgow, extend-
ing their radio coverage to
Glasgow’s population of
almost 600,000.

Scotland has an estimated
Greek and Cypriot population
of more than 50,000 and the
new station’s hopes are to
garner many more listeners
across the Glaswegian City
with a fusion of talk and Greek
music when it launched on
Wednesday 11th April.

LGR is believed to be the
first ethnic London radio
station to cross the border
into Scotland now playing
European music in Glasgow
on DAB+ Digital Radio.

Antonaki Jay, LGR’s Station
Manager said, “We’re really
big on serving Scotland and
will now include more features
for the communities we serve
outside of London to include
local people, local issues and
local news.”

He added, “We’ll be cover-
ing a wide range of news,
gossip and Greek music with
different presenters tailored to
the various diverse communi-
ties we broadcast to.”

LGR has already attracted
some top presenters after
more than thirty-five years on
the air. It will be led by veter-
an host Vasilis Panayi and will
feature DJs including Andreas
Michaelides, Kat Neocleous,
DJ Sooty, Soulla Violaris and
Tony Neophytou. 

Inevitably, Antonaki says
that Greek music will be their
“main stay.” Describing their
brand as “the Heartbeat of the
Greek community”, he reveals
hopes to begin a regular
phone-in during the evenings
to connect Greeks in Glasgow,
Birmingham, Manchester and
London, (where the station is
already broadcasting on
DAB+).

LGR’s Chairman, John
Kyriakides, said, “We are
broadening our scope to
reach out to the wider Greek
and Mediterranean audiences.

With digital radio, we can go
further and will be looking at
doing things differently at
LGR.

“We’ll be talking about
everyone in the Greek com-
munities in Glasgow, includ-
ing small businesses and
local people and aim to reach
out to more than just Greek
people in Scotland too. We
feel the whole Greek culture
may have been somewhat
overlooked to some extent.”

Antonaki Jay, - who was at
the helm of joining Glasgow’s
DAB+ platform - hopes LGR’s
edgier playlist of more of
today’s biggest Greek and
Cypriot tunes with some
home-grown talent thrown in
the mix will attract listeners
who are fed up of chart-top-
ping earworms on mainstream
stations.

He said: “We’ll play a wide

range of music from Natasa
Theodoriou and Konstantinos
Argyros, through to Giannis
Ploutarhos and Melina
Aslanidou - an eclectic mix.
Not too heavy, though.

“We’ll also host unsigned
Greek singers, bands and
performers either via tele-
phone or in the studio. We
want to give these acts a
chance to be heard and
celebrate Scottish-Hellenic
talent.

“We love our Greek music
and we really hope to build our
audience through that.”

LGR will be spinning Greek
music and covering a wide
range of cultural programmes
with more depth, which will no
doubt appeal to hundreds
across Glasgow. 

Vasil i  Panayi, l i felong
programmer at LGR said, “We
know we’re not Heart or Clyde.
We don’t have any sort of
competition. For us, this is a
first being in Glasgow!”

He added:”This will be a
multi-platform digital outlet that
interacts with its audience
through social media and
telephone, as well as email,
text and messenger platforms.
We’ll be connected to our
listeners and giving Greek
people in Scotland a voice.

Sophia Hadjipanteli is a
model, marketing stu-
dent and proponent of

a unique hashtag she believes
is bringing people together. 

Scroll through her Instagram
to be greeted by post-Fashion
Week pictures, snaps from
high-end shoots and, like any
self-respecting 21-year-old
model, selfie after selfie (after
selfie). There, she proudly
showcases the coarse dark
eyebrow hair spreading across
her forehead, shared with her
163,000 followers under the
hashtag #unibrowmovement. 

Hadjipanteli’s unibrow has
now graced the websites of
major fashion magazines and
more recently acquired a
name – Veronica. 

Hadjipanteli l ives and
studies in the US; her father is
Greek-Cypriot and her mother,
a photographer, is British.

“My parents are immigrants:
my mum was born and raised
in London but she is also
Greek Cypriot,” she said. 

“I was and still am very close
to my culture and where I
come from. I grew up with a
dad who came to this country
barely speaking English. I was
raised by a mother who had
an incredible career in London
and came from absolutely
nothing.” 

Hadjipanteli says she was
bullied at school for being
outspoken, “chubby” and

short. She appeared on the
website of Italian Vogue at
age 15, but at 5ft5, she is still
considered a short model.

Her mother always encour-
aged her to keep her brows
full. Then one day she simply
stopped plucking away the
hairs in between and after
accidentally dying her brows
black, now prefers them
this way. So do stylists and
photographers, according to
Hadjipanteli. 

