Autumn Budget holds off big
help for economy hurt by Brexit

inance Minister Philip
FHammond has outlined

cautious spending
plans to a nation bracing for
the shock of Britain’s depar-
ture from the European
Union amid a steady worse-
ning in economic forecasts.

Britain’s Treasury chief
revealed yesterday a deterio-
rating outlook, as a slowing
economy and stubborn deficit
mean there is little money to
increase public spending in the
face of demands from teach-
ers, firefighters and the military.
Adding to the pressure is the
government’s need to preserve
state coffers for potential
Brexit turmoil.

Hammond offered £3 billion
over two years to prepare for
Brexit, and some relief for
first-time home buyers, but
otherwise sidestepped eye-
popping initiatives.

“We are at a turning point in
our history,” Hammond told the
House of Commons. “And we
resolve to look forwards, not
backwards, to build on the
strengths of the British econo-
my.”

The Chancellor had been

under pressure to appear
upbeat about the economy’s
prospects after Brexit.
Prime Minister Theresa May’s
weakened government was
hoping for excitement without
controversy - particularly since
anything too revolutionary
might get voted down.

He tried to paint an optimistic
vision of a “global Britain” that
would embrace the technolo-
gical revolution and capitalize
on the opportunities present-
ed by leaving the EU. He
promised an approach that
would be “balanced” amid
pleas to end austerity.

And though Hammond did
his best to sound cheerful, the

section of the speech that he
himself described as “econom-
icky” revealed the painful truth.
The economy is slowing.

The independent Office of
Budget Responsibiltiy now
expects to see economic grow
of 1.5%in 2017, 1.4% in 2018,
and 1.3% in 2019 and 2020,
before picking back up to
1.5%, and finally 1.6% in 2022.
By contrast, the neighbouring
eurozone is booming, with
annual growth of about 2.5%
at last count.

At the same time, British
public finances are weakening.
Public borrowing rose more
than expected in October,
driven by higher borrowing

costs. Borrowing is at a
similar level to that before the
2007-2008 financial crisis, the
House of Commons said.

Public sector net debt now
totals 87.2% of gross domestic
product, compared with less
than 40% in 2007, the Office
for National Statistics said
Tuesday.

The Office of Budget
Responsibility has warned that
it will also cut its forecast for
productivity over the next five
years. That is expected to
mean lower tax revenues for
the state and make it harder
for Hammond to ease austeri-
ty and boost public sector pay.

Opposition leader Jeremy
Corbyn was quick to challenge
the result.

“Our country is marked by
growing inequality and injus-
tice. We were promised, with
lots of hype, a revolutionary
budget,” he said. “The reality is
nothing has changed. People
were looking for help from this
budget and they’ve been let
down, let down by a govern-
ment that like the economy
they’ve presided over is weak
and unstable and in need of
urgent change.”

Cyprus-Greece-Egypt coaperation expands fo the benefit of the region

he tripartite coopera-
Ttion between Cyprus,

Greece and Egypt is
expanding to the benefit of
the three peoples and the
whole region, President of
Cyprus Nicos Anastasiades,
Greek Prime Minister Alexis
Tsipras and Egyptian Presi-
dent Abdel Fattah el-Sisi
have stressed.

The three leaders met on
Tuesday in Nicosia for their fifth
Tripartite Summit.

In his statements, President
Anastasiades said that the
Nicosia Declaration which they
adopted is a point of reference
for the priorities in all aspects
of their cooperation, “a coop-
eration which has brought
tangible results in the fields of
politics, economy and society,
to the benefit of our peoples.”

Referring to energy, he said
that the three countries have
agreed that the discovery of

hydrocarbon reserves in the
region can constitute and
should work as a catalyst for
a broader cooperation on re-
gional level, thus contributing
to the prosperity and stability in
the Eastern Mediterranean.
During their meeting, he
said, they exchanged views
on how joint actions could
contribute to the enhancement
of security and the safeguard-
ing of peace and stability in the
Eastern Mediterranean. In this

framework, they discussed
about the situation in Lebanon,
and the need through syner-
gies to contribute to the
stability in the country, as well
as the peace process in the
Middle East, noting their
support to the efforts of the
international community.
The President said he
briefed the Egyptian President
and the Greek Prime Minister
on the latest developments
regarding the Cyprus issue,

saying that Turkey’s persis-
tence ‘on unacceptable
demands’ for the maintenance
of guarantees and intervention
rights and the presence of
troops after the solution was
the reason why the last effort in
Crans Montana was not
successful.

