The President of Cyprus Nicos

Anastasiades awarded on
Tuesday evening the “Medal
for exceptional services” to six
Overseas Cypriots for their
contribution to promoting justice for
the people of Cyprus.

This year the medal was awarded
to Nicos Mouyiaris, Antonis
Yerolemou, Andreas Karaolis,
Costas Nicolaou, George Lazari
and Tasos Zampas. President
Anastasiades said that the award is
only a small indication of the debt
owed to them by their country.

The President was speaking
during a reception, hosted at the
gardens of the Presidential Palace,
in honour of the members of
the World Federation of Overseas
Cypriots (POMAK), the International
Coordinating Committee “Justice
for Cyprus” (PSEKA) and Young
Overseas Cypriots (NEPOMAK),
attending the 19th World Conference
in Nicosia.

“This evening we honour six of
our distinguished compatriots who
were and continue to be active
in important decision-making

centers in the United Kingdom, the
United States of America, South
Africa and Australia,” said President
Anastasiades.

Cyprus, he noted, "has great
potential and possesses creative
people, who distinguish themselves
everywhere, all around the world,

as our distinguished compatriots
who are being honoured today have
proven.”

Overseas Cypriots are ambassadors

of Cyprus’ national cause, its
language, culture and traditions, the
President said, noting that they
carry their Cypriot descent with

them, as an “honorary title”.
Photis Photiou, the Presidential

Commissioner for Humanitarian
Affairs and Overseas Cypriots, said

from his part that the people
receiving this year’s award have
distinguished themselves abroad
and are working tirelessly to defend
the rights of Greek Cypriots.

Speaking on behalf of all
recipients, Mouyiaris thanked for
the award, noting that this honour
belongs to all Cypriots l iving
overseas and especially to PSEKA
President Philip Christopher.

"We wil l  continue to f ight
for a Cyprus that is free and
independent," Mouyiaris went on,
and invited those who are well
off to support f inancially the
organisations that promote
national interests in decision-
making centers abroad.

Prior to the reception, members
of the Conference Central
Council were briefed by President
Anastasiades and laid a wreath at
the statue of first President of the
Republic of Cyprus, Archbishop
Makarios III.

Overseas Cypriots who
gathered in Nicosia for
their 19th Conference

reiterated that they wil l
continue their efforts to
persuade the international
community that Turkish
demands regarding the
Cyprus problem are irrational.
The 19th World Conference of
the World Federation of
Overseas Cypriots (POMAK),
the International Coordinating
Committee - Justice for Cyprus
(PSEKA) and the World
Conference of Young Overseas
Cypriots (NEPOMAK) was
opened on Monday night by
the President of the Republic
Nicos Anastasiades.

The opening ceremony of
the conference was also
addressed by Greece`s
Deputy Minister of Foreign
Affairs, Terence Quick, who
noted in his speech that his
goal is to broaden the Greek
Diaspora.

POMAK president Andreas
Papaevripides pledged, in his
speech, that overseas Cypriots
will continue their efforts to
persuade the countries in
which they reside that Turkey’s
unreasonable demands and
positions and its insistence on
anachronistic models on the
chapter of security and
guarantees cannot be accepted.

He also asked the
Government to increase the
number of teaching staff and
teaching materials in the
schools of the Diaspora.

Philip Christopher, president
of PSEKA- International
Coordinating Committee
"Justice for Cyprus", said that
43 years after the Turkish

invasion and after serious
consideration from 1977 until
today “we need a new strategy.”

Antonia Michaelides,
president of NEPOMAK, the
world organisation of young
Cypriots abroad said: “What

we are asking for is both
simple and fair. A just solution
based on the relevant United
Nations Security Council
Resolutions and the High Level
Agreements of 1977 and 1979,
a fully functioning state that is
in line with the rule of law
and is free from foreign
interference. Put simply, a
“normal state”, as the UN
Secretary-General recently
said” Michaelides stressed.

