reek Cypriot negotia-
Gtor Andreas Mavro-

yiannis informed poli-
tical party leaders yesterday
on the draft common docu-
ment on security and guar-
antees that the UN Secretary
General’s Special Adviser
on Cyprus Espen Barth
Eide handed over to him
during a meeting they had
in the morning.

Responding to questions by
journalists, upon his arrival to
AKEL party offices, Mavroyian-
nis said that the document
was handed over to the Greek
Cypriot side. Invited to say if
the Greek Cypriot side will
respond to Eide’s document,
he said that they always
do that and that they are in
constant contact with the
UN diplomat.

Asked if the interested
parties can make comments
on the document, Mavroyian-
nis replied in the affirmative.
Mavroyiannis briefed so far the
leaders of the Democratic
Party (DISY), Averof Neophy-
tou, the AKEL party, Andros
Kyprianou and the Democra-
tic Party, Nicolas Papadopou-
los. He will also inform the
President of the Citizens’
Alliance Yiorgos Lillikas and
of the Environmentalists Move-
ment Yiorgos Perdikis.

In the next days he will also
brief the President of the
Social Democrats Movement
Marinos Sizopoulos and the
Solidarity Movement Eleni
Theocharous.

The political party leaders

will accompany Cyprus
President Nicos Anastasiades
to Crans-Montana, Switzer-
land, where the Conference
on Cyprus will reconvene on
June 28. The common docu-
ment drafted by Eide aims to
guide the discussions on the
issue of security and guaran-
tees.

The Conference will take
place with the participation of
Anastasiades and Turkish
Cypriot leader Mustafa
Akinci, as well as Greece,
Turkey and the United King-
dom as guarantor powers,
and in the presence of the
European Union as an obser-
ver.

Earlier this week, President
Anastasiades expressed his
strongest belief that progress
in the chapter of security and
guarantees “will create sound
prospects of further bridging
the differences between the
two sides during the discus-

sions to follow thereafter,
in order to achieve not just
substantial progress, but even
a comprehensive settlement
of the Cyprus problem.”

The President recalled a
statement on this issue by the
UN Secretary General that
such a development is an
essential element in reaching
an overall agreement.

Addressing on Tuesday
evening an event to mark the
official birthday of Queen
Elizabeth I, hosted by the UK
High Commissioner, he said
that the UK, as a Permanent
Member of the UN Security
Council and as an interested
stakeholder to take part in
the upcoming Conference
on Cyprus, “its solidarity
and support in Cyprus’ efforts
to effectively tackle the
Chapter of Security and
Guarantees, and not just this
of course, “carries decisive
weight.”

The Cypriot President
noted that “our commitment
to the vision of a reunited
Cyprus is unwavering, point-
ing out that we will continue
to work tirelessly, with dedi-
cation, to achieve a viable,
functional settlement that
truly reunites Cyprus and its
people in a modern European
country.”

In his address, the President
thanked High Commissioner
Matthew Kidd for his diligent
efforts towards enhancing
bilateral relations, saying that
admittedly this is a task not
without its challenges.

Meanwhile, Government
Spokesman Nikos Christodou-
lides said on Tuesday that any
attempt to abolish the Repub-
lic of Cyprus is a non issue,
pointing out that the political
settlement being pursued
since 1977 provides for the
evolution of the internal struc-
ture of the Republic from a
unified to a federal state.

The Spokesman was
invited to comment on press
reports in the Greek language
daily “Phileleftheros” accord-
ing to which the common
document on security and
guarantees, currently being
drafted by the UN Secretary
General’s Special Adviser on
Cyprus Espen Barth Eide, is
based on the concept of
abolishing the Republic of
Cyprus through a new treaty
which will be agreed.

Abolishing the Republic of
Cyprus is not on the cards, the
Spokesman pointed out.

UK will be sensitive on how Brexit may affect Cyprus

ritish High Commis-
Bsioner to Cyprus

Matthew Kidd reitera-
ted on Tuesday that the UK
will give its best shot to be
sensitive as to how Brexit
may affect Cyprus.

On the Cyprus problem, he
spoke about “a tremendous
opportunity to build for all
Cypriots a brighter liberated
future.”

