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The Prime Minister has
triggered Article 50
after her letter to Euro-

pean Council President
Donald Tusk was delivered
by Ambassador Sir Tim Bar-
row in Brussels yesterday.

Mr Tusk immediately
responded on Twitter: “After
nine months the UK has
delivered. #Brexit.”

Kicking off the two-year
process of withdrawal from
the European Union, Theresa
May told MPs: “This is a
historic moment from which
there can be no turning back.”

The PM accepted it was
“a day of celebration for some
and disappointment for
others”.

But she added: “Now is the
time for us to come together,
to be united across this House
and across this country to
ensure that we work for the
best possible deal for the UK
and the best possible future
for us all.”

She pledged to deliver
“the democratic will of the
British people” and to take
the “unique opportunity” to

“shape a brighter future” for
the UK, adding: “I choose to
believe in Britain and that our
best days lie ahead.”

Under the terms of the
Lisbon Treaty, a two-year
period of talks with the 27
remaining EU member states
lies ahead.

After marking out hard lines
on future payments to the
European Union and the influ-
ence of EU law after Brexit,
the text of the Prime Minister’s
letter offered some room for
manoeuvre in negotiations.

Mrs May struck a note of
conciliation, insisting: “We are

leaving the European Union,
but we are not leaving Europe
- as we want to remain com-
mitted partners and allies to
our friends across the conti-
nent.”

But she said a UK exit
without a deal “is not the
outcome that either side
should seek”.

Mr Tusk told a news confer-
ence shortly after being hand-
ed the Article 50 notice: “There
is no reason to pretend that
this is a happy day, neither in
Brussels nor in London.

“After all most Europeans,
including almost half the

British voters, wish that we
would stay together, not drift
apart. But, paradoxically, there
is also something positive in
Brexit.

“Brexit has made us, the
community of 27, more deter-
mined and more united than
before.”

And in a personal message
to Britain he added: “We
already miss you. Thank you
and goodbye.”

The European Commission,
Council and Parliament have
signalled that “EU law must
apply until Brexit day” - when
Britain officially leaves.

The European Parliament,
which can veto a UK-EU deal,
is next week expected to make
the guarantee of full EU
citizen rights a red line - a
potential sticking point which
Mrs May has highlighted as a
“priority” for the talks ahead.

While Mrs May wants to
negotiate a new trade deal
with Europe alongside the
divorce settlement, the EU has
said it is reluctant to do so
until after the UK has officially
left.

If next Sunday’s dinner
aims at discussing Confi-
dence Building Measures

(CBMs), then the effort to
resume a fruitful dialogue is
doomed, President of Cyp-
rus Nicos Anastasiades said
on Tuesday. 

The President of the Repub-
lic was reacting to comments
from the Turkish Cypriot
leader, Mustafa Akinci, who
said that CBMs should be
discussed as a priority at the
dinner bringing the leaders of
the two communities together
for the first time since last
February. 

Speaking at an event in
Nicosia, the President noted
that the effort is to overcome
the crisis that erupted, after
the Turkish Cypriot side
walked out of the peace talks.

“Next Sunday we will have
the opportunity to decide how
to move forward during a
social dinner, as it has been
called,” he went on. 

Talks were interrupted in
mid February by the Turkish
Cypriot side, which demands
that a decision passed by the
Cypriot Parliament in relation
to a 1950 referendum on
union with Greece is revoked,
claiming that this indicates a
shift in the Greek Cypriot posi-
tion for a federal solution. The
House amendment provides
that there will be a very brief
reference once a year to the
referendum at schools. 

On Monday, the SG’s Good
Offices Mission in Cyprus
announced that Special Ad-
viser on Cyprus Espen Barth
Eide is set to host a dinner for

the Cypriot leaders on
Sunday, April 2, at Ledra
Palace, in the Nicosia buffer
zone. 

“I want to make clear that
if the goal or the aim is to
discuss Confidence Building
Measures, I think the effort of
those who try to create the
conditions to finally resume a
fruitful dialogue is doomed”
President Anastasiades
underlined on Tuesday. 

