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Minister for Tourism
Giorgos Lakkotrypis
said that his meet-

ings with travel industry
professionals during this
week’s World Travel Market
in London have made him
feel “cautiously optimistic”
about 2017 becoming an
even better year than 2016
in terms of attracting visitors
to Cyprus.

The current year is drawing
to a close with estimates
pointing to a record number
of 3.1 million visitors to Cyprus,
1.1 million of which will have
come from the UK. Arrivals
from Russia and Israel have
also recorded a notable rise.

“These improved numbers
are down to a combination of
other countries in the region
experiencing difficulties and of
course Cyprus being ready to
welcome the increased tourist
flows. Let’s not forget that in
2015, when a number of ad-
verse circumstances weighed
upon Cypriot tourism, we still
managed to increase our
numbers by 9%,” said the
minister.

Lakkotrypis noted that the
positive picture does not mean
that there are no challenges
to be managed, pointing to the
fall of the British pound. He

did however say that he is
optimistic that the negative
impact of the weakened
sterling will be “absorbed”, as
the tourism industry has
already taken steps that
maintain Cyprus as a good
destination for British visitors.

Lakkotrypis, accompanied
by the top ranking officials of
the Cyprus Tourism Organisa-
tion, met with representatives
of Thomas Cook and TUI as
well as EasyJet, Jet2 and
Monarch. He also discussed
various issues with tourism
officials and professionals from
the island that were among the
tens of Cypriot exhibitors
at the World Travel Market.

In terms of the objectives of

his visit to London, the minis-
ter said: “Among other things,
we are interested in airlines
adding new flight routes, so
that we are able to reach new
markets.”

During a press conference
at the Excel exhibition centre
in east London, where the
World Travel Market was held
over three days, Lakkotrypis
highlighted Cyprus’ emphasis

on thematic tourism, a strate-
gy that has diversified the
island’s product and has
broadened its appeal: “The
island is not offering just
‘sun and sea’ anymore. With
this change, along with invest-
ment in infrastructure, we have
regained our competitive-
ness.”

He also made special
reference to the plan to
lengthen the tourist period.
“Cyprus can’t be turned into
a 12-month destination
overnight. What we want to do
is have hotels opening a week
earlier each year and closing
a week later, and that’s what
has been happening with
hotels shutting at the end of
November this year and
opening in March instead of
April,” said the Cypriot Minis-
ter for Tourism.

Finally, he expressed
his pride at Pafos becoming
European Capital of Culture in
2017.

Republican Donald
Trump stunned the
world by defeating

heavily favoured rival Hillary
Clinton in Tuesday’s presi-
dential election, ending
eight years of Democratic
rule and sending the
United States on a new,
uncertain path.

A wealthy real estate
developer and former reality
TV host, Trump rode a wave
of anger toward Washington
insiders to win the White
House race against Clinton,
the Democratic candidate
whose gold-plated establish-
ment resume included stints
as a first lady, US senator and
secretary of state.

President Barack Obama,
who campaigned hard
against Trump, telephoned
the Republican to congratu-
late him on his victory and
invited him to the White
House for a meeting on
Thursday, the White House
said in a statement. 

“Ensuring a smooth transi-
tion of power is one of the top
priorities the President identi-
fied at the beginning of the
year and a meeting with the
President-elect is the next
step,” the White House said.

Worried that a Trump
victory could cause econo-
mic and global uncertainty,
investors were in full flight
from risky assets.

The US dollar, Mexican
peso and world stocks fell
yesterday but fears of the kind
of shock that wiped trillions
of dollars off global markets
after Britain’s “Brexit” vote in
June have failed to material-
ize so far.

Trailing in public opinion
polls for months, Trump
pulled off a major surprise
and collected enough of the
270 state-by-state electoral
votes needed to win, taking
battleground states where
presidential elections are

traditionally decided, US
television networks project-
ed. His four-year term starts
on 20 January 2017.

Trump appeared with his
family early yesterday before
cheering supporters in a New
York hotel ballroom, saying it
was time to heal the divisions
caused by the campaign and
find common ground after a
campaign that exposed deep
differences among Ameri-
cans.

“It is time for us to come
together as one united peo-
ple,” Trump said. “I will be
president for all Americans.”

He said he had received a
call from Clinton to congratu-
late him on the win and
praised her for her service
and for a hard-fought cam-
paign. His comments were an
abrupt departure from his
campaign trail rhetoric in
which he repeatedly slammed
Clinton as “crooked” amid
supporters’ chants of “lock
her up.”

But Trump’s campaign
manager, Kellyanne Conway,
yesterday did not rule out the
appointment of a special
prosecutor to investigate
Clinton’s past conduct, a
threat Trump made in an elec-
tion debate last month.

Republicans also kept
control of the US Congress.
Television networks project-
ed the party would retain
majorities in both the 100-seat
Senate and the House of
Representatives, where all
435 seats were up for grabs.

Trump, who at 70 will be
the oldest first-term US pres-
ident, came out on top after a
bitter and divisive campaign
that focused largely on the
character of the candidates
and whether they could be
trusted in the Oval Office.

The presidency wil l  be
Trump’s first elected office,
and it remains to be seen how
he will work with Congress.

Cyprus President

had yesterday morning, in
Mont-Pelerin, Switzerland,
a first exchange of views on
the criteria for the territory
issue.

The meeting took place
in a good climate and the
discussion continued in the
afternoon.

UN Secretary General’s
Special Adviser on Cyprus,
Espen Barth Eide, posted a
photo of the meeting on his
twitter account, saying that

criteria for territorial adjust-
ment is the focus of the third
working day at Mont-Pelerin.

The meeting was also
attended by Eide, UNSG`s
Special Representative in
Cyprus Elizabeth Spehar,
and the two sides negotiators’
Andreas Mavroyiannis and
Ozdil Nami.

Anastasiades and Akinci
began on Monday in Mont-
Pelerin intensive negotiations
on the territory issue and all
other outstanding issues
interdependently. The talks in
Switzerland are scheduled to
conclude on November 11.

Sugary drinks could be
banned from England’s
hospitals as the NHS

attempts to tackle the obesi-
ty problem affecting its staff.

