kish Cypriot leader Mustafa
Akinci will ask the UN Secre-
tary General Ban Ki-moon,
at a meeting they will have
with him on September 25,
in New York, to intensify his
personal engagement in the
Cyprus reunification process
in the months to come.

This was one of the points
made in a joint statement to
the press the two leaders
issued, which was read out
by UN Secretary General`s
Special Adviser on Cyprus
Espen Barth Eide, after they
had finished their meeting
yesterday in the context of the
UN brokered talks, aiming to
reunify the island under a
federal roof, divided since
Turkey invaded in 1974 and
occupied its northern third.

“In addition to holding
substantive discussions on a
number of issues, the leaders
today took stock of the pro-
cess after sixteen months of
negotiations, into which a very
significant amount of work,

time and effort have been
invested,” Eide said reading
the statement.

The leaders, he continued,
“reiterated that they remain
determined to do their utmost
to reach a comprehensive
settlement as described in
the joint statement of 11th
February 2014.”

“All chapters are being
discussed inter-dependently,”
he noted.

“Significant progress has
been achieved on many of the
outstanding issues on the
chapters of governance and
power sharing, economy,
EU matters and property”.
However, he added, “certain

substantial divergences still
remain,” the joint statement
said.

“The two leaders also ex-
changed views and positions,
in a brainstorming manner, on
the chapters of security and
guarantees, as well as territo-
ry,” Eide added.

Although, he noted, “these
initial exchanges have demon-
strated that the respective
views remain apart, there is
a strong determination to
resolve them in a mutually
acceptable manner.”

Espen Barth Eide continued
saying that “cognizant of the
remaining challenges, the two
leaders are committed to con-

tinuing and intensifying their
efforts in these leader – led
negotiations in the coming
months with the aim of reach-
ing a comprehensive settle-
ment agreement within 2016.”

For this purpose, he said,
“the two leaders will hold a
joint meeting with the Secre-
tary – General of the United
Nations on 25th September,
in New York.”

“They will take stock of the
state of play in the negotia-
tions, inform him of their
achievements to date as well
as of the challenges ahead,”
he added.

“They will exchange view
with him and wil l  request
him to intensify his personal
engagement in the process in
the months to come,” the joint
statement concluded.

Returning to the Presiden-
tial Palace after yesterday’s
meeting, Cyprus President
Nikos Anastasiades stressed
that unless substantive
pro-gress is achieved on
pending issues, no multila-
teral conference can take
place.

the so-called Islamic State
(IS), a damning report from
MPs has concluded.

The Foreign Affairs Select
Committee said Cameron’s
2011 military campaign to
oust Muammar Gaddafi
lacked a coherent strategy for
the aftermath of the leader’s
removal, and helped trigger
the refugee crisis after Libya’s
collapse.

MPs accused Cameron of
taking Britain to war against
Gaddafi on a number of
“erroneous assumptions”,
and then embarking on
an “opportunistic” regime
change policy that stoked
chaos in the country.

The report, which comes
just a day after Cameron
resigned as an MP, said
“insufficient action” was
taken to secure weapons
abandoned by the Gaddafi
regime, which contributed to
“increased terrorism” across
the region.

MPs said in the report: “We
have seen no evidence that
the UK government carried
out a proper analysis of the
nature of the rebellion in
Libya.

“It could not verify the
actual threat to civilians posed
by the Gaddafi regime; it
selectively took elements of
Muammar Gaddafi’s rhetoric
at face value; and it failed to
identify the militant Islamist
extremist element in the
rebellion.”

The committee’s report is
the product of a parliamen-
tary equivalent of the Chilcot
inquiry into the Iraq war, and
echoes some of the criticisms
levelled against Tony Blair
about his policy and actions
regarding the conflict.

It also underlines US
president Barack Obama’s
claim that Britain and France
lost interest in Libya once its
leader was overthrown.

Cameron refused to give
evidence to the select com-
mittee, and has blamed the
Libyan people for not taking
their chance at democracy.

The report also concluded:
* There was no attempt to

“pause military action” when
Benghazi had been secured

and seek a deal to protect
civilians and reform Libya.

* Many Libyans had taken
part in the Iraq insurgency
and fought with al-Qaeda in
Afghanistan, meaning the rise
of militant extremist groups
“should not have been the
preserve of hindsight.”

* Cameron should have
been required to issue a
formal “ministerial direction”
to intervene.

Crispin Blunt, chair of the
Foreign Affairs Committee,
said: “The UK’s actions in
Libya were part of an i l l-
conceived intervention, the
results of which are sti l l
playing out today.

