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Eide says negotiations are at a phase where
everything can be discussed without taboos

NSG Special Envoy Espen
Barth Eide has said that
we are now in a phase at the
Cyprus negotiations, that we
can discuss everything.
“Some things are in
brainstorming mode, some of
them in negotiating mode, but
there is no taboo to issues that
can be discussed at leastin a
very close format between the
leaders”, he said after an 1-
hour long meeting he had on
Wednesday morning with
President Nicos Anastasiades,
when asked why is this phase
more crucial than others and
what is different this time.
The two leaders, namely
President Anastasiades and
T/c leader Mustafa Akinci
embarked on Tuesday on a
new round of intensified talks
with a total of seven meetings
until September 14.
Speaking to the press Eide
said that on Tuesday, there
was a full agreement between
the leaders and himself that
July was well spent and the
meetings that took place (6 in
total) were all constructive.
“What is new is that we are
now, in this round, entering
into all aspects even those
chapters that haven't yet been
on the table, some of them in
brainstorming mode, some in
preparatory mode, but | would
say that today all issues are
on the table and | have great
expectations for these seven
meetings”, Eide pointed out.
He added that whatever

happens later, is something
that we will be decided in the
process, underlining that both
leaders have made a clear
commitment to make that
assessments as we go along
and to also publicise whatever
they are ready to say on the
14th of September.

Eide added that a lot of
people are involved, many
working working groups are
active, some of them meeting
on frequent basis, many at the
same day, helping us with
different aspects, but there are
some key aspects which are
now basically for the leaders
and the leaders themselves to
decide.

“I really want to reiterate
something | have said before,
that | very much applaud the
commitment of both leaders
to take a personal
responsibility of all the
outstanding issues, building
on the excellent work of the
negotiators and  the
negotiating teams who have
had way beyond hundred
meetings so far, but now this
is really the time of Mr
Anastasiades and Mr Akinci to
bridge the gaps and my work
is to help them as much as |
can , the process is leaders-
led, we are assisting, we have
a number of international
bodies and supporters
helping, but the process is
owned by Cypriots and the
leaders who are in charge of
this process. And | have great

expectations”, he pointed out.

Invited to reply to a question
whether there are any
concerns that external factors,
such as the situation in Turkey,
affect negatively the process,

SG Special Envoy said that the
events we saw this summer,
were a stark reminder that the
window of opportunity may not
remain open forever.

“It is open now, and we got
clear reconfirmation from all
the interested parties including
very clearly from Ankara that
they remain supportive and
remain prepared to do their
part as says Greece, the
United Kingdom, as says the
EU and all the relevant actors
and needless to say the UN”,
he added.

President Anastasiades, in
statements to the press after
Tuesday’s meeting said that
the Greek Cypriot side does
not reject the idea of a tripartite
meeting in New York city, after

the UN General Assembly,
between himself, the T/c
leader and the UNSG Ban Ki
Moon, given there is sufficient
progress in the peace
negotiations.

He described the meeting
as quite productive for the
methodology that will be
followed in the remaining
meetings as well as informative
on issues that were developed
in the recent days.

He said that he was
informed in general about the
recent meeting between Akinci

and Turkish President Tayip
Erdogan, but not in detail,
adding that from what he
understands, the Turkish
President reiterated his will to
contribute for a Cyprus
solution.

Replying to a question,
President Anastasiades said
that they did not discuss the
issue of guarantees and that
was has been published is just
some ideas which were
developed. He underlined that
our proposals have been
formed on the basis of what
we have declared as a Greek
Cypriot side and cannot
respond to what has been
published on the issue of
guarantees.

He said that following the
intensified round of talks, on
September 14th, the progress
that will be achieved will then
be determined.

According to the President,
in Tuesday’s meeting they
decided, with Mustafa Akinci,
the chapters that will be
discussed in each of the
following meetings, including
the issue of properties.

He pointed out that as
regards the territory issue, they
will not particularly refer to
maps and names, but some
criteria about the territorial
adjustments, associated with
the issue of properties, will be
discussed. Cyprus President
said that the same goes for the
issues of security and
guarantees, underlining that

the basic principle on which
they both agree is that the
security of one side cannot be
imposed as a threat for the
other.

Replying to another
question the President said
that the Greek Cypriot is in
favour of a tripartite meeting
between himself, the T/c
leader and UNSG Ban Ki
Moon, given that there is
sufficient progress in the talks.

