Overseas Cypriots' conferences begin
elegates stress role of younger generation

he role which the new
Tgeneration of overseas

Cypriots can undertake
in promoting the national
cause of Cyprus was under-
lined during the opening
ceremony of the 8th World
Conference of the Organi-
zation of Young Overseas
Cypriots (NEPOMAK) and
the 26th meeting of the
Central Council of the World
Federation of Overseas
Cypriots and International
Coordinating Committee’s
“Justice for Cyprus” POMAK
- PSEKA, that opened in
Nicosia Tuesday.

In his speech, President of
the Republic Nicos Anastasi-
ades, said that the presence
of overseas Cypriots, in con-
junction with the very impor-
tant work they carry out in
their countries of residence,
“actively demonstrates their
unbreakable ties with their
homeland, Cyprus.”

He added that the contribu-
tion of the Cypriot diaspora to
the just struggle of our people
has always been one of the
most powerful foundations in
the efforts to solve the Cyprus
problem.

President of the House of
Representatives Demetris
Syllouris said the contribution
of overseas Greeks and
Cypriots, especially those who
live and work in countries with
active role in the procedure to
solve the Cyprus issue, is very
significant.

He urged overseas Cypri-
ots, to intensify their efforts at
decision making centres in
their countries of residence,
to help persuade Turkey to

cooperate on resolving the
missing persons issue.

Referring to Turkey, Syllou-
ris said the dramatic develop-
ments following the failed
coup of the 15th July reaffirm
how dangerous the continua-
tion of the Turkish presence in
Cyprus is and the significance
of freeing Cyprus of the Turk-
ish troops and anachronistic
system of guarantees.

Foreign Minister loannis
Kasoulides expressed his
satisfaction at the fact that
there is an increased presence
of young overseas Cypriots at
this year’s conference, noting
“we support the efforts for
an unimpeded cooperation
between overseas organisa-
tions and organisations in
Cyprus.”

He further pledged the
government’s determination
and high priority in solving the
Cyprus issue which will rid of
the occupation and reunify the
island.

Greek Deputy Foreign
Minister loannis Amanatides,
said maximising the dynamic
of the diaspora for the benefit
of our national aims and caus-
es and the effective handling
of the needs of the diaspora
from Cyprus and Greece call
for a united strategy between
the two countries.

He also repeated Greece’s
position that a solution to the
Cyprus problem cannot occur
without the withdrawal of
Turkish troops from Cyprus.

In his speech, Presidential
Commissioner for Overseas
Cypriots, Fotis Fotiou,
welcomed delegates, noting
their contribution is invaluable

after the Turkish invasion and
their role of crucial significance
in maintaining the Republic of
Cyprus and promoting our
positions at decision making
centres.

He said that overseas
Cypriots wherever they live,
are an integral part of our
identity.

Fotiou referred to the
presence of overseas Cypri-
ots from the first, second third
and even fourth generation
who are attending the confer-
ence because they have
Cyprus deep in their hearts.
Their presence and participa-
tion gives us hope that the
youth will continue the excel-
lent work which with many
sacrifices the older overseas
Cypriots launched.

It is our effort to satisfy the
young people’s expectations
by putting their issues and
areas of interests high on the
agenda, Fotiou added.

POMAK leader, Andreas
Papaevripides said that the
sacrifices of the people of
Cyprus and the collective
effort are placing the island’s
economy on the right track.

He also said that overseas
Cypriots are dedicated to
doing whatever is possible to
help our homeland.

Turning to the young over-
seas Cypriots, Papaevripides
said we “need to create the
leaders of tomorrow to take
over from us.”

Addressing the conference,
President of PSEKA, Philip
Christopher congratulated the
presence of 80 NEPOMAK
members from all over the
world at the conference.

He also said that 42 years
ago, “we embarked on a
journey for freedom, human
rights and justice” and this
journey continues”, despite
the obstacles faced.

He said that there is no
question that Turkish Cypriot
leader Mustafa Akinci does
not want progress, but for
progress to be achieved the
key lies with Ankara and the
Turkish government to recog-
nise Cyprus and Turkey to
make concessions.

Christopher pledged that
PSEKA will continue to work
for and the journey will reach
its destination which has
never changed, Kyrenia,
Morphou, Famagusta and
all the occupied areas of
Cyprus.

NEPOMAK leader, Antonia
Michaelides said the organi-
sation is connecting the young
generation to its roots. Its
mission, she said, is unwaver-
ing “as we aspire to continue
to push for a just and peace-
ful solution to the Cyprus
issue.”

It also works to make the
organisation part of the
daily lives of its 15 thousand
members, noting its pivotal
role in training future leaders.
She added “we have become
the recognised voice of young
Cypriots living throughout the
world.”

