of the party Andros Kypri-
anou, began its contacts in
the United States yesterday.

The delegation held
meetings in Washington with
Senator Mr Robert Menendez,
National Security Council
Director for Turkey, Cyprus,
and Greece to the White
House Mr Mark Schapiro,
Special Adviser on European
issues at the Office of US
Vice-President Biden Mrs
Anna Makantzou and with
Deputy Assistant Secretary at
the Bureau of European and
Eurasian Affairs for Southern
Europe and Eastern Mediter-
ranean Affairs of the US State
Department Dr Amanda Sloat.

The General Secretary of
the C.C. of AKEL analysed
to all his interlocutors, the
developments surrounding the
current phase of the Cyprus
problem. 

He pointed out that the
global economic situation, as
well as Turkey’s needs favour
the efforts to solve the prob-

lem. However, he stressed that
to reach a solution on the
Cyprus problem, it is neces-
sary to take into account the
concerns of both communities
and not just those of the
Turkish Cypriot community or
worse, of Turkey. 

He clarif ied that AKEL
should not be taken for grant-
ed by anyone and that AKEL
will insist on a solution that
will be based on principles
and the agreed framework.
The basic principles that have
to do with issues of security,

basic freedoms, the territorial
issue and the acquis commu-
nautaire must not be violated
under any circumstances.

Kyprianou noted that AKEL
backs the negotiation proce-
dure despite being in opposi-
tion and despite the destruc-
tive attacks DISY party waged
against it during the Christofias
governance. AKEL’s stand is
due to patriotism and respon-
sibility with which it has always
acted, but also due to the
belief that the correct solution
is a prerequisite to enable

the existence of growth and
prosperity for the people as a
whole.

He called for influence to be
exerted on Turkey so that
Turkey cooperates for the
achievement of a correct
solution. He noted that
Turkey’s verbal declarations
made every now and then
have so far not been matched
at the negotiating table. All the
interlocutors expressed their
support to the negotiation
procedure for the solution of
the Cyprus problem. Agreeing
that circumstances favour the
solution, they said they would
turn to Turkey, while they
also made reference to AKEL’s
responsible and constructive
stand.

The AKEL delegation later
departed for New York where
it will continue its contacts.

The General Secretary of
AKEL is accompanied by
Toumazos Tselepis, member
of the Political Bureau of the
C.C. of AKEL and Elias
Demetriou, member of the
International Relations Depart-
ment of the C.C. of AKEL.

A. Kyprianou in the US to promote
a solution to the Cyprus problem

Shaun Casey: Cyprus can be a model for
coexistence between Muslims and Christians
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President Nicos
Anastasiades yester-
day slammed socialist

EDEK leader Marinos
Sizopoulos for what he
called “cherry picking” parts
of the National Council
minutes to publish in an
attempt to undermine the
Cyprus negotiations.

“This is an unacceptable
act which undermines our
efforts for a sustainable solu-
tion for our national issue,” a
written statement from the
palace said. 

Sizopoulos was also
accused of presenting a
distorted picture and of
being very selective of what
he revealed.

At a news conference,
Sizopoulos said the move
had been prompted by
deputy government spokes-
man Victoras Papadopoulos’
February 12 remarks that
Sizopoulos’ assertion – that
the public was being misin-
formed over the true deve-
lopments in ongoing negotia-
tions – did not reflect reality.

Thus, taking full responsi-
bility for what he was about
to do, Sizopoulos began to
read out excerpts from the
minutes of two National
Council meetings, which took
place on September 5 and
December 8.

Although some of his
points were already covered
when a National Council
document was leaked in
December, Sizopoulos refer-
red to several points unaired
in public so far.

For instance, in a new state,
residents would be divided
into four categories, each
with different rights, he said.

The first would be
comprised of those who
have a Greek Cypriot or
Turkish Cypriot citizenship of
the respective constituent
state and would have all their
rights safeguarded.

Greek Cypriots who wished
to live under the administra-
tion of the Turkish Cypriot
constituent state and take
constituent citizenship from
there, would have the right
to vote in local authority
elections and European
Parliament elections – not
parliamentary nor presiden-
tial elections.

Permanent residents
without a citizenship in the
constituent state would only

have the right to vote on
local authority level.

The last category would
be those who l ive in one
constituent state but would
vote in the other.

The minutes also revealed
that 114,000 Turkish settlers
would remain in the Turkish
Cypriot constituent state.

Sizopoulos said the
Constitutional Court would
be comprised of an equal
number of Greek Cypriots
and Turkish Cypriots – four
each. For constitutional
matters, the president would
be elected from a pool of
foreign judges with the excep-
tion of those from Greece,
Turkey and Britain, the
current guarantor powers.
The foreign judge would
preside and have the casting
vote in the case of a tie.

A senate will also be estab-
lished with an equal number
of Greek Cypriots and Turk-
ish Cypriots – 20 each.

On property, a commission
will be set up comprising
of one Greek Cypriot, one
Turkish Cypriot and one
foreign specialist who will be
chairing the group. The com-
mission would make deci-
sions based on set criteria on
who would be prioritised – the
legal owner or the current
user.

Sizopoulos also said a
public service commission
would be set up comprised
of three Greek Cypriots and
three Turkish Cypriots. As far
as high ranking state officials
go, they would be appointed
on a 2:1 ratio.

Though no formal rules
exist, as the National Council
is an unofficial body set up to
advise the President, its ses-
sions have always been held
behind closed doors, with
views aired freely in strict con-
fidentiality, and any informa-
tion from inside the room had
come exclusively from leaks.

