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British Pound sinks to
seven-year low on ‘Brexit’ fears

he British pound sank
Tto a fresh seven-year

low yesterday, as the
prospect of the UK leaving
the European Union con-
tinued to drag down the
currency.

Sterling fell 0.9% against the
dollar to $1.3881, a level not
hit since early 2009. The
pound hasn’t stayed below
$1.40 for a sustained period
since the mid-1980s. Sterling
also fell against the euro, with
the common currency climb-
ing 0.5% to £0.7909, its high-
est in more than a year against
the pound.

The decline came amid
fresh predictions of a plunge
for the UK currency if British
voters opt to quit the EU in a
referendum in June.

Analysts say that uncertain-
ty around the vote will put off
foreign investors buying up
British assets. The drop raised
questions about whether the
Bank of England will react, and
with most investors conclu-
ding it won’t, that added to
pressure on the pound.

“Following a vote to leave,

we think uncertainty could grip
the UK economy, triggering a
potential slowdown in growth
and a collapse in sterling,”
HSBC said in a research note.

Yesterday, analysts at
HSBC said a vote for ‘Brexit’
would push the pound a
further 15%-20% lower against
the dollar. The bank attaches
a probability of around
one-third to this outcome.

As campaigning gears up,
opinion polls have been
mixed, although a majority
have shown a slim lead for the
campaign to stay in the EU.

Analysts say that a vote to
leave the EU could raise
questions about the future
health of UK export growth.
The country already imports
more than it exports, and any
further widening of its current-
account deficit would likely
hurt the pound, they say.

The slide in sterling also has
implications for the Bank of
England’s monetary policy. A
weaker currency should drive
up inflation, which would be
good news, in the short term,
given the rate of price increas-
es is still far below the BOE'’s

target. But analysts say there
is little chance of officials
rushing to raise interest rates
- a development that could
arrest the pound’s decline.

Bank of England officials
Tuesday said it isn’t clear that
its key interest rate should rise
in response to a weakening
pound. BOE Governor Mark
Carney told lawmakers that
central bank officials haven’t
taken a view on the most
likely outcome of the referen-
dum.

“The Bank of England
hasn’t shown any great
concern about the fall,” said
Daniel Loughney, a London-
based portfolio manager at
AllianceBernstein. “That’s
given a catalyst to a further leg
lower.”

Further ahead, some
analysts say a vote to leave
the EU could pose a dilemma
for the BOE if a sharp fall
in the currency fuels high
inflation, but policy makers are
reluctant to raise rates for fear
of exacerbating a slowdown
in the economy.

CMP delegation visits site at

Kallis to Afania where he
pointed out the burial
site.

Nestoros said that the
fenced area is located oppo-
site a Turkish military camp,
adding that the site is known
to the CMP.

He also said that the
delegation visited the Turkish
Cypriot representative at the
CMP where she was informed
about the actions that will be
undertaken.

Nestoros said that during
the CMP’s committee meet-
ing today (Thursday), he will
submit a document about the
case.

Cyprus expands efforts to create
energy corridor towards Europe

yprus is expanding its
‘ efforts to create an

energy corridor from
the Eastern Mediterranean
to Europe, Energy Minister
Yiorgos Lakkotrypis has
said.

Lakkotrypis, in Sofia, Bul-
garia, where he accompanies
President Anastasiades on an
official visit to the country,
held separate meetings on
Monday with Energy Minister
of Bulgaria Temenushka
Petkova and Minister of
Tourism Nikolina Angelkova.

“Bulgaria has a special role
in our effort to create a new
natural gas corridor from the
Eastern Mediterranean to
Europe, related either to
existing infrastructures or

ones that are planned to be
built,” he noted.

He said that both he and
the President discussed in
their meetings in Sofia, ways
to include Bulgaria in the
plans to transfer natural gas
from the Eastern Mediterra-
nean to Europe.

The Minister said that the
Memorandum of Understand-
ing on Energy signed bet-
ween Cyprus and Bulgaria
on Monday provides for the
establishment of a Joint Work-
ing group to examine existing
or planned infrastructure, be it
pipelines or LNG terminals.

“Our goal is to expand this
working group to include
other countries involved in the
whole planning,” he said.

Hetoranda signed befween
Cyprus-Bulgaria ‘n concrete step’
10 enthance bilateral cooperation

Ko

yprus President
‘ Nicos Anastasiades

has described as “a
concrete step towards
enhancing cooperation”
with Bulgaria Memoranda
signed in the areas of ener-
gy, tourism, agriculture and
rural development.

