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Under the title “Stand
tall, do not step back”,
Turkish daily Milliyet

newspaper reports that
Turkish President Recep
Tayyip Erdogan has said
to the Turkish Cypriot
delegation headed by the
“parliament’s speaker”,
Sibel Siber, that he closely
follows the negotiations held
in Cyprus.

“Stand tall in Cyprus, do
not step back”, noted Erdo-
gan addressing the Turkish
Cypriot delegation according
to Milliyet’s information.

The Turkish President is
also quoted as saying that
“the EU’s promises should not
be trusted.”

Erdogan has reportedly
emphasized that no step back
should be made from the
Annan Plan, which had been
rejected because of the
Greek Cypriots’ “no” vote in
2004 and argued that
“making a step back would be
wrong.”

Referring to occupied
Morphou which would be
returned to its legal Greek
Cypriot owners according to
the provisions of the Annan
Plan, Erdogan has reported-
ly said: “Morphou should not
be given to the Greek Cypri-
ots. Because the Annan Plan

has not been accepted, the
things happened there are not
valid.”

Erdogan also drew
attention to what Mil l iyet
describes as “the problem of
approximately 10,000 citizens
of the Republic of Turkey”,
who had acquired the right of
becoming “citizens of the
il legal so-called TRNC”,
but have not been granted the
“citizenship” yet.

He reportedly said to the
Turkish Cypriot delegation:
“Why don’t you give the
citizenships? A step should be
taken on this issue.”

The delegation said that “a
legal preparation is being
made for the citizenships”,

but Erdogan replied: “We
as Turkey accepted to the
country 2.5 million people from
Syria. Why don’t you make
citizens? Why are you afraid
of the citizenship?”

Erdogan has also drawn
attention to the slow tempo of
the reforms carried out in the
occupied area of Cyprus and
added that “the necessary
steps for people’s prosperity
should be taken.”

According to the paper,
complaints on the issue of
the “citizenship” were also
expressed by Prime Minister
Ahmet Davutoglu, who also
met with Siber’s delegation.
When a self-styled deputy in
Siber’s delegation told him

that “the EU and the Greek
Cypriots oppose to the citizen-
ships”, Davutoglu has report-
edly replied that “this cannot
happen by looking at the
others.”

Referring to the issue of
granting “cit izenship” to
Turkish businessmen, Davu-
toglu said: “You are a small
state, open your doors.”

As regards the Cyprus talks,
Davutoglu has reportedly
described as “important” the
territory issue and noted that
Ankara is not posit ive to
“putting a limit on the citizen-
ships.”

Siber has reportedly
explained that “there is a
climate of optimism in the
negotiations.”

According to the paper,
persons who have been
working for five years with a
work “permit” in the occupied
area of Cyprus are acquiring
the right of becoming “citi-
zens” of the regime. How-
ever, the current self-styled
government is granting
“citizenship” to those who
have worked for twelve years
with a “permit” and if a
“draft- law” which is now
being examined by the rele-
vant “parliamentary commit-
tee” is adopted, this period will
be extended to fifteen years.

Cyprus, Greece and
Israel aim to engage
their diaspora, in the

framework of their trilateral
cooperation scheme, in
order to promote both com-
mon interests as well as
their respective national
causes by influencing deci-
sion-making centers in the
US and Europe.

The aim is to organize a
regional conference with the
participation of members from
the diaspora as well as offi-
cials from the three countries.
According to Fotis Fotiou, the
Presidential Commissioner for
Humanitarian Issues and
Overseas Cypriots, this is the
first such conference and will
be held in Nicosia, probably
next May or September.

The aim is to sign a Mem-
orandum of Understanding
(MoU) concerning the coop-
eration of diaspora organisa-
tions in countries like the UK,
where the Jewish lobby has
an important presence.

The issue has been already
discussed with the Greek
Deputy Foreign Minister Ioan-
nis Amanatidis, while Fotiou
will be traveling to Israel soon
for further consultations.

The Presidential Commis-
sioner met on Tuesday morn-
ing, in Nicosia, with Avital
Leibovich, the American
Jewish Committee (AJC)
Director in Jerusalem, where
a “first decision” has been
taken concerning the region-
al conference.

Speaking after the meeting,
Leibovich said that “there is
a great window of opportuni-
ty to continue and strength-
en relations between Cyprus
and Israel”. 

“In a changing Middle East
we need to strengthen this
bond,” she added.

According to Leibovich,
“the trilateral meeting and the
bilateral meetings that took
place just a few weeks ago
are just a sign of the strength-
ened relations between the
two countries”. 

“In a changing Middle East
we need to strengthen this
bond,” the AJC Director said.

On his part, Fotiou noted
that the aim of engaging the
diaspora of the respective
countries is to promote com-
mon interests, cooperate on
security issues and on stabil-
ity and peace in the region.

