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Gunfire and explosions
shook the Paris sub-
urb of Saint-Denis

early on Wednesday as
French police surrounded a
building where a Belgian
Islamist militant suspected
of masterminding last
week’s attacks in the French
capital was believed to be
holed up.

Two assailants were killed,
including a woman who
detonated a suicide bomb. A
police dog was killed.

The target of the raid, which
fil led the streets of Saint-
Denis with heavily armed
police and soldiers, was Isla-
mic State militant Abdelhamid
Abaaoud, who was initially
thought to have orchestrated
the Paris attacks from Syria.

A judicial source said police
had originally been hunting
other suspects in St Denis, but
now believed he was one of
those barricaded in the build-
ing.

Shooting began at about
4.30am and police special
forces of the RAID unit were

still involved in exchanges of
fire three hours later, witness-
es said.

A total of 129 people died
in the coordinated bombings
and shootings that hit Paris
last week. Investigators believe
the worst atrocity in France
since World War Two was
set in motion from Syria, with
Islamist cells in neighbouring
Belgium organising the
mayhem.

French prosecutors have

identified five of the seven
dead assailants from Friday -
four Frenchmen and a man
who was fingerprinted in
Greece last month after arriv-
ing in the country via Turkey
with a boatload of refugees
fleeing the Syria war.

Police believe two men
directly involved in the assault
subsequently escaped, includ-
ing Salah Abdeslam, 26, a
Belgian-based Frenchman
who is believed to have played

a central role in both planning
and executing the deadly
mission.

Until yesterday morning,
officials had said Abaaoud
was in Syria. He grew up in
Brussels, but media said he
moved to Syria in 2014 to fight
with Islamic State. Since
then he has travelled back to
Europe at least once and was
involved in a series of planned
attacks in Belgium foiled by
the police last January.

Islamic State, which controls
swathes of territory in Syria
and Iraq, has claimed respon-
sibility for the Paris attacks,
saying they were in retaliation
for French air raids against
their positions over the past
year. 

France has called for a glob-
al coalition to defeat the radi-
cals and has launched three
large air strikes on Raqqa - the
de-facto Islamic State capital in
northern Syria.

Russia has also targeted the
city in retribution for the down-
ing of a Russian airliner last
month that killed 224 people.

Paris anti-terror raid ends with
two dead and seven arrests

President of the Repub-
lic of Cyprus Nicos
Anastasiades and

Turkish Cypriot leader
Mustafa Akinci condemn the
incidents that occurred on
16 November 2015, during
which Turkish Cypriots were
targeted, and stand against
racism and hatred, they said
in a joint statement, after a
meeting in the context of
talks to solve the Cyprus
problem.

“The Greek Cypriot leader,
Mr. Nicos Anastasiades, and
the Turkish Cypriot leader,
Mr. Mustafa Akinci, condemn
in the strongest terms the
shameful incidents that
occurred on 16 November
2015, during which Turkish
Cypriots were targeted. The
leaders stand together against
racism and hatred, whatever

the source”, they say in their
joint statement, according to a
press release issued by the
UN Secretary General’s Good
Offices Mission in Cyprus.
They add that “they jointly af-
firm that such deplorable acts
will be thoroughly investigated
and will not go unpunished.”

“Mr. Anastasiades stated
that any damage incurred

during these incidents will be
remedied and Mr. Akinci
expressed his satisfaction with
this statement”, the press
release says.

It adds that “the two lead-
ers will not allow such unac-
ceptable incidents to jeopar-
dise the ongoing negotiations
in any way, in particular at the
very time they are trying in

earnest to find a solution to
the Cyprus problem”.

During Monday’s demon-
strations by pupils to con-
demn the anniversary of the
il legal declaration of the
so-called ‘state’ in the northern
Turkish occupied areas of
Cyprus, three non organised
groups of pupils attacked cars
of Turkish Cypriots during
three different incidents. 

Two persons were injured
during the attacks.

On 15 November 1983, the
illegal Turkish Cypriot regime,
backed by Turkey, announ-
ced a “unilateral declaration
of independence”.

The self-styled Turkish
Cypriot regime has not been
recognised by any other state
than Turkey, which exercises
effective control over Cyprus’
occupied areas.

Picketing the Turkish
Embassy in London
on Sunday 15 Novem-

ber, a vocal demonstration,
organised by the National
Federation of Cypriots in
the UK, made itself heard
despite the Embassy’s
refusal to recognise the
protest, or to engage in
dialogue with British Cyp-
riots.

British Cypriots made their
voice heard outside the
Embassy condemning the
il legal declaration of the
pseudo-state and calling on
Turkey to remove its troops
from Cyprus and to honour
its obligations to Europe and
Cyprus.

This year marked the
32nd consecutive year of the
picket outside the Turkish
Embassy on the black anni-
versary of the illegal Univer-
sal Declaration of Indepen-
dence. The declaration was
condemned by UN resolu-
tions 541 and 550 and the
illegal state has not been
recognised by any country
except Turkey. At this year’s
picket participants also held a
1 minute silence as a mark of
respect for the victims of the
ISIS attacks in Paris and all
Cypriots who sacrificed their
lives for Cyprus’ freedom.

