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The year 2015 has been
positive for Cypriot
tourism, despite chal-

lenges caused mainly by
problems with the Russian
market, concluded the
country’s Tourism Minister
Giorgos Lakkotrypis at a
press conference during this
year’s World Travel Market
in London.

The main reason for the
positive outcome has been a
surge in arrivals from the UK.
As the minister said, the
meetings organised within the
framework of the annual
exhibition were held “under
the light of a very good year
in terms of the British market.” 

He pointed out that the
number of British tourists
travelling to Cyprus in 2015
has increased significantly
for the first time in years, with
more than 1 million arrivals
expected by the end of the
year.

In total, tourist arrivals in
Cyprus will be around 2.6
mill ion at the end of the
current year, said the minister.

Based on data covering the
first nine months of the current
year, arrivals from the UK
recorded a 18% year-on-year
rise. There has also been a
rise in visitors from Germany,

Israel and the Arab countries.
Russia has been a source

of concern as arrivals have
decreased by 17% to 20% in
2015, while a small fall has
been recorded in arrivals from
Scandinavia. However, the
slightly negative picture regar-
ding the Nordic countries is
considered to be a temporary
lull by the people in charge of
Cyprus’s tourism. 

“In spite of these falls,”
noted Lakkotrypis, “we are still
coming to a positive year end.”
He attributed the significant
rise in arrivals from the UK

to the government’s and the
Cyprus Tourism Organisa-
tion’s strategy of “re-investing”
in traditional tourist pool
markets such as the British
and the German ones, the
favourable exchange rate
between the pound and the
euro, as well as the decreased
fuel prices which have lowered
the airlines’ cost of flying to
Cyprus.

The Cypriot Tourism Minis-
ter expressed his optimism
over the “quite promising”
indications regarding 2016,
with initial bookings from the

UK also up.
He made a special refer-

ence to the fact that there has
been an increased interest
in bookings for March and
November, the two months
which have been identified as
a first stage priority in the plan
to expand the season beyond
summer months in Cyprus.

During his presence at the
World Travel Market, Lakko-
trypis held meetings with
EasyJet, Thomas Cook, Jet2,
Monarch and TUI. He also met
with representatives of the
Association of Greek and
Cypriot Travel Agents in the
UK and the delegations of
Cypriot tourism agencies in
order to inform them on the
results of his meetings with
airlines and travel agencies.

Cyprus participates in this
year’s World Travel Market at
east London’s Excel Centre
with dozens of stands, with
exhibitors including hotels and
resorts, regions, agrotourism
agencies and Paphos 2017.

Minister Lakkotrypis was
accompanied by the President
of CTO Angelos Loizou and
the Acting Director General
Annita Demetriadou.

The World Travel Market
ends today.

It is worth noting that
Lakkotrypis and Cyprus High
Commissioner in the UK,
Euripides Evriviades, praised
the role of the community in
advertising and promoting
Cyprus as a tourist destina-
tion.

European Parliament
President Martin
Schulz has expressed

the body’s support of ongo-
ing UN backed talks for the
reunification of Cyprus and
his firm belief that Cyprus
can become a beacon of
peaceful co-existence and
cooperation between com-
munities of different ethnic
and religious origins.

In a video message at
the 11th Cyprus Economist
conference Schulz conveyed
“a clear political message.”

The EU, he stressed, “is
investing considerably in the
current UN-brokered nego-
tiations for the comprehen-
sive settlement of the Cyprus
question.”

“We are closely following
the negotiations and it is my
firm belief that Cyprus can
become a beacon of peace-
ful co-existence and cooper-
ation between communities
of different ethnic and reli-
gious origins,” he pointed out.

According to the President
of the European Parliament
“the reunified, Federal Cyprus
can prove a model country
for the entire turbulent region
of the Eastern Mediterranean
and the Middle East.”

