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Cyprus President Nicos
Anastasiades has made
it clear that he will never

put before the people a settle-
ment plan which will once again
be rejected, as it happened in
2004 with the rejection of the An-
nan Plan by the majority of
Greek Cypriots.

Speaking during a ceremony
for the unveiling of a monument
in honor of the people of Kery-
nia who lost their lives during
the Turkish 1974 military inva-
sion of Cyprus, and for the peo-
ple who are still missing as a re-
sult of the invasion, President
Anastasiades stressed that there
can be no honest compromise
without the acceptance and re-
spect of the European acquis.

President Anastasiades re-
ferred to the efforts for a Cyprus
settlement, and said that it is ob-
vious that there are conver-
gences and differences between
the two sides' positons on vari-
ous topics, adding that nobody
hides this.

"But it is equally obvious that
we agree that we have to nego-
tiate to create a country which
will be governed in a way that
its citizens will have the final say
through a functional, viable and
federal solution," he added.

We seek to ensure, he noted,
the right of all Cypriot citizens

to choose to live and work wher-
ever they want in a state that will
safeguard their rights in the
agreed framework of a bizonal,
bicommunal federation.

We are seeking an honorable
solution that will lead to a func-
tional governance system with
European characteristics, he
noted, adding that "our participa-
tion in the European Union and
our daily experience from our
presence in European institu-
tions create the conditions for
the implementation of a real re-
unification of the island as well
as its institutions and people."

Our accession to the Euro-
pean Union is a privilege for our
country which we have to safe-

guard for all the citizens of the is-
land, he noted .

President Anastasiades said
that "we get the message from
many of our foreign interlocu-
tors that Turkey has adopted a
positive attitude on the Cyprus
issue," adding that "we still ex-
pect that Turkey will take some
practical measures."

We once again call on Turkey
to demonstrate its good will, he
noted, adding that this is some-
thing that will be seen at the ne-
gotiating table. We will be there
ready, creative and with confi-
dence, because we know what
we are seeking and how we can
achieve it, he added.

He also expressed the need

for consensus and unity in the
domestic front and assured that
he will do his utmost to reunify
the island, terminate occupa-
tion, and turn the country into a
modern European state that can
last over time, can function and
create the necessary conditions
"so that, in peace ,we can co-
create with our Turkish Cypriot
compatriots with no guarantors
and guarantees."

What we are trying to secure
is the four fundamental free-
doms and the human rights of
all people, the right to free move-
ment, free settlement, the right
to employment the right in gen-
eral of each citizen of a Euro-
pean country to move freely
without restrictions, he stressed.

"The solution will be a com-
promise, a painful compromise,
but at least this compromise
should be honest and there can
be no honest compromise with-
out the acceptance and respect
of the acquis communautaire,"
he noted

To this end, I will never ac-
cept to put before the people
any plan which in my view will
lead to a new rejection by the
people. He reiterated that
"progress has been achieved,
but there are still problems and
distance to cover."

Anastasides: Citizens will have the final say
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Tens of thousands
marched against austerity
in Manchester last week-

end, on the opening day of the
Conservative party conference,
voicing opposition to policies
including spending and bene-
fit cuts, NHS reforms and restric-
tions on trade unions.

According to The Guardian
Up to 60,000 people joined the
demonstration, which was
largely peaceful, although a
breakaway group pelted a
young Tory with eggs, and spat
at journalists and called them
“scum”. The egging incident
took place on Oxford Road as
young delegates wearing Tory
party conference lanyards were
surrounded by a group of pro-
testers chanting “Tory scum.”

Earlier a man was arrested
on suspicion of assault after a
journalist from the Huffington
Post was spat at as he left the
conference venue. Another man

was arrested on suspicion of
being drunk and disorderly,
Greater Manchester police said.

