Thousands of protesters
marched through central
London on Saturday to

demonstrate against the
newly re-elected Conservative
government’s plans for public
spending cuts.

Holding banners saying
“End Austerity Now” and
“Defy Tory Rule”, protesters
packed streets outside the
Bank of England in the heart of
London’s financial district to
listen to speeches before
marching towards parliament.

One marcher carried a
placard showing Prime
Minister David Cameron peek-
ing out of a garbage can -
suggesting this was where his
policies belonged too - while
another pictured him with
devil’s horns.

A small number of
protesters let off red-coloured
smoke bombs in a mostly
good natured march.

Protesters were due to be
addressed later by celebrities
including comedian Russell
Brand and singer Charlotte

Church, as well as trade union-
ists and Jeremy Corbyn, a
contender for the vacant lead-
ership of the opposition
Labour Party.

Britain’s Conservatives
unexpectedly won an outright
majority in a national election
last month after five years
when they had led a coalition
focused on cutting public
spending to narrow Britain’s
large budget deficit.

Since winning the election,
finance minister George
Osborne has said he wants
government departments to
make extra cuts this year and

to commit future governments
to run budget surpluses during
normal economic times.

The government also plans
to reduce spending on social
security benefits by a further
12 billion pounds ($19 billion),
arguing that high levels of
public debt make Britain
vulnerable if there is another
global financial crisis.

Speaking to the BBC before
the march, Corbyn, a Labour
member of parliament and
veteran left-winger who is
standing for the party’s lead-
ership, said this would wors-
en inequality.

“We have more people than
ever using foodbanks, we
have a greater number of
people being homeless and
many people in housing
stress,” he said.

The protest was organised
by the People’s Assembly
Against Austerity, an umbrella
group with support from trade
unions, anti-war protesters
and some Labour and Green
Party politicians.

Neither police nor organi-
sers had an immediate esti-
mate for the number of
marchers. More than 80,000
people had said on social
media that they would attend.

The last major demonstra-
tion in central London was in
October, when the Trades
Union Congress said up to
90,000 of its supporters
marched to call for higher
wages.

A 2011 march organised by
the TUC as part of pan-Euro-
pean anti-austerity protests
attracted several hundred
thousand marchers.

The High Commission of the Repub-
lic of Cyprus in the UK has issued a
statement stressing that the police

investigation into allegations by British
tourists concerning a children’s abduc-
tion plan at Anastasia Beach Hotel in the
holiday resort of Protaras has produced
nothing incriminating.

The statement notes that the concerns
of parents regarding the safety of their
children are fully appreciated and that the
allegations were taken seriously by the
authorities in Cyprus.

However, the questioning of the
19-year-old foreign national accused of
being involved in a child abduction plan
as well as the through search of his
personal objects found “nothing incrimi-
nating or suspicious”, reads the state-
ment.

It also notes that police statements
taken from the British parents who filed
the complaint, as well as from the
children themselves did not corroborate
the allegations.

Therefore, the High Commission
describes the various press reports in the
UK alleging a planned abduction of
children as “unsubstantiated”.

“In view of the fact that due process
has been followed, the Cyprus govern-
ment considers that the news stories in
the UK media do not reflect the facts, thus
unfairly tarnishing the good reputation of
Cyprus”, continues the statement.

It stresses the excellent cooperation

between the Cyprus government and the
British authorities in many fields, and
the continuous contact and cooperation
between the Cyprus Police and the British
High Commission in Cyprus regarding
this specific case.

Euripides Evriviades, Cyprus’ High
Commissioner to the United Kingdom
said:  “Cyprus is a hospitable holiday
destination that receives almost
2.5 million visitors a year. It is a family
friendly destination with one of the lowest
crime-rates in the EU and across the world
and continues to be one of the safest
tourist destinations.

“This extremely rare incident which
occurred in Protaras has now been
investigated by the police authorities and
it has been found that there has been no
evidence of child abduction. 

“The safety of children and all our
guests to the island is of the utmost
importance to all involved in tourism in
Cyprus; we take all allegations of this sort
very seriously.”

Thousands march in London against
new government’s austerity plan

London Underground has
launched an official map
showing which stations

will operate 24-hour services
over weekends from Septem-
ber.

