Eide: Leaders are now entering into substantive
negotiations on unresolved core issues

yprus’ leaders are now
‘ entering into substan-
tive negotiations on
unresolved core issues, UN
Secretary General’s Special
Adviser on Cyprus Espen
Barth Eide said yesterday.
He added that the leaders,
namely Cyprus President Nicos
Anastasiades and Turkish
Cypriot leader Mustafa Akinci,
agreed that these negotiations
will be the centrepiece of their
work from now on and that they
will be dealt with in a holistic
and interdependent manner.
In a statement after the third
meeting between Anastasiades
and Akinci, in the framework of
UN-led negotiations on the
Cyprus problem, Eide said that
“with strong determination, and
driven by their joint commit-
ment,” the two leaders “pur-
sued their goal of reaching a
comprehensive settlement as
soon as possible.”

He added, “the leaders joint-
ly reviewed the work achieved
by their negotiators to date.
They welcomed the successful
conclusion of the baseline as-
sessment that they had entrust-
ed to the negotiators in their
first meeting on 15 May 2015.”

“Upon completing the base-
line assessment, the leaders
are now entering into substan-
tive negotiations on unresolved
core issues. The leaders agreed
that these negotiations will be

A
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the centrepiece of their work
from now on and that they will
be dealt with in a holistic and
interdependent manner,” Eide
noted.

Therefore, he said, “Mr.
Anastasiades and Mr. Akinci
have tasked their negotiators
to focus their work on a speci-
fic set of core issues across
chapters. They will work inten-
sively on this task and report
back to the next leaders’ meet-
ing to be held on 29 June

>/
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2015.”

Eide said that the leaders
also reviewed the implemen-
tation of those confidence
building measures that were
previously announced and
continued their work on further
confidence-building measures
in parallel to the negotiation
process. He also said that the
leaders formulated a mandate
for the new committee on
gender equality and appointed
its members.

“Reaffirming the constructive
atmosphere at the negotiating
table, Mr. Anastasiades and Mr.
Akinci expressed once again
their resolve to move forward
without delay and to achieve
further progress towards reach-
ing a comprehensive settle-
ment,” Eide noted.

“As previously agreed, the
next leaders’ meeting will take
place on Monday 29 June
2015,” he concluded.

OT0: Tourist arrivals up from UK, Istael,

Germany, Holland,

ourist arrivals in Cyprus
Tfrom Britain, Israel,

Germany Holland,
France and Austria have
risen significantly in the first
five months of the year, says
the Cyprus Tourism Organ-
isation.

Arrivals from the UK in the
period of January — May 2015
were up by 39,140, or by
16.4% compared to the same
period in 2014.

Tourist arrivals from Ger-
many were up by 26.5% or
7,641. The Israeli market has
recorded an increase of 58.1%
with 9,189 more tourist arrivals
than in 2014.

Tourist arrivals from France
and Holland are also up by
44.7% and 40.7% respective-
ly. The Austrian market has
also recorded an increase of
76.1%.

The CTO says the effort as
regards Russia, the second
largest tourist market, is to
limit the fall to 25% for the
year. Figures show that in the
first five months of the year

tourist arrivals are down by
18.4%, the press release
adds.

So far 29% of the expected
tourist arrivals have taken
place, which in combination
to the briefings from CTO
offices abroad, statistical data,
Hermes Airport data about air
travel and the organisation’s
contacts with partners have
given an indication as to how
the tourist year will go, it
notes.

The CTO believes that in
order to make a change, all
partners will have to work hard
and in coordination with each
other with a view to keeping
hotels open during the winter
season as well.
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Joan Ryan MP: Government proposals not
g0od enough to ease housing crisis in Enfield

t. Hon Joan Ryan MP,
RLabour’s Member of

Parliament for Enfield
North, has raised serious
concerns with how the Gov-
ernment’s housing proposals
will allow more families in
Enfield to buy affordable
homes.

