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Greek-American and
Cypriot-American
leaders from across

the United States represent-
ing major national and local
organizations of the com-
munity have gathered in
Washington, DC for the 31st
Annual Cyprus and Hellenic
Leadership Conference June
3-5. The Government of
Cyprus is represented by the
Presidential Commissioner
for Humanitarian Issues and
Overseas Cypriots Photis
Photiou.

The conference aims to
show the importance Cyprus
can play as a strategic partner
of the United States, in a
volatile area and influence
high-level administration
officials who formulate U.S.
policy toward Cyprus, Greece
and Turkey.

“Unlike last year that we
were commemorating the
40th anniversary of the Turkish
invasion, this year is going to
become a much more tactful
conference”, said Philip Chris-
topher, the President of the
International Coordinating
Committee “Justice for
Cyprus” (PSEKA).

Among the participants of
the 31st PSEKA Conference
are the ambassadors of Israel,
Armenia and Egypt.

“We are basically trying to
continue the process of mak-

ing the Republic of Cyprus a
strategic ally of the United
States. As we have discussed
last time, is not only resolving
the division and the occupa-
tion of Cyprus; we feel that as
Cyprus becomes a much
more important partner of the
United States, the chances of
removing the Turkish troops
and ending the occupation be-
come better”, Philip Christo-
pher explained.

“We see now the role of
Turkey with ISIS, with Iran and
Saudi Arabia. There are new
complexities in the region and
that’s why the Republic of
Cyprus must become part of
the triangle with Israel and
Egypt, a strong ally of the
United States.”

At the opening of the
conference, the participants

were briefed on U.S. policy
regarding the Cyprus problem,
by Deputy Assistant Secretary
of State Amanda Sloat.

The conference will con-
clude with a White House
briefing by the National Secu-
rity Advisor of Vice President
Biden, Colin Kahl, and other
NSC officials. 

Vice President Biden was al-
so scheduled to attend, but
his plans may change after the
death of his son Beau Biden
on Saturday.

“Our meeting with the State
Department, the National
Security Council, Vice Presi-
dent Biden and others that we
will see, will be focused on the
strategic situation of building
the Republic of Cyprus as
a key strategically of the
United States; for not only

anti-terrorism or anti-money
laundering but for all the
issues the U.S. is facing in the
area. It is in the best interest
of the United States to have a
united and free Cyprus. That’s
the message we are trying to
convey”, Philip Christopher
said in an interview.

He also said the Greek
American leadership has
spoken to the State Depart-
ment about statements made
recently by US Ambassador
to Cyprus John Koenig.

“They apologized, they said
their positions are the same
and we are looking forward”,
he added.

Reaching the 41st anniver-
sary of the Turkish invasion,
the disappointment of the lack
of a solution is obvious.

“I know there is some type
of optimism in view of the elec-
tion of the new Turkish Cypri-
ot leader Mustafa Akinci.
However, we have seen this
before and we know the basic
problem is Turkey. The key to
the solution is in Ankara and
we haven’t seen enough
progress from there”.

The Greek American lead-
ership is also criticizing the
Obama administration for hav-
ing illusions regarding state-
ments from Turkey about a po-
litical will for a solution.

“Unfortunately there two
issues. One, that the USA has
never put the appropriate
pressure on Turkey, for Ankara
to recognize that this was an
illegal invasion and a conti-
nuing i l legal occupation.
Turkey has administrated over
the years that there are two
things that don’t change. The
Kurdish issue and the Cyprus
issue”, he said.

It’s unfortunate that although
in the administration there are
people like Senator Kerry -
now Secretary of State – and
former Senator and now Vice
President Biden, two of the
best experts in foreign policy
and we cannot get across the
State Department that Turkey
is not a reliable ally. There is
no question that Turkey has
800.000 NATO troops, a big
economy and we have to treat
them like an ally. But true allies
do not occupy other nations”,
said Christopher.

The strategic role of Cyprus is the
focus of the 31st PSEKA Conference

U.S. Senator Bob
Menendez issued a
statement expressing

strong opposition to com-
ments made by U.S. Ambas-
sador to Cyprus John
Koenig on Wednesday at
the University of Cyprus
where he said, that he did
not regard the Cyprus prob-
lem as a problem of inva-
sion and occupation.

“Cyprus is divided today
because Turkey invaded and
occupied the island over 40
years ago,” says the state-

ment by Senator Menendez,
adding that it is an undisput-
ed historical fact and the
violation of Cypriot sovereign-
ty is at its core most certainly
a problem of invasion and
occupation.

