Bi-communal forum says federalism
does not intend to seperate but to unite

ypriots Voice, a
‘ bi-communal forum

working for the reuni-
fication of Cyprus, has said
the peace process should
focus on creating a solution
culture at grassroots level
so that basic tenets of a
federal solution are amply
comprehended by the citi-
zens who will be called to
endorse an agreement.

In a two-day conference
during which, some 40 parti-
cipants discussed the latest
developments with regard
to a solution perspective in
Cyprus, the forum said the
election of Mustafa Akinci as
leader of the Turkish Cypriot
community constitutes a
positive development in the
direction of which is necessary
to create the proper climate in
the Turkish Cypriot Commu-
nity for the settlement.

The conference dealt with
issues such as the current
political developments and the
role of citizens, consideration
over the forthcoming elections
in Turkey, problems and pers-
pectives of a Federal Settle-
ment in Cyprus, the European
Dimension -The involvement
of EU and other issues.

After a fruitful exchange of
views on the presentations
made, the conclusions point-
ed out that the positive stance
of the DISY and AKEL political
parties, which represent the
vast majority of Greek Cypri-
ots, along with similar positive
reactions among considerable
segments of DIKO and EDEK,
give hopes for a majority
current in favor of solution.
It noted “a calm rational dia-
logue should be initiated and
carried through so that basic
solution parameters and feder-
al ideas are internalized by the
community at large”. It should
be made clear, in this regard,
it added, “that federalism does
not intend to separate but to

unite an already fragmented
country and society”.

It also noted the determina-
tion of the leaders of the two
communities, Nicos Anastasi-
ades and Mustafa Akinci, to
enter into intensive result
oriented negotiations and the
positive steps already made
by them create a new solution
perspective the dynamics of
which cannot be missed.

Security concerns of
both communities should be
adequately addressed and
reconsidered within a broader
future oriented context of
multilevel and multilateral
security networks offered by
European practices.

It also said that a peaceful

solution reunifying Cyprus is
in the interest of all parties
involved including Turkey, and
a consistent effort should be
made towards establishing
working relations with Turkey
within the context of a win-win
approach which would pro-
mote the cause of a lasting
settlement.

Leaders are also urged to
proceed with new “low-profile”
Confidence Building Measures
which would positively affect
the daily lives of the people
while in relation to the EU
connection; a viable solution
should be compatible with
basic EU principles, the four
freedoms in particular.

Furthermore, it underlined
that to safeguard that an
agreement will be endorsed
by the people and be sustain-
able, civil society organizations
and citizen groups should be
involved with the aim to help
people become more recep-
tive of cultural diversity, reduce
social distance between the
two communities, make the
peace process more inclusive
and participatory and adopt a
citizen-centred approach to
address all aspects of human
security.

President: We are determined to work with

sincerity and willingness for a Cyprus settlement

e are determined to work with
Wsincerity and willingness for a

solution to the Cyprus prob-
lem that will terminate the occupation,
Cyprus President Nicos Anastasiades
said on Tuesday, expressing hope that
Turkey will put in practice what it
declares publicly with regard to its
determination and willingness to
support an agreed and just solution.

Addressing the participants at a
seminar of the Youth Organization of
Cyprus, President Anastasiades said,
among others, that the problems the
Greek Cypriot and Turkish Cypriot youth
face are common.

“Unemployment is common, the
problems of your future in particular are
equally painful, if no way out is found
through a viable and functional solution
(to the Cyprus problem) with full respect

for human rights. That is why it interests
everybody,” he added.

He noted that “it is time for all those,
who are involved and constitute the
factors for a solution, to realize that they
must create the appropriate climate, so
that the young people also begin to com-
prehend that there is at last a need for
mutual understanding and intermingling”.

President Anastasiades noted that “we
are not seeking the solution to the Cyprus
problem antagonistically or as part of a
blame game. We do not have the luxury
to do so.

“l want to be clear in every direction
and mainly to the Turkish and Turkish
Cypriot sides: The Greek Cypriot side is
not helped through the attribution of
blame. We are not interested as to who
will be responsible for a deadlock that
will keep our homeland partitioned.

What interests us is to reunite this land,
because we do not deserve to live in a
lesser homeland”, he noted.

He went on to add that “we hope and
wish that Turkey will come to realize at
last that it must put in practice all that it
declares publicly; in other words all those
statements about its determination and
willingness to support an agreed and just
solution that we, Greek Cypriots and
Turkish Cypriots together, will negotiate
and agree on.”

