Cyprus Government
Spokesman Nicos
Christodoulides said

on Sunday that President
Nicos Anastasiades and new
Turkish Cypriot leader
Mustafa Akinci asked their
negotiators to prepare a joint
list of ‘low politics’ confi-
dence building measures.

Invited to comment on
remarks made by Turkish
Cypriot negotiator, Ozdil
Nami, Christodoulides said
this list will be submitted to the
two leaders who have the sole
competency to decide which
measures will be adopted.

Anastasiades and Akinci
met on Monday, May 11, in
the presence of UN Secretary-
General’s Special Adviser for
the Cyprus problem, Espen
Barth Eide, in a meeting that
marked the resumption of the
UN- brokered talks after ten
months.

Noting that both leaders’
will to proceed with CBMs is
important, Christodoulides
noted that “they understand
the added value such a
process will have in parallel
to the negotiating process in
support of talks overall aim.”

“We should wait until the
meeting in May 29 during
which this is issue will also be
discussed,” he added.

Replying to a question,
Christodoulides said the
negotiations on the various
aspects of the Cyprus prob-
lem is expected to begin in the
May 29 meeting.

Noting that the Greek Cypri-
ot side hopes that the condi-
tions for a positive result would
be created though a sincere
and substantive dialogue with
the contribution of all parties
involved, the Spokesman
pointed out however that

“all will be determined on the
negotiating table.”

He described the election of
Mustafa Akinci as the leader
of the Turkish Cypriot commu-
nity as “a positive develop-
ment,” noting that Akinci
spoke publicly on the need to
reunify Cyprus and terminate
the island’s occupation.

However, he pointed out
that Turkey’s active involve-
ment is a necessary compo-
nent to create the conditions
that would warrant optimism.

“On the Cyprus President’s
side, there is an absolute
readiness and political will and

we expect with the start of
the talks with Akinci to see
how the process is moving
forward,” he added.

Furthermore, speaking
during a ceremony in Paphos,
Christodoulides said “the
termination of the Turkish
occupation, the reunification
of our country, and the
creation of the conditions that
would allow all Cypriots, Greek
Cypriots and Turkish Cypriots
alike to live in peace remains
our top priority.”

“President Nicos Anastasi-
ades is determined to conti-
nue working hard in order
to create conditions that will
allow us to be optimistic about
a positive outcome that will
end the occupation and
reunite our country,” he con-
cluded.

Meanwhile, the EU-Turkey
Association Council, which
met in Brussels on Monday,
reviewed EU-Turkey relations,
heard views on a range of
issues and reaffirmed the
significance the EU attaches
to its relations with Turkey, as
a candidate country and a key
partner for the EU.

The EU expressed its expec-
tations for Turkey to actively
support the negotiations
aimed at a fair, comprehen-
sive and viable settlement of
the Cyprus problem within the
UN framework, in accordance
with the relevant UN Security
Council resolutions and in line
with the principles on which
the Union is founded.

“Turkey’s commitment and
contribution in concrete terms
to such a comprehensive
settlement remains crucial,”
it pointed out.

Cyprus Foreign Minister
Ioannis Kasoulides referred
to a document Turkey had
circulated at the end of the
previous Association Council
which described the Republic
of Cyprus as “defunct”, say-
ing this did not give time to the
Greek EU presidency at the
time to comment.

On Monday, Turkey distrib-
uted its initial document in time
and the reference to a defunct
Cyprus has been deleted.

“The Republic of Cyprus is
a legal and recognised state
in the EU, he said.

Leaders await for a joint ‘low politics’
CBM list, Spokesman says

Cyprus Tourism Organisation (CTO)
and Cyprus Hotel Association (CHA)
see positive trends and figures for

this year’s tourist season.
Chairman of the Board of CTO Angelos

Loizou and Deputy Director General of the
Organization Annita Demetriades attended
yesterday a meeting of the board of the CHA,
under President Harry Loizide.

Loizou said that “the first countries we give
great emphasis are the traditional markets
such as England and Germany, and it is
fortunate to see there are positive trends in
the arrival of tourists for at least the six months
beginning on November 1.”

One of the main our purposes, he noted, is
to lengthen the winter season. 

“If you look at 2015 alone it seems to be on
track. There are new markets for us, such as
France, Poland and neighbouring Israel which
gives us significant increases over the last two
years as well as other Arab countries,” he

added.
Concerning the Russian market, Loizou said

that we are almost daily in touch with tour
operators. He expressed conviction that
“hopefully we can curb the reduction in 25%”
adding that from what hoteliers are saying the
reduction rate can be even lower.

