British Minister for Europe

updates APPG

he UK Minister for
TEurope David Lidington

has updated members
of the All-Party Parliamen-
tary Group for Cyprus on the
results of his recent visit to
the island.

After a closed meeting on
Monday evening, Lidington
said the British government
were still hopeful that there
would be serious progress on
the settlement talks.

“When | was in the island
two weeks ago leaders of both
communities told me they
were committed to trying to
reach a peace settlement.
There is intense diplomatic
work going on to try to solve
the current standoff over
drilling for gas in the EEZ. If
that can be sorted, then | think
settlement talks can resume
rapidly with the New Year,”
said the minister.

He stressed that the
message of the government
is that this is the EEZ of
Cyprus, as is the case under
the UN Law of the Sea, and
that Cyprus has every right to
develop those resources.

“And we also say every
community ought to benefit
from whatever oil and gas
resources are discovered
there. ltis for the Cypriot lead-
ers to find a way forward now
and the UN special envoy
Espen Eide is doing his best to
help work towards such an
agreement. The sooner this
happens the better; then we
can get back, | hope, to talks
focused upon on the final

peace settlement which is so
much in the interest of every
Cypriot community,” said
Mr Lidington.

He also made special refer-
ence to “a very good discus-
sion” with the Foreign Minis-
ter of Cyprus about bilateral
relations which are “stronger
than ever”, about how the two
countries are working togeth-
er to counter the threat of
extremism and terrorism which
is a menace to both.

He added that he also
raised with the Cypriot govern-
ment the issue of property
owned by British citizens in
Cyprus and the problems that
some of these people are
facing.

In a message to Cyprus
President Nicos Anastasiades,
he said: “My friend, you are in
good hands; please get well
soon, make a full recovery
over Christmas and we look
forward to working with you
again in the New Year.”

The Vice-Chairman of the
APPG David Burrowes, who
chaired the meeting, said that
the minister had made very

clear that in terms of the
particular issue in relation to
the encroachment on the
Cyprus EEZ that Britain lies full
square behind the rule of law,
supporting the Republic of
Cyprus’ every right to be able
to exploit the hydrocarbons.

“He made that very clear. It
is also very encouraging that
there are active steps being
taken — some have to be said
publicly, others privately. But
that doesn’t in any way go
against respecting the full
sovereign rights of the Repub-
lic of Cyprus,” added the
Conservative North London
MP.

Burrowes also said that they
discussed the great progress
that President Anastasiades’
government has made in
relation to dealing with the
economic problems and that
the UK government is there,
willing to lend a hand of
support.

In terms of the message the
APPG members gave to the
minister, it was that the UK has
a very important responsibili-
ty: “We, as the guarantors of

on Cyprus

the independence of Cyprus,
need to make sure that we
have a pre-emptive role to
make sure that when these
issues appear we are there
standing shoulder to shoulder
with Cyprus doing what we
can to support a solution.”
The APPG Chairman Matthew
Offord made a special refer-
ence to the “great relationship”
the Minister of Europe has with
the government of Cyprus.

“He has worked in that role
longer now than many other
ministers have done previous-
ly and he really has an under-
standing of the issues
involved. | look forward to the
New Year when he will conti-
nue to work with many differ-
ent players, including many
people in the British govern-
ment, and the House of
Commons and indeed the
House of Lords to ensure that
Cyprus one day gets the
peace that it so desperately
wants,” said the North London
MP for the Conservative Party.

Burrowes also sent out a
message to the Cypriot
community in the UK: “This is
the time to really impress up-
on politicians to really stand
up and support Cyprus. So |
encourage all the community
members to make sure that
they are getting hold of their
MPs to say they need to speak
out for Cyprus.

Foreign Office letter
supports the Republic of
Cyprus’ EEZ sovereign rights

he UK recognises the
TRepuinc of Cyprus’

sovereign rights to
exploit mineral reserves in
its EEZ, states a Foreign
Office letter addressed to
the President of the Nation-
al Federation of Cypriots
in the UK Peter Droussiotis.

