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Cyprus President Nicos
Anastasiades made
it clear on Monday to

Turkish Cypriot leader
Dervis Eroglu, that there has
to be proposals from both
sides on all core issues of
the Cyprus problem, these
must be in turn examined
and convergences must be
achieved before the ongo-
ing talks for the reunification
of the island can proceed to
the next and third phase.

Credible sources have
said that a meeting between
the two leaders on Monday
which lasted three hours, was
“difficult.”

President Anastasiades,
they said, made it clear that
there is no chance that talks
will enter the third phase if
proposals on all aspects of
all the core issues are not
submitted for discussion.

At the same time he
expressed his readiness to
submit proposals on all
aspects by August.

We cannot move to the next
phase, he said, unless propos-
als on all aspects are submit-
ted, reviewed and common
ground is found.

President Anastasiades
referred in particular to the

aspect of territory, noting that
it constitutes on of the most
important aspects for Greek
Cypriots.

The same sources say that
the greatest part of the three
hour meeting was spent
discussing this as well as the
EU’s role in the process.

The Turkish Cypriot side
appeared negative on the
territory aspect until with the
positive contribution of the UN,
it was agreed to include in a
statement read out after the
meeting by UN SG’s Special
Representative in Cyprus Lisa
Buttenheim a phrase that
states that the two leaders
agreed “to submit and to con-
tinue submitting proposals on

all core issues, as well as to
conclude this phase as soon
as possible.”

President Anastasiades
also proposed to establish
four new technical commit-
tees, namely, a Committee on
Commerce and Industry, a
Trade Unions Committee, a
Committee on Reconstruction
and Resettlement and an EU
Committee.

The Turkish Cypriot leader
said that he would rather
that existing technical commit-
tees resume their work. As
regards the establishment of
new ones, he said he would
discuss the matter and would
think it over.

The same sources say that

the Greek Cypriot members
of all technical committees,
headed by Ambassador
Andreas Pirishis, wil l  be
announced within the next few
days.

The Turkish Cypriot side
was negative on the creation
of an EU technical committee,
a matter which was discussed
at length during the meeting.

President Anastasiades is
said to have explained that the
leaders would not be bound
by the technical committee but
rather that it would be helpful
if they were aware of whether
certain proposals were in line
with the acquis communau-
taire.

He also proposed that if
Eroglu would prefer it so
that they request a new EU
representative on the Cyprus
talks. However, Eroglu’s
stance remained a negative
one.

Replying to a question as
to whether it is l ikely that
a meeting wil l  take place
between the two leaders and
the UN Secretary General, the
same sources say that the UN
are not positively inclined for
such a meeting to take place
unless there is first progress
achieved in the talks.

There must be proposals on all core
issues, Cyprus President tells Eroglu Cyprus’s economic ties

with Russia, which
include about $100

billion in investments
between the two countries,
could be severed if the
European Union applies a
third round of sanctions
over Russia’s role in the
Ukrainian unrest, Cypriot
Foreign Minister Ioannis
Kasoulides said.

While EU and U.S. sanc-
tions in response to Russia’s
annexation of Crimea have
so far had limited impact
on Cyprus, a new set of
measures “introduced in a
blanket way, would have a
catastrophic effect on Cyprus’
economy and many other
EU states,” Kasoulides said
in a June 2 interview in
Nicosia.

Cyprus is the biggest
foreign investor in Russia,
with $69 billion accumulated
through the end of last year,
while the island is the
second-biggest destination
for Russian investment at
$33 bil l ion, according to
the Moscow-based Federal
Statistics Service. Low tax
rates and a treaty to prevent
double taxation have made
Cyprus the conduit of choice
for Russians moving money
in and out of their country.

EU leaders last week
put off further sanctions
on Russia after President
Vladimir Putin showed a
wil l ingness to work with
Ukrainian President-elect
Petro Poroshenko. The EU
will continue preparing
measures if events require
further steps, they said.

While Cyprus’ Ukraine
policy doesn’t diverge from
the EU line, communication
between the EU and Russia
“must be kept open and the
solution must be diplomatic,”
Kasoulides said.

US President Barack
Obama attended a meeting
of the G-7 countries in Brus-
sels yesterday, originally
scheduled as a G-8 summit
in Sochi, Russia, prior to the
annexation of Crimea. Putin
will meet French President
Francois Hollande today
before joining other world
leaders, including Obama, on
June 6 for the 70th anniver-
sary of the Normandy D-Day
invasion.

Cyprus’ economy, the third

smallest in the euro area,
shrank 5.4 percent last year
under the weight of austerity
measures and restructuring
of the f inancial industry
required by international
creditors in return for a 10
billion-euro ($13.6 billion)
rescue. The Cypriot govern-
ment has prioritized energy
as a growth industry to help
restart the economy.

The discovery of natural
gas in the eastern Mediterra-
nean is at the heart of Cyprus’
foreign and economic policy,
Kasoulides said, and there is
“great scope” for Cyprus,
Lebanon, Israel, Palestine
and Egypt to cooperate in
energy.

“Cyprus is the only coun-
try which is part of the region,
but not party to the problems
of the region and can there-
fore play a useful role,”
Kasoulides said.

The first priority in energy
is to build a liquefied natural
gas terminal on Cyprus’s
southern coast after Noble
Energy Inc. last year disco-
vered as much as 5 trillion
cubic feet of natural gas
off the coast, Kasoulides
said. While the finding isn’t
enough to make a project
viable on a standalone basis,
the plant could be used for
exporting gas from elsewhere
in the region, including from
Israel.

