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The latest developments
in the Cyprus problem
were discussed during

a meeting on Monday at
UN headquarters in New
York between UN Secretary
General Ban Ki-moon and
leader of the Turkish Cyp-
riot community in Cyprus
Dervis Eroglu, whom the UN
chief urged to maintain the
current momentum in the
talks for a settlement. 

According to a UN spokes-
person, “they exchanged
views on the negotiations and
had a productive discussion
about the way forward in light
of the resumption of the talks
on 11 February.”

“The Secretary General
urged Mr. Eroglu to maintain
the current momentum in the
talks, together with the Greek
Cypriot leader, Mr. Nicos
Anastasiades. The Secretary
General reaffirmed his conti-
nued personal attention and
the United Nations’ commit-
ment to assisting the sides in
reaching a comprehensive
settlement on the Cyprus
issue,” the spokesperson
added. 

Eroglu, speaking through
an interpreter, said he had “a
very fruitful meeting with the
Secretary General,” who is
“very much focused on the

Cyprus negotiations and he is
encouraging both sides for an
early settlement in Cyprus, and
that is also the desire of the
Turkish Cypriot side.”

“The Secretary General has
been involved in this process
for a very long time and his
desire is, as is the desire of the
Turkish Cypriot side, to find an
early settlement to the Cyprus
problem. Of course in order to
find a settlement it is impor-
tant that the sides make
proposals which are also
acceptable to the other party
sitting at the negotiating table.
We are acting in accordance
with this understanding.

Finally after the agreement on
the joint communiqué it
was possible to resume the
negotiations and we have had
the first meeting with my Greek
Cypriot counterpart after-
wards,” he said. 

He added that “we are
engaged in the negotiations
in good faith, we are making
constructive proposals, mak-
ing bridging proposals, and
our target remains to find
the settlement to the Cyprus
problem in the shortest
possible time.”

“We have the support of the
Secretary General in this
regard; he has been encour-

aging both sides. From the
meeting, I have seen that he
is fully focused, he is closely
following the negotiations and
he is supporting an early set-
tlement as I have mentioned
before,” he said. 

Asked about remarks he
made before arriving in New
York that an abyss separates
the position of the two sides,
Eroglu said “the whole point
of negotiations is to bridge the
gaps that I have mentioned
before my departure here, so
of course we have recently
resumed the negotiations as I
have just mentioned and
during the course of the nego-
tiations we try to bridge our
differences and find a compre-
hensive settlement in the
shortest possible time.”

“Our view is that a settle-
ment is possible within this
year and we can finalize a
settlement and take it to
separate simultaneous refer-
enda in 2014,” he added. 

Regarding the natural gas
in Cyprus’ exclusive econo-
mic zone, Eroglu said “we
haven’t taken up the issue of
natural gas with the Secretary
General but certainly it is
an issue that relates to both
peoples on the island of
Cyprus and we will continue
to take up the matter with our
Greek Cypriot counterparts.”

Asked what the ratio of
Turkish settlers to native
Turkish Cypriots is currently
and whether the issue of
continued settlement by
Turkish natives has come up
so far in talks for a settlement,
Eroglu said “we don’t accept
any discrimination between
our citizens” and “we don’t
discuss this matter.”

“As is the case in every-
where in the world, for exam-
ple in the United States, there
are people coming from any
part of the world but they are
all citizens of the United States,
and it is not possible, not in
Cyprus or anywhere in the
world to make any discrimina-
tion among its citizens. And all
our citizens back in Cyprus, in
northern Cyprus, their citizen-
ships are guaranteed under
our constitution and as I said
before there can be no
discrimination,” he said.

UN chief urges Eroglu to maintain
momentum in Cyprus talks

Awoman has been
arrested on suspicion
of murder after three

young children were found
dead at a house in south-
west London.

Officers discovered the
bodies when they were called
to a large, semi-detached
home in Thetford Road, New
Malden, at around 9.30pm on
Tuesday.

