The President of the
House of Representa-
tives Yiannakis Omirou

completed his three-day vis-
it to London with a meeting
in the House of Commons
with members of the All
Party Parliamentary Group
(APPG) for Cyprus.

Mr Omirou started by updat-
ing the British MPs on the state
of the Cypriot economy. He
said that Cyprus is currently
undergoing a difficult transito-
ry phase, following the “cata-
strophic consequences” of the
Eurogroup decisions. “Twelve
months on, we strongly ques-
tion the effectiveness of sterile
austerity without balancing-out
measures and holistic policies
promoting development and
the creation of jobs, especial-
ly for the young,” stated the
Parliament President.

Mr Omirou described the
behaviour of the Eurogroup
and the troika as “monumen-
tally callous”, as they did not
take into account the effects
of 40 years of Turkish occu-
pation. “We thus continue to
condemn the enforcement of
discriminatory policies by the
Eurogroup and we support the
efforts of the European Parlia-
ment to investigate the role,

mandate and functioning of
the Troika in relation to the
countries under adjustment
programmes,” added Mr
Omirou.

With regard to the Cyprus
issue, Yiannakis Omirou noted
that we are at a critical point.
He added that it remains to be
seen whether Turkey will de-
part from its traditionally intran-
sigent stance. “Our steadfast
aim has been a settlement
which will ensure a single
sovereignty, a single citizen-
ship and a single internation-
al personality and that will free
the country from occupation
troops,” reiterated Mr Omirou.

The President of the House
of Representatives stressed
that Cyprus does not oppose

Turkey’s accession to the EU,
but added that it insists that
Turkey fufills its obligations vis-
a-vis the Republic of Cyprus.
He also referred to the desired
return of Famagusta to its law-
ful inhabitants as “a significant
first step that would showcase
good will on Ankara’s part.”

In relation to the natural gas
discovered in Cyprus’s Exclu-
sive Economic Zone (EEZ), Mr
Omirou noted that it upgrades
the island’s geostrategic role,
it creates opportunities for a
new form of cooperation with
countries of the region, gives
further hope of exiting the eco-
nomic crisis and contributes
to strengthening the European
energy security.

After he thanked the MPs for

their interest and support in ef-
forts to reach a settlement, he
noted that equidistance does
not always equate objectivity.

In a statement after the
meeting Yiannakis Omirou
spoke of an important oppor-
tunity to update all the politi-
cal powers in the House of
Commons, since this was an
all-party group. “I must say
that there was great under-
standing from their part about
the principles on which the
Cyprus issue solution should
be based,” he said.

British APPG for Cyprus host 
Yiannakis Omirou in House of Commons

Communists, socialists
and progressives paid
tribute to Karl Marx at

his graveside in Highgate
Cemetery on Sunday 16
March 2014.

The event, organised by the
Marx Memorial Library and the
Communist Party of Britain,
marked the 131st anniversary
of the philosopher’s death.

Over 200 activists listened
to songs and political speech-
es as off icials of several
embassies and organisations
laid wreaths to honour the
political economist. 

The event began with a brief
speech from the President of
the Marx Memorial Library and
proceeded with a one minute
silence in memory of the late
Bob Crow, Tony Benn, Hugo
Tsaves, Nelson Mandela and
others who fought to protect
worker’s rights.

Main speaker was President
of the Irish Congress of trade
Unions, John Douglas. 

“Today I bring you greet-
ings of solidarity from broth-
ers, sisters and comrades in
the Irish Trade Union move-
ment,” he said. “Greetings
from a country which has
been ravaged and laid waste
by a marauding Troika intent
on destroying the social fabric
of Ir ish society, intent on
attacking labour and intent on
protecting and enriching the
economic elite of Ireland and
Europe.”

He continued, “Marx, I am
sure, would have seen auster-
ity policies for what they are –
an instrument of class warfare.
To those who say austerity is
not working, I say you’re mis-
taken, austerity is working, it
is working for those for whom
it was meant to work, the cap-
italist class. On 18 October
2008 the Irish government was
forced to agree a blanket bank
guarantee scheme and in so
agreeing the welfare of the
Irish people and of future gen-
erations was sacrificed on the
altar of financial capitalism, the

bad gambling debts of the
world’s elite were underwrit-
ten by every man, woman and
child in Ireland. The results of
this slavish surrender can be
seen in every village and city
in Ireland, the misery of mass
unemployment, mass emigra-
tion, homelessness and pover-
ty, even for those with jobs, as
the relentless attacks continue
on wages, conditions and
welfare.

“But we are not alone in our
persecution. Across Europe,
in countries such as Spain,
Portugal and Greece, workers
have been attacked, 26
million have been told they are
surplus to the requirements of
the capitalist system, millions
more have been driven from
their homes and impover-
ished. Austerity was never
designed to help working peo-
ple, it is designed to establish
greater inequality, to transfer
wealth upwards, this is a class
war and our class is losing.

