yesterday a telephone con-
versation with UN Secretary
General Ban Ki-moon, with
whom he discussed devel-
opments regarding the
Cyprus problem. 

According to Cyprus News
Agency sources, the discus-
sion focused on the joint
declaration that is yet to be
agreed upon between the
Greek Cypriot and the Turkish
Cypriot sides that would pave
the way for the resumption of
the Cyprus talks.

President Anastasiades
analyzed the position of the
Greek Cypriot side on the joint
declaration and stressed his
willingness to continue follow-
ing a positive and constructive
stance on the issue. 

The position of President
Anastasiades is that before
talks can begin, a Joint Decla-
ration should be issued to
record the basic parameters
of the solution on the basis of
previous High Level Agree-
ments of 1977 and 1997 and
UN resolutions, which provide

for a bizonal bicommunal
federation with a single sover-
eignty, one citizenship and
one international personality.
Turkish Cypriot leader Dervis
Eroglu refuses to see the vali-
dity of such a joint declaration
statement.

The Joint Declaration, the
President points out, must not
overlook Cyprus’ status as a
full EU member with respect
to the acquis communautaire
and EU values and principles,
which should in turn secure
the rights of all citizens of
Cyprus, Greek Cypriots and
Turkish Cypriots. 

The last few weeks the UN

have been meeting with the
negotiators of the two commu-
nities in an effort to resume the
talks with no result. 

Meanwhile, the Cyprus
government has made repre-
sentations to the United
Nations over a meeting the
UNSG Special Adviser Alexan-
der Downer had with the
Turkish FM in the so called
“Turkish embassy” in the
Turkish-occupied areas of
Cyprus, on Saturday.

The complaint was made to
the UNSG Special Represen-
tative and Head of the United
Nations Peacekeeping Force
in Cyprus Lisa Buttenheim by

the Deputy Permanent Secre-
tary of the Foreign Ministry,
Ambassador Tasos Tzionis.

The Cyprus FM also asked
the country’s permanent
representative to the UN to
make representations at the
highest level to the UN Secre-
tariat in New York.

According to an announce-
ment issued Monday by the
FM, the Cyprus government
wished to express its deepest
disappointment and disappro-
val for the meeting the UNSG
Special Adviser held in the
Turkish-occupied areas. It is
pointed out that the Special
Adviser has violated with his
action the UN Resolution,
especially at a period when
the Cyprus President is mak-
ing efforts for the resumption
of the talks between the two
communities on the island.

Turkey’s FM Ahmet Davuto-
glou paid an illegal visit to the
occupied areas last Saturday
and met with the Turkish
Cypriot leader and UNSG
Special Adviser. On Friday,
Turkish FM was in Athens and
held a meeting with his Greek
counterpart.

Foreign Minister Ioannis Kasou-
lides said conclusions of EU
General Affairs Council on

Enlargement are balanced and objec-
tive.

Kasoulides said that the conclusions
“in a clear and constructive spirit, sends
clear messages to candidate and
potential candidate countries, while
taking into account the sensitivities of all
EU Member States.”

Regarding Turkey, the text highlights
the need for the country to fulfill all of its
obligations towards Cyprus, with empha-
sis on full non-discriminatory implemen-
tation of the Additional Protocol to the
Association Agreement, towards all
Member States.

Kasoulides stressed that the implemen-
tation of this obligation by Turkey will
significantly boost the country’s EU
accession process, since it will allow the

opening of eight negotiating chapters.
“It is important”, he continued, “to note

that the conclusions call on Turkey to act
to normalize relations with Cyprus
Republic and to contribute positively to
efforts to solve the Cyprus problem.”

According to the Minister of Foreign
Affairs, the new element of the conclu-
sions is the reference to the obligation of
Turkey to respect the sovereignty of
all Member States in their territorial
waters.

“This addition was included at the
request of Cyprus, given the recent
Turkish provocations in the territorial
waters of the Republic of Cyprus by the
research vessel Barbaros Hayrettin Pasa,”
he said.

Regarding the recent signing of the
EU-Turkey Readmission Agreement and
the agreement on the road map for visa
liberalization for Turkish cit izens,
Kasoulides said that Cyprus has made it
clear to the EU the it should respond to
any attempts from the Turkish side which
contravene the provisions of such
agreement, such as the non-application
against the Republic of Cyprus.

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Plastic banknotes that
can survive a spin in
the washing machine

are to be brought into
circulation by the Bank of
England in 2016.

The Bank argues that the
polymer notes stay cleaner
and are more secure than
cotton paper notes, which
have been used for more than
100 years.

The £5 note featuring
Winston Churchill will be the
first plastic banknote.

The Bank of
England said in
September that it was consi-
dering a switch from cotton
paper to polymer notes.

It then visited various
shopping centres around the
UK to gauge public opinion
about the proposed change.

Nearly 13,000 people gave
feedback. The Bank said 87%
of those who responded were
in favour of polymer, only 6%
were opposed and 7% were
neutral. However, some
suggested the notes were too
slippery.

It has now confirmed their
introduction into the curren-
cy, starting with the £5 note.
The £10 note is to go plastic
about a year later, carrying

the image of Jane Austen.
The new banknotes will

be made from a thin, trans-
parent and flexible film made
of polypropylene. This is
coated with an ink layer that
enables it to carry the printed
design features of a banknote.
This allows the inclusion of
windows or clear portions in
the design, used to enhance
protection against coun-
terfeits.

