Greek Cypriots and
Turkish Cypriots rep-
resenting the Fama-

gusta Association of Great
Britain and the Turkish Cyp-
riot Association for Demo-
cracy (London) delivered a
petition for the return of
Famagusta to its lawful
inhabitants and the opening
of its sea port, in accordance
with the UN resolutions,
to 10 Downing Street on
Monday.

Both parties stated that they
share the same belief that the
return of the town of Famagus-
ta and the opening of its port
would be the key to the solu-
tion of the Cyprus problem.

The petition was delivered
in the presence of MPs from
the main Brit ish polit ical
parties - David Burrowes MP,
Andy Love MP and Nick de
Bois MP - and was accompa-
nied by documents showing
that the petition has been
signed by over 50,000 people,
including many dignitaries.

A covering letter accompa-
nying the petition pointed
out that the Turkish Cypriot
organisation ‘Famagusta
Initiative’ recently carried out
an opinion poll in which 73%
of the Famagusta Turkish

Cypriots polled voted in favour
of the return of Famagusta to
its rightful inhabitants and the
opening of the sea port.

“The parties share the same
belief that the return of both
the town and port to its lawful
inhabitants will pave the way
for a comprehensive econo-
mic development programme
to the benefit of both commu-
nities. These benefits will
strengthen the bond between
the two communities which,
through socio-economic and
cultural co-operation, will serve
as a catalyst and the driving
force in reaching a final solu-
tion to the Cyprus problem,”
added the two associations.

The letter respectfully called
on the British Government,
pursuant to its obligations
under the London-Zurich 1960
Treaty of Guarantee, “to acti-
vely exercise the necessary
pressure on Turkey to imple-
ment the various resolutions
of the United Nations and
Declarations of the European
Union Parliament for the
return of Famagusta to its
lawful inhabitants, already
supported by successive
Brit ish Governments in
power.” It specifically reminds
PM David Cameron that UN
resolution 550 was voted for
in 1984 with the support of the
then Prime Minister, the late

Rt. Hon. Margaret Thatcher.
David Burrowes, the

Conservative Member of
Parliament for Southgate and
Enfield, praised the represen-
tatives of the Cypriot Commu-
nities in Britain for their unpre-
cedented historical joint effort.

“The return of Famagusta
will create immense econom-
ic activity for the benefit of both
communities,” he said, while
he promised to follow up the
petition with the Prime Minis-
ter and the Foreign Secretary.

Dr. Vassilis Mavrou, the
President of Famagusta
Association, stated that thou-
sands of individuals signed the
petit ion for the return of
Famagusta to its lawful inha-
bitants. He added that the
Cypriots in the UK will keep on
fighting for the return of
Famagusta’s lawful inhabitants
and indeed for all Cypriots
refugees, demanding a free
united Cyprus. Dr Mavrou stat-
ed the immense benefits for
both communities for such a
CBM (confidence building
measure). He subsequently
called on the British Prime
Minister to exercise the neces-
sary pressure on Turkey to
allow the return of Famagus-
ta’s inhabitants in order to
create a good climate before
the start of the inter-commu-
nal negotiations.

Mr Cagri Cosar, represen-
tative of the Turkish Cypriot
Youth UK, said that there is a
demand from both communi-
ties for the return of the lawful
inhabitants of Famagusta. He
stated that then re-unification
of Famagusta will serve as a
confidence building measure
towards the solution of the
Cyprus problem. He pointed
out that both communities
suffer from the delays in
solving the problem.

Mr Hassan Raif, head of the
Turkish Cypriot Association for
Democracy (London), noted
that this is a joint effort by the
Greek and Turkish Cypriot
communities for a common
goal. He congratulated the
Famagusta Association team
which worked very hard in col-
lecting all those thousands of
signatures. He concluded that
he was confident that every-
body’s efforts will bear fruit.

