Aon the Cyprus issue

is not on the cards,
President of the Republic
Nicos Anastasiades has
stressed, according to
Government Spokesman
Christos Stylianides.

“President Anastasiades
insisted that since we accept
that the key to a solution in
Cyprus lies with Ankara, we
should find a way to involve
Turkey in the negotiating pro-
cedure,” Stylianides added.

Senior Golden Dawn
lawmakers freed
pending trial in Greece

hree senior lawmakers
Tof Greece’s far-right

Golden Dawn party
were freed pending their
trial on charges of belong-
ing to a criminal group while
a fourth lawmaker was
jailed, a court official said
on Wednesday.

The party’s spokesman
lias Kasidiaris was released
on bail of 50,000 euros and
restrictions from leaving the
country. llias Panagiotaros
and Nikos Michos were
released with travel restric-
tions while Yannis Lagos was
sent to jail pending trial.

All four denied charges
against them in a marathon
plea session before an inves-
tigating magistrate that ended
early on Wednesday after
more than 18 hours. Kasidia-

ris said he was a victim of
political persecution.

The surprise decision to
free them complicates the
government’s efforts to clamp
down on the party after one
of its sympathisers fatally
stabbed an anti-fascism
rapper last month.

The four were arrested on
Saturday alongside party
leader Nikolaos Mihaloliakos.

he Cyprus problem

he abject failure of the
TCounciI of Europe to

secure the recovery of
20,000 Missing Persons on its
doorstep is a threat to Euro-
pean security. The primary
reason for this lapse, argues
the Committee on Migration,
Refugees and Displaced
Persons, in its report of 3rd
September 2013, is the lack
of political will.

What the report does not
disclose, is how the lack of
political will, how a govern-
ment avoids internationally
accepted standards, can be
overcome. Particularly as
party members are loath to
execute sanctions against
each other, regardless of the
severity of a state’s human
rights crimes.

At times, the honesty of the
report, written by Jim Sheri-
dan, is humbling. It argues that
families should be placed at
the centre of all action taken
by governments. The Repub-
lic of Cyprus has done exact-
ly that for the Cypriot missing
persons. Yet, the absence of
persons returned alive, and
the poor number of exhumed
remains, is the most shame-
ful indictment against all
parties concerned. The failure
of the authorities to enforce a
full recovery has led to
widespread public mistrust.

There is a degree of
optimism. The report high-
lights the holistic approach of

the ICRC and the ICMP, which
assisted Bosnia Herzegovina
to re-establish the rule of
law. Mass condemnation of
perpetrators of human rights
crime, placed the blame on
individuals, allowing the state
to be free of the burden of
responsibility.

But, relatives of missing
Cypriots are unlikely to be
satisfied with such a move.
They do not want to see
individuals vilified, for a state’s
human rights abuses. Nor
would they wish to see the
‘missing’ dealt with as
common crimes.

The UN body that is meant
to administer relatives’ needs
holds them, and indeed the
Republic of Cyprus, in an
immovable grip. In its lifetime,
the CMP has offered the
return of just 420 remains. By
use of a mandate set in an
ideology that is now defunct,
the Commission is complicit
in denying relatives their
fundamental right to know the
truth.

The CMP fails at every
juncture. It is unable to
provide relatives with an
explanation of those detained
in Turkey as prisoners of
war. It has no information on
the whereabouts of children

gout i
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hospital beds. And no details
are forthcoming, of Turkish
administrative systems that
show a level of control and
hierarchical command, in the
period of invasion and occu-
pation of Cyprus.

Relatives do not believe that
this information is lost, or
mislaid. But it is deliberately
made unavailable, effectively
hidden from sight. More
disturbingly, where relatives
themselves have taken action
by application to the European
Court of Human Rights
(ECHR), their cases are
deemed inadmissible. The
court’s decision not to exam-
ine individual cases is a blow
to Cypriot public understand-
ing of human rights.

Moreover, some 60 cases
of missing persons whose
remains have now been found
including Charalambous,
Efthymiou, Panayi and others
v Turkey, await a decision. The
court appears incapable of
determining whether the
cases are admissible under
Article 2 & 3 of the European
Convention on Human Rights,
and astonishingly, asks
Turkey’s assistance to decide.

