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British Cypriots on
Friday night welcomed
the President of the

Republic of Cyprus,
Mr Nicos Anastasiades to
London, applauding his
efforts to build momentum
around new talks for the
island’s reunification and his
plans to lead Cyprus from
economic crisis to more
prosperous times. 

At a public event organised
by the National Federation of
Cypriots in the UK, Mr Anas-
tasiades was warmly received
by huge numbers of UK Cypri-
ots, filling out the large venue
at the Cypriot Community
Centre in Wood Green, North
London. He was introduced
by the Federation’s President,
Peter Droussiotis, who spoke
of the Cypriot President’s
efforts to prepare the ground
for substantial negotiations on
the reunification of the island
and his government’s plans to
stabilise and re-energise the
Cypriot economy.

Mr Droussiotis said: “The
Federation and the whole of
our community in the United
Kingdom remain fully commit-
ted to the cause of a free and
reunited Cyprus and wil l
work closely with President
Anastasiades and his govern-
ment to ensure that the Cyprus
issue remains high on Britain’s
foreign policy agenda. 

“We wil l  continue to
demand a solution based on
the implementation of the
resolutions of the United
Nations and the European
Union which will safeguard
human rights and fundamen-

tal freedoms for all Cypriots in
their own country.”

The President of the Feder-
ation also pledged the support
of the British Cypriot commu-
nity in the field of economic
diplomacy stating that UK
Cypriots and, in particular,
successful British Cypriot
entrepreneurs, would act as
ambassadors for Cyprus in
this country and in Europe and
would lend their weight to
initiatives designed to attract
inward investment to the
island.

At the beginning and end
of his speech, President
Anastasiades, who expressed
his gratitude to the Federation
and the community for all their
hard work and solidarity,
received a standing ovation
and enthusiastic applause
from the audience. The main
themes of his speech centred
on his efforts to create a new
dynamic for meaningful and
outcome-driven negotiations
on the reunification of the
island and on his govern-
ment’s initiatives to support,
modernise and restructure the
Cypriot economy.

He said: “The new set of
negotiations to reunite Cyprus
must have substance and
must not be turned into a
stage for mutual accusations
by the two sides nor should
these evolve into talks for the
sake of having talks. 

“The return of Famagusta to
its legit imate inhabitants
will change the climate in
Cyprus in a positive way, will
contribute to economic devel-
opment on the island and,

above all, wil l  enable
enhanced co-operation and
will build confidence between
the two communities. For this
to happen, it is vital for Turkey
to respond positively to our
proposals in this respect.”

The President revealed that
during his attendance at the
68th UN General Assembly in
New York he is scheduled
to have a series of bilateral
meetings including with Ban
Ki-Moon, General-Secretary of
the UN, Herman Van Rompuy,
President of the European
Council, Sergey Lavrov,
Russia’s Foreign Minister and,
also, with the Foreign Minister
of China. He also stated that
he will then travel to Washing-
ton for a meeting with US
Vice-President Joe Biden.

The President also said that
he hopes to return to London
for a meeting with British Prime
Minister David Cameron in late
November. He emphasised
Britain’s role as a country
which should exert influence
on Turkey to change its stance
on Cyprus. 

The President’s speech also
addressed the challenges
facing the Cypriot economy
following the decisions of the
Eurozone authorities and the
IMF earlier in the year. 

He said that steps must be
taken to turn the economic
crisis into an opportunity for
the island and expressed his
determination to pursue
disciplined policies which
would modernise and make
the Cypriot economy more
effective and more efficient.

Joining a signif icant
number of senior representa-
tives of the UK Cypriot com-
munity from across Britain
were His Eminence Archbish-
op Gregorios of Thyateira and
Great Britain, His Grace the
Bishop of Tropaiou Athana-
sios, His Excellency the
Cyprus High Commissioner to
the UK Mr Alexandros Zenon,
the Cypriot Minister of Agricul-
ture and the Environment Mr
Nicos Kouyialis, the Cyprus
Government Spokesman,
Mr Christos Stylianides, the
First Secretary at the Greek
Embassy in London, London
MEP Marina Yiannakoudakis,
the Cyprus Deputy High
Commissioner, Yiorghos
Christofides, the Cyprus Coun-
sel-General, George Georgiou,
the Director of the President’s
Diplomatic Office, Mr Nicos
Christodoulides, Presidents
of Pomak and Nepomak,
Andreas Papaevripides (also
Federation Treasurer) and
Christos Karaolis, respective-
ly, Vice-Presidents of the
Federation Bambos Chara-
lambous and Michael Ellinas,
Marios Minaides, President
of the Association of Greek
Orthodox Communities in
Great Britain, Deputy Mayor
of Cambridge Cllr George
Pippas, prominent UK Greek-
Cypriot property entrepreneur
Christos Lazari and many
others.

