Turkish diplomacy is
investing in a weak or
even an unsuccessful

Cyprus presidency of the
Council of the EU, President
of the Republic of Cyprus
Demetris Christofias has
stressed. 

He has also warned that
Ankara may even attempt to
create artificial tension around
Cyprus to disorientate Nicosia
from exercising successfully
its six monthly EU rotating
presidency, which begins in
July this year. This is the first
time since Cyprus joined the
EU in May 2004 that the
Republic wil l  assume the
presidency of the Union. 

In an interview with CNA, the
President noted that Turkish
diplomacy has never stopped
attempts to consolidate the
faits accomplis of the 1974
Turkish invasion, pointing out
at the same time that Cyprus
is prepared to face all scenar-
ios and is already making
pre-emptive moves in Europe
and at the UN. 

The President, who talked
to CNA to mark 8 years since
the Republic’s accession to
the EU and to highlight the
upcoming Cyprus Presiden-
cy, has sent a clear message
to Ankara that Nicosia will not
be engaged in a pointless
dialogue with Turkey on the
issue.

This, he added, concerns
the EU exclusively and relates
to EU institutions. “Question-
ing the EU rotating presiden-
cy is a matter that has to do
primarily with the EU,” he said. 

Asked if Cyprus can act as
an honest broker, President
Christofias stressed that
Cyprus will only promote EU
interests. Nicosia, he said, has
no hidden agenda, explaining
however that this does not
mean that the Cyprus prob-
lem and the continuing Turk-
ish occupation of Cyprus’
northern part will be hidden
under the carpet. 

Replying to another ques-
tion, he said Cyprus during its
presidency may be called
upon to manage new crises in
the Eurozone, which the
Republic joined in January
2008. He pointed out that a
successful presidency would
strongly strengthen the
Republic’s statehood and its
sovereignty. On the cost of the
presidency, Christofias said
the budget amounts to 61.7
million euro for the period
2011-2013. 

Invited to assess 8 years of

EU membership, President
Christofias was unequivocal:
“Our accession to the EU is
undoubtedly the most signifi-
cant milestone in our recent
history, since independence
in 1960. This achievement was
accomplished through the
hard work of the people of
Cyprus, past governments, the
House of Representatives,
polit ical parties and civi l
society at large.” 

Invited to comment on as-
pirations the people of Cyprus
had cherished at the time of
accession about a political
settlement, the President said
that Turkish intransigence has
not allowed such a settlement
to be achieved. “We continue
to work to turn Turkey’s ac-
cession course into a catalyst
for a solution,” he said. 

Replying to a question,
President Christofias said the
Cyprus EU presidency main
slogan is “A better Europe”,
with a two-fold aim. The first
target is to reinforce the prin-
ciples of solidarity and social
cohesion in the EU and the
second to render common
policies more efficient, cou-
pled with measures to pro-
mote development. 

Asked whether Cyprus with
limited experience can suc-

cessfully handle various EU
challenges, he assured that
the government is making very
careful moves, in close coop-
eration with the Trio countries
(Poland and Denmark) and in
constant consultation with the
EU Secretariat and the Com-
mission. 

On the agenda of the
Cyprus presidency, Christofias
revealed its four main pillars;
The first pillar is to promote
political moves to make the
European Union more efficient
and viable, whilst the second
pillar is a more efficient econ-
omy and governance. 

“Our third priority includes
action to bring Europe closer
to its citizens,” he said, adding
that the fourth priority relates to
the reinforcement of Europe’s
role in the world and Cyprus
will seek to bring Europe clos-
er to its neighbours, promoting
peace and international law.

Questioned on the possible
impact of the longstanding
Cyprus problem on the EU
presidency, the President of
the Republic warned that pro-
moting one’s purely national
objectives and priorities would
most certainly lead to disaster
during one’s presidency. 

“We have made it abundant-
ly clear that Cyprus’ presiden-

cy will be a proper presidency
that will promote exclusively
the Union’s interests as a
whole,” he stressed.

The role of the EU president
however is not tantamount to
hiding under the carpet the
Cyprus problem or the contin-
uing Turkish occupation of
Cyprus’ northern part, the
President said.

Asked about Turkish threats
to promote, inter alia, the
recognition of the illegal Turk-
ish Cypriot regime in occupied
Cyprus, President Christofias
said that Turkish diplomacy
has never ceased to seek the
consolidation of the faits
accomplis created by Turkey’s
invasion in 1974. “We are
prepared to face all scenar-
ios,” he said. 

“We are monitoring closely
all political and diplomatic
moves by Ankara and we are
already taking pre-emptive
measures on the level of the
five permanent members of
the UN Security Council and
our (EU) partners,” he said. 

“I would agree that Turkish
diplomacy invests in a weak
or a failed Cyprus presidency
and one cannot rule out
attempts by Ankara to create
artificial sources of tension
around Cyprus to distract us
from exercising successfully
the EU Presidency,” he noted. 

“I want to convey to Ankara
a clear message. The EU
through the Conclusions of the
European Council last Decem-
ber has given a clear answer
to Turkish threats and plans
regarding Cyprus’ presiden-
cy,” the President stressed. 

