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Police to issue first 20 fines
over Downing Street parties

The Metropolitan Police
said on Tuesday that 20
fines would be issued
over gatherings in Boris John-
son’s offices and residence
that broke coronavirus lock-
down rules, sparking fresh
calls for the prime minister to
resign.

Police are investigating
12 gatherings held at Downing
Street and the Cabinet Office in
2020 and 2021 after an internal
inquiry said Johnson’s staff
enjoyed alcohol-fuelled parties,
with the British leader attending
some of the events himself.

The police action confirmed

for the first time that unprece-
dented regulations to protect the
nation from COVID-19 were
broken by officials at the heart of
the government that designed
them.

Recipients of the fines will not
be identified but Downing Street
has previously said it will reveal
if the prime minister receives
one.

Police said further fines were
still possible as they continued
to work through evidence
provided to them by the internal
investigation.

“We will today initially begin
to refer 20 fixed penalty notices

to be issued for breaches of
Covid-19 regulations,” the Met-
ropolitan Police said in a state-
ment.

The fines would technically
be issued by the ACRO Criminal
Records Office.

The statement immediately
reignited anger that had threat-
ened to depose Johnson earlier
this year, when members of his
own party began calling for him
to quit and public trust in his
leadership plummeted.

“Boris Johnson’s Downing
Street has been found guilty of
breaking the law,” said Angela
Rayner, deputy leader of the
opposition Labour Party.

“The culture is set from the
very top. The buck stops with
the Prime Minister, who spent
months lying to the British public,
which is why he has got to go.”

Johnson’s office did not
immediately comment.

Revelations of the gatherings,
many of which took place when
people could not attend funerals
or say farewell to loved ones
dying in hospital due to strict
COVID-19 lockdown rules, were

first reported in late 2021.

At that time, Johnson said all
the rules were followed, though
he later apologised to parliament
for attending one event, which
he said he thought was work
related, and then to Queen
Elizabeth for another at which
staff partied on the eve of her
husband’s funeral.

Fixed penalty notices are
issued to people deemed to
have broken COVID-19 rules.
The penalty for participating in
a gathering of more than 15
people is an £800 fine.

The police said they would
not confirm which events the
fixed penalty notices referred to
as it could lead to the identifica-
tion of the individuals involved.

The police have sent out more
than 100 questionnaires as part
of the investigation to ask staff
to explain their involvement in
the gatherings. Johnson was
among those who received such
a questionnaire.

Police said earlier this month
they had begun to interview
witnesses as part of their inves-
tigation.

Britain apologises for map blunder

he British High Commis-
I sion in Cyprus on Tues-
day released a statement
expressing regret on behalf of
the British Government for
the incorrect, incomplete and
offensive depiction of Cyprus
on amap in arecently published
Ministry of Defence video.

The map of the Republic of
Cyprus omitted the occupied
territories and the Sovereign
Base Areas.

In a statement posted on its
Facebook page, the High Com-
mission spoke of a design error
and said that it had contacted
the government of Cyprus to
explain what had happened.

In its statement, the High
Commission said: “The UK

Ministry of Defence recently
released a video regarding
Ukraine which depicted Cyprus
incorrectly. This was a design
error and does not reflect any
change in UK policy toward the
Republic of Cyprus, a valued
friend and partner of the UK.”

And it added: “A revised
version of the video has now
been issued, with a corrected
map. The UK Government has
contacted the Government of
Cyprus to explain what hap-
pened. We have made clear that
we regret the offence that this
error has caused. We have taken
steps to ensure that there is no
repeat.”

The statement comes just a
day after the National Federa-

tion of Cypriots in the UK wrote
to the Secretary of State for
Defence, the Foreign Secretary,
and the British High Commis-
sioner in Cyprus about the issue.

The Federation's letter said
that the MoD video "seemed
to disregard the sovereignty
and territorial integrity of the
Republic of Cyprus, violating an
obligation under the Treaty of
Guarantee."

The letter also highlighted
that the errors in the map
"would be akin to portraying
the borders of Ukraine as only
the territory over which it has
effective control, thus excluding
the parts that now, sadly, fall
under illegal Russian military
control."

It continued, "Throughout
Russia’s invasion of Ukraine,
Britain has been at the forefront
of the arguments about the
inviolability of borders and the
importance of each independent
state’s territorial integrity. We
entirely agree... the territorial
integrity of Cyprus is indivisible
and cannot be altered by for-
eign invasion or acts of aggres-
sion."

The letter concluded, "We

acknowledge that, at the time
of writing, the video has been
removed from the public domain
and we are grateful that it was
swiftly removed. However, we
feel that an apology is due for
the offence and pain that this
has caused to the UK Cypriot
community.

“We also ask for an explicit
reassurance that the map of
Cyprus does not represent
HM Government policy and that
it will not be repeated in the
future."

