She had hoped to
become prime minister, but was
forced to bow out of the race at
the last minute on Monday after
failing to get the backing of
enough MPs, leaving Mr Sunak
as the only person in the race.

Dominic Raab has been ap-
pointed deputy PM and justice
secretary. The loyal supporter of
Mr Sunak has been handed his
old jobs back, having held them
under Boris Johnson. One of
the most pressing challenges
he faces is reducing backlogs
in the courts.

Grant Shapps, who was
drafted in to replace Ms Braver-
man as home secretary six days
ago, has been appointed as
business and energy secretary.

Meanwhile, Michael Gove has
been given his old job of levelling-
up secretary three months after
being sacked by Boris Johnson.

Steve Barclay has been ap-
pointed health secretary taking
over from Therese Coffey.

Ms Therese Coffey has been
appointed environment secretary.

Gillian Keegan becomes sec-
retary of state for education and
is the fifth person to hold this role
in just over a year, following the
sacking of Gavin Williamson last
September.

Kemi Badenoch has been re-
appointed as international trade
secretary. She is also minister
for women and equalities.

Simon Hart has been appointed
chief whip — he is in charge of

party discipline, telling Tory MPs
how they should vote on certain
issues.

Mel Stride has been promoted
into the cabinet as work and
pensions secretary.

Nadhim Zahawi has been
appointed Conservative Party
chairman.

Michelle Donelan, a loyal
Sunak supporter, has kept her job
as secretary for digital, culture,
media and sport.

Alister Jack is keeping his job
as Scotland secretary, a post
he has held since July 2019.

David TC Davies, the Wales
minister since 2019, has been
promoted to Wales secretary,
taking over from Robert Buck-
land who resigned on Tuesday.

PM pledges to fix Britain’s
many problems

Rishi Sunak said on Tuesday
he was not daunted by the scale

of the challenge as he became
Britain’s third prime minister in
two months, pledging to restore
trust, rebuild confidence and lead
the country through an economic
crisis.

The 42-year-old, who has only
been in elected politics for seven
years, has been tasked with
bringing an end to the infighting
and feuding at Westminster.

“| fully appreciate how hard
things are,” he said outside the
prime minister’s residence at
Downing Street where he
shunned the normal tradition of
standing with his family and
political supporters.

“I understand too that | have
work to do to restore trust, after
all that has happened. All |
can say is that | am not daunted.
| know the high office | have
accepted and | hope to live up
to its demands.”

Sunak, one of the richest
men in parliament, is expected
to slash spending to plug an
estimated £40 billion hole in
the public finances created by
an economic slowdown, higher
borrowing costs and a six-month
programme of support for
people’s energy bills.

Economists and investors
have said Sunak’s appointment
will calm markets, but they warn
that he has few easy options
when millions are battling a cost
of living crunch.

“I will place economic stability
and confidence at the heart of
this government’'s agenda,” he
said, shortly after he accepted
King Charles’s request to form
a government.

“This  will mean difficult
decisions to come.”

He also vowed to put the
public’s need above politics.

Sunak has warned his col-
leagues they face an “existential
crisis” if they do not help to steer
the country through the surging
inflation and record energy bills
that are forcing many households
and businesses to cut back
spending.

Britain’s youngest prime
minister for more than 200 years
and it's first prime minister of
Indian origin, replaced Liz Truss
who resigned after 44 days
following a “mini budget” that
sparked turmoil in financial mar-
kets.

He will now need to review all
spending, including on politically
sensitive areas such as health,
education, defence, welfare and
pensions.

President pressed
over who he supports
in 2023 elections

he internal DISY rift was

I further exposed during

a recent debate after

party leader and presidential

candidate Averof Neophytou

called on President Nicos

Anastasiades to clarify his

position over who he supports
in the elections.

“I'm always honest, and to be
honest tonight as well: doubt
has been cast,” Neophytou said,
emphasising that these doubts
have arisen via statements
made in public.

The reaction to Neophytou’s
comments on Monday night’s
Sigma debate — and the lack
of a response, so far, from the
president — has further fanned
the flames.

There has been sharp
media reaction to Neophytou’s
comments on the president’s
stance, most noting how direct
they were.

Neophytou was spurred on
when the presenter asked him
about comments he made last
Thursday — in which he said
that: “We're all aware that that
my candidacy is faced with an
elephant in the room, which is
named Nikos Anastasiades.”

