rime Minister Rishi
PSunak said on Monday

his plan to stop migrants
arriving in small boats had
reduced crossings by 20%,
an update he hopes will ease
criticism from his party and
in the country over immigra-
tion policy.

Sunak, who is expected to
lead his governing Conservative
Party into a national election
next year, has promised to “stop
the boats” from crossing the
English Channel as one of his

five pledges after he was pro-
pelled to power in October last
year.

But he has been criticised by
members of his own party and
the public for not moving quickly
enough, with people protesting
about the housing of hundreds
of migrants in hotels after record
numbers arrived in Britain last
year.

“In the five months since |
launched the plan, crossings are
now down 20% compared to last
year,” Sunak told a news con-

ference in southern England.

“The plan is working,” he said,
adding his government was not
complacent and would work hard
to make sure parliament passed
a new law.

The opposition Labour Party
said Sunak had failed to clear
the backlog of tens of thousands
of asylum claims and that 7,600
people had crossed the English
Channel so far this year — a total
that is likely to increase over the
summer months.

Britain has long struggled to
curb the number of arrivals on its
southern shores, but Sunak is
keen to show his plan of securing
agreements with other European
countries to reduce the numbers
arriving and a toughening of the
country’s stance on immigration
can produce results.

He said a deal with Albania
had meant that Britain was re-
turning more migrants to the
country and that London was
increasing its provision of accom-
modation for those awaiting im-
migration decisions. He said the
government had secured two
new vessels to house migrants

to move them out of hotels.

Sunak said so far this year,
“the number of Albanian small
boat arrivals has fallen by almost
90%” and that Britain was now
accepting one in 50 Albanian
asylum cases compared with
one in five previously.

He urged parliament to pass
his new lllegal Migration Bill,
which will allow for the swift
detention and deportation of
people arriving on small boats
back to their homeland or to
so-called safe third countries
such as Rwanda.

It is now in the upper house
of parliament, where peers could
try to weaken some its provis-
ions.

“This won’t be solved over-
night, and people will continue
to come this summer, which is
why it's so important that we
change the law,” he said.

“My policy is very simple: it is
this country — and your govern-
ment — who should decide who
comes here, not criminal gangs.
| will do what is necessary to
achieve it. | said | would stop the
boats and | meant it.”

President Nikos Christodoulides’ approval rating low

i

ver half of people have
Onegatively evaluated

the government under
President Nikos Christodou-
lides just three months after
taking on the role, a survey
showed.

A poll conducted by Retail-
zoom online with 3,415 partici-
pants showed that 55% of res-
pondents were unhappy with
Christodoulides a mere three
months after taking on the role
of president on February 28,
when he was officially sworn in.

Another 41% of respondents
said that Christodoulides’ gov-
ernment brings no differences
than previous governments,

while 71% believe that the cabi-
net he has appointed is moderate
leaning towards inadequate.

According to the survey, con-
ducted for daily Politis, Christo-
doulides, who had won the elec-
tion with 52% of the vote in the
second round, has now reached
a negative approval rating, with
55% saying they would negatively
evaluate his first three months
as president.

Just over a quarter positively
evaluated his first three months
at 26%, while another 19% were
still unsure.

The results of the study showed
that women were a little more
divided on Christodoulides, with

32% giving him positive feedback
and 47% saying they evaluated
his government negatively.

Men, on the other hand, res-
ponded with an almost two
thirds (63%) negative evaluation
of Christodoulides.

Meanwhile, people also said
that Christodoulides’ govern-
ment is no different than previous
governments in Cyprus, with 41%
of respondents saying it is “one
and the same.”

Another 30% said that the
government was different lean-
ing towards worse than previous
regimes, while 26% said that it
was different and slightly better.

Respondents in Paphos be-
lieved the government was better
(38%), while in both Nicosia
(43%) and Larnaca (45%) said
Christodoulides’ government is
considered worse than previous
ones.

Based on the numbers, most
people also think that Christo-
doulides’ cabinet appointments
fail to meet the benchmark.

Just over a quarter of respon-
dents (29%) said Christodoulides’
cabinet is very good (13%) or
good (16%), while 32% consid-
ered it average, and the majority
(39%) considered it inadequate

(26%) to unsuitable (13%).

UN efforts to bring leaders
together are failing

Meanwhile, attempts by UN
special representative Colin
Stewart to bring Christodoulides
and Turkish leader Ersin Tatar
to a face-to-face meeting, have
so far failed.

Sources told the Cyprus News
Agency (CNA) on Wednesday
that the reason for the failure is
the less-than-positive response
on part of the Turkish leader.

