Pa man on suspicion of

murder on Wednesday
as they sought the motive for
a stabbing and van attack in
the city of Nottingham which
had left three people dead
and another critical.

Two 19-year-olds, a man and
a woman who were university
students, were found dead on a
city centre street with stab wounds
after police were alerted at about
4am on Tuesday. A 50-year-old
man was then also found dead
with knife wounds on a road about
two miles away.

Avan stolen from the 50-year-
old victim, was then driven at
three people, leaving one criti-
cally injured in hospital.

After the vehicle was stopped,
police used a stun gun to arrest

a 31-year-old man, and say they
are not looking for any other
suspects.

Counter-terrorism officers are
helping with the investigation,
but Nottinghamshire Police’s
Chief Constable Kate Meynell
said they were keeping an open
mind as to what happened. The
BBC reported that the suspect
was believed to be a migrant of
West African origin with a history
of mental health issues.

“We are still in the early stages
of the investigation and need to
determine the motives behind
these attacks,” Meynell said.

The incident has shocked the
city, particularly the student com-
munity, with Nottingham home to
two universities with more than
50,000 students.

British media said one of the

two teenage victims, named as
Grace Kumar, had played hockey
for England’'s Under 18 team. The
other, Barnaby Webber, was said
to be a keen cricket player.
The University of Nottingham
students were attacked as they
returned home from a post-exam
party, the Times reported.

Anxiety among Cypriots and
Greeks of Nottingham

Disruption, hours of anxiety
and restriction of movement. This
was the scene experienced by
the Cypriots and Greeks of Not-
tingham, along with other resi-
dents in the city, following the
bloody episode that unfolded in
the early hours of Tuesday morn-
ing.

As two of the three victims who
lost their lives were students at
the University of Nottingham,
the Cyprus High Commission in
the UK mobilised, given the fact
that many Cypriots study there.

Consul General Odysseas
Odysseos told Parikiaki that up
until early afternoon on Tuesday,
there was no official information
regarding the incident from the
police, so he contacted the local
authorities to confirm that no
Cypriot nationals were involved
in any way. The Consulate of
Greece in the UK did the same.

However, the disruption ex-

perienced by all who live in and
around the centre was unavoid-
able.

Speaking to our newspaper,
Anastasis Anastasi said: “We
woke up to the loud noise of the
helicopter flying in the area and
found that most of the roads were
blocked. Heavily armed police
were on the streets and for seve-
ral hours, we did not know exactly
what had happened. | personally
was affected because | had to
postpone planned work on my
house, but that was the least of
the problems. The whole world
was very worried.”

The Very Revd Protopresbyter
loakeim Oureilidis of the Greek
Orthodox Church of the Virgin
Mary “Eleousa” told us, “the
Greek Orthodox community of
Nottingham and the surrounding
areas is watching the develop-
ments with sadness, but at the
same time we are calm because
we trust the authorities.

“We continue our activities
and pray for the people involved
in the incident. As a Church and
as a community, we express our
condolences and our support to
the families of the victims.”

Many residents also spoke
about how they received non-stop
calls from relatives and friends
who were worried about the fate
of their loved ones.

Former UK envoy ruffles feathers at UK Cyprus conference

for the Cyprus issue ruffled some
feathers at the Cyprus investment
conference in London on Friday, referring
to Cyprus as a place of conspiracy theo-
ries, and to the taboo “government of the
TRNC.”
He also said that in Cyprus, the political
problem trumped the economy every time.
The comments received a swift response
from Greek Cypriot negotiator Menelaos
Menelaou who, as he shared a stage with
the former envoy, reminded the UK peer of
the correct terminology and of UN resolu-

tions.

In his opening comments, Sir David said
that from the outset, he felt the need to
emphasise that since Cyprus was “one of
those places which is the home of conspiracy
theories,” that he was not speaking on
behalf of the British government for whom
he has not worked since he stepped down
as special representative for Cyprus in
2003.

“These thoughts are not put out by the
British government, believe it or not,” he said.

Lord David went on to say that if “the
governments of Turkey and the TRNC” insist
on a two-state solution as a precondition
for talks, he saw no prospect for progress.

“The words two-state solution may sound
seductive but this flies in the face of every
UN Security Council resolution adopted over
many decades,” he said.

“Trying to address the Cyprus problem
now head-on is, in the present circumstances
only likely to make things worse, not better.”

Sir David said the status quo in Cyprus
was not sustainable or desirable.

“There are major shifts in the region. Huge
changes. They will not leave the Cyprus
problem untouched,” he added.

Referring to the energy situation, he said

the least that could be said about the delay
in the exploitation of gas was that it was
a potential opportunity for Cyprus to benefit
commercially and politically to meet its
needs if it could be done quickly and econo-
mically.

Here he suggested the best way to do
this would be to use the Turkish pipeline to
Europe.

“Will these possibilities be seriously
explored by the newly-elected governments
(in Greece, Turkey and Cyprus) in ways that
take into account the strongly-held positions
of each,” he said.

“It is worth exploring but my experience
with Cyprus was that politics always trumped
economics,” Sir David concluded.

In response, Menelaou, who spoke after
Sir David, said: “Unlike what some people
like to believe of us, we are not at all con-
spiracists. We are pragmatic and forward
looking.”

The Greek Cypriot negotiator also warned
against using the incorrect terminology “and
references to the so-called government of
the TRNC.”

Menelaou said the only way back to talks
was to redouble efforts to bring the sides
back to the table.

Shadow Minister
Bambos Charalambous
suspended by Labour

ne of Keir Starmer’s
shadow ministers has
had the Labour party

whip suspended after a com-
plaint about his conduct.

Bambos Charalambous, a
shadow Foreign Office minister
and MP for Enfield Southgate,
is under investigation after a
complaint was made against
him.

It is understood there was
a formal complaint to Labour’s
independent complaints pro-
cess. As a result, Charalambous
is administratively suspended
from the Labour party; this also
means the whip is suspended
in the House of Commons.

