as teachers in England

prepare to go on strike again.

Members of the National Edu-
cation Union (NEU) in schools in
England have already held three
regional and five national strike
days since February. The most
recent one, on 2 May, affected
more schools than ever.

The NEU has announced
two more national strike dates
on 5 and 7 July.

They are calling on the gov-
ernment to publish the recom-
mendations of the independent
pay review body, which advises
what pay rise teachers should
be offered for next year.

The Department for Educa-
tion said further strike action
would cause "real damage" to
pupil learning. It says it is consi-
dering the recommendations

and will publish their response
"in the usual way."

The union is also re-balloting
its members to seek continued
support for strike action in the
autumn term.

Members of the National
Association of Head Teachers
(NAHT) and the NASUWT are
also being re-balloted in England,
after neither union reached the
threshold to hold strikes earlier
in the year.

NASUWT members in 56
sixth-form colleges in England
have voted in favour of strike
action and action short of strike.

The Association of School and
College Leaders (ASCL) has
said it will ballot members on
national strike action in England
for the first time in its history.
Voting is from 19 June to 31 July.

Any action taken by the ASCL,
NASUWT or NAHT would be in

the autumn term and would be
co-ordinated with the NEU, which
could lead to full school closures.

No further strike dates are
scheduled in Wales or Northern
Ireland, and the dispute has been
resolved in Scotland.

Meanwhile, senior NHS
doctors have also voted over-
whelmingly in favour of strike
action next month. Hospital
consultants will strike on July
20 and 21 in a dispute over pay,
the British Medical Association
(BMA) have announced.

More than 24,000 members
of the BMA backed industrial
action by 86% on a turnout of
71%, well above the legal thres-
hold of 50%.

The BMA said that unless the
government makes a “credible
offer” which can be put to its
members, they will take part in
industrial action on July 20 and
21 — just days after a five-day
strike by junior doctors in Eng-
land (13-18 July).

It means that for seven days
next month, regular appointments
and pre-planned operations will
be disrupted. It will also mark
the eight consecutive month that
NHS staff have walked-out over
pay and conditions.

Shadow Health Secretary
Wes Streeting called the
announcement an "unmitigated
disaster of the government's
making."

He said: "Rishi Sunak cannot
continue to sit back like a

passive observer and let this go
ahead. He must now get the
doctors in for immediate nego-
tiations to bring these strikes to
an end."

Consultants’ industrial action
will take the form of Christmas
Day cover, meaning that most
routine and elective services will
be cancelled but full emergency
cover will remain in place.

The BMA said it announced
its planned dates for industrial
action six weeks before the
potential action so that consult-
ants and their colleagues were
able to put in early plans to man-
age patient lists and prioritise
urgent patient care in the event
of a successful ballot.

The turnout for the statutory
strike ballot was 43.4%, which is
lower than the mandatory 50%
threshold needed to be able to
take industrial action under the
2016 Trade Union Act.

The union said it will continue
to put pressure on the govern-
ment to deliver fair pay for nurs-
es in the NHS in England, des-
pite the low number of voters.

In the ballot, more than
100,000 RCN members voted
in favour of strike action —
around 84% of the total number
of people who voted.

The RCN said approximately
140,000 ballot papers needed
to be returned in the post to
meet the threshold and only
122,000 were received by the
closing date of Friday June 23.

Take meter readings ahead
of energy bill price drop

nergy bills are going to
Edrop from July as the

government's Energy
Price Guarantee expires and
Ofgem's new cap comes into
effect.

The drop to its energy price
cap from the current £3,280 per
year to £2,074 for the average
household in England, Wales
and Scotland and will come in
on July 1.

It is hoped that the typical
annual bill will fall by around
£426, but campaigners are urging
people to take meter readings
by Friday to take full advantage
of the drop.

By taking your meter reading
on Friday June 30, it will prevent
energy providers from determin-
ing bill prices that aren't accurate

to your usage.

