O the National Federation

of Cypriots in the UK
hosted H.E. the President of
the House of Representatives,
Mrs Annita Demetriou, for a
working dinner in London.

Prior to the dinner, the Fede-
ration’s Executive also held a
private meeting with Mrs Deme-
triou. The occasion came as part
of the Mrs Demetriou’s first offi-
cial visit to the UK in the capacity
of House President. Alongside
a delegation from the House of
Representatives, the dinner was
attended by leading members of
the UK Cypriot community from
the Federation’s member asso-
ciations.

In the House President’s ad-
dress, Mrs Demetriou remarked,
“in these difficult times that Cyp-
rus is going through, we draw
strength to continue our campaign
for survival and for a better future
for our children in a country where
peace and security will prevail.”

Mrs Demetriou continued, “we
draw strength from you, because
we know that you are tireless
champions in this titanic struggle
of Cyprus for justice against a
stronger and more aggressive
neighbour.”

Remarking on Cyprus’ achieve-
ments, Mrs Demetriou noted that
“we are a small country, but our
membership of the European
Union and our strategic impor-
tance, as a pillar of security and
stability in a highly volatile region,
is duly appreciated and valued
by our neighbours and by power-
ful actors in the wider world.”

The House President empha-
sised however that, “the most
important element of Cyprus is

its people who know how to fight,
create and grow, either within or
beyond the borders of our small
country, and this makes us proud.”

Mrs Demetriou praised the
efforts of UK Cypriots specifically,
saying that “the dynamic and
active Cypriot community in the
UK has contributed substantially
to the promotion of issues related
to the Cyprus problem.”

In particular, she added, “the
role of the community in support-
ing expatriates, particularly those
refugees who arrived in the UK
after the Turkish invasion, has
been important for their economic
and social progress. | warmly con-
gratulate the President and Mem-
bers of the National Federation
of Cypriots, for their dedication,
consistency and perseverance in
their targeted actions to address
propaganda by Turkey to upgrade
the pseudo-state.”

Mrs Demetriou noted, “the in-
tensifying Turkish provocations
in the Exclusive Economic Zone
and on the territory of the Repub-
lic of Cyprus, within and around
the ceasefire line and in the en-
closed area of Famagusta.” For
her part, Mrs Demetriou said that,
“I have sent letters of concern to
Presidents of Parliaments and
international parliamentary orga-
nisations, condemning Turkey's
illegal actions in Famagusta and
the usurpation of property of
Greek Cypriot refugees, through
the so-called ‘Property Commis-
sion.”’ These letters ask them to
exert their influence so that Tur-
key reverses these actions and
returns to the negotiating table
to resolve the Cyprus problem
for the benefit of Cyprus, as well
as for the benefit of Turkey and

the wider region.”

Concluding, the President of
the House of Representatives
reassured the Federation and
the representatives of the Fede-
ration’s Member Associations of
“the will and readiness of all my
fellow MPs and myself personally
to strengthen the cooperation of
the Parliament with the National
Federation of Cypriots in the Uni-
ted Kingdom, for the better pro-
motion of issues related to Cyprus
and the Cypriot diaspora. We will
always be at your side, assisting
you in any initiative and action
you undertake.”

President of the National
Federation of Cypriots in the UK,
Christos Karaolis, in his opening
remarks, affirmed that “we con-
tinue to support the tireless efforts
of President Christodoulides to
restart negotiations from the point
at which they stopped in Crans
Montana, to find a just and lasting
solution that will end the Turkish
occupation and that is based on
the agreed UN framework, EU
acquis and international law.”

Mr Karaolis added, “We sup-
port these efforts in practice by
ensuring that the Cyprus issue
remains on the British Govern-
ment and Parliamentary agenda,
as well as systematically chal-
lenging Turkish propaganda here
in the UK.”

To keep the Cyprus issue on
the Parliamentary agenda, Mr
Karaolis said that running the
“Hands Off Cyprus email cam-
paign allows voters to easily and
directly engage with their MPs;
to raise awareness about the
continued occupation; and to
urge MPs to take action.” Along-
side the campaign, he said that

the Federation also continues “to
actively engage with the British
Government and Foreign Office
directly on the Cyprus issue.”

Mr Karaolis elaborated on the
Federation’s work in countering
Turkish propaganda in the UK,
noting that “last year TV adverts
for occupied Cyprus were the
third most complained about ad-
verts across the whole year, after
a campaign by the Federation.”

Additionally, after “direct
intervention of the Federation,
a number of publications that
advertised holidays to occupied
Cyprus apologised and agreed
not to do it again.”

Concluding his remarks, Mr
Karaolis thanked the House
President for her “long-term and
tireless efforts to secure a better
future for Cyprus and its people.”

To close the dinner, the Fede-
ration’s President, Vice-Presi-
dents and Treasurer presented
Mrs Demetriou with a plaque as
a token of appreciation for her
efforts to raise awareness of the
on-going occupation of Cyprus
in international parliaments and
her support for the National
Federation of Cypriots in the UK.

Prior to the dinner, the Fede-
ration’s Executive Committee
held a meeting with the House
President. The meeting involved
friendly exchanges on efforts to
resume talks for Cyprus’ reuni-
fication, as well as issues that
affect the Cypriot diaspora living
in the UK.

