National Gouncil convenes
after UNSG envoy appointment

The next steps after the
appointment of the UN
Secretary-General's
personal envoy on the Cyprus
issue, the scenarios for the re-
sumption of negotiations for a
Cyprus settlement, confidence-
building measures concerning
the Turkish Cypriots and also
the issue of the team dealing
with the Cyprus issue, were dis-
cussed, among other issues, on
Monday by the National Coun-
cil, that met under President
Nikos Christodoulides.
Government Spokesman Kon-
stantinos Letymbiotis said after
the National Council meeting, that
the President of the Repubilic,
together with the entire political
leadership of the country had the
opportunity to discuss the latest
developments, especially the ap-
pointment of the UN Secretary-
General's envoy, Maria Angela
Holguin Cuellar, the coordination
and strategy for the next steps and
in view of her arrival in Cyprus.
Letymbiotis added that they also

discussed “our own even more
constructive attitude in terms of
creating conditions for the re-
sumption of negotiations from the
point they have been suspended,
in accordance with the agreed
solution basis, as provided by
the relevant resolutions of the
UN Security Council.”

He expressed hope that the
contacts of the envoy of the Gen-
eral Secretary will be intensive
and constructive in terms of cul-
tivating an even more positive
climate and that the conditions
would be created as soon as pos-
sible for the resumption of the
negotiations. Asked when the UN
Secretary General's envoy will
arrive to Cyprus, the Spokesman
said that they were waiting to be
updated on the schedule of her
arrival and visits.

Replying to another question,
he noted that everyone's com-
mon belief at the National Coun-
cil was that the conditions should
be created for a final, viable so-

lution to the Cyprus problem.

On the package of measures
for the Turkish Cypriots, the
Spokesman said that they have
been prepared and are very spe-
cific. He added that this issue
was also discussed and that the
President of the Republic will
announce them when he deems
that it is the most useful.

To a question on whether all
scenarios had been discussed
as regards the resumption of the
negotiations, he said that Presi-
dent Christodoulides discussed
with the political leadership the
scenarios, which, he and his
associates have worked on.

“There has been an exchange
of views. We come to this process
hoping that the other side will
demonstrate the corresponding
political will and constructive atti-
tude, so that the conditions are
created for the resumption of
negotiations within the agreed
framework,” he said.

At the same time, he added, the
necessary preparatory work for

all possible scenarios should be
done, and is being done.

Letymbiotis said the issue of
the team dealing with the Cyprus
issue was also discussed, and
that the President asked the poli-
tical parties that have not submit-
ted proposals for participation in
it, to do so in the coming days,
so that they will be taken into
account in the final compilation
of the list for the team.

As regards the incidents in the
buffer zone in Pyla and Agios
Dometios Letymbiotis said the
Government was not going to
downplay the matter, under any
circumstances. He noted that
the Government was monitoring
them very closely and with con-
cern, as the President of the
Republic himself has mentioned.

Letymbiotis said that such
actions have been intensifying in
recent years, but also in recent
months and that this was some-
thing the President has conveyed
to both the UN Secretary Gene-
ral and his Special Representa-
tive to Cyprus, Colin Stewart, in
their meeting last week.

Asked to comment on reports
that Turkey was unloading fire-
arms at the port of Famagusta,
the Spokesperson said that they
were closely monitoring any
developments, noting, “we are
aware of various information
which we are evaluating, but also
proceeding with the necessary
actions.”

UK to bring in law to quash wrongful Post Office convictions

ritain will seek to use new
Blegislation to overturn
the wrongful convictions
of hundreds of Post Office
managers, Prime Minister Rishi
Sunak said on Wednesday in
the wake of renewed national
outrage over the scandal.
Between 1999 and 2015,

hundreds of self-employed sub-
postmasters at branches of the
state-owned Post Office were
convicted of theft, fraud and false
accounting because faulty soft-
ware wrongly showed thousands
of pounds missing from branch
accounts.

A TV dramatisation of the

scandal, one of the biggest mis-
carriages of British justice, has
heaped pressure on the govern-
ment to act more swiftly to deli-
ver justice, after some sub-post-
masters were jailed and hundreds
of others saw their livelihoods
destroyed. While 93 convictions
have been overturned, hundreds
of others are yet to be quashed.

“We will introduce new primary
legislation to make sure that
those convicted as a result of the
Horizon scandal are swiftly exo-
nerated and compensated,”
Sunak told parliament.

“This is one of the greatest mis-
carriages of justice in our nation’s
history. People who worked hard
to serve their communities had
their lives and their reputations
destroyed through absolutely no
fault of their own.”

An ongoing public inquiry is
expected to conclude later this
year, while London’s Metropolitan

Police is conducting a separate
investigation.

The government is taking a sig-
nificant step in legal terms by help-
ing get the convictions quashed,
as it means parliament directly
interfering with the judicial process.

The normal process for anyone
to have their conviction overturned
in Britain is for the convicted party
to lodge an appeal, usually with
the help of lawyers.

Public anger over the scandal
has re-erupted since ITV’s “Mr
Bates vs The Post Office” was
broadcast earlier this month. Itis
the most watched programme on
any channel so far this year, with
9.2 million viewers tuning in.

On Tuesday former Post Office
boss Paula Vennells, who over-
saw many of the prosecutions of
sub-postmasters, handed back a
national honour after more than
1 million people signed a petition
demanding she be stripped of it.

President urges new
officials to ignore criticism
and focus on duties

he swearing-in cere-
I mony for the new Min-
isters and the handover
of appointments for the new
Deputy Minister and Commis-
sioners, took place on Wed-
nesday morning at the Presi-
dential Palace, following a
recent reshuffle by the Presi-
dent of the Republic of Cyprus
Nikos Christodoulides.
During his address at the
ceremony, President Christodou-
lides urged the incoming officials
to remain focused on their res-
ponsibilities and to dismiss base-
less criticism, while taking into
account constructive feedback.
“Close your ears to sirens of

all kinds, that’s what | do, and
dedicate yourselves only to the
implementation of your work in
the public interest,” he noted.

He also encouraged the
newly appointed members to
steadfastly work towards the
Government's objectives and
to embrace a forward-thinking
approach.

