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Gaza hospital badly damaged
by Israeli shelling

on Khan Younis in southern

Gaza on Wednesday, pushing
tanks westwards and prompt-
ing accusations from Jordan
that its field hospital in the city
had been badly damaged by
nearby shelling.

The Jordanian army said it held
Israel responsible for a “flagrant
breach of international law” in
what it said was the damage to
the facility as a result of Israeli
shelling in the vicinity.

People in and around another
hospital, Nasser, fled as tanks
approached the district overnight
following an Israeli army state-
ment that it had come under fire
from the area. Hamas militants
deny using health facilities for

I srael stepped up its assault

military operations.

Palestinian health officials
said seven people were killed by
Israeli air strikes that damaged
homes near the hospital.

Many of the Nasser hospital
staff have left for shelters further
south, with just one doctor for
more than 100 burn victims
remaining, Sean Casey, World
Health Organisation emergency
medical teams coordinator in
Gaza, said on January 9.

Only about a third of Gaza’s
hospitals remain operational and
some only partially.

Israel said it had killed six
Palestinian fighters, including the
southern district Hamas officer in
charge of interrogating suspec-
ted spies.

Palestinian health officials said

163 Gazans had been reported
killed over the past 24 hours,
taking the death toll to 24,448
in Israel’s war on Gaza, now in
its fourth month.

Israel reported two more sol-
diers killed, taking the toll since
it began ground operations in
Gaza to 193.

Thousands march in London
for Gaza day of action

Meanwhile, thousands of pro-
Palestine protesters marched in
London on Saturday as part of a
day of action involving 30 coun-
tries, to call for a permanent
ceasefire in Gaza and to oppose
US and British support for Israel.

It came after the UK and US
attacked Houthi rebel bases in

Yemen in response to missile
launches against Red Sea ship-
ping.

Large pro-Palestine marches
have taken place in London on
many Saturdays since the attack
by Palestinian militant group
Hamas on Israel and last week-
end was the seventh.

Speakers at the packed event
included former Labour leader
Jeremy Corbyn and the President
of Sinn Fein Mary Lou McDonald,
who called for an “immediate and
permanent ceasefire.”

Saturday’s march began in the
City of London at Bank Under-
ground station and made its way
towards Parliament Square.

Around 1,700 police officers
were on duty to ensure secu-
rity.

Crucial vote on Rwanda Bill in Parliament

s Parikiaki went to print
AWednesday evening, the
second day of debate on
the Rwanda bill was under way
in the Commons, before a crunch
vote on the third reading.
Earlier in the day, there were
votes on a number of amend-
ments, which lasted a fair number
of hours, followed by a lengthy
debate.
Number 10 urged MPs to "get
behind this Bill" after the biggest
rebellion of Prime Minister Rishi

Sunak's leadership over the
legislation on Tuesday night.
The PM’s record on immigra-
tion was criticised by Sir Keir Star-
mer at Prime Minister's Questions.
He described the Rwanda policy
as a "gimmick", and said the Tory
party is "in open revolt against his
policy, each other, and reality."
When questioned by Sir Keir
four times about 4,250 asylum
seekers earrmarked for removal
to Rwanda who have allegedly
been "lost" by the government,

Rishi Sunak failed to give an
answer.

Downing Street did not deny the
reports of lost migrants. Asked
why Sunak was unable to answer
a question about it at PMQs, his
official spokesperson told repor-
ters: “The first thing to make clear
is that we have removed 24,000
people last year alone.

“Clearly it's a function of people
coming here illegally that a num-
ber will seek to abscond and will
seek to evade the authorities.”

The crunch vote came after
senior red-wall MPs Lee Ander-
son and Brendan Clarke-Smith
resigned from their party posi-
tions to vote in favour of changes
tabled by Mr Cash and former
immigration minister Robert Jen-
rick.

Jane Stevenson also quit her
role as a parliamentary private
secretary in the Department for
Business and Trade to back the
amendments.

Former prime minister Liz

Truss, former ministers Suella
Braverman and Sir Simon Clarke
and former leader Sir lain Duncan
Smith were also among those to
support the changes.

Boris Johnson, who introduced
the Rwanda scheme during his
premiership, has also backed
calls for the Bill to be hardened.

Opposition critics accused the
Prime Minister of weakness and
said the resignations showed that
“even senior Tories think that the
Conservatives have failed.”

Pat McFadden MP, Labour’s
national campaign co-ordinator,
said: “Rishi Sunak is too weak to
lead his party and too weak to
lead the country.”

The Liberal Democrats said the
prime minister has “again been
embarrassed by his own MPs.”

Under the government’s plan,
migrants who cross the English
Channel on small boats could be
sent on a one-way trip to Rwanda
rather than being allowed to try
to seek asylum in the UK.

