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ilitant group Hezbollah
M promised to retaliate
against Israel after ac-

cusing it of detonating pagers
across Lebanon on Tuesday,
killing at least twelve people
and wounding nearly 3,000
others who included fighters
and Iran’s envoy to Beirut.

Lebanese Information Minis-
ter Ziad Makary condemned the
late afternoon detonation of the
pagers — handheld devices that
Hezbollah and others in Lebanon
use to send messages — as an
“Israeli aggression”. Hezbollah
said Israel would receive “it’s fair
punishment” for the blasts.

The Israeli military, which has
been engaged in cross-border
fighting with Iran-backed Hez-
bollah since the start of the Gaza
war in October, declined to res-
pond to questions about the
detonations.

Lebanese Health Minister
Firass Abiad said on Tuesday

that eight people were killed and
2,750 wounded in the pager ex-
plosions, 200 of them critically.

Hezbollah in an earlier state-
ment confirmed the deaths inclu-
ded at least two of its fighters
and a little girl.

The pagers exploded in south-
ern Lebanon, the southern sub-
urbs of Beirut known as Dahiyeh
and the eastern Bekaa Valley —
all Hezbollah strongholds.

In one instance, closed-circuit
surveillance video carried by
regional broadcasters showed a
person paying at a grocery store
as what appeared to be a small
handheld device placed next to
the cashier exploded.

A Hezbollah official, speaking
on condition of anonymity, said
the detonation of the pagers
was the “biggest security breach”
for the group in nearly a year of
conflict with Israel.

The Palestinian militant group
Hamas, which is waging war with

Israel in Gaza, said the pager
blasts were an “escalation” that
will only lead lIsrael to “failure
and defeat.”

The U.S. State Department
said it was too early to say how
the pager attacks in Lebanon
might impact efforts to secure
a ceasefire in Gaza.

It urged Iran - which with its
allies Hezbollah, Yemen'’s Hou-
this and armed groups in Iraq has
formed an “Axis of Resistance”
against Israeli and U.S. influence
- not to take advantage of any
incident to raise instability.

Without commenting directly
on the explosions in Lebanon, an
Israeli military spokesman said
the chief of staff, Major General
Herzi Halevi, met with senior
officers on Tuesday evening to
assess the situation. No policy
change was announced but
“vigilance must continue to be
maintained,” he said.

Hezbollah fighters have been

using pagers as a low-tech
means of communication in the
belief they could evade Israeli
location tracking.

Apager is a wireless telecom-
munications device that receives
and displays messages.

Iran’s ambassador to Lebanon,
Mojtaba Amani, suffered a “super-
ficial injury” in Tuesday’s pager
blasts and was under observa-
tion in hospital, Iran’s semi-offi-
cial Fars news agency said.

The casualties included Hez-
bollah fighters who are the sons
of top officials from the armed
group. One of those killed was
the son of a Hezbollah member
of the Lebanese parliament, Al
Ammar.

Tuesday’s blasts added to a
hefty price paid over the past
year by Hezbollah. The group
has lost more than 400 fighters
in Israeli strikes, including its top
commander Fuad Shukr in July.
Security sources in Lebanon
said two more Hezbollah fighters
were killed in an Israeli strike
in southern Lebanon on Tues-
day.

Hezbollah has said it wants
to avoid all-out conflict with
Israel but that only an end to the
Gaza war will stop the cross-
border clashes. Gaza ceasefire
efforts remain deadlocked after
months of talks mediated by
Qatar, Egypt and the United
States.

Cyprus Auditor General dismissed by top Court

he Supreme Constitu-
Ttional Court of Cyprus

ruled on Wednesday that
Auditor General of the Repub-
lic, Odysseas Michaelides,
should be dismissed from his
position.

The ruling of the Court, which
convened as a Council, was
unanimous.

The eight judges of the

Supreme Constitutional Court,
ruled that the Auditor General,
based on all testimonies, "has
crossed the line and exhibited
behaviour which fell short of ex-
pectations, which renders him
incompetent."

"We find him liable for inap-
propriate conduct," the judges
ruled.

The decision to dismiss the

Auditor General is binding for
the President of the Republic.

The ruling consists of 209
pages.

In statements outside the
Court afterwards, Michaelides
said that the decision is a set-
back for freedom of expression
and society's demand to fight
corruption.

Today is a dark day for Cyp-
rus, he said, adding that there
had been a 'concerted attempt'
to remove him as he fought the
system.

He said he would continue
the fight against corruption and
would discuss his next steps
with his legal advisers.

Replying to questions, he said
that he leaves "with a clear con-
science."

The decision of the Supreme
Constitutional Court to suspend
the Auditor General "essentially
abolishes the Audit Office and
democracy", said Michaelides,
addressing the staff of the Ser-

vice a little later, before collect-
ing his personal belongings.

"Il put it simply, with this deci-
sion the Audit Office has fallen.
Not because | am leaving, | could
have resigned, | could have had
a stroke and died. That is not the
reason. The reason is this deci-
sion, as | said in the Court, places
a corset, a gag on the Audit
Office," he said.

Addressing the officers of the
Audit Office, he told them that
henceforth "you should watch
every word you say, every report
you make, what you say, what
you write. This is not consistent
with an Audit Office. The Audit
Office has fallen," he reiterated.

He added that "we have been
defeated by the establishment,
we have been defeated by the
system. What happened today
is a shame for our country.”

On a personal level, he said
he will find another job to earn
a living and another way to fight
for this country.

