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Iran says it has concluded
its attack on Israel

missile attack on Israel, its

biggest military assault on
the country, was over, barring
further provocation, while
Israel and the United States
promised to hit back as fears
of a wider war intensified.

Israel will launch a “significant
retaliation” within days that could
target oil production facilities in-
side Iran and other strategic sites,
U.S. news website Axios reported
on Wednesday citing Israeli offi-
cials.

Despite calls for a ceasefire
from the United Nations, the Uni-
ted States and the European
Union, fighting between Israel
and the Lebanon-based Hezbol-
lah continued on Wednesday.

Israel renewed its bombard-
ment of Beirut's southern suburbs,
a stronghold of the Iran-backed
group, with at least a dozen air-

I ran said on Wednesday its

strikes against what it said were
targets belonging to the group.

Large plumes of smoke were
seen rising from parts of the sub-
urbs. Israel issued new evacua-
tion orders for the area, which
has largely emptied after days
of heavy strikes.

Hezbollah said it confronted
Israeli forces infiltrating the Leba-
nese town of Adaisseh early on
Wednesday and forced them to
retreat.

Iran said Tuesday’s assault on
Israel was solely aimed at mili-
tary facilities. Iran’s state news
agency said three Israeli military
bases had been targeted.

Tehran said its assault was a
response to Israeli killings of
militant leaders and aggression
in Lebanon against Hezbollah
and in Gaza.

“Our action is concluded un-
less the Israeli regime decides

to invite further retaliation. In that
scenario, our response will be
stronger and more powerful,”
Iranian Foreign Minister Abbas
Araqchi said in a post on X early
on Wednesday.

Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin
Netanyahu has vowed to strike
back. “Iran made a big mistake
tonight — and it will pay for it,” he
said at the outset of an emergen-
cy political security cabinet meet-
ing late on Tuesday, according
to a statement.

Washington said it would work
with longtime ally Israel to ensure
Iran faced “severe consequen-
ces” for Tuesday’s attack, which
Israel said involved more than
180 ballistic missiles.

U.S. Secretary of Defense Lloyd
Austin spoke to Israeli Defence
Minister Yoav Gallant late on
Tuesday and said Washington
was “well-postured” to defend its
interests in the Middle East, the
Pentagon said in a statement.

“The minister and | expressed
mutual appreciation for the co-
ordinated defense of Israel
against nearly 200 ballistic mis-
siles launched by Iran and com-
mitted to remain in close contact,”
Austin said separately in a post
on X.

U.S. Navy warships fired about
a dozen interceptors against
Iranian missiles headed toward
Israel, the Pentagon said. Britain
said its forces played a part “in
attempts to prevent further esca-
lation in the Middle East”, with-

out elaborating.

The Pentagon said Tuesday’s
airstrikes by Iran were about
twice the size of April's assault
by Iran on Israel.

Israel activated air defences
against Iran’s bombardment on
Tuesday and most missiles were
intercepted “by Israel and a de-
fensive coalition led by the United
States,” Israeli Rear Admiral Dan-
iel Hagari said in a video on X.

“Iran’s attack is a severe and
dangerous escalation,” he added.

Iran’s forces on Tuesday used
hypersonic Fattah missiles for
the first time, and 90% of its
missiles successfully hit their
targets in Israel, the Revolution-
ary Guards said.

In a statement on state media,
the general staff of Iran’s armed
forces said any Israeli response
would be met with “vast destruc-
tion” of the latter’s infrastructure.

It also said it would target the
regional assets of any lIsraeli
ally that got involved.

Fears that Iran and the U.S.
could be drawn into a regional
war have risen with Israel’s grow-
ing assault on Lebanon in the
past two weeks, including the
start of a ground operation there
on Monday, while its conflict in
the Gaza Strip is a year old.

Nearly 1,900 people have
been killed and more than 9,000
wounded in Lebanon in almost
a year of cross-border fighting.
More than a million people have
been forced to flee their homes.

