Hezbollah clashes with Israeli

ezbollah claimed on
H Wednesday its fighters

had pushed back advan-
cing Israeli troops in clashes
along the length of the border,
a day after Israel said it had
killed two successors to the Iran-
backed Lebanese militant move-
ment’s slain leader.

The group said it had fired sev-
eral rocket salvos at Israeli troops
near the village of Labbouneh in
the westemn part of the border area,
close to the Mediterranean coast,

and had managed to push them
back. Further east, it said it had
attacked Israeli soldiers in the
village of Maroun el-Ras and fired
missile barrages at Israeli forces
advancing towards the twin border
villages of Mays al-Jabal and
Mouhaybib.

The Israeli military said Hez-
bollah fighters had fired around
40 projectiles across the frontier
into Israeli territory on Wednes-
day, some of which had been shot
down. Sirens sent Israelis rush-

ing towards shelter.

Israel meanwhile launched
airstrikes including at targets far
from the border combat zone. The
Lebanese health ministry said
four people were killed and 10
wounded by a strike that hit the
town of Wardaniyeh, north of
Sidon along the coast.

New strikes in Gaza

At least 18 people were killed
in overnight military strikes on
Gaza, Palestinian medics said
on Wednesday, as Israeli forces
pressed on with a raid on the
Jabalia refugee camp in the
enclave’s north.

The Israeli military says the
raid, now in its fifth day, is inten-
ded to stop Hamas fighters sta-
ging further attacks from Jabalia
and to prevent them regrouping.
It has repeatedly issued evacu-
ation orders to residents of Jaba-
lia and nearby areas, but Pales-
tinian and U.N. officials say there

troops along Lebanese border

are no safe places to flee to in
the Gaza Strip.

The Palestinian Civil Emergen-
cy Service said it had received
unconfirmed reports that dozens
of Palestinians may have been
killed in Jabalia and other areas
of northern Gaza, but is unable
reach them because of Israeli
bombardments.

Philippe Lazzarini, head of the
U.N. Palestinian refugee Agency
(UNRWA) said some UNRWA
shelters and services were being
forced to shut down for the first
time since the war began and
that with almost no basic supplies
available, hunger was spreading
again in northern Gaza.

“This recent military operation
also threatens the implementa-
tion of the second phase of the
#polio vaccination campaign for
children,” he said.

Nearly 42,000 Palestinians
have been killed in the Israeli
offensive.

Christodoulides
optimistic ahead of
New York meeting

P doulides said he hopes

next week’s meeting in

New York with UN Secretary-

General Antonio Guterres and

Turkish Cypriot leader Ersin

Tatar will lead to positive re-
sults.

The meeting, scheduled for
October 15, is part of ongoing
efforts to restart negotiations
on the Cyprus problem, which
have been at an impasse for
several years.

“I am going to New York
with one and only goal, for this
meeting to lead to positive re-
sults,” Christodoulides said,
adding that the Greek Cypriot
side is fully prepared for the
meeting.

The president made the
comments while attending the
opening ceremony of the Digi-
tal Agenda Cyprus Summit 2024,
where he responded to ques-
tions from journalists about whe-
ther the Greek Cypriot side had
been approached to soften its
red lines to meet Tatar’s de-
mands.

“No, we have not been ap-

proached, and we are not open
to such approaches,” he said.
“We are preparing for the
meeting.”

Christodoulides also clarified
that after consulting with him,
Greek Cypriot chief negotiator
Menelaos Menelaou will con-
vene a meeting of the political
party leaders involved in the
Cyprus talks on Friday to ex-
change views, following up on
discussions that took place
during the last National Coun-
cil on Monday.

He said that before meeting
with the UN secretary-general,
he would see the British prime
minister which is important both
for our bilateral relations but
also for the Cyprus problem.

“I want this meeting to lead
to positive results. From our
side, | can say this is the only
goal. This is not a slogan, | am
speaking very specifically and
given the very positive atmos-
phere of the discussion | had
with the UN secretary-general
when | was in New York, let's
hope there will be a response.”

Over 1,500 evacuated from
Lebanon via Cyprus

total of 1,550 people, pri-

A marily from third coun-

tries, had left Lebanon

via Cyprus by Tuesday since

the start of assisted departures

on September 27, foreign minis-

try spokesperson Theodoros
Gotsis said.

