England and Greece players wore
black armbands and one minute
silence tribute to George Baldock

E

ngland and Greece
players wore black arm-
bands and held a period

of silence in tribute to George
Baldock before Thursday night's
Nations League fixture at Wem-
bley.

The England-born Greece
international drowned in a swim-
ming pool at his home in Glyfada,
southern Athens, on Wednesday
night.

Baldock, who joined Greek
side Panathinaikos last summer
after seven years with Sheffield
United, was capped 12 times
by Greece.

Sources inside the Greece
camp told BBC Sport that the
players are “devastated” by
Baldock’s sudden death.

Greece sources told the BBC
that the Greek FA asked about a
possible postponement of Thurs-
day’s game, which kicks off at
19:45 BST, but were told by
UEFA that there was no room

in the busy calendar.

In a joint statement, the Greece
players said: “It is impossible to
believe that our dear friend and
team-mate, George, is no longer
with us. Our pain is indescribable.

“Tonight, we will try to reach the
strength of his soul, which is a
bright example for us all. Our
thoughts are with his family. We
will never forget you friend.”

Greece sources said the team
found out about their team-mate’s
death when returning from train-
ing at Wembley on Wednesday
night and had “barely slept”.

Many of the players were good
friends with Baldock, including
Greece captain Anastasios Baka-
setas, who also plays for Pana-
thinaikos.

Baldock’s body was found at
22:30 local time (20:30 BST) on
Wednesday.
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panded format will continue,

as they did in the past with

Christodoulides said that an
open discussion took place, that
was constructive on some points,
noting that he did not hear any-
thing new from Tatar. Moreover,
he said that himself and Tatar
agreed to have a meeting in Cyp-
rus and to explore the possibility
of opening new crossing points.

He also noted that the Secre-
tary General made some propo-
sals that were not accepted by
the Turkish Cypriot leader.

“We are not there yet,” the pre-
sident said when asked about
positive developments. “Our posi-
tion was to secure the agreed

I nformal meetings in an ex-

negotiations with the UNSG'’s
six points [framework].”

The Greek Cypriot side insis-
ted on the safeguarding of its
position for single sovereignty,
single character, and single citi-
zenship. These, as well as the
safeguarding of the Republic of
Cyprus and the functionality of
the state, necessary as an EU
member state, were reiterated
as non-negotiables.

The Greek Cypriot side also
reiterated its non-negotiable
position on the withdrawal of
Turkish troops. The foreign troop
drawdown had already been ne-
gotiated and discussed at Crans
Montana.

Guterres, at the time, had
said a new security system was
needed for Cyprus, based on
stable system of safeguards for
Cypriots of both communities. It
would mean ending the unilateral
right of intervention of the guar-
antor powers and the Treaty of
Guarantee of 1960.

Concerning continuation of the
efforts to reach common ground

and the preparation of upcoming
informal meetings which the two
leaders agreed to, it emerged that
these will likely be coordinated
and chaired by UN Under-Sec-
retary General for Political and
Peacebuilding Affairs Rosemary
DiCarlo.

Tatar was not in support of spe-
cial UNSG envoy Maria Angela
Holguin continuing the mission.

The informal tripartite meeting
with the Greek and Turkish Cyp-
riot leaders had been described
as “good” by Guterres.

The outcomes of the meeting
were an agreement to hold a
future multilateral meeting and
to discuss the opening of more
crossing points.

Tatar spent close to half an hour
trying to convince Christodouli-
des to halt arrests of business
heads involved in the usurpation
and resale of Greek Cypriot pro-
perties in the north, which politi-
cal sources said was a dead-end
proposal which violates interna-
tional law.

Christodoulides reportedly
replied that the executive power
did not influence the judiciary in
EU states.

The two leaders did agree to
meet in Cyprus to discuss further
confidence building measures,
that is, the opening of additional
crossing points.

Meanwhile, Tatar said after the
meeting that “many things were
discussed”, that the next step will
be a wider meeting with Turkey
and Greece as guarantor powers,
and that he had agreed to meet
Christodoulides over the issue
of the crossing points.

Tatar reiterated that his demand

was for sovereignty and equal
legal status for the TRNC'.

“If our sovereign equality and
equal international status are not
confirmed, we will not sit down
to continue official negotiations,”
he said.

Speaking to journalists at the
meeting’s conclusion, Tatar said
the Turkish Cypriot position re-
mained the same as three years
ago in Geneva.

“We have a responsibility to our
people to explore ways forward
and that is why | attended the din-
ner,” he said, underscoring it had
been informal and without any
agenda. “We discussed many
issues but | maintained my posi-
tions,” he said.

Tatar further thanked the
UNSG’s special envoy for fulfill-
ing her duties, claiming that she
had done everything she could
to see how the so-called 3D’s for
the ‘TRNC’, that is, direct flights,
direct trade and direct contacts
with the international community,
could be established.

“Unfortunately [she] failed and
therefore our sovereignty claims
were not recognised. That is why
we cannot continue with formal
negotiations,” he said. He added
that consultation with Turkey
would bring the next steps.

The UNSG in brief statements
underscored the UN’s commit-
ment to participate in securing
a peaceful resolution to the Cyp-
rus issue, for the benefit of all
Cypriots and future generations.

Guterres expressed regret
that despite the involvement of
his special envoy no common
ground between the parties had
been found.

Fresh attacks hit Lebanon

There were more attacks
on Lebanon overnight,
after Israeli Prime Minis-
ter Benjamin Netanyahu vowed
to continue to strike the coun-
try "without mercy".

