Mohamed Salah’s late equaliser
earned Liverpool a 2-2 draw
with rivals Arsenal on Sunday
but the single point was not
enough for the Reds to reclaim
top spot in the Premier League,
leaving champions Manchester
City at the summit.

Manchester United suffered a
2-1 loss to West Ham United
that will surely put manager Erik
ten Hag firmly back in the hot
seat, while Crystal Palace beat
Tottenham Hotspur 1-0 for their
first Premier League win of the
season on Sunday.

Also in London, goals by Nico-
las Jackson and Cole Palmer
earned Chelsea a 2-1 home win
over Newcastle to propel them
to fifth place.

After their win against South-
ampton on Saturday, City have

23 points from nine games to
lead Liverpool by a point, while
Arsenal are third with 18.

At the Emirates Stadium, Bu-
kayo Saka gave Arsenal the
lead in the ninth minute when
he ran on to Ben White’s ball
over the top for a 50th Premier
League goal on his return from
injury.

“Virgil van Dijk equalised nine
minutes later, nodding home a
Luis Diaz flick-on from a corner,
but Mikel Merino scored his first
Arsenal goal just before half-
time, meeting Declan Rice’s
free-kick with a bullet header
upheld after a VAR review for
offside.

Liverpool improved after the
break and Salah levelled in the
81st minute with a calm tap-in
from Darwin Nunez’s cross.

At West Ham’s London Sta-
dium, Jarrod Bowen converted

a controversial last-gasp pen-
alty to defeat Manchester
United in a fluctuating clash be-
tween two struggling sides.
Crysencio Summerville scored
his first goal in a West Ham shirt
as the hosts climbed past their
visitors to 13th in the table on
11 points after nine games.
Manchester United are 14th on
the same points.

Crystal Palace climbed out of
the relegation zone with a
much-needed victory thanks to
a Jean-Philippe Mateta goal,
easing the pressure on man-
ager Oliver Glasner.

Palace moved up to 17th with
six points, two points clear of
the drop zone, while Spurs re-
main eighth with 13 points.
“Every day in training, | always
want to show the manager that
I'm fit and can score for the
team... | say every time, if he

(Eze) plays good then we would
win. Today he gave me the
pass.”

Goals by Nicolas Jackson and
Cole Palmer earned Chelsea
their narrow win over Newcastle
in the latest sign of progress for
the Blues under coach Enzo
Maresca.

Jackson rounded off a sweep-
ing counter-attack to give Chel-
sea the lead in the 18th minute,
converting a perfect cross by
Pedro Neto. The home fans at
Stamford Bridge roared their
approval as the Londoners
dominated Newcastle with their
fast-passing game, before New-
castle equalised against the run
of play when Alexander Isak
converted a cross by Lewis Hall
in the 32nd minute.

Barely a minute into the second
half, Palmer restored Chelsea’s
lead when he picked up a pass
from Romeo Lavia close to the
halfway line, raced to the edge
of the box and fired a low shot
past Nick Pope.

Manchester City did just
enough to beat lowly South-
ampton 1-0 thanks to an early
Erling Haaland goal on Sat-
urday.

High-flying Aston Villa had to
settle for a 1-1 draw with visiting
Bournemouth after conceding
at the death as late goals were
a feature of the afternoon’s en-
tertainment.

Brentford clawed back a two-

goal deficit to beat Ipswich Town
4-3, Wolverhampton Wanderers
left Brighton & Hove Albion with
a 2-2 draw after a stoppage-
time equaliser and Beto’s injury-
time header earned Everton a
1-1 draw with Fulham.

Unai Emery’s Villa climbed and
stretched their unbeaten run to
11 games in all competitions,
although a late Evanilson
header for Bournemouth can-
celled out Ross Barkley’s
opener for the dominant hosts.
Villa peppered Bournemouth’s
goal from the start, squandering
several chances before second-
half substitute Barkley hooked
the ball home from close range
in the 76th minute from a Leon
Bailey knock-down.
Bournemouth went searching
for a leveller in stoppage time
and struck in the 96th minute
when Brazilian forward Evanil-
son lost his marker and glanced
Marcus Tavernier’s superb free-
kick past goalkeeper Emi Mar-
tinez.

Wolves’ Matheus Cunha netted
a superb stoppage-time equal-
iser at Brighton as they came
from two goals down to grab a
point that lifts them off the bot-
tom of the table.

