Bournemouth stunned Man-
chester City as goals from An-
toine Semenyo and Evanilson
gave them their first victory over
the Premier League champions.

The result ended City’s 32-
game unbeaten run in the com-
petition — a record stretching
back to 6 December, 2023.

Josko Gvardiol headed bey-
ond a despairing Mark Travers
to offer hope but the Premier
League champions were unable
to grab an equaliser.

Chris Wood continued his
superb start to the season as
Nottingham Forest beat West
Ham in the Premier League on
Saturday. Forest came into the
match as one of the league’s
in-form sides, having won 16
points from their opening nine
games while taking points off
both Liverpool and Chelsea.

Ola Aina rifled a shot into the
top corner from the edge of the
penalty arc to send the City
Ground into raptures.

Forest have now won three
Premier League games in a row
for the first time since May
1999.

Liverpool came from behind
to beat Brighton at a rocking
Anfield and go top of the Pre-
mier League on the day their
two title rivals both suffered de-
feat.

Liverpool also looked to be

slipping up, trailing 1-0 at
half-time to Ferdi Kadioglu’s fine
strike. But Cody Gakpo’s left-
wing cross went straight into the
net for Liverpool’s equaliser, his
third goal against Albion in four
days after his Carabao Cup
double.

And Mohamed Salah curled
a beauty into the far corner from
the right side of the box to com-
pletely turn the game around
three minutes later.

Jordan Ayew scored deep
into stoppage time as Leicester
City denied Ipswich Town a first
Premier League win of the
season. Ayew played a one-two
with Jamie Vardy and shot past
Arijanet Muric to rescue a point
for the visitors.

Leif Davis’ superb first-time
volley had looked like giving
Ipswich all three points.

Adam Armstrong hit a late
winner as Southampton claimed
their first Premier League victory
of the season by beating Ever-
ton at St Mary’s.Wolves remain
without a win in the Premier
League as they were held to an
entertaining draw by fellow
strugglers Crystal Palace at Mo-
lineux.

Gary O’Neil’s side came from
behind to go ahead but could
not hold on and have now failed
to win any of their opening 10
games.

After a stale first half of limited
chances, the game livened up
when Trevoh Chalobah opened
the scoring for the visitors, his
low strike in the 67th minute

following some poor defensive
work from Wolves.

But Jorgen Strand Larsen
cancelled that out when he
slotted through Dean Hender-
son’s legs.

Joao Gomes then finished
well from Goncalo Gomes’ low
cross to give his side the lead
before an unmarked Marc Guehi
tapped home at the back post
from a corner to draw Palace
level.

Dominic Solanke scored twice
as Tottenham came from behind
to beat Aston Villa in the Premier
League.

The £65m summer signing
doubled his league goal tally for
the season with two goals in
four second-half minutes as
Ange Postecoglou’s side climbed
to seventh in the table.

Solanke put Spurs ahead with
a delightful first by lifting the ball
over the onrushing Emiliano
Martinez from Dejan Kulusevski's
pass, before Richarlison picked
out his team-mate to slot in and
put a late fightback beyond
Villa.

Morgan Rogers had given
Villa the lead with the game’s
first shot on target after 32
minutes, profiting after Spurs
failed to deal with Lucas Digne’s
in-swinging corner.

Moises Caicedo’s crisp volley
gave Chelsea a deserved point
against Manchester United at
Old Trafford.

United’s interim manager
Ruud van Nistelrooy, in charge
while the Red Devils await the
arrival of newly-appointed Ru-
ben Amorim, looked on course
for a second successive victory
when Bruno Fernandes broke
the deadlock from the spot in
the 70th minute after Chelsea
keeper Robert Sanchez brought
down Rasmus Hojlund.

Van Nistelrooy celebrated
wildly on the touchline but
United’s elation lasted only four
minutes until Caicedo struck a
superb shot past Andre Onana.

The midfielder faces a ban
after being shown a straight red
card by referee Ben Toner in the
58th minute.

The Black Cats were below
par in west London after three
straight wins, while the second-
from-bottom Rs managed a
second successive draw, and
clean sheet, against promotion
hopefuls after drawing at Burn-
ley last week.

Sunderland’s Dan Neil came
closest to breaking the deadlock
with a shot against the post in
the first half but much-improved
QPR were the better team for
long periods.

Gyprus to maximise efforts
for peace talks resumption

The government of the
Republic of Cyprus has
“an obligation to maxi-
mise the possibility of going
back to the negotiating table”
on the Cyprus issue, Foreign
Minister Constantinos Kombos
told an audience of UK politi-
cians and representatives of
the UK Cypriot community on
Tuesday evening.

He was referring to the new
dynamic following the recent
meeting in New York under the
UN Secretary-General with Pre-
sident Christodoulides and the
Turkish Cypriot leader Tatar.

Speaking at an event at the
Houses of Parliament in West-

minster, organised by the All-
Party Parliamentary Group
(APPG) for Cyprus and the
National Federation of Cypriots
in the UK, the Cypriot Foreign
Minister said: “This government
has taken every step that is avail-
able to create a momentum.”

He added: “There is an oppor-
tunity in terms of small steps
that are taking place, and these
are steps we didn’t have some
time ago... We are ready to go
back to the negotiating table
today, not tomorrow.”

