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Trump hints at possibie
meeting with Putin

l | .S. President Donald
Trump suggested he
may meet with Russian

President Vladimir Putin later

this month, while downplaying

Ukraine’s concerns about being

excluded from recent U.S.-

Russia discussions in Saudi

Arabia regarding the Ukraine

war.

When asked at the end of a
press conference at his Mar-a-
Lago estate in Palm Beach if he
still expected to meet with Putin
before the month's end, Trump
responded, “Probably.”

Earlier, Secretary of State

Marco Rubio briefed reporters
on U.S.-Russia talks in Riyadh,
stating that no date had been
set for a potential Trump-Putin
summit on Ukraine.

Speaking publicly for the first
time since a U.S. delegation
established a working dialogue
with Russia in Riyadh, Trump
dismissed Ukraine’s frustration
over its exclusion from the talks.
He argued that Kyiv could have
negotiated a deal with Moscow
years ago to prevent the inva-
sion.

“Today | heard, ‘Oh, we weren’t
invited.” Well, you've been there

for three years, you should have
ended it... you should have never
started it. You could have made
a deal,” Trump said.

Sean Savett criticized Trump’s
comments in a social media
post, accusing him of accepting
Russian propaganda.

“A reminder no one should
need: Putin started the war by
invading Ukraine unprovoked,
and his forces have committed
war crimes. Russia is responsi-
ble for this war continuing,” Sa-
vett wrote.

Trump also criticized Presi-
dent Joe Biden’s handling of
Ukraine, stating, “I think | have
the power to end this war.”

While Biden has focused on
supplying Ukraine with weapons
to resist the Russian invasion,
Trump emphasized the need for
negotiations.

Additionally, Trump called for
Ukraine to hold elections, asser-
ting, “That’s not a Russia thing,
that's something coming from
me and many other countries.”

He also said he would not op-
pose European nations sending
peacekeeping forces to Ukraine
if they chose to do so, a topic that
European leaders have discussed
as a potential security measure

in the event of a peace deal.

“Having troops over there would
be fine, | wouldn’t object to it at
all,” Trump said.

Meanwhile, an extraordinary
informal meeting of the European
People’s Party (EPP) was orga-
nised on Tuesday after European
leaders held an emergency meet-
ing over the continent’s security
in Paris on Monday, convened
by French President Emmanuel
Macron.

The meeting had been orga-
nised in response to the United
States government decision to
meet Russian officials in Saudi
Arabia to discuss the war in
Ukraine, but did not produce so-
lid conclusions.

British Prime Minister Sir Keir
Starmer had suggested that
European nations and the US
combine to deploy a peacekeep-
ing force in Ukraine, but this idea
was rejected by German Chan-
cellor Olaf Scholz, who described
the idea of a German peace-
keeping mission without a peace
deal in hand as “highly inappro-
priate”.

Ukrainian President VVolodymyr
Zelenskiy on Tuesday called for
Europe and the US to support his
country’s fight against Russia’s
invasion.

“We want the war to end,” he
said.

UK inflation soars to 10-month high

sharply than anticipated at

the start of the year, eroding
workers’ wages and lowering
the likelihood of an interest
rate cut next month.

The Consumer Prices Index
(CPI) climbed to 3% in January,
up from 2.5% in December, ac-
cording to the Office for National
Statistics (ONS). Economists
had predicted a more modest

I nflation in the UK rose more

increase to 2.8%.

The ONS attributed the rise
to higher food costs, particularly
meat, bread and cereals, as well
as an increase in private school
fees following the removal of a
VAT exemption.

Airline fares also declined less
than usual in January, while ris-
ing fuel prices contributed to the
highest annual transport sector
inflation since February 2023.

Dean Butler, a director at Phoe-

nix Group, warned that the in-
crease in inflation undermines
earlier expectations of a smooth
transition to a lower inflation and
lower interest rate environment in
2025. He suggested that the Bank
of England is now less likely to
cut rates aggressively this year.

Following the inflation data re-
lease, City investors reduced the
probability of a rate cut in March
to 15%, down from 24%. How-
ever, markets still anticipate two
further rate reductions this year,
after the Bank of England recent-
ly lowered the base rate to 4.5%.

Chancellor Rachel Reeves
emphasized her commitment to
increasing disposable income,
highlighting that inflation-adjus-
ted wages have been growing at
their fastest rate in three years.
However, she acknowledged that
many families continue to strug-
gle with rising costs.

Public sector wage increases,
capped at 2.8% within existing
government budgets, could come
under pressure if inflation conti-

nues to climb through the spring
and summer, potentially prompt-
ing further demands for pay rises.

Meanwhile, Virgin Media 02
customers with broadband and
mobile contracts taken out before
9 January will see their bills in-
crease by up to 7.5% from April
due to inflation-linked pricing, a
practice now banned by Ofcom
for new contracts.

The rising inflation rate may
strain government finances by
increasing borrowing costs bey-
ond initial forecasts by the Office
for Budget Responsibility (OBR).
An earlier version of the OBR’s
economic report suggested that
slower growth and higher bor-
rowing costs had eliminated the
financial cushion built into last
October’s budget.

The Bank of England expects
inflation to rise to 3.7% this year,
driven by higher energy and utility
costs. The latest increase is a set-
back for ministers, who had wel-
comed a dip in inflation to 2.5%
in December.

Cyprus and Egypt sign
energy agreements

C yprus and Egypt signed
on Monday an Agree-
ment and a Memoran-
dum of Understanding (MoU)
for the Republic's exclusive
economic zone, described as
milestones for the exploita-
tion of natural gas deposits, as
well as the further develop-
ment of bilateral cooperation.

