P mer announced on Tues-
day that Britain would

raise its defence spending to
2.5% of GDP annually by 2027,
with a further increase to 3%
after 2029. This move signals
to U.S. President Donald Trump
that the UK is committed to
bolstering Europe’s security.
Just before his departure to
meet Trump in Washington, D.C,
Starmer told parliament that the
spending hike would be accele-
rated to provide greater support
for Europe as the U.S. leads
peace talks with Russia over its

invasion of Ukraine.

Amid the UK’s tight public fi-
nances, Starmer acknowledged
that funding for defence would
come at the expense of inter-
national aid, a decision he des-
cribed as difficult but necessary
to support Ukraine and Europe
ina"new era."

"Starting today, | can announce
that this government will begin
the biggest sustained increase
in defence spending since the
end of the Cold War," Starmer
declared. He added that, along
with spending on intelligence
services, the total defence bud-

get would reach 2.6% of GDP
by 2027.

"We must go further," Starmer
continued. "I've long argued that
all European allies must step
up and do more for our own de-
fence." He outlined plans for a
target of 3% GDP spending on
defence in the next parliament,
after the national election in
2029.

The increase will mean an
additional £13.4 billion in annual
defence spending from 2027.
The UK’s Ministry of Defence
spent £53.9 billion in the 2023/24
financial year. At the same time,
the international aid budget will
be reduced from 0.5% to 0.3%
of GDP by 2027.

This announcement marks a
clear opening strategy ahead of
Starmer’s meeting with Trump,
signaling Britain’s intention to
lead European efforts to streng-
then the U.S.-led NATO alliance
- an initiative Trump has long
championed, often calling on
countries to spend 5% of their
GDP on defence.

Starmer hopes to reassure
Trump that Europe will offer se-
curity guarantees to Kyiv if peace
talks with Russia succeed.

Meanwhile, during talks with

French President Emmanuel
Macron, Trump’s approach to
Ukraine revealed stark differen-
ces with European leaders. Mac-
ron, who shares a longstanding
rapport with Trump, expressed
strong disagreement on several
key issues, including Trump’s re-
luctance to label Russian Presi-
dent Vladimir Putin as a dictator.

“President Putin violated the
peace,” Macron said during a joint
press conference, in contrast to
Trump, who hesitated last week
to condemn Russia’s actions in
Ukraine.

Trump reiterated his desire
for a swift ceasefire, expressing
his intent to facilitate a deal bet-
ween Ukraine and Russia. He
even suggested he might meet
with Putin once an agreement
is reached.

Macron, however, emphasized
the need for a more measured
approach, advocating for a truce
first and then a peace deal with
solid security guarantees.

“We want peace, he wants
peace. We want peace swiftly,
but we don’t want an agreement
that is weak,” Macron told repor-
ters.

“Any peace deal must be as-
sessed, checked, and verified.”

Breakthrough

amas has agreed to
H release the final bodies
of hostages included
in the first phase of the Gaza
ceasefire deal, marking a signi-
ficant breakthrough. This an-
nouncement came as Israelis
mourned the Bibas family, who
have come to symbolize the deep
trauma Israel endured from the
October 7, 2023 attacks.

The agreement ended a days-
long standoff over the hostage
exchange and came just as Israel
prepared for the funeral of the
Bibas family. This included the
bodies of nine-month-old Kfir
Bibas, his four-year-old brother
Ariel, and their mother Shiri,

in Gaza hostage deal

whose remains were handed
over last week.

The youngest hostages taken
during the Hamas-led assault on
Israel on October 7 were killed
weeks after being abducted into
Gaza. Yarden Bibas, their father,
who was taken separately, was
released earlier in an exchange
of hostages and prisoners.

Hamas claims the boys and
their mother were killed by an
Israeli airstrike, but Israel coun-
ters that intelligence and foren-
sic evidence suggest they were
murdered by their captors.

Thousands of mourners,
some visibly emotional, lined the
streets, carrying blue and white

Israeli flags or pictures of the fam-
ily. Many held orange balloons,
a symbol of mourning linked to
the Bibas boys' red hair.

The Bibas family has become
an emblem of the deep trauma
felt across Israel, where over
1,200 people were killed in the
October 7 assault, and 251 indivi-
duals were taken hostage. In res-
ponse, Israel’s airstrikes have
claimed more than 48,000 Pales-
tinian lives, while much of Gaza
lies in ruins. A fragile ceasefire,
mediated by Egypt and Qatar,
has held since last month, tem-
porarily halting hostilities.

