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he Kremlin said on Wed-
I nesday it was awaiting
details from Washington
about a proposal for a 30-day
ceasefire in Ukraine, while sen-
ior Moscow sources said a deal
would have to take account of
Russia’s advances and address
its concerns.

After Russian forces made
gains in 2024, U.S. President
Donald Trump reversed U.S.
policy on the war, launching bi-
lateral talks with Moscow and
suspending military assistance
to Ukraine, demanding that it
take steps to end the conflict.

The United States agreed on
Tuesday to resume weapons
supplies and intelligence sharing
after Kyiv said at talks in Saudi

Arabia that it was ready to sup-
port a ceasefire proposal.

The Kremlin said it was care-
fully studying the results of the
meeting and would await details
from U.S. Secretary of State
Marco Rubio and White House
National Security Adviser Mike
Waltz.

Kremlin spokesman Dmitry
Peskov suggested a reporter
was getting “a little ahead” of him-
self by asking if Russia intended
to tie a ceasefire proposal to the
lifting of international sanctions
imposed over the war in Ukraine.

“Rubio and Waltz said that they
would pass on detailed informa-
tion to us through various chan-
nels about the essence of the
conversation that took place in

Jeddah. First, we must receive
this information,” Peskov said.

Rubio said the United States
was hoping for a positive res-
ponse, and that if the answer
was “no” then it would tell Wash-
ington a lot about the Kremlin’s
true intentions.

“The President wanted this war
to end yesterday... So our hope
is that the Russians will answer
‘yes’ as quickly as possible, so we
can get to the second phase of
this, which is real negotiations,”
Rubio told reporters, referring
to U.S. President Donald Trump,
after more than eight hours of
talks in Jeddah.

“Every day that goes by, this
war continues, people die, peo-
ple are bombed, people are hurt
on both sides of this conflict,”
he added.

Rubio said there would be
contacts with Moscow on Wed-
nesday, that Europe would have
to be involved in any security
guarantee for Ukraine, and that
the sanctions Europe has impo-
sed would also be on the table.

Russia’s invasion of Ukraine
in early 2022 has left hundreds
of thousands of dead and injured,
displaced millions of people, re-
duced towns to rubble and trig-
gered the biggest confrontation
between Moscow and the West

in six decades.

President Vladimir Putin has
repeatedly said that he is ready
to talk about an end to the war
and Trump says he thinks Putin
is serious, though other Western
leaders disagree.

Trump said on Tuesday that
he hoped Russia would agree to
a ceasefire and that he would
talk to Putin this week.

Ukrainian President Volodymyr
Zelenskiy, who was in Saudi
Arabia but did not participate in
the talks, said the ceasefire was
a “positive proposal,” that covers
the frontline in the conflict, not
just fighting by air and sea.

In Saudi Arabia, the U.S. and
Ukraine also said they agreed
to conclude as soon as possible
a comprehensive agreement for
developing Ukraine’s critical min-
eral resources, a deal that has
been in the works for weeks and
was thrown into limbo by an acri-
monious White House meeting
between the Republican U.S. pre-
sident and Zelenskiy last week.

A top aide to Zelenskiy said
options for security guarantees
to Ukraine were discussed with
U.S. officials. Security guarantees
have been one of Kyiv's key aims,
and some European countries
have expressed willingness to
explore sending peacekeepers.

UN releases informal schedule for Geneva meeting

n informal note regarding
Athe schedule of the two-

day meeting in Geneva
for Cyprus was released by the
United Nations according to
which Secretary General Anto-
nio Guterres is hosting a dinner
with the heads of delegation
and bilateral meetings as well
as a plenary meeting with the
delegations on the second day
of the meeting.

