1974 | ISSUE 2610 | ENGLISH SECTION PAGES 13-26

nited Nations Secretary-

l | General Antonio Guter-
res announced on Tues-

day that four new crossing
points will open between Cyp-
rus’ two sides following an ex-
panded meeting on the Cyprus
issue in Geneva, Switzerland.
In addition to the new crossing
points, Guterres confirmed that
another expanded meeting invol-
ving the UN, Cyprus’ two sides,
and its three guarantor powers
- Greece, Turkey, and the United
Kingdom - will be held in July.
He also stated that a new en-
voy to Cyprus will be appointed
before the meeting, though the
name has not yet been decided.
When asked if Maria Angela
Holguin, his previous personal
envoy to Cyprus, would take on

the role, Guterres said no deci-
sion had been made.

“Before this meeting, | didn’t
even know if | would be able to
appoint an envoy,” he added.

Guterres also announced new
initiatives, including demining
efforts, the creation of a bicom-
munal technical committee on
youth, environmental and climate
change projects, the construc-
tion of solar farms in the buffer
zone, and the restoration of
cemeteries.

He described the Geneva
talks as having made “meaning-
ful progress” and noted that the
discussions took place in a “new
atmosphere” with a shared
“sense of urgency.”

President of the Republic of
Cyprus Nikos Christodoulides

welcomed the outcome of the
meeting, calling it “an important
and positive first step toward
resuming talks.”

He highlighted the planned
appointment of a new envoy
and the scheduling of the July
meeting. Christodoulides also
referenced a joint letter sent to
Guterres by European Commis-
sion President Ursula von der
Leyen and European Council
President Antonio Costa, which
he said underscored the EU’s
clear stance on resolving the
Cyprus issue and its implications
for EU-Turkey relations.

He emphasized that “the great
effort is not yet complete,” but
said his government has a plan
to continue working toward a
solution.

Tatar, meanwhile, stressed the
need to improve cooperation
between the two communities,
saying that both Turkish Cypriots
and Greek Cypriots “deserve
much better.” He maintained his
support for a two-state solution,
insisting that negotiations can-
not continue without recognition
of the Turkish Cypriot side’s sov-
ereign equality and equal status.

Government spokesman Kon-
stantinos Letymbiotis described
the outcome as the most positive

development since 2017, saying
that Cyprus remains committed
to reunification.

Greek Foreign Minister Gior-
gos Gerapetritis also welcomed
the progress, calling it “good
news after eight years.”

Mustafa Lakadamyali, under-
secretary of the north’s ‘foreign
ministry,” confirmed that each
side has been granted the right
to open two crossing points. The
Turkish Cypriot side plans to
open crossings in Mia Milia and
Louroujina, which will connect to
Lympia. Christodoulides will pro-
pose two additional crossing
points, but their locations are yet
to be determined. Tatar had pre-
viously opposed suggestions for
crossing points near Athienou
and Kokkina, arguing they would
serve as transit routes rather
than facilitating direct passage
between the two sides.

The idea of a solar farm in the
buffer zone was first proposed
by Ursula von der Leyen in 2022.
Her plan outlined a facility produ-
cing between 30 and 50 mega-
watts, with the European Com-
mission having already prepared
the groundwork for a feasibility
study.

Political parties hail Geneva meeting as a ‘positive step’

C yprus’ political parties
responded on Tuesday
night to the outcomes
of the two-day expanded meet-
ing on the Cyprus problem, with
many describing the results as
a “positive step.”

DISY leader and House Presi-
dent Annita Demetriou called the
meeting a “positive step toward
the potential resumption of mean-
ingful negotiations.”

She highlighted key outcomes
such as the planned appointment
of an envoy, the scheduling of the
next conference, and the introduc-
tion of confidence-building mea-
sures and recommendations.

Demetriou stressed the impor-

tance of considering Turkey’s re-
cent shift toward the European
Union, especially concerning de-
fense and security issues, as well
as broader EU-Turkey relations.
She pointed to the letter sent
to UN Secretary-General Anto-
nio Guterres by European Com-
mission President Ursula von der
Leyen and European Council
President Antonio Costa on the
Cyprus issue, calling it “helpful
and certainly not accidental.”
She emphasized that the
agreed framework for a solution
- a bizonal, bicommunal federa-
tion with political equality - re-
mains the only viable path forward
in line with European principles

and values.