“Whenever I’m on set, the
eyebrows are being comple-
tely messed up and made
extra bushy.” 

Her brows are the subject
of positive comments and
pictures from other men and
women inspired to celebrate
their own. Yet her pictures
also attract opprobrium and
comments branding the way
she looks “disgusting”. 

Hadjipanteli says she has

even received death threats. 
“I was in New York recently

and there was the most insane
death threat I’ve ever received.
It was so specific.” 

Like many before her,
Hadjipanteli has become
something of an accidental
body positive activist, amass-
ing a following who now look
to her as an example. But her
experience of bullying meant
she has already used social
media as a platform to speak
out against it. “I saw my broth-
er get picked on all the time. I
got picked on all the time.” 

It didn’t actually start with
her eyebrows, she adds.
“It started when I stopped
painting my nails, I didn’t
cut my hair for a while, I didn’t
put on fake tan. I didn’t pluck
my eyebrows, and then I went
back to London and my
grandma was like ‘you look so
beautiful’.” 

Hadjipanteli says she
wanted to challenge lazy
perceptions and take control
of her own image. 

“The way I was being per-
ceived by people was limited
just to the way I looked. I’m
not going to deny that when I
was younger I was seen as the
textbook attractive female –
nothing super different or off
the wall. I seemed so typical
and I didn’t really like that; the
idea of my story stopping at
the way I looked. I wanted it
to be where it began.” 

On social media you will find
women with armpit hair dyed
rainbow colours and pictures
celebrating the wisps of hair
enveloping their legs. Women
are increasingly using online
platforms to reclaim their body
from the male gaze.

But what does it say about
society that a woman’s deci-
sion not to pluck her eyebrows
can spark such visceral reac-
tions? “They cannot believe
that ‘someone as pretty as me
would do something as ugly
as that for attention’,” says
Hadjipanteli. “It’s just the
funniest catchphrase that I
hear all the time. It’s not for
attention – I was doing it be-
fore anybody knew who I was,
and I’ll still be doing it when
nobody knows who I am. 

“It’s laughable that a few
hairs could really p*** people
off that much.”

Cyprus Trilogy encapsulates three plays: Stella’s Letter, Educating Venus and Rosetta’
Passion. Written and directed by George Eugeniou, it raises questions that are relevant to
what is happening in Cyprus today. 

It is about Justice, Thia Dike, on which Sophocles, the ancient Greek dramatist, built his
great plays such as Antigone. Right is Might versus Might is Right. Nobody is above the
International Law or any Law for that matter. 

Turkey had 43 and a half years ago invaded and occupied 37% of the Republic of Cyprus.
Ethnic cleansing, raping, killing, bringing Turkish settlers from Anatolia and Turkish Cypriots
from the South to the North of the island to occupy Greek Cypriot homes, villages and
towns. This is a crime against humanity which Turkey calls ‘Peace Operation’ and the Might
of the World had turned a blind eye. 

Apartheid, partition and segregation is thought to
have been wiped out from the face of the earth years
ago. And yet we see its ugly face in Turkey who since

If you own your own home,
you’ll need to have buildings
cover just in case your

home is damaged and
needs a repair. It’s usually a
condition of your mortgage
and, if you’re a landlord,
it’s your responsibility – not
your tenants. Although it’s
not compulsory, if you own
your own home, this sort of
insurance should be a top
priority.

What is 
home insurance?

Home insurance is a
general term used to describe
two very different types of
insurance:

Buildings insurance which
covers permanent fixtures and
fitt ings, l ike kitchens and
bathrooms and contents
insurance, for things you keep
in your home, like furniture,
TVs, personal belongings and
some types of f looring
including carpets

You can buy both types of
insurance separately, or in
many cases, you can get them
as a joint policy from one
insurance company.

What is buildings
insurance? 

This is a policy which covers
damage to the structure of
your home such as the walls,
roof and floors. It usually
covers damage to fixtures and
fittings too.

So if you have a f itted
kitchen or bathroom, your
insurance is likely to pay for
any repairs you need.

According to AXA, the
average claim for a burst pipe
is £25,000. 

It covers the cost of
repairing or rebuilding your

home if it is damaged. Policies
vary from one insurer to
another in exactly what events
are covered for.

Generally speaking, you
will be able to claim if your
home is damaged by:

ñ Natural events such as
storms and floods

ñ Subsidence
ñ Falling trees
ñ Fire, smoke, explosions
ñ Car and lorry collisions
ñ Water damage from

leaking pipes
ñ Oil leaking from your

heating system
ñ Malicious damage 
Depending on the type of

policy you get, it might also
cover other structures around
the home such as garages,
outbuildings, outside walls and
driveways.