He stressed that this was not
the final opportunity, noting
that the Greek Cypriot side has
informed the UNSG of its
determination to proceed to
the dialogue, provided that
there is a proper preparation,
so that in a new conference on
Cyprus all will be informed
about the intentions of all
sides.

The Cypriot President
expressed Cyprus’ gratitude
towards Greece and Egypt for
their long-lasting support to the
efforts to give an end to the
Turkish occupation of Cyprus
and to reunify the island.

UK Cypriots

or the 34th consecu-
Ftive year, UK Cypriots

have called for the
reversal of the illegal
‘Unilateral Declaration of
Independence (UDI)’ and
demonstrated their support
for a free, united Cyprus

outside the Turkish
Embassy in London.

The illegal UDI in 1983
was strongly condemned by
United Nations Security
Council resolutions 541
(1983) and 550 (1984), and
also by the then British Prime
Minister, Margaret Thatcher.
The UDI has not been recog-
nised by any country in the
world other than Turkey.

The President of the Na-
tional Federation of Cypriots
in the UK, Christos Karaolis;
Officers of the Federation;
the President of POMAK,
Andreas Papaevripides; the
President of NEPOMAK,
Antonia Michaelides; and the
President of EFEK (Union of
Cypriot Students in the UK),
Nikolas Spyrou, delivered a
letter to the Ambassador of
Turkey. The letter called on
Turkey to “actimmediately in
the interest of justice and
human rights and to increase
all efforts towards delivering
a reunified Cyprus where the
human rights and fundamen-
tal freedoms of all Cypriots
will be safeguarded.”

It called on Turkey to
accept that Cyprus should be
a ‘normal’, modern, truly
independent and sovereign,
European state and not a
protectorate of Turkey
through an outdated and
unworkable security system.
The anachronistic system of
guarantees - that failed
Cyprus so badly in the past —
has no place in a ‘normal
state’; and the Turkish army
—who have occupied 37% of
the island for 43 years —
should have no presence in a
‘normal state’.

On this significant and

protest illegal UDI

tragic anniversary, the Fede-
ration President also took the
opportunity to write to the
Prime Minister, Theresa May.

The letter outlined Turkey’s
recent illegal unilateral
actions in the occupied area
of Cyprus and said that they
“indicate an alarming policy”
and undermine efforts to
reunify the island.

He went on to say that,
“it is imperative that our
Government takes an active
role to reinforce to Turkey that
actions designed to hinder
the prospects of continuing
the efforts for a comprehen-
sive settlement of the Cyprus
issue should cease, and
make clear that the only way
for a functional and viable
solution is a reunified country
without any intervention rights
or the permanent presence
of foreign troops.”

The President of the Fede-
ration concluded the letter by
calling on the Prime Minister
to take this opportunity to
“make a lasting difference for
Cyprus and all its people.”

At the demonstration,
Christos Karaolis said that
“Turkey should overturn its
legacy of occupation in
Cyprus and contribute posi-
tively towards a reunified
island that will be beneficial
for all Cypriots.” He described
it as “unacceptable” that
Cyprus, a European country,
is under foreign military
occupation. Reflecting on the
situation in the wider region,
Mr Karaolis said that a free,
united Cyprus would “offer a
beacon of hope for both
Christians and Muslims alike
to live peacefully together in
a part of the world which has
become unaccustomed to
such a reality.”

Thousands attend march for free education

housands of students
Tmarched through the

streets of London on
15 November, demanding free
education and taxes on the
rich.

Several streets were closed
as the students marched from
Montague Place to Parliament
Square. Students called for
solidarity from members of
the public. They called for
students and workers to unite
and fight, as they demanded
free education, cuts to univer-
sity rent costs, and grants for
all students.

Proclaiming that education
should be open to all, students
echoed Labour leader Jeremy
Corbyn’s message about the
protest, claiming that capping
university fees at £9,250 per
year should be regarded as
an ‘insult’.