The deliberations of the
19th World Conference began
on Tuesday morning, at
the “Filoxenia” Conference

Centre, in Nicosia, with the
presentation of the report for
the outgoing year by the
President of POMAK, Andreas
Papaevripides, a press release
issued by the Press and
Information Office said.

The overseas organisations
presented their actions in their
countries of residence and
activation and submitted
suggestions for better
coordination on different
issues, such as raising
awareness for the Cyprus
problem, the economic crisis
and issues of the expatriates.

Overseas Cypriots call

In a message, overseas
Greek Cypriots call on
the Turkish Cypriots to

“We reminisce older times

and the good relationship
between the two communities,
in conditions of freedom,
democracy, and mutual
respect, and we look forward
to the moment of reunification,”
overseas Cypriots say.

They add that “despite the
tragic occurrences and despite
the continuing occupation by
Turkish troops, we believe that
the reserves of mutual
understanding are enough to
form the foundation of a

UN principles and resolutions,

the high level agreements,
international law, and the
acquis communautaire, where
human rights wil l  be
guaranteed for all its legitimate
inhabitants.

“We believe that the right

homeland with huge benefits
for both communities,
safeguarding at the same
time the safety and progress
of all of us. We must jointly
strive so that we can enjoy

the benefits our accession to
the European family offers us,”
they say.

Furthermore, overseas
Cypriots note “it wil l  be
possible for all of us to enjoy
the newly-discovered wealth
of hydrocarbons in Cyprus’
exclusive economy zone,
which belongs to all the
legitimate residents of our

An appeal, by sisters
Charlotte and Natalie
Innes, for help in

locating their Cypriot-born
father 50 years after he disap-
peared, unfortunately, came a
little too late as it appears he
passed away in February.

Following the article on the
two sisters and their quest
to f ind their father by
Phileleftheros on Saturday, it
was discovered that their
father, Andreas Nicolaou had
died after a short illness in
Larnaca in February.

Nicolaou’s photograph
published along with the
article on Saturday led to him
being recognised by many of
his fellow villagers from Limnia
in the Famagusta district and
family members.

Andreas Nicolaou was born
in 1940, was a talented foot-
ball player playing for his
local team while veteran Nea

Salamina players fondly
remember him as ‘Lisso’.

He was buried on February
13, in the new Larnaca ceme-

tery in Tersefanou.
In an effort to help locating

the missing father, Parikiaki
contacted Natalie who agreed

to give an interview later this
month. She only got back to
us a couple of hours later to
say that the two sisters are

“heartbroken” as they had
just been informed that their
father passed away seven
months ago. 

The Innes sisters say their
father – only known as
Andreas to them, and who
lived with his family in central
London during the sixties –
was never seen again after he
was forced to return to Cyprus
for his national service.

Their mother, Pauline Innes,
then suffered a breakdown
and put her two children into
care.

Natalie, 53, said that after
three years the two girls were
taken out of care by their
mother when her mental
health improved. She settled
down with another man, who
for most of their lives they
thought was their father.

She discovered what her
real father looked like only
after her adoptive father
showed her a photo found in
her mother’s belongings after
her death.

We
would love to get as many responses and
views as possible to the consultation on
what ultimately impacts the economic
regeneration of Enfield.”

The consultation will seek views on:
– Whether shops should be allowed to

display goods on pavements
– Suitable goods to display or whether

to limit displays to fruit and vegetables,
newspapers, flowers and hardware

– New licence fees to cover the cost of
licensing and enforcement

– Proposals for a 30% initial discount on
the fees to small businesses for the first
year of a new licence.

One of our own 18 year old UK Cypriot
falls ill and dies from meningitis

at music festival
Festival-goer UK Cypriot

George Zographou who
became ill with meningitis at
a festival has died, public
health officials have confirmed.