Speaking at the reception
hosted at the High Commis-
sioner’s Residence in Nicosia
on the occasion of Her

Majesty’s the Queen Elizabeth
Il birthday, in the presence
of President of the Republic
of Cyprus Nicos Anastasiades,
Kidd noted that the UK is
about to be reborn, following
the Referendum last year,
indicating that it won’t be
straightforward to find a new
place for the country in the
world, enabling it to carry
on being prosperous and
secure.

“We have a whole range of
strengths and assets to bring
to bear and we will need to

call on all of us,” he said.

“We will need to call also on
our friends, including Cyprus,
and we will need to learn to
collaborate with them in new
ways, building even further on
the expansion of our bilateral
activity that we have seen in
recent years,” he added and
stressed that they will also
need to remember to be
sensitive as to how what they
are doing for themselves may
affect those around them,
including their friends.

“And | promise Mr. Presi-

dent that as far as Cyprus is
concerned we will give our
best shot to ensure that that
is s0,” he said.

Mathew Kidd said that
Cyprus and its citizens of all
communities stand on the
edge of a possibility of emerg-
ing from two generations of
division. He spoke about a
tremendous opportunity to
build for all Cypriots a brighter,
liberated future, indicating that
it will take also tremendous
imagination and drive and
courage.

The Federation elected its
Secretariat and, from the
members of the Secretariat,
elected its President, 3 Vice
Presidents, General Secretary,
and Treasurer. The full list of
names and their positions can
be found below.

A notable outcome of this
year’s election was that, for
the first time, a quarter of the
Federation’s Secretariat are
now under the age of 38.
The Federation’s member as
sociations welcomed this as a
very positive sign that young,
British-born Cypriots are
actively engaged with the
future of the UK Cypriot dias-
pora, as well as the Cyprus
Issue. The large proportion of
younger Secretariat members
will bring fresh ideas and
energy to the organisation and
the UK Cypriot community.

AGM Discussion

At the very start of the meet-
ing the President Mr. Christos
Karaolis gave an update on
the Federation’s activities for
the term 2015-17 and thanked
the Secretariat and the mem-
ber associations for their hard
work during that period. He
also expressed his grief for
the tragic terrorist attacks in
the UK and the tragic fire
in Grenfell Tower leading
the meeting into a minute’s
silence.

The Treasurer, Mr Ninos
Koumettou, provided an
update on the Federation’s
financial position and said
that he was very satisfied with
the period 2015-17.

After the elections for the
Secretariat were concluded,
the representatives of
Federation member associa-
tions that were present
discussed the Federation’s
latest news. They discussed
topics including the Cyprus
Pledge Card campaign; the
events in July to mark the
anniversary of the illegal
Turkish invasion and occupa-
tion in 1974; the PSEKA
Conference in Washington DC

on 21-23 August which

POMAK President Mr Andreas
Papaevripides reminded the
Federation that each member
association can send a dele-

gate to.

One of the major talking
points of the AGM was the
recent Cyprus Pledge Card
campaign that was signed
by many candidates before
the recent General Election on
8 June. Mr Christos Karaolis
thanked the member associ-
ations for their help in making
the campaign a success and
emphasised the importance
of grassroots community
action when it comes to
similar campaigns in the
future, as politicians prioritise
the letters and concerns of
their own constituents. Other
delegates at the AGM shared
Mr Karaolis’ view and said
that they were pleased to
with the Cyprus Pledge Card
campaign and believed it was
important to get politicians
to have a common and com-
mitted position on the Cyprus
Issue, which the Cyprus
Pledge Card campaign
ensured.

Significantly, Ms Susie
Constantinides announced
that following police advice
and the difficulty in obtaining
insurance, the annual Rally
for Cyprus will not be held
this year. Instead, all efforts
will be put into the annual
Parliamentary Reception for
Cyprus on Tuesday 11 July
and the picket for the missing
persons that will take place
shortly before.

Sadiq Khan: London
fire tragedy caused
by years of neglect

he Grenfell Tower fire
Twas a “preventable acci-

dent” caused by “years
of neglect” by the local coun-
cil and successive govern-
ments, Mayor of London
Sadiq Khan has said.

After attending a service for
victims, Mr Khan said the
fire was a national disaster
requiring a national response.

Kensington and Chelsea
Council’s leader said officials
had been working “around
the clock” since the fire last
Wednesday.