He wondered whether the
discussion at the dinner
should focus on CBMs in
relation to a series of Naviga-
tional Telex, or Navtex, Ankara
is issuing for Turkish drills in
the region or with regards
to anniversaries, such as the
1974 Turkish invasion in
Cyprus or the 1983 unilateral
proclamation of the illegal

regime in the Turkish-occu-
pied part of the island, which
no country except Turkey
recognises. 

He went on to say that the
Greek Cypriot side should
evaluate the handling of the
crisis dispassionately, with
prudence and with under-
standing. At the same
time, he went on, the Turkish
Cypriot leader must realise
that “those who, by his own
admission, are the victims
of Turkey’s invasion have sim-
ilar, if not more pronounced
sensitivities”. 

Therefore, it is not possible
to regard a simple reference
to an historical event that
happened 67 years ago as a
crisis, but disregard provoca-
tive actions from the other
side, he concluded.

George was found dead at
his Oxfordshire home on
Christmas Day at the age of
53.

The statement said: “We

can confirm that the funeral
of the singer George Michael
took place today. Family and
close friends gathered for the
small, private ceremony to
say goodbye to their beloved
son, brother and friend.

“George Michael’s family
would like to thank his fans
across the world for their
many messages of love and
support. We ask that the
family’s wish for privacy be
respected so that they can
continue to live their lives
privately, away from any
media intrusion.”

It is with great excitement
that we saw our island,
Cyprus, being listed in the

list with the world’s hottest
travel destinations on CNN.

Mexico, Iceland and Cyprus
all experienced a surge in
tourism spending in 2016,
according to a new report from
the World Travel & Tourism
Council.

The group’s report also con-
tained something of a surprise:
Azerbaijan, which suffered
from a currency crash, saw a
boost in spending.

Here’s a look at four vaca-
tion spots on the upswing:

CYPRUS
Cyprus, situated in the east-

ern Mediterranean, saw tourist
spending shoot up by 17% last
year to nearly €2.6 billion.

Tourists flocked to the island
nation because they consider
it to be a relative safe haven
compared to other European
destinations that have experi-
enced a slew of high-profile
terrorist attacks.

Tourism spending in
France, for example, declined
by just over 7% last year fol-

lowing a string of attacks.

MEXICO
Foreign visitors spent 24%

more pesos in Mexico last
year, according to the WTTC.

The country’s tourism indus-
try - the world’s 17th largest -
benefited from a weaker
peso, which made hotel rooms
and travel packages cheaper
for foreign visitors and espe-
cially Americans.

The currency’s decline
against the dollar was driven
by worries over President
Trump’s supercharged rheto-
ric toward Mexico. He has
pledged to build a new bor-
der wall separating Mexico

and the U.S., as well as rene-
gotiate a key free trade agree-
ment called NAFTA.

But tourism in Mexico
powered ahead, with spend-
ing by foreign tourists hitting
382 billion pesos in 2016.

Beyond politics, Mexico is
having a major moment in the
sun. Mexico City launched its
first ever Day of the Dead
moving parade in October
after being inspired by the
fictional parade in the James
Bond film “Spectre.” 

The country is also welcom-
ing chefs from the world-
famous restaurant Noma, who
are setting up a pop-up restau-
rant in Tulum in April and May.

ICELAND
The northern island nation

of Iceland continued to expand
its tourism base by leaps and
bounds, welcoming visitors
who were willing to bundle up
against the cold, unpredictable
weather. Tourism spending in
the local currency surged by
27.5% last year, according to
the WTTC.

This boosted the local econ-
omy, which grew by nearly 5%
last year, according to the
International Monetary Fund.

Iceland has courted tourists
through high-profile market-
ing campaigns and airline
offers that encourage people
to visit for short stop-over
adventures.

The promise of seeing the
Northern Lights is a huge
attraction, helping the country
bring in 373 billion krona in
tourism spending last year.

AZERBAIJAN
Azerbaijan, a country of 10

mill ion people, saw local
currency spending by foreign
tourists surge by nearly 71%.
Like in Mexico, a much weak-
er currency has boosted the
industry.

“The depreciation of the
local currency in 2015 and
2016 have vastly improved the
price competit iveness of
Azerbaijan as a tourism desti-
nation,” said WTTC research
director Rochelle Turner.