NHS England is consider-
ing a ban on the sale of drinks
with added sugar or, alterna-
tively, making vendors pay a
levy to be allowed to sell such
drinks on NHS premises.

The rules would cover fizzy
drinks but also sweetened
milk, sweetened coffee and
fruit juice with added sugar.

It is estimated that more
than half of the health service’s
1.3 million employees are
overweight or obese and NHS
England says this is not just
bad for their own health but
also affects their credibility
when they advise patients to
lose weight.

Chief executive Simon
Stevens said: “Confronted by
rising obesity, type 2 diabetes
and child dental decay, it’s
time for the NHS to practice
what we preach.

“Nurses, visitors and
patients all tell us they increa-

singly want healthy, tasty and
affordable food and drink
options. So, like a number of
other countries, we’re now
calling time on hospitals as
marketing outlets for junk food
and fizzy drinks.”

Tam Fry, spokesman for the
National Obesity Forum, said
the idea was “brilliant”, adding
that staff “know full well the
ravages caused by sugary
drinks on a patient’s health.”

Gavin Partington, director
general of the British Soft
Drinks Association, said: “It’s
hard to see how a ban on soft
drinks can be justified given
that the sector has led the way
in reducing consumers’ sugar
intake - down by over 17%
since 2012.”

If the plan is adopted, it
could be in place next year.

Money raised would go
towards staff health and
wellbeing programmes.

Any levy would be in
addition to plans for a new
tax on the soft drinks industry
that was announced by the
Government in March.

The European Parliament
is to consider a plan
that would allow British

citizens to opt-in and keep
their European Union citizen-
ship – and its associated
benefits – once the UK leaves
the EU.

The proposal, which has
been put before a parliamen-
tary committee as an amend-
ment, would grant the citizens
of former member states
the voluntary right to retain
“associate citizenship” of the
EU, such as after Brexit.

Associate citizens would
be allowed to keep free
movement across the EU as
full citizens currently enjoy
and would be allowed to
vote in European Parliament
elections, meaning they were
still represented in Brussels.

The proposal could poten-
tially give Brits who live and
work across borders a
workaround to the disruption
caused by the Leave vote –
and young people looking to
flee an increasingly insular UK
greater choice over where to
move to.

Amendment 882 was pro-
posed by Charles Goerens, a
liberal MEP from Luxembourg.
It will be considered by the

European Parliament’s Con-
stitutional Affairs Committee,
which is drawing up a report
with recommendations on
“Possible evolutions of and
adjustments to the current
institutional set-up of the
European Union.”

Brexit campaigners in Britain
reacted with anger to the idea,
arguing that it would discri-
minate against Leave voters
and that it was “an outrage.”

The amendment suggests
the provision of “European
associate citizenship for those
who feel and wish to be part
of the European project
but are nationals of a former
Member State; offers these
associate citizens the rights of
freedom of movement and to

reside on its territory as well
as being represented in the
Parliament through a vote in
the European elections on the
European lists.”

Though the British Govern-
ment has been coy on what it
wants Britain’s post-Brexit
future to look like, it is likely
that British citizens will lose the
automatic right to live and
work in the EU after Brexit.

This is because Prime
Minister Theresa May has
made clear that she would
like to restrict freedom of
movement from EU countries
to the UK, a policy that would
likely be reciprocated by the
EU for British citizens.

Jayne Adye, director of the
Get Britain Out campaign

described the proposal as
divisive and said it was “total-
ly unacceptable” for British
people to retain the advan-
tages of EU membership.

“This is an outrage. The EU
is now attempting to divide the
great British public at the exact
moment we need unity. 17.4
million people voted to Leave
the EU on 23 June and as a
result the UK as a whole will
get Brexit,” she said.

“Brexit means laws which
impact the people of the UK
will be created by accountable
politicians in Westminster. It
is totally unacceptable for
certain citizens in the UK to
subject themselves to laws
which are created by politi-
cians who are not accountable
the British people as a whole.
Discriminating against people
based on their political views
shows there are no depths the
EU will not sink to.”

Britain voted to leave the EU
at a referendum in June but
has not yet begun the negoti-
ation process. The Govern-
ment is currently embroiled in
a legal battle over whether it
can trigger negotiations using
Royal Prerogative, without
consulting Parliament.

US President Barack
Obama is planning to
deliver what American

officials have described as a
“legacy speech” when he
visits Athens on November 15.

Although the details of the
president’s trip have not been
finalized, officials in Washing-
ton indicated that Obama
intends to make a statement
that resonates when he comes
to Greece. One official likened
it to the historic speech
delivered by John F. Kennedy
when he visited Berlin in 1962.

Obama is expected to make
extensive references to demo-
cracy and how it has endured
in Greece despite its recent
problems. The US president
is also due to highlight the
need for Athens to receive
debt relief and for the Greek
government to persist with
structural reforms. Obama is
expected to tread carefully on
the issue of debt so that
his comments do not appear
as an attack on German Chan-
cellor Angela Merkel, who
he considers an important
partner and who he will be
visiting after his trip to Athens.

Sources said that the
American president’s speech
will also contain a message
for Turkey.

Obama wants to draw atten-
tion to the refugee crisis
during his visit to Greece but

due to security concerns a
visit to the island of Lesvos has
been ruled out. There is,
however, a possibility that he
will visit a refugee camp in
Attica.

It is not yet known who will
accompany the American
leader on his visit but the
impression is that First Lady
Michelle Obama wil l  not
accompany him on the trip.
There has been no final
decision on whether Treasury
Secretary Jack Lew will also
travel to Athens. It is consi-
dered likely that Assistant
Secretary of State for Euro-
pean and Eurasian Affairs
Victoria Nuland and Special
Envoy for International Ener-
gy Affairs Amos Hochstein
will be part of the team that
will fly to Greece from Wash-
ington.

with Athens speech

NHS may ban sugary

drinks from hospitals

The destruction of the
Cypriots’ cultural heritage
in the occupied part of

the island was highlighted
by the Conservative north
London MPs Matthew Offord
and David Burrowes during a
House of Commons debate
last week.