“Other political options
were available. Polit ical
engagement might have
delivered civilian protection,
regime change and reform at
a lesser cost to the UK and
Libya.”

A Foreign and Common-
wealth Office (FCO) spokes-
man said the decision to
intervene in Libya was an
“international one, called for
by the Arab League and
authorised by the United
Nations Security Council.”

“Muammar Gaddafi was
unpredictable, and he had
the means and motivation to
carry out his threats,” the
spokesman said.

“His actions could not
be ignored, and required
decisive and collective inter-
national action. Throughout
the campaign, we stayed
within the United Nations
mandate to protect civilians.”

The FCO spokesman
added that £10 million has
been allocated this year to
help the new UK government
restore stability, rebuild the
economy, defeat IS, and tack-
le criminal gangs that “threat-
en the security of Libyans and
exploit illegal migrants.”

The UK continues to
“support strongly” the
efforts of the two com-

munities in Cyprus towards
the aim of a just and lasting
settlement and “encourages
both sides to seize the his-
toric opportunity that now
exists to end the division of
the island,” states a Foreign
Office letter addressed to
the President of the Nation-
al Federation of Cypriots in
the UK Christos Karaolis
(right).

The letter comes as
acknowledgment of the reso-
lution that Karaolis had hand-
ed in at Downing Street in
July, on the occasion of the
42nd anniversary of the illegal
Turkish invasion and subse-
quent military occupation of

the northern part of Cyprus.
The Federation President

was asking the new Prime
Minister Theresa May and
her Government to “demand
that Turkey works sincerely
and through real deeds, not
empty words, for the reunifi-

cation of Cyprus” and “remind
Turkey of, and pressurize
Turkey to fulfil, its obligations
to the EU and UN in relation to
Cyprus.”

“Ultimately, the issues
arising from the difficult events
of summer 1974 can most
effectively be addressed as
part of a just and lasting
settlement in Cyprus that pro-
tects the interests of both
communities,” reads the
letter by Cyprus Desk official
at the Eastern Mediterranean
Department of the Foreign
Office.

The letter also commends
“the leadership that President
Anastasiades and Mr Akinci
have shown to enable
progress in the UN-facilitated
negotiations” and assures

Karaolis that “the UK will
continue to do everything it
can to support the efforts of
the two communities to
reunite Cyprus.”

In reference to Turkey, the
Foreign Office letter states that
the country “has an important
role to play in efforts to secure
a solution in Cyprus” and
that the UK Government
“welcomes Turkey’s contin-
ued support for a settlement.”
UK ministers and officials have
had meetings with their
Turkish counterparts regular-
ly discussing Cyprus and are
expected to continue to do so.

“We value our deep historic
ties and strong bonds of
friendship with Cyprus,”
concludes the Foreign Office
letter.

The executive body of
the EU is considering
plans to operate a visa

programme based on the US
system.

British citizens may have to
apply for visas to travel to
Europe after the UK leaves
the EU, under plans being
considered by officials.

It would mean travellers
from other countries could be
forced to apply online for a
visa and pay a fee before
travell ing to continental
Europe - similar to the Ameri-
can ‘Esta’ document.

When Britain leaves the
European Union, it could
mean UK tourists and busi-
ness travellers being subject-
ed to applying for visas to
visit countries including
France, Spain, Italy and
Germany, it is claimed.

More details about the
EU Travel Information and
Authorisation Scheme (ETIAS)
will be published later this

year.
It has been put forward for

security reasons following the
recent terror attacks in France
and Brussels.

Currently UK passport
holders can travel throughout
member states with a pass-
port but without having to
apply for short-term visas.

Labour MP Pat McFadden,
of the Open Britain campaign,
said: “Reality is setting in.
Introducing visas would
hurt British businesses and
families going on holiday.

“The Leave camp repeat-

edly said visas wouldn’t be
introduced but it now looks
like another of their main
promises is being broken.

“Britain should be open to
business, travel and talent and
the best way to do that is for us
to be a member of the Single
Market.”

Experts say there is no
reason Britons should conti-
nue to enjoy visa-free travel
after leaving, unless this is
offered during Brexit negotia-
tions.

A spokesman for the Euro-
pean Commission said the

Greek EU Commissioner for
Migration and Home Affairs,
Dimitris Avramopoulos, “in-
formed the rest of the EU
Justice and Home Ministers
during an informal meeting on
7 July about the Commission’s
intention to present a propo-
sal this autumn for ETIAS,
similar to the well-known US
system ‘ESTA’, to increase the
information available on those
who enter and leave the EU,
including for those travelling
without a visa.”