He said that if there is
sufficient progress that allows
for such a meeting or if the
UNSG wants, after the General
Assembly, to meet the two
leaders, “this is not the end of
the world or something that is
a paradoxical”. The President
went on to point out that the
progress and the course of the
intensified talks have to be
assessed first before such a
meeting takes place.

President Anastasiades was
also asked about the visit of
the US Vice President Joe
Biden in Turkey, saying that
the US VP will discuss the
bilateral relations however the
Cyprus issue will be on the
agenda as Biden has an
interest on the matter the last
40 years.

He recalled that recently he
had a phone conversation with
the US Vice President and he
pointed out to Biden what
Ankara needs to take into
account in order to achieve a
solution that will be acceptable
by both sides.

powerful earthquake

devastated a string of
mountainous towns in central
Italy on Wednesday, trapping
residents under piles of
rubble, killing at least 38
people and leaving
thousands homeless.
The quake struck in the early
hours of the morning when
most residents were asleep,
razing homes and buckling
roads in a cluster of
communities some 140km
east of Rome.

Italian Prime Minister
Matteo Renzi said he would
visit the disaster area later in
the day: “No one will be left
alone, no family, no
community, no neighbour-
hood. We must get down to
work to restore hope to this
area which has been so badly
hit,” he said in a brief

televised address.

A spokeswoman for the
civil protection department,
Immacolata Postiglione, said
the dead were in Amatrice,
Accumoli and other villages
including Pescara del Tronto
and Arquata del Tronto.

The earthquake caused
damage in three regions —
Umbria, Lazio and Marche —
and was felt as far away as
the southern ltalian port city of
Naples.

The U.S. Geological
Survey, which measured the
quake at 6.2 magnitude, said

it struck near the Umbrian city
of Norcia, while Italy’s

earthquake institute INGV
registered it at 6.0 and put the

epicentre further south, closer
to Accumoli and Amatrice.

INGV reported 60
aftershocks in the four hours
following the initial quake, the
strongest measuring 5.5.

The Price Of A House — The
ABI Reveals The Cost Of Falling
Il Abroad

Insurers have reported they
are now helping over 3,000
travellers a week who need
emergency medical care while
travelling abroad. The cost of
some overseas medical
treatments can be more than the
price of the average UK house,
for example over 500,000 for
treating a multiple fracture of the
leg and artery tear in the USA
with an air ambulance back to
the UK. This compares to the
average UK house price of
£211,000.

Despite the high costs of
emergency medical treatment
overseas, the Guardian reports
that almost one in four people
do not take out travel insurance
for their holidays, according to
new research, with young
people less likely to pay for the
safety net when they go abroad.

The figures have emerged
from a study by York-based
healthcare provider Benenden
of 1,000 people, which shows
that one in 10 have previously
needed hospital treatment when
abroad.

Figures from the Association
of British Insurers (ABI) reveal
that travel insurers paid out
£370m in 591,000 claims last
year, with the average travel
insurance claim is just over
£700, emergency medical and
repatriation costs when overseas
can be much higher.

With some of the highest
treatment and medication costs
of any country, emergency
medical bills in the USA can be
considerable. For example: An
insurer recently paid a medical
bill of £322,000 for treating a
swollen blood vessel in the brain
and treatment for an abscess in
the abdomen resulted in the
insurer covering the £101,000
medical costs.

Emergency medical treatment
on ocean cruises can also be
costly, due to the added
complexities and costs of
transporting the patient to a
medical facility nearby and the
possibility of needing an air
ambulance back to the UK. The
cost of treating a holidaymaker
who suffered a heart attack on a
Caribbean cruise and needed
an air ambulance back to the
UK came to 92,000.

Elsewhere in the world,
examples of emergency medical
bills faced by British travellers
that were covered by travel
insurance include: £300,000 for
the treatment of multiple injuries
following a fall from a waterfall
in Thailand, £40,000 to cover the
medical costs in treating a
traveller to Indonesia who was
bitten by a mosquito and
contracted Dengue fever,
£31,000 treating a broken leg in
Nepal that became infected,
£16,000 to treat a fractured hip
caused by a motorcycle
accident in Thailand and
£11,000 treating a brain tumour
in Spain.

Mark Shepherd, ABI’s
Manager, General Insurance
said "While most travellers enjoy
trouble-free holidays, falling ill
abroad can be very stressful
without the added worry about
how you will pay for potentially
very expensive medical bills.