Participants were briefed
yesterday by Foreign Minister
Kasoulides, Minister of Ener-
gy, Commerce, Industry and
Tourism Yiorgos Lakkotrypis
and Minister of Finance Haris
Georghiades.

Today, Government
Spokesman Nikos Christodou-
lides and Negotiator Andreas
Mavroyiannis will brief dele-
gates and a workshop on the
impact of overseas young
Cypriots will be held.

Commissioner Fotiou will
present his national strategy
on overseas Cypriots and will
brief them on missing persons
and the enclaved.

At the end of deliberations,
a press conference by the
presidents of POMAK-PSEKA
and NEPOMAK will take place
with the participation of the
Presidential Commissioner for
Humanitarian Affairs.

Corbyn calls upon UK
Government to work for
Cyprus reunification

Turkey’s response to failed coup criticised

he Leader of the
TLabour Party Jeremy

Corbyn has called
upon the UK Government
to work for the reunification
of Cyprus, carrying out its
obligations towards the
island as one of the Guaran-
tor powers.

Corbyn was addressing
a UK Cypriot event in north
London’s Cypriot Commu-
nity Centre last Wednesday
evening, organised by the
Famagusta Association of
Great Britain to mark the
42nd anniversary of the
Turkish invasion and begin-
ning of the illegal occupation
of the northern part of the
island.

The Leader of the Opposi-
tion hailed the “huge” contri-
bution of the Cypriot commu-
nity in the life and economy
of London and reminisced
about how he had helped
found the Cypriot Communi-
ty Centre as a north London
councillor. “People here have
stayed together determined
to see Cyprus reunited; and |
want to see that too. | am very
proud to be here, at a place |
helped found as local council-
lor,” he said.

In his speech he praised
the steadfastness of the
Cypriots he had first met in
1974 in keeping their commu-
nity together and taking up
the cause of reunifying their
island. “It is obvious that
this not huge and divided
island should be reunited. |
absolutely take at heart your
call for serious progress

by the British Government,
because Britain is one of the
Guarantors of Cyprus’s inde-
pendence — it is a British
obligation and it is the British
Government that should
carry out that obligation,” said
Corbyn.

“You stood steadfast for all
these years with your wish
to return home, the wish to
reunite, to bring your people
together whatever their
faith, language, religion or
background... Surely, our
message to the British Gov-
ernment is ‘you signed the
Guarantees agreement in
1960, you have a responsi-
bility to bring together the
people of Cyprus, a respon-
sibility to guarantee the
Cypriot unity and indepen-
dence.’ Let’s work for it, let’s
make sure that we achieve it,”
he added.

Referring to Turkey, he
spoke of his concern over
the government’s response
following the failed coup d’
etat.

“This time the coup didn’t
succeed, but there are big
issues here, issues about
human rights, justice and
freedom of expression and
the independence of the
judiciary. | can’t be the only
person who is very worried
that after the failed coup
amongst the people arrested
are judges and journalists and
many other people. This is
something that causes me a
great deal of concern.”

He also expressed concern
over the lack of respect for
human rights beyond Turkey
and Cyprus, across Europe.

“Greece, under deep
austerity imposed in large
measure by the ECB, barely
able to cope, but nevertheless
handing out friendship and
all support they can to very
desperate asylum seekers
and refugees. The general
response of the rest of Europe,
with some exceptions and |
pay tribute to Germany and
Italy for what they tried to do,
has been to put up barb wires
and electronic surveillance
systems.

“Sorry, these are desperate
human beings who must be
treated with the respect they
deserve. The response to
the refugee crisis must be a
humanitarian one across the
whole continent. If we don’t
stand up for human rights
now, particularly in the atmos-
phere of potentially leaving the
EU, then | ask myself what
kind of rights will people have
in 10, 20, 30 or 40 years’ time.”

In his introductory remarks,
the President of the Fama-
gusta Association UK Dr Vas-
silis Mavrou (pictured above)
urged the UK Government to
look again at moving from
the “rhetoric support” for the
reunification of Cyprus to
“active and constant pressure
on Turkey.” He also called for
the return of the occupied
Famagusta to its lawful in-
habitants, according to the
relevant international resolu-
tions and as a symbolic and
important confidence building
measure.

The High Commissioner of
the Republic of Cyprus to the
UK Euripides Evriviades said

that the ongoing Turkish
occupation of Cyprus in “not
acceptable”, and referring to
the 1974 experience in his
country as well as the recent
events in Turkey said that all
coups are “condemnable” as
they attack democracy; and
added that democracy is all
about how you treat it.

He praised Jeremy Corbyn
for his “indefatigable” fight to
support the rule of law and
democracy and also thanked
him for his long-standing
support for Cyprus, noting that
the Cypriot community’s
“heart disc” does not suffer
from “memory loss”.