Anastasiades slams Sizopoulos

over National Council breach

Cyprus can be a model
for coexistence bet-

Shaun Casey was speaking
during a press conference
following a new meeting of the
Cyprus` religious leaders at
the residence of the Swedish
Ambassador in Nicosia, with-
in the framework of the Reli-
gious Track of the Cyprus
Peace Process under the Aus-
pices of the Embassy of Swe-
den

“I am thrilled to be here in
this important time when tan-
gible progress is being made

to resolve a long-standing
division of Cyprus. In my short
time in Cyprus I have been
impressed by the political
leaders who are working hard
to find agreement on complex
issues of governance, power
sharing, property, economy
and all the other chapters of
the negotiations”, he said.

“I’ve also been amazed at
the dedication and hard work
of the religious leaders in
Cyprus who categorically
condemn all forms of violence
and building ties amongst their
followers towards a just,
comprehensive and lasting
solution for all the people of
Cyprus,” he added.

One of the phrases I have
heard, he said, is that the

Cyprus conflict has never
been a religious conflict. “I
have heard that when a solu-
tion is reached Cyprus can be
a model for coexistence bet-
ween Muslims and Christians
for this entire region.” 

He also said that he was
very pleased at how quickly
Cypriots of all backgrounds
have joined together to con-
demn the arson attack against
Deneia mosque. 

Archbishop Chrysostomos
in his statements said that “all
the religious leaders in Cyprus
are standing by the two politi-
cal leaders side and are ready
to help and support them in
their efforts to reach a fair so-
lution for the benefit of all the
Cyprus people, Greek Cypri-

ots and Turkish Cypriots.”
“We are optimist that with

the help of the religious lead-
ers the two leaders will come
closer to each other and we
will convey to them the mes-
sage that all together we can
achieve even more things for
our land,” he concluded.

Mufti of Turkish Cypriots
Talip Atalay said that achieving
peace in Cyprus would not
only benefit the people of the
island but also the surround-
ing region.

Finally, he expressed sup-
port to the peace process and
stressed that political leaders
are making a good effort to
achieve peace, despite the
difficulties they encounter on
the negotiation table.



Five Cypriots made the
Forbes Billionaires list
2016. 

The UK property entrepre-
neurs, the Lazari family comes
in at posit ion 854 with a
$2.1 billion fortune. The late
Christos Lazari enrolled in
a London Fashion Design
course and created a success-
ful fashion line after gradua-
ting. The fashion profits were
poured into real estate invest-
ments and now Lazari Invest-
ments owns 2.65 mill ion
square feet across London,
mostly office rentals. 

Christos died in 2015; the
rest of the family now runs the
business.

Stelios Haji-Ioannou ,
founder of budget airl ine
easyJet, comes in at 3156
with a wealth of $1.4 billion.
His brother Polys, also through
easyJet, is in 1,511 position
with a fortune of $1.3 billion
and their sister Clelia at 1743
with a value of $1.1 billion.

The son of a Greek Cypriot
shipping magnate, Stelios
Haji-Ioannou earned the bulk
of his fortune from his stake in
easyJet which he founded in
1995; his siblings Clelia and
Polys hold slightly smaller
stakes in the company. 

Stelios has tried to replicate
the easy magic, but other
endeavours haven’t been as
fruitful. He floated easyHotel
on the London Stock
Exchange in 2014 with a
disappointing public offering.
Stelios maintains ownership
of the easy brand through his
private company, easyGroup,
which is based in London. He
licenses the brand for use

in other sectors offering
discounted value to cus-
tomers, such as easyBus,
easyCar and easyGym. 

Prior to founding easyJet,
he started the Stelmar ship-
ping company with money
from his late father in 1992;
it went public in 2001 and
Stelios sold his stake in 2005
for quadruple the initial share
price. 

His Stelios Philanthropic
Foundation works to support
entrepreneurship and the
environment in the UK, Cyprus
and Greece, where a “food
from the heart” initiative gives
a free lunchtime snack to the
needy. 

He was knighted in 2006
and now lives in Monaco,
where he likes to take one of
his two small yachts out on
the water on weekends.

Polys Haji-Ioannou’s
fortune comes from his stake
in easyJet. Following a 2013
confl ict between brother
Stelios and management
regarding the purchase of
new aircraft, the Haji-Ioannou
siblings sold 200,000 shares
each in protest; the family still
owns some 35% of the carrier. 

Polys is also something of
a shipping magnate, control-
ling transport group Polyar
Tankers, which has managed
oil tankers out of Norway since
1993. Shipping runs in the
family: father Loucas Haji-Ioan-
nou, the self-styled “King of
Tankers” got into the business
in the 1950s and purchased
his first oil tanker in 1969. Born
to a poor Cypriot family in
the Troodos Mountains -
which later lent its name to

the family company Troodos
Shipping - Loucas made his
fortune from transporting oil.
Polys is based in Monaco.

Clelia Haji-Ioannou is a
billionaire also thanks to her
stake in easyJet. 

Born in Athens, today Clelia
holds both Cypriot and British
citizenship and sits on the
board of the Cyprus Marine
Environment Protection Asso-
ciation. She is reportedly an
avid art collector.

Shipping magnate and
naturalised Cypriot John
Fredriksen comes in some-
what higher on the list in 134th
place with his fortune of $9.2
billion. He started trading oil
in the 1960s in Beirut, bought
his first tankers in the 1970s,
ran crude oil for Iran in the
1980s, then in the 1990s, with
Frontline Ltd, established
himself as the king of the
tanker trade.

In 2005 he got into the
deepwater drilling business
with Seadrill; that company
now puts $400m a year in
dividends into his pocket. 

This son of a welder long
ago gave up Norwegian
citizenship to become a
Cypriot. He runs his empire
from London mansion and
relaxes in Marbella.

There are also three Greeks
featured in the list:

Philip Niarchos is placed
in the 688th position with
their property amounting to
$2.5 billion. Philip Niarchos
is the oldest son of Stavros
Niarchos, one of the world’s
richest shipping magnates. 