Addressing the Bulgarian-
Cypriot Business Forum, in
Sofia, the President noted that
negotiations will continue
with the aim of concluding
pending agreements on
other spheres of coopera-
tion.

At the same time, he
added, “it is our joint commit-
ment to proceed with mea-
sures that will optimize our
collaboration in areas where
mutual interests and compar-
ative advantages exist.”

“The EU dimension is
certainly one of the main
axes in our relationship, and
one that must act as a driving
force,” the Cyprus President
said, according to an official
press release.

In his address Anastasia-
des said that during all his
meetings, the strong bonds
between the two countries
were confirmed, while at the
same time and it was firmly
established that both Cyprus
and Bulgaria aspire to sub-
stantially enhance bilateral
relations, and tangibly up-
grade our relationship.

The President mentioned
in his address at the forum
that Cyprus is one of the
strongest investors in
Bulgaria, with Cypriot invest-
ment reaching approximate-
ly 2 billion euro.

In the important field of
energy, he said that the
signing of the Memorandum
of Understanding paves the
way for closer cooperation
and provides a framework in

which to accommodate and
further our cooperation in the
renewable energy sector;
a sector, which holds great
potential for investment and
growth.

President Anastasiades
also said that despite the
recent financial crisis, Cyprus’
comparative advantages not
only remain intact but have
been further enhanced and
developed, setting it apart
from most investment
destinations.

He added that the Govern-
ment is currently implement-
ing a series of measures,
which include the simplifica-
tion of procedures for the
faster issuing of permits and
licensing of investment pro-
jects and operation of busi-
nesses, as well as the speed-
ier granting of residence
permits to foreign investors.

Bulgaria’s President Rosen
Plevneliev, speaking through
an interpreter, said that he
encourages the Bulgarian
companies to establish new
relations with Cyprus, be-
cause Cyprus, as he pointed
out, has a sound economy,
is reach and has friendly
relations with Bulgaria.

He said that Cyprus is a
centre of wider business
activity and noted that the
figures show a significant new
impetus in trade between the
two countries.

“We also encourage
Cypriot businessmen to
deepen their relations with
Bulgaria. Cyprus ranks 6th
place in investments in
Bulgaria,” he said.

Bulgarian President also
referred to the excellent
political relations between the
two countries in all areas,
which is a very positive basis,
as he said, for development
and business.
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Tragic death of Pantelis Pantelidis will hopefully
bring more attention to Greece’s other crisis

ones to have seen Pantelis

Pantelidis perform live. | saw
him in Greece a few years ago
at a place called Teatro Music
Hall. Having grown up with
Greek music all my life, |
realized this guy wasn’t just
the latest fad. People loved
him. He spoke to “every man”
with the music and lyrics he
wrote and sang.

It was his simplicity and
purity - and perhaps his
humble beginnings in front of
a camera in his bedroom via
YouTube - that made Pantelis
special to so many people.

He sang about love and
pain, heartbreak and lost love
- emotions and experiences of
everyone, and in a language
everyone could understand
and connect with.

He was, without a doubt,
one of the greatest talents of
our current generation of
Greek singers - and he had
only just begun.

An estimated 20,000
people showed up at his
funeral in the Nea lonia sub-
urb of Athens, a working class
neighbourhood where neigh-
bours know each other and

Itoo was one of the lucky

call each other by their first
names. Pantelis was “one of
them.” Today, that neigh-
bourhood was covered in
black as thousands came to
pay tribute to their beloved
son, singer and friend.
Hopefully this accident will
serve as a wake-up call to a
nation that is suffering yet
another crisis - the crisis on
the roads. The numbers are
staggering. According to
official statistics, 1,600 people
lost their lives in traffic acci-
dents on Greek roads in 2015
with 20,000 people injured.
And like in Pantelidis’ case

- speed was involved. Not
only was he not wearing his
seatbelt, but he was driving
on a dangerous stretch of Vou-
liagmenis Avenue at excessive
speeds of upwards of 80-90
miles per hour, according to
police reports and witnesses.

Every day in Greece there
are five people killed on the
roads in accidents. Fifteen
people are left paralyzed and
60 are seriously injured. This
is every day in Greece and
according to statistics, up-
wards of 60% to 70% of the
victims are young people
under the age of 29.

As if Greece didn’t have
enough crises to worry about
- the economic one, the
refugee one - the road crisis
is another real crisis that needs
to be dealt with at the highest
levels of Greek government.

It's sad that the 1,600 souls
lost last year weren’t enough
of a wake-up call. Hopefully
Pantelis Pantelidis’ death won’t
be in vain and Greeks will
wake up and realize there’s a
war going on on their roads
and highways - and they’re not
winning it.