Asked on the expectations
from such a regional confer-
ence, he said that “the aim is
to sign an MoU” in order to
enhance cooperation among
organized groups.

He said that such cooper-
ation already exists in coun-
tries like the United States
and the aim was to “have the
same (cooperation) else-
where”, like in Europe and in
countries such as the United
Kingdom, with significant
Jewish presence.

Through this cooperation,
the three countries will be
able to promote common
interests, which emerge from
their trilateral cooperation, as
well as highlight the role of
Cyprus, Greece and Israel in
the stability of the region.

Fotiou also spoke about
mutual support for promoting
national causes, and in the
case of Nicosia, the Cyprus
problem.

The Presidential Commis-
sioner said finally that the
existing annual conference
of Overseas Cypriots will
continue to take place, he
noted however that a series
of innovations will be intro-
duced.

According to Fotiou, the
date will change from end of
August to the end of July,
while a series of sessions will
be added, to diversify its
thematic.

The first Cyprus-Greece-
Israel tripartite meeting was
held in Nicosia, on January
28, 2016, with the three
governments adopting a joint
concerning their cooperation
in a number of fields, includ-
ing the economy, energy and
tourism, among others.

Asecond member of the notorious
ISIS execution cell once headed by
‘Jihadi John’ has been unmasked

as a “quiet and humble” football fan from
west London.

Thirty-two-year-old Alexanda Kotey,
who is half Greek Cypriot, has been
identified by British and American intelli-
gence services as one of four ISIS guards,
collectively known as the “Beatles”,
who are responsible for beheading 27
hostages. The guards were given their
nickname by hostages because of their
British accents.

It can be revealed that Kotey travelled
to the Middle East alongside three other
known extremists on a controversial
aid convoy to Gaza organised by the
London mayoral candidate George
Galloway in 2009 – and friends in west
London have not heard from him since.

He is the second member of the cell to
be identified, after ‘Jihadi John’ was
exposed as west Londoner Mohammed
Emwazi, who was killed by a US drone
strike in November. The other members
of the cell, nicknamed “Ringo”, “George”,
and “Paul”, remain among the world’s
most wanted men and are being hunted
by intelligence and security services on
both sides of the Atlantic.

A US intelligence official confirmed that

Kotey had travelled to Syria and said his
role in the taking of Western hostages
was being investigated. 

It is not clear whether Kotey is the guard
nicknamed “Ringo”, who has previously
posted online about growing up in west
London’s Shepherd’s Bush area, or
“George”, identified by some hostages
as a senior figure in the group. There are

understood to be discrepancies in the
accounts of freed hostages as to which
guard had which nickname.

Alexanda Amon Kotey – known as
Alexe to his friends – was born on 13
December 1983 to a Greek Cypriot
mother who worked as a printing
machinist and a father who hailed from
a long line of Ghanaian dress cutters.
He grew up in Shepherd’s Bush – just
under two miles away from Emwazi – and
was an avid supporter of Queens Park
Rangers Football Club.

Kotey’s mother was just 17 when the
couple married, and gave birth to his
older brother two months later. Kotey
followed four years after that, but the
family was struck by tragedy just before
his third birthday when his 28-year-old
father died of multiple injuries. 

Raised a Greek Orthodox Christian,
Kotey is said to have converted to Islam,
grown a beard, and begun dressing in
robes in his early twenties, after falling in
love with a Muslim woman. He left two
young children in Britain.

His family said they had not seen him
“for a number of years” and were “deeply
distressed” at the news that he had been
identified as an ISIS guard in a statement
released shortly after the story was
published.

In 2011, Athan Tsimpedes
of Tsimpedes Law Firm,
Washington DC, began

preparations for a class action
in the United States against
HSBC and the unrecognised
illegal regime in the Turkish
occupied area of Cyprus,
which is trading in the US as
a business entity named
‘Turkish Republic of Northern
Cyprus’. It operates in the
US, under the guise of a
commercial enterprise and
has been involved in a fraud-
ulent property scheme.

The case was made against
the so-called ‘TRNC’ as under
that name, as a registered
business, the occupation
regime falsely represented
itself as a diplomatic office in
the US, while carrying out
business transactions and
avoided paying taxes.

The case against the multi-
national bank HSBC was
made for facilitating transac-
tions for the illegal ‘TRNC’
business entity in the US.

Individuals joined the class
action in order to hold the oc-
cupation regime and HSBC
to account and to seek com-
pensation for loss of access
to their property, loss of earn-
ings attached to their proper-
ty and unjustified enrichment
as a result of the Turkish inva-
sion in 1974 and the contin-
ued illegal occupation.