During the picket, the
President of the National
Federation of Cypriots was
joined by the President of
POMAK, Officers and Mem-
bers of the Federation’s Exe-
cutive, the President of
NEPOMAK and the President
of EFEK (Cypriot Students in
the UK) to deliver a resolution
to the Turkish Ambassador.
The letter of resolution
demanded the withdrawal of
the Turkish occupying army
and the Turkish colonists

illegally transferred by Turkey
to the north of Cyprus and
called on the Turkish govern-
ment to abide by the resolu-
tions of the UN Security
Council, the European Union
and international law. This
year, however, the letter also
urged Turkey to respond with
positive actions to encourage
progress in the direct nego-
tiations taking place on the
island towards a just and
lasting settlement. The reso-
lution also called upon Turkey
finally to resolve the terrible
human tragedy of the
Cypriot people who went
missing during its invasion of
the island in 1974.

Federation member asso-
ciations, NEPOMAK and
EFEK showed their resolve
against the illegal occupation
and the self-proclaimed
pseudo-state, which remains
unrecognised by all countries
in the world except Turkey.

Mr Karaolis, Federation
President, said: “We know
that Turkey sustains and con-
trols this illegal and unrecog-
nised regime: for more than
three decades, the so-called
‘TRNC’ has been a symbol of
Turkey’s bullying behaviour,
representing a threat to
peace, security and stability
on the island and in the
region. As we all know the
question as to whether or not
Cyprus can turn a new page
will depend on Turkey’s will-
ingness to remove its army of
occupation from the territory
of the Republic of Cyprus,
and on its sincere engage-
ment with the UN-facilitated
process. We call upon Turkey
to end its intransigent policy
towards Cyprus and with
concrete actions respond to
the positive momentum in
Cyprus for a solution.”

Colder weather, umbrel-
la season and pocket
tissues at hand? This

could only mean one thing…
winter is here! 

It is that time of year where
we try to avoid the obvious,
which is catching the terrifying
flu. However, each year the
professionals work together
to formulate a vaccination to
help prevent such issues.
The government-funded flu
vaccination is set out to help
protect against unpredictable
viruses, circulating every
winter season. 

If you are pregnant, over
the age of 65, a child or adult
with a long-term health issue,
or even just have a weakened
immune system, you are
more likely to be targeted by
the flu, more unpleasantly
than anyone else.

As if a runny nose, sore
throat and a fever isn’t
enough to deal with, indivi-
duals in the categories above
could be in danger of devel-
oping a more serious case of
the flu, Pneumonia. Therefore,
the flu vaccine is promoted
and offered free, to help kick-
back against the flu. 

One may ask, how will this
vaccination benefit me? The
vaccination is the most well
known protection available to
us to prevent the flu entering
our systems and affecting us
this winter. 

The flu vaccine helps your
body’s immune system to
produce antibodies, which
then attack the flu virus. After
you have had the vaccine, if
you are exposed to such
viruses, your immune system
will instantly recognise the
virus, prevent protein (anti-
bodies), and then these will
begin to fight off the flu.

As with most health-related
remedies, there are opposing
opinions. For most, the
annual flu vaccine for instance
works as it should, then for
others, the vaccine has its
destructive touch. 

Pregnant women for
instance, automatically fall
into the ‘at-risk’ group of
individuals who should
receive the vaccination. Of
course, for many, the obvious
is that the ‘flu-jab’ will protect
both the mother and the
baby. On the other hand,
some people may be more
cautious as to what they are
injecting into their bodies
before they give birth. 

It is not to say that the flu
vaccine is positive in every-
one’s opinion but it has been
said that it does not contain

anything harmful to the
mother or the baby. In
fact, women who have the
vaccination could potentially
protect their babies within the
first few months after they are
born. 

However, only one nega-
tive attribute of the jab is
the level of protection it has
in some cases. This may vary
between person to person.
This means you may stil l
catch a ‘f lu-l ike’ i l lness,
though it is said to be more
mild than the ordinary flu you
may face, before the vacci-
nation. This possible minor
effect remains the same
throughout all the ‘in-risk’
groups, not just in pregnant
women. 

It is a known fact and a part
of life that people will worry
about medicines and the

chemicals that enter our
bodies. For instance, there
has been a lot of controversy
concerning not only the
flu-jab, but with children
having their Measles Mumps
and Rubella (MMR) vacci-
nation; there has been an
on-going debate about
whether the MMR jab may
potentially lead to Autism.  

The first part of the MMR
jab should be given to babies,
followed by the second part
when the child is between
three-five years of age, before
starting school. 

Its aim is to protect against
three particular illnesses:
Measles, Mumps and Rubel-
la. These illnesses are highly
fatal, however many people
argue that the vaccination
which helps prevent it, is not
good enough in the long run
for our children. 

According to an article
on the Autism Speaks: “the
measles-mumps-rubel la
(MMR) vaccine did not
increase risk for autism
spectrum disorder (ASD).
This proved true even among
children already considered
at high risk for the disorder.” 

The claims followed from
a published study by
Dr Andrew Wakefield in 1988,
claiming that there is a link
between autism and the MMR
jab. Since then, his work has
been disbelieved after further
studies have been published,
showing no link to autism.

Boris condemns commuters to another 1% rise in fares 

Between 11th and 14th
November seven British
MPs led by Parliamen-

tary Chairman David Burrowes
MP and Conservative Friends
of Cyprus (CfC) Chairman
Jason Charalambous visited
Cyprus to show solidarity and
support for the settlement of
the Cyprus Problem.