Europe more than ever,
Schulz pointed out “is in dire
need of Cyprus fulfilling in the
best possible way its destined
role of a political and geogra-

phic bridge in the region.”
He further personally

appealed to both leaders,
Cyprus President Nicos Anas-

War heroes remembered in Enfield 

During the question time
of Foreign Affairs in the
House of Commons,

David Burrowes MP asked the
Foreign Secretary: “Given
the momentum for Turkish
accession to the EU, will the
Foreign Secretary confirm that
the reunification of Cyprus will
be a significant condition?”

Rt Hon Philip Hammond MP
said: “I am cautiously optimis-
tic that we are seeing an align-
ment in Cyprus that may make
a settlement possible - I do not
want to over-enthuse about
this, but many people think we
now have a chance, the like
of which we have not seen for
decades.”

This week Mr Burrowes will
be submitting a motion calling
for the return of the sealed-off
section of Famagusta to

its lawful inhabitants. Mr Bur-
rowes and other MPs presen-
ted a petition to Number 10
Downing Street, signed by
over 50,000 people asking
what steps the UK is taking to
support the return of Fama-
gusta. 

Mr Burrowes has prepared
a substantive motion similar
to the resolution passed by the
European Parliament in Febru-
ary 2012 to be debated in the
Main Chamber of the House
of Commons. 

The motion reads: “That this
House endorses the Declara-
tion of the European Parlia-
ment of 14 February 2012 on
the return of the sealed-off
section of Famagusta to its
lawful inhabitants; notes that
the city of Famagusta in the
Republic of Cyprus was
captured by the invading
Turkish forces in August 1974,
that a section of Famagusta
was then sealed off and
remains uninhabited, under
the direct control of the
Turkish military, and that the
return of the Famagusta

sealed-off section to its lawful
inhabitants would facilitate
efforts toward a comprehen-
sive settlement of the Cyprus
problem.”

On Tuesday (3 November),
Mr Burrowes went before the
backbench business commit-
tee with support from a num-
ber of colleagues, to present
the case for a debate on
Famagusta.

He said: “With the support
of colleagues, I am present-
ing a case to hold a debate in
Parliament on Famagusta. The
issue has been a pressing one
for many years, but every
day without the return of
Famagusta is also the day on
injustice. Acceptance of the
motion can help support a
comprehensive settlement of
the Cyprus problem.”

New clues have emerged
from the wreckage of
Metrojet Flight 9268,

prompting more speculation
about whether there was a
midair explosion and whether
repair work from a previous
accident may have played a
role in the plane’s demise.

The aircraft, headed from
the Egyptian resort of Sharm
el-Sheikh to St. Petersburg,
Russia, crashed in the Sinai
Peninsula on Saturday, killing
all 224 people on board.

The plane’s tail was found
about 5 kilometers (3 miles)
away from the rest of the plane
wreckage. The outlet also said
the rest of the wreckage did
not show any signs of burn-
ing from a fire.

The same plane’s tail struck
a runway while landing in
Cairo in 2001 and required
repair, according to the Avia-
tion Safety Network, which
tracks aircraft incidents. At the
time, the aircraft was regis-
tered to the Lebanese carrier
Middle East Airlines, registra-

tion records show.
Mary Schiavo, a former

inspector general for the U.S.
Department of Transportation,
said something could have
gone wrong with the repair
work after the tail strike. She
said she once worked on a

crash where a tail strike that
had not been repaired well
brought down a plane almost
two decades later.

“A bad repair is like a ticking
time bomb, because once it’s
on the plane, it stays with the
plane forever,” she said.

Airline company spokes-
man Andrei Averyanov said
the plane had been damaged
in 2001, but had most recent-
ly been thoroughly checked
for cracks in 2013. Not enough
time had passed for major

cracks to develop to a critical
size since then, he said.

The A321-200 was built in
1997. The aircraft had clocked
around 56,000 flight hours
over the course of nearly
21,000 flights.

Officials have said all its

inspections were in order.
Forensic experts trying to

identify the 224 victims from
the crash have divided the
types of trauma into two cate-
gories: injuries from the fall,
and injuries that align with
an explosion - such as metal
pieces in bodies. But the
experts said it’s too early to
say what actually caused the
plane to crash.