Chief Superintendent John
O’Hare of Greater Manchester
Police said: “Around 60,000
people took part in a demon-
stration and I would like to thank
them for their cooperation. The
overwhelming majority of peo-
ple have exercised their demo-
cratic right to protest with digni-
ty and good grace. The fact that
only four arrests have been
made throughout the day so far
was particularly pleasing.”

The marchers represented a
mix of specialist interest groups
including steel workers from the
mothballed SSI plant in Redcar,
pro-cannabis activists from
Greater Manchester, Jews for
Palestine, anarchists, the hack-
tivist group Anonymous and a
number of trade unions, as well
as families with buggies and
wheelchairs.

Anti-austerity protests

in Manchester

The Union of Cypriots in Britain
(EKA) and the Turkish Cypriot As-
sociation for Democracy celebrat-

ed the anniversary of Cyprus indepen-
dence Day last Thursday. In a crowded
hall at the Cypriot Community 
Centre, the main speakers, AKEL’s
Central Organising Secretary Christos
Alekou and the Vice- President of the
Turkish Cypriot Association for Democ-
racy Ferdi Sedat sent the message that
Cypriots must stand side-by-side to
solve the Cyprus problem. 

In his speech Christos Alekou said
that despite “how downgraded and
compromised the Cypriot Indepen-
dence was, and despite the negative
provisions of the London and Zurich
agreements, it was still a great achieve-
ment of our people. The people of
Cyprus after centuries of slavery and
occupation have found themselves
again in the family of free Nations.
Cyprus became an independent State
and found its place in the Internation-
al League”

“Unfortunately”, he added, “we have
failed that test. We started in 1960, ad-
mittedly with fears, worries and uncer-
tainty about the future but also with
great expectations. Unfortunately life
has confirmed our fears and refuted
our expectations.”

Akel’s Central Organising Century
said that the time has come to learn
from these mistakes and move for-

ward, adding that a new serious effort
is currently under way for the settle-
ment of the Cyprus problem.

“It seems that Akinci is determined
to move forward sincerely and con-
structively towards resolving these as-
pects that he is able to handle without
Turkey. Therefore, if President Anas-
tasiades follows with consistency the
line established by the National Coun-
cil over time, there is a possibility an
agreement can be reached on the in-
ternal aspects of the Cyprus problem.
If this is achieved, it is then that Turkey
would be called upon to take decisions
on the major issues of security and
guarantees and the settlers.”

Mr Alecou also emphasised that
partition is not a choice for Cypriots.  

“The solution must agree on a solu-
tion of bi-zonal, bi-communal Federa-
tion which will be achieved through
negotiations between the two sides.”

The Vice- President of the Turkish
Cypriot Association for Democracy Fer-
di Sedat, said that the island of Cyprus
is too small to be divided but fortu-
nately there is now a feeling of opti-
mism with the election of Mustafa
Akinci.

Bearing in mind that Akinci alone
cannot achieve enough, Mr Sedat
called all Cypriots, despite their eth-
nicity, to form a massive organization

which wi l l  promote the Cypriot
interest only. 

“We would stand up as an influen-
tial lobby amongst British politicians”,
he added, “and teem that there is a
Cypriot Lobby and that they no longer
have any excuse in playing the help-
less middle ground

“We need to tell them that we now
want Britain and Europe to Listen to
the Cypriot voice and to take the op-
portunity and take responsibility to tell
their ally Turkey to become part of the
solution and not the probmem,” Ferdi
Sedaqt concluded. 

Catherine West, the newly elected
MP for Hornsey and Wood Green also

attended the event and celebrated with
the Greek and Turkish –Cypriots the
55th anniversary of the Independence
of Cyprus. In her first address to the
Cypriot community after May’s elec-
tions Catherine West said that in British
Parliament there is a real commitment
in seeing Cyprus as a reunif ied
country.

“We are committed to see a peace-
ful future for the children of Turkish
speakers and Greek speakers”.

The Labour MP has also welcomed
the progress made regarding the
negotiations during the recent months.