The release of the map
comes as Tube drivers pre-
pare to strike over pay and
conditions for the all night
service, which begins on
12 September.

Members of ASLEF will
walk out for 24 hours from
9.30pm on 8 July.

They could be joined by
members of the RMT and
TSSA unions, with the results
of a ballot for industrial action
due at the end of this month.

Gareth Powell, director of
strategy and service develop-
ment for London Under-
ground, described the move
as a “historic step in our
modernisation of the Under-
ground”.

He said: “The Night Tube
map shows our customers
exactly when and where they
can use this landmark service,
which will make their late night
journeys quicker and easier
than ever before.

“As well making life easier
for people, the Night Tube will
also boost London’s night-
time economy - supporting
thousands of jobs and stimu-
lating hundreds of millions of
pounds in economic growth.”

But Mick Cash, general
secretary of the RMT union,
accused Transport for London
of having the wrong priorities.

He said: “Instead of hyping
up route maps and publicity
stunts, Transport for London
should be addressing the
staffing, pay and safety issues
at the heart of the current
dispute over night running on
London Underground.

“That should be their
priority.”

Finn Brennan, ASLEF’s

district organiser for the Tube,
said: ‘It’s easy enough to
produce a map, but if London
Underground management
want to have an all-night
service in September, then
they need to sit down and
negotiate a fair deal for the
staff they expect to provide it.

“Last week train drivers on
London Underground voted
by a record 97% to strike over
London Underground’s refusal
to negotiate on new rosters
that would mean they could
have to work an unlimited
number of weekend and night
shifts for no extra pay.

austerity rules thus causing
this humanitarian problem
instead of curing it, is this
EU Justice? 

The genuine spirit of unity
of EU is to stand by and show
solidarity to its weak member-
states and not to refuse with
the argument that others will
follow suit, so it is wrong to
save somebody from drown-
ing, because then you have to
save the next one.

EU so far uncharacteristi-
cally showed apathy while it
can afford to make noble
concessions against all odds

and prevent a catastrophe,
another Greek word!

Heroes of Troy See the ancient 

Greek warriors 

at the Military 

Odyssey Show

In Greek mythology, the Trojan War 

was waged against the city of Troy by 

the Achaeans (Greeks) after Paris of Troy 

stole Helen from her husband Menelaus, 

the king of Sparta. The war is among the 

most important events in Greek mythol-

ogy, and was narrated in many works of 

Greek literature, including the Iliad and 

the Odyssey by Homer. The Iliad relates 

a part of the last year of the siege of Troy, 

while the Odyssey describes the journey 

home of Odysseus, one of the Achaean 

leaders.

ACHILLES

In Greek mythology, son of the mortal 

Peleus, king of the Myrmidons, and the 

Nereid, or sea nymph, Thetis. He was the 

bravest, handsomest, and greatest warri-

or of the army of Agamemnon in the Tro-

jan War. According to Homer, Achilles was 

brought up by his mother at Phthia with his 

cousin and inseparable companion Patro-

clus. One of the non-Homeric tales of his 

childhood relates that Thetis dipped Achil-

les in the waters of the River Styx, by which 

he became invulnerable, except for the part 

of his heel by which she held him—the pro-

verbial “Achilles’ heel.”

AGAMEMNON

Agamemnon (very resolute) is the son of 

King Atreus of Mycenae and Queen Aerope, 

the brother of Menelaus and the husband 
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versions make him the king either of My-

cenae or of Argos. When Helen, the wife of 

Menelaus, was abducted by Paris of Troy, 

Agamemnon was the commander of the 

Achaeans in the ensuing Trojan War. Upon 

his return home, he was murdered by his 

wife Clytemnestra.

AJAX THE GREATER

Ajax the Greater is described as of great 

stature and colossal frame, the tallest and 

strongest of all the Achaeans, but for his 

cousin Achilles in skill-at-arms, and Diome-

des to whom he lost a sparring competition 

as well as the ‘bulwark of the Achaeans’. 