Speaking during a Labour-
led Opposition Day Debate in
Parliament, on Wednesday
10th June, on how best to
address the urgent and grow-
ing housing crisis in the coun-
try, Joan Ryan called into
question whether the Govern-
ment’s proposed Housing Bill
- which includes measures to
extend the Right to Buy to
Housing Association tenants
- was affordable, or workable.
She cited the Institute for
Fiscal Studies who have said
that Government plans could
reduce the amount of afford-
able homes and social hous-

ing stock currently available.

Currently “it would take
a couple with one child (in
Enfield) 20 years to save up
a deposit on a house, and
the average private rent now
consumes 46% of the average
weekly wage (in the borough)
- this is not affordable for
people”, Joan Ryan said. Yet
there was no mention of
private renters in the Conser-
vative manifesto or the
Queen’s speech and, under

the current Government, home
ownership is at its lowest
level for 30 years.

Joan Ryan and the Labour
Party support people’s right to
buy homes, but are calling on
the Government to prioritise
building more homes -
including badly needed
affordable homes, given that,
for the first time on record, the
country’s rate of homeowner-
ship has fallen below the
EU average.

She said: “Conservative
policies have led to a crisis
in the housing market, with
buying beyond reach and
escalating rents for many
families in Enfield.

“Too many tenants are
struggling with the growing
cost of renting, poor standards
and insecurity that is built
into the rental market, yet the
Conservatives don’t have
anything to say on the issue.

“And whilst | support
Right-to-Buy, as | want as
many people as possible to
be able to fulfil their aspiration
of buying their own home, we
need policies that are work-
able, funded and costed.
However, | am concerned
that the Government’s plan to
extend the Right-to-Buy
scheme to housing associa-
tion tenants includes no plans
to replace the homes sold
under the scheme and no
plans to replace the homes
they will force councils to sell
to fund the discounted selling
price.

“I share concerns that the
Government’s plan will lead to
a deepening of the housing
crisis and perhaps an even
greater shortage of council
and housing association
homes. This will be bad news
for Enfield and bad news for
the country, as a whole.”

Haringey children being left behind by the age of 5

ome 39% of Haringey’s
Sfive—year-old children are

failing to meet expected
standards, according to new
analysis by the House of
Commons Library on behalf
of Tessa Jowell.

The research shows that in
2014, 1,225 Haringey children
—or 39% of the total — failed to
achieve the expected level of
development aged five.

In London overall nearly
40,000 five-year-old London
children were found not to
have achieved the standard
expected by the Government’s
Early Years Foundational
Stage framework. The frame-
work measures children
across five disciplines at the
end of the school year in
which they turn five — normal-
ly but not always reception
year - with a minimum stan-
dard across each required to
pass.

The five disciplines are;
communication and language;
physical development; per-
sonal, social and emotional
development; literacy; and
mathematics.

There are 14 boroughs in
which at least two in five

London children are failing to
achieve a decent standard.

23,420 London children
(22%) failed to achieve a
decent standard of commu-
nication and language, and
18,890 (18%) failed on per-
sonal, social and emotional
development.

33,140 (32%) failed on
literacy, and 26,990 (26%)
failed on maths.

Islington and Lambeth
are the worst-performing
boroughs for literacy, with 39%
of children not achieving the
expected standard.

Some 38% of London boys
did not achieve the expected
level of development in litera-
¢y, compared to just 25% for
girls. Boys lagged behind girls
across all the measures, with
the largest gap in personal,

social and emotional devel-
opment (24% of boys failed
to meet the expected level
compared to 12% of girls).

Tessa said: “We should all
be shocked and galvanised
to action by these figures
which tell of over a thousand
Haringey children beginning
on a path that will take them
to a lifetime of inequality and
denied opportunity.

“What is even more shock-
ing is that this waste of
potential can be prevented
by support for very young
families and children in the
first 1,000 days of their life to
ensure that when they get to
school they are ready for
school and ready to learn.

“That’s why if | become
Mayor of London | will act
immediately to restore Sure

Start to its founding purpose
and ensure that every child
has every chance.”

The Early Years Foundation
Stage Profile (EYFSP) is
a teacher assessment of
children’s development at the
end of the academic year in
which the child turns five.