“That is why I strongly
oppose the comments of U.S.
Ambassador Koenig on this
difficult topic for the Greek
Cypriot community and its
leadership who are striving to
achieve a peaceful and mean-
ingful resolution to this
conflict”, he points out.

The Ambassador remarks,
he adds, only complicate that
effort to produce a lasting
peace for all Cypriots and
does not reflect U.S. policy or
views.

“Cyprus and the Eastern
Mediterranean region is
poised for tremendous
economic growth and oppor-
tunity, and these comments
create additional challenges
at a hopeful time that are
unnecessary and regrettable,”
concludes the statement.

Furthermore, he met with
the Head of the EU represen-
tation in Belfast Colette
Fitzgerald, who briefed him on
the role of the EU in Northern
Ireland.

Evriviades visited the
University of Belfast and had a

meeting with the Mayor of
Belfast Arder Carson. 

His visit wrapped up with a
meeting with entrepreneurs
and the Director of the Bank
of Ireland.

During his meetings, the
High Commissioner briefed
his interlocutors on the latest
developments in the Cyprus
problem, as well as about the
Cypriot economy`s progress
towards recovery.

In a speech before acade-
mics at the University of
Belfast he underlined the
unifying role of the EU and the
importance of implementing
the principles on which the
EU was funded with a view
to achieve peace in Cyprus,
divided since the Turkish
invasion of the island in 1974.

Evriviades was also
informed about the peace
process in Northern Ireland.

Today he will be visiting
Scotland where he will also
hold meetings.

The government sees

Apair of drugs that uses
the immune system
to attack cancer cells

shrunk tumours in nearly
60 per cent of people with
advanced melanoma accord-
ing to a recent study in the
U.K. - though questions about
survival, side-effects and cost
remain.

Melanoma is the most
serious form of skin cancer,
with an estimated 6,800 new
cases of malignancy expect-
ed to be diagnosed with year,
according to the Canadian
Cancer Society.

Normally the immune
system has brakes that stop
it from attacking our own cells.
But cancerous cells are able
to evade the immune system
by keeping those brakes, or
“checkpoints,” on permanen-
tly.

Immunotherapy aims to
get the immune system to
recognize and target cancer-
ous cells.

“What these drugs do is
they take off those switches,
they undo those check-
points as they’re called, so
they’re checkpoint inhibitors.
So therefore they allow the
immune system to recognize
the cancer cells as abnormal
and then reject them,” said
Mark Harries, a consultant
medical oncologist at Guy’s
and St Thomas Hospital in
London, U.K., who was not
involved in the study.

The British-led randomized
trial involved 945 people with
advanced melanoma who
were randomly assigned to
ipilimumab and nivolumab
to see if the combination
stopped the skin cancer from
worsening. It did in 58 per cent
of the cases, Dr. Jedd Wol-
chock of the Memorial Sloan
Kettering Cancer Center in
New York and his team
reported in The New England
Journal of Medicine.

The tumours were stable or
shrank for an average of 11.5
months, researchers found. In
comparison, the same study
found tumours shrank or were
stable for an average of 6.9

months among those who
received nivolumab alone,
and for 2.9 months in the
ipilimumab-only group.

The study’s authors said it
will be “interesting to deter-
mine whether the efficacy
results reported here will be
reflected in an overall survival
benefit.”

Toxic effects
Serious drug-related side-

effects such as toxic effects
on the liver were reported by
more than half of those in the
combination group (55 per
cent). About 36 per cent of
patients in this group had to
stop the therapy.

“Combining these treat-
ments also increases the
likelihood of potentially quite
severe side-effects,” cautioned
Dr. Alan Worsley, Cancer
Research UK’s senior science
information office. “Identifying
which patients are most likely
to benefit will be key to bring-
ing our best weapons to bear
against the disease.”

The research was also
presented on Sunday at the
American Society of Clinical
Oncology’s annual meeting
in Chicago.

Dr. Leonard Saltz, also with
the Memorial Sloan Kettering
Cancer Center, who was not
involved in the study, told
the meeting the current prices
of the two drugs push the
cost of the regimen into the
hundreds of thousands of
dollars.

Both drugs were developed
by Bristol-Myers Squibb,
which funded the clinical trial.

A man who convinced
150 drivers to take out
bogus insurance total-

ling £60,000 has been jailed
for four years.