“On our side, we are determined to
work with sincerity and willingness for a
solution that will at last terminate the
occupation and the illegal settling, that
will free Cyprus from foreign dependen-
cies, and that will restore and safeguard
the human rights and basic freedoms
of all Cypriots without exception,” he
concluded.

More-
over, the Greek language
holds an important place in
the history of Europe, the
Western world and Christian-
ity.

Ancient Greek literature
includes works of monumen-
tal importance and influence
such as Homer’s epic poems
of the lliad and the Odyssey.
Greek is also the language in
which many of the founda-
tional texts of Western philo-

Picking up some of the
points Mr Christou makes
(letters 21st May), there is
plenty of evidence that the
Conservatives are throwing
vulnerable people off benefits.
One example is Tim Salter, a
blind man with mental health
problems, who hanged him-
self after having his benefits
cut (Daily Mirror 28 December
2013). The coroner in that
case, Andrew Haigh, ruled that
the benefits cut was a major
factor in Tim Salter’s suicide.
The DWP is internally investi-
gating 60 such suicide cases
associated with DWP actions
(The Guardian, 3 January
2015).

Between April 2013 and
March 2014, the DWP said
they sanctioned 918,600 peo-
ple. This means that benefits
were stopped from 4 weeks
up to a maximum of three
years for nearly a million
people over that one year. A
total of seven million weeks of
sanctions were imposed.

The Work and Pensions
Select Committee published
a report about the sanctions
on 24 March 2015. The Com-
mittee’s investigation arose
from the case of David Clap-
son, who died, starving and
destitute, when his benefits

were stopped after he missed
one meeting at the job centre.
Mr Clapson had worked for
29 years before he claimed
benefit. When he died, he had
no food in his stomach. He
was diabetic, and without his
benefit, he couldn’t afford
to eat or put credit on his
electricity card to keep the
fridge where he kept his
insulin working. Three weeks
after his benefits stopped, he
died from diabetic ketoacido-
sis, caused by a severe lack
of insulin.

The Work and Pensions
Select Committee made 26
recommendations to change
the sanctions regime aiming
to protect vulnerable peo-
ple like David Clapson. The
Labour Party committed to
accept all the recommenda-
tions. The Conservatives
haven’t said they will accept
any.

Turning to food banks, The
Trussell Trust say that benefit
delays and sanctions are
one of the main reasons for
the huge increase in people
coming to them. They have
provided almost 1.1 million
people with food. However,
Dr Eoin Clarke’s report ‘Food
Bank Britain’, says that The
Trussell Trust only run around
43% of the food banks in
Britain, so the number of
people going to the other 57%
of food banks simply isn’t

known.

In February 2015, the Envi-
ronmental, Food and Rural
Affairs Select Committee
called on the Conservative
Government to introduce an
official statistical measure
of total UK food bank use.
The Government refused to
accept the recommendation.

Tony Christou is right that
Labour started privatisation of
the NHS. But, under Labour,
hospital trusts were only
allowed to earn 2% of their
income from private patients.
In their Health and Social Care
Act, the Conservative Govern-
ment increased that to allow
NHS trusts to earn up to 49%
of their total income from
private services.

Information from the NHS
trusts and financial regulator,
Monitor, already shows the
average income from private
patients per NHS foundation
trust went up by 58% between
2010 and 2014. This is likely
to lead to a two tier NHS
system, where those who
can afford to pay will get
much faster treatment, with
increased waiting times and
poorer service for everyone
else.

Some of my family vote
Conservative. When | ask why,
they say ‘I will do better under
the Conservatives’, so | think
that George Savva must be at
least partially right that some

people vote the way they do
for selfish reasons.

| certainly could not vote
Conservative with a clear
conscience. Whilst many
vulnerable people are being
hounded by the Government
to pay down a deficit they did
not cause, none of the bank-
ers who caused the Crash
have been jailed, indeed, they
are being rewarded as well
as before. Meanwhile, mil-
lionaires and Corporations are
given tax cuts, and tax avoid-
ance and evasion is allowed
to continue to the tune of an
estimated £120 billion a year.

One glance at the 2015
Sunday Times Rich List
shows that there is something
very wrong with a Conserva-
tive Government presiding
over an explosion in poverty
wages, benefit cuts and food
bank use, at the same time as
the collective wealth of
Britain’s richest people more
than doubled.

Night Bus changes must not

leave passengers worse off

ight Bus services in
N Enfield could face

changes this Septem-
ber after the introduction of
the Night Tube, Transport for
London (TfL) has announced.
Local London Assembly
Member Joanne McCartney
AM warned TfL to be sure their
changes don’t leave passen-
gers worse off.