From his part Loizides said that during the
meeting they discussed the long-term strate-
gy of CTO in view of the efforts to make the
so-called ‘rebranding’ of Cyprus. 

“We hope that through this dialogue that
we launched we will agree on common ways
to address the issues, because at the end of
the day the goal is common to all,” he added.

At the same time he said that during
the current tourist season it appears that the
numbers in tourist arrivals are quite encourag-
ing despite the losses from the Russian
market. However, he added, we hope to
continue this trend until the end of the
season.

CTO and CHA see positive trends and

figures for this year’s tourist season

Mayor of Famagusta,
Alexis Galanos and
members of the

Municipal Council were
received on Tuesday by
President of the Republic
Nicos Anastasiades, who
briefed them on the latest
developments regarding the
Cyprus issue, including the
Famagusta issue and the
Confidence Building Mea-
sures.

In statements to journalists
after the meeting, the Mayor
of Famagusta, which is under
Turkish military occupation
since 1974, expressed cau-
tious optimism as regards the
Cyprus issue, saying that there
is a better climate but noted
that one must wait and see the
stance of the Turkish side at
the negotiating table.

Replying to questions he
said that the Famagusta issue
is included in the overall mea-
sures under discussion and
added that under discussion is
also the issue concerning the
entrance of UN experts to the
city.

The return of Famagusta
cannot take place in just one
day, he said, adding that the
Municipal Council is satisfied
that the issue is on the right

track.
“But I want to stress that

apart from the Famagusta is-
sue, we are interested of
course in the overall solution
of the Cyprus problem, the
withdrawal of Turkish troops,
the creation of conditions of
peace so that our children can
have a better future”, he went
on to say.

He added that Famagusta
can serve as one more tool
that would contribute to the
effort to reach a solution and
recalled numerous UNSC
resolutions calling for the
return of Famagusta.

Referring to the Confidence
Building Measures he said that
their goal is to create a positive
climate that would enable the
achievement of an overall
solution. In order to achieve
that, Turkey must show the
necessary political will, he
concluded.

Mayor of Famagusta
expresses cautious optimism

The solution of the
Cyprus problem must
not be imposed on the

Cypriots, Ambassador of the
Russian Federation in Nico-
sia Stanislav Osandchiy has
stressed.

The Ambassador, who was
received Monday by President
of the Republic Nicos Anas-
tasiades, told reporters that
Russia is willing to contribute
to the efforts for a Cyprus
solution but is not interfering.

The solution, he added,
must come from the Cypriots
themselves and must not be
imposed on them.

“We will always be by your
side, if help is needed, we
will always be willing to help
but we do not interfere in the
solution of the Cyprus issue”,

he stressed.
The Ambassador was

also asked to elaborate on
a Russian Foreign Ministry
announcement which called
on all parties involved not to
interfere in the Cyprus talks.

Asked to whom it was ad-
dressed, the Ambassador said
`to all` and added that “we are
in favour of a solution found
by Cypriots themselves. We
do not want to see a solution
imposed on them.”

“The solution must be found
here in Cyprus and not any-
where else,” he stressed.

Russia, he added, supports
any solution that wil l  be
acceptable by the two com-
munities in Cyprus pointing
out that the solution must be
in line with the UN Security
Council resolutions.

Russian Ambassador: Solution

must not be imposed on Cypriots
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Thomas Cook is facing a
consumer backlash after
it refused to say sorry for

the deaths of two children in
Corfu and accepted compen-
sation over the incident.

Bobby and Christi Shepherd
(pictured right) died as a result
of carbon monoxide poison-
ing while on holiday with their
father and stepmother in 2006.

During an inquest into the
deaths of the youngsters, from
Horbury, West Yorkshire,
Thomas Cook chief executive
Peter Fankhauser said he had
“nothing to apologise for.”

But the inquest found the
children had been ‘unlawfully
killed’ when they were over-
come by fumes from a faulty
boiler at the resort where they
were staying.

A jury decided Thomas
Cook, the firm through which
the family bought the holiday,
had “breached its duty of
care.”

On Monday, Thomas Cook
announced it was giving to
UNICEF £1.5m of the com-
pensation it received from

owners of the Louis Corcyra
Beach Hotel.