The letter, dated 24 Nov-
ember 2014, comes as a
response to letters sent to the
British Prime Minister, Deputy
Prime Minister and Foreign
Secretary by Mr Droussiotis
on 17 October, in which he
was calling for an unequivo-
cal condemnation of Turkey’s
violations of the Republic’s
sovereign rights.

The Foreign Office official
who signs the letter also notes
that it remains the position of
the UK Government that
such resources should be
exploited for the benefit of
“all the communities in
Cyprus”.

He adds that Britain has
made clear its concern that
recent incidents, such as
Turkey’s announcement of
exploration activities in the
Republic of Cyprus’ EEZ,
risked raising tensions. “We
have continued to call on all

parties to avoid inflammatory
actions or statements,” it is
added.

The Foreign Office response
to the Federation President
goes on: “As you note, the
incident comes at an impor-
tant time in the UN-facilitated
talks. This ongoing dispute
puts at risk the UN’s efforts,
while underlining the impor-
tance of reaching a compre-
hensive settlement. We there-
fore hope that settlement talks
can resume at the earliest
opportunity, and proceed
successfully.”

The last paragraph of the
letter states that the UK has
been diplomatically active with
the aim of easing current
tensions, that the British
Ambassador in Ankara has
conveyed London’s concerns
to Turkey and that Turkey is
regularly urged to meet its
commitments.

“Recognition of the EU and
its Member States is a require-
ment laid out in the EU acces-
sion criteria that apply to
Turkey,” stressed the Foreign
Office response, concluding
with the expression of strong
support for the resumption of
settlement talks.

AKEL and United Cyprus Party call on Turkey to withdraw its ships from Cyprus’ EEZ

left-wing party AKEL and

Turkish Cypriot United
Cyprus party call on Turkey
to withdraw the NAVTEX
and its ships Cyprus’ EEZ
so that negotiations may
resume immediately.

The two parties at a meet-
ing on Monday at the central
offices of AKEL in Nicosia
decided also to set up two
working groups in order to
work out ideas to overcome
the existing situation.

A joint statement issued by
the two parties says that AKEL
and United Cyprus, express
their deep concern about the
current critical developments
in Cyprus and call on the
Cypriot people in a common
struggle to overcome the
impasse and to move forward
to achieve our shared vision
for peace, freedom and reuni-
fication through a comprehen-
sive solution to the Cyprus
problem.

The two parties reminded

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The British Museum scales new heights of disingenuousness
as it lends Ilissos to the Hermitage in St Petersburg

he British Committee for
Tthe Reunification of the

Parthenon Marbles res-
ponds to the British Museum
as it loans a pedimental sculp-
ture, llissos from the collection
of sculptures from Parthenon
that are housed in London to
Russia’s Hermitage Museum
in St Petersburg:

So the British Museum
“under a cloak of secrecy both
for security and to ensure
maximum impact” has lent a
pedimental sculpture from the
Parthenon to the Hermitage.
Could | suggest a third
reason? To delay and manage
the predictable surge of
outrage which this action has
caused not only in Greece, of
course, but in many countries

worst frankly provocative and
give a fresh stimulus to the
campaign for the reunification
of the sculptures of the
Parthenon.

The accompanying news
management by the British
Museum scales new heights
of disingenuousness. Lord
Elgin did not “rescue” the
sculptures. He collected them.
His original purpose was not
to introduce the British public
to the wonders of Greek art. It
was to decorate his home in
far northeast Scotland, where
precious few of the British
public would have had the
chance to see them. By
cutting them from the building
he was not setting an exam-
ple followed by the later Greek

public relations in other coun-
tries and closer to home. The
display of the Cyrus cylinder

in Iran is not a good compar-
ison. Are there no Russian
treasures in the museum’s
collection which they could
have loaned? Why a Greek
treasure which they will not
allow into Greece? It is not true
that they would loan to the
Greeks but they would refuse
a loan on grounds of disput-
ed ownership. In 2002 they
refused a request from culture

around the world where
groups campaign for the
reunification of the sculptures
of the Parthenon, not least
here in Britain where opinion
poll after opinion poll returns a
substantial majority in support.