Total SA and Eni SpA are
also due to begin exploring
for additional deposits in
Cypriot waters this summer,
Kasoulides said.

As European nations look
for ways to cut reliance on
Russian energy, “this enhan-
ces the opportunities for
Cyprus, but we still need to
wait to see about Europe’s
plan for sourcing alternative
supplies of energy so that we
can adapt ourselves accord-
ingly,” Kasoulides said.

New Russia sanctions

catastrophic for Cyprus 

The Government has bowed to
pressure to introduce a charge on
single-use carrier bags to cut litter.

A 5p charge will be introduced in
England from October 2015 to help
reduce the number of plastic bags hand-
ed out by retailers across the country,
many of which end up as litter and harm
the environment.

But small retailers will be exempt from
the charge, to prevent imposing burdens
on start-up and growing businesses, the
Government said.

The charge will only apply to plastic
bags, and not paper bags which only
make up a tiny percentage - 0.1% - of
bags given out each year.

In 2012, more than 7 billion single-use
carrier bags were handed out in England
by supermarkets.

A 5p levy in Wales has shown signifi-
cant success in reducing the number of
carrier bags given out in the country by
75%. Northern Ireland has also brought

in a charge, with Scotland set to do so
this year.

In England, the Government has been
under sustained pressure from country-
side and environmental campaigners to
follow suit and introduce a fee for single
use bags, which waste resources, cause
litter and can injure marine wildlife.

Shadow environment secretary Maria
Eagle said: “For months the Tories’
Environment Secretary Owen Paterson

delayed the introduction of a plastic bag
levy because he wanted an exemption
for biodegradable bags, even though
scientists said this was a flawed policy
that would damage the environment and
the recycling industry.

“He repeatedly ignored requests from
the Parliamentary Environmental Audit
Committee to explain the Government’s
position and yet David Cameron is today
claiming the plastic bag levy as a triumph
for the Tory-led Government.

“Far from being a triumph, this was
an unscientific mess that was unneces-
sarily delayed.”

Friends Of The Earth’s head of cam-
paigns Andrew Pendleton said: “A plas-
tic bag charge is long overdue - but it’s
a drop in the ocean when it comes to
tackling the UK’s huge waste mountain.

“Ministers must go much further by
boosting recycling and introducing a
comprehensive strategy for protecting
our precious resources.”

Shoppers will be charged 5p for plastic bags
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Maritsa Savva Mastihi
(known as Maria) was
born on 5th October

1946 to Savva and Angeliki
Mastihi, the middle child of
three, in Neo Chorio Kythreas/
Minarelikoy, Cyprus. The
village was fertile: the waters of
Chefalovryso, rising above it
in the foothills of Bendedakty-
los Mountain, gurgled down
concrete conduits through the
streets. Many villagers were
Maria’s relatives, some close
and others distant. The Turks
had co-existed with the Greeks
for centuries, though they had
their own areas of land
ownership. There was a Co-
operative and a Cultural Club
which were bi-communal.

Savva, from Kokkinotrim-
ithia, met Angeliki through her
brother Christos Petas his
workmate (after independence
an AKEL MP, and eventually
the “Father” of the Parliament).
He was active in the village
community organisations,
AKEL and his trade union. In
1956 he was shot by EOKA
outside his house, part of a
wave of simultaneous attacks
throughout the island. 10-year-
old Maria discovered him,
bleeding from his wounds. He
was driven to hospital in
Lefkosia by the owner of
the village bus, and Maria,
brother Sotiri and sister Kiku
were taken in by Angeliki’s
sister Androniki and brother-
in-law Hambi who had 6
children of their own. 

Savva was sent to England
for medical treatment. He
survived but suffered lifelong
consequences. A few months
later Angeliki followed him to
London with the children,
arriving in a December fog.
She was 36-years-old and
spoke no English – but she
had a British passport. They
had been torn away from their
community, their family and
friends and all they held dear;
and those who remained also
felt their loss.

As a small child Maria
thirsted for knowledge. When
she’d done well in lessons she
ran through the village shout-
ing “I got Alpha Alpha!” Her
teacher begged her mother:
“Angeliki, you must send
Maria to Gymnasium!” but
there was no money. In Lon-
don Maria did go to secondary
school. After one year she was
top of her class in English,
mentored by another teacher.
She visited the public library
where she devoured books
author by author, going
through the complete works
of each. At 15 she went to
Kilburn Polytechnic, took GCE
“O-levels” and passed. When
she was 16, sister Anna was
born, and Maria became her
second mother. She also had
to interpret for Savva and
Angeliki whose English was
poor.

It was the “swinging sixties”:
Maria and Kiku wore mini-
skirts and Vidal Sassoon
hairstyles, went clubbing
using each other as alibi to
their parents and, unusually,

mixed with Brit ish young
people. They scandalised
some of the older Cypriot
expatriates. Maria met future
husband Leon in September
1967 through mutual friends
at a party. He was from a
London Jewish family, non-
religious, his parents Benjamin
and Mimi children of refugees
from Russia and also involved
in Left-wing politics. Love
blossomed.

Maria became secretary
to the Jamaican Clerk to the
Justices at Hampstead
Magistrates’ Court, Billy Stra-
chan. He encouraged her to
study further. He advised:

“Mastihi: it’s not enough for us
to be as good as the English.
We must be better!” She
passed examinations in
Magisterial Law, up to Soli-
citors’ or Bar final level, with
merit and was appointed a
Court Clerk – legal adviser to
the magistrates – working as
such for 18 years. Meanwhile
she had become active with
Billy in “Liberation” where
she worked with prominent
political figures. 