Sources say the three
children - a four-year-old girl
and two three-year-old boys -
were disabled and had
“life-limiting genetic condi-
tions.”

The 42-year-old woman
arrested was taken to hospi-
tal with minor injuries and
later discharged. She is in
custody at a south London
police station.

Chief Superintendent
Glenn Tunstall told a news
conference yesterday after-
noon officers are not looking
for anyone else in connection
with the incident.

He said specialist detec-
tives are providing support to
the family.

A South African couple -
named locally as Gary and
Tania Clarence - moved into
the house with their four
children around six months
ago. They moved in after the
£1.2m property was redevel-
oped with mobility equip-
ment, including a lift.

Mr Clarence, a director
at Investec Bank, and his
eldest child were abroad, and
travelled back yesterday.

His company said in a
statement: “Gary Clarence is
a valued colleague and has

worked with us for many
years.

“We do not know the facts
at this time but our thoughts
are with the Clarence family.
We are doing all that we can
to help Gary and his eldest
child and ask that their
privacy is respected.”

Officers removed evidence
bags from the property
yesterday morning. It is
unclear whether the children’s
bodies were still inside the
house.

Post-mortem examinations
are to take place later.

Neighbour Michele Bac-
chus, 38, said two “very, very
upset” women had asked to
use her toilet last night, an
hour after four police cars and
an ambulance arrived.

The women, one in her 30s
and the other in her 50s, said
they were relatives of the
Clarence family and had
come from Cobham, Surrey.

One had a South African
accent and the other was too
upset to speak, she said.

Another neighbour, retired
nurse Joy Devis, 86, said she
had been in the house “once
or twice” and described the
Clarences as a “delightful
couple”.

“They’d got every kind of
equipment they could possi-
bly get for those children,”
she told the press.

“One I never saw out of
a wheelchair; she was in
her buggy. The other two
were moving about with
difficulty.”

She said the family had
help from a nanny and a
maid.

Three children found

dead in London

Crime continues to fall
in London with over
46,500 fewer crimes

committed during the last
financial year.

The Metropolitan Police
Service’s latest crime figures
for the financial year 2013/14
show a 6.2% reduction in
offences in the Capital
compared with the previous
12 month period.

A series of proactive
measures to cut crime have
been rolled out across Lon-
don. These include regular
high-visibil i ty ‘Big Wing’
operations engaging staff
right across the MPS in joint
action to target specific areas
of crime, ranging from mobile

phone crime to burglary.
Assistant Commissioner

Simon Byrne, from the Metro-
politan Police Service, said:
“Crime is down by 6.2%, with
burglary at its lowest in 40

years and robbery at its low-
est in 15 years. We’ve also
had some excellent results in
tackling gangs, weapon-rela-
ted crime and youth violence.

“This has all been achieved
as a result of a lot of hard
work by our officers across
London and support from our
partners to bring offenders to
justice and improve our
service to victims.

“We are moving in the right
direction, but there’s still a
great deal of work to do to cut
crime further. I hope the
people of London will be
reassured by these success-
es and our commitment to
making our city a safe and
great place to be.”

For AKEL, the upcoming

forces is concerned, power on
the level of governments, the
Council, the European Com-
mission and the European
Parliament is currently in the
hands of the Right wing,
conservative European Peo-
ple’s Party, but also with a
section of Social Democrats.
They have the primary respon-
sibility both for the implemen-
tation of policies against the
people and their interests, and
for the clearly anti-democratic
character of the decisions,
but also for the deficit in the
people’s participation in the
democratic process. 

The European Union, and
in Cyprus too, two philoso-
phies are clashing. On the one
hand are the neoliberal
policies implemented by the
ruling political parties, that is
to say the European People’s
Party, the party of the Demo-

cratic Rally party, and the
Social Democrats and on the
other we have policies
defended by the Left. The
people are the ones who
through their active participa-
tion will push for changes to
the European Union. There-
fore, the strengthening our
struggle for another Europe,
a Europe of democracy,
solidarity, social justice, a
Europe of the peoples cannot
be won by abstaining, but
through the peoples active
participation in elections. 