“The rise of the right across
Europe must be challenged
by a united left alternative, we
have a responsibility to those
who went before us to shine
a light into the dirtiest and
darkest corners of the capital-
ist system, to expose its lies
and abuses, to challenge the
hate policies of the right.

“In the words of Jim Larkin,
the great Irish union organis-
er, ‘The great only appear
great because we are on
our knees, Let Us Rise’,”
Mr Douglas concluded.

A brief address was also
given by Deputy President of
the Communist Party of Britain
Liz Paynes, which reflected
upon the progress made by
women in the struggle for
equality, peace and develop-
ment.

AKEL in Britain was present
at the event, represented by
its General Secretary Bambos
Charalambous, Organising
Secretary Charalambos Pitris
and other members of the
party.

With the sad deaths
of both Bob Crow and
Tony Benn in the

same week much commen-
tary in the bourgeois media
ran along the lines of “we shall
not seek their like again.”

Even many of the more
friendly commentators argued
that the era of the labour
movement represented by
the RMT leader and Labour
politician has gone forever.

Such “end of history”
arguments have been made
ever since the birth of the
labour movement - and yet it
has survived.

Its precise forms may have
changed over the years,
but unequal societies and
exploitation at work provide a
continuing motor for workers’
organisation and for political
parties determined to chal-
lenge the status quo.

Moreover both Crow and
Benn sought to actively
change history.

Benn had to fight a parlia-
mentary by-election for his
Bristol seat in 1963 because
he had earlier been disbarred
following his elevation to the
House of Lords on the death of
his father Viscount Stansgate.

He wanted to be a demo-
cratically elected politician in
the Commons not a hereditary
peer in the Lords.

In order to do so he had to
fight to get the law changed in

order to give him the right to
renounce his peerage.

It was also Benn, more than
anyone, who introduced the
idea of the referendum into
British politics.

He floated the idea in 1971
when Labour was split over
the EU. When the party won
the February 1974 election it
pledged to renegotiate
Britain’s terms of entry.

This done, Labour Premier
Harold Wilson put it to a
referendum in 1975 and won.

The idea was later adopted
across the political spectrum
as a way of giving the public a
specific say on key questions
of the day and it remains
absolutely central to British
politics 40 years on.

Finally, Benn changed
the way in which leaders of

political parties are elected
when he pushed for a widened
franchise beyond just MPs,
to include unions and
constituencies after Labour
lost the 1979 election.

He was pipped to the
deputy leadership by Denis
Healey in 1981 but all parties
now, including the Tories,
include members in votes for
the leader.

More astute commentators
acknowledged that Benn
had indeed changed British
political history but noted that
his left-wing ideas had failed
to make an impact. Here again
the record doesn’t bear the
point out.

The “Bennite” wave of the
left declined in the Labour
Party during the 1980s, and
the 1990s saw the rise of new

Labour.
Yet in the wider Labour

movement Benn, who had
been in 1964 Wilson’s spin
doctor, saw his influence
continue to grow.

His energy for meetings and
protests around the country
seemed boundless and, as
president of the Stop the War
Coalition, he was a key part of
the largest demonstration
ever held in British history
against war with Iraq in 2003.

He famously withdrew from
Parliament in 2001 to “devote
more time to politics.” It was
an important point.

As some of his obituaries
noted, he had the ability to
have been a Labour prime
minister. Yet he turned left and
to the streets.

As his diaries - an almost
unparalleled historical re-
source for the history of post-
1945 Britain - make clear Benn
had become increasingly
disillusioned with the possi-
bility of changing society in
a significant way through
Parliament.

Benn had a specificity as a
political thinker and activist that
can’t be replicated.

However, as with Bob Crow,
his ideas and approaches
about how to change the
world for the benefit of
ordinary folk will certainly be.

Crow and Benn: Their legacies will live on

Ihad a sleepless night toss-
ing and turning and thinking
in my mind how to deal with

the problem I am faced with.
ONE: write to the newspapers;
TWO: Stand outside the
president’s residence; THREE:
Stand outside parliament;
FOUR: Go to the airport with a
one way ticket out of here.

So here are my grievances,
objections, anguishes and
complaints:

I was born in the sixties to
Greek Cypriot parents. My
mother left Cyprus when she
was twelve and my father
when he was seventeen. I was
brought up as a Cypriot to
value my family and their roots
and of course to love Cyprus.
It was very hard to accept this
way of life back then but so I
did and embraced my nationa-
lity and traditions and lived
and obeyed the rules of our
ancestors. Those of you,
especially the ladies, will know
what I am talking about.

Went to Greek school, went
to Greek youth club, learnt how
to dance traditional Cypriot
dancing, and went to all the
Greek evenings and dances. I
bought all the newest Greek
albums, only mixed with our
own Cypriot neighbours, and
was only allowed out with our
relatives. Well I’m sure you
get where I’m coming from.
Hey I’m not complaining as I
enjoyed it all, as I was proud
to be a Greek Cypriot born and
bred in England. I am proud of
my dual upbringing as it struc-
tured the person I am today. I
got the better of two worlds.