T h e
Bank has said that

these notes last for 2.5 times
longer than paper banknotes.
They will survive a spin in the
washing machine, but will still
melt under extreme heat such
as an iron.

Mark Carney, governor
of the Bank of England, said:
“Ensuring trust and
confidence in money is at
the heart of what central
banks do.

“Polymer notes are the next
step in the evolution of
banknote design to meet that
objective. The quality of
polymer notes is higher, they
are more secure from
counterfeiting, and they can
be produced at lower cost to
the taxpayer and the environ-
ment.”

Orthodox Church,
Christmas ranks second

to Easter in the roster of im-
portant holidays. Yet there are
a number of unique customs
associated with Christmas
that are uniquely Greek. 

On Christmas Eve, village
children travel from house to
house offering good wishes
and singing kalanda, the equi-
valent of carols. The children
are frequently rewarded with
sweets and dried fruits. 

After 40 days of fasting, the
Christmas feast is looked
for-ward to with great antici-
pation; Pigs are slaughtered
and on almost every table are
loaves of christopsomo(Christ
Bread). Dried fruit, nuts, and
honey are also served. 

On Christmas Day

Christmas morning usually
begins with a mass in the
Greek Orthodox Church. 

As family and friends arrive
for the Christmas Day feast,
they may greet one another
by saying, “Hronia polla”
(Many happy years.) The
food-filled table may have
roast turkey stuffed with
chestnuts, rice, or pine nuts,
served with a variety of
vegetables. Sweet dishes

include kourabiedes, almond
cookies, and Melomakarona,
honey spice cookies.

Christmas trees are not as
commonly used in Greece
and Cyprus as in the West.
In almost every home outside
the main cities, the symbol of
the season is a shallow
wooden bowl with a piece of
wire which is suspended
across the rim; from that
hangs a sprig of basil
wrapped around a wooden
cross. A small amount of
water is kept in the bowl to
keep the basil alive and fresh.
Once a day, a family mem-
ber, usually the mother, dips
the cross and basil into some
holy water and uses it to
sprinkle water in each room
of the house. This ritual is
believed to keep the Kalikan-
tzari away from the house. 

Kalikantzari

There are a number of
beliefs connected with the
Kalikantzari, which are a
species of goblins or spirits
who appear only during the

12-day period from Christmas
to the Epiphany (January 6).
These creatures are believed
to emerge from the centre of
the earth and to slip into
people’s house through the
chimney. 

In folktales, the twelve days
of their power figure in a
“wicked stepmother” story
where a young girl is forced
to walk alone to a mill through
the twelve days, because her
stepmother is hoping that the
Kallikantzari will snatch her
away. 

Some households kept
fires burning through the
twelve days, to keep the
spirits from entering by the
chimney. Others reduced to
simple bribery and would put
meat out for the Kallikantzari.
On Epiphany, the ceremonial
blessing of the waters by the
local priest was believed to
settle the nasty creatures until
the next year. 

Gifts

Gifts in Greece and Cyprus
are exchanged on St Basil’s
Day (January 1). On this day
the “renewal of waters” also
takes place, a ritual in which
all water jugs in the house are
emptied and refilled with new
“St Basil’s Water.” 

Greek Christmas

The definition of Christmas 

Every year on December 25th we celebrate
the birthday of Jesus Christ. That is why we
call this time of year Christmas - we celebrate
the Mass, or church service, for Christ. The
word Christmas (or Christ’s Mass) comes from
the Old English name Cristes Maesse. 

Christmas is a truly magical season,
bringing families and friends together to share
the much loved customs and traditions which
have been around for centuries. Most people
are on holiday in England and stay at home
with their family on Christmas day. 

Father Christmas

Father Christmas (or Santa Claus) has
become the human face of Christmas.
Pictures will be seen everywhere of the old
man with long white beard, red coat, and bag
of toys. Children are taught that he brings
them presents the night before Christmas,
and many children up to the age of 7 or 8
really believe this is true. 

In most countries, it is said that he lives
near the North Pole, and arrives through the
sky on a sledge pulled by reindeer. He comes
into houses down the chimney at midnight
and places presents for the children in socks
or bags by their beds or in front of the family
Christmas tree. 

In shops or at children’s parties, someone
will dress up as Father Christmas and give
small presents to children, or ask them what
gifts they want for Christmas. Christmas can

be such a time of magic and excitement for
children. 

Traditional colours 

Red and green are the traditional colours of
Christmas. Green represents the continuance
of life through the winter and the Christian
belief in eternal life through Jesus. Red
symbolizes the blood that Jesus shed at His
Crucifixion.

Christmas food

A Christmas tradition involving the turkey
is to pull its wishbone. The person left with
the larger piece of the bone makes a wish.

Christmas pudding is also served on this day,
traditionally a silver coin is hidden in it, thought
to bring good fortune to whoever is lucky
enough to find it.

Making sense of Christmas

From crispy
breadsticks, croutons, bags of wheat and rye rusks, olive
rolls and raisin toasts, to crackers, rice cakes and bread
rolls flavoured with orange, anise and honey, many of
these attractive products have already proven popular
with British tastes.

Cypriot food, as well as offering unique flavours and
formats, includes a huge range of products which will
not only offer important points of difference to a shop’s
stock, but will appeal to a receptive market. As well as a

large UK Cypriot community, huge numbers of British
holidaymakers and expatriates are helping to feed a
growing taste for food from the Mediterranean’s third
biggest island.