Cypriot Communist
Party AKEL and Turk-
ish Cypriot Commu-

nal Democracy Party (TDP)
have called for more active
involvement of the Euro-
pean Union in efforts to
resolve the Cyprus problem.

Speaking after a meeting
at AKEL headquarters in
Nicosia, the party Secretary
General Andros Kyprianou
said that since Cyprus acces-
sion in 2004, EU has not
done much regarding the
substance of the problem.

“We believe that the EU
could and should play a
greater role in the efforts,” he

said and called on the EU, the
European Parliament and the
member-states to do so.

On his part the newly elect-
ed President of the Commu-
nal Democracy Party Cemal
Ozyigit said that not only the
EU but also other interested
parties should contribute
decisively in the process.

“Those who try to move
things behind the scenes
must come to the forefront
and show their real inten-
tions,” he said, adding “what
is important is the Cypriot
themselves to say clearly and
timely what they really want
as a solution to the Cyprus

problem.”
The two parties agreed on

the framework of a solution,
with a bi-zonal, bi-communal
federation with political equal-
ity, which leads to a unified
state with a single sovereign-
ty, a single international
personality and citizenship.

The two parties also point-
ed out that they share the
same concerns regarding the
delay in reaching a joint
statement to help resume the
negotiations and called on the
leaders of the island’s two
communities to reach an
agreement on the matter as
soon as possible.

AKEL and TDP call for greater EU
involvement in Cyprus peace effort
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The ‘UK Cyprus Enter-
prise Council’ was
established in London

yesterday.
With offices in Mayfair and

Hertfordshire, the Council
has been set up by British
Cypriot entrepreneurs and
professional people and is
intended as a vehicle for the
promotion of bilateral trade
between the UK and
Cyprus, the development of
UK/Cyprus partnerships in a
variety of fields, as well as
inward investment into the
island.

The Council will also sup-
port cultural initiatives aimed
at enhancing co-operation
and economic development
between the UK and Cyprus
as well as philanthropic
causes linked to its entrepre-
neurial activities.

Announcing the establish-
ment of the Council, Peter
Droussiotis, Chairman of its
Board of Directors, said: “The
UK is home to a significant
number of highly successful
and prominent British Cypriot
entrepreneurs and profession-
al people of the highest
calibre. These people are
keen to help strengthen ties
between the UK and Cyprus,
at every level, and to work
with the Cypriot and UK
authorit ies and other UK
and Cyprus-based partner
organisations in order to
promote the development of
bilateral trade, enterprise and
investment co-operation bet-
ween these two historically
close countries. The Council
has been set up in order to
leverage the entrepreneurial
talent of the British Cypriot
community in the interests of
mutually beneficial co-opera-
tion between the UK and

Cyprus.”
The founding Board of

Directors and Secretary will
consist of the following
volunteers. Additional direc-
tors wil l  be added in the
future: Peter Droussiotis,
Chairman, Stelio Stefanou
OBE, Vice Chairman, Andreas
Rialas, Vice Chairman, John
Michael Mouskos, Vice
Chairman, Noel Josephides,
Director, Lakis Andronicou,
Director, Andreas Kyriacou,
Director, Peter Tasou, Secre-
tary.

The Cyprus High Commis-
sioner to the United Kingdom,
Euripides Evriviades, has
been named as an Honorary
Founding Patron of the
Council.

‘Honorary Patrons’ and
‘Goodwill Ambassadors’ from
diverse backgrounds and with
high profiles will be identified
and invited to lend their
names to the Council and to
promote its work.

Taking into account the
economic crisis in Cyprus, the
Council`s initial focus will be
on inward investment and
bilateral trade activities with
an emphasis on Cyprus’
priority sectors for develop-
ment, mainly tourism, ener-
gy, the Arts, education and
services.

The Council will be entirely
independent and will engage
with the UK and Cyprus
Governments, as well as UK
and Cyprus-based semi-
governmental organisations
and other stakeholders and
experts in these fields, in
order to facilitate its promo-
tional work.