To cap it all, a new Conven-
tion has come into effect, for

n the cold

the Protection of all Persons
from Enforced Disappearan-
ces (2010). But, for Cypriot
relatives, it is some 40 years
too late. Eleven states have
ratified the Convention so far.
Yet, Turkey, as one of the
highest rate offenders of such
crimes, is not one of them.
This negates the new Conven-
tion before it’s got off the
ground. Might this be yet
another toothless gentleman’s
agreement, with no binding
solutions, and no clout?

Sadly, it appears that
today’s international institu-
tions are sending conflicting
messages. On the one hand,
the report exemplifies the work
of the International Commis-
sion on Missing Persons, and
the international Committee of
the Red Cross, as sites of truth
recovery and justice.

Yet, on the other, ECHR is
closing its doors to the Cyprus
missing. The Council of
Europe ‘deeply deplores’ the
fact that damages awarded in
the Varnava v Turkey case
remain outstanding (ekathime-
rini: 27/09/2013). Yet, it does
nothing to force the issue.
Turkey remains oblivious,
failing to acknowledge the
families torment during the
intervening years.

Is it too much to ask that the
body which promotes Euro-
pean harmony and integration
recognises Turkey for what it
is? It must accept that institu-
tional reform of a military
regime is unlikely to be
achieved. In the meantime, rel-
atives are left with an overar-
ching impression that human
rights are a limited resource,
only available to an elite few.

Director General of ICMP meets with
ORMC (UK) Committee Members

tional Commission on Missing

Persons (ICMP), Ms Kathryne
Bomberger, met with members of the
Committee of the Organisation of
Relatives of Missing Cypriots ORMC (UK),
Nick Neokleous, John Kouvaros and
Avgi Yiannaki. Ms Bomberger contacted
the ORMC (UK) after learning about the
activities from the Organisation’s website:
http://www.ormc-uk.org

In an informal meeting, held in London,
on the 16th September 2013, Ms Bom-
berger presented the background of the
ICMP. The organisation stems from the G
7 Summit in 1997, and is an international
effort that deals with the aftermath of the
Yugoslavian/Croatian/ Serbian conflict.
The states that suffered human rights
abuse during the early 1990s.

As the ICMP evolved, the use of science
became more important. Between 1996
and1999, huge technological develop-
ments took place. The advances increased
the capacity of the DNA process.
Ms Bomberger highlighted the change in
attitudes to Missing Persons, from conflict
situations in 1974 to those today as
considerably different. The ICMP has a
holistic approach that recognises justice as
a core process, in the confidence and
recovery of transitional states.

The Director General of the Interna-

Using the International Criminal Tribunal
of the former Yugoslavia as an example,
Ms Bomberger illustrated how the ICMP
helped the Balkan states to re-establish
the rule of law. The United Nations Devel-
opment Programme helped to excavate
sites. Forensic archaeologists, brought in
from abroad conducted examinations.
Driven by the needs of the people, a court
system was established. A new model of
transparent sharing of information grew.
Technical problems were overcome due to
the existence of political will.

In July 2012, the CMP (Committee on
Missing Persons in Cyprus) signed an
agreement with the ICMP, confirming that
the genetic laboratories in Sarajevo will

take over initial DNA processing. The CMP
labs in Nicosia will conduct the final cross
checks. Ms Bomberger confirmed that the
ICMP’s current involvement with the
Cyprus Missing is restricted to DNA match-
ing alone. “The scientific initiative is a good
start, but in order for more to be done, the
Commission must be invited in by the
Cypriot authorities”.

So far the ICMP have conducted tests
on 1351 Skeletal elements (bone samples)
transferred to the ICMP Laboratory for DNA
analysis. 1163 Bone samples have been
processed by the ICMP. 524 completed
matching and bone to bone association
reports have been returned by the ICMP.

Mr Neokleous underlined the unique
circumstances of the Missing of Cyprus,
the way in which they disappeared after
just three weeks of conflict. And, the forty
year struggle for archival information that
should have been made available under
the terms of the Geneva Convention. Yet,
relatives are continuously denied these
vital facts by a ruthless and intransigent
state.

The ORMC (UK) delegation thanked Ms
Bomberger for her interest in the ORMC,
and for taking the trouble to meet with
them during her recent stay in London.
They expressed a warm wish to exchange
information in the months to come.