UK Cypriots welcome President
Anastasiades’ plans for Cyprus recovery 

Awell attended fringe
reception held by the
National Federation

of Cypriots in the UK, in
association with the Labour
Cypriot Society, the Greek
Cypriot Brotherhood, AKEL
in Britain and EDEK UK, at
the Labour Party’s annual
conference in Brighton on
Monday evening heard
from Shadow Minister for
Europe, Emma Reynolds
MP, as she reiterated her
party’s commitment to
delivering justice in Cyprus
and the island's reunifica-
tion.

Hosted by Peter Droussio-
tis, President of the National
Federation of UK Cypriots, the
reception welcomed many
Labour politicians, parliamen-
tarians, London Assembly
Members and councillors as
well as conference delegates
and British Cypriot communi-
ty representatives.

In welcoming guests,
Mr Droussiotis echoed the
sentiments expressed by
Cyprus President, Nicos
Anastasiades, in his speech
to British Cypriots on Friday,
saying: “The division of
Cyprus remains the biggest
challenge for Cyprus and its
resolution constitutes the
island’s top priority. But a new
negotiating framework must
make Turkey accountable for
its actions and for its propos-
als in negotiations.”

President Anastasiades will
meet with Prime Minister
David Cameron in November,
whereupon, said Mr Droussi-
otis, Britain’s responsibilities
would be reiterated: “Britain
is in a position to exert influ-

ence on Turkey. The return
of Famagusta - which lies
desolate and empty – to its
legitimate inhabitants, would
dramatically change the
climate on the island and
facilitate the success of new
negotiations.

Mr Droussiotis went on to
call for a more assertive
approach from Labour’s own
foreign policy team, saying
that he looks forward to a
more regular, constructive
dialogue with the party.

Aristos Damianou, an AKEL
member of the Cyprus House
of Representatives, welcomed
the chance to address the
meeting, “at a point in time
when the EU appears unable
to provide convincing
solutions .… but the UK has
broader experience than
Cyprus in dealing with today’s
world.”

“The role of the internation-
al community – and certainly
of the UK – is important.
Only by influencing Turkey’s
foreign policy towards
altering its intransigent stance,
can there be hope. Cyprus
reaffirms its own determina-
tion to negotiate a solution
with our Turkish Cypriot coun-
terparts.

“Cyprus has discovered
hydrocarbon reserves in its
waters. This can be a great
catalyst for a solution to the
Cyprus problem. If, however,
Turkey continues to hinder
progress towards a solution
and acts aggressively on
hydrocarbons, it will effective-
ly exclude the Turkish Cypri-
ot community from sharing
in the wealth that these
resources bring.”

Shadow Minister

reiterates Labour support

for Cyprus’ struggles
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Iam a 31-year-old UK born
Greek-Cypriot who works
for a bank in the City of Lon-

don. I often watch CNBC, a
financial news channel and
recently came across an inter-
view with the Cypriot Finance
Minister, during which he
remarked that the Cypriot
economy had now entered a
‘stabilisation phase’. Applying
a definition of ‘stabilisation’ to
an economy which is due to
contract by over 20% over the
next few years, whose debt is
set to grow to an unsustain-
able 125% of GDP and where
unemployment is set to double
to circa 30% over the same
period, and of course where
third-world like capital controls
remain in place, is simply
absurd. Indeed, this kind of
rhetoric is typical of the Euro-
pean polit ical elites, who
continue in their attempts to
project an illusion of financial,
political and social stability
within the monetary union.