He pointed out that “we will
not engage in a pointless
dialogue with Turkey on the
matter. This is solely an EU
issue and is linked to the core
of the functioning of EU insti-
tutions. Therefore, any doubts
cast on the Council’s rotating
presidency by Turkey is a mat-
ter that must concern mainly
the Union and in this context I
consider that Turkey’s rhetoric
on the issue exposes Ankara
itself and damages even
further its accession course”. 

Concluding his interview, he
noted that the successful
completion of the EU presi-
dency will have a positive
fallout on both the European

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President: Turkey may create tension

The Government of Cyprus denounces Turkey’s
provocative decision to issue licenses for petroleum
operations in sea areas that include blocks from

Cyprus’ Exclusive Economic Zone. 
In a statement issued on Sunday, Government Spokesman

Stephanos Stephanou underlines that Turkey’s decision is a
continuation of its actions that violate the international law, in
particular the Law of the Sea. 

“The Government of Cyprus denounces Turkey’s illegali-
ties and provocations and takes all necessary steps to
defend the Republic’s sovereign rights” he points out.

Government denounces

Turkey’s provocative decision

London’s workers made
their opposition to cuts
clear on Tuesday with

a 2,000-strong May Day
march through the capital,
joining millions who took to
the streets across the world. 

Construction, Remploy and
public-sector staff assembled
alongside Turkish, Iranian and
Sri Lankan activists at Clerk-
enwell Green before march-
ing through the city for the
Trafalgar Square rally. 

The Remploy workers at
the head of the march stole
the show, urging the coalition
to save jobs for disabled
workers. 

GMB national convener at
Remploy Les Woodward said
the attack on the firm and its
staff “encapsulates what this
government is trying to do to
the whole working class.” 

“They are trying to destroy
us,” he said.

Mr Woodward urged work-
ers to mobilise for a general
strike to defeat the govern-
ment’s austerity agenda. 

Remploy worker Julie
Haynes said the firm could be
profitable with proper invest-
ment. “What makes Remploy
different is we do a skilled job
- we contribute to society, we
pay our taxes,” she said. 

Highlighting the internation-
al character of the march,
RMT London transport regio-
nal organiser Steve Headley
said the fight against racism
and fascism could not be
more important. “We’ve got
to fight as the working class,”
he said. “We can’t be divid-
ed by ethnic differences. We
have got to wake up and fight
back.”

Others on the march drew
attention to co-ordinated
strike action around pensions
planned for May 10. South-
ern and Eastern Region TUC
Secretary Megan Dobney
said May 10 would be an
“important sign that working-
class people and trade unions
in particular are opposing the
government agenda.”

May Day has been cele-
brated in London since the
1880s and is supported by a
wide variety of groups repre-
senting workers, students,

pensioners and politicians.
Campaigners continue to

call for May 1 to be a public
holiday.

Millions of workers around
the world also marked May
Day by taking to the streets
against exploitation and war. 

Workers turned out in
droves in Greece, France and
Spain to denounce EU-man-
dated austerity and call for
policies that boost living stan-
dards and economic growth. 

In Greece thousands
marched through central
Athens in disciplined union-
led protests. 

Members of the commu-
nist-affiliated All Workers Mil-
itant Front gathered in sup-
port of workers from the
Hellenic Steel Plant in Elefsi-
na who have been on strike
for more than six months. 

Peaceful rallies were also
held in Thessaloniki and
Patra. 

The largest rally in Asia was
organised by Indonesian
unions. About 10,000 work-
ers massed at Jakarta’s main
roundabout demanding bet-
ter pay and job security. 

In France tens of thou-
sands of workers rall ied
ahead of a presidential runoff
election on Sunday that a
Socialist is expected to win
for the first time since 1988. 

Around 100,000 people in
Moscow - including President
Dmitry Medvedev and Presi-
dent-elect Vladimir Putin -
took part in the main May Day
march through the city
centre. Communists held a
separate May Day rally in
Moscow that attracted a
crowd of about 5,000. 

In the United States, unions
and Occupy activists staged
demonstrations, strikes and
acts of civil disobedience. 

Hundreds of thousands of
Cuban citizens participated
in the annual May Day parade
in Havana’s Revolution
Square, where marchers car-
ried a sign that said: “To Cap-
italism We Will Never Return.” 

In China Premier Wen Ji-
abao visited street cleaners
and bus drivers in Beijing, and
offered May Day greetings to
workers across the country.

in London against cuts



Today, 5.8 million voters
in London can have their
say on who they want as

Mayor of London and the 25
London Assembly members
for the next four years.

London Elects – the body
that runs the elections – has
called on voters to make sure
they know how to have their
say.

John Bennett, Greater Lon-
don Returning Officer, said: “It
only takes a few minutes to
vote on the three ballot papers
for the Mayor of London, Con-
stituency London Assembly
Members and London-wide
Assembly Members. 

“This is your chance to say
how you would l ike your
London for the next four years,
and who should be in charge

of an annual budget of about
£14bn budget. The decisions
made by the Mayor and the
Assembly affects every single
person living in London.”

Around 4,000 polling sta-
tions are open today across
London from 7am to 10pm.
Research commissioned by
London Elects, and carried out
by Ipsos MORI, shows that
32% of Londoners will vote in
the evening after 6pm and
52% will be voting on their own
rather than with family mem-
bers of friends. 

But running out of time on
polling day was one of the
main reasons that people gave
for not voting at the last
election. Of those that don’t
always vote, 21% of those
questioned (the most common

answer) said that lack of time
or being too busy was the
most important reason for not
voting. 