In response to the British
High Commission's statement
the President of the National
Federation of Cypriots in the UK,
Christos Karaolis, said: "We
welcome this statement from
the British High Commission
in Cyprus. Yesterday, we wrote
to the Secretary of State for
Defence, Foreign Secretary and
British High Commissioner in
Cyprus to express the disap-
pointment and anger of the UK
Cypriot diaspora.

“We  acknowledge the
Government's regret over this
incident and their appreciation
of the deep offence that it has
caused."

People with a cold
urged to ‘stay home’

eople living in England
P who are suffering from

a cough or a cold will
be urged to 'stay at home' and
to avoid other people under
new Covid-19 guidance. The
guidelines are to be released
by the Government on April 1.

Under the new guidance those
with a respiratory illness, such
as a high temperature or 'who
feel unwell' will be encouraged
to stay home until they feel well
or their temperature has gone.
However, the legal requirement
to self-isolate after a positive
Covid-19 test in England ended
on February 24 and has not been
reintroduced.

But despite the legal require-
ment being lifted those with a
positive Covid test will be en-
couraged to 'try to' stay at home
and avoid people for five days,

when people are most infectious.

If those who test positive do
need to leave their home, they
will be asked to wear a mask,
avoid crowded places and stay
away from those with weak
immune systems. Children who
are unwell and who have a high
temperature are being advised
to stay home and only go back
to school when they no longer
have a high temperature.

The new guidance is part of
the Government's Living with
Covid plans. The plans will also
be updated to say that some
NHS, social care and hospice
staff without Covid symptoms
will be eligible for free tests.

Free universal testing is due
to end on Friday, when venues
and events will no longer be
advised to use the NHS Covid
pass.

Perdios: Summer arrivals to be
same as last year or even better

ourist arrivals will be at
I the same levels as last
year's summer season
and might even be better, Dep-
uty Minister of Tourism Savvas
Perdios said Monday, after a
meeting he had with AKEL
Secretary General Stephanos
Stephanou, who presented his
party’s proposals to boost the
sector.

During the meeting they dis-
cussed ways and means for
Cyprus’ industry to cope with the
consequences of the war in
Ukraine. Cyprus was expecting
a total of 800,000 arrivals from
Russia and Ukraine this season.

Perdios told the press that
this possibility was foreseen at
the end of January, before the
Russian invasion, adding that
the efforts focus on attracting
200,000-250,000 arrivals from
other markets. He said however
that the loss from Russia and
Ukraine cannot be covered from
other markets.

According to the Deputy Minis-
ter, the goal of having a summer
season at the same level as last
year remains feasible. He added
that last year’s performance was

one of the best in Europe and the
Eastern Mediterranean, even if
arrivals from the UK, Israel and
the Scandinavian countries did
not meet the number that were
anticipated.

Perdios said that tourist flows
from these markets are expected
this year and "this is where our
optimism stems from."

Commenting on AKEL'’s pro-
posals he said that they are
approached with an open mind.

As regards local tourism,
Perdios said that a package to
support it will be tabled before
the Cabinet next Wednesday. It
includes funded vacations for
permanent residents from May
until end of July across the island.
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Free mass Covid testing in England
ends 1 April and centres will close

ree Covid-19 testing ends
F in England on April 1 -

and large walk-in testing
centres will close.

The Government announced
that mass testing would end when
it laid out its Living With Covid
plan - and as the test centres
are managed by the Department
of Health and Social Care - that
means they're set to close too.
This will mean that the only way
for most people to get a Covid
test will be to buy a commercially
available lateral flow test.

The walk-in and drive-in testing

sites were set up in the months
after the Covid-19 pandemic
began and meant thousands of
people each day could attend
and get a Covid PCR test. But
the Government's plan is to stop
most testing and says we are in
a position to do so due to "high
levels of immunity" in the popu-
lation and the success of Covid-
19 vaccination.

In February, Prime Minister
Boris Johnson said: "From the
start of April, the government
will end free symptomatic and
asymptomatic testing for the

general public.

"Limited symptomatic testing
will be available for a small
number of at-risk groups."

It was announced earlier this
week that they include:

— Hospital patients who have
symptoms of Covid.

— People who are at risk of
severe Covid-19 who have symp-
toms. These people will be sent
lateral flow tests to keep at home.

— Some workers or residents
of “high risk settings” who have
symptoms. This includes some
care home and hospice staff and
residents, NHS workers and
prison staff.

— Some NHS and social care
staff will continue to get free tests
when they don’'t have symptoms
when there are high rates of
infection in the community.

For everyone else, the only
testing provision available will
be to buy over-the-counter tests
- shops such as Boots are set
to sell them for less than £5.

The Government said high-
levels of immunity in our popu-
lation and progress with medical

therapies had enabled it to ditch
much of the country's Covid test-
ing infrastructure.

In its announcement laying
out the plan, it said: "Thanks to
our hugely successful vaccination
programme, the immunity built
up in the population and our new
antiviral and therapeutics tools,
the UK is in the strongest possi-
ble position to learn how to live
with Covid and end government
regulation."