‘Do you feel that Nikos
Anastasiades is undermining
your candidacy?” the presenter
asked.

The presenter also prefaced
the question by referring to
previous comments made by
the president, in which he said
that he will have influence over
whomever of the three main
candidates win the election as
they are all previous colleagues.

Neophytou replied: “The
person with the responsibility
to clear this up is no one else
other than the president.”

He also bristled at the
president’s characterisation of
Christodoulides as a colleague,
arguing that the candidate is
undermining DISY.

Asked whether he is sour over

the way the president and the
presidential palace has handled
the elections, Neophytou said:
“I’'m not a person who displays
emotions, but a person who
records the facts.”

Anastasiades recently cited
his institutional role as president
— as being above party politics
— for not leaning too much into
the upcoming elections. But
others have claimed that he
was in fact more involved in
previous elections during his
presidency, therefore interpre-
ting a lack of energy this time
around as being a lukewarm
endorsement of Neophytou.

Some have interpreted Anas-
tasiades as looking towards
healing potential rifts within the
party following the elections.
That means leaving the doors
open for the sizeable chunk of
the DISY electorate which is
likely to vote for Christodoulides.

Neophytou, however, said
that we are “putting up with” a
political paradox, in a candidate
claiming to be DISY, an inde-
pendent and a candidate of the
centre ground but then criticizes
the government in which he
served as corrupt.

Local media was awash with
speculation that Neophytou
may have made the comments
as a deflection tactic, as should
he lose the election to Christo-
doulides — who is strongly
favoured in the polls, the DISY
leader could then shift blame
to Anastasiades.

Polls released last week by
CyBC reaffirmed that Christo-
doulides looks set to wipe
the floor with his rival in the
February elections.

Irrespective of the questions,
Christodoulides consistently
topped the charts. He was
the most popular candidate at
55%, with Andreas Mavro-
yiannis and Averof Neophytou
trailing at 37% and 35%, res-
pectively.

« Stalling the establishment of
a large photovoltaic park in the
buffer-zone, as the Turkish Cypriot
Leader wants an agreement bet-
ween states, before proceeding

* Attempts to open offices for

the so-called occupation regime
in a number of countries

* Reports alleging that the
Turkish Cypriot leader has given
the United Nations Peacekeeping
Force in Cyprus an ultimatum to
recognise the regime or to leave
in one month

* Celebrations on the “anniver-
sary” of the illegal opening of
Varosi beachfront in violation of
UN Security Council Resolutions

his year, Haringey Council

I started to introduce
low traffic neighbourhoods
(LTNs) across the borough.
According to the council, these
LTNs are supposed to reduce
traffic. In reality, they simply push
traffic elsewhere, causing chaotic
traffic jams on boundary roads.

These schemes are a threat to
local businesses, and thus, local
jobs. The Bounds Green LTN, for
example, is heavily affecting local
traders on Myddleton Road, which
won the London category of The
Great British High Street Awards
2016, and is also home to many
Cypriot-run businesses.

Whilst speaking to Myddleton
Road traders, | discovered the
extreme extent to which the
Bounds Green LTN is damaging
small businesses.

Vrisaki, a well-known Greek
restaurant, has suffered a

catastrophic loss of trade, with
the owner telling me: “We (the
restaurant) are 50% down.”

Due to the LTN, the once
bustling restaurant was almost
empty on Saturday evening.

| also spoke to Safron, the
Greek-Cypriot proprietor of
The Lymphatic Therapy Lounge.
Safron provides lymphatic therapy
to her clients, helping them to
relieve pain and various other
symptoms. As with all traders
on Myddleton Road, Safron has
been subject to an acute reduc-
tion in trade as a result of the
LTN. Clients that profoundly
benefit from her treatments are
also suffering because travelling
to the businesses has been
rendered unviable for many of
them due to the LTN.

The future of Myddleton Road
has been cast into uncertainty.
Shops and restaurants - both

new and old - are being destroyed
by the devastating loss of trade
which has been induced by the
council’s reckless decision to
implement LTNs across Haringey.

Whilst local businesses are on
the brink of collapse, local workers
and shopkeepers are also at great
risk of losing their livelihoods,
and therefore their ability to feed
themselves and their families.
Low traffic neighbourhoods simply
must be abolished!

Despite observing the chaos
that existing LTNs are causing,
the council has not abandoned
its deplorable scheme to imple-
ment more, with the new Bruce
Grove West Green LTN sched-
uled to launch on November 1.