They state that one of Stewart’s
last-ditch efforts is to bring the
two leaders together in the con-
text of a missing persons com-
mittee (CMP) meeting.

Christodoulides and Tatar had
one informal meeting in the
presence of Stewart at the end
of February, before the former
officially assumed his duties as
president. Christodoulides had
extended an invitation to Tatar
for a further meeting, however,
it was not taken up.

In the meantime, Stewart is
expected to have separate meet-
ings with the two leaders before
going to New York in July, where
he will brief the UN security
council on the situation.

Heathrow security staff
to strike on almost every

ecurity staff at
S Heathrow Airport have

announced an escala-
tion of strike action, with
walkouts to take place nearly
every weekend from mid-
June to the end of August.

Members of Unite are
embroiled in a long-running
dispute over pay which led to
industrial action last month
and Easter.

From 24 June, 31 days of
strikes will take place by more
than 2,000 security staff. Offi-
cers from Heathrow terminal 3
are joining the industrial action
for the first time in the coming
dates.

The workers will strike on:

» June 24, 25, 28, 29 and 30

* July 14-16, 21-24, and 28-31

* August 4-7, 11-14, 18-20

and 24-27

The strikes will coincide with
the beginning of the school
holidays and the August bank
holiday.

Heathrow said similar strikes
in recent weeks by campus
security and staff in terminal five
had not been disruptive.

The union said Heathrow
security officers were the high-
est paid before the COVID-19
pandemic but are now paid
between £5,000 and £6,000
less a year than counterparts
at Stansted and Gatwick air-
ports.

Heathrow has said this is un-
true and that Unite is not using
like-for-like comparisons with
airports that require anti-social
working hours and to be on shift
seven days a week.

DISY’s vindictiveness
against Kosta Papakosta
proven by court’s decision

he decision of the Nico-
I sia District Court regard-
ing the detention condi-
tions of the late Kostas Papa-
kostas is a damning condem-
nation of the former govern-
ment ruling forces.
Papakostas was led to his
death by the decisions of the then
Anastasiades-DISY government
and the prison authorities. The
government of DISY and Nikos
Anastasiades, former Justice
Minister lonas Nikolaou and gov-
ernor of the Central Prison Anna
Aristotelous bear a grave respon-
sibility. They have disregarded
guaranteed human rights, the
recommendations and appeals
that were issued by doctors and
even elementary human decen-
cy. We recall that not only was
the seriously ill Kostas Papakos-
tas banned for two years from
having any right to yard time, but
he was even banned from atten-
ding his daughter’s memorial
service.

The exhausting and inhumane
treatment meted out to Kostas
Papakostas — treatment that no
other human being has ever re-
ceived in a similar case — shows
the extent of the pettiness of those
responsible. It also reveals their
vindictiveness, their political ex-
pediency and their authoritarian-
isms, which evidently refer to
other moments in Cypriot history,
when Kostas Papakostas was
defending democracy and the
constitutional order.
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Turkish Cypriot woman says assault
should not cause tension

olice on Tuesday said they were
Plooking for a third person involved in
the assault of a 25-year-old Turkish
Cypriot woman in Ayia Napa over the week-
end for which two Greek Cypriot men, aged
22 and 30, have been remanded in custody.

The latest evidence emerged after scrutiny
of CCTV footage of the incident that occurred
around 3.30am on Saturday, Famagusta
police spokesman Steve Theodoulou told
the Cyprus News Agency (CNA).

The 25-year-old victim, Asia Karaali, mean-
while, in a social media post said she did not
want the incident to cause tension.

“I don’'t want this incident to cause any ten-
sion and animosity between the two commu-
nities,” Karaali’s post read. She added that
police intervened promptly and arrested the
perpetrators, and she thanked all the autho-
rities involved in the incident, both in the south
and in the north.

The spokesman later added that further
analysis of CCTV appeared to show that
during the attack on the woman, a young man
from the Turkish Cypriot group opened the
boot of his car and took out a bat, then rushed

back to the main fracas.

He has been identified and confessed that
he was in possession of such a weapon.
Police are to now form a case against him.

In an earlier post the 25-year-old detailed
what had happened and published a photo
of her face, her broken finger and a video
that appears to record the moment two men
attacked and beat her. The video is mainly
audio without image with a brief flash of two
men before the image becomes scrambled.
In it a male voice can be heard expressing
concern that she had fainted.

Karaali described having gone to Ayia Napa
for a night out with a friend on Friday and
how she was harassed by three men while
leaving.

“They cursed me and punched me in the
face because | said | didn’t want them and
they knew | was Turkish Cypriot from the way
| spoke. | was then thrown from a wall about
two metres high. | don’t remember why |
passed out. Someone who saw it called an
ambulance, but when | went to the hospital,
they told me I had nothing,” the 25-year-old
said in her post.