He has stood down from his
frontbench role on the shadow
foreign affairs team.

In a Tweet, the 55-year-old,
who will sit as an independent
in Parliament following his
suspension, said that he will
“cooperate fully” with the inves-
tigation.

The shadow minister posted:
“l am aware that there is an
allegation that requires inves-
tigation by the Labour party. It

is right and proper that process
is allowed to take place. | will
cooperate fully and play my full
part. It is not appropriate to
say anything further at this
time.”

In a statement to Parikiaki,
Charalambous said, “| believe
the complaint against me is
false and malicious and | have
instructed solicitors in order to
help to clear my name. | hope
that the matter is dealt with
speedily by the Labour Party.”

Labour is not commenting
on the suspension of the whip
or the investigation.

Under party rules, once an
MP has been administratively
suspended and is under inves-
tigation, they have the party
whip suspended as an automa-
tic precaution.

Charalambous, a former
solicitor, was first elected in
his north London constituency
in 2017. He has held several
posts on Starmer’s frontbench,
including shadow minister for
crime and then immigration,
before being appointed shadow
minister.

NHS appointments cancelled
as junior doctors strike

Thousands of NHS
appointments in England
are expected to be can-
celled as junior doctors strike
in a dispute with the govern-
ment over pay.

The 72-hour walkout by medics
which began at 7am on Wednes-
day (14 June), will run until 7am
on Saturday (17 June).

The walkout comes as NHS
chiefs warned the number of
people seeking emergency help
will rise as the hot weather con-
tinues across the UK.

The strike is the second this
year by junior doctors and is
expected to cause mass disrup-
tion, with thousands of patients
having their operations and
appointments rescheduled while

the overall NHS waiting list con-
tinues to grow.

There have also been con-
cerns about staffing, with some
consultants saying they would
not provide strike cover unless
their employers agreed to a
higher overtime rate.

The British Medical Associa-
tion (BMA) is calling for "full res-
toration" of pay, which it says has
seen a 26% cut, and says the
government has offered only 5%
to end the dispute.

Doctors have joined picket
lines outside their hospitals and
the BMA is also holding rallies
throughout the rest of the week,
including in Oxford, Birmingham,
London and Manchester.
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Covid-19 inquiry hears government
was under-prepared

The government was under-
prepared and failed to anti-
cipate measures needed
to protect the vulnerable, an offi-
cial inquiry heard on Tuesday, as
its chair pledged to put the be-
reaved at the heart of her work.
Former prime minister Boris
Johnson ordered the investiga-
tion after Britain recorded one of
the world’s highest death tolls.
More than 175,000 deaths from
the novel coronavirus had been
reported by the time Johnson
stood down in July last year.
As the inquiry this week hears
its first evidence, it could prove
a headache for Prime Minister
Rishi Sunak, who was finance
minister during the pandemic and
faces an election next year.
“Fundamentally, in relation to

significant aspects of the COVID-
19 pandemic, we were taken by
surprise,” said the counsel to
the inquiry Hugo Keith, who leads
questioning.

Regarding lockdowns and
shielding the vulnerable, he said:
“few of those areas were antici-
pated, let alone considered in
detail” in advance.

“No country can be perfectly
prepared, but it can certainly be
under-prepared,” he said at the
start of module one.

This stage examines Britain’s
preparedness. It follows prelimi-
nary hearings after the inquiry,
which is expected to last for many
years, was formally launched in
June 2022.

Evidence hearings on module
two, covering governance and

decision-making in the pandemic,
are expected to begin later this
year.

The government has launched
a legal challenge against the in-
quiry taking place in central Lon-
don over its requests for internal
government WhatsApp messa-
ges from Johnson'’s time in office
that it says are “unambiguously
irrelevant.”

The inquiry says it is for the
chair to determine what material
is relevant. The legal case will be
heard around the end of June.

Inquiry chair Heather Hallett
said her focus is “those who have
suffered hardship and loss are
and will always be at the heart
of the inquiry”.

“I am listening to them. Their
loss will be recognised,” she said.

Meanwhile, old rifts resurfaced
in the Conservative Party on Sat-
urday following Johnson’s abrupt
resignation from parliament, while
the opposition Labour Party
sensed opportunity ahead of a
general election next year.

Johnson quit late on Friday in
protest against an investigation
by lawmakers into his conduct as
prime minister during the height
of the COVID-19 pandemic,
when lockdown-breaking parties
were held in Downing Street.

In his resignation statement,
Johnson railed against the in-
quiry that examined whether he
misled the House of Commons
about the gatherings, saying it
had not found “a shred of evi-
dence” against him. He also took
aim at current Prime Minister
Rishi Sunak.

Johnson’s decision to resign
may be the end of his 22-year
political career, where he rose
from parliament to become mayor
of London and then built a pro-
file that tipped the balance of the
2016 European Union referen-
dum in favour of Brexit, before
becoming prime minister in 2019.

He did leave a possible door
open to return, saying at the end
of his resignation statement that
it was “very sad to be leaving
parliament — at least for now.”

Cyprus waters cleanest in
Europe, Commission says

C yprus ranks first in Europe
as regards the cleanest
swimming waters, accord-
ing to the results of the European
Commission’s latest report.

According to the Ministry of
Agriculture, Rural Development
and the Environment, the 2022
report notes that Cyprus is by
99.2% compliant with the stric-
test specifications of the Bathing
Water Directive and has fulfilled
all the obligations.

More specifically, 119 of the
120 swimming sites in Cyprus

are described to be of excellent
quality, with only one site not yet
classified due to a limited number
of samples, the Ministry says.

This ranks Cyprus first in
Europe with the cleanest swim-
ming waters. In second place is
Austria with 96.9%, followed by
Greece with 96.6% and Croatia
with 95.6%.

According to the Ministry, the
annual assessment of European
bathing areas shows how well
environmental protection meas-
ures are implemented, allowing

citizens to make informed deci-
sions about where to go to enjoy
swimming in Europe.