Even though prices are drop-
ping, an up-to-date and accurate
reading will ensure that you don't
pay more than you should. Also,
in the case of disputing a bill,
it is key that you can provide an
accurate reading.

If a reading is lower than what
your provider estimated, you can
ask them to lower your monthly
direct debit.

The Energy Price Cap does
not limit how much you can be
charged for energy, you still pay
for what you use, but it caps how
much you can be charged per
unit by your supplier.

Smart meters are different to
standard meters and normally
send readings to your supplier
automatically.

Villiers: ULEZ expansion
“the wrong scheme at
the wrong time”

ot a single backbench
N Labour MP turned up

to defend Sadiq Khan’s
hated ULEZ expansion when
it was debated in Parliament
on Monday.

The scheme to take the ULEZ
zone out to the Greater London
boundary came under sustained
attack from London Conservative
MPs, after thousands of people
signed parliamentary petitions
asking for it to be scrapped.

Theresa Villiers, MP for Chip-
ping Barnet, has been vocal in
condemning the Mayor's plans,
calling ULEZ expansion “the
wrong scheme at the wrong
time.”

In her speech during the lively
debate, she said “Of course
everyone here today will agree
that we need to reduce air pollu-
tion, and a range of Government
policies are delivering progress
towards that important goal. But
the Mayor of London published
an independent impact assess-
ment of his ULEZ expansion
proposal that concluded that it
would have only a negligible
impact on air quality.

“Yet | am sure that many of us
have had constituents attend-
ing our surgeries to explain the
financial hardship that they will
experience as a result of this
charge being introduced at a
time of major increases in the
cost of living.

“The Mayor made no mention
of ULEZ expansion in his mani-
festo; a majority who responded
to the consultation opposed his
plan; and he is giving people
only a few months to get ready
for its imposition. Other charging
schemes were announced years
in advance, giving reasonable
time for everyone to adjust.

“Constituents stop me in the
street to tell me how much they
oppose Mayor Khan’s proposal.
A protest | organised, which |
was expecting to attract about
10 people and be rather low key;,
attracted a crowd of about 60.

“Outer London high streets
in places such as Barnet are
already suffering from the big

switch to online retail, accelera-
ted by the pandemic; losing their
customers from outside London
could be a killer blow. Our pub-
lic services in outer London de-
pend heavily on workers who do
not live in the capital. Schools,
the NHS and the police already
struggle to recruit the people
they need. Setting up a ULEZ pay
wall around London will make
that task even harder and place
even greater pressure on NHS
waiting times.”

Ms Villiers took the opportu-
nity once again to highlight the
importance of restoring the 84
bus route between Potters Bar
and Barnet saying, “Transport
for London discontinued the
route last year after concluding
that it was not commercially
viable. However, despite many
appeals from me and others,
TfL and the Mayor have not lifted
a finger to get it reinstated.

“The Mayor promises that
the ULEZ expansion will fund
transport improvements, but
there is no sign of them so far.
The one orbital bus route that
has been announced will be
a wholly inadequate substitute
for the millions of journeys that
will be hit by the new charging
scheme.”

She concluded, “The expan-
sion of the ultra-low emission
zone to outer London has no
mandate. It will do virtually
nothing for air quality, it will be
economically damaging and it
will hit the poorest harder than
anyone else. The Mayor should
dismantle Labour’s hated ULEZ
expansion. If he does not, |
sincerely hope that Londoners
will take the opportunity to vote
him out next May and replace
him with a Conservative Mayor
of London.”

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No evidence of criminal wrongdoing
in dead conscript case
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o evidence of criminal
N wrongdoing has come up

in the case of the 2005
death of national guardsman
Thanasis Nicolaou, and therefore
the state will be taking no more
action, the attorney-general said
on Tuesday.

“The final report has been done
and unfortunately no witness tes-
timony came up connecting any
persons which may have been
responsible for causing the death
of the unlucky soldier,” AG Giorgos
Savvides told reporters.