Also present at the dinner was
the Bishop lakovos of Claudio-
polis, representing His Eminence
Archbishop Nikitas; High Com-
missioner of Cyprus to the UK,
Andreas Kakouris; Secretary
General of the Cyprus House of

CMP continues efforts
to determine the fate of
the missing Cypriots

s part of their investi-
Agation to find the mis-

sing Cypriots of 1963-
1964 and 1974, the Organisa-
tion of Relatives of Missing
Cypriots (UK) along with the
Committee on Missing Persons
in Cyprus, hosted a meeting on
Tuesday 4 July at the Cypriot
Community Centre, calling on
members of the public who
had information to come for-
ward.

The meeting was attended
by the representative of the
Greek Cypriot Community on
the CMP in Cyprus, Mr Leoni-
das Pantelides, the represen-
tative of the Turkish Cypriot

Community on the CMP in
Cyprus, Mr Hakki Muftizade,
and investigators Mrs Angeliki
Anthousi and Ms Selin Orek.

During the meeting, Mr Pan-
telides highlighted the encour-
aging progress of the commit-
tees’ endeavour to excavate the
remaining burial sites. Since
2006 and with the help of cut-
ting-edge equipment, old maps
of Cyprus and most importantly
testimonials, approximately 50%
of all missing Cypriots have
been found, although not all
have been identified.

Mr Pantelides explained that
there are roughly 900 missing
people whose remains have

yet to be discovered, however,
the committee has collected
information about all of them.

The CMP is currently trying
to gather new information as
soon as possible, but the ma-
jority of eyewitnesses have hazy
memories about the events,
due to old age. Furthermore,
the process has been impeded
by the changing Cypriot land-
scape following constructions
of buildings such as hotels
and restaurants, the exorbitant
costs and bureaucracy that
the CMP faces amidst autho-
risation for excavations, and
the restrictive access to land
by the Turkish army.

In a statement to Parikiaki,
Mr Hakki emphasised that now
more than ever before, the two
communities are cooperating
to bring the work of the CMP
to fruition.

There is a lot of hard work put
into locating the burial sites,
with the EU paying 80% of
the €3 million budget that was
granted for the mission.

Sophia Constantinides
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House President Annita Demetriou highlights
Cyprus issue during her official visit to London

he Cyprus issue, common

I global challenges and
matters relating to the
Cypriot diaspora in the UK were
the topics on the agenda of the
meetings the President of the
House of Representatives Annita
Demetriou had during the first full
day of her official visit to London.
Demetriou was welcomed to
the Houses of Parliament by the
Speaker of the House of Com-
mons Sir Lindsay Hoyle on Mon-
day morning. Following an initial
meeting with him and a tour of
the Palace of Westminster, she
held talks with the Chairman and
members of the Commons’ Edu-
cation Committee, and attended
a working lunch hosted by the
Chairman Sir Roger Gale MP
and members of the All-Party
Parliamentary Group for Cyprus.
Following the lunch, the House
President said that the purpose
of her visit was “precisely to be
able to update countries that have
a special role, such as Great Bri-
tain, primarily about the current
situation in our Cyprus, so many
years since the illegal invasion

and the continuing occupation;
to give an update on issues on
which we could further develop
our cooperation, but also on pos-
sible challenges which we are
currently called upon to jointly
tackle.”

She said that updates on the
Cyprus issue are the priority on
her agenda: “We are prioritising
the briefing on the Cyprus issue
and | am delighted that | am here
with the Chair of the APPG for our
Cyprus. You can see how clear
their positions are regarding the
Cyprus issue, regarding the ille-
gal, the unacceptable situation
that Cyprus continues to face and
that’'s why we need such words,
such interventions, especially from
Great Britain, a country which up
to now has had a particular res-
ponse, to phrase it in a diplomatic
way; (that's why we need the UK)
to stand by us so that we are able
to resume negotiations within the
correct framework, that is to say a
bizonal, bicommunal federation
as set out in the UN resolutions
- and that’s why we consider such
meetings so important.”

Referring to the earlier morning
meetings she said: “We had a
meeting with the House Speaker
and we'll see him again this eve-
ning, and then we met with the
Chair of the Commons Education
Committee. We have discussed
issues relating to education,
which have occurred particularly
after Brexit and its consequen-
ces. One of the issues discus-
sed was the tuition increase for
our students (in the UK) and how
we could potentially resolve it,
perhaps through our membership
of the Commonwealth.

“We have also raised the issue
with regard to our teaching staff
at the diaspora schools, and of
course we examine how we can
jointly manage multiple challen-
ges facing us, relating to migra-
tion, climate crisis and the demo-
cracy crisis. Something that we
particularly discussed with the
House Speaker was our common
initiate at the IPU summit in
Vienna about the use of social
media networks and what can be
done with all this situation deve-
loping into a concerning pheno-

menon.”

Demetriou added: “We are
here precisely to stress that the
Republic of Cyprus, our Cyprus,
as a full member of the EU can-
not but set as its primary goal the
settlement of the Cyprus issue
and the reunification of our land.
That is why we are rightfully
standing by Ukraine. We of
course discussed this very impor-
tant aspect as well and we will
do everything in our power to
really serve, as is right, the inter-
national law, with no double stan-
dards; and this is what we expect,
at the least, from countries such
as the UK or other member coun-
tries or other countries around
the world that really want to serve
democracy and lawfulness.”

Demetriou and the APPG
members also discussed the
developments in Varosha.