The President provided an in-
dicative overview of the achieve-
ments made during the first ten
months of his administration;
key achievements include set-
ting a national minimum wage
at€1,000, resolving the Cost-of-
Living Adjustment issue bene-
fiting 180,000 workers, and im-
proving hospital operations in
Nicosia and Limassol.

Christodoulides also pointed
out the challenges faced by
ministers during a year mark-
ing the 50th anniversary of the
Turkish invasion and ongoing
occupation of Cyprus.

Additionally, May marks
20 years since Cyprus joined
the European Union, the most
significant achievement, as he
said, since the establishment
of the Republic.

Sunak makes election appeal
for Britain to stick with his plan

rime Minister Rishi
P Sunak urged voters and

his own party on Sunday
to “stick to the plan” for “long-
term change” at an election he
has signalled will most prob-
ably come in the second half
of this year.

After firing the starting gun on
election campaigning last week
by saying it was his “working
assumption” the vote’s timing
would be later this year, Sunak
listed what he described as the
progress he had overseen since
taking office in late 2022.

With his governing Conserva-
tives heavily trailing the opposi-
tion Labour Party in the polls,
Sunak is hoping to turn the tide
by giving more time to his agenda
including cutting taxes, health
service waiting lists and the num-
ber of migrant arrivals - issues
he said he had started to tackle.

“Of course there’s more to do,
but progress is being made. The
country is now pointing in the
right direction,” he told the BBC’s
Sunday with Laura Kuenssberg
programme.

“And if we stick to the plan and

we can continue to deliver that
long-term change the country
needs... that’s ultimately how
we’ll provide everybody with the
peace of mind that the future is
going to be better for their chil-
dren... That’'s what I'm setting
out to deliver.”

Sunak has so far struggled to
make progress on his main
pledges and heads a deeply
fractious party, with some law-
makers threatening to oust him
unless he cuts more taxes. He
has hit one target of halving in-
flation by the end of 2023 —a goal
economists say that has little to
do with government policy.

onathan Sumption dismis-
J ses any questions that

might arise about Lord EI-
gin's legal title to the sculptures
removed from the Parthenon at
the start of the 18th century.

His article 'The Elgin Marbles
weren’t stolen — Greece is
just exploiting our weakness'
(thetimes.co.uk) goes on to state:
"For most people, however, the
issue is moral and cultural, not
legal. So be it. What would be
morally or culturally admirable
about removing the Elgin Marbles
from a museum in London to a
museum in Athens? Cultural arte-
facts have always moved around
the world."

British Committee for the
Reunification of the Parthenon
Marbles (BCRPM) Chair, Janet
Suzman's response to Jonathan
Sumption:

It really is very dispiriting that
eminences like Lord Sumption
(Sunday Times Dec 31st 2023)
still make so many wrong assump-
tions. (Sorry). Here are some of
them:

He fails to find a difference
between a bas relief (the frieze,
running round the perimeter of
the building) and the 3D sculp-
tures (metopes and pedimental
figures). He can’t see why those
pedimental figures make a stun-
ning triangular pedimental shape
when placed together, quite lost
by enforced separation. The half
of the extant frieze not in Blooms-

bury is in Athens.

He avers that Lord Elgin ob-
tained a ‘decree from the sultan
authorising him to remove the
sculptures.” No such document
has ever been found, only a per-
mit (a ‘firman’) from a high official
in Constantinople allowing him
to retrieve ‘qualche pezzi di pietra’
already fallen down (it is an Italian
copy) and to make drawings of
pieces out of reach. Elgin, who kept
a careful record of his expenses,
bribed functionaries at every level
to turn a blind eye to his crude
attack on an already fragile build-
ing. Tourists reported shocking
falls of precious metopes and
such smashing to pieces, and a
disdar —a guard at the time — was
described as weeping at the may-
hem inflicted on the building.

Elgin commandeered a ship of
the line to transport his booty to
Britain — so, taxpayers’ money
—and had every intention of dis-
playing the pieces at Broomhill,
his Scottish seat, and none of
sharing them with the public.
Only when bankrupted after his
rich wife left him did he turn to the
British Government for a hasty
sale.

Yet what’s done cannot be un-
done, and what matters now is a
solution to a modern moral maze
and not an old blame-game. And
yet, Lord Sumption widens his
argument to justify how artifacts
have always voyaged to distant
lands for our enlightenment. But

this avoids the point; these Par-
thenon Marbles are sui generis.
Elgin took far more than those
cut off the Parthenon, but Greece
is not asking for the caryatid he
stole from the Erechtheum, nor
is it asking for the Winged Victory
of Samothrace from the Louvre.

In 2019 at a conference in
Athens, | was invited into the then
President’s rooms in his official
residence where he took care to
explain to me that Greece is proud
that Hellenic pieces are in the
Louvre (apart from Parthenon
pieces...) and proud that around
the world Greece’s treasures are
displayed. “Let me be clear: we
want only those pieces that Elgin
took off the Parthenon itself,” he
told me. The Greeks first claimed
those Marbles when it was freed
of Ottoman rule and became the
Hellenic Republic in the 1830s.
Melina Mercouri cast a spotlight
on that claim in the 1980’s. Boris
Johnson, when he was still an
honest scholar, wrote a spirited
article for the Oxford Union paper
pleading for their return to the
land of Achilles. The world is today
more aware of cultural plunder
than during colonial times.

The British Museum is the only
major museum in the world stay-
ing silent about its often ill-gotten
contents. All of UNESCO is aware
of this silence and is finding it
embarrassing.

Sumption seems unmoved
that panels from Duccio’s altar-

piece are divided between nine
museums, as if it might be dimi-
nished in some way were the
whole to be displayed as Duccio
intended. That altarpiece is a
separate inspiration, whereas the
Parthenon marbles are part of
the very fabric of the building; it is
one thing, conceived and carved
as one thing. Alexander Herman
(‘The Parthenon Marbles Dispute;
Heritage, Law, Politics’ — Hart,
Bloomsbury, 2023) makes this
point: ‘Because we live in demo-
cratic times, we tend to have a
predilection for remnants that
connect us to the Athenian proto-
type. For this reason the Parthe-
non as a symbol continues to
dominate.’

After two hundred years in
London and badly displayed in
a grey gallery in Bloomsbury
since the 1960s, the Marbles
have done their work of enlight-
ening Europe to the glories of the
ancient world. The United King-
dom is second to none in classi-
cal scholarship; the British Mu-
seum has millions of other ancient
artifacts in its collections, and
wonderful objects are promised
for exhibition by the Greeks them-
selves to compensate for the (in-
evitable) return. George Osbomne,
Chairman of the BM Trustees, is
embarking on an important act
of international co-operation.