Latest polls puts
AKEL on top

KEL has overtaken
ADISY in terms of popu-

larity some six months
prior to the European Parlia-
ment elections, according to
the findings of a poll released
Tuesday.

The survey, commissioned
by the Reporter news website,
shows the party currently tops
voters’ preferences. Asked
whom they’d vote for were elec-
tions held tomorrow, 20% of
respondents picked AKEL, and
18.5% said DISY.

Elam came in third at 12.5%,
followed by DIKO at 7%. The
Greens garnered 3.5%, DIPA
2.4%, and EDEK 2.3%. The new

Volt Cyprus party got 1.3%.
About 12% of respondents
said they were undecided,
while 14% intended to abstain.
Meanwhile interest in the
June elections registered quite
high — 40% said they were
“very interested”, 28% “quite
interested”, 18% “a little”, and
14% “not interested at all.”
Asked about their criteria for
voting, 57% said it was the per-
sons running for office, 22%
based on the parties’ positions,
and 21% would go with the
party they have traditionally
supported.
The survey was carried out
from 3-11 January, with 1,000
respondents aged 18 and over.

Cameron sinks Cyprus’
Gaza aid initiative

l ' K Foreign Secretary
David Cameron appear-
ed to have sunk Cyprus’

maritime humanitarian corri-

dor ambitions, after he told the

House of Lords “the best way

to get aid into Gaza is through

trucks.”

Taking questions over an
Israel-Gaza ceasefire, he told
MPs that supplying aid to Gaza
via the beach is “an extremely
difficult option.”

He stressed that Britain is “look-
ing at every single possible way
to get aid in.”

“There are maritime options
and we had a ship leaving Cyp-
rus and taking aid to Port Said
in Egypt. The so-called over the
beach options of trying to land
aid in Gaza through the beach
is extremely difficult for reasons

of operational security and other
issues of security.”

Cyprus in December announ-
ced the ‘launch’ of its maritime
humanitarian corridor initiative
to send aid to Gaza, but the am-
bition fell flat earlier this month
after the RFA ship Lyme Bay was
eventually not allowed to dock
into Gaza.

After being out at sea for around
two weeks, it eventually went to
Port Said to transfer the aid to
the Rafah crossing.

“The truth of this is the best way
to get aid into Gaza is through
trucks,” Cameron stressed.

He told MPs more aid needed
to get into Gaza and he was
counting the number of trucks
allowed in every day. “Five hun-
dred are needed and 150 are
getting in.”
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Twenty of 36 children missing since the
invasion of Cyprus have been identified

ut of the 36 children mis-

O sing since the 1974 Turk-
ish invasion of Cyprus,

only 20 have been identified so
far, President of the Republic of
Cyprus, Nikos Christodoulides
said on Saturday in his address
at the naming ceremony of the
“Park of Missing Children of the
Turkish Invasion 1974” in Nicosia.
President Christodoulides
announced that the Ministry of
Education, Sports and Youth will
proceed with the naming of 36
halls throughout the country in pri-
mary schools, secondary schools
and high schools, in memory of
these children, underlining the
need to inform the new genera-
tions about the Cypriot tragedy.

Speaking at the event, Presi-
dent Christodoulides said that “as
a father, | cannot even imagine
the position of the parents whose
children are missing”, adding that
it is in this context, that the effort
in the framework of the strategic
planning of the Humanitarian
Affairs Office for the missing and
enclaved Persons over the years
is to highlight this purely humani-
tarian aspect of the Cyprus prob-
lem, such as the issue of the chil-
dren missing since the Turkish
invasion,

He noted that of the 36 missing
children, only 20 have been iden-
tified so far, with the youngest child
being only 6 months old and the
oldest 17 years old.

President Christodoulides noted
that “as a father, as a citizen of
this country, as President of the
Republic of Cyprus, | promise you
that | will do my utmost to reunite
our country which is still suffering
from Turkish invasion and occu-
pation” adding that unfortunately,
this year marks the 50th anniver-
sary of the invasion.

The Head of Humanitarian
Affairs Office for the missing
persons and the enclaved, Anna
Avristotelous, stated in her address
that the Office stands by the side
of the relatives of the missing per-
sons, joining their voice, with the
sole aim of determining the fate
of each and every one of the mis-
sing persons. The aim, she conti-
nued, is to safeguard the human
rights of the missing persons and
their relatives, to provide support
and meet their needs.

Aristotelous underlined that es-
tablishing the fate of the missing
persons is a matter of crucial im-
portance and “that is why we have
extended our efforts and diversi-
fied the process of approaching
every possible person who may
provide information.”