UK inflation steady

in August

ritish inflation held
Bsteady in August but

sped up in the servi-
ces sector which is closely
watched by the Bank of Eng-
land, data showed on Wed-
nesday, adding to bets that the
central bank will keep interest
rates on hold on Thursday.

Consumer price inflation of
2.2% last month was unchanged
from July, the Office for Natio-
nal Statistics said. Services in-
flation rose to 5.6% from 5.2%
in July.

One factor behind the rise
was a 22.2% jump in air fares
between July and August. Fares
usually rise between the two
months but the statistics office
said the jump was the second
largest since records began in

2001.

Sterling strengthened against
the dollar after the data was
published and investors trimmed
their bets on the BoE cutting
rates on Thursday to a roughly
26% chance from more than one
in three on Wednesday.

Rate futures suggest inves-
tors still expect two quarter-point
rate cuts by the end of 2024.

The BoE cut borrowing costs
from a 16-year high of 5.25% to
5.0% in August but has signalled
it will move carefully on further
reductions as wage growth is
slowing only gradually.

Despite the acceleration of
services prices overall, econo-
mists said the trend in the sector
— excluding volatile items such
as air fares — continued to
weaken.

President praises China's
“clear and invaluable support”

yprus President
‘ Nikos Christodoulides

expressed his sincere
appreciation for China’s long-
standing and principled sup-
port on the Cyprus problem,
pointing out that "China’s com-
mitment to the sovereignty, ter-
ritorial integrity, and indepen-
dence of the Republic of Cyp-
rus has been unwavering and
so is its clear and invaluable
support at the UN Security
Council."

Speaking on Tuesday evening
at an event in Nicosia, to mark
China's National Day, the Presi-
dent stressed once again that
reunifying Cyprus and its people,

while ensuring that Cyprus re-
mains a force of stability and
prosperity in this very turbulent
region, has continued to be his
biggest priority since day one of
his election.

He underlined the Republic of
Cyprus’ consistent and steadfast
support to the One China Policy,
adding that at the multilateral
level, both countries continue to
enhance their cooperation in the
framework of the United Nations
and other international organiza-
tions.

Christodoulides also said that
as an EU member state, Cyprus
is a strong proponent of the ad-
vancement of EU-China relations.
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Suspect in Trump assassination
attempt lay in wait for 12 hours

man suspected of hiding
Afor nearly 12 hours in an

apparent attempt to as-
sassinate Donald Trump at his
Florida golf course was charged
with two gun-related crimes on
Monday, a day after authorities
say he was spotted in the bushes
with a rifle as the former U.S.
president played nearby.

The suspect never had the
Republican presidential candi-
date for the November 5 election
in his line of sight and did not fire
any shots. But the incident raised
questions about how an armed
man was able to get so close to
Trump, just two months after
another gunman grazed his ear
with a bullet during a July 13 rally
in Butler, Pennsylvania.

Trump’s visit to his golf course
in West Palm Beach was not on
his public schedule, acting U.S.
Secret Service Director Ronald
Rowe told reporters on Monday
afternoon, and it was not clear
whether the suspect knew Trump
would be there.

The Secret Service opened
fire after an agent sweeping the
course saw a rifle barrel poking
out of the bushes a few hundred
yards away from the former pres-
ident, who was on the fairway of
the fifth hole.

“All of a sudden we heard shots
being fired in the air. | guess pro-
bably four or five,” Trump said dur-
ing an event on X Spaces. “Secret
Service knew immediately it was
bullets, and they grabbed me.

... We got into the carts and we
moved along pretty, pretty good.
I was with an agent, and the
agent did a fantastic job.”

While praising the Secret Ser-
vice agents, he added: “We do
need more people on my detail.”

The gunman fled in a sports
utility vehicle, according to court
papers on Monday. Officers found
a loaded assault-style rifle with
a scope, a digital camera and a
plastic bag of food left behind.

A suspect, identified on Mon-
day as Ryan Routh, 58, was
arrested about 40 minutes later
driving north on Interstate 95.
The license plate on his vehicle
had been reported stolen from
another car.

Records show a phone asso-
ciated with Routh was located at
the golf course starting at 1:59 am
(0559 GMT) on Sunday morning,
11-1/2 hours before the incident.

The suspect was on the “public
side” of a fence along the golf
course’s boundary, Rowe said.

Routh was the subject of a
2019 tip to the FBI alleging that
he was a convicted felon who ille-
gally possessed a firearm, Jeffrey
Veltri, the agent in charge of the
FBI's Miami field office, told re-
porters.

The complainant was unable
to verify the information when the
FBI investigated the tip, Veltri

said.

Routh made a brief appearance
in federal court in West Palm
Beach on Monday, where he was
charged with possession of a
firearm as a convicted felon and
possession of a firearm with an
obliterated serial number. More
charges could follow.

The defendant invoked his
right to an attorney when inves-
tigators sought to question him,
Rowe said.

In 2002, Routh pleaded guilty
in North Carolina to possession
of an unregistered fully automa-
tic gun, defined in state law as
a weapon of mass destruction,
according to the county district
attorney’s office, and was sen-
tenced to probation. He was also
convicted of possessing stolen
goods in 2010.

Trump’s campaign schedule
will remain unchanged, accord-
ing to a source with knowledge
of the matter.

Trump blamed President Joe
Biden and Vice President Kamala
Harris, the Democratic presiden-
tial candidate, for the apparent as-
sassination attempt. He claimed
the suspected gunman was act-
ing on Democrats’ “highly inflam-
matory language.”

Both Biden and Harris decried
the incident, and Biden also spoke
with Trump on Monday.