Government waiting for a date for informal dinner with Tatar

he government is waiting
Tfor official information

regarding the date of the
planned informal dinner to be
attended by President Nikos
Christodoulides, United Nations
Secretary-General Antonio
Guterres, and Turkish Cypriot
leader Ersin Tatar, government
spokesman Konstantinos Le-

tymbiotis said on Tuesday.
“The convergent information
we had in the last few days and
during our stay in New York was
that this joint meeting would take
place,” he said, adding that the
government had “welcomed the
initiative from the first moment.”
“We consider it to be the first
obvious step. We are in touch,”
he said, before adding that the

government had given a list of
dates to Guterres on which it
would be possible for Christo-
doulides to attend such a meal.

To this end, he added that “we
are at (Guterres’) disposal when-
ever and wherever this meeting
can take place.”

“We seek dialogue, we have
absolute confidence in the cor-
rectness of our positions and of
the way we articulate them, but
also in the framework as deter-
mined by the UN Security Coun-
cil’s resolutions,” he said.

He added that such a frame-
work — a bizonal, bicommunal
federation with political equality
— “can resolve the Cyprus prob-
lem and answer the concerns of
our Greek Cypriot and Turkish
Cypriot compatriots.”

Asked about Tatar’s position
on the Cyprus problem, he said
progress on the Cyprus prob-

lem “cannot come about through
public statements”, but did note
that the framework for a solution
to the Cyprus problem “is defined
and determined by the UN Secu-
rity Council’s resolutions.”

Tatar himself also passed
comment on the meeting while
attending the ceremonial open-
ing of the north’s ‘parliament’ on
Tuesday, saying the meeting
would be “informal and without
an agenda”, and that as such, it
would be “beneficial to everyone.”

“I couldn’t’ say no to that, so |
said yes,” he said.

Tatar had announced on Mon-
day that he had agreed to attend
an informal dinner with Christo-
doulides and Guterres, saying that
Guterres had suggested the idea
to him, and that his response had
been “positive”, so long as there
was “no formality in the context
of talks on the Cyprus problem.”

Probe into UK politicians’
free trips to north

he UK Parliament’s Stan-
I dards Commissioner
has received a letter urg-
ing them to investigate pos-
sible lobbying rules breaches
by five British MPs and peers
who failed to declare fully
paid trips to the north of Cyp-
rus, before submitting ques-
tions to ministers in support
of north.

The relegation of the possible
breaches came after an inves-
tigation by the Irish investiga-
tive journalist Peter Geogheg-
han, well known for his book
Democracy for Sale.

The accusation against the
five parliamentarians and the
letter have come from lan Black-
ford, former leader of the SNP.
at Westminster who currently
is a member of the Committee

on Standards on Public Life.

The three MPs and two
members of the House of Lords
are accused that they failed to
declare an interest and the
freebie trips to the occupied part
of Cyprus, before asking ques-
tions about direct trade, invest-
ment and flights from the UK.

The declaration of such rele-
vant interests before a parlia-
mentary question is asked is sti-
pulated in the MPs’ and Lords’
code of conduct.

Speaking to the journalist,
the Scottish politician said that
failure to do that is “the exact
opposite... of the integrity and
honesty” expected by parlia-
mentarians.

Blakcford also noted that
these trips were to “a territory
that lacks legitimacy.”

Aviation grapples with
Middle East escalation

ising tensions in the
RMiddIe East have created

air travel chaos, with
global airlines diverting or can-
celling flights on Wednesday
and regional airports, includ-
ing Lebanon, Israel and Kuwait,
showing long delays, accord-
ing to FlightRadar24 data.

Concern over travel disruption
as the conflict intensifies also
knocked shares in the travel and
airline sectors on Wednesday
morning.

Iran launched its largest mis-
sile attack against Israel on Tues-
day in retaliation for Israel’'s cam-
paign against Iran-backed Hez-
bollah in Lebanon, triggering a
threat from Israel of a “painful
response.”

On Wednesday morning, a
few flights were seen over Iranian
airspace, according to a Flight-
Radar24 map, including from
carrier flydubai, after Iran said its
ballistic missile attack on Israel
was over.