The majority of those who have
left so far are Australian nation-
als, with 1,069 people among
the total.

Most of the evacuees who
arrived in Cyprus have already
returned to their countries of ori-
gin. Accommodation for those
awaiting departure is provided
in state facilities under the pro-
visions of the Estia national plan.

The total of 1,550 evacuees

includes 76 Cypriot nationals
and their 26 family members,
as well as 33 Greek citizens.
Additionally, smaller groups of
individuals from 19 other coun-
tries are part of the overall num-
ber, Gotsis said.

Slovakia also contributed to
the evacuation effort, conduct-
ing four flights with a small mil-
itary aircraft, successfully reloca-
ting 98 individuals from Slova-
kia and ten other countries.

Portugal was the first country
to carry out a flight, evacuating
44 individuals. Additionally, there
has been increased commer-
cial activity at the country’s ports,
with the majority of arrivals being
European citizens.
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Nobel prize win for UK Cypriot
scientist Demis Hassabis

scientist of Greek Cypriot origin,
ADemis Hassabis, has been awarded

the 2024 Nobel Prize for chemistry,
along with other two other colleagues.

The trio won the award for having success-
fully used artificial intelligence to crack the
code of almost all known proteins, known
as the “chemical tools of life.”

Hassabis was born to a father of Greek
Cypriot origin and a Singaporean mother
and grew up in north London.

He is a neuroscientist, video game de-
signer, entrepreneur and world champion in
chess and poker. He has been featured in
prominent lists by Times, Forbes, and others,
primarily for his work with artificial intelligence
research laboratory DeepMind, now a subsi-
diary of Google.

He displayed exceptional skill in chess at
an early age, reaching the highest levels for
his age by the age of 13.

At 17, he contributed to the design of the
popular video game Theme Park, which later
inspired an entire genre of simulation and
management games. He studied at the Uni-
versity of Cambridge and graduated in 1997
with double honours.

Before founding DeepMind, he earned a
PhD in perceptual neuroscience, having pub-
lished several academic papers related to
artificial intelligence.

Speaking to the Evening Standard back in
2014, Hassabis said he was born to “quite
bohemian” parents and grew up in and around
Finchley and Hendon in London.

He also spoke of his father, of Greek Cyp-
riot descent saying “he did lots of different
things,” including being a singer-songwriter.

“Neither of them are technical at all, which
is quite bizarre,” he said.

The Nobel committee lauded the trio, made
of Hassabis, David Baker and John Jumper,
for completing “the almost impossible feat
of building entirely new kinds of proteins”,
and Hassabis in particular for developing an

Al model to predict proteins’ complex struc-
tures — a problem that had been unsolved
for 50 years.

The award is the second this week given
for work involving artificial intelligence, under-
scoring the growing importance of machine
learning and large language models for
science.

“One of the discoveries being recognised
this year concerns the construction of spec-
tacular proteins,” the academy said in a state-
ment. “The other is about fulfilling a 50-year-
old dream: predicting protein structures from
their amino acid sequences.”

“The potential of their discoveries is enor-
mous,” the academy said as the award was
announced in Sweden on Wednesday. The
prize, seen as the pinnacle of scientific
achievement, carries a cash award of around
€911,000.

Later on Wednesday, the Democratic
Alignment party (DIPA) extended its congra-
tulations to Hassabis for the Nobel prize.

“The achievement earned by Hassabis,
a leading figure in the fields of neuroscience
and artificial intelligence, is a source of great
pride for Cyprus, as it sees one of its own
honoured at the highest levels of the global
scientific community,” a statement released
by the party said.

“We want to congratulate him for his con-
tinued efforts to elevate the country’s profile
internationally and wish him continued suc-
cess in his future endeavours.”

Cyprus aims for seat on
UN human rights council

he Republic of Cyprus was

I yesterday in the running

for the first time, for a seat

in the United Nations Human
Rights Council (HRC).

Foreign Minister Constantinos
Kombos, who has been in New
York since Monday, has been pre-
senting and promoting the coun-
try’s candidacy and conveying the
Republic’s priorities should it be
elected.

Kombos will be present at a
secret ballot for the nomination
of the new members, accompa-
nied by the permanent represen-
tative of Cyprus to the UN, Am-
bassador Maria Michael, ministry
officials and diplomats.