The airstrikes hit Beirut's
southern suburbs early on Wed-
nesday morning, Lebanese state
media reported, the first attack
on the area in several days.

“We will continue to strike Hez-
bollah without mercy everywhere
in Lebanon, including Beirut,”
Netanyahu said at the Israeli De-
fense Forces (IDF) Golani Brigade
Training Base on Tuesday.

Since escalating its war against
the Iran-backed militant group,
Israel has been attacking the
Lebanese capital and other areas

in the south of the country with
unprecedented intensity.

The strikes have often targeted
crowded areas and destroyed
residential buildings.

According to the state-run
National News Agency, an Israeli
airstrike on Qana in Tyre province
in southern Lebanon on Tuesday
killed at least one person and
wounded 30, with many believed
to be trapped under the rubble.

In the same province, persist-
ent airstrikes targeted villages
including Al-Qasimiyah, Ain Baal,
Aita al-Jabal, Majdalzon, and Al-
Mansouri.

The United Nations meanwhile
has called for an investigation into
an Israeli airstrike on a village in
northern Lebanon on Monday,

which is thought to have killed at
least 21 people.

The attack on the village of
Aito destroyed an entire building
that was housing people who had
already fled the bombardment
in southern Lebanon, the Leba-
nese Red Cross reported.

The UN Security Council ex-
pressed “strong concern” on

Monday after Israel wounded UN
peacekeepers in southern Leba-
non during intensified fighting.

The comments were the first
made by the UN’s most power-
ful body since Israel's attacks on
the positions of the peacekeep-
ing force UNIFIL began last week,
drawing international condemna-
tion.

As a Guarantor Power
the UK has a critical role to play
in this effort.”

He reiterated that the “only
acceptable solution is one that
is based on the agreed UN
framework of a bizonal, bicom-
munal, federation.”

He went on to say that, “I
warmly welcome the meeting
between the Prime Minister
and the President of Cyprus on
14 October at Downing Street.

“The recent events in the
Middle East have once again
demonstrated the critical role
that Cyprus plays in the Eastern
Mediterranean and the strong
ties that are shared between
the two countries. | want to
make sure that the Parliament
of the United Kingdom conti-
nues to work hand in hand with
our friends in Cyprus to deepen

these ties.”

Also present at the IGM were
Sir Roger Gale MP, Mike Wood
MP, Chris WWebb MP, Chris Vince
MP, Sonia Kumar MP and Jas
Athwal MP.

Christos Karaolis was also re-
appointed as the Secretariat
of the All Party Parliamentary
Group for Cyprus.

He said, “I'd like to thank
Caroline for her leadership in
the last Parliament and I'm
delighted that Bambos Chara-
lambous MP was elected as
Chair of the Cyprus APPG. He
has been a vocal and strong
supporter of Cyprus and of
course has Cypriot roots him-
self.

“I'm really looking forward
to continuing to work with
Bambos and all the Officers
to strengthen UK-Cyprus rela-
tions, end the Turkish occupa-
tion and deliver a free, united
Cyprus.”

Lord
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Christodoulides and Starmer on
‘same page’ for Cyprus solution

yprus President Nikos
‘ Christodoulides and Brit-

ish Prime Minister Keir
Starmer are on the “same page”
regarding the solution of the Cyp-
rus problem, that there cannot be
a solution outside the agreed
framework.

The Cyprus problem was
discussed at 10 Downing street
on Monday.

“| consider it to be especially
important that this meeting has
taken place, taking into conside-
ration that the new [British] govern-
ment has just recently assumed
its duties,” Christodoulides said
after the meeting.

The President thanked Starmer
for the invitation, adding that he
would then fly to New York for his
meeting with the UN chief and
the Turkish Cypriot leader.

He said the role of the UK as a
guarantor as well as a permanent
member of the Security Council
is of “decisive importance. So, itis
important to convey some mes-
sages, to work together and | was
happy to hear that there cannot
be a solution of the Cyprus prob-
lem outside the framework set
out by the UN Security Council
resolutions.”

Christodoulides added, “we
have very good bilateral rela-

tions, such as security, and we
agreed to expand this coopera-
tion to many other sectors, there
are many prospects.”

He also said the discussed
regional issues and that Starmer
thanked him for the role Cyprus
is playing in the region.

Christodoulides thanked
Starmer because Britain was
“the first country to have faith in
Cyprus’ initiative for the humani-
tarian corridor.”

“We are worried about the de-
velopments (in the Middle East)
and we believe there should be
an international initiative for a
ceasefire to begin with.”

The President invited Starmer
to visit Cyprus and pointed out
that the last visit of a British prime
minister was in 1993 in the frame-
work of CHOGM.

“I am very happy that | see a
will to enhance our bilateral rela-
tions. The same applies for the
prospect for the resumption of
talks and solving the Cyprus prob-
lem. We are on the same page.
There cannot be a solution out-
side the agreed framework.”

Christodoulides said he was
“going to NY to do what | can for

a positive outcome and a positive
outcome cannot be anything else
than the resumption of substan-
tive talks for a solution of the
Cyprus problem.

“We know very well where we
want to go, we know our goals and
we are ready to resume talks.
Only if we sit at the negotiating
table will we be able to see the
prospects for a solution.”

He stressed that “the status quo
cannot constitute the solution.”

The UN chief is taking the
initiative for this meeting in the
midst of two wars — Ukraine and
the Middle East and “there is no
stronger indication of his commit-
ment for progress in the Cyprus
problem than this.”