The Seagulls dominated the
first half but it took until the 45th
minute for the home side to
break the deadlock with a slick
finish from Danny Welbeck.
The game looked over when
Brighton substitute Evan Fergu-
son turned and shot into the
bottom-left corner in the 86th.

But Wanderers’ Rayan Ait-Nouri
lashed home a loose ball after
a corner two minutes later to set
up a grandstand finish, with
Cunha rattling the ball into the
net in the third minute of stop-
page time for a most unlikely
draw.

The point — only the second of
the season for Wolves — takes
them up a place to 19th, one

Rachel Reeves delivered her
first budget, yesterday 30th Oc-
tober in a packed Parliament.

Reeves, the UK'’s first female
chancellor a Labour member of
Parliament for Leeds West and
Pudsey in her first speech re-
iterated ‘the scale and serious-
ness of the situation that Labour
inherited (from the Tories) can-
not be underestimated together
the hole in our public finance
that recurs every year, the com-
pensation schemes they did not
want and their failure to assess,
the scale of the challenges face
our public services, means that
this budget bases taxes by 40
billion.

Any chancellor standing here
today will have to face this real-
ity and any responsible chan-
cellor would take action. That is
why today | am restoring stabil-

ity to our public finances and re-
building our public services”.

Below is a summary of some of
the major points of the budget.

National Insurance: Em-
ployers' National Insurance con-
tributions will rise from 13.8% to
15%, and the threshold at which
they have to pay it will drop from
£9,100 to £5,000. But there's
some relief for employers in that
employment allowance - which
allows companies to reduce
their NI liability - will increase
from £5,000 to £10,500.

Income tax: Despite predictions
that Reeves might continue the
freeze in income tax thresholds
beyond 2028-29, she said that
after that they would go up in
line with inflation.

Capital Gains Tax: For higher

rate tax payers, on assets such
as shares this will go up from
20% to 24%, for lower rate tax
payers, it will rise from 10% to
18%. On residential property,
the rates will remain at 24% and
18%.

Non-dom taxation: The non-
dom tax regime will be abol-
ished from April 2025.

Carer's Allowance: Full-time
carers will be able to earn more
without losing their allowance -
the maximum earnings thres-
hold will rise from £151 to £195
a week.

Alcohol duty: Tax on draught
drinks will be cut by 1.7%, while
non-draught drinks will see a
rise in line with RPI - the higher
measure of inflation.

Fuel duty: The 5p cut to fuel

duty on petrol and diesel, due
to end in April 2025, will be kept
for another year.

Stamp duty: From tomorrow,
the stamp duty land surcharge
for second-homes raises by 2%
to 5%.

Air passenger duty: On private
jets, Reeves is increasing the
rate of air passenger duty by a
further 50%.

The UK’s national minimum
wage is to rise by a higher than
expected 6.7% next year.

Reacting to the Budget, Tory
leader Rishi Sunak calls it "an
enormous borrowing spree"
which contains "broken promise
after broken promise".

UK Foreign Office updates travel advice for Cyprus
with Middle East risk reference

The UK'’s Foreign Office up-
dated its travel advice for Cy-
prus and other countries of the
region over the weekend, add-
ing a reference to the escala-
tion risk of the conflict in the
Middle East, particularly the
hostilities between Israel and
Lebanon.

On the ‘Regional risks’ page
the added paragraphs read:
“Ongoing hostilities in the re-
gion and between Israel and
Lebanon could escalate quickly

and pose risks for the wider re-
gion."

“On 1 October, Iran launched
around 200 ballistic missiles at
Israel. On 26 October, Israel
carried out military action
against Iran.”

A similar update has been
applied to the travel advice for
countries such as Turkey,
Egypt, Tunisia, Bahrain, Kuwait
and the UAE.

President of the Republic of
Cyprus, Nikos Christodou-
lides, has received an invita-
tion to meet with US Pres-
ident, Joe Biden, at the White
House in Washington DC on
Wednesday, October 30.

The governments of the Re-
public of Cyprus and the
United States of America
launched a Strategic Dialogue
in Nicosia on October 23,
2024, with the attendance of
high-level representatives
from both governments.

The meeting between the two
presidents in Washington is
the first ever since 1996 when
then President, the late Glaf-
kos Klerides, met with Pres-
ident Clinton.