Kombos stressed that the
Greek Cypriot side is willing “to
discuss in depth anything that
has to do with the Cyprus ques-

tion, as long as this discussion
is taking place on the basis of
the UN Security Council resolu-
tions - There is nothing beyond
that, there could be nothing
beyond that.”

The Foreign Minister also said
that Cyprus is much more that
the Cyprus question.

He referred to the importance
that Cyprus can have for its allies,
as demonstrated in the initiative
for a humanitarian maritime cor-
ridor to Gaza, as well as the cru-
cial role in evacuating citizens
from Sudan, Israel and Lebanon.

“It is another expression of
our role in the region as a safe
harbour especially in times of

crisis,” noted the Minister.

He also made special reference
to the close relation that Cyprus
has with the USA and the UK.

Representing the Labour
government, Hamish Falconer,
Foreign Minister for the Middle
East, hailed the close ties bet-
ween the two countries, he ex-
pressed gratitude for the Cypriot
role in the humanitarian maritime
corridor to Gaza and the eva-
cuation of citizens from countries
in the region, and highlighted
their shared position on Ukraine
and the Middle East.

Trump wins second
presidential term in
historic comeback

onald Trump was elec-
Dted US president on

Wednesday, securing
a second term in the White
House and a stunning politi-
cal comeback.

Trump, 78, recaptured the
White House by securing more
than the 270 Electoral College
votes needed to win the presi-
dency.

The former president’s vic-
tory in the swing state of Wis-
consin pushed him over the
threshold.

“America has given us an
unprecedented and powerful
mandate,” Trump said early on
Wednesday to a roaring crowd
of supporters at the Palm Beach
County Convention Center in
Florida.

Trump’s political career had
appeared to be over after his
false claims of election fraud
led a mob of supporters to
storm the U.S. Capitol on Jan.
6, 2021, in a failed bid to over-
turn his 2020 defeat. But he
swept away challengers inside
his Republican Party and then
beat Democratic candidate
Kamala Harris by capitalizing
on voter concerns about high
prices and what Trump claimed,
without evidence, was arise in
crime due to illegal immigration.

Harris did not speak to sup-
porters who had gathered at
her alma mater Howard Uni-
versity. Her campaign co-chair,
Cedric Richmond, briefly ad-
dressed the crowd after mid-
night.

“We still have votes to count,”
he said.

Republicans won a U.S. Sen-
ate majority, but neither party
appeared to have an edge in
the fight for control of the House
of Representatives where Re-
publicans currently hold a nar-
row majority.

Voters identified jobs and the
economy as the country’s most
pressing problem. Many Ameri-
cans remained frustrated by
higher prices even amid record-

high stock markets, fast-grow-
ing wages and low unemploy-
ment. With the administration
of President Joe Biden taking
much of the blame, a majority
of voters said they trusted Trump
more than Harris to address
the issue.

Hispanics, traditionally
Democratic voters, and lower-
income households hit hardest
by inflation helped fuel Trump’s
election victory. His loyal base
of rural, white and non-college
educated voters again showed
up in force.

Trump’s victory will have major
implications for U.S. trade and
climate change policies, the war
in Ukraine, Americans’ taxes and
immigration.

His tariff proposals could spark
a fiercer trade war with China
and U.S. allies, while his pledges
to reduce corporate taxes and
implement a spate of new cuts
could balloon U.S. debt, econo-
mists say.

Trump has promised to launch
a mass deportation campaign
targeting immigrants in the
country illegally.

He has said he wants the
authority to fire civil servants he
views as disloyal.

A second Trump presidency
could drive a bigger wedge bet-
ween Democrats and Repub-
licans on issues such as race,
gender, what and how children
are taught, and reproductive
rights.

Vice President Harris fell
short in her 15-week sprint as
a candidate, failing to galva-
nize enough support to defeat
Trump, who occupied the White
House from 2017-2021, or to
allay voters’ concerns about
the economy and immigration.

Despite legal woes and
controversies, Trump is only the
second former president to win
a second term after leaving
the White House. The first was
Grover Cleveland, who served
two four-year terms starting in
1885 and 1893.

Then, on the Cyprus issue, he
said: “l want to assure you that
this Labour government is com-
mitted to supporting the UN to
find a lasting settlement — an
outcome that will safeguard the
future of Cyprus and the region
better than any peacekeeping
operation. We believe that the
existing UN framework, of a Bi-
zonal, Bi-Communal Federation
with political equality, remains
the best available.”

In his speech the President of
the National Federation of Cyp-
riots in the UK Christos Karaolis
described Cyprus as “a strong,
reliable and stable ally to the UK,

cooperating on a multitude of
policy areas.”

Referring to the Cyprus issue,
Karaolis noted: “At a time when
the idea of territorial integrity and
sovereignty are coming under
threat across the globe, it is all
the more important that the UK
and international community hold
Turkey to account. An invasion,
is an invasion whether it hap-
pened in Cyprus 50 years ago,
or Ukraine 2 years ago.”

“As British voters,” he conclu-
ded “our message to our govern-
ment is clear: it is our expecta-
tion that the UK Government is
not only present at Ministerial
level in any upcoming guarantor
meetings but, it must also be

unequivocally clear that the only
basis for a solution is the agreed
UN framework.”