The energy agreements
were signed in Cairo, in the pre-
sence of the Presidents of the
two countries, Nikos Christodou-
lides and Abdel Fattah al-Sisi,
on the sidelines of the EGYPES
2025 gas exhibition, with the
participation of companies ope-
rating in Cyprus EEZ.

"The MoU for the commer-
cialization of "Aphrodite” gas field
and the Host Country Agreement
for the development of Block 6
of the EEZ, are a key step for the
energy planning of the Republic
and highlight the strategic role
of Cyprus in the hydrocarbon
sector," a presidency press
release said.

The MoU was signed bet-
ween the Republic of Cyprus,
Egypt and the licensees (Chev-
ron Cyprus Limited, NewMed
EnergyLP, BG Cyprus Limited)
for the development of the
“Aphrodite” gas field. The Memo-
randum establishes the frame-
work for the effective commer-
cialization of the natural gas

from the field.

A Host Government Agree-
ment was signed for the develop-
ment of hydrocarbons in Block
6, which defines the framework
within which the licensed con-
sortium (ENI/TOTAL), as well
as Egypt, as the Host Govern-
ment, will work together for the
commercialization of the natu-
ral gas deposits discovered
within the block (Kronos, Zeus,
Calypso).

According to the Presidency,
"the agreements broaden the
prospects for energy coopera-
tion with Egypt, while contribu-
ting to regional stability and
strengthening the geopolitical
position of Cyprus in the East-
ern Mediterranean."

These two agreements, the
press release reads, "signal the
determination of the Republic
to promote the sustainable ex-
ploitation of its natural resour-
ces, with the participation of
renowned international energy
partners, to strengthen its role
as an energy hub in the Eastern
Mediterranean and to ensure
the maximum possible benefit
for the Cypriot citizens, with the
aim of achieving more compe-
titive electricity prices and safe-
guarding the energy security
of the island."

Lebanese search for dead
in devastated villages

esidents of south Leba-
R non returned to devas-
tated villages on Tuesday,
searching for the bodies of
relatives killed in last year’s war
between Israel and Hezbollah
as Israeli troops withdrew from
most of the territory.

Israel's Foreign Minister
Gideon Saar said Israel would
complete its withdrawal from the
south on Tuesday to meet a dead-
line set under a U.S.-backed
ceasefire, but that it would tem-
porarily remain in five hilltop
points needed for its security.

Hezbollah, which was badly
pummelled in the war, said Israel
was still occupying Lebanese
territory and put the onus on the
Lebanese state to get Israeli
forces out.

Israel sent forces into the south
during a major offensive against
Hezbollah, the culmination of a
year of hostilities ignited by the
Gaza war.

It inflicted major blows on the
Iran-backed group, killing its
leader Hassan Nasrallah and
thousands of its fighters, leaving
it dramatically weakened.
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Concerns over installations and
electronics after Limassol fire

The electromechanical ser-
vices department was on
Monday working to deter-
mine whether a fire at a house in
Limassol, in which a family of five
died, was caused by a short cir-
cuit in the electrical installation,
a faulty device, or in any other
electrical problem.

The service was called in to
assist in the police and fire de-
partment investigations.

Speaking to CyBC on Monday
morning, fire brigade spokesman
Andreas Kettis said the damage
to the property was so extensive
that the fire brigade had been
unable to reach any certain con-
clusion to its cause. The investi-
gation will now continue with the

participation of a specially trained
team.

Meanwhile, the Limassol mu-
nicipality announced that it would
fully cover the funeral costs for all
five victims, expressing its “deep-
est sorrow” over the incident.

“The entire city is mourning the
loss of the family and our thoughts
are with their loved ones. From
the first moment, our municipa-
lity’s competent services, in colla-
boration with the central govern-
ment, have been by the side of
the victims’ family, providing all
the possible support,” it said.

It added that temporary hou-
sing has already been secured
for the other people who lived in
the building, while also pointing

out the wider factors relating to
the tragedy.

“This tragic incident highlights
issues related to living conditions,
building safety, and the general
housing crisis facing Limassol.
The city faces serious challenges
in terms of affordable housing,
the safety of older buildings, and
access for vulnerable groups to
decent living conditions,” it said.

On this matter, it said a frank
discussion on housing policy
“cannot wait any longer, as itis a
matter of dignity, safety, quality
of life, and social justice.”

The tragedy had raised ques-
tions as to the prevalence of
poor-quality appliances, adaptor
plugs and extensions, and the
degree to which regulation for
their import is sufficient.

Adaptors are widely used and
provided in shops which sell elec-
trical appliances outfitted with
European two-pin plugs. Using
the appliance with a European
plug, through an adaptor or by
other means, increases the risk
of fire, experts have said. Repla-
cing the two-pin with a standard
three-pin plug would be the safer
option, despite resulting in forfeit
of the appliance’s warranty.

Appliances, adaptors and
extension plugs brought in from
China must be better monitored,

they said.

The manner of inspection of
electricity installations in private
households and other premises
has also come under scrutiny. At
present the first inspection is car-
ried out by the electricity autho-
rity (EAC), which is also legally to
carry out an inspection any time
changes are made to the instal-
lation.

Only EAC-certified electricians
are permitted to carry out the first
inspection, while currently subse-
quent ones may be carried out
by other electricians. Sample
checks are carried out by the
state on products for sale which
are imported after being evalua-
ted in laboratories abroad.

The fire in Limassol was repor-
ted at around 4am on Saturday
and four fire engines were at the
scene within minutes. The family
home was on the second floor
and modifications had been made
to it, using plywood and other
makeshift materials, authorities
reported.

A father, aged 35, a mother
aged 33, and their three children,
aged seven, three and two died
in the tragedy. They were identi-
fied as Bassem Adeeb Gamil
Takla and Maria Georgiou. The
oldest two children were girls
and the youngest a boy.