Under the ceasefire agree-
ment, Hamas is to release 33
Israeli hostages in exchange for
around 2,000 Palestinian priso-
ners, the withdrawal of some Is-
raeli forces from Gaza, and the
delivery of humanitarian aid.

On Wednesday, Egyptian
mediators confirmed a break-
through, ensuring the release of
the final four bodies of hostages
in the first phase of the deal.
Hamas confirmed the exchange
agreement but did not specify
when the final bodies would be
handed over, stating the release

would occur "at the right time"
under a new framework.

The Israeli government had
previously refused to release
more than 600 Palestinian priso-
ners after accusing Hamas of
breaching the ceasefire by stag-
ing a provocative public hand-
over in Gaza.

The Al-Nasser Salah al-Deen
Brigades, a Gaza-based militant
group allied with Hamas, an-
nounced it would release the
body of hostage Ohad Yahalomi
on Thursday, but the timeline for
the other three bodies remains
unclear.

With the 42-day ceasefire set
to expire on Saturday, it's uncer-
tain whether the truce will be ex-
tended or whether talks for the
second phase of the deal, which
would cover the final 59 hosta-
ges in Gaza, will commence.

Despite multiple setbacks, the
ceasefire has mostly held, but
moving to the second phase will
require agreements on complex
issues, including the post-war
future of Gaza and the fate of
Hamas, which Israel has vowed
to eliminate as a governing power
in the region.

US and Ukraine
agree to terms of
critical minerals deal

he United States and

I Ukraine have agreed on

the terms of a draft min-

erals deal, a key component

of Kyiv’s efforts to maintain

Washington’s support as Pre-

sident Donald Trump pushes

for a swift resolution to the
war with Russia.

A source familiar with the
agreement stated that it does
not include US security guar-
antees or commitments for con-
tinued arms supplies but af-
firms Washington’s stance that
Ukraine should remain “free,
sovereign, and secure.”

Discussions regarding fu-
ture weapons shipments are
still ongoing between the two
nations.

Trump told reporters that
Ukrainian President Volodymyr
Zelenskiy is expected to visit
Washington on Friday to sign
a “very big deal,” following an
exchange of heated remarks
between the two leaders last
week.

Framing the deal as a way
for the US to recoup its finan-
cial support to Ukraine, Trump
also suggested that some form

of peacekeeping force would
be necessary if a ceasefire
agreement is reached. While
some European nations have
expressed willingness to deploy
peacekeepers, Moscow has
firmly opposed any NATO pre-
sence in Ukraine. Trump claimed
on Monday that Russia would
accept such forces, but the
Kremlin denied this assertion
the following day.

Trump’s push to end the war
and his perceived tilt toward
Moscow have raised concerns
about potential US concessions
to Russian President Viadimir
Putin, which could impact
Ukraine’s security, shift the bal-
ance of power in Europe, and
reshape global geopolitics.

Last week, Trump falsely re-
ferred to Zelenskiy as an unpop-
ular “dictator” who must reach
a quick peace settlement or
risk losing Ukraine. In response,
Zelenskiy accused Trump of
being trapped in a “disinforma-
tion bubble.”

According to sources, both
sides have now approved the
draft agreement and recom-
mended it for signing.

UK firms cut staff before
Reeves’ tax hike

ritish companies are re-
B ducing their workforce

at the fastest rate in over
four years as they brace for a
tax hike introduced by Finance
Minister Rachel Reeves, which
has already led to higher sup-
plier costs.

The preliminary reading of the
UK S&P Composite Purchasing
Managers’ Index (PMI) for Feb-
ruary edged down slightly to 50.5
from 50.6 in January, staying
just above the 50 threshold that
marks the divide between growth
and contraction.

However, employment saw a
steeper decline, falling to 43.5
from 45.3 - its lowest level since
November 2020 and, excluding

the COVID-19 period, the weak-
est since the 2007-08 financial
crisis.

In her first budget statement
since Labour took power in July,
Reeves increased employer
social security contributions by
£25 billion, sparking backlash
from businesses that warned of
job losses.