Announcing the “informal note
regarding the informal meeting
on Cyprus in a broader format
which will be organised in Gene-
va, Switzerland, on 17-18 March

2025”, the United Nations said
the “Secretary-General will host
a dinner at the Hotel Interconti-
nental on 17 March at 7:00pm, to
welcome the Heads of Delega-
tions. The format for the dinner
will be Head of Delegation plus
one.” The SG will greet the heads
of delegations and there will also
be a photo opportunity with the
SG.

For the next day, the SG is sche-
duled to hold "bilateral meetings
for the morning of 18 March,
starting at 09:00am at the Inter-
continental Hotel.” The format for
the bilateral meetings with the

Secretary-General, the note ad-
ded, “is Head of Delegation plus
five.” Photos will be taken when
the Secretary-General welcomes
each delegation.

The plenary meeting is sche-
duled to start at 11:30am at the
Palais des Nations. Prior to that,
there will be a family photo. The
meeting is scheduled to con-
clude at 2:30pm. The format for
the plenary will be Head of Dele-
gation plus five.

During the plenary meeting,
the SG will make opening re-
marks, to be followed by remarks
by the heads of delegations.

Each delegation is encouraged
to ensure the meaningful inclu-
sion of women participants in
their delegations, the note added.

Speaking on Tuesday, the Spe-
cial Representative of the UN
Secretary-General in Cyprus,
Colin Stewart, said that despite
the continued differences in the
underlying views on the peace
process, it is positive that the sides
will be meeting again in Geneva
for an informal broader format
meeting, while expressing his

hope that the parties will use the
opportunity to make progress on
the Cyprus issue.

Stewart was speaking at the
"Running for Peace" documen-
tary launch which chronicles
Runite’s coast-to-coast run last
November.

“What might have been a sim-
ple sporting event somewhere
else carries profound symbolism
here in Cyprus. Two groups of run-
ners, each setting off from oppo-
site coasts, converged towards
Nicosia - the last divided capital
in Europe.

“But they didn’t just meet; they
mixed, ran side by side, and em-
bodied a powerful message: sport
transcends barriers...To an outsi-
der, this might have seemed like
just another race. But for those
who know Cyprus, it was some-
thing far more meaningful. It was
a profoundly symbolic coming to-
gether of people who share a
vision and hope for an end to the
division of this island,” he said in
his introductory remarks.

Israeli air strike kills four
Palestinians in Gaza

n lIsraeli air strike
killed four Palestinians
in Gaza on Tuesday, ac-

cording to the territory’s civil
emergency service, as Arab
mediators and the United
States worked to resolve dis-
agreements between Hamas
and Israel over a January 19
ceasefire deal.

The Israeli military stated that
its air force targeted “terrorists
engaged in suspicious activity
on the ground in central Gaza
who posed a threat to the force.”

Medics and family members
said the four dead, including
two brothers, were civilians.

Israel sent a delegation to
Doha for further ceasefire talks,
while Hamas leaders conclu-
ded a round of negotiations in
Cairo earlier this week. How-
ever, no breakthrough has been
made to prevent a potential
resumption of hostilities.

Fighting in Gaza has paused
since January 19 under the first
phase of the truce, during which
Hamas exchanged 33 Israeli
hostages and five Thai nationals

for around 2,000 Palestinian
prisoners and detainees.

Hamas seeks to negotiate a
second phase aimed at secur-
ing Israel’'s complete withdrawal
from Gaza. However, Israel in-
sists that Hamas must release
the remaining hostages before
advancing to the next phase of
talks.

On Tuesday, Hamas accused
Israel of deliberately causing
famine in Gaza by continuing to
block aid deliveries and cutting
off the enclave’s last working
electricity line, which affected
a water desalination and sew-
age treatment facility.

Israel reduced the flow of
food, medicine, and fuel into
Gaza this month to pressure
Hamas during ceasefire nego-
tiations. On Sunday, it announ-
ced an electricity cut, which aid
organisations warn could de-
prive Gazans of clean water.

Gaza faces the risk of ano-
ther hunger crisis if aid restric-
tions continue, said Philippe
Lazzarini, head of the U.N.
Palestinian relief agency.