“There is a convergence of
events that we need to consider
carefully. Planning and prepara-
tion are essential ahead of the next
meeting to get the solution pro-
cess back on track,” she added.

AKEL leader Stefanos Stefa-
nou also welcomed the outcome
as a “positive development” and
called for thorough preparation
ahead of the July meeting.

“It is positive that the process
remains alive. The goal remains
the resumption of negotiations for
a comprehensive solution. We
should build on the progress al-
ready made and maintain exist-
ing convergences,” he said.

DIKO likewise described the
meeting as a “positive step,” not-
ing that it occurred despite “Ank-
ara’s delaying tactics.” The party
called it an important outcome of
President Nikos Christodouli-
des’ diplomatic efforts.

DIKO highlighted that the UN
did not declare a lack of common
ground during the meeting, des-
pite attempts by the Turkish side
to push for such a statement. The

party warned that such a declara-
tion would have opened the door
to alternative solutions outside
the framework of UN resolutions.

“There is still a long way to go,
and all efforts must remain firmly
within the framework of UN reso-
lutions,” DIKO added.

DIPA leader Marios Garoyian
echoed this sentiment, saying the
meeting marked a “positive step”
and that, for the first time since
2017, the Cyprus issue appears
to be on a path toward hopeful
progress.

He credited Christodoulides’
“initiatives, actions, and careful
handling” before and during the
meeting.

“These efforts played a decisive
role in avoiding a diplomatic set-
back that could have negatively
altered the course of the Cyprus
problem,” Garoyian said.

Volt also described the meet-
ing’s results as “steps in the right
direction.” While acknowledging
that previous efforts had not
resolved the Cyprus issue, the
party expressed optimism that
this time could be different.

Israeli strikes Kkill
over 400 in Gaza

killed more than 400 people,

Palestinian health officials
reported on Tuesday, ending
weeks of relative calm after
ceasefire negotiations broke
down.

Israel and Hamas blamed
each other for violating the
truce, which had largely held
since January, offering tempo-
rary relief to Gaza’s two million
residents, where much of the
infrastructure lies in ruins.

Hamas, which still holds 59
of the roughly 250 hostages
taken during its October 7,
2023 attack on Israel, accused
Israel of undermining ongoing
mediation efforts to secure a
permanent ceasefire but did not
threaten retaliation.

Israeli Prime Minister Benja-
min Netanyahu said he ordered
the strikes after Hamas rejected
proposals to extend the cease-
fire during stalled negotiations.

“Israel will now act against
Hamas with increasing military
strength,” Netanyahu’s office
stated.

The strikes targeted homes
and tent camps across the

I sraeli airstrikes on Gaza

Gaza Strip, with Israeli tanks
also shelling from across the
border, according to witnesses.
Gaza's Hamas-run health minis-
try said 404 people were killed,
making it one of the deadliest
single days since the war began.

Gaza's hospitals, already
struggling from weeks of aid
shortages, were overwhelmed
by hundreds of wounded survi-
vors, medics said. Ambulances
transported the injured as fam-
ilies in Beit Hanoun in the north
and Khan Younis in the south
fled their homes, some on foot
and others in vehicles or rick-
shaws, after Israeli evacuation
orders declared the areas “dan-
gerous combat zones.”

Egypt and Qatar, which have
been mediating the ceasefire
along with the U.S., condemned
the Israeli attacks.

U.N. aid chief Tom Fletcher
described the situation as cat-
astrophic. “Once again, the peo-
ple of Gaza are living in abject
fear,” he told the U.N. Security
Council, adding that the mod-
est progress achieved during
the ceasefire had been des-
troyed.

Russia - Ukraine trade blame
over infrastructure attacks

ussia and Ukraine
Raccused each other on

Wednesday of carrying
out airstrikes that caused fires
and damaged infrastructure,
just hours after their leaders
agreed to a limited ceasefire
aimed at protecting energy
facilities.

Russian President Vladimir
Putin agreed to temporarily halt
attacks on Ukrainian energy
infrastructure but rejected a full
30-day ceasefire proposed by
U.S. President Donald Trump
during a phone call on Tuesday.
Ukrainian President Volodymyr
Zelenskiy had already accepted
the U.S.-backed ceasefire before
the Trump-Putin call and later
supported the narrower agree-
ment on energy targets.