What buildings
insurance doesn’t

cover? 

You will not be covered for
general wear and tear and
each policy will have its own
exclusions, which you would
not be able to claim for. 

These often include damage
caused by:

ñ leaking gutters
ñ some pests (for example,

insects and birds)

ñ frost (unless it causes
damage from a burst pipe)

You cannot normally claim
for loss or damage, which
happens whilst your property
has been left unoccupied
for more than 30 or 60 days.
However, some insurers will
let you arrange cover if you let
them know in advance.

Storm damage to gates and
fences is also unlikely to be
covered.

If you own your own home
or are renting out a property
then it is advised you have
buildings insurance.

Your mortgage will usually
include this as a condition, so
not having a policy in place
could put your mortgage, and
your home at risk.

You do not need buildings
insurance if you’re renting a
property, because it is your
landlord’s responsibility to sort
out a buildings insurance
policy. If you are a tenant, you
might want to consider taking
out home contents insurance
cover.

Δhe European Committee
for Homeopathy (ECH)
represents all medical

doctors with an additional
qualification in homeopathy,
organised in 40 associations
in 25 European countries,
involving the United Kingdom. 

Homeopathy as a distinct
therapeutic system is recog-
nised by law in several coun-
tries. In some other countries
the national medical associa-
tions have recognised home-
opathy as a distinct medical
method and have called on
the government to provide the
necessary legislation.

According to ECH, Home-
opathic medicine as a distinct
system of medicine is
recognised by law in Belgium
(1999), Bulgaria (2005),
Germany (1998), Hungary

gal (2003), Romania (1981),
Slovenia (2007) and the
United Kingdom (1950). The
national medical associations
in France and Italy have
recognised homeopathic
medicine as a distinctive
system of medicine and called
on the government to provide
the necessary legislation.

Familiarisation courses
about homeopathic medicine
are provided in the medical
undergraduate curriculum in
certain EU countries. These
familiarisation courses are
optional for medical students
in some countries, like the
United Kingdom (some univ-
er-sit ies), while they are
obligatory in other EU coun-
tries. Postgraduate training

courses in homeopathic
medicine for doctors are pro-
vided at universities in France,
Italy and Spain, while Home-
opathic Medicine is an official
part of the Continuous Edu-
cation Programme for doctors
in Hungary and Romania.

Despite the fact
that Juliet is freshly engaged to
an America officer she is still
keen to stay as long as she
needs on the island in order
to gather as many stories
about the book club and the
mystery behind one member’s
disappearance... 

Mike Newell known for his
mega hit FOUR WEDDINGS
AND A FUNERAL directs an
elite British cast with enthu-
siasm and grace. Penelope
Wilton and Tom Courtney are
on fine form as two of the
founder members of the society
which also includes Jessica
Brown Findlay and Katharine
Parkinson. 

Dutch actor Michiel Huisman
is the pig farmer, the f irst
member to get in touch with
Juliet about the society. He is
a strong presence but looks
far too clean and is probably
too posh for the role. 

It is beautifully shot on
attractive seaside locations
even though the crew never got
anywhere near Guernsey. An
amicable if predictable film that
will put a smile on your face!

Let The Sunshine In

Juliette Binoche demands
attention as Isabelle, a free
spirited artist searching for love
in Claire Denis’ cleverly
constructed fi lm, adapted
from Roland Barthes’ “A Lover’s
Discourse”. 

In the very first scene Isabelle
is making love to a smug
banker who is cheating on his
wife and is evident from the
word go that their relationship
is doomed. From then on
Isabelle has a few other lovers
including her ex-husband with
whom she is still in good terms
but she still feels that her life is
unfulfilled and hollow...

Binoche is a luminous pres-
ence and carries the film beau-
tifully delivering an emotional
complex performance. She is
well supported by a strong cast
of mostly unsympathetic male
characters.

Rampage

Dwayne Johnson’s ability
to enjoy himself in the most

extreme circumstances is
highly infectious. Dwayne AKA
the Rock is primatologist
Davis Okoye, the gentle giant
who has a strong bond with all
the animals he is looking after
in a sanctuary especially with
George the albino goril la.
But when a space genetic
experiment goes disastrously
wrong things begin to fall from
the sky and start to mutate a
few animals including George...

The plot is too silly to take
seriously but Dwayne’s com-
mitment and striking presence
makes this work while Naomi
Harris as the geneticist, who
invented the formula is hugely
admirable in her valiant effort
to deliver the silly dialogue with
a straight face.