In the June 8 UK General
Election, Jeremy Corbyn had
campaigned for an abolition

of tuition fees. He promised
that under a Labour govern-
ment, government student
grants would be brought back.

Tuition fees in England were
introduced in 1998 at £1,000,
raised to £3,000 in 2004, and
raised again to £9,000 in 2010.

The 2010 fee hike resulted
in one of the most active and
violent demonstrations in 21st
century Britain. The protests
were led by young people and

university students. These
students occupied university
campuses as well as Conser-
vative party headquarters in
London.

Tuition fees in England
are the highest in Europe
and most students are expect-
ed to graduate with more
than £50,000 in debt, an
amount which would likely
take decades to pay back,
especially considering the
compound interest of 6.1% on

student loans.

The march was organised
by the National Campaign
Against Fees and Cuts, and
was supported by the Labour
party and socialist movements
across the country. The march
called for education to be
considered a human right and
not a privilege.

Students gathered in
central London for the protest
from universities around the
UK, including Aberdeen and
Durham.

Many students from the
European Union and interna-
tional students attended the
march.

As the UK is scheduled
to officially leave the Euro-
pean Union in March 2019,
the future of EU fees is uncer-
tain. The prospect of EU
students being charged an
International fee (sometimes
double the fee that Home/EU
students now pay) remains
open.

Cyprus

Chronologically it reaches from
the Neolithic to the Late Roman
Period, underlining the continuing
importance of the island in the
Mediterranean throughout history.
It comprises pottery figurines in
clay and copper alloy, glass vessels,
stone sculpture and inscriptions are
allincluded in the Cypriot collection,
ranging in date from the Early
Bronze Age. Today research and
documentation is still on-going with
the aim of bringing to light - through
the objects - the fundamental role
the island has played in trade across
the Mediterranean region, as well
as the way its insularity has shaped
a unique cultural identity, in which
indigenous cultural forms were
preserved and transmitted whilst
new ideas and external influences
were simultaneously assimilated.

Greece and Rome

The Greek and Roman collections
span the period from about 3000
BC to AD 400. In material and scale
the objects range from engraved
seal-stones, with minute designs
that can hardly be seen by the
naked eye, to colossal marble
figures; from intricately painted
fired clay vessels to precisely
chiselled monumental inscriptions;
from tactile small bronze panthers
to imposing stone sarcophagi. They
were found throughout the Greek
and Roman world, from Alexandria
to the Rhine, from Palestine and
Syria to Cambridge. Some items
were donated or bequeathed
by members of the University of
Cambridge, or collectors seeking a
permanent home for their treasured
possessions; others were allocated
to the University from excavations,
or occasionally purchased.

Degas Exhibition
The Fitzwilliam Museum

After a career spanning over
half a century, Degas died in
September 1917, in his eighty-
third year. This exhibition marks

the centenary of the artist’s death
with a celebration of his lifetime’s
achievement. A remarkable range
of work - paintings, pastels,
drawings, watercolours, prints
of different types counterproofs
and sculptures in bronze and wax
- reveal Degas’s fascination with
technical experimentation and
constant drive to expand his means
of expression.

Arranged thematically, the
exhibition  highlights many of
the subjects most prominent in
Degas’s work — nudes, café scenes
and the dance - as well as his
individual approach to landscape
painting. Degas’s lifelong passion

Bucephalus was the horse of
Alexander the Great, and one of
the most famous actual horses of
antiquity. Ancient accounts state
that Bucephalus died after the
Battle of the Hydaspes in 326 BC, in
what is now modern Pakistan, and
is buried in Jalalpur Sharif outside of
Jhelum, Pakistan. Another account
states that Bucephalus is buried in
Phalia, a town in Pakistan's Mandi
Bahauddin District, which is named
after him.

The Fitzwilliam Museum

The Fitzwiliam Museum -
Cambridge, was described by the
Standing Commission on Museums
& Galleries in 1968 as "one of the
greatest art collections of the
nation and a monument of the first
importance".