George Zographou, 18,
from Bristol, fel l  i l l  at the
Boardmasters Surf and Music

Festival in Newquay on Friday.
His sister Nicole said on

Facebook, “George took his
final breaths on Wednesday
August 16th at 13.34 all by
himself without the machine.
The three of us holding his
hand.”

Public Health England
(PHE) has confirmed the
teenager’s death. The teena-
ger, who was a student St
Brendan’s Sixth Form College
was expected to receive his
A-level results last week.

The college said it would be
getting extra teachers in to
support George’s friendship
group and those who would
have known him.

A welfare room would be
available for students who
were upset and a represen-

tative from Public Health
England would be be there to
answer any concerns, it added.

It has had two confirmed
cases of meningococcal
infection since the spring of
2016.

The Deputy director of health

protection at PHE’s South
West Health Protection Team,
Mike Wade, said his thoughts
were with teenager’s family.

“We want to reassure
people that all appropriate
public health actions are
being taken,” he said.

“We do not believe that this
case is related to the previous
cases at St. Brendan’s
because they occurred 14
months ago. Additionally, they
had not attended the college
since the end of the summer
term at the beginning of July.”

He said other festival goers,
who had been in close
contact with the teenager
had been given antibiotics as
a precaution.

On twitter the school expressed
its shock at the news.

The cost
of some overseas medical
treatments can be more than the
price of the average UK house,
for example over í500,000 for
treating a multiple fracture of the
leg and artery tear in the USA
with an air ambulance back to
the UK. This compares to the
average UK house price of
í211,000.

Despite the high costs of
emergency medical treatment
overseas, the Guardian reports
that almost one in four people
do not take out travel insurance
for their holidays, according to
new research, with young
people less likely to pay for the
safety net when they go abroad.
The figures have emerged
from a study by York-based
healthcare provider Benenden
of 1,000 people, which shows
that one in 10 have previously
needed hospital treatment when
abroad.

Figures from the Association
of British Insurers (ABI) reveal
that travel insurers paid out
í370m in 591,000 claims last
year, with the average travel
insurance claim is just over
í700, emergency medical and
repatriation costs when overseas
can be much higher.

Anyone travelling overseas
should always take out
appropriate travel insurance for
the duration of their trip, and
declare medical conditions
when they take out their policy.
A valid European Health
Insurance Card (EHIC) when
travell ing in Europe is also
strongly recommended. Though
not a substitute for travel
insurance, the EHIC is free and
provides access to state-
provided healthcare on the
same basis as a resident.

Travel insurance should not
be an after-thought, but the first
thing you arrange after booking
any overseas trip."

Is Your Listed House
Insured Correctly?

Listed buildings cost
significantly more to rebuild
following an insured loss than
unlisted buildings. The first factor
to understand is where does the
starting figure come from? If you
have taken building rates from
the internet that are intended for
a small modern home of a brick-
block construction and our
subject house is a stone cottage,
in a conservation area,
approached via a narrow bridge
across a stream, the price per
metre could be at least twice as
high i.e. í1,500/mÇ for the
modern home and í3,000/mÇ
for the stone cottage. So let us
consider the key factors which
all increase the rebuilding cost of
a Listed building.

1. Professional Fees. For a
Listed building one may need
or want to employ a team of
professionals (architects,
surveyors, mechanical and
electrical engineers, planning
consultants etc.) who
have specif ic experience,

qualifications and/or a proven
track record of working on such
buildings.

Although fees are not fixed,
you are l ikely to f ind that
professionals with such
specialisms charge more for
their services than the average
because of their expertise and
because more time is involved to
get the job done. Professional
fees on a standard building
might come in at around 13.5%
including VAT of the rebuild cost.
For a Listed building, let’s say
an extra 5- 8% should be added.
In very unique situations 30%
could be expected and some
insurers set aside 25% as
standard.