“No one local authority
would be able to cope,” said
Nicholas Paget-Brown. There
were “enormous challenges”
facing his borough’s residents,
he added.

Many families are bereaved
following the fire which ripped
through the 24-storey tower
block in the middle of the
night, and many more are
homeless.

At least 79 people are
believed to have died but
police fear that number may
rise.

The government has sent in
a team of civil servants to
bolster the relief effort.

Details of how the govern-
ment’s £5m emergency fund
will help have been outlined,
including:

- Every household whose
home was destroyed will
receive at least £500 in cash
and £5,000 paid into an
account

- Funding will be made
available for people staying in
temporary accommodation

- A discretionary fund is
available to help meet funeral
costs

- There will also be funding
for legal representation for
residents involved in the
public inquiry

- An extra £1.5m will pay for
mental health support for the
emergency services

The council has faced
widespread criticism for its
handling of the disaster,
with residents complaining
that officials had provided
little support or information.

A group who met Prime
Minister Theresa May at
Downing Street have criticised
estate managers for being
“invisible in the aftermath of
the tragedy”.

“We explained to the
prime minister the anger of
all residents towards the
management of the estate
over a long period of time,
paving the way to this
tragedy,” they said.

Mr Khan echoed their point,
saying: “People are angry, not
simply at the poor response
in the days afterwards from
the council and the govern-
ment, but at the years of
neglect from the council.

“There’s a feeling that the
council and government don't
understand their concerns and
don’t care.”

He said the fire was the
consequence of the “mistakes
and neglect from the politi-
cians — the council and the

government.”

“People in this community
are sick to death of platitudes
from politicians,” he added.

Writing in the Observer,
Mr Khan suggested that
high-rise tower blocks dating
from the 1960s and 1970s
could be torn down in the
wake of the fire, which he said
may well be the “defining
outcome of this tragedy.”

Councils from across
London are now involved
in the relief operation, with
humanitarian assistance
being provided by the west
London borough of Ealing.

The Home Office said it
was making arrangements for
the family of civil engineering
student Mohammed Alhajali,
who died in the fire, to travel
from Syria to the UK for his
funeral.

Chancellor Philip Hammond
said that a criminal investiga-
tion would examine whether
building regulations had been
breached when the block was
refurbished.

Labour leader Jeremy
Corbyn told ITV’s Peston on
Sunday that the council had
seemed to “lack the resources
to deal with a crisis of this
magnitude”, despite being
the country’s “wealthiest
boroughs.”

Meanwhile, Labour MP
David Lammy, whose friend
Khadija Saye is among the
dead, has called for urgent
action to make sure all
documents relating to the
refurbishment and manage-
ment of Grenfell Tower are
protected.

After speaking to residents,
he said: “We need to make
sure that the emails, minutes
of meetings, correspondence
with contractors, safety
assessments, specifications
and reports are not des-
troyed.”

Questions continue to be
asked about why the fire
spread so quickly, with some
suggesting new cladding
fitted during a recent overhaul
could have been to blame.

Athenian Democracy

Athens in the 4th to 5th century BCE had an
extraordinary system of government, whereby all male
citizens had equal political rights, freedom of speech,
and the opportunity to participate directly in the political
arena. This system was democracy. Further, not only did
citizens participate in a direct democracy whereby they
themselves made the decisions by which they lived, but
they also actively served in the institutions that governed
them, and so they directly controlled all parts of the
political process.

Historical sources

Other city-states had ar one rime or another systems of
democracy, notably Argos, Syracuse, Rhodes, and Erythrai.
In addition, sometimes even oligarchic systems could involve
a high degree of polincal equality, but the Athentan version,
starting from c. 460 BCE and ending c. 320 BCE and involving
all male citizens, was certainly the most developed.