The country brought in
nearly 4.6 billion manat in
foreign tourist spending,
putting it roughly on par with
Cyprus.

Azerbaijan has prioritized
tourism as it tries to reduce its
dependence on oil. WTTC
said this led the country to
introduce new investments in
infrastructure and improve
its visitor visa system.
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Gluten-free foods, travel
vaccinations and
omega-3 supplements

may no longer be available on
prescription under major NHS
cost-cutting plans.

NHS England is developing
new guidelines to stop GPs
from prescribing medicines
which can be purchased over
the counter in pharmacies
and even supermarkets for a
fraction of the cost.

Paracetamol, sun cream,
heartburn and indigestion
treatments - as well as cough
and cold remedies - may
also be targeted as part of the
review.

“Low-value” prescription
items are estimated to cost
NHS England about £128m a
year, and the health service
argues this money would be
better spent on innovative new
drugs.

Ten medicines are going
to be included in the initial
review. They include lidocaine

plasters, which treat joint and
back pain, and Fentinil - a
painkiller for cancer patients.

Vaccines against hepatitis
A, cholera and typhoid are
also under scrutiny, as is the
triple jab for diphtheria, polio
and tetanus.

NHS England says it will
take the views of patient
groups, clinicians and provi-
ders into account when it
begins a consultation next
month.

A spokeswoman added:
“The increasing demand for
prescriptions for medication
that can be bought over the
counter at relatively low cost,
often for self-limiting or minor
conditions, underlines the
need for all healthcare profes-
sionals to work even closer
with patients to ensure the
best possible value from NHS
resources, whilst eliminating
wastage and improving
patient outcomes.”

EU leaders met in Rome
on Saturday to celebrate
the 60th anniversary of

the bloc’s founding treaty.
The 27 national leaders

gathered in the Campidoglio
palace where the six founding
states signed the Treaty of
Rome on March 25, 1957.

They have signed a new
declaration in honour of the
1957 Treaty.

European Parliament Presi-
dent Antonio Tajani told
those gathered in Rome we
are not tired of Europe, but we
want it to work better.

“There have been too many
mistakes, it is not complete, it
is often removed from real
issues, divided, powerless, too
bureaucratic,” Tajani said.

“As European Parliament
president, the growing disen-
chantment among citizens
worries me. We cannot
progress without bringing
Europe closer to the people.”

Without the so-called Brexit
looming, the summit in the

opulent palazzo where found-
ing members France, Ger-
many, Italy, the Netherlands,
Belgium and Luxembourg
signed the original treaty,
might have been modestly
hopeful.

All the member states’
economies are growing after
the slump of the last decade.
Recent chaos at Europe’s
borders has abated as
refugees are, for now, held in
check.

But the impending Brexit
has undermined the Union’s
self-confidence and has
also encouraged eurosceptic
nationalist movements.

Leaders have been obliged
to water-down a grand
birthday declaration of unity.

“We have united for the
better,” the text concludes.
“Europe is our common
future.”

But it may disappoint those
who think more ambition and

coordination is the answer to
Europe’s problems.

Brit ish Prime Minister
Theresa May was conspicu-
ous by her absence.

May wrote to EU summit
chairman Donald Tusk yes-
terday to formally announce
that the UK is beginning a
two-year period of negotia-
tions to leave the Union.

Britain shunned the new
European community when it
was created, later joining in
1973. It voted to leave in a
referendum last June.

At the Vatican on Friday,
Pope Francis told Europe’s
leaders the continent faces a
“vacuum of values.”

The pontiff condemned
anti-immigrant populism and
extremism that he said posed
a moral threat to the Union.

“When a body loses its
sense of direction and is no
longer able to look ahead, it
experiences a regression and,
in the long run, risks dying,”
Pope Francis said.

EU leaders sign new declaration marking

60 years since the Treaty of Rome

Anew wave of culturally-
aware robots could
revolutionise care for

elderly, under a new study
launched by two universities.

Middlesex University and
the University of Bedfordshire
will collaborate on a 2.5 mil-
lion euro international three-
year research project to help
develop the world’s first robots
able to respond to the needs
and preferences of elderly
clients.