Their statements were made
in the presence of the Secre-
tary of State for Culture Karen
Bradley during the second
reading of the Cultural Prop-
erty (Armed Conflicts) bill. The
aim of the bill is to enable the
United Kingdom to implement
the Hague Convention for the
Protection of Cultural Proper-
ty in the Event of Armed Con-
flict of 1954.

Mr Offord said that “Cyprus
has witnessed its cultural and
religious heritage fall prey to
the policy of pillage, destruc-
tion and desecration institu-
ted after the illegal invasion of
the island in 1974, and during
the subsequent and continu-
ing occupation.”

The Hendon MP, one of the
closest parliamentarian friends
of Cyprus in the UK, spoke
of churches, monasteries,
archaeological sites, libraries,
museums and private collec-
tions of religious art and
antiquities in the occupied
areas of Cyprus having been
“systematically looted.”

He also pointed to the
numerous antiquities from the
northern part of Cyprus that
have for years “flooded” the
art treasure market of the
world, as well as to removed
mosaics, frescoes and thou-

sands of icons, which are now
“practically lost in the interna-
tional market of smuggled art
works.”

Mr Offord made a special
reference to the apsidal
mosaic of “inestimable” value
at the Panagia Kanakaria
church, which was removed,
stolen and broken up in 1979.
After pieces remerged in 1988
and the involvement of the
notorious Turkish art dealer
Aydin Dikmen was estab-
lished, these pieces have now
been returned and are exhibi-
ted at the Byzantine Museum
in Nicosia.

The Conservative MP told
the House that since the 1974
Turkish invasion of Cyprus
77 churches have been
converted into mosques after
being stripped of all icons
and church furnishings. “The
others have been pillaged,
destroyed, used as stables,
warehouses, garages, arse-
nals, mortuaries, hotels, art

galleries and night clubs or
simply abandoned to their
fate… That number, however,
does not include 50 sacred
buildings whose condition is
still not known because they
are located in zones under
direct military control, and
others that have been demo-
lished,” said Matthew Offord.

The MP also congratulated
his constituent Doros
Partasides, a well-known UK
Cypriot photographer whose
work has documented church-
es on the island. As Mr Offord
said, “his invaluable work
documents the destruction
that has occurred over many
years.” An exhibition with
these photographs by Mr
Partasides was hosted in the
Parliament a few years ago.

In his contribution to the
debate David Burrowes, MP
for the Enfield-Southgate
constituency with the most
populous Cypriot community
in the UK, said that along with

Mr Offord he has seen the
“appalling” acts of desecra-
tion and pillaging that have
taken place in the northern
part of Cyprus.

Mr Burrowes said there was
a link between the trafficking
of human beings and the
trafficking of cultural property.
“There is the same disregard
for people, for their faith, for
their community and for their
identity,” he said, adding that
the issue at hand was human
dignity. 

He called for the UK to
contribute to the voluntary
fund administered by
UNESCO and praised the
work done by Tasoula Hadji-
tofi, a refugee from Famagus-
ta, who through her organisa-
tion ‘Walk of Truth’ tries to
restore pillaged treasures in
areas of conflict and provide
routes to reconciliation.

In his closing remarks,
David Burrowes MP referred
to his numerous constituents
of Cypriot descent: “A consi-
derable number of Cypriots
live here in the UK, who have
seen for themselves wanton
destruction and pillaging of
their heritage. That is why it
is so important that we join to-
gether and make sure that this
long-fought battle to ratify The
Hague convention comes to
fruition. We look forward to the
unification of Cyprus in the
long term, but in the mean-
time, we must make sure that
people are held to account
when they seek to profit from
the proceeds of crimes of
destruction.”

Bishop Athana-
sios of Tropaeou, the Presi-
dent of the National Federa-
tion of Cypriots in the UK,
Christos Karaolis and former
MEP, Marina Yannakoudakis. 

Two members of the Asso-
ciation were honoured at the
dinner and were presented
with plaques; Anastasis Geor-
giou, aged 94, the eldest
member of the Association
was acknowledged for his
long period of support for the
Association, and Michael
Lidas, aged 85, was acknow-
ledged for his continuous and
significant service on the Com-
mittee since the Association
was formed in 1975 and as
President of the Association
in 1986. Both Michael and
Anastasis have continuously
supported the Cyprus cause
and always attend the July
Rally for Cyprus and Novem-

ber Picket outside the Turkish
Embassy; their advancing
years have not prevented
them from participating or
dampened their desire to see
a free united Cyprus and the
return of their properties in
Rizokarpasso.

Maria Karaolis, the President
of the Association of Rizokar-
passo, in her speech once
again referred to the plight of
the enclaved friends, relatives
and compatriots in Rizokar-
passo, who have sacrificed the
last 42 years guarding their
rights to their properties,
denied the basic human rights
and freedom that all other
European citizens enjoy. 

She said, “They have
suffered violence and intimi-
dation, which has seen the
Greek Cypriot population of
Rizokarpasso reduced from
around 4,000 people in 1974
to just 228 of whom 41 are
schoolchildren. Each child
will once again this year be
receiving a 50 euro Christmas
present from our Association.” 

She continued: “Turkey is
considered by our Govern-
ment and other Western

nations to be an important
NATO ally that holds the key to
a number of really important
issues in the Middle East. In
reality Turkey has used both
the Daesh threat and the
migration crisis facing the EU
for its own ends and to further

its expansionist agenda; Iraq
had good cause to tell Turkey
it didn’t want it involved in the
current battle for Mosul.
Turkey already has troops in
both Iraq and Syria without
permission of either Govern-
ment! Turkey wants to join the
EU yet muzzles democracy,
imprisons journalists and
Government critics, fails to
abide by Agreements, ignores
the Geneva Convention,
ignores UN Resolutions, mis-
treats its religious and ethnic
minorities; including 25% of
Turkey’s population who are
Kurds. Turkey does not share
our Western interests or Euro-
pean values. Turkey insists on
keeping its anachronistic
Guarantor Power for Cyprus.
The Republic of Cyprus is an
independent country and a
member of the UN, the EU, the
Commonwealth and is a

valued, stable, reliable, demo-
cratic, ally in a very volatile
region; it doesn’t need Guar-
antors. Turkey says that it
wants the negotiations to be
successful yet in September
it continued to violate the
Republic of Cyprus airspace
and made illegal use of closed
ports by Turkish warships. ”