He added that the Presi-
dents of the European Com-
mission, European Council
(representing all 27 other
Member States) and European
Parliament have all made clear
that negotiations with the UK
will commence only once the
UK triggers Article 50.

British residents made some

countries last year, with Spain
and France the most popular
destinations.
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Britons ‘may need visas to travel through Europe’

Greece cut sharply on
Friday 2nd September
the number of televi-

sion channels operating in the
country, awarding just four
broadcasting licences to an
industry which authorities say
is mired in mismanagement
and corruption.

Prime Minister Alexis
Tsipras’ leftist government has
said the move will help regu-
late the sector and is in line
with its international bailout
obligations. The local industry
says, however, the policy will
curb free speech and shut
down stations, putting thou-
sands of people out of work.

With only four licences were
offered, some of the eight
private channels now broad-
casting nationwide will have
to close.

Athens raised an unexpect-
ed €246 mill ion from the
licence auction. The starting
price of the licenses was €3
million and the final price
ranged between €43.6 and
€75.9 million, a lot higher than
the bidders initially expected.

The bidders will have 15

days to pay the first tranche of
the amount, after their wealth
and tax declarations are
assessed.

Skai TV won the first licence,
allowing it to stay on air. But
it was critical of the process.

“We were not contesting a
licence, we came to negotiate
ransom,” said Costas Kimbou-
ropoulos, Skai’s representa-
tive.

The government, elected
on promises to take on “the
oligarchs”, many of who run
TV stations, has said the move
will help bring order to the
sector, which is in debt and
generally discredited because
of its political links.

Authorities said four chan-
nels was an appropriate num-
ber of broadcasters which
could stay viable, based on
advertising industry estimates
of the television commercial
market worth about €280
million annually.

Broadcasters, who have
mounted a legal challenge to
the process, say the auction
was little more than an attempt
to gag critics, but they still took
part.

Antenna TV and two new
entrants, Greek shipowner
Evangelos Marinakis and
contractor Yannis Kalogritsas,
also won a licence after a
bidding round held over three

days.
Existing operators who

failed to secure a licence,
among them Star channel and
Alpha TV, will have 90 days
before going off air, the
government said. Mega TV,
the first private station which
aired in Greece in 1989, did
not qualify for the auction
because of outstanding debts.

The government has called
the country’s media “vam-
pires” living on borrowed
funds that they cannot repay.

In a country where up to a
fourth of its national output has
been wiped out, media, along
with a business and a political
elite are frequently cited by
ruling politicians as being part
of an establishment responsi-
ble for Greece’s current woes.

State Minister Nikos Pap-
pas, who oversaw the auction
and is one of Tsipras’ closest
aides said that Greece now
has “TV channels which will
inform Greek people objec-
tively … not depending on their
owners’ links to the political
leadership.”

Only 4 Greek TV channels get licences, 8 to close

Panigyri of St Mary’s in Camberwell a great success



Asclepius was the ancient Greek god
of medicine and he was also credited
with powers of prophecy. The god had
several sanctuaries across Greece; the
most famous was at Epidaurus which
became an important centre of healing
in both ancient Greek and Roman
times and was the site of athletic,
dramatic, and musical Games held in
Asclepius’ honour every four years.

Asclepius in mythology

In Greek mythology Asclepius (or
Asklepios) was a demi-god hero as he was
the son of divine Apollo, and his mother
was the mortal Koronis from Thessaly. In
some accounts Koronis abandoned her
child near Epidaurus and left the baby to
be looked after by a goat and a dog.

The motherless Asclepius was then
brought up by his father who gave
him the gift of healing and the secrets
of medicine using plants and herbs.
Asclepius was also tutored by Cheiron,
the wise centaur who lived on Mt.
Pelion. Asclepius had many children -
two sons: Machaon and Podaleirios, and
four daughters: Iaso, Panacea, Aceso, and
Aglaia. In some traditions he was married
to Hygeia, also a goddess of health; in
another version she was his daughter
and Asclepius married Epione. The
descendants of Asclepius, who continued
in the art of medicine and healing, were
known as the Asclepiads. Machaon, for
example, helped Menelaos when he was
wounded in the Trojan War, but the
most famous doctor of the family was
undoubtedly Hippocrates.