Anyone travelling overseas
should always take out
appropriate travel insurance for

the duration of their trip, and
declare medical conditions
when they take out their policy.
A valid European Health
Insurance Card (EHIC) when
travelling in Europe is also
strongly recommended. Though
not a substitute for travel
insurance, the EHIC is free and
provides access to state-
provided healthcare on the
same basis as a resident.

Travel insurance should not
be an after-thought, but the first
thing you arrange after booking
any overseas trip."

More than one in five home
insurance claims is unsuccessful
owing, in part, to the complexity
of policies.

Confusion about what is
covered by insurance policies
is one of the reasons that
policyholders fail to receive a
payout. Wear and tear, as well
as damage caused by a lack of
maintenance in homes are also
key reasons for claims being
rejected, an insurers’ group said.

In contrast, 99% of motor
insurance claims result in a
payout.

The Association of British
Insurers (ABI) has published the
industry-wide figures for the first
time, after analysis of claims
made during 2013 and 2014.
The success rate figures are
based on 6.9 million claims
handed by 19 insurers, including
4.3 million motor insurance
claims, 1.8 million home
insurance claims, and 800,000
travel insurance claims.

The analysis showed that 79%
of home insurance policyholders
who made a claim were
successful, receiving a typical
payout of £2,520.

Of those whose claims were
turned down, some made claims
that were valued below the
policy excess and others had
bought the wrong kind of cover.
Many home insurance policies
have add-ons that cover certain
eventualities, but add extra
complexity to renewals.

Many were denied due to a
failure to maintain their property.
For example, roof damage
caused by a storm that affects
numerous homes in an area is
likely to be successful. Roof
damage caused because
previous faults had been left

without the homeowner’s
attention were less likely to
succeed, the ABI said.

Policies were designed to
cover "sudden, unexpected and
accidental" events, an ABI
spokesman said.

Travel insurance claims
recorded a success rate of 87%,
the ABI said, with an average
payout of £884. Reasons for
rejection include failure to
declare a pre-existing medical
condition and failure to prove
that belongings have been lost.

Motor insurance claims were
successful in 99% of cases, with
an average payout of £2,160.
Cases and policies tended to be
simpler, leading to fewer denied
claims.

Huw Evans, ABI director
general, said that the figures
were published in order to gain
greater trust from consumers.
"Contrary to popular belief,
insurers want to pay honest
claims. It helps nobody when
customers have bought the
wrong product or have not
disclosed important information.

So we will use the analysis we
are publishing today to drive
awareness campaigns to
improve even further the
acceptance rates for home and
travel. Buying insurance should
never just be about getting the
cheapest price in the quickest
time possible, it should be about
ensuring you have the right
product for your hour of need."
He said.

The ABI suggested that
people take time to read the
terms and conditions when
buying or renewing home
insurance to check exactly what
is covered.

Disputes between insurers
and individuals that are
unresolved often end up with the
financial ombudsman.

In separate figures published
the Financial Ombudsman
Service said there were 5,504
inquiries about buildings
insurance from disgruntled
customers between April and
December last year. Some 38%
of cases looked at by the
ombudsman were upheld in the
customers’ favour.

Cases were dwarfed by the
178,715 enquiries about
payment protection insurance
(PPI) received over the same
period. In PPI cases, 70% were
upheld in the customers’ favour.

ur Ladies of Perpetual Succour (National Theatre) is
O Lee Hall’s adaptation of Alan Warner’s scandalous nov-

el The Sopranos which lays bare the foibles and falla-
cies of catholic etiquette in a Catholic school seen through
the eyes of six young women hell bent on recreating Sodom
and Gomorrah. To give you an idea of what to expect, imagi-
ne a fusion of The History Boys and St Trinians.

Clad in plaid kilts and Doctor Martens they are a picture of
rebellion and non-conformity. They drink, they shag and then
they drink and shag some more. On a trip to Edinburgh for a
choir competition, yes there’s a fair bit of Sister Act in there too,
they go AWOL and get on with some serious clubbing, the
kilts having now been replaced by outfits that include, Lycra,
fishnets, leather, rubber and most other materials and acces-
sories you may see in a fetish club. The interactions they have
with an assortment of equally hedonistic characters are recre-
ated by the girls who obviously find fault and laughter in all that
they encounter.