North London Labour MP

Kate Osamor urged everyone
to keep working hard so that
Cyprus is not forgotten.

“To forget is a crime,” she
said, pledging her own sup-
port to the Cypriot cause. She
also promised to write a letter
of representation on behalf of
the Famagusta Association to
the new Foreign Secretary
Boris Johnson.

Speaking in Greek, former
MP and current London coun-
cillor Andrew Dismore noted
how the ongoing settlement
talks between President
Anastasiades and Mr Akinci in
Cyprus have renewed hopes
and called upon Ankara not to
block these negotiations.

20 July 1974: a day of shame

July 2016 marked a
20dark anniversary:
another year and

another day of shame, in
which the Turkish government
maintains its illegal hold
on the northern area of the
Republic of Cyprus, through
its occupation with 43,000
troops.

For 42 years, Ankara’s
unlawful invasions of 1974
and ongoing occupation in
Cyprus continue to be tolera-
ted by the international com-
munity. Western govern-
ments, the media and human
rights organisations persist in
turning a blind eye to Turkey’s
ongoing human rights abus-
es and violations of norms of
civilised conduct in Cyprus.

Following the short-lived
coup orchestrated by the
US-backed Athens junta in
July 1974, Turkey unleashed
a military onslaught on the
independent island state of
Cyprus, under the pretence of
restoring “constitutional order”
—aclaim debunked as a Turk-
ish ploy to conquer foreign
land and turn an area popu-
lated by Greek Cypriots for
millennia, into a province of
Turkey.

The facts on the ground
speak for themselves. 200,000
Greek Cypriots were violently
uprooted from their ancestral
lands. Their uninterrupted
presence in the area was
ended by the modern Turkish
state, which achieved what no
previous foreign occupier even
sought to do: completely
segregate Cypriots and almost
totally eradicate Greek Cyp-
riot society, from a large area
of the island.

Turkish politicians have not
shied away from admitting
their policies on Cyprus are a
means to pursue Ankara’s
own interests. Turkey inva-
ded Cyprus in order to parti-

tion the island and to recon-
quer lands once controlled by
the Ottoman Caliphate, hence
the de facto Turkification and
Islamisation of the occupied
areas.

Turkey not only persecu-
ted Greek Cypriots but it
exploited the Turkish Cypriot
community as a strategic
minority, much as Germany
did with the Sudetan Germans
of Czechoslovakia before
World War Two.

A cursory glance at state-
ments by Turkish politicians
exposes the reality that Turkey
has long harboured plans to
overrun Cyprus and turn it
into a Turkish fiefdom. Turan
Gunes, Minister of Foreign
Affairs of Turkey at the time of
the invasion of Cyprus stated:
“Cyprus is valuable as a right
arm for a country interested in
its own defence or for its own
expansionist aims if it harbours
such aims... Many states to a
certain extent because it suits
their interests, want to see the
Cyprus problem as our desire
to protect the Turkish commu-
nity on the island, whereas
the actual problem is the
security of 45 million Turks in
the motherland together with
the Turks in the island and the
maintenance of the balance in
the Middle East.”

Turkey’s Foreign Minister
in 1980 commented: “we are
not dealing here with a mere
duty but with a mission. Our
mission is to make Cyprus
our motherland.”

With the collusion of some
of its Western allies, Ankara
set about making the unima-
ginable imaginable and the
unacceptable acceptable: the
segregation, ethnic cleansing
and partition of Cyprus. For
the Turkish government,
the 200,000-strong majority
population of Greek Cypriots
in the northern area of Cyprus

was hardly considered an
obstacle to such outlandish
plans.

Following Turkey’s initial in-
vasion, land-grab and forcible
expulsions from the Kyrenia
district and other areas,
Ankara violated a cease-fire
agreement and surrounded
Greek positions. Turkey issued
a callous ultimatum to the
Cyprus government: that the
entire Greek Cypriot popu-
lation should permanently
evacuate the areas to be
Turkified. Needless to say, this
abominable demand was
rejected. The Turkish military
set about achieving its objec-
tives with means that can be
described as medieval.

In order to create a homoge-
nous Turkish zone, during the
second phase of the invasion,
the Turkish military committed
the most horrendous violations
imaginable: mass murders,
mass rapes, acts of torture, the
bombing of civilian areas and
the forcible transfer of citizens.
These affronts to humanity
were reported in detail years
later in the Sunday Times from
a report of the European
Commission of Human Rights
that was leaked to the press, to
the consternation of some in
the Western world.

Ankara’s abhorrent race
crimes in Cyprus were com-
mitted against non-Turkish
Cypriots. People were perse-
cuted purely on the basis of
their ethnicity and religion so
that Turkey could carve out a
separate Turkish zone within
the Republic of Cyprus. All
Cypriots suffered and conti-
nue to suffer as a result of
the Turkish invasions and
occupation.