Spiros Latsis, in position
906 with a fortune of $2 billion

has been managing the fami-
ly fortune since his father,
Greek shipping tycoon John
S. Latsis, passed away in
2003. The family still has a foot
in the shipping business
through Latsco Shipping,
which owns a fleet of more
than a dozen oil tankers and
liquefied petroleum gas
carriers. 

Latsis is a three-time
graduate of the London
School of Economics and a
board trustee of Princeton’s
Institute for Advanced Study.

Aristotelis Mistakidis ,
known as “Telis,” comes in at
position 1492 with a fortune of
$1.31 billion. He is the director
of the copper business at
commodities and mining
giant Glencore and owns a
3% stake in the London-listed
company. 

The richest in the world

Facebook CEO Mark
Zuckerberg is the biggest
gainer in Forbes’ 2016 billion-
aires list of the world’s richest
people, moving up 10 spots
from last year to claim the
ranking as the world’s sixth
richest person.

The tech executive and
social media leader achieved
the feat with total net worth
that Forbes estimated at $44.6
billion, up from $33.4 billion in
the 2015 ranking.

Microsoft founder Bill Gates
maintained the top spot as
the world’s richest person. His
estimated $75 bil l ion net
worth, down from $79.2 billion
last year, gave him the number
one position for the 17th time
in the last 22 years.
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Labour’s London Mayoral
candidate, Sadiq Khan,
launched yesterday his

manifesto with a promise to
ensure that all Londoners get
the opportunities that he was
given when he was growing
up on a council estate in South
London.

At the event in Canary
Wharf, Sadiq Khan said,
“London gave me the oppor-
tunities to go from the coun-
cil estate where I grew up,
to helping to run a business,
serving as Transport Minister
and now running for Mayor.”

“I had the benefit of a
good state school, a place at
university that I could afford,
and ultimately, good jobs for
my wife and me that enabled
us to buy a family home. This
manifesto wil l  ensure all
Londoners get the opportuni-
t ies that our city gave to
me.”

“ethical” values.

Where are socie-
ties, especially Western and
those ones in the East and
Africa affected by war, hunger,
poverty and diminishing health
provision, heading?

At the same time, we must
rediscover our pride, our resi-
l ience and our hope for a
better, more beautiful future
for all of us. Disabled and Deaf

people should be at the
forefront of change, of solida-
rity with all other human and
other beings to protect Earth
and I intend to show you that
until humanity understands
that all creatures, plants, trees,
fish and seeds not only have
the right to co-exist in harmo-
ny as actually they are part of
the universe and quite possi-
bly not at all unique and alone,
then we are holding back our
chances to meet other species
in the universe. And Disabled
and Deaf people have the
obligation to contribute their
own share to this journey.

The new series of articles
will try to cover the widest pos-
sible dimensions of disability
and social issues, interacting
with each other. They will

include the latest statistics,
research from around the
world but I am also going, at a
later stage, to make them inter-
active, adding interviews and
video links from a wide selec-
tion of sources (always and
properly referenced). I ask the
readers to actively participate
and debate all the issues
which are of concern to them
in relation to the issues men-
tioned, so that we can begin
to deal with them effectively
and actually demand the
proper solutions which we all
deserve.

The journey is long, difficult,
dangerous but beautiful and
deserving. Let us begin then.

After a winter being
battered by flood waters,
homeowners are warn-

ed they could be hit by council
tax rises to pay for defences.
Councils should be allowed to
raise bills by £15 a year in
order to help them pay for
flooding defences.

It came as Storm Jonas hit
Britain triggering alerts of
further flooding in parts of the
north already battered by
storms and facing clean-up
bills running to millions of
pounds this winter.

Cumbria was again hit by a
deluge of rain and more than
a dozen flood warnings are in
place for parts of the North
West, North East and South
West. Troops were on standby
and temporary defences and
pumps were being prepared
to try to protect the commu-
nities that have already
suffered from further damage.

Liz Truss said proposals in
Somerset, which had allowed
six local authorities to increase
council tax by 1.25% above
the council tax cap of 2% were
a “very good model.” 

Speaking at the Commons
Environment Committee she
said: “I think if you look at the
structure for the Somerset
Rivers Authority that now has
the shadow precept so they
are raising that funding locally
and I think there’s also a role
for that as well.” Pressed on
whether she would like to see
the model rolled out in other
areas, she added: “I think the
Somerset Rivers Authority is a
very good model.”

The Somerset flooding in
the winter of 2013-14 cost
£147m, prompting the Somer-
set Rivers Authority to look at
a way of funding protection for
the county.

The council tax increases
come on top of the drastic
insurance premium increases
suffered by flooding victims -
one family reported an
increase from £5,000 to £9,000
in the year following the flood-
ing. 

The Daily Telegraph
disclosed that councils in
Cumbria were looking at the
option or raising council tax to
pay for defences. 

Labour peer Lord Clark of
Windermere told the news-
paper: “Flood defences are
primarily a national responsi-
bility and the Government
shouldn’t just pass the buck
on to local authorities and in
turn to local taxpayers.”

Ms Truss said the Govern-
ment had pledged almost
£200m to help people hit by
floods earlier in the winter,
including £100m to home-
owners and businesses. 

She insisted that the budget
for maintaining flood defences
was “protected in real terms”

until 2020 and was £171m for
2015/16.

Forecasters have warned
that a cold snap will follow
Storm Jonas, with tempera-
tures dropping to freezing
across the country at the end
of the week.

The images throughout the
issue are the work of the Isle of
Man Photographic Society. 