Boris urged to rethink
fire cuts after fatal blaze

irefighters have called on
Fthe mayor of London to

suspend plans to scrap
13 fire engines after the Lon-
don Fire Brigade (LFB) missed
its target attendance time
when responding to a fire in
which a man died. The fire
took hold in the early hours of
Sunday at 86-year-old Ray-
mond Lister’s property in the
borough of Islington.

The mayor has instructed
LFB to find £11.5m savings for
2016-17. Two options were
recently the subject of a
public consultation. The first,
proposed by the London Fire
and Emergency Planning
Authority, achieved the sav-
ings through back office effi-
ciencies and altered crewing
arrangements for some fire
appliances. The second, pro-
posed by LFB commissioner
Ron Dobson, recommended
the permanent axing of 13 fire
engines. Despite 81% of those
taking part in the consultation
opposing the commissioner’s
proposal, the mayor announ-
ced last week that he would
force it through.

Paul Embery, regional
secretary for the FBU in Lon-
don, said, “An inquest must
take place into the death of Mr
Lister. However, we already
know that the brigade has
failed again to meet its target
response time at a fatal fire.
We also know that the bor-

ough where it happened has
seen a 60% cut in its fire
cover in the last three years.
It would therefore be incredi-
bly reckless for Boris Johnson
to continue with his planned
cuts until all the lessons from
this tragic incident have been
learned.

“Londoners are being put
at risk to meet the mayor’s un-
reasonable budget demands.
There must be a suspension
of further cuts before more
lives are lost.”

It took the first fire engine,
from Holloway fire station,
eight minutes and 56 seconds
to reach the fire in Ripplevale
Road on Sunday morning,
and the second, from Euston
fire station, 10 minutes and 56
seconds. The brigade’s target
response times are six min-
utes for the first engine and
eight minutes for the second.
A crew from nearby Islington
fire station was detained at
another incident and unable
to respond.

Paul Embery added: “The
missing second fire engine
from Holloway would almost
certainly have been mobilised
to the fire alongside the first
Holloway engine, and would
have reached the scene quick-
er than the engine from Eus-
ton. Had Clerkenwell fire sta-
tion not been closed, its crews
might also have reached the
scene more quickly.”

Professor Graham MacGre-
gor, chair of Action on Sugar,
said: “This is yet again anoth-
er example of scandalous
amount of sugar added to our
food and drink. No wonder we
have the highest rates of
obesity in Europe.”

Grape with Chai, Orange and
Cinnamon Hot Mulled Fruit
was found to have the highest
sugar content - a total of 25
teaspoons of sugar per serv-
ing. Its venti White Chocolate
Mocha with Whipped Cream
had 18 and Signature Hot
Chocolate had 15.

Costa’s similar-sized
massimo eat-in Chai Latte
contained 20 teaspoons of
sugar, while KFC’s mocha had
15 and Caffe Nero’s drink-in
Caramelatte had 13.

Costa’s eat-in and eat-out
Mocha Cortado and Choco-
late Babycino were found to
have three teaspoons each.

A third of all of the drinks
tested contained the same

Researcher Kawther Hash-
em said firms needed to
improve their labelling and
stop selling extra-large serv-
ing sizes. “These hot flavoured
drinks should be an occa-
sional treat, not an ‘everyday’
drink,” she added.

A Starbucks spokeswoman
said it was committed to
reducing added sugar in its
“indulgent drinks” by 25% by
the end of 2020.

- Visit the Galapagos Island
which is soon to be banned
for public visitation forever
(making this a real once in a
lifetime opportunity) to enable
a suitable thriving habitat for
some of the world’s rarest
animals, including rare turtles

and lizard dragons.

- Aid the clean-up opera-
tions of the environment to
ensure all animals have the
best chance of survival on the
island.

- Encourage eco-tourism
and conservation, so genera-
tions to come can still experi-
ence the beautiful Galapagos
Islands.