In October 2015, the US
Court of Appeals for the
District of Columbia reached
a decision. At first instance,
Judge Friedman dismissed
the case on the basis of a
Supreme Court judgment that
had resulted in a change of
law in 2014. Whereas before,
Tsimpedes only needed to
show a ‘prima facie’ case to
proceed (where facts pre-
sented to the courts would be
presumed to be true unless
disproved), the new law

changed this position.
Claimants are now required

to show a direct link from the
start of a case.

On appeal, the introduction
of new evidence was not
permitted, so the focus was
on convincing the court to
allow ‘discovery’ (a procedure
in which the defendant is
required to disclose evidence).
During ‘discovery’, the con-
nection with the claimant’s
properties and the defendants
would have been proven
with ease. Unfortunately, the
appeal Court followed Judge
Friedman’s initial ruling and
dismissed the case on the
basis of the new law, without
allowing for discovery.

Contrary to some reports,
in no way whatsoever did
the Court give recognition to
the illegal so-called ‘TRNC’.
Recognition of any regime as
a state can only be granted by
the President of the United
States of America – not by
individuals, not by lawyers
and not by the Court.

It is also worth clarifying
why the Court used the term
‘allegedly’ with reference to
the Turkish occupation in the
northern area of the Repub-
lic of Cyprus. Those familiar
with law will be aware that it is
ordinary practice to use such
a term. A court cannot make
statements of facts unless it
has heard evidence. The US
lawsuit did not reach the stage
of fact-finding. Therefore, no
facts were determined by the
Court.

This is not the end of the
road. The rights of those who
joined the class action are
still intact. The US Court has
in effect provided a legal
roadmap for the continuation
of lawsuits against those
whotion of the Republic of
Cyprus.

Lobby for Cyprus

Class action lawsuit against
so-called ‘TRNC’ and HSBC 

Rt. Hon Joan Ryan MP
has called for an “early
debate on the Govern-

ment’s mismanagement of
the NHS”, given thousands of
patients attending Accident
and Emergency departments
serving Enfield have to wait
four or more hours to be
seen.

Speaking during Business
of the House Questions, in
Parliament on Thursday 4th
February, Ms Ryan said that
the closure of A&E at Chase
Farm Hospital in 2013 and
the resulting pressures placed
upon local hospitals with
casualty departments – Bar-
net Hospital and North Mid-
dlesex University Hospital –

meant people in Enfield were
“being badly let down when
they arrive at A&E in need of
treatment.”

In the three months to
November 2015 – the last
date from which A&E Atten-
dances and Emergency Ad-
missions figures are available
– both the Royal Free London
Trust (which includes Barnet
Hospital) and North Middlesex
University Hospital Trust
missed the 95% NHS target
for patients being treated or
admitted within four hours of
arriving at A&E. 

In November, the Royal
Free London Trust hospitals
had seen 91.4% of patients
within this timeframe, mean-

ing 1,592 had to wait four
hours or longer. At North
Middlesex University Hospital
only 77.3% of patients had
been seen before four hours
had elapsed, leaving 3,306
patients waiting more than
four hours to be seen.

Ms Ryan’s concerns come
in the wake of a recent, leaked
report from the Haringey
Clinical Commissioning Group
which found that a death in
North Middlesex University
Hospital’s A&E, in December
2015, was due to ‘serious
failings of management and
care’.

Joan Ryan MP said: “I am
very concerned that local
Accident and Emergency

departments are under such
pressure. Given the figures
currently available do not even
account for the winter months
– when admittances to A&E’s
are often at their highest – we
are likely to see the situation
get even worse.

“This is unacceptable as
Enfield residents were already
badly let down by the closure
of Chase Farm’s A&E in 2013.
I will be writing to the Royal
Free London Trust for a break-
down of their A&E Atten-
dances and Emergency
figures so that we can learn
how many patients at Barnet
Hospital are having to wait
more than four hours for
treatment.”

Joan Ryan MP raises serious concerns with
A&E waiting times at Enfield hospitals

Enfield Council is holding
a series of free car seat
checks for parents to

ensure they have the correct
child restraints for their child
and vehicle. 

The sessions, which will
take place right across the
borough, start on Wednesday
17 February 2016 and will
continue right through until
October.

The law states that all
children under 135 cm, or
roughly 4ft 5in, tall must use
the proper child seat when
travelling by car, but, worry-
ingly, research by the Royal
Society for the Prevention of
Accidents, suggests four out
of every five child seats are
fitted incorrectly.

This event will give new
and prospective parents and
carers the chance to pop in

and check they have the
correct seat for their child and
car and make sure it is fitted
correctly. If parents or carers
already have a car seat of their
own they can also ask for a
demonstration on how to fit it
properly or they can try out
one of the team’s car seats
before they buy a seat them-
selves. 