The delegation included
longstanding friends of Cyp-
rus Matthew Offord MP and
Sir David Amess MP, Sheryll
Murray MP and Martin Vickers
MP who were making their first
visit to Cyprus, Byron Davies
MP who was recently elected
for Gower in Wales and Chris
Pincher MP, Parliamentary
Private Secretary to the For-
eign Secretary. The delega-
tion was supported by lead-
ing members of CfC and the
British Cypriot community.

The busy itinerary included
informative meetings with
leading Cypriot politicians,
cultural and historical tours
which included visits to the
Cyprus Archaeological Muse-
um and Byzantine Museum in
Nicosia, and an overview of
the consequences of the

continued division of the
island, including a visit to
Nicosia’s abandoned airport
in the buffer zone.

The visit began with a
briefing by the British High
Commissioner HE Mr Ric

residence with political, aca-
demic and civil representatives
from across the island. The
delegation then met with
President of the House of
Representatives Mr Omirou;
the Greek Cypriot negotiator
for the Cyprus Problem Am-
bassador Mavroyiannis; mem-
bers of the Foreign Affairs
Standing Committee includ-
ing Chairman Averof Neophy-
tou; the Standing Committee
on Refugees-Enclaved-Miss-
ing and Adversely Affected
Persons; and also attended
a House of Representatives
plenary session. The delega-
tion then met the Minister of
Energy, Commerce, Industry
and Tourism Mr Lakkotrypis
and visited the bi-communal
Committee on Missing Per-

sons and the Anthropological
Laboratory in the buffer zone. 

On Monday 16th November
David Burrowes MP led a
historic debate in the House
of Commons on a substantive
resolution supporting a com-
prehensive solution and the
return of Famagusta to its law-
ful inhabitants. The resolution
was passed unanimously
and saw all members of the
delegation contribute to the
debate.

David Burrowes MP said, “I
was delighted to lead the
largest delegation of MPs that
I have ever known from the
Conservative Party to Cyprus.
It demonstrates at this crucial
time of intense negotiations
our support and solidarity for
a comprehensive solution. We
were greatly encouraged by
the genuine progress being
made towards a settlement.
On our return we had an im-
mediate opportunity in Parlia-
ment to demonstrate our
support as we debated my
motion on Monday and I am
pleased that the resolution
was passed unanimously and

Mayor also announced the
extension of free travel for un-
der 11s to include rail services
in the capital, currently travel is
only free on TfL run buses,
tubes and Overground lines.

The policy comes after Val
Shawcross AM called for its
introduction earlier this year.

As a result of the Mayor’s
announcement, fares from
next year will rise as follows:

- Bus and Tram Pay as You
Go – up 67% to £1.50 – a
£0.60 rise since 2008

- PAYG TfL Rail Services
Zone 1 – up 60% to £2.40 – a
£0.90 rise since 2008

- Zone 1-2 monthly travel
card – up 34% to £124.50 – a
£31.50 rise since 2008

- Zone 1-3 monthly travel
card – up 34% to £146 – a
£36.90 rise since 2008

- Zone 1-4 annual travel card
– up 34% to £178.60 – a
£45.70 rise since 2008

- Zone 1-6 monthly travel
card – up 33% to £227 – a
£55.70 rise since 2008

Responding to the Mayor’s
decision to extend free travel
to Under 11s on the rail net-
work and increase fares by
1%, Labour London Assembly
Member for Enfield and
Harin-gey, Joanne McCartney
said: “It’s hugely welcome that
the Mayor has finally agreed
to introduce free travel on
trains for Under 11s. Up until
now children in Enfield who

rely on the trains have
effectively missed out on free
travel. I’m glad the Mayor has
listened to our proposals to
resolve this unfair divide, it will
make a world of difference to
the families affected.

“By increasing adult fares
yet again Boris Johnson has
dealt a parting blow to Londo-
ners who have already had to
contend with astronomical fare
rises during his mayoralty.
We’ve witnessed astonishing
levels of hypocrisy from a May-
or who once said he’d lower
fares in the long term, but has
bumped them up by over 40%
during his time in office.

“Commuters in the capital
will be left bewildered as to
why they have seen their fares
rise year after year whilst there
has been so little investment
in the transport projects that
London actually needs.

Winter sports trips are
expensive enough, so
the last thing you

need is a hefty medical bill on
top, should you get injured on
the slopes.

Given the relatively low cost
of winter sports insurance
compared to the potentially
massive cost of funding
treatment for a serious ski or
snowboarding injury, it is a
false economy to hit the slopes
without adequate cover.

An insurer paid out £12,000
for one recent claim from a
skier who smashed her pelvis,
had to be rescued by helicop-
ter, spent several days in a
French hospital and was then
repatriated to the UK in a
specially chartered plane.

THE RIGHT COVER

It is recommended that you
look for minimum cover of
£2m medical expenses and
£1m personal liability, which
is required if you cause injury
to someone else and they sue
you. Medical cover should
include rescue from the
mountainside and repatriation
to the UK.

Your policy should also pro-
vide travel insurance staples
such as enough cancellation
cover for the total cost of
your holiday, plus sufficient
baggage cover to protect your
possessions. Then look out for
helpful extras such as cover
for lost, stolen or unused ski
passes and cover to transfer
you to other slopes if your
piste is closed because of an
avalanche or lack of snow.