A Russian news agency re-
ported that Russian and Egyp-
tian experts had not found any

blast-related trauma during
their preliminary examination
of the bodies, citing a Russian
source within the investigation.

Yesterday, the Russian
Emergency Situation Ministry
said the search zone in Egypt
had expanded to 40 square
kilometers. Previously, Egyp-
tian authorities said the search
zone spanned 20 square kilo-
meters.

The disaster claimed the
lives of 209 Russians, four
Ukrainians, one Belarusian
and three others whose
citizenships were not clear. At
least 25 children were on the
plane. The tragedy created a
large number of orphans
because many parents left
their children behind to go on
vacation to Sharm el-Sheikh.

Flight 9268 was on its way
from the Egyptian resort of
Sharm el-Sheikh to St. Peters-
burg early Saturday when it
dropped off radar about 23
minutes into the flight. Air traf-
fic controllers apparently didn’t
receive any distress calls.

New passport design

provokes angry reaction

The new passport design
has sparked a sexism
row by featuring seven

men and just two women.
The design, which cele-

brates 500 years of the
nation’s arts and culture, has
prompted angry responses
and follows the uproar over
the lack of female representa-
tion on banknotes.

Campaigners said there
were “tired” of having to
protest over the issue again
and again and urged a
rethink.

Just mathematician Ada
Lovelace and the architect
Elisabeth Scott represent
women’s achievements on the
pages of the passport.

Labour MP Stella Creasy
tweeted: “So tired of this
shizzle - home office could
only find 2 UK women 2 cele-
brate in 500 years of history
#tellHERstory”

Labour’s Emily Thornberry
said: “Here we go again -
new UK #passport has 7 men
featured and just 2 women.”

But Director General of
the Passport Office Mark
Thomson dismissed criticism
by saying: “Whenever you do
these things, there is always
someone who wants their
famous rock band or their
local icon or something else
in the book.”

A new passport is launched
in the UK every five years.
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Rt. Hon Joan Ryan MP,
Labour’s Member of
Parliament for Enfield

North, has condemned the
Government for seeking to
implement changes to the
junior doctors’ contract which
she believes “are unfair on
doctors and pose significant
risks to patients, both in En-
field and across the country.” 

Speaking during an Oppo-
sition Day debate called by
Labour in Parl iament, on
Wednesday 28th October, Ms
Ryan called on the Govern-
ment to address the concerns
raised by doctors in Enfield
who had contacted her about
how the proposed changes
would affect their pay, work-
ing conditions and patient
safety. The current plans
would remove the safeguards
that penalise hospitals who
routinely force junior doctors
to work in excess of their
contracted hours and cut pay
for those doctors currently

working evenings and week-
ends, putting the delivery of a
7-day NHS at risk. 

Raising the concerns of
her constituents with the
Secretary of State for Health,
Ms Ryan said a local doctor –
who wished not to be named
- had been in touch to say
many of her colleagues were

discussing alternative career
plans and considering a move
abroad to practice in another
country. 

“I am gravely concerned
that i f  these changes go
through they will signify the
start of the dismantlement of
the NHS,” the doctor said.

Ms Ryan also highlighted

the views of Enfield North res-
ident and Conservative voter,
Dr. Irene Gafson, who – writing
an insightful article in the
Daily Telegraph – had said
“people who have invested
years of passion into their work
are feeling demoralised. I trust-
ed (the Conservatives) with
the NHS and I feel let down. I
actually feel embarrassed.”

The Opposition motion
urged the Government to
guarantee that no junior
doctor will have their pay cut
as a result of a new contract,
withdraw the threat of contract
imposition and return to nego-
tiations with the British Medical
Association (BMA) – the orga-
nisation representing junior
doctors. The Government
voted against the Opposition’s
motion and it did not pass. 