In his speech the High Commission-
er of Cyprus in Britain, Evripidis Evri-
viades stressed the importance of
bi-zonal, bi-communal federal Repub-
lic, in which Greek and Turkish Cypriots
will live peacefully next to each other. 

“This is what Mr Akinci and Mr Anas-
tasiades are doing. There is progress
in the talks but we are coming in con-
tact with some hard issues at which
Turkey has to decide as well”.

Mr Evriviades concluded by saying
that Cyprus is too small to be divided,
but too big for every son of Cyprus to
enjoy his human rights and demo-
cracy.  

The event ended with a cultural pro-
gram from EKA Choir, Elena Hadji-
afxenti Eylem Korkmaz and Ioannis
Andrianakis as well as poetry from
Nafia Horozoglou. 

Greek and Turkish Cypriots celebrated Cyprus Independence Day
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Car smoking ban 

Alaw banning smoking in
vehicles carrying children

came into force in England
and Wales last week.

Drivers and passen-
gers who break the
law could face a
penalty fine of í50
– but police say
they wil l  take a
non-confrontation-
al approach initially.

Whenever an under-
18 is in the car, smokers will
still be liable even if the win-
dows are down or sunroof
open.

But the law will not apply to
people who are driving in a
convertible which has the roof

down.
The Scottish Parliament is

expected to consider bringing
in its own law banning

smoking in cars car-
rying children next

year.
Meanwhile, of-

ficials in Northern
Ireland said they

would look at how
the ban is working

elsewhere before de-
ciding whether or not to fol-

low suit.
More than 430,000 children

are exposed to second-hand
smoke in cars each week, ac-
cording to the British Lung
Foundation.

Hammond: UK “completely flexible” on discussing
international financial support for property issues settlement
Foreign Secretary Philip

Hammond said that the
UK is “completely flexi-

ble” about its future as a guar-
antor power in Cyprus and
“ready to consider any option
that parties come up with”. 

Addressing a ‘Conservative
Friends of Cyprus’ (CFC) event
at the margin of the Conser-
vative Party’s annual confer-
ence in Manchester on Sun-
day evening, Mr Hammond
also said that his government
is working with international
partners in order to financially
underpin a settlement, help-
ing to cover the “eye-water-
ing” sums needed to settle
outstanding property issues.

In an event attended by
members of the British gov-
ernment, Conservative MPs
and MEPs as well as members
of the party and of the UK
Cypriot community, the
Foreign Secretary said that in
a meeting in New York last
week the UNSG special envoy
Espen Bart Eide confirmed Mr
Hammod’s own feeling over
the last 12 months “that the
settlement of this long-running
problem is now something
which is genuinely within our
grasp.”

The Foreign Secretary
commented that “we have in
President Anastasiades and
Mr Akinci two people who get
on well together, who have a
clear objective to make a lega-
cy of themselves of reuniting
the island.” He continued by
saying that there also exists
the “acquiescence” of the
Greek government, as well as
“the active encouragement” of
the Turkish government.

As he noted, he “rechecks”

that every time he speaks to
his Turkish opposite numbers,
as had done on Sunday morn-
ing with the Turkish Foreign
Minister. Mr Hammond added
that Prime Minister Cameron
had “grilled” President Erdo-

gan in New York last week on
this issue. 

As for the UK role, the
Foreign Secretary said his
country is determined to help
in any way it can: “We are of
course one of the guarantor
powers of Cyprus’s constitu-
tion and we are completely
flexible about our future role
and relationship to Cyprus in
that respect. If it helps, we will
consider any option that par-
ties come up with. 

“We know that the resolu-
tion of outstanding property
issues is likely to require con-
siderable financial input and
we have undertaken to work
with our partners in the EU,
with the United States, to en-
sure that international com-
munity is able to mobilise to
support a settlement with the
necessary financial underpin-
ning” said Philip Hammond.