He was trained by the centaur Chiron (who 

had also trained his father, Telamon, and 

Achilles’ father Peleus), at the same time 

as Achilles. Apart from Achilles, Ajax is 

the most valuable warrior in Agamemnon’s 

army (along with Diomedes), though he is 

not as cunning as Nestor, Diomedes, Ido-

meneus, or Odysseus. He commands his 

army wielding a huge shield made of seven 

ox-hides with a layer of bronze.

Ajax was a Greek hero, son of Oileus, 

the king of Locris. He was called the “less-

er” or “Locrian” Ajax, to distinguish him 

from Ajax the Great, son of Telamon. He 

was the leader of the Locrian contingent 
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ure in Homer’s Iliad and is also mentioned 

in the Odyssey. 

MENELAUS

Menelaus was a king of Ancient Sparta, 
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in the Trojan War. 

He was the son of Atreus and Aerope. 

Prominent in both the Iliad and Odyssey, 

Menelaus was also popular in Greek vase 

painting and Greek tragedy.

ODYSSEUS

Odysseus (Latin Ulysses) was a leg-

endary Greek king of Ithaca and the hero 

of Homer’s epic poem, the Odyssey. Odys-

seus also plays a key role in Homer’s Iliad 

and other works in the Epic Cycle. King 

of Ithaca, husband of Penelope, father of 

Telemachus, and son of Laërtes and An-

ticlea, Odysseus is renowned for his guile 

and resourcefulness, and is hence known 

by the epithet Odysseus the Cunning. He is 

most famous for the ten eventful years he 

took to return home after the ten-year Tro-

jan War and his famous Trojan horse trick.

PATROCLUS

Patroclus (glory of the father), was the 

son of Menoetius, grandson of Actor, King 

of Opus, and was Achilles’ beloved com-

rade. When the Greek forces were on the 

verge of absolute destruction, Patroclus 

wearing Achilles’s armour led the Myrmi-

dons into battle, though Achilles remained 

at his camp. Patroclus succeeded in push-

ing the Trojans back from the beaches, but 

was killed by Hector before he could lead a 

proper assault on the city of Troy.

AENEAS

In Greco-Roman mythology, Aeneas 

(was a Trojan hero, the son of prince Anchis-

es and the goddess Venus. His father was

also the second cousin of King Priam of 

Troy. The journey of Aeneas from Troy, 

(led by Venus, his mother) which led to the 

founding of the city Rome, is recounted in 

Virgil’s Aeneid. He is considered an impor-
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history. Also, Aeneas has been known for 

his skills in combat during the battle of Troy.

HECTOR

Hector (holding fast), is a Trojan prince 
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War. He is the son of Priam and Hecuba, a 

descendant of Dardanus, who lived under 

Mount Ida, and of Tros, the founder of Troy. 

He acts as leader of the Trojans and their 

allies in the defence of Troy. Indeed Homer 

places Hector as the very noblest of all the 

heroes in the Iliad: he is both peace-loving 

and brave, thoughtful as well as bold, a 

good son, husband and father, and totally 

without darker motives.

HELEN

Helen, known as Helen of Troy (and ear-

lier Helen of Sparta), was the daughter of 

Zeus and Leda (or Nemesis), wife of King 

Menelaus of Sparta and sister of Castor, 

Polydeuces and Clytemnestra. Her abduc-

tion by Paris brought about the Trojan War. 

Helen was described by Christopher Mar-

lowe as having “the face that launched a 

thousand ships.”

PARIS

Paris the son of Priam, king of Troy, ap-

pears in a number of Greek legends. Proba-

bly the best known was his elopement with 

Helen, queen of Sparta, this being one of 

the immediate causes of the Trojan War. 

Later in the war, he fatally wounds Achil-

les in the heel with an arrow, as foretold by 

Achilles’ mother, Thetis.

PENTHESILEA

Penthesilea was an Amazonian

queen, daughter of Ares and Otrera, and 

sister of Hippolyta, Antiope and Mela-

nippe. Penthesilea had killed Hippolyta 

with a spear when they were hunting deer; 

this accident caused Penthesilea so much

grief that she wished only to die,

but, as a warrior and an Amazon, she had to 

do so honourably and in battle. She there-

fore was easily convinced to join in the Tro-
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fenders

PRIAM

Priam was the king of Troy and young-

est son of Laomedon.