There are five areas of
learning covering 17 early
learning goals (ELGs). Chil-
dren achieving a ‘good level
of development’ (GLD) are
those achieving at least the
expected level within the
following areas of communi-
cation and language; physical
development; personal, social
and emotional development;
literacy; and mathematics.
Those who do not achieve
the GLD are not reaching the
expected level of development
for five-year-olds.

The assessments are
primarily based on observing
a child’s daily activities and
events. Accurate assessment
takes in a range of perspec-
tives, this should include those
of the child, parents, and
other adults that have signi-
ficant interaction with the
child.

Rowan Atkinson sells the
‘biggest insurance claim’ car

omedian Rowan
‘ Atkinson has sold his

McLaren F1 four years
after he made ‘Britain’s biggest
car insurance claim’ to repair
the vehicle.

In 1997 Atkinson bought the
car for roughly £647,000 and
has now sold the F1 car for £8
million.

In February 2013 it was
reported Atkinson had claimed
£910,000 after crashing the
car in 2011. The accident
destroyed most of the back
vehicle, and took a year to
repair.

At the time, the insurance
claim was believed to be the
biggest ever in Britain, beating
a previous record set by the
insurer Aviva.

STOP CLOWNING
AROUND

In September 2008, a user
named PosadaClown had
what he claimed was “the
worst night of my clowning
career” on the message
board Clown-Forum.com.

During a performance at a
Northumberland, UK club
attended by his whole family,
as well as his “gorgeous new
wife, who herself likes to don
the red nose and baggy
trousers from time to time,”

the clown did a stunt which
involved jumping off a
trampoline onto a skateboard
he wrote: “I was supposed
to shoot offstage but ended
up in the front row, where |
managed to land right on top
of the mayor’s wife, breaking
her leg. The poor woman was
in agony and a few in the
crowd took exception and
beat me quite badly.”

He wrote later that she was
suing him for ‘malicious bodily
harm.’

“Crumbs that is a bad
story,” user Millicent - “not a
clown” - responded. “l do
hope you’re insured.”

Yes, clown insurance is a
thing. Injuries to carnival-style
artists and spectators are rare,
but can come as swiftly as
a pie to the face and can be
as sobering as a blast of

seltzer water, so several
companies that insure events
and entertainers offer policies
specifically for clowns. Some
list sample claims such as
someone could slip and fall
because supplies are left on
the floor or water spills or a
balloon could pop and hurt
someone.

The World Clown Associa-
tion also offers insurance to
its members.

Andrew Moler, business
manager of the WCA, says
that 1637 clowns have
purchased a policy through
the organisation, but that
there are few claims and
they’re usually what insurance
agencies called ‘nuisance
claims.

In his five years at the WCA,
Moler can recall only two big
cases. The first involved a
balloon routine: The clown
gathered volunteers from the
audience, sat them on a
series of balloons, and then
popped each one, dropping
the participants’ buttocks to
the floor. A man claimed injury
and sued the clown, the World
Clown Association, and the
mall where the event took
place. The case went to trial
and the insurers ended up
paying tens of thousands of
dollars Moler said.

Although the liability risks of
clowning are low Moler says,
insurance “does offer peace

of mind, one less thing to
worry about while performing.”

And a clown should be, if
anything, carefree.

trip to British Museum

EUNIC visit AG Leventis Gallery, British Museum

he Cyprus High Commis-
Tsion in London organ-

ised last week with great
success a guided visit to the
A.G. Leventis Gallery of the
British Museum for 24 diplo-
mats and representatives of
cultural foundations-members
of the International Organisa-
tion European Union Nation-
al Institutes for Culture
(EUNIC).

The tour was concluded
with lunch at the restaurant
of the British Museum, also
hosted by the Commission.
The event was part of a broad-
er initiative of the cultural
sector of the Commission,
headed by the Cultural Coun-
sellor Dr Achilleas Hadji-
kyriacou, to promote Cyprus
History and Culture in the UK
with an emphasis on the cul-
tural exchanges that shaped
the identity of the island.