Jaymz Clarke-Tomlinson 33,
of Andover admitted 18 counts
of fraud by false representation
and one of forgery. One of his
victims needed hospital treat-
ment because of the stress
of being conned by Clarke-
Tomlinson, Southampton
Crown Court heard.

Detectives said the defen-
dant went to “extraordinary
lengths” to sell insurance to
his victims. One, Vicky Small,
40, of Bournemouth, who has
a serious heart condition and
said: “I could not sleep and
was hospitalised due to the
stress this put on my heart. I
was driving around uninsured,
it does not bear thinking about
what would have happened if
I have had an accident and
injured somebody.”

She said she had been
convinced by his professional-
looking company and website,
called Personal Touch Insur-
ance. The car enthusiast paid
Clarke-Tomlinson £266 to
insure her car and recommen-
ded his service to friends and
family.

City of London Police
Detective Con Gary Kearley
said: “Clarke-Tomlinson went
to extraordinary lengths to sell
his bogus car insurance, even
befriending many of his victims
to target them and their loved
ones.” 

He said the victims were
“exposed to great risks” being
out on the roads with no
insurance. The scam was
uncovered when several
victims found that their cars
did not appear as insured on
the Motor Insurance Database
(MID), the court heard.

Insurance might conjure
up images of suit-wearing
salesmen pushing policies you
would rather not pay for. But
it can be a lifesaver – or a
let-down if you don’t read the
small print.

Young motorists who adopt
‘black box’ car insurance –
also known as telematics – are
not only getting a discount on
their premiums but a technolo-
gical guardian angel for emer-
gencies. A black box sits in the
car and records your driving
style. Data showing routine
safe driving leads to money off

annual car insurance costs.
But the device also detects
crashes and depending on
severity can prompt an insurer
to alert the emergency servi-
ces.

Sarah Wright, communica-
tions manager for Tesco Bank,
which has an accident alert
system on its telematics poli-
cies, says: “If a driver were to
have a serious crash in a rural
location, and we couldn’t
contact them by phone, we
would be able to alert the
emergency services to the
incident and let them know the
location of the car so they
could attend the scene quickly
– potentially saving an injured
driver’s life.” 

Crispin Moger, chief execu-
tive of Marmalade, an insurer
aimed at young motorists,
says: “If there is an accident
on a quiet rural road, the most
dangerous type of road,
telematics can help you to find
the driver. Telematics systems
installed also mean that if the
car is lost or stolen, it can be
tracked.” 

Parents of Marmalade
customers can view their off-
spring’s driving performance
online, which Moger says also
acts as a disincentive for
young people to drive reck-
lessly. He adds: “Instead
of bowing to peer pressure,
young drivers can blame tele-
matics and potential fines for
not taking risks at the wheel
and not, for example, racing
against a friend.”

Meanwhile, life insurance,
which pays out money to
family when your life ends can
actually help to prolong it too.
Some insurers tag an addi-
tional benefit on to the policies
they sell, giving customers
access to a second medical
opinion when they are diag-
nosed with a condition or to
trained nurses who can offer
practical advice as well as
emotional support. For exam-
ple, customers with life insur-
ance through AIG, Friends
Life, Canada Life or Scottish
Widows can also use the
Best Doctors service – where
medical records, or those of a
family member can be sent to
one of the world’s top experts
on any given condition for
analysis. The doctors referred
to are elected by their peers. In
a third of cases this service
has led to a recommended
change in a patient’s treatment
and in 15 per cent of cases
has led to a different diag-
nosis.

IT CAN COVER YOUR
CHILDREN - Critical illness
cover pays out a tax-free lump
sum if you suffer a serious
condition, such as cancer, a
stroke or heart attack. This
money can help pay the bills

while you focus on getting
better.

But good policies also pay
out a smaller chunk of money
if your child suffers a l i fe
threatening illness, a circum-
stance that might require you
to take time off work and
create financial pressures.

Typically the policy will
cover a child from birth up until
18, or in some cases aged 21
if he or she is in full-time edu-
cation. But despite the relative
merits and added extras of
‘protection insurance’, which
includes life cover, critical
i l lness cover and income
replacement for anyone too ill
to work, too few families have
anything in place. Research
by income protection provider
There, part of Reliance Mutual
Insurance Society, shows that
parents are more likely to
protect their pets than them-
selves. 