Ms McCartney’s comments
come after TfL launched a
consultation into changes to
the Night Bus to complement
the Night Tube from Septem-
ber. Proposals from TfL would
see the introduction of 20 new
services, but 17 of these would
run only on Friday and Satur-
day evenings. Ms McCartney
welcomed the additional
routes but said, with the Night
Bus providing a cheap and
easy way to travel home from
work at night, she would like to
see the service continued
throughout the working week.

Whilst there are currently no
proposals to axe entire night
bus routes, reductions are
planned for 17 routes across
London. TfL said the reduc-
tions will be made to those
routes where passengers
were more likely to use the
Night Tube. Joanne McCart-
ney AM said TfL must ensure
their reductions “don’t leave
Londoners feeling less safe.”

Joanne McCartney AM
raised her concerns over staff
and passenger safety this
week at Mayor’s Question
Time and pressed the Mayor
to ensure that there is no

single staffing, particularly in
outer London boroughs when
the night tube is operating.
She also raised concerns with
the Mayor on the potential
reduction of night bus services
in Enfield when the night tube
begins in September 2015.

Commenting on the propo-
sals, London Assembly Mem-
ber Joanne McCartney AM
said: “The Night Tube will
be fantastic for Enfield and
for London but many local
people will still rely on night
buses to get them that much
closer to their front door.

“Whilst | welcome that TfL
aren’t planning on axing any
routes entirely we will need
to be absolutely sure their
reductions in frequency don’t
leave Londoners feeling less
safe.

“Nobody wants to see
passengers forced to wait long
times at secluded bus stops
or walk long distances home
from the tube station at night.

“l have raised these
concerns with the Mayor of
London and will continue to
press the Mayor to ensure that
residents in Enfield feel safe
when travelling home and do
not see a reduction in their
night bus services.

“It's great to see that some
new services will be running
in, but with night buses
providing a cheap and easy
way to travel home from work
at night, ideally I’'d want to
see the service continued
throughout the working
week.”

is further compounded when
false expectations are raised
by speculative reports”.

“Only after rigorous scien-
tific analyses have confirmed
the nature of excavation sites
or identities of missing
persons will the CMP be in a
position to publically comment
on its findings” it is noted.

News organisations are
finally encouraged to careful-
ly verify information and con-
sider its effects on relatives
of missing persons before
publication.
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Villiers campaigns to save Greek A Level

heresa Villiers, MP for
TChipping Barnet, has
started a campaign to
save the A level in Greek and
stop it from being abolished
by Edexcel (who set exams).
She also believes it is very
important to retain A Levels in
other languages which are
under threat, such as Turkish
and Polish. Edexcel have
proposed scrapping A Levels
in all these languages.
Theresa met leading mem-
bers of the British Cypriot
community over the bank
holiday weekend, at Manor Hill
Greek School in Totteridge, to
hear their concerns about the
damage which would be done
if the A Level in Greek were to
be abolished. This included
representatives of the Cyprus
High Commission, the Greek
Embassy, the Hellenic Educa-
tion Coordinating Committee
in the UK - E®QENE (KEZX,
OEZEKA, AEZA), Manor Hill
and Finchley Greek schools,
the Cyprus Educational Mis-
sion in the UK, the Greek
Orthodox Archdiocese of
Thyateira and Great Britain,
the National Federation of
Cypriots in the UK, and the
Association of Greek Ortho-
dox Communities in the UK.
Following the meeting,
Theresa Villiers said “l have a
number of highly successful

Greek schools in my consti-
tuency providing important
educational opportunities for
the Greek and Greek Cypriot
community.”

“They believe that the Greek
schools in north London would
find it hard to survive without
being able to offer A Level
studies. This would have a
significant impact on commu-
nity cohesion. Study of the
Greek language has always
been a crucial way to keep the
Cypriot community together
and give the younger genera-
tion an appreciation of their
cultural heritage.”

“This is an issue of equali-
ty. We are rightly proud of our
diverse multi-ethnic society in
the UK and nowhere is this
success more apparent than
the borough of Barnet, one of
the most diverse boroughs in

the country. British Cypriots
are an influential and much
valued part of our communi-
ty. Abolishing the Greek A
Level would send a very
negative signal about our
respect for the Cypriot com-
munity. My concerns are
compounded by proposals to
abolish the A Level in Turkish
which is also valued by many
in my constituency.”