As he made the announce-
ment, Mr Fankhauser said:
“I believe this is the right thing
to do and I apologise to the
family for all they have gone
through.

“Thomas Cook has not in
any way profited from our
claim against the hotel
owner.”

But, on Tuesday, it emerged
the parents not been consult-
ed, leaving the holiday firm
facing a storm of criticism
on Twitter and other social
media.

Others condemned the fact
that the total compensation
Thomas Cook received was
£3m and that its insurers had
held on to the extra £1.5m to
cover its legal costs.

It is understood that the £3m
was around ten times the
amount the parents received.

Alistair Vince tweeted:
“Don’t know who is advising
you #ThomasCook but I’d fire
them. Disgraceful response,
company reputation in tatters.
Pathetic.”

Gil ly Da Silva said on
Twitter: “Anyone seen on a
@thomascook holiday should

hang their heads in shame
#supportthefamilywholostheir-
kids”

Hundreds of other posters
expressed similar views.

At least two Facebook
pages have been created
calling on people to boycott
the firm, with a total of at least
5,000 ‘likes’.

Petitions have also been
started, either calling for a boy-
cott or for the firm to “apolo-
gise properly”, on Change.org
and 38degree.org.uk.

Overnight on Monday, the
Times reported that at least
£75m had been wiped off the
value of the firm’s shares as
worried investors dumped
stock.

Monthly Google searches
for “Thomas Cook” have
dropped 18% compared with
the same time last year,
according to the Financial
Times.

The share price rall ied
slightly on Tuesday but was
still down on the value last
Wednesday, when the inquest
jury delivered its verdict.

Greek Finance Minister
Yanis Varoufakis said
Monday that he

expects an agreement with
bailout creditors within the next
week, which would save the
cash-strapped country from
fast-approaching bankruptcy.

“I think we are very close,”
Varoufakis said. “Let’s say (it’s
a matter) of about a week.”

For almost four months,
Greece’s radical left- led
government has been hag-
gling with its creditors from
the 19-country eurozone and
International Monetary Fund
over economic reforms it must
make to secure a 7.2 billion
euro cash injection.

That is the final payment
due from the country’s
240 billion-euro bailout pro-
gram, launched five years ago
after Greece’s public finances
spiraled out of control and it
was locked out of internation-
al bond markets.

In a late-night interview with
private Star TV, Varoufakis
said creditors also appear to
believe that the time is ripe for
a deal. But he insisted that he
would reject any compromise
that the radical left-led govern-
ment in Athens considers to
be “non-viable.”

Earlier, Prime Minister Alex-
is Tsipras said the country has
tabled detailed proposals for
a viable deal. But he warned
that Greece is in a state of
“financial strangulation.”

Over the past few weeks,
Greece has survived by scrap-
ing together cash from reserve
accounts to pay debts as well
as day-to-day commitments
like wages and pensions.

However, Athens admits it
is running out of options as
further debt repayments come
due next month. If no deal is
agreed, Tsipras’ government
may be faced with a choice of
what to pay, imposing capital
controls or even leaving the
euro.

“I assure you that if we face
a dilemma between paying a

creditor who refuses to sign
an agreement with us and a
pensioner, we will pay the
pensioner,” Varoufakis said. 

“I hope we will be able to
pay both.”

Tsipras also faulted
Greece’s creditors for the
liquidity crunch.

“The lack of l iquidity is
neither the choice nor the
responsibility of the Greek
government,” he said. 

“It is a tough negotiating
tactic of our partners, and I do
not know whether everybody
in Europe feels proud of it.”

Government spokesman
Gabriel Sakellaridis said that
to honour its debt obligations
this summer, Greece needs
more financial assistance. As
a result, Sakellaridis expects
a deal with creditors “by the
end of May.”

Markets appear to be uncer-
tain about how the latest
episode in the Greek debt
crisis will pan out. Though
uncertainty over Greece
caused the interest rate on the
government’s two-year bonds
- a gauge of default risk - surge
about 3 percentage points on
Monday to above 24 percent,
the Athens Stock Exchange
closed 1.6 percent higher.

In the talks, Athens is
proposing reform measures
that might protect Greeks
hammered by a six-year
recession, but lenders say the
proposals are too vague.

Varoufakis said the main

sticking points include
demanded pension and
labour reforms, as well as the
height of the primary budget
surplus - which excludes the
cost of servicing Greece’s
huge debt - in coming years.