The sculpture was trans-
ported by air and not by the
more obvious means of road
transport, perhaps to avoid
formal or informal intervention
en route. However the British
Museum may well find that it
has shot itself in the foot. Its
action will widely be construed
as at best insensitive and at

Government. It was mutilation.
It never occurred to anyone
to demount the sculptures
until the advent of industrial
pollution and acid rain. Their
“reputation as art rather than
decoration” was not “forged
in London”. They were art from
the moment of their creation.
They were never mere deco-
ration. They were integral
elements of a building which
was itself a work of art.

The cultural warming of
“chilled” relations with Russia
is at the expense of a bonfire
of relations with Greece and

an exaggeration when you
add up one metope and one
slab of maybe a metre of frieze
in the Louvre and a few small
fragments elsewhere. But
perhaps the most egregious
example is the way in which
the funeral oration of Pericles
is traduced. Yes, Pericles did
say that the whole world is a

monument to those who die
in war. It was his equivalent of
our “age shall not wither
them...” Intoned annually at
memorial services. It stretches
his meaning too far to trans-
fer this to the sculptures as
ambassadors of Athens in
foreign lands. In fact Pericles
in the same oration refers to
“mighty monuments of our
power which will make us
wonder of this and succeed-
ing generations.” He did not
need to point. His audience

would almost certainly have
looked across the Acropolis,
crowned with the Parthenon.
The Parthenonis still there. It
does indeed immortalise
Periclean Athens. Half (to be
precise, just under half) of its
surviving sculpted elements
are there. Just over half in
London. Surely the onus of
justification is on NOT bring-
ing them all together, and
Athens is the only place
where that can happen.

Let us be clear: the case for
the reunification of the
Parthenon sculptures rests on
the fact that those in the British
Museum are part of an artistic
unity with those in the Acrop-
olis Museum and together
they are part of a unity with the

Parthenon sculptures to
prove its excellence. Sure
they enhance it. But in
essence they are essentially
exemplars to illustrate its cross
cultural narrative, chosen
because of their existence in
the museum’s collection as a
result of an accident of
history - the divorce do the 7th
Lord Elgin which bankrupted
him and forced him to sell his
collection to the government
in a fire sale.

Parthenon. Separated, their
artistic integrity is impaired. In
some cases single sculptures
are separated thus.

Indeed argument about
ownership is a diversion and
distraction from the cultural ar-
guments on which this matter
should properly be resolved.

The sculptures of the
Parthenon do not need the
British Museum to demon-
strate their quality and
importance. No more does
the British Museum need the

EC letter calls on Turkey to refrain from

provocative action over the Cypriot EEZ

European Commission
Aletter sent to the Presi-

dent of the Famagusta
Association UK on behalf
of Jean Claude Juncker
reiterates the 2014 Progress
Report’s call on Turkey
“to avoid any kind of threat,
source of friction or provoca-
tive action that could damage
good neighbourly relations
and the peaceful settlement
of disputes.”

The letter dated 1 Decem-
ber 2014 comes as response
to a previous letter by
Dr Vassilis Mavrou urging
the new Commission Presi-
dent to intervene over the
violation of the Cypriot EEZ
and the sovereign rights of
the Republic of Cyprus by
Turkey.

Mr Juncker’s spokes-
woman adds that in its
recent Progress Report
“the Commission stressed
the sovereign rights of EU
Member States which include,
inter alia, rights to explore and
exploit their natural resources

in accordance with the EU
acquis and international law,
including the UN Convention
on the Law of the Sea, and
also stressed the need to
respect the sovereignty of
Member States over their
territorial sea.”