In 1969 Maria and Leon
were engaged and visited
Cyprus. She introduced him
to her extended family who
welcomed him. They married
at Willesden Register Office in
February 1971 and lived with
Savva and Angeliki for a year,
then moved to a flat in Brom-
ley directly above Benjamin
and Mimi. For them, Maria was
a beloved daughter since
Leon was their only child.
Maria got a job at Bromley
Magistrates’ Court as a Court
Clerk. She also joined the
Catford branch of AKEL.
Nadia was born in 1974, and
Ben in 1979. Leon qualified as
a solicitor in 1980.

Maria remained at the Court
for 12 years till 1987 when she
joined Leon in the law firm he
had set up two years previous-
ly. Initially they undertook
criminal defence work. Sub-
sequently they specialised
in representing detained
psychiatric patients at Mental
Health Tribunals. She instinc-
tively understood the most
vulnerable clients and their
problems. 

In 1986 Maria returned to
Cyprus for an emotional
homecoming. She and Leon
started to go regularly,
attending family events both
happy and sad, watching the
next generation grow up and
found their own families as

they did here. Among her
relatives and villagers Maria
felt that once again she truly
belonged; and they, like many
others, confided their joys and
woes. Savva and Angeliki’s
modest house in Willesden
was the heart of the family
here, the place where all met
for barbecues, high days and
holidays – although nothing
was the same after the
sudden death of Sotiri in 1992
– until Savva passed away in
1998. After a couple of years
Maria persuaded Angeliki to
move next door to her and
Leon, and cared for her in her
final years. 

Following the loss of her
brother Maria felt the need to
take Holy Communion and
went to the Orthodox Monas-
tery of St John the Baptist to
confess. Fr Zacharias gave her
his blessing but advised
her that she must speak to
Archbishop Gregorios. After a
lengthy telephone conversa-
tion he also gave his blessing,
but wished her to bring her
family closer to the Church.
She did: in 2002 Ben was
baptised “Savva” at Machairas
Monastery in Cyprus, and
Leon in the same place the
following year. Father Michael
of Welling Greek Orthodox
Church of Christ the Saviour
married Leon and Maria in
February 2004. Goumbaros
and Goumera were Hambi
and Androniki’s son Loukas
and his wife Despo, Godpar-
ents to Ben. Leon and Maria
got involved in the life of the
Community and characteristi-
cally she gave of herself
gladly and with love.

Leon and Maria worked
together until 2007, when
elder grand-daughter Zoe was
born to Nadia and husband
Trevor. Maria retired to be a
full-time grandmother. Leon
found freelance work until
Spring 2011, when Maria was
showing symptoms of illness
and needed his help to look
after Zoe and baby Lyra then
herself. In August, Maria was
admitted to hospital very ill and
diagnosed with metastatic
lung cancer which had spread
to her pelvis and her brain. 

She was within days of
death by October. She start-
ed a new chemotherapy drug
mid-month, and soon she was
improving. The improvement
continued for almost 2 years,
well beyond the most optimis-
tic prognosis. She suffered
cognitive deficits but these did

not break her spirit. She and
Leon knew that at some point
the treatment would cease
to work and the i l lness
would recur. Nevertheless in
February 2013, already close
to or beyond her best predic-
ted remission, Maria spent
3 weeks in Cyprus with Leon,
Ben and her family. She talked
of returning, but in reality she
was saying goodbye. 

From September 2013 she
lost much of her sight, mobi-
lity, and speech. Leon contin-
ued to care for her at home
with professional help. Her
sisters, children, cousins and
friends visited often. Zoe and
Lyra were her greatest joy. In
her last months she would sit
silently smiling while they
happily played teachers with
her as their pupil. 

Scans confirmed the illness
was progressing and treat-
ment was stopped in early
March 2014. Maria deteriora-
ted rapidly but managed to
attend Church while she still
could, to take Holy Commu-
nion and socialise, her smile
radiant, taking leave of her
friends. In her last week she
was confined to bed at home,
semi-conscious, not eating
or drinking, her pain relief
delivered automatically. Father
Michael came to give her the
Last Rites three days before
the end: she awoke, spoke
clearly to consent and moved
her limbs to receive the bless-
ing with holy oil. On her last
day she sank into coma then
passed away peacefully.

Even after her death she
helped others, having agreed
long before to a l imited
post-mortem at King’s College
Hospital as the success of
her treatment had been so
unexpected – and she may yet
contribute to treatment of
pituitary tumours. The funeral
was conducted on 23rd April
by Hieromonk Spiridon from
Nea Skiti, Holy Mount Athos
who knew her. Maria was
buried wrapped in a silk sheet
made by her mother in Neo
Chorio more than 70 years
ago, part of her “bottom
drawer”, almost as perfect
when found as the day it was
made.

Simultaneously with her
funeral, a service was held
in the new church of Ayios
Charalambos in Aglantzia.
Father Diomede, now retired
but village priest when the
Greek villagers of Neo Chorio
fled from the advancing Turk-
ish troops in 1974, officiated;
and many family members
and Neochorites attended and
heard Constantinos Cavafis’
poem “Ithaka”, also read at
the funeral, as well as speech-
es about her life.

Loukas described Maria as
“like a fountain gushing love”.
She lived her beliefs, and
inspired love in all who were
capable of it, whoever they
were. She triumphed over
trauma, loss of her childhood
and finally illness. Her memo-
ry will be everlasting.