The issue is not more of the
same neoliberal Europe
leading to deadlocks and the
reinforcement of the powerful
interests and monopolies. On
the contrary, the essence is to
achieve a different path, which
includes a strategic reorienta-
tion of priorities as a first step
for the people’s interests. Co-
operation is required to create
the prospect of changing poli-

cies on crucial issues affect-
ing workers, SME’s, young
people, the overall course and
orientation of the EU. 

In the elections of 25th May
Cypriots can with their vote
send a message; a message
of Resistance against those
forces who imposed the dev-
astating haircut on bank de-
posits and the Memorandum
of austerity to the detriment of
our people; a message of
Dignity to those who think they
can subdue our people with
extortion and blackmail. AKEL
does not accept any “gun to
the peoples head” whatso-
ever as an excuse to impose
decisions against our people
or on the economy or on the
Cyprus problem. Our people
do not accept servility, sub-
missiveness and blackmails.

Last week in Strasbourg,
Marina Yannakoudakis
MEP spearheaded the

‘It’s a penalty campaign’ in the
European Parliament. The
campaign hopes to raise
awareness of child sexual
exploitation ahead of this
summer’s World Cup in Brazil
and aims to deter football fans
from perpetrating the crime.

600,000 foreign visitors are

expected to visit Brazil for the
World Cup spending approxi-
mately R$6.8 billion. Paying for
sex with anyone aged 17 or
under is illegal, but pimps will
often dress up children as
young as eleven to make
them appear older and then
sell them for sex.

The initiative, championed
by Happy Child International,
the Jubilee Fund and the A21

Campaign, has been given the
support of the Metropolitan po-
lice, Europol, the Embassy of
Brazil and CEOP (the Child Ex-
ploitation & Online Protection
Centre). With the help of British
Airways and Thomson, videos
and leaflets will be presented to
passengers heading out to
Brazil, making them aware of
the risks and consequences of
paying for underage sex.

In Strasbourg, Marina has
led efforts to raise awareness
of this campaign and has the
support of colleagues from
across the EU. 

Speaking about the initiative
Marina said, “It is extremely
important that we ensure any
influx in tourism to Brazil does
not play into the hands of
pimps and traffickers. It is
utterly despicable that children

as young as 11 are sold for sex
on the streets of Rio and the
world has an obligation to
make sure that this abhorrent
trade is eliminated. If tourists
and football fans are made
aware of the risks and conse-
quences we can work to end
the sexual exploitation of chil-
dren and protect all victims.”

If it can be proven that an
individual has paid for under-

age sex while abroad; they will
be prosecuted in the UK by the
CPS (Crown Prosecution Ser-
vice) upon or after their return. 

The campaign is supported
by the Prime Minister David
Cameron, England Manager
Roy Hodgson, and famous
footballers of past and present,
including Gary Lineker, Alan
Shearer, Graeme le Saux and
Frank Lampard.

Tube strike

dates announced

Arguments have broken
out between London
Underground and the

Rail and Maritime Union (RMT)
once again resulting in the
announcement of two new
strike dates.

Over the weekend the union
confirmed five days of strike
action after talks concerning
the closure of ticket offices,
jobs and safety were
‘wrecked’.

All staff have been told not
to book shifts between 9pm
on April 28 until 8.59pm on
April 30 and the same
times between May 5 and May
8.

Members have also been
instructed not to take on any
overtime as of April 29.

RMT leaders claim that the
walk-out is over plans that will
axe 953 station staff posts and
close all ticket offices.

The union also suggests
that London Underground
management have now
proposed a further cut of 840
jobs from front-line operational
roles, resulting in a total of
1793 front-line posts facing
elimination.

RMT acting general secre-
tary Mick Cash said: “The talks
aimed at resolving the dispute
on London Underground
over the savage cuts to jobs,
services and safety have been
cynically wrecked by a tube
management who not only
refused to budge an inch but
who have chosen to up the
ante by injecting further
poisonous measures into a
package that was already
toxic to the core.