I came to l ive in Cyprus
fifteen years ago. My parents
had already come to live here

six years before me. When I
came, I had to have and
applied for an obligatory ID. We
never had to have one living
in the UK. I did not need a
Cypriot passport so never
applied for one as I already
had my British passport. I was
given an ID that had ‘Alien’
written on it. At the time I
thought it was funny. The ID
also had British origin. 

My then husband was put
into the Cypriot army for six
months TO PERFORM HIS
DUTY in the military, in case of
a war he would be called up to
defend HIS COUNTRY. This
was because he was consi-
dered Cypriot due to his
parentage.

When we came, we bought
with us my car along with the
container full of our household
things and possessions. I had
purchased my car new from a
showroom in the UK six years
before. 

At the time if you were not
of Cypriot parents you were
entitled to a duty free car. So
if I was English I would not
have been made to pay the
government nearly four thou-
sand Cyprus pounds. But as I
was of Cypriot blood line, I had
to pay. So I did.

My father took me to the
local moktari. As an official, he
was the person I had to see
about a yellow slip so I and my
husband could go to the local
hospital for free medical care.
To my shock, I was told by this
person that if I needed hospital
treatment then I should go
back to the country of which I
had come from. Up until that
moment I naively believed that
Cyprus was my country. The

criticism to this would be that
my husband may have been
called in to fight for his country
but at the same time his coun-
try did not recognise him as a
Cypriot citizen. Or offer him or
his family the status or free
hospital health care.

Well I never got that yellow
slip and all the years that I
have been here I have never
gone to the hospital. I pay for
private health insurance.

I also swore that I would
never apply for a Cypriot
passport nor would I ever vote.
That was my way of defying
the law in Cyprus towards the
people like us. Like ‘us’, I mean
the ‘B.B.C’ British born Cyp-
riots. Or what the locals call us,
‘Charlies’. I always saw it as an
insult not as a joke.

I have lived in Cyprus and
have loved the country for its
beauty, I have tried to accom-
modate the rules but every now
and then I am faced with the
same negative stance that the
officials put up in our faces. 

I have worked very hard
to make a good life for myself.
I have built my dream home,
I have purchased two shops. I
have been self-employed
and have paid all my VAT, my
national insurance, my tax and
most recently the immovable
property tax that was in four
digits.

Three years ago, before
Troika, I opened a second
shop in a different town; I
applied for the electricity and
also for the phone line and was
told that I had to pay close to
one thousand euros for each

amenity as a deposit. 
Why, you may ask? I was

told that as I am not a Cypriot,
I must therefore pay a deposit.
At the CYTA office I was shout-
ing like a mad women - how
dare they treat us in this way. I
phoned my solicitor up there
and then. He told me that it was
illegal for them to ask for a
deposit as we were in the
European Union, and did I
want to take them to court.
I said no, I just wanted a
telephone line and electricity
for my new shop NOT AS
A EUROPEAN BUT AS A
CYPRIOT CITIZEN.

At the Cyprus Electricity
Authority in the queue in front
of me was an elderly Cypriot
man, also from the UK, who
was also shouting. He was
responding to the large deposit
he was also asked to pay so
he would be allowed to get
electricity. He said, “I am eighty
five years old, I have come
back to my country of birth to
live out my remaining years
and to die in MY Country, I did
not come to ask for a loan.”

Nine months ago I lost my
updated ID card, so I had to go
A) to the local police station to
sign an affidavit that I had lost
it. B) Go to the court feel in a
document. C) Go to the post
office and get two regular
stamps. D) Go back to the
court and get the stamps
stamped along with the docu-
ment. E) Go to the Citizens
Advice Center to get another
document and have a photo
taken. That was a special day.
I, along with my sister, whom

also needed an ID, went
through the whole process.

We were confronted by two
of the most unhelpful and rude
women at the front desk. Hey,
apart from the ladies who
interrogate you at the car duty
offices in Nicosia that is…?

They literally threw a form at
us to fill in. This was in Greek
and Turkish and neither of us is
fluent in either. So we asked
them if they could help us feel
in the forms. “If you can’t read
or write then why are you
applying for a Cypriot ID?”
Confronted yet again by an
official with this kind of
discriminatory remark. I let her
know that this was my country
even though I was born in the
UK and that politeness is a
virtue that they didn’t have.

My sister was helped and
she was given an ID. I was told
to go to another office where
I might add is for people
immigrating to Cyprus and are
of foreign nationality. How
could this be? Same mother,
same father and yet she was
given a choice of either
Cypriot or dual nationality. I,
on the other hand left with
nothing.

So, on 20th December 2013,
I went to try again to get an ID,
together with my father for
support.

I filled in the form, I was then
sent to see another lady. She
then told me that in order for
me to get an ID, I would have
to go to court and swear in.
WHY I asked do I need to go
to court and to swear an oath
to become a citizen of the
Republic of Cyprus. I’m not a
foreigner; I’m a Cypriot who
was born in the UK. I live here,

etc. etc. etc. Where I was born
is geography but my history
and blood line is here.