And if that taste is for sweet things, then there is plenty
here to satisfy that demand too. The island produces a

wide variety of sweet
b i s c u i t s ,

digestives to
orange, hazelnut and

chocolate creams. British retailers
looking for quality nut products will find plenty to choose
from too. The island produces all sorts of nut and dried
fruit products, often pleasingly packed in trays. Top-
quality examples made from local island produce
include dry-roasted nuts, brittle bars and packs of dried
fruit.

Products can be imported from Cyprus both as ambient
products in attractive, modern packaging and frozen.
Cypriot products all ready to furnish British freezers
include everything from pizzas and pizza bases, ham,
beef and chicken burgers to all kinds of finger food bites
and crepes. Fruit and vegetables available frozen
include packs of okra, vine leaves, stuffed vine leaves,
artichokes, beans, dates and pomegranate. And to

follow? Coffee, of course. Distinctive stoneground,
medium roast Cyprus coffee has been imported for the
British Cypriot community for decades, but will find a
ready welcome in the broader, coffee loving British
market.

During the past few years and especially after the
accession to the EU in 2004, Cyprus has made a huge

investment in its food industry and most products
are produced on an industrial scale using

new technology and processes meaning
increased export capabilities. 

Hygiene standards are keenly
followed and monitored
throughout the manufacture of
the island’s exportable foods,
while vacuum and other

airtight packaging ensures that
products reach their worldwide

markets in premium condition.
Importers should be aware that great

importance is placed upon flexibility and that many of the
products made on the island can be tailored to the
growing demands of the customers abroad.

Food of the Gods
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Firefighters campaigning
against government
attacks on their pensions

will strike in England and
Wales on both Christmas
Eve and New Year’s Eve, the
Fire Brigades Union has
announced.

Strikes wil l  take place
between:

- 7pm and midnight on
Tuesday 24 December

- 6.30pm on Tuesday 31
December and 12.30am on
Wednesday 1 January

- 6.30am and 8.30am on
Friday 3 January

Fire Brigades Union Gener-
al Secretary, Matt Wrack, said:
“Firefighters provide a first-
class standard of service
24-hours a day, 365 days a
year, and these strikes will
remind government just how
reliant they are on our mem-
bers’ professionalism, com-
mitment and flexibility.

“However, there should be
no need for industrial action,
and it’s absurd that firefight-
ers’ concerns over pensions
have not been addressed
already.

“The government must stop
claiming they are negotiating
when they have refused to talk
for two months and insist on

forcing through proposals that
are unaffordable, unworkable
and unfair.

“By simply conceding
common sense and allowing
firefighters a fair deal, the
government could end this
industrial action today.”

As with previous strikes,
on the three dates all FBU
members in England and
Wales will stop work apart
from those working in control
centres.

However, on top of these
strike periods — the seventh,
eighth and ninth to take place
— on Christmas Eve all mem-
bers in Scotland and those
working in control centres
across England, Scotland and
Wales wil l  refuse to work
voluntary overtime, meaning
every firefighter in the three
nations will be taking part in
industrial action together for
the first time.

And between 7pm on
Friday 27 and 7pm on Sunday
29 December, all firefighters
in England, Scotland and
Wales except those working
in control will refuse to work
voluntary overtime.

The ban on voluntary over-
time comes after a second
ballot of FBU members voted
by almost nine to one for
additional industrial action on
top of strikes.

Although negotiations in
Scotland have so far prevent-
ed strikes action, no settle-
ment has yet been reached
and the dispute remains live.

Firefighters’ pension
schemes are amongst the
most expensive for workers
anywhere in the public or
private sector, but amongst
the cheapest proportionally for
the government.

Most firefighters who take
home approximately £1,650 a

month already pay £320 or
more a month into their
pensions, and from April 2014
this would rise for the third
year in a row to over £340 a
month (£4,000 a year), with
many facing a fourth conse-
cutive rise of 2.2% in 2015.

On top of this, a large
section of firefighters face
an additional threat to
their pensions as a result of
the government refusing to
honour long-standing agree-
ments. As a result, they will not
receive the pension they were
promised despite paying into
their scheme for many years.

The union claims that the
government’s proposals are
“designed to fail” because
they ignore the physical
demands and fitness stan-
dards required by the occu-
pation.

Evidence suggests that at
least two thirds of the current
workforce will face dismissal
or their pension reduced by
almost half because they are
unable to maintain the fitness
standards required by the fire
service beyond the age of 55.

Firefighters to strike over pensions on
Christmas Eve and New Year’s Eve

The UK Minister for
Europe David Lidington
expressed his govern-

ment’s hope that the President
of the Republic of Cyprus and
the Turkish Cypriot leader can
hold a formal meeting in the
near future.

Asked by Matthew Offord,
Conservative MP for Hendon
in north London and head of
the All-Party Parliamentary
Group for Cyprus, about the
Foreign Office’s assessment
of progress made in talks
between President Anastasia-
des and Dr Eroglu, Mr Liding-
ton responded in writ ing
saying his Department “hopes
that a first formal meeting can
take place in the near future
to mark the resumption of
fully-fledged negotiations.” 

He added that “Cypriots
now have the best chance in
years to achieve a just, lasting
and comprehensive settle-
ment.”