An inaugural event with
the involvement of UK and
Cypriot partners is planned
for 2014.

Gareth Thomas MP, the

He
also expressed appreciation
for the Cypriot community’s
economic and social contribu-
tion to British society. 

Peter Droussiotis conveyed
the reassurance he gained
from the meeting, saying: “The
Shadow Minister left me in no

doubt as to the Opposition’s
full commitment to the UN-led
negotiating process currently
under way. Both the Govern-

ment and Opposition stand
fully behind that process but I
remain of the view that the
UK can and must do more to
encourage Turkey to play a
constructive role, not least
because of Britain’s responsi-
bilities as a Guarantor Power
in Cyprus. 

“Mr Thomas assured me
that his door is open, and I
look forward to developing our
dialogue in the future. It has
long been the policy of our
Federation to engage not
only with the British govern-
ment but also with opposition
parties, to ensure that Cyprus
remains high on the UK’s
foreign policy agenda and I
feel assured that Gareth will
make representations to that
end.”

Mr Thomas accepted
Mr Droussiotis’ invitation to
attend a dinner-discussion
with the Federation’s Secre-
tariat in the early part of the
New Year.

Shadow Minister for Europe pledges

As rain poured down over
the stadium, the crowds
remained in high spirits,
singing and dancing, stomp-
ing their feet, embracing the
rain as a tribute to their fallen
hero. 

Defence Minister Nosiviwe

Mapisa-Nqakula said: “It’s a
blessing from the ancestors
welcoming a son of the soil.”

Those in attendance
cheered Mr Mandela’s widow
Graca Machel and ex-wife
Winne Madikela-Mandela
when they were both seen
embracing each other on the
big screen. Although the same
could not be said for current
South African President Jacob
Zuma who was greeted with
a round of ‘boos’ before his
speech. 

Mandela died aged 95 on
Thursday 5th of December
2013. He had been fighting
tuberculosis that he originally
contracted while imprisoned
on Robin Island. 

South Africa is currently in
a state of mourning and will
be holding a number of
commemorations running up
unti l  the state funeral of
Nelson Mandela on Sunday
15th December 2013.

granting of a full benefit especially for
enclaved pensioners. 

At the same time, AKEL undertook to
promote the problems facing enclaved
people today before the relevant services
of the state and to have the issues
discussed in the House of Representa-
tives.

“military sites.”

The London MEP said:
“I have been told that Turkey

has no objection to the
opening up of so-called
military sites in the north. So
let’s see some action. We
need to see mass graves open
in the occupied zone today.
Tomorrow may be too late

for the relatives of the miss-
ing.”

Ms. Koukouma Koutra also
called for further financial
support for the Committee on
Missing Persons in Cyprus.
The European Union is the
largest donor to the CMP
having provided nearly two-
thirds of the total funding since
2006 and more than three-
quarters of the funding in
2013.

Mrs. Yannakoudakis
believes that funding to the
CMP should continue, but
wants to first see results –
specifically the opening of
three priority sites out of the
30 Turkish “military zones” –
before there is any reinforce-
ment of the funding.

Spike Lee’s remake of the
2003 Korean revenge
thriller is as violent and

gripping as the original. 
Park Chan Wook won the

Grand Prix at the Cannes Film
Festival for his striking vision
and unrelenting storytelling
of extreme violence based on
the graphic novel by Garon
Tsuchiya and Nobuaki
Minegishi. Now Spike Lee’s
version tells the story of Joe
Doucett (Josh Brolin), a tem-
peramental advertising execu-
tive and absent father who
gets kidnapped and held
hostage for 20 years in soli-
tary confinement for appar-
ently no reason. He tries hard
to keep his sanity but when he
is suddenly released without
an explanation he begins an
obsessive search to find out
who imprisoned him. 