War of the Heavenly Horses

Could the Han Chinese have
defeated the Macedonian army?

Alexander the Great and his
father Philip had created a com-
bined arms force that maximized
the lethality of heavy cavalry, ar-
moured phalangites and peltasts.
Alexander marched this army
three thousand miles across Asia
and stopped only a thousand miles
from the only force that could have
challenged him: the army of Impe-
rial China.

In 334 BC, Alexander Ill of
Macedon crossed the Hellespont
with his army. He threw a spear
into Persian soil and declared he
accepted the continent of Asia as
a gift from the gods. He then pro-
ceeded to make good on his claim,
conquering the Near East and
Egypt in five years and supposed-
ly inflicted 120,000 dead for a loss
of 2500 men. He marched further
east and reached the Indus Valley.
It was only when asked to conquer
the Ganges River valley that the
Macedonian army rebelled. Until
then, they had defeated every en-
emy on the battlefield.

Two civilizations make contact

In 329 BC, Alexander founded
Alexandria Eschate — ‘Alexandria
the Furthest’ — on the Jaxartes
River. This city protected a ma-
jor ford as well as the western
entrance to the Ferghana Val-
ley. Alexander populated this city
with Macedonian veterans. This
city was intended as Alexander’s
northernmost base, meant to keep
nomadic horsemen out of the
farming regions. After Alexander
died, the city continued to prosper.
Greek colonists spread eastwards
across the Ferghana Valley, and
even crossed the mountains into
China’s Tarim Basin.

In 250 BC, the Indo-Greek ter-
ritories of Sogdiana, Bactria and
India gained independence from
the Seleucid Empire. Alexandria
Eschate found itself the capital of
the province of Ferghana, which
extended 300 miles (500km) east-
ward and grew to include seventy
towns and cities. From the begin-
ning, Alexandria Eschate had a
multicultural character. The pop-
ulation was a mix of Macedonian
infantrymen, Iranian cavalrymen
hired by Alexander, and local farm-
ers and merchants. However, it re-
tained its Greek identity and con-
nection to other Indo-Greek cities.

Greek eastward expansion
brought them into contact with
trade routes originating in China.
As a result, Greeks and Chinese
made contact around 200 BC.
The city of Alexandria Eschate
appeared in Chinese records as
Ershi and the people were called
Da-Yuan (the Great lonians). Al-
exandria Eschate was known for
its riches as far away as the Med-
iterranean, the tip of India and the
Chinese couirt.

In the meantime, China was
sending expeditions across Cen-
tral Asia. In 138 BC, the Chinese
Emperor sent Zhang Qian west.
He visited Ferghana (Da-Yuan
to the Chinese), Bactria (Daxia),
Sogdiana (Kangju) and the Par-
thian Empire (Anxi). Later expedi-
tions reached India, Mesopotamia
and the Seleucid province of Syr-
ia. These expeditions continued
for several centuries. The small-
est missions involved more than
a hundred people and the largest
several hundred. For over a cen-
tury, China sent out at least six ex-
peditions a year, and some years
more than ten.
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units in the Chinese army were the
horse archers. They did the scout-
ing, patrolling and raiding on any
campaign, as well as preventing
the enemy from doing the same.
On the battlefield, horse archers
opened the skirmishing, turned the
enemy flanks and broke up their
formations.

Chinese cavalry were volun-
teers with nobles having a hered-
itary role as officers. During times
of heavy losses the Chinese could
not find enough volunteers for their
cavalry, so they recruited barbari-
an war bands. The barbarians had
better horses — usually their own —

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But did China ever fight the
Indo-Greek kingdoms?
The answer appears to be yes.

The Imperial Chinese army

Like many great armies, the
Chinese army was shaped by its
enemies. In China’s case, the en-
emies were Turkic and Mongol no-
mads of the Northern and Western
frontiers. The result was a huge
army with cavalry, archers and
melee infantry. Like Alexander’s
army, the Chinese created a com-
bined arms team with shock and
mobility. Unlike the Macedonian
army, the Chinese depended on
archers to wear down the enemy.

and were more mobile. Therefore,
barbarians were usually used for
scouting, flank guards and raids.
The Chinese horse archers were
slower but better disciplined and
had better protection.