Since the catastrophic
Troika led destruction of the
country in March this year, I
have been disappointed by the
lack of drive to challenge the
status quo. Indeed, the treat-
ment of the country at this time

was completely unjustified.
Every reason given for the
need for a depositor bail-in by
our ‘friends’ in Europe, repre-
sented falsified interpretations
of the truth, in an attempt to
hide the real agendas of
the Troika, which included:
1) Completely destroying the
Cypriot business model of
finance and banking, in order
to benefit those Eurozone
banks elsewhere desperate
for funds; 2) Destroying the
credibil i ty of the Cypriot
Central Bank by forcing it to
sell its Gold reserves, thus
making any potential exit from
the Euro more challenging;
and 3) Making a claim on the
country’s future gas reserves
(which Europe so desperate-
ly needs) by lending money
which we all know will never
be paid back!

I have argued previously
before in this paper that the
ultimate solution requires
the country to exit the Euro
project, which has already
proven to be a complete
disaster. Without making this
brave step forwards, the long-
term potential of the country
will not be realised. I under-
stand all of the arguments for

the country remaining within
the Euro: Given that Cyprus is
such an open economy, the
introduction of a new, heavily
devalued Cyprus Pound would
lead to high inflation and a
reduction in purchasing pow-

er. The country would also still
require to embark on a pro-
gramme of austerity to reduce
a much bloated public sector
and a default on external debts
would be inevitable. 

Indeed, there are no easy
choices and the short-term
prospects for Cyprus wil l
remain challenging whether
they remain within or outside
of the Euro-Area. However, for
a number of reasons, break-
ing free from the Euro eco-

nomic system can provide the
country with long-term hope.
For example; 1) The Central
Bank would be able to wrestle
control of monetary policy
away from the ECB – the idea
that you can apply a single

monetary policy stance to
nearly 20 different nations with
widely varying economic
conditions is one of the major
faults with the current Euro
model; 2) The government
would regain control of politi-
cal and fiscal issues, rather
than being a hostage to what
is decided by European
bureaucrats (although I was
critical of the Finance Minis-
ter’s remarks on CNBC this
week, I understand that our

politicians are now in a posi-
tion whereby Europe effec-
tively orders them what to
do and what to say in public);
3) A new devalued Cyprus
Pound would dramatically
improve competitiveness,
which would help to increase
tourism (currently suffering)
and boost the export sector
(which has great potential to
grow); 4) The country would
be in a better posit ion to
attract much needed overseas
investment – the rationale
behind this is that leaving the
Euro removes the currency
risk that an investor currently
takes by investing in Cyprus
at the current time - if Cyprus
left the Euro, an overseas
investor would face large FX
losses and this uncertainty
holds back investment -
removing this uncertainty and
reducing the relative cost of
investment (through a deval-
ued currency), would encour-
age capital inflows from
abroad; and 5) Policymakers
could run the economy on
their own terms – the Troika
demanded that the size of the
Cypriot banking sector had to
be halved, because it stood at
7x GDP, which was deemed

excessive. However, countries
such as the UK (banking
sector 5x GDP), along with
Switzerland and Singapore
(both banking sectors are
6x GDP) also have large, well
functioning banking systems
- astonishingly another Euro-
zone country, Luxembourg,
has a banking sector equiva-
lent to 22x GDP!!. Although
some economic rebalancing
is most certainly needed away
from the banking sector (as is
the case in the UK), Cyprus
should continue to utilise the
knowledge and human capi-
tal which is so well equipped
to provide financial services to
a global customer base.

Overall, my message is that
this is no time to be defeatist or
complacent. Policymakers
are simply in denial in their
attempts to convince the peo-
ple and probably themselves,
that Cyprus has a bright future
within the Euro. The existing
government must be chal-
lenged on their current stance
to remain within an economic
system which prioritises poli-
tical agendas, rather than the
well being of its citizens.

for Cyprus’ struggles

How halloumi took over the UK
Until recently halloumi

was a niche food in the
UK. Now it’s a staple of

the British barbecue season.
How did it become so popu-
lar?

To some it is “squeaky
cheese”. To others it is a
pleasantly rubbery addition to
salads, while for vegetarians
it’s that thing on barbecue
skewers that they have to
double-check isn’t chicken
before tucking in. 

This salty cheese from
Cyprus - made from sheep’s,
goat’s and often cow’s milk -
has a high melting point,
allowing it to be grilled or even
fried. 