Mr Bennett added:
“Whether you go in the morn-
ing, at lunchtime or after work,
it is important to make sure
you make the time to vote on
3rd May. It only takes a few
minutes to have your say on
who runs London for the next
four years. So don’t leave it
too late and miss out on
having your say.”

All registered voters should
now have received an infor-
mation booklet in the post
giving more information about
the elections and how to vote.
However London Elects, the
body organising the election,
is keen to make sure everyone

going to the polling station
knows what to expect as it
differs from many elections.

At the polling station voters
wil l  be given three ballot
papers. Voters should mark a
first and second preference
with a cross when they make
their choice for Mayor on the
pink ballot paper. When
voting for their constituency
London Assembly Member,
voters mark one cross on the
yellow ballot paper for the
person they would to repre-
sent their local area. Similar-
ly, voters mark one cross on
their orange ballot paper for
the political party or indepen-
dent candidate who they want
to represent the whole of
London. 

Polling stations are open
from 7am to10pm and to find
your polling station you can
use the polling station finder
at www.londonelects.org.uk 

The London Elects website
is also full of information on
what the Mayor and Assembly
do and more information
about how to fill in your three
ballot papers. 

Anyone that lives in London,
is registered to vote, is a
British, Commonwealth or EU
citizen and will be 18 years old
on 3rd May can vote.

Cyprus’ accession to
the EU eight years ago
signaled a momentous

milestone in the island’s
history. 

Cyprus joined the EU on
May 1st 2004, along with
other nine countries from
Central and Eastern Europe. 

“As from this moment, the
Republic of Cyprus becomes
a full, integral and inseparable
member of the great European
family. This is the second most
important historic landmark
after the proclamation of the
Republic of Cyprus,” the late
former President of the Repub-
lic Tassos Papadopoulos
stressed in an address to the
Cypriot people on Cyprus’
accession to the European
Union. 

Eight years after its acces-
sion, Cyprus prepares to
undertake for the first time the
presidency of the Council of
the EU. 

In an interview with CNA,
former President of the Repub-
lic of Cyprus George Vasiliou
said that Cyprus’ EU presiden-
cy would be a difficult task with
many advantages as well. 

“There is no doubt that a
successful presidency would
contribute essentially to the
strengthening of Cyprus’ posi-
tion and prestige,” he stressed. 

Vasiliou, who also served as
Cyprus’ Chief Negotiator for
Accession to the EU, noted
that Cyprus, as the EU presi-
dency, will have to promote
the decision making process
of the EU and address any
problems may arise during its
six monthly presidency. 

In addition, he said that
Cypriots will have the oppor-
tunity to better understand
how the different EU institu-
tions work, while the citizens

of the other 26 EU states will
get to know Cyprus and its
people. 

Vasiliou, who has always
been a firm supporter of the
idea for “more Europe” talked
about Cyprus’ future in the EU. 

“I have always believed that
Cyprus should enter the EU
and I struggled for that. The
reasons have been political
and economic, but also
because of the EU values and
principles”, he underlined. 

He said that Cyprus and the
whole of Europe should start
thinking in a “European man-
ner”. 

“We have to stop
thinking as Cypriots,
Germans, or French.
Above all, we are
European cit izens,
proud of our homelands,”
he pointed out. 

Asked if he is in favour of
a “more Europe” he said
“sure, 100%”, noting that Turk-
ish Cypriots are also in favour
of a “more Europe.” 

“So, Europe can contribute
to the solution of the Cyprus
problem and thus we should
strengthen the idea of Europe
here in Cyprus,” Vasiliou said. 

In his interview with CNA,
he pointed out that Cyprus’
accession course was a very
difficult and demanding task,
the success of which was
based on hard work and on
the support of Greece and the
other member states. 

Asked if he believes that
Cyprus, eight years after its
accession, has made the best
of its participation in the EU,
he said that Cyprus has
promoted itself as a centre of
overseas activit ies, has
upgraded its relations with
many countries, mostly third
countries and has become a

member of a family which is
founded on values and princi-
ples. 

But he noted that unfor-
tunately, Cyprus has not
managed to fully exploit EU
funds, nor has it managed to
exploit its accession towards
reaching a solution of the
Cyprus problem. 

“Our accession to the EU
did not work
as a catalyst
for the solution
of the Cyprus     

problem since
Turkey was just not ready for
a solution and we didn’t con-
tinue exerting the necessary
pressure as we should,” he
pointed out. 

Cyprus’ path to the EU

The relations between Cyp-
rus and the European Eco-
nomic Community, becoming
later European Union, have
evolved gradually from an
Association Agreement in
1972 to a Customs Union
Protocol in 1987, despite the
difficult circumstances that
came up after the Turkish in-
vasion against Cyprus in 1974. 

The Republic of Cyprus sub-
mitted an application for full
membership on July 4th 1990
during the Italian presidency. 
Three years later, in 1993, the

EU Commission gave a posi-
tive Opinion on Cyprus’ appli-
cation. 

The concluding section of
the Commission’s Opinion on
Cyprus’ application to join the
European Community stated
the following: “Cyprus’ geo-
graphical position, the deep-
lying bonds which, for two
thousand years, place
the island at the

v e r y
fount of Euro-

pean culture
and civilisation, the

strong European influ-
ence on the values shared by
the people of Cyprus, which
is obvious and the cultural,
political, economic and social
life of its citizens, the numer-
ous and various contacts
with the Community, all these
elements lend Cyprus, beyond
all doubt, its European identi-
ty and character and confirm
its European trends.” 