The official advice is now for
people to exercise "personal
responsibility" if they feel they
might have Covid-19.

"The public are encouraged
to continue to follow public health
advice, as with all infectious
diseases such as the flu, to
minimise the chance of catching
Covid and help protect family
and friends.

"This includes by letting fresh
air in when meeting indoors,
wearing a face covering in
crowded and enclosed spaces
where you come into contact with
people you don’t normally meet,
and washing your hands."

DIKFA Proodeftiki condemns
action of the British MoD

n Monday 28 March,
the British Ministry of
Defence released a film

showing the countries condemn-
ing Russia's invasion of Ukraine.
In place of the Republic of Cyprus,
the British MoD chose to present
a fragmented map of Cyprus'
territories, omitting the occupied
territories and the territories where
British bases are located.

As DIKFA Proodeftiki, although
this particular film appears to have
been withdrawn from the official
accounts of the Ministry of Defence,
we feel strongly the need to un-
equivocally condemn this action
by the British government. No one
has the right to legitimise the
occupation of the territories of the
Republic of Cyprus and to present
the partition of our country as a

fait accompli. This action unfortu-
nately confirms our concerns
about the worrying attitude which
the United Kingdom seems to
have maintained in recent years
with regard to the Cyprus problem.

Such reprehensible actions
naturally find fertile ground and
are further entrenched in the in-
ternational community because of
the continuing impasse in which
the Cyprus problem has been in
recent years. Turkey's intransi-
gence on the one hand and the
criminal manipulations, regres-
sions and supposedly 'new' dan-
gerous ideas of the Anastasiades-
DISY government on the other,
unfortunately lead to the adoption
of such dangerous concepts. Such
negative incidents make even more
urgent the need to resume the

talks in the right framework as
stipulated by the UN resolutions,
in order to find a final solution
that will liberate and reunite our
country and our people, bringing
Turkey before its responsibilities.

As far as we are concerned, as
Proodeftiki, we will continue our
unremitting efforts to develop re-
engagement between the students
of the two communities and to
internationalise the Cyprus prob-
lem in the UK. We stress once
again that the legal territory of
the Republic of Cyprus stretches

Short speeches
were delivered by the President
of NFC UK Mr Christos Karaolis,
President of the Greek Orthodox
Communities Mr. Marios Minaidis,
and Archbishop Nikitas. The Helle-
nic Republic was represented by
the Deputy Head of the Embassy,
Ms. Iphigenia Canara.

The High Commissioner,
delivering the keynote speech of
the day, stressed that "there is no
a la carte law. As clear as it is to
attribute the injustices and respon-
sibilities of the invader to Ukraine,
it is just as clear for Cyprus," and
he said, among other things that:
“Solomo’s lyrics echo the thunde-
rous voice of those who declared
the Greek revolution in the Pelo-
ponnese, on 25 March 1821, the
day of the Annunciation of Virgin
Mary. The message of the spiri-
tual redemption of man is inextri-
cably linked to the redemption of
the nation. On 25 March 1821,
Hellenes were determined to fight
for freedom or face death, declar-
ing war on land and sea to shake
off the Ottoman occupation after
400 years of slavery.

“The contribution of Greek
Cypriots to the revolution of
1821 is also important. Hundreds
of Cypriots went to Greece and
fought side by side with their com-
patriots, sacrificing their lives.
Back on the island, the Ottomans
launched a series of executions,
persecutions, and lootings in

order to stifle the revolutionary
momentum of the Cypriots and
to strike their national conscious-
ness. This includes the culmina-
tion of the Turkish violence, the
hanging of Archbishop Kyprianos,
the execution of three metropoli-
tans and more than four hundred
other prominent Greek Cypriots.

“A century later, Evagoras
Pallikaridis is sacrificed on the
altar of the great ideals of the
nation since he first indelibly carves
them in our souls with his heroic
songs. If the national struggles
of 1821 and 1955-59 have any-
thing to teach us, it is that freedom
is not an easy task. It is a daily
struggle, a collective struggle.
Sometimes it is written in blood
and other times it violates logic.
This is, after all, the content of
self-sacrifice.

“Cyprus, like all of us, has been
watching for the last month with
a heartbreak what the Ukrainian
people are going through after
the illegal invasion of its neigh-
bour Russia. The people of
Cyprus, victims of illegal invasion
and ongoing military occupation
by Turkey for 48 years, are revi-
ving memories and looking at
their open wounds, shouting for
their own freedom.

“We have no illusions. But at
stake is the peace, stability, and
future of our children. President
Anastasiadis remains steadfast
in his commitment and his efforts
to find a solution.”