It is obvious that our elected
councillors in Haringey are simply
unphased by the tragic effects
their schemes are inflicting upon
residents and small businesses.
Voters are undoubtably experi-
encing an overwhelming sense
of betrayal.

We must all stand up for our
local communities and oppose
the low traffic neighbourhoods
that are destroying them!

Low Traffic Neighbourhoods
are groups of residential streets,
bordered by main or distributor
roads, where measures are put
in place to discourage or restrict
the use of motor vehicles. Some
are temporary, while others are
permanent.

It remains possible for residents
and delivery drivers to use the
streets, but it’s harder or impos-
sible to drive through from one
main road to the next.

Most LTNs use so-called modal
filters to stop vehicles driving
beyond a certain point. These are
placed at strategic points around
the neighbourhood to stop drivers
using the streets as rat-runs.

There are many forms of modal
filters, including bollards, gates,
planters, opposing one-way sys-
tems, bus gates, width restrictions
and school streets - timed sections
of road designed to discourage
parents from dropping off close
to school.

Some LTNs are enforced using
rising bollards and Automatic
Number Plate Recognition
(ANPR) cameras. Others rely on
width restrictions and the assump-
tion that motorists will adhere to
the rules.

The Cult of Reason

‘Nothing? Nothing with come
of nothing. Speak again.’
- King Lear, Act I, Scene 1

The Cult of Reason was
France's attempt at an estab-
lished state-sponsored atheistic
religion, intended as a replace-
ment for Catholicism after the
French Revolution in 1789.

It was officially banned in 1802
by Napoleon Bonaparte with his
Law on Cults.

Opposition to the Roman
Catholic Church was one of the
main causes of the French Revo-
lution. Most of the dechristianisa-
tion of France was motivated by
political concerns. Philosophical
alternatives to the Church were
slow in coming.

The Cult was a mixture of
ideas and activities, and marked
by chaos. Its goal was the per-
fection of mankind through the

attainment of Truth and Liberty,
and its guiding principle to this
goal was the exercise of Reason.

All crosses and statues re-
moved from graveyards, and all
cemetery gates had one inscrip-
tion - "Death is an eternal sleep."

Churches across France were
transformed into modern Temples
of Reason. The largest ceremony
of all was at the cathedral of Notre
Dame in Paris. The Christian altar
was dismantled and an altar to
Liberty was installed and the
inscription "To Philosophy" was
carved in stone over the cathe-
dral's doors.

Many contemporary accounts
reported the Festival of Reason
as a "lurid", "licentious" affair of
scandalous "depravities". These
accounts galvanized anti-revolu-
tionary forces and even caused
many to publicly separate them-
selves from the radical faction.

Maximilien Robespierre, one
of the architects of the French
Revolution, and the Reign of
Terror that followed, scorned the
Cult and denounced the festivals
as "ridiculous farces."

Ancestor cults

There’s a great scene in the
Michael Mann film The Last of
the Mohicans, where the British
are about to be attacked by a
Huron native American tribe. The
Huron hesitate, and start pulling
back. They realise the area is a
burial ground, and the ancestors
don’t have to be their own for
them to respect this sacred earth.
They do not go through with their
attack.

In the novel Christ Recrucified,
by Nikos Kazantzakis, the dis-
placed refugee villagers look for
a new area to re-start their com-
munity. They carry all their pos-
sessions across rocky terrains
and mountain passes: ‘the men
took their tools, spades, picks,
shovels; the old men lifted the
icons in their arms; and then old
grandfather took the lead with
the sack of bones on his back.’
Carrying the bones of your ances-
tors was a connection to the land
which nourished them, with a
hope that a new land will, in time,
nourish us too.

Professor of Religion Francesca
Stavrakopoulou describes stan-
ding stones dating back to the
Early Bronze Age (c. 3100 — 2000
BCE). These stones were iden-
tified with extraordinary beings.
They marked the presence of
deities, or deified ancestors who
stood at the intersection between
humans and ‘otherworldly planes’.
These stones were common fea-
tures of temples and other ritual
spaces. ‘Wherever these sacred
spaces were sited, their stand-
ing stones simultaneously monu-
mentalised, memorialised and
manifested the robust, grounded
presence of the divine.’