According to the woman’s account, she
then went to the north and had her teeth
fixed by her dentist, after which she went to
the hospital also in the north, where she was
told that her finger was broken, however, a
certificate that the injury was the result of
assault, could not be issued because the
incident had happened in the south.

Karaali further described how police in
the north told her they could also not help
her and directed her to police in the south,
in Nicosia.

“How can | expect the Greek-Cypriot
government to defend me when my own
Turkish nation does not defend me?” the
woman said.

Details of the ethnicities of those involved
were not initially released by police but came
to light following social media outcry.

In her latest update on social media, the
25-year-old said that she has been called to
report to the police station on Wednesday.

“The criminals have been arrested and |
have been called to the police station tomor-
row... the necessary procedures have been
initiated and as a result of our voices being
heard | will get to report the beating.”

Elsewhere, Karaali stated she would do
everything to stand up for herself for what
had happened, which could have happened
to any woman, and said that throwing some-
one off a wall was essentially a murder
attempt.

President Nikos Christodoulides issued
a statement condemning the incident on
Monday, and Turkish Cypriot leader Ersin
Tatar asked for the bicommunal technical
committee to monitor the case, state broad-
caster CyBC reported.

“Incidents that negatively affect the peace-
ful atmosphere on the island are not accept-
able,” the Turkish Cypriot leader posted on
Twitter.

Tatar also stated that he will closely follow
the developments surrounding the incident.

Christodoulides, meanwhile, communica-
ted with Tatar, condemning the attack.

The president said the episode does not
appear to have been racially motivated, how-
ever, it was to be condemned as unaccept-
able and delinquent behaviour.

Justice Minister Anna Procopiou told CyBC
that the attack was part of a larger societal
problem and escalating prevalence of
aggression. She added that it was important
to note that police had acted swiftly and
brought the suspects to justice well before
any media response.

Sources on Monday initially reported that
the incident began as a confrontation bet-
ween two groups in the context of which the
woman fell from a brick wall.

Police are continuing to investigate the
exact sequence of events.

Is the Manc accent disappearing?

‘But this is Manchester. We
do things differently here.’
— Tony Wilson

A major feature of the ‘Manc’
accent is disappearing — but not
in North Manchester. New linguis-
tics research at The University of
Manchester found that the tradi-
tional ‘Manc’ accent is still going
strong in northern parts of the
city, but is vanishing elsewhere.

Dr Maciej Baranowski looked
for any linguistic evidence for the
popular view that the north Man-
chester accent sounds different
from the one spoken in south Man-
chester. He talked to people from
areas within the M60 motorway,
as well as those to the south, such
as Wythenshawe and Stockport.

He found that the so-called
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‘north-force distinction’ — where
words like four and wore have a
different vowel sound to for and
war —is disappearing in the south
and centre of the city. It has com-
pletely disappeared from the
speech of middle-class Mancu-
nians, so for them, the words in
these pairs sound identical - as
for most speakers of English today.

The Manc accent is a reflex of
Middle English, with a lengthened
vowel before the /r/ in horse, fork,
for, moming, so these words sound
like: hoarse, four-k, four, mourning.

Neighbourhood factor

Although the idea that different
parts of a city sound different is
popular among non-linguists,
there is no evidence for this.

Wherever differences between
neighbourhoods have been dis-
covered, they are social class
distinctions. If particular parts of
a city are inhabited by certain
socioeconomic groups, then
those neighbourhoods sound dif-
ferent from other parts of the city.
Speakers with the same socio-
economic backgrounds will have
the same sound system regard-
less of their geographic prove-
nance.

‘Brooklynese’, for example,
which is supposedly the accent
of the borough of Brooklyn in
New York City, actually turns out
to be the accent of working-class
New Yorkers, whether they grew
up in Brooklyn, Queens, or the
Bronx. Researchers Becker and
Newlin-Lukowicz confirmed this
lack of geographic differentiation,
showing that New Yorkers cannot
correctly identify which borough
speakers come from on the basis
of audio samples.

North Manchester is largely
working-class, with a closer-knit,
less mobile community, in com-
parison with south Manchester.
This preserves older dialects.
South Manchester has an influx
of middle-class speakers from
outside the city. So middle-class
Mancunians, who tend to live in
central / south Manchester, use
accents that are closer to the
south of England, as in the front-
ing of goat — ‘go-oot’— instead of
the Mancunian ‘gort’.

Additionally, having continued
contact with relatives, a working-

class child growing up in north
Manchester is much less likely to
be exposed to merged speakers,
and is more likely to preserve
their parents’ and grandparents’
speech.