This success, the Ministry
notes, is an honour for Cyprus,
and is the result of the exem-
plary cooperation of the Depart-

ment of the Environment, which
has overall responsibility for the
implementation of the Directive,
with the Health Services, Public
Health Services and the State
General Laboratory, as well as
the Local Authorities.

Fugitive who ran

£70m investment scam
sentenced in absence

British Cypriot man who ran
Aa ponzi-style investment

scam worth in excess of
£70 million in the City of London
has been jailed for 14 years.

Anthony Constantinou, 41, of no
fixed address, ran Capital World
Markets (CWM) which offered
investors remarkable returns of
60 per cent per year on allegedly
risk-free foreign exchange (FX)
markets.

He was jailed for 14 years at
Southwark Crown Court on Friday
9th June 2023 after previously
being found guilty of seven char-
ges including fraud by false repre-
sentation, fraudulent trading and
money laundering. He was also
disqualified from being a direc-
tor of a company for 25 years.

Detective Inspector Nichola
Meghiji, from the City of London
Police, said: “Anthony Constanti-
nou is a career criminal who has
no regard for anyone but himself.
We are glad that he has now
been jailed for such a significant
period of time and we hope that
his victims can take some com-
fort in knowing how seriously the
judge has taken his crimes. The
fact that the jury unanimously
found him guilty after his trial also
speaks volumes.

“The investigation by specialist
fraud investigators into Constan-
tinou has spanned a number of
years and Constantinou has con-
tinued to lie and deny any wrong-
doing throughout this investiga-
tion and following court proceed-
ings.

“While he initially attended
court to hear the opening of his
trial, Constantinou did not attend
the later stages. Enquiries on his
whereabouts revealed that he
had fled his last known address
in London and he was last loca-
ted in Bulgaria trying to enter
Turkey using false documents.

“That is why today, we at the
City of London Police, are launch-
ing an appeal for information on
Constantinou’s whereabouts so

that he can be brought back to
the UK to face the justice that
has been served.

“Constantinou was arrested
in Bulgaria last month while
trying to enter Turkey while in
possession of false documents.
He was later released and offi-
cers believe he is now either in
Turkey or Dubai, but he also has
family connections to Greece
and Cyprus.

“As a career criminal, he has
access to documents and money
under other names. Itis not known
what name he is currently travel-
ling on or being known as, but
we do know he also uses the alia-
ses of Antonis Hadjicostis and
Georgios Arnaoutakis.

“Itis also vitally important that
people come forward with infor-
mation as Constantinou was pre-
viously convicted of sexual assault
in 2016 and by absconding from
the UK, he is now in breach of
his sexual offences harm order.

“An international arrest warrant
has been issued for Constanti-
nou’s arrest, but we are calling
on the public to help authorities
locate him.

at the church of St Barnabas in
Wood Green.

His Grace lakovos, Bishop
of Claudiopolis, presided at the
Divine Liturgy and the special
prayers for Cyprus.

He said, “We are gathered here
today to celebrate the sacred
memory of the Holy Apostle Bar-
nabas, the Founder and Patron
of the Apostolic Church of Cyprus,
as well as the Protector of this
Ecclesiastical Community of St
Barnabas.

“This prominent personality of
ancient Christianity established
the Apostolicity of the Church of
Cyprus and with this, he offered
her the guarantees that though
she may pass through fire and
iron throughout the centuries, she
would remain unharmed, keep-
ing firmly and in steadfastness
the apostolic faith and tradition.”

His Grace added, “We are also
commemorating today the Day

of Cyprus, remembering that
Cyprus is the Island of the Saints,
which remains committed to the
true Orthodox Christian faith, but
at the same time we feel great
sadness and “our soul is troubled
to the point of death” by the fact
of the division of our blessed
land, which followed the unaccep-
table Turkish invasion of 1974
and resulted in the illegal occu-
pation of 37% of our historic
homeland.

“With the help of our Holy God
and our own co-ordinated actions,
we expect to succeed in solving
our most serious national prob-
lem, which is of course a problem
of invasion and occupation of the
Island by a foreign and hostile
force. And this is certainly not an
interstate and intercommunity
issue, but it is clearly a universal
problem of International Law and
Human Rights.

“This historic problem reminds
us strongly of our great need and
obligation for deep faith and trust
in the Just Judgement of our
Creator and Saviour, but also for
commitment to the Greek and by
extension universal principles of
equality and justice, which they
will certainly prevail and soon bear
fruit for our benefit and moral

rewards and also for the new
generation, which eagerly awaits
the prevalence of truth, freedom
and justice in the Island of the
Saints, our Cyprus,” Bishop lako-
vos concluded.

Main speaker was His Excel-
lency the High Commissioner of
Cyprus Mr Andreas Kakouris.

In his speech, he said, “Last
year’s illegal Russian invasion
of Ukraine and the war that con-
tinues as we speak, has brought
back so many traumatic memo-
ries for the people of Cyprus.
Traumatic memories for all Cyp-
riots, particularly the refugees and
for those still waiting to learn the
fate of their loved ones since the
Turkish invasion of 1974. It is im-
perative that our partners includ-
ing the UK, with whom we have
close and longstanding relations,
just as they have held a united
front and have rejected Russia’s
expansionist proclamations in
Ukraine, they must do the exact
same when it comes to Turkey
and its actions in Cyprus.

“Cypriots want Turkey and its
army of occupation to leave.
Greek Cypriots and Turkish Cyp-
riots alike. They want to see their
island reunified and enjoy the
benefits that a solution will bring.

In stark contrast, Turkey and the
Turkish Cypriot leader Ersin Tatar
have consistently followed a path
of partition. The violations we
witness in Varosha since 2020,
with the continued illegal “open-
ing” of part of the fenced off area,
should raise alarm bells for all
those who want to see Cyprus
reunify in a bizonal, bicommunal
federation.”