He said the current leadership
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of the attorney general’s office
did all it could — and under the
difficult conditions of investiga-
ting the event 18 years later — to
get to the bottom of the circum-
stances surrounding the death of
Nicolaou and, if possible, identify
any culprits.

According to Sawvides, his office
appointed the criminal investi-
gators which the Nicolaou family
wanted, gave them the extensions
they wanted, and when the inves-
tigators reported that they did all
they could and it was now up to
the police to pursue further, he

personally instructed that a spe-
cial team be established consist-
ing of police officers who had no
previous ties to the case.

This team, Savvides said, were
given a timeframe to investigate
and to clear up any ‘gray areas’.
Now, their final report has found
no evidence of criminal wrong-
doing in connection to the national
guardsman’s death.

The AG added that they have
handed over to the deceased’s
family all the information — the
report and the witness testimony
gathered.

“We were in constant contact
with the family’s attorney and, after
we informed them of our position,
| understand they intend to file a
private criminal case.”

A private criminal case is a pro-
cess provided for by the constitu-
tion, although the attorney-gene-
ral has the discretion to decide
whether to allow it to proceed.

In 2005 Thanasis’ body was
found under a bridge in Alassa;
police and the army at the time
ruled his death as a suicide.

But after his remains were
exhumed two years ago over
suspicions of foul play, further
autopsies showed he had been
beaten and strangled.

One of the investigators tasked
with carrying out the third inquiry
into his death said last year that
criminal acts had been committed.

That raised questions, such as
if a Greek pathologist found evi-
dence of strangulation 15 years
later, how did a Cypriot patholo-
gist not find the same within hours
of Thanasis’ body being discovered.

In April this year, a glimmer of
hope appeared to be opening up
for Thanasis’ mother Andriana —
who has been demanding justice
since his death — when the attor-
ney-general’s office handed over
the material of police investiga-
tions which it had previously re-
fused to.

The family has a pending law-
suit against the Republic of
Cyprus for damages in connection
with an alleged incomplete inves-
tigation and human rights viola-
tions at the Nicosia district court.

#HandsOffCyprus e-campaign

One of the last Greek
survivors of Auschwitz
dies aged 98

aso Stamatiou, one of the
erw remaining Greek sur-

vivors of Auschwitz, has
sadly passed away at the age of
98. Her final years were spent in
the Ecclesiastical Nursing Home
of Stylida, located in Central
Greece.

In her single room she kept a
binder with photos from her youth
and painful memories of decades
past, her own sketches depicting
the horrors of Auschwitz, along
with letters she sent her parents
from the Gestapo detention faci-
lities in Thessaloniki.

She belonged to the group of

Greeks who were sent to the
death camps during World War II
after being accused of resistance
activities and leftist-communist
sentiments.

She was arrested by the Ges-
tapo on March 28 in 1944 in cen-
tral Thessaloniki, while a first-year
law student, for participating in an
attempted demonstration to com-
memorate the March 25 Greek
Revolution of 1821. She returned
to Thessaloniki in September
1945 but, like others, did not get
the reception she expected.

MPs unite to save 84 bus

onservative MPs,

They are appealing to TfL and
Hertfordshire County Council to
contribute to funding the return
of the service which was discon-
tinued in April last year after bus

operate Metroline decided it was
not commercially viable.

Ever since then, the two MPs
have been working to try to bring
back the lost services which link
their two constituencies of Herts-
mere and Chipping Barnet.

Hertsmere Council indicated
that they could provide some
funding to support a temporary
return of the service as far as High

Barnet station, but it is likely that
a further contribution will be
needed from Hertfordshire County
Council and TfL to deliver even
a temporary restoration of the
route.

“I'm urging Herts CC and TfL
to work with me, Oliver Dowden
and Hertsmere Council to find
a solution,” Theresa said.

“This service is immensely

important to many of my consti-
tuents, particularly the connec-
tion to local hospitals. Provision
of some funding from Hertsmere
represents a step forward, but |
can’t see the bus coming back
without support from Hertford-
shire CC and TfL too. That’s why
| have again asked them to step
up and find a way to restore the
84 route to Barnet.”