Sir Roger said: “As the Chair-
man of the APPG for Cyprus it's
been a huge pleasure for me and
my colleagues to welcome the
Speaker of the House of Repre-
sentatives, also the leader of her
party, to the House of Commons

and to discuss the issues facing
the island of Cyprus today. We
are clearly absolutely as one in
our determination to see a full and
a peaceful and a rightful settle-
ment to the island’s problems. It
is outrageous that there has been
an army of occupation in a coun-
try that is a member of the Com-
monwealth and member of the
Council of Europe for so long. We
have to bring this to an end and
that means getting people round
the table, getting people talking
again. We shall redouble our
efforts to seek out to do that.”

During her visit, Demetriou
attended part of the weekly
Prime Minister's Questions ses-
sion in the House of Commons
and held separate meetings with
the representatives of the UK
Famagusta Association and the
Board of British Cypriots, where
useful and constructive ideas
were exchanged on how to move
forward with promoting the future
of Cyprus to the political life in
the UK, which has an important
role to play.

The Board of British Cypriots

was represented by Doros Par-
tasides, Yiannis Stergides, Stella
Didenis, Spyros Papacharalam-
bous and Professor Neophytos
Loizides, who presented the
House President with a selection
of books on parliament, political
leadership and democracy, as
well as a decorative plate as a
sign of respect and appreciation.

Demetriou also had a meeting
and a working dinner with the
President of the National Fede-
ration of Cypriots in the UK,
Christos Karaolis, and the Board
members (see Page 17) and
visited the Olive Branch Aid, the
Alkionides UK charity and the
Cypriot Community Centre in
Wood Green.

Inheritance Tax - inaction can be very expensive!

There are two certainties
in life, Death and Taxes.
What some people may
not appreciate is how closely
related they are! And that the
current UK Inheritance Tax rate
is 40%!

There is currently no form of
death related tax or tax on gifts
made during lifetime for those
domiciled in Cyprus since Janu-
ary 2000.

In contrast, in the year to End
of March 2023 HM Revenue
and Customs collected £7.1 Bil-
lion of Inheritance Tax, and this
is on the rise.

The National Federation of
Cypriots in the UK estimates that
there are currently approximately
300,000 Cypriots living in the UK,
meaning on death, they have a
potential UK IHT liability of 40%
on all assets they hold in the
UK. The reality is that UK Inhe-
ritance Tax can be levied upon
all assets situated in the UK,
even though the owner may no
longer live in the UK, and it gets
worse.

If a person at death is
deemed to be domiciled in the
UK, then in addition to their UK
assets being taxed at 40%, they
can also be taxed at 40% upon
any other assets they may own
anywhere in the world, including
property and assets in Cyprus!

This can leave families with
a very large tax bill to pay and
often a very complex situation

to deal with.

If this applies to you and your
family, then taking advice and
action can potentially reduce the
tax burden by making use of the
reliefs and planning which can
be available.

The question of domicile can
be complex and being Deemed
Domiciled is automatic.

From 6th April 2017, a
person living in the UK, even if
born outside of the UK, once
they have lived here for at least
15 of the preceding 20 tax years,
is deemed to be UK domicile.
This has the effect of UK Inheri-
tance Tax being levied on their
worldwide Estate.

This directly impacts upon
Cypriots who have retained pro-
perty and assets in Cyprus, per-
haps even intending to returning
to live there again one day, as
all of their worldwide assets
become liable to UK Inheritance
Tax.

If your Estate is valued at over
£325,000, then 40% tax applies
to the excess. There are how-
ever various allowances and
reliefs that may be available and
if available, must be claimed at
the time. The most important

and generous of these is “Spouse
Exemption” where assets pass-
ing to a UK Domiciled surviving
spouse are exempt from Inheri-
tance Tax, irrespective of value.
If however the surviving spouse
is non UK Domiciled, then Spouse
Exemption is limited to £325,000
and the rest of the Estate is
therefore taxed at 40%. This has
a particular impact where one
spouse may have returned to live
in Cyprus or another country, and
the other has remained in the
UK.

North London is home to a
large number of Cypriot families
where the “average” house price
is currently £922,000. This puts
everyone immediately within the
realms of Inheritance Tax, even
before taking into account other
assets.

There are, however, many
legitimate ways in which poten-
tial Inheritance Tax liabilities can
be mitigated. It all starts with a
robust and appropriate Will to
utilise exemptions and prevent
an automatic distribution of the
Estate, which can happen when
someone dies without a Will
(Intestate).

Further, for those who have

left the UK but retained UK
properties, they may be able to
sell the property with lower
Capital Gains Tax liabilities if
re-basing to 2015 applies. The
important thing is to take advice
from the right Law firm with
expertise and experience in this
area.

Inter-Generational Asset Pro-
tection and Wealth Preservation
is about keeping family wealth
within the family. This also has
the added benefit of protecting
it from divorce and future Capi-
tal Taxes as it passes through
the generations.

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Racism is raising its ugly head again

gress towards equality and

social justice, it is dishearte-
ning to witness the resurgence of
racism in contemporary society.
Despite the tireless efforts of acti-
vists and advocates, racism con-
tinues to rear its ugly head, remin-
ding us of the systemic and deeply
ingrained nature of this problem.
This essay aims to explore the
current state of racism, its mani-
festations, and the urgent need for
collective action to combat this
destructive ideology.

Believe me, as a councillor
for 37 years, | have experienced
racism coming from all angles
and from areas | have never ex-
pected, not that | am shocked,
but | am disgusted by some
people’s behaviour who should
at least know better.

It is our duty to challenge
racism if we really want to see a
fairer society based on equality
and justice, for a better tomorrow
for our families and future gene-
rations.

Games: Deep Blue versus Kasparov

‘I'm a human being, you know
... When | see something
that is well beyond my
understanding, I'm scared.’