As to numbers, only one sixth
of the 6 million annual visitors
that enter its portals visit the
Duveen Galleries. Approxima-
tely that same number passes
through the Acropolis Museum in
Athens, and why, one wonders,
should not a Greek child be as
astounded as a British one at the
god-like figures caught in a high
wind off Mount Olympus, and be
as proud as Punch that his distant
ancestors were so utterly brilliant
with white stone? Why should
the Greek people not thrill to
such visions? They might be as
far down the line as the Druids
are to the English, but just listen
to the fuss if half of Stonehenge
had been nicked and plonked
in Potsdamerplatz.

UK Cypriots welcome

As the UNSG’s envoy
on Cyprus, Ms Holguin will as-
sume a good offices role on his
behalf to explore common ground
for the resumption of negotiations
for a solution to the Cyprus prob-
lem.

Read the joint statement here:

We welcome the appointment
of UN Special Envoy Maria
Angela Holguin Cuellar and call
for talks to resume on the agreed
UN basis, as soon as possible.
On 30th July 2023, the UN Secu-
rity Council with resolution 2674,
reiterated the agreed basis and
also agreed to the renewal of the
mandate of the UN Peacekeeping
Force in Cyprus.

Resolution 2674 reaffirms pre-
vious UN Security Council reso-
lutions as the basis for the re-
unification of Cyprus. As Cypriot
diaspora in the UK, we strongly
support the specific reference
to UNSC resolution 1251 (1999)
which outlines that a solution to
the Cyprus problem must be
based on:

“A State of Cyprus with a single
sovereignty and international
personality and a single citizen-
ship, with its independence and
territorial integrity safeguarded,
and comprising two politically
equal communities as described
in the relevant Security Council
resolutions, in a bi-communal and
bi-zonal federation, and that such
a settlement must exclude union
in whole or in part with any other
country or any form of partition
or secession”

We are clear that a solution to
the Cyprus issue must reunify the
island and its people, in full line
with the relevant United Nations
Security Council resolutions, as
well as with principles of Interna-
tional Law, EU acquis and Human
Rights.

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Joanne McCartney welcomes further free
school meal funding for Haringey children

528 children will benefit
8from free school meals in

Haringey for a further aca-
demic year, thanks to the Mayor
of London, Sadiq Khan, continu-
ing funding for City Hall's ground-
breaking universal free school
meals policy - saving London
families up to £1,000 in total
over two years.

The proposed new funding will
see Haringey Council offered
£3 per meal to help to continue
to deliver the meals. This is 18.5
percent higher than the amount
they receive from the Govern-
ment.

The Mayor’s proposed exten-

sion will help hundreds of thou-
sands of children who don’t qual-
ify for Government help receive
the meals for another year.

The move will extend Sadiq’s
unprecedented £135m pro-
gramme, which is currently help-
ing to deliver meals to up to
287,000 children each day and
has funded more than 17 million
meals between September and
Christmas.

As a result of the Mayor’s
current funding, this school year
is the first time ever that free
school meals have been availa-
ble universally to all primary-aged
pupils in mainstream schools,

special schools and pupil refer-
ral units in the capital.

Children in Years 3 to 6 in
primary school had previously
only received free school meals
if they lived in households on uni-
versal credit earning less than
£7,400 a year — after tax and not
including benefits, and regardless
of the number of children in the
family. That means, without City
Hall's additional funding, many
children from working families in
poverty were not able to receive
free school meals.

Labour London Assembly
Member for Enfield and Haringey,
Joanne McCartney AM has been
campaigning for universal free
school meals for several years.
Haringey alone will be able to
feed up to 8,528 children this
academic year, with the amount
rising to £3 per meal for each
child.

The free school meals fund-
ing is a crucial way to support
Londoners with the cost-of-living
crisis. Since April 2023, City Hall
has also provided an emergency
funding package of more than
£3.5m that has helped to provide
more than 10 million free meals

during school holidays, and at
weekends, to low-income Londo-
ners struggling with the spiralling
cost of living.

Joanne McCartney AM, said:
“l am delighted that the Mayor
has been able to commit further
funding to City Hall's ground-
breaking universal free school
meals policy. This £140 million
investment means that families
across London will save up to

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Raising an autistic child

aising an autistic child is
Ra journey that, while pre-

senting unique challen-
ges, offers profound rewards. It's
about embracing a world filled
with diverse perspectives, crea-
ting deep understanding, and
nurturing your child's distinctive
way of being.

The first step in this journey is
to embrace neurodiversity. Un-
derstanding that autism is not a
disorder or a condition to be
'fixed', but a natural variation of
the human brain, is crucial. This
perspective, known as the neuro-
diversity paradigm, recognises
autistic brains as equally impor-
tant and valuable as neurotypical
ones, affirming that the autistic
experience is valid and not less
so, just different.

Akey part of parenting an au-
tistic child is focusing on accept-
ance rather than just awareness.
Autism acceptance involves ac-
tive efforts to understand, ac-
commodate, and celebrate your
child's unique way of being. This
acceptance is essential for fos-
tering a sense of belonging and
validation, which are crucial for
your child's self-esteem and
mental health.

Understanding your child's
communication style is also
important. Autistic individuals
might communicate differently,

with some using verbal lan-
guage and others using different
methods like gestures or pic-
tures. Respecting and support-
ing your child's preferred way of
communicating is important, as
all forms of communication are
valid.

Being attentive to sensory
needs is also important. Many
autistic people have different
ways of processing sensory in-
formation, which can affect their
comfort and well-being. Creating
a sensory-friendly environment
can help them feel more comfor-
table and focused. Encouraging
your child's independence and
decision-making is equally im-
portant. Letting your child make
choices and have a say in their
life helps build confidence and
a sense of control.

It's highly advisable to avoid
harmful behavioural therapies
like Applied Behaviour Analysis
(ABA), which often try to make
autistic individuals seem less
autistic. These therapies can
encourage hiding true feelings
and behaviours. Numerous au-
tistic-led research studies have
shown that ABA can cause sig-
nificant stress which has a detri-
mental impact on an individual’'s
mental health. Instead, look for
therapies that respect your child's
independence and uniqueness.