She mentioned that “we no
longer use the police methods of
obtaining an interrogation profile,”

adding that with this change, the
flow of information has increased,
with very positive results, so that
in one month there were six new
identifications.

In a touching and emotional
moment of her speech, Aristote-
lous read out the names of the
36 children, saying that these 36
innocent victims of Turkish atro-
cities constitute a special aspect
of the Cypriot tragedy, perhaps
the most tragic figure in the his-
tory of Cyprus.

A Committee on Missing Per-
sons was established, upon agree-
ment between the leaders of the
two communities, with the scope
of exhuming, identifying and
returning to their relatives the
remains of 492 Turkish Cypriots
and 1,510 Greek Cypriots, who
went missing during the inter-
communal fighting of 1963-1964
and in 1974.

According to the CMP website
by December 31, 2023 out of 2002
missing persons 1,228 were ex-
humed and 1,044 were identified.
Out of 1510 Greek Cypriot mis-
sing persons 751 were identified
and 759 are still missing. Out of
492 Turkish Cypriot missing per-
sons 293 were identified and 199
are still missing.

British citizens overseas
to get right to vote

ritish citizens living outside

B their country, among whom

over 40,000 are believed

to live in Cyprus, are to be handed

the vote in their country’s elections,

following an announcement by

the ruling Conservative Party on
Tuesday.

“Over three million British citi-
zens living abroad have regained
their right to vote in British gene-
ral elections and referendums,”
the announcement said.

Previously, British citizens lost
the right to vote in their home
country after 15 continuous years
living elsewhere.

However, with the implemen-

tation of a new law, the party
explained, “British citizens world-
wide will be able to register to vote
online regardless of how long they
have been overseas.”

They will be registered in
the parliamentary constituency
of their most recent address in
the United Kingdom and will be
able to vote either by post or by
sending a proxy voter to a polling
station.

“From today, millions of British
nationals across the world can
exercise their right to vote in
future general elections and have
a say in the way their country is
governed,” the United Kingdom’s

Secretary of State for Levelling
Up Michael Gove said on the
change in the law.

The move looks set to be a last-
ditch attempt by the ruling party
to win back some votes, as cur-
rent opinion polling in the country
looks less than favourable for the
Conservatives.

At present, the Conservative
Party, led by Rishi Sunak, trails
the Labour Party by upwards of
15 per cent in opinion polls, and
looks likely to face a historic land-
slide defeat at the next election.

The next United Kingdom gen-
eral election is due to take place
by January 28, 2025.

Cyprus sixth in most

searched holiday spots

yprus ranked sixth among
‘ the most searched travel

destinations for Britons in
2023, according to data released
by Google.

Topping the list is Greece,
followed by Spain, Italy, Portugal
and Croatia in the top five spots.

In the top ten, following Cyprus
are Thailand, Egypt, Malta and
Morocco, rounding out the most
sought-after locations for British
travellers.

Within the category of islands,
Rhodes emerged as the most
popular in Google’s search en-

gine, closely followed by Sicily.

Regarding cities, the United
States claimed the top spot with
Orlando, preceding Tel Aviv,
Seville, Marrakech, La Rochelle
in France, Delhi, Cork in Ireland
and Amsterdam.

Google also reported that 2023
saw the highest number of travel
searches carried out by Britons
since 2019. Furthermore, 2023
marked the third consecutive
year of increased searches com-
pared to the previous years in
the relevant categories of flights,
hotels and railway tickets.

Norah Kearney, of North

London, has made
some small changes to
her home heating habits
and is already reaping
the rewards.

The Irishwoman, who
hails from Connemara
in Co. Galway, but has
lived in London for over
40 years, has reduced
her boiler flow tempera-
ture and also had her
radiators bled before
the winter months
kicked in.

“My son came over and
bled all of my radiators
for me at the end of the
summer,” she said.

The 70-year-old, who
works as a nurse, has
also reduced the flow
temperature on her
boiler.

“We also reduced our
boiler flow temperature
to 65 degrees,” she
said.

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28-year-old UK Cypriot killed in
horror crash ‘hit and run’ while
walking her dogs in Edmonton

K Cypriot Laura Maria
U Sone-Demetrious, 28,

and two dogs, were sadly
killed in a collision in Edmonton
on Tuesday 9 January.

Police were called at 19:23hrs
to the A10 Great Cambridge Road
where a car had been in collision
with a pedestrian. Officers, the
London Ambulance Service and
London’s Air Ambulance atten-
ded, blocking the road in both
directions - between the B154
Church Street and Bury Street in
Edmonton - for nearly 12 hours.

Despite the efforts of parame-
dics and police, Laura was pro-
nounced deceased at the scene.