August marks historic high
for tourist arrivals in Cyprus

Tourist arrivals set a new
all-time record in August,
reaching 554,923, exceed-
ing the corresponding arrivals of
August 2019, the record year for
Cypriot tourism by 0.20%.

According to data published by
the Statistical Service on Tues-
day, for the period of January —
August 2024, arrivals of tourists
totaled 2,758,627 compared to
2,648,795 in the corresponding
period of 2023, recording an in-
crease of 4.1%.

Compared to the arrivals of

tourists in August 2023, arrivals
in August 2024 went up by 8.5%.

Arrivals from the United King-
dom were the main source of
tourism for August 2024, with a
share of 34.7% (192,424) of total
arrivals, followed by Israel with
13.3% (74,032), Poland with 7.7%
(42,650), Germany with 4.2%
(23,068) and Sweden with 4.1%
(22,508).

Returns of Residents of Cyprus
down 3.6%

Moreover, a total number of
192,756 residents of Cyprus re-

turned from a trip abroad in
August 2024 compared to 199,920
in the corresponding month last
year, recording a decrease of
3.6%.

The main countries from which

residents of Cyprus returned in
August 2024 were Greece with
a share of 39.1% (75,381), the
UK with 6.6% (12,718), Russia
with 4.4% (8,538) and Italy with
4.1% (7,926).

London’s Oxford Street

could go traffic-free
under mayor’s plan

ondon’s Oxford Street,
Lhome to some of the Brit-

ish capital’s most famous
shops from Selfridges to Marks
& Spencer, could be pedestria-
nised to attract more shoppers
under a plan announced by city
mayor Sadiq Khan on Tuesday.

If approved, Oxford Street
would join other major shopping
hubs such as Times Square
in New York and La Rambla in
Barcelona that have gone fully
traffic-free.

A previous version of the
plan to ban vehicles from the
1.2-mile (1.9 km) thoroughfare
was blocked by the local West-
minster City Council, but the re-
vived project has received back-
ing from Britain’s deputy Prime
Minister Angela Rayner.

“This plan to revitalise Oxford
Street will drive growth by cre-
ating new jobs, generating eco-
nomic activity, and giving a
much-needed boost to London’s
night-time economy,” Rayner
said.

Oxford Street attracts around
half a million visitors every day,
according to the mayor’s office,
but many flagship stores
including House of Fraser and
Topshop have shut in recent
years.

The area, like many bricks-
and-mortar shops, has struggled

to recover footfall since the
COVID-19 pandemic saw many
people turn to online shopping
and fewer return to the office.

The New West End company,
which represents retailers on
Oxford Street, said the area
remained key for retail and hos-
pitality in London.

Some retailers welcomed
the move, with John Lewis,
whose flagship store has been
on Oxford Street since 1864,
calling the nearly three-century
old highway the “nation’s high
street.”

The London mayor’s office
has not specified how buses
that use the east-west road will
be rerouted.

Stuart Love, chief executive
of the local Westminster City
Council, said the authority
wanted more details on how
concerns of local residents and
shoppers over rerouted trans-
port and access would be ad-
dressed.

The plan still hinges on get-
ting final approval from Rayner
who is also Britain’s housing and
communities minister.

The Labour Party of Prime
Minister Keir Starmer has said
it wants to speed up the process
of approving new projects to
speed up Britain’s economic
growth.

Councillor Alan Schneider-
man, Cabinet Member for Envi-
ronment and Climate Change,
said: “Fly-tips are a source of
misery. Not only are they a public
health issue, they are also eye-
sores and it can be frankly de-
pressing for people to have to
walk past them on their streets.
Every year the council spends
more than £500,000 cleaning
them up —money which could be
better spent on other services
for residents.

“Having started a new approach
in late July, we are already see-
ing the impact on the number of
fly tips leading to identification of
offenders and we are starting to
take action against them. Caring
for Our Places is not just the
name of a campaign, but is what
we do here in Barnet. We will not
stand for our streets and public
places being blighted by un-
sightly fly tips and will take action
wherever we can to drive those
who seek to destroy Barnet’s
beauty out of the borough. Work
with us to end fly tipping in Bar-
net.”

The council has recently intro-
duced a new joined-up way of

working that sees reports regis-
tered and passed to a team of
community safety officers to in-
vestigate, using the full range of
tools at our disposal including
our significantly expanded CCTV
network, and identify anything
that will help the council to work
out who was responsible for
the fly tip, before a Street Scene
crew returns later to get the site
cleared. Offenders face fines of
£200, rising to £400 for a second
offence and potential prosecu-
tion for anyone who offends mul-
tiple times.

The council hopes that this
new approach will lead to a much
higher level of fixed penalty no-
tices being issued to offenders,
driving down the number of inci-
dents and helping to improve the
environment for all our residents.

Last year (2023/24) in Barnet,
the council collected approxima-
tely 16,600 cubic metres of fly
tipped waste — the equivalent of
six and a half Olympic-sized
swimming pools (pictured is just
one day’s waste)

700,000 Arabs escaped
the flighting. Those that remained
became Israeli citizens. The Arab
population of Israel has increased
tenfold. This is not ethnic cleans-
ing.

Ethnic cleansing is what hap-
pened to the Jews in 1948, when
Jordan occupied the West Bank.
And when 850,000 Jews were ex-

pelled from Yemen, Algeria, Egypt,
Morocco, Syria, Lebanon and Iraq,
where they had lived for thou-
sands of years. Ethnic cleansing
left Arab countries Jew free.

Meanwhile, two million Arabs
live in Israel today.