However, flights across the
entire region were diverted or
disrupted with little sign of broad-
er normalisation.

Carriers around the world have
cancelled flights to Israel and
Lebanon in the wake of the es-
calating conflict, with many say-
ing they won'’t resume until at
least mid-October, depending
on the security situation.

Both British Airways and Air
France said their flight cancella-
tions to Tel Aviv’s Ben Gurion air-
port remained in place until at
least early next week, including
the Oct. 7 one-year anniversary
of Hamas’ attack on Israel.

Traffic over the Istanbul, Cairo
and Antalya hubs remained dense
as flights continued to avoid parts
of Middle Eastern airspace.

Dubai International Airport re-
ported 85% of its departing flights
as delayed, while Beirut’s Rafic
Hariri International Airport had
60% of its flights cancelled, ac-
cording to the airline tracker. At
Kuwait International Airport, 67 %
of arriving flights were delayed.

The latest disruptions are
expected to deal a further blow
to an industry already facing a
host of restrictions due to con-
flicts between Israel and Hamas,
and Russia and Ukraine.
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Evacuees from Lebanon and Israel
arriving in Cyprus by air and sea

welve flights in total had
I been diverted to Cyprus
from destinations in the
Middle East, carrying a total
of 1,858 passengers, Cypriot
Foreign Minister Constantinos
Kombos announced on Wednes-
day.

Of these totals, five flights and
804 passengers had since moved
on to their destinations, Kombos
detailed.

A remaining 349 are staying
at hotels until their departure
becomes feasible, while 705
are stranded at Larnaca airport,
where all necessary arrange-
ments have been made to host
them, he said.

So far, Cyprus had received
one official request for aid
through the Estia plan, which is
in full readiness since Tuesday
night, and nine other states had
received auxiliary support.

While airports remain open,
no state organised evacuations
are taking place, Kombos clari-
fied. As the aid through Estia is
state-to-state, it does not apply
under such conditions, but if the
situation evolves and affected
countries’ infrastructures are

compromised, then the Estia
plan will kick in.

The priority for Cyprus at
present is to evacuate Cypriot
nationals, Kombos said, adding
that airports are open and flight
arrangements were being made
with a private firm in Lebanon
with the help of Greece.

Around 1,000 registered Cyp-
riot nationals are living in Israel
or Lebanon, of whom a small
percentage, around 100, had
requested to be repatriated to
date, Foreign Ministry spokes-
man Theodoros Gotsis told state
broadcaster CyBC earlier.

Greek Defence Minister Nikos
Dendias on Tuesday night had
announced that his government
was to provide a Lockheed C-130
transport aircraft to facilitate the
evacuation of Cypriot citizens
from Lebanon.

As for arrivals by sea, Gotsis
on Wednesday said that six to
seven boats were arriving daily
at the Ayia Napa marina with
evacuees, including diplomatic
personnel from the EU to Israel
or Lebanon, who are being as-
sisted with transfer to their
country of origin via Cyprus.

Another boat had arrived in
Larnaca on Monday, carrying
around 15 people, embassy per-
sonnel from an unnamed coun-
try, CyBC reported.

In total 30 boats with 500
European Union or other natio-
nals have landed in Cyprus, with
flows expected to pick up over
the next several days.

EU migration regulations
apply absolutely, Gotsis stated,
and only those evacuees who
fulfil the set criteria are permi-
tted to be transferred to Cyprus.

The Red Cross has mean-
while convened a meeting with
boat owners regarding their
enlistment in the evacuation
effort from Lebanon. According
to the CyBC foreign boat own-
ers were allegedly charging
€5,000 per head to ferry people
across.

Residents in
Paphos were also alarmed and
videos surfaced on social media
showing the light explosions.

On Tuesday evening Ben
Gurion international airport was
shut down for several hours and
11 international flights with des-
tinations in the Middle East were
diverted to Larnaca airport as
Iran launched a series of missile
strikes on the Israeli Mediterra-
nean city of Tel Aviv.