Diplomatic sources stated that
the Republic’s candidacy would
enable the country to strengthen
its international role and high-
light the rights of women and
children and vulnerable groups.

“The election of Cyprus to the
UN HRC would be an opportunity
for the country to strengthen its
diplomatic footprint internation-
ally, by participating in one of the
most important bodies of the UN
system. Cyprus would have the
opportunity to highlight issues
such as children’s rights, gender
equality, and women'’s rights,
the rights of vulnerable groups,
and the protection of cultural
heritage,” the sources said.

The HRC consists of 47 UN
member states, which are elec-
ted by all members for a three-
year term. At this time, the UN
general assembly will elect 18
new members for three-year
terms, with their terms starting
in January 2025.

The Republic of Cyprus fall into
the Asia-Pacific geographic group

which is the most competitive,
with six countries (Republic of
Cyprus, Marshall Islands, Qatar,
Saudi Arabia, South Korea and
Thailand) vying for five places.

The election was held at
10.00am EST at the UN head-
quarters in New York. At the time
of going to print, the results had
yet to be announced.

UK bolsters support

to Lebanon

The UK is boosting its
humanitarian support for
Lebanon with a further
£10 million to respond to the
mass displacement of people,
as well as the growing number
of civilian casualties.

The funding comes as the
UK continues to urge all British
nationals to leave the country
as soon as possible, and for an
immediate ceasefire between
Lebanese Hizballah and Israel.
A ceasefire would provide the
space necessary to find a poli-
tical solution in line with Reso-
lution 1701 and enable civilians
on both sides to return to their
homes.

The aid package responds to
serious concerns over a wide-
spread lack of shelter, and reduced
access to clean water, hygiene
and healthcare. It will be deliv-
ered through trusted humani-
tarian organisations, who have
a long-established presence
delivering aid within Lebanon.

The announcement follows
the £5 million humanitarian pack-
age delivered through UNICEF
to support access to clean water
and sanitation, health, and nutri-
tion supplies.

The UN'’s Central Emergency
Response Fund (CERF), which
the UK is the largest donor to,
this week also allocated £7.6m
to respond to the urgent conflict-
related needs and displacement
in Lebanon.

Anneliese Dodds, Minister of
State for Development and Min-
ister of State for Women and

Equalities, said: “The human cost
of the conflictin Lebanon is clear
for all to see. This additional
funding from the UK will help to
address the rapidly deteriorat-
ing humanitarian situation, pro-
viding relief for people displaced
by the continuing violence.

“This lifesaving aid is vital, but
not a long-term solution. The only
way to truly address the growing
humanitarian crisis is an imme-
diate ceasefire adhered to by
both sides.

“We continue to urge British
nationals in Lebanon to leave
immediately.”

The Government last Thurs-
day announced that it is also char-
tering more flights to help British
nationals leave Lebanon.

British nationals and their
spouse or partner, and children
under the age of 18 are eligible.
All passengers must hold a valid
travel document.

Dependants who are not Brit-
ish nationals will require a valid
visa that has been granted for
a period of stay in the UK of
more than 6 months.

The UK continues to work with
partners to increase capacity
on commercial flights for British
nationals. Around 700 troops and
Foreign Office and Home Office
staff, including Border Force
officers, have been deployed to
Cyprus for contingency plan-
ning.

Behind closed doors...

irst performed in Moscow
F in 1879, Tchaikovsky’'s

Eugene Onegin (Royal
Opera House), with a libretto
which closely follows passages
from Alexander Pushkin’s novel
in verse, is a romantic, poetic
and a composition much loved
by opera lovers. It is one of the
best-known examples of lyric
opera, most of which are light,
romantic and often based in fan-
tasy. Listening to Tchaikovsky’s
music you may conjure up ima-
gery far more dramatic and dan-
gerous. They do say that love is
sometimes dangerous and so it
is that a selfish hero, the epony-
mous middle aged Onegin, falls
in love with the young and
chaste Tatyana at a party. At the
same gathering he falls out with
his friend Lensky the poet. Aduel
follows, Lensky dies and Onegin
flees. Many years later he sees
her again and realise they still
love each other but now she is
married and her future is with
another man.