Speaking before his meeting
with Starmer, the first since the
latter’s election, Christodoulides
pointed out that Britain, as a guar-
antor power and permanent
member of the UN security coun-
cil, had an important role to play.

“I count on your support,” he
said addressing Starmer.

Welcoming Christodoulides,
Starmer referred to the two coun-
tries’ long-standing bilateral rela-
tions.

Larnaca using influencers
to promote tourism

he Larnaca Tourism Board

Hadjipanteli shared her expe-
rience on social media, calling
Larnaca her “second home” and
praising the area’s commitment
to sustainability, clean beaches
and rich marine life.

On November 7, TV persona-

The event, organised by
LTB and the Larnaca chamber
of commers, will focus on show-
casing the town’s local gastro-
nomy to a broader international
audience.

LTB’s recent six-week online
campaign, which targeted inter-

national markets, also achieved
significant engagement.

Supported by the deputy mini-
stry of tourism as part of the LTB
annual action plan, the campaign
reached more than 2.5 million
people and generated over a mil-
lion impressions. The campaign
aimed to promote the region’s
new tourism branding and key
attractions.

Foreign Minister

reaffirms UK positions
on Cyprus issue

l ' K  Foreign Minister
Stephen Doughty has
reaffirmed the British gov-

ernment’s position in support of

resolving the Cyprus issue within
the UN parameters of a bizonal,
bicommunal federation.

He was responding to a series
of parliamentary questions sub-
mitted to the Foreign Office by the
pro-Cypriot Conservative MP
Martin Vickers, following consul-
tations with the ‘Board of British
Cypriots’.

The questions were answered
just days before Monday’s meet-
ing in Downing Street between
the President of the Republic of
Cyprus Nicos Christodoulides
and the British Prime Minister
Sir Keir Starmer.

Asked about possible repres-
entations to the Turkish Foreign
Minister on negotiations on a
peaceful, comprehensive, and
long-lasting solution to reunite di-
visions over Cyprus, Mr Doughty
said: “The UK remains committed
to supporting UN efforts to reach
a Cyprus Settlement within the
existing parameters of a Bi-zonal,
Bi-communal Federation with po-
litical equality. We engage all par-
ties in support of this.”

He added that the issue has
been raised with Turkish counter-
parts by him and the British am-
bassador to Turkey.

Mr Vickers also asked what
steps the UK is taking as Guar-
antor of Cyprus’s independence
and territorial integrity to help

reunite the island.

Repeating the UK commitment
to the UN efforts, the Foreign Min-
ister noted: “We are actively en-
gaging all parties to encourage
the flexibility needed to return to
talks. In addition, we support a
range of confidence building mea-
sures in Cyprus to promote en-
gagement between the commu-
nities. We also continue to con-
tribute to peace and stability in
Cyprus through our deployment
of military personnel to UNFICYP.”

On the question of actions to-
wards returning Famagusta to
its former inhabitants, Stephen
Doughty reaffirmed the British
support for all relevant UN Secu-
rity Council resolutions.

Then he added: “Property re-
mains one of the most complex
issues of the status quo in Cyprus.
Ultimately, the most effective way
to resolve these issues is through
the UN-led process to reach a just
and lasting Cyprus Settlement.”

On a question about reducing
the number of Turkish troops
stationed in Cyprus, Mr Doughty
said a comprehensive settlement
“remains the best route to addres-
sing the difficult issues of the
status quo.”

He also acknowledged Mr
Vickers’s and both communities’
in Cyprus concern over the mis-
sing persons. He declared yet
again the British support for the
“crucial” work being undertaken
by the Committee on Missing
Persons in Cyprus.

Sirens of the tundra

he British maritime wea-
Tther report is known as

The Shipping Forecast. It
is produced by the Meteorologi-
cal Office and broadcast by BBC
Radio 4 on behalf of the Maritime
and Coastguard Agency.

The forecast dates back over
150 years. There are two broad-
casts each day at 00:48 and
05:20. And a third one at week-
ends at 17:54.

The maritime regions around
the United Kingdom have evoca-
tive and intriguing names: Viking,
North Utsire, South Utsire, Forties,
Cromarty, Forth, Tyne, Dogger,
Fisher, German Bight, Humber,
Thames, Dover, Wight, Portland,
Plymouth, Biscay, Trafalgar, Fitz-
Roy, Sole, Lundy, Fastnet, Irish
Sea, Shannon, Rockall, Malin,
Hebrides, Bailey, Fair Isle, Fae-
roes, and Southeast Iceland.

The forecast gives the wind

direction and force, atmospheric
pressure, visibility and the state
of the sea, for each of these re-
gions.

Dependable, reassuring and
never hurried, it is a voice of
calm across the airwaves.

Influence

The Shipping Forecast is im-
mensely popular with the British
public. It attracts listeners in the
hundreds of thousands daily — far
more than actually require it.

In 1995, a plan to move the late
night broadcast by 12 minutes trig-
gered angry newspaper editorials
and debates in the UK Parliament,
and was ultimately scrapped. Sim-
ilar outcry greeted the Met Office's
decision to rename Finisterre to
FitzRoy, but in that case, the deci-
sion was carried through.

Peter Jefferson, who read the
forecast for 40 years until 2009,

received letters from listeners
saying that the 00:48 broadcast
helped them get to sleep after
a long day.