The meeting is set for 1530
UK time (1130 local time) and
US President Joe Biden is ex-
pected to reiterate US support
for a bizonal, bicommunal fed-
eration with political equality
for all Cypriots, in a meeting
with the President of the Re-
public, Press Secretary Karine
Jean-Pierre said yesterday.
"On October 30, President Jo-
seph R. Biden, Jr. will host
President Nikos Christodou-
lides of the Republic of Cyprus
for a bilateral meeting at the
White House. Building on the
successful inaugural U.S.-Re-
public of Cyprus Strategic Dia-
logue, launched on October
23, the leaders will discuss a
range of global issues, includ-
ing energy security and co-
operation, events in the Mid-
dle East, and continued robust
support to Ukraine in its de-
fense against Russian aggres-
sion", her statement reads.
"Acknowledging the 50th an-
niversary of the island’s divi-
sion, President Biden will re-
iterate U.S. support for a
bizonal, bicommunal feder-
ation with political equality for
all Cypriots" Karine Jean-
Pierre concludes.
Government Spokesperson
Konstantinos Letymbiotis said
that the meeting is a “tangible
indication” of the constantly

expanding diplomatic footprint
of the Republic of Cyprus.
Cyprus has been divided
since 1974, when Turkey in-
vaded and occupied its north-
ern third.

Repeated rounds of UN-led
peace talks have so far failed
to yield results.

The latest round of negotia-
tions, in July 2017 at the Swiss
resort of Crans-Montana
ended inconclusively.

Foreign Affairs Minister Kon-
stantinos Kombos has said
that the meeting that will take
place between the Presidents
of the USA and Cyprus on
Wednesday in Washington will
be of a symbolic importance
and of political significance.
He said that he expects it to
be a productive discussion at
the highest level, a discussion
which will be a continuation of
the strategic dialogue Cyprus
and the US had a few days
ago in Nicosia.

In terms of the agenda, he
said, they will discuss bilateral
relations on a number of is-
sues related to relations at the
level of citizens, business-to-
business relations, investment
issues, issues related to bilat-
eral cooperation in the area
where the situation, as he
noted, is extremely difficult.
Kombos recalled that there is
a cooperation with the US that
goes back several months
noting that it is something that
both sides want to build
further. They will also discuss,
he said, issues concerning the
evacuation of citizens, ie how
a crisis in the region can be
managed on the basis of a
synchronized reaction or as-
sistance from Cyprus to the
USA.

He said that they will of course
raise the Cyprus issue, stress-
ing that "for us it is an issue of
existential importance. It will
be raised from our side, but
we take it for granted that it
will also be raised from the US
side," the Minister said.

forefathers fought”.

The Deputy Minister also noted that “the highest
duty and primary concern of the government, of
President Nikos Christodoulides, is the termina-
tion of the occupation, the reunification of our
country and our people”.

Raouna referred to the informal dinner held re-
cently in New York, convened by the UN Secre-

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Battles of

Alexander the Great

military leaders in history. In 336 BC, at the age of

20, he succeeded his father, Philip II, as king of
Macedonia. He then began a series of aggressive military
campaigns to secure the territories already under his con-
trol - and expand his rule eastward.

1. The Battle of Thebes (335 BC)

After the assassination of his father, King Philip Il, many
of the conquered Greek nations to the south believed the
transition of power to be a possible time to stage a bid to
regain their independence. One of the most prominent of
these was Thebes. Emboldened by reports of Alexander
falling in battle with the Triballi tribe to the north, Thebes
launched their rebellion with the verbal support of Athens.
However, Alexander was far from dead, and he immedi-
ately took steps to quell the unrest, performing a quick march
south with his army. The Macedonians moved so quickly
that, at first, their Greek opponents wouldn’t believe it
could be Alexander, still arguing that he must have died
and it was a different Alexander commanding the soldiers
now moving towards them.

However, the other Greek city-states abandoned Thebes,
and Alexander laid siege to the city. One of his command-
ers launched an early attack without orders, forcing Alex-
ander’s hand and the start of a full-scale assault. The
Macedonians successfully breached the walls, and a major
slaughter took place within the city.

Q lexander the Great stands as one of the most iconic

2. Battle of Granicus (334 BC)

Granicus was Alexander's first encounter with Persian
forces on the battlefield. It was a comparatively minor en-
gagement, though an important first victory for the advanc-
ing Macedonians. The Persians did not yet understand the
exceptional talent of their enemy and had moved a smaller
force quickly to engage with Alexander as he first entered
Asia Minor (modern-day Turkey). He arrived at the banks
of the Granicus River late in the day to find the Persian
forces camped on the other side. Most commanders would
not have wanted to begin a battle so late in the day. Alex-
ander took advantage of that fact to surprise the Persians
with his assault, leaving them minimal time to bring up
their infantry behind the cavalry that formed the forefront.