Andrew Mitchell, until recently
Shadow Foreign Secretary for
the Conservative Party tossed
the cross-party support in the UK
Parliament for Cyprus and the
Honorary Chair of the APPG for
Cyprus Sir Roger Gale pledged
its members’ support for the
Cypriots “for as long as it takes.”

The event was coordinated
by the newly elected Chair of the
APPG for Cyprus Bambos Cha-
ralambous MP, who sent his
message of support to Cyprus by
the said All-Party group.

The event was also attended
by a number of British parlia-

mentarians from various part-

"Details of the offer will be dis-
cussed with our reps at a meet-
ing on Thursday. We are pleased
that this progress has been made
and that strike action has been
averted at this time."

Claire Mann, Transport for
London's chief operating officer,
said: "We are pleased that Aslef
has suspended its planned in-

dustrial action on the Tube and
that Londoners will not be dis-
rupted this week or next.

"We believe that we have made
an offer to our trade unions that

is fair, affordable, good for our
colleagues and good for Lon-
don - and we urge our trade
unions to continue working with
us."

Spain deploys 7,500

troops to flood zone

pain is deploying 7,500
S troops to its eastern region

hit by devastating floods,
the government said on Monday
in the face of rising discontent
over the response to the catas-
trophe that has killed at least
217 people.

The army sent about 5,000
soldiers over the weekend to
help distribute food and water,
clean up streets and protect
shops and properties from loot-
ers. A further 2,500 would join
them, Defence Minister Marga-
rita Robles told state-owned
radio RNE.

Awarship carrying 104 marine
infantry soldiers as well as
trucks with food and water was
approaching Valencia port even
as a strong hailstorm pummelled
Barcelona some 300 km (186
miles) to the north.

Rescue teams on Monday
were searching for bodies in un-
derground garages including a
5,000-car park at Bonaire shop-
ping mall near Valencia airport
as well as river mouths where
currents may have deposited
bodies.

Fatalities from Spain’s worst
flash floods in modern history
edged higher to 217 on Sunday
—almost all of them in the Valen-
cia region and more than 60 in
the suburb of Paiporta.

Local residents’ anger was
focused on late alerts from au-
thorities about the dangers of

flooding and a perceived de-
layed response by emergency
services.

On Sunday, some residents
in Paiporta slung mud at Prime
Minister Pedro Sanchez and
King Felipe and his wife Queen
Letizia, chanting: “murderers,
murderers!”

Transport Minister Oscar
Puente said on Sunday the death
toll had stabilised because all
victims on the surface had been
identified.

The torrential rains on Tues-
day and Wednesday caused
rivers to swell, engulfing streets
and the ground floors of build-
ings, and sweeping away cars
and pieces of masonry in tides
of mud.

It was the worst flood-related
disaster in Europe in five dec-
ades

Even though rainfalls have
continued during the rest of the
week, there has been no more
major flooding in the area.

The weather agency issued
a warning on Monday morning
for Barcelona as hailstorm and
heavy rains hit Spain’s second
largest city.

Some of Sunday’s protesters
wore clothing with the symbols
of far-right organisations that
often stage protests against the
leftist government. Robles said
extremist groups were taking
advantage of the situation for
political gains.

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Alexios Gennaris organises fundraiser to provide the
Zinc House Kids of Sierra Leone with a Christmas gift

ell-known photogra-
pher in our community,
Alexios Gennaris, has
organised a fundraiser to support
the Zinc House Kids of Sierra
Leone and provide over 100
children with a Christmas gift.
“After five visits to the mission
of Bishop Themistocles Adamo-
poulos and the Zinc House Kids
of Freetown, our work continues,”
Alexios says.
“We have now visited Sierra
Leone in different weather con-
ditions; in December we had the

humidity and pollution, February
was the dry season and more
bearable, and June was the start
of the rainy season but the most
hazardous. On the night before
we left in June 2024, we witnes-
sed zinc houses belonging to
our families, burn down with the
fire brigade powerless to save
them. This left the families home-
less and without clothes and
money. In order to best see how
to support people there, we need
to be in the thick of it, and we
really were that night.”

Three years ago, Alexios
started sending food, clothes
(including Islamic dresses and
head scarves), books, medicine
and other essential items. These
have been primarily for the Zinc
House Kids (photo) and their
families, as well as the mission’s
clinics, schools and orphanages.
More recently, 10 desktop com-
puters with monitors were sent,
as well as 4 large folding tables
with 12 seats each, 11 large school
tables, playground and nursery
equipment and much more.

Alexios said, “During our 2023
visit to see the zinc house kids,
we met a woman who after a se-
vere stroke in 2017 had lost the
use of her legs. She had spent
6 years sleeping on the floor and
unable to leave her windowless
zinc house. On our return we
managed to send her a new
wheelchair, bed and commode.
The tailor at the zinc houses
also asked if we could send him
a few cotton reels for his sewing
machine. We managed to find
around 50 industrial size cotton
reels and thousands of buttons.
This donation allowed him to
continue supporting his family
and friends.”