Ship sank to create

reef off Larnaca coast

he Lambousa Il vessel
Twas sunk on Saturday at

the Oroklini marine protec-
ted area to create an artificial
reef. It is the third ship sunk in
the area in five years.

Agriculture Minister Maria
Panayiotou Panayiotou, speak-
ing aboard a vessel during the
sinking, emphasized the impor-
tance of the action for marine life,
ecosystem protection, and fish-
ing.

She assured that her ministry
will continue to consistently im-
plement the protection and sus-
tainable management of marine
resources, adding that in colla-
boration with all stakeholders,
it will work to ensure that the pro-

tection of the marine environment
is combined with opportunities
for development and sustain-
able utilisation.

Oroklini, established as a
marine protected area in 2020,
has limited natural reefs. Enhan-
cing it with ships like Lambousa
Il helps create safe spaces for
marine life and increases fish
stocks.

Previously, the ships Elpida
and Lef1 were also sunk nearby
to support marine life.

The 23-metre Lambousa I,
built in Romania in 1995 and
added to the Cypriot registry in
2003, will now serve as a habi-
tat for marine organisms after
completing its life cycle.

CWBC reiterates commitment to solution and women’s
participation in the peace process to DiCarlo

ithin the framework of
her Cyprus visit, UN Un-
der Secretary-General

for Political and Peacebuilding
Affairs, Ms. Rosemary DiCarlo,
participated in a meeting with
bicommunal women'’s organiza-
tions, co-organized by the Cyprus
Women Bicommunal Coalition
(CWBC) and the Office of the
Special Adviser to the UN Secre-
tary-General in Cyprus.

The productive and well-in-
formed meeting which took place
on Monday 10 February, at the
Ledra Palace Hotel, was atten-

ded by a number of bicommunal
women’s organizations including
the Centre for Gender Equality
and History, the Gender Advisory
Team, Hands Across the Divide,
the Mediterranean Women Me-
diators Network and Women
Walk and Talk.

Ms. DiCarlo stressed that wo-
men’s participation in the peace
process is a key UN priority, a
matter not only of fairness and
equality but part and parcel of
smart peace-making. She under-
lined that evidence shows con-
flict prevention, mediation and

peacebuilding processes that
fully, equally and meaningfully in-
clude women are far more likely
to lead to agreements that enjoy
broad national ownership and
support. Critically, such agree-
ments are also more durable.
Ms. DiCarlo said she had
emphasized the importance of
an inclusive, transparent and
gender-balanced Cyprus peace
process during her discussions
with the two leaders, stating they
should fully include women as
part of their delegations in future
meetings, in line with their Action

Plan (2022).

Following Ms. DiCarlo’s open-
ing statement, views were ex-
changed, and specific recom-
mendations were put forward by
the participant organizations as
to how women’s participation can
be enhanced in the absence of
formal negotiations and can be
formalized as part of future
peace talks.

CWBC reiterated their commit-
ment to an urgent solution, as
well as the full, equal and mean-
ingful participation of women in
the peace process, with a gender

perspective.

CWBC promoted the creation
of formal channels for civil
society, in particular women’s
groups, to provide input on issues

such as security, governance
and human rights, with a bicom-
munal formation of women seat-
ed at the negotiation table in
future talks.
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Councillors get jabbed during
HIV Testing Week

wo Enfield councillors have

I highlighted how “quick and

easy” it is to get tested for

HIV and other sexually transmit-
ted infections (STlIs).

Last week was National HIV
Testing Week and, to mark the oc-
casion, Conservative councillors
Ruby Sampson and Chris Joan-
nides booked themselves in for
a pre-booked test at Town Clinic
in Enfield Town.

As well as the clinic, staff per-
formed instant HIV finger-prick
tests from a stall at Enfield Market
and outside Enfield Civic Centre.

The free tests at the clinic in-

clude checks for other STls such
as chlamydia, syphilis and gonor-
rhea.

Clir Joannides told the Dispatch:
“I found the service very profes-
sional and being tested was quick
and easy — and painless.”

The market stall also offered
people free condoms and advice
about other contraceptive
methods.

Clir Sampson said: “We have
taken a HIV test as councillors to
show that we’re not ashamed to
get tested for HIV, it's easy to do
and only took five minutes out of
our day.

“We should all get tested and
find out our HIV status. Everyone
has sexual health and everyone
should get tested.”

Town Clinic in Burleigh Way re-
cently came under threat of clo-
sure as Enfield Council looked
to save money on sexual health
spending, but after a backlash
was able to renegotiate its con-
tract with North Middlesex Hos-
pital to be able to continue fund-
ing the Enfield Clinics Health Org-
anisation (Echo) which runs the
clinic, as well as similar service
at White Lodge Medical Practice
in Chase Side.

Cllr Sampson had led Tory
opposition to the previously pro-
posed closure and said: “We were
tested at the recently saved Town
Clinic. Here, we benefited from
the staff’'s unparalleled level of
expertise, care and experience to
ensure testing was done correctly
and covered all STDs and all in-
fections. Enfield residents will
continue to benefit from having
a sexual clinic on their door step.

“Thank you to the nurses at the
clinic and the staff at the Enfield
mobile testing van who have
played a vital role in national HIV
Testing Week. Early testing can
save lives.”