Companies are already feel-
ing the strain, with costs rising
at the fastest pace in nearly two
years. Some suppliers have pre-
emptively raised prices ahead
of the April tax hike and a nearly
7% rise in the minimum wage.
As a result, prices charged by
firms have climbed close to Jan-
uary’s 18-month high.
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Ukraine needs $524bn to recover
and rebuild after three years of war

I build Ukraine’s economy

after Russia’s invasion has

risen to $524 billion, nearly three

times its expected 2024 econo-

mic output, the World Bank, Uni-

ted Nations, European Commis-

sion and the Ukrainian govern-
ment found.

Anew study by the institutions
included data from Russia’s inva-
sion three years ago through
December 31, including a 70%
increase in damages to Ukraine’s
energy infrastructure from Rus-
sian attacks.

It showed an increase of over
7% from the last estimate of
$486 billion one year ago, with
housing, transport, energy, com-

merce and education being the
most affected sectors.

The study quantifies the direct
physical damage to buildings and
other infrastructure, the impact
on people’s lives and livelihoods
and the cost to “build back better,”
the institutions said in a joint news
release.

U.S. President Donald Trump
is pushing to end the war through
separate talks with Russia and
Ukraine, telling reporters during
a meeting with French President
Emmanuel Macron that a deal
could be reached in weeks.

“In the past year, Ukraine’s re-
covery needs have continued to
grow due to Russia’s ongoing
attacks,” Ukraine’s Prime Min-

ister Denys Shmyhal said in a
statement.

Ukraine’s government has
allocated $7.37 billion to address
priority needs for 2025, with sup-
port from donors, but still has a
financing gap of nearly $10 billion,
the joint statement said.

The latest assessment, using
a universal methodology to as-
sess damages and needs, found
that direct damage in Ukraine
from Russian attacks has risen
to $176 billion from $152 billion
reported in February 2024.

About 13% of Ukraine’s total
housing stock has been damaged
or destroyed, affecting more than
2.5 million households.

It cited a 70% increase in dam-

aged or destroyed assets in the
energy sector since the last as-
sessment one year ago, includ-
ing power generation, transmis-
sion, distribution infrastructure
and district heating.

The housing sector accounted
for about $84 billion of the total
long-term needs, followed by
transport with almost $78 billion,
energy and mining with almost
$68 billion, commerce and indus-
try with over $64 billion, and agri-
culture with over $55 billion.

The cost of debris clearance
and management alone was
pegged at almost $13 billion,
the report said.

Antonella Bassani, the World
Bank’s vice president for Europe
and Central Asia, said the as-
sessment showed the progress
Ukraine has already made on
physical and economic recovery,
reforms and reconstruction needs.

It excluded over $13 billion in
needs across eight sectors that
have already been met by Uk-
raine with the support of its part-
ners and the private sector. That
includes some $1.2 billion dis-
bursed from state budget and
donor funds for housing needs
and over 2,000 km (1,243 miles)
of emergency road repairs.

Larnaca airport

back to normal
after red alert

arnaca airport authorities
Lwere on red alert for three

hours on Monday after a
flight from Moldova landed and
was sent to a special area for
investigation, following informa-
tion that a suspicious person
was on board.

The plane, with 104 passen-
gers and crew on board, landed
just before 11am and was kept
away from other planes and the
airport building.

Armed police officers boarded
the plane and removed the sus-
picious person, who was then
interrogated at the airport.

Sources said it was a man
from Moldova, who had visited
Cyprus on various occasions.

The authorities were investi-
gating why he returned to
Cyprus and had also requested
information from Interpol about
the person — who had not been
arrested — as well as the person
in Moldova who notified the
authorities that the passenger
was dangerous.

Sources said the red alert was
due to a suspicious passenger,
however they clarified it was not
a hijack.

Civil Aviation in cooperation
with Hermes set all necessary
protocols in motion and Larnaca

airport reopened after three
hours.

During that time, all 103
passengers remained on board
until their luggage had been
searched.

Just before 2pm, the passen-
gers disembarked and the plane
was moved from the special
security area.

Larnaca airport remained
closed for ten minutes and a
flight from Qatar was redirected
to Paphos airport.

Transport Minister Alexis
Vafeades said the planes land-
ing at Larnaca were being kept
at a distance from the plane
from Moldova.

Justice Minister Marios Hart-
siotis said information had been
received that the suspicious
passenger was on board the
flight from Moldova.

When the information was re-
ceived, security measures were
immediately put in place for land-
ing and the police and fire de-
partment were mobilised.