Entire families killed in
Syria’s military crackdown

ntire families, including
Ewomen and children,

were killed in Syria’s
coastal region during a series
of sectarian attacks by the
army targeting an insurgency
by Bashar al-Assad loyalists,
the U.N. human rights office
reported on Tuesday.

Pressure has been mounting
on Syria’s Islamist-led govern-
ment to investigate after a war
monitor reported the killing of
hundreds of civilians in villages
predominantly inhabited by mem-
bers of Assad’s minority Alawite
sect.

“In several deeply alarming
cases, entire families - including
women, children, and those hors
de combat - were killed, with Ala-
wite-majority towns and villages
particularly targeted,” said U.N.
human rights office spokesper-
son Thameen Al-Kheetan, using

a French term for those no longer
able to fight.

The U.N. human rights office
has so far documented the deaths
of 111 civilians, though the actual
toll is expected to be much higher,
Al-Kheetan said during a press
briefing in Geneva. Of those con-
firmed killed, 90 were men, 18
were women, and three were
children, he added.

“Many of the documented
cases involved summary execu-
tions, which appear to have been
carried out on a sectarian basis,”
Al-Kheetan said. In some instan-
ces, men were executed in front
of their families, according to
survivor testimonies.

U.N. human rights chief Volker
Turk welcomed Syria’s decision
to establish an accountability
committee and urged that the in-
vestigations be prompt, thorough,
independent, and impartial.
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Tatar: We do not see the United
Kingdom as a neutral guarantor

urkish Cypriot leader Ersin
TTatar on Tuesday said he

does not see the United
Kingdom to be a neutral guaran-
tor power of Cyprus.

“l wanted the motherlands
present at the meeting, while
the UK was gradually losing its
neutrality, and this has been ob-
served in its relationships with
Israel and south Cyprus,” he told
the north’s public broadcaster
BRT, speaking about participa-
tion at next week’s enlarged
meeting on the Cyprus problem.

“We do not see them as an im-
partial guarantor country. Turkey
and Greece will participate at the
meeting with their foreign minis-
ters. The UK will be represented

at a lower level. This will happen
with our approval, and therefore
a 4+1 became a 5+1,” he said.

He added that he “did not find
it right” for the European Union to
send a delegation to the meeting,
and said he will go to the meet-
ing with a “constructive attitude”.

He also quickly rubbished
President Nikos Christodoulides’
plans to achieve a resumption
of negotiations from where they
left off in Crans Montana in 2017,
saying, “Crans Montana is over
for us”, before setting out his
prerequisites for negotiations to
resume.

“We will go there to talk about
the future. We are not going with
a status quo but with a new un-

derstanding. We are not going
with a mentality which has not
changed in 50 years and does
not provide a solution, we are not
going for a federation which was
surrendered from yesterday.

“We are going with the demand
that they meet our sovereign
equality with the ‘three ds’,” he
said, referring to his demand of
direct flights, direct trade, and
direct contacts.

“Both we and the Republic of
Turkey are going there comfort-
ably and confidently. We have
things to say. We have a position.
| will give a speech for half an
hour, there will be a dinner in the
evening, there will be a meeting
between the delegations, and
a conference the next day. We
will prove ourselves right once
again,” he said.

On his position, he said “let’s
solve this on the basis of two
states.”

“From now on, there will be no
united Cyprus, but there will be
cooperation. There can be inter-
connection in electricity. We can
also share water. There is also
a water shortage there. We are
in an earthquake zone. If it
happens in Paphos, we will run

there. If it happens in our coun-
try, they will come,” he said.

Tatar had initially been against
British involvement in the talks,
having said before his informal
dinner with Christodoulides in
October that “an environment
could be created for a 4+1 infor-
mal consultation,” thus seemingly
ruling out British involvement in
a future meeting.