However, following Russian
airstrikes early on Wednesday,

Zelenskiy called on the interna-
tional community to prevent Mos-
cow from prolonging the conflict.
“Russia is attacking civilian infras-
tructure and people — right now,”
Zelenskiy’s chief of staff, Andriy
Yermak, wrote on Telegram.

In Sumy, northeastern Ukraine,
Russian drone strikes damaged
two hospitals, prompting the eva-
cuation of patients and staff. No
injuries were reported. In the Kyiv
region, a Russian drone attack
injured a 60-year-old man and
damaged several homes.

Zelenskiy reported that Russia
launched more than 40 drones
against Ukraine in the hours
following the Trump-Putin call.

Meanwhile, Russia’s defense
ministry claimed that its forces
had destroyed 57 Ukrainian
drones overnight, including 35
over the Kursk region.

government was on Tuesday
blasted for failing to address the
underlying issues of the ongo-
ing migration crisis.

“Compliance with internatio-
nal law and relevant interna-
tional conventions is not only a
moral but also a legal obligation
of the Republic of Cyprus,” it
added.

The party linked the tragedy to
the humanitarian crisis in Syria,
Lebanon and Gaza.

“The mass massacres by the
jihadists against Christians, Ala-
wites, and other populations in
Syria and Lebanon, and the re-
sumption of Israeli bombing in
Gaza, are creating new waves
of refugees in our region,” AKEL
said.

The party urged the EU to show
greater solidarity in addressing
the issue.

“This tragedy could and should
have been avoided. Seven peo-
ple lost their lives and another
eleven are missing, trying to
escape the dangers in their own
countries. The government must
take responsibility,” Volt spokes-
man Pieros Koroullas said.

The party pointed to the stark
contrast between the govern-
ment’s recent statements and
the reality of the situation on the
ground, slamming the deputy
minister of migration’s remarks
just hours before the tragedy, in
which he optimistically spoke
about the “solution” to the migra-
tion issue.

The party argued that such
statements were completely dis-
connected from the reality faced
by migrants and refugees.

Volt Cyprus also called for an
immediate halt to policies like
the forced return of asylum see-
kers, and stressed the impor-
tance of respecting international
human rights standards.

“This tragedy is a reminder that
the government not only fails
to protect human life but also
appears unwilling to respect the
fundamental rights of these peo-
ple,” Volt's spokesman conclu-
ded.

Partasides attends panel discussion

on second Trump administration

ed a panel discussion on
the second Trump administra-
tion, organised by Seesox. The
event took place at St Anthony’s
College Oxford and covered im-
plications and expectations for
South East Europe and the Bal-
kans.

It was chaired by Othon Anas-
tasakis with a strong professional
panel including Daniel Dombey
(Financial Times), Joan Hoey
(Economist Intelligence Unit) and
Oana Lungescu (Royal United
Services Institute).

Each of the panelists spoke
about their professional experi-
ence exploring their own opinions.
Joan Hoey' s message was that
what Trump is doing is the oppo-
site of what we have seen before
in the foreign policy arena.

Often, political leaders are try-
ing to establish their authority on
the international stage. Indeed, in
recent weeks we have seen two
European politicians, Emmanuel
Macron of France and Keir Star-
mer of the UK, trying to do pre-
cisely that. Trump, on the other
hand, wants to win authority and
legitimacy at home by confront-

ing what he sees as the political,
moral and operational decay of
American institutions, including
government, and this agenda is
defining his actions and driving
his administration to this new
approach to foreign policy.

Trump likes to be seen as a
deal-maker, problem-solver and
peace-maker. He aims to be
awarded a Nobel peace prize.

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Nikki Lilly gives a speech on cyberbullying
against persons with disabilities at UNHRC

ikki Lilly Christou was
N invited to give a speech

at the UN on Monday 10
March 2025.

As well as being the founder
of The Butterfly AVM Charity,
she is also the Patron of Face
Equality International.

Nikki spoke to the United Na-
tions Human Rights Council at
their annual interactive debate
on the rights of persons with dis-

abilities. The theme for 2025
was, digital and assistive techno-
logies, countering cyberbullying,
and digital inclusion.

Nikki, 20, has been a regular
online presence since the age of
eight, after receiving a life-chang-
ing diagnosis of arteriovenous
malformation affecting her face,
two years earlier.