Never Steady,

Never Still

Kathleen Hepburn’s remark-
able feature film debut elicits
terrific performances from her
cast especially from Shirley
Henderson as Judy, a middle
aged woman with a teenage
son called Jamie (Theodore
Pellerin). She lives in an isola-
ted environment by the shores
of Stuart Lake in Canada and
tries to cope with Parkinson’s
disease for the last two dec-
ades. But when her husband
suddenly dies from a heart
attack she is left alone without
a carer just with Jamie...

Henderson captures brilliant-
ly the frustration of a sick
woman incapable of looking
after herself while newcomer
Pellerin is very effective as the
young man struggling to find
his sexual identity. 

It is bleak and sad but also
curiously uplifting!

Funny Cow

Maxine Peake excels as the
eponymous heroine under

Adrian Shergold’s sensitive di-
rection of Tony Pitts’ smart
script which cleverly plays with
time. 

We see Funny Cow through-
out the years from a young age
to adulthood before she rises
to the top as a stand up comic
in the 70’s and 80’s. Her child-
hood is tough with a drunk
mother and an abusive father
who is later replaced by an
equally abusive husband but
Funny Cow is determined to
reach her goal despite her
circumstances. 

Peake beautifully portrays the
hunger of artist to perform in a
front of a live audience as well
as the fear that goes with it
particularly in an early scene
where she is auditioning for a
Talent Show. 

She is well supported by
Alan Armstrong as Lenny the
failed comic who describes
himself as a comic zombie
after a disastrous performance
- “I died a thousand deaths”,
he sadly admits. An entertain-
ing and thought provoking film
worth seeing!

Truth Or Dare

This new horror movie
boasts a good premise but
loses its impact as it develops
by the repetitive nature of the
story. 

A group of college friends
travel to Mexico before
graduation and their idyllic
destination turns into a night-
mare when a stranger leads
them to a deserted house and
convinces them to play truth or
dare...

Writer/director Jeff Wadlow
known for his screenplays and
direction of CRY WOLF and
KICK ASS 2, is probably more
preoccupied into turning this
into a franchise like FINAL
DESTINATION rather putting
more emphasis in developing
his characters. It is still enjoy-

able but feels one dimensional!

The Titan

This futuristic sci-fi takes
place in 2048 where famine
crisis and war devastation are
pushing the earth towards
extinction. The military powers
see no alternative but to inhabit
a new planet called The Titan
but first they need to train a
group of soldier volunteers. 

These ground breaking
experiments of man’s genetic
evolution into space are led by
Professor Martin Collinwood
(Tom Wilkinson) and Lt Rick
Janssen (Sam Worthington),
one of the first volunteers, is
soon relocated to a special
home with his wife Dr Abi
(Taylor Schil l ing) and son
Lucas (the ubiquitous Noah
Jupe fresh from last week’s A
QUIET PLACE)...

German director Lennart Ruff
makes an impressive feature
fi lm debut and his well
measured direction creates a
suitably atmospheric and
creepy environment. The
action is seen through the eyes
of Rick’s wife Abi, a doctor
herself, who begins to suspect
that the authorities are not
entirely truthful with the nature
of their experiments. 

There is a strong chemistry
between Worthington and
Schilling and overall this is a
much more satisfying experi-
ence than THE ASTRONAUT’S
WIFE made in 1999 with
Charlize Theron and Johnny
Depp which covered similar
themes but in reverse order.

A Fistfull Of Dollars

Sergio Leone’s classic 1964
spaghetti western which first
introduced Clint Eastwood as
the MAN with No Name is back
on the big screen in a sparkling
4K restoration and is an
experience to be treasured. 

The dubbing into English
is still as dodgy but Leone’s
superb direction and tremen-
dous set pieces are as exciting
as ever. His perfectly framed
compositions and giant close
ups are sharply edited and are
beautifully complimented by
Ennio Morricone’s magnificent,
iconic score. 

Give yourself a treat and see
this on the big screen where it
belongs!

Superhero fans of a certain age, more specifically Batman devotees
who remember the 1960’s TV series, will be reminded of all those holy
exclamations that would flash up on the screen as the caped crusader,

and his sidekick Robin, socked it to the Gotham City villains, while they
watch the romp that is A Comedy About a Bank Robbery (Criterion
Theatre). There are lots of “Splatt” and “Kapow” moments as we follow
an anarchic attempt to rob a bank in a ‘particularly criminal’ part of
Minneapolis. That description is a clue to how Mischief Theatre deliver the
goods. 