It owes its foundation to Richard,
VIl Viscount Fitzwilliam of Merrion
who, in 1816, bequeathed to the
University of Cambridge his works
of art and library, together with
funds to house them, to further "the
Increase of Learning and other great
Objects of that Noble Foundation".

History of the Collections

Few museums in the world
contain on a single site collections
of such variety and depth. Writing
in his Foreword to the catalogue
of the exhibition for Treasures from
the Fitzwilliam which toured the
United States in 1989-90, the then
Director of the National Gallery
of Art in Washington, DC, wrote
that "like the British Museum, the
Fitzwilliam addresses the history of
culture in terms of the visual forms
it has assumed, but it does so from
the highly selective point of view of
the collector connoisseur. Works
of art have been taken into the
collection not only for the historical
information they reveal, but also for
their beauty, excellent quality, and
rarity... It is a widely held opinion
that the Fitzwilliam is the finest
small museum in Europe".

If you want your scent to linger, layer it
by using a shower gel and body lotion
before the perfume. If you can’t get the
shower gel or lotion or don’t want to use
them because you may have a sensiti-
vity to certain creams, why not try adding
your perfume spray to your regular
shower gel and body lotion or cream that
you know you are safe with.

Are you allergic to many bought
perfumes or products? Why not try
making your own? In a world of ready-
made bought cosmetic products, the old
preparation of natural products seems to
have been lost. With the use of essential
oils and natural ingredients, it is possible
to blend and make beautiful scented
lotions, potions and perfume oils that can
be kinder to the skin.

The first ever face cream was a recipe
of the Greek physician, Galen. He inven-

ted the Cold Cream 1800 years ago, a
moisturising cream that can be also be
used as a cleanser for the face and body.
The recipe that has been passed on from
mother to daughter and therefore reach-
ing us still today, uses three simple
ingredients:Rosewater, Beeswax and
Olive oil. Olive oil can be substituted with
almond or wheatgerm oil if you prefer it
less greasy and with a different scent and
beneficial properties.

Rose water is a bi-product of the Rose
essential oil distillation. Beeswax is from
the work of the bees. It creates a natural
emulsion to bind water and oil together.
Olive oil, almond oil or wheatgerm oil,
each have their own unique properties
that will help retain skin to its best.

It is best to make it in small quantities
as it is without chemical emulsifiers or
preservatives and therefore has a shelf
life of 2-4 weeks. Make sure all utensils
are sterile along with clean hands when
making and putting into containers. Use
spatulas for taking out of pot.

Make your own face cream recipe:

2tsp Beeswax

9tsp Rosewater

9tsp Olive, Alimond or Wheatgerm oil
(or blend a mixture of oils equally)

Method:

1. Combine the oils in a double boiler
or in a cooking pan, melting all the
oils and the beeswax in a glass, heat
resistant bowl.

2. In another double boiler, put the
water on low heat so that it should reach
the same temperature as the oils.

3. Remove from heat and whip with an
electric mixer set on low speed for a few
minutes, gradually adding the water a
little at a time. It will after a few minutes
start to turn into a cream.

4. Place into sterile jars with lid.

Optional

You can also add a couple of drops of
essential oils for scent and beneficial
properties. Most essential oils should be
diluted before applying them to skin,
though there are a few exceptions like
lavender, jasmine, neroli, sandalwood
and rose. These can generally be used
neat as and also used as a perfume.

You can also make your own signature
perfume scent by blending the above
different essential oils. There are many
kits to start you off making your own
products and perfume as well as craft
courses you can attend to learn the skills.

Justice League

Brakes

Mercedes Grower’s episodic
date comedy is rough and raw

Some episodes work better that
others but overall Grower’s
scenario enabled by the actors’
improvisational talents is very
enjoyable.

Itis all very amicable with good
characterization especially from
the animals.

Mudbound

Dee Rees ‘ambitious epic based
on Hillary Jordan’s novel spans
through the 1940’s and takes place
in the American South.

The lives of two families -
one black and one white - are
intertwined in the farmland of the
Mississippi Delta through these
turbulent years where racism and
the Ku Klux Clan were out in full
force.