2. Time delays – of various
types! Work on Listed buildings
tends to take longer than on a
conventional building. For
example, partit ion walls in
modern buildings are often
formed with plasterboard sheets
nailed to t imber studwork,
whereas in Listed buildings
timber laths and lime plaster
might be used which takes
much longer to construct and
will involve more expensive
specialist trades.

And this leads us onto the
next point… It is not uncommon
for a Listed building to sit for at
least a year following a major
loss before reinstatement work
can commence. Time delays
cost money as there are still
various professionals working in
the background and prices tend
to increase with inflation. Time
delays can also be caused
by the site becoming of
archaeological interest whereby
the authorities insist on carrying
out research etc. The cost of this
is borne by the insurer. For
expected delays and increased
working time on site, one could
reasonably expect the overall
value to increase by 5-12%
depending on the specif ic
property and grading.

3. Conservation Approval. All
work to a seriously damaged
Listed building wil l  need
approval from the Local
Authority who may also call in

English Heritage. The home
owner is therefore at the mercy
of these bodies, who are keen
to see that no traditional forms
of construction are lost, when
the damaged building is rebuilt.
Although some modern
materials may be accepted, the
cost of rebuilding will increase
greatly if they insist on retaining
the original form of construction.
And there is no way of knowing
in advance what the authorities
will specify. 

4. Complexity. Many stately
homes as well as small cottages
have high sums added for
garden walls and driveways,
both of which should be
included in the valuation upon
which the premium wil l  be
calculated. It is often said by
clients that they will never lose
the entire brick walls that
surround their property and, in
such circumstances, some
insurers will pay for damage up
to a certain limit (known as first loss.)

There are coach houses and
other outbuildings which can
add considerably to the sum
insured as all of these buildings
will be within the curtilage of the
main house and therefore come
within the Listing, even though
they may not be separately
described.

In London, there are difficult
issues to contend with if the
building fronts onto the
pavement as materials delivered
to site will need to be moved
immediately inside the building.
There are also problems and of
course additional costs of
working on building with
restricted access and working
space for reconstruction
purposes.

ΔÔ sum up
It is not simply the Listed

status which increases the sum
insured. It is the type of materials
and labour required to reinstate
an historic building, the
additional fees that wil l  be
incurred, specific location factors
and timing; all of which increase
the valuation for insurance
purposes.

The island of Jersey has
been a Crown dependency

since 1204 and in 1279, the
seal from which the Crest
of Jersey is derived, was
granted to the Bailiff of Jersey
by King Edward I. 

Hundreds of years later,
it was recognised by the
College of Arms that they
held no records of this event
as the College was not
incorporated until 1484 and,
in 1907, the continued use of
the Arms of Jersey, Guernsey
and Alderney, “as previously
granted” was sanctioned by
King Edward VII. 

The Crest of Jersey, which
derives from the seal, is a
red shield with three gold
leopards facing left, each with
a raised paw. 

The lion is the beast most
often found in heraldry and
early English heraldry holds
that any l ion in a walking
position is in fact a leopard.
The typical heraldic leopard
differs from the natural leopard
in that it has no spots. 

With the same design which
features on Jersey Post’s 2015
Definitive stamps and 2016
Post & Go stamps, six special
stamps are issued with a new
seasonal palette of colours
suitable for the spring months,
and bearing the latest postage
tariffs. 

With permission granted
to Jersey Post by the Bailiff
of Jersey, the palette of
colours is chosen to reflect a
contemporary representation
for the Islanders of today.

ust when you thought DUNKIRK may be the best film of the
year DETROIT arrives and threatens to win the title! Kathryn
Bigelow’s powerful film demands attention from beginning
till end. It is based on true events that took place in Detroit

in the summer of ’67 at the height of America’s civil unrest.
One evening police brutality prompts rebellion across the city

which forces the Detroit Police Department and the Michigan Army
National Guard to enforce a curfew. The chaos continues and two
days later the Algiers Motel is raided by the police where a group
of African Americans are interrogated with contempt and violence...