The contemporary sources which describe the workings
of democracy wpically relate to Athens and include such
texts as the Consttution of the Athenians from the School
of Aristotle; the works of the Greek historians Herodotus,
Thucydides, and Xenophon; texts of over 150 speeches by
such figures as Demosthenes; inscriptions in stone of decrees,
laws, contracts, ]u:l:-lit honours and more; and Greek Comedy
plays such as those by Aristophanes. Unformunarely, sources on
the other democratc governments in ancient Greece are few
and far berween. This being the case, the following remarks on

democracy are focused on the Athenians,
The institutions of democracy

The word democracy (demokratia) derives from demos,
which refers to the entre citizen body, and kraros, meaning rule.
Any male citizen could, then, participate in the main democratic

body of Athe

s, the assembly (ccclesia). In the 4th and 5th
centuries BCE the male citizen population of Athens ranged
from 30,000 to 60,000 depending on the period. The assembly
met at least once a month, more likely two or three times, on
the Pnyx hill in a dedicated space which could accommaodate
around 6000 citizens. Any citizen could speak to the assembly
and vore on decisions by simply holding up their hands. The
majority won the dav and the decision was final. Nine presidents
(proedroi), elected by lor and holding the office one tme only,
organised the proceedings and assessed the vorng,

Specific 1ssues discussed in the assembly included deciding
military and financial magistracies, organising and maintaining
food supplies, initating legislaton and politcal tmials, deciding
o send envoys, deciding whether or not to sign treaties, vorng
to raise or spend funds, and debating military matters. The
assembly could also vore to ostracise from Athens any cinzen
who had become too powerful and dangerous for the polis. In
'hi.‘: case ['}'Il"l'i.‘ WS A secrer h}]”ﬂf ‘L\'I'Il'I'L‘ VOLCTS Wrote a4 name on
a piece of broken pottery (ostrakon). An important element in
the debares was freedom of speech (parrhesia), which became,
perhaps, the citzen's most valued privilege. After suitable
discussion, temporary or specific decrees (psephismarta) were
adopted and laws (nomoi) defined. The assembly also ensured
decisions were enforced and officials were carrving our their
duties correctly.

There was in Athens (and also Elis, Tegea, and Thasos) a
smaller body, the boule, which decided or prinrili_\':'d the topics,
which were discussed in the assembly. In addition, in tmes of
crisis and war, this body could also rake decisions withour the
assembly meeting, The boule or council was composed of 500
citizens who were chosen by lot and who served for one year
with the limitation that they could serve no more than two
non-consecutive years. The boule represented the 139 districts
of Artca and acted as a kind of executive committee of the
assembly. It was this body, which supervised any administrative

commitrees and officials on behalf of the assembly.

Then there was also an execunve committee of the boule
which consisted of one tribe of the ten which parteipated in

the boule (Le, 50 cinzens, known as prytaneis) elected on a

rotation basis, so each tribe composed the executive once each
vear. This execurive of the executive had a chairman (epistates)
who was chosen by lor each day. The 50-man pryviany met in the
building known as the Bouleuterion in the Athenian agora and

safe-guarded the sacred treasuries,

In tandem with all these political institutions were the law
courts (dikasteria), which were composed of 6,000 jurors and
a body of chief magistrates (archai) chosen annually by lot
Indeed, there was a specially designed machine of coloured
tokens (kleroterion) to ensure those selected were chosen
randomly, a process magistrates had to go through twice. It
was here in the courts that laws made by the assembly could
be challenged and decisions were made regarding ostracism,

naturalizaton, and remission of debt,

This complex system was, no doubt, to ensure a suitable
degree of checks and balances to any potental abuse of power,
and to ensure cach traditional region was equally represented
and given equal powers. With people chosen at random to hold
impormant positons and with rerms of office strictly limired,
it was difficult for any individual or small group to dominate
or unduly influence the decision-making process cither directly
themselves or, because one never knew exactly whe would be

selected, indirectly by bribing those in power ar any one tme.

Cleisthe
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Participation in government

\s we have seen, only male citizens who were 18 yvears or
over could speak (ar least in theory) and vore in the assembly,
whilst the positions such as magistrates and jurors were limited
to those over 30 years of age. Therefore being a woman in
classical Athens cannot have been much fun, if one can rely
on the majority of the accounts of women's positon in the
Greek city-state. The Athenian democracy, tradinonally held
in high e¢steem in many other ways, was a democracy of the
minority. Women, foreigners and slaves had no influence or
true civil dghts. They lived in the shadow of the Parthenon and
the Acropolis.