Irena Papadopoulos,
professor of transcultural
health and nursing at
Middlesex University, said:
“Assistive, intelligent robots
for older people could relieve
pressures in hospital and care
homes as well as improving
care delivery at home and
promoting independent living
for the elderly.

“In order for robots to be
more acceptable to older
people it is essential that they
can be programmed to adapt
to diverse backgrounds and
this is where my expertise in
transcultural nursing comes
in. Care robots that are cultur-
ally-aware are likely to meet
with greater acceptance from
both the older people and their
carers.”

The project will expand on
the capabilities of the Pepper
robot, which was designed
with the ability to read emo-
tions.

Dr Chris Papadopoulos,
a principal lecturer in public
health from the University
of Bedfordshire, explained:
“The project is truly ground-
breaking. Building culturally
aware Pepper robots that can
autonomously reconfigure
their interactions to match the
culture, customs and etiquette
of the person they’re caring
for, means that they are more
likely to be accepted by
elderly clients.”

Are robots the key to 
solving social care crisis?
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On Sunday 26 March,
the Greek and Cypriot
communities of the

United Kingdom celebrated
the anniversaries of the Greek
Revolution of 25 March 1821
and the Cypriot struggle for
independence which began
on 1 April 1955. 

A community-wide event
at Ashmole Academy was
organised by the National
Federation of Cypriots in the
UK to mark the anniversaries. 

The celebrations were sup-
ported by the presence of His
Excellency the Ambassador of
Greece, Mr Dimitris Caramit-
sos-Tziras; His Excellency the
High Commissioner for the
Republic of Cyprus, Euripides
Evriviades; Archbishop Grego-
rios of Thyateira and Great
Britain; the President of
the National Federation of
Cypriots in the UK, Mr Christos
Karaolis; the President of the
Greek Orthodox Communities
in the UK, Mr Marios Minaides;
and the President of POMAK,
Mr Andreas Papaevripides. 

The main speaker of the
event was His Excellency the
Ambassador of Greece, Mr
Dimitris Caramitsos-Tziras,
who spoke about the histori-
cal context in the early 1800s
that triggered the formation of
the Filiki Eteria organisation,
the struggle for Greek free-
dom, the army of philhellenes
led by Lord Byron and even-
tually the liberation of Greece
from Ottoman rule and the
establishment of the modern
Greek state. The Ambassador
then spoke about the need for
the international community
to hold Turkey accountable
for its current provocative
behaviour. Mr Caramitsos-
Tziras concluded his remarks
by expressing his hope that
we see a just and viable solu-
tion to the Cyprus Issue and
stressed that a just solution is
in everyone’s interests. 

His Excellency The High
Commissioner for Cyprus
spoke about the heroes of
1821 and 1955 and told the
audience that the sacrifice,
altruism, selflessness and
heroism of those heroes
remained in the memories
of all the generations that
followed them and that the
generations following our own
will also remember them. 

The President of the Greek
Orthodox Communities in the
UK, Marios Minaides, asked
that Greeks around the world
become more united in order
to maintain their identity and
community. Mr Minaides said
that such unity would also
contribute to finding a peace-
ful and just solution to the
Cyprus Issue. 

Archbishop Gregorios of
Thyateira and Great Britain
then addressed the audience
and emphasised the impor-
tance of solidarity and genero-
sity in the difficult times we live
in. He highlighted the refugee
crisis that has reached Greece
and Europe as an example of
a crisis where we must all
show the best values and
ideals of humanity to our fellow
man. 

Mr Christos Karaolis, Presi-
dent of the National Federa-
tion of Cypriots in the UK,

spoke next and paid homage
to the heroes of the Greek
Revolution and Cypriot strug-
gle for independence. Mr
Karaolis expressed the com-
munity’s support for the Greek
and Cypriot governments in
the struggles that they face.
Mr Karaolis added that we all
must strive towards justice, the
end of the Turkish occupation,
the end of the anachronistic

system of guarantees, the
return of refugees, and a just
and functioning solution to the
Cyprus Issue. He ended his
remarks by wishing for relief
for Greece and the people of
Greece from their financial
troubles. 