Mrs Karaolis concluded,
“Let us hope that the latest
round of talks, which wil l
continue next week in Switzer-
land, will have positive results
and that Turkey will allow the
leader of the Turkish Cypriots,
Mr Akinci to genuinely nego-
tiate with President Anastasi-
ades in a manner that can lead
to a just and viable solution
that will reunify the island,
terminate Turkey’s il legal
actions, which are a violation
of the sovereign rights of the
Republic of Cyprus and
against international law,
and allow all Cypriots to
live together in a peaceful
and safe Republic of Cyprus.
The enclaved in Rizokarpas-
so deserve an agreement
that has Rizokarpasso and
the Karpasia Peninsular under
Greek Cypriot administra-
tion.”

Maria Karaolis thanked
all the past Presidents, past
and present Officers and
Committee Members of the
Association for their dedica-
tion and hard work. She also
thanked all the members,
friends and advertisers in the
brochure, and those who have
donated prizes for the raffle,
who have supported and
sustained the Association
since its formation in 1975.

But where many people
would have shut themselves
away from the world, the
YouTube star has shared her
story with millions of people

online.
Nikki’s life changed forever

when she and her parents
noticed veins popping up on
the right side of her face.

The 12-year-old was
diagnosed with arteriovenous
malformation (AVM), where
there are abnormal connec-
tions between arteries and
veins. The condition causes
intense pain, in most cases is
incurable and leads to poten-
tially fatal nosebleeds.

So far Nikki has undergone
28 operations and endured
more than 300 hospital visits
as doctors try to manage her
condition.

She posts videos talking
about her condition, gives
make-up tips and offers
advice to people struggling
to cope with chronic illness-
es.

To date, her channel has
attracted four million views
and she has 79,000 subscri-
bers.

Pride of Britain winner

visits Prime Minister



The Battle of the Granicus River in 
May 334 BC was the first of three major 
battles fought between Alexander the 
Great and the Persian Empire. Fought in 
Northwestern Asia Minor, near the site of 
Troy, it was here that Alexander defeated 
the forces of the Persian satraps of Asia 
Minor, including a large force of Greek 
mercenaries led by Memnon of Rhodes.

Alexander the Great crossed the 
Hellespont with his combined Macedonian 
and Greek forces and stepped upon the 
shores of Anatolia. His goal was simple: to 
defeat King Darius III, the last king of the 
Achaemenids, and conquer the vast Persian 
Empire. In May of 334 BC he had his first 
opportunity when he faced the Persians on 
the banks of the River Granicus.

After the death of his father Phillip II of 
Macedonia, Alexander set his sights on the 
Persian Empire seeking revenge, or so he 
claimed, for the invasion of his homeland 
by Darius I and Xerxes decades before. 
Upon stabilizing rebellious conditions 
among the various Greek city-states, he 
crossed the Hellespont and travelled along 
the northern coast of Anatolia (present day 
Turkey) avoiding the mountain ranges of 
the northern uplands to the site of ancient 
Troy. The Persians knew little of him and 
King Darius felt little or no inclination to 
meet him, believing, instead, his trusted 
commander, Memnon, and the local 
satraps could handle the young upstart. 
Besides, the newly appointed king was 
more concerned with possible rebellion and 
unrest among the local satraps.

In his The Life of Alexander the Great 
historian Plutarch discussed Alexander’s 
trip to Troy where he honoured Homer’s 
hero Achilles. Plutarch wrote:

“He passed the Hellespont, and at Troy 
sacrificed to Minerva, and honoured the 
memory of the heroes who were buried there, 
with solemn libations, especially Achilles, 
whose gravestone be anointed, and with his 
friends, as the ancient custom is, ran naked 
about his sepulcher, and crowned it with 
garlands, declaring how happy he esteemed 
him, in having while he lived so faithful a 
friend, and when he was dead, so famous a 
poet to proclaim his actions.”

While Alexander and his men were at 
Troy, the Persians held a council of local 
satraps to discuss the arrival of the young 
Macedonian and possible strategies to 
defend against him. Memnon, a high-
ranking Greek mercenary loyal to Darius, 
suggested applying a burned-earth policy 
- to destroy crops, farms, and villages 
- depriving Alexander of any possible 
provisions. The local satraps rejected the 
idea in part because Memnon was Greek 
but also because they did not want their 
lands destroyed. The Persians, of course, 
considered themselves far superior to the 
invading Greeks. The council decided to put 
the arriving Macedonians on the defensive 
by gathering their combined forces and 

wait for Alexander at the River Grancius. 
The Granicus was roughly sixty feet wide 
with a fast current and steep embankments, 
providing, what they thought to be, an 
advantage for themselves.

After receiving word from his scouts 
of the Persians' location at Granicus, 
Alexander advanced towards the river; he 
had come to realize that he must defeat the 
Persians to gain the necessary resources to 
continue on his quest of conquering Persia. 
As the Macedonian forces neared the river, 
Parmenion, one of Alexander’s most loyal 
generals and commander of his left flank, 
advised Alexander they should wait until 
morning before attacking. Alexander 
replied, according to Plutarch, that it 

would “disgrace the Hellespont should he fear 
the Granicus.” The historian Arrian spoke 
of this encounter by saying that Alexander 
realized that the Persians did not fear him 
because they did not know him. Alexander 
rejected Parmenion’s plea, the battle would 
begin that afternoon but would last barely 
an hour. Although numbers vary among the 
various ancient sources, modern accounts 
number the Persians at 10,000 cavalry 
and 5,000 Greek mercenary infantry.
Alexander’s forces numbered 13,000 
infantry and 5,000 cavalry.