Asclepius met a tragic end when he
was killed by a thunderbolt thrown by
Zeus. This was because the father of the
gods saw Asclepius and his medical skills
as a threat to the eternal division between
humanity and the gods, especially
following rumours that Asclepius’ healing
powers were so formidable that he could
even raise the dead (for which he used
the blood of Medusa given to him by
Athena). Apollo protested against his
son’s treatment but was himself punished
by Zeus for impiety and made to serve
Admetos, the king of Thessaly, for one

year. Asclepius himself was deified
following his death, and in some local
myths he also became the constellation
Ophiuchus.

Epidaurus

The god was particularly worshipped
at the sanctuary of Epidaurus (founded
in the 6th century BC), known as the
Asklepieion, because he was believed
to have been born on the nearby Mt.
Titthion. The site, the most important
healing centre in the ancient world, was
visited from all over Greece by those
seeking alleviation of their ailments by
either divine intervention or medicines
administered by the resident priests
and it had many important buildings.
These included a large temple (380-375
BC) which contained a larger than life-
size statue of Asclepius by Thrasymedes
and the Thymele (360-330 BC) - a
round marble building which had a
mysterious underground labyrinth,
perhaps containing snakes. These were
associated with Asklepius and symbolised
regeneration, as snakes were thought to
live both below and above ground and
were also connected to prophecy as they
knew the hidden secrets below ground.

At Epidaurus there was also the
columned Abato or Enkoimeterion
in which patients, after having gone
through several purification rituals, slept
overnight and awaited dreams where
the god would appear and offer cures
and remedies. The cures would then
later be self-administered or carried out
by resident priests in the more complex
cases. Thankful patients often left votive
offerings at the site, sometimes depicting
the body part which had been cured. The
site also had a 6000 seat theatre (340-330
BC) which is the best preserved theatre
in Greece and still in use today.

Epiduarus was also the site of the
pan-Hellenic Asklepieia festival, founded
in the 5th century BC and held every
four years to celebrate theatre, sport,
and music in honour of Asclepius.
The site continued to be important in
Roman times, and several buildings were
added in the 2nd century AD under the

auspices of the Roman senator Antonius.
The sanctuary finally closed in 426 AD
when emperor Theodosius II decreed the
closure of all pagan sites in Greece.

Other sanctuaries

Another important sanctuary in
Asclepius’ name was in Athens, situated
just below the acropolis on the western
slope. Tradition said that a priest named
Telemachos brought the god to the site
in the form of a sacred snake in 419
BC. Strabo also mentions that the oldest
sanctuary to Asclepius was at Tricca,
where in some accounts the god was born,
but the site has never been discovered.
Messene does, however, have important
archaeological remains attesting to the
popularity of its Asclepian sanctuary in
Hellenistic times. Other sacred sites were
located on the island of Kos which also
had an important school of physicians
from the 5th century BC, on, and at
Tegea. The cult of Asclepius was also
transferred to Pergamon sometime
in the 4th century BC, possibly
by a healed patient at Epidaurus
named Archias. Finally, in 293
BC the Romans were said to
have taken the sacred snake
from Epidaurus to the
Tiber Island in order to
cure a plague, although
there is evidence of the
cult of Asclepius on the
Italian mainland from as
early as the 5th century BC.

The Hippocratic Oath

The Hippocratic Oath is
an oath historically taken by
physicians. It is one of the most
widely known of Greek medical
texts. In its original form, it
requires a new physician to swear,
by a number of healing gods, to
uphold specific ethical standards.
Of historic and traditional value,
the oath is considered a rite
of passage for practitioners of
medicine in many countries,
although nowadays various
modernised versions are
often used.

Hippocrates is often called the father
of medicine in Western culture. The
original oath was written in Ionic Greek,
in the late Fifth Century BC. It is usually
included in the Hippocratic Corpus.

Scholars widely believe that
Hippocrates or one of his students
wrote the oath between the 5th and 3rd
century BC.

Pablo Trapero’s compel-
ling film tells the true sto-
ry of the Puccio family in

the early eighties, Argentina.

The acting is amazing
particularly from Francella as
one of the nastiest villains I
have seen for a very long
time. His powerful presence
demands attention from
beginning till end. The film is
truly scary especially as it is
all true. Essential viewing! 

Bridget Jones’s

Baby

Bridget Jones (Renne Zell-
weger) is now working as a
news producer but celebrates
her 43rd birthday all on her
own. She is single yet again
but when a colleague takes
her away for a Glastonbury
king of weekend she meets an
attractive American called Jack

(Patriok Dempsey) with whom
she has a one night stand
following a drunken night. 