Although the material is very close to the funny bone, the-
re are also moments of tragedy. When Orla (Melissa Allan)
tells the story about trying to lose her virginity, | cringed,
laughed and winced at the very graphic description which cle-
arly hit home with some women in the audience. The play al-
so cleverly, without promulgating any particular view, makes
the point about how vulnerable they become when caught
between the devil that is drink and an obvious urge for pube-
scent girls to let rip.

The eclectic music ranging from the Electric Light Orchestra
to Mendelssohn is superbly performed and despite most of the
actors having a stage school background there is lots of spunk
and brio in their renditions and the harmonies are strong. In
the singing stakes Frances Mayli McCann (Kylah) is the stan-
dout and she features prominently whenever the buoyant rock
band of three strike up a tune. Much as | enjoyed the rock
stuff the classical elements were not just more moving and
poignant they also reminded us of the underlying and con-
stant influence of their religion. Though you wouldn’t know it
as they stumbled from one catatonic episode to another.

On the acting front Karen Fishwick (Kay) and Dawn Si-
evewright (Fionnula) do much of the heavy lifting carrying
most of the narrative while Kirsty MacLaren (Manda) excelled
in the comic scenes, her facial and physical expressions epi-
tomising the uproarious nature of their behaviour and attitudes.
Caroline Deyga (Chell) is the least developed but offers strong
support throughout. Director Vicky Featherstone unleashes
the girls from the get-go and in so doing gives us an unbrid-
led production that is both joyous and disturbing.

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We need true friends of Cyprus
in the Houses of Parliament

The historian and editor of Politics First magazine speaks to Parikiaki”

his year will always be
Tremembered in the hi-

story of world politics.
Britain voted Brexit, Theresa
May became the second
female Prime Minister of
Britain, Jeremy Corbyn has
been trying to put an end to
Tony Blair's ideology within
the Labour Party, Donald
Trump and Hillary Clinton are
competing for the US
Presidency, Europe has been
living under the threat of a ter-
rorist attack and the Middle
East, while the Middle East cri-
sis remains unsolved.

With these developments in
mind, “Parikiaki” interviewed
Dr Marcus Papadopoulos,
editor and publisher of the
non — partisan parliamentary
magazine Politics First and
expert on Russian History.

Papadopoulos was born to
a Greek — Cypriot father and a
British — German mother. His
parents’ background, as he
says, made him view dome-
stic affairs and especially for-
eign affairs in a very different
way than the average British
person does. Because of his
dad and his English grand -
father, he learned, from a very
early age, that “American fo-
reign policy is destructive,
cancerous and that it under-
mines global peace and stabi-
lity.”

His grandfather was a com-
munist and, from a young
age, Dr Papadopoulos
subconsciously learnt of the
Soviet Union. By the age of 15
he had decided that he
wanted to extensively study
Russia. He has a bachelor’s
degree in Law and Modern
History and a masters and a
PhD in Modern History. As
result of that, he now regularly
appears on Russian TV chan-
nels, such as RT and Rossiya
24, as well as Russian radio
stations, including Radio
Sputnik. He also regularly
gives written comments to the
Russian media outlets of
TASS and RIA Novosti.

In this interview, Dr
Papadopoulos  tells  our
newspaper who the genuine
“Friends of Cyprus” in the
Parliament are, how he views
May’s first month at 10
Downing Street, why she was
clever in appointing “The
Three Brexiteers” in her new

Cabinet and what Jeremy
Corbyn will have to face if re-
elected and. Having a docto-
rate in Modern History, he
also explains how Russia has
recently grown stronger.

Dr Papadopoulos, you
have attended many parlia-
mentary meetings where the
Cyprus problem was dis-
cussed. Is there actual
progress in terms of UK
wanting to help Cyprus?

LT LITTTI

Absolutely nothing tangible
is going to happen in Britain
because the UK, since the
beginning of the original Cold
War, has regarded Turkey as
an ally and a friend. Indeed,
the Foreign Office states that
Turkey is our strategic friend
and ally. Because of Turkey’s
strategic geographical impor-
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tance, Britain is not going to
pursue a policy of genuinely
wanting Cyprus to be re-
unified. Britain does not want
to sacrifice its relationship with
Turkey because of Cyprus.
And that is especially the case
for the Conservative Party as it
is the party of the British
establishment, which views
Turkey as a very important ally
and friend for Britain.