Occupied Cyprus had its
Greek population uprooted,
its Christian culture almost
entirely eradicated through
systematic destruction and it

has been colonised by Turk-
ish citizens, in a blatant viola-
tion of the Fourth Geneva Con-
vention. For too long, Ankara
has had a blank cheque from
the West to commit such
abuses in Cyprus without cen-
sure, because of its perceived
geo-strategic importance.

But what of the future? A
Cyprus settlement should suit
the Cypriots and not those
whose main objective is the
appeasement of Turkey. The
only hope for a true unitary
state is to abandon the pre-
tence that a loose confedera-
tion of two ‘constituent states’
will hold. A viable solution
should ensure the removal of
Turkish occupation troops; the
end of Turkey’s policy of
colonisation; and the right of
refugees to return to and
reclaim their homes and
lands. The fundamental rights
of Cypriots can only be
respected through a non-
discriminatory, non-racist
settlement that does not deny
rights on the basis of ethni-
city and religion.

Surely Cyprus has learned
the lesson of accepting a
settlement that does not
firmly close the door on the
possibility of partition? Cyprus
deserves better: a common
future for Greek, Turkish,
Armenian, Maronite and all
other legitimate Cypriot
citizens. Cypriots should not
be denied a unitary state that
rests on the principle of equal-
ity and non-discrimination.

What could be worse than
an inherently segregated
post-settlement Cyprus
with ‘two communities’ living
‘side-by-side’ on two sides of
a refurbished buffer zone,
under the illusion that their
country has been reunified,
when in reality, Turkey’s plans
for segregation and partition
have been legitimised.

One in four travellers don’t
take out travel insurance!

he Guardian reports this
Tweek that almost one in

four people do not take
out travel insurance for their
holidays, according to new
research, with young people
less likely to pay for the
safety net when they go
abroad.

The reluctance to take out
insurance is more pronounced
among those who travel within
Europe, with more than one-
third saying they do not both-
er. The figures have emerged
from a study by York-based
healthcare provider Benenden
of 1,000 people, which shows
that one in 10 have previously
needed hospital treatment
when abroad.

Figures from the Association
of British Insurers (ABI) reveal
that travel insurers paid out
£370m in 591,000 claims last
year.

Benenden’s survey found
23% of people don’t take out
travel insurance when they go
abroad, rising to 34% for trips
in Europe. Among young
people aged between 18
and 24, 28% do not take out
insurance.

The study also shows a lack
of knowledge among some
travellers about the European
health insurance card,
which gives people the right
to access state healthcare
during stays in other European
Economic Area countries and
Switzerland. One-third of those
surveyed said they did not
know the card was free. Mean-
while, most (82%) of those
surveyed didn’t know that the
emergency number to ring in
Europe was 112.

Travellers were warned that
if they did decide to take out
cover before they went abroad
in the summer, they should
ensure they had the right
policy. “If something unexpec-
ted happens to spoil your trip,
such as your flight being can-
celled or you needing hospital
treatment the last thing you
want is to have your insurance
claim rejected. Make sure you
read the policy wording so
you understand what is and
isn’t covered. Be honest when
applying for cover and when
submitting a claim. Withhold-
ing information on your
medical history, for example,
may mean that you are not
fully insured and could leave
you picking up a hefty hospital
bill. This way, you will have the
best possible chance of
success if you are unlucky
enough to need to make a
claim.”

GOVERNMENT
LOOKING AT A FLOOD
RE STYLE FOR SMES

The recent floods have had

a massive impact on home-
owners and business owners
alike, and whilst the govern-
ment has introduced Flood
Re, a plan to help provide
affordable insurance cover for
homeowners in affected areas,
there is yet to be a similar
scheme for those small busi-
nesses.

“We have pushed the
government hard to explore
options for small businesses
which aren’t covered by
Flood Re,” says Mike Cherry,
national chairman for the
FSB.

“As aresult, the government
has set up a high-level,
industry-led working group to
explore how best to increase
small business resilience. We
hope to see the government
report on progress before the
summer.”

The Guardian reported on
Mike Dumbreck, owner of
print, design and marketing
firm Print Bureau in Hebden
Bridge, saw his business
destroyed by the Boxing Day
floods.

“From the printing machine
to every piece of paper, it
completed wiped everything
out,” he says.

“Everything | had built up
over the past 12 years had

been tossed upside down.”

Dumbreck has received
government relief and was
insured, although he had to
pay a huge premium of 25%
of the claim, costing him “tens
of thousands of pounds.”

Print Bureau has reopened
in a smaller unit and plans to
find additional premises in the
same area.