Since its opening in 1965,
the Curraghs Wildlife Park, in

the north-west of the Isle
of Man, has been home to
some of the world’s most
endangered species. Provi-
ding education and recreation
to thousands of visitors each
year, the Park aspires to bring
people close to wildlife from
around the world in a natural
and open setting.

Set in a stunning area of
natural wetland habitat, the
Park and surrounding area
were designated as a Ramsar
Site in 2006 in recognition of
their importance as a site of
international scientific interest.

The Park is a member of the
British and Irish Association
of Zoos and Aquaria (BIAZA)
and the European Association
of Zoos and Aquaria (EAZA),
participating in breeding
programmes that are part of
a worldwide effort to manage
populations of captive endan-
gered species. 

Over the last 50 years it
has successfully bred fishing
cats, red pandas, Humboldt
penguins, Waldrapp ibis, Bali
starlings, scarlet macaws,
Brazilian tapirs and Madagas-
can teal to name but a few.

When just 50 years ago, the
Isle of Man Government

purchased 200 acres of the
Curraghs wetland region, it set
aside 50 acres for the provi-
sion of a wildlife park. The Park
is still owned and maintained
by the Isle of Man Govern-
ment; over the years it has
developed and continually
improved the Park, making it
a cherished and well-loved
resource for Island residents
and tourists alike. The Island’s
schools take full advantage of
the Park’s full and varied
education programme, school
children benefiting enormous-
ly from having such an excel-

lent resource on their door-
step.

The stamps along with other
collectables including post-
cards, first day covers and
presentation packs, beautifully
picture the endangered
species photographed at the
Wildlife Park, depicted in their
natural habitat, along with
details of the animal or bird
and Isle of Man Photographic
Society photographer.

Ivgy effortlessly displays
the fears and anxieties of the
sick woman’s fragile mind
while Zada Daniel is solid as
Chelli’s lover, who comes on
as a breath of fresh air bring-
ing a much welcome escape
from the grim reality of the
situation. 

It is not an easy watch but
ultimately it is a compelling
and deeply moving experi-
ence. 

The bleak subject of mental
illness is confronted here with
honesty and humour while
Ben-Slush’s raw screenplay is
told with warmth, dignity and
a sense of optimism.

Anomalisa

This stop motion feature
directed by Charlie Kaufman
and Duke Johnson is a true
original!

John tries desperately to
fit in but almost everyone
including his family is against
him. 

Details about John’s crime
are never revealed – this is
more of a story about an
unforgiving community for-
bidding a young boy to start
afresh. 

It is a powerful drama
superbly shot by Lucasz Zal
and eloquently told by Horn
who draws natural performan-
ces particularly from his young
cast. 

Goodnight 
Mommy

This award-winning film
from Austria directed by
Veronika Franz and Severin
Fiala tells the story of 9-year-
old identical twins Lukas and
Elias, who spend most of their
time inventing games in order
to pass the time in their
isolated house in the country-
side. 

They are waiting for their
mother’s return but they
begin to suspect she may be
someone else when she

comes home bandaged after
a cosmetic surgery... 

The tension builds up while
the boys’ strange behaviour
increases in this superbly
photographed psychological
drama. 

Both boys are excellent and
so is Suzanne Wuest as their
unfortunate mother.

Time Out Of Mind

Richard Gere is on fine form
in Oren Moverman’s touching
drama about a homeless and
mentally-ill man desperate to
find shelter in the city. 

George also tries to make
contact with his estranged
daughter Maggie (Jena
Malone) but to no avail as still
wants nothing to do with him...

Moverman captures perfect-
ly the hostility and loneliness in
the big city and elicits a digni-
fied performance from Gere in
one of his best roles for ages.
He is well supported by Ben
Vereen as the homeless man
that George befriends, who
appears to have the answer to
almost everything. See it!

London 
Has Fallen

Gerard Butler returns as
Secret Service Agent Mike
Banning following the success
of “Olympus Has Fallen”
which saw this “Die Hard” kind
of hero rescue the President
when terrorists stormed the
White House. 

Now the President (Aaron
Eckhart) is attending the
British Prime Minister’s funer-
al in London and it is not too
long before terrorists attack
the city and the world lead-
ers...

Butler spits venom and
swears l ike there is no
tomorrow while his American
accent loses its credibility as
soon as he arrives in London
for the rescue proceedings. 

The special effects look
cheap while the predictable
action sequences lack any
thrills. 

She came, she wrote, she shocked. When playwright Sarah
Kane first launched herself like an exocet missile onto the
London theatre scene back in the 1990’s many of us didn’t

know what to make of her shock-horror writing. It was as though
her avowed intent was to shake up the theatrical establishment
in much the same way as Punk had done to music. Her impact
was immediate. Sadly so was her untimely death that followed
not long after. Now some twenty years later the National
Theatre has finally dared to venture where it has not done thus
far, staging one of her plays. Cleansed is probably as close as
you will come to seeing a ‘snuff’ movie on stage, those where
what you are watching is apparently real and utterly horrific. 

Grace (Michelle Terry) is in the wrong place at the wrong
time as she comes across a university building now transformed
into an institute of horrors where the ‘socially dissident’ are
tortured or eliminated. It is presided over by the ironically named
Tinker (Tom Mothersdale), a debonair Cockney sadist who
appears to care not one iota for the pain he is putting them
through. This includes “treatments” such as injecting heroin
into the eyes of a man for being in love with his sister. Mean-
while another man is systematically abused beyond endurance
in front of his male lover. 

It is unrelenting and very close to being unbearable viewing.
Director Kate Mitchell’s production is deliberately graphic, a
blur of kinetic movement and energy, backed up by Paul Clark’s
pulsating score. Yet it sometimes happens so quickly it almost
seems as though Mitchell does not want to labour the
dehumanising point Kane is trying to make. It is a hideous mix
of Shakespeare’s murderous worst, Orwell’s 1984 and
Clockwork Orange rolled into one. Yet there is also a defiance
and a perverted pleasure gotten by those on the receiving end
as they taunt their persecutors with a simple stare or a whisper
as though saying “do your worst”.