In addition, this opportuni-
ty means everything to me!
When | was born | was com-
pletely blind, with a rare form
of cancer called Retinoblas-
toma. Doctors weren’t aware
until | was 3 months old and
told my parents the only way
I would live, was if they
removed both my eyes. My
parents hated the idea of me
becoming permanently blind,
they refused to give up; after
several different treatments
that failed, at the age of 18
months, it was time to give up.
The tumours had grown so
big, that if they left it any longer
| would die and the chemo-
therapy was killing me, so they
just had to face the facts “l was
deemed to be blind”. But | do
have a tendency of proving
people wrong, so when my
parents asked for one more
try, they took a risk; they had
faith in me, no one else, they
knew | could do it... and | did.
Suddenly the tumours began
to shrink and ended up lying
dormant. It was a miracle, |
got some of my eye sight back
in my right eye but was still
fully blind in my left eye, but |
had won! Finally after months
of intensive care | could come

home, just in time for my first
Christmas at home, it was all
finally over, even though | still
had a low immune system
meaning | was in and out of
hospital for a while longer.
However, as I've grown up
I've learnt that the best days
don’t last long, so you should
cherish them because soon
after when | reached 2 and a

half years old the tumours
returned violent and aggres-
sive as ever! And this time,
with life threatening results, it
had reached the optic nerve.
Doctors responded as quick
as humanely possible, with
chemotherapy and radio-
therapy, to everyone else’s
eyes, | was dying. This time it
wasn’t a battle to save my
eyes, it was to save my life;
a 2 year old child running
into the radiotherapy room,
grabbing the mask putting it
on his face and singing “twin-
kle, twinkle little star” until he
fell asleep, didn’'t know he was
‘dying’. Treatment was just a
0.14% chance, | didn’t know
that, so | fought because that’s
all | could, inevitably | was
getting better, but | wasn’t
getting any worse. The
tumours had stopped grow-
ing? At this point, | don’t think
no one knew what was going
on. We went all around the
country, trying to understand
what was happening and it
seemed my cancer was put
into remission; as | told you, |
do have a tendency to
proving people wrong.
Although | am registered
blind and have tumours which

can wake up at any time still in
remission, but | definitely won’t
let that stop me achieving
anything and grabbing every
opportunity | can. There has
been some situations where
I've been told | can’t do some-
thing just because I'm differ-
ent, so | do it, even when
people say | shouldn't. | live
everyday as it comes and to
the fullest and the opportu-
nity to visit Ecuador and the
Galapagos Islands is an
amazing opportunity for any-
one, but this is my opportuni-
ty that | can do the same as
everyone else and better. It
allows me to put my barriers
aside in order to help others
who although they may not
have a disability the life they
have disabled them from
having the opportunities that
| have had and that we all take
for granted. | want to change
the world, so unlike everyone
else, | want to start with those
who don'’t even know what the
world is capable; taking all
them with me and everyone
along the way. | believe a
team of 5 is better than 1000
individuals.

To turn this opportunity into
a reality, | need your help! |
have raised £408 so far by
holding cake sales, tea and
coffee sales, car washing and
sponsored runs but | still need
to raise £4390 to cover my
individual cost of the trip. | will
do whatever it takes, because
if | don’t then my journey into
life will have to start some-

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Check before you chuck
says Enfield council

oilet Seats, nappies and
TDVD players might

sound like some very
random objects - but these are
just some of the unwanted
items which are being put
into recycling bins in the
borough putting recycling in
Enfield in jeopardy.

Enfield Council operates a
kerbside recycling service for
cardboard and paper, rinsed
food tins and drinks cans,

none of the material is
recycled and the good work
of those who have recycled
correctly is undone.

“Worse still, each contami-
nated load rejected costs
taxpayers over £400, which is
instead sent for disposal, so
it is essential that residents
think before they deposit items
into their blue bins.

“As for their green lidded
bin, this is only for food and

clean glass bottles and jars
and some types of plastic food
packaging. Plus a separate
green lidded bin for garden
and food materials.

It’s been enthusiastically
embraced by Enfield residents
with a large amount of waste
being recycled or composted
in recent years. But some
people are a little too keen
and are putting items in their
blue bins which can’t be
accepted such as textiles and
electrical equipment, leading
to increased disposal costs
and loads being rejected for
recycling.

The Council is now remind-
ing people to ‘check before
you chuck’ and to make sure
the right items go into the
correct bins — especially if
they’re unsure.

Enfield Council’s Cabinet
Member for Environment,
ClIr Daniel Anderson, said:
“Enfield’s residents have
embraced our drive to recycle
items they no longer want, but
sometimes this enthusiasm
can lead to people putting
items in their recycling bins
that we cannot accept.

“If contamination of this
nature goes above a certain
level, loads can be rejected by
our contractor meaning that

garden waste, such as grass,
leaves, twigs etc. and nothing
else.

“We have sent leaflets to
every household with advice
on what residents can recycle
and compost and this infor-
mation is also available on
our website, but the simple
message is — if in doubt, leave
it out.”