There wil l  also be free
face-painting for every child

who has their seat fitted by the
team.

Enfield Council’s Cabinet
Member for Environment, Cllr
Daniel Anderson, said: “This
is a great free initiative which
will help improve the safety of
children travelling in cars by
helping to ensure that parents
are aware of how to correctly
install their child’s car seats. 

“Enfield Council is commit-
ted to reducing the number of

deaths and serious injuries on
our roads and this initiative will
help us achieve this aim.”

As a residential landlord,
you have a variety of
legal responsibilities.

Your responsibilities include
keeping rental properties safe
and free from hazards, ensur-
ing all supplied gas and elec-
trical equipment is properly
installed and maintained,
complying with fire safety
regulations, providing an
Energy Performance Certifi-
cate and protecting tenants’
deposits. In Scotland, land-
lords must also register with
the local council before renting
out property, or face a criminal
offence.

SAFE AND FREE FROM
HAZARDS - Depending on the
terms of the lease or tenancy
agreement, most landlords in
the UK are required to keep
the property safe and free from
hazards. This entails keeping
the structure and exterior safe
and in good working condi-
tion, including drains, gutters
and external pipes. Installa-
tions for the supply of water,
gas, electricity, heating and
sanitation measures should
also be kept in good repair
and working condition. It is
also best practice to provide
operating instructions and
user warnings for supplied
appliances and equipment.

GAS REQUIREMENTS -
Landlords are required by the
Gas Safety (Installation and
Use) Regulations 1998 to
make sure that all supplied
gas appliances, fittings and
flues are maintained in a safe
condition according to manu-
facturer’s instructions. Every
12 months, a gas safety check
must be conducted by a Gas
Safe Registered Engineer on
each gas appliance, fitting or
flue to ensure they are safe to
use. Safety check records
must be kept for at least 2
years and a copy must be
given to existing tenants within
28 days of the check. New
tenants are entitled to a copy
of the check before moving in.

ELECTRICAL EQUIPMENT
- While there is no statutory
requirement to conduct annual
checks on electrical equip-
ment and appliances, land-
lords are still required under
Common Law and various
acts and regulations (such as
The Landlord and Tenant Act
1985 and the Electrical Equip-
ment (Safety) Regulations
1994) to keep supplied elec-
trical equipment and systems
safe for tenants. To stay
compliant, landlords should
regularly conduct a visual
check on all electrical systems
and appliances. Create a
checklist that shows how often
each piece of electrical equip-
ment should be inspected,
and include space to record
the results. Electrical equip-
ment should be tested fre-
quently enough by a qualified
electrician to ensure there is
little chance the equipment will
become dangerous between

inspections. Using a qualified
electrician can help you stay
up to date on any changes
with electrical regulations.
Adjust the frequency of checks
based on the number and
severity of issues found.

FIRE SAFETY REGULA-
TIONS - Landlords must also
comply with all fire safety
regulations, including the
Regulatory Reform (Fire
Safety) Order 2005 in England
and Wales, the Fire (Scotland)
Act 2005 in Scotland, and the
Fire Safety (NI) Regulations
2010 in Northern Ireland.
Fire risk assessments should
be conducted and reviewed
periodically. Access to escape
routes should be carefully
planned out and monitored.
Smoke alarms should be fitted
throughout the property. The
tenancy agreement should
state whether the tenant or the
landlord is in charge of main-
taining and testing the smoke
alarm, including changing
the batteries. Depending on
the size of the property, fire
alarms, signage, fire escape
ladders and extinguishers may
need to be provided as well.

If you supply furniture to
your tenants, you must comply
with the Furniture and Furnish-
ings (Fire) (Safety) Regulations
1988 (as amended). The Act
sets fire resistance require-
ments for furniture, furnishings
and upholstered products.
Most types of furniture are
required to have a permanent

and non-detachable manufac-
turer’s label and fire resistant
filling, and must pass appro-
priate fire resistance tests,
such as match and cigarette
resistance. This is more of an
issue with older furniture, as
all new furniture should
comply.

ENERGY PERFORMANCE
CERTIFICATE - An Energy
Performance Certificate (EPC)
is required whenever a pro-
perty is built, sold or rented.
The certificate assigns the
property an energy efficiency
rating from A (best) to G
(worst) and is valid for 10
years. Landlords in Scotland
are required to display the
EPC on the property itself. In
order to get an EPC certificate,
you must hire an accredited
assessor to evaluate your
property. 

PROTECTING DEPOSITS
- Residential landlords
are required to protect their
tenants’ deposits in a govern-
ment-backed scheme through
independent third parties.
Assured shorthold tenancy
landlords in England and
Wales, and all private land-
lords in Scotland, have 30
days to place a deposit in an
approved scheme and provide
tenants with key information
the tenancy and deposit.
There are currently no official
requirements in Northern
Ireland for protecting tenant
deposits. Websites for
approved tenancy deposit
schemes for England, Wales
and Scotland are below.