Insurers can withdraw cover
if you have an accident when
failing to follow local rules
or you ski against local
authoritative advice, so always
abide by rules on, for example,
wearing helmets and the dos
and don’ts for pistes and
snowboarding parks. 

Be aware, too, that insurers
can refuse to pay out if you are
found to be “under the
influence of alcohol” and have
an accident.

TALKTALK SAYS
ONE OFF COSTS

FROM HACK COULD
REACH £35M

The cyber-attack on
TalkTalk could cost up to
£35m in one-off costs, accor-
ding to the chief executive
Dido Harding. That is covering
the response to the incident,
the incremental calls into the
calls centres, obviously the
additional IT and technology
costs and then the fact that
over the last three weeks our
online sales sites have been
down, so there will be lost
revenue as a result. 

The chief did not offer
and estimate for compensa-
tion pay-outs to customers
whose personal and finan-
cial details may have been
compromised. 

Harding said that all
customers will be offered a
free upgrade, and that custo-
mers who were financially
affected will be free to leave
TalkTalk without incurring and
financial penalty. 

She added that despite the
hack TalkTalk was well
positioned to deliver strong
and sustainable long term
growth. 

TalkTalk released that the
21st October hack accessed
157,000 of its 4 mil l ion
customers’ personal and
financial details, including
more than 15,600 bank
account numbers and sort
codes. 

Four people have been
arrested and bailed in
connection with the hack.

For part two of my
‘Illusionists’ special,
I caught up a Colin
Cloud - celebrated
as the ‘real life
Sherlock Holmes’
he is also known as
The Deductionist.
But how will he fair
under the micro-
scope? 

When did your
love of magic first
start? Never really
magic bizarrely, I was
fascinated by Sher-
lock Holmes when I
was younger, and I
read the books when
I was eight and
thought the guys’
amazing. When I was
ten I discovered he
never actually exist-
ed, gutted – I was
devastated. By then I
had the bug and was
really into sciences
and understanding
how things work, the
way people think,
and really into hypno-
tism. I went to univer-
sity when I was quite
young; got accepted
at 15, studied foren-
sic investigation, spe-
cialising in criminal
profiling. Realised
that stand up come-
dians are amazing at
being under pressure
and being aware of
audiences, so I got
into that, because the
only way you can
learn to do that is

being on stage. And then c
ombined that world with the
forensics and created this idea
of trying to be like the real-life
Sherlock Holmes.

What was the catalyst that
refocused your career on
Illusion? I never really thought
this would happen - this is a
dream come true. At the end of
university I had the option of -
do I want to be stuck in a lab
everyday or do I want to be
travelling the world doing
shows for people, and I was
like… no brainer. I started
mainly doing a lot of corporate
events for companies, after
dinner speaking, hosting
events and doing the Edin-
burgh festival a lot, which is
handy as I live close by. That
led to things like getting the
NBC TV show and eventually
The Illusionist guys saw that
and went we think you’re right
for this.

You performed in The
Edinburgh Festival this year
too, is that a totally different
show? That’s an hour show of
just me but the core skills are
there – reading people, dedu-
cing facts about them. Edin-
burgh was a blast! It was a
complete sell out and all the
reviews were incredible.

You’ve earned yourself the
name of The Deductionist –
where did the name come
from? Sherlock Holmes being
the master of deduction! An
episode of Elementary, the TV
show (based on the Sherlock
character) also had an episode
called The Deductionist, and
that was just the perfect title.

Colin you’re often com-
pared to your literary hero
Sherlock Holmes, is that
something you relish or does
it add a lot of pressure? I’m
flattered that they think the
skill-set is the same, but Sher-
lock Holmes was a sociopath
and very arrogant and rude.
So, I’m glad, for the right rea-

sons, with the greatest respect
to the fictional character that
I’m nothing like the persona
he was meant to be.

You’re also described as
a Mentalist what does that
mean? Mentalism is more the
psychological side of magic,
the trick side, so I’m definitely
drawing on that. The beauty of
it is, on stage, I allow myself
the luxury of blending it all so
that you just get the experience
of seeing the real-life Sherlock

Holmes. So I’m not trying to
convince anyone of anything,
other than hopefully I’m enter-
taining. That’s the only claim I
try to make.

Comedy is a big part of
your performances style, is
personality just as important
a tool for a magician, as their
magic skills? Comedy is a
way of being really honest and
bare in front of an audience
and I think when you learn to
do that and really connect
with people, you engage them
and your performing has
much more meaning. There is
though, that appeal of magic
being mysterious and not
knowing exactly how it’s done
and it makes it interesting and
dare I say, sexy. It’s meant to
be fun and intriguing. 

You are one of seven
magicians performing at
The Illusionists show at the
Shaftesbury Theatre – what

can audiences expect? The
show is fully immersive, it
contain things people may
have seen in movies or TV but
never actually experienced.
And to take something from a
two dimensional platform and
to see it happening right there
in front of you, it’s a totally
different experience. It’s like
watching a band play on TV
and then going to the concert
and seeing them live. The ex-
perience, the atmosphere, the
energy. It changes everything.

What’s it been like work-
ing with the other Illusion-
ists? When the other guys do
their stuff, because what I do
isn’t really in that same world
of magic, as such, I can watch
what they do and be totally
blown away by it and not have
a clue how it works, so it’s
great. 