Joan Ryan MP said: “Junior
doctors are the lifeblood of the
NHS and the Government’s
handling of the junior doctors’
contract has caused unneces-
sary anger across the coun-
try. It is now a real threat to the
recruitment and retention of
NHS staff. 

“I urge the Secretary of
State to stop his continued
and unwarranted attacks on
the BMA and to get back to
the negotiating table and
offer a deal that is fair to
doctors and safe for patients in
the context of talks without
preconditions.”

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Aman has been sen-
tenced for eight months
in jail for submitting a

fraudulent crash for cash
personal injury claim to AXA. 

Qadir Hanif staged a car
accident with AXA customer
and claimed that he and his
two passengers had suffered
injuries as a result of the crash.
But on studying the engineer’s
report, it was found that the
damage being claims on
Hanif’s car was inconsistent
with the circumstances of the
accident. 

A forensic engineer conclu-
ded that the damage to Hanif’s
vehicle was too heavy to have
been caused in the same colli-
sion in which AXA’s custo-
mer’s vehicle sustained
damage. 

Also, the lack of lateral
scraping was no consistent
with the accident circum-
stances indicating that Hanif’s
car must have been stationary
when hit, not moving as it has
been reported. 

The claim was repudiated
on this evidence but the
claimant’s solicitors pursued
the claim against AXA in
Nottingham County Court. 

The judge found the claim
to be entirely fraudulent and
awarded costs to AXA. 

AXA Insurance counter-
fraud manager Tom Wilson
said: “Although Mr Hanif has
yet to be located by the courts
and is subject to an arrest
warrant, this is a significant
result as it showers the courts’
determination to punish
insurance fraud and punish it
severely.”

SWANSEA
FRAUDSTER

ORDERED TO HAND
OVER £480,000

A Swansea man who took
part in a large mobile phone
insurance scam has been
ordered to hand over £482,000
of his ill-gotten gains.

Christopher Surman, 49,
admitted conspiracy to
defraud at Swansea Crown
Court and was jailed for four
years. He and others plotted
to call customers and sell false
insurance policies.

A judge ordered that he
hand over £482,047 within
three months or face a further
five years behind bars. During
the confiscation hearing, he
was also made subject to a
Serious Crime Prevention
Order, which restricts his
lifestyle for five years.

Detective Insp David Hough,
of the South Wales Police
Economic Crime Unit, said:
“Not only has this investigation
uncovered Surman’s obvious
assets, such as property and
cash, we have also estab-

lished hidden assets which
have now been included within
the confiscation order.”

Do you know the exact
value of everything you own?
Like many homeowners, you
may have underestimated the
cost of replacing all your

possessions should disaster
strike. And while this may not
sound like such a bad thing,
it can leave you being able to
claim just a fraction of what
you need to replace your
damaged or stolen items.

For example, you may
estimate the value of your
possessions to be £50,000
and this is the level of cover
you need. But if your posses-
sions are actually worth
double this, £100,000, then
you may get only half the
amount you claim for if your
home suffers serious damage
— even if your claim is less
than £50,000. This is because
your insurer will consider you
only 50 per cent covered.
So if you make a claim for
£10,000, you wil l  get just
£5,000. This is known as ‘an
average clause’, which is

included in the small print of
most policies.

Home contents insurance
pays out in the event your
belongings are stolen or
damaged, and there are
two types of cover availa-
ble. 

A new-for-old policy will
replace your possessions —
so even if an item that has
been damaged or stolen is
very old, it will be replaced with
a new one. With an indemnity
or wear-and- tear policy, rather
than the insurer paying out for
you to buy a replacement item,
they are instead compensating
you for the loss of your item,
and the payout will take into
account wear and tear.

When you buy a policy,
most insurers will ask you to
estimate how much it would
cost to replace everything you
own. But it is easy to under-
estimate how much you have
or to forget to include items.