He commented that an
“eye-watering sum” would
probably be needed, but not-
ed that he had talked about
this to his American counter-

part John Kerry “a couple of
months ago” and they had
both agreed that it is worth the
financial support if a rare long-
running problem in the region
were to be solved. “I think you
can rely on both the USA, the

UK, the EU to come together
to support a settlement,” he
told the event.

Mr Hammond said that fol-
lowing more effort over the
next 4-5 months there is a pos-
sibility of a referendum next
year in Cyprus on a solution:
“It will be a historic moment.
There is a window of opportu-
nity now, if we miss it the stars
may never align in the same
way again… So I very much
hope that we are on the brink
of something really historic
here.”

He also made a reference
to “additional benefits” from a
solution to the Cyprus issue,
such as the “fundamental”
change in the discussion be-
tween EU and Turkey a
change in the way NATO
works. 

Philip Hammond described
the relationship between
Britain and Cyprus as “really
very important”, pointing to the
help provided by London to
Nicosia in dealing with recent
financial challenges, as well

as to the close cooperation
over the reform of the EU, as
both countries are keen ad-
vocates of completing the
single market in services.

He also praised the contri-
bution that the Cypriot com-
munity in Britain makes to the
country’s civic life and to po-
litical discussions.

Minister for Europe David
Lidington told guests he gen-
uinely believes that “what we
have seen over the last 6 or 7
months is more hopeful, gives
greater real cause for optimism
than anything we have seen
since the days of the Annan
Plan or eve before.” 

President of the CFC
Theresa Villiers, a cabinet
member and north London
MP, said the UK Government
is “committed to do all it can to
support Cypriots at this
crucial time in the search for
a solution” and added that the
Cypriot community should be
proud of the “significant role
it played in delivering a Con-
servative government”.

Referring to the Conserva-
tive Friends of Cyprus she con-
gratulated Chairman Jason
Charalambous and founder
Ian Twinn and their support-
ing team for successfully re-
launching the organisation,
commending their “real ambi-
tion to reach out” and ensure
that strong relations with
Cyprus are “top of the Con-
servative agenda.”

Mr Charalambous said that
Cyprus is “a strong and reli-
able ally to Britain, most point-
edly within the EU,” and added
that hope over the Cyprus is-
sue settlement is on the hori-
zon, with progress at very
good and positive pace.

Conservative MEP Dr
Charles Tannock said that af-
ter the election of Mr Akinci as
leader of the Turkish Cypriot
community there has been “a
completely different approach,
far humbler and far more op-
timistic” by representatives of
the so-called TRNC govern-
ment.

Volkswagen’s: Recall to start in January
VWexpects to start a re-

call of cars affected
by its emissions scandal in
January, the car giant’s new
chief executive, Matthias
Mueller, has said.

All affected cars will be fixed
by the end of 2016, he told
German newspaper Frank-
furter Allgemeine Zeitung.

The firm said it would also
look into its various brands
and models, singling out
Bugatti, its supercar
marque.

Earlier, Mr
Mueller told em-
ployees at VW’s
W o l f s b u r g
home plant in
Germany the firm
is facing changes
that “will not be pain-
less.”

All investments that were not
deemed absolutely necessary
would be abandoned or de-
layed, he said.

“We will do everything to en-
sure that Volkswagen will
stand for good and secure
jobs in the future,” he added.

It has set aside €6.5bn
(í4.8bn) to cover the cost of
the scandal, but analysts say
the final bill could be much
higher, with potential regula-
tory fines in the US, class ac-
tion lawsuits and the cost of
fixing the cars.

with the software behind the
emissions scandal.

103 Skoda vehi-
cles, 119 Seat
and 49 VW
commercial
vehicles.

“ T h e s e
vehicles, of

clusively with diesel type
EA 189 engine (1.2lt, 1.6lt,
2.0lt). These vehicles are  tech-
nically safe and roadworthy.
New vehicles with EU6 engine
are not affected. Petrol
engines are also not affected”
Unicars stressed in a press re-
lease.