When his son Hector is killed by Achil-

les, Priam begs Achilles to return Hector's 

body, saying “I have endured what no one 

on earth has ever done before — I put my 

lips to the hands of the man who killed my

The friendly and relaxed
photographer, who will be
exhibiting at the Cypriot Wine
Festival & Business Expo this
weekend at Alexandra Palace,
spoke to Parikiaki about his
work…

Wedding, events AND
commercial, that’s quite a
spread of work, what’s your
favourite to shoot?

Definitely weddings!

Why?
I  love the energy of a

wedding, everything runs at
breakneck speed. I always
have to be one step ahead
and that can be a great thrill.

I shoot about 30 weddings a
year now, and this is my third
season, so it’s a lot easier
than when I first started out.
There is also the fact that it is
one of the few jobs you go to
work and are surrounded by
joy and happiness.

That must make taking
photos easier!

Yes, happy faces make
good photos!

Ah, so now we know, you
guys charge the earth for
taking easy photos!

You guys make money by
tapping out characters on to
a computer! *Tino laughs*

Seriously though, firstly I
am by the standards of other
more well-known photogra-
phers, very reasonably priced.

Secondly, you need a
high skill set to shoot wed-
dings. A wedding photo-
grapher should be good at
Macro (close up photogra-
phy), landscapes, portraits,
night t ime shooting, off
camera flash and many more

essential techniques. That is
the technical side of things,
just as important, are the
people skills. If someone

doesn’t warm to you, you’re
not going to be able to take
good relaxed or posed photos

of them. I spend all day with
my couples, if they don’t like
me, I’m not getting booked
regardless of how good my

portfolio is!

You’re exhibiting at the

Cypriot Wine Festival for the
first time this year, to be
honest, we haven’t heard of
you before, why is that?

Well, I’ve done a few Greek
weddings and christenings,
but in general most of my
bookings come from other
communities. This month as
an example I have bookings
for two English, two Indian
and two African weddings. I
do miss the whole big fat
Greek wedding thing, so
thought the time was right to
start having closer links to my
own community.

Sounds good, can we talk
about your other work?

Yes sure, I do a lot of
commercial photography,
which really is a mixed bag.
Last week I was sipping
champagne photographing a
polo match at Ham Polo Club,
a month before I was shooting
an education conference for
the University of Nicosia.
One week I may be doing
headshots for a small local
company, the next week  I
may be photographing a
packet of peanuts, the week
after that I may be shooting a
famous VIP. 

A VIP? Who have you
shot? Is that difficult?

No generally famous
people know how to play to

the camera so it’s a lot easier;
however you never have
quality time with them. The
hardest shoot was the two
hours I had with the Prime
Minister. Every second of his
time is micro managed and
you have to be on the ball with
him! 

I’ve shot music stars to
church leaders, you treat each
individual you shoot differ-
ently, only then do their
personalities come through
on the photos. Bottom line is
even if I am shooting a pro-
duct, that product to its
company is their VIP, so I
have to make sure I spend
just as much time and effort
on that too.

Thanks Tino, we’ve en-
joyed hearing your insight
into photography, we look
forward to seeing you and
to you taking photos at the
Cypriot Wine Festival.

Along the way he is joined
by Silas (Michael Fassbender)
a mysterious traveller who
agrees to protect him but at a
price... 

This is a remarkable feature
film debut from writer/director
John Mclean who delivers
an astonishing piece of film-
making. His assured direction
is perfectly complimented by
Robbie Ryan’s magnificent
cinematography which cap-
tures the spirit of the Ameri-
can frontier brilliantly despite
the fact that it was filmed in
New Zealand. Smit-McPhee,
who played the boy in “The
Road” and “Let Me In”, deli-
vers a performance of great
sensitivity as the naive youth,
while Fassbender excels as
the enigmatic man always
ready to protect his young
protégé despite the fact that
he is pursued by an outlaw
(Ben Mendelsohn). 

It is very much worth seeing
just for the climactic sequence
alone. A true cinematic expe-
rience!

Minions 3D

The adorable Minions,
the scene stealers from the
“Despicable Me” films, finally
get their own movie. Geoffrey
Rush narrates their story with
great authority, which begins
long before their life with Gru. 