Dr Thomas Kiely, the A.G.
Leventis Curator of Ancient
Cyprus at the British Muse-
um’s Department of Greece
and Rome, led the tour to the
collection, which is the main
showcase for the second
largest collection of Cypriot
antiquities in the world outside
of the Island itself. Dr Kiely
explained the origins of the
collection in the economic and
political conditions of the late
Ottoman and early British
periods when archaeology
was still emerging as a
science, and went on to
discuss some of the key

themes of the island’s long
and rich history as illustrated
by the objects on display: the
importance of copper mining
and trade, the distinctive
local writing system, and the
cosmopolitan yet distinctively
Cypriot art styles developed
by Cypriot sculptors in res-

ponse to contacts with their
neighbours. The Museum
works closely with the Cyprus
High Commission to promote
knowledge of this unique
collection to the widest
audience, including among
the large and vibrant Cypriot
community in the United
Kingdom.

The tour continued under-
ground in the Museum’s
labyrinthine storerooms, with
the assistance of the Curator
for Greece and Rome, Dr Dirk
Booms. Only around five per
cent of the Department’s
collection is on display and
there are many treasures held
in the stores. The group was

especially impressed by the
fragments of sculpture from
famous monuments such as
the Mausoleum of Halikar-
nassos and the Artemision of
Ephesos — two of the seven
ancient Wonders of the World.
This material is part of an
active programme of docu-

mentation and publication by
museum curators, in colla-
boration with scholars from
around the world. In the
Cyprus storeroom, the visitors
saw fragments of richly paint-
ed ancient terracotta statues
from the ancient Salamis.
These are currently being
digitally reconstructed and
studied in collaboration with
the Cyprus Institute in Nicosia,
in a wider initiative to facilitate
research and education and
to make the collections avail-
able to the widest possible
audiences across the world.
During lunch, the Cultural
Counsellor of the Commission,
Dr Achilleas Hadjikyriacou,

thanked both Dr Kiely and Dr
Booms for collaborating in the
planning and implementation
of this event. Emphasizing the
importance of Cypriot cultur-
al heritage as a prime example
of cultural exchanges in
Antiquity, he added, “It is our
duty to promote our cultural
heritage as part of a broader
European and World Heritage.
The Cyprus Antiquities Collec-
tion at the second most
visited museum in the world
plays a major role in provid-
ing an insight to the long
history of Cyprus both for the
Cypriot people of the dias-
pora and foreigners alike.
It demonstrates how the
cultural heritage and centuries-
long history of Cyprus have
been shaped by political,
cultural and social develop-
ments.”

The positive reception of the
event was reflected in the
words of the cultural attaché
of the European Commission,
Jeremy O’Sullivan: “Our visit
to the Leventis Gallery was
superbly organised by the
High Commission’s Cultural
Counsellor, Dr. Hadjikyriacou.
My colleagues from EUNIC
London and | were met by the
curator Dr Thomas Kiely. Dr
Kiely communicated his know-
ledge and passion for Ancient
Cyprus and kept us rapt with
his insights, leavened with
irrepressible wit. This was a
perfect example of cultural
diplomacy in action.”

She finds
shelter in an Emergency
Refugee Centre but finds it
difficult to trust anybody...

Schowchow creates a very
believable world of paranoia
and elicits a tremendous
performance from his leading
lady. The early scenes when
Nelly is trying to cross the
border with her son are parti-
cularly tense before the action
moves into the claustrophobic
environment of the Refugee
Centre.

It is worth seeing just for
Triebel’s dignified performance
alone!

Greenwich station. No not the 02, our destination was a little

less glamorous. Cutting through a car park, a stroll along the
river and there we were at the Greenwich Peninsula Jetty. A
picturesque urban location and home to Heartbreak Hotel, made
up of several shipping containers. Welcome to the world of site
specific immersive theatre where we were to be guests of the
ACHE programme - Achieving Creative Heartfelt Experience.

The slightly dotty reception staff greet us with a knowing smirk
offering a warm welcome, hearty food and a specially formulated
cocktail, a sickly sweet concoction. My eye, however, was drawn
by the ostentatiously dressed fortune teller who beckoned me in
promising “one ‘undred percent accuracy my darlin’. Covered from
head to toe in silver jewellery her rotund torso shook with delight as
| agreed with every incorrect word she spoke. My companion could
not contain herself. We made a polite exit and headed back to the
“lobby”. On arrival you are allocated a time slot and then split into
two groups.