THE PERIL OF ELECTRI-
CAL GOODS - Buyers of
electrical goods should ditch
the expensive extended
warranties pushed on them at
checkout. Under consumer
law faulty goods can often be
returned to the retailer to be
replaced or repaired for free.
But a home insurance policy
that covers the fallout if such
an item spontaneously com-
busts can be well worth the
premium. Dishwashers, tum-
ble dryers and fridges that
randomly ignite account for
ten per cent of household
blazes, according to analysis
of home insurance claims by
insurer Aviva.

The figures come from more
than 3,000 fire claims the
company received between
January 2014 and February
2015, which caused combined
damage worth more than £40
million. Electrical faults in
general caused four in ten
serious fires. And though
these claims would have been
covered by insurance, fires
inevitably destroy items of
irreplaceable value, such as
jewellery, artwork and old
family photos.

Peter Ketteringham, house-
hold underwriting manager at
Aviva, says: ‘Modern homes
contain many electrical items
such as TVs, DVD players,
sound systems, washing
machines and tumble dryers
– and electrical overload is a
common cause of fires, espe-
cially if wrongly rated fuses are
fitted in plugs.’ He adds:
‘Homeowners should ensure
leads are in good condition
and plugs have the correct
fuses.’

Cypriot Language

The Cypriot language is
something which is slowly
being squeezed out of exis-
tence and I, for one, think it
very sad.

It is a very
cutting language, a very
precise language; it tells you
exactly what the speaker is
saying leaving no doubt in the
mind of the recipient what is
being said! 

Unlike Modern Greek which
sometimes tip toes around the
person you are speaking to
like a ballerina who does not
wish to offend, Cypriot is more
down to earth and challenges
you. This is the very reason
that for my last event as part of
Greek City, I wanted to bring
something for the Cypriots and
this is why I agreed to bringing
the Cypriot Comedy play
which will be on next week
(see Forthcoming Events
below). 

I long to hear the Cypriot

language, the language of
the villages of Cyprus and
although I think the Greeks
speak beautifully, I don’t feel
‘at home’ listening to them. I
don’t feel that I can contribute
anything to the conversation
without feeling that they
will misinterpret what I am
saying, whilst in Cypriot I can
express myself clearly and
precisely.

‘EPOFKARTIKA’ so I’m
going now. See what I mean?
If you don’t understand then
ask your grandmother or learn
Cypriot!

began with “Bridesmaids” where
MCCarthy was nominated for an
Academy Award for Best Suppor-
ting Actress.

She plays
Susan Cooper, a CIA analyst
working in a basement far, far
away from any action until major
events in the Agency force her to
go undercover in order to prevent
a global disaster. 

It is a genuinely funny film and
McCarthy excels as the enthusi-
astic agent who relishes her op-
portunity to see some action
following years of being bound
behind the desk. At the time her
only claim to fame was giving
instructions to her partner Bradley
Fine (Jude Law) and getting him
out of danger but now at long last
she finds herself at the forefront
of a most perilous mission. 

The supporting cast is also
excellent - Alison Janney is at her
sardonic best as Cooper’s dry
witted CIA boss who has no
choice but to let Cooper enter this
dangerous assignment. Jude Law
and Jason Statham are well used
as a couple of top CIA agents
while Miranda Hart is affable as
Cooper’s colleague and friend. 

A good action comedy with
terrific set pieces and very much
worth seeing!

Listen Up Philip

Writer/director Alex Ross Per-
ry enters Woody Allen’s territory
but without the gags. 

Philip (Jason Schwartzman) is
a self centred writer eager to
publish his second novel. He
continues to neglect his photo-
grapher girlfriend Ashley (Eliza-
beth Moss) and jumps at the
chance when his favourite writer
Ike Zimmerman (Jonathan Pryce)
offers him a room at his isolated
summer house... 

It is an engaging comedy with
an excellent ensemble of actors
with Schwartzman on fine form
as the loathsome protagonist.
However, the hand held camera
becomes rather irritating by the
end. 

San Andreas 3D

The disaster movie is back with
a vengeance!

The dialogue is si l ly and
repetitive “Let’s go and save our
daughter” the Rock keeps on
telling his estranged wife Emma
(Carla Gugino), who miraculous-
ly finds herself in the front seat of
the rescue helicopter.

Four Corners

Ian Gabriel’s award-winning but
extremely violent thriller takes
place in South Africa and follows
the story of 13-year-old Ricardo
Galam a chess prodigy living in
poverty with his grandmother. He
is surrounded by Cape Town
street gangs and is looked upon
as a potential member...