“The study of modern
languages is crucial if we are
to remain competitive in this
country and succeed in the
global race for jobs and invest-
ment. Abolishing A Levels in
Greek and the other langua-
ges under threat would be
very counter-productive to
achieving this important
educational goal.”

“For several hundred years,
study of the classical langua-

ges was the cornerstone of our
education system. While much
has changed in education in
recent years, it is still the case
that an understanding of
Greek language, history and
culture — the cradle of Euro-
pean civilization - can provide
valuable insight into British
history. It is also the case that
scrapping the Greek A Level
will make it even more difficult
for universities to retain their
departments for classical
studies and languages.”

Theresa Villiers will be
working with other north
London MPs to seek to save
the Greek A Level. She is
contacting the Secretary of
State for Education and
Edexcel to urge them to
reverse the threat to A Levels
in Greek and other langua-
ges.

and the establishment of a new order (323 - 64 B.C.)

Alexander died leaving only a
mentally unfit half brother, Philip
Arrhidaeus, and a preghant wife,
Roxanne, who eventually gave birth
to a son, Alexander IV. Neither of
these was capable of ruling, which
left the job of organising and ruling
Alexander sempire to his generals.
Rarely, if ever, has a more capable
and ambitious group of men been
gathered in one place with such
an empire at stake. As one might
expect, a long and bitter struggle for
control of the empire ensued.

realms. Although many Greeks and
Macedonians were willing to abandon
their poorer homelands for the promise
of wealthier horizons to the east, they
were still few in number compared to
the native population they ruled. Most
Greeks and Macedonians coming to
settle in Asia were concentrated in the
many Greek style poleis founded by the
Hellenistic monarchs. The Seleucids in
particular were great founders of cities,
seeing each one as an island of Greek
power and culture in the midst of a
hostile Asian sea.

replaced Greek rule in the East with
that of Rome.

The last, most successful, and
longest-lived kingdom was in Egypt,
founded by another of Alexander's
generals, Ptolemy. He clearly saw
that no one would be able to hold
all of Alexander's empire together.
Therefore, he went for a more realistic
and limited goal, taking Egypt, which
was rich and fairly isolated from
invasion. All the kings of this dynasty
were named Ptolemy and ruled much
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The basic pattern of these wars was
that one general would gather a large
amount of power into his hands, which
would drive the other generals to unite
against him before he took everything
and destroyed them. As a result, no one
was able to control all of Alexander's
empire, which had fragmented by
275 B.C. into three large kingdoms:
Antigonid Macedon, Seleucid Asia, and
Ptolemaic Egypt.

The first of these kingdoms
Macedon, was ruled by the Antigonid
dynasty. The Antigonids also tried to
maintain control of Greece, but were
only able to hold onto various strategic
cities from time to time. Opposing the
Antigonids and each other were the
Aetolian and Achaean Leagues, which
commanded the allegiance of most of
the cities in Greece. Greece during this
period saw a confusing and continuous
power struggle between these leagues,
Macedon, and various independent
city-states such as Athens and Sparta.
In the end, no one gained control and
everyone was worn out from all this
constant bickering. This set the stage
for Rome to come in and finally establish
long lasting peace and stability through
its conquest of Greece in 146 B.C.

The bulk of Alexander's Asian
lands were united under the Seleucid
dynasty, founded by Seleucus |
Because of the size of their Empire,
the Seleucids did what they could to
attract Greek and Macedonian soldiers,
artisans, and merchants to settle in their

Outside of these Greek cities, native
culture continued, largely untouched
by Greek civilization. Most of these
colonies were concentrated in the
western parts of the empire, especially
in Asia Minor (modern Turkey) and
Syria, the most famous being the Syrian
city of Antioch. In the vast interior of the
eastern part of the empire, the cities
were few and far between, and the
influence of Greek culture was confined
to the cities, reaching very little into the
countryside. Even in the western parts
of the empire Greek influence rarely
spread outside of the cities.