Government officials have
suggested that Athens could
seek popular approval for the
final deal, through elections or
a referendum. But Varoufakis
said he didn’t expect either,
and the agreement would be
ratified in parliament.

He said it would be “foolish”
to hold elections just months
after the government came
to power, adding that any
referendum would effectively
be a vote on whether to keep
or lose the euro currency.

“And it would be unfair for
Greek citizens to have to take
a position on such a matter,
answering with either a yes or
a no,” Varoufakis said.

Athens has already pooled
cash reserves from schools,
hospitals and local govern-
ment to fund the state’s debt
payments. And Sakellaridis
confirmed the government this
month used a reserve account
with money in a currency unit
used by the IMF to repay a
loan to the Fund.

Sakellaridis also insisted
Greece would not accept a
one-off bank deposit levy to
resolve the cash crisis — a
similar measure had been
used in eurozone member
Cyprus two years ago.

Hambis, 27, was
diagnosed with Triple

negative Breast Cancer in
September 2014. This type
of breast cancer, found in
about 1 in 5 women, does not
express the genes for estro-
gen receptor (ER), proges-
terone receptor (PR) or
Her2/neu which makes it more
difficult to treat since most
chemotherapies target one of
the three receptors.

In January this year,
Christina’s scan showed her
cancer had spread and she
was given a poor long-term
prognosis. 

As you can imagine, this
has taken an emotional toll
on Christina; not only is she
going through a diff icult
period in her life, her expen-
ses (supplements, private
medical care and treatment
abroad) are increasing at a
very fast pace and at the same
time she has been forced to
cut down on her working
hours.

Christina’s mother, Eleni,
has started an appeal to
enable her daughter to travel
to a holistic medical clinic
in Germany for potential life-
saving treatment.

The specialist clinic offers
groundbreaking treatment, not
available via the NHS, that
could help save her life.

The treatments are
extremely costly and at the
moment, are out of the family’s
reach.

Through fundraising and
generosity however, the
family were able to place a
deposit at the clinic and
Christina has started her treat-
ment. More funds are despe-
rately needed to enable Chris-
tina to continue the treatment
and beat this awful disease.

Campaign promotes maternity services
As soon as their pregnancies are confirmed, expectant mums are being urged by Enfield Council to use maternity services

to get the best possible care. The ASAP, As Soon As you are Pregnant, health campaign is being widely promoted by Enfield
Council to increase the take up of maternity services in Enfield.

Cllr Nneka Keazor, Enfield Council’s Cabinet Member for Public Health and Sport said: “There is strong evidence that early
access to maternity services improve outcomes for women and their babies. Advice on diet, exercise, relationships and
general care can help women maintain their health and that of their babies during this important time.”

As pregnancy proceeds regular monitoring is crucial to ensure expectant mothers remain healthy and their babies are
developing properly. Regular checks such as blood tests, weight and blood pressure help to ensure that both mothers and
babies remain healthy. Maternity services can also keep watch over women with conditions that can affect a pregnancy such
as diabetes and help them safely through childbirth.

Cllr Keazor added, “I cannot stress just how important early booking and regular attendance for antenatal care is, to help spot
any problems for both mothers and babies and result in better health for them. The ASAP campaign is telling women to
contact their GP or their local maternity service so that they receive the best service.” www.enfield.gov.uk/asap



Most UK insurance
companies will now
accept dashboard

camera footage in disputed
claims - but few will offer a
discount on premiums for
using one.

These “dashcams” are
small, forward-facing cameras
that film a driver’s view of the
road. When asked by provider
Nextbase, 29 insurers said
they would consider using
dashcam evidence in the
claims process.

This would be put alongside
any accounts from indepen-
dent witnesses if the parties
involved disagreed. Experts
also stress that drivers with
dashcams should still collect
as much evidence as possible
in a claim when there is disag-
reement between the parties
involved, such as the details
of other motorists who may
have seen the collision.

Insurance premiums have
been falling in recent months,
according to various mea-
sures. The AA said that the
cheapest annual comprehen-
sive car insurance on the
market was £200 lower in the
early months of 2015 than at
its peak in 2011. But the moto-
ring group said it expected this
average of the cheapest deals
- £540 a year - to increase in
the coming months.

Some drivers are able to
secure a discount on their
premium by installing a “black
box” in their vehicle. This
records evidence, such as
whether a driver is travelling
within speed limits, and is
aimed at encouraging safer
use of the roads. Malcolm
Tarling, of the Association
of British Insurers (ABI), said
that it was far more likely for
motorists to get a discount
from their insurer when using
a black box than when using
a dashcam.