The letter addressed to
Dr Mavrou also notes that
at various instances the
European Union has called
on Turkey to continue to
actively support the ongoing
negotiations aimed at a
fair, comprehensive and
viable settlement of the
Cyprus problem within the
UN framework, in accordance
with the relevant UN Security
Council resolutions and in
line with the principles
on which the Union is found-
ed.

“Turkey’s commitment and
contribution in concrete terms
to such a comprehensive
settlement is crucial,” states
the European Commission
response.

The Commission also

stresses that it expects all
relevant stakeholders to
“de-escalate tension, contri-
bute to a positive climate
conducive to a fair, compre-
hensive and viable Cyprus
settlement, and support the
UN Secretary-General’s
Special Adviser on Cyprus to
help the communities leaders
back to the negotiations table
and make real progress for
the benefit of all.”

The final paragraph states
that it is in the common EU
interest to see the reunifica-
tion of Cyprus and to bring
to an end one of the oldest
conflicts on European soil.

“The Commission remains
convinced that the gains for
all Cypriots from reunification
will by far outweigh the
costs of compromises that
inevitably will need to be
made by both sides,” reads
the letter on behalf of
Mr Juncker, adding that the
Famagusta Association UK
can play an “important” role
in this.

Lobby for Cyprus calls for Turkey
to be expelled from NATO

obby for Cyprus has
Ladded its voice to the

growing chorus demand-
ing that Turkey be kicked out
of NATO, said Theo Theo-
dorou, spokesman for the
group.

“The crisis facing the West,
today,” he stated, “is the
fight against the fundamen-
talist group calling itself the
Islamic State, or ISIS, as the
West refers to it, “and Turkey
not only has not joined the
fight against ISIS but also has
actively supported it.”

There is undebatable
evidence that not only is
Turkey supporting ISIS but
also is knowingly allowing
its territory to be used as a
conduit for volunteers to
go to Syria and Iraq to join
ISIS, Theodorou said, adding,
“I quote many critics who say,
‘This is not the proper beha-
viour for a NATO ally. Turkey
is not a reliable Western
ally’.”

In fact, Theodorou contin-
ued, Turkey is playing a very

cynical double game. Not
only is it supporting ISIS,
but also it is using the ISIS
attack against the Kurdish
village of Kobane, within sight
of the Turkish border, as a
solution to its “Kurdish prob-
lem.”

And, if by any chance,
should ISIS feel strong
enough to turn on Turkey,
Turkey knows that it can rely
on NATO to come to its
defence.

Its double game is further
evidenced, Theodorou said,
by Ankara stubbornly resist-
ing joining the coalition
unless it broadens its fight to
topple Syria’s Bashar al-
Assad and conditions any
support of the anti-ISIS coali-
tion on the US, especially,
joining in toppling Assad —
knowing full well that the US
and its allies cannot be fight-
ing ISIS on the one hand and
Assad on the other.

It would appear, he said,
that with Turkey’s much-
vaunted policy of “zero prob-

lems with neighbours” in
shreds throughout the Middle
East - its conflicts with
Cyprus, Egypt, Israel, Syria
merely the most prominent —
Turkey has decided to divert
the world’s attention from
these failures by taking what
it expects will be unchallen-
ged provocative moves
around Cyprus.

In marking the fortieth year
of its invasion and occupation
of 37 percent of the Republic
of Cyprus, Turkey recently
sent an exploratory vessel
into Cyprus’ exclusive eco-
nomic zone (EEZ), where
the Republic has already
discovered vast resources
of natural gas.

“Just as its actions forty
years ago were inconsistent
with its NATO membership,
s0, too, is this intrusion into
Cyprus’ territorial waters,”
Theodorou stated.