EU secures halloumi deal

for UK Cypriot farmer 

An Abbots Leigh farmer
is set to realise his
ambition to start produ-

cing halloumi cheese, after
successfully securing funding
from the European Union.

Michael Michael, of
Haberfield Park Farm, on the
outskirts of the city, has been
awarded a grant worth
hundreds of thousands of
pounds to help kick-start his
Karpasia dairy project,
according to local MP Dr Liam
Fox.

After more than a year of
wrangling between Mr Michael
and the Department for the
Environment, Food and Rural
Affairs (Defra), which saw the
North Somerset MP stepping
in to help expedite the pro-
cess, Dr Fox said funding for
the project had been secured.

The former Defence Secre-
tary described the plans for
milking 700 sheep and 300
goats for the purposes of
Greek yoghurt and halloumi
cheese production as
“a major reinvigoration to our
rural economy.”

Dr Fox said Mr Michael, who
is of Cypriot descent, envis-
ages using the latest milking
technology to produce the
highest grade Cypriot cheese,
made using up to 100 per cent

of sheep or goats’ milk.
Traditionally, halloumi used

to be made using milk from
sheep and goats, but many
British and Cypriot industrial
cheese-makers now use
cow’s milk as the primary
ingredient, as it is more
readily available, with some
halloumi products today
containing as little as just
10-15 per cent sheep or goats’
milk.

Dr Fox said the £213,556.49
from Europe, awarded by
Defra, will be used to help
convert an existing building
into the milk processing site.
He said the Defra decision
followed many months of back
and forth negotiations.

Dr Fox, a eurosceptic, said:
“I’m delighted. Not only to
have helped rejuvenate a
local enterprise and create
local jobs but to have used
EU money to help a UK
business to export to Europe
is particularly satisfying.”

While halloumi is a protect-
ed Cypriot product in the
United States, disagreements
among dairy producers and
sheep and goat farmers in
Cyprus means that the cheese
has not been registered as a
Protected Designation of
Origin (PDO) under EU law.

Olga has gained an
enviable reputation as a soloist
and recitalist performing
among the others with Lithua-
nian Chamber Orchestra,
Zürcher Kammerorchester,

Dr Chris Laoutaris, who
has previously written
poetry for Parikiaki,

has been awarded a presti-
gious Birmingham Fellowship
at The Shakespeare Institute
to pursue research into Shake-
speare. 

In competition with 800
other applicants from a
range of disciplines, Laoutaris
succeeded in gaining a place
as a Lecturer and Fellow at
the world’s most influential
institution for the teaching and
research of Shakespeare
and Renaissance theatre. The
Institute’s director, Professor
Michael Dobson, said “We are
delighted that this innovative
and energetic young scholar
and poet will be continuing his
already distinguished career
at The Shakespeare Institute.”

Previously a Lecturer and
Renaissance Literature Course
Convenor at University
College London, Laoutaris has
just published his second
book, Shakespeare and the
Countess: The Battle that
Gave Birth to the Globe, the
true story of the formidable
and extraordinary woman
who nearly destroyed Shakes-
peare’s career. Released by
Penguin Books to coincide
with this year’s 450th anniver-
sary of Shakespeare’s birth,
the book has already been
Shortl isted for the Tony
Lothian prize, sponsored by
the Duke and Duchess of
Buccleuch, and scored a
British Academy Post-Doctor-
al Fellowship award, given to
outstanding young resear-
chers.

Shakespeare and the Count-

ess was released to a wave
of publicity, with prominent
articles in the Financial Times,
the Sunday Telegraph, the
Literary Review, the New
Statesman, The Times, the
Sunday Times Magazine and
the Herald Scotland, as well
as a special Shakespeare
anniversary edition of the
Sunday Express ‘review’ fea-
turing Dr Laoutaris and the
celebrated Shakespearean
and film actor Simon Callow.
In addition, Laoutaris’ book
was declared Sunday Tele-
graph ‘Book of the Week’, in
which it was referred to by the
award-winning biographer
Jessie Childs as a “splendid
and original book” which
approaches Shakespeare “in
a new way”.  

Many distinguished authors
quickly turned their pens to
public praise of Shakespeare
and the Countess. The world-
renowned biographer and
novelist Alison Weir wrote that
it is “Fabulous! Chris Laoutaris
reveals an untold story about
William Shakespeare, uncov-
ered by his ground-breaking
research ... It’s a gripping
tale that enables us to see
Shakespeare in a new light ...
I could not recommend it
highly enough”. The historian
and reviewer Jonathan Wright
described it as a “compelling
book ... [which] sheds new
light on this turbulent episode
in the Bard’s career ... It is a
fascinating story and Laoutaris
tells it with a winning combi-
nation of scholarly rigour and
elegant prose. Contributing
something fresh in the crowd-
ed arena of Shakespeare
studies is not easy, but Laou-

taris has done precisely that
... A splendid book”. For the
biographer Frances Wilson the
book is a “work of historical
and literary detection which
takes us straight to the heart of
religious politics in Elizabethan
England ... There is a great
deal to admire in this hugely
ambitious book”, while the
historian Anne Somerset
praised Laoutaris’ “impressive
research” and the “immense
gusto” with which he
approached his subject. 