“Staff are furious that while
senior management pay and
staff ing levels are being
allowed to roar ahead the jobs
and pay of the core, station
based staff who are the
interface with the travelling
public are being torn to
ribbons.

However, officials at London
Underground are urging the
union to return to talks.

The LU suggests that there
are soon to be ‘unparalleled
levels’ of staff support at
stations.

Phil Hufton, London Under-
ground’s chief operating
officer, said that the RMT had
offered no ‘real’ alternative
solution.

He said: “Rather than our
staff being stuck behind glass
screens in under-uti l ised
ticket offices, they (staff) will
be at ticket machines, gate
lines and platforms.

“Over the past eight weeks,
we have met with our trades
union colleagues on over
40 occasions, listening to
their concerns and making
signif icant changes as a
result.

“There will be no compul-
sory redundancies and all
requests for voluntary redun-
dancy will be honoured.

“However, the RMT leader-
ship has rejected these
changes and has not put
forward any credible alterna-
tive proposals.”

A number of stations have
been cited as already working
well without ticket offices,
including Chigwell and They-
don Bois.

And as if
that wasn’t enough pressure,
throw in a seasoned food
critic as well in the form of Jay
Rayner.

Fund for shoppers who
bought goods on credit,
with insurance, equates

to quarter of Home Retail’s
profits this year.

The owner of Argos and
Homebase has set aside
£25m to compensate custo-
mers who were mis-sold pay-
ment protection insurance
policies on household purcha-
ses ranging from televisions
to kitchens.

The charge, which equates
to 25% of Home Retail ’s
profits this year, relates to PPI
cover offered to shoppers
who bought goods on credit
through its financial services
arm.

Although the store group
has made similar provisions
before, they were not made
public as the amounts were
thought too small to be
material.

Terry Duddy, Home Retail’s
outgoing chief executive, said
there was no certainty this was
the end of the problem but
added it was not in the same
league as at the banks which
together had paid out £22bn.
Home Retail is writ ing to
affected customers, it said.

The revelation took some of
the gloss off the strong set of
figures that marked Duddy’s
final outing as chief executive.
The managing director of
Argos, John Walden, is due to
take the reins on Monday.

While many traditional
bricks and mortar retailers are
struggling to respond to the
threat from the internet, Argos
is well on the way to reinvent-
ing itself for the digital age.
About 44% of its annual £4bn
sales are made through online
bookings. Within this figure,
orders from smart phones and
tablets rose 89% to represent
18% of total Argos sales.

“In Argos it has a catalogue
retailer that is slowly becoming
a digital retailer fit for the
21st century, and in Home-
base it has an outdoor and DIY
specialist, which is switching
its attention to multichannel in
favour of a bloated store
portfolio.”

FLOOD VICTIMS GIVEN
BREATHING SPACE

BY BANKS AND
BUILDING SOCIETIES

RBS, NatWest, Santander
and HSBC among institutions
which wil l  offer payment
holidays and extended
credit to customers and small
businesses

Britain’s major banks have
pledged to support f lood
victims with a package of
financial measures, includ-
ing “payment holidays” on
mortgages, following intense

Whitehall pressure.
RBS and NatWest, majority

owned by the government,
have led the way with a pro-
mise that victims will be able to
defer mortgage payments for
three months to help ease the
financial burden caused by the
widespread flooding. It is also
increasing the daily amount
that affected customers can
take out of cash machines
from £300 to £500.

It is understood that other
banks have been pressed by
government officials to offer
similar assistance.

The average flood damage
insurance claim is likely to be
between £30,000 and £40,000,
according to James Rakow,
insurance partner at Deloitte,
while estimates for the total
cost of cleaning up have hit
£1bn.

However, that remains
below the £3bn the insurance
industry is thought to have
paid out following the floods
that devastated huge swaths
of the country in 2007.