When it suits the financial
gain of this country then I am
considered a Cypriot. BUT
when I ask for what is rightful-
ly mine, which is my nationali-
ty, then I am a foreigner.

This has traumatized me to
such an extent that if I could
leave, I would sell up and move
to another country. In fact I
have decided that one day,
when I pass away, I would like
my remains to go anywhere
but Cyprus. Such is the hurt
and slap in the face of the
country I thought I belonged
to. Now I am made to feel like
a displaced person.

My mother and father have
also been told that they must
also go to court and swear
an oath to become Cypriot
citizens. Yes and why. When
they left Cyprus the country
was sti l l  a Brit ish colony.
So what I say surly some
governing body in whatever
political party could see the
injustice to this appall ing
ruling that was put into prac-
tice. It has categorized us as
foreigners.

This government or any
government in the past should
have made allowances for its
overseas Cypriots and their
descendants coming back to
their country.

We must not be treated like
this by our own people and we
must not be victimized or
discriminated against and
made to feel like we do not
belong. I am a displaced
person; I have no country, no
bloodline, no nationality and
no ID.

Missed placed person looking for her country

Two irreplaceable political figures, Bob Crow and Tony Benn
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One of Bexley’s oldest and quirk-
iest character’s, Joakim Christou,
affectionately known as ‘Chris’ to

his nearest and dearest has passed away
aged 105 and a half. 

The Charlton Athletic fan, of Darwin
Road, Welling was well known in the
local community and spent many happy
years as a barman at the Westwood
Masonic Centre where he started work at
age 80 and retired when he was 102.

Friends have paid tribute to the ‘abso-
lute gentleman’ who died on January 30
at Queen Elizabeth Hospital after being
admitted with a kidney problem.

Ken Newman, 68, of Watling Street,
Bexleyheath, worked at a steward at the
Bellegrove Road centre with Joakim for
two decades. He said: “Chris was a gem,
an absolute gentleman. I have so many
great memories of us spending our
Sunday’s having chats at the club.

“He was quite a reserved man and just
a lovely, lovely person.”

Joakim was born in Agridaki, Cyprus
on August 26 1908. As a child, he looked
after the sheep and goats in the field and
mountains around the village. 

He left Cyprus in 1926 and worked as
a seaman on a freighter, sailing all over
Europe. 

He came to England in 1929 aboard a
German cargo ship which docked at
Newcastle.

He made his way to London, taught
himself English and found work in the

catering industry. Four years later, in 1933,
he met Kathleen Mary Creed who became
his wife in 1938; this marriage lasted for
68 years until she sadly died in 2006.

Joakim has two sons, two grandsons
and just recently, a Great Grandchild.

During the war Joakim was in the Home
Guard at Shooters Hill and was ‘very
proud’ of his role.

Mr Newman said: “We used to talk
about the war because I was army as well.

“We used to do funny little marching
drills with brooms and mops at the club,

it was fun. Even at 90-years-old he could
still do rifle drill with a broom and a mop,
he was such a character.

“He used to work up at a cafe in
Belgravia when he was younger and he
would always tell me about a famous
boxer Primo Carnera who would come in
and have his breakfast every morning.
He could still remember what he ate each
day.

“He would be the Father Christmas
for the club each year and we all have
lovely memories of him doing that.”

Joakim retired from work in 1976 but
found he could not settle down without
the daily routine and so he went to work
at Granada Bingo in Greenwich where he
stayed for 12 years.

After leaving Granada, due to its
closure, Joakim at the age of 80, walked
down to the Westwood Masonic Centre
and applied for a job as a barman and
worked there until three years ago.

Joakim revealed his secret to long life
to friend of 20 years Bernard Biggington.

Mr Biggington, 83, Ramillies Road,
Blackfen said: “He was a very kind old
man. We used to have interesting chats
and one day I asked him the secret to his
long and happy life. He told me he ate
lots of salads with olive oil and that was
the secret to his longevity.

“He was something special; he used
to keep a special glass for me at the bar
and always called me Mr Bernie. He was
a very popular, quiet and kind man.”

Not only is the
tumour inoperable because of
its size and location but it is
also deemed incurable using
available cancer therapies in
the UK, which can only at best
slow down growth.

However a clinic in America
has a pioneering treatment
that has been proven to very
effective against this type of
cancer without harming the
body. The clinic has been

running for over 30 years and
has been able to not only
stabilise, but potentially cure
this awful disease in some
cases.

Unfortunately this treatment
is not available via the NHS so
Helen’s family has to pay the
costs; approximately £135,000
per year with most patients
requiring anything from 12 to
18 months treatment.

Her chosen charity is
The UK Thalassaemia Society
(UKTS), which is a charity
close to her heart.