In an answer to another
question by the same MP, the
Minister for Europe said, that
the UK remains committed to
supporting the UN’s efforts to
achieve a settlement based on
a bizonal, bicommunal feder-
ation with political equality
as defined by the relevant

Security Council resolutions. 
“It is for the Greek Cypriot

and Turkish Cypriot commu-
nities to agree on the precise
terms of a solution,” he added.

Asked what the UK’s role
is in assisting international
efforts to achieve an agreed
settlement in Cyprus, Mr Lid-
ington replied, “As a long-
standing friend of Cyprus, the
UK continues to support the
Greek Cypriot and Turkish
Cypriot communities in their
search for a solution. We
support the UN in its role,
and regularly discuss the need
for a settlement with a range of
actors, including the other
Guarantor Powers, the US,
and European partners.”

EU extends use of
electronic devices on board

The EU’s Aviation Safety
Agency (EASA) updated
last Monday its guidance

on the use of portable elec-
tronic devices on board (PED),
including smartphones, tablets
and e-readers, a press release
of the EU Commission said.

The updated guidance
confirms that these devices
may be used in non-transmit-
ting mode, better known as
“flight mode” (non-transmit-
ting mode) throughout the
journey (including taxiing,
take-off and landing) without
a risk to safety. This is the first
time that the use of personal
electronic devices in flight
mode is allowed in all phases
of the journey, from gate to
gate. Prior to this all personal
electronic devices had to be
completely turned off during
taxiing, take-off and landing.

EU Transport Commission-
er, Vice President Siim Kallas
has asked EASA to accelerate

its safety review of the use of
electronic devices on board in
transmitting mode, with new
guidance expected to be
published early in 2014, the
press release said.

In general, airlines do not
currently allow phone or wi-fi
connection from the time the
aircraft doors have closed
until the aircraft has arrived at
the gate and the doors are
open again.

Connecting to the network
is today only possible in
specially equipped aircrafts
that are able to connect you
with a network (this can be
permitted at cruising altitude).
In those cases, a passenger
does not connect to the
ground network, but to a safe-
ty certified on-board system.

It is now up to every airline
to update their operating rules
and many are expected to do
so in the coming weeks, the
Commission said.

AKEL on Economy and 2014 State Budget

The Plenum of the Central
Committee of AKEL con-
vened today on Wednes-

day, 11th December 2013
which discussed the state of
the Cyprus economy in 2013,
the prospects for 2014 and the
2014 State Budget.

A fruitful dialogue was
conducted and opinions and
proposals were submitted.

Based on the discussion
that took place, the Central
Committee of AKEL reached
the following conclusions and
assessments:

1. The Cyprus economy
is in the midst of a deep
economic recession which is
a product of the global eco-
nomic crisis; a crisis that has
deepened further following the
Anastasiades - Eurogroup
agreement and the decisions
for the haircut on deposits, the
forcible contraction of the
country’s banking sector and

all the rest of the onerous
terms the Memorandum
imposed on Cyprus.

2. The subsequent credit
crunch and lack of liquidity in
the economy led to the
closure of thousands
of small businesses
and soaring un-
e m p l o y m e n t
rising from 12%
to 17.2% with
76,000 unem-
ployed.

3. One of the most
onerous terms of the
Memorandum is the Anasta-
siades’ government’s com-
mitment for privatizations and
the selling-off of the profitable
Semi-state organisations to the
private sector.

4. The 2014 state budget is
the first budget under the
Memorandum and simultane-
ously the first budget of the

Anastasiades government.
Unfortunately, the budget
follows the dead-end path of
the Memorandum, both in
terms of its philosophy and
construction.

5. We conclude that
the policy and philo-

sophy of the hair-
cut on deposits
has also affected
the state budget
which includes

spending cuts
amounting to

626 million euro.
6. On its part, the govern-

ment appears to be display-
ing an excessive zeal, given
that the Memoranda financial
obligations referred to cuts
amounting to 270 million euro.
The developmental funds have
been reduced by 20%, while
significant cuts amounting to
126 million euro have also
been made to social policy

expenditure, to expenditure on
health, education and culture.

7. The 2014 state budget is
the most conservative tight
budget ever. It is the tool for
implementing a destructive
neoliberal policy which is
leading the economy into the
mechanisms of a vicious
cycle of austerity and reces-
sion.

8. The 2014 state budget
has been formulated within the
framework of the Memoran-
dum of Understanding with
which we disagree. It is a
budget characterised by
severe austerity, with massive
cuts in development. Signifi-
cant cuts are also made in
social welfare, health, educa-
tion, culture and sports. It is
an anti-development and anti-
growth budget, recessional
and socially harsh.

9. As a result of the Memo-
randa policies the Anastasi-
ades government is imple-
menting with fervent zeal,
which are also reflected in the
State Budget, social contra-
dictions, unemployment,
poverty and destitution are
increasing and the crisis and
recession is deepening even
further.

Based on the above
conclusions and assessments,
the C.C. of AKEL has decided
to propose to the Parliamen-
tary Group of the AKEL -
Left - New Forces to vote
against the 2014 budget in its
entirety. Secondary proposals
for amendments to the
budget will be tabled during
the relevant debate in the
House of Representatives.

Health Ministers and experts from the
World’s eight major economies met
last Wednesday in London to discuss

we need better drug treatments, earlier
diagnoses, improved dementia care and
better research into risk factors so that we
can reduce the long-term threat.”