Lee’s powerful film is one of
the most violent films in main-
stream cinema, a fact which
probably attributed to its failure
at the American box office. It is
a film very much worth seeing
especially for Josh Brolin’s
amazing and highly commit-
ted performance. It is one of
the best of the year and he is
well supported by Elizabeth
Olsen, as the kind charity
worker who accompanies
Doucett’s quest to uncover the
mystery behind his abduction
as well as to prove his inno-
cence for his wife’s murder.

Frozen 3D

Disney’s new magical
animation feature is inspired
by Hans Christian Anderson’s
classic tale “The Snow Queen”
and tells the story of Anna and
her sister Elsa, who after she
becomes Queen she accident-
ally freezes her entire kingdom
of Arendelle. Her icy powers
have been her deep secret but
now that she is exposed she
runs away and hides deep
in the forest. Meanwhile her
loving sister Anna joins forces
with friendly farmer Kristoff and
his smart reindeer Sven as well
as with Olaf, the adventurous
snowman, in order to track
down Elsa.

This lovely film is the first
widescreen animated feature
since Disney’s 1959 “The
Sleeping Beauty”. The charac-
ters are vibrant and fun, the
story is strong and unpredict-
able with some clever twists
and the musical numbers are
catchy and memorable. The
perfect holiday treat for the
whole family!

Cinema Paradiso

Giuseppe Tornatore’s
adorable film is back in the
cinemas where it belongs
fully restored in order to cele-
brate its 25th Anniversary.

When it first came out it won
every award going including
the Oscar for Best Foreign
Film and is one of my person-
al favourites of all time. 

It is a wonderful celebration
of cinema seeing through the
eyes of a young boy called
Toto (Salvatore Cascio), who
becomes a lifelong friend to
Salvatore (Philippe Noiret),
the projectionist of his small
Sicilian town’s cinema. 

It is a deeply moving and
passionate film about the love
of cinema superbly acted
while Ennio Moriconne’s mag-
nificent score compliments the
action beautifully.

Fill The Void

Rama Burshtein’s striking
debut has been winning many
awards on the Festival circuit
and has just added Best
Cinematography from last
week’s European Film Awards
to its illustrious list or prizes.
She tells the story of 18-
year-old Shira (Hads Yaron),
the youngest daughter of an
Orthodox Hassidic family in
Tel Aviv who looks forward to
marrying a promising young
man of the same age and
background. But when her
sister Esther dies in childbirth
her family forces her to make
a decision against her will...

It is a very impressive work
from a first time director who
creates a very believable world
of a close community with
fully fleshed characters. The
acting is excellent especially
from Hadas Yaron as the
vulnerable young woman torn
between her family duty and
her personal desires.

Black Nativity

This is based on Langston
Hughes’ stage play which
effortlessly makes the leap to
the big screen. It tells the
story of Baltimore teenager
Langston (Jacob Latimore)
who is sent against his will to
spend Christmas in New York
with his estranged relatives

Reverend Cornell (Forest
Whitaker) and Aretha Cobbs
(Angela Bassett). But as soon
as Langston arrives in the
hostile big city he falls victim to
a street thief and wants to
return home to his struggling,
single mother Naima (Jennifer
Hudson) resenting his reve-
rend grandfather’s strict rules. 

The story is undoubtedly
sentimental and predictable
but Kasi Lemmons’ efficient
direction, the soulful sounds
of gospel music and the
talented cast make this a
worthwhile experience.

Big Bad Wolves

This stylish thriller from
Israel was a hot ticket at the
recent Frightfest and Jewish
Film Festival. Directors Aharon
Keshales and Navot Papush-
ado tell the revenge story of a
father who kidnaps the main
suspect of his daughter’s
brutal murder and begins to
torture him in his new country
home’s basement. Also
abducted and tied up is a cop
who first began using unortho-
dox methods to elicit the truth
from the suspect. The suspect
is adamant about his inno-
cence until the kidnapper’s
father arrives on the scene...

It is a gripping film told with
style and dark humour. See it
before Hollywood remakes it.