One thing readers must under-
stand is horses cannot gallop for
more than a few minutes without
becoming exhausted. In fact cav-
alry battles were noted for charges
and counter-charges as one side
and then the other got disorgan-
ized or exhausted their horses.
In these circumstances, having a
wall of pike men or archers to keep
the enemy at bay was crucial.

Unending wars with nomadic
raiders created a force based on
cavalry. All Chinese soldiers were
either cavalrymen, or supported
and protected cavalry. The leading

Mounted spearmen supported
the horse archers when they were
at a disadvantage and could be
used to provide a final shock to
crush enemy formations. But the
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defense.

Chinese spearmen made up
the bulk of the infantry and con-
sisted largely of conscripts. Unlike
Greek spearmen, their main weap-
ons were not equipped with butt-
spikes and they also did not carry
any swords. If their spears broke in
combat they would be essentially

helpless.

The Greater lonian Kingdoms

The armies of the Greater lon-
ian Kingdoms were a reflection of
the army that settled Alexander’s
northern cities. However, this army
was not the same one that crossed
the Hellespont in 334 BC. Alexan-
der added many Persians and
other foreigners to his army, so
the army that conquered Bactria
and Sogdiana was half Greek and
half Asian. This multiethnic flavour
was found in the way the Greater
lonian armies were organized and

fought.
The Huns set Asia Ablaze

crossbowmen
needed their own protection by
conventional archers (using com-
posite bows) and spearmen. There
was also a small branch of infantry
called ‘sword bearers’. These men
would wait for the enemy units
to get disrupted and then charge
into the disorganized mass. These
units were attack specialists and
depended on spearmen for their

the
Greeks of Central Asia were a
side effect of their wars with the

nomadic tribes of the frontiers. In
221 BC, China was unified, and
one of the first things they did was
drive several small homadic tribes
out of their traditional grasslands
in the Yellow River Valley. These
nomads (the Hunnu) respond-
ed by uniting under a single ruler
(Modu Chanyu: ‘Modu the Ruler’).
Modu created an empire known to
the West as the Huns and to the
Chinese as the Hsiung-Nu.

In 175 BC, the Huns triggered
a new era of migrating peoples
across the Great Plains of Eura-
sia. They invaded Yuezhi territo-
ry, crushing them. The surviving
Yuezhi fled as far from the Huns
as they could. The Yuezhi entered
Scythian lands and pushed them
against the Indo-Greek kingdoms
of Sogdiana and Bactria. These
Greek kingdoms were overrun and
several cities burnt.

Fortunately, the nomad in-
vasions bypassed the Ferghana
valley. Its location surrounded by
mountains meant raiders found it
hard to enter and even harder to
escape.

Even so, the Ferghanans had
to adapt to the nomadic raids by
strengthening their light cavalry
(especially horse archers) and lo-
cal militia. When the Greco-Bactri-
an Kingdom collapsed, Ferghana
province became an independ-
ent Greek kingdom. In 130 BC,
the Chinese ambassador Zhang
Qian described the Ferghanan
kingdom as consisting of “60,000
families, comprising a population
of 300,000, with 60,000 trained
troops.”

While the Huns were dis-
rupting life in Central Asia, they
were also inflicting massive dam-
age on China. The Chinese tried
everything they could think of.
Nothing worked. The Huns took all
bribes offered and raided anyway.
They poured over the Great Wall
and penetrated all the way to the
Chinese capital. Finally in 133 BC,
the Chinese responded with an
ambush of the Hun ruler followed
by a surprise attack against Hun
traders visiting the border markets.
What had been planned as a light-
ning strike turned into a 200 year
war of attrition.

Two major Chinese weakness-
es became obvious as the war
dragged on, namely that they had
a shortage of horses and the hors-
es they did have were of low qual-
ity, lacking the speed and endur-
ance of the animals used by the
Huns. In order to fight Hun cavalry
on equal terms, the Chinese need-
ed to upgrade their horse stock.

Romanian Holiday

Unbelievable that this
government paid Romanian
gypsies to get off the streets
and sent them back home
only for them to come back
again to beg on the streets
once more.

A Wreck

My daughter has sold her
place in central London to be
near me and has bought what
can only be described as a
wreck of a place. The roof
leaks, the windows need
replacing, there is no central
heating, no bathroom, no
kitchen to speak of but a
1930’s oven, flooring you
would not allow a child to
crawl on and the electrics
which are dangerous.