Halloumi has made a classic
British culinary journey from
ethnic speciality to common-
place item. Its charms have
long been recognised in its
homeland of Cyprus, where
the average resident gets
through an average of 8kg
(17lbs) of it each year. But now
Britons are said to consume
more halloumi than any other
European country outside
Cyprus, with Sweden coming
in behind. It’s a far cry from
just a decade ago, when a
request for the cheese in a
mainstream supermarket
would probably have been
met with blank looks. 

Now every chain stocks the
stuff. Tesco is a useful barom-
eter - it sells six varieties. Its
halloumi sales rose 35% for
the year 2011-2012, with its
Tesco Finest line increasing
by 132% over the same
period. Similarly, a spokesman
for Waitrose reported that their
sales were up 104%.

So why is halloumi having
a moment? Daily Telegraph
food columnist Rose Prince
believes it’s “a reflection of
three things - our love for
Mediterranean cuisine, our

eagerness to try whatever is
new and the effect of TV
chefs”.

She adds: “It only has to be
used by Jamie Oliver in a
recipe and it goes strato-
spheric.” 

Indeed, it seems halloumi is
no longer exclusively enjoyed
as an ingredient in Mediter-
ranean or Middle Eastern
cooking but has been incor-
porated into a variety of British
and European dishes.

It has become a very popu-
lar choice in many restaurants
such as Nando’s, which serve
slices of halloumi as a side
order. Its sales have risen
138% since 2010.

Halloumi also features on
the menu of Pret a Manger
in the form of a falafel and
halloumi hot wrap, and a
halloumi and red pepper
toastie, as well as on the Leon
menu, served at lunch time in
a grilled halloumi wrap or
halloumi burger, but also at
dinner time in a grilled hallou-
mi dinner pot.

Greek cheese companies
such as Yamas have also
capitalised on its status as a
barbecue favourite, selling
prepared halloumi burger
slices. 

Key to its success has been

its convenience and its versa-
tility. The fact that it is kept in
brine allows it to be stored
unopened in the fridge for up
to a year whilst giving it a
satisfying salty taste.

“You can do so many things
with it,” says Antonis Evange-
lou, owner of London’s Lemo-
nia restaurant. 

Evangelou recalls selling it
in the delicatessen he opened
when he moved to the UK in
1958, but says the dish wasn’t
nearly as popular as it is
today. 

Evangelou’s Lemonia
restaurant sells 60kg (132lbs)
of halloumi per week. “More
people are requesting it now,”
he says.

“It’s not just growing in
Britain but everywhere - in the
US, in Europe. I was in Dubai
recently and they served it in
the breakfast lounge, it was
very popular, they ate all of it.

“It’s a unique taste. You
can’t compare it with any
other cheese. It’s just unique.”

Harry Nicola, proprietor of
London’s Kolossi Grill Cypriot
restaurant, says halloumi is
one of his most popular
starters, with “about a third” of
their customers now ordering
it. 

Anecdotal evidence for this

growing taste among Britons
for halloumi comes from a
story told by Nicola where he
oversaw the catering for an
annual Church of England
event at a local church. 

“We supplied them with
plates of taramasalata,
hummus, olives, halloumi and
watermelon. By the end there
was no halloumi left on the
trays at all, it had all been
eaten.”

It is also, as Nicola tells, a
hugely popular breakfast
option in Cyprus, served with
olives, bread and fresh water-
melon, with a sizeable part of
Cypriot culture based around
the cheese.

Keen to capitalise on the
halloumi boom, producers in
Cyprus are fighting to gain a
protected designation of
origin (PDO) status from the
European Union. This would
lay down criteria which a
cheese would have to meet
in order to be labelled as
“halloumi” and protect the
Cypriot industry from foreign
competitors.

Efforts thus far to secure a
PDO for halloumi have been
unsuccessful, meaning the
correct way to prepare the
dish is subject to dispute.

Traditionally it is made with
milk from a sheep or goat,
but with no PDO to ensure
that any cheese labelled as
halloumi adheres to this, many
variants are made with a
mixture of cow’s and sheep’s
milk. Some UK companies
such as Milky’s have even
started producing the cheese
exclusively from British cow’s
milk. 

Whatever its legal status, the
dish looks certain to remain a
permanent fixture on British
dinner tables.

Industry reacts to insurers
named as globally

systemically important

Insurance industry reaction
to international regulators’
designation of nine insurers
being systemically important
has been swift and varied. 