The Opinion of the Euro-
pean Commission was later
endorsed by the EU Council
on October 17th 1993. 

The European Councils at
Corfu in June 1994 and Essen
in December 1994 confirmed
that Cyprus and Malta would
be among the acceding coun-
tries at the next enlargement. 

In 1995 the EU Council of
Ministers concluded that the
negotiations would start on the
basis of the proposals of the
Commission, six months after
the conclusion of the 1996

Intergovernmental Conference
(IGC), taking into account the
results of the Conference. 

The 1997 Luxembourg
European Council adopted a
proposal by the
Commis-

sion to
start acces-

sion negotia-
tions with Cyprus,

Hungary, Malta,
Poland, Estonia, Slovenia

and the Czech Republic. 
The accession negotiations

started in April 1998 to end in
December 2002 in Copenha-
gen after hard negotiations to
conclude the chapters under
negotiation. 

Former Cyprus President
George Vassiliou is appoint-

ed as Chief Negotiator for
Cyprus’ Accession to the EU. 

On March 12th 1998 Presi-
dent of Cyprus Glafcos Cleri-
des presented to the Euro-
pean Council Presidency a
formal proposal inviting the
Turkish Cypriots to appoint
representatives as full mem-
bers of the team negotiating
the accession of Cyprus to the
European Union. 

Clerides invitation was not
accepted by the Turkish Cypri-
ots and as a result, the Repub-
lic of Cyprus started and con-
cluded accession negotiations
without the participation of the
Turkish Cypriots. 

The first stage of the acces-
sion negotiations, which was
initiated on April 3rd 1998,
involved the analytical exami-
nation of the acquis commu-
nitaire, which has been sepa-
rated into 31 chapters for easy
reference. 

The acquis screening was
completed in June 1999. In the
meantime, substantive nego-
tiations were launched and by

December 2002 all the chap-
ters under negotiation were
concluded. 

The European Council at
Helsinki in December 1999
took a historic decision that
the solution of the Cyprus
problem would not be a pre-
requisite for Cyprus joining the
European Union. It is therefore
stated in the relevant declara-
tion: “The European Council
underlines that a political
settlement will facilitate the
accession of Cyprus to the
European Union. If, by the
completion of the accession
negotiations no such settle-
ment is reached, the decision
of the Council on the acces-
sion will be made without
considering the solution of the
problem as a prerequisite. The
Council consider all the
relevant parameters towards
this direction.”

At the Copenhagen EU
Council in December 2002,
stated in its conclusions that
the accession negotiations
with ten pre accession coun-
tries were concluded success-
fully and decided that those
countries would join the EU
May 1st, 2004. 

The accession of Cyprus to
the EU was ratif ied with
signing the accession treaty
at the Stoa of Attalos on April
16th 2003. Newly elected
Cyprus President Tassos
Papadopoulos signed the
Accession Treaty on behalf of
the Republic of Cyprus. 

The accession Treaty was
then ratified by the national
Parliaments of the 15 EU
member states. 

Cyprus became a full EU
member state in May 2004 and
entered the eurozone in
January 2008.

Titanic II set
to sail in 2016
An Australian billionaire

has announced plans to
build a replica of the

Titanic that will make its maid-
en voyage from England to
New York in 2016.

Weeks after the 100th anni-
versary of the sinking of the
original Titanic, Clive Palmer
announced he has signed a
memorandum of understand-
ing with state-owned Chinese
company CSC Jinling Ship-
yard to build the Titanic II.

The plan, he said in a state-
ment, was for the vessel to be
as similar as possible to the
original Titanic in design
and specifications, but with
modern technology.

“It will be every bit as luxu-
rious as the original Titanic,
but ... will have state-of-the-art
21st-century technology and
the latest navigation and safe-
ty systems,” said Palmer.

More than 1,500 people
died in the sinking of the Tita-
nic, which at the time was the
world’s largest and most
luxurious ocean liner. The
vessel struck an iceberg on its
maiden voyage from South-
ampton to New York. It went

down on 15 April 1912.
“Of course it will sink if you

put a hole in it,” Mr Palmer
said in response to questions
from reporters on whether the
Titanic replica would sink.

“It is going to be designed
so it won’t sink,” he added.
”But, of course, if you are
superstitious like you are, you
never know what could
happen.”

The cost of the construction
is not known, a spokesman for
Mr Palmer told Australian
media.

The
sessions were delivered at
two schools, The Totteridge
Academy and East Barnet
Secondary School, with stu-
dents invited from the Pupil
Referral Unit to take part.

Marc Georghiou from the
MPSGSA developed the pro-
gramme with the aid of the
Barnet Safer Schools unit and
Business & Decision’s Corpo-
rate Social responsibility pro-
gramme, to get children into
sport and off the streets.

The aim of the programme
was to assist those with po-
tential sporting ability, who
maybe disadvantaged, to con-
sider rugby as a sport and take
them away from a possible life
of crime. The GSA’s sponsor
for the event provided each
participant with a Saracens
tracksuit, protective equip-
ment, drinking bottles and oth-
er rugby equipment to the
schools and PE staff.