The President of the National
Federation of Cypriots in the UK,
Mr Christos Karaolis, referred to
the struggle of 1821 and 1955
stating that: “Today we pay tribute
to these heroic figures and take
inspiration from their bravery
and passion for justice and free-
dom. The Cypriot Liberation
struggle of 1955-59 epitomised
the ideals of self-sacrifice, valour,
and patriotism. Whether it was
Grigoris Afxentiou in Macheras;
Kyriakos Matsis in Dikomo; the
4 young men of Liopetri; the 9
heroes who became a shrine
to freedom at the Filakismena
Mnimata after they were hanged
by the British, the courage shown
during that period recalled the
revolutionary spirit of 1821 that
we saw from Athanasios Diakos
in Alamana, Odysseas Androutsos

in Hani tis Gravias, Papaflessas
in Maniaki and many others. We
must never forget their sacrifices,
nor the many men and women
who fought in these struggles for
our freedom, on a size and scale
that we can scarcely imagine
today.

“Today, we are all witnessing
a crucial challenge to world peace,
and to the freedom of a proud
people, with the illegal invasion
of Ukraine by Russia. Our thoughts
and prayers are with the Ukrainian
people. The situation in Ukraine
has reminded all Cypriots of
the illegal invasion experienced
first-hand in 1974, with 200,000
refugees, widespread destruction
and 37% of the island under con-
tinued illegal military occupation.

“Here in Britain, on this solemn
anniversary, our community is
renewing its promises and obliga-
tions: We will continue to support
the people and Government of
the Republic of Cyprus until the
whole of Cyprus is once again
free and we will continue to be
guided by the ideals and timeless
values of freedom, justice, and
democracy.

“The immortal spirit of 1821
and 1955-59 are always the
beacons that illuminate and guide
the efforts of the National Fede-
ration of Cypriots in the UK. May
we strive to do justice to the
legacy of the heroes that we are
here to remember today.”

The President of the Greek
Orthodox Communities Marios
Minaidis in his short greeting
stressed that, "25 March and 1
April symbolise that modern Greek
history has the best to show, a
passion for the supreme good
of freedom, which to win wants
virtue and courage, selflessness,
courage and unity.

“The events in Ukraine also
remind us of the uprooting of
200,000 thousand Cypriots from
their ancestral homes in 1974 by
the Turkish troops who still occupy
40% of the territory of the Repub-
lic of Cyprus. What a pity that the
international community and the
great powers do not show the
same sensitivity for Cyprus as
for Ukraine.”

Thanking the faithful who
attended the eulogy, Archbishop
Nikitas urged the diaspora to

continue to learn and imitate the
spirit of the fighters of 1821 and
1955, and to always have in their
minds and hearts their three
mothers: the mother who gave
birth to them, their church and
homeland.

The short celebratory program,
with songs and poems, was
presented by pupils of Manor
Hill Greek school. Those present
were moved by the students
who whilst holding Greek and
Cypriot flags, performed their
songs and poems.

The celebration was also
attended by Deputy High Com-
missioner Mr Nikolas T. Manolis,
Head of the Defence Office of the
Greek Embassy Captain loannis
Papavlachos, other officials of
the Hellenic Embassy and High
Commission of Cyprus, President
of POMAK Mr Andreas Papaev-
ripides, Director of KEA Dr. Vasiliki
Kouma, Vice President of NFC
UK Mr Michalis Ellinas, General
Secretary of NFC UK Mr Michalis
Kassis, Executive Secretary of
NFC UK Mr Andreas Karaolis,
President of NEPOMAK UK Mr
Andreas Patsalos, Presidents of
the UK branches of the political
parties of Cyprus, Presidents of
member associations, principals
and teachers of community
Greek schools and many of our
compatriots.

icrosoft has spent $69
billion on the acquisition
of the games developer

Activision Blizzard. They make
games like Call of Duty, World of
Warcraft and Candy Crush. The
deal is about providing building
blocks of the metaverse, which
is the new and growing world of
virtual reality. Sceptics suggest it
is an obvious attempt to increase
its market penetration in video
gaming market.

Yet the deal may also be about
something more immediately
relevant to the broader business
world, the growing use of video
games techniques in the work-
place. According to Martin Banks,
a veteran technology commenta-
tor, this could “get close to justify-
ing the investment in its own right.”

The so-called gamification of
work became a hot topic in man-
agement a decade ago. The hope
was that by introducing game

elements, such as rewards and
leader boards, firms could gain
stronger engagement with custo-
mers and employees, encourag-
ing them to buy more and work
better. The excitement faded but
gamification spread steadily not
only in business, but in other fields
from health to education.

“Gamification is more commonly
used than ever. It's hard to find
health, educational or consumer
finance apps that don’t attempt
to use some measure of gamifi-
cation,” said Kevin Werbach, a
professor at the Wharton School
of the University of Pennsylvania
who wrote an influential book on
gamification.

It is widely applied in recruit-
ment, with games used to attract
and assess candidates by emplo-
yers ranging from the secret
services, spy surveillance, spook
networks, GCHQ to PwC and
McKinsey. Amazon introduced

games to improve productivity in
its warehouses, with employees
competing for digital rewards
such as virtual pets, and IBM,
Accenture and the Department
for Work & Pensions have games
to encourage staff to collaborate
and come up with new ideas. |
knew an Executive Partner at IBM
who told me that he’d hooked
up IBM’s A.l. system, Watson, to
try and get it through the first few
rounds of the online interview
process at MI5. It worked.