These ancient ideas about
divine presence played a crucial
role in shaping the Bible. Some-
thing that has stood the test of
time for over 2,000 years cannot
be simply dismantled. Or if it is
being dismantled, it is not at all
clear what we are heading to-
wards. If the universe is random,
incidental and accidental, that’s
a hard sell to a population hungry
for truth and answers. Reason
is not enough. We don’t derive
morality from facts. How do we
just know right from wrong?

you need public liability insur-
ance. It can cover your business
if it's sued for injury or damage,
so it's popular with tradesmen,
hairdressers, shopkeepers and
many other business types.

Is public liability insurance a
legal requirement?

Public liability insurance isn'’t
compulsory by law, but many
businesses decide that they
need it to protect themselves
from crippling compensation
costs, and also to satisfy the
requirements of potential clients.

As it can protect you if you're
sued by a member of the public,
this insurance is particularly
important if you interact with
customers, suppliers or passers-
by in the course of your work.

You may decide you need
public liability insurance because
you come into contact with third
parties in one or more of these
ways:

» Customers visit your pre-
mises, for example you have a
hairdressing or beauty salon, a
shop or a restaurant

 You work on client sites, for
example you're a tradesman
carrying out work in people’s
homes

* You work in public, for example
you’re a builder, and your work
could potentially cause injury or
damage to someone passing by

Ultimately, it's up to you to
decide whether your business
needs public liability insurance,
although it's worth thinking
about whether you could afford
to meet the cost of a compen-
sation claim if your business was
sued and you didn’t have cover.

It's also worth checking whe-
ther clients or potential clients
expect you to hold a policy.
Local government contracts in
particular will usually say you
need a particular level of public
liability insurance.

Do I need public liability
insurance for a private party?
Public liability insurance
can come in handy no matter
the venue. If you own or are in
charge of the venue - if it's your
business premises, for example
- then public liability insurance
can help pay for legal fees,
medical bills and compensation
claims if someone suffers an
injury during the party. On the
other hand, if your party is at
an external venue then public
liability can help cover the costs
if you or one of your guests
damages the venue or injures
a member of staff by accident.

What is landlord legal cover?

Legal cover is optional cover
you can add to your landlord
buildings and contents insurance.

Legal cover can aid in the
recovery of rent arrears and
provide legal support to defend
a prosecution against you that
arises from you letting your pro-
perty. It can even provide cover
towards any accommodation
costs whilst you are unable to
get possession of your property
and you wish to live there.

What’s included with legal
cover?

Landlord legal cover will
provide you with legal protection
for the following events:

Property damage, nuisance
and trespass - Cover for your
property or contents if are dam-
aged or affected by a public or
private nuisance or trespass.

Repossession - Support with
repossession of your property
where there are legal grounds
to do so.

Rishi Sunak’s first speech as PM
lifts pound against dollar

he pound inched higher

I against the dollar on Tues-

day as traders digested

Rishi Sunak's first speech as

prime minister, and awaited more

details on economic and fiscal
policy.

Sterling climbed more than
0.4% against the US greenback
to $1.1327, holding most of its
gains made since late last week
when Liz Truss announced her
resignation. Against the euro it
was up 0.4% at 87.12p.

The British currency has now
recovered from the shock of the
mini-budget last month, trading
at the same level as it was when
Kwasi Kwarteng stood up to read
his speech in the Commons.

It came as Sunak, one of the
wealthiest politicians in West-
minster and the youngest UK
PM for 200 years, was sworn
in as prime minister.

The 42 year-old met with
King Charles earlier in the day,
before speaking outside of 10
Downing Street.

"Right now our country is facing
a profound economic crisis. The
aftermath of COVID still lingers,"
he said, adding that he would
place "economic stability and
confidence at the heart of this
government's agenda."

But he warned: "This will mean
difficult decisions to come."

“But you saw me during Covid
doing everything | could to
protect people and businesses
with schemes like furlough. There
are always limits, more so than
ever, but | promise you this, | will
bring that same compassion to
the challenges we face today.”

He also paid tribute to former
PM Liz Truss, who lasted six
weeks in the job, saying that she
was not wrong to want to improve
growth in this country, but that
"mistakes were made".

"Not born of ill will or bad
intentions, quite the opposite.
But mistakes nonetheless," he
said, adding that he was focussed
on fixing the errors made.

He is expected to keep Jeremy
Hunt as chancellor, who will

deliver a budget on 31 October.

Meanwhile, UK gilts also
extended their gains, now back
at levels last seen on the 22
September just prior to the mini-
budget, after posting the biggest
daily drop in yields in 30 years.
The yield on 10-year government
bonds dipped three basis points
to 3.7%.