The spellings of these words
give a clue about how different
they once sounded, but ‘dialect
levelling’ means that British Eng-
lish is more uniform than it was.
Some long-standing accents
are disappearing — the traditional
working-class Cockney accent
is said to be weakening, but
Muilticultural London English is
becoming more widespread.

Maciej says the Manc accent
will be around for some time,
especially in nearby towns to the
north, like Rochdale, Bolton and
Oldham.

Demographic changes over re-
cent years have seen employers
including Google, Amazon, Micro-
soft and the BBC relocating jobs
to Manchester, and a population
boom with tens of thousands of
highly-educated workers arriving
in the city, especially from over-
seas. Maciej did not set out to
assess whether this has had a
linguistic effect on the city, but it's
likely to accelerate changes al-
ready happening to the accent.

Cllr George Savva: A new
approach to homelessness

t this week's Cabinet
meeting, a report will pro-
pose a new approach to

homelessness, to maximise the
opportunities to residents to
secure affordable accommoda-
tion. This comes as pressures
increase on temporary and affor-
dable housing in the borough.

Commenting on the report,
Enfield Council’s Cabinet Mem-
ber for Social Housing, Clir
George Savva, said: “Supporting
our residents to access good
quality housing is an absolute
priority for Enfield Council.

“Londoners are suffering
acutely because of the cost-of-
living crisis and housing crisis,
that have become much worse
in recent months and are resul-
ting in rising numbers of house-
holds becoming homeless.
Boroughs like Enfield are being
disproportionately affected by
the latest turbulence in the eco-
nomy because we are more
reliant on the private rented
sector and landlords are leaving
the market due to rising interest
rates.

“The government has failed to
develop a plan for housebuilding
across the country and despite
high numbers of affordable
houses being delivered across
London by councils, demand is

outstripping supply.

“Furthermore, in Enfield and
elsewhere in London, local hou-
sing allowance does not cover
average rents and the govern-
ment is failing to act. As a result,
there are simply not enough
appropriate and affordable pro-
perties available locally, meaning
we are having to place increas-
ing numbers of homeless house-
holds in hotels.

“Temporary accommodation
is an important safety net for
emergencies, but it is not a long-
term solution.

“Therefore, we have no alter-
native but to follow the approach
of many other local authorities
and help find homeless house-
holds decent, stable homes in
affordable areas outside of Lon-
don. We will assist people to
move with practical solutions.
Our lobbying of the government
to urgently address the rental
and housing crises will continue.

“Our plans for homelessness
in Enfield and affordable accom-
modation will be discussed and
decided on at the Cabinet meet-
ing on 7 June and are subject to
callin.”

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the original Greek taste
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Stephen Boyd

tephen Boyd was like no
S other actor, in my opinion.

He starred in some movies,
but he was also a great ensem-
ble player in others. But no matter
what part you have seen Stephen
in, you always remember him.
He was strikingly handsome and
masculine with a stunning cleft
chin, charming smile and a strap-
ping physique. He was an incre-
dibly gifted physical actor. He
had tremendous sex appeal. He
could cover a range of characters
on screen; he could be handsome
and brutal, feral and tender, ro-
mantic and sensual, serious and
ironic. With his distinctive, deep,
velvety voice he could play a
vibrant villain but also be a quiet
hero. He was an actor who pre-
ferred to play character parts, but
he had the look of a leading man.

Stephen Boyd was born
William Millar on July 4, 1931, at
Glengormley, Northern Ireland,
one of nine children. He attended
Glengormley & Ballyrobert pri-
mary school and then moved on
to Ballyclare High School and
studied bookkeeping at Hughes
Commercial Academy.

In Ireland he worked in an in-
surance office and travel agency
during the day and rehearsed
with a semi-professional acting
company at night during the week
and weekends. He would even-
tually manage to be on the list for
professional acting companies
to call him when they had a role.

He joined the Ulster Theatre
Group and was a leading man
with that company for three years,
playing all kinds of roles. He did
quite a bit of radio work in bet-
ween as well, but then decided
it was distracting him from act-
ing and completely surrendered
to his passion.

Eventually he went to London
as an understudy in an Irish play,
The Passing Day.

In England he became very
ill and was in and out of work,
supplementing his acting assign-
ments with odd jobs such as
waiting in a cafeteria, doorman
at the Odeon Theatre and even
busking on the streets of London.

Sir Michael Redgrave discov-
ered him one night at the Odeon
Theatre and arranged an intro-
duction to the Windsor Repertory
Company. The Arts Council of
Great Britain was looking for
leading man and part-time direc-
tor for the only major repertory
company that was left in Eng-
land, The Arts Council Midland
Theatre Company, and he got the
job. During his stay in England
he went into television with the
BBC, and for 18 months he was
in every big play on TV. One of the
maijor roles in his early career
was the one in the play Barnett's
Folly, which he himself ranked
as one of his favourites.