Mr Kakouris continued, “We will
wait to see if the newly re-elected
Turkish President Tayyip Erdogan
will change from his inflamma-
tory and in fact, threatening rhe-
toric and posturing in the Eastern
Mediterranean and the Aegean,
a posture echoed by President
Erdogan’s chosen leader in the
occupied part of Cyprus, Mr Tatar,
who in his statement at the in-
auguration ceremony of Mr Erdo-
gan’s new government made it
obvious that he is fully subordi-
nate to Turkey’s commands and
wishes.

“Let us also not forget that only
last year Turkey and the occu-
pation regime signed a so-called
protocol of economic and finan-
cial cooperation. An unpreceden-
ted document that lays down the
backdrop of what can only sug-
gest a further stranglehold of
Turkey and full dependance of
the occupied areas of Cyprus
and its leadership to Turkey.”

The High Commissioner noted,
“Itis, unfortunately, a bleak picture
at the moment. Nonetheless, we
will tirelessly keep striving for
returning to the negotiating table
and continue from where we left
of at Crans Montana in 2017 to
achieve a comprehensive settle-
ment of the Cyprus issue....
Cyprus is and will remain an EU
member state after the solution.
Hence, the focus of President
Christodoulides to secure its
engagement and active involve-
ment through a Special Envoy,
in restarting negotiations and to

complement the efforts of the
United Nations and the Good
Offices Mission of the UN Secre-
tary General in this direction.
Our friends and partners, particu-
larly countries like the UK which
have a close relationship with
Turkey, need to impress upon
Turkey in a clear and consistent
manner the basic understanding
that partition is not an option for
Cyprus and that the solution needs
to be found within the agreed UN
framework and aligned with the
EU acquis and international law.

“Despite the continued occu-
pation, we should be proud of what
this island nestled in the Eastern
Mediterranean has achieved:
vibrant, progressive, robust and
a fully-fledged EU member state
that today is recognized as play-
ing a positive role in the region.”

Mr Kakouris expressed his
gratitude to the many friends of
Cyprus and vocal supporters of
the cause for reunification, and
his admiration for the UK Cyp-
riots: “Their selfless contribution
towards the country of their roots
and their determination in pursu-
ing and promoting our cause in
finding a just and lasting solution
to the Cyprus problem has been
and continues to be pivotal,” he

said.

“Almost half a century on from
1974 it is our sacred duty to
continue and intensify our efforts
towards the reunification of our
homeland. Regardless of any dif-
ficulties, setbacks and disappoint-
ments, we have no other option but
to work all together to achieve both
for Cyprus and its people, last-
ing peace, prosperity and hope
for a better future,” the High
Commissioner concluded.

The event was attended by

Toffs

Since opening in 1968, this
Muswell Hill chippie has been
repeatedly voted among the UK’s
best fish shops. That'll be due to
the crunchy batter (available as
matzo too), juicy fish and fluffy-
centred chips - plus the unbeat-
ably warm welcome. Toff’s is as
much of a restaurant as a fish
shop, though, and while tradi-
tional cod, scampi and skate are
on offer, the extensive menu also
includes Dover sole, halibut and
sea bass, plus fish soup to start
and a knockout syrup sponge
with custard for pud.

To drink, the short French wine
listincludes Moét & Chandon by
the bottle to prove the theory that
Champagne’s high acidity makes
it the perfect partner to cut through
the fattiness of fish and chips.

The original name of the chippie
was Barracuda. Then in 1988
Andreas Ttoffalli took the business
over and changed it to Toff’s of
Muswell Hill. Mr Ttoffalli won best
Fish and Chip Shop in the UK as
voted by The Seafish Industry
Authority and The British Potato
Council in 1989.

In 1999, George and Costas
Georgiou took over Toff's and ran
it according to Mr T’s winning for-
mula, and recently they won the
Best British Restaurant in London
as voted by the Archant group
of newspapers in their Food and
Drink Awards. Furthermore, the

two brothers took it to another
level, literally, by expanding it to
the first floor and adding the
Captain's Table.

George sadly passed away in
April 2020, however his wife Giga
and son Christopher have come
on board to run Toffs to continue
George's legacy.

Toff's of Muswell Hill prides
itself in serving fresh fish bought
directly from the UK’s fish docks.
The fish is coated in their specially
blended batter mix and fried in
refined ground nut oil. The menu
has been extended to include
skate, rock, salmon and many
other soles.

Nautilus
Fish fried in matzo might give
the crisply-coated specimens at

this West Hampstead classic a
vividly orange hue but it does
make the huge portions of cod
and haddock extending over the
edges of the plate sit more lightly
on the stomach.

Chips fried in groundnut oil are
similarly grease-free and, given
that the approach means you
can actually taste the fish that
you're eating, halibut or Dover
sole are good shouts here, too.

If the cheery blue and white
frontage isn’t a clue as to the
Greek ownership, the hummus,
tarama and bottles of Cypriot
Keo beer are the giveaway. The
owner is Yiannis Tsakouis from
Crete who came to England 38
years ago and has been running
the business for 25 years .

Simone: The modern saint of action

‘She is the only great spirit
of our times.’
— Albert Camus

Empathy

When she was six years old,
Simone Weil refused to eat sugar,
because it was not available to
the soldiers on the front line of the
First World War. This was a pat-
tern of behaviour that she would
repeat in her short, illuminating
and inspiring life.

Born in 1909, to a comfortable
Jewish family, she was one of
the first women to enter the elite
Paris university, Ecole Normale
Supérieure. Highly gifted, she stu-
died Philosophy, but unlike her
Parisian Left-Bank contempora-
ries, Weil lived and breathed her
values and beliefs. Her fellow
students would say that whenever
they saw her she was would
always ask them to sign some

petition or other.

She lived an unfathomably full
life and died aged 34 in England,
in 1943, from tuberculosis, cardiac
failure and anorexia. Complica-
tions were caused by her insis-
tence on eating only those rations
allowed in occupied France during
the Second World War.