Hertsmere MP, Oliver Dowden
said: “I have long campaigned
for the restoration of the 84 bus
route for affected residents in
Potters Bar, and for those who
relied on the service to reach
hospital appointments in Barnet.

“Back in March 2022 | imme-
diately convened a meeting with
Metroline, Sullivan Buses, Trans-
port for London and Hertford-
shire County Council to discuss
available options.

ith a full house of
teachers and members

Andria spoke about her inspira-
tion to go into teaching, recalling
that from a young age she had
always imagined what her class-
room would look like and how
she’d teach her lessons. She said
that her classroom was her “happy
place”, saying that teachers are
able to have such a significant
impact on the next generation.
Asked about her advice for new
teachers, she said it was impor-
tant to connect with students on
a personal level, make the class-
room an inspirational learning
environment and demonstrate a
kindness and energy that allows
students to leave any troubles
they may be facing at the class-
room door.

Andria described her shock
and surprise at winning the
Global Teacher Prize in 2018,
given there were 33,000 entrants.
She said that she was using the
platform that this had given her
to change education for the
better, including establishing her
Charity Artists in Residence to
inspire young minds to explore
pathways and progressions to
a career within the creative and
cultural industries.
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Andria also said that following
her award she had published two
books. Describing her most recent
book “Lessons in Life”, Andria
said that the interviews she had
conducted with 30 of the best
teachers in the world had been
an inspirational opportunity. She
said that the common thread that
unites all the people she inter-
viewed is a passion for education,
a creativeness to tailor lessons
to the mediums that appeal to
young people and being “slightly
maverick.”

Asked about her next career
step, Andria said that from Sep-
tember she would be taking up
a new role as Vice Principal at
a Special Educational Needs
school in Camden. Having spent
18 years at Alperton Community
College, Andria said she is exci-
ted about this new challenge to
work with fabulous children at a
school that has been rated out-
standing by Ofsted 7 times.

Asked about the role that
Ofsted plays in education, she
said that it can put unnecessary
stress on teachers and leader-
ship teams. Andria went on to say
that whilst an educational stan-
dards review body is definitely
needed, the focus should be more
supportive and developmental
for schools.

part from his books, Albert
ACamus also liked writing

love letters: he was an ob-
sessive womaniser whose con-
stant affairs drove his second wife
to mental breakdown.

Jean-Paul Sartre was Camus'
intellectual sparring partner.
When asked which of Camus'
books he liked best he said: 'The
Fall, because Camus has hidden
himself in it.'

The Algiers slum kid became,
at 43, the second youngest Nobel
Prize winner in history. Letters
published 50 years after his death
reveal him as a devoted adul-
terer.

The Fall (1956) is the confes-
sion of a celebrated Parisian
lawyer brought to crisis when he
fails to come to the aid of a

drowning woman. The 'drowning
woman' was Camus' second
wife, Francine. Francine said to
her husband: "You owed me that
book.” Camus agreed.

In December 1959, Camus'
womanising reached its apotheo-
sis.

On December 29th, he wrote
to his mistress announcing that
he would shortly be returning to
Paris from Lourmarin, where he
had spent the summer with his
wife and children: 'This frightful
separation will at least have
made us feel more than ever the
constant need we have for each
other.'

On the next day he wrote: 'Just
to let you know | am arriving on
Tuesday by car. | am so happy
at the idea of seeing you again

that | am laughing as | write.'

Aday later, he wrote: 'See you
Tuesday, my dear, I'm kissing
you already and bless you from
the bottom of my heart.'

There was yet another letter,
setting up a date in New York.

Apart from the candid honesty,
there was one thing remarkable
about these letters: they were
all to different women.

The first was to Mi, a young
painter; the second to Catherine
Sellers, an actress; the third to
Maria Casares, an internationally
famous actress with whom he
had a liaison for 16 years; and
the fourth was to an American,
Patricia Blake.