— Gary Kasparov

Gary Kasparov is a force of
nature. Born in 1963, he was a
Russian chess grandmaster and
world champion. From 1984 until
his retirement from competitive
chess in 2005, Kasparov was
ranked world number 1 for a
record 21 years and 3 months.

He was supremely gifted as a
child, but as an adult whenever
he walked into a room he was like
a tornado, everyone would pin
their backs against the wall. They
were in awe of this man — sparks
just bubbling out of his head.

He was also aware of his own
power, and knew how intimida-
ting he was. When he was play-
ing chess against another player
he would sit down, take his watch
off and place it on the table. And
then he would play. And when he
was done toying with you, he’d
pick up his watch and return it to
his wrist.

Even if you hadn’t worked out
that you'd lost, he would know
that he’d beaten you. That was
essentially a message to the
room, ‘Right, it's done.” And you
can either carry on humiliating
yourself from that point on, or you
can submit.

In 1997, a computer from
IBM named Deep Blue was the
first machine to beat this chess

grandmaster. The program was
very good at this point, but most
people agree that Kasparov
was still the better chess player.
What the computer didn’t have
was any fear and it wasn't inti-
midated by Kasparov. And he
wasn't used to this. Suddenly, all
of his tricks were useless.

Kasparov hadn't played against
a computer before and hadn’t
worked out the psychology of
how to do this.

So, the IBM researchers did
something very clever.

The way the program worked
was that it would search through
all the different possibilities, so
that if it was forced into a parti-
cularly tricky position, there would
be many more calculations to
do. This would take a lot longer
for it to churn through them.

The researchers knew that
Kasparov knew that if it was
tricky, it would take a lot longer
to come up with an answer and
its next move. So what they did
was to deliberately put some
code into the program that would
add on a random amount of time
before it came up with an answer.
So Kasparov then couldn’t tell
whether Deep Blue was thinking
hard, or not thinking at all.

Essentially, the IBM research-

ers psyched him out. There were
points when the machine was
waiting for ages and ages and
Kasparov didn’t know about this
extra little bit of time filler. In situa-
tions which seemed like a simple
position and the next move was
obvious, Kasparov would then
wonder, ‘What has the machine
spotted that | haven't spotted?’
And so he started doubting him-
self and questioning himself.
And he says, and others agreed,
that that was what led to him
making mistakes during the game
and eventually losing the match.

The version of Deep Blue
that defeated Kasparov in 1997
typically searched to a depth of
six to eight moves and twenty
or more moves in some situa-
tions.

It's not just about the power
and the might of computer algo-
rithms versus humans. We have
had tools that are super human
for ages. Fork lifts are super
human. But what happens with
Artificial Intelligence is that they
make us question ourselves.

Lady Victoria
Hervey’s mystery
man is Cypriot
playboy

Tongues have been wagging
in London and Cyprus since The
Daily Mail published a photo and
story about British socialite Lady
Victoria Hervey and a mystery
man leaving the posh and trendy
London nightclub Loulou’s back
in January.

He’s now been revealed as
Cypriot playboy, Michalis (Mi-
chael) Timinis, a member of the
Timinis group family, the pioneer
of luxury apparel shopping in
Cyprus, and ex-husband of Emily
Yiolitis; their divorce case sug-
gests that Timinis hardly has the
money to fund his playboy life-

style after he claimed he couldn’t
afford the €2,500 per month in
child support for their 14-year-old
daughter.

The judge agreed Timinis
earned just €1,600 a month after
becoming estranged from his
wealthy family.

Yet he appears to be living
a luxurious lifestyle outside of
Cyprus; in addition to frequent
trips to Paris and Milan, Timinis
has spent a considerable amount
of time in London, staying at the
Chesterfield Hotel in Mayfair for
extended periods, where even
a single room costs a minimum
of £300 a night.

Timinis regularly frequents
Loulou’s, also known as 5 Hert-
ford Street, a private members’
club in the exclusive Mayfair dis-
trict, described by Spears maga-
zine as the “most influential
members club in the world.”

Robbie Williams performs at
Athens’ Rockwave Festival

This summer’s Rockwave Fes-
tival in Athens welcomed one of
the biggest British music stars
to its TerraVibe stage.

Robbie Williams returned to the
Greek capital after eight years,
giving an impressive two hour
concert which featured his big-
gest hits such as Let Me Enter-
tain You, Angels, Feel, and an
acapella performance of Me And
My Monkey.

The singer, who is celebrating
25 years in the music industry,
also spoke to the audience about
his battle with depression, drugs,
and the people who got him
through it, namely his wife and
their four children.

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Lewis Gilbert

ewis Gilbert CBE (1920 —
L2018) was an English film

director, producer and
screenwriter who directed more
than 40 films during six decades;
among them such varied titles
as Reach for the Sky, Sink the
Bismarck!, Alfie, Educating Rita
and Shirley Valentine, as well
as three James Bond films: You
Only Live Twice, The Spy Who
Loved Me and Moonraker.

Having worked in show busi-
ness since the age of five, Gilbert
knew the value and appeal of
pure entertainment. This connec-
tion with the appetites of the
audience proved to be one of his
most important assets over a long
and varied career. It certainly en-
deared him to producers - the
Bond executive Cubby Broccoli
was so convinced of Gilbert's
suitability that he called the direc-
tor back the day after he turned
down the job of directing the fifth
film in the Bond series, You Only
Live Twice. Broccoli won him over
by appealing to his sense of
humour, saying: “You are making
a mistake. You have the world’s
biggest audience and it's waiting
to see what kind of a hash you
make of it.”