Additionally, avoid using labels
like 'high-functioning' or 'low-
functioning', as these can be
misleading and don't accurately
show an individual's abilities or
challenges. Focusing on under-
standing and supporting your
child's specific needs and
strengths is more helpful.

Encouraging your child's spe-
cial interests can be very rewar-
ding. Many autistic individuals
have deep, passionate interests
that bring joy, self-expression,
and expertise. Finding a suppor-
tive community is also key. Con-
necting with other families, au-
tistic adults, and professionals
who understand and respect the
neurodiversity paradigm can
provide valuable insights, resour-
ces, and a sense of belonging.
The London Autism Group Char-
ity's free community cafes offer
such opportunities. Educating
yourself about autism from au-
tistic perspectives and advoca-
ting for your child's rights and
needs in various settings like
schools and healthcare facilities
is essential.

It's also important for you as
a parent to look after your own
mental health. Research shows
that parents and carers who
struggle with their mental health
can find it harder to care for and
raise their autistic child. Avoid

spending too much time think-
ing about what caused your
child to be autistic. Since we
know autism is hereditary, use
this understanding to consider
whether you, your child's other
parent, or other family members
might also be autistic. Under-
standing and embracing your
own identity can also be valuable
for mental health.

Remember not to overlook
the needs of your other children.
Research shows that the needs
of siblings can sometimes be
under-prioritised by parents, lead-
ing to poorer mental health among
those children. This will be the
focus of a future article in this
series.

In conclusion, parenting an
autistic child is about celebrating
their uniqueness, advocating for
their needs, and providing a lov-
ing and supportive environment
where they can thrive. By embra-
cing the neurodiversity paradigm,
you're not only enriching your
child's life but also contributing
to a more inclusive and under-
standing society.

Money before language

oney emerged before
language in human his-
tory.

Early human societies sought
increasingly efficient methods of
trade and cooperation.

Our early ancestors lived in
small, nomadic groups where sur-
vival depended heavily on hunt-
ing. In such small communities,
the need for complex language
was limited. Instead, rudimentary
forms of communication, consist-
ing of gestures, vocalisation, and
simple symbols, was enough for
basic survival.

Trade and exchange were
essential for accessing resources
that were not locally available.
Early humans engaged in barter
systems, exchanging goods di-
rectly. However, barter systems
can be inefficient and cumber-
some, especially when attempt-
ing to exchange goods with diffe-
rent perceived values. Imagine
trying to trade a cow for wheat

without a shared agreement of
value.

Shells and furs

This inefficiency led to the de-
velopment of primitive forms of
money. Objects with value, such
as seashells, animal pelts or agri-
cultural produce, were used as
proto-money. These objects had
value in themselves, were easy
to carry, and served as a medium
of exchange within a community.
They predated the need for a com-
plex language system because
their value was universally under-
stood within the group, and bet-
ween groups.

These early forms of money
were symbolic and required little
verbal communication. They con-
veyed value through physical
presence, avoiding the need for
elaborate language to express
worth or to negotiate exchanges.
A person holding a pouch of earth

minerals or a bundle of furs could
communicate value effectively
without uttering a single word.
As human societies expanded,
so did the complexity of their eco-
nomic activities. Proto-money
evolved into standardised forms
like tokens or small metal objects,
further reducing the reliance on
language in economic transac-
tions. The acceptance of these
standard forms of money within a
society required basic agreement
and trust rather than the exten-
sive communication language
necessary for negotiations.

Cities

The establishment of the first
cities in Mesopotamia (c. 3000
BCE) provided the infrastructure
for the next simplest form of
money of account — asset-backed
credit. Farmers would deposit
their grain in the temple which
recorded the deposit on clay tab-
lets and gave the farmer a receipt
in the form of a clay token which
they could then use to pay fees or
debts to the temple. Since most of
the deposits in the temple were
of the main staple, barley, a fixed
quantity of barley came to be used
as a unit of account.

Language, on the other hand,
emerged as a tool for sharing
knowledge, stories, and beliefs
within larger communities. Its
development was closely tied to
the evolution of settled agriculture
and the need to organise collec-
tive activities like farming, con-

struction, and defence. With the
rise of agriculture, the ability to
communicate became crucial, as
larger groups needed to coordi-
nate activities and allocate re-
sources.

While language flourished
with-in communities, the role of
money expanded beyond the
confines of small groups. As trade
networks grew and societies
became more interconnected,
standardised money helped to
conduct economic interactions
among strangers. Money's univer-
sal common acceptance allowed
individuals from different back-
grounds to engage in trade and
cooperation without a common
language.

This universality of money has
persisted throughout history,
transcending linguistic, cultural,
and geographical boundaries.

Language is a dynamic and
evolving construct, subject to
variations. Dialects, accents, and
idioms abound within a single lan-
guage, making effective commu-
nication a challenge in diverse set-
tings. Money, however, provides
a stable and universally under-
stood medium for trade, bypass-
ing linguistic barriers.

Money is not just a medium
of exchange but also a store of
value and a unit of account. These
functions of money require pre-
cision and stability, which are best
achieved through standardised
symbols or tokens.

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Cleopatra, Julius Caesar
and Mark Antony

Macedonian-Greek-Ptolemaic Dynasty that

had ruled since the death of Alexander the
Greatin 323 BC. Queen of Egypt, Cyrene and Cyprus,
she was renowned for her passionate nature, beauty,
intellect and determination to advance the interests
of the Ptolemaic legacsy.

Julius Caesar and Mark Antony were masters of
Rome — powerful, ruthless military generals who had
expanded the sphere of Roman influence, seizing
power for themselves and seeking to add the vast
Egyptian Empire to Rome’s ever-expanding list of
conquests.

The relationships between Cleopatra VII, Julius
Caesar and Mark Antony were love affairs, and power
struggles, that would change the course of Egyptian
and Roman history, forever.

Cleopatra was a daughter of Egypt — part of the

Cleopatra: Early Life and Ascension to Throne

Since no contemporary accounts exist of Cleopa-
tra’s life, it is difficult to piece together her biography
with much certainty. Much of what is known about her
life comes from the work of Greco-Roman scholars,
particularly Plutarch.