She was reportedly using a
pedestrian crossing over the

busy dual carriageway on her
regular evening dog walk. Both
her pets were also killed in the
collision.

Her father Peter wrote on Face-
book: “This is the most unhappy
day of my life, very early this
morning | was awoken by a phone
call from my youngest daughter
to tell me, my oldest daughter has
been run over and killed. | keep
hoping she will call again and
say she didn’t mean it.”

Her mother Georgina, posted:
“Thanks everyone for your sup-
port at our time of loss and please
help the police with their inves-
tigation.”

A 17-year-old male was arres-
ted on suspicion of causing

death by dangerous driving and
failing to stop at the scene of a
collision. He has been bailed to
return on a date in mid-February
pending further enquiries.

Laura’s grieving sister Gina
has launched a GoFundMe page
looking to raise £10,000 for her
funeral costs.

She wrote: “I am fundraising
for my sister who sadly passed
away on 09/01/2024.

“She was killed by a dangerous
driver while on a walk with her
2 dogs. Little did we know that
we will be planning a funeral for
her so soon. She died at 28 years
old.

“Me and my family are not able
to give her the send-off she
deserves so | am asking for help
with the expenses. All help will be
greatly appreciated and bless
you all.”

Six stations to be temporarily closed
later this year during Northern Line
station’s major renovation

section of the Northern
Aline will temporarily close

on at least 16 different
days this year to allow for a
major redevelopment of a Tube
station.

London Underground passen-
gers will face major disruption
with full closures planned at
multiple stations for more than
a week in April. Further weekend
closures are also earmarked for
three weekends in June.

The Northern line will shut
between Golders Green and
Edgware to allow for develop-
ment work on Colindale station.
The 1960s-era station will be
replaced with a new ‘landmark’
building, according to Transport
for London (TfL). It will include
a ticket hall and a lift to deliver
step-free access for the first
time.

The closures will affect Golders
Green, Brent Cross, Hendon
Central, Colindale, Burnt Oak and
Edgware stations and will take
place on the following dates:
April 2 to 11, June 15 to 16, June
22 to 23 and June 29 to 30.

Colindale station is also set to
temporarily close from summer
2024 to the end of autumn,
although dates have yet to be

announced.

The work is part of a £43.1m
project to upgrade Colindale
and Leyton Tube stations. Both
serve rapidly growing communi-
ties, with the upgraded Tube
stations set to support major
housing developments.

A TfL spokesman said: “It
means that TfL can now go
ahead with letting the construc-
tion contract before the end of
this year for the rebuilding of
Colindale station which, in its

current state, was projected to
reach passenger capacity by
2026.

“Leyton station will also get a
new ticket hall built adjacent to
the existing one, two new stair-
cases and two lifts making the
station fully accessible for the first
time and ensuring it has capacity
to support future passenger de-
mand.

“The construction contract is
expected to be awarded in
summer 2024.”

A progressive mission

he UK state is spending
Tmore than ever before,

except in times of war or
crisis, and taxing more, but with
poor outcomes. Waiting lists for
health treatment have trebled
since 2010, this generation is half
as likely as the last to be home-
owners by the age of 30 and two
million children receive free school
meals, which is a third above the
long-term average. The average
UK worker has received no real
pay rise since 2007. Today, the
over 50s hold 78% of the housing
wealth.

All the G7 countries (USA,
Germany, France, UK, Italy, Japan,
Canada), representing a third of
global wealth, suffered declines
in growth and productivity since
the 2009 financial crisis. But Bri-
tian has fallen the most. Brexit has
had a significant impact. Foreign
Direct Investment inflows the UK
are at their lowest levels since
the 1980s.

The state has not kept pace with
the world’s demographic and
technological changes. Over the
last 30 years, spending on social
care has risen faster than on
transport, spending on pensions
has risen more than housing and
research and development com-
bined. Health spending has in-
creased by £165 billion, but only
£6 billion of that has been on
capital investment.

The pressures will grow. We will
have another 4 million elderly in
the next twenty years.

The good news

Technology has changed the
private sector. In 2003, three of
the world’s 10 largest companies
were in technology (Microsoft, Intel
and IBM). Today, it's 8 of the 10
(Apple, Microsoft, Amazon, Tesla,
Meta, Alphabet, NVIDIA, and Tai-
wan Semiconductors). The only
non-techs are Berkshire Hatha-

way (Warren Buffet's investment
firm) and Saudi Aramco (the world’'s
largest oil producer).

Research and development
spending by these tech giants
exceeds that of the government.
Amazon spends three times more
on R&D than the UK.

Acceleration is inevitable, but
the state has been slow to adopt
data analytics, Al and cloud com-
puting. Two examples: furlough
support during Covid cost £70
billion and household support in
the energy price crisis cost £40
billion. Both are huge untargeted
interventions. Technology-ena-
bled targeting, allowing those
most in need to receive the funds,
would have saved 70% and 25%
respectively.