Three, the libel of apartheid

Those Arabs that remained in
Israel are now 20% of its popu-
lation. They are among the most
free Arabs in the Middle East. They
are represented in every area of
Israeli society: town Mayors, Army
officers, Police commanders,
members of Parliament and Su-
preme Court judges. Arab politi-
cal parties have formed part of
governing coalitions. Arabic is
one of the official languages of
Israel.

he life of James Dean is

I exhilarating, intriguing and

tragic. From a small town in

the Midwest to the Hollywood Hills

of California, James Dean'’s story

is one that you will never forget. With

only three films, Dean changed
what it means to be an actor.

Rebel Without a Cause,
East of Eden and Giant
Although Dean's career was
cut short at age 24, the three films
he starred in were enough to make
the actor a legend. Dean drew
audiences in with his raw vulnera-
bility and left them captivated, his
brutally honest performances linge-
ring in their hearts and minds long
after credits stopped rolling. Be-
cause in reality, Dean’s characters
reflected his real life persona.

East of Eden

In 1953, director Elia Kazan was
looking for a substantive actor to
play the emotionally complex role
of Cal Trask, for screenwriter Paul
Osbom's adaptation of John Stein-
beck's 1952 novel East of Eden.

The book deals with the story of
the Trask and Hamilton families
over the course of three genera-
tions, focusing especially on the
lives of the latter two generations in
Salinas Valley, California, from the
mid-19th century through the 1910s.

In contrast to the book, the film
script focused on the last portion of
the story, predominantly with the
character of Cal. Though he initially
seems more aloof and emotionally
troubled than his twin brother Aron,
Calis soon seen to be more worldly,
business savvy, and even wiser
than their pious and constantly dis-
approving father (Raymond Mas-
sey) who seeks to invent a vege-
table refrigeration process. Cal is
bothered by the mystery of their
supposedly dead mother, and dis-
covers she is still alive and a
brothel-keeping ‘madam’'.

Before casting Cal, Kazan said
that he wanted "a Brando" for the
role and Osborn suggested Dean,
a relatively unknown young actor.
Dean met with Steinbeck, who did
not like the moody, complex young
man personally, but thought him
to be perfect for the part. Dean was
cast in the role and on April 8, 1954,
left New York City and headed for
Los Angeles to begin shooting.

Much of Dean's performance in
the film was unscripted, including
his dance in the bean field and his
fetal-like posturing while riding on
top of a train boxcar (after search-
ing out his mother in nearby Mon-
terey). The best-known improvised
sequence of the film occurs when
Cal's father rejects his gift of $5,000,
money Cal earned by speculating
in beans before the US became
involved in World War 1. Instead of
running away from his father as the
script called for, Dean instinctively
turned to Massey and in a gesture

Dean

of extreme emotion, lunged forward
and grabbed him in a full embrace,
crying. Kazan kept this and Mas-
sey's shocked reaction in the film.

Dean's performance in the film
foreshadowed his role as Jim Stark
in Rebel Without A Cause. Both
characters are angst-ridden pro-
tagonists and misunderstood out-
casts, desperately craving approval
from their fathers.

In recognition of his performance
in East of Eden, Dean was nomi-
nated posthumously for the 1956
Academy Awards as Best Actor
in a Leading Role of 1955, the first
official posthumous acting nomi-
nation in Academy Awards history.

East of Eden was the only film
starring Dean released in his life-
time.

Rebel Without a Cause

A classic tale of teenage rebel-
lion and angst. The movie featured
Dean in one of his final roles; he
died one month before the release.

Dean played Jim, a troubled but
sensitive teenager who, although
rejecting his elders’ values, despe-
rately wants to belong and have
purpose in his life. Soon after his
family moves to a new town, he
takes on violent gang members
while finding comfort with fellow
troubled teens Judy (Natalie Wood)
and Plato (Sal Mineo).

Marlon Brando's' The Wild One
(1953) popularised juvenile delin-
quency in films, and Rebel Without
a Cause was one of the better
movies that dealt with the topic.
The film was partially shot in black
and white, but the studio then stop-
ped production and reshot in colour.
A strong supporting cast included
Dennis Hopper, Edward Platt,and
Jim Backus, who received praise
for his memorable role as Dean’s
henpecked father.

All three lead actors met untimely
deaths. Dean died in a car crash at
age 24 (in 1955); Mineo was stabbed
to death at 37 (in 1976); and Wood
drowned amid mysterious circum-
stances at43 (in 1981). Their deaths
only added to the cultish appeal
surrounding the film.

Giant

Film saga that tracks the lives
of the family members of a ranch-
ing empire in Texas. It was Dean’s
last movie; he died in a car accident
shortly after filming was comple-
ted.

Based on the novel by Edna Fer-
ber, Giant follows “Bick” Benedict
(Rock Hudson), a Texas cattle baron.
After he marries the socialite Les-
lie (Elizabeth Taylor), tensions mount
with the young ranch hand Jett
(Dean), whois envious of both Bene-
dict's money and his beautiful wife.
After Jett receives an unexpected
windfall, his wealth surpasses the
Benedicts’, further fuelling the ri-
valry.

George Stevens won an Aca-
demy Award for his direction of the

big-budget production, which was
also a box-office success, and the
cinematography is stunning. Giant,
however, is perhaps best remem-
bered for Dean’s final performance;
he received a posthumous Oscar
nomination as the brooding Jett.
Though the film is long, running
more than three hours, the larger-
than-life cast and sweeping nature
of the plot have secured Giant's
perennial appeal.