Among the flights were one
outbound flight from Prague and
one from Milan, CyBC reported.
British Airways’ flight from London
Heathrow to Dubai, Royal Jorda-
nian’s flight from Paris Charles
de Gaulle to Amman, and Israeli
airline El Al's flight from Rhodes
to Tel Aviv itself also landed at
Larnaca after Israel closed its
airspace and both Jordan and
Iraq swiftly followed suit.

Elsewhere, the United Nations
had reported that 100,000 people
fled from Lebanon to Syria while
Lebanese authorities on Tuesday
put the number of those fleeing
since September 23 at 240,000,
of whom around 180,000 Syrians
and 60,000 Lebanese.

Cyprus celebrates 64th

Independence Day

ctober 1 is officially
celebrated as the day
of the proclamation of

Cyprus’ Independence.

Cyprus was declared an in-
dependent, sovereign state on
August 16, 1960, according to
the Zurich and London agree-
ments of 1959 and following
the liberation struggle of EOKA
(1955-1959) against British colo-
nial rule. However, on July 11,
1963, the Council of Ministers,
which then consisted of seven
Greek Cypriots and three Turk-
ish Cypriots, decided to estab-
lish October 1 as the official Inde-
pendence Day of Cyprus so
that it could be celebrated with
all due honours in the presence
of the diplomatic corps.

The official celebrations on
Tuesday began with a memorial
service in the morning, where
President of the Republic Nikos
Christodoulides laid a wreath at
the Memorial of the Imprisoned.

Among the attendees was
the President of the House of
Representatives, Annita Deme-

triou, and the President of the
Hellenic Republic, Katerina Sa-
kellaropoulou, who is in Cyprus
for the anniversary of the coun-
try’s independence.

At the Presidential Palace,
the President laid a wreath at
the statue of Archbishop Maka-
rios llI, participated in the memo-
rial service, and lay a wreath at
the Resistance Monument in the
park of the Presidential Palace.

The President then received
the salute from the military
parade on the occasion of the
64th anniversary of the Indepen-
dence of the Republic of Cyprus
along losif Hadiosif Avenue in
Strovolos, Nicosia.

He later hosted a reception
with the First Lady for members
of the Consular and Diplomatic
Corps.

The grand military parade in-
cluded the motorised and Infan-
try Units of the National Guard,
the Police, the Fire Service, the
Department of Forestry, Civil
Defence, and the Ambulance
Service.

Activists protest Mideast crisis outside UK base in Cyprus

ro-Palestinian campaign-

P ers protested at the gates

of RAF Akrotiri in Cyprus

on Sunday, accusing Britain of

offering tacit support to Israel’s

ongoing operations in Gaza and
elsewhere.

Chanting “Out with the bases

of death” a couple of hundred

people holding Palestinian and
Cypriot flags peacefully protes-
ted outside the locked gates of
the facility, Britain’s largest in
the Middle East.

Britain last week sent addi-
tional troops to Cyprus to be in
position to assist any potential
evacuation of nationals trapped

in Lebanon, which is reeling from
a barrage of Israeli air strikes
which culminated in the killing of
Hezbollah leader Sayyed Hassan
Nasrallah on Friday evening.

In response to the protests, a
British bases spokesperson said:
“No RAF flights have transpor-
ted lethal cargo to the Israeli

Defence Forces.”

“In addition, it is standard prac-
tice for the UK Ministry of Defence
to routinely authorise requests for
(a) limited number of allies and
partners to access the UK’s air
bases. Such activity must be in
line with UK policy for evacuation
and humanitarian purposes only.”

3895 Enfield eligible households
not claiming Pension Credit

undreds of thousands of
H households are not claim-
ing the Pensions Credit
they are eligible for, worth an ave-
rage £3,900 a year - including an
estimated 3,895 in Enfield.
Enfield Labour is urging local
pensioners to apply for the bene-
fit, which from this year will also
automatically passport eligible
pensioners to receive the Winter
Fuel Payment - pushing the total
average entitlement over £4,000.
Families, friends and neigh-
bours are being encouraged to
reach out to retired family mem-
bers to encourage them to check
their eligibility and apply. 21 Dec-
ember is the last possible date
to make a successful backdated
claim in order to receive the Win-
ter Fuel Payment.