Tatyana undoubtedly repre-
sents the heart of the opera and
this is represented in the tender-
ness of her music, beautifully
calibrated with passages of
gorgeous lyricism and delicacy.
Offering up something that is
almost the antithesis of the ima-
gery oft associated with an ope-
ratic love story is American direc-
tor Ted Huffman’s production,
which takes place on Hyemi
Shin’s blank, bleak set, formed
of a table, a couple of chairs and
a Turner Prize type chandelier,
all contained within a black box.
Itis completely and utterly coun-
terintuitive, with no suggestion
of time or place. To use modern
parlance this is the work of a
disruptor, determined to make a
statement about why opera should
not conform but play with form

and representation. It will annoy
and infuriate some, but | found
myself engrossed in a way that
has not happened for some time
at the opera. The duel scene in
particular is transformative and
totally unexpected. The atmos-
phere is unnerving and perpet-
ually on the verge of something
awful happening. That being the
case the focus is all about the
performances.

Kristina Mkhitarvan sparkles
as Tatyana, full of expression
and delicate tonal quality which
glistens throughout. Gordon Bint-
ner is a staunch, if somewhat
wooden Onegin, but his baritone
sound is powerful and assured.
The outstanding performance
comes from Liparit Avetisyan as
Lensky, a singer who displays a
wonderful combination of inten-
sity, nuance and presence. The
chorus, who are used in some-
times surprising ways, are superb
and | was particularly taken by
the orchestral work under the
direction of conductor Henrik
Nanasi.

Having said all of that | have
to confess that this “review” was
only possible because of the
kindness of a dear friend and not
because we were invited by the
ROH. In this day and age of in-
clusivity in twenty first century
Britain, they are the only venue
in the country that no longer al-
lows us an opportunity to review
their productions. Bearing in mind
Parikiaki’s history and the oft re-
peated criticism of opera being
an elitist art form (I disagree with
that view), you would have thought
that iconic performance venues
such as this would make every
effort to include as diverse an
audience as possible. Sadly not,
so while | was pleased to have
enjoyed this genre challenging
production, part of me was also

disappointed that | may not be
back here in a while. Never mind,
we are due to review at another
iconic opera house this evening.

Maybe these particular closed
doors will reopen again soon...

Meanwhile Athasha Lyonnais
enjoys an adaption with a
twist...

A Tupperware of Ashes
(National Theatre) is a play which
despite some tonal inconsisten-
cies, left me feeling wrung out.
Queenie (Meera Syal) is the ma-
triarch of a prosperous family.
Her children, for the most part,
have steady jobs and partners
she can stand; her restaurant is
Michelin starred and she boasts
about sister locations in other
countries. An Alzheimer diagno-
sis shatters the solid foundations
of her life almost overnight, and
she realises all too late that by
giving her children power of attor-
ney, she has potentially signed
everything over to them. Reading
this synopsis you might think that
this is an adaptation of King Lear
and nothing | have said has been
inaccurate, but the deft trick that
director Tanika Gupta has played
is that this is set up as if this will
be a straightforward adaptation,
but then takes a very different
direction.

There is no grand conspiracy
to usurp Queenie, the sister loca-
tions may not in fact be real, and
there is no Cordelia-like 'good
child' for Queenie to confide in.
Queenie's faculties decline, often
between scenes, often alarmingly
rapidly, and a lot of the horror we
feel is not just from Queenie's
perspective, who becomes un-
able to understand where she is,
and what is happening, but from
the perspective of her children;
a throwaway line in act one indi-
cates that this is a period piece,
and when you realise that Quee-

nie may end up in a care home
in 2020, you realise that her
children's promises to “visit her
every day” may fall apart. I've got
this far without mentioning the
crux of the play — from the open-
ing scene, Queenie is visited,
either in her mind or supernatu-
rally, by her late husband, Ameet,
who has been dead 20 years.
Queenie's interactions with him
make up the main body of the
work, through him she is able to
remember happier moments of
her life that are becoming clouded
by the dementia, and through
their conversations we see some
of what Queenie was like in those
better times. The comic scenes,
or scenes where Queenie is
acting up, being tyrannical or
screaming at her family all work
very well, but the scenes which
focus on her children and their
struggles are less successful —
they rely on younger actors with
less experience, hence the tonal
problems. But overall, this is an
effective piece worth seeing.
Finally, Sotira Kyriakides is dis-
appointed and underwhelmed...
Dead Poets Live, whose stated
aim is to create theatre from
poems and poets, are staging
three performances dedicated
to Thom Gunn: The Man with
Night Sweats (Wilton’s Music
Hall), a poet born in the UK who
died in the US twenty years ago.
The stage is a void other than two
chairs and two glasses of water.
An unknown man sits on one
chair and, when Rupert Everett
joins him, he begins recounting
Gunn’s life story. Everett inters-
perses at various points, with a
selection of Gunn’s poems and
diary excerpts to illustrate this
biographical recount. There is no
movement or use of the stage
save twice when Rupert Everett
stands to read. The performance

is intense and without pause for
effect, reflection, investigation or
development.