The Controller of BBC Radio 4,
Mark Damazer, explained its pop-
ularity: “It scans poetically. It's got
a rhythm of its own. It's eccentric,
it's unique, it's English. It's slightly
mysterious because nobody really
knows where these places are.
It takes you into a faraway place
that you can't really comprehend
unless you're one of these people
bobbing up and down in the
Channel.”

Zeb Soanes, a regular Shipping
Forecast reader, says, “To the
non-nautical, it's a nightly litany
of the sea. It reinforces a sense
of being islanders with a proud
seafaring past. Whilst the listener
is safely tucked-up in their bed,
they can imagine small fishing-
boats bobbing about at Plymouth

or 170ft waves crashing against
Rockall.”

Another regular reader of the
forecast, Kathy Clugston, des-
cribes it as “like a lullaby”. Jo Elli-
son of the Financial Times wrote
that “it’'s a beloved cultural icon,
a tacit expression of our national
identity.”

The forecast hints at the vast-
ness of the sea and the unknown,
conjuring images of distant, un-
seen places. For listeners, there
is a sense of vicarious adventure
in hearing about weather condi-
tions in remote parts of the ocean,
sparking the imagination and evo-
king the romance and danger of
maritime life.

The Shipping Forecast airs
when people are winding down
or just waking up. The calm, re-
assuring voice delivering the
forecast at these quiet, reflective
times can trigger deep emotions,

offering a connection to the wider
world or a moment of peaceful
solitude. It is prayer-like.

Art forms

The forecast has inspired artists
in music, literature and television.

The band Radiohead sampled
the Shipping Forecast in their
song ‘The National Anthem’ from
the album Kid A. The abstract,
disjointed nature of the forecast
added to the song's atmosphere
of anxiety and disorientation.

In his poem ‘Glanmore Sonnets,
VII', Seamus Heaney uses words
from the broadcast, blending its
calming presence with themes of
uncertainty and danger, adding
vivid phrases like ‘Sirens of the
tundra.’

In his 2005 documentary ‘In-
complete & Utter History of Clas-
sical Music,” Stephen Fry high-
lighted the forecast’s importance
in British culture and its unique,
musical qualities.

Selling Property in Cyprus
Q. Dol need alawyer? Would it not be preferable to sell my house on my own?

Drafting a Will in Cyprus
Q: Why should | have two separate Wills in the UKand in Cyprus?

Having two separate Wills - one for the UK and one for Cyprus - is important if
you have assets in both countries. Each country has its own legal system and
procedures for handling inheritance and estate matters, and having a Will in
each jurisdiction can simplify the process significantly.

A UK Will may not fully account for the specific laws in Cyprus regarding
inheritance, and vice versa. For example, Cyprus has “forced heirship” rules that
dictate how certain portions of your estate must be distributed, which may
differ from the UK’s more flexible approach to estate distribution. By having
separate Wills, you ensure that each one is tailored to the specific laws of the
country where your assets are located. This can also help avoid delays,
confusion, and potential legal challenges for your heirs when managing your
estate after your passing.

Administration of estate

Q: What are the steps to be followed for an administration of estate in
Cyprus?

Administration an estate in Cyprus requires careful attention to legal
procedures and documentation. By understanding the steps involved and
seeking professional guidance where necessary, you can navigate the process
smoothly and ensure the efficient distribution of the deceased’s assets to their
rightful beneficiaries.

1. Executor or Administrator: If there is a will, the person appointed is called
the executor. If there is no will, or if the will does not name an executor, an
administrator will be appointed by the court. The executor or administrator is
responsible for gathering and distributing the assets of the deceased.

2. Grant of Probate or Letters of Administration: The executor or
administrator must obtain a Grant of Probate (if there is a will) or Letters of
Administration (if there is no will). The process involves applying to the District
Court of the deceased’s last place of residence in Cyprus and to the Tax
Authorities.

3. Inventory and Valuation of Assets: Once appointed, the executor or
administrator must prepare an inventory of the deceased’s assets and
liabilities. This includes real estate, bank accounts, investments, personal
belongings, and debts.

4, Paying Debts and Taxes: Before distributing assets to heirs, the executor or
administrator must settle any outstanding debts and taxes owed by the
deceased. This includes outstanding bills, loans, and taxes such as income tax.

5. Tax Clearance: For non-Cypriot tax residents, a certificate of fiscal residence
confirming the deceased’s status as a tax resident for the previous three to six
years must be obtained from the appropriate authority in their country of
residence

6. Distribution of Assets: Once all debts and taxes have been paid, the
remaining assets can be distributed to the beneficiaries and/or heirs.

7. Final Accounts and Closing the Estate: After distributing the assets, the
executor or administrator must prepare final accounts detailing all transactions
and distributions made during the administration process. Once approved by
the Court, the estate can be officially closed, and the executor or administrator
discharged from their duties.

Heroes, convinces Para-
mount head Robert Evans to take
him on as a producer. Evans
tasks the newbie with bringing
best-selling book The Godfather
to the screen, a project in the
crosshairs of Mafia boss Joe Co-
lombo, angry that Mario Puzo’s
novel denigrates the Italian-Ame-
rican way of life.

The Offer is an American bio-
graphical drama television mini-
series based on the recollections
of The Godfather producer Al
Ruddy. Created by Michael Tol-
kin and developed by Tolkin and
Nikki Toscano for Paramount+.
The series follows the develop-
ment and production of Francis
Ford Coppola's landmark gang-
ster film The Godfather (1972) for
Paramount Pictures. Miles Teller,
Matthew Goode, Giovanni Ribisi,
Colin Hanks, Dan Fogler, Juno
Temple, and Burn Gorman all star.