The left wing of the Macedonian army kicked off the
attack, taking heavy casualties in the riverbed. However,
they successfully drew the attention of the Persians and
turned their line slightly in that direction. After holding back
for the shift, Alexander led his Companion Cavalry in an
attack on the right flank. The fighting was fierce as Alexan-
der and the closest soldiers crested the riverbank, and Ale-
xander was almost killed in the moments that followed.
Still, when the remainder of the cavalry had made it across,
the battle was essentially won.

3. Battle of Issus (333 BC)

Issus was the site of the first direct encounter between
Alexander and King Darius, both commanding their armies
in a full-scale battle against one another. Alexander had
been heading south from the town of Issus in an attempt
the intercept the Persian King, unaware that Darius had
already headed north, looking for the Macedonian forces.
Learning, to his surprise, that Darius was already behind
him, Alexander turned his army back, and confronted the
Persians at the Pinarus River. Darius, who believed he was
chasing a retreating Macedonian army, was caught for battle
in an area that heavily disadvantaged his larger force.

Although the Persian army greatly outnumbered the
Macedonians, the battlefield was bordered on one side by
the Gulf of Issus and on the other by the rough terrain of the
foothills of the Amanus Mountains, limiting the number of
soldiers he could send into battle at one time and almost
neutralising his powerful cavalry forces. Alexander took full
advantage of his well-chosen ground and his tactical know-
ledge. Fully aware that the numbers were on the Persians’
side, he employed the same strategy that he would later use
at Gaugamela — get to King Darius. Killing, capturing, or
forcing the Persian King to flee the field would present

him with victory.

The Persians fought fiercely and caused many casualties
on the flanks, but Alexander and his Companion Cavalry
eventually succeeded at their plan to punch through the
middle in a daring wedge attack and come up on the flank
of Darius’ personal guard. Darius was forced to flee the bat-
tlefield or risk losing the entire war and all of Persia, and his
retreating army suffered heavy losses as the Macedonians
pursued them from the field.

4. Siege of Tyre (332 BC)

The great city of Tyre was a wealthy metropolis and was
already over two millennia old by Alexander’s era. Located
on the eastern shores of ancient Syria, it was a strategic
harbour port with incredible defences. By the time Alexander
arrived outside the walls of Tyre, he had conquered much
of the coast of Asia Minor.

Undeterred by the natural defences of the island fortress
of Tyre, Alexander instructed his men to build a mole through
the harbour to support a bridge. When the Tyrians attacked
with archers, the Macedonians held up cured animal skins
to screen their workers. The Tyrians responded by sending
a blazing boat crashing into the mole and bridge construc-
tion and setting it on fire. The Macedonians restarted con-
struction, soon protected by the arrival of their fleet.
Alexander mounted his siege materials onto his ships to
harass the walls, and again the Tyrians returned by sending
swimmers to cut the ships’ anchor ropes, leading to one
of the first uses of anchor chains.

Despite the strength of Tyre, after six months, the mole
was complete, and the Macedonian army crossed over at the
same time that their floating siege array brought rams and
siege towers to the walls. Alexander led the charge himself,
as he usually did, running across a rickety plank of wood
from a siege tower onto the wall of Tyre and encouraging
his men to follow. Follow him they did, and Tyre fell to the
onslaught.

5. The Battle of Gaugamela (331 BC)

Alexander entered the battle with about 47,000 cam-
paign-hardened soldiers. According to ancient sources,
the opposing Persians numbered close to 120,000.

Alexander knew his army could not stand up to the sheer
numbers of his foes for very long. He realised his only option
for victory was to quickly capture or kill King Darius, who was
stationed near the centre of the Persian lines surrounded
by his elite royal guard, the Immortals. Alexander’s best
general, Parmenion, was charged with holding a defensive
position on the left flank for as long as possible. Alexander
took command of the right. With infantrymen concealed
among his cavalry, he ran to the right, forcing the Persian
left flank to make a decision to follow him. When he had
drawn the Persian cavalry out, his men attacked, surprising
them with the hidden infantry.