Financial support has paid for
school and university fees, exams,
school uniforms and equipment,
medicine, hospital tests, yearly
rent, food, mobile phones, setting
up businesses, Christmas and
birthday presents, weddings and
sadly funerals and a gravestone.

The most difficult aspect of help-
ing the mission and Zinc House
Kids is locating the funds. Here
are examples of some of our
costs which are almost weekly.

£50 - £60 will treat malaria
and typhoid as well as other dis-
eases.

£10 is the equivalent of 1
week's wages and will pay for
15 "square meals".

£10 will buy a party dress and
shoes.

£40 - £80 will pay for one term
at school.

£50 will pay the freight cost to
Sierra Leone of a large suitcase.

Alexios added, “We are also in
desperate need of all children’s
‘off-the-shelf medicines and vita-
mins, sanitary towels, ibuprofen
tablets and gels, paracetamol,
old suitcases and large holdalls.

“Currently we are collecting for
Christmas envelopes. Last year
we managed to send a present
of money to around 90 children
living in impoverished conditions.
Please help us to give the Zinc
House Kids a Christmas gift.”

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Summary of the Autumn Budget 2024

Introduction

Boxed in by Labour’s manifes-
to pledges not to increase income
tax, employee’s national insur-
ance and VAT, Chancellor Rachel
Reeves instead had to raid other
taxes, like capital gains tax (CGT),
inheritance tax (IHT), employer’s
national insurance and to extend
the tax threshold freeze to find the
£40bn needed to balance the
books.

While the tax rises came thick
and fast, the Chancellor announced
there would no longer be biannual
fiscal events. The Budget will now
only be in the autumn, while the
Spring Statement will have no tax
changes.

Key Business
Changes

Employer national insurance
contributions

The most dramatic change for
businesses in the Autumn Bud-
get was the increase in employer
NICs from 13.8% to 15% from
April 2025. The Secondary Thres-
hold will drop from £9,100 to
£5,000.

Under the current system, em-
ployers pay 13.8% NICs on em-
ployee earnings above £9,100.
From April 2025, they will pay a
higher rate of 15% and start pay-
ing this on earnings above just
£5,000 — meaning more of each
employee's salary will be subject
to employer NICs.

The employment allowance
increases from £5,000 to £10,500,
and the previous £100,000 eligi-
bility threshold for employment

allowance has been removed.

Business rates support

The Autumn Budget made it
clear that the Government is fo-
cused on providing relief and sta-
bility regarding business rates,
especially for those in the retail,
hospitality, and leisure sectors.

Encouraging business
investment

The previous Government’s
£1m annual investment allowance
has been maintained, providing
certainty for businesses looking
to invest in their future growth.

The Government is also extend-
ing the 100% first-year allowances
for zero-emission cars and elec-
tric vehicle charge points for ano-
ther year, supporting the transition
to cleaner transportation.

Support for
Businesses

In Labour’s first Budget in 14
years, Chancellor Rachel Reeves
presented a series of measures
designed to offer targeted support
to struggling sectors, promote sus-
tainable investment, and maintain
fiscal security, especially for small
and mid-sized businesses. How-
ever, the reliefs are balanced by
increased contributions from large
companies.

Financial support for business
investment and rates relief

A critical component of the Bud-
get was the maintenance of cor-
poration tax rates, with the main
rate capped at 25% for the du-
ration of the Parliament. Smaller
companies with profits under

£50,000 will still benefit from the
reduced rate of 19%. This consis-
tency is to foster long-term plan-
ning for businesses.

The lifetime limit for business
asset disposal relief (BADR), which
offers a reduced rate for qualify-
ing business disposals, was main-
tained at £1m to encourage en-
trepreneurship and business in-
vestment. The BADR rate will re-
main at 10% this year but will rise
to 14% in April 2025 and 18% from
April 2026, aligning with the main
CGT rates.

Sector-specific support and
incentives for growth

The Chancellor unveiled a
£20.4bn R&D allocation for
2025/26 to assist with industry-
specific recovery and encourage
innovation, especially within the
high-tech, pharmaceutical, and
manufacturing sectors.

The annual investment allow-
ance remained at £1m, allowing
companies to deduct investments
in machinery and other qualifying
assets. This provision, combined
with the full expensing scheme for
capital expenditures, incentivises
technology-driven growth and may
aid businesses in scaling up by
making infrastructure upgrades
more feasible.

Reforms and long-term rate
adjustmentse

The Budget also confirmed that
the small business rates multiplier
will remain frozen at 49.9p for
another year, extending relief to
small enterprises across the UK.

New compliance rules target
umbrella companies

The Chancellor also introduced
measures to address non-compli-
ance and fraud within umbrella
companies.

Key Personal
Changes

National living wage and
minimum wage

The Government is boosting
wages for the low-paid by accept-
ing the Low Pay Commission's
recommendations in full.

The national living wage will
increase by 6.7% to £12.21 per
hour from April 2025, represent-
ing an increase of over £1,400
to the annual earnings of a full-
time worker and benefiting over
three million low-paid workers
across the UK.

The national minimum wage
for 18 to 20-year-olds will rise by
16.3% to £10.00 per hour from
April 2025, marking the greatest
increase ever in cash and per-
centage terms. The Government
is also increasing the minimum
wage for under-18s and appren-
tices to £7.55 per hour.