Opening up to mayhem

stark set comprising four
Awhite doors, opening in-
discriminately with a col-
ourful bunch of dotty characters
popping in and out, their body
language and facial expressions
suggesting something crazy is
afoot. The perfect start to an Eng-
lish farce. Not so. This is the
English National Opera’s first re-
vival of Joe Hill-Gibbins’ produc-
tion of Mozart's comic opera The
Marriage of Figaro (London
Coliseum). It is a welcome re-
turn having opened for one per-
formance in March 2020 before
COVID shut all theatres. Set in
a single inane day, the wedding
day of Figaro and Susanna, it ca-
tapults out of control into a series
of deliberate deception, mistaken
identities and collusion, all in a
good cause, to teach their em-
ployer, a philandering Count, a
lesson in fidelity. This is Shakes-
pearean in both thought and deed
and though musically it's not an
opera that will have you humming
you certainly get your monies
worth of tomfoolery and mayhem.
Figaro is played by the ebul-
lient bass-baritone David Ireland,
a fine singer and actor, who gets
better as the show progresses.
His chemistry with Mary Bevan’s
Susanna needs some perking up
but together they sow the seeds
of madness and deceit with
aplomb and Bevan’s excellent
tonal quality is well maintained
throughout the three hours of per-
formance. The doors could have
become an irksome distraction
were it not for movement direc-
tor Jenny QOgilvie’s excellent work
with choreographed moves and
moments of stiliness that even
this company of opera singers
are able to execute well — that
is not always the case.
There is no doubt this is an
opera of two halves and though
the second act sees the denoue-

ment (I've always thought it could
be trimmed by at least twenty
minutes) of all the scheming, it is
act one that offers more fun and
frivolity and some excellent vocal
work. Soprano Rebecca Evans
is splendid as Marcellina, both
her lower and upper range strong
and true as is Ava Dodd’s Bar-
barina. However, my companion
(a classical musician and Mozart
aficionado) and | agree that Nar-
dus Williams as Countess Alma-
viva was outstanding. A voice
shimmering with emotion, the
sound is mellifluous yet has a
depth and resonance that allows
you to lose yourself in its beauty.

So what do you get when you
combine The Bard with Ama-
deus? An evening of laughter
and enchantment.

Meanwhile Stellaria Embellou
is animated by the new order...

As you enter the theatre your
attention is immediately drawn
to a glass exposed lodge with a
single leather chair, a pigs head
proudly hung centre stage and
a looping video clip of a herder
chasing cattle in a pen.

This production of George
Orwell's Animal Farm (Theatre
Royal, Stratford East), adapted
by Tatty Hennessy, comes as
close as you can to bringing the
vivid imagery and dynamic writ-
ing of the book into a theatre
setting making it equally engros-
sing. It's show that pulsates with
energy and atmosphere and a
cast totally committed to playing
animalistic roles in ways that
sometimes make you forget their
humanity!

It begins with an intense birth
scene of the Pigs and such was
its impact that you could have
heard a pin drop. It almost seems
churlish to pick out individual
performances such is the quality
of the whole cast but Everal A
Walsh’s Old Major has incredible

authenticity and his encourage-
ment of the uprising is fervid —
“Without us he hath nothing but
he gives us nothing,” he exclaims.
Similarly, Snowball played by
Robin Morrissey exacts a physi-
cality and facial animation in por-
traying a pig that is all encompas-
sing while delivering lines about
revolutionary plans to build the
windmill. In contrast, Tainah Hod-
ding brings heart-tugging pathos
to Clovee, the helpless uneduca-
ted character hanging into faith of
a brighter future only to be crushed
by the reality of the greed-rid-
dled truth. Adding to the visual
artistry is stylised choreography
of synchronised slow movements
which accentuate the facial ex-
pressions, that accompanied by
snorts, screeches and all sorts of
animal sounds. Amy Leach directs
with precision and pace, maximi-
sing every opportunity for shock
and awe and Jai Morjaria’s light-
ing, which is wonderful through-
out, is bang on in building the
tension and climax of the battle
scenes.

The production forces you to
think about the haunting themes
that are still relevant today and
as the whole thing descends into
a chasm of darkness and despair
the show has some moments
that could easily be described as
coups de théatre. Unmissable.

Finally, Sotira Kyriakides expe-

riences something very special. ..

The stage lights rise to reveal
an immense boulder, grey, metal-
lic and menacing, bridging a river
yet unseen. Slowly, the dancers
introduce us to sounds and move-
ment as the dramatic soundtrack
conjures an atmosphere of fore-
boding, a storm brewing. Layers
of emotion flood the stage, the
choreography weaving wave up-
on wave of opposing feelings,
playful, frantic, teasing, oppres-
sing, uplifting, tragic, manipulat-
ing body and mind through every
step and gesture. This is Voll-
mond (Sadler’s Wells), a piece
created by Bausch in 2006 and
now presented as a co-produc-
tion between Tanztheater Wup-
pertal Pina Bausch + Terrain
Boris Charmatz.

The storm breaks, and the rains
begin to pour; water gushes,
releasing tension to lighter,
brighter, sounds and sensations.
The dancers uniting, sharing and
celebrating a joyful flirtatious

dialogue of possibility. The water
splashes and glistens on bodies
as they move in mesmerising,
complex and intertwining move-
ments.

The second act reveals trou-
bling undercurrents. The menace
returns, pain, confusion, conflic-
ting and unspoken intentions. The
artistry and complexity of move-
ment is inspiring, every tiny ges-
ture an expression of mixed emo-
tion. The audience is rocked from
high to low, held spellbound by
the narratives of love, loss and
intrigue. Then the waters return,
casting a dreamlike quality on
the scene. The rain cascades,
saturating fabric and forms. The
boundaries between humans and
water merge as the dancers
take on an amphibious quality,
drenching, soaking, slipping and
slithering. Still it pours, until the

final waves crash against bodies
and stillness returns.

There is a moment of silence
as the audience is released, and
a new wave floods through the
auditorium as the applause fills
the air and people rise to give this
performance the accolades it de-
serves. This is a very special eve-
ning, a feast of the senses, an
emotional rollercoaster of mes-
merising sound and movement
that reaffirms the power of dance
as a universal language of expres-
sion.

erry Anderson (1929 — 2012)
G British director and writer who

created the popular TV puppet
series Thunderbirds and Captain Scar-
let.