Hartsiotis said the suspect was
interrogated and that the infor-
mation was being evaluated.

The police then announced on
Monday evening that the sus-
pect had been released without
charge.

Enfield Labour welcomes announcement of

additional Government support

nfield Labour has wel-

E comed the announcement
of additional support from

the Government. The Government
has announced Enfield Council
will receive £10 million in Excep-
tional Financial Support (EFS)
for the 2025/26 Financial Year.
Like all local authorities, under
the Conservative Government
Enfield faced a double whammy
of underfunding and skyrocket-

ing demand on statutory services
such as social care, homeless-
ness and SEND. However, we're
now working shoulder to shoul-
der with the new government to
tackle the many challenges we're
facing. While Enfield Council will
have to repay the £10 million
awarded under the EFS scheme,
the Government has abolished
the additional 1% premium levied
by the previous Government.

Leader of Enfield Council Ergin
Erbil said “The announcement
of £10 million in additional sup-
port for Enfield is very welcome.
Make no mistake, while Enfield
has been savaged by cuts forced
by the underfunding of local gov-
ernment by the previous Con-
servative Government, Enfield
Labour has, and will continue to,
set a balanced budget and not
raise Council Tax above the 5%
limit.

“The EFS funding allows us to
use our capital receipts to fund
this exceptional financial support
without additional borrowing or
debt costs. This responsible
approach to budget planning will
allow us to use our own funds to
create a safety net to protect us
from external risk. We welcome
the fact that the new Labour
Government are seeking to work
with councils seeking this fund-

ing to protect our communities
and ensure we continue to see
value for money, rather than
punishing councils further by
levying an additional 1% onto the
cost of borrowing this money.

First schools confirmed
for landmark free
breakfast clubs

amilies and children in
Fevery corner of England
will soon benefit from free,
daily breakfast clubs as the gov-
ernment is set to confirm the first
750 schools to offer the scheme,
putting up to £450 a year back
in parents’ pockets.

From as soon as April, chosen
schools across all 9 regions will
kick-off the historic programme,
with an early adopter phase set
to inform the government’s land-
mark national roll out which will
give all parents access to the
scheme.

Delivering on promises made
to working parents in the govern-
ment’'s manifesto, all primary
aged children in early adopter
schools will be able to access a
free breakfast and at least 30
minutes of free childcare, every
day, helping to support parents
getting into work by dropping
their children off half an hour
earlier.

Schools are encouraged to
offer healthy, varied and nutritious
breakfasts, with examples from
wheat bisks and porridge to fresh
fruit and yoghurt. The early adop-
ter schools also provide the per-
fect setting to host activities in-
cluding arts and crafts, educa-
tional puzzles, reading and more.

Universal free breakfast clubs
are central to the government’s
Plan for Change, removing bar-
riers to opportunity by making
sure every child starts the school
day ready to learn — with research
showing the clubs can have a
lasting impact on children’s be-
haviour, attendance and attain-

ment.

Making sure no child starts
school hungry, the scheme also
has an important role to play in
the government’s commitment
to remove the stain of child pov-
erty, as out of the 180,000 chil-
dren who will benefit in the early
adopter schools, around 67,000
attend schools in deprived areas.

The clubs come alongside a
raft of measures designed to cut
the cost of living for families, in-
cluding the commitment to signi-
ficantly cut uniform costs through
a cap on branded items and com-
plement government-funded
childcare.

Schools were chosen from
across England to ensure the
scheme tests and learns from
a variety of locations, including
those that do not currently run
a breakfast club, and all will re-
ceive funding to cover food and
staffing costs.

Government research shows
most parents (87%) think break-
fast clubs are a good chance for
children to socialise, and two
thirds (66%) recognise the value
of clubs providing educational
activities. Breakfast clubs have
been shown to boost children’s
reading, writing, and maths by
an average of 2 months.

Too many children’s life chan-
ces are being scarred by rising
poverty, with 1 in 4 in absolute
poverty as of 2023. The govern-
ment is determined to change
that, with the breakfast club roll-
out being driven alongside wider
work of the Child Poverty Task-
force.

jewellery or an expensive home
can be a source of pride and im-
bue you with a sense of distinc-
tion. On the other hand, these ob-
jects can create additional bur-
dens, constantly requiring secu-
rity and special consideration.

How can you reconcile these
two perceptions? Secure your
commodities and your peace of
mind by purchasing a high net
worth insurance policy.