The north’s ‘foreign minister’
Tahsin Ertugruloglu had said
British Prime Minister Sir Keir
Starmer had “cast a shadow over
the position of the United King-
dom, a guarantor power” of Cyp-
rus when he visited the Repub-
lic but not the north in December,
adding that it was a “good thing”
that Starmer did not visit the
north.

“The UK never fulfilled its duty
as a guarantor, and it was the
UK which opened the door to the
Greek Cypriots under the name
of the Republic of Cyprus. The
UK has an obligation to treat both
sides in Cyprus equally, and
Starmer should also listen to the
Turkish Cypriot side’s perspec-
tive,” he said.

Cypriots abroad want to see societal change
before moving back home

resident Nikos Christo-
Pdoulides has pledged to

transform Cyprus’ “brain
drain” into a “brain gain,” announ-
cing plans to visit London in May
to encourage Cypriots in the UK
to return home.

He promised to present an
“attractive package” to entice
them back, though details re-
main scarce.

Inspired by Greece’s approach,
Christodoulides appears to be
following the example of Greek
Prime Minister Kyriakos Mitso-
takis, who introduced significant
tax incentives in 2020 to encour-
age Greeks abroad to return.

Mitsotakis claimed last Nov-
ember that 300,000 Greeks had
returned due to these incentives,
which included a 50% reduction
in income tax for seven years.

In Cyprus, however, the stra-
tegy is less defined. Employers’
and Industrialists’ Federation
(OEV) chairman Michalis Anto-
niou cautioned against exces-
sive incentives, arguing that Cyp-
rus already offers favourable
conditions, including existing tax
breaks, a strong economy, and
a high quality of life.

He also highlighted the ab-
sence of inheritance tax, parti-
cularly in contrast to recent tax

hikes in the UK.
“I don’t believe additional
incentives are necessary,” An-

toniou said. “If someone is con-
sidering returning, it won’t be
just because of lower taxes.”

Geneva meetings must

pave the way for Cyprus
talks based on rule of law

early eight years after
N the last round of stalled

talks on the long-stand-
ing impasse caused by Turkey’s
invasion and occupation of the
northern areas of the Republic
of Cyprus in 1974, extended
meetings sponsored by the Uni-
ted Nations are scheduled to
take place in Geneva on 17
and 18 March.

UN Secretary-

General Antonio

Guterres has

stated that the

purpose of

the meetings

is to facilitate

“substantive

discus-sions on

the future course

of the Cyprus

issue”, to “re-new dia-

logue and signal the beginning
of a more positive dynamic for
the future” and to lead to the
restart of negotiations.

The meetings will be attended
by the President of the Republic
of Cyprus, Mr Nikos Christodou-
lides, along with a delegation
of ministers and party leaders;
Ersin Tatar, the representative of
Turkey'’s illegal subordinate re-
gime in the occupied areas; and
representatives from the nomi-
nal ‘guarantors’ of the Republic
of Cyprus — Greece, Turkey, and
the United Kingdom.

As an organisation founded
by Cypriots forcibly displaced by
Turkey’s illegal invasions and
ongoing occupation in Cyprus,
Lobby for Cyprus welcomes
efforts to build momentum for
the resumption of talks.

We support the efforts of the

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Theatro Technis seminar explores British Cypriot
representation within the wider cultural landscape of the arts

n Friday 28th February
02025, Theatro Technis,

in collaboration with
Kyriacos And Company, brought
together people working in film,
theatre and literature for the in-
augural conference entitled ‘Who
Do We Think We Are?’, a semi-
nar dedicated to exploring the
representation of British Cypriots
within the broader cultural land-
scape of the arts in the UK.

posed on us over generations by
the British and others who have
occupied the island.

The afternoon ended with a
contribution from Athena Mandis,
a filmmaker and Senior Lecturer
in Film Practice, who gave us her
perspective from her works ex-
ploring migration and identity,
themes explored in her short film
Camden to Enfield — A Cypriot
Migration Story, charting the
journey of the 29 bus.