Speaking about how the inter-
net has carved out a new space

for cyberbullying and online
hatred, Nikki insisted that it could
also be a “lifeline” for people with
visible differences.

"It gave me connections which
| could pursue from a hospital bed
and took my mind off the realities
| was facing," she said of her cam-
paigning work on social media,
aimed at helping others who live
with rare and complex medical
conditions.

As a child, one in five com-
ments targeted her appearance;
some called her “a monster and
a reason to use contraception”,
she told the Council.

That figure rose “drastically”
as she got older, Nikki continued,
urging policymakers and com-
panies to shield others like her
from similar abuse.

She called on social media
platforms to include people with
disabilities in technology devel-
opment and to implement faster
report processes to filter content
before “millions have already
seen it.”

The problem lies not only with
social media platforms, but with
institutions too, Nikki reminded
the Council's 47 Member States.

As cutting-edge facial recog-
nition tools break new ground,

“technology is failing our commu-
nity”, the digital creator and tele-
vision presenter maintained.

This facial recognition soft-
ware — often fails to recognise
“the extreme social barriers” en-
countered by those with facial
differences on a day-to-day level,
she continued.

Such barriers include acces-
sing banking apps, applying for
jobs or obtaining identity docu-
ments, because facial-recogni-
tion technology does not recog-
nize her face, she explained.

Nikki welcomed the UN Con-
vention on the Rights of Persons
with Disabilities (UNCRPD) and
issued a direct appeal to Council
members who “have the power
to make the human rights of peo-
ple with visible differences visible
at last. This means investment in
accessible digital systems which
treat all faces equally, stronger
platform accountability, and inclu-
sive policies to ensure that every-
one can contribute to society
equitably.

“It is time that we are heard
as well as seen.”

NOTICE OF DESIGNATION OF AN AREA FOR ADDITIONAL LICENSING
Section 56, Housing Act 2004

The London Borough of Enfield (“The Council”) in exercise of its
powers under section 56 of the Housing Act 2004 (“the Act”) hereby
designates the entire area of its district, as subject to Additional
Licensing as described at paragraph 4. The designation applies to all
Houses in Multiple Occupation (“HMQOs”) that are occupied under a
tenancy, or a licence as described at paragraph 5.

CITATION, COMMENCEMENT AND DURATION

1. This designation will be known as The London Borough of Enfield
Designation of an Area for Additional Licensing of Houses in
Multiple Occupation 2025. The Designation is made on 12 March
2025 and shall come into force on 1 September 2025."

2. The designation shall cease to have effect on 31 August 2030 (not
more than five years) or earlier if the Authority revokes the scheme
under section 84 of the Act.

AREA TO WHICH THE DESIGNATION APPLIES

3. This designation shall apply to the entire area of the London
Borough of Enfield as delineated and edged red on the map annex
A below.

APPLICATION OF THE DESIGNATION

4. The designation applies to all Houses in Multiple Occupation
(“HMOs”) as defined by section 254 of the Act that are occupied by
3 or more persons comprising 2 or more households as defined in
Annex B, within the area described at paragraph 1 unless:

a. the house is an HMO that falls within the nationally prescribed
category of HMO that is required to be licensed as a ‘mandatory
HMO'’ under section 55(2)(a) Part 2 of the Act?;

b. the house is subject to an Interim or Final Management Order
under Part 4 of the Act;

c. the house is subject to a temporary exemption under section 62
of the Act;

d. the house is an HMO that is a building or part of a building that is
not an HMO for the purposes of licensing under Part 2 of the Act®
as defined in Annex C/Schedule 14 of the Act; or.

e. itis a building converted into self-contained flats but does not meet
the standards of conversion required by the Building Regulations
1991, and where less than two thirds of the flats are owner
occupied to which Section 257 of the Housing Act 2004 applies.

EFFECT OF THE DESIGNATION

5. Subject to sub paragraphs 4(a) to (e) above, every HMO of the
description specified in that paragraph in the area specified in
paragraph 3 shall be required to be licensed under section 61 of the
Act.

6. The designation falls within a description of designations in relation
to which the Secretary of State has issued a General Approval
under section 58 of the Act, namely, The Housing Act 2004:
Licensing of Houses of Multiple Occupation and Selective Licensing
of Other Residential Accommodation (England) General Approval
2024 which came into force on 23 December 2024.