It is a riotously funny musical-comedy style production that
incorporates elements of Laurel and Hardy, Danny Kaye, Steve Martin,
Woody Allen, Norman Wisdom and the Carry On films, loving those
double entendres. Under 40’s think the best of Jim Carrey and Eddie
Murphy combined. Now you’re thinking I’m overselling it but trust me
blasmada this one will have you laughing all the way to the Bank of Cyprus.
The belly laughs come thick and fast.

The physical comedy is outstanding with moments of fantastic farcical
madness. We can sometimes take for granted the amount of hard work
and rehearsal required to make shows of this quality look so effortless.
Sam Fogel, who plays Sam Monaghan, a young pickpocket, takes
capering to a whole new level throwing in antics and acrobatics that he
detonates at some most unexpected moments and one particular scene
where he is found in an apartment that belongs to one of the ‘baddies’ is
apoplectically bonkers incorporating all the best elements of the show.
The woman next to me was in such a convulsive state that I genuinely
feared for her health and considered offering her some warm triandafillo
me yiala as a calming antidote.

Written by Mischief’s Henry Lewis, Jonathan Sayer and Henry Shields,
the storyline takes a few detours and one or two of the jokes are
overcooked but who cares when you are having so much fun and these
fellas have very cleverly concocted  a winning formula which they have
already used to great success with their previous hits, The Play That Goes
Wrong and Peter Pan Goes Wrong. This one certainly hasn’t gone wrong
and a couple of other things deserving of mention include the ingenious
set which is extraordinary, transformational trickery that is as brilliant in
execution as it is in design, and finally a shout out for Sam Ajewole who
is both hilarious and endearing as Cooper the bumbling buffoon. This is
a mischievous comic gem. 

Meanwhile Lallibella Belay (and her two sons) are amazed by an
original troupe...

The Udderbelly Festival (Southbank) is back. The launch of its 10th
year on the Southbank has its biggest circus programme ever, including
four headline shows from four different countries across four continents.
Kicking it all off are Circus Abyssinia with their show Ethiopian Dreams,
one hour of circus entertainment that is a beautiful expression of
ethereal exhilaration. Inspired by brothers Bibi and Bichu Tesfamariam
they have put together a wonderful group of performers from their Addis
Ababa circus school, the youthful exuberance of the Konjowoch Troupe.
It is colourful and very accomplished, offering an alternative cultural slant
on traditional circus troupes. 

There are acrobatics, juggling and contortionist routines that even had
my two boys lost for words (a rare event) but they also had a gorgeous
female cloth spinning act that I personally found uplifting though a little while
after I was frightened for their well-being when the women also used
nothing but their teeth to hold large pieces of metal. All done with a smile
or maybe a grimace. The men meanwhile, full of bravado and confidence,
deliver some fabulous tumbling routines. A superb start for the festival
which runs all the way until the end of September.

Finally, Robbo Mike has two absorbing encounters...There was a lot of
coughing going on in the stalls. Deliberate or accidental I could not tell.
Playwright James Graham has written a brilliant play, expertly directed by
Daniel Evans, little wonder the West End wanted Quiz (Noël Coward
Theatre), this one may turn out to be a million-pound hit. It is based on
that notorious episode of Who Wants to be a Millionaire when Major Charles
Ingram ‘won’ the top prize only to be prosecuted when it was found he had
been cheating with the help of his wife and an accomplice who coughed
him to the fortune, each hack providing a signal to the correct answer. 

It is superbly constructed and equally well performed. On a minimalist
set eight television sets are used very effectively, creating fun and
tension. We don’t get much of an insight into the characters themselves,
but it moves at a fast pace with some audience participation too - we had
“ask the audience” moments - and it is very astute in the way we are drawn
into the legalities of the case as though we are the jury. Chris Tarrant will
never forgive Keir Charles. He makes Tarrant look like a twit. In the end this
is manipulative entertainment for entertainments sake and when Graham
did start drawing parallels between this kind of TV and fake news it lost some
of the nuance. I’m about to call a few friends to make sure they see it.

Meanwhile in Guildford I was in a sceptical mood as book to stage
doesn’t always work. When that book is a Ruth Rendell crime thriller my
scepticism scanner goes into overdrive. How wrong could I be as Middle
Ground Theatre’s production of Gallowglass (Yvonne Arnaud Theatre)
turned out to be one of the best night’s I have experienced there. The
helter-skelter plot kept us on our toes and the fantastic cast in which
Joe Eyre (Sandro) was outstanding skilfully manoeuvring us through
the ups and downs. There were moments that made me question its
credulity but that just added an extra layer of mystery to it all. It would
also be fair to say the ending was not what I expected it to be though I love
surprises so bravo to one and all.