It is beautifully photographed
with a strong cast including Carey
Mulligan as a farmer’s wife in love
with her husband’s brother. It tries
to cover too much material with too
many characters and it often feels
like a television miniseries would
have it more justice.

en trouble strikes women...

motion pulsed through me as | watched Ramin Gray’s
Ethrumming production (a joint effort from The Actors Touring

Company and the Royal Lyceum Edinburgh) of Aeschylus’s
The Suppliant Women (Young Vic) in a new dynamic version by David
Greig. The script has a rhythm and sound that has elements of rap,
communal choir and operatic chorus, delivered by a whirling dervish
group of women made up of one professional (Gemma May) and a
community of untrained amateurs from Lambeth and Southwark. That
mattered little, they ebbed and flowed as one in a heaving swarm of
feminine fortitude to the sound of John Browne’s percussive score,
evocative and haunting, featuring the double pipe aulos, an ancient
wind instrument.

The women are seeking asylum in Argos after fleeing from the threat
of enforced marriage in Egypt. “We never intended to go into exile...but
rather than marry we decided to run” they exclaim, pleading with King
Pelasgos to let them stay. With distinct echoes of today’s global refugee
crisis and women’s rights, and especially poignant with its Greek
setting their olive branches of peace belie their defiance and willingness
to fight for their right to remain. While the King struggles with a
decision fearing war the women attempt to bolster his uncertainty by
assuring him that “sometimes we need war, if justice demands it”.

The King succumbs but the women are warned by Danaos, a
captain, that as migrants they must always behave well and gently in
their new land. Woe betide any foreigners doing anything but. Two
and half thousand years later the play resonates just as powerfully
today as in Ancient Greece. Little wonder the inhabitants of various
Greek islands described recent events as an historical encore.
Citizens (with whom they argue about their right to stay free of men)
and soldiers also appear but it is the suppliants who drive the piece
with powerful speeches and song accompanying the mesmerising
movement that says so much more than words ever could.

Ninety minutes later | was drained yet exhilarated. Choreographer
Sasha Milavic Davies and vocal leader Mary King deserve enormous
credit for their training of these hugely committed locals, who in two
months are turned into a disciplined and skilled unit giving us an
authentic and thrilling experience. One additional nice touch was the
pouring of a libation to Dionysus by a local dignitary, on this occasion
John Glen, MP for Salisbury. A performance in his constituency next
to Stonehenge would be quite something. For now, | offer my own
libation to this most inspiring of evenings.

The following day on my early morning run a murmuration of
starlings swarmed overhead...they must have heard the siren call.

Meanwhile Sotira Kyriakides is in awe of an extraordinary perfor-
mance...David Hoyle had us eating out of his hand in his show Diamond
(Soho Theatre). He was Bowie, Dietrich and Hoyle all in one! He had
us laughing and weeping in equal measure, and having to think
harder than any of us have done since we took our A-Levels. We
gleefully shared his exhilaration in addressing and celebrating his
sexuality. We cringed in sympathy at his tales of exclusion and the still
rife homophobia today. We were also treated to an important insight
into the history of the courageous gay and lesbian rights movement.

| cannot recommend or praise this show too highly. Not for one
second did Hoyle fail to fascinate. The entire audience were enthralled
from beginning to end. The Soho Theatre is a marvellous fringe
institution that has been the launchpad for many unforgettable shows.
Here’s hoping ‘Diamond’ will be propelled into international renown. It
is one of those vitally important plays that deserves a much wider
audience.

And Jonoulla Brexit is in musical ecstasy...Although organised
religion does little for me, the music that has emerged from people of
faith is remarkable. The Harlem Gospel Choir (Royal Festival Hall),
performing in the London Jazz Festival, gave us a night to remember.
Their trademark sound is contemporary Gospel in a mash up with
blues and jazz but in truth they could have been singing nursery rhymes
to the music of the national anthem and still had us in a euphoric
musical state.

As they perform in their gorgeous Kante outfits the origins and
history of their song came to the forefront of my mind, the slave trade
that had kept them in chains for centuries but also inspired their
music of defiance. This choir has performed alongside the likes of
Diana Ross and Bono and in the second act they performed a Beyoncé
style set that had the place in raptures. As for the musicians, each had
their chance to shine and shine they did. A night to nourish the soul,
lift the spirits and get up on your feet.