John Boyega plays an idealistic cop caught in the
middle the action while Will Poulter and Jack Reynor are two of the
brutal cops who have no redeeming features. Essential viewing!

LOGAN LUCKY

In 2013 Steven Sodebergh announced that SIDE EFFECTS will
be his last film as a director but thankfully he is lured back with
another heist adventure starring his MAGIC MIKE leading man
Channing Tatum.

He plays Jimmy Logan, a West Virginia family man who teams
up with his one-armed brother Clyde (Adam Driver) and sister
Mellie (Riley Keough) in order to steal money from the Charlotte
Motor Speedway in North Carolina.

They have the perfect plan but they still need the help of
demolition expert Joe Bang (introducing Daniel Craig)- the only
problem is that he is locked inside a prison...

The joy of watching this assuredly directed movie is the
performances. Tatum and Driver may look like an odd choice to
play brothers but they share a fantastic chemistry and bring it on
brilliantly along with Keough as their glamorous hairdresser sister.

W
hen the Ancient Greeks came up with the idea of

democracy (Demos (People), Kratos (Power)), despite its

obvious weakness of excluding certain groups, they marked the

beginning of something that would go on to dominate governing

bodies worldwide. The great playwrights that followed such as

Aeschylus and Aristophanes embedded that thinking into their

tragedies and comedies respectively making politics and theatre

inextricably linked and thereby promoting debate. Greeks being

Greeks, those gouvendez could go on for a very long time, often

without any resolution or agreement. Thankfully, many of us live

in countries where that freedom of expression and discourse

continues unabated. Little wonder those that do not have such

liberty decry their lot.

Rob Drummond's new interactive play, The Majority (National
Theatre), plays with the democratic concept encouraging our

participation in his one-man theatrical experiment. He gives us

voting handsets with which to have our say. The design by Jemima

Robinson is classic game show with quizmaster Drummond

stood centre stage on a circular set. Imagine a TV studio back in

the 1990's waiting for Mrs Merton to appear who would then

cajole us to take part in an episode of Family Fortunes rather

than a "heated debate". No chance of heat with this audience as

we quickly establish that the majority are white, middle aged and

liberal. Yes, I know don't judge a book etc.

Despite the obvious deceit (we aren't really voting) Drummond

does root the whole thing in reality. After the Scottish indepen-

dence referendum, he befriended a Socialist bee-keeper, Eric

(perfect material for Ken Loach), who was apparently the

catalyst needed to awaken him from his political slumber. Another

reality is that countless surveys confirm the public distrust of

politicians, yet the turnout in the last election was a healthy 68.7%,

higher than any general election for twenty five years. Drummond

puts those views to the test and our first dilemma is voting on

whether to admit latecomers.

Moving on to more pressing matters we are asked to cast our

votes on a whole range of things from the serious to surreal.

Should we leave the EU? Do we believe in absolute free speech?

Would we save the lives of a few fascists or a single 'leftie'? A

few of us needed the loo, should we be allowed to go? If yes,

should the show continue or wait until we return? Where is Les

Dennis when you need him? No that was my question/thought.

Drummond is personable and engaging so when we are not

voting and our attention spans are challenged he relies on Eric to

pull him through with further insights he has gleaned from the bee

man and whether that relationship has changed the way either

of them now think. It is a simple demonstration of human

confusion when put to the democratic test. As a very wise

woman once told me "we all muddle through". I'd vote aye to that

and fortunately in this show my vote is of no consequence

whatsoever. Now I need the loo again...

Meanwhile Victoria Sarkou yearns more ritual than traditional...

Even at 75 Paco Pena is a consummate performer, making his

guitar sing. He was back in town for a short run at Sadler's Wells
with Flamencura. This was a show which let the music and

dance do the talking. The first half was traditional flamenco, the

kind of stuff you might happen upon in the back streets of Seville.