The
expectation that they should partcipate actively in the running
of the polis is clear in this quote from Thucydides: "We alone

mass involvement of all male citzens and the

consider a citizen who does not partake in politics not only one
who minds his own business but useless", MNustrating the esteem
in which democraric government was held, there was even a
divine pcrsnr':iﬁc:uitm of the ideal of democracy, the goddess
Demokratia. Direct involvement in the politics of the polis also
meant that the Athenians developed a unique collective idenrity
and probably too, a certain pride in their system, as shown in
Pericles' famous Funeral Oration for the Athenian dead in 431
BCE, the first year of the Peloponnesian War:

UAthens' constitution is called a democracy becanse it respects the
interests not of a minority but of the whole people. When it is a question
of settling private dispates, everyone is equal before the fawy when it i
a question of putting oue person before another tn positions of publec
responsibility, what counts is not membership of a particular class, b
the actual ability, which the man possesses. No one, so long as be bas it in
i to be of service to the state, is kept in political obscunty becanse of
poverty”. (Thue. 2.37)

A\lthough active participation was encouraged, attendance
in the assembly was paid for in certain periods, which was a
measure o encourage citzens who lived far away and could not
afford the ime off to attend. This money was only to cover
expenses though, as any attempt to profit from public positions
was severely punished. Citizens probably accounrted for 10-20%
of the polis population, and of these it has been estimared that
only 3,000 or so people actvely participated in politics. Of this
group, perhaps as few as 100 citizens - the wealthiest, most
influential, and the best speakers - dominated the political arena
both in front of the assembly and behind the scenes in privare
conspiratorial political mectings (xynomosiai) and groups
(hetaireiat). These groups had to meet secretly because although
there was freedom of speech, persistent criticism of individuals
and institutions could lead to accusations of conspiring tyranny

and so lead to ostracism.

Critics of democracy, such as Thucydides and Aristophanes,
pointed out that not only were proceedings dominated by an
elire, but thar the demos could be wo often swayed by a good
orator or popular leaders (the demagogues), ger carried away
with their emotions, or lack the necessary knowledge o make
informed decisions. Perhaps the most notonously bad decisions
taken by the Athenian demos were the execution of six generals
after they had acrually won the barttle of Arginousai in 406 BCE
and the death sentence given to the philosopher Socrates in
399 BCE.

Conclusion

Democracy, which had prevailed during Athens’ Golden
hge, was replaced by a system ot oligarchy after the disastrous
Athenian defeat in Sicily in 409 BCE. The construtional
change, according to Thucydides, scemed the only way to win
much-needed support from Persia against the old enemy Sparta
and, further, it was thought that the change would not be a
permanent one. Nevertheless, democracy in a slightly altered
form did eventually return to Athens and, in any case, the
Athenians had already done enough in creating their polincal
system to eventually influence subsequent civilizations two
millennia later,

In the words of historian K. A. Raaflaub, democracy in
ancient Athens was

“a nnigue and truly revolutionary system that realized its basi
principle to an snprecedented and quite exctreme excent: wo polis bad ever
dared to give all its citizens equal political rights, regaredless of their descent,
wealth, social standing, education, personal qualities, and any other factors
that wswally determined status in a commnnity”.

Ideals such as these would form the cornerstones of all
democracies in the modern world, The ancient Greeks have
provided us with fine art, breath-raking remples, timeless theatre,
and some of the preatest philosophers, but it is democracy,

which is, perhaps, their greatest and mosr enduring legacy.

less often, you walk into a venue not having a clue what to expect,

leave thinking kyrie laison what was that about, ecstatic you have
experienced an event that has broken many theatrical norms but definitely
none the wiser. Conversely others would probably think what a pile of
poop that was. The first Sarah Kane play | ever saw had that type of
impact and although I'm not in any way comparing DC Moore to Kane, and
maybe it had something to do with his upbringing in Northamptonshire,
but Common (National Theatre) is chaotic, rambling, full of symbolism
and anachronistic language, combining to produce an unforgettable
production.

It's set during the Industrial Revolution and it touches on the land
grabbing antics of the privatising merchants of the nineteenth century who
basically shat on small scale tenant farmers. That is where the detail ends
because what Moore does is dance around the “issue” with antics
aplenty, the villagers demonstrating their opposition to the landowners by
breaking out into spooky behaviour in clothes that have been borrowed
from a Southbank table top sale.