After the conclusion of the
speeches, local Greek schools
performed and told the stories
of the Greek and Cypriot
heroes of the past. The chil-
dren performed exceptionally
well and special acknowledg-
ment for the performances
go to the Cyprus Educational
Mission (KEA), the Education
Office of the Greek Embassy,
the Committee of the Central
Education Council (KES), the
Federation of Educational
Associations of Greek Cypri-
ots in England (OESEKA), The
Committee of the Independent
Greek Schools in England
(AESA), and the Committee of

the Independent Greek
Schools Manor Hill and Finch-
ley. 

Once the performances had
finished and the stories of the
past had been told, a number
of children who had taken
part in an art competition were
presented with awards. The
competition was held in com-
munity Greek schools around
the country and children drew
pictures to mark the anniver-
saries of the 25 March 1821
and 1 April 1955. Awards were
presented to the following
children: Stamatis Aggeletos
and Beth Hollis of St Barnabas
school; Natalia Tsamili, Nefe-
li Tsamili, and Fotoulla Evan-
gelou of Goffs school; Diana
Angambambian and Elisabeth
Apostolidi from the Greek
Primary School of London;
Alexandra Lazaridou from
Great Yarmouth school; Pana-
yiota Michail from Weston
Super Mare school; Marianna
Andreou from Southgate
school; Iliana Quinn and Elisia
Theochari from Potters Bar
school; Efrosini Georgiou from
St Panteleimon school;
George Chrysostomou from
Ashmole school; Lilian Bog-
dan from St Eleftheriou school
in Leyton.

George M Georgiou   
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On the morning of September 
17, 490 BC, some 10,000 Greeks 
stood assembled on the plain of 
Marathon, preparing to fight to 
the last man. Behind them lay 
everything they held dear: their 
city, their homes, their families. 
In front of the outnumbered
Greeks stood the assembled
forces of the Persian Empire, a 
seemingly invincible army with 
revenge, pillage and plunder on 
its mind.

The two sides faced each another 
directly, waiting for the fight to 
start. The Athenians stalled for
days, anticipating reinforcements
promised by Sparta. But they knew 
they could not wait for long. The 
Persians, expecting as easy a victory 
as they had won against enemies 
so many times before, were in no 
hurry.

The Greeks, knowing the time 
for battle had come, began to move 
forward. Ostensibly, they advanced 
with focus and purpose, but
beneath this firm veneer, as they 
looked on a vastly larger enemy - at 
least twice their number - many 
must have been fearful of what 
was to come. The Persian archers 
sat with their bows drawn, ready 
to loose a barrage of arrows that 
would send fear and confusion
through the Greek ranks.

“The Athenians advanced at 
a run towards the enemy, not
less than a mile away,” recounted 
the historian Herodotus. “The
Persians, seeing the attack
developed at the double, prepared 
to meet it, thinking it suicidal 
madness for the Athenians to risk 
an assault with so small a force - 
rushing in with no support from 
either cavalry or archers.”

Had the Persian archers been 
allowed to loose their bows, the 
battle might have ended before it 
had truly begun. Fighting their
doubts and fears, the Athenians
seized the initiative and rushed
the Persians. Confronted by such 
a bold move and realizing their 
infantry would be pressed into
action sooner than expected must 
have shaken Persian confidence.

The two Athenian commanders, 
Callimachus and Miltiades
(the latter having fought in the 
Persian army himself ), used their 
knowledge of Persian battle tactics 
to turn the tide further in their 
favour. As the clatter of spears,
swords and shields echoed through 
the valley, the Greeks had ensured 
that their best hoplites (heavily
armed infantry) were on the flanks 
and that their ranks were thinned in 
the centre. Persian battle doctrine 
dictated that their best troops, true 
Persians, fought in the centre, while 

conscripts, pressed into service
from tribute states, fought on the 
flanks. The Persian elite forces
surged into the centre of the fray, 
easily gaining the upper hand. But 
this time it was a fatal mistake. The 
Persian conscripts whom the Greek 
hoplites faced on the flanks quickly 
broke into flight. The Greeks then 
made another crucial decision:
Instead of pursuing their fleeing 
foes, they turned inward to aid 
their countrymen fighting in the 
centre of the battle.