One unique and problematic situation 
for the Persians was the positioning of their 
cavalry on the banks of the Granicus; the 
Greek mercenary infantry - 5,000 strong - 
was placed behind them. Some historians 
believe this idea cost the Persians the battle. 
The Persian cavalry could neither move 
forward because of the riverbanks nor pull 
back because of the location of the infantry. 
In addition, the one weapon unique to the 
Persians, the scythed chariot, was almost 
useless on the muddy riverbank. Was this 
a tactical error or pure arrogance? Together 
with the lack of true leadership - besides 
Memnon - the battle was lost before it was 
begun.

According to Arrian and other sources, 
Alexander made himself extremely 
conspicuous both by the “brightness of 

his arms” and the “respectful countenance 
of his staff.” He was also quite noticeable 
by the large white plume on his helmet. 
This conspicuousness did not escape the 
Persians whose major objective became to 
kill Alexander.

For a brief moment, both armies 
stood across from each other in silence. 
Alexander had lined his forces on the 
western banks of the river - Parmenion 
commanded the left while Alexander (with 
his eight bodyguards), his Companion 
cavalry forces, and light troops stationed 
themselves on the far right. In the centre of 
the traditional phalanx were the Thessalian 
cavalry and additional light troops. 
Alexander became the aggressor sending, 
from the centre, Companion cavalry, 

lancers and light troops across the river 
first. The Persians responded with a hail 
of arrows and javelins. They were intent 
upon attacking the Macedonians in the 
water where the footing was slippery and 
difficult. Memnon himself led the Persian 
centre. As more Persians joined the attack 
against the Macedonian centre, attention 
was drawn away from Alexander. Although 
causing considerable damage to the 
attacking centre, the Persian weaponry did 
not match well against the Macedonians - 
light javelins versus fifteen-foot lances.

Upon arriving on the opposite bank 
of the river, the fight turned to a hand-to-
hand confrontation. Although suffering 
a number of casualties, Alexander began 
to gain the advantage, and many of the 
Persians began to retreat. Throughout 
the battle, however, the Greek mercenary 
infantry remained in its position and did 
not move.

As Alexander rose from the waters of 
the Granicus, he noticed Mithridates, 
Darius’s son-in-law, riding with a squadron 
of cavalry - detached from the main 
Persian forces. Alexander attacked, slashing 
Mithridates across the face. Rhoesaces, a 
Persian satrap commander, noticed the 
attack upon Mithridates and raised his 
sword at Alexander, slicing off part of his 
plume and cracking his helmet. Alexander 

quickly ran him through. Spithridates,
another Persian commander, raised his own
weapon to attack Alexander but Cleitus
the Black attacked him first, severing
Spithridates’s arm, saving Alexander’s life.
With the loss of a number of their leaders,
the Persians became disorganized and with
morale destroyed retreated.

As the Persians fell back, Alexander,
instead of pursuing the retreating
Persians, turned his attention to the Greek
mercenaries who, in turn, pleaded for
mercy. Parmenion with the Thessalians
encircled to the left of the Greeks while
Alexander and his Companions positioned
themselves to the right. Plutarch spoke of
this encounter saying:

“The mercenary Greeks, who, making
a stand upon a rising ground, desired
quarter, which Alexander, guided rather by
passion than judgment refused to grant, and
charging them himself first, had his horse
(not Bucephalus) killed under him. And this
obstinacy of his to cut off these experienced
desperate men cost him the lives of more of his
own soldiers than all the battle before, besides
those who were wounded.”

Of the five thousand Greek mercenaries
only two thousand survived, and they were
sent to Macedonia to work the mines; the
rest were slaughtered. Why did Alexander
ignore the pleas of the mercenaries? Some
believe he wanted to make a point for
their taking Persian money while others
say it was mostly anger and the near death
experience that provoked him.

The spoils of war - gold and rich cloth
- were sent home to Alexander’s mother.
To honour all who had died in battle
Alexander buried both Greek and Persians
alike (although the Persians normally
burned their dead). According to adjusted
modern accounts, the Persians lost ten to
twenty percent of their forces and two-
thirds of their commanders. Sources
concerning Alexander are varied - twenty-
five to thirty Companions - possibly one
hundred twenty in total. Back home,
statues honouring the twenty-five fallen
Companions were erected at the sanctuary
of Zeus at Dium near Mount Olympus.
Three hundred suits of Persian armour were
sent home to Athens to remind the Greeks
that Granicus were only one step in the war
of revenge against the Persians.

After Granicus there was little resistance
against Alexander and his forces. Soon,
however, he would meet the King of Persia
himself. 

In November of 333 BC, Alexander
and Darius would face each other at Issus.

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Denis Villeneuve’s intri-
guing fi lm is written
by Eric Heisserer and

is based on Ted Chiang’s
STORY OF YOUR LIFE. 

Expert linguist Louise Banks
(Amy Adams) is summoned
to lead an investigation team
after a mysterious spacecraft
lands down across the globe.
The team soon begins a race
against time in order to de
code the signals that they
receive from these strange
visitors and put a stop to an
impending eruption of a
global war... 

Villeneuve’s builds up the
suspense beautifully in this
intelligent film which benefits
tremendously from Amy
Adams’ luminous presence. It
is superbly played by this
exciting, highly watchable
actress, who manages to
deliver a performance of great
subtlety, intell igence and
vulnerability in equal measure. 

The supporting cast that
includes Jeremy Renner,
Forest Whitaker and Michael
Stuhlbarg as members of the
elite team that summon the
invaluable services of Ms
Banks is also very strong but
the film belongs to Adams who
practically carries the film
throughout. 

Canadian director Ville-
nueve is one of the most
exciting directors working in
world cinema today and his
illustrious career that includes
PRISONERS, INCENDIES and
last year’s highly acclaimed

thriller SICARIO, is going from
strength to strength.  He is
currently shooting BLADE
RUNNER 2046 so more exci-
ting stuff in the not too distant
future is coming along from
his direction.

The Innocents

This powerful story is told
with eloquence and sensiti-
vity by Anne Fontaine, the
director of COCO BEFORE
CHANEL. 

The action takes place in
1945 Poland and follows the
story of Mathilde (Lou de
Laage), a French doctor with
the Red Cross on a mission to
help World War II survivors.
But when a nun seeks her help
Mathilde soon finds herself in

the middle of a convent
among 30 Benedictine nuns
desperate for her help...  