A few weeks later she acci-
dentally meets her old flame
Mark Darcy (Colin Firth) at a
christening and their passion
is quickly reignited and soon
after when Bridget becomes
pregnant she is not sure who
the father might be... 

It is a fun film with some very
funny lines probably thanks
to Emma Thompson who is
credited as one of the writers
and who also makes a fine
contribution as Bridget’s cyni-
cal doctor. 

Zellweger has nailed the
role and the initial doubts of
casting an American in the
original film back in 2004 are
totally eclipsed.

Two Women

This decent adaptation of
Turgenev’s classic based on
his stage play “A Month in the
Country” is brought vividly to
the screen by Vera Glagoleva. 

I remember seeing the play
in the West End some time
ago with Helen Mirren as
Natalia Petrovna, the beauti-
ful wife of Islaev who falls
madly in love with her son’s
tutor Alexy Belyaev played by
a very young Joseph Fiennes.
Now his brother Ralph Fiennes
delivers his Russian speaking
debut as Mikhail Ratikin, a
family friend who visits the
countryside estate of the

wealthy landowner Arkadi
Islaev (Alexander Baluev). He
is a good friend but can’t hide
the fact that he is besotted with
Natalia. In fact everybody
seems to be in love with the
wrong person very much like
in Woody Allen’s “Love and
Death”. 

The production values are
strong and the actors are well
cast particularly Sylvie Testud,
who delivers an impressive
performance as another tutor
of the young boy’s education
in this wealthy household.
Fiennes seems to be relaxed
acting in a foreign language
but I suppose a lot of his
performance was probably re
voiced in the studio.

Anthropoid

British filmmaker Sean Ellis
made a huge impression a
couple of years ago with
“Metro Manilla” and he now
changes the location for this
powerful true story set in World
War II in Czechoslovakia. 

A group of young resistance
fighters are assigned with
Anthropoid - the dangerous
operation to assassinate Nazi
officer Reinhard Heydrich, one
of the most brutal and sadistic
commanders. 

The group of these young
idealist parachutists includes
two of the most charismatic
Irish actors - Cillian Murphy
and Jamie Dornan) who light

up the screen with their
engaging performances. 

The production values
are superb and the action
sequences are tense and
cleverly staged. It is an
exci-t ing fi lm despite the
fact that some of the British
actors struggle with the Czech
accent particularly Toby Jones
who fails to convince as an
older member of the resis-
tance.

The Beatles Eight

Days A Week: The

Touring Years

Ron Howard’s affectionate
film on the meteoric rise of The
Beatles in the early sixties is a
real treat not just for the
fans. His cleverly edited film
captures the Beatlemania from
its origins in small clubs in
Liverpool and Hamburg before
the group became number
one across the universe. 

Howard has assembled
some rare archive material
where the talented lads
simply come across as smart,
intelligent and with masses of
charm and whose success
was inevitable. There are also
lots of fascinating interviews
from people who loved their
music or knew them.

Just before going into the Soho Theatre to see the
Belarus Free Theatre, the only banned theatre company
in Europe (by their own government), I was reading how

a tribe of Native Americans had won a battle, the war is yet
to come, against an oil company hoping to build a pipeline
across land deemed sacred by that tribe. Although the
comparison with this theatre company is tenuous it brought
to mind the importance of indigenous peoples and activists
bringing into the light attempts by those with greater wealth
and power to ride roughshod over the “less powerful”.

So what does happen when you are declared an enemy
of the state simply for making art? Where do you belong
when your government suppresses your basic right to
expression? And how do you survive in one of the most
brutal prison systems in the world? In Burning Doors, the
Belarus Free Theatre, turn their ire against Vladimir Putin
and his regime. The intent of this production is clearly to get
the world to sit up and take notice. Though if they think
visiting state heads will take it up with Putin then maybe they
live in cloud cuckoo land.

Making the show even more relevant to a Western
audience is the inclusion of Maria Alyokhina, one of the band
Pussy Riot who staged a performance inside an orthodox
cathedral in Moscow which led to their arrest and the
imprisonment of two of them including Alyokhina. This is
one hour forty five minutes (without an interval) of a no holds
barred in your face exposé. It is not for the faint-hearted
including graphic portrayal of her time in jail, a harrowing
combination of physical and psychological mistreatment
which initiated global outrage from politicians and the likes
of Paul McCartney, Madonna and Sting. Putin did what Putin
does, ignored them saying the band had “undermined the
moral foundations of the nation...and got what they
deserved”.