T

The UK highly regards and
fiercely protects its relation-
ship with Turkey; so much so
that it allows the so-called
TRNC to have an unofficial
embassy on Bedford Square.
The flag of the so-called TRNC
is flown from that building and
its emblem is on display,
adjacent to the front door.
People from that building
have meetings with Foreign
Office representatives.
Furthermore, while Britain

doesn't officially recognise the
so-called TRNC, there are,
nonetheless, direct flights
from the UK to occupied
Cyprus. This tells you again
the duplicitous nature of
British foreign policy in regard
to Cyprus. In reality, Britain is
all too happy to allow the
northern part of Cyprus to be
occupied by Turkey.

Who do you consider to be
the genuine friends of
Cyprus at the Houses of
Parliament?

We need to clarify what we
mean by “Friends of Cyprus”.
Many MPs who are “friends”
represent constituencies,
which have  substantial
Cypriot communities in them.
Those MPs say “we support
Cyprus”, but not many of
them stand up in parliament
and categorically condemn
Turkey for what it did in 1974
and afterwards and for the
UK'’s relationship with Turkey.

Genuine friends of Cyprus
include Sir Alan Meale MP,
who is very critical of Turkey -

and there is no significant
Cypriot community in his
constituency of Mansfield.
Also, Tony Benn, who is no
longer with us, was a real
supporter of Cyprus - his
constituency was
Chesterfield. Now, regarding
MPs who do have significant
numbers of Cypriots living in
their constituencies and who |
would call genuine friends of
Cyprus, | name Jeremy
Corbyn as the first who comes
to mind - his criticism of
Turkey is unequivocal and so,
too, is his criticism of Britain’s
relations with Turkey.

| believe we need true
friends of Cyprus. We need to
be careful of MPs who claim to
be supporters. Supporters
need to criticise Turkey publi-
cly and they need to call on
the British government to re-
assess its relations with
Turkey and to put pressure on
Turkey to leave Cyprus.
Unless they do that, they are
not true supporters of Cyprus.
To any objective, open-
minded person, Cyprus is cor-
rect politically, legally and
morally when it comes to
Turkey. And Britain’s relation-
ship with Turkey leaves much
to be desired.

How do you evaluate
Theresa May’s first month at
10 Downing Street?

Theresa May has a pheno-
menal work ethic. She is one
of hardest working MPs, not
just in a government capacity
but also in a Conservative
party capacity. She visits
Conservative Party
Associations around the
country to give speeches and
help with fundraising. We
have to give her respect for
that and also to the fact that,
though she is diabetic, she
works day and night.

However, she is going to be
faced with a very difficult situa-
tion in the form of Brexit. She
said that “Brexit means Brexit”
but what does Brexit actually
mean? She will have to ne-
gotiate a very favourable trade
treaty between Britain and the
European Union. It doesn’t
seem, at present, that the EU
is willing to make an exception
for Britain and, to be fair,
Britain should not be given
special privileges.

If she doesn’t get a favoura-
ble trade arrangement with
the EU, will she invoke Atrticle
50?7 If she does, the British

economy could seriously suf-
fer, though, of course, the UK
economy will not collapse.

On the other hand, if she
feels that Brexit is not right for
Britain economically, she
could hold a second re-
ferendum or she could say to
the country “things have
changed since 23rd June and
we must not leave the EU.”
She could also say that the
referendum was not legally
binding, which wasn’t; it was
advisory to parliament. If she
was to do that, a civil war
could explode within the
Conservative party.

Alas, the situation for Prime
Minister May is not easy.
However, | think that she has
been quite clever in appoint-
ing the three “Brexiteers”,
Liam Fox, David Davies and
Boris Johnson, to the Cabinet.
Messrs Fox, Davies and
Johnson were three of the
most vociferous opponents of
the EU. By Theresa May put-
ting them in charge, if they fail
she can tell that “you have
failed” so what do we do now?
Certainly it is the case that
tension is already building
between them. Liam Fox and
Boris Johnson are fighting
each other because Fox has
told Johnson that he should
have the power to sign new
treaties but the Foreign
Secretary is bitterly resisting
this.

How do you see the opposi-
tion building up with
Theresa May being the
Prime Minister and Jeremy
Corbyn the leader of the
Labour Party?

They are, of course, very dif-
ferent politicians, both in style
and ideology.