“We don’t have all our
machines back so until we
have the new space, we can’t
do everything,” says Dumb-
reck. “But we’re expanding,
we’re not letting the floods
beat us.”

Thousands of small busi-
nesses still face an uncertain
future, with many left uninsura-
ble or confronted with super
high premiums. Like many
business owners, Dumbreck
is in a difficult position.

“My insurance will not cover
us at all for flood insurance.
We’re very vulnerable, I've had
to find specialist insurance to
insure us on expensive pieces
of kit.”

For small businesses, the
journey has been emotionally
and financially draining — and
many are left feeling that the
government has forgot them.

“It’s all gone quiet now
from the government,” says
Dumbreck. “l don’t know what
they’re doing to prevent or
minimise this happening
again. Because it will happen
again.”

Nanny becomes Us

ony Benn once said “we are sleepwalking into a police state,”
Treﬂecting on the mounting legislation being passed allowing

governmental intrusion into our private lives. Whether you
agreed with him or not | couldn’t help thinking of that quote while
watching Headlong’s relentlessly disturbing production of George
Orwell’'s 1984 (Playhouse Theatre). We are undoubtedly more
casually prurient then we were previously. | blame Thatcher, Blair
et al for the “Nanny” state. In some instances people take it many
steps further, as the “system” whatever that may be, encourages
us to be even more interventionist in action, often using the
excuse of potential terrorism as the reason. Today is definitely a case
of watching me watching you.

Orwell’s dystopian novel homes in on the unfortunate Winston
Smith, a run-of-the-mill fella who dares to defy The Party and its
symbolic leader Big Brother (BB). You have to admire his spirit
and resolution, determined to rebel and create a historical record
that is the truth in a world where being honest is an anathema. So
much so that every action, every “free” thought, is systematically
controlled and, when deemed appropriate by BB, completely
destroyed. The poor man has no chance. His one ally, Julia, also
becomes his dangerous liaison and when they seek refuge in an
antique shop their moments of understandably intense fornication
are captured and relayed to the audience on a deliberately huge
screen.

Writer-directors Robert Icke and Duncan Macmillan create a
horrific experience which begins with a disorientating opening and
an excruciatingly painful to watch final few minutes in Room 101.
There is a constant hum of impending doom and the small cast, all
of whom are superb and totally committed to making the experi-
ence as horrendously real as a possible, looked completely ex-
hausted during the curtain call 100 minutes later. There is no interval.

The comparisons with today are there for all to see. Austerity
imposed by The Party as “there’s a war on”. Yet we of course have
free thought and nothing is imposed on us. After all isn’t that what
a liberal democracy is all about...or is it? Those questions and
many more exercise the mind as we all contemplate, Chilcot,
Brexit, Trump, Turkish coup and countless atrocities on every
single continent.

It may be 67 years since Orwell put this together but today it's
frighteningly accurate prescience will chill to the bone. The Party
and BB continue to execute their job clinically and efficiently, what
happens next remains up to you and me and thankfully the
ending does offer a ray of light, only a flicker mind.

Meanwhile lacovos Leandrou is lost...The story of American
Idiot (Arts Theatre) made no sense whatsoever but nobody cared.
We were here to hear the 1990’s Green Day music set to something
nihilistic and that’s what we got. A punk rock opera of sorts. The
tone was all over the place, one moment a wistful song about falling
in love and movements later a twenty minute vignette where
Tunny joins the army, goes to Iraq, loses a leg, and has morphine
induced hallucinations of a metal bird-woman. Therein lies the
problem, this would have been an amazing experience were |
“high”. Having said that the stand out song Boulevard of Broken
Dreams was brilliantly staged and performed, neon masks illumi-
nating the darkness and fantastic choreography which was pretty
good throughout.

Newton Faulkner did a fine job in the lead role of Johnny and
Alexis Gerred was seriously good as Tunny but Lucas Rush stole
the show as St Jimmy, the alter ego/drug fuelled other Johnny. He
also encapsulated the high camp melodrama though he and the
others did have American accents that bordered Dalston and
Dallas. My favourite number was Jesus of Suburbia which hit the
nail bang on the head and rolled on for ten short minutes. Jesus
would have loved it, the suburbanites less so.

Let’s Do It Let’s Fall in Love will never be the same after their Cham-
ber of Horrors version. Made up as a couple of macabre clowns
about to commit mass murder in Victorian dark alleyways their
persona was at once ghoulish and dangerous but then beautiful-
ly melancholic, as with the opening number Love for Sale.

They also play some of their own numbers which in combination
with Porter made for a brilliant night out. Thavmassio.