This has been compared to dramatising a nightmare on stage.
Yet theatregoers who have not managed to see it through to
the end have missed the remarkable re-enacting of a hellish
Renaissance painting where the forces of good and evil collide
in the most dramatic way possible leaving you with an incredi-
bly uneasy feeling that much of what Kane is saying is closer
to the truth than you or I care to admit. Atrocity theatre that is
violently disturbing and utterly compelling. The Kane legacy
continues to leave an indelible mark.

Meanwhile guest reviewer, Lania Athanasiou, on a short trip
from Canada, is bowled over...Norma (London Coliseum)
was a wonderful experience, performed by a most talented
company. I didn’t think I knew any Bellini without realising that
the Casta Diva aria was his. The set design was intriguingly
stark with a 19th century Dickensian/industrial revolution feel
where the Druid locals are portrayed as the poor working class
and the Romans as the wealthy elite. Clever and very effective.

I was also struck by how much you could simplify the tale.
The storyline, I think, can be summarised as Act 1; Girl, he’s just
not that into you and Act 2; Girl, he is into you now but you’re
both gonna burn at the stake. Unlike my first experience at the
opera this was very refreshing and enabled me to enjoy
the grandeur of the occasion and the quality of the music.
Christopher Alden’s direction was stylish and the two key roles
of Norma and Adalgisa saw two jaw-dropping interpretations by
Marjorie Owens and Jennifer Holloway respectively.

And Mike Romiou enjoys a classic...CS Lewis’ relationship
with the American divorcee Joy Gresham is the story of
Shadowlands (Yvonne Arnaud). William Nicholson’s play is
a heartbreaking experience and Alastair Whatley’s production
exploits this with moments that are pregnant with pathos.
Stephen Boxer (Lewis) and Amanda Ryan (Joy) are terrific
together and they both fit snugly and intellectually into the spires
and alleyways of 1950’s Oxford. There is a wonderful moment
when she first arrives on the scene and asserts herself in a way
most unaccustomed to university dons

Equally impressive are the supporting cast with Denis Lill
having an absolute ball in the role of Major ‘Warnie’ Lewis, a
buffoon of an old codger. The film and television adaptations
remain etched in the memory and this comes very close to
being spoken of in the same vein. 

Finally Jane Spirou urges you to “just go”…Brendan Cole:
A Night to Remember (New Wimbledon Theatre) was exactly
that! It left me breathless so god knows how the performers
felt at the end of an explosive and always exciting show. Spark-
ly costumes, superb live music and a whole mix of dance styles
ranging from the classical Paso Doble to Country. It even
included a getting to know you session with BC (his initials
are everywhere), mainly about himself and ‘Strictly’. He was
very charming…and discreet. A cracking evening of tip-top
entertainment. Keep dancing!

The legacy that will
not lay down and die
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Since learning to dance
at the age of eight,
Pasha Kovalev has

blazed a trail from the cold
of Siberia to the scorching
ballroom of Strictly, becoming
one of the best-loved dance
professionals on the hit BBC
show and deservedly, one of
the most successful. Making
three out of four finals, and
taking the winner’s crown with
Caroline Flack in 2014, he is
without a doubt TV’s king of
the dance floor.

When speaking to the
handsome dancer, you could
be forgiven for thinking that
Pasha was short for ‘Passion-
ate’. His enthusiasm for his
upcoming UK tour It’s All About
You - and all things dance - is
certainly infectious.

Pasha’s new and exciting
dance spectacular features
breathtaking choreography,
sensational music, glitzy cos-
tumes and positive energy.
And since he will be cha-cha-
cha-ing his way to Edmonton’s
Millfield Theatre next month,
it seemed only right to catch
up with the man behind the
sequins to find out more…

Pasha, your brand new
show It’s All About You
comes to London’s Millfield
Theatre on 21 & 22 April –
what can we expect? 

It’s my fifth tour around the
country and each time I put on
a brand new production; this
year is no exception. It’s All
About You is primarily focused
on dancing – you’ll find all the
styles that are presented on
Strictly Come Dancing; beau-
tiful Foxtrots, romantic Waltzes,
dramatic Tangos and fiery
Paso Dobles, but I’ll also have
a little story going on. 

The show has a wide range
of music presence – songs
you hear on the radio today,
as well as classic pieces.
Through music you can
portray so many emotions
and I bring a little piece of the
story in each and every dance.
There will also be a singer who
will spice up the performance
that little bit more. 

It’s a feel good show for the
entire family. There’s going to
be a lot of glitter, energy, posi-
tivity and we hope to send the
audience on their way smiling! 

How do you come up with
ideas and new dances?

Ideas are surrounding us at
all times. I basically have a
guideline and know where I
want to go with each show
and what message I want to
get across. This time round,
it’s about love and everything

connected to it; how people
meet, fall in love, experience
rough times in their relation-
ships, but in the end, every-
thing’s well that ends well. 

Will Anya Garnis be
joining you again?

Yes. Anya and I have been
dancing together for 15 years
and I’m excited to be working
with her once again.

Your previous shows,
An Evening with Katya and
Pasha, and Life Through
Dance were complete sell-
outs. One of the things I
liked was the fact that there
was audience participation.
Will it be the same this time
round?

Every tour is different – the
dancing, music and choreo-
graphy – but there will always
be an element of audience
participation. I love giving
people the chance to jump
on stage and have fun! 

You are performing 74 tour
dates across the UK – how
do you cope with such an
intense schedule?