Acceptable items for the
blue lidded bin include glass
bottles and jars; plastic
bottles, pots, rinsed tubs and
food trays; rinsed food tins
and drinks cans; cartons and
cardboard packaging. These
items should be empty of food
and drink, clean and dry so
that the cardboard doesn’t
soak up moisture and clog up
the machinery in the recycling
process.

We would also request that
items are not put into the blue
lidded bins inside black sacks
as the plastic bags themselves
are not recyclable.

Full details of what can be
recycled — and which bin or
bag it should go in — are avail-
able at www.enfield.gov.uk
and any items not listed
should be placed in the black
waste bin or disposed of at a
household waste recycling
centre.

As
a result, the Air Ministry formed
the Directorate of Air Sea
Rescue to coordinate rescue
efforts.

The Air Sea Rescue Service
was officially founded in
February 1941 and adopted
the motto ‘The sea shall not
have them.’

The stamps depict
specialised search and rescue
vessels: a Lockheed Hudson
aircraft responding to a
distress flare, an air sea
rescue high speed launch,
a Supermarine Walrus sea-
plane rescuing two pilots in a
dinghy, a Westland Whirlwind
helicopter carrying out a winch
rescue from a sinking boat,
a Westland Wessex helicopter
flying above a stormy sea
and a Westland Sea King
helicopter about to carry out
a cliff rescue.

The Crest of Jersey

Date of issue:
17/2/2016

The island of Jersey has
been a Crown dependency
since 1204 and in 1279, the
seal from which the Coat of
Arms, or Crest of Jersey is
derived, was granted to the
Bailiff of Jersey by King
Edward I.

Hundreds of years later,
it was recognised by the
College of Arms that they held
no records of this event as the
College was not incorporated
until 1484. In 1907, the conti-
nued use of Arms of Jersey,
Guernsey and Alderney, “as
previously granted”, was
sanctioned by King Edward

Insurance policies that help put
your teenager in the driving seat

daughter is learning to drive,

do you want the good news,
or the bad? The good news is
that the days of £5,000-a-year
quotes are a thing of the past;
the bad news is that it’s still
going to cost a hefty whack —
but with careful planning,
you can reduce the bill
significantly.

Much of learning to drive
safely comes with experience,
according to the experts, so
time spent in the family car
accompanied by mum or
dad could be the difference
between a pass or fail. The
problem is, insurers will often
want a fortune to add a 17-
year-old to the family car. A
better option could be a
top-up policy solely for the
learner.

A company called
Marmalade pioneered such
polices, and there are now a
number of similar providers.
For around £90 a month
(dependent on postcode) you
can buy an add-on compre-
hensive policy. If the learner
driver crashes, you claim
from Marmalade but the car
owner’s no-claims bonus is
unaffected.

New drivers (or their
parents) looking for affordable
cover need a car with a small
engine and plenty of safety
features — most likely one
in the lowest 1-5 insurance
groups. A Ford Ka, Kia Pican-
to, Citroén C1 and variants
from Toyota and Peugeot are
popular with new drivers as
they are group 1 for insurance,
i.e, the lowest. However,
buying a £500 banger may
not result in the cheapest
insurance, according to Gavin
Hill, from specialist broker
Adrian Flux. He says insurers
tend to offer cheaper pre-
miums on cars worth about
£5,000 as they think the driver
will be inclined to drive more
carefully.

Fit a black box that monitors
your car’s every move and you
could get comprehensive
cover for less than £1,000 a
year — and the potential to
enjoy a huge saving (up to
60%) at the end of the first year
if you drive sensibly and don’t
make a claim. When telematic
policies first appeared, they
often featured Cinderella-style
curfews, which meant drivers
couldn’t venture out between
midnight and 5am. Most
telematics policies have
abandoned this rule, but there
may be other restrictions, such
as mileage limits.

You still have to have a
black box fitted, so if you
accelerate, brake and corner
like Lewis Hamilton, or con-
stantly break the speed limit,

Ifyour 17-year-old son or

you’ll soon get a warning
letter. And if you refuse to
calm down, cover could be
withdrawn. You can monitor
performance, and the pros-
pect of cheaper insurance
next year is constantly
dangled.

The days of putting a young
driver on a parent’s policy
are long gone, according to
Adrian Flux, with many insur-
ers refusing to do it. Instead,
the policy should be in the
name of the highest-risk driver
(the youngest) with the parent
put on as a named driver.
Doing so will often bring down
the premium.

Don’t buy a car before
getting an insurance quote. If
you are going for a telematics
policy, check the terms to
make sure any restrictions fit in
with planned driving hours.
Some policies will only cover
newer cars, for example less
than nine years old. It may be
worth spending more on the
car and paying less to the
insurer.