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Fitness & 
Healthy Eating

The festivities are over and
the cold winter months may
make you want to curl and
snuggle up by the fire. The
fitness and healthy eating
regime may not have been
your priority over the last
couple of months so now is
the time to get your plan of
action and program into gear
and kick start your metabolism
to work faster and more effi-
ciently. This will mean that you
can eat a lot without worrying
that you will put on weight.
What should you do?

Step 1. Increase your phys-
ical activity as much as possi-
ble. Find an exercise that will
get your heart rate going
faster than normal. This should
mean moderately to quite
active depending on your age
and general health to begin
with. Find your exercise: swim-
ming, badminton, dancing,
martial arts, running, brisk
walking. The most important
thing is you find something
that you enjoy doing so that it
does not feel like a chore, and
that you stick to it. Have a
variety of activities throughout
the week to keep you interes-
ted. Each session should be
for over twenty minutes at the
least to start with and build
it up gradually to about
50 minutes in order to achieve
your cardio workout for a

healthy heart. It should be
done regularly about three
times a week for maximum
benefit.

Step 2. Find a strength
training exercise like weight
training. It can be free weights,
machine assisted, or using

your own body weight. The
more muscle you gain, the
more food intake you will
require in order to maintain
the muscle. This is why body-
builders can and have to
eat so much. Therefore you
too will be able to eat more,
worrying less about gaining
weight, as the weight is com-
pact muscle not fat. You can
weigh more, yet look more
toned and sculpted in appear-
ance. So get building those
muscles!

Step 3. Speed up your
metabolism to work more
efficiently. Eat regularly every
2-3 hours, even if it is only
something light like a tanger-
ine or apple. You need just

enough in order to sustain
your glycogen level. This will
keep your energy level up for
both an efficient mind and
body. It needs to be good
healthy food, not biscuits or
cakes laden with sugar and
hidden fats (unless they are

wholesome homemade and
know what good ingredients
you have put in them). If
you go without food for long
periods of time, your body
thinks it will be starved of food
as though you may be strand-
ed in a desert. Nature’s way, it
will therefore slow down your
metabolic rate to conserve its
energy store (fat) in order to
survive, so eating little and
often is better than eating once
a day. What time of day is not
important as long as you are
generally active and feed your
body correctly. Your body will
however burn the food off
faster after exercise and you
should really have an intake
of protein with some carbs

straight after exercise. This is
why bodybuilders have a
protein shake straight after a
workout or a meal with chick-
en or tuna. Potatoes, rice and
or vegetables would be their
carbohydrate intake. Remem-
ber healthy eating is a major
part in all this. So limit the fats.
Keep it to a minimum but keep
to the good fats of olive oil and
those found in fish, avoiding
fatty meats with skin on.

Remember your glycogen
level will also drop overnight
and should be restored by
eating a breakfast. Even a
banana on a slice of whole-
grain toasted bread will do.

Remember to listen to your
body. Eat when hungry and
stop when full. Return to eat
when hungry again.

Below is a simple recipe for
a healthy protein Talattouri/
Tzatziki

Ingredients:
2 cups low fat yogurt
3 crushed garlic cloves or

garlic powder
1 cup grated cucumber 
Salt to taste
1 tbls olive oil (optional)
1 tsp fresh or dried mint to

garnish

Mix all ingredients in a bowl

apart from the mint. Use mint
to decorate before serving.

Steven Fingleton’s terrific
feature film debut has
deservedly won him

numerous awards including
the Douglas Hickox Award at
the British Independent Film
Awards plus a BAFTA nomina-
tion for Outstanding Debut by
a British Writer, Director or
Producer. I had the pleasure of
working with Steven in one of
his earlier short films called
“Shirin”, a powerful study of the
brutal world of honour killings
and found him to be a writer/
director of great imagination
and flair.  

“The Survivalist” was pre-
miered at last October’s
London Film Festival and is one
of the most cinematic events of
the year! It is a futuristic thriller
set in a remote part of the coun-
tryside in a time of starvation
where the eponymous hero
(Martin McCann) lives all alone
and manages to survive from
a small plot of land hidden
deep in the forest. But when
a starving woman (Olwen
Fouere) and her teenage
daughter (Mia Goth) discover
his secret hideout the Survival-
ist’s treasured little haven is
threatened...

This is precise and econom-
ical filmmaking of the highest
order! There is hardly any
dialogue - just remarkable set
pieces particularly in the
beginning as The Survivalist is
carrying on with his daily
routine growing his vegetables
and making sure that his
precious little farm is hidden
away from any intruders. 