And if I was a fly on the
wall in the green room what
would I see? We sit and play
poker. I ’m reading them;
they’re cheating with the
cards… Imagine X-men hang-
ing out…. It’s great, because
our styles are so different
there’s no level of competition.
We’re on stage and helping
each other through things,
we’re there to support each
other, it’s not a competition.
We want this to be the best
show. 

How similar will your solo
set be to your Edinburgh

show? Well, this Edinburgh
show built to a grand finale
where I would kill somebody
on stage, and I got away with
murder every night, so… we’ll
ditch that bit. But, I mean
certainly reading people,
deducing things and forecast-
ing outcomes of events - that
will all be there.

With your style of illusion,
every show must be totally
different... Yes because peo-
ple are different, right. You
also have to be delicate… If
someone in the audience is
having an affair with their
neighbour you don’t want to
divulge that, I mean hold on to
it and blackmail them at a
later date obviously. But no, I
only reveal things that are still
amazing but that are upbeat,
uplifting and fun.

Developments in techno-
logy and social media have
had a huge effect on every
entertainment industry – how
do feel it has impacted the
art of illusion? Do you use
special effects in your per-
formance? Lighting and mu-
sic to keep it upbeat and Rock
and Roll. I think sometimes too
much of that can detract from
what it is you’re doing. So of-
ten the magic you’re seeing is
amazing on its own, and too
much of that makes it get lost.

Aside from the performan-
ces at the Shaftesbury, you
also have your own TV show
in the works. What can you
tell about that? The network
has started releasing a few
clips. So its that feel of being
able to deduce, showing the
signs but it still keeps the mys-
tery, because that’s what
makes it entertaining to watch.

Has anything ever gone
really wrong while you were
deducing someone during a
show? No never, and I’m
offended you would think that.
No, certainly early on when
you’re trying stuff; you don’t

know how people will
respond and react, so it’s a
case of learning quickly. Hind-
sight is a wonderful thing, right,
and I want every performance
to be perfect, but now with the
comedy, if things are going
wrong, I can hide it.

Any major goals that you’d
like to work towards for the
future? I’d love for everything
that I’m doing to be well re-
ceived by everyone, and I work
really hard to ensure that it is.
I want to constantly grow,
evolve, make it bigger, better,
more exciting so that the au-
dience is constantly blown
away. Its one thing to be do-
ing it, but to stay at that level…
I want to be constantly rein-
venting it and making it as
amazing as it can be.

What is the best piece of
advice you could give an
aspiring magician who wants
to make this their profes-
sion? When I was at school, I
was quiet, reserved, shy and
into Sciences and there were
a lot of bullies. It was horrible
and I really hated a lot of that.
So for anyone who is really
passionate about something,
regardless of what it is, to not
let that deter them from the
thing that they love to do.

And finally Colin… What is
the greatest trick the devil
ever pulled? Convincing the
world that he doesn’t exist!

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Sitting opposite me in a
dimly lit coffee shop in
North London is a 32-

year-old BBC (British Born
Cypriot). He has already
published eight volumes of
poetry, was the first young
poet to win the London
Mayor’s Poetry Slam in 2002
and more recently (two weeks
ago) was the joint winner of
the Groucho Maverick award
in recognition of his outstand-
ing and substantial body of
work; The latter of which
earned him a share of £10,000
and a Gavin Turk sculpture.
All that and so much more, yet
this is his first interview with
Parikiaki. 

Therein lies a story about
Anaxagorou’s relationship with
the Cypriot community which
I think is politely defined as
tenuous. I ask him to explain.
“The best way I can describe
it is like an anthropological
study of a group of people
which I am part of but feel
quite separate from”. Nothing
like a contentious statement
to get us going. I probe and
he takes us one step further
along the critical continuum -
“the real problem is that they
have no capacity for artistic
endeavour”. Kyrie Laison I
think, yet it is hard not to be
convinced by his thinking and
the passion and erudition with
which he expresses himself.
Little wonder he is currently

employed as poet/writer in
residence in several London
schools helping and inspiring
underachieving students find
their voice.

Such is his standing in the
world of writing and poetry
the Poetry Society use him to
mentor young poets, he has
worked in prisons and youth
centres and is continually
asked to go back to places he
has worked before to give
them more of the Anaxagorou
magic, once described by a
broadsheet commentator as
a “near spiritual experience”.
When I remind him of that and
mention his award winning
achievements he is reticent to
dwell on those successes and
looks ahead to the day when
we can no longer count on
one hand the number of
Cypriot professional poets in
the UK.

Born and bred in North
London of Famagusta and
Nicosia parents, he stresses
that he always describes him-
self as “a Cypriot not a Greek”,
he had a familiar upbringing.
Encouraged to focus on
getting a “good education”, a
regular at Greek school and

a yiayia who doted over him.
However, from a young age
he felt like a bit of an outsider
and talks openly how he and
his friends were not on the
same wavelength. His curios-
ity and intellect was far more
engaged with politics, philo-
sophy, identity and challeng-
ing nationalism, something
he abhors and without any
prompting explains his under-
standing of the ‘Cyprus
division’ – “the real problem is
that both sides are subjected
to sophisticated propaganda
which is far too subjective and
reductive”.