However, it can pay
dividends to spend a bit of
time working it out. Go around
your house with a notebook
and pen, and make a note
of what is in each room,
including carpets, furniture
and paintings. If you have
an iPad, use that and take
photos. These images will
help later if you ever need to
make a claim. Don’t forget
garden sheds, att ics and
garages. Keep the list in a safe
place, so you can update it
each year when you renew
your policy.

For valuable items, such as
antiques or jewellery, get an
expert valuation. These items
will usually need to be listed
separately on your policy.

From its foundation in 1498,
the objective of the Greek
Confraternity of Venice was to
act as a bridge to the West for
Greeks. Tommaso Flanghinis,
whose roots were in Cyprus
and Corfu, funded the creation
of a teaching establishment to
prepare young Greeks to
study at the University of
Padua.

The College was built to a
design by the architect

Baldassarre Longhena and
welcomed its first students in
June 1665. The donation
provided for the free education
of students and the payment
of teachers. 

Its history can be divided
into two periods, the first until
i ts closure in 1797, when
Venice was captured by the
French, and the second from
1805 to 1927, with short inter-
ruptions in its operation. It had
the first organised library in a
Greek educational establish-

ment in the West. In all, 550
students studied at the Col-
lege, taught by 30 teachers.

Today’s Hellenic Institute for
Byzantine and Post-Byzantine
studies in Venice has been
housed in the same building
as the College since 1953,
following the donation of
the property of the Greek
Confraternity. It is the country’s
only research centre located
abroad and pursues academic
studies, accepting researchers
and grant holders.

Greece is the location of one
of the world’s best-known
volcanic arcs, consisting of
a succession of active and
inactive volcanoes lying
along a zone that is few dozen
kilometers wide and 450
kilometres long, starting at the
Isthmus of Corinth and ending
at the island of Nisyros. 

The Greek volcanic arc that
was created by the subduction
of the African lithospheric plate
beneath the Eurasian plate
was particularly active in the
past and was responsible for
the creation of a number of the
most impressive and often
otherworldly volcanic land-
scapes in different parts of
Greece.

The major volcanoes
in Greece are located in
Santorini, Milos, Nisyros,
Methana, the islet of Gyali,
and Kos. Three of the most
famous volcanoes in the South
Aegean arc, those of Santorini,

Milos and Nisyros, which
receive thousands of tourists
throughout the year, feature
on the new commemorative
set of stamps “Volcanoes of
Greece”. 

The fascinating Santorini
caldera is the largest in the
world, with a height of 300m
and a diameter of 11km, while
on Milos, the Fyriplaka volcano
is 220m high and has a

diameter of 1700m. One of the
largest calderas in the world,
with a height of 650m and a
diameter of 3000m, is that of
Nisyros, while the volcano is
also a unique geological
phenomenon.

My favourite cover is
“Clown” by Emeli Sande as
she explained: “It’s about
trying to get into the industry,
keeping faith in myself when I
felt that many of the labels
didn’t have faith in me.

“The entire collection of works,
stretching from the rare
19th century seascape of Jean
Altamouras to the contempo-
rary abstract expressionism of
Maria Hatzigaki is a visual
guide to the evolution of Greek

art in the 19th and 20th cen-
turies.”

A preview of Cypria’s
Greek Sale will be held from
November 9-14 in London’s
Coningsby Gallery. The inau-
gural preview took place on
October 23-25 at Le Grande
Bretagne hotel in Athens. A
final viewing of the works will
take place in Nicosia from
November 24- 30 at Cypria.
The auction will be held on
December 1st at Cypria.

MODERN ART

Ritsa Kyriacou notes a
marked increase in interest
for Greek and Cypriot mod-
ernists by new art collectors in
London. She says: “It is our
belief that present enthusiasm
for modern art represents one
of the positive indices of an
emerging generation of art
collectors in the UK.

“In London, established
collectors with an interest in
Greek art have mostly invest-
ed in traditional Greek and
Cypriot painting. Increased
appreciation for the creativity,
the underlying ideas and the
subversiveness of significant
Greek and Cypriot modernists
marks a fascinating develop-
ment.”