The company said that
affected customers will be in-
formed through the brands
websites. Furthermore, Volk-
swagen and the other Group
brands whose vehicles are
affected will present the tech-
nical solutions and measures

to the authorities in October.
Next, the owners of the

affected vehicles wil l  be
informed in order to arrange
an appointment with Unicars
Ltd in order to implement the
necessary technical measures.

Energy Minister in London and
Paris to promote investments

and discuss hydrocarbons 
Cyprus` Energy Minister Yiorgos Lakkotrypis is visiting London

and Paris aiming to attract investment in Cyprus. He will
also hold meetings with representatives of energy giants.

According to an official announcement, the Minister will head 

a business delegation, organised by the Ministry of Energy,
the Cyprus Chamber of Commerce and Industry and the Cyprus
Investment Promotion Agency.

On Wednesday, the Minister took part in the Cyprus-UK
business forum, in London, promoting investment and
cooperation opportunities in Cyprus.

On the afternoon of the same day, the Minister met with the
Executive Vice President for Strategy Development of BG Group.

Tomorrow he will attend in Paris the Cyprus-French business
forum, as head of a business delegation.

Later on the same day, the Minister will have separate
meetings with the CEO of Beicip, a consultant to the government
on hydrocarbon issues, and the President of Exploration and
Production of energy giant Total.
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Since Monday (5 October)
many stores in England

are now charging 5p for plas-
tic bags - yet critics say shop-
pers may find the rules con-
fusing.
England has become the last
nation in the UK to introduce
charges for plastic bags, in a
bid to protect wildlife and re-
duce littering on the streets.
Shoppers at all big stores now
need to pay 5p for every bag
provided at the tills - and it's
hoped most consumers will
remember to bring their own.
Last year, more than 7.6 bil-
lion plastic bags were hand-
ed out by major supermarkets
alone - the equivalent of 140
per person.

Critics have claimed the
charges are too complicated,
and could lead to confusion
and longer queues at the tills.

The Government has also
faced criticism from environ-
mental campaigners, who say
it is wrong that smaller shops
have been exempted from the

policy.
Only retailers that employ

more than 250 full-time work-
ers are charging their cus-

tomers, and paper bags can
continue to be handed out for
free.

In Wales, where a more
comprehensive bag-charging
policy has been enforced, the
number of single-use carrier
bags handed out by stores fell
by 79% in three years.

Westminster hopes Eng-

land's plastic bag charge will
see use fall by as much as
80% in supermarkets, and
50% elsewhere on the high

street.
It is also estimated that the

fee will slash litter clean-up
costs by í60m, while simulta-
neously generating í730m for
good causes.

Most shoppers appear to be
behind the policy, with one
poll suggesting that 62% of
shoppers in England believe

the 5p charge is reasonable.
The Break The Bag Habit

group, who conducted the
survey, also discovered that
51% of consumers would sup-
port a scheme which applied
to all retailers irrespective of
their size.

Nine in 10 Welsh retailers
have said the plastic bag
charge hasn't impacted their
trade.

England's Environment Min-
ister, Rory Stewart, said:
"We're all guilty of taking a car-
rier bag from a supermarket,
storing it somewhere safe at
home with the intention of us-
ing it again, then forgetting to
take it with us next time we go
to the shops.

"Simple changes to our
shopping routines, such as
taking our own bags with us
or using more bags for life, can
make a huge difference in re-
ducing the amount of plastic
in circulation – meaning we
can all enjoy a cleaner, health-
ier country."

More insurance claims
are made for stolen
bicycles than any

other item taken by burglars,
an insurer has said.

Bikes account for 17% of all
theft claims dealt with by Direct
Line. These are followed by
mobile phones (11%), which
was the biggest riser in the top
10, power tools (10%) and
laptops (10%).

Televisions account for just
3% of claims, 10th on the list,
as their increasing size have
made them more difficult to
steal, the insurer said.