As a matter of fact the
Minions have existed since the
beginning of time but always
with the same purpose in
life - to serve the most despi-
cable master they can find.
Their masters throughout
the ages have included T. Rex,
Dracula and Napoleon but
now in the year 1968 Kevin
and his close friends Stuart
and Bob are desperate to find
a new evil boss and inevitably
they head for America... 

The beginning is hilarious
where the Minions acciden-
tally kill off their masters but
once the action moves from
New York to London it loses
some of its momentum.
However, the subplot with the
Queen is very funny while the
voice work, particularly that of
Alison Janney and Michael
Keaton as a modern day
Bonnie & Clyde, works a treat. 

See this enjoyable family
film but make sure you stay till
the end of the credits for an
extra bonus! 

She’s Funny 

That Way

Peter Bogdanovich, the
veteran director of such
classics like “What’s Up Doc”
and “The Last Picture Show”,
brings to the screen a delight-
fully funny comedy in the best
Woody Allen tradition. 

He tells the story of Isabel-
la (Imogen Poots), an ambi-
tious New York actress who
gets her big break when she is
cast in a Broadway play.
Isabella reveals her secrets to
a reporter (Illeana Douglas)
and how her rise to fame
inadvertently affected the lives
of everyone involved in the
play even that of her therapist
(Jennifer Aniston)...

The performances are
excellent and it is directed with
pace, energy and wit! Highly
recommended! 

Blood Cells

Luke Seomore and Joseph
Bull’s impressive debut
feature arrives in cinemas
straight after its premiere at
the Edinburgh Film Festival.
They tell the story of Adam
(Barry Ward), a young man on
a journey across Britain
following the Foot and Mouth
outbreak that tragically ruined
his father’s farm. 

Barry Ward, so good in
Ken Loach’s “Jimmy’s Hall”
delivers another engaging
performance as the solitary
protagonist wandering around
the countryside. He is a charis-
matic presence and carries the
film brilliantly under Seomore
and Bull’s assured direction.

The Burning

Director Pablo Fendrik

describes his f i lm as a

from the Argentinean rainforest
to rescue Vania (Alice Braga),
who has been kidnapped by
mercenaries. 

It is superbly and atmos-
pherically photographed by
Julian Apezteguia, who makes
the most of this beautiful yet
hostile environment. 

Garcia Bernal may not be
in the league of Clint Eastwood
but he sti l l  makes a very
believable and unlikely hero
and shares a terrific chemistry
with Braga.

Convention

This engaging documentary

also known as Lightnin’ Red
and the “Grandfather of
Rap”. 

He is a great personality of
much dignity and grace as he
is enthusiastically spreading
the news around the world
about his groundbreaking
poetry which was indeed the
foundation for today’s Hip Hop
scene. 

Director Mike Todd follows
this extraordinary talent and
explores how the 1973 album
Hustlers Convention became
an inspiration for many black
artists.

Station To Station

Doug Aitken’s unusual
documentary consists of
62 one minute films featuring
performance art across Ame-
rica as a train is travelling from
New York to San Francisco. 

The journey takes over 24
days but every stop provides
an opportunity for a different
kind of act- whether it is
Gospel singing in the Mojave
Desert or Jackson Browne
reflecting on the influence of
the railroad on his music. 

A mesmerising experience!

Accidental Love

This sadly misconceived
film began in 2010 with direc-
tor David O. Russell at the
helm but was left unfinished
when Russell abandoned the
project due to financial prob-
lems. A couple of years later
the studio finished the film
but gave the directorial credit
to Stephen Greene, a pseudo-
nym after Russell abandoned
the project. 

A lot of talent is wasted here

T
he Motherf**ker With the Hat (National Theatre). Right now
I’ve got your attention listen up blasmada. If theatre isn’t your
bag or you’ve become fed up with the lack of variety and

cutting edge stuff then have I got news for you. Stephen Adly
Guirgis’s play will make you sit up and take notice. It is unsurpris-
ingly coarse and riotously funny but it is also one of the most
powerful and perceptive pieces of theatrical writing I have come
across in dealing with the complexities surrounding addiction.