The “programme” tour begins in an Aladdin’s Cave of heartbreak
mementos inhabited by one of the ACHE acolytes desperately
seeking real love having been dumped by his heartless boyfriend
Dean. Moving on we come across various other lost souls in search
of redemption. They include a cheating masochistic husband
having fun with a leather clad dominatrix, a couple trying to rekindle
the sexual spark following a recent tragedy and the ubiquitous
maid who finds herself in various rooms, mistiming her entrances
beautifully until she oversteps the mark with programme director
Jaxson. We end in the open air with a damp squib of a sing-along
but the setting is fantastic with city lights providing a wonderfully
distracting backdrop.

Carla Goodman'’s design is colourful and eclectic which
combined with Jon McLeod’s soundscape provide an atmospheric
setting like that of a run-down 1970’s American motel. Constant
chatter can be heard in the corridors and other rooms promising a
far more interactive event. The one hour tour flickers without ever
really catching fire. There is a distinct feeling that neither the
programme nor the clever concept can deliver what they promise.
Needs a touch more of the Twin Peaks treatment to really bring it to
life. Outside the fortune teller continued to promise the moon. Once
bitten twice shy | wasn’t willing to let her break my heart again.

Even when struggling with Laryngitis, as he was, Jackie Mason
(Adelphi Theatre), remains a stand-up comedy legend. From a gen-
eration that brought us some real greats of the craft his appearance
in London was a welcome opportunity to revel once more in his sub-
versive, and sometimes controversial (he has been very outspoken
on the Middle East) material delivered with that very distinctive
Lower East Side accent. Now 83 years old his show is ironically
titled Ready to Rumble. He joked that most people won't buy tick-
ets to see him too far in advance just in case he kicks the bucket.

Much of the material was the familiar kosher shmutterings
but demonstrating his ability to stay abreast of current events Sepp
Blatter got a good kicking as did our current crop of politicians.
However, just like the late Joan Rivers, he is best when addressing
the audience directly, mainly to insult them. One poor sod was
barracked for not laughing, “Did you pass away....yes you!” |
attended his last farewell gig in 2012 and here we were in 2015,
his wicked tongue still in fine fettle. Let’s hope the “farewell tours”
continue for a few years more.

Meanwhile Christakis Bristow is on his hands and knees... Being
asked to crawl into a venue is a new experience for me. That is what
was required in order to get into the Thames Tunnel Shaft for
The Eighth Wonder of the World, another of those site specific
events, this one historical in context and actuality. We are in the
world of Marc Brunel (Peter Harding) and his son Isambard Kingdom
Brunel (Ben Eagle), engineer extraordinaire including the first ever
underwater tunnel. The setting is stunning; damp, craggy walls lit by
an abundance of candles and Union Jack bunting making it a proud
and authentic British experience.

There wasn't really much to the play, two half hour acts followed
by a not particularly good brass quartet. The focus of the story
centred on the banquet in 1827 that father and son were planning
in order to convince investors this was a project they should
become involved with. Tensions rise and they almost come to blows.
However, we never really find out what happened at the banquet
itself. Nevertheless, the iconic setting is really what we came for and
in that sense the production does not disappoint. The legacy was all
around us and Eagle and Harding gave convincing performances.

Despite the inherent weaknesses being made to enter on our
hands and knees was well worth the discomfort.

Finally Victoria Shearon delights in imperfection....Quebec circus
theatre troupe Les Sept Doigts (The 7 Fingers) are back in town with
Traces (Peacock Theatre). It is fabulous entertainment with some
typically awe inspiring moments. Acrobatics, strength, balancing
and even the remarkable site of a performer climbing a pole using
only his hands. Occasionally things go wrong but their stoical
demeanour allows them to laugh about it and continue undeterred
as though this was all part of the jolly good fun they, and we, were
having. With the ability to charm monkeys out of the trees this band
of merry men and one woman deserve to be acclaimed in the same
way as the more polished and pristine outfit emanating from
Quebec.