Gabriel creates a very authen-
tic but brutal world where no one
is safe and nobody is to be trust-
ed. The acting is raw and natural
while the set pieces about this
ongoing gang war are very
realistic and truly scaring.

Shooting For

Socrates

This is based on a true story
which takes place in Belfast
during the 1986 World Cup and
not in ancient Greece if any one
wonders. 

The eponymous hero here is
Socrates de Souza, the much
admired Brazilian footballer whom
the Northern Irish team much
fear in anticipation to their game

on June 12th in Guadalajara,
Mexico. 

Meanwhile in Northern Ireland
the fans are waiting patiently for
this David and Goliath game... 

It is an affable film but with
hardly any surprises. John Han-
nah is effective as the manager
but it is Art Parkinson who makes
an impression here as the young
boy (also in SAN ANDREAS this
week) rooting passionately for his
country’s team.

1971

This powerful documentary
tells the story of a group of
activists who, on March 6th 1971,
managed to break into a small
FBI office in Pennsylvania. 

It was the night when everyone
was watching the Muhammed Ali
and Joe Frasier fight on television
when these 8 brave individuals
sneaked in and stole every
document they could find. These
documents soon appeared in
newspapers across the country
exposing the Bureau’s illegal
activities... 

It is a terrif ic f i lm, intense
and nail biting especially in the
careful reconstructing sequences.
But most importantly it is the
honesty of these courageous
people, who have been anony-
mous until now, as they explain
the reasons why they were
willing to risk everything in order
to expose the corrupt institution. 

Gascoigne

This honest documentary
focuses on Paul Gascoigne’s
immense talent and how he
became was one of Britain’s
greatest football players. In the
field he was a passionate player
who was not afraid to show
emotion and vulnerability and
people loved him for that. 

In his own words Gascoigne
traces back the steps from his

early days as a young player
before his astronomical rise as a
number one celebrity footballer.
And then inevitably the descent
into hell- his alcoholic years and
the unbearable times when his
phone was hacked and wasn’t
able to trust anyone not even his
own mother. 

Search Party

It is not a surprise that director
Scot Armstrong was also a
co-writer for “The Hangover Part
II” because here we have
another male fantasy about three
friends who after cancelling a
wedding go berserk in the
Mexican desert instead. 

There is no reality here and the
gags mostly fall flat despite the
enthusiasm of the protagonists.
They are an unlikable bunch who
gets what they deserve!

DVD Releases:

FAR FROM THE MADDING
CROWD: This is the original 1967
film directed by John Schlesinger
with Julie Christie as Bathsheba
Everdene, the fiercely indepen-
dent heroine who, after she
inherits a large farm in Dorset,
becomes romantically involved
with three very different men.
Comparisons are inevitable with
the recent remake which is not a
match to the original – Carrey
Mulligan is effective but she tries
too hard to be liked and desired,
whereas Christie’s strong pres-
ence bore much more authority
and a kind of childlike innocence.
Her obsession with Frank Troy,
the handsome Sergeant played
by Terence Stamp was totally
believable and their relationship
was sexy and very sensual.
Nicolas Roeg’s majestic cinema-
tography is breathtaking and
looks absolutely stunning in this
essential blu-ray disc which also
includes interviews with screen-
writer Frederick Raphael and
Terence Stamp.

SCHOOL OF BABEL: Julie
Bertucelli’s documentary focus-
es on a group of children of
different nationalities who have
just arrived in France. They are
Irish, Senegalese, Brazil ian,
Moroccan, and Chinese between
eleven and fifteen years old- all in
the same “reception” class at a
Parisian secondary under the
supervision of Brigitte Cervoni.
She tries hard to bring all these
different people together and
make them feel comfortable and
welcome in their new environ-
ment. It is a compelling film that
needs to be seen.

S
imon Godwin’s production of George Farquhar’s Restoration

comedy The Beaux Stratagem (National Theatre) was delight-

fully frothy and frivolous entertainment. There were one or two

moments when I wondered whether it had crossed the line from to

satire to pantomime but I forgave those occasional hiccups as two

gold-digging young men went about their business of making their

fortune by seducing a bevy of young beauties. The irony was not lost

on me that the play is seen as a classic of English comedy and it is

written by an Irishman. Where Farquhar led Shaw and Wilde et al

followed.