Such a widespread realm had
virtually no cohesion, making it very
difficult to hold together. Almost
immediately after Seleucus | founded
his dynasty, the fringes of the empire
started to splinter. Seleucus first let his
Indian lands go to the great Indian king,
Chandragupta, in return for 500 war
elephants. Asia Minor also started to
fragment when Attalus, king of the city-
state of Pergamum, started to carve out
a kingdom in the western and southern
parts of the peninsula. Soon other
states such as Bithynia, Pontus, and
Cappadocia were also emerging in Asia
Minor. This left Syria, Palestine, and
the Asian heartland to the Seleucids.
A new tribe, known as the Parthians,
invaded from the northeast and kept
chipping away at the Seleucid lands
until all that remained were the lands
around Antioch in Syria. In 64 B.C,,
the Roman general Pompey finally put
an end to these pathetic remnants and

as the pharaohs had done for centuries.
They were absolute rulers over a highly
centralised state. All land was owned
by the king and worked by the peasants
for his benefit. Government monopolies
on grain, oil, metals, glass, and papyrus
also swelled the king's treasury, making
Ptolemaic Egypt the richest of the
Hellenistic kingdoms.

After Alexander

The Time of the Diadochi (323-281 BC)

The showpiece of the Ptolemaic
kingdom was Alexandria, which was
founded by Alexander in 330 B.C.
and destined to be the greatest of all

Hellenistic cities. It was here that the
Ptolemies established possibly the
finest library and university up to that
point in history. The library had an
estimated 700,000 scrolls and was the

largest collection of books in the ancient
world. Unfortunately, it was destroyed
by several fires set off by wars and riots
that occasionally rocked Alexandria
throughout its history. There is no
telling how much ancient knowledge
was lost as a result.

The Museum, or university, in
Alexandria was also another splendid
example of royal patronage. It had
some 14,000 students along with
botanical gardens, a zoological park,
and a medical school. It was here
that many of the greatest minds of
the day converged to develop and
show off their talents. As a result,
ancient Greek science saw many of its
greatest advances in Alexandria during
this period. Finally, there was the
Lighthouse of Pharos, which was 100
feet tall and cast a beacon for 30 miles.
It supposedly had a steam-powered
foghorn and a system of mirrors much
like a periscope, so that people on
ground level could survey the horizon
from the perspective of being on top.

The Ptolemies' main rivals were
the Seleucid rulers of Asia. These two
powers clashed constantly for a century
over control of Syria and Palestine,
with the Seleucids finally winning the
struggle. The Ptolemiesalso builtalarge
navy and had political and economic
interests in Asia Minor. Egypt's wealth
and stability made it the last of the
Hellenistic kingdoms to fall, as with the
others, at the hands of Rome. In 3l
B.C., in a naval battle at Actium off the
coast of Western Greece, the combined
fleets of the Roman general Marc
Antony, and Cleopatra were destroyed
by another Roman, Octavian. This
marked the end of Hellenistic Egypt,
and also the Hellenistic era, although to
a large extent, Roman civilization was
a continuation of Hellenistic civilization.

Conclusion

The Romans, coming into contact
with the Hellenistic East, would adopt
Greek culture as their own and pass it
on to our culture developing in Western
Europe. The Romans' successors
in the East, the medieval Byzantines
(Greeks), would also pass Greek
civilisation directly on to Western
Europe and to the Muslim Arabs. They,
in turn, would add to Greek math and
science and then pass it on to Western
Europe through Muslim Spain. Thus
Europe received its Greek heritage
from three separate sources. That
alone should show the importance of
the Greeks to our own culture, and how,
thanks to the diffusion of Greek culture
during the Hellenistic Age, the Greeks
are still very much with us.

is Dan Fogenham’s pleasing

comedy which is inspired by
a true story.

Danny Collins has been
a top rock singer since the
seventies and there are no
signs of slowing down until
his manager (Christopher
Plummer) presents him with a
40-year-old undelivered letter
from John Lennon written spe-
cially for Danny. This prompts
Danny to change the course
of his life - he immediately
cancels all his commit-
ments including forthcoming
concerts, he leaves his luxu-
rious mansion and his attrac-
tive but unfaithful young part-
ner and checks into a small
New Jersey hotel in order to
re-connect with his son Tom
(Bonny Cannavale) with whom
he hadn’t been in touch for a
very long time.

Meanwhile Danny develops
an unlikely friendship with
Mary Sinclair (Annete Bening),
the hotel’s no-nonsense
manager...

Pacino relishes Fogenham’s
witty script and excels under
his assured direction. The film
cleverly avoids sentimentality
and effortlessly mingles
drama with comedy to a great
effect. The supporting perfor-
mances are spot on - Bening
is delicious as the dry witted
manager while Cannavale is
excellent as Danny estranged
son.

This enjoyable film is beau-
tifully complimented by John
Lennon’s iconic music and
songs and is a must not just
for Al Pacino’s fans.