He added that insurers
would generally have to write
a clause into the terms and
conditions of any discount to
be able to demand dashcam
footage be released by the
owner, even if this implicated
the driver as the cause of a
collision.

If you are heading off on a
trip, travel insurance wil l
protect you against unfore-
seen events. Travel insurance
is designed to protect you
against the cost of any unfore-
seen events when you are on
holiday, or before if they force
you to cancel your break. It’s
up to you if you buy a policy.
Cover varies hugely between
deals, so reading the small

print before you buy is vital.
The benefit of cover: A good

travel insurance policy will
ensure that any unexpected
medical bills are paid and that
you can get home in an emer-
gency. Even routine surgery
such as an appendectomy
costs around £7,500 in
Europe, according to insurer
esure, increasing to £25,000
in some parts of America.

It may also meet the cost of
new baggage if your luggage
is lost or stolen, and compen-
sate you if your trip is cancel-
led, your travel delayed or you
miss your departure.

It’s now cheaper than ever
to get travel insurance, but
remember that cheapest is not
necessarily best, as the cover
might be inadequate and the
service a little thin.

If you are likely to take more
than two trips a year, it is
probably worthwhile investing
in annual multi-trip insurance
rather than a single-trip policy.
Annual polices will cover you
no matter how many times you
go away during a year, so you
won’t risk forgetting to buy
insurance. Typically they cover
trips up to around 31 days
each, and if a trip is longer
than this you can speak to
your insurer and get specific
cover.

If you’re planning a gap year
or career break travelling the
world, you may need to opt for
a backpackers’ policy. This
covers trips lasting a year or
18 months.

The level of cover you need
depends on a variety of
factors. For example, if you
have a holiday home abroad
that you visit four times a year,
and travel by cheap budget
airlines, you may not see the
need for cancellation cover in
an annual policy. In this case,
you might choose a cheaper
policy with just repatriation,
medical and personal liability
cover.

However, if you are heading

off on an expensive cruise
costing thousands of pounds,
you may be willing to pay a
higher premium for greater
cover, as cancellation of the
trip could see you lose a hefty
sum. A cheap policy may limit
cancellation cover to £500, but
around £3,000 is generally
recommended.

The amount of baggage
cover you need depends on
the value of the possessions
you will be taking with you.
There is often a limit of £200
per item, so make sure your
home insurance covers you
for any expensive items
outside the house.

Declare to your insurer any
valuables you are taking, such
as a camera or jewellery, to
establish whether special
procedures are required – for
example, locking them in a
safe, or paying an additional
premium.

Would you believe it!

One in 10 people have no
home insurance cover, leaving
themselves open to serious
financial loss. 

Research from insurance
firm Zurich showed that
one in f ive Britons risked
being underinsured. This was
because they were not certain
about the value of their home
contents.

More than one in 10 people
said they did not have the time
to sit down and calculate the
value of their belongings.
Others said it had not crossed
their mind. 

Householders in the South
West were least likely to have
insurance cover, according to
the survey. 

Maria Donald, spokes-
woman for Zurich Insurance,
said: “We would strongly
encourage people not to leave
themselves exposed to such
financial risk. Being burgled
or suffering a fire or flood in
your home is stressful enough,
without having the extra head-
ache of underinsuring your
prized possessions.”

The 41 pence stamp value
shows an updated, modern
day seven year old Alice
complete with an intricate
border featuring the cake and
potion that make her shrink
and grow.

During the tale she

encounters the eternally late
White Rabbit (54p value), a
hookah smoking caterpillar
depicted in a smoking jacket
(55p value) and a mischievous
cat with a permanent grin
(66p value).

The Mad Hatter is the
subject of the 74p stamp, seen
wearing a giant tea cup hat
complete with the famous
price tag resembling a tea bag
on a string, whilst on the 83p
stamp is the bad-tempered
Queen of Hearts pointing an
accusatory finger.

Guernsey Post’s head of
philatelic, Dawn Gallienne
said: “To celebrate this literary
milestone we commissioned
artist Keith Robinson who has
created something truly
special - his incredible imagi-
nation and illustration skills
have resulted in an outstand-
ing stamp set, which brings to
li fe many of the famous
characters that have captured
many people.

“Dodgson’s sense of the
absurd and his incredible gift
for games of logic and
language have created a long
lasting legacy; his magical
stories are enjoyed by all ages
around the world today.”