It is fair to ask just how
much more Turkey can do to
bring disgrace to NATO's
credibility and reputation?
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A MIRACLE FOR MARIA: Fundraising
appeal for Greek Cypriot battling cancer

reek Cypriot Maria (Papadopou-
G los) Whalley, of north London, has

been battling cancer for over two
years.

Maria was diagnosed with Breast
Cancer in February 2012 at just 48 years
of age. After undergoing a mastectomy,
six months of chemotherapy, six weeks of
radiotherapy and further hormonal medi-
cation, her family believed her fight would
be over. However, in May 2014, Maria
received the devastating news that her
cancer had metastasized to her left lung
which meant she had to undergo two
surgical procedures to remove fluid from
her lung. Less than three months later,
she was told that the cancer had further
spread to her liver and that she may have
less than a year to live. Maria is only
50 and it is definitely not her time to go.

Maria, who is mother to Natalie, 25, and
Chris, 22, has reached the point in her
battle where she has a vital decision to
make; either to go down the traditional
medical route of enduring more chemo-
therapy and other medical treatments, or
to do things in a more unconventional
way, that is to undergo holistic treatment.
Although it has taken some time, she has
made the decision to follow the latter
route.

Doctors have offered Maria the option
of undergoing daily oral chemotherapy
and have said that this may or may not be
successful. Given the situation that she
has found herself in, she doesn’t want to
spend her potential last year going
through the damaging side effects that
chemotherapy had on her body the first
time round.

Natalie says, “lI know it sounds like a
cliché but our mum is the strongest, kind-
est, most inspiring and most generous
woman we know. She is always full of
energy and is the rock for so many

people. Anyone who knows her will say
that she is your ‘go to woman’ whenever
you have a problem. But for the first time
in her life, it is our mum who needs our
help. She is so brave for fighting her
cancer up until now and even though she
has gone through so much, she has
never lost her positivity and is prepared to
battle it all the way.”

Chris added, “Our mum has found a
biological treatment at the Paracelsus
Clinic in Switzerland which involves three
weeks of detoxification, intestinal and
nutritional strengthening and up building
of the immune system in addition to
neural therapy. However, the treatment,
travel to and from Switzerland and
accommodation is going to cost nearly
£35,000 which is money that my family
just doesn’t have. This is even before we
factor in the costs of follow up treatment
that our mum will need in England to
ensure that the treatment is effective. This

will cost anything between £5,000 and

£10,000.”
The family needs to raise around

£45,000 but they only have until January
to do so since Maria has been offered a
place at the clinic for the 6th January
2015.

A number of fundraising events are
taking place to help raise as much
money as possible; one such event is
afternoon tea and cake at the Greek
Cypriot Brotherhood in Whetstone on
Sunday 14th December 2014 between
11am and 3pm. Entry donation fee is
only £15.

The ‘Heroes for Helen’ foundation has
already donated a massive £21,000
towards Maria’s treatment; In 2012, Helen
Koumianakis, was diagnosed with brain
cancer. Helen’s cancer was deemed
incurable using available cancer thera-
pies in the UK and so her family embarked
upon a mission to try and raise around
£135,000 so that she could have the
chance to take part in a new pioneering
treatment in the USA. Their amazing
efforts raised a tremendous amount of
money, but unfortunately, in March of this
year, Helen lost her fight before she was
able to go.

Maria’s family wish to say a massive
thank you to Sotiris Koumianakis (He-
len’s husband) and Dora Theodorou (He-
len’s mum) for this generous donation
and everyone who supported the Heroes
For Helen cause.

The Rise of Sparta (o 500 BC)

No Greek city-state aroused such great interest and admiration among
other Greeks as Sparta. This was largely because the Spartans did about
everything contrary to the way other Greeks did.

For example, Sparta had no fortifications, claiming its men were its walls.
While other Greeks emphasized their individuality with their own personal
armour, the Spartans wore red uniforms that masked their individuality and
any blood lost from wounds. Therefore, it should come as no surprise that
we remember Sparta for being a military state always ready for war, but not
against other city-states so much as against its own ensedebjects.