One of the world’s most
eminent Shakespeare schol-
ars, Professor Stanley Wells,
chief editor of the Oxford
Shakespeare series, remarked
that he “very much enjoy(ed)”
this exciting new publication
and was impressed with
Laoutaris’ research and the
original discoveries he had
made, finding it “fascinating
how much archives can still
yield”. These plaudits ensured
that Shakespeare and the
Countess, as The Bookseller
magazine revealed, reached
number eight in the top ten of
most reviewed books on the
week of its release.

Since his book’s publication
Dr Laoutaris has given inter-
views about it on BBC Radio
London, the Australian Broad-
casting Corporation’s Network
Radio, and Newstalk Radio
Ireland, and written articles for
major newspapers. He has
also presented special events
at the Victoria and Albert
Museum, The Shakespeare
Institute, the Biographers’
Club, Swedenborg Hall, and
the London Jewish Cultural
Centre.

So what’s next for Dr Chris

Laoutaris? He is currently
researching a controversial
Royal Collection painting
with fellow-academic Yasmin
Arshad, the results of which
wil l  soon be published in
The British Art Journal. Their
research was first presented
in San Diego, California, in a
lecture-panel organised by
Laoutaris to coincide with
last year’s highly acclaimed
exhibition ‘In Fine Style: The
Art of Tudor and Stuart Fash-
ion’ at Buckingham Palace’s
Queen’s Gallery. Laoutaris and
Arshad have been accorded
the honour of being invited
to present their work at the
Royal Palace of Holyrood-
house, in collaboration with
the Scottish National Gallery,
in a special event to mark the
opening of the exhibition at the
Queen’s Gallery in Edinburgh,
Scotland, this summer.

Laoutaris is also working on
his third book at The Shakes-
peare Institute, a biography of
the men who put together
the first collected edition of
Shakespeare’s works, entitled
Team Shakespeare: The Men
Who Created the Shakespeare
Legacy. “I was delighted to be
the recipient of a coveted
Birmingham Fellowship at The
Shakespeare Institute”, said
Laoutaris, “where I will be able
to pursue the research which
will enable me to tell the
untold story of how one of the
most important books in the
world, the f irst edit ion of
Shakespeare’s collected
plays known as the ‘First
Folio’, came into existence. I
am incredibly grateful to
everyone at Penguin Publish-
ers, The Shakespeare Institute,
the Shakespeare Birthplace
Trust, University College
London, the British Academy,
the Royal Collection and
Historic Royal Palaces for their
tireless support”.

People whose houses
have been flooded but
do not have insurance

should be given money from
council “hardship funds”, the
Prime Minister has said. 

David Cameron spoke as
the insurance industry said the
cost of the recent floods could
top £1.5bn and end up adding
around £15 to average annual
household cover.

Mr Cameron said that “every
local authority affected needs
to have a hardship fund.”

“If there is a need to top up
those hardship funds then
they can come to us and we
can have a look at that,” he
said. “Generally speaking,
hardship funds have worked
well for uninsured houses.” 

A “bespoke grant system”
offering several thousand
pounds per household in
affected areas will also be
set up to enable people to
improve flood defences as
they rebuild, Mr Cameron
added.

“We need to make sure the
insurance loss adjusters get
into those houses quickly,
carry out the assessment, and
pay up the money fast,” he
said. “In most cases, that is
happening. If it isn’t happening
I want local MPs to be told
about it.”

An agreement between the
Government and insurance
industry, called Flood Re, is
due to come into force next
year. This will provide pay-outs
on properties that insurers are
unwilling to cover. Those in
flood-prone areas are expec-
ted to be hit with extra costs
of £540 a year for the flood-
insurance element of their
buildings insurance.

House Prices
Homes that get flooded can

see their values fall by as
much as a fifth, especially if
they are hit more than once.
Potential buyers are obviously
deterred by the clean-up costs
and soaring insurance pre-
miums.

But there’s little evidence
that floods actually make a
home unsellable. Tewkesbury
in Gloucestershire, for in-
stance, was hit by severe
floods in 2007 but while prices
took a dip, average property
values in the town have held
up reasonably well. It ’s a
similar story at Cockermouth
in Cumbria, which was hit by
floods in 2009.

In fact some buyers look to
flood-hit areas to pick up a
bargain, reckoning that then
spending a few grand on
decent flood protection could

make the deal worthwhile.
Alex Gosling, managing

director of online estate agents
HouseSimple, warned:
“Homeowners may not see a
noticeable drop in the price of
their property if the flooding is
a one-off event, but those with
properties that are flooding
repeatedly face the biggest
headache.

“If buyers are going to strug-
gle to secure mortgages on a
property that has a high risk
of f looding, or insurance
premiums are going to be sky
high, then that will have a
detrimental impact on the
price of the property. Plus it’s
much easier for buyers these
days to identify areas of flood.”

Homes that have not been
flooded but are close to flood-
hit areas could also find their
property values fall ing as
buyers prove reluctant to take
the risk. The Environment
Agency has suggested that
one in six homes in England
is now at risk of flooding –
which potentially leaves
millions facing a hit to their
home’s value.

Cyprus Wine Festival

As most of you know,
NIKOS OIKONOMOPOULOS
will not be singing at this year’s
wine festival organised by
Parikiaki. Although his man-
agement signed a contract
and took a deposit from the
newspaper, they have not kept
to their word or their bond.
Fortunately for us though,
Parikiaki have booked Despina
VANDI who will be singing and
we are all looking forward to
her performance. 