The Association of British
Insurers has also issued an
emergency guide to what
householders can expect from
their home insurer. It warns
that victims may be out of their
homes for a year or more if
they have suffered severe
damage.

After the floods of summer
2007, around half of those
people that had to leave their
homes returned within six
months, almost three-quarters
within nine months and the
vast majority were home after
12 months.

Most insurance policies will
pay out up to 20% of the value
of the total sum insured to
cover the cost of alternative
accommodation for victims

CHINESE SMOG
INSURANCE: TRAVEL
AGENCY OFFERS AIR
POLLUTION POLICIES

China’s largest online
travel agency, Ctrip.com, has
launched a ‘haze-travel
insurance package’, allowing
tourists to claim compensation
for trips ruined by pollution

Under the new insurance
package, tourists who spend
at least two days in the desig-
nated city while pollution levels
are high will be able to file
claims. The level of pollution
that triggers an insurance
claim varies between the cities
but for visitors to Shanghai,
claims can be made if the air
pollution index exceeds 100.
In the past month the city
experienced 17 days over this
level.

Evidently aimed at domestic
rather than international
tourists, the premium comes
to 10RMB (£1) and travellers
can claim 50RMB (£5) per day.

The data for the pollution will
be measured using the China
Air Quality Index app, which
broadcasts the levels of all the
country’s major cities and is
among the top 10 most popu-
lar weather apps in China. The
popularity of the app is in itself
an indication of the lengths
Chinese people will go to
avoid pollution.

In Hong Kong, bad air
quality and poor visibility has
led visitors to pose for photos
in front of a photo backdrop
of the city’s skyline.

Following the birth of the
infant son of the Duke and
Duchess of Cambridge on 22
July 2013, Kensington Palace
released a statement two days
later which said: - “The Duke
and Duchess of Cambridge
are delighted to announce that
they have named their son
George Alexander Louis. The
baby will be known as His
Royal Highness Prince George
of Cambridge.”

After his grandfather,
Charles, Prince of Wales,
and his father, Prince George
is third in line to succeed
his great-grandmother, Her
Majesty Queen Elizabeth II.

He could choose to become
King George VII when he
eventually takes the throne.
This would follow a long
tradition dating back to
German-born George I, the
first Hanoverian King of Great
Britain, who acceded to the
throne in 1714.

The last was the Queen’s
father George VI who died in
1952 but was known to his
family as Bertie. He was chris-
tened Albert but monarchs are
allowed to choose a name
under which to rule. He chose
George in honour of his father,
George V. It is widely thought
that it was also to create the
impression of stability after the
scandal caused by the abdica-

tion of his brother, Edward VIII.
The name Louis is Prince

William’s fourth name and is
thought to be a tribute to Lord
Louis Mountbatten, the Duke
of Edinburgh’s uncle and the
last British Viceroy of India
before independence in 1947.
Lord Mountbatten and Prince
Charles were very close – he
is said to have been Prince
Charles’ confidant.

Alexander, the Prince’s
other middle name, is one that
three medieval Scottish kings
have had. The Queen’s middle
name is Alexandra.

The
stamps come in a variety of
colours for people to be able
to easily distinguish the values.

A definit ive stamp is a
postage stamp that is part of
the regular issue of a country’s
stamps, available for sale by
the post office for an extended
period of time and designed
to serve the everyday postal
needs of the country. 

The term is used in contrast
to a ‘commemorative stamp’,
a stamp ‘issued to honour a
person or mark a special
event’ available only for a
limited time.

Commonly, a definit ive
issue or series includes
stamps in a range of denomi-
nations sufficient to cover
current postal rates. Additional
stamps in a Definitive series
may be produced as needed
by changes in postal rates but
some values may be perma-
nently available, regardless of
prevailing rates.

Since postal administrations
know that many stamp collec-
tors want to own every stamp
of a definitive series, collectors’
organisations have recom-
mended that administrations
only bring out new definitive
issues no more often than
every five years and most

administrations of the world
follow this policy. An exception
would be the death of a
monarch, or other prominent
leader, necessitating a new
definitive series for the new
ruler. 