Antonia explained, “My dear
friend Androulla (who has
Thalassaemia) and I have
been close friends for 30+
years. I remember when we
were teenagers I would go
with Androulla to the North
Middlesex Hospital where
she had her regular blood
transfusions every 4 weeks. 

“I cannot explain how
emotional it was seeing
Androulla and other patients
having to have their transfu-
sions in order to survive. Both
of Androulla’s parents are
Thalassaemia carriers which
means that every time they
had a baby, there was a 1 in 4
chance the baby would have
Thalassaemia. In those days
there was no screening for
carriers and Androulla entered
the world without any choice;
she was diagnosed with
Thalassaemia at an early age
and has been having blood
transfusions to keep her alive
ever since. 

“50 years ago there was
almost no research into such
a severe illness; and children
were not expected to survive.
Thankfully nowadays the treat-
ment and life expectancy have
improved enormously and
young people born today with

the condition can look forward
to full and productive lives –
but they still need constant
medical care and transfusions.

“When I was asked to run
the marathon for the Society
I was overwhelmed with joy, I
finally could contribute to my
friend’s wellbeing and the
Greek / Mediterranean and
Indian community, who suffer
from the condition.”

Thalassaemia is a rare
condition unknown to most so
sadly the UK Thalassaemia
Society gets little sponsorship
funding. The Society uses any
funds to support its work
helping affected families,
educating the general public
and funding research into new
and better treatments which
make life more bearable for
children and adults who have
the condition.

In Roman times, the name for Hellenes was Graeci. Aristotle and Apollodorus first write

about Graeci (around 340BC), who seem to be the same people as Selle from Epirus. Romans

know the name with the colonisation of Italy from Greek settlers.While Greeks call themselves

Hellenes, the Romans begin to call them Graeci, the name of the specific Greek colonists.

During the Roman era the name Hellenes is not used anymore.The Greeks, along with the

rest of the people from the Roman provinces, call themselves Romans.

After the fall of the Western Roman State in 395 AD and the beginning of the Middle Ages

in Western Europe the Latin term for the Greeks is used broadly. In Eastern Roman State a

change takes place.While in general the citizens of the Byzantine Empire are called Romans, the

Greeks assume the name Graeco to distinguish themselves from the rest of the Byzantines.

After the East-West religious schism the name Graeco meant orthodox and Latin meant

Catholic. After a while the two terms assumed a national character as well.

After the independence of the modern Greek state from the Ottoman Empire the term

Graeco or Greek was abandoned totally by the Greeks themselves. The new country was

officially named Hellenic republic (or 'Hellas") and the people "Hellenes".The rest of the world

calls them Greeks nevertheless and their country Greece.

The earliest known punctuation is credited to Aristophanes of Byzantium (librarian of

Alexandria) around 200 BC. It was a three part system of dramatic notation (involving single

points at different heights on the line) advising actors when to breathe in preparation for a long

bit, or a not so long bit, or a relatively short bit.That’s all there was to it. A comma, at that time,

was the name of the relatively short bit (the word means in Greek ‘a piece cut off ’). When the

word ‘comma’ was adopted into the English language in the 16th century, it still referred to a

discrete, separable group of words rather than the friendly little tadpoley number-nine dot with a

tail that today we know and love.

Why are Hellenes
called Greeks?

Of the Seven Wonders of the Ancient World, only one had a practical use in addition to its

architectural elegance, The Lighthouse of Alexandria. For sailors, it ensured a safe return to the

Great Harbour. For architects, it meant even more, it was the tallest building on earth and for

scientists, it was the mysterious mirror that fascinated them most. The mirror which reflection

could be seen more than 50 km (35 miles) offshore.

The Lighthouse of Alexandria was located on the ancient island of Pharos, now a promontory

within the city of Alexandria in Egypt.

Shortly after the death of Alexander the Great, his commander Ptolemy Soter assumed

power in Egypt. He had witnessed the founding of Alexandria and established his capital there. Off

the cities coast lies a small island called Pharos. Its name, legend says, is a variation of Pharaoh's

Island. The island was connected to the mainland by means of a dike - the Heptastadion - that

gave the city a double harbour. Because of dangerous sailing conditions and flat coastline in the

region, the construction of a lighthouse was necessary.The project was conceived and initiated by

Ptolemy Soter around 290 BC, but was completed after his death, during the reign of his son

Ptolemy Philadelphus. Sostratus, a contemporary of Euclid, was the architect, but detailed

calculations for the structure and its accessories were carried out at the Alexandria Library. For

centuries, the Lighthouse of Alexandria (occasionally referred to as the Pharos Lighthouse) was

used to mark the harbour, using fire at night and reflecting sunrays during the day. It was even

shown on Roman coins, just as famous monuments are depicted on currency today.

Where did the ‘comma’ come from?

The Greeks invented new ways of

showing the world clearly. Eratosthenes

was the first to draw lines of latitude and

longitude on a map. These are imaginary

lines, still used by map-makers to divide up

the world. Lines of latitude go across the

world and lines of longitude go from top

to bottom. The equator is a line of

latitude.