Earlier this month, Marina attended a
conference in Brussels which brought
together MEPs and representatives from
Alzheimer Europe to compare and bench-
mark national dementia policies as part of
the European dementia monitor program.

The Greek Outdoors, which

specialises in barbecued food
for outdoor events, is based
in Stourport-on-Severn in
Worcestershire is set to grow
by offering franchise opportu-
nities.

“We are in negotiations with
two or three people but I feel
that in 2014 we will have at
least four or five franchises,”
said 51-year-old company
founder and director Chris
Ellinas. 

“We want to grow the
business and the key thing is
to have the right people to
push the brand further.”

Chris added that he is
looking for franchisees who
will follow the example he and
his wife Christalla have set.

“It’s a people business;
we’ve built up our business
through networking and by
offering a good service and
being nice to people.”

Chris, who has worked in,
owned and run fish and chip
shops for 35 years, founded
The Greek Outdoors in 2008
after experiencing a disappoin-
ting pig roast organised for a
friend’s 40th birthday party.

“I thought I could do better,”
he said. But he knew that to
be successful his enterprise

had to offer something differ-
ent.

“I’m of Cypriot origin so I
had some Cypriot-style
barbecues, called Foukou,
specially made in London. The
Foukou consists of three long
horizontal skewers and 11
vertical skewers so they’re
quite versatile.”

Traditional methods are
used to cook pork, lamb and
chicken and at first Chris burnt
charcoal on the barbecues to
provide the heat. But this year
he has started importing from
Greece olive pip briquettes,
made from crushed olive
stones, as an alternative fuel.

“It is eco-friendly and throws
out a lot more heat than
charcoal,” he said. “I’m doing

my bit for the planet and
getting a better product at the
end of the day.”

Chris and his wife launched
the company with a barbecue
in their garden for friends.
Word got around and they
began to get bookings, with
more inquiries coming through
their company website.

In October last year The
Greek Outdoors was chosen
by entrepreneur Theo Paphitis
as an award winner on his
Small Business Sunday initia-
tive (#SBS) which rewards
companies that tweet
@TheoPaphitis and pitch their
business. It helped raise
the firm’s profile and gave it
national publicity.

“We grew the business year

on year but because we are
now being contacted from all
over the country through the
Internet I feel it is the time to
offer the franchises as I can’t
be everywhere,” said Chris.

Most of the catering work is
at weekends so Chris also has
a four-day-a-week job at
Mitchell Potatoes in Rugby,
mainly supplying the fish and
chip trade. He said potential
franchisees could consider
The Greek Outdoors as a
second job to supplement
their main income and earn
extra cash for things l ike
holidays. 

“Most of our work is from
March to October, although
last year I worked till Decem-
ber,” he revealed. 

A Greek Outdoors franchise
costs from £8,895 plus fees. 

“Each franchisee will have
an area, around 150,000 –
200,000 population, depend-
ing of gross household
disposable income, so some-
body in Surrey would have a
smaller area than somebody
in Bradford,” said Chris.

He would love to see the
business grow significantly.

“Launching in America
would be great – that’s a much
bigger pie. But I’ll be happy if
it takes off in this country.”

Consumers should be on
their guard with all comparison
sites. “They are useful but
need to be used with caution,”
she says.

Meanwhile the City regu-
lator, the Financial Conduct
Authority (FCA), promises:
“We will review the risks that
price comparison websites
present and whether they
comply with regulatory
requirements.”

ST JUDE STORM
INSURANCE

PAYOUTS HIT £130M

Thousands affected by St
Jude storm are expected to
receive payouts amounting to
an estimated £130m bill for
British insurers.

The Association of British
Insurers (ABI) said 105,000
claims by customers affected
by the St Jude storm are
expected to be dealt with.

The storm claimed lives
and people saw their homes,
businesses and vehicles
damaged as hurricane-force
winds left a trail of destruction,
uprooting trees, disrupting
roads and railway operations
and leaving thousands of

people without power.
The total insurance bill is

much smaller than that seen
following the huge destruction
that was caused by the
storm of 1987. The ABI said
widespread publicity about the
St Jude storm in the days
before it struck had helped to
give people a chance to do
what they could to prepare for
the high-speed winds, for
example by securing objects
in the garden.

Aidan Kerr, the ABI’s head
of property, said: “The storm
was a significant event with
some tragic consequences,
but advance warning meant
that people were well-pre-
pared and could take steps to
minimize damage and disrup-
tion.

“Violent weather like this is
exactly what insurers expect
to deal with during the year,
and they will have mobilized
claims teams to help custo-
mers recover as quickly as
possible.”

The great storm of 1987
cost around £2bn in today’s
money while the summer
floods of 2007 resulted in a hit
of more than £3bn.

The ABI has urged anyone

who suffered damage due to
the storm to contact their
insurer as soon as possible for
advice.

RSA Insurance has said that
the storm would leave it
nursing a hit of up to £65m.

The group saw customer
calls leap by a third in the UK
after the storm, with claims
mainly for building damage
and power cuts destroying
freezers full of food.