Homefront

Sylvester Stallone’s script
feels like it is from his bottom
draw especially under Gary
Fleder’s unimaginative direc-
tion. Stallone probably wrote it
for himself years ago but now
Jason Statham steps into his
shoes as former drug enforce-
ment agent Phil Broker, who
moves with his daughter to an
apparently peaceful small

town in order to escape from
his troubled past. But soon
Broker is forced out of retire-
ment when the local meth
drug lord Gator Bodine
(James Franco) begins to
terrorise the town...

There is nothing new here
and a lot of talent is wasted –
particularly Kate Bosworth and
Winona Ryder as a couple
of white trash women. The
best performance comes from
Izabela Vidovic as Broker’s
feisty 9-year-old daughter.

Getaway

Ethan Hawke is an eclectic
actor who chooses his pro-
jects very carefully and with
great integrity. The mystery of
agreeing to do this preposter-
ous film is perhaps the temp-
tation to spend the whole film
driving like a maniac through
the streets of Sofia. He plays
former race car driver Brent
Magna who begins a race
against time in order to save
in order to save his wife. But
first he must obey to the
mysterious captor’s absurd
demands...

Hawke is a strong presence
but needs a better script than
this and shares zero chemistry
with Selina Gomez as his
unwilling car passenger. This
action thriller is not boring - it
simply doesn’t make any
sense at all.

Also out this week:

SCATTER MY ASHES AT
BERGDORF’S: Matthew
Miele’s glossy documentary
focuses on the success of
New York’s most exclusive
department store, Bergdorf
Goodman. Miele has a assem-
bled a series on interviews with
stars including Joan Rivers as
well as top designers like
Giorgio Armani who all sing
their praises for this luxury
shopping landmark. The most
interesting is when Miele
goes behind the scenes and
interviews its staff and those
preparing for the store’s
famous window displays.

A MAGNIFICENT HAUNT-
ING: Turkish/Italian director
Ferzan Ozpetek’s continues
his fascinating career with
another classy film now avail-
able on DVD from Peccadillo
Pictures. Pietro (Elio Germano)
is over the moon when he
lands a new job and moves to
Rome in a beautiful, low rent
apartment. It certainly need re-
pairs but that’s the least of his
worries when he realises that
he is sharing with seven and a
half other flatmates...Germano
is excellent in the leading role
and holds the film beautifully
together adding just the right
touch of vulnerability mingled
with a small boy’s wonder.

..and we start with Julie Andrews. Julie Madly Deeply
(Trafalgar Studios) is an enormous spoonful of sugar in
praise of a women forever associated with Maria (The Sound
of Music) and Mary Poppins. Its timing is perfect with
Saving Mr Banks now showing at the cinema thereby
renewing the interest in all things Poppinesque. Imagine a
bio-pic on stage for that is what Sarah-Louis Young does in
a production that endeavours to climb every episodic moun-
tain of Andrews’s life.

She is accompanied on the piano by Michael Roulston
and together they create an atmosphere that is as simple
as Do-Re-Mi and full of their Favourite Thing and amazingly
it never becomes too cheesy. From a precocious childhood
to the moment she realises serious illness will take away the
sound of her dulcet tones forever this is Julie warts and all,
including the time she went naked in a movie that bombed.

Roulston’s accomplished piano playing is matched by
Young’s very fine voice and I Have Confidence that should
you see this show you’ll skip out of the theatre (after the
inevitable audience sing-along) whistling So Long Farewell,
pop over to Nelson to Feed The Birds and wake up the next
day ready to Fly Your Kite. Hum dililili hum dilily...

Five excellent comic actors, who also play a range of
musical instruments, and one incredible writer. Ninety
minutes later Dickens Abridged (Arts Theatre) will leave you
in no doubt that the cast think the main man is “awesome”
though I doubt very much you will find that word in Oliver
Twist or A Christmas Carol. It may feel like an abomination,
making fun of one of the best ever writers of the English
language but Adam Long’s cabaret style production, which
he also directs, is a clever mixture of skits and ditties. 