The previous owner lived
there for 80 years. We were
told her son is very rich and is
selling the house for her as
she is in a nursing home. If her
son was that rich, he should
be ashamed of himself to
allow his mother to live in a
wreck with no heating,
floorboards that were danger-
ous and a roof that leaked, let
alone the 1930’s electrics. It
makes you really think what
kind of family they were to
allow their mother to live in
squalor; she’s better off in a
safer, warmer environment like
an old peoples’ home!

It will take us around 4 to 5
months to make it safe for my
daughter to move in and so

the very difficult task of
finding builders, electricians
and plumbers start. Ask most
women and they would say
they hate builders but ask me
and | just love builders in a
house because it means that
something is being done. The
whole construction works
really make me happy. | like
to choose absolutely every-
thing from the kind of brick
to use to insulation; if | was
not at Greek City | would be
doing up houses for a living.
But it is an expensive business
and if you do not have a big
budget it can be really difficult
to say to yourself that you
must wait for new furniture or
lighting or something which
needs to come off of your ‘l
want’ list. It is bad enough
making the first step onto
the ladder without all the
additional costs of mistakes
being made with a builder or
electrician or worse a roof
repairer!

So we start this very heavy
road towards putting this
house together for my daugh-
ter and her family to live there
for many years to come. It is
both exciting and daunting at
the same time - all | care about
is that she is now near me with
my grandson and this | am
grateful for, if it takes a year to
sort it out so be it.

He plays corrupt police-
man Bruce Robertson who is
in line for promotion and will
do anything to get what he
wants. Despite the fact that he
has been assigned to solve a

brutal murder his priority is to
ruin his colleagues by turning
one against each other...

Baird’s energetic direction is
admirable even though it
occasionally misfires. McAvoy
relishes his role and so is the
wonderfully versatile Eddie
Marsan who delivers another
scene stealing performance
as Bruce’s long suffering
colleague.

Keishi Ohtomo’s stylish live
action adaptation of the popu-
lar manga takes place in 1968
during the last days of the
Shoguns. The legendary assa-
ssin known as “Battosai the
Killer” disappears without a
trace but years later he returns
as a wanderer named Kenshin
Himura (Takeru Sato), who
begins to save people that
need his help but vows never
to kill anyone again...

There’s plentiful action as
well as cleverly choreographed
martial arts sequences in this
enjoyable adventure.

Dong-jyuk, a young man who
was born as a political prison-
er in a labour camp in North
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Korea. From the age of six he
was forced to work in the coal
mine and knew nothing of the
world outside. He was subject-
ed to eat the same food every
day and spent most of his life
starving. He often resorted in
eating rats and spent months in
a prison before he was let out
in order to witness his moth-
er's and brother’s executions...
Wiese’s compelling film also
features interviews with two
former guards as well as CGl
animation recreating Shin’s
traumatic experiences. Essen-
tial viewing!

FOLIE A DEUX: Kim Hop-
kins’ gripping documentary
follows the story of Helen, a
hard as nails middle aged
woman determined to turn
England’s oldest inhabited
house called Old York’s Gray’s
Court into an exclusive hotel.
Her much older husband
whom she met after she placed
an advert in The Times pro-
vides the cash but then reces-
sion hits the development of
their project big time... It is
probably better suited to TV but
nevertheless it keeps one’s
interest till the very end.

RUNNER RUNNER: Brad
Furman’s stylish film has a
strong central idea but unfor-
tunately the confusing and
unsatisfying plot fails to en-
gage. Richie (Justin Timber-
lake) is an online gambler who
goes to Costa Rica to confront
Ivan (Ben Affleck), the master-
mind behind this lucrative but
dodgy business. It is charm-
less film and poor Gemma
Arterton is totally wasted here!