The decision by the Basel,
Switzerland-based Financial
Stability Board and the pub-
lishing of assessment metho-
dology and policy measures
by the International Associa-
tion of Insurance Supervisors
means the nine insurers likely
will need to set aside more
capital to comply with regula-
tions.

Those insurers are Allianz
S.E., American International
Group Inc., Assicurazioni

Generali S.p.A., Aviva P.L.C.,
Axa S.A., MetLife Inc., Ping An
Insurance (Group) Co. of
China Ltd., Prudential Finan-
cial Inc. and Prudential P.L.C.

Dieter Wemmer, chief finan-
cial officer of Munich-based
Allianz S.E., one of the nine
designees, said that while it is
too soon to give a detailed
assessment of global regula-
tory stance, the insurer is well
positioned to manage new
requirements.

“Even though we continue
to be of the opinion that the
insurance business in general,
and Allianz in particular, does
not represent a systemic risk,
we acknowledge the decision
of the FSB and will continue
to support its efforts for
more stable financial markets,
Mr. Wemmer said in a
statement. 

David Snyder, vice presi-
dent of international policy for
the Chicago-based Property
Casualty Insurers Association
of America, said the group
appreciates that the FSB’s
designation of just nine
insurers recognised that the
traditional insurance business
model does not pose systemic
risk.

“International insurance
regulators through the IAIS
have concluded again that
neither the short- nor long-
term experience of insurance
markets, including during the

global financial crisis, provides
any evidence that traditional
insurance generates or trans-
mits systemic risk in the
financial system or the real
economy,” Mr. Snyder said in
a statement. “The potential for
systemic risk arises only from
nontraditional or noninsurance
activities.”

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Kenya

Everyone was saddened to
hear the news of the terrorist
attack on a shopping centre
in Nairobi. I visited Kenya and
worked there for 10 days with
my husband assisting him in
his photography for a local
hotel group back in the late
90’s. I absolutely fell in love
with Kenya and its people.
I learnt to speak the local
language, Swahili, just enough
to get by and to make the
people understand what I
wanted, although because of
years of colonialism by the
British, most of them spoke
English anyway. 

I really felt so at home in
Kenya, they made me feel like
someone special although
they knew I was there to work
and not a tourist. Kenya is one
of the most stable countries in
Africa and they are shocked
by this attack on their people.
I sti l l  have contact with
Africans, locals, who do not
understand why the Somalia’s
would want to hurt innocent
people and they are genuine-
ly hurt. 

The connection between
Kenya and Cyprus is very
real. Cyprus had a huge
impact on Kenya when Kenya,
at the same time, was also
under colonial rule and the
people, fighters known as
MauMau, were also trying to
liberate Kenya from the
British administration. Their
leader was Jomo Kenyatta, a
determined nationalist. During
Archbishop Makarios’ exile he
was greeted and admired by
Kenyatta and a strong bond
between them was never
broken. It was during this time
that Makarios won the hearts
of the Kenyan people by
making public speeches about
freedom and justice to those
under British rule. Makarios
re-visited Kenya in the 70’s

and established an Orthodox
church in Nairobi. 

Even when I went there in
the 90’s, people spoke of
Makarios with great joy
and happiness. Many were
christened ‘Makarios’ and
none of them forgot him
because Cyprus’ history is
taught in their schools and told
of Makarios’ influence to
achieve freedom. If you are
surprised by this, think how
shocked I was when a young
taxi driver who was taking us
to Nairobi airport smiled
broadly when I told him we
were Cypriot (thinking he
would not know where that
was). He turned around to us
and said ‘Ahh Makarios, great
man, great country, good
friend of my people’ and he
did not want money from us;
this obviously poor young man
felt it was an honour to have
Cypriots in his taxi. Since then
my thoughts about Kenya and
its people are of warmth, love
and kindness, the same things

that were bestowed on me on
my visit. I am ashamed that I
never tried to get to know
these people before. My heart

goes out to their loss, they did
not deserve this.

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At last the great Woody
Allen is back with a
vengeance with his best

film for years! Cate Blanchett
deserves awards for her
multi-layered performance in
this modern take on Tennessee
Williams’ classic stage play
“A Streetcar Named Desire”. 