The first sessions were de-
livered as a pilot to Year 8/9
pupils at East Barnet Sec-
ondary School in Barnet in De-
cember and January, before
moving onto other schools.

Coaching was provided by
David Mobbs-Smith, the
England Ladies and Saracens
coach. Assisting David were
Kyran Bracken MBE and Marc
Georghiou from the GSA.

The sessions began with a
talk on teamwork, competi-
tiveness and commitment to
achieving your goals. After
being taken through a short
warm-up, the boys got invol-
ved in a game of rugby. It was
hoped the event would give
the boys a chance to develop
their sporting ambitions and
realize their future potential.

The success of the pro-
gramme has now led to East
Barnet School introducing
rugby onto it curriculum for the
first time and The Totteridge

Academy now replacing foot-
ball with rugby at their school.
Ongoing future support will be
delivered by the RFU and
the MPSGSA sponsor from
September.

Dan Smith the Head of PE at
East Barnet School said; “I am
delighted by how the boys
responded to this opportuni-
ty and the drive and enthusi-
asm they displayed.”

Barnet Safer Schools Ser-
geant Lesley Neal said; “This
event was thoroughly enjoyed
by all and we are very grateful
for the sponsorship and also
for the support of such highly
regarded rugby stars. With the
MPSGSA, we will be arrang-
ing further rugby master-class-
es; our aim is to get youths

into sports and open other
routes to personal achieve-
ment.”

Kyran Bracken, who won 51
England caps said; “It was
wonderful to be able to intro-
duce these boys to rugby.
Team sports are about more
than winning. It is a about
self-discipline, working for
yourself and others and learn-
ing positive lessons from both
victory and defeat.”

Due to the unique work the
GSA has done with this
programme, Saracens have
invited the GSA to have their
logo on the playing tops of the
Saracens under 14’s and
under 15’s youth teams,

British Legion Poppy Appeal
tops. These are the age
groups that students from the
Youth diversion programme
will be eligible to join.

The rugby tops can be
ordered for £40 (Further de-
tails from Marc Georghiou
MPSGSA).

The GSA has agreed to
make a donation to the British
Legion Poppy Appeal from the
sale of these tops.

Getting children into sport and off the streets

At the crossroads of three
continents, Cyprus – a
unique amalgam of East

and West – constitutes a
fantastic mosaic, a large melt-
ing-pot of civilizations. This
geostrategic position of Cyp-
rus offers an ideal communi-
cation platform for the island’s
culture and tou-
rism. 

In the present
article, I sketch a
creative concept
for the cultural and
tourist promotion
of Cyprus, espe-
cially in view of the
upcoming Cypriot
Presidency of the
Council of the EU
on July 1st 2012.

The symbolism
with the mosaic is
also relevant to the
EU as a creative
melting-pot of different civili-
zations and cultures co–exist-
ing in a harmonic way. 

The logo is the face of the
central creative idea, the
graphic identity, the umbrella
covering all communication
and promotion activities – the
logo constitutes the spearhead
of the communication strate-
gy. The central idea needs to
be original, simple and pow-
erful and attract attention. As a
general rule, when creating a
logo, one should avoid cliché
symbols. In case well–known
symbols are used these
should be applied in a creative
way (as through conceptual
metaphors). The logo architec-

ture should follow the logic of
an optically simple and easily
comprehensible, distinctive
graphic – always and every-
where – with a symbolic
value.     

Within the above framework,
my proposal for the promotion
of Cultural and Tourism

Cyprus 2012, looks
something like this:
Graphic Design
Concept – in the
phrase ‘Cyprus
2012’, the number
zero (0) in 2012 is
replaced by the
ancient Mosaic in
Paphos depicting
Theseus killing the
Minotaur. The main
message – slogan
being ‘Mosaic of
Civilizations’.  Pa-
phos archaeologi-
cal site is an exten-

sive site covering the west side
of Kato Paphos (dates from
around the 3rd century AD).
The House of Theseus depicts
very interesting geometrical
decorations as well as mytho-
logical representations.

During the many and varied
applications of the logotype,
care should be taken to safe-
guard the distinctiveness of
the logo in any use, magnifi-
cation, production, etc, so that
it represents the graphic iden-
tity of Cultural and Tourism
Cyprus locally and abroad in a
consistent manner.

Mosaic of Civilizations



Common name?

So you think you have a
common name like Androulla
or Andreas? Think again. A
survey of names in the UK up
to the year 2010 reveals how
common your name really is,
and I can tell you it is not what
you think it is. In the whole of
2010, only three babies were
called Androulla, and if you go
back to 2009, no babies were
registered as Androulla and
only 42 babies were called
Andreas in 2010 – so you see,
you can stop feeling as if you
are common, you are not. 

Now of course this survey
is for the UK and does not
include Cyprus or Greece, but
then again there are around
half a million of us here in the
UK. There are certain names
that are unique to our commu-
nity only, for example if you
check the name Maria, you will
see that 644 babies were
called that name in 2010 rank-
ing as 91 overall most popular
name, but Maria is used by
other nationalities so you can-
not really judge it against what
our community is calling its ba-
bies. Not one baby was called
Georgos in the last 10 years,
probably because we regis-
tered our babies as ‘George’
to make is more acceptable in
the UK. So I asked myself what
are the other unique names
for our community that other
‘foreigners’ would not use, and
I came up with Constantinos
– there were only nine babies
registered with  this name in
2010 and only three in 2009.