While most studies suggest
that game elements can improve
productivity, compliance and
engagement, some experts warn
that, if badly designed, they can
foster unhealthy competition, ex-
clusion and resentment. Extreme
forms of gamification can seem
like Big Brother-style mind control.
These concerns came to a head
last year with the flotation of
Robinhood, the US financial app
accused of turning the serious
business of investment into a
video game.

Yet the impact of the pandemic
on the future of work has triggered
a surge of renewed interest in
gamification. The rise in working
from home has made employers
worry about how to engage and
motivate staff. Many bosses worry

about losing creativity sparked
by chance encounters.

Fans say gamification can help
with all these challenges. Saul
Howard, a former Apple software
engineer whose Deep Drama
start-up is developing a software
platform for remote working, said
businesses needed to adopt the
language developed by video
games for players to interact over
the internet.

“Many companies, traditional
mainstream organisations, are
waking up to a gamified workplace
and how it would happen in
practice. These companies see
warning indicators in employee
training, engagement and reten-
tion. New software tools and
approaches are needed,” he said.

Microsoft will be a leader in the
field, combining its Teams software
with its growing expertise in
games. It also has virtual-reality
headsets future for business
meetings in the metaverse.

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What is a loss adjuster
and how do they affect my
insurance claim?

ondering what exactly
a loss adjuster does?
Below are answers to

some common questions about
the role of a loss adjuster and
how they can affect your claim.

What does a home insurance
adjuster do?

If you're the victim of a bur-
glary, fire or flood for example
and make a large insurance
claim, your insurance provider
may hire a loss adjuster. They
will assess the damage and
make sure you’re claiming for
the correct amount.

You might assume a loss
adjuster is only interested in
cutting the value of your claim.
But they could find you're
claiming too little and increase
the value of a pay-out.

What do loss adjusters look
for?

After you make a claim, a
loss adjuster will visit your
property as soon as possible.
Their first priority is to assess

whether your insurance policy
covers you for the loss. While
they’re at your home, the loss
adjuster will assess:

« the cause of the incident

 the value of the loss or
damage

* whether you’ve met your
insurance policy’s terms and
conditions

» whether you're claiming for
the right amount

It is common for the loss
adjuster to take photographs
of any visible damage. This
will support their findings and
make sure your claim’s validity
is not questioned later on.

Are loss adjusters impartial?

Loss adjusters work for your
insurance provider. However,
there are impartial industry
bodies who set out codes of
conduct they must adhere to.
These are the Chartered Institute
of Loss Adjusters, the General
Insurance Standards Council
and the Association of British
Insurers.

What'’s the difference
between a loss adjuster
and a loss assessor?

While loss adjusters are
appointed by your insurance
provider, a loss assessor is
someone you can appoint to
liaise with the loss adjuster on
your behalf. Every policyholder
has the right to appoint a loss
assessor, although they tend to
come on board when people
are not happy with the way a
claim is going.

What can | do to speed up
the claim process?

You can help to speed up the
claim process by giving your
loss adjuster receipts for any
lost or damaged items, as well
as any emergency repair work
you've had done.

It's important not to throw
anything away until you've
spoken to your insurance pro-
vider and the loss adjuster
has visited. Every example of
damage is evidence support-
ing your claim.

Can a loss adjuster mean
my claim is rejected?

In some circumstances, a loss
adjuster can collect information
that results in your insurance
provider rejecting your claim.

Reasons for this might include:

* not having the right level of
insurance cover

* withholding information

« the cause of your claim being
wear and tear — something that
isn’t covered by home insurance

* not adhering to the terms
and conditions of your policy

To avoid having your insur-
ance claim rejected, make sure
you keep your home insurance
policy up to date and have
enough cover to suit your
needs.

More than 100 Haringey households turn
to solar panels amid energy bill crisis

ore than 100 Haringey
households have had
solar panels installed to

help tackle soaring energy bill
costs.

The Mayor of London, Sadiq
Khan, revealed more than 1,500
homes across London were now
part of the affordable renewable
energy project.

Solar panel installation could
reduce household electricity bills
by 30-50%. With energy prices
increasing to record levels, now
is a better time than ever to invest

in solar to get cleaner energy and
save money on bills.

An installation through the
Mayor’s Solar Together initiative
is a third cheaper than the typical
market price. For an eight-panel
system — the most common sys-
tem installed — customers have
saved an average of £3,504.

Mr Khan said that hundreds
more installations are booked in
over the coming months which
are “critical for both tackling the
climate emergency and helping
to reduce household energy bills.”

Energy bills in the UK are set
to climb by £693 to an average
£1,971 in April, after regulator
Ofgem announced in February
it was lifting the price cap putting
more pressure on those struggling
with the rising cost of living.