Earlier on Tuesday, Liz Truss
also made her resignation
speech. Speaking outside 10
Downing Street, she said: “It
has been a huge honour to be
prime minister of this great
country, in particular to lead the
country in mourning the death
of Her Majesty the Queen after
70 years of service and the
accession of his Majesty King
Charles IIl.”

Truss only took office on 6
September. She cited her short-
lived administration’s accom-
plishments as supporting house-
holds and businesses with energy
bills and reversing the planned
rise in national insurance tax, one
of the only tax cuts that remained
from the package of fiscal policies
she was forced to reverse after
market chaos.

Standing by her decisions,
she said: “We simply cannot
afford to be a low-growth coun-
try where the government takes
up an increasing share of our
national wealth and where there
are huge divides between differ-

ent parts of our country.

“We need to take advantage
of our Brexit freedoms to do
things differently. This means
delivering more freedom for
our own citizens. And restoring
power to democratic institutions.
It means lower taxes so people
can keep more of the money
that they earn. And it means
delivering growth that will lead
to more job security, higher wages
and more opportunities for our
children and grandchildren.”

Truss’ resignation came just
44 days into her tenure, on 10 of
which government business was
suspended due to the death of
Queen Elizabeth Il. A wave of
Conservative MPs sent letters
expressing a lack of confidence
in her government after she over-
saw a controversial “mini-budget”
that rocked financial markets,
making government borrowing
more expensive and raising
interest rate expectations.

Truss had sacked her finance
minister, reversed the majority
of the proposals and attempted
to reassert her position. But
pressure on her from within the
party continued, particularly
following a chaotic night which
saw the resignation of her inte-
rior minister and reports of MPs
in tears after being “bullied” into
a vote on fracking, which was
seen as a vote of confidence in
the government.

ford), in an evocative ecclesias-
tical setting is yet another excellent
example of Britain’s rich tapestry
of innovative and creative theatre.
Caroline Deviin's compelling adap-
tationis not exactly site specific but
utilises the space and architecture
to dramatic effect. Samuel Collings
takes on the challenge of a one-
man show with superb acting craft
and commitment, obsequious in-
gratiation when Jekyll morphing
into terrifyingly ferocious as Hyde,
the monster living within the self.
The play opens with respectable
society man Gabriel John Utterson
walking the cobbled streets of
Victorian London with his cousin
Richard Enfield, discussing a vio-
lent crime committed by the sin-
ister Mr Hyde, a man with a track
record of horrific behaviour. How
so from a man who is outwardly
a paragon of virtue? There begins
the contemplation of right and
wrong, choice and predestination
and perhaps most importantly
body and soul. Playing all the roles
is some feat and Collings skilfully
brings the various characters to
life giving each a particular quirk,
voice or facial expression with
moments of amusement breaking
the tension. Mark Dymock’s
impressive lighting, coupled with
Matt Eaton’s tumult of sound,
when Jekyll's experiments take
a turn for the worse and we first
hear Hyde’s incorporeal voice,
are superbly executed. That voice
becomes flesh and we encounter
the contorted writhing man out of
control. The transformation is com-
plete and the monster takes its
form. Afrightening, yet pitiful sight.
Ahuge crucifix hangs over the
action offering forgiveness should
Hyde change his hide but ultima-
tely it is his failure to control the
science that kills Jekyll taking his
own life after he has written a
letter, ‘under the influence of the
last of the old powders’ that des-

cribes what he has done, thereby
preventing the monster from taking
control. A seventy minute gem.

Light of Passage (Royal
Opera House) is the ambitious
and impassioned new ballet
choreographed by Crystal Pite,
with music by Henryk Mikolaj
Gorecki.

Similar to
Tupokaurepn, a spicy feta dip, it
requires just a few simple ingre-
dients and is very quick and easy
to make.

Ingredients:
400g Greek feta cheese
100g Greek yogurt
2 tablespoons of fresh milk

4 teaspoon lime zest
2-3 tablespoons virgin olive oil

Method:

Wash feta well and crumble
with your hands or use a fork to
break it up.

Transfer all the ingredients
to a blender, food processor or
even use a hand held electric
whisk, and whip for at least 3-4

minutes until light and fluffy.
Blend until the feta is smooth
and creamy.

If the cream is too thick, add
a little more olive oil. Taste and
adjust seasoning; if necessary
add more honey.