In 1956 he signed a seven-year
contract with 20th Century-Fox.
This led to his first film role, as
an IRA member spying for the
Nazis The Man Who Never Was
(1956), a job he was offered by
legendary producer Alexander
Korda.

William Wyler was so struck by
Boyd's performance in that film
that he asked Fox to loan him
Boyd, resulting in his being cast
in what is probably his most
famous role, that of Messala in
the classic Ben-Hur (1959). He
received a Golden Globe award
for his work on that film but was
surprisingly bypassed on Oscar
night.

Still under contract with Fox,
Boyd waited around to play the
role of Marc Anthony in Cleo-
patra (1963) opposite Elizabeth
Taylor. However, Taylor became
so seriously ill that the production
was delayed for months, which
caused Boyd and other actors to
withdraw from the film and move
on to other projects.

Boyd made several films
under contract before going in-
dependent. One of the highlights
was Fantastic Voyage (1966), a
science-fiction film about a crew
of scientists miniaturised and in-
jected into the human body as if
in inner space. He also received
a nomination for his role of Insp.
Jongman in The Inspector (1962)
co-starring with Dolores Hart.

Boyd's Hollywood career
began to fade by the late 1960s
as he started to spend more time
in Europe, where he seemed to
find better roles more suited to
his interests. When he went in-
dependent it was obvious that
he took on roles that spoke to
him rather than just taking on
assignments for the money, and
several of the projects he under-
took were, at the time, quite con-
troversial, such as Slaves (1969)
and Carter's Army (1970). Boyd
chose his roles based solely on
character development and the
value of the story that was told
to the public.

Boyd was married twice, the
first time in 1958 to Italian-born
MCA executive Mariella di Sar-
zana, but that only lasted (offi-
cially) during the filming of Ben
Hur. His second marriage was
to Elizabeth Mills, secretary at
the British Arts Council and a
friend since 1955. Mills followed
Boyd to the US in the late 1950s
and was his personal assistant
and secretary for years before
they married, about ten months
before his death.

Boyd died on June 2, 1977, in
Northridge, California, from a
massive heart attack while play-
ing golf - one of his favourite
pastimes. He is buried at Oak-
wood Memorial Park in Chats-
worth, California. It was a terrible

loss, just as he seemed to be
making a comeback with his re-
cent roles in the series Hawaii
Five-O (1968) and the English
movie The Squeeze (1977).

It is a real tragedy to see that
a man who was so passionate
about his work, who wanted no-
thing but to tell a story with
character, a man who was ahead
of his time in many ways ended
up being overlooked by many
of his peers. One fact remains
about Stephen Boyd, however
- his fans are still passionate
about his work to this day, almost
30 years after his death, and one
has to wonder if he ever realised
that perhaps in some way he
achieved the goal he set out for
himself: to entertain the public
and draw attention to the true
art of acting while maintaining
glamour as he defined it by re-
maining himself a mystery.

Stephen Boyd’s death scene
in Ben-Hur

Boyd’s death scene in Ben-
Hur as the handsome villain
Messala was probably the best
acted death scene. You can feel
the pain that Boyd portrayed,
the agonised, croaky voice that
he got after being churned up
by his chariot.

So magnificently filmed by
William Wyler; the lighting is
superb and the sense of Stygian
darkness that threatens to swal-
low Judah is almost palatable.
Apparently many doctors were
consulted about how this death
scene should be played out. The
gory makeup truly makes it seem
as if Boyd just got trampled to
death. His voice is raspy and his
last intake and exhale of breath
is mesmerising. The triumphant
smile he shows when he realises
that he still has power over his
nemesis Judah Ben-Hur with his
knowledge of what happened to
Judah’s mother and sister. The
evil thrill Boyd seems to feel
as he waits patiently to let go of
this information makes this scene
even more riveting to watch.
Many decades later, fellow actor
Charlton Heston specifically ap-
plauded Boyd’s death scene
when he recorded the DVD com-
mentary for the movie.

This scene in itself should have
won Boyd the Oscar that year
as Supporting Actor, an award
which, amazingly, he wasn'’t
even nominated for. Boyd did,
however, win the Golden Globe
that year for Best Supporting
Actor.

This marks the remarkable
directorial debut of Riley Keough
and Gina Gammel, whose lyrical
piece of filmmaking gives a rare
voice to Native Americans. The

Nell's vision was
to create a village green circus but
once the crowds began to arrive the
vibe became more West London
hipster than Chipping Campden, many
of them quaffing a beverage or
chomping on a smash burger.