She was one of the most
influential writers of the twentieth
century. President de Gaulle of
France asked her to write the new
French Constitution in 1943. The
result was a miraculous book
called The Need for Roots, which
everyone should read. General
de Gaulle rejected it, considering
it too spiritual and insufficiently
secular. | say pish to General
Charles de Gaulle —it's a remark-
able, indispensable book.

Her actions and writing deeply
influenced Simone de Beauvoir
(her classmate), Jean-Paul Sartre,

Albert Camus, Iris Murdoch, T.S.
Eliot, Aleksandr Solzhenitsyn,
Susan Sontag, Sir Roger Scruton
and several Popes. Her own in-
fluences were Plato, Descartes,
Sophocles, Homer, Marx, Kierke-
gaard and William Blake.

Social activism

After graduating, Weil taught
philosophy in schools and wrote
articles for left-wing periodicals
(LHumanité, Revue prolétarienne
and Ecole émancipée), but she
never belonged to any political
party.

In 1932, she visited Germany
to assist Marxist activists at a
time of social crisis, high unem-
ployment and widespread des-
pair among the youth. The situ-
ation seemed ripe for revolution,
but she quickly saw that the
communists were no match for
the fascists. Returning home to
France, Weil voiced her concemns
to friends at what was taking
shape in Germany — only to be
dismissed. A year later Hitler
came to power.

Later in her life, she regarded
all political parties and trade
unions as virtually totalitarian
organisations that prevented
their members from thinking for
themselves.

Sublime bravery
Weil couldn’t just watch from
the sidelines. In 1934, she stopped

teaching and applied to work in
a Parisian car factory. Her first act
was to ask for the payslips of the
workers. She complained that
they weren’t paid enough.

Wanting to understand work-
ing-class lives, Weil observed that
the workers became emotion-
less. The monotony of the work,
and the constant scrutiny from
management, led to their numb,
slave-like state.

She wanted to walk in the
shoes of the powerless. In 1936
Weil went to serve in the Spanish
Civil War on the Republican side,
and later assisted the French
Resistance from London. Weil
wasn’t content to just theorise
about the disenfranchised.

She spun the Cartesian motto
into one that was fit for the times,
for an era that urgently needed
action. She said, 'l can, therefore
| am. | will, therefore | am.’

In the last years of her life,
Weil turned towards Christianity.
Following Aeschylus, she believed
that knowledge was gained
through suffering.

Throughout Simone Weil's
life, her peerless moral courage
set her apart. She went out into
the field and practiced what she
preached.

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Cyprus not yet an energy hub, says Energy Minister at
Economist conference at the London Stock Exchange

yprus cannot consider it-
C self an energy hub despite

its deposits of offshore
hydrocarbons, and as long as the
gas remains in the ground, it will
never generate the wealth asso-
ciated with such natural resources,
Energy Minister George Papana-
stasiou said on Friday.

Papanastasiou made the
comments when he addressed
delegates at the Economist
conference ‘Cyprus Investment
Summit— A New Chapter Ahead’
at the London Stock Exchange
where energy was on the agenda
along with banking and invest-
ment opportunities, and the
Cyprus issue.

The minister spoke alongside
John Ardill, Vice President,
Global Exploration at ExxonMobil
and was candid in some of his
remarks, both in his address and
during a subsequent Q&A.

“Cyprus has no gas infrastruc-
ture. We have a few (offshore)
discoveries but without infras-
tructure these can’t be developed
and get to a destination where
they can be liquified,” he said.

“If Cyprus has an aspiration to
become a contributor to Europe,
we need infrastructure but it's
just not there.”

Asked by a delegate if Cyprus
would ever become an energy
hub, the minister added: “I will be
realistic. To me a hub is where
the infrastructure is. Cyprus will

not become a hub but can be-
come a contributor to Europe’s
energy needs.”

Answering a further question
about the spin the Cypriot public
had been put through for the past
ten years over gas discoveries,
Papanastasiou admitted that
previous governments had pos-
sibly overstated how much wealth
the island’s gas reserves might
bring.

“Wealth only has a value as
long as it's on the market,” the
minister said. “As geology, it does
not constitute wealth.”

But he said by reducing the cost
of energy on the island, would
benefit the economy and help
generate wealth and growth. This
can come about if Cyprus’ gas
finds can be brought onshore and
used to replace the heavy cost
of fossil fuels, and also as a means
to help transition to a future based
on renewable energy (RES).

“The high cost of electricity from
a single source is unsustainable
and any economy that does not
have cheap energy will be short-
lived, so we need to create a
platform for a sustainable eco-
nomy,” he said.

“The grid is suffering, and
certain investments have to be
made. We need to create storage
coming from renewables. They
are all over the place on the grid,
so we first need to prepare the
grid.”

Papanastasiou described nat-
ural gas as a transitional solution.
To go to renewables you have to
go through the traditional.” On
RES solutions, he also made a
passing comment that wind farms
might not necessarily be a solu-
tion for the island as opposed
to photovoltaic parks.

He said there was a huge need
to reduce emissions as the cost
of EU penalties this year would
come close to €300 million “un-
less we do something to reduce
our footprint.”

The minister also raised the
issue of Turkey and the tensions
over Cyprus’ gas finds. He said
it was a sensitive issue “but with
the new government’s approach
to energy we want to provide
solutions that are attractive to
Turkey so that energy can be-
come a catalyst to resolving the
island’s political problem.”

He said it could be a tool so
that the two parties could sit
together, while reconfirming that
the gas finds belonged to both
communities in Cyprus.

Since taking office, the new
government appears to be taking
a totally new approach to energy
with plans for regional pipelines
and other means of ensuring
energy independence, including
connecting the electricity grid
with Europe. Papanastasiou did
not get into details during the
London conference but said

feasibility studies were under-
way to look at all the options.

Speaking after the minister,
ExxonMobil’s Ardill said the com-
pany was offshore in Cyprus last
year and would be back by the
end of the year. The company
has interests in blocs 5 and 10,
southwest of the island.