When, over a period of five
years, Camus’ biographer, Olivier
Todd, got access to all of these
letters, he faced a dilemma. Copy-
right of all Camus' letters is inves-
ted in his literary executor - his
daughter, Catherine. 'ltis one thing
for children to know their father
was a womaniser,' Todd says,
'but quite another to show them
proof.'

But Catherine Camus raised
no objections.

Mi, who received the first of
those December letters, was a
young Danish painter. Camus met
her in the traditional way, picking
her up at the Café de Flore in
Saint Germain des Pres in 1957.
She was one of the rare women

with whom he shared his other
passion - football.

The Nobel committee gave
the Literature prize to a 'French-
man of Algeria' at a high point in
the Algerian war. Camus was
instantly derided by most of the
Parisian intellectual elite. Dec-
ades later, in the sixties, Sartre
refused the prize. Unlike Sartre
though, Camus condemned
Stalin's labour camps when their
existence was revealed. He was
a diligent journalist working in
occupied Paris for the under-
ground paper, Combat, while
the privileged spokesman for
communism, Sartre, led a life of
material ease.

Tragically, Camus kept none
of these planned rendezvous.
Driving back to Paris with his
publisher and friend Michel Gal-
limard, their car hit a tree and he
was killed instantly. He was 46.

Far from being a Parisian in-
tellectual with little conscience
about his affairs, Camus' rela-
tionships were important to him.
'He had a much more healthy
relationship with women than
Sartre,' Todd says. 'His relation-
ships were quite moving.'

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All change! What do | need

to tell my insurer?

Andy Patikis ‘

id 2L

i'nsu'rancel

hange happens in life,
but did you know that
there are some changes

that you need to tell your home
insurance provider to make sure
you're still covered? To help, we
have gathered some key points
below. Remember to always
check your policy documents for
more specifics and, if you are
unsure, give us a call and we
will be happy to help.

Life changes: It is important
you let us know if your address
changes, but that’s not the only
life change we need to know
about. For example, we also
need to know if your property is
no longer your main home or if
your occupation changes. We
would also need to know if you
or your family plan to use your
home for anything other than
living and doing business admin-
istration in.

If you or your family plan to

let or sublet your home, or if
you no longer live in it, it is really
important you let us know. Re-
member, if we do not have the
most up to date details, a claim
may be not be approved due to
incorrect material facts.

Home changes: Customers
often forget to tell us if they have
acquired a new, high value
object. This could be a piece of
jewellery or furniture that has
a value of more than £2000. If
you do not tell us about these
objects, they may not be covered
in the event of loss or theft — in
or away from the home.

Another change that people
often forget to tell us about is
building work. You must tell us
before any building work, con-
versions, renovations, demolition
or extensions happening at your
home. It is especially important
that you tell us if it will change
the number of bedrooms or

bathrooms that you have. You
will not need to tell us if the
work is only redecoration, main-
tenance or to replace existing
kitchen or bathroom fittings that
won'’t affect your walls, ceilings
or floors.

If things have changed and
your home will be left unoccu-
pied or unfurnished for more
than 30 days in a row, you will
need to tell us. This is important
because burglaries and break-
ins are more likely to happen in
empty properties.

Changes to your situation:
Finally, it is important you tell
us if there are any changes in
your situation or anyone else’s
that you live with. For example,
if you or your family have been
declared bankrupt or if there
have been any bankruptcy pro-
ceedings against you or your
family in a county court or
similar, you will need to tell us.
Likewise, you must let us know
if you or anyone in your family
have been convicted of any
offence other than a driving
offence.

Remember, this is not a com-
plete list — you should always
check your Policy Wording doc-
ument and you can contact us
if you are not sure on whether
a change in your life or circum-
stances will have an effect on
your policy.

TiL launches limited edition Oyster
cards to mark 20th anniversary

the Oyster card on 30 June
2023, TfL has launched a new
limited edition Oyster card to cele-
brate two decades of the iconic
smartcard making travel via public
transport around London quicker
and easier for everyone.