Fortunately he didn't make a
hash of it - despite outgoing 007
Sean Connery’s mounting dis-
content with the role this is one
of the most stylishly over-the-top
and entertaining of the Connery
Bonds. The title became eerily
prophetic when Gilbert, along with
Broccoli and other crew members,
narrowly escaped death during
pre-production. They were booked
to fly out of Japan on a BOAC
flight to Hong Kong and London,
which they missed when they
were invited at the last minute
to a ninja display. The flight left
as planned, but disintegrated
25 minutes after take-off, killing
everyone on board.

In a career that was remarkable
for its genre-crossing range, he
also directed Kenneth More in
the classic war film Reach for the
Sky (1956), turned Michael Caine
into a star when he brought the
ultimate swinging Sixties antihero
Alfie (1966) to the big screen and
directed Julie Walters and Pauline
Collins in Oscar-nominated per-
formances in Educating Rita (1983)
and Shirley Valentine (1989) res-
pectively.

Lewis Gilbert was born in
Hackney, east London. His par-
ents were second-generation
vaudeville entertainers and from
an early age, Gilbert would
accompany them to the theatre,
watching from the wings. He first
joined them onstage as a five-
year-old and soon became part
of their act. When two years later
his father died of tuberculosis,
Gilbert was soon helping to sup-
port the family, first as a child

extra in silent films, then in more
prominent roles. Perhaps to fill
the void left by his father, he
became obsessed with football.
By the age of ten he would wait
for Arsenal players to emerge
from their ground every Saturday
so that he could carry their bags
the 200 yards to the Tube station.

A pivotal career moment came
when aged 17, Gilbert landed a
role in The Divorce of Lady X
(1938), which was directed by
Alexander Korda. Impressed by
Gilbert’s performance the direc-
tor suggested that he should go
to Rada. Gilbert told him of his
directing ambitions, which had
more or less crystallised at that
very moment. “| said to Korda
that | didn’t want to be an actor,”
Gilbert recalled, “| wanted to be
a director. Looking back it seems
like chutzpah, but he laughed. He
thought it was very funny.” Korda
set up an apprenticeship and
later gave him his first job as a
runner.

While still in his teens, he
worked as a third assistant to
Alfred Hitchcock on Jamaica Inn.
He learnt a lot from Hitchcock
about the handling of actors.

The Second World War inter-
rupted Gilbert’s nascent career.
He enlisted in the RAF and was
assigned a post with the RAF Film
Unit, then subsequently with the
US Air Corps Film Unit, where he
assisted the Hollywood director
William Keighley.

Another fortuitous encounter
led to a job at Gaumont British
Instructional, based at Lime Grove
studios, where Gilbert caused a
stir by casting the comic actor
Charles Hawtrey in a documen-
tary about prefab houses. The
film was a success with the client
as well as with audiences.

It was at Lime Grove studios
- specifically in a lift - that Gilbert
met the woman who was to
become his wife. Hylda Tafler,
an actress and model, became
not only his spouse, but also his
confidante and trusted adviser
for more than 50 years until her
death in 2005. She had a son,
John, by a previous marriage,
whom Gilbert adopted. They had
a second child together, Stephen,
who was born prematurely at the
beginning of the shoot of Gilbert's
most controversial film, the X-
rated exploitation picture Cosh
Boy (1953).

Both boys ended up working
alongside their father on various
film projects. John, who worked
in the music industry, produced
the soundtrack of Educating Rita
and was the second unit director
on Friends (1971). Stephen wrote
a song for the score of Educating
Rita and was the second-unit
director on Shirley Valentine.

Gilbert directed several more
documentaries before moving

into fiction with The Little Ballerina
(1948), which was notable for a
performance of Les Sylphides
by Margot Fonteyn. After a run of
low-budget dramas, Gilbert was
established in the commercial
mainstream with Albert RN (1953).
During the fifties, Gilbert made
war films his speciality. The best
known and most successful was
Reach For The Sky, in which
More, who was one of the big-
gest British stars of the period,
played the legless Battle of Brit-
ain pilot Douglas Bader.

After this, his stock had risen
to such an extent that John Davis,
the notoriously rude head of Rank,
asked to see him to discuss Carve
Her Name With Pride, a film that
had a star - Virginia McKenna -
but as yet no director.

Another film from that period
was Sink the Bismarck! (1960),
again starring More and notable
for sea battles fought in the Pine-
wood tank. Gilbert was also invi-
ted to Korda’s house and asked
to direct The Admirable Crichton.

Gilbert's career changed direc-
tion in 1966 after Hylda saw the
stage play Alfie and urged her
husband to make it into a film.
As an East End boy, the subject
matter struck a chord with Gil-
bert, and, it turned out, with the
audience. Terence Stamp was
favoured for the title character,
but having played Alfie on stage,
he declined to reprise the role.
The suggestion to cast Caine in
the role that would secure his
star status came from Gilbert’s
son John.

Gilbert was impressed with
Caine’s performance in The Ip-
cress File and he told Paramount
that “there’s only one person who
can play this part, and that’s
Michael Caine”. Their response
was: “Michael who? We've never
heard of him.” Gilbert replied:
“You will, trust me.”

One of Gilbert’s innovations
was to have the womaniser Alfie
frequently breaking the fourth
wall by speaking directly to the
camera narrating and justifying
his (usually disreputable) actions.
The film won the Jury Special Prize
at Cannes, earned five Oscar no-
minations and gained its director
the option of bigger projects, the
first of which was You Only Live
Twice.