Born in 70 or 69 BC, Cleopatra was a daughter of
Ptolemy XII (Auletes). Her mother was believed to be
Cleopatra V Tryphaena, the king'’s wife (and possibly
his half-sister). In 51 BC, upon the apparently natural
death of Auletes, the Egyptian throne passed to 18-
year-old Cleopatra and her 10-year-old brother,
Ptolemy XIII.

Soon after the siblings’ ascension to the throne,
Ptolemy’s advisers acted against Cleopatra, who was
forced to flee Egypt for Syria in 49 BC. She raised an
army of mercenaries and returned the following year
to face her brother’s forces in a civil war at Pelusium,
on Egypt’s eastern border. Meanwhile, after allowing
the Roman general Pompey to be murdered, Ptolemy
Xl welcomed the arrival of Pompey’s rival, Julius
Caesar, to Alexandria. In order to help her cause,
Cleopatra sought Caesar’s support, reportedly smug-
gling herself into the royal palace to plead her case
with him.

Caesar and Cleopatra

For his part, Caesar needed to fund his own return
to power in Rome, and needed Egypt to repay the
debts incurred by Auletes. After four months of war
between Caesar’s outnumbered forces and those of
Ptolemy XIlII, Roman reinforcements arrived; Ptolemy
was forced to flee Alexandria, and was believed to
have drowned in the Nile River. Entering Alexandria
as an unpopular conqueror, Caesar restored the
throne to the equally unpopular Cleopatra and her
younger brother Ptolemy XIV (then 13 years old).
Caesar remained in Egypt with Cleopatra for a time,
and around 47 BC she gave birth to a son, Ptolemy
Caesar. He was believed to be Caesar’s child, and
was known by the Egyptian people as Caesarion, or
Little Caesar.

Sometime in 46-45 BC, Cleopatra travelled with
Ptolemy XIV and Caesarion to Rome to visit Caesar,
who had returned earlier. After Caesar was murdered
in March 44 BC, Cleopatra went back to Egypt;
Ptolemy X1V was killed soon after (possibly by Cleo-
patra’s agents) and the three-year-old Caesarion
was named co-regent with his mother, as Ptolemy XV.

Cleopatra’s Seduction of Mark Antony

With her infant son as co-regent, Cleopatra’s hold
on power in Egypt was more secure than it had ever
been. Still, unreliable flooding of the Nile resulted in
failing crops, leading to inflation and hunger. Mean-
while, a conflict was raging in Rome between a second
triumvirate of Caesar’s allies (Mark Antony, Octavian
and Lepidus) and his assassins, Brutus and Cassius.

Both sides asked for Egyptian support, and after some
stalling Cleopatra sent four Roman legions stationed
in Egypt by Caesar to support the triumvirate. In 42
BC, after defeating the forces of Brutus and Cassius
in the battles of Philippi, Mark Antony and Octavian
divided power in Rome.

Mark Antony soon summoned Cleopatra to the
Cicilian City of Tarsus (south of modern Turkey) to
explain the role she had played in the complicated
aftermath of Caesar’s assassination. According to
the story recorded by Plutarch (and later dramatised
famously by William Shakespeare), Cleopatra sailed
to Tarsus in an elaborate ship, dressed in the robes
of Isis. Antony, who associated himself with the Greek
deity Dionysus, was seduced by her charms.

He agreed to protect Egypt and Cleopatra’s crown,
pledging support for the removal of her younger sister
and rival Arsinoe, then in exile. Cleopatra returned to
Egypt, followed shortly thereafter by Antony, who left
behind his third wife, Fulvia, and their children in
Rome. He spent the winter of 41-40 BC in Alexandria,
during which he and Cleopatra famously formed a
drinking society called “The Inimitable Livers.” In 40
BC, after Antony’s return to Rome, Cleopatra gave
birth to twins, Alexander Helios (sun) and Cleopatra
Selene (moon).

Cleopatra: Power Struggle

After Fulvia took ill and died, Antony was forced to
prove his loyalty to Octavian by making a diplomatic
marriage with Octavian’s half-sister Octavia. Egypt
grew more prosperous under Cleopatra’s rule, and
in 37 BC Antony again met with Cleopatra to obtain
funds for his long-delayed military campaign against
the kingdom of Parthia. In exchange, he agreed to
return much of Egypt's eastern empire, including
Cyprus, Crete, Cyrenaica (Libya), Jericho and large
portions of Syria and Lebanon. They again became
lovers, and Cleopatra gave birth to another son,
Ptolemy Philadelphos, in 36 BC.

After a humiliating defeat in Parthia, Antony publicly
rejected his wife Octavia’s efforts to rejoin him and
instead returned to Egypt and Cleopatra. In a public
celebration in 34 BC known as the “Donations of
Alexandria,” Antony declared Caesarion as Caesar’s
son and rightful heir (as opposed to his adopted son,
Octavian) and awarded land to each of his children
with Cleopatra. This began a war of propaganda bet-
ween him and the furious Octavian, who claimed that
Antony was entirely under Cleopatra’s control and
would abandon Rome and found a new capital in
Egypt. In late 32 BC, the Ro-man Senate stripped
Antony of all his titles, and Octavian declared war on
Cleopatra.

Cleopatra: Defeat and Death

On September 2, 31 BC, Octavian's forces soundly
defeated those of Antony and Cleopatra in the Battle
of Actium (off the westem coast of Greece). Cleopatra’s
ships deserted the battle and fled to Egypt, and Antony
soon managed to break away and follow her with a
few ships. With Alexandria under attack from Octa-
vian's forces, Antony heard a rumour that Cleopatra
had committed suicide. He fell on his sword, and died
just as news arrived that the rumour had been false.

On August 12, 30 BC, after burying Antony and
meeting with the victorious Octavian, Cleopatra closed
herselfin her chamber with two of her female servants.
The means of her death is uncertain, but Plutarch and
other writers advanced the theory that she used a
poisonous snake known as the asp, a symbol of divine
royalty, to commit suicide at age 39. According to her
wishes, Cleopatra’s body was buried with Antony’s,
leaving Octavian (later Emperor Augustus I) to cele-
brate his conquest of Egypt and his consolidation of
power in Rome.

Mark Antony

The Roman politician and general Mark Antony
(83-30 BC), or Marcus Antonius, was an ally of Julius
Caesar and the main rival of his successor Octavian
(later Augustus).