Britain has huge advantages:
world class universities, the largest
finance sector in Europe, it’s 3rd
behind the US and China in ven-
ture capital, and the leader in
Europe for A.l. talent.

Conditions for growth

Ryan Wain, executive director
at the Institute for Global Change,
suggests some compelling recom-
mendations.

Firstly, redesign the planning
laws. It takes four years to gain
planning permission for major
infrastructure projects (this has
doubled over the last ten years).

Crossrail — the Elizabeth line —
was 4 years late and £4 billion
over budget. In housing, 4 out of 5
planning applications are delayed
by 2 years. High-speed Internet
has not been delivered at the pace
needed.

We need a high speed and
agile planning process: a 6-month
maximum deadline for planning
approvals.

Second, address labour short-
ages: allow migration for key oc-
cupations like construction and
hospitality for EU citizens, at zero
cost and zero bureaucracy. There
are 1.1 million job vacancies in
Britain today, leaving the economy
£39 billion worse off annually.
That's 26% more vacancies than
the same period pre-Brexit.

Key sectors suffer: construction
experiences a 36% increase in
vacancies, hospitality 30%, and
health and social work 39%.
These industries blame Brexit for
their challenges. We have the
highest on-record migration, yet
we have significant labour short-
ages.

Mastering and harnessing the
21st century technological revo-
lution is the 21st century progre-
ssive political mission.

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Give your roof
a health check!

our roof is one of the
most vulnerable parts of
your home. It bears the

brunt of winter cold, heavy rain
and strong winds, never mind
the searing heat of summer. So
it's important to keep an eye on
it, particularly as general wear
and tear isn’t covered in your
home insurance. If you do spot
anything, it's best to get a regis-
tered roofing expert in to review
and repair the damage if required.

Start with your attic

Get inside your attic and check
for any signs of roof damage,
like sagging, water rings or sun-
light coming through. Remember
you may also save money on
heating bills if you stop the cold
coming in from holes in the roof.

Tiles & cracks

Stand outside and take a good
look at your roof. Any missing or
loose tiles? Are there any cracks
around the parapets or chimney?

Check the flashing

What's flashing we hear you
ask? Well chimneys, skylights,
satellite dishes and other objects
on your roof are sealed with metal
strips called ‘flashing’. These can
become damaged over time or
during bad weather. Flashing
needs to sit flush against the
roof with no gaps where water
can seep in. Flashing can also
slip over time, so check for any
signs of movement or rust.

Moss growth
Moss is harmless, right? Sadly

not. Moss can cause moisture
damage to roof tiles and the wood
underneath. During summer it
can spread fast, so it's best to
catch it before it gets out of con-
trol. The easiest way to remove
moss is after a dry spell: just
brush it off with a stiff broom. If
your roof is covered in moss, it
might have caused further dam-
age. So it's best speaking to a
roofing expert for advice.

Guttering and downpipes

Your gutters might look clear
from below, but debris (like moss
or leaves) could have built up,
causing blockages. This may
cause serious damp issues if
it’s left, with rainfall overflowing
into brickwork. Also make sure
the support brackets of any gut-
tering are securely fixed.

Like any household wear and
tear, the longer any damage to
your roof is left, the worse it's
likely to become. So, if you do spot
anything, it's best to contact a
registered roofing contractor or
gutter cleaning professional to
check out any potential issues.

What Is Wear And Tear?

You may have heard of the
term ‘wear and tear’, but do you
know what it means?

In a nutshell, wear and tear is
the damage that happens nat-
urally to your home and posses-
sions over time. But it also in-
cludes things that haven'’t been
maintained. Most home insur-
ance policies only cover you for
sudden events such as fire, floods

or theft. They won’t cover dam-
age caused by wear and tear.

So what’s classed as wear
and tear?

Damage that’s classed as
wear and tear could include
things like:

* A faded or worn carpet

* Loose taps, toilet seats,
cupboard doors etc

* Your window frames rotting
away

* Roof tiles that slip or break
over time

* A crack in brickwork caused
by outside heat or cold over a
long period

Can | claim for wear and tear
on my home insurance?

In short, no. Everything will
suffer from wear and tear at some
point, so you have to expect it.
Home insurance is there to pro-
tect you from the unexpected.
So a carpet that's become faded
and worn over time would come
under wear and tear. A carpet
that's been damaged from flood-
ing would be covered under your
home insurance.

So what happens if wear and
tear causes damage to my
home or possessions?