Having finished Giant, Dean was
set to star as Rocky Graziano in
Somebody Up There Likes Me
(1956), and, according to Nicholas
Ray himself, he was going to do
a story called Heroic Love with the
director. Dean's death terminated
any involvement in the projects but
Somebody Up There Likes Me still
went on to earn both commercial
and critical success, winning two
Oscars with Paul Newman play-
ing the role of Graziano.

Life

James Byron Dean (February 8,
1931 — September 30, 1955) was
born on February 8, 1931, at the
Seven Gables apartment on the
corner of 4th Street and McClure
Street in Marion, Indiana, the only
child of Mildred Marie Wilson and
Winton Dean. Six years after his
father had left farming to become
a dental technician, Dean moved
with his family to Santa Monica,
California. He was enrolled at
Brentwood Public School in the
Brentwood neighbourhood of Los
Angeles, but transferred soon after-
ward to the McKinley Elementary
School. The family spent several
years there, and by all accounts,
Dean was very close to his mother.

In 1938, Dean's mother was sud-
denly struck with acute stomach
pain and quickly began to lose
weight. She died of uterine cancer
when Dean was nine years old.
Unable to care for his son, Dean's
father sent him to live with his aunt
and uncle, on theirfarmin Fairmount,
Indiana. Dean's father served in
World War Il and later remarried.

Dean's overall performance in
school was exceptional and he was
a popular student. He played on
the baseball and varsity basketball
teams, studied drama, and com-
peted in public speaking through
the Indiana High School Forensic
Association. After graduating from
Fairmount High School in May
1949, he moved back to California
with his dog, Max, to live with his
father and stepmother. Dean en-
rolled in Santa Monica College and
majored in pre-law. He transferred
to University of California, Los An-
geles (UCLA) for one semester
and changed his major to drama,
which resulted in estrangement
from his father. While at UCLA,
Dean was picked from a group of
350 actors to portray Malcolm in
Macbeth. At that time, he also
began acting in James Whitmore's
workshop. In January 1951, he

dropped out of UCLA to pursue a
full-time career as an actor.

Dean's debut television appear-
ance was in a Pepsi commercial.
He quit college to act full-time and
was cast in his first speaking part,
as John the Apostle in Hill Number
One, an Easter television special
dramatising the Resurrection of
Jesus.

Dean subsequently obtained
three walk-on roles in movies: as
a soldier in Fixed Bayonets! (1951),
a boxing cornerman in Sailor Be-
ware (1952), and a youth in Has
Anybody Seen My Gal? (1952).

While struggling to gain roles in
Hollywood, Dean also worked as
a parking lot attendant at CBS
Studios, during which time he met
Rogers Brackett, a radio director for
an advertising agency, who offered
him professional help and guidance
in his chosen career, as well as a
place to stay. Brackett opened doors
for Dean and helped him land his
first starring role on Broadway in
See the Jaguar.

He also appeared in episodes
of several CBS television series,
before gaining admission to the
Actors Studio to study method act-
ing under Lee Strasberg. In 1952,
he had a nonspeaking bit part as a
pressman in the movie Deadline
—U.S.A,, starring Humphrey Bogart.

Proud of these accomplishments,
Dean referred to the Actors Studio
in a 1952 letter to his family as "the
greatest school of the theater. It
houses great people like Marlon
Brando, Julie Harris, Arthur Ken-
nedy, Eli Wallach... Very few get
into it ... Itis the best thing that can
happen to an actor. | am one of
the youngest to belong."

There, he was classmates and
close friends with Carroll Baker,
alongside whom he would event-
ually star in Giant.

Dean's career picked up and he
performed in further episodes of
such early 1950s television shows.
One early role, for the CBS series
Omnibus in the episode Glory in the
Flower, saw Dean portraying the
type of disaffected youth he would
later portray in Rebel Without a
Cause.

Auto Racing Hobby

In 1954, Dean became interes-
ted in developing a career in motor-
sport. He purchased various vehi-
cles after filming for East of Eden
had concluded, including a Triumph
Tiger T110 and a Porsche 356.
Just before filming began on Rebel
Without a Cause, he competed in
his first professional event at the
Palm Springs Road Races, which
was held in Palm Springs, Califor-
nia, on March 26-27, 1955. Dean
achieved first place in the novice
class, and second place at the
main event. His racing continued
in Bakersfield a month later, where
he finished first in his class and
third overall. Dean hoped to com-
pete in the Indianapolis 500, but his

busy schedule made itimpossible.
Dean's final race occurred in
Santa Barbara on Memorial Day;,
May 30, 1955. He was unable to
finish the competition due to a
blown piston. His brief career was
put on hold when Warner Brothers
barred him from all racing during
the production of Giant. Dean had
finished shooting his scenes and
the movie was in post-production
when he decided to race again.

Accident and Aftermath

Longing to return to the "libera-
ting prospects" of motor racing,
Dean traded in his Speedster for
a new, more powerful and faster
1955 Porsche 550 Spyder and en-
tered the upcoming Salinas Road
Race event scheduled for October
1-2, 1955. Accompanying the actor
on his way to the track on Septem-
ber 30 were stunt coordinator Bill
Hickman, Collier's photographer
Sanford Roth, and Rolf Wtherich,
the German mechanic from the
Porsche factory who maintained
Dean's Spyder, "Little Bastard" car.
Witherich, who had encouraged
Dean to drive the car from Los An-
geles to Salinas to break it in, ac-
companied Dean in the Porsche.
At 3:30 pm, Dean was ticketed for
speeding, as was Hickman, who
was following behind in another car.