While around 1.4 million pen-
sioners are already receiving
Pension Credit nationwide, up to
an estimated 880,000 house-
holds are eligible for the support
but are not claiming it.

Leader of Enfield Labour, Clir
Ergin Erbil said, “Enfield Labour
is determined to get as many
local pensioners signed up for
Pension Credit as we can. It's
worth around £4,000 a year and
signing up has never been easier.

“The Conservatives left this
country broke and broken —inclu-
ding a £22bn black hole in the
nation’s finances. So, Labour has
been forced to make tough deci-
sions now to fix the foundations
of our economy — but we’re pro-
tecting the pensioners who need
our support most. Through this

campaign, we are hoping to en-
sure that every household in
Enfield that is eligible gets every
penny they are due.

“Our message is clear — if you
are a pensioner please check if
you are eligible to claim up to
£4,000 through Pension Credit
and the Winter Fuel Allowance
to help with bills this winter. If you
know a pensioner, please do ev-
erything you can to encourage
them to apply.”

Chancellor, Rachel Reeves,

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Panos Kalidis

Panos Kalidis was born in Drama,
northeastern Greece, where he
lived until the age of 20 when he
started to make his first major
steps in the Greek music scene.
He was familiar with traditional
Greek music, having grown up
playing the Pontic Lyra, later mov-
ing towards the laiko genre. He
started out appearing in night
clubs in Thessaloniki before per-
forming on Athens stages, aged

Canada, Australia, Germany and
the UK.

He has collaborated with many re-
nowned Greek artists including
Nikos Vertis, Nikos Kourkoulis,
Despina Vandi, Nikos Makropou-
los, Konstantinos Argiros, Lefteris
Pantazis, and others.
Throughout his career he has
worked with record labels such as
Sony Music, Minos EMI, Spicy
and Siganos Music, while he is
currently signed to Heaven Music.
Hits include Asto Pano Mou, Kou
Bebe, Pas Na Me Trelaneis, Eho
Giorti, Treli Idea, his latest track
Ta Katafera, and many more.
Panos has also appeared on
Greek reality TV shows including
Survivor Greece and was last year
invited to the Survivor All Star
(Greece).

Nikos Makropoulos

Nikos Makropoulos was born and raised in Thes-
saloniki. He lived his childhood in Kato Toumpa,
in the neighbourhood of Agios Fanourios.

At the age of 12, he started learning the guitar.
The first time he sang in front of an audience was
at a school celebration, where he sang a folk
song, and from then on his talent was evident.
After finishing school at 18 and completing his
military service, he took his first steps in the music
industry by performing at night clubs in Thessalo-
niki.

By 1994, he had expanded his presence across
Greece’s nightlife, and collaborated with well-
known artists such as Giorgos Mazonakis, Antzy
Samiou and Anna Vissi.

He then released his first CD with lyrics by Gior-
gos Theofanous and Evi Droutsa. His second CD
followed in 2000.

2005 was one of his most successful years and
his record work continued with well-known cre-
ators such as Kapiri, Theodorou, Yatra and
Chrysovergi.

With a career spanning more than two decades,
Makropoulos has made a nhame for himself in the
Greek music scene, enthralling listeners with his
distinctive fusion of traditional Greek melodies
and modern laika beats.

His deep vocals and memorable melodies, which

are frequently accompanied by a variety of instru-
ments such as the bouzouki, guitar, and piano,
are what make his music distinctive. He has a
devoted following of admirers both in Greece and
abroad because to his ability to adroitly blend sev-
eral musical genres to produce a sound that is
both contemporary and timeless.

Major hits include Paradeise Mou, Eho Erota Mazi
Sou, Tha Pernao Kala, Katastasi Ektaktou Anagis,
Ypopto To Aisthima Sou, Eimaste Ena, Se Thelo
Yia Mena, Pou Kai Pou and the list goes on!