It mirrors Gunn’s poetry, which
is similarly characterised by spar-
sity and restraint: in the words
used, lines created and in the
ideas, emotions and concepts
underpinning these. He is particu-
larly known for elegies written
during the AIDS/HIV epidemic in
the 1980s, published in The Man
with Night Sweats’. This perfor-
mance felt extremely sparse in

all aspects. Much more could have
been made of the resources of-
fered by the location, the actors
and the innate tensions and con-
tradictions contained within Gunn’s
body of work. All proceeds from
ticket sales go to charity.

Joker: Folie A
Deux in IMAX

Joaquin Phoenix is as mes-
merising as ever as the epony-
mous hero and shares a tre-
mendous chemistry with Lady
Gaga in Todd Phillips’ eagerly
awaited sequel to his Oscar
winning film.

It is a dark, dark world in
Gotham City and Arthur Fleck is
now at the Arkham asylum fol-
lowing his brutal crimes as a
Joker. While he is awaiting trial
he meets Lee Quinzel, another
inmate in the asylum, who likes
to burst into a song and dance
routine at any opportunity. He is
immediately taken by her and is
inspired to look at the world
through a different lens...

In the 2019 film, we see Fleck’s
mental condition deteriorate gra-
dually before he turns into Joker.
The film was also a tribute to
Robert De Niro with references
to his films KING OF COMEDY
and TAXI DRIVER. Now, Phillips
changes the style and direction
- the narrative may not be as
linear and strong as the original
- it is executed more like a
musical fantasy that recalls the
excellent BBC television series
THE SINGING DETECTIVE.

Phoenix and Gaga are utterly
brilliant and are well supported
by a terrific cast that includes
Brendan Gleeson as Jackie Sul-
livan, the asylum’s friendly war-
den and Katherine Keener as
Maryanne Stewart, the Joker’s
long-suffering lawyer. It is not as
emotionally involving as the ori-
ginal, but it still provides decent
big screen entertainment.

Transformers
One

Just when you thought that
they have done the TRANSFOR-
MERS franchise to death, here

comes another one, butin anima-
tion. The plot of this science fic-
tion action prequel, which depicts
the origins of the early relation-
ship between Optimus Prime
(voice by Chris Hemsworth) and
Megatron (Bryan Tyree Henry),
is almost incomprehensible.

The action takes place in
Cybertron, a planet inhabited by
robots fitted with transformation
cogs, which allow them to trans-
form into vehicles. In the city of
lacon, a mining robot called Orion
Pax is without a cog and gets
into trouble when he sneaks into
a forbidden zone but thankfully,
he is rescued from the security
guards by his best friend D-16...

The animated designs are out
of this world, the plot may be con-
fusing, but it comes together by
the end. If you are a TRANSFOR-
MERS fan you need no encour-
agement to see this big specta-
cle.

Terrifier 3

Art the Clown (David Howard
Thornton) continues his sadistic
and ultra-violent killings for the
third instalment of this gruesome
horror series. In the original made
in 2016, the sinister clown terror-
ised a couple of teenagers and
everyone else who came close
to him during Halloween. In the first
sequel, made a couple of years
ago, he miraculously comes back
from the dead and finds his
match in Sienna (Lauren LaVera),

a feisty young woman - again
during Halloween. This one
follows the events of TERRIFIER
2 — it is a year later and it's
Christmas. Sienna is still trauma-
tised by her experiences with a
premonition that the evil clown
will come back and haunt her...
Damien Leone has written and
directed all three of them. The
first two are now available on
Prime Video — the last one is the
most accomplished yet, but is
as violent and graphic as ever.
The only positive thing you could
say about Art the Clown’s brutal
acts is that he doesn’t discrimi-
nate between his victims whether
they are young or old, male or
female - they all get the same
gruesome treatment. Deeply un-
pleasant but see it if you dare!