It's fun to see the iconic scenes
recreated (especially Michael’'s
killing of Sollozzo and McCluskey)
and the cast are clearly having a
ball; Teller is a charming, easy-to-
root-for protagonist, Dan Fogler
is a captivating Coppola - his
relationship with Patrick Gallo’s
Mario Puzo is a delight - and Burn
Gorman has a blast as the blunt
Bluhdorn. But the standout is
Matthew Goode’s charismatic
Evans, full of both swagger and
sadness, believable as a hard-
headed businessman who still
has a feel for his art. The show
does a good job of highlighting
the contributions of women often
erased from Godfather narratives,
especially Paramount casting
exec Andrea Eastman (Stephanie
Koenig) and Ruddy’s assistant
Bettye McCartt (a terrific Juno
Temple), whose industry nous
saves the day on numerous
occasions.

Albert Ruddy

Albert Stotland Ruddy (March
28, 1930 — May 25, 2024) was
a Canadian-American film and
television producer. He produced
The Godfather (1972) and Million
Dollar Baby (2004), both of which
won him the Academy Award for
Best Picture, and co-created the
CBS sitcom Hogan's Heroes
(1965-1971).

In 1972, he produced The God-
father, an adaptation of Mario
Puzo's novel. During the develop-
ment of The Godfather, Ruddy
held secret meetings with Joseph
Colombo, Colombo's son and
even 1,500 delegates of the Ita-
lian-American Civil Rights League
which led to him gaining trust that
the film would not stereotype or
defame ltalian-Americans. His
numerous meetings with Anthony
Colombo proved very productive
in gaining trust from the League

and the Colombo Family. The
film was a massive success both
commercially and critically, and
is regarded as one of the best films
ever made, as well as a land-
mark of the gangster genre. The
film was nominated for eleven
Academy Awards and won three
— including Ruddy's first of two
Oscars for Best Picture.

The Kid Stays in the Picture
Author: Robert Evans

Chronicling his high-drama
life, Evans paints a riveting, self-
promoting picture of his 30-year
career in the film industry, from
his 1956 debut in Man of a Thou-
sand Faces to his lengthy stint,
beginning in 1967, as the head
of Paramount Pictures, where he
oversaw the production of such
cinematic hits as Barefoot in the
Park; The Odd Couple; Goodbye,
Columbus; Harold and Maude;
Rosemary's Baby; The Godfather;
Love Story; and Chinatown.

In a predictably confident, often
feisty tone, Evans describes his
rise, fall and what he calls his
recent return to the upper eche-
lons of Tinseltown power, as he
recalls personal encounters with,
and memories of, such show-biz
brand names as Errol Flynn,
James Cagney, Jack Nicolson,
Mia Farrow, Mike Todd, Francis
Ford Coppola and two of his
wives, Ali MacGraw and Phyllis
George.

Offering a real insider's view of
Hollywood, Evans's memoir is
easily worth the price of admis-
sion.

Mario Puzo

Mario Francis Puzo (October
15, 1920 — July 2, 1999) was an
American author and screen-
writer. He wrote crime novels
about the Italian-American Mafia
and Sicilian Mafia, most notably
The Godfather (1969), which he
later co-adapted into a film trilo-
gy directed by Francis Ford
Coppola.

He received the Academy
Award for Best Adapted Screen-
play for the first film in 1972 and
for Part Il in 1974.

Puzo also wrote the original
screenplay for the 1978 Superman
film and its 1980 sequel.

His final novel, The Family, was
released posthumously in 2001.

In 1969, Puzo's best-known
work, The Godfather, was pub-
lished. Puzo stated that this story
came from research into organ-
ised crime, not from personal ex-
perience, and that he was looking
to write something that would
have wide popular appeal.

The novel remained on The
New York Times Best Seller list
for 67 weeks and sold over nine
million copies in two years.

Paramount Pictures originally

found out about Puzo's novel in
1967 when a literary scout for the
company contacted then Para-
mount Vice President of Produc-
tion Peter Bart about Puzo's un-
finished sixty-page manuscript.
Bart believed the work was "much
beyond a Mafia story" and of-
fered Puzo a $12,500 option for
the work, with an option for
$80,000 if the finished work were
made into a film. Despite Puzo's
agent telling him to turn down the
offer, Puzo was desperate for
money and accepted the deal.
Paramount's Robert Evans relates
that, when they met in early 1968,
he offered Puzo the $12,500 deal
for the 60-page manuscript titled
Mafia after the author confided
in him that he urgently needed
$10,000 to pay off gambling debts.
The film received three awards
of its 11 Oscar category nomina-
tions, including Puzo's Oscar for
Best Adapted Screenplay.

Francis Ford Coppola

Francis Ford Coppola (born 7
April 1939) is an American film
director, producer, and screen-
writer. He is considered one of
the leading figures of the New
Hollywood film movement and
is widely considered one of the
greatest directors of all time.
Coppola is the recipient of five
Academy Awards, six Golden
Globe Awards, two Palmes d'Or,
and a BAFTA Award.

After directing The Rain People
in 1969, Coppola co-wrote Patton
(1970), which earned him the
Academy Award for Best Original
Screenplay along with Edmund
H. North. Coppola's reputation as
a filmmaker was cemented with
the release of The Godfather
(1972) which won three Acade-
my Awards for Best Picture, Best
Actor and Best Adapted Screen-
play and revolutionised the gang-
ster genre of filmmaking, recei-
ving strong commercial and criti-
cal reception. He directed The
Godfather Part Il (1974) which
also won Best Picture with Cop-
pola earning the Best Director.