The tactic accomplished Alexander’s goal, pulling the
Persian left and creating a gap in their lines. He reformed his
Companion cavalry into a wedge formation and charged
for the Persian centre and for Darius. The fierce fighting
drew near enough to force Darius’ retreat, and with the with-
drawal of the king, the remainder of the Persian army broke
and fled. Many were slaughtered as they attempted to flee.
Although Darius’ escape meant that Persia officially still
stood, he had no means to raise another army, and Gau-
gamela essentially decided the war in Alexander’s favour.

6. Persian Gate (330 BC)

Alexander proceeded to move through Persia, taking
possession of the major cities of the empire. He was parti-
cularly eager to make his way to the capital Persepolis, be-
fore someone else could make off with the large treasury
stored there. Alexander sent the slower-moving soldiers
with the baggage train around the mountains under the
command of his general, Parmenion, and moved with the
quickest infantry and cavalry units through a high, narrow
pass in the Zagros Mountains, known as the Persian Gates.
However, the Persian general Ariobarzanes anticipated his
path and positioned his army above the narrow gorge.

When the Macedonians began moving through the pass,
they were fiercely assailed by the Persians above. Catapults,
arrows, and stones were flung at them from above, and
they were forced to withdraw for the first time in their cam-
paign. Yet what was almost Alexander’s first defeat was
turned around when some prisoners of war offered to show
the Macedonians a small path around the main pass. They
warned that it was rocky, narrow terrain, made slick with snow
and ice, but Alexander eagerly accepted. He left the majority
of the army with his general Craterus, under orders to make
it appear as if the Macedonian army remained encamped
and, with a smaller detachment, navigated the treacherous
path around to attack from the rear. At a pre-arranged
trumpet blast, Craterus led his soldiers to attack as well. The
Persian forces were trapped and either killed or forced to
flee, opening the route to Persepolis

7. The Battle of the Jaxartes (329 BC)

The battle took place at the northernmost limits of Ale-
xander’s kingdom after his conquest of Persia. He had little
desire to expand further north, but nomadic Scythian war-
riors began to harass the Macedonians on the northern
border. Alexander could not withdraw from his ambitions
in the south without handling this threat, for reputation as
much as anything else.

The Jaxartes was a river, one the Macedonians had to
cross in order to engage the Scythian warriors, but they be-
came vulnerable to bowshots about halfway across. Alex-
ander ordered essentially suppressing fire from his catapults
on their bank in order to keep the archers at bay. The attack
worked, and kept the Scythians from bow range until Ale-
xander’s own archers had landed on the bank. They now
provided cover for the cavalry and the infantry to land as
well. Practically no organised nation had managed to pin
down and defeat a nomadic army, as their mobility made
it possible for them to quickly retreat and disperse as soon
as it became necessary. However, Alexander sent a small
group of mounted spearmen, almost as a sacrificial force
in order to provoke the Scythians to attack.

This was a move that would never have worked in the
Scythian warrior society, and they didn’t see through the
trick, instead falling for the bait and surrounding the small
Macedonian detachment. The attack locked them in posi-
tion, and Alexander was able to advance swiftly with the rest
of his army. The “sacrificial force” now became a key part of
the battle, blocking the Scythians’ escape, and Alexander’s
infantry held the wings. It was a major loss for the Scythians.
The few that did manage to flee the battlefield, only escaped
further pursuit because Alexander was still weak from a
wound to the neck he had taken in a skirmish shortly before
the battle, and he could not ride a horse for a long period.

8. Sogdian Rock (327 BC)

After the defeat of Darius himself, Alexander was still
faced with ongoing resistance from Darius’ former comman-
ders and soldiers. In Sogdiana, north of Bactria, he found
an organised resistance holed up in @ mountain fortress
known as the Sogdian Rock. It was a mountain cave refuge
with sheer cliff sides all around and late spring snows crea-
ting even more treacherous conditions. The defenders
taking shelter there felt entirely secure, and shouted down
taunts at the Macedonians, telling them they would need
soldiers with wings to be able to take the rock.

Inflamed at the challenge, Alexander sought 300 of his
fittest soldiers and those with climbing experience, and he
offered them huge rewards, twelve talents for the first man
to summit the rock — and large prizes for the runner-ups
as well. The men used rope to harness themselves in
groups and metal tent pegs as pitons and began the climb
in the dead of night. At least 30 fell to their deaths, but in
the morning, those who survived the climb signalled to

Alexander from the top of the peak. He sent a messenger
back to the enemy, demanding their surrender once again
and responding that he had found soldiers with wings.
Terrified by the sight of the Macedonians above them,
they surrendered.