State pension

The Government has committed
to maintaining the State Pension
Triple Lock for the duration of this
Parliament. This means the basic
and new state pension will conti-
nue to be uprated annually by the
highest of earnings growth, price
inflation, or 2.5%.

Working age benefits

The Autumn Budget has con-
firmed that working-age benefits,
including Universal Credit, will be
increased to match the Septem-
ber 2024 Consumer Price Index
(CPI) inflation rate of 1.7%. This
means the 5.7 million families re-

ceiving Universal Credit will ex-
perience an average annual in-
crease of £150 to their benefit
payments in 2025/26 due to this
uprating.

Capital gains tax rates

Effective from 30 October 2024,
CGT rates will be increased as
follows:

e The lower rate will rise from
10% to 18%.

e The higher rate will increase
from 20% to 24%.

Inheritance tax measures

Firstly, IHT thresholds, includ-
ing the nil-rate band and the res-
idence nil-rate band, have been
frozen at their current levels until
April 2030.

This means the nil-rate band
will remain at £325,000, and the
residence nil-rate band will stay
at£175,000 for an additional two
years.

Unused pension funds

From April 2027, unused pen-
sion funds will be subject to IHT.
This aims to prevent individuals
from using pensions to accumu-
late wealth and pass it on to their
beneficiaries without incurring
IHT.

Agricultural and business
property relief

Both agricultural property re-
lief and business property relief
will be reformed from April 2026.
While the existing nil-rate bands
and exemptions will continue to
apply, the current 100% relief rate
will only be available for the first
£1m of combined agricultural and
business assets.

Any value above this threshold
will be subject to a reduced relief
rate of 50%, resulting in an effec-

tive rate of 20%. This change en-
sures that family farms and busi-
nesses are protected while ensur-
ing that the wealthiest estates pay
their fair share of tax.

The Government estimates
these measures will affect a small
proportion of estates each year,
with the pension fund change im-
pacting around 8% of estates and
the agricultural and business pro-
perty relief reform affecting appro-
ximately 0.3% of estates.

Stamp duty

The Budget increased the High-
er Rates for Additional Dwellings
(HRAD) from 3% to 5%, effective
31 October 2024. So, for example,
if the normal SDLT rate on a pro-
perty purchase is 5%, someone
buying a second home or buy-to-
letinvestment would now pay 10%
in total (the normal 5% rate plus
the 5% HRAD surcharge). In addi-
tion, the single SDLT rate charged
on purchases of dwellings over
£500,000 by corporate bodies will
rise from 15% to 17%.

The clear intent is to lessen the
appeal for investors and busines-
ses to acquire residential proper-
ties, compared to owner-occupiers
and first-time buyers.

Non-domicile tax status reform

From 6 April 2025, the Govern-
ment will abolish the concept of
non-domicile tax status and re-
place it with a new, modernised
tax system based on residence.

VAT on private school fees

The Government announced
that from 1 January 2025, all
education services and vocatio-
nal training provided by private
schools in the UK for a fee will be
subject to Value Added Tax (VAT)
at the standard rate of 20%.

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How to look after your
home this Winter

ith winter upon us and
temperatures dropping,
now is the time to give

your home the care and attention
it needs to help protect it from the
damage that the coldest months
can cause.

By carrying out a few simple
home maintenance tasks each
year before the worst of the win-
ter weather kicks in, you could
potentially save yourself damage
and money. It can help prevent
the sudden need for costly repairs
due to frozen pipes bursting or
boilers breaking down. And, in
the longer term, it will save you
from needing even more expen-
sive work to correct issues such
as damp and structural damage
to walls and roofs.

Boilers often run at maximum
capacity during winter, putting
them under higher levels of
stress than at other times of the
year — which makes your boiler
more vulnerable to breaking down
when you need it most! Heating
engineers recommend an annual

service, which should ensure
your boiler gets through the cold-
est months without a hitch and
will help prolong its lifespan.
Always use a qualified Gas
Safe registered engineer when
it comes to carrying out any
checks on your boiler.

Bleeding your radiators is a
relatively quick and easy job,
allowing excess air that has built
up over the summer months to
be released, helping your radia-
tors to work more effectively. If
you don't feel comfortable doing
this yourself, it's something a
plumber can do.

Over the autumn months, ex-
cess rain and leaves falling from
trees can result in gutters beco-
ming clogged with debris. That's
why it's important to clear your
gutters and drains properly be-
fore winter hits, as any blockages
could result in rainfall overflowing
into render and brickwork, get-
ting into loft areas or splitting the
pipework when water freezes.

Water-carrying pipes in colder

areas such as lofts and garages
should have a good level of
insulation cover, known as ‘lag-
ging’, as it helps prevent them
from freezing in cold spells.

Lagging can be purchased
from most DIY retailers and is
easily cut to size and placed
around piping.

Your home’s stopcock is what
controls your home’s water
supply. In the event of a leak or
burst pipe, you'll want to know
exactly where this is located so
you can quickly access it and
turn it off, helping to keep water
damage to a minimum.

The stopcock is usually under
or near the sink — in older houses
it is often close to the front door.