When approached to produce and
direct a puppet show for children’s tele-
vision in the 1950s, Anderson saw it
purely as an opportunity to get a foot in
the door and hoped that it would lead
to a career directing more conventional
TV dramas and feature films, with
human stars.

Anderson did direct one low-budget
British crime movie a few years later.
But Crossroads to Crime (1960) merits
nothing more than a footnote in British
screen history, and it was Anderson’s
subsequent return to working with
marionettes on such cult sci-fi series as
Supercar (1961-62), Fireball XL5 (1962-
63), Stingray (1964-65) and Thunder-
birds (1965-66) that secured a pre-
eminent place in the story of British
television, the history of puppetry and
the memories of more than one gene-
ration of young viewers.

Anderson and his team, including his
wife at the time, Sylvia Anderson, took
puppetry to new levels of realism, with
a technique he christened “Superma-
rionation”. It employed very thin metal
wires, which not only controlled the pup-
pets but also carried signals that syn-
chronised lip movements with dialogue.

The downside, or at least the appar-
ent downside, was that the heads con-
tained the equipment and were overly
large for the bodies.

The puppets still walked in a jerky
fashion, so Anderson determined they
should spend as much time as possible
in vehicles. The science-fiction genre
provided the scope to make his vehicles
as imaginative and futuristic as possible
and they became an essential part of the
appeal of the classic shows - taking on
the role of title character in each.

Advances in electronics enabled a
leap forward again with Captain Scarlet
and the Mysterons (1967-68) and this
time the puppets’ heads were in perfect
proportion to their bodies. The storyline
of a war with aliens, represented as two
sinister circles of light, borrowed from
the premise of the chilling sci-fi classic
Invasion of the Body Snatchers (1956),
and it marked a move away from the
sweet notion of Thunderbirds as a fam-
ily business, with the former astronaut
Jeff Tracy running a fleet of rescue craft,
each manned by a different son.

He went on to create and produce
many more series, with puppets and
human actors, including Space: 1999
(1975-77), a live-action series that was
reputedly the most expensive made for
British television up to that point.

His career dipped in the 1980s but he
enjoyed a remarkable resurgence in
the 1990s when repeats of Thunderbirds
led to it becoming a phenomenon all over
again. People queued overnight out-
side shops in the hope of being able to
buy a model of Tracy Island for Christ-
mas and Blue Peter ran an item on how
to make your own.

The renewed popularity led to a big-
budget, live-action film of Thunderbirds

in 2004. It seemed to miss the point of
the TV shows (which was that they were
puppets) and failed abysmally at the
box office. Anderson, who had once been
so desperate to work in movies, had
nothing to do with it.

Gerald Alexander Abrahams (1929 -
2012) was born in London, his ancestors
came from Central Europe and their sur-
name was changed from Bieloglovski
to Abrahams when they arrived in Eng-
land.

Anderson’s film career began in the
1940s when he worked at the Colonial
Film Unit and Gainsborough Pictures,
serving as an assistant editor on The
Wicked Lady (1945). After national ser-
vice in the RAF he returned to Gains-
borough and then joined an indepen-
dent television company called Poly-
technic Studios. When it folded he set
up a company, with several former col-
leagues, and they were desperate for
work when they were offered the chance
to getinvolved in a children’s show called
The Adventures of Twizzle with the
children’s author Roberta Leigh.

The Adventures of Twizzle (1957-58)
featured a toy boy, with expanding arms
and legs. Torchy the Battery Boy (1959)
followed, another Roberta Leigh project.

Four Feather Falls (1960) was the first
series originated by Anderson. It was
a Western featuring a sheriff called Tex
Tucker, voiced by Nicholas Parsons.
But it contained fantastic elements that
Anderson would develop in his run of
classic sci-fi series, after his failure to
cross over into live action feature films
with Crossroads to Crime.

Sylvia Thamm had been a secretary at
Polytechnic and subsequently worked
for Anderson’s company AP Films.
Anderson left his first wife, married
Thamm and, as Sylvia Anderson, she
became a key figure in the set-up and
a familiar name in British television. She
gets the credit for developing the person-
alities of many of the characters. She
also provided voices for some, including
Lady Penelope in Thunderbirds.

As well as pushing back the frontiers
of puppet technology, Anderson was
also a pioneer in the field of merchandi-
sing in the early 1960s, long before
Star Wars (1977). He set up a separate
merchandising operation and there was
a huge range of toys, comics, annuals,
bubblegum and confectionery cards,
model kits and other items, many of
which are now very valuable as memo-
rabilia. He also acquired merchandising
rights for other people’s shows, including
Bewitched, The Man from UNCLE and
The Saint, and at one point even had
a deal with the pop group Abba.

His shows sold internationally, but
had only limited success in the US; and
two Thunderbirds films, Thunderbirds are
Go (1966) and Thunderbird 6 (1968),
did disappointing business. After Captain
Scarlet, many regarded Joe 90 (1968-
69), with its nine-year-old secret-agent
hero, as puerile.

Anderson realised a long-held ambi-
tion when he wrote and produced the
live-action film Doppelganger (1969),
about a planet on the far side of the Sun
where everything on Earth is duplicated.

The television series UFO (1970-71)
was also live-action, though the basic
scenario of alien invaders and a secret
defence organisation recalled earlier
puppet shows. ITV schedulers could not
make up their mind if it was for adults
or children - in some areas it went out
late at night and in others it was broad-
cast on Saturday mornings. It was to be
a recurring problem for Anderson.