WHO NEEDS IT?

Standard insurance policies
will meet the needs of most
customers. However, a high net
worth policy benefits customers
who have particularly valuable
assets, such as an expensive
home, a collection of fine art,
high-end jewellery, yachts, motor
vehicles and more. Standard
policies may not encompass cus-
tomers’ full range of assets, pro-

viding an insufficient sum insured
or one that cannot account for
the sheer volume of valuables.

Because they cover such a
wide variety of valuables, high
net worth policies are often com-
posed of several different covers
which, together, constitute a sin-
gle policy. The following sections
describe some popular covers
available as part of a high net
worth policy.

BUILDINGS COVER

Your luxury home is one of

As part of a high net worth in-
surance policy, ‘buildings’ is likely
defined as the main dwelling,
outbuildings, garages, swimming
pools, tennis courts and other
features on the property. High
net worth insurance policies typi-
cally extend cover beyond the

limits of a standard policy to
include buildings and features
ancillary to the main house.
Due to its expansive nature,
insurers usually offer buildings
cover, and most other high net
worth covers, on an ‘all risks’
basis rather than a hazard-spe-
cific basis. But offering ‘all risks’
covers does not preclude in-
surers from issuing cover exclu-
sions - they sometimes exclude
damage caused by domestic
animals, frost and more. Always
read your policy wording to
know what you are covered for.

CONTENTS COVER
Contents are generally de-
fined as the personal property
which you own. This can include
furniture, furnishings, household
goods and personal effects.
Most high net worth insurance
policies provide contents cover
on a ‘worldwide’ basis, meaning
it covers belongings wherever
they are in the world for the en-
tire period of insurance. World-
wide cover is especially attrac-

tive to people with multiple
homes or those who travel ex-
tensively. Rather than arranging
separate policies for the perso-
nal property spread across sev-
eral countries, customers can
purchase a single, comprehen-
sive worldwide contents policy
that protects their belongings -
no matter where they are.

Extensions to contents cover
can include alternative accom-
modation, home office equipment
and guests’ effects. Exclusions
can include loss caused by gov-
ernment confiscation, repairs
and pets. The list of extensions
and exclusions to contents cover
can be long - pick a policy that
insures the full spectrum of your
contents.

VALUABLES COVER

Depending on your policy,
your valuables - items such as
gold, jewellery and furs - may
be covered under your contents
cover. Insurers also offer sepa-
rate valuables cover if customers
have a specific list of valuables
they would like to protect, such
as fine art, antiques and collec-
tibles.

Extensions include cover for
newly acquired valuables, pairs
and sets, and an increase in
sum insured due to the death of
an artist. Exclusions can include
dented or faded stamps and
coins, losses during transit and
damage caused by alterations.

LIABILITIES COVER

As the owner of a house or
employer of domestic staff, you
unavoidably expose yourself to
legal liability. Liabilities cover pro-
tects against liability claims re-
lated to your property or house-
hold employees. For example,
are there public rights of way
across your land, or do you hold
public events on your premises?
Inviting or allowing members of
the public on your property great-
ly increases your legal liability.
Mistreating employees or failing
to provide a safe working envi-
ronment in your home makes you
liable for any employee injuries
or deaths that occur.

Insurers may fold legal expen-
ses cover into liabilities cover.
Legal expenses cover defrays
the cost of pursuing claims
against another party, arising
from, for example, an accident

that causes death or injury to
the insured or a dispute over a
contract.

There are many more addition-
al covers available as part of
high net worth policies, such as:
Small craft, Caravans, Second
homes abroad, Family protec-
tion, General Exclusions.

Exclusions, including those
listed below, typically apply to
most high net worth policies:
War, Faulty workmanship, Nu-
clear hazards, Terrorism.

Make sure you read your poli-
cy to know all applicable exclu-
sions.

Protect your legacy - and the
things you have worked so hard
to obtain and expand. One dis-
aster can cause a ripple effect,
divesting you of the products of
your hard work!

The Summer
With Carmen

| first saw Zacharias Mavro-
eidis’ enjoyable and sexually ex-
plicit comedy at last year’s BFI

sharply funny screenplay even
more engaging.

The Last
Showgirl

Pamela Anderson excels under

Gia Coppola’s immaculate direc-
tion in this truly remarkable film.
She plays Shelly, a Las Vegas
dancer in her fifties whose future
is unsure when it is announced
that her show after a 30 year-run
is going to close. She is devasta-
ted and struggles to make a clean
start, but showbiz people can be
very cruel and insensitive when
it comes to age.