There was also a recorded
speech from the Cyprus High
Commission Cultural Counsellor

Marios Theocharous.

The event was filmed, and we
were told that highlights would
be shared on the theatre’s web-
site in coming weeks.

After the event, people stayed
in the bar and networked. There
was a strong feeling throughout
the day that this kind of coming
together was long overdue and
more such events were needed.

Partasides attends a series
of important meetings

ell-known photogra-
pher and cameraman,
Doros Partasides, last

week attended a series of im-
portant meetings.

On Monday, he attended a
dinner organised by the Chipping
Barnet Conservative Association,
where guest speaker was Lord
Peter Lilley, a British politician
and life peer who served as a
cabinet minister in the govern-
ment of Margaret Thatcher and
John Major.

Mr Partasides took the oppor-
tunity to speak to Lord Lilley about
his personal experience as a
journalist during the 1974 Turkish
invasion of Cyprus, and referred
to Thatcher's good relations with
former Cyprus Presidents Spyros

Kyprianou and George Vassiliou.

On Tuesday, Mr Partasides
joined a special event hosted by
the Embassy of Austria to cele-
brate International WWomen'’s Day.

The discussion, ‘Mothers,
daughters, sisters, and warriors
- The role of women in democra-
cy and freedom of speech’, was
chaired by FPA Director Debo-
rah Bonetti and included a panel
of top foreign correspondents
who highlighted the importance
of women'’s voices in protecting
human rights and freedom ac-
ross the world.

Wednesday saw Mr Partasides
attend a conference organised
by UK Media Freedom Forum in
partnership with City St George’s
University, in cooperation with the

Safety of Journalists platform of
the Council of Europe, with ad-
ditional support from UNESCO’s
Global Media Defense Fund.

The forum explored a number
of topics impacting media free-
dom around the world, including
strategic lawsuits against pupil
participation and other legal
threats, misinformation and dis-
information, journalists in exile,
economic pressure, spyware and
surveillance and the impact of
artificial intelligence.

During a break, Mr Partasides
had the chance to talk with Direc-
tor Sneh Aurora of the London
Office of Commonwealth Human
Rights' initiative, where they ex-
changed ideas for future coope-
ration.

Last Thursday, the FPA orga-
nised an exclusive briefing with
the Human Rights House Foun-
dation, on Belarus and Russia,
at the Royal Overseas League.

Given the rapidly evolving
situation in the Ukraine - Russia
conflict, professional women,
Human Rights lawyers and de-
fenders are forced to live outside
their countries. They expressed
their feelings about their human
suffering with the authoritarian
regimes of Belarus and Russia.

A stitch in time

FILM OF THE WEEK
Last Breath

This intense action thriller is
based on the true events that
took place in the North Sea in
2012. It is a remake of the bril-
liant 2019 documentary, LAST
BREATH, written by Alex Parkin-
son, who now directs along with
Richard Da Costa.

The nail biting story follows
a group of deep-sea divers as
they race against the clock in
order to rescue one of their
teammates following a serious
saturation diving accident.

At the opening credits,
Parkinson acknowledges the
fact that maintaining undersea
gas lines in the North Sea and
being a saturation diver is one
of the most dangerous jobs in
the world. After that, he intro-
duces his characters as they
are about to embark on this life
threatening mission, but first we
see Chris Lemons (Finn Cole),
the youngest of the divers with
his loving fiancé Morag (Bobby
Rainsbury), who is expecting
their first baby. But during the
assignment, Lemons has his
umbilical cable severed and
finds himself trapped around
100 metres under the sea with-
out heat or light and the oxygen
is rapidly running out. It is now
up to his fellow divers Duncan
Allcock (Woody Harrelson) and
Dave Yuasa (Simu Liu) to come
to his rescue...