7. The London Borough of Enfield will comply with the notification
requirements contained in Section 59 of the Act and shall maintain
a register of all houses registered under this designation, as
required under section 232 of the Act.*

All landlords, managing agents or tenants within the designated area
should obtain advice to ascertain whether their property is affected by
the Designation.

Upon the designation coming into force a person commits an offence
under section 72(1)-(2) of the 2004 Act, if they are a person having
control of or managing a HMO which is required to be licensed under
this Additional Licensing Designation but is not so licensed or allows
a licensed property to be occupied by more households or persons
other than as authorised by a licence, is liable to prosecution and

on summary conviction is liable to an unlimited fine. A person who
breaches a condition of a licence (s72(3)) is liable upon on summary
conviction to an unlimited fine.

The Council may, as an alternative to prosecution, impose a financial
penalty of up to £30,000 per offence. Further, where an offence has
been committed, an application may also be made by the Council and/
or tenant under the provisions of section 73 and 74 of the Housing Act
2004 for a Rent Repayment Order. The Council may also make an
Interim Management Order, add any relevant offences on a database
of rogue landlords, or to a banning order.

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1939: The Apex of Hollywood’s Golden Age

The year 1939 is often described
as the pinnacle of Hollywood’s
"Golden Age," a period generally
spanning the late 1920s to the early
1950s. This era was marked by unpar-
alleled advancements in cinematic art-
istry, narrative sophistication, technolo-
gical innovation, and an unparalleled
production of timeless classics.

Among all the years during this illus-
trious period, 1939 stands apart as the
most exceptional for the sheer volume
of high-quality films released and their
enduring influence on popular culture
and the craft of filmmaking.

From sweeping epics like Gone with
the Wind to whimsical fantasies like The
Wizard of Oz, 1939 represents a year
when Hollywood reached the zenith of
its creative and industrial powers. The
convergence of immense talent - both
in front of and behind the camera - com-
bined with a booming studio system, an
increasingly sophisticated audience,
and advancements in technology, en-
sured that this year would resonate
through cinematic history for genera-
tions to come.

1. A Year of Unparalleled Cinematic
Achievements

The most compelling reason 1939 is
celebrated as Hollywood’s golden year
is the staggering list of enduring classic
films that were released. Among them
are:

Gone with the Wind: Directed by
Victor Fleming, this Civil War epic is one
of the most celebrated films of all time.
Based on Margaret Mitchell’'s bestselling
novel, it became a cultural phenomenon.
Winning eight Academy Awards, inclu-
ding Best Picture, its vivid Technicolor
cinematography, massive scale, and un-
forgettable performances by Vivien Leigh
and Clark Gable cemented its status
as a masterpiece.

The Wizard of Oz: Also directed by
Victor Fleming (a testament to his crea-
tive prowess), this beloved fantasy film
dazzled audiences with its use of Tech-
nicolor, enchanting musical numbers,
and Judy Garland’s career-defining
performance. Its cultural legacy is un-
matched, with songs like "Over the Rain-
bow" and its timeless message of hope
and self-discovery.

Mr. Smith Goes to Washington: Frank
Capra’s stirring political drama features
James Stewart as an idealistic senator
who confronts corruption in Washington.
Its potent blend of optimism and cynicism
resonated deeply with Depression-era
audiences and remains one of the most
iconic films of the era.

Stagecoach: John Ford’s masterful
Western revitalised a genre that had
been languishing in mediocrity. Featur-
ing John Wayne in his breakout role, it
elevated the Western to a respected
cinematic form with its complex chara-
cters, dramatic tension, and sweeping
visuals of Monument Valley.

Wuthering Heights: William Wyler’s
haunting adaptation of Emily Bronté’s
novel starred Laurence Olivier and Merle
Oberon. Its gothic atmosphere and ro-
mantic intensity captured the novel’s
essence, earning it an Academy Award

for Cinematography.

Dark Victory: A poignant melodrama
starring Bette Davis in one of her most
celebrated performances. The story of
a woman facing terminal iliness struck
an emotional chord with audiences
and critics alike.