Finally Rose Goodenough encounters a hiccup...Just when the sea-
son was going swimmingly along came The Real Thing (Yvonne
Arnaud). Tom Stoppard’s 1982 play about all matters love, good and
bad, felt dated and tepid. Yes, the writing is full of acerbic wit and
invention but the cast delivered those lines unevenly. Henry is played
by Laurence Fox with an air of smug nonchalance that initially works
but the technique then becomes hackneyed and dull making us care
little for the character when he opens up. Rebecca Johnson fares
better as his wife Charlotte and works hard in their scenes together to
give them depth and believability.

Stephen Unwin’s production never really ignites and as a result the
cleverness that he tries to inject only comes across as an absurd
theatrical folly, witness the play within a play that is a confusing
distraction. Yes, | laughed but was happy when it came to a clunky
end. Disappointing.

However, we always recommend having a conversation with the
waiter, baker or whoever is serving you before you put your order
through, be clear and do not be embarrassed to ask about anything
you are unsure of, and if you are unsure, simply go without it. You
can rest assured that at CyWineFest our exhibitors clearly label the
ingredients and anyone producing foods has a food allergy report but
if you're still not certain, open up a conversation with the vendor, who
will be happy to help you select the appropriate foods for you.

The great news is that Cypriot cuisine naturally has plenty of
vegan and gluten free foods whereby greens or vegetables are
either served raw or boiled and drizzled with lemon, olive oil, salt
and pepper. There are also complete dishes that are vegan and
gluten free, a great example would be soupa louvana, a Cypriot soup
made from yellow split peas. There are also many products avai-
lable such as halva which is completely vegan and a fasting favouri-
te. What we have also seen in recent years is the adaption of tra-
ditional Cypriot dishes altering to suit different requirements, for
example, it is now possible to find makaronia tou fournou with the
traditional béchamel sauce made from almond milk, with gluten
free pasta and the mince, traditionally made from pork, replaced
with mushrooms. The constantly evolving food scene provides
diversity and challenges chef and bakers to experiment with the
traditional and by doing so, creating completely new recipes.

CyWineFest has plenty of meat free, dairy free products to cho-
ose from, ironically, born out of the fact that many Cypriots take
the fasting period very seriously, and traditionally as family owned
restaurants and bakeries were either familiar with the fast or they
were fasting themselves.

of her career which will be cam-
paigning on these shores.

I've found
the best gym in Guilford City as
well as the best coach, John
Edwards, who is the only one able
to help me achieve the highest
of goals in women'’s profession-
al boxing and more. | intend on
teaching boxing to women as a
form of self-defence all the while
making them learn to love the
sport, use it to become fit and

generally not fear it. And, of
course, teaching children, so that
I can be their role model not on-
ly as an athlete but also as a per-
son with values, principles and
morals. Last but not least, | just
love watching football matches,
especially when my favourite
team, CHELSEA, is playing!
Everything is simply great here in
Guilford, and generally in
England.”

So how did you get your ring
nickname Pink Tyson? “When
| went to Germany for try-outs, |
went through a lot of gruelling and
demanding sparring sessions all
the while dressed in pink from top
to bottom. My now ex-manager
noticed my exceptional strength,
and compared my style of box-
ing to that of Mike Tyson, So that
is how he decided to name me
Pink Tyson!”

What do your family think of
you boxing? To begin with, |
come from a family of fighters!

My father was the champion in
amateur boxing and world cham-
pion in Greco-Roman wrestling.
My brothers are also champions
in Greco-Roman wrestling and
are involved in amateur boxing.
But mainly, our origins are from
Sparta, where, as most of us
know, children used to be trained
from a very early age in martial art
and generally were taught to be
ready for war.!

Why made you deCIded to
pursue a professional boxing
career? “Atfirst, my goal was to
take part in the Olympic Games.
However, because of the eco-
nomic crisis in Greece, there was
no financial support for me to par-
ticipate in the Pre-Olympic
Tournament. Then, in an AIBA
World Boxing Championship in
Cyprus, a German manager saw
me and encouraged me to try out
for professional boxing, which, |
now believe, is what suits me best
because of my strength. And in
professional boxing, being able
to throw those “power punches”
is a strong point.”