Pena tries to recreate that setting and feel by having the musicians

and singers sat close together as though what they were creating

was impromptu and unrehearsed. While this gave the show an

authentic quality, for me the joy of flamenco is that you want to

be close up or taking part so watching it on a stage somewhat

dilutes the passion.

However, after the interval there was a dramatic change.

Singer Immaculada Rivero, who had impressed, was joined by

Vimala Rowe, who brought a touch of the Blues into the mix and

between them they conjured up a powerful and entrancing

combination. Despite her roots being in the USA Rowe's voice

which was like a call to prayer jazz mash up, culturally odd for this

show, it added atmosphera as if they were engaged in a music and

dance ritual. The dancers were top drawer. Yolanda Osuna, stomped

with ardour, while Charo Espino oozed sex and sensuousness and

was gorgeously graceful. Male dancer Angel Munoz, executed an

incredible solo which included some gobsmacking footwork.

Pena will be back and hopefully we will get more of the

ritualistic experience, as in act two, rather than the traditional

which can become monotonous. 

Finally, Christinaki Efthyvoulou enjoys the company of a music legend...

Toots and the Maytals (Barbican), headed by frontman

Toots Hibbert, gave us a gig to remember, which included that

cracking back catalogue. This was old school Reggae with a funky

twist that made you wanna get up and skank. Toots is credited as

being the founding father of Ska and sure enough some of their

tunes demonstrated that well. The one, unsurprisingly, that

stood head and shoulders above the rest, was Pressure Drop
where we were encouraged to join in. Classic Toots call and

response stuff. I also loved Sweet and Dandy which is exactly what

I felt throughout the evening. 

Support group, Captain Accident and The Disasters, an all

visited Cape Town, South
Africa on 27 June 2017.
Given I had never visited
Africa before, I was

apprehensive and unaware of
what to expect. For generations
the media has given me diffe-
rent perceptions of Africa: like
its captivating culture, luscious
landscape and empowering
population. Two months ago,
I had the chance to discover a
small portion of this mystery
myself. It was a jam-packed
adventure that involved many
early mornings and uncomfor-
table kips in coaches for eight
days. Nonetheless, I am sure
that what I saw and learnt
during this once in a lifetime
trip will truly remain with me
forever.

Life in Langa
Unbeknown to me, South

Africa is one of the many
countries in the world suffering
with urban living. It is so under-
developed, that squatter
settlements and shanty towns
form a large percentage of its
urban environment. Like the
slums in India, or the favelas
in Brazil, millions of people
across South Africa live in
small corrugated iron huts with
rotten wood for roofs, with over
200 sharing the same loo. 

Studying geography at
school, I have been learning
statistics for case studies about
these areas for years now.
As poignant and painful as
they are on paper, nothing
compares to standing in the
centre of one of these town-
ships and feeling like a spec
of dust within the hectares
of hardship that these people
call home. 

Most townships came to be
during the apartheid, which
began in 1948 and ended in
1991, where properties were
reserved for “white’s only”,
while coloured, Indian and
black communities were
forced to leave these areas
and l ive segregated and
isolated. 

Langa is the township I
visited. With a population of
more than 52,401, it is one of
the largest townships in Cape
Town. Upon arrival I didn’t
know what to expect; the most
I had ever been exposed to
were images in textbooks and
facts and figures I had to
memorise for exams. This,
however, was real and
tangible and was staring me
in the face. 

We began driving through
the winding roads and narrow
passes with a tour guide who
actually lives in the township
himself. This meant understan-
ding firsthand what life really
is like there. He explained that
the government are really
working at providing housing
for all of these people and the
evidence of this was clear.