They looked a picture and in the midst of it all stands Mary (Anne-Marie
Duff) a woman on a mission with talents that would have made Fagin
proud. Director Jeremy Herrin gives her free rein and Duff delivers a
performance that is as delicious in its tease as it is in its execution. With
all the madness going on around her and the plot threads shred to bits she
acts as a kind of magical ring-mistress beckoning the unhinged into yet
more derangement. When we are introduced to her lover Laura (Cush
Jumbo) it almost seems too normal an episode thrown in for no apparent
reason. Trying to be logical while watching this is a futile exercise.
However, if you allow yourself to ‘experience’ it the rewards are many, as
in | haven't got a clue what's going on but loving its craziness. Imagine
Damien Hirst and Tracey Emin getting together to write a play and then
asking Grayson Perry to direct.

The language is unique, the talking cow is hilarious and the set could
have been sponsored by The Ramblers’ charity, though if any of them
had been there they may have wandered onto the stage and had a little
meander. Yes, it was that kind of evening and the only thing missing was
a soundtrack that would have featured Woody Guthrie’s This Land is Our
Land on a loop. Undulating, unbridled, uninhibited...a play plucked from
the pantheon of psychopathy.

Meanwhile Erinoglu Skandelou has a unique experience...| have never
experienced so much joy in a theatre, ever, than while watching
Kneehigh’s exuberant production of Tristan and Yseult (Shakespeare’s
Globe). It should have been subtitled The Club of The Unloved, where
visitors, including those in the audience who are willing and able, are
invited to go on a wondrous journey that is a tragicomedy of hope and lost
love. The cast are a multitude of fantastically talented performers and
Bill Mitchell’s set is a kaleidoscope of colour that lights up in the most
unexpected places. The music is brilliantly eclectic, you should expect
anything from Celtic to classical to salsa and pop, every sound compli-
menting the extraordinary explosion of action. There are also touching,
poignant moments ensuring that we don’t forget the possibility of a
romance that can never be. Director Emma Rice’s creative juices are there
for all to see and you should rush to see it before it ends...on Saturday!

And Beck Manolou enjoys the spectacle... Bollywood composer AR
Rahman is a legend in India, a country where Bollywood and cricket are
king. Taj Express (Peacock Theatre), is a glitzy and glamorous tribute to
the ‘Mozart of Madras’, vivacious, buoyant and as shallow as the low tide
in the Ganges. To be fair it does what it promises to do, celebrate the
great man with music and colour, providing a spectacle that is enjoyable
but as they often do, this show outstays it's welcome. The plot is as wispy
as a silk scarf but the dancing is delightful and the musicianship equally
impressive. Standout dancer by a country mile is Tanvi Patil, who con-
torts into some amazing shapes. The music is a hardcore thumping sound
whatever the genre (recorded), the lighting equally so, and the costumes
are a blast of all colours known to man.

While Leandro Frangiou discovers a gem...The name Arthur Miller
conjures up some of the best plays of the twentieth century. So why is it
that his Incident at Vichy (Kings Head), written in 1964, has been so
rarely performed? Set in wartime France it is an intensely claustrophobic
experience, the whole thing happens in a police cell. Phil Wilmott’s
production is oppressive and incredibly effective at recreating the feeling
of being in a confined space. The Nazis are rounding people up in Vichy
and the talk of death camps is escalating from tittle tattle to a frightening
reality. Miller's writing is nuanced as it exposes the insidious behaviour
and the juxtaposition of queuing and lining up to be murdered is horrify-
ingly real. Some of the men say very little, unsurprisingly in a situation like
that, but their expressions speak a thousand words. Two performers stood
out, Lawrence Boothman (Lebeau) and PK Taylor (Monceau). An eighty-
minute mini classic.

Finally Rose Goodenough approves...Tim Luscombe is liberal with his
use of poetic license making his adaptation of Jane Austen’s Emma
(Yvonne Arnaud) an always interesting experience. Austen aficionados may
not approve but | found it refreshing. Bethan Nash is both naive and charm-
ing in the title role but it was a couple of the male roles that took my eye.
Notably Philip Edgerley as a very sensible Mr Knightley and Nicholas
Tizzard who takes on with great proficiency the roles of Emma'’s father
and vicar Mr Elton. Libby Watson’s design is superbly inventive and
Colin Blumenau directs with a light touch making this a most enjoyable
experience.