By then, the Persians were in 
a state of utter confusion. Their 
tactics had failed, their cavalry
was absent and their archers were 
useless. Their more heavily armed 
and armoured opponents, who
could sense that victory was close, 
were attacking them from three
sides and pushing them into the 
sea. The Persians fled back to their 
ships. Many of the Athenians,
buoyed by their success, dragged 
several of the Persian vessels to
shore, slaughtering those on board.

When the day was over,
the Greeks had won one of
history’s most famous victories,
claiming to have killed about 6,400
Persians for the loss of only 192 
Athenians. The Spartans eventually 
arrived, but only after the battle 
was long over. To assuage their
disbelief in the Athenians’ victory, 
they toured the battlefield. To their 
amazement, they found the claim 
of victory was indeed true. 

The Athenians had defeated 
the most powerful empire in the 
Western world.

Although they had won a great 

victory, the Athenians knew the 
Persian threat had not passed,
and they quickly marched back
to prepare the defence of Athens 
from the attack they were certain 
would come. In an amazing feat 
of strength and endurance, they 
marched at double time directly 
from the battlefield and managed 
to reach the city before the Persian 
ships arrived.

With time of the essence, the 
Athenians dispatched Pheidippides,

their best runner, to inform Athens’ 
populace of their victory before the 
troops arrived.

The tale goes that after running 
the 26 miles from Marathon to 
Athens, Pheidippides exclaimed:
“Rejoice! We conquer!” then died 
from exhaustion. Whether true or 
not, that is the source of the modern-

day marathon race; the distance 
of the modern race reflects the
distance Pheidippides ran.

Marathon smashed the
myth of Persian invincibility, an 
achievement that lent a critical
measure of confidence to the Greeks 
who fought the Persians again at 
Salamis and Plataea. It meant that 
many of the same commanders
who served at Marathon were
at the later battles and had
knowledge of the Persian mind,

and in the longer term, it would lead 
Alexander the Great on his conquest 
of Asia and the eventual decline and 
downfall of the Persian Empire.

While most credit the second 
instalment of the Persian wars
with the birth of the Athenian
renaissance, one could argue that 
Marathon was the catalyst for, and

much of the reason behind, the

Athenians’ belief that they were 
on par with the Spartans - which 
allowed them to flourish. 

Had Marathon been a defeat 
and Athens annihilated, the
Western democracy, culture, art 
and philosophy that developed 
from this period in history might 
have been lost, and the Western 
world today would be very
different.

The Battle of Marathon

The Greeks held an advantage 
at Marathon in the equipment 
of their infantry. An Athenian 
hoplite carried a heavy, 9-foot 
spear, wore a solid breastplate and 
carried an almost body-length 
shield. The Persian infantryman, 
in contrast, wore little more than 
robes and carried a shorter sword 
and a wicker or cane shield.
The Persian disadvantage was
exacerbated by the Greek use 
of the phalanx formation. The 
hoplites at the front would
interlock their shields, as would 
the men to the side, forming an 
almost impenetrable barrier.

Dear Samsara,
Q. I would like to change

my career and am thinking
of going into the Hair and
Beauty business.

Nowadays it is a little more
flexible and some academies
do not ask for such qualifica-
tions. Beauty is easier than
hairdressing. I have taught for
many years and found that
people seem to pick up the
beauty side of things far
easier than that of hair. Hair
styling is easy, but the cutting
requires skil l  and a lot of
practice and experience to be
of high standard. 

Hair styling involves use of
rollering and electrical appli-
ance technique like tongs,
heated rollers, curling, straight-
ening and putting hair up
into different styles. Braiding/
plaiting is also an option. This

course can be done separa-
tely to the cutting. It is usually
a good option for those in
the beauty industry as this
compliments an overall look
for media make-up or bridal.

Make-up or beauty courses
can be done also at a college.
These are usually between
2-3 years, depending which
governing body and units
are chosen. It involves a lot of

paperwork and written exam-
ination process. 