Fontaine has assembled
a strong ensemble of female
actors, who deliver deep and
complex performances in
her touching film. Laage is
excellent as the doctor and
so is Agata Hudesza (also
brilliant in last year’s award-
winning IDA) as the tough
Mother Superior torn between
doing her duty or just the right
thing. 

The dual use of French and
Polish languages works
well in this story about survival
told with dignity and grace!

100 Streets

An intriguing premise but it
is difficult to care much about
the characters in Jim O’Han-
lon’s uneven film. 

Three stories run simulta-
neously in the streets of
London- Emily (Gemma
Arterton) is now living with her

child apart from her ex rugby
superstar husband Max
(Idris Elba), who is now fight-
ing his own demons with his
addiction. 

Kingsley (Franz Drameh)
is a small time drug dealer
who develops an unlikely
friendship with Terence (Ken
Stott), an actor he meets while
serving community service in
a cemetery, while George
(Charlie Creed Miles) is a hard
working cab driver hoping to
become a father...

The film feels overlong and
overextended despite its short
running time and the actors
appear to try too hard to make
an impression. A mixed
bag!

During a long and distinguished career playwright David Hare
has taken on challenging topics fearlessly (I remember
seeing Slag back in the Seventies knowing I was witness-

ing the birth of a remarkable talent) though by his own admission
it is not revolution that he craves but for those who represent us
do a “better bloody job of it”. His latest venture The Red Barn
(National Theatre), based on Georges Simenon’s novel La Main,
follows a man’s struggle with jealousy and depression following
the apparent death of a friend which sounds mundane for a man
with his track record. His adaptation attempts to create scenarios
that transform the original into a tense thriller with elements of film
noir. And it all begins on a dark, stormy night, when two couples
get caught up in a blizzard...

Only three get to their destination, a remote farmhouse in
Connecticut. The other one disappears. Great material for a movie
I hear you say. Director Robert Icke sets the tone from the outset
with an eye. Not just any eye, a close up of Ingrid’s eye who is
frightened that glaucoma is setting in. This a technique that he
uses throughout as though we are seeing all the action through
a camera lens. For a while this is intriguing which coupled with
show-stealing scene changes (yes they are that impressive) that
include telephone conversations and rapid opening and closing
of a camera shutter, creating a sense of plot progression and
movement. Then the formula runs its course and we are left in a
kind of dramatic void where the set and effects become more
important, and impressive, than the play.

This is not helped by a ponderous pace which is dying to let us
know something awful or meaningful is about to happen but
never really does. Bunny Christies’ design bombards our eyes
with images that are as disorientating as they are incredible. Christie
is matched in the innovation stakes by Tom Gibbons (sound
design) Paule Constable (lighting) and Tim Reid (video projec-
tions) who create that blizzard with astonishing artistry. It really
does blow you away. The actors however seem completely
untouched by nature as one by one they enter with pristine
hair-do’s. Amazing what hair lacquer can do nowadays.

The story is far less enthralling and in truth I cared little for their
plight, they being the missing man and his wife who decides to have
an affair with the other husband. The finals scene also featured a
rather predictable outcome as the dramatic, portentous music
clearly signposted the outcome. Nevertheless the quality and
slickness of the production overcomes most of these weakness-
es and the cast, led by the ever impressive Mark Strong as the
man blind to his persona and consequential indiscretions, are
excellent. Hope Davis’s portrayal of his wife is spot on, a mixture
of anger and despair, while TV emigre, Elizabeth Debicki
(The Night Manager), was equally convincing as the chased
woman.

A lesser play rescued by a splendid production.
Meanwhile Nondas Thraniou is bewitched by colour...
Designer Dick Bird has created something truly magical with

his set for The Pearl Fishers (London Coliseum). The contrast
between the grey municipal office and an orange coloured shan-
ty town looking as though it was in a state of permanent sunrise
was rewarding enough but the totally gorgeous picture of diving
pearl fishers was gadi do allon. I feasted on its beauty along with
59 Productions’ video projections which brought the horrific
tsunami to life. This revival of Penny Woodcock’s 2010 ENO pro-
duction has been updated from ancient Ceylon to a ‘modern era’.

Against this backdrop you may have thought the company
would struggle. Au contraire they were wonderful. Especially so
Claudia Boyle (Leila) and Jacques Imbrailo (Zurga), both of whom
sang with expression and clarity. It is a very sad story with an
ending that is heart-wrenching and throughout Bizet’s glorious
music provides drama, lyricism and uplifting beauty. A sumptuous
evening.

Songs of Our Fathers, incredible London show

proves the apples haven’t fallen far from the trees

This was a wine tasting event fit for Kings;
hosted in the splendid venue that is
Vinters Hall, in the heart of the city of

London. Appropriately hosted by the Ministry
of Energy, Commerce, Agriculture and
Tourism, which are all fitting and relative titles
when one considers the wine making
process is a combination of all those
elements especially as there has been a
spike of agrotourism in Cyprus. The Cypriot
wine industry is growing but alternatively and
not as in bygone times when it was
the tonnage of grapes pressed that
mattered, now we are seeing a certain
dexterity applied to the entire process and
of course, as always, Cywinefest was there
to nurture it. 

The event was a showcase of the Wines of
Cyprus, with a history that stretches back
millennia. With evidence of winemaking
dating back to 3500 BC, it is imperative that
this fabric of Cypriot culture lives on for
millennia to come. 14 distinctly different
Cypriot wineries were at the core of this
event, showcasing their unique varieties
which we believe it is important to familiarise
oneself with the new but also the somewhat
revived wineries present: Argyrides,
Ayia Mavri. Ekto + Olympus, Fikardos
Hadjiantonas, K&K Vasilikon, Kamanterena
(SODAP), Karapashis, KEO, Kyperounda,
Revecca, Tsiakkas, Vlassides, and of course

Zambartas wineries. 
Although it was labelled as a tasting event

it was also a chance to learn about Cypriot
wine and there was none better to present
this masterclass in wine other than Caroline
Gilby MW. Gilby’s passion for wine blossomed
after completing a degree in botany and a
further PHD in plant sciences. She later began
her oenological path specialises in wines of
central and Eastern Europe. As usual Cyprus
is stuck on the boundaries of these territorial
carve ups, being pulled by many different
directions and identities. Should Cyprus
be classed as part of the Levant, the
Balkans, Eastern or Southern Europe or is
the Mediterranean identity the most
overwhelming characterisation of the island?
It should be said that the Greeks and Romans
played a vital role in the ancient world and
Cyprus had very busy ports importing and
exporting vital wine supplies. However, fast
forward to modern times and we see a very
independent outlook on the wines of Cyprus,
with the capability of standing on its own
two feet. With over 50 private wineries and
per the United Nations Food and Agricultural
organisation rankings put Cypriot wine
production in 46th place which for a country
of its size and population is impressive by
anyone’s standards. 