What they actually got were strip searches, sometimes
while suspended from ropes and a range of other techniques
tantamount to torture. When Amnesty International desig-
nated the women as “prisoners of conscience” the repres-
sive regime continued its actions unabated. Other cases
highlighted here include Petr Pavlensky, famous for nailing
his testicles to Red Square, and also Ukrainian filmmaker
Oleg Sentsov, condemned to 20 years imprisonment, and
twenty years usually means twenty years in Russia, for
apparent “terrorism” though that has never explained.

Three cell doors dominate the stage and as the
abhorrent actions take place two of Putin’s cronies look on
smiling wryly adding the occasional comment to justify their
behaviour against those who dare to defy. Unlike film or TV
what you see here is real and utterly horrendous. Abuse to
the nth degree, you will almost certainly squirm, look away
and have your stomach turned inside out. But you will also
laugh and the gamut of emotions that you experience will
make you seriously question why they do it but far more
importantly admire their unshakeable spirit of resistance
and bravery. Theatre of the oppressed and a lesson in
realpolitik that we all need once in a while to stir us from our
complacency.

Meanwhile Andreas Scholaris is delighted...
So to La Boheme (Kings Head) set in Dalston. Boy was

this an opera of two halves! The first was funny, sassy and
essentially uplifting with a sprinkle of modern cultural refer-
ences. The second was heart-breaking. There is nowhere
to hide for performers at this venue and the in-the-round
production made it even more exposed, but all the singing
and acting was fabulous. It also made excellent use of the
limited space, the staging was innovative and clever without
being gimmicky. There were unusual but effective and
funny entrances, especially Musetta’s first appearance. The
libretto was also very witty and brought the story into the
modern day without losing its heart. I also liked some of the
little touches, such as the piano replicating mobile phone
ring tones. This is a production that makes you laugh out loud
and cry unashamedly all in the space of two hours.

Finally Lucy Giardinelli is itching to return...
Last week I was privileged to watch the Alvin Ailey Dance

Theater at Sadler’s Wells. I’ve watched this company per-
form many times over the years and each time, without fail,
they blow me away. Not just because Revelations, their totem
piece of work, never grows old and this latest recreation was
irresistibly spellbinding, to a soundtrack that makes your
heart pound with emotion. Also not just because the dancers
perform with a lyricism and exuberance that is a joy to watch.
It’s because I never fail to leave the theatre, having watched
them, with my mood lightened and my soul nourished. Catch
them if you can. I’ll be heading back for Programme C. I
can’t wait.

Peter Andre admits
shutting out Emily

after brother’s death

Peter Andre has admitted to
completely shutting now-wife
Emily out while he struggled
to cope with the death of his
elder brother Andrew (his
beloved sibling Andrew died
in December 2012 at the age
of 54 following a battle with
cancer).

The singer has now recoun-
ted that period of his life in
new book, Between Us.

Speaking on ITV’s This
Morning, he said: “(Losing my
brother) tore my family apart.
We have not ‘till this day - near-
ly four years later - sat down

as a family and talked about it,
because it is literally still so
raw.

“I was nearly two weeks late
delivering (the book) because
that was the only chapter I
couldn’t do. My brothers won’t
read it. They said, ‘Bro I hope
you don’t mind, but we don’t
really want to read it.’”

Peter, 43, said the loss of
his brother “plummeted” him
back to the dark place he’d
been in the past, battl ing
depression and panic attacks.

He’d been with then-
girlfriend Emily MacDonagh
for less than six months at the
time and admitted he told
Emily she was welcome to
leave him.

“I thought there’s no way
she’s going to stay with me.
She would talk to me and I’d
walk into the other room and
shut the door. For her, I shut
her out completely. And I said
to her ‘you’ve got two options…
you can either go and do what
you have to do, let me get

through this, and when I get

through this if you want to talk,

let’s talk. Or you can stick by

me.’

“And I really thought she’d

say, ‘you know what, I need

some time out’ but she said,

‘there isn’t two options, there’s

only one and I’m staying with

you’.

“This happened in the

honeymoon period, the first

six months when everything is

supposed to be incredible. If

you can get through that…

there will be things in the

future. I hope one day she

needs me and I’ll be there for

her because she stood by me

completely.”

Peter added that he wasn’t
speaking out to gain sympa-
thy, he just wanted to show
people that you can go
through a dark time and come

out the other side.
“I don’t want people think-

ing, ‘Oh poor guy.’ The upside
and positive is I came through
it.