In regards to Jeremy
Corbyn, within the past year,
he has become stronger in his
leadership because of what
he is up against from his own
party, the Conservatives and
from British media. He has
also had to become ruthless,
which is not natural to him.

| think if Jeremy is re-
elected this September, he
will have become a more
powerful leader and he will be
able to show to the country
that he does have strong
leadership skills and can take
decisive, ruthless decisions.
Nonetheless, we need to wait
and see what the response of
the Parliamentary Labour
Party will be, if Jeremy is re-

elected as leader. We know
that most grassroots Labour
activists support him but most
Labour MPs do not because
they are mainly right-wing or
centre-left due to the selection
process which Tony Blair
introduced after he became
leader of the party in 1994. So
Jeremy is going to be up
against it even if he is re-
elected. However, he will also
be up against it because the
media in Britain mainly sup-
ports the Conservative Party.

Also, Jeremy Corbyn has
some policies, which a lot of
people in Britain would sup-
port. So, for example, he
wants to renationalise the rail-
ways, which is also what a lot
of people in Britain want to
see happen. The right-wing
media, however, is not about
to talk about that because
they support the railways
being privately run. As a
result, they will not run articles
on Jeremy supporting state-
run railways because people
could start supporting him.
Ultimately, someone like
Jeremy - who is a left-wing
politician, who has never
compromised his principles,
who doesn’t believe in privati-
sation, who doesn’t believe
that Britain should have
nuclear weapons, who has
opposed every single

American-led intervention in
the world - does not have
many media friends.

You cooperate with RT
(Russia Today) and you are
the publisher and editor of
the magazine Politics First.
What is your opinion about
the British media?

First of all, | would like to
say that RT does a fabulous
job in presenting an alterna-
tive perspective to what is
happening on the inter-
national stage today. The
world needed an RT during
the 1990s when the West, led
by the US, totally disregarded
international law and tore
Yugoslavia to pieces and
demonised the Serbs and
then murderously bombed
them. But that was then.
Today, Western media does
not have the field to itself any
longer, and RT systematically
exposes the folly, illegality and
double standards of Western
governments and Western
media outlets.

Now, British mainstream
media is not independent but
is part of the British political
establishment. The role of
mainstream media in Britain,
unofficially, of course, is to
inform policymakers, to guide
them and to justify the foreign
policy actions of the British

government to the British
domestic audience.
Mainstream media follows the
line of 10 Downing Street and
of the Foreign Office. Unless
someone like Jeremy Corbyn
becomes Prime Minister, this
is not going to change.

In Britain, we should also
ask who owns the media. So,
for example, Rupert Murdoch,
who is a neo-con, owns The
Times, Sky and The Sun.
Naturally, he is going to sup-
port Western intervention in
the world and this is reflected
in how his media empire
reports on, for example, the
conflict in Syria and the crisis
in Ukraine.

Also, the media have to fol-
low the line of the British
government. So when it
comes to Syria, for instance, if
they start running articles say-
ing that the British govern-
ment is supporting terrorism,
then editors will not get lead
stories and exclusives from
the government, which, of
course, will impact on sales of
newspapers or  viewing
figures.

In terms of foreign policy,
does it really matter who is
going to be elected as the
new president of the United
States?

| personally think that
Donald Trump and Hillary
Clinton are appalling poli-
ticians and even more appal-
ling human beings. But, ulti-
mately, it doesn’t really matter
who is in the White House
because the machines of the
American government, such
as the defence lobby, will
come around whoever is in
and dictate the way they
should do things. Every
American President, since the
end of the WW II, has had at
least one war, either directly or
indirectly. While Trump says
that he wants America to be
stronger internally and not to
intervene around the world, he
has, in fact, in the past
supported America’s inter-
ventions abroad. If he is ele-
cted, the American machines
of government will come
around him and he is more
than likely to carry on with the
US’ incessant need to inter-
vene in the internal affairs of
independent countries. | think
that out of Trump and Clinton,
Clinton is even worse because
she has made it very clear that
she does not only want to see

American intervention to con-
tinue around the world but
that she wants to see more of
it. She has an unbelievably
hostile approach towards
Russia. We know that a ho-
stile approach to Russia can,
ultimately, lead to terribly
negative consequences for
the world. If you look at her
track record, you can see
what she did in Libya and in
Syria (she was secretary of
state at that time). She also
built relations with the ter-
rorists in Syria. That says
something about her as a
human being.

Do you agree with the opi-
nion that Russia has beco-
me stronger recently?

When communism and
Soviet Union collapsed, it
meant that America was the
sole remaining superpower in
the world. That was not a
good thing for global stability.
When you have a look back at
the 1990s, when Russia was
in complete meltdown,
America saw an opportunity to
achieve global hegemony -
and they did. They began that
in the former Yugoslavia and
carried on with Irag and so
forth.