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Ditch the pre-holiday prep! Six weeks
of dieting is lost before take off

efore every summer
Bholiday comes weeks
of healthy eating and
exercise to ensure that we look
our best on the beach — but
we really shouldn’t bother, as
new research reveals that
Brits forget about their pre-
holiday diet as soon as they’ve
checked in their luggage
and consume a host of bloat
inducing food and drinks
before they’ve even taken off.
According to a new survey
of 2,000 UK adults by Maalox

Plus®; a bloating and trapped
wind relief remedy, 64 per cent
of people either diet and / or
exercise before going away on
holiday, with 74 per cent of
these listing weight loss as
their main motive. Over half
(59 per cent) say that their goal
is to tone up and a further
26 per cent want to de-bloat
before they have to put on
their swimwear.

The findings revealed that
on average, the UK population
starts its pre-holiday diet and
exercise regime six weeks

before they’re due to go away

and typically lose 6lbs. How-
ever, it appears that all those
weeks of hard work start to
come undone as soon as they
get to the airport, with nearly a
third (31 per cent) saying that
they stock up on unhealthy
sweets and snacks for the
plane and 29 per cent indul-
ging in champagne or alcoho-
lic drinks.

These airport habits mean
that many people start to feel
bloated as soon as they’re in

the air, with 36 per cent think-
ing it’s the air pressure in a
plane that causes them to
bloat, and over a third (34 per
cent) blame the fizzy drinks.
A further 23 per cent even
blamed it on the time differ-
ence and disturbed routine.
After landing on foreign soil,
only 8 per cent keep up their
diet or fithess regime and over
two thirds (68 per cent) admit
they give it up as soon as
they’re on holiday. 38 per cent
say they always indulge in

more food on holiday then
they usually would, with
alcoholic drinks (49 per cent),
dining out at restaurants
(51 per cent) and the all-
inclusive buffet (42 per cent)
being people’s biggest vices.

Over indulgence causes
people to experience bloating
or trapped wind an average of
10 times while away, and over
half (58 per cent) feel that they
bloat more on holiday than
they normally do. A third (33
per cent) say that they can
physically see an increase in
their size and 46 per cent
notice that their holiday clothes
become tight and uncomfort-
able due to bloating, causing
them to opt for loose options.

The survey also revealed
that women try a host of oth-
er treatments to get in shape,
including body brushing (17
per cent), detoxing massages
and scrubs (15 per cent), firm-
ing lotions and products (21
per cent) and 6 per cent have
even tried colonic irrigation in
bid to shed the pounds.

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n the 29th July 2015 - Mikis
OTheodorakis, the Greek

composer, resistance hero
and humanist who has mixed
music with politics for most of
his career, will celebrate his
91st birthday. With him the whole
world will celebrate the joy of life,
of humanity and better days for
the human race as a whole.

Here is a small appreciation of
the Man, the Artist and the
Fighter: | had an opportunity to
meet him, to present his concerts
at the Royal Albert hall, to trans-
late some of his songs and chap-
ters from his books. But above all,
| am one of his many admirers!

Mikis Theodorakis was born
on the Greek island of Chios,
on 29 July 1925. His father was a
Cretan and his mother came from
Smyrna. He spent his childhood
years in different provincial cities
of Greece like Mytilene, Kefalonia,
Pyrgos, Patras and mainly Tripo-
lis.

Since that time it became
apparent that his life would be
shared equally by music and his
shrugs championing for the
benefit of Man.

In Tripolis, at the age of just sev-
enteen, he presents his first con-
cert with his work Kassiane and
takes part in the resistance against
the occupying forces. In the great
demonstration of 25 March 1943,
he is arrested for the first time by
the ltalians and is tortured.

He escapes to Athens, joins the
National Liberation Front (EAM)
and fights against the Nazi occu-
pying forces. At the same time
he studies music at the Athens
Conservatory under Professor
Philoctetes Economides. After the
liberation, the Greek civil war
breaks out. He goes underground,
is exiled to the island of Ikaria and
twice to the island of Makronissos
and is hospitalized. Finally he
graduates from the Athens Con-
servatory in 1950 - his diploma is
in harmony, counterpoint and
fugue.

In 1954 he wins a scholarship
and goes to Paris for studies at
the Conservatoire. He studies
musical analysis under Olivier

Messu’:len and orchestra direction
under Eugene Bigot.

During the period 1954-60
Theodorakis is intensely active in
the realm of European music. He
composes music for the Ludmilla
Tcherina Ballet, for the Covent
Garden, the Stuttgard Ballet and
for the cinema.

In 1957 he is awarded the First
Prize at the Moscow Festival
contest by Shostakovich. At the
same time he composes many
symphonic works as well as cham-
ber music. In 1960 he establishes
himself in Greece. He has already
set to music “The Epitaph” by
Yannis Ritsos, which marks his
“turning point” to the popular
song. He founds the “Small Sym-
phony Orchestra of Athens” and
presents many concerts through-
out Greece, in an effort to familia-
rize the audiences with the master-
pieces of symphonic music.