It is tough! There’s lots of
travelling and a lot of time
spent setting up and breaking
down the show. The main
thing is to get as much rest as
possible, eat well and mini-
mize stress. People in the UK
are so supportive and you
cannot beat the energy that’s
exchanged between perform-
ers and live audiences during
a show – it recharges you and
gives you wings.

You have been dancing
since the age of eight. What
inspired you to take up
dance?

Growing up in Serbia,
Russia, my mum often took
me to dance shows but it was
during one particular dance
competition that I remember
feeling mesmerized by what
was going on - the lights, the
costumes, the energy, and of
course the pretty girls – I guess
you could say my fate was
sealed!

You moved to the States
in 2001, were a finalist on
So You Think You Can

Dance?,  you also starred in
Burn the Floor on Broadway
and in the West End, and
you’re now a household
name on Strictly Come
Dancing. Did you dream of
such success?

To be honest, I didn’t plan,
dream or expect success, my
main focus is how to make my
next dance the best dance I
can. Since the age of 10 I was
living away from home. I
moved to Moscow and then in

2001, I was given the oppor-
tunity to go to America where
I had better access to dance
coaches and was able to
support my expensive hobby
which would later become my
professional career.

Whilst in the States, I was a
contestant and then a choreo-
grapher on So You Think You
Can Dance? – the show taught
me a lot and it got me on TV.
From there, with my name
being a bit more known, I was
involved in the Burn The Floor
production on Broadway and
toured the world, before
being invited to the UK in 2011
to join Strictly. It’s been quite a
journey but I never expected
my life to go in the direction it
has. 

Since your first appear-
ance on Strictly in 2011,
you’ve reached the final
three out of four times and
in 2014 you won the compe-
tition with Caroline Flack.
How did that feel?

It was surreal; I still can’t
believe we won! The whole
series was emotional and
challenging. There are no easy
periods on the show - you
have to teach someone who
has never danced ballroom or

Latin before and make them
look l ike they know what
they’re doing. There’s a lot of
pressure on the celebrities and
it’s our job as professionals
to make them believe in them-
selves and not give up. 

When we lifted the glitter
ball, it was an indescribable
feeling; I was truly happy for
Caroline.

What do you think
makes a winning formula
on the show and what’s most
rewarding for you?

Dance is not just two steps
left, two steps right, turn
around, done; it ’s about
putting a few different things
together and creating the final
picture. With each dance you

have the chance to show the
audience your thoughts and
feelings and when you can
connect those feelings to the
moves you’re doing, then it
becomes real. To become
a great dancer and make
people fall in love with your
dancing is hard work. It takes
a lot out of you but the plea-
sure and satisfaction of giving
positive emotions to people
and knowing that they felt it,
they can relate to it and even
inspire them to take up danc-
ing, is what keeps me going.
That’s the most rewarding.

Have you ever had any
costume malfunctions whilst
on stage or live TV?

There were a couple on live
TV, not me personally but my
partner. With all those skimpy
outfits, it’s easy for a girl to get
unhooked somehow. The fear
of slipping out of the costume
is great and whilst the profes-
sional dancers can handle it
much better as they can
improvise, for celebrities it
becomes a problem. When I
did the tango with Chelsee
Healey in my first season on
Strictly for example, she had
a big bow on her chest which
fell off during the dance,
completely turning her perfor-
mance around. With Caroline
Flack during our American
Smooth, she slipped on her
dress right from the beginning
of the dance; she caught her
balance and went on but it
affected the entire routine.  

Will you be returning for
this year’s series of Strictly?

Production starts talking
to professionals in the spring-
time so I’ll know soon. I hope
I will, I really enjoy being on
the show. Reality TV is the
biggest platform - I get to
reach millions of people and
demonstrate what dance can
do and how beautiful it is.

What’s your favourite
dance?

I’m kind of inclined towards
Latin dancing: the fast
Samba, the fiery Paso Doble,
something more dramatic and
energetic. Professionally I
competed in Latin more than I
competed in ballroom but

when you put yourself in the
middle of any dance, it be-
comes the best thing you can
possibly do at that moment.

Is dancing a big part of
your Russian culture?

Dancing is certainly big in
Russia and that’s why there
are many great ballet dancers,
gymnasts, ice-skaters and of
course ballroom dancers com-
ing from that region. Parents
love to see their kids learn to
dance and become profes-
sional dancers – it’s the kind
of mentality where you either
do it 100% all the way or you
don’t do it at all. 

What advice would you
give to those itching to give
dancing a go?

Just go with it! Go to a
couple of classes and see
what you like. With dancing,
and I guess it’s the same if you
want to learn a musical instru-
ment or a new language, you
have to practice, learn it,
repeat it over and over again
until it becomes locked in your
memory. Do not get discour-
aged; just spend a bit more
time practicing unti l  i t  al l
comes together. That’s what I
tell my celebrities all the time.  

In 2013, you released your
autobiography – what made
you decide to put pen to
paper?

Like a lot of things in my life,
the opportunity arose. It gave
me the opportunity to dive
into the past, re-evaluate my
life and reconnect with myself.
Everyone has a great story to
tell, something that happened
which helped them make a
decision or changed their life
one way or another, and I was
happy to share mine.

Finally, do you have a
message for those coming
to your shows at the Millfield
Theatre?

You’re going to enjoy a
spectacular performance and
become a part of it! Expect lots
of dance styles, great music
and a huge amount of spar-
kles and glitter. Whether you
love the dancing, the drama
or the beauty on stage, the
show will be for you.

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PERSONAL TAX AND
ALLOWANCES
Allowances and rates
affecting income, savings,
investments and pensions

PERSONAL ALLOWANCES
Basics 

Generally the personal
allowance is í10,600 with
entitlement to a maximum of
í10,660 for those born before
6 April 1938. Conditions and
restrictions apply to the
entitlement over í10,600.
Non-savings and savings
income above the personal
allowance is taxed at rates
from 20% to 45%. 