Parents of students who will
only drive the family car during
holidays should probably only
buy cover as required, rather
than adding their child for a
whole year. Standard insurers
are more likely to let policy-
holders add their offspring for
a week or two as required.

THE NEW NATIONAL
LIVING WAGE

To address the issue of
working poverty and to
reduce reliance on the state,
Chancellor George Osborne
introduced a compulsory
National Living Wage which
will come into force in April
2016.

A Living Wage is the hourly

amount at which workers
should be paid in order for
them to be able to afford basic
living necessities such as rent,
healthy food and travel.

Since the Living Wage was
introduced in 2001, paying it
was voluntary. While emplo-
yers were not required to pay
the voluntary Living Wage, it
was a sign of employers’
commitment to go above and
beyond. But starting April
2016, paying the NLW will be
mandatory.

Depending on workers’
ages and employment status,
employers will need to pay
employees either the National
Minimum Wage, which is
currently set at £6.70 per hour,
or the National Living Wage,
which will be initially set at
£7.20 per hour.

The National Living Wage
will be regulated by the Low
Pay Commission and its
value will be determined by
median national earnings. The
National Living Wage will not
replace the National Minimum
Wage. Instead, workers aged
24 and younger will earn the
National Minimum Wage while
workers aged 25 and older
will earn the National Living
Wage.

The National Living Wage
will increase, with a projected
target of at least £9 per
hour by 2020. Non-compliant
employers could face tough
penalties, such as the follow-
ing maximum fine of £20,000
per underpaid worker and
disqualification of a company
director from his or her
position for up to 15 years.

A Tribute to
Pantelis
Pantelidis

Like his many fans
and the whole Greek
music industry, | was
shocked and great-
ly saddened to hear
of the untimely death
of 32-year-old singer
Pantelis Pantelidis
- one of Greece’s
most promising
stars.

A devastating car
accident on Vouliag-
menis Avenue in
Athens on the 18th
February, that left
two additional pas-
sengers seriously
injured, took away
the life of this young,
talented musician in
the prime of his life
and career.

Born in the north-
ern Athens suburb of
Nea lonia, Pantelidis
initially dreamed of
becoming a football
player, however a
heart condition

D

diagnosed at the age of 17
placed him on a different path.
He joined the Hellenic Navy,
reaching the rank of warrant
officer before leaving in 2012
to follow his musical ambi-
tions.

Pantelis was a true modern
star catching his break
through YouTube five years
ago; homemade videos of
him singing and playing
guitar went viral attracting a
legion of fans and millions of
views securing the singers’

first professional gigs. Per-
haps this personal way in
which he came to know his
fans attributed to the special
connection he continued to
share with his audiences.
The self-taught musician’s
unique interpretation of
“elafrolaika” and his ability to
exude an authentic depth of
feeling that emanated from his
voice as well as the words he
sang, whether centred on love
or betrayal, cemented his
place and prestige in the

modern Greek music arena.

Four albums and a score of
charts hits with songs inclu-

The heavens
certainly gained a brighter
star. The Pantelidis pheno-
menon, as his career came to
be known, will long continue
- his legacy living on through
his family, friends and of
course his music.

Ghost in the Noonday Sun is a 17th Century pirate
comedy starring Peter Sellers and Spike Milligan, which was
filmed in Cyprus in 1973 but not released until ten years
later. It was produced by John Heyman for his company World
Film Services and Columbia Pictures.

Medak said: “My movie was shot mostly in the Mediter-
ranean on real ships and on the island of Cyprus, which
nobody had ever dared to attempt before, and a totally
insane idea.”

The documentary is about the making of the film and what
happened behind the scenes. It is created from interviews
with Peter Sellers and Spike Milligan’s friends, as well as the

I nternational film director Peter Medak is shooting The Ghost

actors, crew members, producers, executives and relatives of
people who were involved in the making of the film, but who
have since died. The documentary is produced by Vegas
Media Ltd and the idea came from its MD Paul lacovou.

The film is 70% complete. Shooting in Cyprus and the UK
is completed and the film is set to move to New York and Los
Angeles for final shooting.

The budget for the film is 300,000 USD, with 40% coming
from investors, 22% from producers, 22% from crowd
funding and 16% from other sources. In order for the film to
be completed, a remaining 40,000 USD needs to be raised.