McCann is a terrific presence
conveying effortlessly his
desires particularly his lust for
the young woman when she
enters his world. Mia Goth is
also excellent as the innocent
looking Mitja determined to
survive in this hostile world. 

This is a compelling and
truly unpredictable film superbly
fi lmed and directed by a
talented young director very
much worth seeing particular-
ly on the big screen.

A Bigger Splash

Another f i lm that was
premiered in last year’s Lon-
don Film Festival is Luca
Guadagnino’s stylish remake
of the sexy 60’s French thriller
“La Piscine” starring Alain
Delon and Romy Schneider. 

Guadagnino transports the
action on the beautiful Italian
island of Pentelleria where rock
legend Marianne Lane (Tilda
Swinton) is recuperating with
her attractive new partner Paul
(Matthias Schoenaerts). Their
peaceful environment is sud-
denly interrupted when record
producer and old flame Harry
(Ralph Fiennes) unexpectedly
arrives with his daughter Pene-

lope (Dakota Johnson)... 
Tilda Swinton gave a remark-

able performance if Guadagni-
no’s majestic “I Am Love” and
here she delivers another
mesmerising performance as
the fragile rock star who tries
to communicate with gestures
desperately trying to save her
voice following an operation.
She is well supported by
Fiennes and Schoenaerts as
the two men in her life once
friends and colleagues but now
rivals for Marianne’s affections. 

It is superbly f i lmed on
stunning locations - it is atmos-
pheric and dangerous particu-
larly as the heat begins to raise
the temperature as well as the
passion.

I’ll See You 

In My Dreams

This gentle, lovely f i lm
written and directed by Brett
Haley boasts stunning perfor-
mances. Widow Carol (Blythe
Danner) lives a happy, inde-
pendent life under the Califor-
nian sun until her beloved dog
dies. She is devastated but
finds solace in playing bridge
with her three loyal friends
(June Squibb, Rhea Pearlman
and Mary Kay Place) and in her
new friendship with her pool
maintenance man (Martin
Starr). And then she meets an
attractive elderly gentleman
(Sam Elliott)... 

A sweet, unpretentious film
devoid of any sentimentality
with strong female roles for mid-
dle aged ladies not often repre-
sented in Hollywood movies.
Blythe Danner is simply superb
as Carol - a performance of
grace and dignity! It is a mys-
tery why her subtle interpreta-
tion hasn’t been noticed dur-
ing this year’s award season.

Oddball And 

The Penguins

This entertaining film is a
real charmer, and despite its
fairly basic title has some very
good things to say about
nature and nurture.  

Separated by a shallow
channel off the southern coast
of Australia is Middle Island,
home and sanctuary to a
colony of tiny Fairy penguins.
But foxes have learnt how to
cross to the island and are
having a devastating effect on
numbers and Emily Marsh, the
Ranger has only a short time
to stop the foxes in order to
save the sanctuary from
closure. Her father Swampy, an
eccentric chicken farmer, and

her daughter Olivia, enlist the
help of Oddball the sheepdog,
who has an almost magical
affection for penguins - but he
must be employed secretly to
guard the penguins because
he’s gained quite a reputation
for causing havoc in the local
town.  

The brisk pace never lets up
in this clever, well-acted true
story and of course, Oddball
triumphs!  A delightful treat for
the whole family!

Alvin And 

The Chipmunks -

The Road Chip

The noisy chipmunks are
back for one more adventure -
this time they are determined
to break up any marriage
proposal between Dave (Jason
Lee) and Samantha (Kimberley
Williams -Pasley), an attractive
doctor who has a teenage son.
The chipmunks resent the idea
that this young bully will soon
become their stepbrother, so
they begin a cross country
journey in order to achieve their
purpose... 

What can I say – you either
love these highly energetic and
mischievous animals or you
hate them with a vengeance.
Personally they make me smile
and I watched all three films of
the series with interest. I find
them very amiable and the film
very watchable particularly the
movie gags which are aimed at
adults - references from “The
Exorcist” and “The Terminator”
and music from “Psycho” and
“The Good the Bad and the
Ugly”.

Noble

Writer/director Stephen
Bradley tells a powerful true
story which is well divided into
three sections. 

Christina Noble’s inspira-
tional story begins in Dublin
where as a 10-year-old she
loses her mother and is sent to
an industrial school following
her father’s alcoholism. She
returns to Dublin when she is
16 but is betrayed by her father
and is left homeless. Christina’s
life eventually takes an unex-
pected turn when she travels
to Saigon in 1989, fourteen
years after the end of the war...

All three actresses give
credit to the noble Christina
particularly Deirdre O’Kane as
her older incarnation.