As he talks and becomes
more animated, we smile in
unison when we realise that

Cat Stevens’ Morning Has

Broken has started playing in
the background. Anaxagorou
loves the irony and tells me
about a recent three week
tour of Australia where he was
mistaken for a Moroccan, a
Tunisian, an Egyptian and
then finally “a Greek”…“I was
known as the ‘Greek bloke’ at
school”. He moves seamless-
ly to explaining how Cypriots
are essentially Semites ema-
nating from The Levant and
how so many find it difficult to
categorise us. I ask him about
a disparaging comment post-
ed online by a BME individual
and his riposte is immediate
and cutting - “they have fallen
into the trap laid by White

supremacists where people
of mixed race are not recog-
nised...this is stilted binary
thinking where we are all made
to dance to their tune”. His
partner is of Egyptian origin
and their recently born son,
Tabari, will be quintessen-
tially mixed race.

His scholarly approach to
his craft is meticulous and
impressive. His appetite for
reading is voracious and he
describes how “real magic
happens when reading alone”
especially when he reads the
same poem time and time
again, discovering something
new and revelatory. It’s hard
to hold him back as he conti-
nues on the theme of poetic
alchemy and how the art form
can be transformational in
people’s l ives, hence his
polemic on the arts and elitism
which he includes in his
writing. At a recent event on
the South Bank I witnessed
this first hand in a barnstorm-
ing performance which railed
against ignorant politicians,
inaccurate history and the
innate racism in Western
societies. 

Founder and artistic direc-

tor of Out-Spoken, a monthly
night in London of poetry and
live music I remind him about
the time he performed outside
the Venezuelan embassy
alongside dub poet Linton
Kwesi-Johnson. He has fond
memories - “Just after I had
finished reciting my work I
remember a hand appearing
from out of the crowd and
offering a very firm hand-
shake” - no words needed to
be exchanged, LKJ had made
his point. Other collaborations
include a spoken word EP
with composer Karim Kamar,
supporting rapper Akala on
tour and having his poem,
Dialectics, used by Cirque du
Soleil. 

The time has flown by and
Anaxagorou is still in full flow
when I interrupt with a simple
question; Considering all your
eclectic writing, storytelling,
educating and performing how
would you describe yourself?
“Pure and simple, a poet”. As
he says those words I remind
myself of one of his best
known pieces titled I Am Not
a Poet, He is adamant that his
poetic journey is only just
beginning. Part of what he
hopes to achieve sometime
soon is to spend time getting
Cypriots to “re-engage with
the arts generally take them
more seriously”. He has laid
down the gauntlet, over to you
and me.
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A poet and a scholar
Barney (Efthimiou) meets Anthony Anaxagorou, a man on a mission...



This overextended trilogy
has finally come to an
end but it all feels like an

anti climax. Jennifer Lawrence
is fine as always as the feisty
heroine Katniss Everdeen but
I bet she is also happy and
probably very much relived
that it is now all over! 

The last part which was the
third in the trilogy was divided
into two and finished at a
climactic moment. This one
picks up where the other one
ended and Katniss must now
join forces with her close
friends Peeta (Josh Hutcher-
son), Gale (Liam Hemsowrth)
and Finnick (Sam Claflin) for
one last mission in order to
overthrow President Snow
(Donald Sutherland)...

The repetit ive action
sequences have the feeling
of déjà vu while the actors
appear to be sleepwalking
through them. It is also sad
to see the great, late Philip
Seymour Hoffman as a figure
in the background with noth-
ing to do. The wonderful
Tucci is also given very little
while this year’s Oscar winner
Julianne Moore is encouraged
to overact by Francis Law-
rence whose direction is
uninspired. 

The tri logy started well
but the overlong sequels
began to run out of steam
long before this final chapter
and even dedicated fans of
Suzanne Collins’ novels will
be disappointed with this
feeble conclusion.

Love 3D

Gaspar Noe, the controver-
sial Argentinean director of “Ir-
reversible” and “Enter the
Void” delivers another daring
film this time in 3D and right

in your face. At least you know
what you are in for from the
very first scene - a prolonged
and very explicit sex sequence
where nothing is hidden or
covered. 

Murphy (Karl Glusman) is
an American living in Paris
who has a tempestuous and
highly charged relationship
with Electra (Aomi Muyock),
an unstable young woman.
But they soon begin to regret
their decision to invite their
sexy neighbour Omi (Klara
Kristin) to join them in bed for
a threesome...

The actors are terrif ic
particularly Glusman as the
charismatic protagonist torn
between these two women.
Noe initially wanted Monica
Bellucci and Vincent Cassel
for the leads but after they
declined he made “Irrever-
sible” with them instead - but
now his young and relatively
unknown actors are simply
perfect for this film. 

A daring, provocative film
about the complexities of love
and relationships very much
worth seeing! 

Steve McQueen - 

The Man & Les Mans

This compelling documen-
tary about the l i fe of the
iconic Hollywood star of the
sixties and seventies was
also part of the recent London
Film Festival. 

In 1970 McQueen was one
of the biggest stars on the
planet following a string of

huge successes including
“The Thomas Crown Affair”
and “Bullitt” and was able to
green light any project he
desired. However, he chose
to develop a personal project
very close to his heart about
racing at Les Mans but the
lack of a decent script and
proper preparation forced the
production to go vastly over
budget. 