CYPRIOT ART MARKET

Marinos Vrahimis, Market-
ing and Sales Director of
Cypria, points to recovery
signs for the art market in
Cyprus. He notes: “After the
downslide of the economy
that shocked the art market
we can finally say that we are
on stable ground with art sales
actually showing growth.” 

The art market in Cyprus
had fallen victim to the financial
crisis that hit the Mediterra-
nean island’s economy lead-
ing to weak sales and unpre-
cedented low prices even in
the case of exquisite artworks
by pre-eminent artists. 

AUCTION HIGHLIGHTS

Jean Altamouras The
Port of Copenhagen cap-
tures the metaphysical atmos-
phere of the Northern Euro-
pean seas with a marked shift
towards the brightness of
Greek light. Deeply mystical,
it is considered one of the
most important works by the
pre-impressionist Greek-
Italian artist whose work had
a direct and dramatic influence
on the evolution of Greek art.

Nikiforos Lytras, Dog is a
fine and rare work by the artist.
He approached his canvas
with the rigidity and discipline

of academic realism steering
away from romantic influences
and ridding Greek art of its
provincial elements.

Ioannis Kissonergis,
Creon and Antigone is one
of the rare paintings the artist.
Kissonergis approached the
painterly surface with rigidity
and with exceptional tech-
nique and care for details. Cre-
on and Antigone is inspired
by classical mythology. 

Alexis Akrithakis, Untitled
is a fine example from a
series of construc-
tions of wood
and fluores-
cent l ight.
The Greek
artist expe-
r i m e n t e d
w i t h t h e
mysterious
relation bet-
ween art and
e x p e r i e n c e d
reality, theoreti-
cally and practically,
stretching his exploration from
artistic narrations preserving
childlike innocence to colour-
ful and fluorescent represen-
tations of hidden departure -
the life that will be no more.

Katy Phasouliotis Stepha-

nides, Untitled is a unique
painting. It belongs to the
artist’s series of paintings
under the general title Home-
ric (2005-8). In Untitled, large
fields of radiant colour attune
to the symbolism of the
figurine together creating a
novel sense of soft form and
hidden space.

G e r a s s i m o s S t e r i s
Homeric Seashore is one of
the most representative paint-
ings by this modernist artist.
Homeric Seashore belongs

to the 1926-1936 decade
in which Steris

explored surreal-
ism and the

p o s t - c u b i c
influences of
his Parisian
years. 

V i c t o r
I o a n n i d e s

The Old Mar-
ket ,  a scene

from old Limas-
sol, is one of the finest

works of the Cypriot painter.
An exceptionally skilled crafts-
man, Ioannides approached
his canvas both as an impres-
sionist and as a realist, paint-
ing scenes from everyday life,
landscapes, portraits, stills and
nudes. 
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Saoirse Ronan’s luminous
performance lights up
the screen in Nick Horn-

by’s compelling adaptation
of Colm Toibin’s novel. John
Crowley’s intell igent f i lm
arrives direct following its
London Film Festival Gala
premiere. 

The time is the early fifties
and the place is Ireland, where
there are no working opportu-
nities especially for young
women. Ellis Lacey (Saoirse
Ronan) encouraged by her
sister Rose (Fiona Glascott)
and Father Flood (Jim Broad-
bent) decides to make the big
leap and travel to the land of
opportunities. 

After the long sea journey
Ellis ends up in Brooklyn with
a decent job in a department
store and a comfortable place
to live in a boarding house just
for Irish girls under the strict
supervision of the eccentric
landlady Mrs Kehoe (Julie
Walters). Her life in Brooklyn
begins to flourish especially
after she meets a charismatic
Italian called Tony (Emory
Cohen), but soon after a
family tragedy forces her to
return to Ireland... 

It is a lovely film superbly
directed by Crowley who
elicits natural performances
from his strong cast. Ronan
deserves awards for her sub-
tle transformation from an
introverted girl to a confident
young woman. She is well
supported by an eclectic cast
that includes Jane Brennan as
Ellis’ mother and Brid Brennan
as Miss Kelly, the insensitive
owner of the local grocery
store. 