“With the nights drawing in,
it is perhaps unsurprising
that thefts increase, as there
are more opportunities for
burglars to strike without being
seen. Items such as bicycles,
gardening tools and golf
equipment are amongst the
most sought-after items, so if
items must be stowed away
outside the home, home-
owners should make sure they
are safe and secure,” said
Kate Lomas, head of Direct
Line home insurance.

Aviva, one of the UK’s
largest insurers, recently said
that customers taking out
additional cycle insurance rose
by 75% from 2009 to 2015.

The sharpest rise was seen
in 2012, when cycling was
prominent in the London 2012
Olympics.

A total of £77m is paid out in
insurance claims overall every
day in the UK, according to
industry data. The highest
proportion is the £27m paid
out to motorists to repair
vehicles and cover injury
claims, the Association of
British Insurers (ABI) figures
show. This is followed
by £13m in property claims,
of which £8.2m was paid to
homeowners, and £4.7m to
business owners, it said.

Huw Evans, ABI director
general, said the UK insurance
market was the largest in
Europe and the third largest
in the world. 

“There is some work to be
done to build confidence
in products, tackle under-
insurance and help more
people understand the value
of protecting themselves,” he
said.

GRANTED POWER TO
CHECK ON DRIVERS’
RECORDS BEFORE

OFFERING A QUOTE

Information held by the
DVLA has been made
available over the internet to
insurers and the motorists
themselves.

Around 23 per cent of
motorists do not accurately
disclose their driving record

when applying for insurance.
As result of this, insurance
companies have been given
the power to check whether
drivers have speeding points
or prior convictions before
offering them a quote, under a
new scheme unveiled.

As part of the Government’s
roll out of online services,
information held by the
DVLA wil l  now be made
available over the internet to
insurers as well as drivers
themselves.

The Association of British
Insurers estimates that the
move could save “honest”

motorists up to £15 a year
on their premiums.

Currently around 23 per
cent of motorists do not
accurately disclose their
driving record when applying
for insurance – including
disqualifications. While it will
not be compulsory to allow
insurance companies access
to your DVLA record, failure to
do so will result in either no
quote being offered or a much
higher quote than would
otherwise be the case.

The online motoring records
are one of 25 public services
due to go online over the next
two years. 

By 2015 an estimated
1.3 million students will be able
to apply for loans using the
Gov.uk website, 46 million
people will be able to register
to vote and 10 million people
wil l  be able to f i l l  in their
self-assessment tax forms.

Ministers’ claim that digi-
talising Government services
will help save the Exchequer,
individuals and businesses
£1.2bn by the next election.

Free furniture collection with
the British Heart Foundation

Enfield Council launches new resources for businesses



As we neared the end of an exuberant evening an
elderly unkempt gentleman, with the sartorial wit of
one for whom fashion equates to comfort, came

onto the stage to take a bow. Taking it all in his stride he
acknowledged the warmth with which the audience greet-
ed him and then shuffled off into the wings probably
wondering what all the fuss was about. That’s the point
about polymaths, they assume their brilliance to be noth-
ing out of the ordinary, while we mere mortals are contin-
ually astonished by their intellect, borderline genius.

The man we were feting was Dr Jonathan Miller on the open-
ing night of The Barber of Seville (London Coliseum). The
first performance of his staging took place in 1987 (which
I saw and have very fond memories of) and this was the twelfth
revival. No wonder the English National Opera, who have
taken a bit of a media pounding lately, turn to the good
Doctor when they need to ensure bums on seats and keep
the cash register ticking over. It is a delightfully silly plot and
as with all opera comedies there are moments of preposterous
comings and goings taken from Pierre Beaumarchais’ original
play which tells the story of a shifty barber who helps the Count
(Almaviva) woo the ward, Rosina, of old lech Dr Bartolo.