Jackie has been incarcerated for two years, primarily for drug
related crimes though he is not averse to getting involved in all
sorts of criminal misdemeanours. On being released he seeks out
childhood sweetheart Veronica. He presents himself as a reformed
character, the con going straight, now in legitimate employment and
substance free. There is unease but nothing untoward until he notices
a man’s hat. The hat belongs to the eponymous motherf**ker but who
exactly is he and how did it get there? Those questions and a whole
heap of other thoughts gnaw at every sinew of Jackie’s body.
Suddenly staying clean becomes a massive challenge.

In the world of self-help and twelve-stepping he looks for support
and guidance from smooth talking “sponsor” Ralph. He turns out
to be more messed up than Jackie trying to convince him that
Veronica, who also has addiction challenges, is cheating on him
while also espousing the benefits of his “nice nutritional beverages”
which are full of questionable ingredients. As time moves on
Guirgis exposes all the characters as having a mix of “issues”. Cousin
Julio tries to give Jackie an alternative eccentric perspective offering
martial arts as a long-term solution. Gathenas me din bellara dou.

Indhu Rubasingham’s production is a lesson in blasting off and not
looking back. It fizzes throughout crackling with dramatic tension, each
profanity delivered as though it were being fired from an automatic
machine gun. Gung-ho cursing that is authentic street talk as is
Robert Jones’s set. Made up of three realistic apartment interiors
and a symphony of characteristic New York Fire escapes together they
form a strong metaphor for the posse of characters trying to escape
their inner demons. 

The acting is top notch. Ricardo Chavira offers up a big bovine
Jackie, permanently on the cusp of turning this way and that while
Alec Newman’s Ralph is beautifully portrayed using all his pseudo
intellectualism to machinate beneficial scenarios for himself and his
“sponsee”. Flor De Liz Perez is a firecracker Veronica, mercurial yet
manic, while Yul Vazquez’s Julio is a picture of camp charisma.
Adding additional neurosis, as though it were needed, is Nathalie
Armin as Ralph’s vexatious wife. Five characters in need of therapeutic
intervention...and love. A night to remember.

Meanwhile Razia Sofraniou is captivated...The Almeida Greeks,
a season focusing on three particular tragedies, kicked off with
Aeschylus’s huge, bloody saga, Oresteia (Almeida Theatre). A
family drama spanning several decades it is an epic revenge trilogy.
Robert Icke’s production is magnificent performing a root and branch
dissection of the work and making an intense three and half hours
in a theatre feel like you have been entertained, educated and
captivated without ever thinking this is too long. The original is
brilliantly written but Icke adds another dimension by inviting us to
be judge and jury of the feuding, bloodthirsty family.

Agamemnon has killed his daughter Iphigenia to win the Trojan War.
He reaps what he sows as wife Klytemnestra murders him but he is
avenged by son Orestes, bringing a whole new meaning to a
family at war. It is hideously violent at times but what makes this
such enthralling stuff is the total reinvention which reinvigorates the
piece making it very accessible to a modern audience. As though we
hold scalpels in our hands we are allowed to cut open the heads
and hearts of the main protagonists and explore their emotional and
psychological complications. The whole cast play their part in
making it what it is but I was absolutely swept away by Lia Williams.
Her Klytemnestra is not the brutish monster you come to expect but
a far more passionate and astute woman who decides that her course
of action is right and just and goes about her business purposeful-
ly. Thavmasio!

And Victoria Serdou has fun with a troupe from ‘Down

Under’...Adopting a number of circus guises and then getting on
with delivering a quirky, sepia tinted fun show, Scotch & Soda bring
to London Wonderground the type of entertainment for which
this venue is becoming renowned. The skill of the company is
multifaceted ranging from incredible balancing through phenomenal
strength and aerial acrobatics that happen up close and personal. So
much so that as one of the women swung over our heads we feared
for our own well-being as well as hers. 

I wouldn’t say that it was particularly innovative as these kinds of
groups seem to be in plentiful supply nowadays. Nevertheless for 70
minutes you will undoubtedly be amused and astounded by these
Aussie jesters. The one thing that’s missing is there needs to more
like Mozes, a real character in every sense and one whose tomfool-
ery includes roller skating in his birthday suit. Of such absurdities and
silliness are these productions made and remembered. Give us more
please S & S.