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arikiaki Newspaper went to
Pcover and investigate the very

popular Eco-build Exhibition
at London’s Excel, organised by
UBM (United News and Media). The
event which hosts exhibitors and
companies from all over the world,
grows stronger each year.

Upon entering the centre, you’'ll be
greeted by friendly staff and plenty
of security guards and stewards with
scanners aiding in the reduction

of paper waste. Struck by the
enormity of the event, you can’t
help but draw comparisons with
our very own Cypriot Wine Festival
& Business Expo, with the Eco-build
brand advertised everywhere you
look. You'll also hear the term
sustainability being thrown around
as often as hello!

Our very own event doesn’t compare
in scale but in my opinion, can be
just as green, if not, even more

so. One really does wonder about
the scale. Is it sustainability? Is it
necessary? Having witnessed the
large scale installations and prints
used for marketing, perhaps we need
to be ‘anti-eco’ to become eco. From
company branding and sponsorships
to a stands of all sizes, ranging from
8m? to 80m?, promotional material is
presented on recycled paper instead
fine veneers, MDF and chipboard. Yet
these questions are still important
and in a sense, unavoidable.

But do we really understand what

it means to us as a community? Is it
something out of our reach that only
large companies and co-operations
can influence? The answer is a stern
“no”. People do have the power to
change their domestic and local
environment. We don’t have to look
far back into our history to discover
how past generations survived

by making themselves and their
communities sustainable.

Companies have of course jumped
on the bandwagon. Keeping up

with the latest trends is important
for survival. Using reclaimed wood

and newspaper insulation help
reduce waste and costs. Throughout
the centuries we find most useful
inventions were borne out of the
need to utilise all raw and organic
materials and not letting a single
thing go to waste. Being able to use
and re-use and store in different
forms generated things we regularly
consume today.

The humble grape is the perfect
example, grown widely around

the world and enjoyed in all over
Cyprus at all times of the day.
Large quantities of grape are
harvested and those which were not
consumed were often re-used to
produce Palouze. Siousioukko (aka
Sougoukos) came from the must of
grapes. The juices used to create
brandy like the well-known ‘37" and

wines like the popular Commandaria.

But it doesn’t stop there, from this
process we make Zivania which

at certain potencies, alters from

a drink to a disinfectant to deep
heat muscle rub. The same can be
said for Halloumi made from milk,
the by-product of which is used to
create Anari not as popular, but in
my opinion, just as tasty and full of
protein and coincidently low in fat.

There are countless examples of
food efficiency. Yet 21st century
living sees that almost 50% of food
thrown away comes from UK homes.

Whether we’re discussing building
or demolition, water harvesting or
solar energy, or coffee and wine,
there is still much to learn in the
production process especially if we
wish to avoid wastage. The green
bug is here to stay and in our own
way it is imperative that we begin to
embrace it.

Euro 2016 qualification victory
over the Czech Republic on
Friday.

Gareth Bale moved Wales clo-
ser to a first major tournament
since 1958 by scoring to secure
a 1-0 victory over Belgium that li-
fted the country top of Group B.
Whilst Bosnia beat Israel 3-1.

Croatia’s 1-1 Euro 2016 qua-
lifying draw at home to ltaly was
marred by a racist incident when
a swastika cross appeared on
the pitch in a match played be-
hind closed doors on Friday.

Imprinted into the grass of the
Poljud stadium, the swastika
was noticeable in the first half of
the Group H fixture played with-
out any fans present after the

Croatians had been given a one-
match ban for prior offences.

“We apologise to all fans
watching the game on television,
to both teams and to our guests
from ltaly for the Nazi symbol,”
Croatian football association
(HNS) press officer Tomislav
Pacak told the Balkan country’s
media.

“As far as we have learned,
the symbol was imprinted into
the pitch between 24 and 48
hours before the match so that
it could be visible during the ga-
me.

“This is sabotage and a felo-
ny, hence we expect police to
identify the perpetrators and we
have also notified UEFA.