It is set in a tavern in Lichfield (Staffordshire) where all sorts of plots,
sub-plots and misdemeanours are being planned. The stratagem of the
title involves two miscreant dandies Archer (Geoffrey Streatfield) and
Aimwell (Samuel Barnett) who, once they have seduced and married
the well-endowed ladies, would leg it to London to settle into a sybari-
tic lifestyle. All appeared to be fine and dandy as they set their sights on
the oblivious Dorinda (Pippa Bennett-Warner), disguised as the classic
master and servant act. Pleading poverty, otherwise known as self-
inflicted debt, they set their machinations into play. Meanwhile entering
left-field comes country wife Mrs Sullen (Susannah Fielding), sister-
in-law to Dorinda. Suddenly the chaps have an obstreperous adversary.

What follows is uproarious with affectation and amusement aplenty
with Farquhar’s ladling dollops of wit and aphorism in amongst all the
shenanigans. However, the writer as social commentator also ensures
that, as we delight in human foible and idiosyncratic behaviour, we are
forced also to contemplate incompatibility in marriage and the possibility
of divorce being the panacea to such failings. It is cracking stuff and the
hugely talented cast demonstrate terrific comic timing and skilfully send
the whole thing up without ever making the fatal error of looking like
they are enjoying the mischief and pranks more than us.

Fielding in particular displays great panache and finesse bemoaning
her lot while machinating to get her own back on an uncaring husband.
Adding further mirth to proceedings is Pearce Quigley as Scrub, a droll
and expressionless servant to Mrs Sullen. Simon Godwin’s direction is
crisp and creative. He includes a puckish banjo player who interrupts the
action intermittently, his appearance being the cue for characters to
break into song. It brought to mind Danny Kaye as Jacamo in The Court

Jester. A clever touch in an evening that lived up to its billing, a quintessen-
tial English comedy classic. 

Meanwhile Sue Efthyvoulou dreams of flying...Two days after seeing
the co-directed (Timothy Sheader and Liam Steel) Peter Pan (Regents

Park Open Sir Theatre) I had an incredibly vivid dream about flying
high above the city of New York culminating in me swooping down and
carrying the Empire State Building off to an unknown destination. You
could say it was just coincidence but there is little doubt in my mind
that this production was designed to appeal to the child in us adults
rather than the more obvious appeal to children. In this gorgeous
outdoor setting you really do believe that Peter (an ebullient Hiran
Abeysekera) and Wendy (Kae Alexander is excellent) are actually flying
so why not me too.

What made this evening especially memorable was the decision to
relocate J M Barrie’s classic from the Darling family home in comfort-
able Kensington to the unforgiving Somme trenches of World War One.
The effect is transformative. The focus remains on the innocent charm
of the boy who doesn’t want to grow up but now there are also equal-
ly impacting spine-tingling and salutary moments. None more so than
when a very grown up and philosophical Wendy declares “we so hope
our boys will die like English gentlemen”. Suddenly fantasy becomes
frightening reality.

As darkness fell twilight added yet another emotional layer of
intensity to the action. The ever present magic took on an ethereal
quality, Captain Hook’s menace became ever more threatening and
suddenly all the artistic elements, which included innovative design
(hospital beds upturned become grassy fields with the odd symbolic
poppy) incredibly skilled puppetry, evocative sound and spellbinding
aerials, came together to produce an absolutely captivating spectacle.
In the hands of Messrs Sheader and Steel, Barrie’s fairy-tale becomes
a painful commentary on man’s cruelty to his fellow man and one in
which Peter the adult refusenik cannot become reconciled rendering
him almost treacherous in his behaviour.

This will be a tough act to follow and if the rest of the al fresco
season comes close we are in for a wonderful summer.

Finally Yiannis Kyprianou is lost for words....Extraordinary, extraordi-
nary, extraordinary. Every generation has one. In dance that one is un-
questionably Sylvie Guillem. Now fifty years of age she has embarked
on her farewell tour, Life in Progress. It touched down in London last
week at Sadler’s Wells and returns to the capital in July. Beg, borrow,
steal, do whatever you must to witness this unmissable event. 

She transcends dance and takes us on a journey of movement and
expression that is mesmerising. The choreography was not particular-
ly impressive but Guillem operates on a different level to simple execu-
tion of the work. This was thrillingly encapsulated in the final piece Bye,
during which I heard Alan Yentob, sat behind me, exclaim it was the
most incredible thing he had ever seen. I cannot top that except to
say to Guillem for her independent spirit, amazing artistry, integrity and
intelligence; thank you, thank you, thank you.