Iis pity she’s a whore
here is much to admire and enjoy in Calixto Bieito’s
Taudacious and blatantly lascivious Carmen (London
Coliseum). While most Carmen’s offer the acceptable
Latin facade of bullfighting, rustic merriment and a cacophony
of olés as the femme fatale lures one deluded lothario after
another into her welcoming loins this production is far more
dark and overtly sexualised. Some of the scenes are more akin
to a heterosexual version of Derek Jarman’s Sebastiane as
it detonates with explicit, stomach churning brutality from
the outset continuing inexorably until that heart-wrenching
climax.

In Justina Gringyte (Carmen) Bieito has found a kindred
spirit as she struts her stuff in a flurry of figure hugging skirts
split to the upper thigh which when combined with a shock
of surprisingly blond hair (my Peruvian companion assured
me that many Spanish women dye their hair) help create a
passionate and beguiling seductress. As if her physical attri-
butes were not enough she lures each fool ever closer with
a mellifluous enticing tone.

In acknowledging her voluptuousness and talent, which is
admirably matched by Eric Cutler as a strident Don Jose
and Leigh Melrose, an oleaginous and strong Escamillo, the
constant unabated sexualisation offers no respite. Bieito’s
determination to take our sensory overload to the elastic
limit, no doubt the intent being to force us to pontificate as
to the rights and wrongs of the behaviour on view, goes as
far as to introduce into the emotional melee the next genera-
tion of women who are to be encouraged to repeat this
destructive cycle. Effectively a statement of child abuse as a
young girl goes through the grooming process. My sensibi-
lities remained intact but that concept required much more
than a cursory introduction of said child.

Nevertheless, the impact is disturbing and mirrored by
the military hierarchy. They maltreat their subordinates who
continue the abusive bent by treating their women as an
opportunity to satisfy any and every urge. It is relentless and
you will have little or no opportunity to breathe and contem-
plate the brutality just witnessed as you are pummelled with
scene after scene of heinous hedonism. We are in the midst
of debauchery and the desolation of all things humane.
Conductor Richard Armstrong struggles to maintain the
orchestra at the required fever pitch though if they too had
played aggressively it would have been unbearable.

Finally a mention for Alfons Flores’ set design and Merce
Paloma’s costumes which in combination are dazzling, adding
layers of colourful lustfulness to proceedings. I'm all for inno-
vation but this Carmen is much more akin to a thoughtless
prostitute than the hot-blooded, spirited vixen asserting her
femininity. As a result we care much less when she is slain
by one of her obsessed lovers.

Meanwhile Matthieu Sandriou enjoys tradition...Looking
around the Royal Opera House during La Traviata | was
struck by how seemingly unmoved the audience appeared
to be, as though stunned into inanimate silence by Richard
Eyre’s straight down the line production. Personally | found
it a most refreshing experience. In a day and age of experi-
mentation and artistic license for once the director had made
every effort to let Verdi’s sublime score and Francesco Maria
Piave’s subtle libretto do the talking. The singing was admir-
able. Marina Rebeka was outstanding in the key role of Vio-
letta, an emotionally tender interpretation with wonderful tech-
nique. Ismael Jordi’s Alfredo did not quite match Rebeka
vocally yet his overall portrayal was thoroughly convincing.

The party guests were a well-mannered lot and didn’t
offer up much even when confronted with the more drama-
tic moments of the piece. That may sound like a criticism
but au contraire mes amis. It allowed me to revel in the
composer’s ingenuity, music that is simply divine. That which
| find constantly amazing about Verdi is the enrichment one
feels as you listen ever more intently to the way every note
is impeccably used to offer atmosphere to the drama, most
notably when the gambler Alfredo chucks his ill-gotten gains
at the tormented Violetta. A cathartic moment in an evening
of controlled and riveting operatic entertainment.

And Rose Goodenough revels in great storytelling...
Beautiful Thing (Yvonne Arnaud) tells the story of two
adolescent boys Ste and Jamie on a run-down council estate.
They find each other and they find love. Jamie’s neurotic
mother Sandra (ex-EastEnder Charlie Brooks in terrific form)
and her liberal boyfriend Tony are an odd couple. Meanwhile
on another part of the estate lives Leah, another troubled
teenager. Between them they represent the fundamentals of
any urban social welfare policy.

Despite these circumstances it is an uplifting and touching
story superbly written by Jonathan Harvey with great
performances by the whole cast. The moment the two boys
realise that the emotion they are feeling is not unnatural but
merely an expression of their love is beautifully conveyed
and gently makes the point that in this day and age you
should be free to love who you like without fear of discrimi-
nation. A wonderful evening in every sense.