Extremely Disturbed

I was extremely disturbed by
an exercise book given to my
niece’s 7 year old daughter at
her school in Cyprus, which
teaches her English. This book
should, in my humble opinion,
should never have been
allowed to enter into a school
or even into a home where a
child could read such utter
disgusting and distasteful
accounts of what an ‘ugly’ child
looks like.

It is unbelievable that such
a book is placed into the hands
of children who would look
around their classrooms and
look at the shape of other
children’s noses or ears and
be told that they are ‘ugly’ if
they are not small? Come
on now, this is the work of a
complete moron. How can a
child learn anything from this
kind of thing, what is it trying
to teach young children and
having a big nose and big ears
is considered ‘ugly?’

Literature. Firstly, when we are
writing fairy stories for children,
we try as best we are able to
keep to the plot line and to cap-
ture the original elements of the
story. I am forwarding a link to
the story (http://www.stories-
togrowby.com/stories/carrie.ht
ml),which as you will see if you
read it, contains a much harsh-
er description of “Brunette
Carrie.” As for the page you
sent, this was from the Activity
Book accompanying the Smi-
leys Pupil’s Book and should
not be taken out of context. The
fact that one child was ugly and
the other beautiful was at the
heart of the story itself.

The message of the story is
to love someone, no matter
their imperfections - which I feel
as an educator is an important
value to impart to young
children. Our intention was not
to dwell on whether someone is
ugly or beautiful but rather to
highlight the fact that there is
tremendous strength in love!
As with many fairy tales, the
elements of ugliness or evil
are ever-present, but far from
distressing children, they
carry the message that love is

the most powerful thing in life.
I find it surprising that someone
familiar with l i terature is
unaware of the basic compo-
nents of fairy stories.

In all our years of producing
children’s material, this is the
first time we have received crit-
icism of this nature. I am sorry
you do not like the story and
that its message has escaped
you, but as a customer you
have the right to choose
whichever stories you prefer.

I hope you find my answer
satisfactory. Here at Express
Publishing, we continue to
provide material for children
that carries a moral and sparks
further discussion. In this way,
we feel that children are better-
equipped to adequately deal
with problems that may en-
counter in their everyday lives.

Their chance encoun-
ter prompts him to join her on a
journey in order to unearth the
secrets behind the mystical
place called “Tomorrowland”... 

George Clooney gives this
ambitious project real gravitas
while Robertson makes a very
believable young heroine.
British actress Raffey Cassidy
is also very impressive as the
mysterious Athena, the young
girl who may hold the key to
unlock the puzzle. 

The clever script by Damon
Lindelof and Brad Bird relies
heavily on building the charac-
ters before the adventure be-
gins. The flashback sequences
are fun and focus on Frank as
a young boy at the time when
he was innocent and full of
enthusiasm in discovering a
new scientific world long before
he turned sour and became a
hermit. 

This is big summer block-
buster material which needs to
be seen on the big screen and
in IMAX to be fully appreciated.

Mad Max Fury Road

The Mad Max phenomenon
that started in 1979 turned Mel
Gibson into a big Hollywood
player continues now 30 years
later since “Beyond Thunder-
dome” the last in the trilogy.

Tom Hardy steps into the
madman’s shoes in a post
apocalyptic world where the
Road Warrior now has to fend
for himself in a hostile waste-
land. After he escapes from
captivity in the Citadel tyran-
nised by the Immortan Joe
(Hugh Keays-Byrne) Max joins
forces with Furiosa (Chalize
Theron), a feisty imperator also
on the run from the tyrant. She
is driving fiercely through the
desert aiming to reach green
land, the place where she was
born before she was abducted
by the ruthless Joe... 

It is a thrilling rollercoaster
of a ride that continues till the
very end directed with much
brio and striking vision by
George Miller, the man who
created the franchise. Furiosa
is a remarkable creation and is

one of the gutsiest female hero-
ines to reach the screen since
probably Sigourney Weaver’s
Ripley. Hardy is strong as the
eponymous hero but he is
threatened to be eclipsed by
Theron’s strong turn. 

One of the best action movies
I have seen for a very long time!

The New Girlfriend

Here is another terrific film to
add to Francois Ozon’s illustri-
ous career - the unique French
director who effortlessly switch-
es genre with each film. This is
the kind of movie that the less
one knows about the plot the
better. Claire (Anais Demousti-
er) is devastated when her best
friend suddenly dies but she
miraculously gets a new lease
of life when she develops a
bond with her friend’s husband
David (Romain Duris)...