Originally, Sparta was much
like other Greek city-states, being
a leader in poetry and dance.
However, by 750 BC, population
growth led to the need for expansion.
Instead of colonizing overseas,
like other Greeks did, the Spartans
decided to attack their neighbours,
the Messenians. In two bitterly
fought wars, they subdued the
Messenians and turned them into
serfs (Helots) who had to work the
soil for their masters. Unfortunately
for the Spartans, the Helots vastly
outnumbered them.

As a result, Sparta became a -
military state constantly on guard B
against the ever-present threat of a | g f
Helot revolt. This especially shaped ;
five aspects of Spartan society:
its infants, its boys, its girls, its
government, and its foreign policy.
Infants were the virtual property of
the state from birth when state inspectors would examine them for any signs
of weakness or defects. Babies judged unlikely to be able to serve as healthy
soldiers or mothers waer left to die on nearby Maydetus.

Boys were taken from home at age seven to live in the barracks. There
they were formed into platoons under the

barracks at night in order to see his wife and children. It was said some
Spartan fathers went for years without seeing their families by the light of day.
At age fifty, the Spartan could finally move home, although he remained on
active eserve for ten mar years.

Girls did not have it much easier. Although they did live at home rather
than in the barracks, they also went through arduous training and exercise.
All of this was for one purpose: to produce strong healthy children for the next
generation. Surprisingly, Spartan women were the most liberated women in
ancient Greece. This was because the men were away with the army, leaving
the women to supervise the Helots and run the farms. In fact, Spartan women
scandalized other Greeks with how
outspoken and fee they wee.

Spartan government, in sharp
contrast with the democracies
found in other city-states, kept
elements of the old monarchy and
aristocracy. They had two kings
whose duty was to lead the army.
Most power rested with five officials
known as ephors and a council of
thirty elders, the Gerousia. There
was also an assembly of all Spartan
men that voted only on issues the
Gerousia presented them. The
Spartans had a very conservative
foreign policy, since they did not
want to risk a Helot revolt while they
were away at war. They did extend
their influence through leadership of
the Peloponnesian League, which
contained most of the city-states in
the Peloponnesus, making Sparta
the most powerful Greek city-state,

although its army was never very dar

Spartan discipline did produce magnificent soldiers, inured to hardship
and blind obedience to authority, but with little talent for original thinking or
self-discipline. However, in the Persian wars, the Spartans would do more

than their share in the defence of freedom, as

command of an older man and the ablest of
their number. Life in the barracks involved
a lot of hard exercise and bullying by the
older boys. At age twelve it got much worse.
Adolescence brought the Spartan training at its
worst. The boys received one flimsy garment,
although they usually trained and exercised
in the nude. They slept out in the open year
round, only being allowed to make a bed of
rushes that were picked by hand, not cut.
They were fed very little, forcing them to steal
food to supplement their diet and teaching
them to forage the countryside as soldiers.
Their training, games, and punishments were
all extremely harsh. One notorious contest
involved tying boys to the altar of Artemis
Orthia and flogging them until they cried out.
Reportedly, some of them kept silent until they
died under the lash.

At age eighteen, the Spartan entered the
Krypteia, or secret police, for two years. The

Krypteia stask was to spy on and terrorize the

Helots in order to keep them from plotting revolt. The Spartans even declared
ritual warfare on the Helots each year to remind themselves and the Helots of
their situation and Spartan resolve to deal with it. At age twenty, the Spartan
entered the army where he would spend the next thirty years. As an adult,
he could grow his hair shoulder length in the Spartan fashion to look more
terrifying to his enemies. Not surprisingly, he had little in the way of a family
life. However, it was illegal not to marry in Sparta, since it was part of the
Spartan sduty to produce strong healthy children for the next generation.
After getting married, the young husband might have to sneak out of the

ironic as that may have sounded to them.
The Spartan shield

Spartans marked their shields with the
letter lambda. This stood for Laconia, the
name of theagion of Sparta.