Having been in this busi-
ness for 18 years and dealing
with promoters, singers and
events for all this time in a
professional capacity, it is my
conclusion that some Greeks
have, at times, overstepped
their own self importance.
By this I mean that many in
Greece saw their ‘stars’ as
royalty and treated them over
and above what you and me
would perceive as normal. To
me people who can sing have
got a talent but so does
Andrikos who builds houses
or Georkos who paints cars,
to me everyone has a talent
and each person deserves
respect. Respect and adula-
tion are two different things
though. To respect a person’s
talent is to show that person
an acknowledgement of their
talent but when adulation and
hysteria come into it that
person can, not all, but some
can think that they are some-
thing more than just a singer,
or a builder or a painter.
Adulation in my eyes should
be restricted to people who
work in the care industries, a
surgeon who saves lives and

to those who risk their own
lives to care for others; that
is where I would focus my
adulation. When I have ever
met someone who sings for a
living, I treat them exactly the
same way I would treat any
other person in my life, with
respect and the way I would
like to be treated.

As far as Oikonomopoulos
is concerned, I fear for
him. Since winning Greece’s
FAME STORY he has been
managed, apparently, by
people who have locked him
into a contract that works
only for them, which I find so
sad and so reflective of this
kind of business. I have said
it for 18 years, since speaking
to the Greek record compa-
nies directly and to singers
management teams, they will
destroy this business and look
what happened to most of the
Greek record companies, they
have shut down. 

I had arguments every
single day with the manage-
ments of the record compa-
nies as they decided that the
Cypriot market in the UK was
not large enough for them
to be put out by actually ful-
filling an order on time. They
constantly delayed orders, did
not notify us of new releases
(in those days there was no
such thing as online orders),
they insisted on being paid 10
days before they even looked
at the orders and they
altogether made my life hell.
If I ran my business like that, I
would have shut down too,
and indeed most of them
have. If someone in Greece
releases an album, the main
distribution is made through

newspapers and given away
free with them - how sad is
that, very rarely can you go
into a shop, other than at
airports and buy a CD. 

The main income for singers
now is live performances so
for a management team of a
singer, it is financially viable to
get them on stages around the
world and get paid for their
performances handsomely but
say, as in many cases, the
management of a singer own
the club that their singers
perform in, it is financially more
viable to keep your singer in
your club and there you have
it - exploitation starts and the
singer has no control over
their own lives or careers. Of
course, not all singers have
this kind of management but
the dark side of this industry
rears its ugly head, especially
in these financially difficult
times we live in, and if you are
thinking of going down this

road and want to be a singer,
my advice is to take a long
hard look at what you step
into, speak to other singers
who are involved in the
interested management,
speak to as many people as
you can including your own
solicitors before taking the
step and signing a contract
you will regret.

As far as the Cyprus Wine
Festival is concerned, things
will go on as normal and we
will all enjoy a day to mix in
with our own community, to
sing and dance and just
generally hang around with
our own people. There is
nothing that is like this for our
community to show how
proud we are to be Cypriots:
even a letdown will not stop
us because we are made
of stronger stuff than any
management team in Greece
can throw at us or this news-
paper.

The poll was
carried out by Censuswide on behalf of the
leading ethical travel company, responsi-
bletravel.com, and international wildlife
charity, the Born Free Foundation

We have a
responsibility to make that dream a reality.”

Coogler tells the true story of
22-year-old Oakland resident
Oscar Grant (Michael B
Jordan), a passionate young
man who tries hard to be a
better father to his little girl
Tatiana (Ariana Neal) and a
better partner to his girlfriend
Sophina (Melonie Diaz). 

The action takes place during
the day of December 31, 2008
leading to the tragic events that
happened the following morn-
ing at Fruitvale Station. 

Coogler’s tremendous script
relies heavily on building
character and with some clever
use of flashback sequences
we get to know the whole
background story of Oscar and
his family. His mother Wanda
(Octavia Spencer) is eager to
forget past events that almost
ruined her family and is ready
for a new beginning... 

It is perfectly constructed and
a deeply moving drama that will
reduce you to tears but will
also make you very angry. The
performances are out of this
world - Jordan is a strong
presence as the volatile but
sensitive protagonist and
shares a terrific chemistry with
Diaz as his long suffering
partner. Spencer is magnificent
as the strong matriarch and
deserves another award
following her Oscar winning
performance in “The Help”. 

Edge Of 

Tomorrow 3D

Doug LIman’s intelligent
sci-fi futuristic adventure tells
the story of Lt Col William Cage
(Tom Cruise), an American
officer who has never seen a
day of combat following a
devastating attack on earth by
an alien force. As soon as Cage
arrives in London he is sent on
a suicide mission where he is
killed within minutes. But mirac-
ulously he finds himself in a
time loop where he has to relive
the same day over and over... 

This is a cross between
“Groundhog Day” and “Final
Destination” but on a much
larger scale with some amaz-
ing special effects and set
pieces. Cruise makes a likable
hero and works well with
Emily Blunt as Rita Vrataski, the
tough Special Forces Warrior
with whom Cage has to join
forces with in order to save the
world.

A Million Ways To

Die In The West

Seth MacFarlane hit the

jackpot a couple of years ago
with his hilarious “Ted”. Now
before he brings on “Ted 2” he
steps into “Blazing Saddles”
territory in this affectionate
spoof of the western. He also
plays the leading role of Albert
a sheep farmer who gets
dumped by his girlfriend Louise
(Amanda Seyfried) when she
meets the flamboyant Foy (Neil
Patrick Harris). But Albert soon
forgets about Louise when
a mysterious young woman
arrives in town called Anna
(Charlize Theron)... 