Sometimes merely the
portrait is changed, and the
outer design (known as the
frame) remains the same
throughout several issues.

Countries that ignore
frequency of issue guidelines
and issue volumes of stamps
that have little to no practical
usage produce what many
collectors refer to as wall-
paper.

Hopkins provides his stellar
cast with sharp dialogue and
endearing characterization
which makes it difficult not to
root for them. Brosnan and
Thompson share a strong
chemistry and make the almost
unbelievable plot easy to take. 

Exhibition

Joanna Hogg made a huge
impression a couple of years
ago with her remarkable film
debut “Unrelated” which was
followed with the equally
striking “Archipelago”. Unfor-
tunately her third film is not in
the same league. 

It takes place in London and
explores the lives and relation-
ship of married couple D (Viv
Albertine) and H (Liam Gillick)
after they decide to sell their
attractive and stylish house. It is
cleverly photographed but the
acting from the non-profes-
sional protagonists is mostly
dull and not very interesting.

The brief appearance of Tom
Hiddelston, a Hogg regular as
an estate agent is not enough
to save the day. 

File this under pretentious!

We Are The Best!

Lukas Moodysson, the
Swedish director of “Together”
and “Lilya 4-ever”, delivers a
heart warming coming-of-age
fi lm that takes place in
Stockholm in 1982. 

Bobo and Klara are two
13- year-old girls who want to
be different that the rest of their
schoolmates. They have no
talent for music but that doesn’t
stop them from forming a punk
rock group. They wisely recruit
Hedvig a conservative but
talented musician and soon the
trio is ready for action...It is fresh
and hugely enjoyable with spot
on characterization from the
young protagonists. 

Cupcakes

A group of friends in Tel Aviv
are mad about Universong but
are not happy with this year’s
Israeli entry. At the spare of the
moment they record their own
song on a mobile phone and
miraculously they are selected
to represent their country at the
forthcoming song contest in
Paris...Eytan Fox’ likable film is
very loud and colourfully camp
but its energy and sense of fun
are almost irresistible.

Looking For

Light: Jane Bown

Luke Dodd and Michael
Whyte’s illuminating documen-
tary is an extension to their first
interview with photographer
Jane Bown in 2005 – the time

when she was about to finish
her illustrious career. As a
young photographer she
got her big break when The
Observer sent her to Paris to
capture the portrait of Jacques
Cousteau and since then her
portraits include many celebri-
ties like The Beatles, Mick Jag-
ger, Jayne Mansfield, Samuel
Beckett and the Queen during

her 80th birthday celebrations. 
It is an honest film which

wisely avoids any music to
accompany the rich series of
portraits because her photo-
graphy as one of her collea-
gues suggests “it is all about
silence.”

Also out this week:

YOU & ME FOREVER:
Sixteen year olds Laura and
Christine are inseparable until
Maria- a new girl in town arrives
on the scene. Laura is mesme-
rised by this bright and feisty
young girl while Christine feels
very much neglected... Kaspar
Munk’s well observed coming
of age story benefits tremen-
dously from the fresh and
committed performances. The
confusion, solitude and sad-
ness are all part of this teenage
story which is told eloquently
and economically.

AFTER THE NIGHT: Basil
Da Cunha’s bleak drama tells
the story of Sombra, an outcast
living a solitary life with no
friends at all apart from his
iguana named Dragon. He
drifts around the Creole slums
of Lisbon looking for money so
he can pay back the local gang
boss before he finds himself
in the middle of an armed
robbery. It al l  feels very
authentic and believable but it
is a very harsh reality which has
no heroes.

SUPER DUPER ALICE
COOPER: This “doc opera”- a
combination of documentary
rock opera- tells the story of
Vincent Furnier, the son of a
preacher who later on defies
anyone’s expectations and
becomes the legendary Alice
Cooper. Alice starts as a front
man for a group of Phoenix
freaks in the sixties before he
becomes the ultimate rock star
of the bizarre with his highly
controversial acts on stage
featuring snakes and chicken.
Cooper comes across as a
compelling and fun character
who simply can’t give up his
act.