Eratosthenes (276 –194 BC) was born

in Cyrene which is now in Libya in North

Africa. Eratosthenes made major

contributions to geography. He sketched,

quite accurately, the route of the Nile to

Khartoum, showing the two Ethiopian

tributaries. He also suggested that lakes

were the source of the river. Another

contribution that Eratosthenes made to

geography was his description of the

region "Eudaimon Arabia", now the Yemen,

as inhabited by four different races. The

situation was somewhat more

complicated than that proposed by

Eratosthenes, but today the names for the

races proposed by Eratosthenes, namely

Minaeans, Sabaeans, Qatabanians, and

Hadramites, are still used.

Ptolemy's world map, republished in

1482. Ptolemy (c.100-168 AD) the Greek

astronomer and the author of works on

physics, mathematics, optics and

geography, produced the data for creating

a world map in about 150 AD.

Unfortunately, none of his maps survived

and his work was lost to the West until

the Renaissance. Scholars in the 15th

century recreated Ptolemy's map using

the instructions in his work Geography,

which explain how to project a sphere

onto a flat piece of paper using a system

of gridlines - longitude and latitude.

Ptolemy's map consists of the world

known to him; he does not speculate on

the unknown, and as he worked in

Alexandria the map is most detailed

round the Mediterranean. Which is why

there are only three continents shown on

his map: Europe, Asia and Africa.

Views from Olympia @ Greek City
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Chris Marco will act as
compere at Basile’s shows

Loucas Yiorkas will perform at

Jason Reitman, the direc-
tor of “Juno” and “Up in
the Air”, is associated with

quirky comedies rather than
this sensually dark drama
which was premiered at last
year’s London Film Festival. 

Kate Winslet is on fine form
as Adele, a reclusive single
mother trying hard to bring up
her sensitive teenage son
Henry (Gattlin Griffith) follow-
ing the heartbreaking collapse
of her marriage. But it is young
Henry who looks after his
fragile mother rather than the
other way round. Their solitary
existence changes when a
wounded man called Frank
(Josh Brolin) enters their
lives during the Labor Day
weekend... 

It is a sensual and sexy film
with spellbinding chemistry
between the two leads. Winslet
is very believable as the
lonely woman on the verge of
a nervous breakdown and
finds the perfect leading man
in Brolin - he is sexy, danger-
ous and caring in equal
measure. Gattlin Griffiths is
also excellent as Henry, the
young protagonist who
becomes a witness to these
extraordinary events and
narrates the story as an adult. 

It is a deeply atmospheric
film superbly photographed
by Eric Steelberg in moody
colours which brings to mind
such 50’s black and white
classics as “The Desperate
Hours” and “Night of the
Hunter”.

Starred Up

Just when you thought you
knew every possible variation
imaginable about the prison
genre –here comes David
Mackenzie’s fresh and utterly
gripping film which was one
of the highlights at last year’s
London Film Festival. 

It is superbly acted, scripted
and directed and tells the
story of Eric (Jack O’Connell),
a young offender transferred
to an adult jail for being too
violent. From the moment he
arrives at this brutal environ-
ment he asserts his authority
and demonstrates that he is
capable of extreme acts of
violence. But his most difficult
task is to come to terms with
the fact that his estranged
father Nev (Ben Mendelsohn)
is also an inmate...

The acting is simply superb
- O’Connell delivers a star
making performance while
Mendelsohn is outstanding as
his volatile father who has
spent most of his life in jail.
Recommended!

Salvo

Fabio Grassadonia & Anto-

nio Piazza’s striking cinema-
tic debut was nominated for
the prestigious BFI London
Film Festival Sutherland Award
for f irst feature. They tell
the story of Sicilian Mafia
assassin Salvo (Saleh Bakri),
who after he is assigned to
eliminate someone from a rival
clan falls for a blind girl called
Rita (Sara Serraiocco). 

It is bravura filmmaking of
the highest order especially in
the nail biting sequence when
Salvo enters the house where
Rita is working. It is a stunning
sequence in the best Hitch-
cock tradition that will stay
long in the memory. Both
protagonists deliver terrific
performances and share
tremendous chemistry. 

A Long Way Down

This adaptation of
Nick Hornby’s novel boasts
a strong premise and an
impressive cast but the
underdeveloped script fails to
make the characters into fully
fleshed human beings. The
story follows four strangers
who meet by chance on New
Year’s Eve at the top of a high
rise building in London. They
have nothing in common apart
from the fact that they are all
desperate people. 

Pierce Brosnan is a strong
presence as always while Toni
Collette struggles to make an
impression with her thinly
sketched characterization.
Following last week’s “Need
for Speed” Aaron Paul and
Imogen Poots are reunited
and are both as irritating as
before.

The Machine

Caradog James has written
and directed an impressive
sci-fi adventure which won

Best British Film at last year’s
Sundance Film Festival. 