Kourabiedes (Almond Cookies)
Ingredients:
1 packet of unsalted butter or trex
2 egg yolks 
1 Greek coffee cup of
icing sugar
3 tablespoons of
baking powder
3/4 cups of roasted
almonds, chopped in
large chunks
Rosewater
Self raising flour (your
own required amount)
1 vanilla sachet
Brandy

Method:
Beat the butter well and then the icing sugar and the egg
yolks. 
Add the roasted almonds, rosewater, vanilla brandy, baking
powder and lastly the flour. Then combine together until the
mixture is soft and does not stick to your hands.
Form the kourabiedes into flattened oval shapes and cook in
a medium oven until golden.
Allow to cool, brush over with rosewater and then sprinkle with
icing sugar.

Melomacarona (Honey-Spice Cookies)
Ingredients:
3 cups of sunflower oil
1 1/2 cups of sugar
Juice of 2 large lemons
Juice of 2 large oranges
3 teaspoons baking
powder
1 1/2 teaspoons of soda 
1 teaspoon ground
cinnamon
1 teaspoon ground
cloves
Flour
Roasted sesame seeds
Chopped walnuts

For the syrup:
1 cup of sugar
1 cup of honey
1 cup of water

Method:
Beat together the oil, lemon juice and orange juice. Add
the sugar, baking powder, soda, cinnamon, cloves and
gradually stir in enough flour to make a soft dough (make
sure it does not stick to your hands).
Pinch of small portions of the dough and form into flattened
oval shapes.
Bake in a preheated oven for 20-30 minutes until golden
brown.
Whilst cooling, prepare the syrup by boiling water, honey
and sugar. Dip the melomacarona one at the time into syrup
for approximately 1 minute and then place with a slotted
spoon on a tray to cool.
Mix together the roasted sesame seeds, chopped walnuts,
cinnamon and cloves and sprinkle over the  melomacarona.

Vasilopitta (New Year’s Cake)
Ingredients:
1 glass of oil
1 1/4 glasses of
sugar
4 glasses of flour
5 eggs
1 glass of orange
juice or a small
natural yogurt
1 glass of coarsely
ground almonds
3 tablespoons of
baking powder
Zest of an orange
Brandy to taste

Method:
Beat the oil and sugar and then add the orange squash or
yogurt and eggs gradually one by one. Finally add the
remaining ingredients into mixture. Place in a greased
baking tin and bake in a preheated, moderate oven for about
1 hour or until a knife inserted into the centre comes out
clean.
Note: For the sake of tradition, wrap a coin in a piece of foil
and press it into the mixture before baking. The person who
finds the coin, has good fortune for the year.

Peter Jackson’s second
in the trilogy of films
adapted from J.R.R

Tolkien’s much celebrated
classic book is a vast improve-
ment on the original. 

The action takes place in
Middle Earth 60 years before
“The Lord of the Rings”;

But to top it all
it is the amazing climactic
sequence with Smaug (bril-
liantly voiced by Benedict
Cumberbatch) which simply
defies description. 

The film is worth seeing just
for this incredible sequence
alone. Martin Freeman is
terrific as Bilbo. His perfor-
mance has grown in stature-
he is vulnerable as well as
heroic with just the right touch
of irony.

American Hustle

David O. Russell continues
his illustrious career, follow-
ing “The Fighter” and “Silver
Linings Playbook”, with
another excellent film. His
terrific script is co-written with
Eric Singer and tells the story
of con artist Irving Rosenfeld

The 3D Movie

This ambitious 3D project
boasts a strong central idea
but needs a better and much
more children friendly script
in order to make it more
accessible. 

Directors Barry Cook & Neil
Nightingale tell the story of
Patchi (voiced by Justin Long),
a likable child dino, who grows
up to become an unlikely hero
when he saves his herd
against the odds. 

It is a colourful prehistoric
adventure with a lot of
potential but unfortunately
there is too much dialogue
in both the narration and
action which gets in the
way.

Child’s Pose

This amazing, award-
winning Romanian film was a
highlight at the recent London
Film Festival and is now
available on DVD from Studio
Canal. 

Luminita Gheorghiu deli-
vers one of the best perfor-
mances of the year as Corne-
lia, a possessive 60-year-old
mother who begins to lose
control over her 34-year-old
son Barbu (Bogdan Dumitra-
che). But when he gets
involved in a tragic car
accident Cornelia gets the
opportunity to take charge
over her son’s l i fe once
again... 

Calin Peter Netzer’s
heartbreaking film is superbly
acted and is masterfully
directed.  A richly deserved
winner of the Golden Bear at
this year’s Berlin Film Festival
very much worth seeking
out!

My search for a straight version of A Christmas Carol in Lon-
don hit a brick wall. Then I stumbled upon a production
hidden away under some railway arches. At last the panacea

to all my Dickensian yearning. Scrooge and Marley (Waterloo
East) may not have quite done that but this delightful two-hander,
adapted and performed by George Fouracres and James
Swanton, goes some way to sating that unquenchable appetite. 

As Scrooge settles in for another lonely Christmas, the perfect
scenario for an agoraphobe and misanthrope, he is confronted by
his worst nightmare, visitors. One by one the motley crew of
Spirits come to show Scrooge the error of his ways and what a
brighter future might look like. It is a familiar tale to most but in
distilling this exemplary universal work into a production that
amuses and appals, almost simultaneously, they have made it
accessible to an audience that may have found Dickens (sic Shake-
speare) a bit of an anathema. 