Although there were parts when it lagged and became a
little too self indulgent it was jolly good fun. The minimalist
interpretations of Little Dorrit and The Old Curiosity Shop
worked a treat though the biggest laugh came during Tiny
Tim when the whole cast corpsed. Tim’s crutch, which also
cleverly doubled as an electric guitar, and the moment
for him to transform into Jimi Hendrix, was ruined by an
entangled lead. A moment of great expectation had gone. 

Meanwhile mum Andria Mordaunt and daughter Milly (6)
have begun their annual child show trek...What a start…
Dinosaur Zoo (Phoenix Theatre). These were the most
incredible puppets we had ever seen together and quite
unlike any other Christmas show too. Unusual and immensely
creative the dinosaurs came in all sizes though we were a bit
worried at first when palaeontologist Scott Wright began a
history lesson of over 650 million years. Luckily he was in-
terrupted by the sight of other children ‘being fed’ to the
creatures chased around the stage by frazzled puppeteers. 

Vital to the success of these shows is audience partici-
pation and in this case it included me. Milly recalls...”My
mummy went onto the stage and the mad professor told her
she was going to be eaten by one of the dinosaurs. She
tried to run away which was very funny. It was so clever and
I don’t think Santa Claus would like to meet them when he
comes to bring us our presents”.

The undoubted favourite was the baby Leeanalosaurus.
Paleontological magic. 

We also saw the evergreen and ever present The Snow-
man (Peacock Theatre). I cannot imagine Christmas
without it. The moment he finally takes off and flies remains
a moment of wonderment for all the children.

Even the iciest of people, in other words cynical adults, will
have their hearts melted by the theatrical magic as the snow
falls, the little boy is mesmerised and we are taken on a
journey which all children should experience at least once.
Milly got to cuddle the Snowman after the show and in
her words “I dreamed about him in the night...as if he was
sleeping next to me telling me stories about flying”. 

Guest reviewer Gracie Redding is disappointed by an old
friend...The Panto season has begun and in London most
roads lead to Mare Street where satisfaction is usually
guaranteed. Sadly this year Puss in Boots (Hackney
Empire) did not live up to its billing. It was good, hearty stuff
but lacked the usual oomph of previous years.

Puss and Amnesia were great and stole the show and the
hilarious painting scene brought the house down. The dance
numbers were sound as were the vocals but the glitter and
sparkle were missing especially with two of the main parts,
Dame Hattie Know It All and the nasty Evilena. They lacked
the stage presence or comic timing to pull it off.

Still worth seeing but don’t expect too many belly laughs
and if you have seen previous Hackney pantomimes then go
with an open mind because the comparison will blight your
experience.

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editorial

For decades, Cyprus has been
successful in attracting investors, and
now that the country is going through

tough economic reforms, both the need
and opportunities for foreign investment
are increasing. In its efforts to build a
stronger future for Cyprus, the government
has put in place a series of measures to
boost the economy and attract investment
through modernising legislation, promoting
development projects, diversifying tourism,
introducing tax incentives and speeding
up licensing procedures.

Sectors of Opportunity

Energy
The biggest potential for investment in the
coming years will be in the hydrocarbons
sector. Cyprus is set to become a natural
gas exporter at a time when international
demand for liquefied natural gas (LNG) is
expected to rise. The ambitious project for
the construction of an LNG terminal is of
strategic importance and represents the
largest investment in the history of Cyprus.

The government is also priorit ising
renewable energy sources (RES), aiming
to reach 13 percent RES electricity supply
by 2020, through wind farms, photovoltaic
(PV) systems, solar thermal plants and
biomass and biogas utilisation plants,
providing investment opportunities in major
infrastructure projects.

Financial Services
The passing of the Undertakings for
Collective Investments in Transferable

Directive (AIFMD) in 2013 have created
new opportunities for the emerging fund
industry of Cyprus, while foreign exchange
trading is a key growth area. The number
of investment firms and funds is constantly
increasing.