METALLICA -TROUGH
THE NEVER 3D: Nimrod
Antal’s imaginative concert
movie is actually two films for
the price of one. The Metallica
concert is spectacular as can
be expected but the back
story featuring the adventures
of Trip (Dane DeeHan), a
young roadie for Metallica, who
is sent on mission during
the band’s show, is equally
impressive. The sound of the
concert is terrific and so are the
set pieces focusing on Trip.

stbry of fwo opéras,
an eclectic tale

N ever one to turn down an offer to witness a “radical

reworking”, especially in the salubrious surroundings

of the architecturally splendid London Coliseum in
the company of the sybaritic and sapient, | was intrigued to
see what Calixto Bieito had made of Beethoven’s only opera
Fidelio. Set in a Spanish prison in the late eighteenth
century it is a tale of crime, corruption and revenge with an
underlying metaphysical analysis of the human soul, freedom
and personal motivations. Scholars and acolytes of the
German maestro are usually of a certain intellect and
conviction and not to be toyed with so their negative
reactions throughout culminating with a chorus of boos at
the end were to be expected. But that is being far too simplistic.

This is a production that demands your attention, opening
as it does with a reading of a subversive sonnet, followed by
the Leonore No.3 overture which is symphonic in scale and
of a duration that will engross or lose you. The revealing of
Rebecca Ringst'’s set, an enormous steel and glass structure,
like an ape’s playpen inhabited by caged humans and
countless ‘crazies’ struggling to set themselves free, is quite
an eye opener. The harsh, blinding lights are unforgiving and
highlight the stark desperate environment of the interns. The
impact is dramatic and startling and encourages some
colourful over-acting by the ‘Day of the Dead’ chorus who
despite their inane dalliance with the Stanislavsky technique
sing excellently throughout.

Nobleman Florestan is played with great integrity by
Stuart Skelton, portraying well his emotional turmoil. But those
he is trying to expose will go to any length to keep him silent
and are backed by equally corrupt authorities. His singing is
technically controlled yet mellifluous and he combines with
Emma Bell (Leonore) to perform an exquisite duet at the
beginning of act two. Yet while we continue to be in awe of
Beethoven’s remarkable score, which makes enormous
demands of the singers, and impressed by Edward
Gardner’s vigorous conducting of an ever impressive ENO
orchestra, the action on stage becomes sporadic and
random with an array of rum characters clad in a range out
of ridiculous outfits behaving in increasingly more ridiculous
ways. Metaphor and symbolism clashed continually and the
outcome was unexplainable mayhem. Enter Don Fernando,
the minister of ‘enlightenment’, sartorially challenged with
matching deranged mannerisms, straight from up an episode
of Black Adder.

Fortunately the aural continued to excite and delight and the
surprising insertion of Beethoven’s Opus 132 and the
lowering of a string quartet in a cage, who played beautiful-
ly, were examples of “radical reworking” that were sublime
touches even if out of quilter with what preceded and
followed. The aficionados seated close by were on the verge
of outrage and outburst. Fortunately their rage was soothed
by the gorgeous sounds coming from Sarah Tynan (Marzelline)
and the terrific James Creswell as Rocco. A production well
worthy of a subtitle, perhaps Dramaturgical Dementia meets
Musical Magic. One for the adventurous and open-minded.
Classicists steer clear.

Guest reviewer Libby Ambers meanwhile is electrified...

How does one write a rave without getting too carried away?
Richard Strauss’s Elektra (Royal Opera House) is a revival
of Charles Edwards’s 2003 production and it takes hold
immediately, enthralling and captivating until its coruscating
climax. It has a dark and tenebrous atmosphere on an
intriguing yet evocative where ancient marble friezes
co-exist with Weimar motets and modern synthetic materials.
The characterisations of the main protagonists are strong and
convincing. Christina Goerke is tremendous in the title role.
The colour and contrast in her vocal range is astonishing. Yet
even in her most anguished and pained moments such as
the lamentation for her murdered father Agamemnon when she
strains every vein and sinew the control is incredible.

The House of Atreus is a troubled place, a clan mired in a
Freudian psychosexual cesspit and the first homicide is
merely an hors d’oeuvres to countless blood-curdling acts of
family murder. Brothers, mothers, nobody is spared and the
melodrama is operatic fodder for dramaturg and composer
though Strauss also includes passages of subtlety and
serenity to the Sophoclean tragedy. All of which was thrilling-
ly played by an orchestra totally in tune with the maestro in
the pit, Andris Nelsons.

Goerke’s performance is towering but that should not
detract from others who are also mightily impressive,
especially Adrianne Pieczonka as Elektra’s sister Chrysothemis
and lain Patterson who delivers a majestic Orest. When they
took their curtain call the company, who had given their all,
looked physically and emotionally shattered, as was |. An
unforgettable experience.