Blanchett was highly praised
for her Blanche on Broadway a
couple of years ago, so perhaps
Allen got inspired by simply
watching her celebrated
performance. Here she plays
Jasmine, a once wealthy New
York socialite who has reached
rock bottom after her business-
man husband Hal (Alec Bald-
win) is convicted of grand larce-
ny. Jasmine has no option
but to visit her adopted sister
Ginger (Sally Hawkins) in a poor
San Francisco district. Jasmine
arrives in a fragile state of mind
depending heavily on anti-
depressants and puts a lot of
pressure on her sister Ginger
especially when she shows
her disapproval on Ginger’s
relationship with Chili (Bobby
Cannavale).... 

Blanchett is simply sensa-
tional as the snobbish and
rather grand woman who now
feels like a fish out of water
when confronted with poverty.
Hawkins is also superb as her
long suffering sister who is
prepared to put her relationship
on the line in order to accom-
modate Jasmine. An instant
classic l ike the glory days
of “Hannah and her Sisters”
and “The Purple Rose of
Cairo”!

Prisoners

A gripping thriller superbly
acted and tightly directed by
Denis Villenueve - the best of
its kind since “Zodiac”. 

On Thanksgiving Day Keller’s
(Hugh Jackman) six-year-old
daughter Anna and her friend
Joy go missing without a trace.
The police investigation led by
Detective Loki (Jake Gyllenhaal)
narrows down a suspect called
Alex Jones (Paul Dano), who
after being arrested is released
48 hours later due to lack
o evidence. But Keller is
convinced that Alex is respon-
sible and has no option but to
take matters into his own
hands... 

Villenueve’s masterful direc-
tion elicits tremendous perfor-
mances from his stellar cast.
Jackman is magnificent as the
broken father desperate to find
his daughter and so is Gyllen-
haal as the calculated Detec-
tive. 

It is stunningly photographed
by Roger Deakins whose
atmospheric cinematography
enhances the tension and
suspense of the piece.

Girl Most Likely

Michelle Morgan’s quirky
script sparkles with originality
and wit and provides Kirsten
Wiig with a terrific role. She
plays Imogene, an aspiring
playwright who fakes her own
suicide in order to get her ex

boyfriend back. But things go
wrong and she ends up in
hospital and subsequently
forced to live under her eccen-
tric mother’s (Annette Bening)
care. She hates being there but
has no option... 

Wiig is on fine form and so is
Bening delivering another
scene stealing performance in
this enjoyable comedy.

Austenland

Jerusha Hess’ misconceived
project is based on Shannon
Hale’s novel and tells the story
of Jane Hayes (Keri Russell), a
seemingly normal American
woman who has a passion for
Jane Austen. She soon packs
her bags and travels to an
English resort in the middle
of the countryside specially
created by Mrs Wattlesbrook
(Jane Seymour) for Austen
obsessed women...

Russell tries hard but fails to
keep her dignity in this utterly
silly and preposterous film
which feels like an over extend-
ed 5 minute sketch.

Hanah Arendt

Margarethe von Trotta, the
director of “Rosa Luxenbourg”,
tells another story about an
important political figure again
starring the incredible Barbara
Sukowa, as the eponymous
heroine. 

The time is 1961 and celebra-
ted writer and lecturer Hannah
Ardendt is keen to cover Nazi
criminal Adolf Eichmann’s trial
in Jerusalem for the New York-
er. But the book she writes
subsequently based on what
she witnessed is called “Banal-
ity of Evil” and causes great
controversy... 

Sukowa is superb in Trotta’s
passionate f i lm about this
highly intelligent figure. Arendt’s
arguments are well balanced in
this eloquent film which is well
complimented with some great
archive material from the real
trial.

Nothing But A Man

Michael Roemer’s excellent
1964 fi lm has never been
released in this country despite
the fact that it has won several
awards at the time including the
San Giorgio Prize at the Venice
Film Festival. This ground-
breaking film features authen-
tic depictions of black life in the
South and follows the story of
Duff (Ivan Dixon), a hard work-
ing Alabama railroad worker

who falls for the preacher’s
daughter Josie (Abbey Lincoln).
They decide to get married
against her parent’s approval
and begin a hard struggle to
survive in a racist society... 

The acting is of the highest
order by both protagonists
under Roemer’s low key and
masterful direction. Essential
viewing!

In The Name Of

This story of forbidden gay
love is eloquently directed by
Malgorzata Szumowska, the
director of last year’s “Elles”. 