Alexander on the other hand
was extremely popular in 2010
with 3,025 babies being
named that, ranking it 21st
most popular name that year,
but again other nationalities
have adopted Alexander
as their own but check out
Alexandros and you have 31
babies in 2010 called that.
Take the name Demetri which
you would have thought would
be really popular, only four
babies in 2010. 

Have we as a community
lost our love of Greek names?
I think we have. As I scan the
survey for names such as
Astero or Ourania, there has
not been one single registra-
tion for either of these names
in 10 years – what a pity. No
Demos no Petros but there

were four Panayiotis and four
Panayiota, so eight families are
still going for the typical Greek
names. 

As far as Olympia is con-
cerned, not one single baby
was called that in 2010, so I
rest my case, but probably
because of the Olympics, this
should raise its profile a bit! 

Our community is opting for
non Greek names to make it
‘easier’ for them to live in the
UK, or is it to make their
parents’ lives easier. If you lose
the sound of your own Greek
name you start losing your
identity, your roots, and that
for me is really not a good
thing. What of my own chil-
dren’s names, well Kristina
had 50 babies in 2010, Anas-
tasia 113, but that is because
it has been again adopted by
other nationalities, and Stefa-
nos only four babies in 2010 -
just to prove I put my money
where my mouth is and
believe that we should never
forget where we came from,
that is why I would never
change my name for anything,
or to Olivia or anything else
remotely non Greek sounding.
If the British can say Navratilo-
va, they can say Olympia or
any other Greek sounding
name if they try, so don’t be
put off, name your babies after
your yiayia or bappou, mum
or dad and don’t worry about
it sounding weird to the British,
it won’t.

I feel weird

I actually do feel weird these
days. I feel that I am fighting
the whole world. Our rates
came in at the shop and they
were almost £7,500 per year
and that is with small business
relief. I thought that this gov-
ernment was meant to help
small businesses but it obvi-
ously is not at ground level. At
ground level, the Councils are
putting up our rates, the land-
lords putting up our rent, and
we are all drowning. 

I just do not get it that Coun-
cils prefer businesses to shut
down rather than being rea-
sonable with rates. If our shop
which is in a secondary posi-
tion and not on a high street
is paying so much, then I can
only imagine what other shops
are being charged and I find
that heart breaking for small
businesses to be pushed to
such a limit. Why Councils pre-
fer to have empty shops than
small businesses is anyone’s
guess but I can only imagine
that they want to replace these
small businesses with larger
chains like every other High
Street. 

Slowly the small business-
es are being closed down and
the betting shops, pawn shops
and charity shops are moving
in as soon as they can – it
makes no sense to lose the
heart of the high street to a

handful of chain shops. We
see it time and time again; the
Costa coffees, the Tesco
Xpress, the betting shops, all
taking over where once stood
the specialised shops such as
the glazier or the shoe repair-
er or other useful souls. We
are becoming so uniformed in
what we are given to wear,
given to eat and given to trade,
that we are in fact becoming
zombies - all alike. 

It is frightening how little
anyone cares really in the
Council or in the Government;
nobody cares as the small
businesses close their doors
at an alarming rate and no
matter how hard you work,
you cannot make ends meet.
Not a good sign, yet a lot of
us are optimistic that it will
‘change soon’ for the better
and hope that we can ride this
worldwide depression. Hope-
fully many of us can and for
those of you who work in the
council rates department, if
you are listening, you have got
all your priorities wrong, you
are killing off individuality and
turning your high streets into
nothing but offices, charity and
betting shops, instead of pre-
serving unique and specialist
shops. You need to buck up
your ideas and save your
shops before it’s too late,
before every single high street
looks exactly the same as any
other high street.

Although they are both passion-
ately in love 19-year-old Sulli-
van decides to go travelling in
South America for year which
makes Camille feel desperate
and totally helpless. Then the
action moves four years later
with Camille now being a dedi-
cated architect student but still
lacking in self esteem. When
she meets well known architect
Lorenz (Magne-Havard Brekke)
her confidence begins to grow... 

It is a tender love story beau-
tifully filmed and acted. Creton
is simply superb as the fragile
heroine still in love with her first
boyfriend despite the passing
of time.

American Pie: Reunion

This is a brilliantly funny re-
union in the best of the series. 

Ten years after their first
gross adventure the friends are
returning to East Great Falls for
their high-school reunion. Jim
(Jason Biggs) and Michelle
(Allyson Hannigan) are now
married with a child while Finch
still longs for Stffler’s mum
(Jennifer Coolidge). And Stiffler
(Seann William Scott) is as
immature as ever... It is good
to see these totally unchanged

characters get back together
but luckily there is more of the
great Eugene Levy this time
round whose ingenious pairing
with Coolidge is a real treat.

Hara Kiri: Death
Of A Samurai

Takashi Miike’s glossy 3D
remake of Masaki Kobayashi’s
1962 masterpiece was a high-
light at last year’s London Film
Festival. The story is exactly the
same as the original as it
follows an elder samurai when
he arrives at Lord Iyi’s manor
requesting to commit suicide
on his property. 