Recent increases in energy
bills have pushed an estimated
75,000 Londoners into fuel
poverty. The latest Office of

National Statistics (ONS) figures
show thatin 2019, 19,798 house-
holds in Haringey and 20,946 in
Enfield were living in fuel poverty.

Last month the Mayor
announced he is committing a
record £90 million through green
bonds to unlock more than £500m
in private investment to support
low carbon projects, create green
jobs and move closer to his
target of a zero-carbon capital
by 2030.

Local London Assembly
Member, Joanne McCartney AM,
said: “Energy, rent and food
prices continue to soar, people
are struggling to pay for essen-

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Summary of the Spring Statement 2022

Introduction

Spring loaded Solutions
or half-measures?

Two years to the day after the
commencement of the first UK
lockdown in response to the surge
of COVID-19 cases throughout
the country, Chancellor Rishi
Sunak delivered his Spring
Statement to Parliament.

While the Government has
essentially declared victory over
the pandemic, the public finances
still don’t appear all that positive
— even when you keep in mind
that 2020 marked the largest
annual fall in GDP recorded in
the UK in 300 years (9.9%).

The following report summari-
ses some of the main announce-
ments made by Chancellor on
23 March 2022.

Main
announcements

Income tax to 19% from 2024

In  the biggest surprise
announcement of the day, the
Chancellor announced that the
basic rate of income tax will be
slashed from 20% to 19% as of
2024.

While heralding the move as a
“tax cut for workers, pensioners,
and savers”, he emphasised the
fact that this will also represent
the first time in 16 years that the
basic rate has been cut.

NICs threshold increase
Despite confirming that the

1.25% increase to NICs will go
ahead as planned in April, the
Chancellor also announced that
the threshold at which people
have to start paying NICs will
rise by £3,000 from the 2021/22
level.

The new NICs threshold will
be £12,570 and will come into
effect from July, bringing the
NICs and income tax threshold
in line.

There are also changes to the
threshold levels for NICs that

self-employed people will have
to pay. As the changes do not
take effect until 6 July in the
2022/23 tax year, an apportioned
annual threshold has been
calculated so that the benefit
received by the self-employed
is in line with employees. By
2023/24, the threshold at which
employed and self-employed
people start paying NICs and
income tax will be aligned at
£12,570.

Fuel duty cut

After much speculation in
recent days over whether or not
the Chancellor would cut fuel
duty in an attempt to combat the
astronomical increase in the
cost of both petrol and diesel,
Sunak announced his intention
to cut fuel by “not 1, not 2, but
by 5p per litre.”

The fuel duty cut, which applies
to both petrol and diesel fuels,
will knock about £3.30 off the
cost of filling a typical 55-litre

family car, according to the RAC.
The new duty will come into
effect from 6pm on Wednesday
23 March.

But, while that may be seen
as a marginal gain by motorists
across the UK, the OBR com-
mented: “Higher global oil prices

have already raised fuel prices,
which contribute almost 0.9 per-
centage points to inflation in the
second quarter of 2022, even
after incorporating the impact of
the cut in fuel duty announced
in the Spring Statement”.

VAT on energy-efficient
home improvements

One way households can keep
their energy usage, and there-
fore their energy bills, down is
to put in place energy-saving
instalments, like solar panels,
heat pumps or insulation.

In 2019, the scope of the VAT
reduced rate for energy saving
materials (5%) was restricted to
comply with EU law as the UK
rules were found to go beyond
what was permitted.

For the next five years, how-
ever, as the Chancellor set out
in the Spring Statement, home-
owners installing such materials
will pay no VAT at all.

He added that the Govern-
ment would overturn the EU’s
decision to take water and wind
turbines out of the scope for
reduced VAT so that they will
also benefit from no VAT.

Employment allowance
increase

Finally, the Government is
expanding support to small
businesses by increasing the
employment allowance from
£4,000 to £5,000 per year, which
will save employers an extra
£1,000 in NICs.

Upcoming
Changes

As part of the Chancellor’s

speech, Sunak announced
several reforms and measures
coming in the near future, with
details of the changes we can
expect to be revealed in the
Autumn Budget.

Business investment
tax reform

In light of economic pressures
on businesses, and with the
current super deduction due to
end in April 2023, the Govern-
ment is looking at potential tax
reforms to encourage business
investment.

Any changes will be
announced in the Autumn
Budget 2022 following consul-
tation with businesses, but the
main options under considera-
tion are:

e increase the annual invest-
ment allowance permanently,
for example to £500,000

e increase writing down
allowances for main and special
rate assets from 18% to 20%,
and from 6% to 8%

e introduce a first-year allow-
ance of, for example, a deduction
of 40% and 13% in the first year
of expenditure, with standard
writing down rates applying after
that

e introduce an additional
first-year allowance of 20% in
the first year, on top of standard
writing-down allowances on
100% of the initial cost over
subsequent years.

e introduce full expensing,
allowing businesses to write off
the costs of qualifying investment
in one go.

R&D tax relief
Following a paper published
in autumn 2021, the Govern-

ment has confirmed its plans to
reform R&D tax relief.