Once inside the tent — you can sit
anywhere (back row good for some-
thing to sit against) — you're trans-
ported, in my case, back to childhood,
the days of traditional circus with
clowns, animals and all the acts we
have become accustomed to in the
Big Tops. Tweedy the Clown, a Poirot
who does things with cowbells that
would make bovines moo including a
rendition of I'm Singing in the Rain.
The Ethio-Salem acrobatic troupe are
dynamic flying through the air with
incredible timing and an apparent
ability to defy gravity while Romy
Meggiolaro executes an entrancing
act on trapeze to the tune of De-
bussy’s Clair de Lune.

However, the two acts that left
indelible artistic marks were Sergi
Buka, illusionist and shadow player,
who produces extraordinary hand
shadow imagery while riding his bike,
and the charismatic Antony Cesar who
provides a spectacular climax on rope
and straps. The handsome design by
takis atmospherically lit by lan Scott,
all making for a colourfully enjoyable
experience. My one criticism, and
where | part company with Nell, | don't
believe animals doing tricks belong
in the circus of today. Her view? “A
world without horses is no world for
our circus.”

Alastair, Cherie
and Gordon also feature as does Sad-
dam, Osama and George W Bush but
by the end of this chronological romp
the humour and wit begin to wither on
the vine.

Finally, Magdalena Praxiou relishes
a cruel crowd pleaser...

Verdi’s Il Trovatore (Royal Opera
House) has been described as both
cruel and crowd pleasing, the perfect
operatic dichotomy, and Adele Thomas's
production is a wonderful blend of
tragedy and surprising hilarity. Curses
aplenty, two men yearning one woman
and a mother who is hiding a hideous
episode of infanticide. On an empty
stage, save for a wide staircase, the
plot and subplots unravel, each episode
seeming to tumble downwards into
the hellish abyss that is their fate. I'm
not sure if the audience included most
of Jamie Barton’s family but the res-
ponse to her superlative performance
of the cruelly fated mother Azucena
was ecstatic. Rightly so, her tremen-
dous mezzo soprano voice and ability
to convey the tragedy of her past are
a furnace of emotion.

Her daughter Leonora is sung with
effortless gentility and sweetness by
Marina Rebeka while Ricardo Massi's

somatotypes: ectomorph,
mesomorph and endomorph,
and how it affects your form of
daily eating habits to get maxi-
mum results in diet and weight
maintenance. Let's also remem-
ber that we may not identify with
one specific body type alone,
but a combination of one or two,
which is still quite normal.

Your body type can be a good
guide and should also determine
what type of exercise routine
will work best for you to achieve
your desired results most effec-
tively. This is because the parti-
cular body type will burn energy
and gain muscle mass different-
ly, depending on the individual
body type.

Research has shown that high
achieving athletes fell into cate-
gories of their chosen sport accor-
ding to their body types. Foot-
ballers and long distant runners
fell under the ectomorph body

In the previous article, we

type, basketball players, boxers
and those in martial arts in the
mesomorph body type, whilst
kayakers, powerlifters and sumo
wrestlers fell under the endomor-
phic body type.

The Ectomorph

Is naturally thin, has narrow
hips, very thin arms and legs
and very low body fat. Can eat a
great amount but struggle to put
on weight as they tend to have
a very fast metabolism.

The Mesomorph

Usually has strong legs, can
have mid to broad shoulders,
narrow waist, has fairly low body
fat and not considered to be
overweight or underweight. The
mesomorph can gain muscle
easily and can lose or gain weight
easily as they have an efficient
metabolism.

The Endomorph
Is more rounded in shape and

tends to store more body fat
throughout the entire body, espe-
cially around the stomach area
and upper body.

It is easier for the endomorph
to gain weight and finds it harder
to put on muscle as they can
have a slower metabolism.

The Ectomorph Workout

Strength training

1. Should consist of heavy
weights with adequate rest of
2-3 minutes between exercise
sets.

2. Should only train 1-2 body
parts on each training day in
order to avoid too much calorie
expenditure.

3. 5-10 reps with 6-8 sets of
each exercise.

Cardio training

Should be moderate and low
intensity and more relaxing cardio
activities such as brisk walks,
yoga, dance or gentle bike rides.

Mesomorph Workout

Should be varied with some
light, moderate and heavy train-
ing included.

Strength Training

1. Weight training with 8-12
reps with 3-5 sets with a minute
rest break between sets.

2. Training with weights 2-3
times a week and splitting days
for body parts.

3. Abdominals can be done
once or twice a week intensely.

Cardio Training

Should be done 3 days a week
for 30-45 minutes. This should
be of different types such as
dancing, kickboxing, swimming,
running or cycling.