“We are in the data acquisition
phase,” he said, adding that the
next step would be to map that
data that would be coming in the
next year or so. The company
is “hopefully” planning to drill in
2025 and to make more disco-
veries during this drilling.

“After drilling the next step
would be to set up the infrastruc-
ture. Once you've got the geology
figured out, you can move at a
fast pace,” said Ardill. “We have
big plans and are absolutely
invested in Cyprus,” he said.

The summit opened with a
keynote address from President
of the Republic of Cyprus Nikos
Christodoulides. In a recorded
message, the President outlined
his vision for Cyprus to become
an attractive destination for
foreign investors.

"My vision for Cyprus is to be-
come a modern state for attract-
ing investments and cultivating
entrepreneurship, a country that
implements bold reforms and
becomes more competitive, by
fully exploiting the benefits of
technology and innovation.”

He added that the goal is for
Cyprus to be able to respond
quickly and effectively to future
challenges and noted that the
Cypriot economy has proven its
resilience during the pandemic.

The ambitious government
program ensures that Cyprus is
well equipped to face the chal-
lenges, he stressed.

"Our goal is to strengthen the
competitiveness and extrover-
sion of the Cypriot economy on
the basis of a new modern growth
model, remaining committed to
fiscal discipline within the frame-
work of our European obliga-
tions," he added.

Referring to the recent secon-

dary sanctions by the US and the
UK, the President pointed out that
the government is determined
to fully investigate the cases and
take all necessary action.

In this context, he said, the
government has fully cooperated
with the relevant US and UK
authorities and is proceeding with
the establishment of a fully deve-
loped sanctions enforcement
unit with technical support from
the UK government. The purpose,
he explained, is dual, on the one
hand to act proactively when
relevant information is provided
by competent foreign authorities
and on the other hand to ensure
that the imposed sanctions are
properly implemented.

He added that in recent years,
Cyprus has taken important steps
to strengthen the rules against
money laundering and financing
of terrorism.

The President also referred to
the government's reform agenda,
including comprehensive tax
reform, as well as reforms in
public administration, justice and
local government, and exploiting
EU funding opportunities for
green investments.

Furthermore, he referred to
Cyprus' multifaceted foreign pol-
icy, which focuses on strength-
ening international partnerships
and highlighting Cyprus' strate-
gic position.

“This multithematic policy can

contribute to the reunification of
Cyprus with a comprehensive
solution, in full agreement with
international and European law,
in a sustainable, functional and
modern state that will give impe-
tus to economic development
and prosperity,” he concluded.

Ubiquitous, not quite omnipotent

op of the bill this week is
I Athasha Lyonnais with a
very topical play...

During a recent political event
which | attended as just another
interested civilian, the conversa-
tion moved from the the metho-
dology and impact of frontline
activism to present day global
political issues. Inevitably we
were soon discussing Ukraine,
at which point a very learned
and intellectually curious woman
posed the question, “But who
controls Russia anyway, the poli-
ticians or the money men?” There
ensued an engrossing debate
about just that with some well-
informed, in depth analysis which
looked at historical and current
situations.

Three days later | was watch-
ing Patriots (Noel Coward
Theatre), the new play from
Frost/Nixon writer Peter Morgan.
Starting during the Yeltsin years
and the fall of the Soviet Union,
Boris Berezovsky (Tom Hollan-
der) is a mathematician turned

entrepreneur, who sees oppor-
tunity in the chaos to make a
fortune, grab power, and bring
Russia kicking and screaming
into capitalist modernity. It would
be churlish to make comparisons
between their Boris (Yeltsin) and
ours, who last week fell on his
Harman sword, but there are
definite psychological similarities,
borne mainly out of the male ego.
Working behind the scenes,
Berezovsky assembles a crew of
yes men and cronies - including
young businessman Roman
Abramovich (of Chelsea fame
and currently sanctioned oligarch)
and unknown hick politician
Vladimir Putin.

Hollander does a good job
portraying Boris as a Dr Frank-
enstein figure - too ambitious for
his own good, unwittingly creating
a monster that he could never
hope to contain - what starts as
a fun-yet-mean farce becomes
decidedly apocalyptic as Putin
goes from puppet to puppet-mas-
ter and Berezovsky goes from

kingmaker to exile. Will Keen is
Putin in every sense. Watching
him practising poses while look-
ing in the mirror is hilarious and
simultaneously scary knowing
that everything is done for a ne-
farious purpose. Rupert Goold’s
production is skilfully nuanced
very watchable and non-com-
mittal leaving it to us to answer
that question. The answer is of
course the oligarchs, unless they
try doing business without the
permission of the puppet master.
Meanwhile | found myself swept
along by musical nostalgia...
“Hello, Again, Hello...Love on
the Rocks...Forever in Blue
Jeans”. Lyrics that will be fami-
liar to many, the songs of Neil
Diamond. A crooner extraordi-
naire with that husky singing
tone which made him a global
star. Now 82 years old and no
longer able to tour having been
diagnosed with Parkinson’s in
2018, his phenomenal disco-
graphy is his legacy. In 1993
Gary Ryan appeared on ITV’s

Stars in Their Eyes as Diamond.
He got through to the first ever
live grand final where he was
runner-up to “Alison Moyet”,
since which time he has toured
the world as Neil Diamond and
last week he made his West End
debut in SWEET CAROLINE,
The Ultimate Tribute to Neil
Diamond (Adelphi Theatre).
With a fantastic repertoire to
work from Ryan took us on a fifty-
year journey celebrating an extra-
ordinary career and included all
the genres which Diamond has
covered in that time.

The audience of mainly fifty
to eighty-year-olds — the man
next to me was 87 — was in
party mode. Any opportunity to
sway and sing along, the only
thing missing being candles, cue
mobile phone switch on. Ryan
looks and sounds uncannily like
Diamond and whips up a frenzy
of excitement especially when
he delivers the more popular
numbers. A consummate pro-
fessional who is careful not to

over excite those who might not
cope with a sudden increase
in their heart rate. The support
band, who resemble and are
dressed like Seventies rockers,
are terrific knowing when to play
second fiddle to the crooning
but also relishing the opportuni-
ties to show off their talent. The
show is touring and if it comes
nearby and you fancy a good
night out with family or friends
this is for you. Sweet Caroline
ba ba ba (not actual lyrics)...