The cards will be available from
ticket machines in all London
Underground stations in Zone 1,
as well as at all Visitor Centres
and selected Oyster Ticket Stops
in central London.

Oyster is one of the world’s
most iconic transport smartcards,
and more than 125 million people
from around the world have bene-
fited from more convenient travel
in London since it launched. The
card revolutionised the way travel
is paid for in the capital as it
allowed customers to add money
to a smart card, so that they could
pay as they go. This meant that
paying for journeys became much
easier and more convenient, as
customers were able to board
buses, go through ticket gates
more quickly and avoid having to
queue to buy paper tickets.

During the past two decades,
Oyster has constantly evolved in
response to customers’ needs. In
2005, daily fare capping was in-
troduced, enabling customers to
make as many journeys as they
like without being charged more
that the equivalent Day Travelcard.
2008 saw the Zip oyster card
brand for concessionary travel
for under 18s launched, and in
2010, pay as you go with Oyster
was expanded to include all com-
muter rail services within Greater
London. In 2021, weekly capping
on Qyster for adult pay as you go
customers was introduced, mean-
ing that anyone travelling on Tube
and rail services across London
benefit from never needing to
buy a weekly Travelcard again.

The success of Oyster in
London, which then paved the
way for pay as you go with con-
tactless as well, has led to more
rail services across south east
England, and world cities introdu-
cing similar pay as you go tech-
nology for travel.

Shashi Verma, Chief Techno-
logy Officer at TfL, said: “We're
excited to be celebrating 20 years

of the Oyster card as a world
leading innovative way to travel.
Customers have loved the conve-
nience of pay as you go travel,
and we are immensely proud to
celebrate two decades of the
Oyster card making travelling in
London easier. It has cemented
TfL’s reputation for being at the
forefront of innovation and paved
the way for the use of contactless
payments on public transport —
not only in London, but across
the world.”

Recently, TfL implemented an
upgrade to Oyster and contactless
online account which requires
customers to use multi-factor
authentication to log in, which will
continue to help ensure that cus-
tomers’ accounts and personal
details are kept safe. Having an
online account allows customers
to use the TfL website to check
their journey history and fares
paid, as well as apply for refunds
for any incomplete journeys. Cus-
tomers with the TfL Oyster and
Contactless app can also use the
app to top-up their Oyster card
while on the move. From 6 July
2023, TfL will also be reinstating
online refunds for customers, with
applicable refunds returned to the
original payment card used to
purchase the credit or associated
with the online account.

The limited-edition design joins

From hell to damnation

uring the 1980’s | spent
D some time working in
Cypriot refugee camps
doing theatre in education pro-
jects. It was a salutary experience
and reminded me, in the kefka
of my youth, that there was se-
rious life beyond hedonism that
needed my attention and action.
Writer Christy Lefteri is a child of
Cypriot refugees and she once
volunteered in a Athens refugee
centre. That upbringing and
experience came to fruition with
her award-winning novel, The
Beekeeper of Aleppo (Yvonne
Arnaud). Adapted for the stage
by the same two people who
produced The Kite Runner, Nes-
rin Alrefaai and Matthew Span-
gler, it is a compassionate and
poignant play.
The essence is a journey made

by millions of refugees the world
over. Those same people who
are portrayed by elements of the
press as “economic scroungers”
coming here for no other reason
than to exploit our apparent
leniency and welcome that we
afford them once on our shores.
Afra (Roxy Faridany) and Nuri
(Alfred Clay) are Syrian refugees
who have embarked on that jour-
ney, fleeing a warring country
where there is danger at every
turn. On a minimalist set of rocks
and sand, which are effectively
used to portray a variety of situa-
tions, we see the brutal reality
of what most of us see in sani-
tised versions on our TV screens.
Crucial to the striking impact of
this production, apart from the
quality and dignity of the perfor-
mers, are the visuals, including

very realistic and powerful video
projections and the symbolism
of the beekeeping implying hard
work and happiness in their
homeland works well.
Unfortunately, plays such as
these are not given many oppor-
tunities, being seen as non- com-
mercial enterprises. Directed by
Miranda Cromwell, who ensures
the show includes the humorous
side of such human trauma,
including some of the characters
they meet en route to what they
hope will be a place of refuge
and respite. When the first
Cypriot refugees arrived here in
the 1970’s, following the tragedy
of 1974, they were greeted with
a “Welcome to Britain” sign and
then immediately challenged
about their refugee status. The
same “welcome”, via hostile

environments and xenophobia,
awaits those arriving here today.
History repeats itself until we
learn, if ever. A play that demands
your attention.