This was followed by several
disappointments. Firstly there
was a costly flop, The Adventurers
(1970), an adaptation of a Harold
Robbins novel, which was filmed
in Colombia and for which he
needed so many extras - 12,000
- for a battle scene that he had, he
said, practically the entire Colom-
bian army on his payroll. Then
Gilbert missed out on the job of
directing Lionel Bart’s musical
Oliver!, something he had very
much wanted to do.

Gilbert returned to the Bond
stable with The Spy Who Loved
Me and Moonraker in quick suc-
cession.

Perhaps the two most notable
films of his late career were adap-
tations of plays by Willy Russell.
Educating Rita (1983), again sug-
gested by his wife, was about the
often prickly relationship between
a young Liverpool hairdresser
trying to better herself and her
Open University tutor. It picked up
the three Baftas - best film (Gil-
bert), best actor (Michael Caine)
and best actress (Julie Walters).

Pauline Collins also won a
Bafta for her performance in
Shirley Valentine, at a ceremony
that held a surprise for Gilbert.
Exhausted, he had suggested to
Hylda that they slip away. Prin-
cess Anne was on stage, begin-
ning to announce the recipient
of the Michael Balcon Lifetime
Achievement Award. Gilbert whis-
pered to his wife: “Quick, some
old buffer is going to get up and
drone on forever. If we don’t shift,
we’ll be here until three in the
morning.”

A moment later it dawned on
Gilbert that Princess Anne was
talking about him. During the
montage of clips, he confessed
that he was about to make an
escape. The Princess replied:
“You wouldn’t have got far, we
have people on the doors for
that.” A few months later Princess
Anne presented him with another
award, a CBE.

Indiana Jones
And The Dial Of
Destiny

Indiana Jones (Harrison Ford)
first started his archaeological
exploits back in 1981 with RAI-
DERS OF THE LOSTARK. That
was a thrilling adventure where
Indie had to fight the Nazis for the
Lost Ark. In the prologue of this
eagerly awaited 4th sequel, which
takes place in 1944, a youthful
Indiana (courtesy of De-ageing
special effects) is still battling the
Nazis but for another ancient
device - the Antikythera or Dial of
Destiny invented by the Great
Greek scientist Archimedes. Then
the action moves to the late six-
ties where a more mature Indie

receives an unexpected visit
from his estranged goddaughter
Helena (Phoebe Waller-Bridge),
who unsurprisingly also wants a
piece of the action as well as find
the missing piece of the Antiky-
thera...

James Mangold takes over the
direction from Steven Spielberg
and delivers the goods in grand
fashion. Exciting action sequen-
ces across the globe with more
emphasis on Syracuse, the
Ancient Greek City in Sicily. Ford
is as reliable as ever but it is
Waller-Bridge, who threatens to
steal the film. Solid big screen
entertainment!

Name Me Lawand

This incredibly moving docu-
mentary, written and directed by
Edward Lovelace, follows the
story of Lawand, a young Kurdish
boy who has been deaf since
birth.

They shoot, they score... sometimes

ootball has the power
F and emotion to unite (and
divide) billions of people.
During the 2022 Qatar World
Cup, even friends who abhor
everything about it felt sorry for
Harry Kane (he’s the England
captain by the way) when he
missed a penalty in the quarter
final against France. In 1996,
Gareth Southgate had done the
same when playing for England
against Germany (the play begins
with that). He is now the mana-
ger of the national team and was
one of the first to console Kane
once the game was over. Those
two moments and particular indi-
viduals capture the essence of
James Grahams’s new play Dear
England (National Theatre), a
skilfully crafted piece about the
tragic omedy that is soccer and
the fear that seems to overwhelm
the national team when faced
with a penalty shootout. It may
be only a game but Graham ex-
plores how the success or failure
of the team determines, and ex-
poses, much about our national
identity.

Having not been to a match in
years, this is as close as you can
get to being there on a set domi-
nated by huge circles of light and
incredibly evocative videos which
bring out those intense feelings
of belonging to a tribe, which be
it real or ephemeral, for those two
hours you are as one rooting for

your team. Rupert Goold’s direc-
tion is a thrilling and gripping
examination of the game and
the nation, the hurt, the pleasure
and the comedy. Joseph Fiennes
embodies Southgate, bringing
out the more kindly and philo-
sophical side of his character
as when he wrote a letter to the
nation in 2021 during the height
of the pandemic, from which the
play takes its title. Players fea-
tured, and well performed by a
buzzing cast, include Marcus
Rashford, Raheem Stiring, Jordan
Pickford and of course Kane, a
brilliant portrayal by Will Close.

As the various episodes un-
fold Ellen Kane (no not a relation)
and Hannes Langolf’s stylised
choreography is a witty and ex-
pressive part of how we connect
with the highs and lows of top-
level sportspeople. This element
of the show bought to mind Gre-
gory Burke’s Black Watch, which
though about an army regiment
many of the tactics and team
playing in football are in a similar
vein. Less effective and slightly
gratuitous is the inclusion of
ridiculed politicians and some of
the football insider knowledge
will go over the head of those
for who the offside law and con-
troversy around armbands are
irrelevancies.