With those two men he was integral to Rome’s
transition from republic to empire. His romantic and
political alliance with the Egyptian queen Cleopatra
was his ultimate undoing.

Mark Antony: Early Life and
Alliance with Julius Caesar

Marcus Antonius was born in Rome in 83 BC, the
son of an ineffective praetor (military commander)
and grandson of a noted consul and orator, both of
whom shared his given name. After a largely mis-
spent youth, he was sent east as a cavalry officer,
where he won important victories in Palestine and
Egypt. In 54 BC he went to Gaul to join his mother’s
cousin Julius Caesar as a staff officer. In 49 BC he
was elected a tribune and served as a staunch
defender of Caesar against his rivals in the Senate.

During Caesar’s first yearlong dictatorship, Antony
was his second-in-command. By 48 BC he was in
Greece, supporting Caesar’s left wing at the Battle
of Pharsalus. A year later, Antony’s violent expulsion
from the Senate by anti-Caesar factions gave Caesar’s
legion a rallying point as they crossed the Rubicon
River, igniting the Republican Civil War. When Caesar
assumed his fifth and final con-sulship in 44 BC,
Antony was his co-consul.

As the Ides of March approached, Antony heard
rumours of a plot against Caesar but was unable to
warmn him in time. Antony fled Rome dressed as a slave
but soon returned to protect his friend’s legacy from
the senators who had conspired against him. He took
charge of Caesar’s will and papers and gave a stirring
eulogy for the fallen leader.

Mark Antony and Octavian

In his will Caesar had bequeathed his wealth and
titte to his posthumously adopted son Octavian.
Antony was reluctant to hand his old friend’s legacy
to a 17-year-old, and quickly became a rival to the
future emperor. In 43 BC their armies first clashed.
Antony was driven back at Mutina and Forum Gallo-
rum, but had proved a formidable enough leader that
Octavian preferred to ally with him.

Along with their lesser rival Lepidus, Octavian and
Antony formed the Second Triumvirate, splitting
Rome’s provinces between them: Octavian would
rule the West, Antony the East and Lepidus Africa.
Within a year, Antony defeated Caesar’s assassins
Brutus and Antonius in the Battle of Phillipi, elimi-
nating the two remaining leaders of the Republican

cause in a battle that established his reputation as
a general.

Mark Antony and Cleopatra

In 41 BC, Antony began an affair with the Egyptian
queen Cleopatra, who had been Caesar’s lover in the
last years of his life. The queen gave birth to twins,
Alexander Helios and Cleopatra Selene, but Antony
was forced to return to Rome to deal with the after-
math of his wife and brother-in-law’s failed rebellion
against Octavian. The Senate pushed for conciliation
between the triumvirs, pressing the recently widowed
Antony to marry Octavian’s sister Octavia Minor in
40 BC.

In 37 BC, the Triumvirate was renewed. Antony
returned to Cleopatra and fathered a son, Ptolemy
Philadelphus. The lovers grew more public in their
relationship, participating in deification ceremonies
where they took the roles of the Greco-Egyptian gods
Dionysus-Osiris and Venus-Isis. More provocatively,
they paraded their three children and Caesarion
(Cleopatra’s son by Julius Caesar) in costumes as
legitimate royal heirs, flaunting Roman law’s refusal
to acknowledge marriage with outsiders.

In 32 BC Antony divorced Octavia. In retaliation,
Octavian declared war, not on Antony but on Cleopa-
tra. The fighting occurred in western Greece, where
Antony had superior numbers but fell time and again
to the brilliant naval attacks of Octavian’s general
Agrippa. After their combined forces were defeated
in the Battle of Actium, Antony and Cleopatra’s re-
maining ships made a desperate flight back to Egypt,
pursued by Agrippa and Octavian.

As Octavian entered Alexandria, both Antony
and Cleopatra resolved to commit suicide. Antony,
thinking his lover already dead, stabbed himself with
a sword but was then brought to die in Cleopatra’s
arms. Mark Antony died on August 1, 30 BC.

Cleopatra was captured but managed to kill her-
self via a poisonous snakebite. After Antony’s death
his honours were all revoked, his statues removed.
Cicero, Antony’s great rival in the senate, decreed
that no one in the dead general’s family would ever
bear the name Mark Antony again. Octavian was now
emperor in all but name. Three years later he was
granted a new honorific, Augustus, and ruled Rome
for the next four decades.

Mark Antony’s Legacy

Although Mark Antony died fighting Octavian's
efforts to become Rome's sole dynastic monarch,
three of the first five Roman emperors - Caligula,
Claudius and Nero - were Antony’s direct descen-
dants.

Poor Things

Another brilliant film from
Yorgos Lanthimos, the celebra-
ted Greek director who first came
to international prominence back
in 2009 with DOGTOOTH. This
eccentric film was also an inte-
gral part in creating the “Greek
Weird Wave” which gave “permis-
sion” to many young filmmakers
to explore their wild imaginations.
Now, Lanthimos is reunited with
one of THE FAVOURITE leading
ladies - Emma Stone, who plays
Bella Baxter, a young woman
brought back to life by a Franken-
stein type of scientist Dr. Godwin
Baxter (Willem Dafoe)...

The story is adapted from the
novel by Scottish writer Alasdair
Gray, and the brilliant screenplay
is co-written by Gray with Tony
MacNamara. It was one of the
highlights from the recent London
Film Festival and unless you have
read the novel, this is the kind of
movie that the less one knows
about the strange setting and
bizarre development of the plot,
the better.

Stone is magnificent as Bella,
the childlike heroine who can
switch moods, reactions and atti-
tudes in a split second. She is
powerful and funny and is well
supported by a strong cast —
Dafoe is at his eccentric best as
the mad scientist and so is Mark
Ruffalo as Duncan Wedderburn,
the corrupt lawyer, who sweeps
Bella off her feet before he takes

her on an unpredictable world.
But it is Lanthimos’ assured direc-
tion and the spectacular designs
that make this such a cinematic
delight. There will be Oscars!

The
Disappearance
Of Shere Hite

Another brilliant documentary
from Nicole Newnham, the ac-
claimed director of the powerful
CRIP CAMP. Here she paints a
fine portrait on the life and career
of feminist sex researcher Shere
Hite. In 1976 her groundbreaking
“The Hite Report” became an
international phenomenon in its
aim to liberate women and talks
openly about female pleasure
and orgasm. This daring project,
where she interviewed thousands
of women, is still one of the best-
selling books of all time.