If damage to your home or
possessions has been caused
by wear and tear, then you won’t
be covered. Here’s an example.
After heavy rainfall, you discover
water is seeping into your home.
However, it's found that the leak
is due to some roof tiles that have
cracked and slipped over time,
letting water in. It was your res-
ponsibility to ensure your roof was
maintained. So, in this instance,
insurers would class the damage
as being caused by wear and
tear and you won'’t be covered.

London Mayor says Brexit has
cost UK over £140 billion so far

ritain’s departure from the
B European Union has re-

duced the size of its eco-
nomy by 6% so far — an annual
cost of £140 billion — London
mayor Sadiq Khan said last week,
with the shortfall seen reaching
10% by 2035.

Khan, a member of the oppo-
sition Labour Party, which voted
against Brexit in a 2016 referen-
dum, based his statement on a
report he commissioned from
economic consultants Cambridge
Econometrics, who estimated
how fast the economy would
have grown if Britain had voted
to stay in the EU.

“It's now obvious that Brexit
isn’t working. The hardline version

of Brexit we’ve ended up with is
dragging our economy down and
pushing up the cost of living,”
Khan said.

Labour has a big lead over
Prime Minister Rishi Sunak’s
Conservatives before an elec-
tion, which Sunak intends to call
in the second half of this year.

However, Labour Party leader
Keir Starmer has been cautious
about giving details of how he
would strengthen ties with the
EU.

Cambridge Econometrics’ es-
timate of the costs of Brexit is
higher than some other recent
ones.

Britain’s National Institute of
Economic and Social Research

(NIESR) estimated in November
that Brexit had reduced the size
of the economy by 2%-3%, with
the impact expected to rise to
5%-6% by 2035.

Jonathan Haskel, a Bank of
England policymaker, estimated
in a private capacity last year that
Brexit had damaged business
investment enough to lower GDP
by 1.3% by the end of 2022 —
equivalent to £1,000 per house-
hold per year.

Cambridge Econometrics said
Brexit was expected to lower an-
nual economic growth in Britain
by 0.4 percentage points between
now and 2035, lower employment
levels by 3 million by 2035 and
reduce investment by a third.

Assessing the implications of
Brexit has been complicated by
the COVID-19 pandemic just
months after Britain formally left
the EU in January 2020.

Net migration to Britain has
soared, as a new system of work
visas led to a big rise in immigra-
tion to Britain from outside the
EU, outweighing a fall in the
number of immigrants from the
EU who previously did not need
visas.

Junior doctors in Wales
stage 72-hour walkout

began on Monday a three-

day walkout over pay as the
Welsh Government and hospital
leaders warned of the pressures
health services are under.

The strike, which began at 7am
on Monday and will last until 7am
on Thursday, could see more than
3,000 doctors taking industrial
action.

The Welsh NHS Confederation,
which represents health boards
in Wales, said the action is taking
place on one of the “most pres-
surised weeks of the year, follow-
ing recent weeks of significant

winter pressures.”

Health minister Eluned Morgan
warned the impact on services
is expected to be significant but
said urgent and life-threatening
care will continue.

The doctors’ trade union, BMA
Cymru Wales, said the vote to
strike was taken as part of a pay
restoration campaign which it
said has been eroded by almost
a third since 2008/9.

The union said doctors will be
present at picket lines outside all
of Wales’ main hospital sites.

The Welsh junior doctors com-
mittee made the decision to ballot

members in August after being
offered a 5% deal by the Welsh
Government.

Ayoung woman (Jodie Comer),
with her newborn baby in her
arms, struggles to make an exit
from her flooded house as well
as find her husband amongst
the chaos...

Izi keeps
himself to himself until 12-year-
old Beniji (Jedaiah Bannerman),
who recently lost his mother,
arrives on the scene searching
for his family...

An imaginative tale directed
with flair and style, with a strong
ensemble of actors. Robinson
is effective and so is newcomer
Bannerman, who is destined for
greater things.

Bad Behaviour

This marks the impressive
feature film directorial debut of

Agniia Galdanova’s daring doc-
umentary follows this 21-year-old
artist from her humble beginnings
in the remote town of Magadan
before she creates a new kind of
activism with her art. Gena is a
controversial presence on the
streets of Moscow especially now
that a war is brewing against
Ukraine.

An important film not only about
art, but also about survival in the
cruellest of circumstances and
places.

The Old Oak

Ken Loach brings to the screen
another powerful story written
by long-time collaborator Paul
Laverty.

The action takes place in a
small Northeast town that has
been in decline since the mine
has closed over 30 years ago.
The local community are still
struggling with unemployment
and their only escape is a visit to
their local pub “The Old Oak”.
And they believe that things are
getting worse especially now
that a group of Syrian refugees
have landed on their doorstep.
Thankfully, the friendly landlord,
TJ Ballantyne (Dave Turner), is
much more humane and open
minded than the rest...