As the group was driving west-
bound on U.S. Route 466 (currently
SR 46) near Cholame, California,
at approximately 5:45pm, a 1950
Ford Tudor, driven by 23-year-old
California Polytechnic State Univer-
sity student Donald Turnupseed,
was travelling east. Turnupseed
made a left turn onto Highway 41
headed north, toward Fresno ahead
of the oncoming Porsche.

Dean, unable to stop in time,
slammed into the passenger side
of the Ford, resulting in Dean's car
bouncing across the pavement

onto the side of the highway. Dean's
passenger, Wtherich, was thrown
from the Porsche, while Dean was
trapped in the car and sustained
numerous fatal injuries, including
a broken neck. Turupseed exited
his damaged vehicle with minor
injuries.

The accident was witnessed by
a number of passersby who stop-
ped to help. Dean's biographer
George Perry wrote that a woman
with nursing experience attended
to Dean and detected a weak pulse,
but he also contrarily wrote that
"death appeared to have been in-
stantaneous". Dean was pronounced
dead on arrival shortly after he ar-
rived by ambulance at the Paso
Robles War Memorial Hospital at
6:20 pm.

Though initially slow to reach
newspapers in the Eastern United
States, details of Dean's death ra-
pidly spread via radio and televi-
sion. By October 2, his death had
received significant coverage from
domestic and foreign media outlets.

Dean's funeral was held on
October 8, 1955, at the Fairmount
Friends Church in Fairmount, In-
diana. The coffin remained closed
to conceal his severe injuries.

An inquest placed fault for the
accident entirely with James Dean.

Legacy

American teenagers of the mid-
1950s, when Dean's major films
were first released, identified with
Dean and the roles he played, es-
pecially that of Jim Stark in Rebel
Without a Cause. The film depicts
the dilemma of a typical teenager
of the time, who feels that no one,
not even his peers, can understand
him.

Of words, denial, mayhem and Beverly

uring the interval of Tom
D Stoppard’s 1982 comedy

The Real Thing (Old Vic)
| overheard an apparently cyni-
cal man utter the following, “Well
Stoppard is Stoppard is Stoppard
...awordsmith.” Was he being de-
meaning, dismissive even? Let us
consider the facts. Annie is married
to Henry. She is an actress and
he is a playwright. Their working
world is a fictional one. But what
about their marriage? After all, so
many of us would like to live out
a fantasy or two and when done
often find that fact is better than
fiction. Annie and Henry though
have the real thing so what could
go wrong...

The plot is a web of three plays
interwoven into one. It opens with
Max (Oliver Johnstone) directing
a volley of aggressive questions
at his wife Charlotte (Susan
Wokoma), about her recent work
trip to Switzerland, baffled at how
she could have achieved what
she claimed when her passport
was still at home. We then meet
forty-something Henry, (James
McArdle), who is fretting over
sophisticated choices for his forth-
coming appearance on Desert
Island Discs. We discover that
Charlotte is in fact his wife, an

actress and Max is her co-star.
Max’s wife Annie (Bel Powley)
comes in soon after as the cou-
ple have been invited for drinks.
While Charlotte and Max are hav-
ing an affair in the play, we dis-
cover that Annie and Henry are
the one’s who are actually having
the affair. An intriguing melange
of middle-class angst.

This is Stoppard at his mischie-
vous best. Witty, intelligent and
prescient it shines a light on his
cunning verbal prowess and abili-
ty to play games with our percep-
tions of reality and deceit. Max
Webster’s slick production is
blessed with an excellent cast.
James McArdle’s Henry is a de-
licious dichotomy, delusional and
dripping with insecurities. He
shimmies through life looking
for “the real thing” despite being
outwardly nonchalant and phleg-
matic. The second act sees a
seismic shift from the overcon-
fident, mansplaining know-it-all
to an emotional wreck searching
for the answer to life’s conundrum
of love and fidelity.

Susan Wokoma'’s Charlotte is
direct and powerful and holds her
own despite Henry’s strident per-
sonality while Bel Powley’s Annie
has depth of character and am-

bition. Meanwhile Oliver Johns-
ton’s Max is a good foil to the
fiery Henry and Karisa Yansen
as Debbie is great at converting
complex theories into t-shirt slo-
gans, and there is a lovely per-
formance by Rilwan Abiola Owo-
koniran as charismatic Billy. All
played out on Peter McKintosh’s
stylish blue panelled backdrop
and Richard Howell’s sharp light-
ing, both of which add an extra
layer of the unreal to the decep-
tion on show. So yes, very enter-
taining wordsmithing by Stoppard
but so much more too. Maybe
that's what the man meant...go
find out for yourselves.

Meanwhile Athasha Lyonnais
questions the unsaid...

Lots of people, to this day,
argue that art is morally uplifting.
The implication is clear - there
is a moral aspect to art, and the
consumption of art is therefore
a moral duty. But does art build
moral character? Our Country's
Good (Lyric Hammersmith)
struggles with this question. In
1788, the first colony in Australia
is fighting for stability. Soldiers
are keeping the convicts in ap-
palling conditions, using threats
of flogging and hanging to keep
them subdued. Ralph Clark, a

lieutenant in the British Navy
decides to stage a play with con-
victs as actors - like Ruskin, Law-
rence, etc he believes that art will
reform, rehabilitate, 'civilise' the
prisoners.