Eleftheria Eleftheriou

Eleftheria Eleftheriou was born and

raised in Frenaros, Cyprus. From a

young age, she started learning to

play the piano, and at 15, she started

singing lessons, before participating

as a soloist in the Cyprus Broadcast-

ing Corporation’s national folk orches-

tra.

She continued her music studies at

the University of Surrey and at the

age of 18, she performed in the musi-

cal Rent in Nicosia, Cyprus.

In 2009, Eleftheria auditioned for The

X Factor Greece. Despite being a fa-

vourite to win, she was voted off the

show during the fifth live episode, ho-

wever, host and singer Sakis Rouvas

offered her a spot to sing with him at

the club he was appearing at for the

winter season, which she accepted.

Shortly after her elimination, Sony

Music Greece signed Eleftheria and

she released her first single Kentro

Tou Kosmou.

In December 2009, she started ap-

pearing alongside Sakis Rouvas and

Tamta at S-Club. In August 2010, she

appeared with Nikos Vertis at club

Orama in Thessaloniki. That same

year, she released her new single

Otan Hamilonoume To Fos and in

March 2011, she was featured on DJ

duo HouseTwins’ track Never, cred-

ited under the name Elle.

In December 2011, Eleftheria left

Sony Music Greece and signed with Universal
Music Greece.

In 2012, she represented Greece in the Eurovision
Song Contest with the song Aphrodisiac, gaining
17th place.

Following Eurovision, Eleftheria embarked on a
summer tour around Greece and released the
English language single Hearts Collide.

For the winter season of 2012-2013, she ap-
peared alongside Panos Kiamos at Club 22 in
Athens, Greece. She also accompanied him on
his Australian tour and summer concerts around
Greece.

Mid-2013, she released her single Teleiosame.

The following year, she appeared in the series
Your Face Sounds Familiar and released her
debut album, Teleiosame.

Since then, she has gone on to release the singles
Gia Sena, Nihtes Kaftes, Ston Kosmo Ton Diko
Tis, S' Efharisto, Bonita, Den Ehoume Shesi,
Pame Ela, Sugar Daddy, as well as collaborations
with other artists.

In 2021 she participated in the eighth season of
Survivor Greece.

Earlier this year, she released her version of Se
Pira Sovara, originally performed by London Cyp-
riot star Sarbel, which became a massive hit.

FILM OF THE WEEK

Megalopolis

Veteran filmmaker Francis Ford
Coppola’s eagerly awaited pro-
ject is finally here. His ambitious
screenplay, which has been in
development for decades, draws
parallels between the fall of Rome
and the future of the United
States.

The action takes place in a
futuristic New York and is centred
on Cesar Catalina (Adam Driver),
a visionary artist aspiring to create
a new utopia called “Megalopolis”
despite heavy opposition from
Mayor Franklyn Cicero (Giancarlo
Esposito), who wants the exist-
ing state of affairs to remain un-
changed. But when Cesar begins
to befriend the Mayor’s daughter
Julia (Nathalie Emmanuel), events
take a turn to the worse...

Itis a complex, ambitious epic,
unlike anything you've seen be-
fore in American cinema, with
much more European art house
movie sensibilities than his pre-
vious work. Its stellar cast, inclu-
ding Dustin Hoffman, Jon Voight,
Laurence Fishburne and Aubrey
Plaza give it all they've got but the
whole project often feels hollow
and unfulfilled despite striking
designs and ravishing cinemato-
graphy.

Coppola’s Catalina curiously
quotes Shakespeare’s speeches
from “Hamlet” and “The Tempest”,
while the senate scenes unsur-
prisingly recall “Julius Caesar”.
Overall, it treads a thin line bet-
ween great art and pretension - it
doesn’t always work but when it
does it is always fascinating. See
it on the big screen where it be-
longs and decide for yourselves.