Will & Harper

Josh Greenbaum’s fascinating
documentary celebrates a 30-
year friendship and collaboration
between Will Farrell and Harper
Steele that first started when
they met at “Saturday Night Live”.
At the time, Farrell was a young
and promising comedian while
Steele an award-winning comedy
writer and their long partnership
has led to many successes inclu-
ding the recent EUROVISION:
THE STORY OF FIRE SAGA. But
one day three years ago and
totally out the blue, Will received
an email from Harper that was
coming out as a trans woman.
The two friends embark on a
road trip across America to renew
their friendship as well as cele-
brate Harper’s new way of life...

It is a touching and often
humorous road movie about pre-
judice, acceptance, and freedom
of choice. (Netflix)

The Deliquents

Rodrigo Moreno’s epic feature
opens in Buenos Aires and follows
the story of Moran (Daniel Elias),
a hard-working Bank employee
who decides to escape the mono-
tony of his job by stealing enough
money for his retirement. Moran
steals the money and soon after
he approaches his colleague
Roman (Esteban Bigliardi), gives
him the money and makes him
an offer he can’t refuse. Moran
tells him that he will give himself
up to the authorities, serve three
years in prison and then share the
money with Roman. What could
possibly go wrong?

Moreno’s compelling film works
a treat thanks to the naturalist
performances and realistic set
up. The opening at the bank re-
calls Janet Leigh’s daring act in
PSYCHO, but the comparison
ends there - this one takes a
much more lyrical and philoso-
phical turn unlike a typical heist
movie. (MUBI)

Omnivore

This enjoyable eight-part tele-
vision series is created and nar-
rated by illustrious chef Rene
Redzepi. He takes his audience
on a global trip from Colombia to
Bali via Denmark, France, India,
Japan, Mexico and Peru to cele-
brate the world’s most essential
ingredients and each episode
concentrates on a particular con-
sumption item including chile,
banana, corn, pork, tuna, rice,
and coffee.

Itis well researched and is sty-
lishly photographed. Redzepi’s
enthusiasm on his subjects is
highly infectious. Rwanda is fea-
tured heavily in the coffee section,
but my absolute favourite is the
banana section in which even
the Minions make a welcome
appearance.

impressive start under new
manager Arne Slot who has six
wins from his opening seven
Premier League games in
charge.

City trailed at home to Fulham
but Mateo Kovacic's double
ensured a 3-2 win.

Manchester City claim partial win
over Premier League on rules

anchester City claimed
a partial victory over
the Premier League on

Monday after an arbitration pan-
el ruled on sponsorship deals,
known as Associated Party
Transactions (APT), that the Abu
Dhabi-owned club was blocked
from completing.

The Premier League put its
own spin on what some com-
mentators saw as a landmark
verdict, saying the panel's re-
dacted 175-page document en-
dorsed the overall objectives
and decision-making of the APT
system.

The panel found parts of the
league's APT rules broke British
competition law, however, and
were also unlawful because clubs
were unable to comment on
types of data the league would
take into account.

The Premier League's deci-
sion in relation to two City trans-
actions in 2023, with First Abu
Dhabi Bank and Etihad Aviation
group, were "reached in a proce-
durally unfair manner" and must
be overturned, the panel ruled.

APT rules were designed to

" maintain the Premier League's

competitiveness by preventing
clubs from inflating the value of
sponsorship deals with com-
panies linked to their owners.

City said in a statement that
they had succeeded with their
claim and the Premier League
was found, among other things,
to have abused its dominant
position.

"The Tribunal has determined
both that the rules are structu-
rally unfair and that the Premier
League was specifically unfair
in how it applied those rules to

the Club in practice," City
added.

"The rules were found to be
discriminatory in how they ope-
rate, because they deliberately
excluded shareholder loans," it
added.

The Premier League said the
majority of City's challenges had
been rejected.

"Moreover, the Tribunal found
that the rules are necessary in
order for the League’s financial
controls to be effective," it added
in a statement.

Reigning champions City are
also involved in a separate in-
dependent hearing into the club's
alleged breaches of Premier
League financial regulations
which began in September, with
a verdict expected some time
before the end of the current
season.