Also in 1974, Coppola released
the thriller The Conversation,
which received the Palme d'Or
at the Cannes Film Festival. His
next film, the war epic Apoca-
lypse Now (1979), which had a
notoriously lengthy and strenu-
ous production, was widely ac-
claimed for vividly depicting the
Vietnam War. It also won the
Palme d'Or, making Coppola one
of only ten filmmakers to have
won the award twice. Coppola
later directed notable films such
as The Outsiders and Rumble
Fish (both 1983), The Cotton Club
(1984), Peggy Sue Got Married
1986), The Godfather Part Ill
1990), Bram Stoker's Dracula
1992) and The Rainmaker
1997). Coppola has acted as

P
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producer on such diverse films
as American Graffiti (1973), The
Black Stallion (1979), The Escape
Artist (1982), Hammett (1982),
Mishima: A Life in Four Chapters
(1985) and The Secret Garden
(1993).

Did Frank Sinatra almost
beat up Mario Puzo over
The Godfather?

There’s a moment in the first
episode of The Offer in which
Mario Puzo (Patrick Gallo) spots
Frank Sinatra (Frank John Hughes)
at a Hollywood restaurant and
decides to tell him how much
he means to him. Unfortunately,
Frank quickly realizes this fanboy
is none other than the author of
The Godfather and things esca-
late quickly. In real life, Sinatra re-
portedly believed that the book’s
drunken, philandering lounge
singer Johnny Fontaine was based
on him. Puzo long denied that
Fontaine was anything but a fic-
tional character, but the portrayal
rubbed OI’ Blue Eyes the wrong
way. In a 2009 Vanity Fair fea-
ture, Al Ruddy recalled Sinatra
threatening Puzo one night in
1970 at the well-known L.A. ea-
tery Chasen’s. (Fun fact: this
anecdote is actually what inspired
The Offer creator Michael Tolkin
to make the series.)

Ruddy claimed that Sinatra was
suing the movie and encouraged
Puzo not to go over and chat with
the singer. But someone steered
Puzo over to Sinatra’s table where
the crooner, according to Ruddy,
started screaming at the author,
“I ought to break your legs” and
“Did the F.B.I. help you with your
book?” In Puzo’s 1972 essay “The
Making of The Godfather,” he
alleged that Sinatra called him
a pimp and threatened “to beat
the hell out of me.” But what upset
Puzo most was “a Northern Ita-
lian, threatening me, a Southern
Italian, with physical violence,” he
wrote, calling it “roughly equiva-
lent to Einstein pulling a knife on
Al Capone.”

Surprisingly, Sinatra didn’t seem
to have any beef with Coppola,
who told USAToday back in March,
that he ran into the legendary
singer before shooting on The
Godfather began. “He sort of
jokingly said, ‘Why don’t we buy
this [movie] from Paramount and
I'll play the godfather,” Coppola
said. “That’s what | recall.”

The Mob Museum

The Mob Museum, officially the
National Museum of Organized
Crime and Law Enforcement, is
a history museum located in
Downtown Las Vegas, Nevada,

United States.

Opened on February 14, 2012,
the Mob Museum is dedicated
to featuring the artifacts, stories,
and history of organized crime in
the United States, as well as the
actions and initiatives by law en-
forcement to prevent such crimes.
The museum is housed in the
former Las Vegas Post Office and
Courthouse, which was built in
1933 and is listed on the National
Register of Historic Places. The
museum is located on Stewart
Avenue, two blocks north of Fre-
mont Street, the main artery of
the downtown casino district.

Developed under the creative
direction of Dennis Barrie, co-
creator of the International Spy
Museum and the Rock and Roll
Hall of Fame. The museum is
dedicated to the contentious rela-
tionship between organized crime
and law enforcement within the
historical context of Las Vegas
and the entire United States.

Well worth a visit if you are in
Las Vegas.

The Apprentice

Ali Abbasi’s incredible new film
is superbly acted and brilliantly
directed. He is an Iranian now
based in Denmark, who came to
international prominence with
the exceptional BORDER a few
years ago before he made the
gripping HOLY SPIDER.

Gabriel Sherman’s multi-lay-
ered screenplay rates amongst
the best of the year. Itis not en-
tirely a political satire, but it takes
an outsider’s point to view to tell
this very American kind of story
and Abbasi does exactly that.
The time is the early seventies,
and the story follows a young
Donald Trump (Sebastian Stan)
during the period of his life when
his family was facing financial
problems and owing a great deal
of taxes.

His speech pat-
terns and body language are
identical to Trump without ever
sending him up. Strong is brilliant
too as the snake like Cohn and
so is Maria Bakalova as Trump’s
first wife Ivana.

Is Mine

The French veteran director
Francois Ozon brings to the

screen another little gem - this
time a delectable comedy set in
1930’s Paris which is adapted
from the 1934 play by Georges
Berr and Louis Verneuil.

His partnership with Art Garfunkel
was made in heaven and their
subsequent success with the
soundtrack for THE GRADUATE
led into international recognition.

Gibney compliments his excel-
lent film with rare archive mate-
rial from those early days as well
as when Simon started a solo
career following the breakup of
his partnership when Garfunkel
was lured into Hollywood.

City Of God

Fernando Meirelles’ incredible
film is sadly as relevant and ur-
gent today as the day it was first
released 21 years ago.