9. Hydaspes (326 BC)

Alexander’s largest battle in India was fought on the
shores of the Hydaspes River. For several days leading up
to the battle, the Macedonian army had been encamped
across the river from the Indian forces under King Porus.
After finding a suitable crossing point, Alexander embarked
on a series of deceptions to lull the Indian forces into a
sense of false security, including declaring his intent to wait
until winter to cross, sending frequent loud detachments of
soldiers up and down the river, and even dressing one of
his commanders in his own armour to fake his presence
in the main camp. At the same time, he himself was busy
planning at the proposed crossing point.

With these tactics, Alexander was able to successfully
sneak his boats to the crossing point. He was also able
to get the majority of his army across the Hydaspes River
before King Porus could respond to his sentries’ alarms
and send men to contest the crossing. By the time the full
force of the Indian army had arrived, the Macedonians had
been able to draw up their battle lines and meet them on
even ground. Through careful manoeuvring, Alexander split
the Indian army, forcing them to fight on two fronts not of
their own choosing. The Macedonians then managed to
harass the Indians’ mounted elephants, pushing them into
a frenzy and then forcing the Indian infantry and cavalry
back into their own panicked elephants.

Porus himself, badly wounded, was captured, but he and
Alexander discovered a mutual respect and admiration for
one another, to the point that Alexander reinstated Porus
as a client king under his rule, giving Porus back all of the
lands he had lost and even granting him further territory.

10. Siege of Mallia (326 BC)

On the tail end of their campaign through India, the
Macedonians engaged in several skirmishes and battles
with a tribe known as the Mallians. Their clash culminated in
a siege on the Mallian stronghold. By the time they assaulted
the town, Alexander’s soldiers were exhausted and ready
to head home. When ordered to place ladders and climb the
walls, they hesitated. To encourage them forward, Alexander
leaped to the front and began scaling the ladders himself,
emerging on the walls alone and exposed to enemy arrows.
Realising his precarious position, Alexander quickly decided
that his best course of action was simply to leap down into
the city. If he stayed on the wall, he was sure to be killed,
and if he retreated, it would be shameful and dishearte-
ning to his men.

Seeing their beloved king jump alone into the enemy
citadel, the Macedonian army panicked and began hurling
themselves up the ladder. Unfortunately, in their fearful alarm,
they overloaded the ladders and broke them. Three to four
men who had managed to reach the walls before the ladders
broke jumped down into the citadel just in time to see Ale-
xander, who had been fiercely fighting off the enemy with
his back to a large tree trunk, fall to a large arrow through the
chest that nicked his lung. The soldiers surrounded their
king and fended off his attackers, each one slowly falling,
killed, or wounded. However, they managed to protect Ale-
xander long enough that the army, now frenzied with worry
over his state, managed to practically claw their way into the
city. Amazingly, Alexander managed to survive the wound
and continue his journey back to Babylon with his loyal
and very relieved soldiers.

Anxious to please

“Today is going to be a good
day. And here’s why...”

Latest stats from the World
Health Organisation show that
globally one in seven 10-19-
year-olds are experiencing a
mental disorder, including de-
pression, anxiety and beha-
vioural disorders. COVID,
social media, increased aware-
ness and several other reasons
are given for why that is the
case. Dear Evan Hansen
(New Victoria, Woking) tells
the story of a young man with
social anxiety disorder. In a
desperate attempt to connect
with his peers he concocts a
story about a relationship with a
deceased student. That fab-
ricated fantasy leads him into
yet more emotional turmoil and
he soon becomes the face of a
viral video about loneliness and
need for friendship. What could
have been a psychological

monody to teenage angst has
been turned into one of those
surprising musical theatre ex-
periences that leave you with a
warm glow and - even at this
time of global malfunction - re-
store your faith in humanity, for
two hours at least.

Steven Levenson’s book about
impressionable Evan (Ryan
Kopel) capture his vulnerability
and desperation to please his
peers and family. Benj Pasek
and Justin Paul’s songs enrich
the topsy turvy nature of the
tale, augmenting rather than
grabbing the spotlight, some-
thing they do for all the char-
acters. You Will Be Found
sounds and feels like a paean
to all the ‘Evans’ around the
world struggling to find their
way through the maze of ad-
olescence. The song that
touches a very raw nerve is un-
doubtedly Disappear, which re-

minded me of The Doors’
People Are Strange, both
songs capturing the essence of
loneliness and how most
people can then seem cold and
uncaring. Watching what is ulti-
mately an uplifting production,
cynics and technophobes like
me, would put the blame firmly
at the door of technology and
social media which are instant
triggers for euphoria and de-
pression and this is effectively
illustrated with drop down
screens that are immediately
recognisable as the twenty first
century version of the “opium of
the masses”. Karl Marx has
been supplanted by Elon Musk,
Mark Zuckerberg et al.