Increased wind speeds dur-
ing winter storms could result in
loose fence panels or gates being
blown off their hinges, resulting
in damage to your property, your
car or the surrounding areas.
Reduce the chances of this hap-
pening by checking for any weak-
ened or broken fence panels and

gates, and fix any problem areas
using new posts, fence panels
and hinges where necessary.
Sheds should be firmly fixed in
place, with the roof and door
securely fitted.

Rainwater that gets into cracks
in external walls, driveways and
patios and then freezes can,
over time, lead to damp and
structural damage, which can
become very costly to put right.

It is normal to find small, fine
cracks in external stonework and
render, but larger ones need to
be repaired by filling them with
the correct type of mortar or
concrete. If you have any con-
cerns about potential structural

damage you should contact a
reputable, qualified tradesperson
to assess them before agreeing
to have any work completed.

Your roof is one of the most
vulnerable parts of your home
and becomes an easy target for
cold and windy weather during
winter. If you notice loose or mis-
sing tiles on your roof, or cracks
around parapets and chimneys,
we recommend contacting a
registered roofing contractor to
inspect any potential damage.
The longer roof damage goes
unnoticed, the worse the damage
is likely to become, so it’s best to
act now and avoid unexpected
costs.

Your garden may have been
in full bloom in the summer, but
in the winter it's worth looking
around your property to assess
if any trees have become over-
grown and may now need cutting
back. During heavy storms, this
could help prevent a tree and its
branches from blowing around,
breaking, and causing damage
to your home.

We have been facing increas-
ingly uncertain weather condi-
tions over the past few years.
Carrying out the above checks
will hopefully help to give you the
peace of mind needed to enjoy
winter knowing that your home
is safe, secure and protected.

The Piano Lesson

Music producer Quincy
Jones dies aged 91

uincy Jones, the music
producer and compo-
ser, has died at the age

of 91.

Jones worked with Michael
Jackson, Frank Sinatra, Ray
Charles and many other artists.

Among his best-known
credits was as the producer of
Jackson's historic Thriller al-
bum.

Jones oversaw the all-star
recording of the 1985 charity
record We Are The World.

He also composed the sound-
track to the hit 1969 Biritish film
The ltalian Job, starring Michael
Caine.

His publicist, Arnold Robin-
son, confirmed Jones died at his
Los Angeles home on Sunday
surrounded by his family.

In a statement, his family
said: "Tonight, with full but bro-
ken hearts, we must share the
news of our father and brother
Quincy Jones's passing.

"And although this is an incre-
dible loss for our family, we cele-
brate the great life that he lived
and know there will never be
another like him."

His family added Jones was
"truly one of a kind" who they
would "miss dearly".

"We take comfort and im-
mense pride in knowing that
the love and joy, that were the
essence of his being, was shared

with the world through all that
he created," they added.

"Through his music and his
boundless love, Quincy Jones's
heart will beat for eternity."

His career, which spans more
than 75 years, saw him achieve
28 Grammy award wins out of
80 nominations.

He was named one of the
most influential jazz musicians
of the 20th century by Time
magazine.

Lionel Richie, who co-wrote
We Are The World and was
among the charity single's fea-
tured singers, called Jones "the
master orchestrator."

Sir Michael Caine is among
those who have paid tribute to
Jones, describing him as a "titan
in the musical world" and a
"wonderful and unique human
being."

DJ David Guetta, who met
Jones at the Grammys, des-
cribed him as a "legend" whose
legacy would "continue to in-
spire generations of artists to
come."

Jones, a father of seven, was
married three times to Jeri Cald-
well, Ulla Andersson and Peggy
Lipton.

His children include music
producer Quincy Jones Ill and
actress Rashida Jones, known
for Parks And Recreation and
the US version of The Office.

Freedom, in music and words

tro lasonas Goodenough...

The London Philharmonic
Orchestra (Southbank Centre)
under the direction of Principal
Guest Conductor, Karina Canel-
lakis (Greek and Russian back-
ground), gave us an emotionally
charged concert on Saturday eve-
ning full of the passion that music
describes better than words. Kaija
Saariaho’s Lumiere et Pesanteur
(Light and Heaviness) provided
an atmospheric opening and
cleansed the musical palette
prior to the classical titans that
followed.

The Fazioli piano was rolled out
for Beethoven’s Piano Concerto
No. 3, his first full scale work of
the nineteenth century. Itis of a
scale that would have been revo-
lutionary at the time, and also
marked a time when Beethoven
was aware of his failing hearing
and so started to meticulously
notate his codas. Previously, per-
formers would have been able to
take their lead from Beethoven’s
improvisation. Pianist Vadym Kho-
lodenko managed the allegro con
brio where the piano has a stand
off with the orchestra with such
a facile technique and range of
articulation at the keyboard. This
pianist is never short of a relaxed,
assured and elegant style. All
runs rippled on the Fazioli with a
clear beauty, the radiant E major
Largo bringing sunshine and the
impish and witty gregariousness
of the Rondo Allegro. A master-
piece of pianism.