Anderson effectively hired himself out
as producer for Lew Grade’s live action
drama series The Protectors (1972-74),
which followed a trend of shows about
freelance troubleshooters. Space: 1999
(1975-1977) was another live-action
series, starring Martin Landau and Bar-
bara Bain.

During the 1970s he was approached
by the producer Harry Saltzman to adapt
the James Bond novel, Moonraker. His
active involvement in the series ended
when Saltzman split with his business
partner Cubby Broccoli, though Ander-
son claimed that Broccoli used some of
his ideas in The Spy Who Loved Me
(1977).

In later years there were many un-
realised and abortive projects. One of
his more successful later shows was
Terrahawks (1983-86), a sci-fi show that
used fairly realistic glove-and-rod pup-
pets as heroes and ugly, caricatured
puppets as villains. The latter were
clearly influenced by Jim Henson.

Anderson’s later shows retain a loyal
following but there is little sense of
breaking new ground. Anderson, who
was appointed MBE in 2001, produced
a new CGl version of Captain Scarlet
in 2005.

Supercar (1961 - 62)

Supercar, a multi-environment craft
invented by Professor Rudolph Popkiss
and Doctor Horatio Beaker, and piloted
by Mike Mercury.

Fireball XL5 (1962 - 63)

The interplanetary adventures of the
crew of the W.S.P. spacecraft Fireball
XL5, patrolling Sector 25 of the galaxy
in the year 2062.

Stingray (1964 - 65)

The adventures of the crew of the
W.A.S.P. super-submarine Stingray,
patrolling the oceans in the year 2064.

Thunderbirds (1965 - 1966)

First launched onto British television
in 1965, and for many fans remains the
pinnacle of the Gerry Anderson legacy.
The series centred around the exploits
of International Rescue, a global res-
ponse organisation founded by billion-
aire ex-astronaut Jeff Tracy on a beau-
tiful island somewhere in the Pacific. His
five sons, (each named after a real life
NASA astronaut), took control of the five
Thunderbirds machines, a fleet of res-
cue craft designed by the engineering
genius Brains. These included: Thun-
derbird 1 (a hypersonic rocket piloted by
Scott) Thunderbird 2 (the heavy trans-
porter piloted by Virgil) Thunderbird 3
(the space rocket flown by Alan) Thun-

derbird 4 (a submarine operated by
Gordon) and Thunderbird 5 (an orbiting
space satellite manned by John).

Captain Scarlet and the Mysterons
(1967 - 68)

In the year 2068 AD, a Zero-X mission
has successfully reached and landed
on Mars; its mission: to discover the
source of strange signals that had been
monitored on Earth. An MEV (Martian
Exploration Vehicle) sets out to explore
the surface, with its 3-man crew: Lieute-
nant Dean, Navigator Conway and mis-
sion commander Captain Black - a top
officer of the worldwide peace-keeping
armed force and security service known
as Spectrum.

Joe 90 (1968 - 69)

The series follows Joe McClaine, a
9-year-old British schoolboy, the adopted
son of Professor lan "Mac" McClaine,
a renowned computer expert. Residing
in a secret underground laboratory is
Mac's latest invention, the BIG RAT
(Brain Impulse Galvanoscope Record
and Transfer), a machine capable of
recording knowledge and experience
from leading experts in various fields and
transferring it to another human brain.

UFO (1969 - 70)

In the future year of... 1980, Earth is
under attack by UFOs sent by a dying
race (no name for the aliens is ever given)
seeking to harvest human organs! A
top-secret multinational organisation
called SHADO (Supreme Headquarters
Alien Defence Organisation), led by the
dedicated Commander Straker, is given
unprecedented resources to suppress
knowledge of the aliens while at the
same time finding ways to fight them.

Space: 1999 (1975-1977)

On September 13th 1999, a small
explosion blows the moon out of its orbit
and accelerates it to a velocity sufficient
to send it hurtling out of the solar system
and travelling interstellar distances in
improbably short times. During this cata-
strophic event, the 300 persons crewing
Moon base Alpha decide to make the
best of bad situation by surviving for at
least three years with no means of sup-
port, until they hopefully find a new
planet to call home.

Terrahawks (1983 - 86)

In the year 2020, the alien android
Zelda attacks an outpost on Mars and
makes it her home base in her efforts to
destroy humankind and take over the
Earth. To stop her, the Earth employs an
elite task force known as the Terrahawks,
who pilot an array of exotic aircraft into
battle against Zelda's minions.

Space Precinct (1994 - 95)

Two hundred years ago, planet Altor
in the Epsilon Erandi System was com-
pletely uninhabited, but by the year 2040,
it has been colonised by alien species
from the planet's neighbouring worlds.

New Captain Scarlett (2003 - 05)

In the year 2068, Captain Scarlet and
Captain Black discover the Mysteron
City during a mission to Mars, and Cap-
tain Black opens fire when he mistakes
a probe for an offensive action. Thus the
Mysterons are now retaliating on Earth
with their retrometabolism power, and
using Captain Black's clone as their
main agent.

FILM OF THE WEEK
I’'m Still Here

Here is another honourable
film from the great Brazilian film-
maker Walter Salles, the director
of CENTRAL STATION and THE
MOTORCYCLE DIARIES. The
action is set in Rio de Janeiro in
1971, at the time when the Bra-
zilian people were forced to live
under military dictatorship.

The story is based on Marcelo
Rubens Paiva’s memoir-one of
the five children of the Paivas, a
loving middle-class family living
a carefree existence in a rented
house by the beach, until the vio-
lent nature of the oppressive re-
gime begins to change their lives
forever. The father is Rubens (Sel-
ton Mello), a civil engineer and
politician who opposes the status
quo, while his loyal wife Eunice
(Fernarda Torres) struggles to
keep her family together...