Our Body

Claire Simon’s incredible docu-
mentary takes place in the gynae-
cology ward of a Paris hospital
and explores the doctor/patient
relationship from a women'’s point
of view. Simon’s daring film be-
comes a key witness to many pa-
tients’ fears and challenges es-
pecially after a particularly difficult
diagnosis - even the filmmaker
herself is forced to confront an un-
certain future after she receives
her own diagnosis.

hakespearean plays have
Sbeen through many in-

carnations and interpre-
tations, switched in place and
time and sometimes so off the
wall that the play itself almost
gets lost. Jamie Lloyd’s produc-
tion of Much Ado about Noth-
ing (Drury Lane), designed by
Soutra Gilmour rivals Barbie for
its pinkness, making it incredibly
colourful and camp, deliberately,
or not, the characters that The
Bard created are now transpor-
ted to a 18 to 30’s hedonistic
holiday in let’s say Ayia Napa to
take ownership. Except that also
on this holiday are a Benedick
and Beatrice having a hilarious
midlife crisis.

The pink element is so inte-
gral to everything that happens
that pink confetti is effectively
the set and blows and explodes
all over the place throughout
the evening, especially in mo-
ments of high drama or excite-
ment as when Hayley Atwell’s
Beatrice ends the first half in
a moment of sexual ecstasy.
Above her hangs a huge pink
heart but it is the explosion of
confetti that makes it clear Bea
is not merely having an extre-
mely satisfying pee.

The other notable point to
make here is that theatre pro-
ducers have finally struck gold
(or maybe that should be they
are now ‘“in the pink”) with the
casting of a ‘star’ — some recent
experiments have failed miser-
ably. Tom Hiddleston made his
stage debut in 1999 and has
gone on to a hugely successful
film and TV career, probably
best known for being one of The
Avengers (Marvel Studios). He
plays Benedick and the perfor-
mance is best described as /ais-
sez-faire or more appropriately
Lloyd giving him free rein. His
relationship with the audience
becomes integral to much of
what he does, his performance
a delightful blend of stand up
and classical.

Its a masterstroke from
Lloyd and Hiddleston displays
his North London swagger
(although his middle aged dad
dancing is so ‘bad’ it's gone
viral) with aplomb and the mo-
ments of self deprecation re-
lated to his superhero status,
such as when he jumps through
a trapdoor, an analogue version
perhaps, is bonkers and totally
in tune with the production’s
theme.

That theme of anything goes
includes the whole cast fes-
tooned in animal heads that
are A Midsummer Nights Dream
meets Shrek which induces a
mind altering experience. Is this
a “trip” | asked myself. Yet des-
pite all the messing about the
Shakespearean language is not

sacrificed, it's just spoken as
though it were a bunch of Shore-
ditch hipsters having a chat over
a couple of craft beers, especially
Mara Huf whose interpretation
of Hero, typically obedient and
innocent, is a gas. The music
meanwhile is like a Top of the
Pops 90’s special. If Boy George
had made an appearance as the
DJ and it had been transported
to a bohemian nightclub in which
Leigh Bowery also made a post-
humous appearance it would be
the (pink) icing on the cake...
and appropriate. An absolute
Shakespearean blast.

And Sotira Kyriakides finds
excitement in bins...

The Peacock Theatre has a
winner with TRASH! Origina-
ting in Spain, the group YLLANA
have brought to London a totally
engaging, witty, energetic and
imaginative performance. It com-
bines laughter, much musical
drumming, dynamic movement
and even a bit of slapstick and
audience participation.

The basic concept is that you
can create music from old,
recycled materials, but this is
not a heavy environmental
message....far from it. During
the show, the four members of
the cast use unlikely objects
such as car tyres, toolboxes,
gas cylinders, plastic bottles
and much else, to create strong
rhythmic music and lively dance
moves, woven into a loose story
of men in a recycling depot.
The result very entertaining.

The theatre has clearly pro-
vided strong technical and mic-
rophone support to enable the
sounds and drumming from
these unexpected materials to
reverberate through the audi-
torium, encouraging the au-
dience to feel fully involved.
There is enough variety, with
acrobatics and plenty of jokey
humour, mostly in the form of
mime and a certain amount of
wordplay. Involving several
members of the audience in
embarrassing dance moves on
stage was in the great panto-
mime tradition. A recycling bin
banger!