It is a nail biting story super-
bly produced with an elite cast
that also includes CIiff Curtis

and Mark Bonnar as the Cap-
tain and Dive Supervisor on the
vessel. It will take your breath
away!

Mickey 17

Bong Joon Ho’s eagerly
awaited follow up to his Oscar-
winning triumph PARASITE has
taken over three years to reach
cinema screens. The release
date has been postponed seve-
ral times and eventually, it is
now available to view on the big
screen.

It is written and directed by
Joon Ho, who adapted it from
Edward Ashton’s novel “Mickey
77, which tells the story of Mickey
Barnes (Robert Pattinson), an
unlikely hero chosen to become
an “expendable” on the alien
landscape of Nilfheim.

He is assigned treacherous
tasks and after he dies, his body
is reprinted, that is why he is now
called MICKEY 17. But follow-
ing another deadly mission, he
returns to base where he comes
face to face with Mickey 18,
who is all set to take over from
him...

It is a brilliant premise, but
overall it is another miscon-
ceived and uneven project like
his SNOWPIERCER made in
2013.

Pattinson is a strong presence

but as the action develops it
loses its grip and feels repeti-
tive, overlong and dull. And the
award for the most outrageously
OTT double act goes to Mark
Ruffalo and Toni Collette as the
villainous dictators.

Sister Midnight

Writer/director Karan Kand-
hari’s extraordinary film follows
the story of Uma (Radhika Apte),
a reluctant bride in an arranged
marriage stuck in a small Mum-
bai shack with paper-thin walls.

She continues to live a soli-
tary existence hardly communi-
cating with anybody not even
with her husband. And things get
even worse for Uma when she
begins to experience strange
thoughts and behaviours and
starts to act peculiarly...

Kandhari’s engaging and
highly original film opens in a
realistic manner before it turns
into a much more surrealistic
affair where anything and eve-
rything is possible.

It is a remarkable film debut
from this talented filmmaker and
it also boasts a terrific lead per-
formance from Apte.

Before

Billy Crystal is determined to
prove that he is much more than
a solid comedy performer in this
well produced psychological tele-
vision drama. He plays Eli Adler,
a child psychiatrist who, follow-
ing the tragic death of his wife
Lynn (Judith Light), tries hard to
help Noah (Jacopi Jupe), a trou-
bled young boy. But the deeper
he gets to know the boy, the more
he begins to feel that Noah has
a haunting connection to Eli's
past...

The early episodes in this ten
part drama are suitably intrigu-
ing and atmospheric, but by the
end of the series, the whole thing
feels overblown and repetitive.
Crystal’'s performance as the
haunted psychiatrist works well
and so does Jupe’s, who works
overtime as the disturbed boy. It
is also good to see the wonder-
ful Rosie Perez at her element
as the boy’s distressed mother.

Die Before
You Die

Dan Pringle’s daring film is
co-written by him with leading
actor Ziad Abaza and it is prob-
ably inspired by Ryan Reynolds’
2010 vehicle BURIED.

Abaza plays Adi, one of those
ghastly influencers and he prob-
ably gets what he deserves when
he agrees to be buried alive for
an internet challenge organised
by a mysterious group. Itis hard-
ly surprising that this ridiculous
challenge goes dramatically
wrong...

Abaza delivers a committed
performance and the whole pro-
ject is imaginatively executed
but you need to identify and care
about the fate of this sad indivi-
dual which unfortunately you
don't.

y childhood in Kentish
M Town was colourful and

eventful. Our neighbour-
hood was like the United Nations
of North London. One of my
closest friends, Guyanese, and
his mum, designed and made
clothes that would not be out of
place in a V & A exhibition titled
“Sartorial eclecticism of 1970's
London,” They were loud, proud
and flamboyant.

Last week | was at The Na-
tional Theatre to see Altera-
tions, a seminal work by Mi-
chael Abbensetts — those of you
old enough will remember his
groundbreaking late Seventies
BBC TV series, Empire Road,
the first to be written, acted and
directed by mainly Black artists
(I can still hum the tune).