Other standout films of 1939 include
Ninotchka (a romantic comedy starring
Greta Garbo), Goodbye, Mr. Chips,
Destry Rides Again, Gunga Din, Love
Affair, The Hunchback of Notre Dame,
and Of Mice and Men. Together, these
films represent an extraordinary variety
of genres, tones, and themes, offering
something for every audience.

2. The Peak of the Studio System

The 1930s were dominated by the
studio system, a highly organized method
of film production in which major studios
controlled nearly every aspect of film-
making. By 1939, this system was at its
peak, enabling studios to produce films
of remarkable quality and consistency.
Each major studio specialised in certain
types of films:

MGM (Metro-Goldwyn-Mayer) was
known for its opulence and prestige
pictures like Gone with the Wind.

Warner Bros. excelled in socially
conscious dramas like Dark Victory and
patriotic fare like The Adventures of
Robin Hood.

20th Century Fox had a reputation for
historical dramas and literary adapta-
tions, such as The Hunchback of Notre
Dame.

RKO Pictures produced stylish musi-
cals with Fred Astaire and Ginger Rogers
and romantic comedies like Love Affair.

Paramount Pictures specialised in
sophisticated comedies, exemplified by
Ninotchka.

These studios operated as well-oiled
machines, nurturing a vast pool of talented
directors, writers, actors, and technicians.
The studio system provided resources
and stability that allowed filmmakers to
experiment within certain boundaries
while ensuring high production values.

The studio system also capitalised on
the "star system," where actors were
groomed and promoted as larger-than-
life figures.

The year 1939 saw many of Holly-
wood’s greatest stars at the height
of their powers, including: Clark Gable
(Gone with the Wind), Vivien Leigh
(Gone with the Wind), Judy Garland (The
Wizard of Oz), Bette Davis (Dark Vic-
tory), James Stewart (Mr. Smith Goes to
Washington), John Wayne (Stagecoach),
Greta Garbo (Ninotchka), Laurence
Olivier (Wuthering Heights), Errol Flynn
(Robin Hood), Tyrone Power (Jesse
James), The Women (Joan Crawford),
Young Mr Lincoln (Henry Fonda), Gunga
Din (Cary Grant) and Beau Geste (Gary
Cooper).

These stars became cultural icons,
embodying the dreams and aspirations
of audiences around the world.

3. Artistic and Technological
Innovation

The use of Technicolor reached new
heights in 1939, with films like Gone

with the Wind and The Wizard of Oz
showcasing its potential to create vivid,
emotionally resonant imagery. While
colour films had been around since the
1920s, 1939 marked a turning point
where Technicolor became integral to
storytelling, enhancing the visual ex-
perience and capturing the imagination
of audiences.

Advances in Cinematic Storytelling
- The films of 1939 demonstrated a re-
markable maturity in storytelling, featu-
ring complex characters, nuanced per-
formances, and sophisticated themes.
Gone with the Wind, for example, tackled
themes of love, loss, racism and resil-
ience against the backdrop of the Civil
War, while Mr. Smith Goes to Washing-
ton explored the challenges of main-
taining integrity in the face of political
corruption.

Innovative Filmmaking Techniques
- Directors like John Ford, Victor Flem-
ing, and Frank Capra employed ground-
breaking techniques that would influence
future generations of flmmakers. John
Ford’s use of Monument Valley in Stage-
coach set a standard for location shoot-
ing in Westerns, while the visual effects
in The Wizard of Oz pushed the bound-
aries of what could be achieved on-
screen.

4. A World on the Brink of War

By 1939, the world was on the cusp of
World War Il. In Europe, tensions were
escalating following Germany'’s invasion
of Poland, and in America, the Great
Depression lingered despite signs of
economic recovery. In this turbulent
environment, Hollywood played a vital
role in providing escapism, hope, and
inspiration.

Films like The Wizard of Oz offered
audiences a sense of wonder and op-
timism, while others, such as Mr. Smith
Goes to Washington, reflected the an-
xieties and aspirations of the time. The
cinema of 1939 balanced entertainment
with social commentary, resonating
deeply with audiences facing uncertainty
about the future.

The Golden Age of Escapism -
Movies provided an affordable form of
entertainment during the Depression
era, and by 1939, Hollywood had mast-
ered the art of creating films that trans-
ported audiences to other worlds. Whe-
ther through the romanticised grandeur
of Gone with the Wind or the magical land
of Oz, these films offered viewers an
escape from the hardships of daily life.