Yet, less than a minute later
as we drove further into the
depths of Langa, silence struck
us all, as we realised just how
much more work needs to be
done. For miles all I could see
was a flat-topped shanty town.
A family crowded into a hut,
the size of a small bathroom. A
child on the pavement playing
with a tin can and cardboard.
Why is human nature such,
that one must witness adversity
and destitution of this extent, to
appreciate what we have? It
brought a tear to my eye and
an overwhelming swoon of
shame. We got down and met
a few children in the local

nursery who sang “if you’re
happy and you know it” and
danced and played and had
smiles plastered across their

faces. We entered houses and
spoke to people just getting
on with their day l ike any
other. For us, it was a twenty
minute tour whereby we’d be
home in a matter of minutes,
for them, its life. 

As we were leaving the
township the tour guide told
us that Langa means “sun” in
Xhosa. And it is true; the
people I met in Langa have the
warmth and radiance of the
sun itself.  Despite the poverty
and hardship, their smiles lit
up the land and resonated like
the rays of their emblem. This
eye opening, l i fe altering
experience taught me so much
and I will be sure to not let hu-
man nature let me forget that. 

The Big 5
A far more light-hearted

venture was the all-day safari
excursion I went to Inverdoorn
Game Reserve and Safari
Park. A two-and-a-half -hour
drive from Cape Town didn’t
sound like an ideal plan, espe-
cially when we were up at
6:20 to catch the coach.
Nevertheless, we were in for a
treat. 

The 4X4 was what you see
in films, with tyres as tall as me

and accompanied with a real
life ranger. We set off and
were advised to not keep our
hopes up. It is a rare occurrence

to see the formidable big 5 -
lions, elephants, leopards,
buffalos and rhinos. 

First stop was the l ion

enclosure. We were told not to
stand up in the vehicle as it
aggravates the lions, so as you
can imagine, this didn’t instil

much confidence within us at
all. Despite the ranger’s
reservations, we did actually
manage to see three lions. As

expected, they were even
more extraordinary than in
pictures. Seeing such wild
beauty in the flesh was

exciting and silence struck us
all yet again, not just in awe of
his highness, the regal beast,
but we were definitely too

frightened to make so much
as a sound. 

After filling my camera roll
with photographs from just

about every angle, we set off to
find some more. We stumbled
across antelopes with broad
bodies, and curled antlers,
zebras with stark stripes, each
with their own pattern, like a
human’s fingerprint. Next
were the rhinos, which were
cooling down by the lake. The
ranger explained how their
horns had to be cut as
poaching is still rife in South
Africa. This saddened me
greatly as people still harm,
even kill animals for their own
benefit and refuse to admire
their undeniable magnificence
and splendour. However, even
without their trademark horn,
the rhinos l ived up to
my expectations as calm
but completely captivating
creatures. Both the buffalo’s
horns and the leopard’s spots
were impressive, not to
mention the tusks and trunk
on the elephants. 

I’ve never been wild over
wildlife, but I can safely say
that it was one of the best
adventures I have ever been
lucky enough to experience. 

The fight for freedom
The first thing people think of

when they are asked about

South Africa is the apartheid;
the raw, relentless struggle
faced by millions of people, at
a time where whites seemed
to be the only ones that were
treated right, with other ethnic
groups facing discrimination
and segregation on a gigantic
scale. 

The figurehead of freedom
for these people is Nelson
Mandela. Once president of
South Africa, he was a
revolutionary man that brought
rights and respect which had
never been seen before.
However, by no means was it
plain sailing for him. Mandela
was removed from the main-
land itself and exiled to the
prison of Robben Island, off
the south coast, for believing in
equal rights and working at
bringing about change.
Robben Island was to be his
home for no less than 18 years
while serving an overall 27
year imprisonment. 

I visited the island and went
on a tour which explained how
he fought for freedom. The
tour guide was none other
than a former inmate himself.
Our tour guide was due to be
released from prison in 2006,
following a 15 year sentence,
but he was released with the
end of apartheid; he felt that
Mandela had achieved
freedom for him like he did
for so many who live to tell
the tale. 