Another option is to choose
units separately or as a
package and do it privately
with a private recognised
academy. As a lecturer for
many years at both colleges
and The Professional Beauty
Training Academy, I found that
many mature students prefer
the private Beauty Training
Academy service. This caters

for their own special needs as
there are fewer students in one
class. They could even have
the option to do a one to one
at the centre nearer to them
or learn on a staff training
course at a local salon. An
example would be to learn
eyelash and eyebrow exten-
sions along with eyelash/brow
tinting and eyebrow shaping.
These would be offered as a

day course or two day course
if you wanted to learn all.
Another day you could learn
hair styling (how to put hair
up), a day on make-up, photo-
graphic make-up, waxing,
nails, the list is endless. 

The paperwork is not so
intense and is with personal
guidance in order to achieve
the desired outcome; you can
pick those that you prefer and
create a package offer that

suits you and to dates nego-
tiated around you. Check out

The certificated Diploma
would come from the Profes-
sional Beauty Training Acade-
my from whatever location you
choose, even if your training
was at a salon in Greece or
Cyprus as their training can
be offered there on multiple
bookings at a salon for staff or
public training.

a precocious 7 year-old also
determined to live life as a girl.
A brilliant selection of short films
about love called NAME OF THE
GAME: A college cleaner in Hun-
gary falls for a female student in
BEAUTIFUL CREATURE while a
13-year-old Italian girl is secret-
ly in love with Paola in IT WAS
YESTERDAY. COCOON takes
place in 1997 Hong Kong where
an unhappily married woman
begins a relationship with a
member of her own sex. An
ambitious film seen through the
eyes of her young daughter!
Both U.S. short GIRL NIGHT
STAND & ANGELINO HEIGHTS
are delightful and fun. The 1982
camp classic MOMMIE DEAR-
EST needs no introduction. A
great warm up before Jessica
Lange and Susan Sarandon’s
FEUD as Joan Crawford and
Bette Davis hits your television
screens. The Brazilian BODY
ELECTRIC about a young gay
man’s promiscuous encounters
begins well but loses its impact
half way through. The closing
night film SIGNATURE MOVE
tells the story of a Pakistani
female lawyer in Chicago who
begins an affair with a Mexican
woman. Meanwhile her deeply
religious Muslim mother wants
to find her a husband. Enjoyable
and fun! Another camp film from
the early eighties is Alan Carr’s
dreadful CAN’T STOP THE
MUSIC. The compelling docu-
mentary about the heartbreak-
ing love story between two Iraqi
soldiers in OUT OF IRAQ a truly
moving and exhilarating experi-
ence! Jane Fonda is brilliant as
BARBARELLA in this sixties com-
ic strip adventure despite Roger
Vadim’s pedestrian direction.

Sometimes in life you have nothing more than your imagination to
understand how a certain group of people might react to something they
hold sacred having been changed or, in their minds, defamed. Other times

you can hear it first-hand. So it was last week for Die Meistersinger von
Nurnberg (Royal Opera House), Richard Wagner’s one and only comic opera.
There were groans in abundance and indeed several inappropriate comments from
my neighbours throughout. I swore at them silently in Greek and Turkish as I
didn’t want to add to the disturbance. The bone of contention, or the bone they
wouldn’t put down, was a contemporary interpretation by director Kasper Holten.
My how they moaned.

The story is set in 16th century Nuremberg and revolves around the city’s guild
of Master Singers, an association of amateur poets and musicians. The master
singers have developed a craftsman like approach to music-making, with an
intricate system of rules for composing and performing songs. In your mind’s
eye you will have cobbled streets and cobblers, women in full, colourful dresses
and men in dark green lederhosen quaffing beer out of large beer tankards. Try
1920’s Gentleman’s Club instead which was an inventive dislocation from the
expected. 

The revolving transformation from gent’s club to backstage of an opera house,
man and machine hard at work, was skilfully realised on Mia Stensgaad’s set; a
juxtaposition which was both interesting and discombobulating, offering a
metaphorical insight into the world of said craftsmen-cum-master singers, providing
a type of commentary on the behaviour of gentlemen through the ages. This big
reveal was met with gasps of shock horror from my new-found friends. I offered
one of them an eclair to try and soothe his angst.