The Cyprus High Commissioner Euripides
Evriviades presented the event with his ever

bright and optimistic manner. He expressed
his support for Cypriot wineries and in turn
the support of the Cypriot government in
helping the wine industry in Cyprus. The
market is tough to break into but with smaller
scale events such as this and of course
Cywinefest itself, the profile of Cypriot wine
is growing. Coupled with the growth of
agrotourism, we will see as Caroline Gilby
expressed on her blog ‘Stuff on Cyprus’ “2.5
mil l ion tourists visit Cyprus each year,
including 1.5 million Brits – a potentially huge
pool of ambassadors for Cypriot wines.” If
the growth of agrotourism remains steady
or even increases, and tourists continue to
visit the wine regions there will be a sense of
familiarity especially if they were to come
across this produce in the UK then we will no
doubt see a boom in purchases and
therefore in exports. 

No matter how wonderful or elaborate
venues and exhibitions are, it will not be the
same as sitting on a veranda slowly sipping
on your ‘oeno’ overlooking the sea or the
sublime mountain peaks, however the magic
is in the taste and that alone is ample
enough to transport you to that great
memory and feel that sun ripened flavour in
every single drop. Geia mas!

yddleton Road is a
designated Local
Shopping Centre
within the Bowes

Park conservation area, and
has a rich history. There are
still charming historic features
to be found in the shop fronts,
and there are some excellent
shops, cafes and restaurants
along the road. It is named af-
ter Sir Hugh Myddelton, con-
structor of the New River,
which passes through Bowes
Park and under the road itself. 

Bowes Park is a small com-
munity, centred around
Myddleton Road, which houses
a number of shops. In years
gone by, the road was alive
with shops of all kinds includ-
ing butchers, bakers, tea
rooms, and greengrocers, as
well as many other types of
shops. Nowadays there has
been a strong local grassroots
campaign to rejuvenate the
street and, as a result, the road
has seen a vast improvement
with many new businesses
opening up since 2014.

The local action group We
Love Myddleton Road meet
several times a year and work

with the police and local council
to encourage regeneration and
business development in the
area. Myddleton Road has
much improved in the last

decade and the green shoots
of recovery are certainly showing
through but the local council's
past failure to deal with many

breaches of planning laws by
landlords has previously
threatened progress and re-
generation. However, the
many boarded up shopfronts

which were inappropriate for
the conservation area, are now
gradually being rented out to
new businesses who are
replacing the shopfronts with

new timber framed versions.
English Heritage recently put
forward funding for a number
shopfronts to be restored in

the traditional style and as a
result the street has vastly
smartened up.

As of Spring 2016, notable

businesses and shops on
Myddleton Road include: The
Step cafe / bar, Killick Stores
(interior design and gifts),

Hellenic Bakery, Hellenic
Gourmet (Greek deli), La
Coppia (Italian deli), The Hub
(local community space offer-
ing children's activities and
yoga amongst other things), a
gym, Ruby's Cave (vintage in-
teriors), Lucas Bros Barbers
and Renaissance (piano shop)

The Bowes Park community
also hosts the regular
Myddleton Road farmers
market and the Bowes Park
Summer Festival.

Myddleton Road Market is

a new street market in Bowes
Park N22 bringing a vibrant
array of street traders from the
local area. In 2013 they hosted;
international street food,
artisan bread, cakes, pre-
serves and sauces, bike repair,
crafts, clothing and jewellery,
charities, coffee, ice cream,
face painting and busking, not
forgetting Pimms, bucks fizz
and mulled wine. 

Supported by Haringey
Council and the Bowes Park
Community Association they
were given permission and
funds to run three trial markets
on Myddleton Road in 2013.
The response from the com-
munity was overwhelming with
around 1000 visitors each day. 

Having proved how popular
the market can be, they are
now working with Haringey
Council on a business plan
that will allow them to run inde-
pendently four times a year
incorporating the Myddleton
Road Community Garden as
our family area.

The market is situated on
the section of road between
Marlborough Road and
Palmerston Road near the
Greek restaurant Vrisaki. They
will also using the community
garden for children’s activities,
a space to eat, relax and even
enjoy a bit of refreshments. We
have a brilliant new outdoor
gym with equipment and a
ping-pong table with a won-
derful view of the New River.

A
picturesque historic
street, hidden in the
heart of North London
has been named as

one of the country’s best high
streets. 

Myddleton Road in Wood
Green, has been transformed
in recent years and has the
opportunity, on the 19th of
November, to be crowned as
the best street in London, as
it has been shortlisted in the
third annual Great British High
Street competition.

This nomination means a
lot to all, tenants and local
residents, since is the best
recognition of the work that is
being done to revive, adapt
and diversify this street, so it
can again become the pride
of Bowes Park.  

Such a recognition also
means a great deal to our
local community, since the
road includes many Cypriot
shops like Vrisaki Restaurant,
New Salamis, Anemone
Travel, Hellenic Gourmet
and Bakery, Demetriou &
English, Panikos Tailor, Elite
Bathrooms & Plumbing, My
Dental Care, The State
Sandwich Bar, Greek City,
Property Zone, Lucas Brothers
Barbers, Andy’s Dry Cleaners,

Garden of Saints, The
Delicatessen, Nicosia Coffee
bar and A Ioannou and Sons. 