Since Vladimir Putin came
to power in 2000, he has rol-
led back those dreadfully
destructive pro-Western poli-
cies of Mikhail Gorbachev and
especially of Boris Yeltsin. He
has expelled the oligarchs
from power, he has renationa-

s, I

lised industries - oil, gas,
water, electricity - and he has
implemented a lot of Soviet-
era policies. There are still a
lot of challenges, of course,
but under him Russia has
become strong and this is a
good thing for the world.

There is fear of a terrorist
attack in London. What
should London do so that
the terror threat can be
reduced?

In the world today, there are
two threats to international
security: Western foreign poli-

cy and Islamic terrorism. Both
of them work together. We
know that the West, by which |
mean the US and UK, has
worked hand-in-hand with
radical Islam for the past 30
years — from supporting the
Mujahideen, including Osama
bin Laden, against the

ris & Son
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Russians in Afghanistan, to
bringing Mujahideen fighters
to Bosnia to fight the Bosnian
Serbs, to supporting Islamist
forces against Libya’s
Muammar Gaddafi and Syria’s
President Bashar al-Assad. In
the context of the latter, they
are using various Islamist
groups in Syria and have wor-
ked with ISIS. They only
turned on ISIS when ISIS re-
emerged in Iraq. If you have a
look back in 2013, when ISIS
started taking over land in
Syria, | do not remember a
British or American politician
talking about ISIS as a threat.
They were quite content to
see ISIS beat the Syrian army.
The British government has
played an important role in de-
stabilising Syria through its
support of terrorists there,
and, as a consequence of this,
what Britain is now experien-
cing is blowback. If the British
government was to change its
policy, this could help, some-
what, to diffuse the crisis in
Syria, which would help to les-
sen the terrorist threat. But the
British  government has
caused so much damage now
that Britain is facing an unpre-
cedented threat level from
Islamist terrorist groups. And
the UK government is persi-
sting with its support of
Islamist militants in Syria.

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Rio Olympics 2016

Rainy Rio wraps up challenging Games on upbeat tropical note

A blustery storm, a touch of
melancholy and a sense of pride
converged at the closing cere-
mony of the 2016 Olympics on
Sunday as Brazil breathed a col-
lective sigh of relief at having
pulled off South America’s first
Games.

After a grueling 17 days, Rio
de Janeiro cast aside early
struggles with empty venues,
security scares and a mysteri-
ous green diving pool to throw
a huge Carnival-like party.

Samba dancers, singers,
drummers and a giant plumed
macaw float mixed with hun-
dreds of athletes in the storied
Maracana stadium while a final
volley of fireworks lit up the night
sky.

Brazilians came to the clos-
ing ceremony happy, many
wearing the canary yellow jer-
sey of the nation’s sports teams,
having won two late gold medals
in their two favorite sports, men’s
soccer and volleyball.

But Sunday served up tough
weather conditions for such a
big party. High winds buffeted
the Maracana, power briefly
went out in the upper part of the
stadium, and rain drenched per-
formers and athletes as they en-
tered the ceremony, many with
medals hanging around their
necks.

To the beat of traditional
Brazilian music, Olympians
danced and waved their coun-
tries’ flags to celebrate their
place on the world’s premier
sporting stage.

In the last of 306 medal cere-

monies, International Olympic
Committee President Thomas
Bach draped the gold around
the neck of Kenya’s Eliud
Kipchoge, winner of the men’s
marathon earlier in the day.

The city handed over the
Olympic flag to Tokyo, site of
the 2020 Summer Games, and
Japanese Prime Minister Shinzo
Abe appeared in the stadium
dressed as popular video game
character Mario, tunneling from
Tokyo to Rio.

Bach declared the Rio Games
closed and expressed hope that
they had left a lasting mark on
the metropolitan area of 12 mil-
lion people.

“These Olympic Games are
leaving a unique legacy for gen-
erations to come,” he said.
“History will talk about a Rio de
Janeiro before and a much bet-
ter Rio de Janeiro after the
Olympic Games.”

In a final symbolic act, the
Olympic flame that had burned
since Aug. 5 was then extin-

guished in a downpour of artifi-
cial rain.

TAPPING NATURAL TALENT

In the midst of it worst eco-
nomic recession since the
1930s, Brazil’s opening and
closing ceremonies relied more
on the country’s unique talents
and natural beauty and less on
expensive technology.