After the murder of the Parlia-
ment Member Grigoris Lambrakis,
“The Lambrakis Youth” is founded
and Theodorakis is elected Pres-
ident. At the same time he is elect-
ed Parliament Member of the Unit-
ed Democratic Left party (EDA).
On 21 April 1967 he goes under-
ground and addresses his first
appeal to the people for resistance
against the dictatorship of 21 April.
In May of 1967 he founds with
others, PAM, the first resistance
organization against the dictator-
ship, and is elected its president.

He is arrested in August of

1967. He is imprisoned in isola-
tion in the notorious Bouboulina
street security prison and after-
wards in the Averoff prison. There
follow the great hunger strike,
hospitalization, release

from prison,

rest, exile

All this time he is
incessantly composing. And he
succeeds in sending abroad
through various channels, many
of his new works, which are
performed by Maria Farantouri
and Melina Merkouri.

At the Oropos camp his health
deteriorates seriously. A surge of
protest is mounted abroad.
Personalities like Arthur Miller,
Laurence Olivier, Yves Montand
and others champion his libera-
tion. Finally, under this

pressure, in April 1970,

he is released and

goes to Paris.

personalities, interviews and
statements about the fall of the
dictatorship and the return of
democracy in Greece. His
concerts become a tribune of
protest and vindication also for
other people confronted with
similar problems: Spaniards,
Portuguese, Iranians, Kurds,
Turks, Chileans, and Palestinians.
His conviction has always been
that freedom and democracy are
indispensable prerequisites for the
strengthening of peace. War can
be avoided only by free people
who alone can determine their
own destiny.

In 1972 he visits Israel and gives
concerts. He has a meeting with
the Vice-President Alon who asks
him to carry a message to Arafat.
Immediately afterwards he meets
Arafat to whom he delivers the
message of the Government of
Israel and makes efforts to
persuade him to start discussions
with the other side. Since then, he
played many times the role of the
informal ambassador between the
two sides.

It is significant that in 1994,
in Oslo, the signature of the
agreement between Israel and the
Palestinians in the presence of
Peres and Arafat was celebrated
by a performance of “Mauthau-
sen” (which in the meantime has
become in Israel a “national
song”) and the “Hymn for Pales-
tine” which Theodorakis com-
posed. This performance was
given in recognition of Theodo-
rakis’ contribution to the cause of
peace in that geographical area.

He also visits Algeria, Egypt,
Tunisia, Lebanon and Syria in an
effort to reinforce the dialogue
between the warring parties. With
the fall of the dictatorship, in
1974, he returns to Greece. He is
continuously composing music.
He gives many concerts both in
Greece and abroad. At the same
time he participates in public
affairs either as a citizen or as a
parliament member [1981-86
(resignation) and 1989-92 (resig-
nation)] or as a Minister of State
[1990-92 (resignation)].

In 1976 he founds the Move-
ment for Culture and Peace and
gives concerts throughout Greece.
In 1983 he is awarded the Lenin
Prize for Peace. In 1986, some-
thing is realized which he had
supported in his interviews since
1970: the creation of committees
for the Greek-Turkish friendship,
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in Greece under his presidency
and in Turkey with the participa-
tion of eminent intellectuals such

as Aziz Nessin and Yasser Kemal.

Theodorakis gives in Turkey
many concerts, attended mainly
by young people bringing slogans
in support of the friendship bet-
ween the two peoples. Later on,
he assumes again the role of the
informal ambassador for peace,
carrying messages of the Greek
Prime-ministers A. Papandreou

and K. Mitsotakis to
the Turkish gov-
ernment. Also, in
1986 (after the
Chernobyl disas-
ter) he organized

a great concert

tour throughout

Europe against

nuclear power.

It was due to his
initiative that in 1988,
two congresses for peace
are organized in Tubingen and
Cologne, Germany. Among the
participants are politicians, like Os-
kar Lafontaine and Johannes Rau,
philosophers like DUerrenmatt,
writers, political scientists and
artists. In these congresses he has
the opportunity to present his theo-
ry on free time and its importance
in the development of free people.

In 1990 he gives 36 concerts
throughout Europe under the
aegis of Amnesty International. He
continues giving concerts for the
cause of solar energy (under the
aegis of Eurosolar), against illi-
teracy, against drugs, etc. At the
same time, he fights for the
human rights in other countries
and especially in the neighbour-
ing countries of Albania (which he
visits also as a Minister for the sake
of Greek minority rights) and
Turkey. As President of the Inter-
national Committee in Paris, he
makes successful efforts for the
liberation of the Turkish opposi-
tion leaders Koutlou and Sargin.