Some taxpayers with very
modest savings and income
may only pay 10%. The basic
rate of tax increases to the
higher rate for taxable income
over í31,785 and to 45% when
taxable income exceeds
í150,000. 

A higher marginal tax rate
may be payable between
í100,000 and í121,200 when
the personal allowance is
gradually withdrawn giving an
effective marginal rate of 60%
in this band for non-savings
and savings income. 

In some cases, you can
transfer í1,060 of your
personal allowance to your
spouse or civil partner. 

Planning 

ñ Is everyone in your family
taking full advantage of their
personal allowance? 

ñ Are there opportunities
to uti l ise any unused
allowances this tax year? 

ñ What can you do to take
advantage of marginal tax
rates and reduce the slice
taxable at a higher rate?

CAPITAL GAINS TAX
Basics 

Ordinarily, each person is
entitled to make a tax-free gain
up to í11,100 (or up to í5,550
for trusts). Thereafter, gains
are taxed at a rate that is
income dependent. Where
taxable income is less than
í31,786 the capital gains tax
rate for gains up to the spare
basic rate band allowance is
18%. Thereafter, this rises to
28%. The rate applicable to a
trust is 28%. 

For business owners entre-
preneurs’ relief gives rise to a
lower rate of 10% for qualify-
ing gains which provides for a
maximum reduction in tax of
í1,800,000 (if the gain were
í10 million, the current upper
limit).

ñ What tax can be saved by
maximising the advantage
of family member tax-free
exemptions? 

ñ Should an asset that is
going to be sold in the
future be transferred into
joint names? 

ñ If a gain is going to be rea-
lised are there other assets
which are standing at a
capital loss that can be used
to reduce the quantum of
your gains? 

ñ If tax is due, are there ways
of deferring or rolling over
the gain?

INHERITANCE TAX
Basics 

Generally, inheritance tax
(IHT) is due on death at a
rate of 40% if the inheritance
threshold of í325,000 is
exceeded. The percentage of
any unused nil rate band
from the first death may be
transferred to the surviving

spouse, allowing up to double
the nil rate band applicable at
the date of the second death. 

Gifts or transfers made
within 7 years of death are
also added back into the
estate and are liable to IHT,
but may be subject to some
exemptions as well as a
tapered reduction for tax on
transfers between years 3 and 7. 

Planning 

You have worked hard to
create your wealth - now
make sure you do all you can
to minimise any payments that
may be due for IHT. Estate
planning should start early in
life but it is never too late to
start. 

ñ Do you have an up-to-date
Will that reflects your
wishes? 

ñ Are you taking advantage of
the available exemptions
such as the annual í3,000
exemption, gifts out of
income, and gifts on marriage
or civil partnership?

PENSION CONTRIBUTIONS
Basics 

There are l imits to how
much can be invested in a
pension scheme before a tax
charge is payable. To qualify
for personal tax relief, a
pension contribution must be
made by or on behalf of a
relevant UK individual. 

Tax relief for pension
contributions is restricted by
reference to net relevant earn-
ings and the annual allowance.
The annual allowance is
currently í40,000 while there
is a lifetime allowance which
is currently í1.25 million. 

However, it is possible to
carry forward any unused
allowances from the previous
3 tax years.

Major changes to the annu-
al allowance and l i fetime
allowance will be introduced
from 6 April 2016. 

Planning 

A pension investment is
many peoples’ cornerstone as pay-
ments into a pension scheme
currently attract tax relief of up
to a potential maximum of
60%. However, there are
undoubtedly other compo-
nents of retirement planning. 
ñ When might you retire? 
ñ What are your income

expectations? 
ñ Is your current plan likely to

deliver your expectations?

ISAS
Basics 

Individuals who are 18 or
over can invest up to í15,240
in an ISA. Withdrawals from an
ISA are free of income and
capital gains tax, but the
value of an ISA will form part of
your estate for inheritance tax
purposes. 

A Junior ISA of up to í4,080
is available for those who are
17 or under. 

Help to Buy ISAs, which
were launched on 1 December
2015, allow individuals over
the age of 16 to save up to
í200 into an account per
month. Buyers can also deposit
a lump sum of up to í1,000

when they set up their
account. 

The money will earn interest
and will also qualify for a 25%
bonus (up to í3,000) from the
government provided the
funds are used to buy a house. 

Planning

If you don’t already have an
ISA, should you start one this
tax year? A further advantage
is that ISAs are normally

readily accessible (subject to
scheme rules).

TAX CREDITS
Basics 

Individuals on low incomes
may be eligible to claim tax
credits or the universal credit
(existing claimants will move
to universal credit by 2017).
The calculations for these
benefits involve determining
3 figures: your maximum
benefit, your net income and
your allowance. 

The maximum benefit is the
amount you would receive if
you had no income at all. As
some income is disregarded,
it is possible that someone
could receive the maximum
benefit even though they have
a small income. 

Net income is usually
earnings after tax, national
insurance and pension
contributions. If you have
capital above a threshold this
may require a notional income
to be added. 

The allowances are the
maximum amount of income
you may earn and still receive
the maximum benefit. If your
income is above this figure, a
percentage of the excess is
deducted from the maximum
benefit. 

Planning 

Check to see if you qualify
for these benefits as they can
be payable for people with
fairly high incomes.

As capital can be treated as
income that reduces benefit,
it may be sensible to give away
funds or to spend them
upgrading your property (as
property value is not regarded
as capital). 

However, there are rules to
counter blatant examples of
capital reduction. 

The high percentages at
which benefit is withdrawn
(between 65% and 76% for
universal credit) provide much
scope for planning.