Commenting on the need to raise the final funds, Paul
lacovou said, “This is the first Cypriot film ever to have a
Hollywood director and to be released under the auspices of
the Directors Guild of America.” It’s set to be released in 2016.

a magnificent sound

he bringing together of Eton College Chapel Choir and

Winchester College Chapel Choir to perform Bach’s

St John Passion (St Johns Smith Square) featuring some
of their renowned alumni with conductor Stephen Layton at the
helm, was a master stroke. Harmonies and unison of the highest
order this was a concert to savour from beginning to end. James
Birchall sang the role of Jesus, an interpretation that was under-
stated with a rich and sonorous voice providing depth and gravi-
tas. This contrasted greatly with James Gilchrist’s Evangelist who
breathed flames of fire and passion singing with an intensity that
was utterly absorbing. Providing the final part of this extraordi-
nary triumvirate was Ashley Riches as Pilate, and they came
together in an extended passage and integral part of this Passion
that filled the space with drama and vocals of the highest calibre.

The young choirs provided the contrast required to bring this
magnificent piece to life. It was particularly pleasing to listen to their
beautiful blend of lightness when required and a more strident,
robust projection when prompted by Layton, who seemed verita-
bly enthused by proceedings. This was also transmitted to the
excellent musicians from the Academy of Ancient Music who
responded with superb technique including some par excellence
solo work. In this sphere cellist Joseph Crouch was outstanding.

However, I was most impressed by two exquisite sounding
trebles, in the shape of Angus Benton and Gabriel Ali. Pure in
sound, bright in character here was the epitome of why English
choirs are so revered around the world. Especially laudable when
one considers the complexity and difficulties of this particular
Passion. Andrew Staples too was in very fine form singing the
solo tenor arias, his operatic voice giving, as though it were
needed, yet another layer of classical quality to an event that will
live long in the memory. Bravo to one and all.

Troubled times on St Martins Lane as the English National
Opera struggle with funding cuts and what that may mean for their
long term future. Perish the thought. What better way to cheer
the spirits with an ebullient revival of The Magic Flute (London
Coliseum) directed by Simon McBurney. Those of you familiar
with the work of Theatre de Complicité will know how they like
to experiment and push the boundaries of theatre and what that
looks like when it appears on stage. More hit than miss and
never uninteresting. McBurney is the mastermind behind much
of that and he brings his furnace of creativity to bear on Mozart’s
Singspiel in a production that glows with inventiveness.

It begins as though somebody has fired a starting gun with
conductor Mark Wrigglesworth launching into the overture with
gusto and glee which took most of us by surprise though person-
ally I was delighted as it put a stop to all the pre-show tittle tattle.
The performances matched the colour and imagination of Michael
Levine’s brilliant set, expertly lit by Jean Kalman. John Graham-
Hall’s Monostatos is dastardly and risible simultaneously though
the rich tenor voice belies his appearance while Allan Clayton is
hilarious as Tamino, a boggle-eyed buffoon at odds with the
opposite sex for which he is forgiven as he has the voice of a nightin-
gale. Lucy Crowe meanwhile shines like a diamond in a gorgeously
sung Pamina.

A wonderfully entertaining revival. The ENO should send some
invitations to the powers that be at The Arts Council.

Meanwhile Razia Kangaris is in awe of two masters...

Chekhov’s Uncle Vanya (Almeida Theatre) is a masterfully
written classic. Robert Icke has rapidly become a master inter-
preter and innovator of such classics. True to form this production
is re-imagined from 19th century Russia to a place somewhere in
England, time unspecified. Uncle Vanya is now Uncle Johnny,
the costumes and props are more River Island and Hamleys than
those you would find on a Russian country estate 120 years ago.
For me that mattered little for what remains is a coruscatingly
emotional exposé of complex characters haunted by their failure
to come to terms with family realities and an ever changing world.

The cast are superb led by Paul Rhys in the title role, a picture
of emasculation and awkwardness and Jessica Brown Findlay
equally impressive as his niece Sonya. Hildegard Bechtler’s set,
essentially a four poster on a dais, depicts yet more mental
anguish and turmoil in a home riven by despair. Three and a half
hours of melancholic and fantastically absorbing theatre.

Finally Claudia Yerolemou uncovers a gem...

Hardboiled: The Fall of Sam Shadow (New Diorama) is a
fabulous piece of theatre, a tribute to Film Noir, played out with
all the tongue-in-cheek eloquence and cheek fitting of Raymond
Chandler et al. It is a genre that lends itself to mischief and
imitation and this company, Rhum and Clay, do it with great skill.
Characters interchange throughout, set and props transform con-
tinually and with such simplicity and finesse they create what many
better-resourced companies struggle to create.

and deeply saddened to
hear that singer Pantelis
Pantelidis had tragically died
in a car accident last Thurs-
day (18 February).