Point Break

The original made in 1991
turned Kathryn Bigelow into
an action director of the highest
order with a winning homoero-
tic chemistry between Patrick
Swayze and Keanu Reeves.
This flat remake by cinemato-
grapher turned director Ericson
Core is totally redundant. The
idealist FBI agent Johnny Utah
who is sent undercover to
infiltrate a gang of extreme
sports-obsessed criminals is
now played by Australian actor
Luke Bracey while the leader
of the gang is played by the
charismatic Edgar Ramirez. 

The actors are not bad but
there are no fireworks here. The
set pieces look impressive but
it is all done in CGI, so there is
no real danger in this unnec-
essary remake.

Dad’s Army

This is a pointless cinema
outing of the much loved
BBC sitcom which is still being
repeated on television.  How-
ever, a first class British cast
has been assembled here led
by Toby Jones as Captain
Mainwaring of the Walmington-
on-Sea Home Guard platoon
and Catherine Zeta Jones as
an attractive journalist sent to
the village for a report on the
war situation. Meanwhile Hitler
has assigned a Nazi spy in the
midst of this very British village
in order to oversee a German
invasion... 

It is a likable film routinely
directed by Oliver Parker but
with hit and miss gags. Thank-
fully there is the wonderful
presence of Michael Gambon
who manages to steal every
scene he is in, but that is not
enough to rescue this misfired
operation.

Janis: 

Little Girl Blue

Amy J Berg’s fascinating
documentary brings to life the
amazing life of the iconic rock
& roll singer Janis Joplin who
became an international phe-
nomenon in the sixties before
her untimely death in 1971 at
the age of 27. Janis was a
natural performer whose in-
credible rise to fame also drove
her to alcohol and heroin
addiction. 

Archive footage and frank
interviews with those close to
Janis contribute to this illumi-
nating portrait of an extraordi-
nary artist. 

Where London leads others follow. ‘Twas ever thus.
At a time when the folk at the Academy Awards come
under attack for not having even one Oscar nomi-

nation for a person of colour our theatres continue to produce
an eclectic range of shows that showcase a diversity of tal-
ent. Though interestingly performers from the Levant continue
to be overlooked as we fall into that cultural gap that agents
and directors struggle with, not knowing where we fit. There
is an easy answer but I’ll save it for another week as today
I will focus on an early contender for play of the year.

Ma Rainey’s Black Bottom (National Theatre) was
written by August Wilson in 1984 - described by some as
“Black America’s theatre poet” - and is play number two of
ten that he wrote about the African American experience
during the twentieth century. It is 1927 and we are in a down-
town Chicago recording studio where “Mother of the Blues”
Ma Rainey is due to record, among others, her talismanic
number Black Bottom. Her musicians fritter away the hours
in a dingy little room waiting for the mighty mama to arrive. 

The rehearsals are interspersed with entertaining
playacting and fractious conversation between the band
members who are in very different places. Trumpeter Levee
(O-T Fagbenle) is a young man with a short fuse and a
vision of the future that his more mature band mates don’t
share, white managers and racism having blighted so many
of their hopes and dreams. The language is graphic and
colourful, when he and pianist, and band leader, Toledo
(Lucian Msamati) lock horns, the word that dare not speak
its name but reclaimed by the Black community many moons
ago, is freely used. In truth when you listen to these characters
and understand the context it is wholly appropriate and
authentic that they refer to each other as “niggers”.

Sharon D Clarke is Ma Rainey and when she makes her
entrance it as is though a human typhoon has blown into
the studio. Dressed for action the diva struts her stuff
imperiously and those who seek to control her are cut dead
by her venomous tongue. When she sings the voice is not
only a delightful sound it also resonates with the pain and
resistance of all those enslaved. This is one of those roles that
demands a larger than life performance; Clarke hits all the
right notes and some. 

Dominic Cooke’s production is beautifully pitched draw-
ing superb performances from the whole ensemble. Clint
Dyer and Giles Terera make up the rest of the band who put
in a terrific shift as both actors and musicians. An absolute
belter of a show and one to see as soon as you can having
witnessed the embarrassing debacle in Hollywood. 

Lucille Ball was also a product of Hollywood. In the 1950’s
when she was at the height of her popularity with the
phenomenally popular TV series, I Love Lucy, what went on
in 1927 Chicago was still rife. White producers controlled
white studios. Not that Ms Ball would have been wrapped up
with any of that. When she married her second husband,
Gary Morton, it provided the perfect opportunity for Lee
Tannen, distant cousin of Morton, to meet the woman he
idolised. I Loved Lucy (Jermyn Street Theatre) is based on
the last ten years of her life when they were rarely apart,
spending much of the time playing backgammon.