At the time, as the script
was still in development while
shooting had already began,
the film was called the most
expensive “documentary”
ever made and it nearly
bankrupted its studio. In this
honest film McQueen comes
across as a charismatic man
determined to complete his
dream at any cost. Do not
miss!

Momentum

It is good to see a feisty
female lead in this action
adventure but unfortunately
Olga Kurylenko needs a
better script than this and the
less said about James Pure-
foy’s slimy villain the better! 

The action takes place
in Cape Town and the sexy
criminal Alex Faraday
(Kurylenko) is forced to go on
the run following a failed heist
where all the gang members
were brutally murdered. She
soon finds herself in the
middle of a manipulative plot
where the ruthless Mr Wash-
ington (Purefoy) will stop at
nothing before he recovers a
mysterious key...

The plot becomes sillier as
it develops as Ms Kurylenko
struggles hard to make any
sense of it and Mr Purefoy
loses the plot altogether!

Gueros

This award winning film from
Mexico was screened at last
year’s London Film Festival
and it is finally receiving a
welcome cinema release. 

The time is 1999 and
teenager Tomas is giving a
hard time to his mother who
finally sends him to live with
his older brother Federico in
Mexico City...

Alonso Ruizpalacios’ intelli-
gent black and white feature
boasts a raw realism and
perfectly natural performances
from his young cast.

The work of D H Lawrence is admired globally exploring as
it does, often in great depth, issues such as how we deal
with emotions and the impact of an ever changing world.

For Lawrence a particular focus was to examine the impact of
industrialisation on communities and how the increase in all
things modern could tear families apart. Each time you begin
reading one of his books it draws you in to the minutiae and
existential experience of his characters.

Book to stage is never an easy, or successful, process.
Imagine then trying to weave three of D H’s plays into one for
that is exactly what Ben Power does with Husbands and Sons
(National Theatre - Dorfman) in a clever interconnecting
of The Daughter-in-Law, A Collier’s Friday Night and The
Widowing of Mrs Holroyd. The connection is tenuous, they deal
with one family who live in the mining village of Eastwood in
Derbyshire, Lawrence’s home town, but as Marianne Elliott’s
intense, slow-burn production unfolds we begin to understand
the purpose behind Power’s thinking. Scene by scene he
unearths the psychological grime and muck that lurks with
destructive intent just beneath the surface.

Set in 1911, the three families, Holroyds, Gascoignes and
Lamberts, are clearly branded on Bunny Christie’s extraordi-
nary set. The detailed naturalism of each household is framed
by a vast iron cage which each time it clanks ominously into
place is a constant reminder we are in a colliery town. It is also
a strong metaphor for the claustrophobia and hemmed-in
feeling of the families while for others, such as Lizzy Holroyd
(Anne-Marie Duff), a jail from which she contemplates escape.
Her emasculated husband (Martin Marquez), for whom
alcohol is his physical and emotional panacea, is determined
to keep her, at home and in her place, turning to default brutish-
ness to achieve this. Duff’s portrayal is a superbly crafted
picture of conflicted agony for whom the pull of the new offers
a world anew, full of hope and aspiration.

Just down the road the newlywed Gascoignes are at each
other’s throats as though this is normal behaviour while next
door Mrs Lambert is so obsessed with her poet son that the
inevitable emotional suffocation which ensues leads to trauma
and division. Each family episode has the feel of a live soap
opera on stage and the constricted environs of the Dorfman
allow us to get up close and dirty with their embattled lives.
Elliott’s in-the-round staging is simple and very effective
constantly shifting the visual emphasis. In one particular moment
when we moved from the Gascoignes to the Holroyds again
there was a strong sense of cinematic sequencing with each
home now framed for our observation and judgement.

Smell the coal dust, enjoy the drama.
Meanwhile Rubina Sarkar is proud of mum...Ok let’s not beat

about the bush here. I took my eighty year old mum to see
La Soirée (Spiegeltent, Southbank) who have been various-
ly described as sexy, outrageous, and a circus act with a
difference offering an evening of in your face entertainment.
Well mama I salute you, she loved every minute, even when
the two women turned up on a motorbike, kissed passionate-
ly and then performed a sequence that left nothing to the
imagination. She giggled like a ten year old and swivelled round
in anticipation of the next bellara to appear.

There were some real five star turns including the opening
singer with a cracking voice giving us twist to pop music. As for
the pinstriped male duo their feats of strength, balance and
muscular virtuosity were simply amazing. It is pretty astonish-
ing what one man can do on a pole while the other one did
remarkable things with bubbles. Yes the mind bubbled. The
double-jointed man did what you would expect with large
dollops of humour.

Suspended sheets provided the tools for one of the women
to do some graceful artistic stuff while one of the blokes
did good work with a hoop. Mario, the juggling Queen of the
Circus, a la Freddie Mercury, was exactly that while the wannabe
actress character, who tried to initiate audience participation
with a crap script, needed to be shortened or cut. That was
really my only gripe in a brilliant show and a great alternative for
a festive night out. Oh yes it is!

Finally Susanna Wilder is gripped...June is an actress who
portrays the popular Sister George in a British soap opera. The
actress spends her time drinking and engaging in lesbian sex
with her much younger lover Alice. A television executive decides
she likes Alice and wants to write Sister George off the show.
The Artful Theatre production of The Killing of Sister George
(London Theatre Workshop) is a thoughtful and intriguing
version which does justice to Frank Marcus’s original 1964 play.
Though there were moments when it sagged and felt dated the
talented cast managed to keep our attention throughout.