A gentle, lovely film very
much worth seeing and a
strong contender in the forth-
coming award season!

He Named Me

Malala

David Guggenheim’s remar-
kable and truly inspiring docu-
mentary arrives at cinemas
soon after its London Film

Festival Gala premiere. He tells
the story of Malala Yousafsai,
the 15-year-old teenager who
was shot in the head by the
Taliban when she was return-
ing home on her school bus
in Pakistan’s Swat Valley.
She was then flown urgently
to England where she mirac-
ulously survived and made an
almost full recovery. 

Malala and her activist
father Ziauddin were targeted
by the Taliban for encourag-
ing young girls to go to school
and the attack caused an
outrage across the globe. Now
Malala is 18-years-old and a
worthy Nobel Peace Prize
winner for her inspiring work
around the world. She is a
truly unique and extraordinary
human being who has already
become an inspiration for
young, oppressed women
across the universe for her
groundbreaking work. 

This is a totally enthralling
film which makes her story
come alive with the aid of
some inventive animation
sequences. A remarkable and
truly inspiring film that needs
to be seen!

Black Souls

Francesco Manzi’s award-
winning film is based on true

events taken from Gioacchino
Criaco’s novel about the lives
of three brothers and sons of
a shepherd from the Southern
Italian region of Calabria,
who are also involved in the
dangerous world of interna-
tional drug trade. 

The brothers couldn’t be
more different from each
other especially the eldest and
the only one who still longs
for a peaceful life Luciano
(Fabrizio Ferracane) despite
their brutal connections. But
when his 20 year-old son
Leo (Giuseppe Fumo) gets
involved in a dispute with a
rival gang things begin to get
totally out of control... 

Manzi creates a dangerous
and very authentic environ-
ment where it is difficult to
know whom to trust. The act-
ing is excellent in this riveting
modern mafia drama.

The Vatican Tapes

This slow paced horror is
a poor man’s substitute of
“The Exorcist”. 

Angela Holmes (Olivia
Taylor Dudley) is a beautiful
young woman who begins to
experience strange happen-
ings on her 27the birthday.
After she is taken to the hospi-
tal her behaviour becomes

worse and possession is
suspected so two Vatican
priests are called in order to
exorcise the demon...

Dudley is fine in the role
of the possessed young wom-
an despite the uninspired
direction of Mark Neveldine.
Michael Pena is always high-
ly watchable but looks like fish
out of water as Father Loren-
zo, the local priest who comes
to Angela’s aid at the hospi-
tal. 

It is not that bad but also not
that memorable either.

Camille Claudel

1915

Juliette Binoche is magni-
f icent as the eponymous
heroine in Bruno Dumont’s
bleak but compelling film. 

The time is 1915 and the
talented sculptor Camille has
been committed to an asylum
by her family. Apparently her
fragile condition was sparked
after her volatile relationship
with celebrated sculptor
Auguste Rodin ended rapidly
and now no one comes to
visit her apart from her broth-
er, the writer Paul Claudel.... 

Binoche is simply mesme-
rising and she delivers a raw
and superlative performance
amongst real patients in this
harrowing environment.

For some strange reason I was in a sceptical mood when I
arrived at the National Theatre last night for As You Like It.
Maybe it was a longing to be back in Harrogate from

where I had just returned with fond memories of consuming a
whopping fat rascal at Betty’s famous tea rooms. Director Polly
Findlay deserves a barrow load of fat rascals for a production that
brought a huge smile to my face with a delicious mixture of
fantastical visual creativity and theatrical ingenuity that rapidly
turned my scepticism into joy.