Peter Relton’s staging, on Tanya McCallin’s beautifully
crafted set, is fun and cleverly highlights the absurdities and
shenanigans of it all. Though he pretty much sticks to the
structure as perceived by Beaumarchais and Rossini, classic
Commedia dell’Arte, it occasionally lapses into pantomime as
with Andrew Shore’s crabby Bartolo, who is given free rein to
send the whole thing up, which makes for great hilarity but
doesn’t quite hang together when in cahoots with the other
protagonists. Shore, however, has an outstanding baritone
voice and obviously revels in these comedic roles. Similarly
Eleazar Rodriguez gives us a fulsome and wholehearted
portrayal as Almaviva.

Meanwhile a couple of other performances worthy of men-
tion include the handsome Morgan Pearse (Figaro) with a
wonderfully fluid and agile voice while Kathryn Rudge
(Rosina) is a picture of cheek and sassiness. Unless my hear-
ing deceived me I’m also sure that I heard some of the
original Italian in there somewhere which is akin to operatic
anathema for the staunchly English ENO. Maybe that was in
deference to Miller. One way or t’other it was a Marcel Marceau
in the Silent Movie moment - he spoke. In the pit conductor
Christopher Allen is a like a wind-up toy and inspires some
excellent playing of Rossini’s enchanting music.

On his first visit to a theatre in 10 years Yerolemou Efthymi-
ades is feeling very Zen...Performed by genuine Shaolin monks
- Shaolin (Peacock Theatre) is an atmospheric and exciting
martial arts show which falls somewhere between dance,
gymnastics and a kung-fu movie. There’s a plot in there about
five descendants of the Shaolin monastery and their fight
against the evil Emperor, but just like the best 1970’s martial
arts movies, you don’t really need to follow the storyline to
enjoy the somersaulting, sword-wielding, high-kicking action.

Beautiful live music played on traditional Chinese instru-
ments accompanies a pre-recorded soundtrack of electric
guitars and drum & bass style percussion, which provide a
perfect accompaniment to the high-octane action on stage.

Superhuman feats of coordination, skill and strength include
a terrifying moment where a monk walks across razor-sharp
looking blades, metal bars being shattered over bare heads,
whips and swords being swung within millimetres of the
other performers, and a moment where two monks lie
bare-chested on a combination of swords and a bed of nails.
The audience was captivated and there were genuine sighs of
relief when the monks came away unscathed.

Another highlight of the evening were the younger
performers, some who must only have been about six years
old - seeing their focus and physical prowess beyond their
years was enthralling and cute in equal measure. Nam-
myoho-renge-kyo...

Finally Rose Goodenough is seeing double...You get two
for the price of one in Moira Buffini’s Handbagged (Yvonne
Arnaud). We are invited to eavesdrop on the weekly meetings
between prime-minister Margaret Thatcher and the Queen.
There are four actresses involved, two taking on the roles of the
two women together while the other two watch themselves
and provide us with a running commentary of what they said
and did. It’s fascinating stuff and though there is no way of
knowing how they got on Buffini’s interpretation of events are
less than flattering to Lady T.

Her Majesty constantly talks in the first person plural - “We
did this and we did that” though in truth “We” appeared to do
very little”. It is quite a hoot and director Indhu Rubasingham
keeps it clipped and precise with some moments of real
hilarity mainly at the expense of Thatcher. I guess being rude
about HM was not an option. Very witty stuff with moments of
mischief that make this a most enjoyable evening. Can you
imagine a handbags at dawn moment between the two of
them? Now that would have been unmissable and this is not
that far behind.

Do not miss this 
wonderful and thrilling film un-
less you suffer from acropho-
bia but still make an effort,
conquer your fears and head
for the Empire!

Sicario

terrific as the vulnerable yet
highly committed heroine who 
begins to feel like a fish out of
water when she enters this 
violent world where she
doesn’t know whom to trust.
Del Toro is also well cast as
the ambiguous man and so is
Josh Brolin as the mysterious
government official who
recruits Kate. It is strikingly
shot by Roger Deakins, the 
veteran cinematographer
whose perfectly framed
compositions add to the
atmosphere and mood of the
action sequences.