Demoustier is outstanding
and so is Duris in his most
unexpected role to date. 

Highly original, unpredictable
and exquisitely acted!

A Girl Walks Home 

Alone At Night

Ana Lily Amirpour’s striking
cinematic debut is superbly
photographed in perfectly
framed black and white com-
positions. 

The story takes place in the
Iranian ghost town of Bad City
where a lonely vampire is
stalking the streets. Each night
this beautiful woman (Sheila
Vand) prepares her ritual very
carefully by first applying her
makeup and then dressing up
in the traditional Muslim attire
before she leaves her apartment
for blood...

This highly original Iranian
Vampire Western boasts a
terrific lead performance from
Vand as the solitary protago-
nist. A sexy, seductive and
utterly compelling film - one of
the cinematic events of the year!

Clouds Of Sils Maria

Olivier Assayas’ careful study
on acting and celebrity bene-
fits tremendously from Juliette
Binoche’s spellbinding per-
formance. She plays Maria
Enders, an international star
who is asked to take part in a
revival of a play that made her
famous twenty years earlier. But
now she is asked to play
the older role that of a lesbian
driven to suicide by the free
spirited Sigrid- the part she
initially created... 

It is compelling stuff with
fantastic performances. Bin-
oche is on terrific form and
works brilliantly well with Kirsten
Stewart as her assistant.

Moomins 

On The Riviera

This likable animated feature
from Finland is based on Tove
Jansson’s comic strip which
tells the story of the Moomins’
family as they set sail for
Riviera. Their trip is a life chang-
ing experience particularly for
Snorkmaiden after she decides
to buy a bikini at the posh
Riviera salon “Mode de Mode”. 

The surrealistic animation
and designs are fun but the
casual and uninteresting
English dubbing is a letdown.

Dino Time

This naïve and not very
exciting animation feature is
treading on familiar territory. 

Ernie, his sister Julia and best
friend Max find themselves
million years back in time when
they accidentally ignite Max’s
dad’s time machine. 

It is the age when dinosaurs
ruled the earth but the children

soon adjust to this new envi-
ronment and make some new
friends with the freshly hatched
baby dinosaurs... 

It is all very average aimed
at undemanding younger
children.

Tokyo Tribe

The energy and imaginative
direction of Sion Sono is
hugely admirable in this totally
OTT futuristic tale based on a
popular manga series. Tokyo
is now made up of ghetto slums
where gangs of reckless youths
appear to rule the streets. But in
reality it is the ruthless yakuza
Big Buppa who pulls the
strings. 

The film is told almost entire-
ly in rap verse which takes
a while to get used to but
eventually once you surrender
to its sheer madness and fun
set pieces you will enjoy this.

Also out this week:

THE SUPREME PRICE:
Joanna Lipper’s harrowing
documentary comes from the
heart. It particularly focuses on
Hafsat Abiola, a Nigerian activist
whose father served as a
President before the corrupt
forces imprisoned him. This
powerful film also concentrates
on the Pro-Democracy Move-
ment in Nigeria which encour-
ages more women to take
active roles in their long suffer-
ing country. It is an important
film that needs to be seen!

WE ARE MANY: The biggest
protest in history is captured in
this articulate documentary by
Amir Amirani. On 25th Febru-
ary 2003, 30 million people filled
the streets of 800 cities around
the world protesting about the
imminent war against Iraq. But
the powerful forces of Bush and
Blair ignored this powerful plea
of the people and invaded the
country for its oil pretending that
this war was against terror.
Despite the bleak subject the
film manages to end on a high
and rather optimistic note.

LAMBERT & STAMP: This
fascinating documentary tells
the story of Kit Lambert and
Chris Stamp, the men behind
the rise of one of the most
popular rock bands - The Who.
Although Lambert and Stamp
were the exact opposite of each
other their passion for filmmak-
ing drew them together. They
thought that being managers to
a band will provide them with
an opportunity to direct movies.
The kaleidoscopic world of
the sixties is brought vividly to
life with eye catching archive
material and many illuminating
interviews including Chris’s
brother Terence as well as
with Roger Daltrey and Pete
Townshend.