The main purpose of the Spartan shield
was defensive; however Spartans also used it
to bash their opponents. This could be to stun
them, knock them down or get some room
to use another weapon. The shield could
also be used as a killing weapon outright,
its weight and thin edge making it a superb
blunt weapon. The hoplite shield, or aspis,
was heavy, weighing about 30 pounds. They
were constructed out of wood with an outer
layer of bronze. Due to its defensive nature,
Spartans using it as a weapon could gain the
advantage of surprise.

"Come back with your shield - or on it"
was supposed to be the parting cry of Spartan
mothers to their sons. Mothers whose sons died in battle openly rejoiced,
mothers whose sons survived hung their heads in shame.

Asked why it was dishonourable to return without a shield and not without
a helmet, the Spartan king, Demaratos (510 - 491) is said to have replied:
"Because the latter they put on for their own protection, but the shield
for the common good of all." (Plutach)

It
charms, captivates and maybe
even shocks the reader as it
looks in on the warm, earthy
inhabitants of the island and
joins in the fun, the laughter
and the tears.

out the latest dose of Hackney hilarity in Susie McKenna’s
Mother Goose (Hackney Empire). She also takes on the role of
the evil fairy Vanity, sister to the good fairy Charity (Sharon D Clarke
in fine form). This is a show that once again reflects the commu-
nity it serves but in a totally non-pc way as it takes the mickey out
of everyone including themselves. In truth this is not one of their very
best and some of the jokes misfire but they are delivered with such
effervescence and comic élan that we immediately forgive and
forget.

The tale of how wealth (gotten from golden eggs) corrupts the
lovely salt-of-the-earth mother is the perfect vehicle for that Grande
Dame Clive Rowe to demonstrate his abundance of talents. He
is a very fine actor and has a marvellously versatile singing
voice.

Arsenal are in the Cham-
pions League second
phase for the 15th successive
season — and could still top
Group D if they beat Gala-
tasaray and Dortmund lose to
Anderlecht — while victory over
Saints lifted them to sixth in
the Premier League, two
points off the top four.

And yet their remains an air
of unease and dissatisfaction
among some Arsenal fans with
65-year-old Wenger and their
team.A small group even bran-
dished a banner at the final
whistle at The Hawthorns em-
blazoned with the message:
“Arsene — thanks for the mem-
ories but it’s time to say good-
bye.”Former chairman Peter
Hill-Wood labelled the dis-
senters “ignorant people”. So,
are Arsenal’s fans right to de-

mand more or are they being
too greedy in their desire for
success?Arsenal fans have
every right to expect moreOne
FA Cup in the last nine years
— won against Hull City at
Wembley in May - is a poor
return for a club of Arsenal’s
status and aspirations.

Who is available now who
would be a fitting replacement
for a manager of the stature of
Wenger?Borussia Dortmund’s
Jurgen Klopp is a favoured
candidate among fans after
ending the dominance of
Bayern Munich and winning
the Bundesliga in 2011 and
2012, although his side were
beaten by their German rivals
in the 2013 Champions
League final.Klopp’s star, al-
beit temporarily, is currently
on the wane as Borussia lie

bottom of the Bundesliga.lt
may only be a blip but his
stock is lower.As Manchester
United found out when Sir Alex
Ferguson left, Arsenal are sixth
after 14 games and have not
been out of the top seven at
this stage of the season since
1994/95 — but this has not led
to a title since that “Invincibles”
year and even the top two has
been beyond them since
2004/2005.Wenger, however,
has become a guarantee of a
cherished top four place.He
signed a new three-year con-
tract in May and is bullish
when asked about whether
they can win the title in that
time: “Of course. | think we
have what is required to do
it.”Bold words — but it is clear
many Arsenal fans also want
bold action and trophies.