This is a very enjoyable
comedy with good performan-
ces and some good jokes.
Giovanni Ribisi stands out as
one of the residents who is
determined to keep his virgini-
ty until his wedding night des-
pite the fact that he is engaged
to Ruth (Sarah Silverman), one
of the town’s busiest call girls.

When I Saw You

This powerful film is the sec-
ond feature from the Jordan-
based Palestinian film-maker
Annamarie Jacir. It is sensitively
directed and beautifully acted
especially by the young prota-
gonist Mahmoud Asfa. He
plays Tarek an 11-year-old boy
who along his mother Ghaydaa
lives in a Palestinian refugee
camp in Jordan. 

The time is 1967 and Tarek’s
father has been separated
from his family during the catas-
trophic events that led to their
flight. But now Tarek is deter-
mined to find his father in the
forest...

Asfa is very engaging in the
leading role and carries the film
valiantly on his young soldiers.

Jimmy’s Hall

Ken Loach’s last film is a
delight! He tells the true story of
Jimmy Gralton (Barry Ward), a
political activist who challenged
the Catholic Church when he
opened a dance hall in 1921.
The politicians and the church
soon force Jimmy to flee to
the States but ten years later
Jimmy returns home in order
to look after his mother and with
plans to re-open the hall...

Ward delivers a star making
performance in this highly

enjoyable fi lm. It is one of
Loach’s warmest films of recent
years which masterly combines
pathos with humour.

Cheap Thrills

Craig (Pat Healy) begins a
rapid descent into hell when he
decides to go drinking one
night in order to drown his
sorrows. He is unemployed
and deep in debt so when the
opportunity arises to earn some
cash he is blindly led by the
nose into a series a dare games
by a playful couple he meets in
the bar with an old friend (Ethan
Embry). But Violet (Sara
Paxton) and Colin (David
Koechner) hunger for cheap
thrills leads the two men into a
living nightmare...

Director E.L.Katz’s atmos-
pheric direction allows his
strong cast to sink deeply into
a very sinister situation where
there is no turning back.

Heaven Is For Real

Randal Wallace’s religious
drama is based on the true
story of the Turpos, a small
American town family. 

Todd (Greg Kinnear) lives a
happy life with his wife Sonja
(Kelly Reilly) and two small
children. He works as a fireman
as well as a preacher so
inevitably his family spends a
lot of time in church praying.
But when their 4-year-old son
Colton (Connor Corum) goes
through a l i fe threatening
experience in the hospital he
later claims that he has visited
heaven... 

The sombre tone of the film
suggests early on that a lot of
drama will soon develop but

thankfully the grace and digni-
ty of the performances lift the
afternoon television material to
a higher level.

Now: In The Wings

On A World Stage

This engaging documentary
celebrates Sam Mendes’
acclaimed production of
“Richard III” with Kevin Spacey
as Shakespeare’s notorious
villain which began life at the
Old Vic before it ended its world
tour a year later in New York.
The tour takes them to Greece
- to the stunning ancient
theatre of Epidaurus - to
China, Italy and Australia
amongst many other countries. 

It is a moving experience
especially for theatre lovers and
it is certainly not suitable for
cynics or philistines.

Also out this week:

THE DIRTIES: Movie
obsessed best friends Matt and
Owen decide to make a film
about killing the bullies of their
school called “The Dirties”.
However, Matt’s revenge
fantasies soon turn this fun
project into a series of uncon-
trollable acts... Matt Johnson
and Owen Williams share an
effortless chemistry in this fly
on the wall style of faux docu-
mentary but overall this is
too loud and too silly to take
seriously.

36: Nawapol Thamron
grattanarit’s experimental film
is divided into 36 shots, which
follow Sai, a location manager
and Oom, an art director. They
meet on the site of a derelict
building for a new project and
a new collaboration...This is
economic storytelling at its best
with perfectly framed compo-
sitions.

PLUTO: Shin Su-won’s
atmospheric but slow film takes
place in a South Korean elite
high school and follows the
story of a group of seniors
who are prepared to use any
means in order to gain entry
into prestigious universities.
This turns June, an innocent
transfer student into a monster
when he finds out that some
students share secret note-
books. It is a strong premise
but the pacing is far too slow
to make us care.

COMMON PEOPLE: The
action of this very common
British film takes place entirely
in Tooting Common and
follows the stories of six differ-
ent Londoners whose lives
become intertwined when a
parrot called Princess Parroty
escapes from her cage. The
dialogue and script never ring
true while the performances are
verging on the amateur. The
only consolation is Sam Kelly’s
appearance who manages
to inject some reality in this
unfortunate project which
unlike Princess Parroty never
gets off the ground.

Back in the 1980’s musical theatre was all about
razzle-dazzle and trumping the competition with
bigger and better special effects. Some may say plus

ca change but thirty years ago it really mattered so when
the original production of Miss Saigon (Prince Edward
Theatre) marched into town it went straight to the top of
the impact league with a scene that everybody was talking
about. 

Thankfully Laurence Connor’s 2014 revival is so much
more than the renowned helicopter coup de theatre. It
remains visually spectacular on Totie Driver and Matt Kinley’s
lavish new design, superbly lit by Bruno Poet but they all
play second fiddle to a couple of terrific performances from
Jon Jon Briones (Engineer) and Eva Noblezada (Kim). The
latter an 18 year old plucked from obscurity at a high school
theatre showcase in New York just last year. 