WE ARE THE FREAKS: The
action takes place in Birming-
ham in the early 90’s -the time
when Thatcher was finally
getting the boot following her
endless reign. Jack (Jamie
Blackley) wants to be writer but
has no money for university
while his nerdy friend Parsons
(Mike Bailey) forms an unheal-
thy relationship with drug deal-
er Colin (Michael Smiley).
Writer/director Justin Edgar
gives it gloss and style at the
expense of reality and subtle-
ty. 

Christos Anesti everybody. I hope the flaounez were fruity
and fluffy, the eggs artistically done and you were the
owner of the last afko standing. Easter and already we

have two strong candidates for production of the year in their
respective art form. David McVicar’s production of Faust
(Royal Opera House), a German legend about the epony-
mous scholar who becomes so dissatisfied with his success-
ful yet unfulfilled life that he makes a pact with the Devil,
exchanging his soul in return for unlimited knowledge and
worldly pleasures, is one of the most satisfying operatic
experiences I have had in many a long year. Gounod’s music
is magnificent and McVicar matches the mercurial sounds with
equally magical staging that brings the legend vividly to life.

Designer Charles Edwards brill iantly recreates late
nineteenth century Paris, a daring piece of direction that pays
dividends aplenty drawing strong parallels between a country
trying to come to terms with its abundant hypocrisies and
draconian measures and that of a cerebral man locked inside
his repression and resulting drastic actions. It is almost a
perversion of the word to describe this as rollickingly good
entertainment (modern explanations of the word suggest
something else) but in truth that is what this is. Epitomised in
the Walpurgis Night ballet, basically a twisted version of Giselle,
when Bryn Terfel’s exceedingly caustic yet camp Mephistophe-
les, clad in hideous black drag, lauds it over a libidinous lot in
an orgiastic scene that would please his master the Devil.
Deliciously decadent and depraved.

We also had a stellar discovery. Sonia Yoncheva’s shy
village lass Marguerite, bizarrely employed in a seedy Parisian
nightclub, another McVicar coup, was the performance of a
debutante with the word “star” emblazoned on her brow.
Branded with an iron from the fires of Hell this was one hell
of a Covent Garden debut. Technically superb with a rich
mellifluous sound she is also a very fine actress. It is a rare
occurrence, and incorrect etiquette according to aficionados,
for audiences to interrupt the flow of an opera with applause
but it happened several times. Her rendition of The Jewel Song
merited a standing ovation.

Not to be outdone on the acting front Terfel delivered a
powerhouse portrayal of Mephistopheles demonstrating yet
again that he is one of the leading and most complete
operatic performers of his generation. Even when he is at his
most nefarious he manages to convey an underlying comedic
touch that adds to the demonic characterisation. Joseph
Calleja too is a very fine Faust though in comparison to the
other two he was a notch below. Nevertheless when the chips
were down he delivered the goods hitting all the tough notes
with confidence and aplomb.

The chorus too were stirring adding to the melodrama though
I was less taken with conductor Maurizio Benini who was a
little too laid back for a production where all the other
component parts were so good. A minor criticism for a
production that will undoubtedly go down as one of Drury
Lane’s finest. Delightfully demonic, the Devil would be thrilled.

Meanwhile guest reviewer Ruthie Warren is almost lost for
words... OMG! I know I shouldn’t give in to modern day
laziness. For sure playwright Arthur Miller would not be pleased
with my literary indolence. However, last week I experienced
a theatrical event that has left the most incredible aftertaste
and brain tingling sensations and yes almost left me almost lost
for words. A View from the Bridge (Young Vic) is one of those
plays that many cite on their top 100 as a must read or see at
least once. If they saw Ivo van Howe’s production they would
feel totally sated and move on to the next one on their list.