The story has elements
of both “Metropolis” and
“Robocop” while the action
takes place in Britain in the
near future. The Ministry of
Defence are busy creating a
fighting machine with a
conscience while scientist
Vincent McCarthy (Toby
Stephens) is eager to deve-
lop this idea in order to help
his sick daughter. And then an
attractive American scientist
called Ava (Caity Lotz) arrives
on the scene...

It is an imaginative film with
decent special effects despite
its low budget. Stephens is on
good form but it is Lotz who
makes more of an impression
in her dual incarnation.

Svengali

This is an amiable and
energetic film but the unex-
plored script feels more like a
first draft while the thinly
sketched characters need
fleshing out.

Dixie (Jonny Owen) is a
postman from South Wales
who dreams of hitting the big
time in the music business. His
ambition of discovering a great
band leads him to London
but his determination to turn
“The Premature Congratula-
tions” into a success has its
consequences...

It is all very basic and
charmless!

Peter Gabriel

Back To Front

Peter Gabriel is a unique
talent and comes across as a
humble and unpretentious
human being in Hamish
Hamilton’s enjoyable concert
documentary. It was filmed live
in October 2013 at London’s
O2 where Gabriel was reunit-

ed with his original touring
band from 1986 in order to cel-
ebrate the 25th anniversary of
his album “So”. 

The concert includes such
classic songs as “Solsbury
Hill”, Mercy Street” and “Don’t
Give Up”. It you are already a
fan you will love it, if you are
not you will become one by
the end of the show!

DVD Releases:

Computer Chess

Andrew Bujalski, the maker
of such dark comedies as
“Mutual Appreciation” and
“Beeswax” changes direction
for this bizarre film which is
filmed in black and white in
the style of a fly on the wall
documentary and takes place
in the 80’s. 

The action follows a group
of eccentric characters over a
weekend during a computer
chess tournament. They
begin the contest by being
very civil to each other before
the rivalries and the knives
come out... 

It takes a while to get
accustomed to the filming
style shot on black and
white video, apparently on a
camera from the period but
overall it is an enjoyable film
especially If you like films
like “Best in Show” and
“Clerks”. 

Stalled

Christian James’ extremely
low budget horror film takes
place almost entirely in a
women’s toilet. It is Christmas
Eve and maintenance worker
(Dan Palmer) is still working
while the off ice party is
still going strong. But while
he is in the women’s toilet
he witnesses a zombie
attack...

Leading actor Palmer is
also the writer of this repetitive
fi lm which feels l ike an
overextended short stretched
into a feature. Unfortunately
this is neither funny nor scary!

Opera in the open air is a wonderful experience. Holland
Park aficionados and the veritable Veronese will
testify to that. Opera in the round, in the architectural

splendour of the Royal Albert Hall is the indoor equivalent.
Francesca Zambello’s arena staging of Puccini’s La Boheme,
sung in the original Italian with English surtitles which met with
the approval of most of what was a very distinguished looking
audience. However, they seemed less enamoured with the
tricky issue of amplification of the soloists. Though after a few
minutes and once you have got your ear in, so to speak, this
becomes a complete non- issue as the visual splendour of
the production begins to stimulate your sensibilities.

Interestingly this happens despite the plot as much of the
action takes place in the claustrophobic confines of a garret
room. Zambello somehow pulls of a real coup in managing to
use the capacious venue as an enormous microscope
homing in on the minutiae of the plot making this historic venue
feel intimate and absorbing. This contrasts enormously with the
spectacle that is Act 2. Suddenly we are transported to
downtown Paris and the hustle and bustle of Cafe Momus, a
cesspit of romance and intrigue where the clients are served
by roller-skating waiters and the local denizens go about their
business with earnest and haste, made up of the energetic
and enthusiastic chorus.

It is not a happy tale but the production does not overdo
the tear-jerking moments. The pathos of those scenes thus
become moving and tender rather than sentimental melodra-
ma. The 1940’s post-war setting adds to the poignancy of
a city making the most of its new found freedom and Sue
Willmington’s costumes exude this gaiety and joie de vivre. A
full Royal Philharmonic Orchestra adds to the occasion.

Sean Pannikar impresses as Rudolfo singing with clarity
and ardour and the relationship between him and Jessica
Rose Cambio’s terminally ill Mimi is beautifully realised.
Cambio is a wonderfully expressive soprano whose tone is
like cut glass crystal and even in the Albert Hall with a micro-
phone attached creates a deliciously contrasting sound.
Anna Leese also stands out as a beguiling Musetta while
Joshua Bloom (Colline) is perhaps the most impressive voice
of all though I did find his characterisation slightly odd. A big,
bold production that used the space exceptionally well.

Meanwhile guest reviewer Matt Sanders is caught between
two genres....Is it opera, is it sitcom or is it a TV drama?
Donizetti’s comedy La Fille du regiment (Royal Opera House)
is undoubtedly enormous fun but I couldn’t help thinking
director Laurent Pelly was in a mildly addled mindset when
deciding on his interpretation. From the outset he tries every
trick in the book to secure raucous laughter. Prankster
peasants, silly drunks and even some Pythonesque silly walks
are thrown in to elicit laughter. It was a bizarre experience as
one or two scenes descended into farce with characters
dressed in Downtown Abbey costumes acting as though they
had just emerged from an episode of Dads Army.