Fouracres (Scrooge) begins as a sad curmudgeonly soul with
a determined resolution to continue inexorably and miserably to his
grave. But this is a story of redemption and forgiveness and the en-
suing interaction with his visitors, portrayed with great energy and
occasional melodrama by Swanton, reveals a sobering message
scribed by a remarkable wordsmith. There is a lovely moment when
the two of them realise they are unable to play the plethora of
characters in a particular scene and make fun of their resourcing
predicament. The action sometimes became a tad too busy with
superfluous theatricality but that is a minor criticism during an
evening which does an excellent job in filling that Dickensian void.

Scrooge’s world would have been an ideal stomping ground for
Jo Brand. I can imagine her trudging round Victorian London
plying a trade in lugubrious comedy. Whether that works for pan-
tomime is another matter. As the Genie of the Ring in Ian Talbot’s
unashamedly, and very colourful, music hall production of Aladdin
(New Wimbledon Theatre) she struggles to imprint her stellar
sheen on proceedings. But then her job is to get bums on seats.

Fortunately she is surrounded by a pleasing posse of Panto
stalwarts led by Matthew Kelly as Widow Twankey. His wardrobe
is worth the entrance fee alone. A sight to be beheld with an
equally outrageous performance to match. David Bedella has a
ball as the dastardly Abanazer welcoming and Alan Committie is
a most endearing Wishie Washie. 

But they are all upstaged by the Peking police force played by
dance act, Flawless. I am continually blown away by the ability of
the human body to do the things it can and these guys ramp it up
a level or two. While all this alacrity exploded around her our Jo
moved about slovenly, cracking the odd joke or two, for adults
only, and then taking a pew to rest awhile as the rest of the cast gave
us our monies worth. Great work if you can earn it.

Georg Kaiser’s From Morning to Midnight (National Theatre)
is described as a masterpiece of German expressionism and
designer Soutra Gilmour takes that to heart in designing a
production that is a visual phenomenon, so much so the expres-
sion very much belongs to the seductive sets rather than Dennis
Kelly’s smart and abrasive translation. Director Melly Still, who
also has a designer background, has captured the zeitgeist in
knowing that young modern day audiences are looking for an
‘experience’ if they find it hard to focus on the plot and writing.

A young bank clerk, on a whim, does a runner with 60,000 marks
(old German money) seeking hedonism a go-go. He naturally
becomes disillusioned when he realises that those he encounters
are all cut from the same cloth, avaricious and corrupt. It’s an
interesting story with contemporary resonances and Adam Godley
excels in the main role giving the clerk great physicality and
heartache. But in the end, as with so many productions of 2013
the eyes had it.

Meanwhile guest reviewer Belay Keema and two sons Arunda
(6) and Shamshi (8) fall in love with a cat in a hat and some beans...

Seussical (Arts Theatre) lives up to its billing wonderfully;
fantastical, bombastical and songtastical. The Sell A Door
production, co-conceived by Python’s Eric Idle is enormous fun
and includes many of the Dr Seuss favourites, including monkeys,
kangaroos, Mayzie La Bird, Horton the Elephant and the boys’
favourite Gertrude McFuzz. A profusion of primary colours domi-
nate and the young cast perform with great energy and enthusiasm
bringing to life the snappy music and lyrics of Stephen Flaherty
and Lynn Ahrens. To paraphrase Dr Seuss himself “we all liked
the nonsense cos it woke up our brains”. 

Then a few days later we saw a real cracker at The Southwark
Playhouse, Jack and the Beanstalk by the aptly named Box of
Delights theatre company. I’ll leave this one to the boys to sum
up. “We think this is one of the best shows we have ever seen and
because we were sat so near the front it was like we were part of
it...they asked us to join in and even though Shamshi was shy we
did and the two girls next two us did even more. There were some
really really funny bits when they kept falling over and in the
second bit it all changed, just like magic. The dancing beans and
the giants were awesome”. They want to go again.

Olympiakos is the Super
League winter champion, i.e.

the team to finish first after the
first half of the season, as with
two games left till the halfway po-
int it has built an eight-point adva-
ntage over second-placed
PAOK, thanks to its 2-0 win at
Aris on Sunday evening.

The result means that
Olympiakos has equalled its own
record of going 29 games unbe-
aten away from home, but its
players would be excused for
having their mind set on last
Monday’s Champions League
draw instead.

Apollon defeated Panthrakikos

both stayed in the bottom three
as the team they chase,
Platanias, stayed two points ahe-
ad of them beating Xanthi 3-0 at
Hania.

PAOK made amends for its
failure to score in its previous ga-
me, against Apollon at home (0-
0), and put five past Kalloni
Lesvou to win 5-2 at Nea Smyrni,
which Kalloni used as its home
ground this time. This was key
to restore some calm at the
PAOK ranks after the two home

draws against Apollon and AZ
Alkmaar last week.

However the chants by PAOK
fans against the national team
and Dimitris Salpingidis, scorer of
two on the night, left a big stain
on the game. The players of the
2004 national squad which won
the European Championship in
Portugal will play a charity game
with Romania’s veterans on
Monday at PAOK’s home ground
in Toumba, and the PAOK fans
are clearly not happy about that.

Atromitos exposed the defen-
sive frailties of Panathinaikos on
Saturday to win 2-1 away and
consolidate itself at the third spot

of the table, four points ahead of
the Greens and of Asteras
Tripolis.

“We concede goals too easi-
ly, while we spit blood to score,”
said Panathinaikos coach Yiannis
Anastasiou.