Cyprus’ maritime sector is a true success
story which contributes over   1bn to the
country’s economy annually, accounting
for around seven percent of its GDP and
directly employing 4,000 shore-based
personnel and 55,000 seafarers around
the world. The proven advantages of
Cyprus’ shipping legislation, ratified
international conventions and the general
framework of shipping-related business
have prompted many of the world’s most

influential names in shipping to base
themselves on the island – proof of this is
an EU-approved tonnage tax that secured
Cyprus’ position as the largest third party
ship management centre in the EU and
the largest crew management centre in
the world.

Professional Services

Despite the current economic situation in
Cyprus, the professional services sector
remains strong. The expertise of the

country’s lawyers, accountants and other
specialists – often UK- or US-trained – offer
full and efficient services in all aspects of
company law and tax planning. With
around 80 percent of Cyprus’ economy
based on the provision of services, this
sector is one of the most important in the
country. Cyprus was the first country in the
world for the Institute of Chartered
Accountants in England and Wales
(ICAEW) and the Chartered Institute of
Management Accountants (CIMA) to set
up training outside the UK – strengthening

Cyprus’ reputation as a centre of
excellence for professional services. 

Information and Communication
Technologies
Recognising the crucial importance of the
ICT sector, Cyprus has formulated a
national digital strategy, making IT
development a priority in its economic
development plan. With access to major
satellite systems and supported by an
extensive submarine fibre optic cable

network – including the world’s longest
optical submarine telecommunications
cable SEA-MEWE-3, linking Cyprus directly
with Southeast Asia, the Middle East and
Western Europe – the island is attracting
an increasing number of international
companies looking for a reliable regional hub.

Health and Medical
In the medical sector there are investment
possibilities in the improvement of e-Health
services to the public sector, specialised
medical services and the development of
rehabilitation centres. Cyprus also provides
investment opportunities in wellness
services thanks to its moderate climate,
clean seas and rich natural environment.
With the island’s renowned hotels and
resorts, the potential to develop wellness
tourism is well supported. Having an
established tourism product ripe for
diversification, with over 300 days a year
of sunshine and the existence of thermal
springs, spas and therapy centres, are of
particular interest.

Throughout its history, Cyprus has proven
resil ient in the face of challenges.
Investment interest has grown impressively,
providing good and encouraging evidence
that Cyprus’ prospects are very positive.
The Cypriots have their priorities clearly
set out. They support and promote private
initiative and they are determined to
implement the necessary infrastructure to
expedite processes to ensure projects go
forward.

With his place in the world of
athletics cemented, life was
sweet and the future had no lim-
its. But then things went wrong;
horribly wrong.

In July 2012, a shell-shocked
Chondrokoukis was informed
by WADA that he had tested
positive for the performance en-
hancing drug stanozolol, an an-
abolic steroid.

His career now hung in tat-
ters. He was omitted from the
Greek Olympic Team meaning
that he missed the London 2012
Olympic Games scheduled to
take place 25 days later and  hit
with a two-year ban. But noth-
ing could have prepared
Chondrokoukis for what fol-
lowed next. Three months later,
his Cypriot mother Niki
Efthymiou-Chondrokoukis died
from a massive and sudden
stroke. For the young Cho-
ndrokoukis and his sister
Christina, the despair was all too
much.

He contemplated packing the
sport in, but spurred on by the
memory of his mother, decided
to make amends. And what bet-
ter way to resurrect his career
than by flying the flag of his
mother’s birth-country. The
Cyprus Amateur Athletics
Association (CAAA), aware of
Chondrokoukis intention to
change sides, helped the
youngster make the switch.

Chondrokoukis’ mother had
been an athlete herself and had
represented Cyprus in the past
at the World Championships pri-
or to her death at just 54. Born
in Karavas in the Kyrenia district,
Niki later moved to Greece
where she married Kyriakos and
would later become a coach and
Physical Education teacher at a
school in Glyfadas.