Father Adam (Andrej Chyra)
runs a centre for difficult boys in
a remote, small Polish commu-
nity and is well respected by the
locals. But the arrival of a
young, handsome man with the
name of Lukasz (Mateusz
Kosciukiewicz) forces Adam to
re-examine his inner feelings
and desires... 

It is superbly shot and
expertly performed especially
by Chyra who delivers a
complex and deeply moving
performance.

Also out this week:

DIANA: After an embarrass-
ing first half Oliver Hirsch-
biegel’s unfortunate project on
the last two years of Princess
Diana’s (Naomi Watts) l i fe
miraculously gains momentum
despite the wooden dialogue.
Watts is always a strong pres-
ence and gives it all she’s got
but needs a better script than
this. Naveen Andrews looks
uncomfortable as the Pakistani
surgeon Hasnat Khan, who
apparently was Diana’s love of
her life. This is the stuff ideally
suited for afternoon television!

THE WICKER MAN- THE
FINAL CUT: Robin Hardy’s
1973 classic returns to the big
screen in order to celebrate its
40th anniversary with some
footage never seen before in
this country. This atmospheric
horror gets better with age like
vintage wine. Anthony Shaffer’s
terrific script unfolds ritualisti-
cally like a Greek tragedy where
the inevitable is unavoidable.
Not to be missed!

THE CALL: This taut thriller
follows the story of Jordan
(Halle Berry) an experienced
911 Emergency Call Centre
operator who gets a second
chance to get things right after
a young woman gets killed
while talking to her on the
phone. Now she gets a call from
a distressed teenager Casey

(Abigail Breslin) who has been
kidnapped... Berry delivers her
best performance for years. The
action is suitably claustropho-
bic while it takes place in the
call centre but unfortunately the
climax becomes a bit silly and
loses credibility.

COLD COMES THE NIGHT:
Chloe (Alice Eve) is a single
mother who struggles to make
ends meet in a rundown motel.
Things get even worse when
one day she and her young
daughter Sophia are taken
hostage by a nearly blind Polish
criminal called Topo (Bryan
Cranston), who wants Chloe to
be his eyes in order to retrieve
a cash package. This is an
atmospheric thriller co-written
and directed by Tze Chun who
elicits strong performances from
his cast especially from Eve as
a very persuasive and sympa-
thetic heroine. 

R.I.P.D (3D): This super-
natural adventure is a cross
between “Men in Black” and
“Ghostbusters” with a touch of
“Ghost” as well. Detective Nick
Waller (Ryan Reynolds) is
assigned to work with Sheriff
Roy Pulsifer (Jeff Bridges) for
the Rest in Peace Department
and their mission is to
track down monstrous souls
disguised among the living as
ordinary people... It has a strong
opening but once Waller joins
forces with Pulsifer it gets sillier
and sillier and it is downhill all
the way.

IN REAL LIFE: Beeban
Kidron’s fascinating documen-
tary exposes the addiction that
the young generation is facing
when it comes to the internet
and smart phones. It is an
honest film and quite scary as
these youngsters find it almost
impossible to communicate
with others on human terms.

GREEDY LYING BAS-
TARDS: Here is yet another
documentary about global
warming as well as about the
lies and deceit by certain indivi-
duals and organisations, who
still claim that greenhouse
gases are not affected by
human behaviour. It is a sad but
true reality as these greedy
bastards continue to lie for their
own personal profit. The film is
articulate and well researched
and is very much worth seeing
despite the fact that it may
preaching to the converted.

SMASH AND GRAB-
THE STORY OF THE PINK
PANTHERS: Havana Marking’s
uneven documentary attempts
to put light behind the mystery
of the Pink Panthers- the world’s
most successful diamond
thieves. The gang who ori-
ginates from Serbia and
Montenegro has been getting
away with millions for the last
ten years from boutiques from
all over the world. It is well
documented and intriguing
despite the fact that there is a
lot of redundant stuff like the
history of Yugoslavia as it tries
to analyse the reasons behind
the gang’s actions. Also the
animated sequences of the
two gang members need trim-
ming. 