The story is deceptively sim-
ple but develops into a brutal
attack on feudal inhumanity and
honour. It is an impressive and
stylish film but doesn’t come
close to the original which was
a perfect study in building up
atmosphere and suspense. 

Angel And Tony
This charming debut feature

from writer-director Alix Dela-
porte benefits tremendously
from the winning chemistry
between its two leads. Angel
(Clotilde Hesme) arrives at the
seaside town of Normandy
determined to reconnect with
her young son. Tony (Gregory
Gadebois) is a lonely fisherman
still living with his widowed
mother and meets Angel
through a personal ad. They are
the exact opposites but curious-
ly these two misfits connect...

It is a sensitive film with ex-
cellent performances. Recom-
mended!

Monsieur Lazhar

Philippe Falardeau’s prima-
ry school drama was nominat-
ed for this year’s Academy
Award for Best Foreign Film but
lost out to Iran’s “A Separation”.
In Montreal following the tragic
death of a teacher a new arrival
is appointed, the mysterious
and charming Bachir Lazhar
(Fellag). He is a 55-year-old
Algerian immigrant who finds
himself in the middle of a crisis
while going through his own
personal tragedy. 

It is an eloquent film adapt-
ed from a stage play by
Evelyne de la Cheneliere which
provides Fellag with a role to
die for. He is simply superb in
his capacity to convey vulnera-
bility as well as great authority
amongst his pupils.

The Lucky One
Zac Efron is at his illuminating

best in this glossy but senti-
mental drama. He has the
ability to lift this otherwise
average material and make it
quite watchable. He plays U.S
Marine Sergeant Logan Thiboult
who returns from his third tour
of duty in Iraq with a photo-
graph of a woman he doesn’t
even know. He manages to
track her down and soon
begins to work at her family-run
kennel. 

Director Scott Hicks high-
lights the strong sentiment
before the inevitable climax
while Efron shares non-existent
chemistry with Taylor Schilling,
the woman of his dreams.

Safe
10-year-old mathematical

prodigy Mai (Catherine Chan)
is first abducted by the Triad
gangsters who want her to
memorise a secret code before
the Russian mafia kidnap her.
Meanwhile ex-Government
agent Luke Wright (Jason
Statham) reaches rock bottom
after the Russian mafia takes
revenge on his family after he
exposes their dodgy dealings.
But a chance encounter with
little Mai when she escapes
from the Russians gives Luke a
new lease of life... 

It is a decent action thriller
with a suitably broody Statham
who kicks ass like there’s no
tomorrow. The middle section
loses some of its momentum
especially when Mai is briefly
out of the picture but picks up
when she returns for the trilling
climax.

Also out this week:

BEAUTY AND THE BEAST
3D: The 1991 Disney classic
returns to the big screen for the
first time in 3D and is an expe-
rience to be treasured. It is a
perfect film with an excellent
script, catchy tunes (no wonder
it was turned into a big Broad-
way musical) and superb
animation. Not to be missed!

CLONE: This art sci-fi was
first screened at the London
Film Festival over two years ago
under the title “Womb”. It tells
the story of Rebecca (Eva
Green) who goes against her
better judgment when she
decides to clone her beloved
dead husband. Director Bene-
dek Fliegauf shoots this com-
pelling sci-fi story like an Ing-
mar Bergman film with superb
cinematography of an isolated
landscape. Green is magnifi-
cent and so is Matt Smith in the
dual roles of husband and son.

SILENT HOUSE: This is a
remake of the Uruguayan thriller

based on a true story that
happened in a small village in
the late 40’s. Elizabeth Olsen
confirms her rising star status
in the leading role of a young
woman trapped inside her
family’s lakeside retreat. Like
Hitchcock’s “Robe” this in-
triguing thriller was shot like one
continuous real-time take which
is impressive. It is dark and at-
mospheric but not really scary.

LE QUAI DES BRUMES:
Marcel Carne’s 1938 classic
returns to the big screen in a
brand new restored print as part
of the BFI Southbank’s season
on Jean Gabin’s work. He plays
an army deserter on the run,
who falls for the mysterious
Nelly (Michele Morgan) just
before he is about to get on a
ship in Le Havre. It is wonder-
fully atmospheric and very
sensual.

PIGGY: This deeply violent
film tells the story of Joe (Mar-
tin Compston) as easy going
London lad whose life is shat-
tered when his beloved brother
is brutally murdered. He is
unable to cope until he meets
Piggy (Paul Anderson), one of
his brother’s old friends. Kieron
Hawkes’ assured and stylish
direction is wasted because of
his underdeveloped script
which relies more on endless
violent acts in order to make a
statement rather than build his
characters.

DINOTASIA: This is an odd
project from David Krentz and
Erik Nelson treading on David
Attenbourough’s territory but
without his sophistication and
skill. A mixture of animated
action, creature modelling and
drawings plus location photo-
graphy for this labour of love for
the Cretaceous Age. The most
memorable segment is when
mother Pterodactyl pushes her
youngsters out of the nest into
the jaws of crocodiles so they
can learn to fend for them-
selves, otherwise even the
distinct narration of Werner
Herzog can’t rescue this.

AFRICAN CATS: This ambi-
tious true life adventure from
Disney boasts terrific photo-
graphy but is let down by an
overly eager narration from
Patrick Stewart and an over-
blown sentimental score. It
follows these majestic animals
around the Savanna and tells
the stories of a lion cub named
Mara and that of Sita, a proud
cheetah and her five newborns.
It is has taken years to complete
and the result is admirable
despite the studio’s interference
to make it more child friendly. 