From April 2023, all cloud
computing costs associated with
R&D, including storage, will
qualify for relief.

The relief has also been
focused on work carried out in
the UK, although expenditure
on overseas R&D activities can
still qualify.

The definition of R&D for
the purposes of tax relief will
also be expanded, as pure
mathematics will be included as
a qualifying cost.

Training and the
apprenticeship levy

In his speech, the Chancellor
noted the need for improve-
ments to adult technical skills,
as UK employers spend “just
half the European average on
training their employees.”

The Government said it
“recognises that employers have
frustrations” with the current
apprenticeship levy system and
is looking at how “more flexible
apprenticeship training models
can be supported”.

It will also consider whether
further intervention is needed to
encourage employers to offer
training, including assessing
the current tax system and the
apprenticeship levy.

The £1,000 increase allows
employers to save more and
will benefit around 495,000
businesses, including 50,000
that will be taken out of paying
NICs and the health and social
care levy entirely.

In total, the Government
expects 670,000 businesses to
pay no NICs and the health and
social care levy because of the
employment allowance.

Garlic mushrooms with Balsamic vinegar

elebrity chef Loulla Astin
Cwas born in Avgorou,

Cyprus but has lived most
of her life in Manchester where
she owned and ran Kosmos
Taverna for 40 years.

Loulla appeared regularly on
ITV, Carlton and Sky and was a
Resident Chef on Granada TV'’s
The Afternoon Show. She even
recorded her own 52-part TV
series titled Simply Greek.

This week, Loulla shares her
recipe for Garlic Mushrooms
with Balsamic vinegar, a deli-
cious vegan dish for Greek
Orthodox Lent.

It's a very easy and quick dish
to make and tastes absolutely
delicious. It's can be enjoyed as
a light lunch or serve with rice
or Pourgouri (cracked wheat
pilaff) for a main meal.

Ingredients (serves 4):

1/2 virgin olive oil

1 large onion, sliced

4 cloves garlic, finely chopped
or grated

600g bottom mushrooms

1/2 glass white wine

1 tbsp Balsamic vinegar

1 tsp sugar (optional)

1/2 tsp oregano

Freshly ground black pepper

Sea salt

2 tbsp chopped parsley

Crusty bread, sliced and
toasted

Method:

Heat the olive oil in a large
frying pan. Add the sliced onions
and fry them for 5 minutes until
brown, then add the garlic and
cook for another minute.

Mix in the sliced mushrooms
and fry until most of the juices
evaporate (do not add salt).

Pour the wine and allow to
come to the boil, then add the
oregano, Balsamic vinegar and

sugar if you are using it, and
season with oregano, freshly
ground black pepper and a little
salt.

Simmer the mushrooms for
about 10 minutes.

Mix the parsley and serve
with toasted crusty bread.

In masters’ hands

FILM OF THE WEEK
True Things

Harry Wootliff made a huge
impression a couple of years ago
with her award winning feature
film debut ONLY YOU - a beauti-
fully observed modern love story.
Now Woolliff adapts Kay Davies’
2010 novel “True Things About
Me” and follows the story of Kate
(Ruth Wilson), an extremely bored
office worker at an unemployed
job centre, whose life takes an
unexpected turn when a charis-
matic stranger enters her world.
Blond (Tom Burke) is fresh out
of prison and meets Kate at her
office when he attends seeking
work. There is a strong sexual
chemistry between the two stran-
gers at first sight and Kate is
prepared to neglect her job duties
in order to fulfil her desires...

Ruth Wilson is outstanding as
the free spirited, sexually liberated
civil servant and shares a power-
ful chemistry with Burke, who is
also excellent as the dangerously
attractive stranger. Hayley Squires
provides strong support as Ruth’s
colleague Alison, exasperated
with her friend’s totally irrespon-
sible behaviour at work. Woot-
liff's direction is subtle, sensitive
and actor friendly. Her engaging
film was one of the highlights
from last year’s London Film
Festival and is very much worth
seeing not just for the spellbinding
performances but also for
Wootliff’s solid direction.

Ambulance

Michael Bay’s overblown
remake is an exercise in excess
whereas the 80 minute Danish
original is an exercise in restraint.

AMBULANCEN made in 2005
goes straight into action and tells
the story of two brothers who
make a bank robbery in order to
pay for their mother’s medical
treatment.

Bay spends over half an hour
introducing multiple characters
before the brothers seek refuge
in an ambulance after their heist
goes terribly wrong. This time it is
Will Sharp (Yahya Abdul-Mateen
II) who needs the money for his
wife and it is his brother Danny
(Jake Gylenhaal) who lures him
into the robbery. The ambulance
nurse Cam (Eliza Gonzalez) is
introduced long before the heist
and becomes a key member
during the runaway.

It is exciting stuff but sadly
Bay never knows when to stop
- explosion after explosion and
its repetitive action becomes
truly tiresome by the end. See
the original on Netflix instead!