Endomorph Workout
Should aim for fat burning

Mesomorph

intense workouts. Endomorphs
have less muscle mass, have
slower metabolisms and there-
fore need more with their consis-
tent training and need to avoid a
sedentary lifestyle.

Endomorphs have an inclina-
tion for endurance and excel at
sport that requires power and
force of body weight.

Strength Training

1. Should include greater
movement combined with use
of the weight such as kettlebell
swings, step ups, power cleans
and deadlifts. 8-15 reps and
with 8 sets.

2. Abdominal exercise 2-3
times a week.

Cardio training
Aerobic circuit training, boxing,
kickboxing as they are high

cardio and should be done with
a very much shorter rest break.

Badminton, tennis, judo, net-
ball, swimming, hammer throw,
discus, circuit training with
weights.

The exercise routine should
be combined with a good eating
plan, also designed according
your particular body type
(detailed in last week’s article).

Superfood quinoa avocado salad

alads are healthy and
S great for this heat we are

experiencing in the UK
at the moment.

My superfood salad is perfect
for a light lunch or a side salad.
It includes baby spinach leaves,
rocket, spring onions, quinoa,
avocado, beetroot and blush
tomatoes, topped with grilled
chicken breast and a dressing of
olive oil, lemon juice, mustard
and honey.

If you don't like quinoa, you
can use cracked wheat. You can
also customise to your liking and
serve it with salmon or if you are
vegetarian, add grilled halloumi,
baked feta or goats cheese.
Enjoy!

Ingredients:

1 cup tricolour quinoa; white,
red and black quinoa are also
good

2 cups water, vegetable or
chicken stock

Alittle sea salt

Salad:

Baby spinach, rinsed and
drained

Rocket, rinsed and drained

Cooked quinoa

Blush tomatoes

2 small Greek cucumbers, cut
into small cubes

2-3 small colourful sweet
peppers or 1 bell pepper thinly
sliced

3 spring onions
Cooked beetroots, chopped
2 ripe avocado, sliced

Topping:

Grilled chicken breast, salmon,
grilled halloumi, feta or fresh
mozzarella

Dressing:
Ya cup olive oil
Juice of %2 lemon
1 small garlic clove, minced
1 teaspoon Dijon mustard
1 tbsp honey
2 tsp sea salt flakes
a tsp ground black pepper

Method:

Place rinsed quinoa in a
saucepan with water over high
heat. Cover pan, bring to a boil,
turn down the heat to low and
let it cook until all the liquid is

o

absorbed, around 12 -15 minutes.
Let it rest for 5-10 minutes, then
fluff it with a fork.

To make the dressing, place
olive oil, lemon juice, honey,
garlic, mustard, salt and pepper
in a jar. Put the lid on and give
it a good shake or place in a
bowl and whisk.

Assemble the salad by plac-
ing the spinach, rocket, cooked
quinoa, tomatoes, cucumbers,
peppers, beetroot and spring
onion in a large salad bowl. Then
drizzle the dressing over the
salad and give it a gentle toss.
Divide into four bowls, add ¥ of
a sliced avocado and your choice
of meat, fish or cheese, and serve
at once with some sourdough.

anchester City remain on
course for the Treble after

llkay Gundogan scored
twice to give them victory over
Manchester United in the FA Cup
final at Wembley. Having already
won the Premier League title,
City now go into next Saturday’s
Champions League final against
Inter Milan in Istanbul with the
opportunity to emulate United’s
feat of 1999.

And City captain Gundogan
was the big game match-winner
again, assuring his place in history
with the quickest goal in FA Cup
final history, a stunning volley
after only 12 seconds eclipsing
Louis Saha’s strike for Everton after
25 seconds against Chelsea in
2009.

Manchester United equalised
after 33 minutes when the video
assistant referee ruled that Jack

Grealish had handled, Bruno
Fernandes coolly sending Stefan
Ortega the wrong way from the
spot.

It was Gundogan, as he does
so often, who made the decisive
contribution when he volleyed
Kevin de Bruyne’s free-kick past
United keeper David de Gea six
minutes after the break to give
City the FA Cup for the seventh
time.

Greek Ange Postecoglou
new Spurs manager

purs have appointed Ange
Postecoglou as their new
manager on a four-year
contract.

Postecoglou, 57, leaves Celtic
after winning successive Scottish
Premiership titles in his two sea-
sons in charge.

He is Spurs’ fourth permanent
manager since Mauricio Pochet-
tino led them to the Champions
League final in 2018-19 and
follows Jose Mourinho, Nuno Es-
pirito Santo and Antonio Conte.