And Sotira Kyriakides revels
in a classic operetta...

Sasha Regan'’s reinterpreta-
tion of The Mikado comes to
Wilton’s Musical Hall with an
all-male cast. The Gilbert and
Sullivan classic has been enter-
taining audiences since it pre-
miered at the Savoy Theatre in
March 1885. The stage is set
with a sparse backdrop of trees,
some piled wood and a tent in
the middle. We find ourselves
among a group of boys on a
camping trip and soon enough
the first number, 'If you Wanna
Know Who We Are’ rings out.
It's set in the fictional world of
Titipu, where we are introduced
to the main characters, such
as the High Executioner, Bertie
Hugh, Miss Violet Plumb and
Bertie Hugh’s betrothed, Miss
Kitty Shaw. Titipu is where flirting
is banned and punishable by
death. The comedic laws of
Titipu play out during the course
of the show.

The familiar songs from the hit
musical include a brilliant rendi-
tion of 'A Wandering Minstrel,
which resonates wonderfully
across the auditorium. This high-
octane production is filled with
funny moments and camp high
jinx, poking fun at British politics
and institutions. It captures the
spirit of the original, where a
couple fall in love but both are
betrothed to other people. Don't
miss this justifiably renowned
version of a wonderful operetta.
The musical renditions and the
excellent pianist are worth the
entry fee alone.

Finally, Rose Goodenough
wants to break free, of techno-
logy...

Pretty Red Dress

This was one of the most
unexpected delights from last
October’s London Film Festival
and it's good to see that it is finally
getting a cinema release.

Greatest Days

A good-natured musical with

Chevalier

All the ingredients are here - a
thrilling opening sequence where
Chevalier challenges Mozart in
a violin battle, a strong actor
playing the lead role, careful
production values but curiously
it fails to touch the heart.

It feels claustrophobic and it
never fulfils its potential!

Exorcist

feeble horror film that Russell
Crowe used to be a fine Oscar
winning actor. He puts on a silly
Italian accent and plays Father
Amorth, the Pope’s (Franco Nero)
personal exorcist.

Water please

easily reminded that we need

to hydrate because we are
likely to feel thirsty more frequen-
tly. In reality however, we should-
n't actually allow ourselves to
get to that point of feeling thirsty,
as by that time, we are actually
already dehydrated and in need
of water. Thirst is normally the
brain’s way of warning that you
are dehydrated because you are
not drinking enough fluid.

Other common signs the body
uses to alert you of dehydration
is a dry mouth, feeling fatigued,
weak and possibly with irritability,
headache and/or feeling light-
headed, deep coloured urine or
urine that is with strong concen-
trated odour and passing urine
less frequently than normal.

Other signs of dehydration
include having sugar cravings;
often thirst can be misunderstood
for hunger and you may even
crave sugary fruits when actually
a drink would do the trick.

In the hot weather, we are

Bad breath can occur when
dehydrated because the body
is not producing enough saliva.
Without the saliva present to
clear out debris, bacteria has the
chance to grow and cause bad
breath. The same occurs after
fasting for long periods of time;
if you are not eating, saliva de-
creases and bacteria growth in-
creases, causing bad breath.

If dehydration continues, prob-
lems such as constipation can
occur; when the normal water
content of the body is reduced,
it upsets the balance of minerals,
the salts and sugars in the body,
which affects the way the body
functions. Water makes up two
thirds of a healthy body. It assists
in digestion, flushing out waste
and toxins, keeps skin plumped
up and healthy and functions
with lubrication of the joints -
having enough fluid in eyes.

Anyone can become dehydra-
ted, but those that may be prone
to it are babies and infants as

they have a low body weight and
may be sensitive to even small
amounts of fluid loss, people who
have long term health conditions
such as diabetes, athletes who
lose large amounts of body fluid
through perspiration when exer-
cising for long periods and
workers of hard physical labour
and especially in the sunshine
and hot weather.

Older people may not be so
aware of themselves becoming
dehydrated.

People who drink alcohol get
dehydrated as the alcohol works
as a diuretic which means fre-
quent urination. It causes the
body to expel lots of water as it
tries to remove and get rid of
these strong fluids from the blood
through the renal system, which
includes kidneys, ureter and
bladder at a much faster rate.

You can also lose the balance
of electrolytes usually maintained
in the body, they can become too
low or too high. Electrolytes are

found in the food and drink that
are consumed, hence the well-
known breakfast craving, after
a night out drinking. The body
wants to replace the electro-
lytes lost. The electrolytes are
minerals in the body that have
an electric charge. Sodium,
calcium and magnesium are all
electrolytes. They help balance
the body's pH level and move
nutrients into cells. They also
make sure nerves, muscles and
heart work efficiently in the way
they should.

The amount of water you take
should equal the amount you
lose.

What to drink
to stay hydrated

- Drinking plenty of water
sounds easy enough, but surpri-

singly many people actually don't
drink enough of the right fluid.
Water, or water diluted with sugar
free cordials, can be far more
effective than drinks with a high
rate of caffeine such as coffee,
cola or tea. Caffeine works as a
diuretic and will flush out the
body, therefore not aiding in re-
taining fluid hydration. Drink de-
caffeinated teas, make a brew,
add some alternative sweetener
if required such as stevia, allow
to cool and have as an ice tea
for the summer.

- Keep a bottle of water handy
and at the ready; if you are not
so keen on plain water, then
make a fusion, add a little hint
of a fruit flavour like some slices
of orange to enhance it.

- Fizzy pop drinks may contain

more sugar than you need,
therefore not great.

- We are told to drink six to
eight glasses or cups of fluid a
day, however a study has shown
that in a warm climate, or for
those who are quite active, men
should be drinking 15.5 cups /
3.7 litres a day and women 11.5
cups, approximately 2.7 litres.