Molly Still's production of
Robin Hood (Regents Park
Open Air Theatre) - The Legend.
Re-written by Carl Grose - was
both a total surprise and a total
joy.

It's the type of show we have
become used to in this exciting
venue and once again they have
surpassed themselves with a
show that is a perfect night out
for children (10+) and adults
alike. A crescent moon rose as
we left the party that was about
to ensue. A night to remember.

And Marquinhos Havana
relishes déja vu...

It's far too easy to be cynical.
And lazy. So when the theatre
world goes for another stage
adaptation of a successful film,
the C word rears its head. How-
ever, if you see Groundhog Day
(Old Vic), the musical adapta-
tion, you will be gobsmacked and
treated to a very slick and witty
show. With music and lyrics by
Tim Minchin, book by Danny
Rubin and directed by Matthew
Warchus, it does not attempt to
recreate the Bill Murray 1993
movie, it is its own creation.

Phil Connors is a cynical (it's
rife) Pittsburgh TV weatherman
and is sent to cover the kooky
annual Groundhog Day event in
the small town of Punxsutawney,
Pennsylvania. Straightforward
enough but then he finds him-
self caught in a time loop that
sends him on a hilarious path to
enlightenment and redemption.
That all sounds a bit slushy but
this is so much cleverer than
that and in Andy Karl (Phil) and
Tanisha Spring who plays Rita,
the woman he falls in love with,
the production has two lead
actors who are talented and
charismatic and perfectly suited

to the show.

As his repeat meetings with
the same folk happen time and
time again, we encounter many
of the fruit loops he has to deal
with. Props and imagery are
terrific and Lizzi Gee’s choreo-
graphy sparkling. There is also
a car chase deserving of a men-
tion of its own. All in all a crack-
ing show about second chances
and transformation that will have
you beaming with glee. Be gone
cynicism!

Finally, Ali Hep has a ball and
still wants more...

Sleep easy

he importance of sleep is
Tmore than just resting the

body itself. During sleep,
the body is working to support
healthy brain function, it also re-
generates cells for growth and
development. Not having enough
sleep over some time can raise
the risk of developing long term
health problems.

How we function throughout
the day depends on a good
night's sleep, our responses are
much quicker when are feeling
recharged and fresh. We are more
alert, which makes learning and
working much easier.

Sleep affects the heart and
circulatory system, metabolism,
the respiratory system and the
immune system.

When falling asleep we enter
a non REM sleep, the blood
pressure and heart rate fall. The
heart doesn't work as hard as it
does when we are awake. Asharp
increase in blood pressure and
heart rate upon waking has been

linked to angina, chest pain and
heart attacks. People who do not
sleep enough have a higher risk
of obesity, stroke, high blood pres-
sure and coronary heart disease.

Sleep affects the metabolism;
it changes the way the body
handles fat. It varies according
to various circadian clocks. The
circadian clock makes sure the
liver is prepared to help digest fat
at appropriate times, the body
may handle fat differently if eat-
ing at unusual times.

Not getting enough quality
sleep can lead to higher levels of
the hormones leptin and ghrelin
that control hunger, a decreased
ability to respond to insulin, and
increased consumption of food,
possibly a craving for comfort
foods with a sweet, fatty or salty
content.

Sleep affects the respiratory
system, it is slower, less deep,
less often and therefore taking
in less oxygen. It can be a prob-
lem for those who have asthma,

lung disorders or coronary
obstructive disorder. Breathing
problems can be worse during
sleep or early morning sleep
depending on the disorder.