It is funny, fascinating, and a
terrific watch regardless of your
view on football. The tension is

palpable — will they win or not?
— and the humour, both verbal
and postural, works a treat. It
also examines in detail the ex-
tent that coaches go to to moti-
vate a team that is burdened by
a feeling of failure. Gina McKee
plays a serene sports psycholo-
gist brought in for that purpose.
It also doesn’t shy away from
racism in the sport and the pre-
valence of machismo. Graham'’s
play is packed full of entertain-
ment but it is much more about
the journey players go though
in their careers and by the end
they are even talking about love.
Talking of which you will end up
loving Harry.

Meanwhile Gracia Erinoglu
can’t wait for more...

Usher is young, gay, fat and
Black. He is a writer who hates
his day job and has decided
enough is enough of having con-
fusing and negative perceptions
about himself. The person next
to commented “body fascism in

the queer community is unfor-
giving”. So what to do? Write a
musical about a young, gay, fat,
Black writer of course. Michael
R Jackson’s A Strange Loop
(Barbican) has won every Best
Musical award on Broadway, as
well as the Pulitzer Prize, and
now | know why. This is a gob-
smacking show which left me
breathless with excitement and
exhausted with how much Jack-
son has packed into one hun-
dred minutes (no interval). It also
features a lead performance by
Ramar Freeman (Usher) — he is
onstage throughout — which is
absolutely phenomenal, ricoche-
ting from one part of his person-
ality and character to another.
At once vulnerable and teeter-
ing on the brink and then imme-
diately snapping into an outra-
geous and joyful queer man ca-
pable of anything. Imagine Lizzo
on speed! He is surrounded by
an incredibly talented cast of
seven other performers who are
superb in their own right.
Jackson, who also wrote the
music and lyrics, holds back on
nothing, no doubt challenging
the perceptions and thoughts of
what was a predominantly white
audience. The language is gra-
phic going into the dark corners
of racism, homophobia, anal sex,
AIDS and it is a graveyard of
caricatures and stereotypes that
Jackson has placed very openly

and in context. It will definitely
provoke and interrogate even
as you watch. | was spent by the
end of it just trying to keep up
with how much was going on.
Surrounded by six figures who
represent his inner thoughts,
director Stephen Brackett adep-
tly steers a careful course bet-
ween allowing free rein to Free-
man’s phenomenal vocal gym-
nastics and tugging him back
into the more reflective and dif-
ficult passages when we see
him exposed, lonely and lost.
The final few moments are un-
expected leaving this strange
loop in a psychological merry
go round. I'm going again, one
because | want to, but also be-
cause I'm sure | missed some-
thing. Do not miss this.

Phillip Ridley’s Vincent River
(Greenwich Theatre) is a drama-
tic two-hander with captivating
performances from Kerrie Taylor
(Anita) and Brandon Kimaryo
(Davey). The play follows how
their troubled crossed paths un-
ravel. Set in a sparse and drab
apartment in East London.
Vincent, Anita's son, was found
murdered in an abandoned rail-

way station. Davey follows Anita
as she flees her previous
address to her new abode. She
knows he has a story to tell but
he can't quite get the words out.
He musters up the courage to
visit Anita and reveal that he
found Vincent's body.

Vincent was the victim of a
hate crime. Davey can't get him
out of his mind. The pair make
a pact to talk about each other's
past to try and uncover the truth.
Davey's heart-rending story
about his relationship with his
mother and his lost youth is
really profound. They uncover
each other's past with the help
of alcohol, pills and marijuana.
The two actors take you on an
emotional rollercoaster. This
modern classic was a huge hit
when it premiered in 2000. It's
well worth going to see - be pre-
pared to encounter emotional
themes and powerful perform-
ances in what is a tour de force.

Ayran / Swiss Chard warm salad

yran is a Middle Eastern
A(Lassi) summer yoghurt

drink mixed with salt and
mint. It is also the national drink
of Turkey.

| have fond memories drinking
Ayrani, as it is called in Cyprus,
as a young girl, when we would
go shopping in Famagusta and
Larnaca, which wasn'’t very often
- maybe three to four times a year
to get new shoes and clothes.
There used to be a man on a bi-
cycle selling Ayrani and my mum
would always treat us to a glass
of this wonderful cold yoghurt
drink and to a mixed kebab from
the street vendors.

Ayran is a very refreshing,
palatable, healthy and digestible
drink, that’s good for quenching
the thirst on a hot day.

Ingredients
(makes 1 large glass):
2 glass plain sheep’s yogurt
150ml (Y pint) iced water or
soda water
A little salt
A little caster sugar
Dried mint
Ice-cubes
Fresh mint leaves
Lime wedges

Method:

Put all the ingredients except
the dried mint in a blender, blend
until smooth and frothy.

Pour into a tall glass and mix

in a little dried mint.

Add ice-cubes, decorate with
fresh mint and wedges of lime
and serve.

Swiss chard warm salad

This warm salad is packed full
of nutrients like fibre, vitamin K

and magnesium.

In Greece, horta (wild greens)
are staple foods - the most popu-
lar are Vlita (Amaranthus Viridis)
and in Cyprus they love Molok-
hes or Moloshes (mallow).

Ingredients (serves 4):

1 kg Swiss Chard or Rainbow
chard

Salt
For the dressing:

Greek virgin olive oil

Salt

Lemon juice

Lemon wedges, to serve with

Method:

Prepare the chard by trimming
and removing some of the thick
stem; if they are tender keep
them on. Wash them really well
in cold water and drain.

Bring a large saucepan half
full of salted water to the boil
and add the vegetables, making
sure the water just covers them,
cook on a medium heat with a
lid on to retain the colour for
about 5-10 minutes or until just
tender.