The film is narrated by Dakota
Johnson and is perfectly compli-
mented by rare archive material
of Hite, as she talks without any
hesitation about her experiences,
her life and aspirations, before
and after she became an iconic
figure. She was a popular model
whose striking looks were used
in various commercials during

the sixties and seventies, even
for a James Bond poster. But it
was not only her writing that
caused controversy amongst the
establishment and its patriarchal
society - it was also her ability to
challenge her critics most elo-
quently.

An important film that needs
to be seen!

The Goldfinger

Felix Chong, the co-writer of
INFERNAL AFFAIRS, is reuni-
ted with his leading actors Tony
Leung and Andy Lau for this
latest Hong Kong crime epic.
Now, Chong not only writes but
also directs this story, which is
set during the 1980’s and is in-
spired by true events.

Cheng Yi-yan (Tony Leung) is

The project boasts strong
production values but the overly
complex plot and long running
time get in the way.

Rustin

Colman Domingo excels as the
eponymous hero in George C.
Wolfe’s powerful drama, which
is based on true events. Bayard
Rustin was a fearless activist
during the Civil Rights Move-
ment - an openly gay black man
who faced not only homophobia
but also extreme racism.

He always challenged au-
thority and his dedicated work
alongside Martin Luther King (Aml
Ameen) made a huge impact on
the Civil Rights Movement. His
name should be celebrated and
remembered for being instru-
mental in organising the inspira-
tional 1963 March on Washing-
ton...

The film is given more credi-
bility by being produced by the
Obamas and by being directed
by Wolfe - fresh from the huge
success of MARAINEY’S BLACK
BOTTOM.

It is worth seeing just for
Domingo’s dignified performance
alone.

Museum

New Zealand filmmaker
Welby Ings tells the story of Jim

The spirits yet to come...

ur last hurrah for 2024
O was fittingly A Christmas
Carol: A Ghost Story
(Alexandra Palace Theatre), a
clever adaptation by Mark Gatiss.
This well performed, spirited pro-
duction took on a life of its own,
the beautiful cavernous space
with crumbling walls and impres-
sive, imposing features of Victo-
rian grandeur creating an atmos-
phere in which any ghost would
thrive.
The Gatiss tweaks began with
a ‘dead as a door nail’ Marley
(Peter Forbes), alive and well,
a living portent of what is to
come for the ‘squeezing, wrench-
ing, grasping, scraping, clutch-
ing, covetous old sinner’ that is
Ebenezer Scrooge (Keith Allen).
He is soon dead and we are back

on familiar ground as the story
plays out with curmudgeonly be-
haviour, unrequited love, family
difficulties and redemption. The
narrator role, a nice, understated
portrayal by Geoffrey Beevers,
becomes Dickens the storyteller
(as he often used to do) and Tiny
Tim too, though it is only towards
the end that the realisation comes
to pass. One or two of the scenes
lacked emotional intensity but it
lifted all our spirits with those mo-
ments of jubilation after Scrooge’s
transformation, ending with the
whole cast giving us a stirring
version of O Come All Ye Faithful
which, with snow falling, looked
like a s bless us one ‘an all.
Meanwhile, this being the start
of the year, forget all those mean-
ingless and unachievable reso-

lutions, instead let me tell you
about some productions to look
out for in the early part of 2024...

Every January Cirque to Soleil
take up residency at The Royal
Albert Hall and, opening tonight,
is Alegria: In a New Light, a re-
imagining of one of their classic
shows, promising to whisk us
away to a mystical world of visual
poetry and acrobatic extrava-
gance. How can you resist?

A new venue in London is al-
ways something to celebrate and
Neon 194 in Piccadilly is staging
Rehab, a darkly comic musical
which, following a critically ac-
claimed run at the Playground
Theatre in 2022, introduces us to
the ‘guests’ of the Glade Rehab
Centre. Mo doubt it will have the
audience thinking of Amy and her

fantastic, if tragic, song. Opens
tomorrow.

In 2004 Catherine Tate took
Britain by storm with The Cath-
erine Tate Show introducing us
to characters that are now en-
shrined in TV comedy history. Nan
remains a legend in her council
flat. Her career since then has
been somewhat up and down
but now you can see her onstage
with David Threlfall in the world
premiere of The Enfield Haunt-
ing (Ambassadors Theatre). It's
summer 1977 and the Hodgson
family become the centre of one
of the most famous poltergeist
events in the world with furniture
and toys moving of their own
accord. You have been warned.
Opened Monday.

If it's stellar stuff you're look-

ing for the head to the Savoy
Theatre for Neil Simon’s 1971
romantic comedy, Plaza Suite.
None other than Sarah Jessica
Parker is making her West End
debut, opposite her real-life hus-
band Matthew Broderick. If that
doesn’t pack ‘em, | imagine the
producers will be beside them-
selves. Opens 17 January. If |
said “Feed the world” to you, even
those under 30, | imagine you
would start singing a particular
song. The Old Vic is bringing us
another world premiere, Just For
One Day, The Live Aid Musical,
the day music brought the world
together. With a cast of 26, it
features the music of Bob Dylan,
David Bowie, Queen, Elton John,
Diana Ross...do you need me
to go on. Opens 26 January.

Other highlights include a new
play, The Hills of California
(Harold Pinter Theatre) by Jez
Butterworth (Jerusalem) opening
on 27 January. Set in Blackpool
two sisters return to meet their
mother on her deathbed. Any
production of Arthur Miller’s A
View From the Bridge (Theatre
Royal Bath), opening on 16 Feb-
ruary. But when it features Domi-
nic West playing Eddie Carbone,
you may want to secure that ticket
quickly. Finally, for all us politicos,
there is one famous Welshman,
Michael Sheen, playing perhaps
the best known of all in the politi-
cal world, Aneurin Bevan in Nye at
The National Theatre on 24
February before travelling on to
its spiritual home, The Wales
Millennium Centre in May.

PROSFIGOSIMO: The story of

The High Commission of
the Republic of Cyprus in
London is hosting an art
exhibition dedicated to the Refu-
gee Stamp of Cyprus, instituted
by the island’s Government soon
after Turkey’s invasion in 1974.
The stamp features an excep-
tional work of art that has had a
major impact on the culture of
Cyprus during the last five dec-
ades.