Loach is at his element here
- a moving story about refugees
in an unfriendly, hostile society.
Again, he draws natural perfor-
mances from his mostly non-
professional cast. Turner is very
effective and so is Ebla Mari as
the young Syrian woman he
befriends.

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The thrill of a classic...

op of the bill this week

I goes to Susanna Mujendra,

enchanted by a beautiful
dance tale...

If any ballet deserves to be
described as a classic of the
genre (first performed in 1841),
even more so than Swan Lake,
it is Giselle (London Coliseum).
The ghost filled tragedy of a
young peasant girl enamoured by
dance who falls for a disguised
nobleman, Albrecht, he betrays
her, is made up of two starkly
contrasting acts that take you
on an enchanting journey culmi-
nating in an unbearably sad
denouement.

Created by Mary Skeaping in
1971, it is easy to see why the
English National Ballet still have
it as part of their repertoire.
Framed by David Walker’s au-
tumnal Rhineland picture post-
card frame — ‘a pleasant valley in
Germany’ — the storytelling un-
folds like turning the pages of a
traditional children’s book, beau-

tiful illustrations brought to life
by delightful dance. It highlights
the point that dancing is what
gladdens her heart but also the
thing that makes her such a deli-
cate and fragile being.

The breathtaking second act,
in which we are introduced to the
Wilis, the ghosts of unmarried
women who died after being be-
trayed by their lovers and take
revenge in the night by dancing
men to death by exhaustion, is a
spellbinding sequence of balle-
rinas filling the stage with pheno-
menal speed, skill and elegance,
the tale now transformed into a
supernatural vision. It is precisely
these sequences that make this
a ballet for all comers, especially
those new to the experience.
David Mohr’s exceptional lighting,
recreated from Charles Bristow’s
original, adds greatly to the atmos-
phere.

Katja Khaniukova is Giselle, an
excellent technician, beautifully
light landings, combined with a
very expressive characterisation

that draws you in to her love for
life and that tortuous moment
of betrayal. However, it is Aitor
Arieta’s nobleman who excites
the audience with moments of
dance magic, a mesmerising
performance that is an intoxica-
ting blend of athleticism and at-
tractive persona making it easy
to see how the poor girl is drawn
into his deceit. Though if push
comes to shove it is the company
set piece dances of the second
act that | could watch again and
again.

Also, unlike any other time |
have watched Giselle, | was very
aware of Adolphe Adam’s lush
music, played beautifully by the
English National Ballet Philhar-
monic. Dance as pleasure and
death, quite a story and a thrilling
experience in this gorgeous
venue.

In Guildford meanwhile, the
Yvonne Arnaud’s 2024 season
got off to a thrilling start with
Agatha Christie’s classic murder
mystery And Then There Were

None, the best-selling crime
novel of all time. Ten strangers
are lured to a solitary mansion
off the coast of Devon. When a
storm cuts them off from the
mainland, the true reason for
their presence on the island be-
comes horribly clear. The myste-
rious host is a capricious indivi-
dual and all is not what it seems.
Before you can say “whodunnit”
one by one they begin to die —
the clue is in the title.

Deftly directed by Lucy Bailey
the tension builds throughout
with each character displaying
emotional turmoil and a dark cum
odd background which suppos-
edly provide clues to their ultimate
demise.

The plot, in typical Christie
style, is sometimes chaotic and
peppered with wit and laugh out
loud moments as they begin to
lose the plot fearful of what may
happen. Mike Britton’s set design
is evocative of the grandeur of
1920’s Britain, the art deco style
giving the play a backdrop that

lends itself perfectly to the may-
hem and murder.

The snappy cast are spiffingly
good, gelling extremely well with
sharp interplay picking out all the
key moments to maximum effect.
The audience reaction was ex-
tremely positive, fully deserved

as this is excellent entertainment.

Cooking with Loulla Astin
Greek Fish Soup

his comforting soup is
simple to prepare, nourish-
ing and delicious.

Ingredients:

1.36kg (3lb) various white fish,
large or slices or smaller ones -
grey mullet, sea-bass, snapper,
carp, grouper, monkfish, cod,
scorpion, swordfish (heads and
lobster shells, make good stock)

1 % litres water

1 chicken bouillon cube

1 vegetable cube, diluted in
the hot water

4 tbsp olive oil

259 butter

1 medium onion, finely chopped

2 carrots, peeled and cut into
1 inch pieces

2 stalks celery, chopped like
the carrots, including the leaves

1 medium courgette, cut like
the carrots

2-3 medium waxy potatoes
(they don’t break when cooked),
peeled and cubed

2 ripe tomatoes,
seeded and chopped

75g/30z long grain
washed and drained

2 tbsp chopped parsley

2 sprigs fresh thyme or ore-
gano, remove from the stalks

Salt and freshly ground pepper

Y2 tsp paprika

peeled,

rice,

For the Avgolemono broth:
3 eggs
Juice of 2 lemons or more
Lemon wedges for serving

Method:

Wash fish, season with salt
and pepper and place in a large
soup pot with the bay leaves,
pour over the stock to completely
cover the fish and simmer for
approximately 15-20 minutes, de-
pending on the size of the fish.