Set and costume designer
Gary McCann has brilliantly con-
structed a set highlighting the
unfamiliarity of the landscape to
the prisoners - the arid, dry veg-
etation and rich red soil of Aus-
tralia look to them (and us) like
something from an alien planet.
There are just enough contem-
porary flourishes to keep you
thinking about modern parallels
without it turning into a Baz Luhr-
mann production. The transpor-
tation ship is a shipping container,
rowdy and belligerent navy troops
swig Fosters before putting the
boot into prisoners. It never feels
overbearing, but it does encour-
age you to think about the way
politicians and the press use the
word 'migrants' much like the
troops in this use the term 'con-
victs' - as a term that implies
"group of people we have to do
something about" with enough
plausible deniability that it can
be said by ostensibly 'progres-
sive' types. Ultimately, this is is
let down by its writing. Direction,

set and sound design, costum-
ing and acting are all flawless -
but the attempts at humour fall
flat, the attempts at real colonial
horror feel oddly tame and sim-
plistic. The British Empire, at its
most violent and all-encompass-
ing, was run and planned by poli-
ticians and diplomats furnished
with the most expensive human-
ities education then available.
Why isn't that mentioned?

And Marquinhos Havana quickly
goes from giggles to guffaws...

The atmosphere at The Duch-
ess Theatre last week was like
attending a party of old school
friends as past actors and people
associated with The Play That
Goes Wrong came to celebrate
its 10 years Anniversary. Having
never seen it | was in for a treat.
There has been a murder at a
country manor and an inspector
has to find who the culprit is. En-
ter the Cornley Drama Society,
a motley crew of accident-prone
thespians (aren’t they all!). Every-
thing begins to unravel and as it
did my giggling turned into laugh
out loud embarrassment.

It is so cleverly written and the
comic timing is impeccable. As
| watched | quickly realised how
difficult it must be to make this
kind of mayhem work. Hours and
hours of rehearsal the technical
team are as important as the mad-
cap performers going bonkers
onstage, because ultimately it is
a a show where everything that
can, and must, go wrong has to
go right otherwise it ends up being
a disaster and the company are
laughed out of town. Mischief
Theatre Company do this stuff
incredibly well which is why this
the longest running comedy in
the West End.

The whole company are terri-
fic with Jay Olpin (Max) particu-
larly good. Nigel Hook’s set de-
sign is incredibly clever and at
times the set falling apart looked
genuinely perilous. Fast paced
mayhem, hilarious and definitely
recommended for an uplifting and
very funny night out.

Finally, Susanna Rogeriou re-
visits a classic...

For anyone of a certain age,
Mike Leigh’s 1977 tragicomic
Abigail’s Party (Stratford East
Theatre) is memorable for Alison
Steadman's spectacular portrayal
of Beverly, the overpowering
hostess at her dinnerless dinner
party. It brings together Beverly

and her husband Laurence, new
neighbours Tony and Angela, and
neighbour Sue who is escaping
the party of teenage daughter,
Abigail

It has been some time since |
saw it and | had concerns about
how | would feel about someone
else playing the role, but Tamzin
Outhwaite did not disappoint, in
a bitchier, more scheming por-
trayal of Beverly, she felt some-
how more real. Ashna Raberu is
equally memorable as the naive
and tactless Angela, not least for
her fantastically inappropriate
dance moves. Kevin Bishop plays
Laurence beautifully, neurotic,
aspirational and hard-working,
and trying so hard to be superior
in every way to both his wife and
new neighbours; and with Angela
and Tony cast as South Asians,
his comments about the chang-
ing face of the neighbourhood
all the more out of place.

Omar Malik plays the “fantas-
tic” Tony, mono-syllabic, irritable,
and desperate to get away, if only
the overpowering Beverly would
let him.

And Sue, played by Pandora
Colin, the “posh” neighbour,
equally as uncomfortable as Tony,
and desperate to escape, is the
only audience for Laurence’s
shows of snobbishness when he
proudly points out his leather-
bound Shakespeare books as
our “nation’s culture, not some-
thing you can actually read of
course.”

Coupled with the set, a mag-
nificent 1970s show living room,
and the musical backdrop of
Donna Summer, Demis Roussos,
Elvis, and Kate Bush, | was trans-
ported back to my childhood. |
had forgotten exactly how the
play ends, and | won't spoil it for
you. A true classic.

The Substance

Writer/director Coralie Far-
geant’s celebrated body horror
is one of the most anticipated
films of the year following its
Cannes Film Festival glory,
where it won the prize for Best
Screenplay. It was also selected
as the closing film in last month’s
Frightfest at the Odeon Leicester
Square. Fargeant first came to
international prominence with her
brilliant REVENGE, which was
made in 2017. She now changes
gear for this biting satire on Holly-
wood and its obsession with
youth.

Elizabeth Sparkle (Demi Moore)
has been the darling of Holly-
wood for years but out the blue
one day she gets fired from
her fitness TV show by the vile
studio head Harvey (Dennis
Quaid), who is looking for some-
one much younger to replace
her. Elizabeth is in despair and
reluctantly agrees to try this
mysterious new drug called The
Substance, which promises to
give her back a slice from her
youth...

This is the kind of movie that
the less one knows about the
plot and its horrific development
the better. Moore is fantastic in a
career best performance that will
certainly put her in the forefront
during the forthcoming awards
season.

Rising star Margaret Qualley
is also excellent as her youthful
reincarnation, while Quaid is suit-
ably slimy as the studio execu-
tive from hell.

It is highly original and pays
tribute to such films as DR JE-
KYLLAND MR HYDE, CARRIE
and THE FLY. An instant classic!