A Different Man

This is the year of Sebastian

Stan - he brilliantly plays a man
suffering from neurofibromatosis
but is also a young Donald Trump
in THE APPRENTICE, which is
coming out soon. | first noticed
him playing juicy supporting roles
including the violent husband in
I, TANYA before his long overdue
leading man status. His Edward
here, is a lonely man determined
to escape his own deformity by
undergoing facial reconstructive
surgery. He also longs to act on
stage in a play based on his life,
but soon after the operation his
relationship with his former neigh-
bour and playwright Ingrid (Renate
Reinsve) begins to suffer...

Writer/director Aaron Schim-
berg’s terrific black comedy comes
as a breath of fresh air. It is daring
and reaches dark, funny places
that most films shy away from. His
dream cast also includes the ex-
cellent Adam Pearson as Oswald,
the man who threatens to replace
Edward not only on stage but also
in Ingrid’s bed.

A different, unique film worth
seeking out!

The Battle For
Laikipia

Daphne Matziaraki and Peter
Murimi spent five years in order
to complete this powerful docu-
mentary, which is set in Kenya'’s

Laikipia region - the grazing
route for indigenous pastoralist
communities and the home of
European farmers.

It is also the country’s wildlife
conservation haven but sadly since
2017 the lack of rain and subse-
quent drought has pushed the
pastoralists into a battle against
the ranchers. The directors argue
the case offering a fair argument
from both points of view. The white
farmers have been nourishing the
land for generations, while the
pastoralist communities urgently
need the grasslands to feed their
cattle in order to survive.

Itis sadly a catch 22 situation
in this beautiful part of the world
which is rapidly changing thanks
to the climate change.

Wolfs

Writer/director Jon Watts’ en-
joyable action comedy boasts a
strong opening which takes place
in a luxurious hotel. Prominent
New York official Margaret (Amy
Ryan), makes a distressed call
to a professional fixer (George
Clooney) following a disastrous
accident involving a young man.
The fixer soon arrives at the hotel
ready to cover up the crime until
another fixer (Brad Pitt) enters
the scene where these two “lone
wolfs” are forced to work toge-
ther...

Itis a fun premise but once the
action, which takes place entirely
during the night, moves out of the
hotel it begins to lose some of its
momentum. Ryan sets up the tone
of the film at the start most adequ-
ately before the “wolfs” come to
her rescue.

Clooney and Pitt have previously

Legendary actress
Maggie Smith dies at 89

aggie Smith, one of the
finest British stage and
screen actors of her gen-

eration, whose award-winning
roles ranged from a freethinking
Scottish schoolteacher in “The
Prime of Miss Jean Brodie” to the
acid-tongued dowager countess
on “Downton Abbey,” died on
Friday in London. She was 89.

"It is with great sadness we
have to announce the death of
Dame Maggie Smith," Smith's
publicist, Clair Dobbs, said on Fri-
day. "She passed away peace-
fully in hospital early this morn-
ing, Friday 27th September."

"An intensely private person,
she was with friends and family
at the end," the statement conti-
nued. "She leaves two sons and
five loving grandchildren who are
devastated by the loss of their
extraordinary mother and grand-
mother. We would like to take this
opportunity to thank the wonder-
ful staff at the Chelsea and West-
minster Hospital for their care and
unstinting kindness during her
final days."

"We thank you for all your kind
messages and support and ask
that you respect our privacy at
this time," the statement conclu-
ded.

Born in liford, England, in 1934,
the Oscar Award-winning actress
was best known for her roles as
Violet Crawley in "Downton Abbey"
and Professor Minerva McGo-
nagall in the "Harry Potter" films.

Smith kick-started her career
in 1952, when she appeared as
Viola in "Twelfth Night" at the Ox-
ford Playhouse. She made her
Broadway debut in 1956 with var-
ious roles in "New Faces of ‘56"
at the Ethel Barrymore Theatre.

That same year, Smith ap-

peared in her first film, "Child in
the House." In 1959, she received
her first British Academy Film
Award nomination for her role
in "Nowehere to Go."