The compelling stories of a
group of kids growing up in the
Rio’s impoverished favelas are
told by Rocket (Alexandre Rodri-
gues), a teenager struggling to
keep away from violence and
crime and become a photogra-
pher as well as win the heart of
Angelica (Alicia Braga)....

It is superbly directed and
sharply edited highlighting the
relentless violence, which is un-
settling from its very first sequence
when a chicken is caught up in
the middle of a brutal confronta-
tion between two gangs.

The power of love

here was a moment dur-
I ing the English National
Opera production of La
bohéme (London Coliseum)
when | noticed that my typically
phlegmatic and stoical compan-
ion was wiping away tears. This
was her first opera and maybe
she was overcome by the beauty
of Puccini’s exquisite music or
the intensity of the love shared
by Mimi and Rodolfo. By the time
we reached that unbearably sad
final scene, where Mimi dies vir-
tually unnoticed as Rodolfo and
his friends are seeking a miracle
medicinal cure, she was crying
uncontrollably. It was that kind
of evening as Jonathan Miller’s
2009 production, this revival di-
rected by Crispin Lord, gave us
an unflinching tragedy peppered
with moments of brilliant Miller
wit and comedy which both soften
and light the way into eventual
darkness.
As poet Rodolfo and painter
Marcello struggle with the bitter

Parisian winter, they decide to
burn the former’s latest play to
keep warm. They are joined by
a philosopher and a musician,
the latter bringing with him food,
wine fuel and money. Cause for
celebration perhaps, it is Christ-
mas after all. Not so fast, the
landlord Benoit arrives — a lovely
cameo by Paul Sheehan — to
collect the rent and so the four
men devise a trick to avoid pay-
ing. A scene of much fun and fri-
volity which includes a loopy, blo-
kish interpretation of the dance
of The Little Cygnets from Swan
Lake, enthusiastically applauded
by the audience. Mission accom-
plished, three of them head off to
the Latin Quarter leaving Rodolfo
behind to do what poets do.
Neighbour Mimi arrives and be-
fore you can say Joyeux Noél
they are declaring their love for
each other.

Isabella Bywater’s set and
costumes are interminably grey,
which though contextually appro-

priate, needed an extra je ne sais
quoi to lift the gloom. However,
the revolving set is clever and
effective in mixing up both loca-
tion and atmosphere, all brought
to life by the local denizens, and
the performance’s undoubtedly
warm the cockles of your heart
and bring an abundance of col-
our and contrast. Madeline Bore-
ham’s Mimi sings with her heart
and soul, which is to be expec-
ted, but it is her technical ability
that stands out, a clarion call of
pinging clarity. Similarly, ENO
debutant Joshua Blue, is superb
as Rodolfo, a strong and power-
ful presence, his thrilling tenor
sound reaching an apogee of
emotion during his time with
Mimi in Act 3.

However, it is Musetta, played
by another debutante Vuvu
Mpofu, who provides moments
of great excitement and vivacity
as she fills the stage with charis-
ma and buoyant singing, throw-
ing her whole being into the

character. Her transformation
from buoyant to a whimpering
field mouse as tragedy beckons
is heart-rending. Completing the
posse of Coliseum debuts is an
impressive Clelia Cafiero (first
ever in the UK in fact) in the pit,
a conductor willing to play with
both tempi and expression which
keeps the musicians on their toes
and offers something fresh to an
otherwise familiar score. Crispin
Lord and his team have brought
something new and inspirational
to Miller’s original, in this cente-
nary year of Puccini’'s death.
Bravo. You have two days to see
it (fonight and Saturday). My com-
panion? She’s going again this
evening.

Unfortunately, Athasha Lyon-
nais cannot offer similar satis-
faction...

Sixty-five years on from its
initial debut — the first by a Black
woman on Broadway - Lorraine
Hansberry's A Raisin In The Sun
(Lyric, Hammersmith) has lost
none of its punch. The play fol-
lows the Youngers, a black family
in Chicago who are looking for a
way out of poverty. Steely matri-
arch Lena wants to move to a
white neighbourhood, seeing the
security of home ownership as
the solution, while her son Walter
Lee plans to buy a liquor store in
the run-down area in which they
live, to provide a more affluent
life for his wife and son. Head-
strong younger sister Beneatha
wants to become a doctor - most
of her story in the play involves
a love triangle between her and
two potential suitors.

Tinuke Craig's direction how-
ever, lets the source material
down - the lighting, sound design
and staging are too full of con-
temporary, non-naturalistic flour-
ishes - it's all transparent walls
atonal musical cues - not really
adding anything to the kitchen
sink drama mood this demands.
The set too, betrays the tone.
The characters are complaining
about the cramped conditions
they share, but the spacious
stage of the lyric Hammersmith
doesn't lend that description any
credibility. The acting, too, unfor-
tunately felt badly suited to the
space and material. Aside from a
genuinely fantastic performance
from Solomon Israel as Walter
Lee, all angry twitching energy
with nowhere to go, the acting
was telenovela-grade, and quiet.

| wish | could be more positive
about this adaptation. It's a true
classic, and still stands head and
shoulders above so many other
plays that try and tackle the prob-
lems of race, class, social mobi-
lity and assimilation. Neverthe-
less, there's enough potential

here to offer some contentment.

Finally, Rubina Kangaris is rapt
by an epic theatrical voyage...