Kopel is terrific. Gauche and
clumsy, his world is inhabited
by so many no is a wake up call
to those who still tell their chil-
dren to “brush it off” or “fix up.”
At least they acknowledge

something is broken and Kopel
portrays that well. Because the
show is about so much more
than just Evan the cast deserve
credit for making all the char-
acters believable and engaging
and this production, which ini-
tially delighted West End au-
diences, is still a show well
worth your connection. For as
the lyrics in Disappear say, “No
one deserves to be forgotten.
No one deserves to fade away.”
He won't be.

Meanwhile Marquinhos Ga-
logerino remains sceptical...

Jamie Allan is a magician
known for his fusion of magic
and technology and being a fan
of the “unexplainable” | was
looking forward to his show
AMAZE (Criterion Theatre).
After all when was the last time
you saw a one-man magic
show in the West End? Allan
takes us on a journey of mem-
ories and discovery and how
his love for his craft all came
about when he was given a
present back in 1982 of a
Fisher Price magic set. Coinci-
dentally | also got one of those!
He illustrates that memory per-
forming a trick while his
mother’s voice plays in the
background. Therein lies the
strength and weakness of the
show. Much as his backstory is
integral to all that he is today
we were there to be AMAZEed.
The close-up work with packs
of cards is astonishing and
being a sucker for that stuff |
kept nudging my “partner in
magic” for the event to see if
she was any wiser than me.
She too looked gobsmacked.

However, the large-scale work
feels as though they are stunts
in progress rather than the fin-
ished product. | have to confess
that as | watched | could not
help comparing him to the
Derren Brown shows | have
seen. Yes, it's not comparing
like with like but its the impact
and the feeling of awe that |
was hoping to experience. A
stunt is a stunt but much of this
stuff is underwhelming which is
a shame as he is very talented.
The expression “blinded by the
light” (theatre spotlights in this
case) came to mind when per-
forming the bigger set pieces.
What does he have to hide?
And is this all just an illusion?
Cue song. Allan says there are
two types of audience
members at these shows,
“dreamers” and “sceptics.” | am
still both.

Finally, Athasha Lyonnais
seeks truth in scandal...

The Flea at the Yard Theatre
is a farcical historical drama
based around a sex scandal in
the late Victorian period which
implicated a prince as a cus-
tomer of a gay brothel. James
Fritz’s dialogue zips along
quickly. It's a fast-paced per-
formance — the principal actors
play a multitude of roles, al-
though the ultimate results are
mixed. Of particular note is
Scott Karim, who plays Inspec-
tor Abberline — a recently dis-
graced investigator who looks
to the case as either (and
here’s the major tension of the
work) salvation, or the chance
to reclaim his status by aiding
in a cover-up. True crime
ghouls may recognise the
name of Inspector Abberline as
the man who mishandled the
Whitechapel murders (that is,
failed to catch Jack the Ripper).
True crime ghouls with a pen-
chant for conspiracy theories
might dispute his mishandling
as deliberate; there is a long-
standing fringe theory that the
Ripper murders were also a
royal cover-up.

Without touching on this pru-
rient subject matter, The Flea

deftly draws parallels between
the two cases and makes you
think about victimhood and its
relation to gender, sexuality,
and the working conditions of
people in sex work. This might
make it sound dry — it's any-
thing but, it's an extremely fun
and inventive play that is as
comfortable pulling a cheap
laugh out of its audience as it is
leaving an uncomfortable ques-
tion hanging in the air. Scenes
frequently end in a way where
it's unclear how the characters
will navigate a moral dilemma
(Abberline is not the only one
implicated here). If | had one
criticism of The Flea, it’'s that
the subject matter is so com-
plex, thorny and interesting that
the play doesn’t really have the
time to cover it at the level of
detail that | would want. Would
have been great as a full book!

Over Processed

We all know the dangers of eating too much pro-
cessed food is not good for us. In or fast paced
world, processed foods have become an everyday
convenience for many. From packaged snacks
and frozen dinners to the sugary beverages, pro-
cessed foods are convenient, quick, easy afford-
able and satisfying. However, while they may save
time, a diet heavy in processed foods can lead to
numerous health issues, both in the short and long
term.