Canellakis is a firecracker con-
ductor using every sinew of her
being, as though each section
of the music has been choreo-
graphed, the ideal match for Tchai-
kovsky’s final tragic Symphony
No. 6 (Pathétique) with its emo-
tional outpourings and heart-felt
drama. Here she was crystal clear
and agile in her overseeing of
the heavenly strings' luxurious
melody in the Allegro con grazia,
the second movement’s waltz
like geniality undermined by 5in
a bar and the soft but devastat-
ing bleak Adagio at the end. The
woodwind section excelled with
some beaultifully played melodies,
each musician swaying as they
played. The symphony is an up-
ward melodic trajectory but ends
with hopelessness and despair.
Interestingly, the audience clap-
ped at the end of the third move-
ment where the LPO played with
the power and might of the 19th
century at its most romantic and
enigmatic. Amemorable concert.

Meanwhile | had another trip
down memory lane - courtesy of
a friend’s birthday invite. “Don’t
mention the war.” Four simple

words and of such simplicity is
comedy history made. Back in
1975 and then again in 1979 two
series of six episodes of a BBC
sitcom were to become one of
the most successful ever, winning
several awards and then in 2000
was ranked number one on a list
of the 100 Greatest British Tele-
vision Programmes. Written by
John Cleese and Connie Booth,
Fawlty Towers (based on a real
Torquay hotel) has now been
adapted for the stage by Cleese
and is currently packing them in
at the Apollo Theatre. \What tran-
spires is a sequence of scenes
that are in effect the greatest hits
from the two series with Cleese
unashamedly declaring that he
would not be kowtowing to poli-
tical correctness in any way. True
to his word the show is full of the
original stereotypes and offen-
sive language and frankly | can-
not imagine how it could be any-
thing else.

Caroline Jay Ranger’s produc-
tion is farcical, quintessentially
bonkers, full of English eccen-
tricity with some of the physical
mayhem of the Keystone Cops
and the accidental hilarity of a
classic Brian Rix farce. The cast
take to their roles with joy and un-
canny precision, mimicking per-
haps, but whatever you care to
call it, it has the authentic look
(set and costume design by Liz
Ascroft) and sound of the origi-
nal. Adam Jackson-Smith is a
brilliant Basil, everything about
him is cut from the Cleese cloth;
voice, mannerisms and yes those
goose-stepping lanky legs during
that infamous scene with their
German visitors. Sybil is played
by a delightfully controlling Anna-
Jane Casey, who bosses him
and the hotel while engaging in
naughty phone gossip with a
friend. Hemi Yeroham (Manuel
—“l know nothing”), Paul Nicholls
(Major Gowen) and Victoria Fox
(Polly) bring extra icing on the
cake, or should that be the ome-
lette instead of the paté.But it is
Rachel Izen as the partially deaf
and indomitable Mrs Richards
who scene steals each time she
appears and detonates her gre-
nades of cantankerousness, like
Mrs Thatcher in her prime.

And should you think this is
one for the ‘golden oldies’, the
10-year-old lad next to me knew
virtually all Basil’s lines, choosing
inopportune moments to speak
them out loudly. He would defi-
nitely fit in this bonkers hotel.

“bad”, making all sorts of noises
and casting wicked spells but
there is a brave girl at the centre
of the story who we are all root-
ing for. It's all set in Mama
Mouse’s tree stump house — the
kind of place you'd love to sneak
into when nobody’s looking —
and inside three mice are being
awful, plotting, competing ac-
tually, to steal the girl’s spotty
hanky and prove how spooky
they are.

The songs by Joe Stilgoe are
what you’d expect in a children’s
show with lyrics like ‘We are the
greatest Baddies’ guaranteed
to amuse and get the kids going.
The cast are bundles of energy,
animated bodies and big facial
expressions, working their colour-
ful costumes off to keep us en-
gaged. Like all the best musicals
for children, a one-hour produc-
tion, a simple story, songs that
are easy to sing — the children
did just that — all making for a very
entertaining afternoon. Annie’s
verdict? “Really, really bad dad!”
The show, not me.

Finally, Sotira Kyriakides en-
Joys two East End gems...

Taking place during the night
before his assassination in
1968, The Mountaintop (Strat-
ford East) is funny, sad, force-
ful, insightful and an all-round
fantastic play by Katori Hall
focusing on Martin Luther King’s
life and legacy as a political acti-
vist, preacher and a man - his
strengths, hopes, vulnerabilities
and fears.

Ray Strasser-King, statesman-
like as Martin Luther King, dis-
plays many contradictions: limi-
ted and constrained by his public
persona whilst victim to and con-
flicted by his personal failings;
exhausted, anguished, paranoid
and alone in a motel room after
one of his career’s most remark-
able speeches: “I've been to the
mountaintop ... I've seen the
promised land.” He is joined by
Camae (an exceptional perfor-
mance from Justina Kehinde)
who arrives to serve him coffee,
but stays to challenge, explore
and add a wider contextual per-
spective to his influence and
impact as one of the most signi-
ficant American Civil Rights
leaders.

Clever lighting and set design
from Lulu Tam, Adam King, Jack
Baxter and Edd Lindley bring a
meticulous 1960s authenticity

to the production. Directed by
Nathan Powell, the volte-force
are Camae’s and Martin Luther
King's final empowering, potent
speeches made against the
backdrop of visual media show-
ing continuing, significant world
human rights events. Compel-
ling stuff.