Under military junta, tragic
stories of abduction, torture and
murder were very common dur-
ing the early seventies, espe-
cially in countries like Chile and
Greece, and Brazil was no excep-
tion. Salles delivers one of the
most powerful and compelling
films of the year and Torres is a
worthy Golden Globe Winner of
the Best Actress Award in Drama
for her magnificent performance,
and is also a strong contender
for this year’s Oscar. She is the
driving force of the story and pro-
vides the heart and soul of this
deeply moving film that needs
to be seen.

Memoir Of
A Snail

This adorable Australian ani-
mated feature follows the story
of Grace Pudel (voice by Sarah
Snook), a lonely soul who tells
her life story to a garden snail
called Sylvia. Grace still longs to
be reunited with her twin brother
Gilbert (Kodi Smit-McPhee) from
whom she was separated when
they were young. Now Grace
develops an unlikely friendship
with an elderly eccentric woman
called Pinkie (Jacki Weaver)...

Adam Elliot, the writer/director
of MARY & MAX, brings to the
screen another terrific “clayogra-
phy” animation using traditional
stopmotion techniques to great
effect which are perfectly compli-
mented by ace voice work.

Itis a dark but also a very funny
tale worth experiencing on the
big screen.

Brave New
World

The descent of the superhero
falls even further with this mud-
dled Marvel Comics adventure.
Chris Evans passed on the

mantle to Anthony Mackie’s
Sam Wilson as the new Cap-
tain America, who finds himself
in the middle of an international
incident following his meeting
with the newly elected U.S. Pre-
sident Thaddeus Ross (Harrison
Ford)...

Mackie is a smug presence
while Ford appears to be eter-
nally in a bad mood. Even the
special effects look tired.

Picnic At
Hanging Rock

Peter Weir's 1975 masterwork
is back in cinemas in a sparkling
4K restoration just in time to
celebrate its 50th anniversary.

It was one of the highlights of
the Australian New Wave during
the seventies and it is as strong
and intriguing as the day it was
first released. It is adapted from
Joan Lindsay’s novel which takes

Cyprus In
Winter + Greece
Year Zero

| had the pleasure of meeting
Greek Canadian filmmaker Dan-
nis Koromilas when he was brief-
ly visiting London last summer.
He talked passionately and elo-
quently about his projects and
after seeing his excellent docu-
mentary GREECE YEAR ZERO,
| have nothing but praise for this
dedicated man’s work.

Itis brilliantly researched and
daring project about Greece’s
untold history during the last cen-
tury. Many people avoid talking
about Greece’s dark years espe-
cially during the horrific civil war
that devastated the country follow-
ing the Nazi occupation. Dannis
has unearthed some terrific ar-
chive material, and his essential
film is also complimented by his
book KALAMATA '21- an antho-
logy of historical essays explor-
ing the 1821-1827 Greek War of
Independence.

Dannis selected certain diaries
and journals from the period to
reflect what the actual heroes
were expressing. His current
projectis CYPRUS IN WINTER,
another brilliantly researched
documentary about the island’s
history from the days when it first
became a British colony after the
Great War until the catastrophic
Turkish invasion of July 1974.

Some rare archive material
highlights the EOKA years dur-
ing the fifties as well as footage
when military dictatorship took
over Greece in 1967. Itled to the
Turkish invasion of 1974 which
split the island into two - subse-
quently Greece got its demo-

cracy back, but it was Cyprus
that paid the price.

The Seed Of
The Sacred Fig

Mohammad Rasoulof’'s com-
pelling thriller was shot in Iran en-
tirely in secret and was inspired
by the country’s massive protests
following the death of Mahsa
Amini in police custody. The story
follows Iman, a newly appointed
investigating judge for the Revo-
lutionary Court in Tehran. He is a
family man with a loving wife and
two daughters, but because of
the danger of his new job he is
given a gun. Meanwhile, the
streets are bursting with protests
and to make matters even worse
Iman’s gun goes missing...

Itis a slow burner that begins
as a solid family drama before it
develops into a nightmarish psy-
chological study leading into a
nail-biting finale. Essential view-
ing!

Ramona

This engaging film from the
Dominican Republic follows the
story of a young actress as she
prepares for the role of a pregnant
teenager. Part of her research
is to interview many pregnant
young girls about their predica-
ment before she begins to por-
tray Ramona.

It is an effective combination
of reality with drama that works
brilliantly well. Director Victoria
Linares Villegas gives a voice to
many young women, who effort-
lessly express their own concerns
and fears about their circumstan-
ces. (MUBI)

UK Cypriot actor Peter Polycarpou

stars in The Brutalist
The Brutalist, a three and a half hour epic,

has been called a masterpiece by many
reviewers. It was made for a small budget,
but has already achieved worldwide success.

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91-year-old Cypriot is Britain’s oldest chip shop owner

While most people his age have been retired for the
best part of three decades, 91-year-old British Cypriot John
Panayis is the United Kingdom’s oldest chip shop owner
and is still serving up fish suppers.

More than 60 years in the food industry have not
dampened Panayis’ appetite to work seven-hour shifts five
days a week, with the nonagenarian a stalwart at Nick’s
Plaice, in the south midlands town of Northampton.

He had bought the chippy back in 2009, when he was
positively a spring chicken at 76, and handed the business
over to his son Nick five years ago with the plan of stepping
back.

However, he missed the job so much, and was so bored at
home, that he made a swift and permanent return to frying
fish. Now, he vows to carry on for as long as he physically
can, saying he “can’t do retirement”.

“I found | couldn’t do retirement. How many times can you
really mow the lawn and trim the roses? I've never been one
to be stuck inside the house. | only retired for a couple of
months before | came back. I've got to be with people and
the work keeps your mind active,” he said.

“| like coming here and | like the customers, and they
support us and | am very grateful for that.”