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Clean Monday (Kathara Deftera) marks the beginning of Lent

Clean Monday (KaBapd Agutépa), also known
as Pure Monday, Ash Monday, Monday of Lent
or Green Monday, is the first day of the Eastern
Orthodox Christian and Eastern Catholic Great
Lent. It is a movable feast that occurs at the be-
ginning of the 7th week before Orthodox Easter
Sunday.

Great Lent corresponds to Lent as found in
Western Christianity, though the lengths of the
periods are calculated in different ways. They
both use a period of 40 days between the begin-
ning and end of Lent, because of the 40 days that
Jesus is said to have spent fasting the desert.
However, Western Christendom doesn't count
Sundays because Jesus is recorded as having
resurrected on a Sunday, whereas Eastern
Orthodox churches do count Sundays.

Liturgically, Great Lent begins on the preceding
Sunday night, at a special service in which all
present bow down before one another and ask
for forgiveness. In this way, the faithful begin the
Great Lent with a clean conscience, forgiveness
and renewed Christian love

Monday" because Christians should begin the
holy season with "clean hearts and good inten-
tions." It is also because the season of Lent is
regarded as a time when Christians should clean
up their spiritual house, coming to terms with their
lives and rededicating themselves to a more holy
and righteous way of living.

Clean Monday is a day of strict fasting. Chris-
tians are not allowed to eat from midnight to noon
and can have no meat at all. Christians are also
expected to spend extra time praying during the
day and reading from the Bible.

The day of Clean Monday is sometimes called
“Ash Monday,” by analogy to Ash Wednesday, the
day on which Lent begins in Western Christian-
ity.

Because Clean Monday is also considered to
mark the first day of spring, Greeks and Cypriots
tend to celebrate it with outdoor activities and
picnics rather than fasting and prayer. These
activities are often called 'koulouma'.

Eating meat, eggs and dairy products is tradi-

tionally forbidden to Orthodox Christians through-
out Lent, with fish being eaten only on two major
feast days: on March 25th (Annunciation of the
Virgin Mary) and on Palm Sunday.

The consumption of shellfish and mollusks,
however, is permitted in Greek Orthodox
Churches.

Traditional foods include olives, taramosalata,
octopus, and shrimp. A special kind of unleavened
bread called "lagana" is baked only on Clean
Monday. The history of lagana dates back to the
Old Testament and alludes to the help offered by
God to the Israeli people while guiding them from
Egypt to the promised land.

Greek children also create Kyra Sarakosti,
known as Lady Lent. Without a mouth or ears,
and with seven legs, she is either created out of
dough or in cardboard cut-outs. Children cut off
one of her legs per week until Easter.

In addition to picnics, outdoor activities used
to celebrate the day include building and flying
kites, dancing, and music.

UK Cypriot Garden Expert dies aged 96

Dr David Hessayon’s first ‘Expert’ book came out in 1959 and the

whole range of gardening titles that followed have had the most

extraordinarily successful history.

Born on February 13, 1928, Dr Hessayon grew up as one of five

children in Salford. From the age of five, he would help his Cyp-

riot watchmaker father, Jack, to cultivate a few colourful re-

minders of the country he had left behind. He learnt his art

tending a small plot boasting eight lilies and some hydrangeas.

His mother, Lena died when he was six and he said that she

taught him he would have to fight to be successful in life.

Dr Hessayon was educated at Salford Grammar School and studied botany and chemistry at
Leeds University before achieving a PhD from Manchester University in soil science. After meet-
ing his US-born future wife Joan in Paris in 1949, he moved to Missouri to work for her father’s
newspaper. He later became managing director of Pan Britannica Industries, the makers of Baby
Bio fertiliser.

Dr Hessayon lived in Sloe House, a 25-room Georgian mansion in Halstead, Essex, with 27
acres containing every one of the 10,000 plants he had written about.

He received three honorary doctorates and was made an OBE in 2007. The Expert series sold its
50 millionth copy in print in 2008 as it celebrated its 50th anniversary. The Guinness Book of
Records listed Dr Hessayon as the bestselling non-fiction author in history.

He died of natural causes on January 16 2025. He leaves two daughters Angelina and
Jacqueline, four grandchildren and four great-grandchildren.