Alterations was written at
around the same time, it has a
sitcom feel about it, homing in on
the dream of tailor Walker Holt,
that being a shop on Carnaby
Street. His first challenge feels
like a stitch too far, a new client
presenting him with a mountain
of trousers that need repairing
in less than a day. Achieve that
and the dream may become a
reality. Family and friends are
now in the firing line as he gets
to work, everything hangs on
him succeeding. So much so
that even when wife Darlene
loses her job, he refuses to give
her money.

Abbensetts’s writing, with ad-
ditional material by Trish Cooke,
is witty and provocative, en-
hanced hugely by Frankie Brad-
shaw’s set design and costumes.
The higgledy-piggledy upstairs
shop is packed full of clothes
racks, sewing machines, an array
of shiny outfits hung everywhere,
rolls and rolls of colourful mate-
rial, and as the rap between the
various characters picks up pace,
so the more poignant theme of
xenophobic Britain comes into
play.

Arinzé Kene is a crackerjack
Walker and his capricious be-
haviour reaches an apogee of
moodiness when he falls to the
floor and screeches like a spoilt
brat. Cherrelle Skeete’s Dar-
lene, who pines for her life in
Guyana, gives an ardent and
lively portrayal, playing up to the
surreptitious advances from
perky Horace, a mischievously
likeable Karl Collins.

Some of the updating feels a
little contrived and out of quilter
with the original in what is

otherwise a welcome return for
a piece of Black theatre his-
tory, and director Lynette Linton
gives the production a rhythm
and pace as though being per-
formed to a calypso backing
track. Dreams and aspirations
underpin much of the story,
those of the Windrush genera-
tion who aside from working
hard, also had to contend with
a society not ready for their ar-
rival. So when Walker defiantly
declares “If it's good enough for
the Jews, Asians and Whites, it's
good enough for us,” it raised
a laugh and a knowing nod from
my Jamaican companion who
arrived here in 1961. One of those
historical moments in time that
still resonate strongly in today’s
troubled world.

My second visit to the South-
bank was one of those surprises
treats that found me at the Royal
Festival Hall for a piano recital
by (Dame) Mitsuko Uchida play-
ing Beethoven (Piano Sonata
No.27) Schoenberg (Three Piano
Pieces), Kurtag (Marta ligaturaja)
and Schubert (Piano Sonata
No.21). Let's deal with the inane
first — people. One idiot trying
to film her at the start got what
he deserved — chastised like a
child by Uchida. And the (loud)
coughing which she tried to
temper with a gestured hand
to her chest. In fact that noise
prevented me from hearing the
Kurtag - no bad thing and Scho-
enberg will never be my tasse
de thé.

The Beethoven was lyrical,
intimate, full of subtle contrasts
and a masterclass in musician-
ship that also brought out the
passion and dynamism oft asso-
ciated with his work. Schubert’s
final piano sonata however took
the recital to another level. It
opened as though on a journey
to somewhere mysterious with
Uchida making full use of lin-
gering notes, never rushed yet
flowing. The slow movement left
me gobsmacked by its beauty
and nanosecond pauses allow-
ing the sound and our thoughts
to meld into one. The rondo of
the final movement ended with
a flurry of varying tempos with
that gorgeous recurring leading
theme now seeping deep into
our collective psyche. The pro-
longed standing ovation was
inevitable.

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Micro-wineries in Cyprus hope to give the world's oldest named
wine - COMMANDARIA - a comeback

Praised by the ancient Greek giants Homer and Euripides for its
superb quality nearly 3,000 years ago, Cyprus’ Commandaria is
the world’s oldest recorded and named wine.

Despite its rich heritage, the sweet wine has struggled to find its
niche in the global market. Now a number of micro-wineries in this
east Mediterranean island nation are reviving traditional wine-making
techniques and giving Commandaria a chance at a long-awaited
comeback. Makers hope to tap rich legends around the ruby red wine.