5. Critical and Commercial Success

The films of 1939 were not only criti-
cally acclaimed but also commercially
successful. Gone with the Wind, for in-
stance, became the highest-grossing
film of all time (adjusted for inflation) and
remains a cultural touchstone. Many
other films from that year, such as The
Wizard of Oz and Stagecoach, achieved
box office success while earning critical
praise for their artistry and innovation.

The Academy Awards - The 12th
Academy Awards, held in 1940, high-
lighted the incredible quality of films

released in 1939. Gone with the Wind
dominated the ceremony, winning eight
Oscars, including Best Picture.

First African American Oscar
Winner: Hattie McDaniel (1893 — 1952)
was an African-American actress, singer-
songwriter, and comedian. For her role
as Mammy in Gone with the Wind, she
won the Academy Award for Best Sup-
porting Actress, becoming the first Afri-

can American to win an Oscar. She has
two stars on the Hollywood Walk of
Fame, was inducted into the Black Film-
makers Hall of Fame in 1975, and in 2006
became the first black Oscar winner
honoured with a U.S. postage stamp.

6. Legacy of 1939

The impact of the films released in
1939 is still felt today. Many of these
movies remain cultural touchstones,
studied in film schools, celebrated by
critics, and cherished by audiences
worldwide. The enduring popularity of
films like The Wizard of Oz and Gone
with the Wind underscores their time-
less appeal and their role in shaping
the language of cinema.

When Autumn
Falls

Here is another little gem from
the veteran French director
Francois Ozon, who effortlessly
switches genre with each film.

Here he follows the story of
Michelle (Helen Vincent), an
effortlessly sympathetic grand-
mother enjoying her retirement
in a quiet Burgundy village. She
is delighted when her daughter
Valerie (Ludivine Sagnier) arrives
from the city with plans of leav-
ing her son with her in the village
for a week. But things begin to
turn sour when Valerie insists
that Michelle should leave her
the inheritance and the family
house now and before she dies,
so that she can avoid paying
taxes.

Things also take another
unexpected turn when her close
friend Marie Claude’s son Vin-
cent (Pierre Lottin) gets released
from prison and comes into their
lives...

It is a deceptively simple
premise but there are so many
unexpected delights and twists
that will give immense pleasure
even to the most demanding
audiences.

Clueless (Trafalgar Theatre)

Nothing to lose you might
think, but it's beginning to feel
like the world of live entertain-

Howe’s heroes march into history

Boyhood Newcastle fan Burn was called up by
new England boss Thomas Tuchel on Friday —and
the 32-year-old defender crowned the finest week
of his career by taking advantage of slack Liver-
pool marking to open the scoring.

Isak doubled the Magpies’ lead with a superbly
taken strike which gave Newcastle well-deserved
breathing space after the break.

Howe’s side were superior to Liverpool in all
areas, with Joelinton giving a momentous perfor-
mance in midfield — rallying supporters after win-
ning tackles and never giving Arne Slot's eam a
moment’s peace.

This win marks a historic moment for Newcastle,
ending the barren years and a run of nine succes-
sive Wembley defeats since they lifted the FA
Cup seven decades ago.

It started the party of all parties inside Wembley
— and one that will carry on all the way back to
Tyneside.

Erling Haaland and Omar Mar-
moush struck for Pep Guardiola’s
men, either side of a goal for
Brighton’s Pervis Estupinan, while
Brighton equalised for the second
time with a second-half own goal
by City defender Abdukodir Khu-
sanov.

“At Goodison Park, Everton’s
Jake O’Brien headed a last-gasp
equaliser to salvage a draw after
Czech midfielder Tomas Soucek
had put West Ham ahead in the
67th with a curling shot.

Brentford won thanks to mid-
fielder Christian Norgaard’s sec-
ond-half winner.

Bournemouth had taken an
18th-minute lead from Vitaly Ja-
nelt's own goal before they con-
ceded twice in a blow to their
hopes of qualifying for European
competition for the first time.

Wolves beat Southampton
thanks to a clinical double from
Jorgen Strand Larsen, South-
ampton look destined for the drop
with just nine points from 29
games and after a ninth straight
home defeat the team walked
off to loud boos from their fans.

The impressive Bruno Fernan-
des, who assisted two goals,
added a 90th-minute third to un-
derline United’s dominance.