The prison itself was daunt-
ing and gloomy, with cells to
accommodate for the masses
and others for one inmate
only. There were boards up of
replica menus showing blacks
were only allowed one and a
half oz. of brown sugar, but the
coloured were allowed two oz.
of white. We were told that
l i fe there was hard and
deprived, to say the least, but
they made the most of each
other. They played board
games, sang songs, held
sports games on a Saturdays.
They taught themselves how
to get by and l ive by one
another. They often went
on hunger strikes to gain
the privilege of white sugar;
although most were content
with brown, they all participated
and formed a unified front. This
was the same at the limestone
quarry we visited. We were told
that during the day labour, the
inmates would often go into
the cave and educate those
who weren’t as educated.
They lived by the motto “Each
one, teach one”. A resonant,
though provoking message
that I believe was the reason
why they pulled through,
because they were strong and
they were on the same team. 

An unforgettable
experience

It’s safe to say I felt and
came face-to-face with a lot on
this trip. I summited Table
Mountain, one of the seven
natural wonders of the world,
to then stand at the Cape of
Good Hope and the most
southern point of Africa. Cape
Town was a land of positivity,
beauty and unity. The positivi-
ty which shone from Langa,
the beauty of the wildlife in its
exquisite form, and the deep-
rooted unity which once
discovered on Robben Island,
transferred back to the
mainland to empower them all.

It was an unforgettable
experience, with an even
more unforgettable lasting
impact.

Football season kicks off in Cyprus

In front of nearly 5,000 fans
representing both teams, Greece
pulled out a nailbiter of a win with
Britain showing a worldwide au-
dience just what they can do, in
an 84-88 defeat.

A thrilling encounter was toe-
to-toe throughout, with Britain
highly competitive thanks to their
energy and movement, provid-
ing Dan Clark with space for 9
points and nudging GB to a 22-
22 score after the first quarter.
Clark would eventually lead all
scorers with 23 points as well as
contribute eleven rebounds,
Gabe Olaseni 20 points/seven
rebounds and there was 13
points for Worthing’s 22 year-old
Luke Nelson. Full stats are avail-
able.

The crowd were really starting
to get into this but so too were
the visitors who had only pulled
out a four-point win behind
closed doors on Friday night. 32-
25 up with 7:15 remaining,
Greece coach Kostas Missas
woud have been proud of the
way Nick Calathes pulled his
side’s strings.

Gabe Olaseni was looking
powerful at the post, while the in-
dustry of Teddy Okereafor en-
sured GB were a threat in the
backcourt as well. Such a con-
test deserved to be close at the
midway point and it was just that,
GB down 44-46.

It was just as closely contest-
ed in the third quarter although a
Papanikolaou 3-point play took
the visitors out to 58-51 in front,
with 4:49 left. But Britain were on-

ly just getting into their stride,
with a 14-1 run that lifted the

home crowd and frustrated the
travelling Greeks. A fascinating

finale beckoned.
And so it proved.

Papanikolaou decided to
smash Gareth Murray out of
bounds, to earn a rather obvi-
ous unsportsmanlike call and
while GB couldn’t take advan-

tage from the stripe, Nelson cut
the gap to 83-84 with 24.1 sec-
onds left.

A Nelson steal gave Britain a
chance to level in the last play
and force overtime, but it was
not to be and although the home
team went down to defeat, a
Copper Box crowd could not
complain about the entertain-
ment on offer.

Great Britain Head Coach Joe
Prunty said, “It was a great
game. We’ve had issues with
turning the ball over but we’ve
cleaned that up.”

“Defensively, some of the

things they got were too easy in
the paint and we had a few de-
fensive breakdowns but overall
it was a positive game, well
fought and we’ve just got to
learn from the mistakes we
made.”

“I love what these guys do for
each other, I love the level of
commitment and it was a great
game tonight. Are there things
we can get better in? Sure, but
we just played a great game
tonight. This British Basketball
programme is moving in the
right direction.”