Veteran performer and Wagnerian Bryn Terfel is excellent as poet-cobbler
Hans Sachs, particularly in Act III when his voice soared with passion. I was also
taken with Johannes Martin Kranzle as Beckmesser, a bundle of fidgety fun and
Rachel Willis-Sorensen, who although a little too much in parts, sang with
confidence and clarity. Allan Clayton’s beautiful tenor sound seemed to be
produced effortlessly and his portrayal of David was a constant pleasure to the
ear. The orchestra were extraordinary. Not only because this is a five-hour test
of endurance (oops forgot to mention that) but under Antonio Pappano’s
craftsmanship, a conductor without a baton nowadays is a rare sight, play
impeccably throughout without ever overwhelming or upstaging the singing.
Ditto the magnificent chorus.

Holsten may be gone and his stay may have been short but he leaves behind
work that, like it or not, will not be easily forgotten.   

Also, last week I made my annual sojourn to see the effervescent Inner City
Players. an amateur dramatic company that encapsulate the pleasures of
performing. Their latest production was The Lion, The Witch and The Wardrobe
and with a cast of over fifty they gave me a wonderfully nostalgic experience of
my childhood, walking in and out of wardrobes in the hope that one day I too
might find Aslan. A wonderful reminder that it’s never too late to “tread the boards”.   

Meanwhile Victoria Stagnatou prefers the improv...My Country: A Work in
Progress (National Theatre) is exactly that so I’m not quite sure why it has
already been “staged”. The referendum happened and the Brexiteers won, fact.
Meanwhile, the “silent majority” are distraught. It’s called democracy. Director
Rufus Norris sent an army of interviewers to get out there and talk to us about
what happened. No less than Poet Laureate Carol Ann Duffy then took all that
verbatim material and gave it to a confused posse of actors, representing the
various regions, to express themselves. Forgive my cynicism but the result was
interminably dull. Penny Layden, looking like an escapee from Derek Jarman’s
Jubilee strives to make Britannia plausible but the material is a damp squib.
Meanwhile the other actors, who are asked to act, sing and dance, and do so
with great energy, are made to look pretty ridiculous, especially during a
preposterous dance-off. As the ‘Frexiteers’ might say, “Oh mon dieu”!

Lost Without Words (National Theatre) on the other hand was far more
interesting, both in terms of content and execution. Six actors in the twilight of their
careers are plonked onto a stage without a script. They have to create something
fresh and new with assistance from us, two directors and a number of
improvisational games. It is an “experiment” and I loved every minute of it. It was
only an hour, which flew by, but I could have stayed much longer. It was like a
real version of Big Brother and left an impression of something unpretentious
and coherent despite its very loose framework. Improvisation is a minefield and
you never know what is going to happen form moment to moment but directors
Phelim McDermott and Lee Simpson were incredibly adept in bringing out the best
in the sextet.

There were moments when the group were given rules/games which are the
parameters for what ensues. The interplay was amusing, sometimes intense and
actually quite liberating for us and them. As “experiments” go this was human
inventiveness at its best, unashamed and joyful, and evidence, if ever it was
needed, that when one reaches a certain age the period of knowing regression
is an absolute delight. If this is what it’s like to “lose it” bring it on!

Finally Stella Embellou is riveted...Made in India was a perfect example
of why the Soho Theatre is a consistently energising experience. Eva, is
determined to have a baby. IVF has failed, her partner has died and the legal
system has slapped her in the face too. In Gujarat in Dr Gupta’s surrogacy
clinic a village girl may be the answer. But Eva needs to do it fast as the Indian
government is putting a stop to “international parents” taking advantage.

This intense and thoroughly engaging three-hander is riveting from start to
finish. The subject matter has you going this way and that and posed a fundamental
challenge to your ethics and values. The three performers were terrific and there
are some moments of great tension and tenderness as they each grapple with their
own dilemma. The production, directed by Kate Posner, is creative and surpris-
ingly beautiful to look at. Colourful projections, gorgeous movement all contribute
to make it yet another fantastic night on Dean Street. This is not a particularly
topical subject and congratulations to all for raising the awareness and giving us
a play that enthralled.