Talking to Parikiaki, Lucia
Das Neves, member of We
Love Mydletton Road, a com-
munity-lead group working to
revitalize the street, said that
their participation in the final

is the best proof that things
in Myddleton Road are chang-
ing. 

The historic street has been
transformed in recent years
with the arrival of committed
new businesses and from local
residents keen to support the
resurgence of this much loved
centre. 

"For a long time the street
felt a little unloved but as time

progressed, a group of
people have come together to
help the traders improve every-
thing that is going on. As
a result, things are now
developing. New traders have
come along and invested in
the street. We also did a survey
and we asked people what

they wanted to see on
Myddleton Road, what shops
they needed. The demand
had always been there, but
we didn’t know what people
wanted."

As she explained, what people
wanted the most was a
bakery shop and as such, they
recently opened the Hellenic
Bakery, which is always full of
people. Step Bar Cafe and

Gallery, has also attracted
many young people, who now
have the option to visit this
cosy little shop and have a
nice meal along with a drink. 

"So," she added, "this nomi-
nation is due to the things that
we are all doing. We host a
festival twice a year, we have

our local market, which has
really driven the energy in the
local area and people are
deciding to shop locally now.
The community realised that
they can indeed get something
more unique and more
special by coming to their
local shopping street."

Lucia told Parikiaki, that
being nominated London's
best High Street, is "a great

achievement," as it shows
what local people can do
when working closely with the
council. 

"If we win it will be amazing.
We will win some money to
help us keep doing the festi-
vals we are doing and we will
keep arranging events that are

free for the community and
bring traffic on the street," she
concluded. 

"There is still a great
future ahead"

The Cypriot shop owners of
the street are also thrilled with
Myddleton Road's participa-
tion in the final of the Great
British High Street competition.
However, they are not sur-

prised, as the road has recently
been through some major
changes and is constantly
improving. According to
Panikos Demetriou, Director
of Demetriou & English, who
has been located there since
1997, people are now moving
from Muswell Hill towards
Bowes Park. As such, Bowes
Park is now becoming a com-
munity area.

"Crime rates have gone
down and some nice shops
are opening in Myddleton
Road," he told Parikiaki. He
also added that everyone is
trying to clean the shop-fronts
up and make the road look as
nice as possible, "just as it was
back in the days." As he
characteristically said. "there
is still a great future ahead for
Myddleton Road."

Commenting on the road
being shortlisted in the third
annual Great Brit ish High
Street competition, Panikos
Demetriou stressed that such
an award will mean a lot to our
community since Myddleton
Road has always been promi-
nently Greek. "I must say how-
ever, that there is now a nice
mixture of nationalities here.

From Italians to Turkish,
Romanians and Polish. We are

all a big happy family and we
want to win this award. It will
be fantastic," he concluded.

Stathis Efstathiou, Director

of Property Zone, also com-
mented on the importance of
this award. "It is a very impor-
tant competition. A big 60% or

70% of the shops are Cypriot
so it is a very big must for us
as shop owners but also for
our community." 

Mr Efstathiou further ex-
plained how this historic little
street resembles a small
village, where everybody gets

on with each other and tries to
help each other. As he noted,
despite the fact that the street
has undergone a massive

change within the past five
years, there are still things to
be improved. Parking can
sometimes be a problem since
it is quite expensive. 

"We are trying to establish
controlled parking roads and
reduce the parking fee. The
whole street wil l  undergo
regeneration." 

John Ioannou, director of
Elite Bathrooms and Plumbing
and one of the oldest shop-
owners of Myddleton Road, al-
so commented on the expen-
sive parking metres. Talking
to Parikiaki, he said that the
area charges West-End park-
ing prices, which they are try-
ing to reduce for the benefit of
the customers. 

Angelos Agathangelou, di-
rector of Anemone Travel, also
noted that the road is chang-
ing but more research is need-
ed in order to see what sort of
business will work for the road. 

A fantastic melting
pot of everything

Hobart Estate Agency has
recently moved to Myddleton
Road as a big proportion of
their target market lives there.
"One of the main reasons we
came here is because we were
finding that many people were
moving here from Alexandra
Park and Muswell Hill. They
couldn’t afford the area there
and they are moving down
here. A few years ago no one
would even think of coming
down to Myddleton Road and
now here we are, in the final
of Great British High Street
competition. To be nominated
is one thing, to be the final is
fantastic," John Antoniou,
Sales Manager of Hobart
Estate Agency, told Parikiaki. 

Mr Antoniou stressed that
the nomination is the best
proof that the area is evolving
all the time and added that a
possible win will bring even
more interest to the area. 

"When people come down
here they will see how nice it
really is. We have Step Bar,
which attracts middle class
English people, and we also
have the traditional and well-
known Vrisaki, owned by
Andreas Antoniou, which has
been here for more than four
decades. There is a market for
everybody here. What people
really like is that they can go
in the Hellenic Bakery one
minute and then can walk into
the bar. This is a fantastic melt-
ing pot of everything here.

"The area is evolving all the

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time. Shops that were closed
for the last 20-30 years have
been redeveloped, while also
keeping with the old Victorian
themes. Once these stores

open up they will bring more
people as well," he concluded.

Dentist at My Dental Care,
told Parikiaki that the ones who
operate in Myddleton Road
have always known that the
street has a lot of potential but
no one believed they would

get that far. 
"It is really great. We make

people aware of Myddleton
Road. Our parents used to
come and shop here, as years
ago was a very busy road.
Now it is coming back to how
it used to be. We see the road
waking up, it is a sleeping
giant coming back to life. This
is really exciting.

For us Cypriots, it's even
more exciting since the road
carries an evident Cypriot
aspect.

Especially in the summer
when people are out, playing

tavli and drinking coffee it's just
lovely." 

Peter Christianson, from
Greek City, also noted how
the street, which is in the
middle of the Greek-Cypriot

community, is always
buzzing. "Sometimes, you
cannot even find a place to
park," he said. 

"It is very important we win
this competition. The road is
going to be standing out all
over."

It must be noted that to
be crowned champion,
Myddleton Road needs the
votes of local people.