On Sunday, there was an ode
to the white-clad lacemaking
ladies and the forro music of the
Northeast that sparked waves
of pride among Brazilians.

One of the more stunning mo-
ments of the ceremony focused
on the ancient art found in the
Serra da Capivara National Park
—a UNESCO World Heritage site
in northeastern Brazil featuring
cave paintings, some more than
25,000 years old.

But the beauty was betrayed
by Brazil’s tough times.

Just this week, the foundation
that maintains the park said it
could no longer do so because
of a lack of funding.

For all the troubles before and
during the Games, Rio will sure-
ly be remembered for great
sporting moments.

There was the remarkable
comeback of American swim-

mer Michael Phelps, who won
five golds to reinforce his dis-
tinction as the most decorated
Olympian of all time.

Jamaica’s Usain Bolt drew
down the curtain on his brilliant
Olympic career by securing a
sweep of the sprint titles for a
third successive Games. And
American gymnast Simone
Biles, the U.S. flag bearer in the
closing ceremony, kicked off her
Olympic run by tying the record
of four gold medals in a single
Games.

But at times it was hard to fo-
cus on the sporting triumphs tak-
ing place across the sprawling
city.

A low point for Rio came when
Ryan Lochte, one of America’s
most decorated swimmers, said
he was robbed at gunpoint. That
ignited further security concerns
after a series of assaults against
government ministers, athletes
and tourists.

But Lochte’s story quickly un-
raveled, enraging Brazilians and
Americans alike.

Brazilians could nevertheless
take heart in the fact that there
were no major mishaps or
breaches after deadly attacks in
Europe and the United States
had prompted the biggest se-
curity operation in Brazil’s his-
tory with 85,000 troops.

‘DIFFICULT MOMENT’

“Even with all our problems
we pulled off a good Olympics.
Nothing too bad happened and
I'd say it was better than expect-
ed,” said Nivea Araujo, a Rio res-

For many in the soccer-mad
nation, the best Olympic mo-
ments happened in the
Maracana, where Brazil defeat-
ed Germany in soccer on
Saturday and pieced together a
widely hailed opening ceremo-
ny despite the tight budget.

Rio won the right to host the
Games in 2009, when the econ-
omy was booming and millions
were pushing into the middle
class.

“We are in a difficult moment
as a country right now, we can’t
hide that, but the Games were
scheduled and I’m glad we
could enjoy them,” said
Alessandro Freitas, also from
Rio.

One of the major concerns for
Brazilians is what will be the final
cost of the Games for a country
and how much they actually
helped improve the city’s infra-
structure. Many Rio residents
could not afford tickets to events,
leaving them feeling on the side-
lines of the city’s biggest under-
taking.

And come Monday, with the
Games no longer a distraction,
Brazil gets back to its dour real-
ity of dueling political and eco-
nomic crises. An impeachment
vote in coming days could lead
to the permanent ouster of sus-
pended President Dilma
Rousseff.

Interim President Michel
Temer, who was booed at the
opening ceremony, decided not
to attend the closing event.

Cyprus in Rio Olympic Games an historic one
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Apostolos Parellis

Cyprus made history in the
Rio Olympic Games as six ath-
letes qualified to the finals of their
disciplines.

Herodotos Miltiaous, corre-
spondent of the Cyprus
Sportwriters Union, said four
years after the first ever Olympic
medal with Pavlos Kondites’ sec-
ond place in sailing, the island
could not achieve its target of
securing more medals.

However, the Rio Olympic
Games marked Cyprus best-
ever performance, as six of the
total fifteen athletes secured a
spot in the finals of their disci-
plines.

In athletics, Cyprus for the first
time was represented in the
Men‘s High Jump final with
Kyriakos loannou and Demetris
Hondrokoukis. loannou
finnished 7th and Hondrokouis
12th.

Apostolos Parelis and Milan
Trajkovic also participated in the
Men's discus throw and 110m
hurdles finals finishing 8th and
7th respectively.

Eleni Artymata, one of Cyprus'
most seasoned athletes, partic-

Marios Georgiou also made
history as he qualified in the
Gymnastics and Men's
Individual all-around, while in
sailing Kontides participated in
the Laser‘s medal race both in
the London and the Rio
Olympics.

In sailing, Kontides had set
his sights high for a medal but
finished 7th in Laser. Andreas
Kariolou in RS:X finished 18th.

Furthermore, 21-year old Lia