He proposes the organization
at Delphi of a Pan-European
Congress for Peace and submits
to the Greek government a pro-
ject plan for a “Cultural Olympiad”.
He founds a committee of support
and assistance to the Kurdish people.

During the following years,
his operas “Elektra” (1995) and
“Antigone” (1999) are presented.
At the same time, he develops
numerous activities abroad
(Europe, South Africa, America)
and makes statements to all
important events of this period
(Greek-Turkish friendship, earth-
quakes, bombardments in Yugo-
slavia, affair Ocalan, war in
Afghanistan, war in Iraq etc.).

In the same year, he is a candi-
date for the Peace Nobel Prize.
The political and intellectual lead-
ership of Greece and Cyprus
supports unanimously his candi-
dature, while in Norway, continu-
ously letters arrive in the offices of
Committee for the Nobel Prize
from all parts of the world issued
from personalities, institutions and
simple citizens. In 2002 his opera
“Lysistrata”, is performed as a
genuine anthem for Peace.

In 1998, during a tour in USA
and Canada for the support of a
Cultural Centre of the Americans
of Greek descent, the President
and the Faculty of the Quebec
University receive him with a
unanimous citation and award to
him the honorary doctorate for his
contribution to culture and his
struggles for the cause of Man.

Mikis Theodorakis was prolific
in all genders of music: operas,
symphonic music, chamber
music, oratorios, ballets, choral
church music, and music for the

ancient Greek Drama, music for
the theatre, for the cinema, artistic
popular songs and meta-
symphonic works.

He has also written many books
which were translated into many
languages. He is still producing
top-selling albums that appeal as
much to young Greeks as to their
parents. His latest offering, Asikiko
Poulaki, with its Anatolian rhythms
and melancholy lyrics, goes back
to the roots of Modern Greek
music — the rebetika songs crea-
ted during the 1920s and 1930s
wars by cafe musicians who rarely
achieved fortune or fame. The
album features Vassilis Lekkas, a
relative newcomer in the long line
of talented vocalists discovered
by Theodorakis, many of whom
have had no formal musical
training.

Almost all Theodorakis’ vocal-
ists turned up to sing at a special
seventieth birthday concert in
Athens last summer. Several
thousand Greeks and foreigners
holding lighted candles crammed
the marble stadium where the first
modern Olympic Games were
staged, to listen to some of the
composer’s best-known work. The
program ranged from Zorba the
Greek, the catchy film score that
made his international reputation
in the 1960s, to the solemn strains
of the “Axion Esti”, an ambitious
choral work based on a long
poem by Nobel Prize winner
Odysseus Elytis.

Theodorakis is as imposing as
ever on the podium — a bulky
figure in a voluminous black shirt,
who conducts with his arms rather
than a baton. He clearly enjoys
working with massed choirs and a
large orchestra where bouzouki
players and other traditional Greek
instrumentalists take precedence
over the violinists

Theodorakis is now recording
another new album in Berlin, this
time with Maria Farantouri, who
has interpreted his songs for more
than 20 years. And in his spare
moments he is working on an
opera. Friends say Theodorakis
has returned to music with undi-
minished enthusiasm since giving
up politics. A former communist
deputy in the Greek Parliament,
he gave up his last political post —
as a minister without a portfolio in
a centre-right government —
four years ago. But he still feels
involved. He made a passionate
plea for reconciliation between
Greece and Turkey after the
recent flare-up over the Imia islets
in the Aegean.

Theodorakis learned Byzantine
chants as an Orthodox choirboy,
but wrote his first songs as a
teenager on the island of
Kefalonia, one of the few places
in Greece where Western music
was played. His musical studies
were interrupted by hard labour
on the barren prison islands where
Greece’s communists were exiled
after their defeat in the 1940s
civil war. Eventually he made his
way to Paris to study.

His early work was strongly
influenced by Bartok and Stra-
vinsky’s music, but instead
of becoming an international
virtuoso, he came home to create
a new style of Greek music.
Theodorakis went in search of a
melody based on Greek tradition.
He says, “A genuine and truthful
composer is one who gives birth
to genuine and true melodies.” His
list starts with Monteverdi and
Vivaldi and winds up with Gersh-
win and Bob Dylan. His sympho-
nic work uses traditional Greek
instruments, Byzantine rather than
Western scales, and a diverse
group of singers. Theodorakis has
long preferred to work from a
poetic text, saying they give his
longer compositions a cohesive-
ness that might otherwise be lacking.

But however well-respected
Theodorakis’ symphonies, orato-
rios, and operas have become, he
has never lost his popular appeal.
The Greeks are still whistling the
melodies of his early songs. The
name of Theodorakis will live
forever, Greece and the world
should be proud of a wonderful
artist, man and humanist.
Congratulations, Mikis, May you
live a Thousand Creative Years!
Greece and the whole World are
proud of you!