BUSINESS TAXES,
ALLOWANCES AND
RELIEFS
The latest date for action in
most cases is the business
year-end

CORPORATION TAX
Basics 

From 1 April 2015 there has
been a single rate of corpora-
tion tax for all companies: 20%.

Corporation tax self-assess-
ment requires companies to
work out their own tax liability
as part of their return and
account for the ‘self-assessed’
liability to corporation tax. 

Planning 

Taxable profits are typically
reduced by employers making
pension contributions. Self-
invested personal pensions
(SIPPs) are popular with many
company owner-directors. 

Another popular tax
reduction strategy is to bring
qualifying capital expenditure
forward to take advantage of
the 100% annual investment
allowance. This was í500,000,
although reduced to í200,000
from 1 January 2016.

VALUE ADDED TAX
Basics 

VAT is chargeable where
taxable turnover is in excess
of í82,000 in the previous 12
months or you expect this
threshold will be exceeded
within the next 30 days. 

There are schemes which
simplify VAT accounting.
These include the cash
accounting scheme, annual
accounting scheme and the
flat rate scheme. 

Planning 

ñ Would it be appropriate
for you to use one of the
special schemes?

ñ Are you claiming any VAT
bad debt relief that you are
entitled to? 

ñ Are you accounting for VAT
on the fuel used for private
motoring using the appro-
priate scale charge? 

ñ Make sure that you don’t
reclaim VAT on cars (unless
you are a car dealer or taxi
company, for example, or
provide certain pool or
leased cars for employees)
or on entertaining UK custo-
mers.

BUSINESS DEDUCTIONS
Basics 

Business owners are entitled
to claim deductions from

income for costs which are
incurred wholly and exclusively
in running the business. 

Determining how this rule
applies in practice can be
a challenge. In most
circumstances, a deduction
may not be claimed in respect
of depreciation, but deductions
in the form of capital allowances
are available for some expen-
diture on qualifying capital
expenditure. 

Planning 

ñ Have you recorded all your
costs? 

ñ Directors’ bonuses can be
claimed so long as they are
paid within 9 months after
the company year-end but
pension contributions must
be paid before the year-end
to get tax relief in the
accounting period. 

ñ Salaries can be made to
family members as long as
they are justifiable and at
commercial rates. 

ñ Other ways of extracting
profits include dividends and
benefits in kind.

ENTREPRENEURS’ RELIEF
Basics 

Entrepreneurs’ relief provides
relief for disposals by smaller
business owners. It charges a
reduced tax rate of 10% on
disposals up to the lifetime
limit of í10 million giving rise to
a potential tax saving of up to
í1.8 million. 

The relief is available on
material disposals of business
assets which covers businesses
operated as a sole trader, part-
nership or through a limited
company. 

Planning 

The liability to capital gains
tax is just one aspect of all the
planning that goes into the
wording of the final contract
for sale. Maximising the sale
value and looking carefully at
the proposed sale structure
helps to ensure the liability to
capital taxes is not a penny
more than absolutely neces-
sary. There are a number of
planning opportunities in this
area but there are also pitfalls
if some shareholders do not
qualify for this relief.

PENALTIES
Basics 

The penalty regime covers
income tax, corporation tax,
VAT and IHT. 

There are also penalties
to cover the notification of
starting a business and the
filing of returns and accounts
at Companies House.

Planning 

Miss the first income tax
return filing deadline and the
next day you are liable for a
í100 fine. Leave it for another
3 months and the maximum
penalty rises by í10 a day up
to a maximum of í900. After 6
months a further í300 or 5%
of the tax due, whichever is the
higher, is added. In some
serious cases the penalty can
be even higher than this. 

HMRC charges late filing
penalties for PAYE, VAT and
corporation tax while at
Companies House penalty

rates range from í150 for a
private company filing the
accounts not more than 1
month late up to í7,500 for a
public company filing accounts
more than 6 months late. 

Ensure that you know all of
your filing and payment requi-
rements and the due date for
payment

UPCOMING CHANGES
Allowances, rules and
rates from April 2016

CHANGES FROM APRIL 2016
Basics 

Planned changes may affect
your planning for 2015/16.
Some changes from April 2016
include: 

Dividend Taxation 

Dividend tax credit will be
abolished and replaced with
a í5,000 dividend tax allowance.
Dividend income exceeding
the annual allowance will be
taxed according to an
individual’s income tax band.
Basic rate taxpayers will pay
7.5%, higher rate 32.5% and
additional rate 38.1%. 

Personal Savings Allowance

A new allowance to remove
tax on up to í1,000 of savings
income for basic rate taxpayers
and up to í500 for higher rate
taxpayers will be introduced. 

Pensions 

There will be a reduction
in the í40,000 annual
pension allowance where
income, including pension
contributions, exceeds
í150,000. The annual allowance
will reduce by í1 for every í2
of income in excess of
í150,000, down to a minimum
of í10,000. 

Property

The wear and tear allowance
on furnished properties will be
replaced with a new relief that
will allow residential landlords
to deduct the actual costs of
replacing furnishings. 

Rent-a-room relief increases
from í4,250 to í7,500. 

New rates of stamp duty that
are 3% higher than the current
bands will be introduced from
1 April 2016 on purchases of
additional properties such as
buy-to-lets and second homes.
Similar changes have been
announced to land and buildings
transaction tax in Scotland.

The winner of
the Cypriot Cup and runner-up
in the league automatically en-
ters the UEFA Europa League
second qualifying round. The
third placed team enters the UE-
FA Europa League on the first
qualifying round. If the cup win-
ners are also league champions,
then the losing cup finalists are
granted a UEFA Europa League
berth. If the cup winners qualify
for Europe by their league posi-
tion, then the fourth-placed team
in the league qualifies for the UE-
FA Europa League.