The fatal incident occurred
at 8.20am on Vouliagmenis
Avenue in the area of Elliniko,
southern Athens. Speaking
about the incident, residents
living in an apartment block
overlooking the high-speed
road said they rushed to their
balconies after hearing what
one resident described as
“a massive bang, like a train
and a truck colliding.”

Pantelidis, 32, was report-
edly driving when he lost
control of his Mercedes SUV;
the vehicle ran off course and
crashed against the safety
barriers at a speed of what
is reported to be between
90-150kph. The impact was so
severe, a steel barrier entered
the car through the driver’s
side and one of the two female
passengers travelling with the
singer was thrown out of the
vehicle.

While investigations con-
tinue into the reasons for
the crash, paramedics said
Pantelidis suffered severe
head injuries and passed away
as he was being transferred to
a hospital in Voula.

Pantelidis was born in
Athens on 23rd November
1983 and grew up in the
neighbourhood of Nea lonia. A

self-taught musician, he aban-
doned a career in the Hellenic
Navy to pursue his musical
ambitions.

From a tender young age,
he began writing songs
which he filmed and sent to
friends, who then posted them
on YouTube launching his
popularity. Pantelidis did not
attain fame through a record

company, but instead stole the
hearts of many fans strumming
his guitar in his little room at
home. By the time he signed
his first contract and released
his debut album in 2012, he
already had a huge fan base.

What followed was one suc-
cess after another at an incre-
dible rate....it all happened so
fast, as did his death, which
came sooner than anyone
could have ever imagined.

Pantelidis’ songs are based
on personal experiences -
including one written for
his mother, titled Athena. His
lyrics speak of love; relation-
ships he and his friends had
lived through; stories that
touched so many people
because they could relate to
them. Together with simple yet
characteristic melodies, he
had everyone talking about
him.

Pantelidis performed in
some of Greece’s biggest
music venues, alongside
the biggest names in the
business. His first album
Alchoolikes E Nihtes reached
double platinum status.

People loved him for his
simplicity and his down-to-
earth personality, which came
across in interviews — success
did not change him a bit. He
was well liked among his
colleagues and everyone had
a good word to say about him.

Just a few days before his
death however, the singer
became a target after a song
dedicated to his Cypriot fans
during a concert in Nicosia,
his last ever live performance,
triggered outrage. Written with
good intentions, the lyrics
refer to a young woman look-
ing for her Turkish lover in the
occupied areas of Cyprus,
sparking criticism from the
likes of songwriter George
Theofanous and various TV
presenters. Totally blown out
of proportion in my opinion but
hey, there’s a lot of jealousy
in this world.

Pantelidis immediately took
to Facebook to apologise. He
wrote: “Writing lyrics as always
guided by soul, | wrote a song
about a girl who broke up with
her Greek boyfriend and chose
to be with a wealthy Turkish

man from the occupied areas.
So | mentioned in the lyrics:
“What are you doing? Are you
selling your country? Characte-
rising it ‘trashy’.” It is a love
story based on true events
which affected me. Whether |
am aware of the seriousness
of the word ‘occupied’ and
whether | respect the Greek
Cypriots, | do not need to say

anything more other than for
most of my life I've been in the
military defending the Greek
and Cypriot flag and | was
always ready to give my life if
necessary and that’s why I've
received military awards and
decorations from my country.
I ask for forgiveness from

Nevertheless, because of this
misunderstanding, | decided
as minimum respect to my
Cypriot friends, to withdraw the
song.

Just a day before the long-
awaited premiere at TEATRO
night club with Despina Vandi
and Kostas Martakis, Pantelis
was tragically taken too soon.
Ironically, he wrote on his
official Facebook page on the
Monday: “Premiera plisiazei ....
kollise to gazi.”

Hundreds of fans flocked to
the crash site to place flowers
and light candles following his
death.

Over 15,000 people attend-
ed his funeral on Saturday
including singers such as
Antonis Remos (according to
latest reports it is the family’s
wish that some of Pantelis’
unreleased songs be given to
Remos to record), Despina
Vandi, Kostas Martakis, Natasa
Theodoridou, Vasilis Karras,
Eleni Foureira, Angeliki lliadi,
Makis Christodoulopoulos,
Giorgos Tsalikis, Giorgos
Mazonakis, Amaryllis, Tamta,
Panos Kallides and Stan.

A great loss for his loved
ones and all those he touched
through his music. A success
story which began four years
ago was sadly cut short so
suddenly. His music though
will live on forever.