Sandra Dickinson is Ball and gives a beautifully crafted
performance despite being hamstrung by Tannen’s fawn-
ing, sycophantic script. Far too much time is given over to
his recollections and as result it feels very superficial and
occasionally quite trite. Matthew Bunn’s Tannen is very one
dimensional but again that is less to do with the actor than
the squirm inducing, syrupy content. The best moments are
provided by Ball’s witty (read bitchy) commentary about her
rivals, which Dickinson delivers with aplomb. She reminds
us that “even Idi Amin loved me”. We were left wanting to
know so much more.

Tannen is quoted in the programme notes describing the
play as “a valentine” to Ball. Therein lies the problem. 

Finally Conchita Martinez needs some convincing…
L’Etoile (Royal Opera House) is full of Gallic charm and

‘Fringlish’ silliness. I am not joking. Emmanuel Chabrier’s
opera looks resplendent on Julia Hansen’s beautiful set, the
epitome of eclecticism incorporating Belle Epoque, seaside
frivolity and corporate marketing images. It’s light and frothy
and offers up dollops of inanity and farcical characters,
among whom Julie Boulianne and Aimery Lefevre were
excellent. However, the undoubted star of the show is Kate
Lindsey (Lazuli), so much so that many of the others almost
disappeared from my listening radar.

Mariame Clement’s production is comme ci comme ca
and the highlights are overshadowed by the ‘Fringlish’
interventions. These come from British comedian Chris
Addison and French actor Jean-Luc Vincent with spoken
parts full of pretty naff gags. If the thinking behind it was to
enhance Chabrier’s work adding an extra layer of joie de
vivre I’m afraid it did little of that for me. C’est la vie.

Renowned Greek singer
Glykeria will be in London at

Glykeria began her career
in 1974 performing in Athens
alongside well-known artists.

In 1978, she released Min
Kaneis Oneira together with
another rising artist, Giorgos
Gerolymatos, showcasing her
unique voice to the nation and
causing a stir in the industry.

At the beginning of the
1980s, Glykeria released her
first solo album, Ta Smyrnei-
ka, a compilation album with
traditional songs from Smyr-
na. During the years that
followed, Glykeria performed
at well-known clubs and bou-
zoukia, gaining momentum
and many fans, and collabo-
rating with other well-known
singers, including George
Dalaras. 

She went on to release
Sta Matia Koita Me, an album
composed entirely by Stelios
Fotiadis, marking the begin-
ning of their successful colla-
boration.

In 1982, she was selected
to represent Greece in the
Europalia ’82 festival in Brus-
sels, together with Sotiria
Bellou, George Dalaras and
Margarita Zorbala. The follow-
ing year, Glykeria released
her first official live concert
Omorfi Nihta and due to its
massive success her record
label Lyra released her first live
album.

In April 1985, the release
of the double-disk album
Tragoudi Aisthimatiko brought
to life some of the singer’s
biggest hits including Magiss-
es, Pentohiliara, Ta Dahtilidia
and Fantaraki, pointing the
new artist to first place in the
album sales of 1985 amongst
national and international
sales.

Glykeria has performed in
many concerts in Greece and
abroad (Europe, USA, Cana-
da, Australia, New Zealand,
Cyprus, Israel and Turkey). 

In the summer of 1993 she
performed in Israel for the
first t ime. She ended her
performance with her own
captivating version of an
Israeli folk song Shabechi
Yerushaly’im in Hebrew.

Glykeria became the most
loved Greek singer in Israel in
the 1990s. Due to the success-

ful concerts she gave there,
she was proclaimed most
popular foreign singer, an
“honorary citizen”; the Mayor
of Jerusalem awarded her
the golden key of the city
(1994, and became a favourite
amongst top leaders and
celebrities.

Three albums were released
in Israel, all of them reaching
gold status in a short space of
time.

In the summer of 1999 she
was invited to perform with the
Israeli Philharmonic Orches-
tra. The concert album was
released a few months later

across the globe by Sony
Classical.

In 2002, she toured Greece
and released two albums;
Open Heart in Israel and
Glykeria’s Rebetika Songs in
Turkey. 

At the first ever Arion Music
Awards in Greece, she was
awarded the prize for best
Greek popular singer. 

In 2008, Glykeria collabo-
rated with world renowned
composer Mikis Theodorakis
on a two-disc album com-
posed of songs written by the
famed composer.

Over the years, she has

collaborated with A. Kaldaras,
S. Fotiadis, Natacha Atlas,
Omar Faruk Tekbilek, Loukia-
nos Kilaidonis, Mary Linda,
Pantelis Thalassinos, Sotiria
Bellou, George Dalaras, Mari-
nella, Ofra Haza, Ricky Gal,
Chava Alberstein, Amal Mur-
kus, Babis Tsertos, Paschalis
Terzis, I l ias Aslanoglou,
Antonis Vardis, Sarit Hadad,
Fortuna, Nikos Papazoglou
and many more.