Given the era Frank Marcus was writing in the relationship
between the two women was never made explicit and
unfortunately director Scott Le Crass decides to sweep the
naughtiness under the carpet which for a twenty first century
audience is odd as the relationship between June Buckridge and
her cradle snatch Alice is obvious. Nevertheless a play well
worth seeing.

England and France united
England beat France 2-0 in an

emotional friendly at Wembley
on Tuesday when more than
70,000 fans paid tribute to the
victims of the Paris attacks with
English fans roaring out a spine-
tingling rendition of the visitors’
national anthem.

The supporters of both teams
also impeccably observed a
minute’s silence to honour the
victims ahead of a match that
will be remembered more for the
symbolic nature of the occasion
than for most of the action on
the pitch.

Played just four days after the
Islamic State’s assault in Paris
left 129 people dead, the English
fans, along with the away sup-

porters, showed remarkable dig-
nity and respect.The players
were led on to the field by Prince
William and the team managers
— England’s Roy Hodgson and
France’s Didier Deschamps —
who carried wreaths while fans
waved the tricolour.“It was a very
poignant occasion and we
achieved all the things we want-
ed to achieve in the remem-
brance. An act of defiance was
better than the other alternative,”
said Hodgson.

France defender Laurent
Koscielny, who plays for Arsenal,
added: “It was important for
everybody that we played, for
those who were watching us and
for the victims. I know the
English, they have a lot of re-
spect for the French, we saw that
tonight.

”After kickoff, although France
appeared to settle first, almost
relieved the pre-match observa-
tions were over, England held
the upper hand and took a grip
with goals from man of the
match Dele All i  and Wayne
Rooney either side of
halftime.Understandably, after a
traumatic few days, France
found the going tough on the
Wembley turf. “The performance
was not easy for us. We had a
lack of aggression and concen-
tration but I think maybe it’s a
bit normal,” Lloris said.England
midfielder Alli, 19, blasted the
ball past his Tottenham Hotspur
club goalkeeper Lloris into the

top corner for his first interna-
tional goal after 39 minutes.“He
was almost faultless, he was out-
standing,” Hodgson said of Alli,
who was winning his fourth cap
on his first start.”Rooney, playing
in what is becoming a more usu-
al deep-lying role, doubled
England’s lead in the 48th
minute after Alli, who started the
move, found Raheem Sterling
who crossed for Rooney to vol-
ley home his 51st international
goal.

England striker Harry Kane
twice went close to scoring, in-
cluding a searing long-range
drive in the second half which
flew just wide.England, who
played poorly in a 2-0 friendly
defeat away to Spain on Friday,

had not beaten France in six
meetings since 1997, but the vis-
itors never made it easy for the
home side on what was obvi-
ously a difficult evening for their
players.The visitors’ best chance
fell to midfielder Yohan Cabaye
of Crystal Palace, one of 13 play-
ers in the 23-man France squad
who are playing, or have played,
their club football in England.
His seventh minute shot flew just
over Joe Hart’s crossbar.

The unusual nature of the oc-
casion was clear during the
game with the crowd applaud-
ing France substitutes Lassana
Diarra and Antoine Griezmann
when they came on in the sec-
ond half.A cousin of Diarra’s was
killed in Friday’s attacks, while
Griezmann’s sister escaped un-
hurt from the Bataclan concert
venue where 89 people lost their
lives.

There was hardly a foul dur-
ing the game and afterwards the
fans and the England team
roundly applauded the France
players.“It was a difficult night
for everyone, especially for the
French players and staff,”
Rooney said.“I thought both
teams handled it really well. I’m
sure this will get shown round
the world and show the togeth-
erness and unity in ourselves
and France and in football.“As
Didier Deschamps said, it’s not
about religion, it’s not about
race, it’s about togetherness.

“Anyone can play the game

of football and hopefully tonight
shows whoever you are around
the world, you can come togeth-
er. We need to stand tall and
stand together at this tough
time.”

Tragic Friday in Paris as at-
tacks overshadow friendly be-
tween France and Germany

Olivier Giroud and Andre-
Pierre Gignac scored as Euro
2016 hosts France beat world
champions Germany 2-0 in a
friendly overshadowed by at-
tacks in the French capital that,
according to media reports, left
at least 140 dead on Friday.

President Francois Hollande
was in the stadium but was
rushed away as blasts were
heard near the venue north of
Paris.

The French, missing the in-
jured Karim Benzema and
Mathieu Valbuena following a
sex-tape scandal, had to wait
until the stroke of halftime to
make an impact with Giroud
continuing his fine scoring run
this season by slotting the ball
in from an Anthony Martial cut-
back.

Gignac headed the second
goal in the 86th minute to seal
victory in a game during which
several explosions were heard in

the first half and the crowd
briefly panicked at the end.

Police helicopters circled the
stadium at the final whistle after
Hollande had left for the interior
ministry.

“We are all in shock,” said
Germany coach Joachim Loew.
“The game and the goals move

into the background on a day
like this.

“We were told in the changing
rooms what had happened. All
of us on the bench were a bit
scared