There were one or two moments when I wanted to leap onto
the stage and join in the fun. That urge was especially strong
when Lizzie Clachan’s spectacular set, beautifully lit by Jon Clark,
in a magically alchemistic transformation, unfolded gradually to
reveal the mythical and beguiling Forest of Arden where all is not
what it seems. Suddenly the complicated plot involving Duke
Frederick, his niece Rosalind, now disguised as a man, and
Orlando who longs to be with her, begins to unfold. Orlando pins
love poems to the trees to woo Rosalind. On finding them she
convinces him to imagine she was Rosalind, even though he
would apparently be enticing another man, and use his passion
and skill to try and woo her/him.

This being Shakespeare the sub-plots, involving a shepherdess,
Phoebe, who falls for the disguised Rosalind, and various other
characters, including Touchstone, Oliver and Celia, up to all sorts
of shenanigans, are equally amusing. Of course all’s well that
ends well and when Rosalind reveals her true identity the various
pining couples are all happily married. Such is the power of love
in verdant, pastoral surroundings.

Findlay’s interpretation of the Bards work is jolly and topical, with
nice touches spattered throughout, the sheep almost steal the
show. She begins with a playful dig at the City of London as she
shines a light on the glutinous and gluttonous machinations of
those doing the dirty deeds of capitalism. You can smell the body
odour and avarice as they go about their business. A clever
metaphor which contrasts well with the enchanting forest where
nature in all her glory shows she remains forever triumphant over
material gain. 

Rosalie Craig is a delightfully ditzy Rosalind that belies a shrewd
and ardent woman and she is complimented by Joe Bannister’s
soppy Orlando who is lustful yet uncontrollably silly too. There is
also excellent work from Mark Benton (Touchstone) and Paul
Chahidi who is a picture of hilarious melancholy as cynical
Jacques. An evening full of surprises and plenty to delight,
tickle and titillate.

Meanwhile Magdalena Praxiou uncovers a gem...One of
the burning issues of our generation is how we respond to
transgender people and poignantly how we treat them in jail. We
even have difficulty deciding which gender prison they should be
in. The State Vs John Hayes (Kings Head) features a charac-
ter, Elyese Dukie, who is one hundred percent woman but
very androgynous in appearance. She is a murderer who was
previously married (to a man) followed by several relationships
with women. A death row inmate she is also a fantasist, having
created an alter ego, John Hayes, who she becomes when trying
to convince herself, and us, that she is not really to blame for the
violence that has featured so horribly throughout her life.

The play is written and performed by Lucy Roslyn. One hour of
captivating theatre. I am not a great fan of one person shows but
Roslyn has persuaded me otherwise. She begins with a smile
that is horribly disturbing and every time she cracks her knuck-
les, and neck, I winced as if suffering vicarious pain. It is one of
the several tics that make Elyese a fascinating yet abhorrent
individual. She epitomises the type of character, fictional or real,
that we find so engrossing. What possesses a woman to commit
cold-blooded homicide?

Her slow Southern American drawl adds to the drama and
when she transforms into Hayes she suddenly has the stature
and arrogance of a testosterone fuelled man and God’s gift to
women. The whole thing is played to us, simple powerful story-
telling relying on performance rather than any gimmicks. When
she catches your eye, and occasionally she does so deliberate-
ly, it almost becomes a pseudo counselling session. The overall
impact is astonishingly gripping and this is a London Fringe gem
that demands your attention.

Finally Abi Gee is riveted…James Phillips’ The Rubenstein
Kiss (Yvonne Arnaud) tells the story of an execution that should
never have happened. In 1953 Julius and Ethel Rosenberg were
murdered by the state for allegedly being communist spies. This
triggered the abominable McCarthy witch hunts when all sorts of
people were accused and rounded up for questioning…or worse.
Although this is supposedly a fictitious account of events we know
exactly who and what Phillips was referring to.

Zoe Waterman’s production will test your concentration as there
is lots of information and dialogue but it is also very engaging
performed by an excellent cast. The downplayed second half was
especially good as it really focused our attention on one or two
of the key issues such as how far we are prepared to go for some-
thing you strongly believe in. Powerful, riveting theatre.