Mike Leigh is President of both the W.S. Gilbert and Sir Arthur
Sullivan Societies. He is also a lifelong fan of the musical duo
that epitomise Englishness and his 1999 film Topsy Turvy

explored their often turbulent relationship. Who better therefore
than him to make his operatic directorial debut at the English
National Opera with a new production of The Pirates of Penzance
(London Coliseum), promising “no frills” which is either a lazy cop
out or wanting to stay true to the original. I could say that he got
caught between the devil and the deep blue sea but I think what
ultimately happened was that Leigh became the unknowing victim
of his own creative piracy.

Over the years I have seen many Gilbert & Sullivan productions
but rarely have I witnessed one that consistently wavered between
pantomime and parody. Leigh and designer Alison Chitty set out their
stall with a series of simple yet stark abstract designs that are awash
with colour but with little or no connection to the on stage inanity.
Imagine if you can Mondrian paintings providing a somewhat
surreal backdrop. This is obviously part of the no frills approach.
Fortunately it is easy to escape into the gay abandon of the bright
music and witty lyrics which are great fun offering every opportu-
nity to an accomplished cast to lift us out of our surreal stupor. So
it was when the Pirates and their booming King (Joshua Bloom)
entered like pussycats, then stomped like a motley crew shouting
“Ho” and singing Oh, Better Far to Live and Die. They looked the
part too as did the hilarious panicking policemen who often
steal the show. The Bobbies especially were a source of great
merriment as they  bobbed up and down like a synchronised
cuckoo clock, daring to raise their head above the parapet but
never long enough to face up to their responsibilities. 

There were several plusses on the performing side with Claudia
Boyle providing superb technique as Mabel and when asked to
deliver the more narcissistic coloratura does so with enormous
confidence. Meanwhile debutant bass baritone Jonathan Lemalu is
simply terrific as the Sergeant of Police both as singer and actor. I
look forward to hearing this voice in some of the more classical
opera roles. Veteran Andrew Shore is a very fine Major-General,
bonkers and inebriated, though the updated topicality of the lyrics
of his famous song, I am the very model of a modern Major-
General, was too flaccid which is surprising considering recent
political events.

It may not shiver your timbers but I would happily bring a group
of ten to fifteen year olds to see this and indeed maybe this kind
of production is just what is needed to attract future audiences.
However, next time Leigh takes on an opera I would strongly
suggest he uses the same wonderful imagination and innovation that
he employs in his fantastic filmmaking. As for this evening I bet
Mr Turner would have grunted disapproval, despite the abundance
of colour.

There are several reasons I could give to offer a harsh critique of
Beyond Bollywood (London Palladium) including a ridiculous
storyline following a young Indian dancer going from Munich to
Mumbai in search of her roots. Lip-synching that would have most
drag queens up in arms and the father’s fake beard that looks
as if it has been purchased from a 99p store. I could go on but the
truth is I was totally lost in its ebullience, swishing costumes,
ubiquity of sparkling sequins and absolute joie de vivre. 

We are introduced to dance styles little known or performed in
the UK and these are blended with contemporary Western stuff to
create a spiced up version of Lezim and Garba, classical Indian
folk dances. Rajeev Goswami who created, choreographed and
directed is a shrewd businessman and knew that just as restaura-
teurs do with their adapted versions of curry has tweaked the show
to appeal to European sensibilities. This includes a thumping sound-
track and digitalised visuals that are a threat to migraine sufferers
and epileptics. 

The mother’s mantra to her prodigal daughter is to “follow your
heart”. She repeats it incessantly and Goswami has done exactly
that. This is no Slumdog Millionaire but I defy you not to be enter-
tained by the brilliant colours and vibrant enthusiasm in a venue
better known for its variety shows. So this is what it is to be multi-
cultural. 

Topical and potentially prescient Kingmaker (Above The Arts)
was in fact, as were the vast majority of other political pundits, way
off beam. Homing in on the outcome of a forthcoming leadership
election in the Conservative party following an indecisive election
result the main protagonist here is a very ambitious former London
Mayor, Max Newman. Unfortunately the production is hoist by its
own petard mistakenly putting all their eggs into the hung parliament
basket. As a result it almost became a pointless exercise.

Its dig at the Tories went down well with a liberal London audi-
ence and watching it on election night gave it some much-needed
extra frisson. However, most of the narrative was obvious and
offered nothing new to the political polemic and theatrically it just
didn’t cut the mustard. I’m afraid this doesn’t get my vote but maybe
in a few years’ time Mr Newman, aka Barmy Boris, will finally get that
which he so desires. The Iron Lady would be laughing in her grave.