Alain Boublil and Claude-Michel Schonberg’s work,
inspired by Madam Butterfly, is rich in musical texture and
variety. In Britain today Puccini’s work (set in Japan 1904)
would be deemed a case of child abuse as an under-age
girl is seduced by an old fogey to satisfy his inappropriate
carnal desires. Here it is set during the brutal Vietnam war
where square-jawed marine Chris falls for a gorgeous,
vulnerable local girl Kim who is working as a prostitute. It is
a classic love story where against all odds, even when they
are separated by the fall of Saigon; they are reunited before
she tragically takes her own life in a tear-jerking climax. 

It’s stirring stuff with Bob Avian’s reprised choreography
providing some real pizzazz and punch to sleazy downtown
Saigon where the bruised and battered GI’s mingle
with scantily dressed hookers dancing enticingly for their
captivated punters in serious need of satisfying their wanton
sexual desires. The contrast with the reality of the war is
perverse. It that lasted twenty years claiming over 3 million
lives. Occasionally the production over indulges its
emotional punch but thankfully for the most part Connor
maintains a fine balance between tissue moments and West
End musical entertainment.

Briones, who has played the role of Engineer several
times, is a bundle of energy as the Eurasian bar owner who
dresses ostentatiously and pimps with panache. He was
made for the part. Meanwhile Noblezada sings with a
clarity and beauty that is quite beguiling and her tenderness
and emotional frailty are wonderfully portrayed for one so
inexperienced. This 18 year-old is definitely going places
and although this revival may not run for as long as the
original it will certainly pack them in while those chopper
rotors keep turning.  

If you can hear the sound of satisfied purring emanating
from these pages it is because I recently spent an evening
with the inimitable Meow Meow (London Wonderground),
not alone you understand. This Australian chanteuse
begins her show bemoaning the fact that the audience do
not have any flowers with which to festoon her (she provides
them for us to chuck back) and ends it with a crowd-surf
while belting out a number. In between she offers us a most
entertaining cabaret show that mixes music with comedy
and moments of idiosyncratic physical pranks that are the
work of a performer treading a very fine line between
artistic genius and madness. The two are almost inextrica-
bly linked with this feline dame.

She is most impressive when delivering torch songs,
though the vocal upper range sometimes fails her as she
goes for the money notes. We forgive and forget these rare
lapses as she woos us once more with some inevitable
audience participation. The blokes couldn’t get enough of it
and she couldn’t get enough of them. Her dress sense is
eclectic, colourful and slightly chaotic adding an extra
element of sartorial frou frou to proceedings. A dame who
doesn’t take herself too seriously which means you will
probably love her even more. Maybe you will end up purring
too.

Meanwhile Viv Stoker is entranced by the twilight...
Although I am a great fan of the Regents Park Open Air

Theatre, an experience that all Londoners should do at least
once, I was slightly concerned that Arthur Miller’s intimate and
intense All My Sons may get lost in the shrubs and expanse
of the venue. To begin with that was the case but as they say
in sport “form is temporary and class is permanent”. So
as night followed day the coruscating family drama, set
entirely in the back garden of the Keller family, clicked into
a higher dramatic gear in Timothy Sheader’s fine produc-
tion with simple innovative design by Lizzie Clachan.

Miller’s writing is so perceptive and piercing and we get
drawn into the lives of a clan who have struggled with the
cutting of the umbilical cord and are now riven with conflict
and betrayal. The cast are excellent and in the key role of the
mother Kate Brid Brennan is simply wonderful. We feel
every moment of her pain. An evening not to be missed.

Such
disappointment can only be
truly matched by the super
talented Despina Vandi who
will be appearing live on both
days of the Cyprus Wine
Festival.

Queen of Greek Pop,
Despina Vandi, is one of the
most famous and successful
Greek singers of all time, also
enjoying international success.
She began her musical career
in 1994 after signing with
Minos EMI.

Despina released two
albums before beginning an
exclusive collaboration with
composer Phoebus and strik-
ing commercial success with
her third album Deka Endoles.
The collaboration with Phoe-
bus became one of the most
successful in Greek music his-
tory and her next three albums
Profities (1999), Gia (2001)
and Stin Avli Tou Paradeisou
(2004), gained multi-platinum
statuses, becoming amongst
the most successful albums of
their respective decades.

The success of Gia helped
Despina to break into neigh-
bouring markets and she sub-
sequently released a couple
of English-language singles
with the hope of breaking into
the international market.

the UK. You will hear many
stories from middle aged
Cypriots in restaurants and
bars claiming they should
have gone further in the
game. Not just the likes of
George Georgiou, the current
double cup winning Salamina
manager who played for
Fulham first team 1991/1992,
or George Costa, an immense
talent and a few others who
at some point were on the
senior books of professional
clubs. There are many more
who for one reason or anoth-
er fell at the final or penulti-
mate hurdle. The feeling has
always been that talent alone,
of which there was plenty,
was not enough. 

We now hope that the next
generation of Cypriots in the
UK can go a step further. The
emergence of well organised
youth football clubs in the UK
with a 'Cypriot base' is in no
doubt helping with this. It can
be claimed that Omonia
Youth FC is leading the way
here having been founded in
1994 and is consequently cel-
ebrating its 20th year. Omonia
Youth's current Chairman is
Elia Constanti, a Salamina
and KOPA representative
player. Many of the club's
coaches and parents played
in the KOPA league giving a
kind of 'Friends Reunited' feel
of Cypriot football in the UK.

Omonia Youth FC is very
much a community club and
provides coaching and com-
petitive football to youth of all
ages and ability.