Based on a true story Miller described his 1955 play as “a
Greek Drama” which homes in on the life of New York dock-
er Eddie Carbone. A man with an unhealthy obsession for his
niece Catherine. Mark Strong plays Carbone and his perfor-
mance can be summed up like this - if he doesn’t win most of
the theatrical awards being handed out for 2014 then the judges
need counselling. His presence is immense and the delivery
penetrates to the core with a fiery stare that suggests imminent
danger for both him and those close to hand. Yet he is also des-
perate and ultimately defeated by circumstance. Performances
such as these are rare so beg borrow or steal for a ticket.

The remainder of the cast also leave a strong impression.
Nicola Walker’s Beatrice, Carbone’s wife, whimpers with
claustrophobic emotion while Phoebe Fox is a teasing, tanta-
lising Catherine whose infantile charm explains everything.
Luke Norris also delivers quite a turn as young Rodolpho.
These strongly naturalistic performances happen against a
radical reworking of the play by van Howe on a minimalist,
almost surreal set which begins as a large black box and opens
to reveal a low wall. It took a few moments to understand the
concept but by the time we reached the overwhelmingly
emotional ending it made absolute sense. I repeat OMG...
apologies Mr Miller!

Club officials of APOEL and
AEL hit out against the po-

lice on Tuesday after scuffles
broke out between fans of both
sides prior to kickoff.

Witnesses said that trouble
erupted on the Nicosia-
Limassol motorway, just shy of
the GSP Stadium and yards
away from the Nuevo Camp
Futsal Pitches. Fights also
broke out at both roundabouts
between fans, further highlight-
ing gaps in police’s security
measures ahead of the heated
encounter.

The fire services were also
called to several fields outside
the ground after small fires
were spotted while the fights on
the motorway also brought traf-
fic to a temporary standstill.

State television later report-
ed that nine people were arrest-
ed in connection with the vio-
lence while four people – two
police officers and two fans –
were also injured.

One fan was last night in hos-
pital in serious condition after
being struck in the eye by a
stray rock that had been thrown.
More arrests are also expect-
ed to take place according to
one police official.

“In the last seven days, we
held four meetings with the po-
lice in a bid to enforce preven-
tative measures,” APOEL me-

dia officer Nektarios Petevinos
told Super Sport FM. “It seems
that the only thing we managed
to achieve was successfully
wasting our time. The police in-
formed us that officers would
be present in large numbers.
Well where are they?”

He added, “Instead of look-
ing forward to what should be a
great game of football, we are
forced to discuss the police’s
inability to properly marshal
fans travelling to the ground.”

Meanwhile, AEL general
manager Ploutis Avraam also
questioned the measures of the
police, going as far as to ac-
cuse them of being “unpre-
pared” to act.

“Security measures were not
honoured and as a result, our
fans were attacked by APOEL
fans after becoming trapped.
We have already informed the

Just ice Minister [ Ionas
Nicolaou]. The police came un-
prepared. We are fortunate that
the situation didn’t escalate.”

Yesterday, police spokesman
Andreas Angelides hit back at
claims that the police failed to
take the necessary precautions
saying that clubs were using
the police as a scapegoat for
the clashes that took place.

Crystal Palace on Saturday.

Tombides played youth team
football in Australia and Hong
Kong before joining West Ham
aged 15. Playing for West Ham in

their reserve team he was an un-
used substitute in the Premier
League game on 22 May 2011
against Sunderland.

On 25 September 2012, he
made his professional debut for
West Ham in a 4–1 home defeat
to Wigan Athletic in the League
Cup coming on as an 84th
minute substitute for Gary O’Neil.

Tombides played in the Under-
17 World Cup in Mexico in 2011.
He represented Australia in
games against, Côte d’Ivoire,
Brazil, Denmark and Uzbekistan,
scoring the winner against Côte
d’Ivoire. In January 2014, he rep-
resented Australia at the AFC
U-22 Championship in Muscat,
Oman. He played in games
against Oman, Iran and Japan,
reaching the quarter final stage.