Nevertheless Dame Kiri de Kanawa is a super La Duchesse
de Crackenthorp and though she has now entered her sep-
tuagenarian years the classically trained voice still delivers. In
the lead roles Patrizia Ciofi and Juan Diego Florez are tremen-
dously good and from a brief conversation I had at the inter-
val with a ROH regular Florez is apparently the best tenor cur-
rently to be found on any opera stage. Be that as it may I found
all the singing to be of a very high standard and although the
contrived comedy sometimes became an annoying distrac-
tion the overall impact is that of a thoroughly enjoyable evening.

And Rose Goodenough is swept (fortunately not washed)
away...As the River Wey rose dramatically and dangerously
outside, the Yvonne Arnaud (Guildford) staged a couple of
fantastic productions. First up was the very moving, and quite
traumatic, Kindertransport. During the Second World War
thousands of children in Germany were separated from their
parents to protect them from the terrors of Nazism. Eva was
one such child. Arriving in 1938 she settles into the English way
of life living with a lovely Mancunian foster mother and even
changes her name to Evelyn to fit in. When she is 17 her real
mother returns wanting to take her to America. It is. A difficult
meeting and unsurprisingly begs all the obvious and difficult
questions.

In a poignant and heart-rending production the cast are ex-
cellent with Gabrielle Dempsey outstanding as Eva. A picture
of innocence to begin with she transforms exquisitely into a
beautiful and determined young woman who then encount-
ers similar problems with her own daughter. Totally absorbing.

Fallen Angels on the other hand is classic Noël Coward
and when it opened in 1925 people were appalled by its
“obscene vulgarity”. They were right but it is not at all smutty
and an absolute riot of fun. The premise is based on the fact
that middle aged men, after years of marriage, prefer golf to
sex. Discuss...no don’t! As ever Coward’s female characters
are the stars and Jenny Seagrove and Sara Crowe are just
that. Side-splitting wit in a superb production.

Olympiakos crowned champion
in front of empty stands

Olympiakos has mathemati-
cally clinched its 41st Greek

league title, and the 16th in the
last 18 years, after beating
Panthrakikos at home on
Saturday, while Aris looks all but
relegated after drawing with
PAOK in a tense Thessaloniki
derby on Sunday.

FoThe Reds beat Pana-
thrakikos 2-0 and have won the
league after opening an 18-point
gap from Atromitos and PAOK
with five games left to play.

There was, however, no cele-
bration at the stands of the
Karaiskakis Stadium for the vi-
ctory or the goals by Nelson
Valdez and David Fuster, as the
game took place without the pre-
sence of fans due to the stadi-
um ban imposed on Olympiakos
for the behavior of its supporters
during the derby loss to
Panathinaikos two weeks
earlier.

Aris and PAOK shared a 1-1
draw at the Kleanthis Vikelidis
Stadium, in a game marred by
unsportsmanlike behavior by the
players, mostly by the host, and
a particularly poor officiating by
the referee. Aris led with an
Andreas Tattos free kick and
PAOK equalized through a
Charalambos Economopoulos
own goal.

PAOK spent the whole of the
second half with 10 men after the
straight red card shown to Ergys
Kace, but parity was restored to-
ward the end when Aris’s David
Aganzo got his marching orders.

The result means that Aris will
likely be the second major club
in Greek soccer, after AEK, that
will be missing from the Super
League next season, as the

Thessaloniki team is languish-
ing at the bottom of the table,
eight points from the play-out
spot.

If Aris is relegated, it is not at
all certain it will feature in next
season’s second division, as it
may well follow AEK’s course
down to the amateur divisions
due to heavy debts.

On the other half of the table,
Atromitos remains level on points
with PAOK in second by draw-
ing 1-1 at Veria on Saturday, with
fourth-placed Panathinaikos ed-
ging closer to them, within three
points, via its 1-0 victory at PAS
Giannina on Sunday. That was
the Greens’ third consecutive le-
ague win, and they have Abdul
Ajagun to thank for his goal in a
performance that was not a
patch on their showings against
Olympiakos and Aris.

The result means Pana-
thinaikos is returning to Europ-
ean competitions this summer
after a year’s absence, as it
mathematically clinched a play-
off position – provided it also gets
the federation’s license for that
at the end of the month.

Ergotelis ended the unbeaten
home record of Asteras Tripolis
winning 3-2 through a 90th-
minute penalty despite playing
with 10 men for 25 minutes.

Platanias scored the win of the
day, thrashing 10-man Kalloni
Lesvou 7-0 at Hania, while
Panionios edged closer to safe-
ty through its 4-2 defeat of visiting
Levadiakos.

OFI Crete, in sixth, emerged
victorious with a 2-0 score from
its clash with struggling Apollon.