Olympiakos eight points ahead

Arsenal’s chief executive re-
calls his parents’ battle for

justice in his native South Africa,
their personal heroism and the
courageous sacrifices they made

Ivan Gazidis whose maternal
grandparents were Cypriot is
telling the remarkable story of his
extraordinary father and the won-
der is that it has taken fully 35
minutes before he displays the
first outward sign of emotion.

Gazidis is smiling again and
his face is now a justifiable pic-
ture of pride. He has also been
thinking about the rare courage
his parents showed as white an-
ti-apartheid activists during the
decades of struggle in South
Africa. With Nelson Mandela’s fu-
neral that took place on Sunday,
he feels that now is an appropri-
ate moment to tell that story.

“When I was born in 1964 my
father was in jail,” says Gazidis.
“My dad, along with 12 others,
were arrested and tried after the
Rivonia trial in what was called
the Bram Fischer trial. He was in-
carcerated with other white polit-
ical prisoners.

“Blacks were put in other jails,
notably Robben Island. He was
there for just over two years. He
was in solitary confinement for
six months. He says that is the
worst torture that you can put
anyone through.

“My mother was pregnant with
me at the time. When I was born,
the prison guards told him I had
died in childbirth. They even re-
fused to let him out of jail to at-
tend his own father’s funeral. The
last time he saw him was before
he was arrested.”

Gazidis’s dad, Costa, had
made his first public stand
against apartheid when he was a
medical student at the same Wits
University in Johannesburg that
counts Mandela among its alum-
ni.

“From that moment on, he got
more and more involved with the
ANC. Nelson Mandela had gone
into exile and travelled to differ-
ent countries raising support for
the ANC. When he was smug-
gled back into South Africa, my

father was one of a number of
different people who met with
him about the anti-apartheid
movement.”

Like Mandela, Costa became
a target for the South African se-
cret police.

Costa was represented at his
trial by Mandela’s lawyer George
Bizos – who was also to become
Ivan’s godfather – but was ulti-
mately jailed in Johannesburg
and later Pretoria. “He is con-
vinced that he was kept sane in
solitary confinement by a code
the prisoners developed,” says
Gazidis. “At night, they would tap
on the pipes that ran between
the cells and you could only hear
it if your ear was on the pipe. That
was how they communicated.

Costa also made two escape
attempts, notably when he made
a crowbar from part of a toilet
and then attached it to a sheet
in an effort to hook it over the out-
side yard’s fence. He was finally
released in 1967 but placed un-
der surveillance, prohibited from
being in a room with more than
two people and blacklisted as a
doctor.

“Some of his friends were
killed,” says Gazidis. “Parcels
would come through the letter-
box, one of his friend’s four-year-
old child opened the parcel and
it blew the family to smithereens.
Anybody associated with you
was at risk. Life was essentially

made intolerable.”
Ivan was only five but can still

vividly remember his family giv-
ing up their South African pass-
ports and arriving with “absolute-
ly nothing” in the UK in 1969. The
Gazidis family lived on council

estates in Edinburgh and
Portsmouth before Ivan and his
mother, Dorothea, moved to
Manchester.

He recalls attending Fratton
Park to see his first professional
football matches in the 1970s
and he went on to become an
Oxford Blue in the sport.

Costa did not return to South
Africa until 1994, when apartheid
had been overturned and
Mandela had become the first
democratically elected president.
“I hadn’t appreciated how much
he felt exiled,” says Gazidis. “The
first chance to go back and con-
tribute he went back.”

At the age of 77, Costa now
lives in Cape Town and remains
as passionate about tackling so-
cial injustice as he was in the
apartheid years. He has cam-
paigned for antiretroviral drugs
to be more widely available to
fight HIV and Aids and his past
affiliation with the ANC did not
deter him from calling for a pre-
vious health minister to be tried
for manslaughter. “He was a civ-
il servant and he was speaking
out against government policy
but everyone was asleep about

this issue,” says Gazidis. “As a
doctor, what is your duty when
you know it is simple to save
thousands and thousands of
kids’ lives?”

Costa’s willingness to place
what was right ahead of his own
self-interest continues to leave
Gazidis awestruck. When Ivan
accompanied his father on a tour
of Robben Island, the guide intro-
duced Costa to other visitors as
“a hero”.

“It is my mother as well,” says
Gazidis. “She gave up every-
thing. She came from a very well
connected wealthy South African
family. South Africa was a fanta-
sy land for a white person in the
mid-1960s, underpinned by this
absolutely horrific moral injus-
tice. Most people were complete-
ly blind to it. I give my parents
massive, massive credit, first to
have the moral clarity in that en-
vironment to see how pernicious
that system was but, even more,
to do something about it against
all their own self-interests. I do
ask myself: ‘Would I act in that
way?’ I’m incredibly proud.”

Gazidis also firmly believes
that sporting sanctions were a
major factor in apartheid’s de-
mise.

So what of South Africa now
in the wake of Mandela’s death?
Like many, Gazidis has noted
how history is in danger of be-
ing rewritten. “Although I get very
emotional, my dad is very matter
of fact,” he says. “He admires
Mandela, loves him like many
others do, but I don’t think he
has this pedestal that others have
built. There is a new narrative
coming out about how we in the
West all thought he’s a wonder-
ful human being. That’s not what
it was like.

“Its incredible how long this
struggle went on – it really
spanned an enormous range of
people. I do think one of the in-
credible achievements was truth
and reconciliation. Mandela is a
symbol of all that but he is not
the only hero. Desmond Tutu is
my hero.