...but these lads from Down Under don’t give a hoot about
cricket balls as the ones they show off unashamedly are of
a more testicular type. Briefs The Second Coming (London
Wonderground) is one of those shows that Las Vegas
delights in and would probably have even made Liberace
blush. They are a motley crew of six men in garish,
ostentatious garb ranging from leotards to enormous plumes
and hideous “mankinis” (made infamous by Borat)
peppered with glitter and sequins. Nothing that outrageous
as you would see much worse on any week night in Soho.
But the comparisons end there for what they are able to do
in this attire is pretty amazing. Feats of aerial trapeze,
physical strength, extraordinary balance and contortion and
delicious burlesque, all performed in the “best possible taste”
- yes Kenny Everett would have loved them.

They execute sequences that will astound you. Each jaw-
dropping escapade is beautifully set up with a preamble of
self-mocking or bitchiness that at times becomes a little
tedious but is soon forgotten when they are off again whirling
above, below and all around you, an area in which Ben Lewis
excels. With the arms of a gorilla and a grin of a chimp he
shows nerves of steel as he defies gravity, vertically, hori-
zontally and laterally, literally speaking you understand. Fez
Fananna, meanwhile performs a magic act that is a fine line
between inane and insane, with dollops of hilarity to boot.

My companion, a liberal minded seventy six year old, was
fascinated by other matters ‘down under’ and I politely
declined the request to answer her query. Thank god for
Louis (Biggs) who took our mind off such matters with a
Rubix Cube act that is memorable for being lush and
lascivious. Yes even with a square plastic toy. 

The ‘Second Coming’ referred to in the show title is worth
waiting for and comes courtesy of the recently crowned king
of burlesque of Las Vegas, Mark Winmill, aka “Captain Kidd”.
Performed inside a huge champagne glass he wriggles and
writhes, splashes and spurts and makes an absolute mess.
He does all of that while hanging from a trapeze. A teasing,
tantalising treat of a finale for this terrific one hour show. 

Guest reviewer Sotiris Kyriacou thinks TV does it better...
Farce appears to be inherently glib and easy but it is precisely
because of its apparent obsession with one-liners and cheap
laughs that it has to be good to stand out from the crowd.
Whether Barking in Essex (Wyndhams Theatre) is
debateable, and based on the evidence of my visit, the
belly laughs are few and far between. 

Granted, the acting by and large buoys the clichés that
come thick and fast, the only unconvincing performance
being Karl Johnson’s Rocco Dimaggio, an elderly profes-
sional hitman whose accent maintains a refined air despite
his efforts to do the part justice. Sheila Hancock excels as
always, giving the play’s profusion of words such as “c**t”,
“f**k” and other schoolboy expletives the cathartic delight
they deserve. Keeley Hawes, who plays Emmie Packer, her
daughter/daughter in law, also does a good line in Essex-style
blasphemy and banter, while Darnley Packer, Emmie’s half
brother/husband, played by Lee Evans, shows that he can
act beyond a contorted body and grimacing faces. 

The inbreeding and genetic confusion mentioned above
and the foul language are stereotypes wheeled out every
time ‘chavviness’ is the subject of a play or film, and how
much we forgive this depends on how good such non pc
antics are at making for good comedy. The production
whizzes past in well-rehearsed fashion, with not enough to
redeem its well-trodden path. 

Meanwhile mummy Marina and children Nina (4) and Tashie
(5) are still arguing about whether they’d rather be on land or
sea…How can you possibly not delight children with a
lovely rhyming tale about The Snail and the Whale (Rose
Theatre, Kingston) who went on an ocean trip. Actually I
have seen many children’s plays that have not quite cut it that
but happily this well performed production is not just sweet
but the three performers, Patrick Bridgman, Ellen Chivers
and Rhiannon Wallace, connect with the kids early on and
then take them hand in hand on their jaunty journey. 

Those of you familiar with karagiozis shadow puppetry,
something I grew up with, will really enjoy the use of puppets
throughout as toys become puppets and all sorts of other
magical techniques are employed on Isla Shaw’s set to thrill
the enthusiastic audience. The underlying story about a
devoted father and his daughter, apart for long periods
because of his work, may have been lost on some of the
children but there is so much in the way of music, song,
dance and fun to engage them that this is a minor criticism. 

And the verdict from N and T – “we both want to live in the
sea with the whale even though he is too fat and makes lots
of mess…can we please see it again mummy?” Mummy
prefers life at a snail’s pace so maybe sometime soon!