OUTSIDE BET: A disap-
pointing film with a strong cast
that includes Bob Hoskins, Jen-
ny Agutter and Rita Tushing-
ham wasted. The time is 1985
during Thatcher’s reign and like
millions seven friends also lose
their jobs. They decide to invest
their redundancy money in a
racehorse and hope for the
best. The first half is like an
episode of “Eastenders” but not
as well written. The dialogue
never rings true and its feeble
attempt to cash in on nostalgia
fails miserably.
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T
he debate about ‘public’ schools and their appropriateness or not

in a modern society has been around multis annis and will no

doubt continue ad nauseam. Whatever your view the semantics

have always fascinated me, after all what in fact is public about a

private school? It is an anomaly that probably goes to the heart of the

argument. Be that as it may the neatly packaged double bill of David

Hare’s South Downs and Terrence Rattigan’s The Browning Version
(Harold Pinter Theatre - formerly The Comedy) shines a bright light

on this most peculiar world of clipped vowels and repressed emotions. 

Both playwrights attended the establishments about which they

write and as such Hare would have received some of the following

advice while at Lancing College - “never challenge the world...neither

seek nor depend on the praises of men...seek to pass through life with-

out attracting the eyes of men”. Putting this to good use Hare has

created an insightful and entertaining play which focuses on the life of

precocious pupil John Blakemore whose superior intellect and wit and

unwillingness to “fit in” result in him being ostracised. This separation

would break many but Blakemore (Alex Lawther is excellent) is made

of sterner stuff and displays a stoic determination and belief that dare

him to challenge his masters. Dealing with his peers is a far easier task.

The prefects don’t take kindly to his tactics though they secretly

admire his rebellious nature which includes wanting to wear a “ban the

bomb” badge. He is a staunch defender of his beliefs whatever the

circumstances and consequently only befriends one other pupil.

However, this friendship does not last when Jenkins (Bradley Hall in

fine form) decides his pal is far too full on for his sensitive nature. 

Hare says his play was written as a tribute to Rattigan and to share

common themes. The Browning Version is always presented as a

double bill and this curtain-raiser was a most pleasing and enlighten-

ing experience even though it ended with many of Blakemore’s

questions left unanswered, which no doubt was Hare’s intent. Perfect

discussion material for the interval which I and my companion execut-

ed in pitch perfect English.

Rattigan’s play has a far more coherent narrative than Hares’ and as

we move seamlessly from the wood panelling of Lancing to the salubrious

environs of Harrow School we are introduced to a most uncomfortable

adult situation. Andrew Crocker-Harris, affectionately known as ‘The

Crock’ by pupils, is married to Millie, an attractive young woman with

an age difference of over twenty years. The naughty mare has been

having her wicked way with the dashing and debonair master, Frank

Hunter. Unbeknown to them both Crocker-Harris knows all about their

misdemeanours but is powerless to intervene.

Nicholas Farrell’s very accomplished central performance is indeed

that of an emotional and psychological crock, teeming with self-doubt

and self-loathing. Yet though we should sympathise with his predica-

ment, director Angus Jackson keeps such a tight rein on the character

that there is a cold, unfeeling nature to it all which rips the heart out

of any fight the old boy might have to confront the transgressors. Instead

he takes it out on the mocking boys.

Anna Chancellor’s portrayal of Millie Crocker-Harris as a selfish

put-upon wife, whose desire for pleasure with her beau even go as far

as inviting him to the family home while her husband is there, is

realised with great precision. She is flabbergasted when she realises

that her husband will not get the pension that she had assumed was a

done deal and as a result her future devious plans would all go up in

smoke. Mrs C-H couldn’t have been paying attention in chapel when told

“The Lord giveth and the Lord taketh away.”

This is a very fine piece of theatre and once you have seen it I would

also urge you to see the film version with Albert Finney in order to get

a different take on Rattigan’s quality material.

It’s 1965 in St Louis and seventeen year old Anna Mae Bullock sings

her heart out in an audition for the enigmatic band-leader Ike

Turner...and the rest is pretty extraordinary. Soul Sister (Hackney
Empire) is jukebox musical number, sorry I’ve lost count of how many

there currently are in town. But this one is utterly shameless and is a buy

one get one free musical extravaganza. You put a coin in the slot and

the talented company and band thump out one hit after the other, with

one glaring omission, Nutbush City Limits. When you consider how

many hits Tina Turner has had it would have been a  monumental

achievement to screw this one up.

Though she doesn’t quite capture Tina’s voice (who could?) and the

acting part of her role is pretty elementary, Emi Wokoma gives a

cracking performance in the role fizzing with energy and charisma that

give her an enormously impressive stage presence. The Ikettes are

probably the campest and most colourful backing singers ever to step

on the beautiful Empire stage and the band step up to the mark with

an explosion of sound that is tight and crisp. The real heart of this

story though is steeped in racism and an abusive relationship, both of

which receive perfunctory attention. Perhaps I’m being a touch too

picky and if you really want to know more about that stuff read one of

the books already written about this infamous relationship or just watch

the biopic. Damn it this is a great night that had them bopping in the

aisles and one that requires more from your hips than your cerebrum.