The Bad Guys

This enjoyable caper anima-
tion feature boasts fun, crazy
characters and provides solid
family entertainment. It is based
on the New York book series and
follows the story of notorious
criminals Mr Wolf, Mr Snake,
Mr Piranha, Mr Shark and Ms
Tarantula as they prepare for
another challenging heist. But
after they get caught they need
to prove to Professor Marmalade
that they are good citizens after
all...

It is a bright, colourful, full of
energy, an adventure told with
originality and with a couple of
genuine twists for good measure.
The voice work is good particu-
larly from Sam Rockwell as Wolf,
Awkwafina as Tarantula and
Richard Ayoade as the Professor.

Cries And
Whispers

Ingmar Bergman’'s 1972
classic is screening at selected
cinemas including the BFI
National Film Theatre as part of
a Liv Ullmann retrospective
called FACE TO FACE. The
Norwegian actor, director and
writer has collaborated with
Bergman on several occasions
and here Ullmann shines as
Maria, one of three sisters, who
returns to the family’s rural home
along with her other sister Karin
(Ingrid Tulin) in order to spend
some time with their dying sibling
Agnes (Harriet Andersson).

A fascinating portrait of a
family in crisis where past
secrets and uncomfortable mem-
ories are revealed. Bergman’s
intelligent direction is perfectly
complimented by Sven Nykvist's
striking cinematography while
Ullman is as luminous as ever
amongst a stunning ensemble
of actors.

Coach To Vienna

A classic from director Karel
Kachyna made in 1966, which
still stands as one of the most
harrowing and striking films
from the Czech New Wave.

start a new theatre company

in the current climate so the
pressing concem is how to ensure
it gets off to a good (meaning
profitable) start. It helps if the
actor setting it up is a household
name and the choice of inaugu-
ral play is certain to guarantee
bums on seats. So it is with the
Nigel Havers’ Theatre Company
currently on tour with Noel
Coward’s comedy of manners
Private Lives (Yvonne Arnaud
Theatre). It also helps that the
production’s co-star is Patricia
Hodge, two acting “national trea-
sures” (two septuagenarians

I t seems counterintuitive to

in fine fettle) tempting us into
auditoria all round the country
and seemingly packing them in.

This is Coward’s acerbic wit
at its best, a scathingly vitriolic
study of the rich and reckless in
love. Elyot (Havers) and Amanda
(Hodge), who were once married,
find themselves in adjoining
rooms in the same hotel on the
French coast, both on honey-
moon with their new partners.
Their initial horror quickly eva-
porates and soon they're sharing
cocktails and a romantic sere-
nade. You can smell the disaster
waiting to happen but in the
master’s hand it becomes a
hilarious romp as he punctuates
the comedy with subtle and
nuanced criticism of the privileged.

Havers has made a whole
career of being a WYSIWYG
performer, what you see is what
you get, with his voice being a
distinctive characteristic. The
last time | saw him in on stage
he was playing himself in panto-
mime, doing very little but get-
ting lots of laughs. Here he was
being his debonair and amusing
self, his Elyot a man who oozes
self confidence, perhaps a little
to suave for his own good but
the perfect foil for the real star.
Hodge is also easily recognis-
able but she is a very talented
performer and somewhat up-
stages Havers with her portrayal
of Amanda. Brilliantly capricious
this is a woman who flits between
moods on a whim. Nevertheless
together these two veterans give
value for money are are very
much at home with this material.

The supporting cast are also

excellent with Aicha Kossoko’s
Louise, Amanda’s French
housekeeper, particularly tres
amusant. When she disagrees
or disapproves she is unstop-
pable with a hilariously hyper-
bolic tone. A fine production with
deft light touch direction by
Christopher Luscombe in which
the master’s words shine like
a beacon.

And Sotira Kyriakides is
similarly in awe of a maestro...

Mention the name Mikis
Theodorakis you immediately
think of a musical master. As

His
renouncing of oppression of any
kind and his espousal of freedom
was especially inspiring in the
context of a war and refugees
fleeing for our lives.

But Theodorakis’ career, as
this magnificent concert by the
Mikis Theodorakis Orchestra
(Barbican) reminded us once
again, embraced much more
than the political activism that
continues to give hope and
courage to so many. His film
score for ‘Zorba the Greek' is
a celebration that, with its joyful
abandon, communicates across
cultures. He has also composed
chamber music, symphonies
and operas, in addition to a vast
catalogue of over 1,000 songs.

The evening was a marvellous
ode to his musical genius. The
orchestra that bears his name
continues to do him proud even
after his death last September
at the grand old age of 96.
Founded in 1997, it is made up
of musicians who have worked
with him, and once again paid
him marvellous tribute. Special
mention must be made of the
two amazing bouzouki players,
Athanasios Vasilas and loannis
Matsoukas. Singers Dimitris
Mpasis and Margiola Savveria,
who both have a long asso-
ciation with Theodorakis’ work,
proved what accomplished
artists they are. Altogether, an
inspiring and moving event,
as befits a musical legend.