Spurs have been searching
for a new manager since Conte’s
departure in March, with Cristian
Stellini and Ryan Mason both
taking charge on an interim basis.

Postecoglou — the first Austra-
lian to manage in the Premier
League — arrives at Tottenham
after winning a domestic treble

S

in Scotland, where he has
claimed five of the six trophies
available to Celtic during his two
campaigns with the club. He is
one of only five managers —
along with Jock Stein, Martin
O’Neill, Brendan Rodgers and
Neil Lennon — to secure a dom-
estic clean sweep with Celtic.

No time to waste

Spurs have spent 10 weeks
searching for Conte’s successor,
with Julian Nagelsmann, Luis
Enrique, Brendan Rodgers, Arne
Slot, Graham Potter, Julen Lope-
tegui and Pochettino all linked
with the role at some point.

Since losing 2-0 against Liver-
pool in the 2019 Champions
League final, they have claimed
just one top-four finish in the
subsequent four seasons.

Postecoglou is no stranger to
arriving at a club facing a signifi-
cant task having taken over Celtic
in the summer of 2021 after they
had finished the season 25 points
behind champions Rangers.

From A-League to
Premier League

Postecoglou’s playing career
was spent in Australia, primarily
with South Melbourne, where he
played under Ferenc Puskas and
he attributes his coaching philoso-
phy to the legendary Hungarian.
He stepped into management in
1996 with South Melbourne
before winning back-to-back A-
League titles with Brisbane Roar
between 2009 and 2012.

After a season with Melbourne
Victory he became manager of
Australia in 2013 and guided his
country to the 2014 World Cup
as well as victory in the 2015
Asian Cup.

Further silverware followed
during his time in Japan with
Yokohama F Marinos, when he
ended the club’s 15-year wait
for a J-League title in 2019.

Few in Scotland knew much
about Postecoglou when Celtic
appointing their new manager
two years ago, but after an initial
struggle he delivered five trophies
across two seasons.

Alcaraz Masterclass

-

C arlos Alcaraz has owned
his ATP Head2Head
against Stefanos Tsitsi-
pas, but this was another level
of domination.

The Spaniard was largely
untouchable in a 6-2, 6-1, 7-6(5)
victory on Tuesday night a
Roland Garros, setting up a semi-
final showdown against Novak
Djokovic on Friday. He faced
break points in just one game, as
Tsitsipas broke late in the final
set to stay alive, and ultimately
sealed the victory on his sixth
match point after two hours, 12
minutes.

If Alcaraz defeats Djokovic to
reach his second major final, he
will retain the No. 1 Pepperstone
ATP Ranking following the tour-
nament. Should Djokovic win, he
could reclaim the top spot by
winning his third Roland Garros
title.

With Tuesday'’s victory, Alcaraz
advanced to his first semi-final
at the clay-court major, having
already become the youngest
man to reach consecutive Roland
Garros quarter-finals since Djo-
kovic in 2006-07. The 20-year-
old improved to 35-3 this season
and 5-0 overall against Tsitsipas.

In an overwhelming perform-
ance, Alcaraz set the tone imme-
diately with a barrage from the
baseline. Following a familiar
pattern in his matches against
Tsitsipas - and many of his oppo-
nents on the ATP Tour - that fire-
power put the Greek on his back
foot and opened the door for drop
shots, which Alcaraz feathered

overwhelms Tsitsipas

in with perfect placement time
and again.

Tsitsipas was left stranded no
matter what he tried, with Alcaraz
outstanding from every part of the
court. Even with heavy encour-
agement from the Court Philippe-
Chatrier crowd, which did its best
to will the Greek into the match,
there was little hope of a come-
back after Tsitsipas lost seven
straight games from 1-2 in the
second set.

The Greek thrilled the evening
crowd with a late charge to force
a tie-break from 2-5 in the final
set, but Alcaraz closed out the
victory with a strong and steady
tie-break, his first of the fortnight.
The match finished nearly 30
minutes after his first match point,
on return at 5-2.

When Tsitsipas cranked up
the power from the baseline,
Alcaraz replied with even more
punch, firing forehand winners
as fast as 115 mph. The Greek’s
drop shots were repeatedly foiled
by Alcaraz’s unmatched speed
and Tsitsipas’ net approaches
ended in frustration - so much
so that the he celebrated a rare
drop-volley winner late in the
match, feeding the crowd’s
cheers.

For Tsitsipas, his chase for a
maiden major continues. Tues-
day’s defeat was his first in a
Grand Slam quarter-final; he
was previously 6-0 at that stage,
having reached the Roland
Garros semis in 2020 and the
final in 2021.