Persistent thirst can be a sign
of an underlying problem such
as diabetes.

ative to Zakynthos, Frig-
N ania is a fridge dessert

available everywhere on
the island, consisting of three
layers. The bottom layer is made
with Greek rusks / Paximathia
(you can use Krisprolls) soaked
in syrup, a thick Greek custard as
the middle layer, and whipped
cream sprinkled with ground cin-
namon and chopped nuts as the
top layer.

It reminds me of Ekmek, a des-
sert from the days of the Otto-
man Empire, still very popular in
Turkey and all over Greece and
Cyprus. | found the dessert very
sweet, but refreshing and deli-
cious.

Ingredients:

10-12 Greek rusks (Paxima-
thia) or 20-22 Krisprolls or as
many as you need to cover the
bottom of your dish

For the syrup:

300g sugar

300g water

1 cinnamon stick

Juice of 7z lemon

1 slice of lemon peel (use a
vegetable peeler or sharp knife)

For the Greek custard:
1litre full fat milk
100g cornflour
200g sugar
3 eggs at room temperature
1 tsp vanilla extract

For the cream topping:
300ml whipping or double
cream
1 tbsp icing sugar

To garnish:

Ground cinnamon

Almonds or walnuts toasted,
or pistachios, finely chopped

Method:

Add the ingredients for the
syrup to a saucepan, mix and
then boil for 5-8 minutes.

Arrange the Greek rusks on
the bottom of a 30x23cm glass
or ceramic baking dish, and pour
the warm syrup slowly over the
rusks. Set the dish aside.

For the custard, first mix the
eggs, ¥z cup of the milk, cornflour,
vanilla and the sugar until very
smooth.

Pour the rest of the milk into a
heavy saucepan and heat until
just at boiling point. While stirring
constantly, slowly pour the milk

into the bowl with the eggs and
cornflour mixture, whisking all
the time until smooth.

Once combined, return the milk
mixture into the saucepan and
cook over low heat, constantly
stirring, until thickened and bubbly,
for about a minute or two.

Carefully pour the hot custard
over the rusks and place a piece
of clingfilm or greaseproof paper
direct on the custard, to stop skin
forming, allow the custard to cool
a little then refrigerate for an hour
or two until set.

Whisk the whipping cream with
icing sugar until stiff peaks form
and spread over the custard.
Sprinkle with ground cinnamon
and roasted chopped nuts. Cut
into large square pieces and
serve.

NB - You can halve the dessert,
Just use a 25x25cm dish.

Man City overcome Inter to complete treble

anchester City finally
expanded their domes-
tic domination across

the continent as they beat Inter
Milan 1-0 with a second-half
Rodri goal to win the Champions
League for the first time and com-
plete a rare treble on a nervous
Saturday evening.

Pre-match talk of a stroll to
European soccer’s most-cher-
ished crown was off the mark,
however, and it took a precise
Rodri finish after 68 minutes to

crack Inter’s resistance.

Even then City’s massed ranks
had their heads in their hands as
Inter threatened to drag a cagey
final into extra time with goal-
keeper Ederson making two
superb late saves.

An eruption of joy greeted the
final whistle with City’s players
sprinting towards their fans in
the Ataturk Stadium.

“You have to be lucky ... Itwas
written in the stars. It belongs to

us,” said City manager Pep

Guardiola.

“With this competition, the
treble is so difficult.”

City not only won their first
European trophy since claiming
the now-defunct European Cup
Winners’ Cup in 1970, they also
became only the second English
team to win a treble of Premier
League, FA Cup and Champions
League, matching Manchester
United’s sweep in 1999 when
City were in the third tier.

Inter, bidding to lift the trophy

for a fourth time, stifled Guard-
iola’s side with a superbly-
executed display of traditional
Italian catenaccio, especially in
the first half.

City have now won 17 trophies
since the 2008 takeover, although
there is a cloud on the horizon
with the club faced with more than
100 charges of alleged breaches
of Premier League financial regu-
lations dating back to 2009.

In finally guiding City to the
European Holy Grail after gut-
wrenching near misses, Guard-
iola became the first manager
to achieve two trebles in Euro-
pean football, having done the
Spanish equivalent with Barce-
lona in 2009.

He has delivered 12 major
trophies for City since 2016 and,
with the Champions League jinx
broken, any sense of inferiority
they may have felt to estab-
lished European royalty like
Real Madrid, Bayern Munich
and Liverpool has been swept
away.

Guardiola’s side fluffed their
lines in Porto two years ago
against Chelsea. This time he
and his players delivered,

It marked a hat-trick of defeats
for Italian clubs in European
club finals this season with Roma
losing to Sevilla in the Europa
League and Fiorentina beaten
by West Ham United in the
Europa Conference and even-
tually Inter Milan to Manchester
City.

West Ham Europa
Conference League glory

arrod Bowen slid home
J a 90th-minute winner as

West Ham United secured
a last-gasp 2-1 victory over
Fiorentina in the Europa Confe-
rence League to clinch a first
major European trophy in over
half a century.

The match looked like it was
heading to extra time when Lucas
Paqueta slipped a ball through
to Bowen who outpaced the
defenders on a quick counter
attack and fired past Fiorentina
keeper Pietro Terracciano.

The goal made Bowen the first
English player to score the winner
in @ major European final since
Arsenal’s Alan Smith in 1994 and
capped a campaign in which

West Ham were unbeaten in 15
UEFA Europa Conference
League matches.

West Ham took the lead in
the 62nd minute when Said
Benrahma converted a penalty
after a VAR review confirmed a
handball by the Italian side’s
captain Cristiano Biraghi, who
had been a thorn in West Ham’s
side with his runs down the
flank.

Fiorentina immediately step-
ped up the pace after going b
ehind and were rewarded five
minutes later when Giacomo
Bonaventura sent an angled shot
past West Ham keeper Alphonse
Areola. West Ham will now play
next season in Europa League.