Sleep affects parts of the
immune system which become
more active at different times
during the day. Some cells work
harder when we sleep; missing
a lot of sleep increases the risk
of getting colds and other infec-
tions.

Sleep affects memory and
learning. Good sleep helps the
formation of long-term memory
- with little sleep it becomes a
struggle to focus on thinking
clearly, coping with simple tasks
and remembering things.

How much sleep we need varies
according to age and indepen-
dent lifestyle activities. Children:
9-12 hours, 13-18 years of age:
8-10 hours, adults 18 and above:
7-9 hours sleep.

While many people function
regularly on short periods of

sleep, six hours of sleep is not
enough for most adults. Most ex-
perts recommend seven hours of
sleep every night. Older people
tend to go to bed earlier and get
up earlier than they used to when
they were younger.

People who experience broken
sleep regularly can be angrier,
crankier and may feel down in
mood, compared to when sleep-
ing straight through the night.

However, sleep quality is more
important than quantity to stay
healthy. A room that is too light,
hot, cold, or noisy can play an
important part in the quality of
sleep. Alcohol or caffeine before
going to bed can also work as a
diuretic and dehydrate the body
which may result in waking and

the need to go to the bathroom
or become thirsty during the
night.

The odd or rare bad dream
may not be too disturbing on
sleep quality, but if the negative
or vivid dreams occur multiple
times a week and continue for
weeks and months, they may
become emotionally disturbing,
disruptive and often exhausting,
as it may cause you to sleep less
soundly. This results in daytime
tiredness, reduced concentration
function, memory and producti-
vity in all tasks carried out.

A racing mind can result in
vivid active dreams and some-
times nightmares. Often, we go
to sleep and can dream of a
problem we may have encoun-

tered that day. Trying to reduce
any stress and anxiety before
bedtime may help before the
levels escalate out of control.
Before bedtime, try some deep
breathing, meditation or relaxa-
tion techniques that work for you
personally. Stick to a regular
sleep schedule as much as pos-
sible. Eat well, maintain a healthy
weight, drink adequate water
and avoid high activity exercise
immediately before bedtime.
Sleep well!

Mahalepi / MayaAeri

ahalepi is like marmite,
you either love it or hate
it! It's an old fashioned

Cypriot summer pudding which
is refreshing to eat on those hot
evenings while sitting outside
enjoying the jasmine-scented
breeze.

This soft white cornflour jelly
is made with just water and Nn-
oldoTe/Nishiaste (maize powder
starch) corn starch, but cornflour
is fine to use. Usually no sugar
is added when making the pud-
ding, but it is sprinkled when
served together with rose cordial
(triantafillo) and ice water, or even
some TplavTAQuUAAO TTaYWTO
(rose ice-cream).

Mahalepi can also be made
with milk — known as Lebanese
mahalepi — which is topped with
chopped nuts or glyka.

Ingredients (serves 6):

To each 1 cup (250ml) of
water, you add one tablespoon
of cornflour

6 heaped tbsp cornflour /
NnolaoTe

For serving:
Rose-cordial
Sugar
Iced water
Rosewater ice-cream, optional

Method:

Place 5 cups of water in a
saucepan and bring to the boil.

Dissolve the cornflour in the
remaining cup of water and add
it to the boiling water on a low
heat, stirring with a wooden
spoon until it thickens like a

Ly
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custard.

Pour into 6 bowls (wet them
first) or glasses, half filling them;
they should be about 2cm thick,
set aside to cool and refrigerate
for at least 1 hour.

To keep them fresh for longer,
remove the Mahalepi from the
bowls and place them in a plastic
container filled with cold water
and cover with a lid.

To serve, cut into cubes and
add 1 tablespoon of rose-cordial,
iced water and sprinkle with 1
tablespoon of sugar or as much
as you like. | like to decorate with
pink rose-petals and triantafillo
ice-cream.