Drain and place in individual
bowls. Serve warm or at room
temperature with olive oil, lemon
juice, salt to taste and lemon
wedges.

Andy Murray beats the rain to win at Wimbledon

ndy Murray maintained
Ahis record of never losing
in the Wimbledon first
round with an encouraging vic-
tory over fellow Briton Ryan Pen-
iston.
Two-time champion Murray,
seen here with our Michael Yia-

koumi ranked 40th in the world,
started slowly against wildcard
Peniston on Centre Court.

But the Scot showed his
greater class to fight off early
break points, before going up a
gear to win 6-3 6-0 6-1.

British number one Cameron

Norrie, a semi-finalist last year,
won 6-3 4-6 6-1 6-4 against
Czech Tomas Machac.

But Dan Evans, seeded 27th,
lost 6-2 6-3 6-7 (5-7) 6-4 to
France’s Quentin Halys.

The home quartet were among
the small number of players who
could complete their first-round
matches on Tuesday, with the
all-British affair between Murray
and world number 268 Peniston
taking place under the Centre
Court roof, where Evans also
played in a late-night finish.

In-between, as the rain that
decimated day two beat down on
the Court One roof, 12th seed
Norrie came through a tricky test
against qualifier Machac.

On a court where he won in the
last 16 and quarter-finals last
year, Norrie produced a largely
composed display as he started
his bid to replicate the best
Grand Slam run of his career.

“It was a lot of fun coming out

to that court, so special, a lot of
good memories there,” he said.

“I reckon | played a really good
match with some normal drops in
there but there was a lot to learn
from and take from that match.
It was a good day and nice to
get the win.”

Both Norrie and Murray,
who could face each other in
the fourth round, are still waiting
to find out their next opponents.

Norrie, 27, will play American
Christopher Eubanks or Brazil’'s
Thiago Monteiro, while Murray,
36, faces Greek fifth seed Ste-
fanos Tsitsipas or 2020 US Open
champion Dominic Thiem.

Eight-time Wimbledon cham-
pion Roger Federer may have
only been a Centre Court guest
but his huge aura was still felt
by those competing on Tuesday.

Defending women’s champion
Elena Rybakina said Federer’s
presence — for a ceremony to
mark his achievements — had

made her “nervous”.

Men’s top seed Carlos Alcaraz
was “a little bit jealous” after mis-
sing out on being watched by the
retired Swiss.

Andy Murray, meanwhile, got
a nod of approval from one of
his great rivals.

“It was amazing to have some
royalty here and some tennis
royalty as well,” Murray said of
Federer, who was sitting next to
the Princess of Wales.

“It's amazing to have Roger
here supporting the event.”

Djokovic beat Argentina’s
Pedro Cachin 6-3 6-3 7-6 (7-4)
on Centre Court. But after the first
set there was no play for 80 min-
utes, despite the closed roof,

Djokovic, aiming to secure his
eighth Wimbledon title and match
Roger Federer’s record for a male
player, will now play Australia’s
Jordan Thompson, ranked 70th
in the world, following his five-set
win over American Brandon

Nakashima, 55th in the world.

Russia’s seventh seed Andrey
Rublev is a potential opponent
for Djokovic in the quarter-finals
and he began his campaign with
a 6-3 7-5 6-4 success over Aus-
tralia’s Max Purcell.

Norwegian fourth seed Casper
Ruud, who lost to Djokovic in last
month’s French Open final, was
tested by Laurent Lokoli of France
before eventually going through
in four sets on Court One.

Ruud will play Great Britain’s
Liam Broady in the second
round.

Elsewhere, there were succes-
ses for 14th seed Lorenzo Musetti
and 17th seed Hubert Hurkacz
against Juan Pablo Varillas of
Peru and Albert Ramos-Vinolas
of Spain respectively.

But there was a first-round
exit for Canadian 11th seed
Felix Auger-Aliassime, who lost
in four sets to American Michael
Mmoh.

he 2023/24 UEFA Europa

I Conference League sea-

son is set to conclude at the

Agia Sofia Stadium in Athens,

Greece, on Wednesday 29 May
2024.

Opened in September 2022,
the new stadium stands on the
site of the Nikos Goumas Sta-
dium, which had been home to
AEK Athens since 1930 but sus-
tained serious damage during an
earthquake in 1999.

With a capacity of over 30,000,
the new stadium in the north-
western suburb of Nea Filadelfia
stages Greece international home
games as well as AEK matches.

As the stadium in Athens is
brand new and never operated
by AEK Athens in an international
context, UEFA will provide exper-
tise. An observation period until
November 2023 at matches
played by AEK Athens in the
UEFA club competition for which
they qualify, and by the Greek
national team in the UEFAEURO
2024 qualifiers, has been added
as a condition for the confirma-
tion of the appointment, which
would happen in December.

When is the 2024 Europa
Conference League final?

The final will take place on
Wednesday 29 May 2024. UEFA
having released details of all the
key dates in the 2023/24 com-
petition. It will conclude the third
season of UEFA’'s newest club
competition, and the final one
under its current name; it will be
the UEFA Conference League
from 2024/25.

What do the Europa
Conference League
winners get?

The UEFA Europa Conference
League trophy stands 57.5cm tall
and weighs 11kg. It consists of
32 hexagonal spines — one for
each team in the group stage of
the competition — that twist and
curve from the trophy base.

The base and top are made
from hand-brushed brass with a
matte galvanic steel effect, while
the spines feature a glossy silver
finishing.

The trophy was designed in
London studio Pentagram.