The exhibition, curated by the
art historian Maria Paphiti, will
be inaugurated on 24 January
2024, 7pm, by the High Commis-
sioner of Cyprus in the UK, H.E.
Ambassador Andreas Kakouris.
It will remain open until 2 Feb-
ruary 2024.

In September 1974, the Gov-
ernment of Cyprus established

a stamp with the purpose of
aiding the refugees resulted from
the Turkish invasion of Cyprus
that had occurred a few weeks
earlier. The so-called Prosfigo-
simo, literally meaning, “refugee
stamp”, has since then been a
painful reminder of the invasion
and occupation of 37% of the
territory of Cyprus. The stamp is
still affixed to everything mailed
by the Cyprus Post, not only
within Cyprus but also abroad,
thus informing the international
community about the pending
Cyprus issue.

The familiar Refugee stamp
portrays a girl sitting on a suitcase
amidst barbed wire. It is entitled
Cyprus 1974 and itis an astound-
ing work of art in its own right. It
was created by the celebrated

Greek engraver A. Tassos (1914-
1985).

The present exhibition was
first hosted in Spring 2023 by
the House of Representatives
of Cyprus under the auspices of
its President, Mrs. Annita Deme-
triou. The artworks document the
process through which the Ref-
ugee stamp was created, based
on archival and philatelic mate-
rial, as well as relevant artworks.
It showcases details of A. Tassos'
woodcut and demonstrates its
effect on the artistic production
of Cyprus in the subsequent five
decades.

The exhibition comprises
emblematic paintings and en-
gravings by one of the “fathers
of Cypriot art”, Telemachos Kan-
thos (1910-1993), the renowned

a symbol

artists Lefteris Economou (1930-
2007) and Andreas Ladommatos
(1940) and prominent contempo-
rary artists, such as George Gav-
riel (1959), Michalis Kountouris
(1960), Lia Lapithi (1963), Andreas
Nicolaou (1966), Panayiotis Pa-
santas (1971), Elena Sarri Vamava
(1956), Jane MacLean, Katerina
Christodoulou (1960) and the
George Pantazis (1965-2023).

Many of the artworks displayed
derive from photographs of the
popular London-based, Doros
Partasides (1944), who was at the
forefront of war as a photographer
and cameraman of the CyBC in
1974 and also participates in the
exhibition with further material.

The exhibition is supported by
the Deputy Ministry of Culture
of Cyprus.

are kind, caring and often self-
less. These people run around
doing so much for others, often
forgetting about their own needs.

I n life we meet people who

and think it's absolutely fine, yet
if you point out a few home truths
of disappointment, they tend to
turn it around, then highlight what
they are offended by and your own
original disappointment is dismis-
sed as trivial and irrelevant.
Narcissistic personality disorder
involves a pattern of self-centred,
arrogant thinking and behaviour,
a lack of consideration for other
people; they are often sarcastic
with condescending remarks, pa-
tronising and demanding. These
people can show a cycle of mani-
pulation, charismatic and exploit-
ational tactics to ensure their own
personal needs are met. Their
fragile sense of self-esteem can
be easily bruised by criticism
or rejection, their tone then be-
comes heated and adversarial,
lashing out with rage to deflect
from the conflict, changing stories

to regain a sense of authority.
Some people may have no idea
of what is right or wrong and con-
tinue to live in their own personal
ignorance, hurting others, while
others know what is right or wrong,
yet choose to ignore it and will do
what still suits them. Any apology,
if you are lucky to get one at all,
may be an insincere and they are
more likely to so for their own
benefit to get something in return
rather than out of genuine remorse.
For those that are on the recei-
ving end of this, it often becomes
hurtful, draining and soul destroy-
ing. They are constantly on egg-
shells. Coping with friends and
family of such nature who can't see
the error of their ways and there-
fore are unlikely to change, can be
difficult, and if you can't change
them because that is how they
are, the only thing you can do is

to change yourself and your ap-
proach towards them.

For those awkward people we
have simply made friends with
over the years, we can if we choose
to, just remove ourselves entirely
from them so we do not have to
endure any more. For those we
are closely related to or work with,
it may be a little more difficult.
At the end of the day, we all need
to preserve our own wellbeing,
allowing another to destroy us
is not acceptable, so resetting our
own safe mechanism is required
for self-health preservation.

Placing your focus back
on yourself, rather than trying to
change another person's beha-
viour and attitude, puts you in a
better position about how it is
best for you to proceed and en-
gage in the relationship.

Cooking with Loulla Astin
Baklava Cookies

hese Baklava cookies

I capture the flavour of a

traditional Greek Baklava.

They are made with butter, ground

almonds, flour, cinnamon and

cloves with the heady scent of

rosewater, then topped with syrup

and a crunchy mix of chopped
walnuts and pistachios.

Ingredients (makes approxi-
mately 13 cookies):

200g plain flour

150g ground almonds

2 tsp ground cinnamon

a tsp ground cloves

4 tbsp sugar

1 tsp baking powder

2 tsp bicarbonate of soda

150g melted butter

1 tbsp rosewater

3 tbsp runny honey or maple
syrup

A little water (if required)

Filling & Syrup:
3 tbsp melted butter
3 tbsp white sugar
3 tbsp maple syrup or honey
Y4 cup chopped walnuts
4 tbsp chopped pistachios
1 tbsp rosewater

Honey for drizzling

Method:

In a bowl, combine flour, ground
almonds, cinnamon, cloves, sugar
and baking soda. Mix well, add
the melted butter, honey and

rosewater. Mix with your hands
until you have a smooth dough
- if dry add a little water.

Break off equal pieces of
dough and shape into small balls,
about 40-50g each and place on
a baking sheet lined with parch-
ment paper.

Make a dent in the middle of
each cookie to make space for
the nut filling.

Bake in a preheated oven at
180c for 18 minutes. Check the
cookies after 15 minutes. While
the cookies are baking, prepare
the syrup.

Place all the ingredients except
the nuts and rosewater in a

saucepan over low heat. When
the sugar has dissolved, simmer
for 5 minutes until syrup has
thickened, remove from the heat
and mix in the nuts and rose-
water.

Once the cookies are done
and still warm, slightly press on
the indentation you made and
spoon in enough of the nut
mixture to fill the indentations.
Drizzle the cookies with honey.

Put the kettle on and enjoy!