Carefully remove fish from the
saucepan, place into a large plate
and allow to cool a little. Skin
and debone the fish and cut into
small cubes, keep warm.

Strain the stock through a
fine sieve into a large bowl and
keep for later.

Heat the olive oil and butter
in the saucepan and sauté the
onions until transparent, then all
the vegetables apart from the
potatoes and gently cook for 5
minutes.

Pour in the sieved stock from
the fish, season with salt, pepper
and paprika, add the herbs and
cook gently for 10 minutes. Mix
in the potatoes and rice and cook
for another 15 minutes, then add

the fish - if the soup is too thick,
add more hot liquid, place in warm
soup bowls and enjoy!

If you want to make it with egg
and lemon, do not add your cooked
fish until you make your avgole-
mono sauce. In a bowl, whisk the
eggs until foamy and gradually
add the lemon juice while conti-
nuing to whisk. Take a ladle of the
broth from the soup and slowly
add to the egg and lemon whisk-
ing constantly, add another ladle,
whisking as before and pour slowly
back into the saucepan, shaking
the pan or stirring gently. Return
the pan on to a very low heat for
a minute or two, do not allow it to
come to the boil or the eggs will
scramble. Remove from heat and
add the cooked fish, taste and
adjust seasoning.

Serve the soup with crusty
bread and lemon wedges.

Brazilian striker Richarlison
levelled with his sixth goal in as
many Premier League games for
the visitors, who were without
three players, including captain
Son Heung-min — away with
South Korea at the Asian Cup.

Marcus Rashford put the
hosts ahead before the break,
but Rodrigo Bentancur wiped
out the advantage a minute after
the restart with a blistering shot,
his first goal since April, during
which time he has recovered from
a cruciate knee ligament injury
and an ankle problem.

Cole Palmer’s first-half penalty
gave Chelsea a narrow win over
West London rivals Fulham at
Stamford Bridge in the Premier
League. Oscar Bobb scored a
stoppage-time winner as Man-

chester City moved within two
points of Liverpool at the top of
the Premier League with victory
over Newcastle in a breathless
encounter at St James’ Park.

The Norwegian, 20, latched on
to a superb lofted pass from
fellow substitute Kevin de Bruyne
and showed superb footwork to
take the ball pass Martin Dubravka
and tap into the empty net.

It rounded off a brilliant game
that saw both sides dominate
periods, but City controlled the
second half and showed the fight
and quality to seal what could be
a huge win come the end of the
season.

While Bobb enjoyed his first
Premier League goal, the success
was sparked by De Bruyne.

Just four minutes and 35 sec-
onds after he came off the bench,
the Belgian found space in bet-
ween the home defence and
midfield before sweeping a finish
into the far corner.

Bernardo Silva had put the Pre-

mier League champions ahead
in the 26th minute, meeting Kyle
Walker’s right-wing cross with
an audacious backheel, before
two goals in three minutes put
Newcastle in charge.

First, Alexander Isak collected
a sweeping Bruno Guimaraes
pass before curling past City’s
reserve keeper Stefan Ortega
— who had replaced the injured
Ederson —and into the top corner
for his fourth goal in four games.

Then, Anthony Gordon was
released down the left and he
took advantage of Walker back-
ing off to spectacularly curl into
the bottom corner and send the
home fans into raptures.

City had only lost once in 72
Premier League games when
taking the lead and that was
under serious threat until their
talisman De Bruyne continued
his comeback from injury with a
top-class strike and a wonderful
assist for Bobb.

Boss Pep Guardiola and the
entire City squad, including sub-
stitutes, celebrated emphatically
in style at the full-time whistle as
the reigning champions savoured
a third successive league win
and sixth in all competitions.

Luton scored a controversial
92nd-minute equaliser to deny
Burnley a crucial win in a game
of huge significance at the bottom
of the Premier League.

Burnley looked set to claim a
rare victory after a dogged defen-
sive performance following Switz-
erland forward Zeki Amdouni’s
36th-minute deflected finish at
a raucous Turf Moor.

But Carlton Morris headed the
Hatters level in the closing mo-
ments and sent the Luton fans
home in a satisfied mood.