The Goldman
Case

Cedric Kahn’s intense court-
room drama is even more remark-
able for being based on true
events. Itis France in 1976 and
the appeal hearing of the Jewish
political activist Pierre Goldman
(Arieh Worthalter) is about to
begin in a packed courtroom full
of his supporters, who never fail
to cheer against the authorities
and in favour of their hero. Gold-
man is sentenced to life impris-
onment for four armed robberies
that caused the death of two
women. He pleads not guilty for
the murders and eloquently tries
to prove his innocence in this
high-profile case that shocked
the nation...

Arieh Worthalter is magnificent
as the eponymous hero and a
worthy Cesar winner as Best Ac-
tor. Kahn retains the entire action
of the film inside the courtroom
without any flashbacks which
makes Goldman’s experience
feel even more claustrophobic.

An intelligent film about politi-
cal turmoil and racial tensions
that still reflect to what is happe-
ning today in France and Europe.

Lee

This is a labour of love for Kate
Winslet, who not only plays the
celebrated American war corre-
spondent and photographer Lee
Miller, but is also the producer.
It is a powerful true story with

an ace cast but unfortunately it
needs a better screenplay than
this. Three writers are credited
for the script and three for the
story which is a clear indication
that this is probably a work still in
progress, which first time direc-
tor Ellen Kuras struggles to piece
altogether.

Lee is a force of nature and her
work and achievement during the
war is truly remarkable —Wins-
let gives her credibility and power
and is well supported by a strong
cast that includes Josh O’Connor
and Marion Catillard in key roles.
However, Lee’s extraordinary
story feels sketchy and rushed
here and is probably better suited
as a television mini-series.

Girls Will
Be Girls

Shuchi Talati’s well observed
coming of age story was one of
the highlights from this June’s
Sundance Film Festival London.
Her sharply written screenplay
takes place in a strict boarding
school in the Himalayas and
follows the story of Mira (Preeti
Panigrahi), a 16-year-old who
discovers romance and sexual
desire for the first time.

Like in BLACK NARCISSUS
the Himalayas is presented here
as a place of immense sexual
tension. It is an assured piece of
filmmaking and a remarkable di-
rectorial debut from Talati, who
elicits truthful performances from
her cast. Worth discovering!

Something In
The Water

Itis good to see this tense sur-
vival thriller adventure made with
an almost entire female cast and
crew. Meg (Hiftu Quasem) travels
to the Caribbean to attend her old
friend Lizzie’s (Lauren Lyle) wed-
ding. Her old partner Kayla (Na-
talie Mitson) is also there and the
event promises to be a night to re-
member until these three women
along with two other friends
decide to go on a boat trip a day
before the wedding. Needless to
say things go horribly wrong after
their boat capsizes and find them-
selves in the middle of shark-in-
fested waters...

It is assuredly directed by
Hayley Easton Street who elicits
engaging performances from her
watchable cast, particularly from
Quasem as the vulnerable prota-
gonist still haunted by memories
of a vicious attack a year earlier.

rling Haaland scored
E twice to take his Premier
League tally to nine as
Manchester City recovered from
‘conceding after just 23 seconds
to maintain their 100% record
with victory over Brentford.

It was 2-0 just 23 seconds
into the second half, Ndidi capi-
talising on a poor clearance
from Palace debutant Maxence
Lacroix and teeing up Stephy
Mavididi, who fired high into the
net from close range.

Mateta’s close-range finish
from Tyrick Mitchell’s low cross
was allowed to stand following
a video assistant referee (VAR)
check, but time appeared to be
running out for Palace until
Coady’s lunge on Sarr gifted the
Frenchman the opportunity to
level the score. Both teams re-
main without a win this season,
Danny Ings scored in the 95th
minute to rescue a point for West
Ham against Fulham at Craven
Cottage.

Ings was introduced as a
last throw of the dice by mana-
ger Julen Lopetegui in the 82nd
minute as he saved the Hammers
from a second consecutive de-
feat. Captain Jarrod Bowen did
brilliantly to find the striker in the
box in the final minutes and Ings
needed one touch to set himself
before firing beyond keeper
Bernd Leno.

Raul Jimenez gave Fulham
the lead in the 24th minute with
a composed first time finish from
eight yards out..

The incident occurred barely
a month after the launch of the
new season, and after authorities
grudgingly eased a ban on away

fans at games after last year’s
season was blighted by violence.

On Sunday, dozens of AEL
supporters burst into the venue,
defying security checks and
using repellent sprays against
law enforcement officials, police
said. When the game was called
off, flares and torches were
lobbed from the Apollon stands.

Clashes between spectators
and police continued outside the
soccer grounds.

In a strongly-worded state-
ment Cyprus’ Justice Ministry
accused the soccer governing
body, the Cyprus FA, of ignoring
the need to take additional se-
curity measures.

It was ‘high time’ the Cyprus
FA started enforcing the law, the
Justice Ministry said. Condemn-
ing the violence, the soccer body
said it would be meeting on Fri-
day and would wait for an inci-
dent report before taking further
action.

Straining already stretched
police resources, the game was
held on the same day as a pro-
test march by fans of a third team,
that of newly-promoted Omonia
29M, who, despite not hailing
from Limassol, wanted to draw
attention to their own opposition
to ID cards mandatory for fans
to watch a first-division match.

“While the leadership of the
Cyprus FA had at its disposal
means like changing the time of
the game, banning away visitors,
staging a closed-door match or
even postponing the game, it
limited itself to lukewarm recom-
mendations to the clubs,” the
Justice Ministry said.

At the start of this season au-
thorities relaxed the ban on away
spectators, setting a cap of 800
fans for high risk fixtures, or 10%
of overall capacity.

At Sunday’s game, AEL were
considered the away side, but
more than 800 spectators turned
up for the game, according to
police.