Smith earned her first Oscar
nomination for Best Supporting
Actress for her performance in
"Othello" in 1965. Four years later,
she won the Academy Award for
Best Actress for her performance
in the 1969 film "The Prime of
Miss Jean Brodie."

Throughout her 60-year-long
career, Smith appeared in various
films, TV shows and theatre pro-
ductions. She won two Academy
Awards, four Golden Globe Awards,
four Emmy Awards, five Screen
Actors Guild Awards and a Tony
Award.

Smith was married to Beverley
Cross until his death in March
1998. She is survived by her two
sons, Chris Stephens and Toby
Larkin - whom she had with her
ex-husband, actor Robert Ste-
phens - as well as her five grand-
children.

Dancing to every tune

racia Erinoglu starts the
week with an en pointe
dance parody...

Dance company Chicos Mam-
bo was founded in Barcelona in

1994 by Philippe Lafeuille. The
company has gained recognition
for its unique blend of humour,
technical skill, and theatrical flair.
Their latest incarnation is TUTU

(Peacock Theatre) is a hilarious
journey through the world of
dance, performed by a troupe of
six male dancers wearing TUTU
trousers mocking the classic tutu,

lovingly not disparagingly. And
man can these boys dance. They
morph seamlessly from a hip hop
Swan Lake into a version of the
Haka (Maori ceremonial dance)
that is as effete as you can get,
unlike the one performed by the
butch New Zealand rugby team
before a match. That is essen-
tially the essence of this wonder-
fully entertaining show, one hour
twenty minutes which mocks
stereotypes and unravels much
of the snobbery and exclusivity
of the dance world.

Lafeuille’s choreography incor-
porates classical and contempo-
rary and in all we are introduced
to over 40 different characters
including dancing babies and a
skit on rhythmic gymnastics, both
of which were performed with a
delightful combination of classi-
cal technique and comedic send
up. Personally speaking it was
the en pointe solo that | loved most
because it encapsulates what
the show is all about in parodying

while simultaneously praising all
that is so enchanting about dance.
Although the focus is on fun there
are several moments that are
graceful and provide a poetic
antidote to the hilarity. The high-
light being a en pointe solo that
is breathtaking in both technique
and evocation.

What | enjoyed most about
the show is how it breaks down
barriers between the “experts”
and the hoi polloi, as we are often
regarded in these high art forms.
You see a painting and like it or
not. An art historian would wax
lyrical about its virtues but your
view is perfectly valid too. So it
is with TUTU and | applaud their
virtuosity and openness in giving
us entertainment that is accessi-
ble to every one, even those with
two left feet and a neurodiverse
view of living!

And | was on the tail of Mustard
and Scarlett in Guildford...

In my childhood on rainy days
in a congested living room me
and my seven siblings (not all
at once) would play board games
which often ended in chaos and
family squabbles. Not so when
we were playing Cluedo which
we all loved. So | was keen to see
the stage adaptation of Cluedo
2 (Yvonne Arnaud Theatre).
Set in the 1960’s Rick Black’s
rock’n roll career has fallen off a
cliff and he needs a hit because
he’s broke, even though he lives

in Graveny Manor, an expensive
pad. Yes, all is not what it seems.
This is a show that takes murder
mystery into the realms of farce
and fantasy, making no sense
whatsoever but with bundles of
energy and silliness, it keeps you
entertained as you keep your
wits about you trying to work out
what’s going on in the midst of
the inanity. The over the top act-
ing sees Dawn Buckland in la la
land making cook Mrs White an
escapee from The Muppets and
Spitting Image. As the plot be-
came more preposterous and the
characters got more deranged,
cracking crap jokes and inadver-
tent malapropisms | found myself
enjoying it even more. Mark Bell's
production is theatrical froth and
the cast are a merry band of men
and women who revel in the
madness, though they need to
tread carefully as once or twice
it teetered on Am Dram.

That's the beauty of the eclec-
tic Arnaud season, something for
everyone. Next up is charming
comedy drama Dial M for May-
hem, followed by comedy classic
Filumena and then the epic story
of love and loss Birdsong.