Steffano Massini’s The Lehman
Trilogy, adapted by Ben Power
is an epic saga about the rise
and fall of the Lehman Empire.
It charts the arrival of Hayum
(Henry) Lehman in New York in
1844 from his hometown in Rim-
par, Bavaria, followed closely by
his two brothers, Mendal (Ema-
nuel) and Mayer. Their business
has its humble beginnings in a
tiny cotton store in Montgomery,
Alabama, but in a matter of years
they have cornered the raw cot-
ton market in the US. Here the
term ‘middlemen’ is born as they
buy the cotton from the planta-
tions in the South and sell it to
the factories in the North. Their
resourcefulness and ingenuity
took the business on a meteoric
trajectory from cotton traders to
bankers to investment bankers
over 164 years. It survived the
Civil War and two World wars as
well as the stock market crash
of 1929. The Lehman brothers
also played a part in the rebuild-
ing of the South post the Civil
War. The fall was also equally
dramatic but no member of the
Lehman family was a part of its
downfall.

This new production at the
Gillian Lynne Theatre is as
riveting as the first at The Na-
tional Theatre. John Heffernan’s
Henry is just as captivating as
Simon Russell Beale was in
2018. Aaron Krohn’s Mayer and
Howard Overshown’s Emanuel
are equally scintillating as his
younger brothers. The three ac-
tors metamorphose from brothers
to lovers, from bawling babies to
rabbis and smoothly shape-shift
their way through the three hours.
Es Devlin’s ingenious set of steel,
glass and black leather are mod-
ern and austere juxtaposed by
the gentle lilting melodies from
the piano. Itis a ‘must see’ pro-
duction and don't let the three
hours put you off. Theatre of this
quality, captivating storytelling,
superbly acted and directed, is
worth every moment of your
time.

Phenomenal 2-1 win for Greece against England at Wembley

ee Carsley’s tactical gam-
Lble backfired as England
crashed to a shock 2-1
‘defeat against emotional Greece
in the Nations League on Thurs-
day.

Vangelis Pavlidis’s second
half strike put Greece ahead at
Wembley just 24 hours after the
tragic death of team-mate George
Baldock.

Jude Bellingham looked to
have spared Carsley’s blushes
with a late equaliser, but Pavlidis
struck again in stoppage-time
to hand the England interim man-
ager the first defeat of his reign.

England were booed off at the
final whistle, signalling the end
of Carsley’s honeymoon period
after victories over Ireland and
Finland in his first games in

charge in September.

Carsley had earned plaudits
for his attacking game-plan in
those matches, which stood in
stark contrast to his ultra-cautious
predecessor Gareth Southgate.

But he went a step too far
against Greece, deploying an un-
usual line-up featuring no recog-
nised striker as he opted to pack
the team with five attacking mid-
fielders.

With England captain Harry
Kane sidelined by the injury
he suffered playing for Bayern
Munich last weekend, Carsley
ignored the claims of Ollie Wat-
kins and Dominic Solanke.

Bellingham and Phil Foden,
both used to playing deeper
for England, were the nominal
strikers, with Bukayo Saka and

Anthony Gordon on the flanks
and Cole Palmer taking up a
central midfield role instead of
the number 10 position in which
he thrives for Chelsea.

It was familiar territory for
Carsley, who led England’s
Under-21s to European Cham-
pionship glory last year using a
formation without a striker that
featured Palmer in midfield.

But England never adapted to
the system and were constantly
unhinged by Greece counter-
attacks with only Declan Rice
acting as a defensive midfielder.

In attack, Foden and Belling-
ham often got in the way of each
other and England mustered
just one shot on target in the
first 75 minutes

England sit second in Nations

League B2 group, three points
behind Greece, with Carsley fac-
ing accusations of tactical naivety
and now in need of a victory in
Finland on Sunday to reignite his
hopes of taking charge of the
Three Lions on a permanent basis.

There was a minute’s silence
just before kick-off for Baldock,
an English-born Greece interna-
tional who drowned in his swim-
ming pool in Athens.

And Baldock, who joined
Greek side Panathinaikos from
Sheffield United earlier this year,
was given a fitting tribute by his
team’s dynamic victory.

Bellingham, back after missing
the opening games of Carsley’s
reign, was often played as a
false nine for Real Madrid last
season. He went close to an early

opener when his curler from the
edge of the area forced a superb
tip over from Odysseas Vlacho-
dimos.

But, foreshadowing the
problems to come, Jordan Pick-
ford was fortunate to escape
unscathed after the England
keeper carelessly lost posses-
sion to Anastasios Bakasetas,
whose shot forced Levi Colwill
to make a brilliant stretching
clearance off the line.

England’s wasteful finishing

. came back to haunt them in the

49th minute when Pavlidis took
Giorgos Masouras’s pass, deftly
wriggled past four defenders in
the area and planted a fine finish
into the far corner from 12 yards.

In a touching tribute to their
former team-mate, Pavlidis held

up his black armband as he ran
to the Greece fans, while seve-
ral of his team-mates displayed
a shirt with Baldock’s name and
number.

Carsley’s no-striker experiment
ended after 60 minutes when he
sent on Watkins for Gordon and
moved Bellingham into midfield,
while Foden was replaced to
make way for Solanke.

Bellingham looked to have
saved England in the 87th minute
as he lashed home after Sol-
anke’s cutback reached him on
the edge of the area.

But an alarming evening for
Carsley reached a fitting conclu-
sion in stoppage-time when Pav-
lidis drilled low past Pickford after
Colwill and Rico Lewis made a
hash of clearing the danger.