Processed foods are items that have been al-
tered from there natural safety, preservation, or
convenience. This alteration can include adding
sugar, salt, fat, preservatives, or other artificial ing-
redients to improve flavour and extend shelf life.
Processed foods range from minimally processed
:processed, such as bagged salad mixes or
canned beans to ultra processed foods like sugary
snacks, soda, and fast food.

Some processing can be harmless, cooking,
freezing,. Many ultra processed foods contain ing-
redients that aren't healthy for regular consump-
tion. These types of foods are often stripped of
nutrients and loaded with artificial additives, result-
ing in products that are high in calories but low in
nutritional value. These products are not just the
usual refined food but a more extreme version, and
they are everywhere. If a label has a long list of ing-
redients or if they seem obscure, it is likely to be
an ultra-processed item. Many foods have been
linked to poor health, but by knowing what to spot

on the supermarket shelves, we can better under-
stand that we need to avoid them as much as pos-
sible, or at least keep them to the absolute
minimum. Checking the labels and knowing the
things that may be the problem, helps us decide
what to choose between all the options.

Simple foods like breakfast cereals, packaged
snacks, instant noodles, margarine, some types of
so-called healthy foods, vegetarian, vegan foods,
plant-based milks or even some types of bread,
can be ultra processed. These products often con-
tain ingredients and additives typically not used
when cooking at home. Processed food has been
altered in some way, often to make it safe to eat,
such as pasteurization of milk, prolonging shelf life
by heat treatment in tinned food, or sugar in drying
fruits. Usually minimum to no extra ingredients are
added. In ultra processed foods, they typically
have five or more ingredients and contain industrial
substances, like preservatives, stabilizers, emulsi-
fiers, sweeteners, and artificial colours and fla-
vours.

Look out for sugar, processed food and drink
usually contain large amounts of added sugar,
even the foods that are not particularly sweet, such
as sliced ham, chicken, cereals. Some cereals say
no added sugar, but the dried fruit they added may
have the sugar already added to the fruit in its dry-
ing process, even if they didn't add it.

Sugar comes in many different forms, from re-
fined ordinary sugar, dextrose, corn syrup, malt-

ose, even maple syrup, agave and others fruit
syrups should be in moderation . Excessive sugar
intake can lead to weight gain, insulin resistance,
type 2 diabetes, and an increased risk of heart dis-
ease. High sugar consumption is linked to chronic
inflammation, which has been implicated to various
diseases, including cancer, and Alzheimer's.

The unhealthy Fats that are considered bad fats.
Many processed foods are rich in trans fats, which
can raise cholesterol levels and increase the risk
of cardiovascular disease. Trans fats, in particular,
are especially harmful and have been linked to in-
flammation, heart disease and strokes.

Excessive sodium which if consumed in exces-
sive amounts, can be dangerous for those that
suffer with blood pressure, leading to hypertension
and a higher risk of heart disease and stroke. Too
much sodium can cause fluid retention and bloat-
ing.

Ultra processed foods are not nutrient rich, they
are low in essential vitamins, minerals, and other
nutrients that our bodies need to function optimally.
Those people that have a diet, that is high in pro-
cessed foods, may find they are deficient in nu-
trients that may disrupt the normal body function.

Processed foods are often low in dietary fibre,
which is essential for maintaining a healthy diges-
tive system. Fire supports the growth of beneficial
digestive bacteria, aids digestion, helps regulate
blood sugar levels. Without sufficient fibre, pro-
cessed foods can contribute to an unhealthy diges-

tive microbiome collection of gut bacteria, leading
to digestive issues, inflammation, and possibly an
increased risk of mental health conditions like anx-
iety and depression, relating to the gut-brain con-
nection.

Processed foods are high in calories and may
be low in protein and fire, the combinations leads
to overeating, as they do not lead to lasting full-
ness. This can lead to weight gain, obesity, and re-
lated health conditions such as type 2 diabetes,
metabolic syndrome, and fatty liver disease.

Make the switch, aim for as natural and as
wholesome as possible

Read the labels, remember the highest ing-
redient is usually at the top of the list. The least ing-
redient will be last, at the end of the list. So if sugar
is listed first at the top, then you know that is what
it has most of. The same food item may be made
differently between brands, look out for the better,
healthier option. Make a few changes to your reg-
ular weekly shop and see the difference in mind
and body.