And now for something com-
pletely different.. .First performed
in 2010 and again in 2019,
Sasha Regan's done it again with
her all-male The Pirates of
Penzance, returning to its spiri-
tual home of Wilton’s Music
Hall. David McKechnie reprises
Major General Stanley and is a
Master of Patter, but all other cast
members are new. Tom New-
land is a swashbuckling Pirate
King in his first professional role,
certainly a man to watch.

Giannis Giannopoulos, the
Musical Director, played and
conducted with great gusto and
really encouraged an enthusias-
tic reaction from the audience;
we all hummed along and the
applause was thunderous! The
singing is superb, especially Luke
Garner-Greene as Mabel, an
impressive high soprano. Wilton's
has an atmosphere all its own,
but the design team played to its
uniqueness with an impressive
backdrop featuring, variously,
a quiet rocky bay, a ruined cha-
pel and the moored pirate ship,
always with moving clouds and
complementary effects. The
lighthouse above the mooring
rotated its light splendidly and
the sea quietly lapped the shore,
moonlight glinting off the
waves.

The Policemen have very ser-
viceable boots, distinguishing
their choruses from the other pla-
yers. Costumes are mainly white
bustiers, bloomers and cut-offs,
simple but very effective. The
conceit of men playing women,
showing tattoos and body hair
as a matter of course, make
these delightfully naughty boys
an absolute hoot.

Samsara

To Olive Better

n my recent vacation to
Cyprus, | was very fortu-
nate to be able to spend

some quality time with my won-
derful uncle. | had the opportunity
to assist my uncle in the collec-
tion of olives, and then taking it
to alocal small village mill for the
ancient craft - turning olives into
pure golden olive oil. It was an
amazing experience from start
to finish, with the meticulous pro-
cess and dedication that trans-
forms the olives into the fantastic
result of tasting the island's most
cherished product.

Collection of olives

We started by collecting the
olives, handpicking from the
trees in the garden. This usually
starts in October with large nets
placed around the base of the
trees on the ground. The nets are
used to catch the olives as they
fall from the branches, ensuring
that each fruit is preserved with-
out bruising. The timing is crucial,
as the olives are picked when

they are mature enough to pro-
duce flavourful oil but still green,
which ensures a richer, more
complex taste profile. My uncle
handed me what seemed like a
mini handheld rake, to use on pul-
ling the olives down through the
branches; the olives then drop to
the nets to be ready for gathering.

Sorting and cleaning process

We had gathered near 10 crates
of olives and loaded them up to
be transported to the local mill.
They were weighed at 112 and
then brought to 110 kilos, less the
crate weight. The olives are then
put through a sorting and clean-
ing process in a machine that
gently vibrates, rolling and sifting
whilst removing any leaves, twigs
and any damaged olives. The
olives are cleaned and washed
to remove any dust, dirt or resi-
due; this preparation step ensures
that only the high-quality olives
go into the milling process, pre-
serving the integrity and taste
of the final product.

Crushing and
breaking process

The olives are then ready for the
crushing and breaking process;
traditionally granite or stone mills
were used, however modern mills
now use metal crushers. This pro-
cess breaks the olives down into
a paste, crushing both the pulse
and pits which contain valuable
ails. The olive paste's consistency,
temperature and exposure to
oxygen are carefully monitored
to maintain the oils high quality.

Malaxing the paste

After crushing, the paste is
gently stirred or malaxed (the
action of kneading or rubbing) in
a process that helps release more
oil. This is done in large shallow
mixers that allow the tiny droplets
that can be separated more easily.
In Cyprus, traditional mills use
low-speed cold press methods to
protect the delicate flavours and
nutritional qualities of the oil. The
malaxing process is time sensi-
tive; too much stirring can increase

oxidation, while too little stirring
will reduce yield.

Extracting the olive oil

When the paste is fully pre-
pared, it is ready for extraction.
The mills near Larnaca employ a
two-phase or three-phase centri-
fuge that separates the oil from
the water and solids in the olive
paste. The centrifuge spins at high
speeds, forcing the denser mate-
rials (water and solids) to the outer
edges, while the lighter oil collects
in the centre. This process is en-
tirely mechanical, meaning that
no chemicals or heat are applied,
preserving the oils extra-virgin
quality.

Filtration and bottling
After the oil is separated, it un-

dergoes a light filtration process to
remove any remaining particles
or impurities. Some traditionalists
in Cyprus prefer unfiltered olive oil
which has a more robust flavour
and a slightly cloudy appearance.
Most mills filter their oil to improve
clarity and shelf stability, the final
product is then allowed to drop
into a container which can then
be bottled in dark glass or tin
containers to protect it from light
and oxidation, to help retain its
flavour and nutritional properties
for longer. An average harvest
of 100 kilos gives around 10-16
litres of olive.

Cyprus mills take great pride
in ensuring that the oil meets high
standards with a distinct Cypriot
flavour, combining grassy notes
with a subtle fruitiness and spice.

A taste of Cyprus

The best part was sitting there
with traditional Greek bread
toasted, with your olive oil mixed
with oregano, poured on with that
squeeze of lemon on top.

Olive oil is rich in mono-un-
saturated fats, contains large
amounts of antioxidants, has use-
ful anti-inflammatory properties,
can help manage cholesterol and
heart health. Oh so good for you!