It is the “right wine” that he says he believes is the key to
his longevity, adding, “I think I've been ill once my whole
life.”

That, combined with eating his 84-year-old wife Andrea’s
cooking, combined with fish and chips at least twice a week,
sometimes even for breakfast, is what keeps him going.

Panayis first arrived in the UK from Cyprus in 1950 at the
age of just 17, and during a career which has spanned nearly

three quarters of a century has owned restaurants in both
Northampton and in Hereford.

He opened Northampton'’s first French restaurant, as well
as a coffee shop and a nightclub in the town, before finally
opening his current establishment almost 16 years ago.

“The shop has been in the family since 2009 but | used to
run restaurants before. We started up with my son being the
co-owner but last year | bought back into it. I've been in the
hospitality business since 1950, ever since | came from
Cyprus,” he said.

He added that he has “never been out of work”, but said
that of his friends around his age, he is the only one still in
a job.

“I certainly don’t know of anyone my age who is working.
Most of them are suffering from their legs and backs. |
know friends of mine in the catering business ... They retired,
they can’t work now. Or they’re dead,” he said.

He, however, regularly hauls 20-kilogram sacks of potatoes
around his shop, and said “l don’t know what it’s like” to not
have a job.

“I always joked with my family if | came back after | died,
I'd probably be a fish. | am 91, I'll be 92 in March. I'm a day
older than | was yesterday, the 91 or the 92 doesn’t matter.
Why grow old? | never say ‘| can’t do this’ or ‘| can’t do that’.”

He added, “if you retire, you retire from living. Life doesn’t
end when you're 65.”

His son Nick, one of his four children, said Panayis is

Tsiknopempti: the consumption of large amounts of meat before Lent!

Tsiknopempti, which this year falls on
20 February, marks the official opening
of the Carnival (apokries) celebrations
with “tsiknomata” (meat barbecues) and
impromptu parties.

It occurs on the second to last Thurs-
day before Lent in the Greek Orthodox
Church calendar. The name Tsikno-
pempti derives from the words tsikno-
ma (the smell of barbequed meat) and
Pempti (Thursday) and can be transla-
ted as Charred Thursday or Smoky
Thursday.

Locals consume large amounts of
grilled and roasted meats before Lenten
fasting commences.

One of the things that makes Tsikno-
pempti so special for Greek Cypriots
is the sense of community that comes
with it. People from all walks of life come
together to celebrate and enjoy each
other's company. It's a time for families
and old friends to catch up, and for new
friendships to be made.

Preparations start early in the morning
and every household, business, work-

place, school and neighbourhood orga-
nises the great feast. A foukou (rotis-
serie charcoal BBQ) is fired up outside
every store, house or workplace and
though it is a working day, a few people
actually work.

A foukou can grill all kinds of meat,
such as souvla (large chunks of pork,
lamb or chicken on the spit), souvlaki
(smaller chunks of pork or chicken on
the spit), sheftalia, sausages and hal-
loumi cheese). Walking in towns and
villages, you may smell this “tsikna”

everywhere.

In the afternoon, the party escalates
with a big street party in Limassol city
centre, where people welcome the
King or Queen of Carnival. The King or
Queen is a different person every year
and is chosen by the municipal council
based on his/her contribution to the
carnival tradition of the city. This title is
a great honour and a great recognition
for each year’s Carnival King/Queen.

Apart from dancing and partying,
serenade-singers give a romantic, retro

touch to the day. Serenades are tradi-
tionally sung by male choirs, usually
accompanied by the mandolin and the
guitar. Serenade choirs have a long
history and tradition in Limassol, hence
the Limassol Carnival is included in
the Cyprus Intangible Heritage List of
UNESCO.

Carnival events continue for ten
days and escalate on Shrove Sunday
with carnival parades in different cities,
attracting thousands of participants,
locals and foreigners alike.

Saline rinse such as a neti
pot is a container made to rinse
debris or mucus from the nasal
cavity using salt water. It can help
flush out allergens and irritants
from nasal passages that can
help reduce congestion and sinus
pressure. Make sure a sterile
saline solution is used to avoid
any infection.

Herbal teas such as echinacea
help improve the immune system,
cranberry is good for flushing and
cleansing out water infections,
chamomile is good for soothing
the digestive system and is also
good for anxiety and insomnia.
Ginger and green tea are known
for helping with nausea, bloating
and indigestion. Ginger, well rec-
ognised for its anti-inflammatory
properties, can help ease pain.

Drinking a cup
of warm tea with honey, lemon
and ginger can soothe that sore
throat and reduce sinus discom-
fort.

Air purifiers and Hepa filters
can help trap allergens like dust,
pet dander and pollen, improving

indoor air quality and reducing
allergy symptoms. A Hepa filter
is a highly efficient air filter that
can remove airborne particles.
'Hepa' stands for ' high efficiency
particulate air' - Hepa filters are
commonly found in air purifiers, in
whole house filtration systems to
help maintain a healthy indoor
environment by removing dust,
pollen, mold, bacteria and other
airborne particles, making it good
for reducing indoor air pollution
which may be as harmful as out-
door pollution.

Home improvements like
keeping windows closed during
the high pollen season; Shower
and change after being outdoors;
Wash bedding and curtains reg-
ularly to reduce bed mites; Use
fragrance free detergents and
fabric conditioners for sensitive

skins to minimize any skin irrita-
tion.

Managing some minor allergies
is possible with the right home
precautions, lifestyle, adjustments
and remedies. Though these re-
medies may not replace medical
treatments, they can complement
conventional therapies and im-
prove general wellbeing.

Seek medical advice if you have
severe allergic reactions such as
anaphylaxis, if there is any diffi-
culty breathing or swelling or if
symptoms persist despite the
home remedy treatments.