It’s said to have won the world's first known wine competition
during the 13th century rule of French King Philippe Augustus.
English King Richard the Lionheart is said to have served it to guests
at his 1191 wedding in Cyprus. And 14th century Mayor of London
Henry Picard reputedly indulged the leaders of England, France,
Scotland, Denmark and Cyprus in the Feast of the Five Kings.

The wine, known as "nama" in antiquity, was renamed by the
medieval Knights Hospitaller, who set up headquarters during the
Third Crusade at an estate known for its wine production that they
named Grande Commanderie.

The island’s Orthodox Church later adopted Commandaria as its
communion wine during Byzantine times.

Production peaked when Venice ruled Cyprus in the 15th and 16th

centuries and prized the wine for its sweetness and complex bou-
quet. Now bottles are sold for around 20 euros to up to 150.

The wine's notes of honey, raisin, walnut, fig, carob, cinnamon,
coffee and caramel are attributed to the island’s rich volcanic soil,
said Christakis Nicolaou, community leader of Zoopigi village, home
to the Commandaria museum.

Annual production of the wine in recent years hovered at around
200,000 bottles because demand tapered off, according to Savvas
Constantinou, a beverage inspector with Cyprus” agriculture and
environment ministry. One factor is the exclusion of some 800,000
Commandaria-loving Russian tourists as a result of sanctions
imposed following Russia’s full-scale invasion of Ukraine.

Constantinou said a bid to expand into the massive Chinese
market made headway five years ago but wavered after producers
couldn’t meet demand.

Wine expert Demetri Walters, who holds the prestigious title of
Master of Wines, said Commandaria sales haven’t gained much
traction abroad primarily because of a lack of marketing. For in-
stance, the island’s main producer KEO have been slow to under-
stand the potential of the wine, particularly their older vintages.

"A shame, as their Commandaria wines are very good," Walters

told the Associated Press. "The unique and antique history, the
extraordinary quality across the two styles and the terrific value
for money...Everyone who tastes it for the first time with me is blown
away by the complexity of the wine."

Walters said although sweet wines are "out of fashion" except in
the specialist trade, this is slowly changing for Commandaria. He
said the wine was entered the UK market in recent years, but as a
niche offering.

Wineries such as Revecca in the mountain village of Ayios Mamas
have found a steady domestic and foreign following, with sales on
an upward swing since it opened in 2015.

Its Commandaria last year won top prize at the national wine
competition. The winery employs three people and produces 3,000
bottles a year.

Winery curator Nikolas Christodoulides said he’s experimenting
with bespoke varieties catering to clients' tastes.

"Our focus is on improving quality rather than being fixated on
quantity," Christodoulides said. The approach has worked for one
Israeli couple who, according to Christodoulides, flies to Cyprus
just to replenish their stock.

Commandaria is made with dark Mavro and white Xynisteri grapes
that are indigenous to Cyprus. They are left in the sunshine after
harvest for seven to 12 days to bring out the distinctive sweetness.

The wine is matured in reused oak barrels for at least two years
in line with strict production laws to conform with the European
Union’s protected designation of origin. That means authentic
Commandaria comes only from 14 villages on the southern face
of the Troodos mountain range, where they re exposed to sunlight
throughout the day.

Some wineries produce a darker, sweeter version made strictly
from the Mavro grapes. That version is preferred at the Karseras
winery in the village of Doros, with an annual average production of
40 tons.

Manager Philippos Karseras is encouraged by an upswing in
domestic consumption, though it isn’t quite enough to make up for
the loss of the Russian market.

But those running the Revecca winery believe that these small
wineries will gradually win back consumers.

"We have ensure the consistency of our product’s quality first
and win over the domestic market before we can make a collective
push to market Commandaria abroad," Christodoulides said.
